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10 changes that the Obama
administration could achieve

President-elect Barack Obama’s term in office will be
historic and likely inspirational. But what can the new
president offer Americans? Reporter Brian Tumulty of
the Gannett News Services offered 10 changes that the
Obama Administration can likely achieve. Here’s our
take on them:

1, Health insurance for more children. It's a worthy
goal to expand health care to children living in fami-
lies near the poveity level. But the focus has to be on
providing access to health care for children who might
otherwise go without. Those are the outcomes that
should be measured, rather than merely pmvldmg
maore tax—suppnrted premium payments to insurance
companies.

2. Cheaper prescription drugs. Treating illness with
drugs will dramatically increase health care costs for
an aging population. But government needs to be care-
ful of playing to populist ideals of low-cost Canadian
drugs. Yes, some drugs cost less in Canada. But that's
hecaunse Canadians can rely on American research. It
is difficult to find the last time a Canadian firm pro-
duced a pharmaceutical breakthrough.

3. Broader jobless benefits. It's costly, but Congress
must provide a safety net as the unemployment rate
continues to climb. People who worked long and hard
are now jobless because of factors ranging from the
loss of manufacturing jobs to the financial sector
implosion. If we can bail out financial executives with
million-doliar bonuses, then we can provide for the
working man and woman,

4. More college student loans. As the nation and
world economy rapidly evelves, the value of education
only graws. It is critical that students have the oppor-
tunity to go to college. Our only caveat: Universities
have to tighten their belts and not merely accept more
government spending,

5. Easier small business loans, Obama has a
promising proposal to use existing Small Business
Administration programs to provide low-interest,
fixed-rate loans for people who want to start or expand
small businesses. In a time of tight credit, this would
be a critical lifeline.

6. Simpler tax filing. The more complex the tax code,
the more likely that someone unfairly benefits. Make
it simple, which will make it more likely that more
people will pay their fair share. Obama plans to use a
system modeled after a California project where tax-

+  payers can choose to pay a pre-calculated bill rather
than hire a tax preparer.

7. Less time filling out medical forms There is room
for great savings and simplification in hospital tech-
nology. Patient care should improve as well, But there
is also the danger of great expenditures without sub-
stantive improvement, This is a worthy project, but it
requires great oversight to prevent fraud or incompe-
tence. .

8. More access to government data. In this digital
age, the bias should be in favor of making govern-
ment as transparent as possible, The more information
available on-line, the better.

9. Time off work, Of all industrialized nations, the
United States reportedly offers the least amount of
time off work. The Family and Medical Leave Act has

" provided necessary flexibility for employees to take
care of family issues. But the government may be going
too far to mandate seven days of paid sick days annu-
ally. Many companies already provide such benefits,
but they are often wrapped into other parts of the ben-
cfits package.

10. Role model. Obama’s election provides the high-
est-possible visibility for the potential that can be
reached for all American children, particularly those
from low-income or minority families. & Harvard-edu-
cated expert on constitutional law, Obama promises to
be the symbol of a generation that casts aside the prej-
udices that have for too long plagued a great nation.

performing painful medical procedures
on them is tio less outrageous or egregions
than if done to a political prisoner; where
governmental bodies will face the shame
and legal consequences they deserve for
perpetuating human rights abuses.”

Elizabeth
Baner, of Birmingham, is one of them.
She is a membet of the Michigan State
Board of Education, former executive
director of the Michigan Protection and
Advocacy Service, and a board member
of MSRI, Bauer is perhaps the strongest
advacate for the rights of all people, espe-
cially for the rights of people with dis-
abilities, that I know. She has been at it
for inore than four decades. Liz, as sheis
better known, has been a tireless and pas-
sionate advocate, fighting for the rights
of all people to help assure they can take
part in all the glory life has to offer.

I fiest met Liz in the late 1970s when
she served as the training director (which
is a misnomer as she was much more) at
the Piymouth Center for (imHuman(ane)
Development. Liz, then as now, was in the
middle of fixing problems that others had
created because this state mental health
institution had gained national notoriety
for unfathomable human abuses.

Fortunately, our paths have continued
to cross over these many years. During
every waking hour Liz Bauer spends
her time, energy, money and intellect
attempting to make the world a bet-
ter place. Do not attempt to argue with
Liz about disabilities rights issues in

Michigan, the U.S,, or around the globe.
She has either been in the center of the
fight or has the issue well-decumented in
herbasement files that rival the National
Archives when it comes to disability
issues.

She has walked the halls of state insti-

tutions in Michigan, America and in
developing nations while passionately
advocating for those with disabilities.
She knows the halls of the capitols of
ourstate and nation just as well. She has
championed enlightened public policy
and the development of inelusive, con-
sumer-directe d, culturally competent,
community-based services and supports
for people with disabilities in Michigan,
mtionalIy and in numerous other coun-
tries.

Liz's Rolodew s a virtual who's who of
advocates, consumers and powerful polit-
ical people on whom she will call or upon
who she will sic advocates in her guest to
uphold basic human rights.

Sadly, the rights of persons with dis-
abilities, as well as treating them with
basic human decency, are still being vio-
lated daily in Michigan and across the
world. In this 21st century, with all that
we know, we need to support the individ-
uals and organizations that are standing
up for the rights of our fellow man.

Liz Bauer and the Duchesses of York
can't do this important work alone. They
need your help and support. Please give
until it hurts - so children and adults
with disabilities will not burt in the
future.

The Lest
way to get these substances is
to consume store-bought foods
that are fortified with sterols
or stanols including cortain
orange juices, yogurls, hreads.
cerenls, granola bars, cooking
oils, salad dressings, marga-
rine spreads and more, Check
the labels to find produets that
contain sterols or stanols and
wateh out for high calories.

- Fish: Rich with omega-3
latty acids, eating fatty fish
{mackerel, lake trout, herring,
sardines, salmon and alhacore
tuna) a few times a week can
help buost your gaod HDL
cholesterol by as much as 10
petcent, not to mention lower
your triglycerides and blood
pressure, and reduce inflam-
mation, Ifyou dou't like fish,
other food sonrees that pro-
vide omega-3s are walnuts,
soybeans, flaxseed and canola
oil, or take a fish oil supple-
menl.

+ Olive vil: Contains a
potent mix of antioxidants
that can lower your LDL
without affecting vour HDL.
A good way 1o work olive oil
into your diet is to substilute
it with butter or other cooking
oils, or mix it with vinegar as
a salad dressing. About two
iablespoons a day are recon-
mended.’

Owners of Roth IRAs benefit from
tax-free distributions once they reach age
5914, so it makes sense to convert a tradi-
tional taxable IRA into a Roth.
