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Wheelchair Getaways brightens lives, provides service

When Kirk Rosey was first
restricted 10 @ wheclchair a few
years ago, i was a siuggle just o
leave the house. His wheelchair
had become the largest hurdle
preventing liavel.

When be couldn™t move from his
wheelchair o the passenger seat in
his sister's vehick, she couldn't
find wheelchair-accessible irans-
portation o gel him 10 uppoint-
ments. Then the paic discovered
Wheelchair Getaways, a van renal
service for people in wheelchairs.

“The really fisst expericace |
hod was 1 needed to get him to
some physician  appointments.
Medicare and insurance wouldn’t
cover it unless he was bed-
bound.” said Kirk’s sister, Novi
residenl Gayle Rosey. "It was just
like driving @ van or SUV. | jusi
don't know what [ would've done
without them. frank!ly.”

Kirk, 51, was disgnosed with
progressive frontil lobe dementia
six years ago. The neurclogical
degeneration took away his abili-
#y to walk and speak before it took
his life Murch 30,

“Transportation is a problen
for il peopls te begxin with.”

Gayle said. “When | look back,
when  your Tamily members
become itk sometimes you're Wl o
Ioss for what you can do.”

Gayle said she called several
services before a car dealership
reconumended  the  Highland-
based Wheelchair Getaways, As a
sursing  supervisor  of e
Anticoagulation Department at
St John Haospital in Detroit,
Gayle deals with health care
patieats and their needs daily, but
had never beard of the service.

“The ambalance costs arc so
capensive. so this was very rea-
senable. I could always go with
him," she said. "z put some joy
tack im0 his life that he just
would ot have had. If it hadn't
leen for this van it would've been
real hard. Kirk and | enjoyed so
many things, They <hanged Kirk's
life. [ took him out 1o Kensington.
I was able 1o take him out to
mevies and dinner. [ look him w
the Woodward Crse. It was a joy
becanse, otherwise, ie'd just be
tound at the nursing home.”

Hugh Plan stavted Wheelchair
Getaways 16 years ago in Highland
as the 13th franchise in a now-3{-
franchise program. Although bascd
it Highland, Plat's business servie-
es the enlire state, ay it is the only

provider in Michigan.

“I[ someone needs one, we sim-
ply take one over there. We're sim-
tlir 1o Hertz or Avis, excepl every-
thing in our fleet is wheelchair
accessible.” he said, “There’s peo-
ple that travel for business, have
relatives here or have their own
vehicke that needs repairs. For any
reason you might rent a car, those
are the sanie reasons we reat ko
people in wheelchains.”

Wheelchair Getaways rents out
50 vans for as long as they're
needed, whether it be one day or
two months,

“Our flect of 50 vans, we run in
the mid-lo-low 90 percentife all
the time. Orly twa or three arc tot
rented out on any given day.” Plait
saitl, noting (hat peeple have a
better chance of seeuring a rental
if they eall weeks in advanee.
“Wetve tried to keep il affordable.
In 16 years, we've only raised
rates $15 and everylhing with gas
prices, vchicle mainenance and
everything has increased more.”

Van rental for one day is 399
plus tax and gas, although the vehi-
cle starts with a full tank. Cost per
day ratwes are cheaper for longer
rentals, The vans can be picked up
in Hightand or delivered,

Club was begun by Colier more
than a year agu in anticipation of
her daughter, Jane, attending the
Northville School, alse attended
by Navi students.

Colier's daughter, an cutgeing,
smiling first grader with inguisi-
tive eyes, has apraxia of speech.

Pointing to her mouth, Julis
Colser explains apraxia. “It's just
a nevrulogical speech disorder —
it just doesn't allew the brain o
tell these muscles to move, What
they call her “urticulalors” - her
tongue, her jaw and her lips.

“I started the sign language
club knowing that she was com-
ing — so that I could teach it 1o
the other kids, and they woulkln'c
feel it was odd, and that she

some; they're 30 interested and
involved and don't see it as
unusual at all.”

Calter keeps her sign language
class [un and informalive. As the
kids nosh on their lunches, she
quizzes them on objects, signing
the words for “soup™ and “cup.”

The kids, siuing in a circle
around Coller, stare at her Muler-
ing hands. If they know ke cor-
rect translation for the words
signed, they scribble it down on a
small chalkboard. Colter maves
on to numbers and sigos for *17”
and “B” which the students stare
at, sk for a repeal. and then
write down their answers.

‘Towarsl the end of the hal{-
hour class, Coller begins 2 sign
language version of the 1ele-
phane” game. I's where 2 word
or phrase is pussed from person
1o person down 2 line.

Studenes stagd in @ single-like
line and Colier begins the game
by signing the phrase “l like
bananas.”" For this, Colter pojnts
o1 hand to her chest, then with
oie hand briags 1 thumb and

forefinger logelher and moves
them forward near the chest, and
then finally signs for banana by
yaising a thumb from a fist und
“peels” it with the othier hand.

Aller passing from one student
to the neat, with a fot of gigpling
and quizzical looks, the young-
sier al the end of (he line signi "l
like apples.”

Colter says thal her d:lughlcr s
aprania is gening better and she's
#ble 1o use speech more and
more every day, but, for now,
signing is still a valuable way (or
Jane 1o communicate witi her
puers and classmates,

“Last weekend she was at 4
hirthday party, and she’ll sign
‘happy binthday’ as they're
singing it and then they’IL sign it
too,” Colter suid.

As her sign language siudents
file out of her a.m. kindergarten
class, Coltes ralks about how
important it is for Jane to have a
full-lime sign language inler-
preter in all her classes.

“She doesn’t need to carry
arpund a computer o sound box

or writing lablet,” said Colter.
“She can just move around the
clussroom and sign away, and the
interpreter can just tell the others
what shc's saying.”

One of the kids leaving
Colier's room is Jane’s friend
Leah Putkiss. Jane and Lezh sat
side-by-side that day and
signed the answers 10 Julie's
questions together and smifed al
each other when they got the
answers right.

Colter thinks it's valuable for
her daughter to have & buddy
who cun learn her new language
and has seen a definile impact of
the club outside its lunch hour
meelings.

“Leah is her very best friend.”
said Colter, “What's really inter-
esting is that producing sign is
pretty hard for them - fine motor
skill-wise, but Leah knows what
Jane s saying. Her receptive
skills are really good. And Jane
will sign something like ‘let’s
play on the monkey bars’ and
Leah will say "OK” and off they

go”

Finally diagnosed with Crohn's
disease, a condition that affects the
gasteointestingl tract, the Northville
Township resident and junior at
Catholic Central High School in
Newi is now committed to increas-
ing awateness about the ailment,

He's collecting money for the May
17 *"Take Steps for Crola's & Colitis
Walk™ at Camp Dearbom in Miltford.

This is Ihe second year he's raised
mariey throagh his team, “Netl's
People,” and he's already collected
$1,575 (or this year's event.

When this cironic digestive dis-
order perfodically flares up, he will
lose tremendous tunounts of
welght. At 5-feet, 9-inches, his
weight dropped to 112 pounds at
one point and he acquired sores in
his mouth, He can't eat com, pop-
com and sometimes iettuce, bul he
can still eat 1acos. He also misses

lats of school and sees Dr. Jeremy
Adler at the University of Michigan
Medical Center.

Currently, however, he appears to
be in remission from its symptoms
and is back vp to about 140 pounds.
‘There's no cure for the disease, and
he'lt have 10 take medication lo
tregt the disease the rest of his life.

Pichan doesn't hide the fact that
he has (his illness, as he believes
i’s important for other people to
learn about it, Hehus become
inyolved with the Crohn's & Colits
Faundation of America, Michigan
Chapter.

Because he knows how important
itis to set a pood example, he will
alsp be in Leadership in Training for
CCFA's Camp Oasis this year.

He will serve as a volumeer at
the camp, which will be held at
Camnp Copreconic ia Fenton, so
that he can be arole model for chil-
dren to show them they can deal
with their illnesses and still strive
for success. He hag been inspired
by o famous football player, his
physician and other sports figures
who suffer from Crohn's disease or
ulcerative colitis.

When not in school, Pichan, who
loves history, enjoys foatball and
phaying golf, and even works at the
St. John's Golf and Conference
Center in Plymouth Township.

Althougi he won't be able to

participate in the walk at Camp
Jearbom this yeor because fiis
family has a prior commilinent,
Pichan hias been encouraging peo-
ple 1o donate lo the cause,

Known collectively as inflammia-
tory bowel disenses, Crohn’s dis-
ease and ulceralive colits an:
chronic digestive disorders that
affect as many as one million
Amicricans. Crohn's diseqse most
commenly affects the small intes-
tine and colon,

However, it can affect any patt of
the digestive tract.

There are a variety of syniptoms
of gastrointestinal distress. The tfiree
clussic (thowah not spectfic) symp-
tams of inflammatory bowel dis-
cas¢ are persistent or recurrént diar-
thea, abdeminal pain and fever.

Crohn's and colitis patients
report missing an average of 23
days per year from school o work
due to their illness.

The typical Crofin's o colitis
paticnt reperts spending 38 days in
the hospital per year.

Despite the fact that he is recav-
ermg from this serious illness,
Pichan is a member of (e National
Honor Scciety. .

“So, despite missing schiol, he
really works hard, and his teachers ane
very cominitted to helping him so
that he can keep his grades up”" said
his mother, Barbarm,

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Suspending gas tax
is bad idea, no
matter how you

look at it

Yau want an cxample of
politeal pandering at its
most basic? ook no further
than the ridiculous “gas lax
haliday™ idea heing promot-
o by two of the remaining
three  major-parly candi-
dales for president: Sen.
John McCain (R-Ariz) and
Sen. Hillary Rodham Clinton
[D-N.Y.)

A similar measure i3 being
considered in Michigan's
legislature, too,

McCain and Clinten are
both strongly supporting the
Idea of suspending the feder-
al gas tax (18.4 cents a gal-
lon) over the summer, With
gas approaching $4 a gallon,
Ihey apparenlly feel the vol-
ers will strangly embrace the
iea. Of the presidenlial
candidates,  only  Sen.
Barack  Obama  (D-1Hl)
opposes Lhe idea, correctly
calling it & “polftical gini-
mick.”

This “gas (ax holidiy” idea
1s bad policy and bad eco-
nomics and, despite the lacl
thal virtually every econo-
mist in the country opposes
#, McCain and Clinten are
steadlast i their supporl.

Speaking Lo a group in
Ohio last week, McCain said,
*Id like lo_sep. lamilies in
Anterica haversrreliel from
ever-increaslng  costs  of
gasoline, so maybe al the
end of the summer afier this
lax holiday they could buy
school supplies for (heir
children as they start the
schoal year.”

Clinton, meanwhite. was
asked by ABC's George
Stephanopoulos to name “a
credible economisl who sup-
ports the suspension,” and
she responded thal she
doesn't really care what
economists think. “We've got
to get out of this mindset
where somehow elite opinion
Is always on (he side of
doing things that really dis-
advantage the vast mafority
of Americans,” Clinton said.

This suspension of the
federal gas tax is a bad fdea
on so many levels, it's hard
to know where to begin. But
the argumenlts against il
include these:

¢+ The money raised by the
federal gas lax helps fund
badly-needed highway prof-
ecls throughout the country.
Its estimated thal the lax
holiday will cause $8.5 bil-

lton I highway funds to be
lost nationwide. Roads will
get worse and many road
workers will suffer — all so
that people can save 18.4
cents a gallon this summer.

Much of the money generat-
ed by the slate gas tax funds
Michigan's Scheel Aid fund.

» Any solution to the das
crunch has to include saving
gas by driving less, driving
more efficiently and driving
more fuel-efficlent cars.
Having the federal govern-
ment step in with this gas
lax holiday Just gives people
less incentive lo embrace
these measures.

+ Gas tax holidays don't
work. Stales have tried Lhem
in the paslt and. In every
case, the reduction in he
price of gas for drivers was-
W't consistent  with  the
amount of tax suspended.
Inslead. he average driver
only saved about half of the
amount of the tax suspen-
sion Dbecause retallers are
nol requlired Lo pass the sav-
ings onto their customers. If
the lax goes down_18 cents,
there’s nothing stopping a
retailer from adding that 18
cents tight back lo the cost
of the gas — and pocketing
the additional money.

+ With gas nearing 54 a
gallon, a savings of 18.4
rents  isn't  significant
enough to oulweigh all the
problems a tax holiday
would cause.

McCain and Clinton are
obviously pushing this idea
to curry favor with volers
who are weary ol paying so
much for gas. This pander-
ing is incredibly transparent
and, thankfully, it appears
the volers are smart enough
Lo see this gimmick for what
it is.

Some pundits are asguing
thal it's no coincidence that
Clinton's support of a gas
tax holiday was lollowed by
her  less-than-spectacular
showings in the [ndlana and
Morth Carolina primaries.
Clearly, the volers weren't
swayed by her support of
this plan.

We're hoping that McCain
and Clintan drop thefr vocal
support of this idea. As
they're discovering, the ldea
of a-gas tax holiday is nat
Just bad policy and bad eco-
nomics — it's bad politics.

Exorbitant Water
Rates

Qo May 7, the “Detroit Free
Press” published an article about
the new Detroit City Council
approving water rates for the
communilics within the metrapal-
itan Delroit wed. Whien I scotned
the listing. [ was surprised and
deeply troubled that the City of
Novi now has received the second
highest rawe, Commerce Township
was the highest.

While | recognize that a rate
increase may have heen neces-
sary, | do think p 23.8 percent
increase is exorbitant and may be
somewhat political. It seems all of
the yelatively prosperous commu-
nitivs: i. ¢. Bloomfield Hills,
Bloom(icld Township. Comnierce
Township, City of Northville,
Northville Township, City of
Nowvi,  Plymouth  Tawnship,
Rochester  Hills,  Washinglon
Township and West Bloomfield
Township received exceptionally
high rates.

Furthermore, seme of our
neighbors, when compared with
Novis $25.14/1000 cubic feel
fafter a 23.8 percent increase),
enjoyed refatively small increases
or reductions, For example,
Wixom's $13.85/1000 cubic feer
fafter a 12.9 percent reduction),
Walled Lake's 515.74/1000 cubic
feet (ufier a 3.

2. Consider a Plan B. Perhnps
now is the time for Oakland
County communities and Oakland
County to consider ils own water
pipeline from Lake Huron (via a
Bond Issue).

3. Consider aPlan C. Run water
pipes to Farmingten Hills, Livonia,
Walled Lake and Wixom and pur-
chase heir water ot 10 percent over
what they pay for bulk water.

Business tax latest evidence of
Michigan’s political incompetence

You might say the new
Michigan Business Tax
was born under a cloud
and with an unnecessary
“birth defect” that now has
the state’s business com-
munity up in arms. So
how did we get here?

First, a quick recap:
Last year, faced with a bil-
lion-dollar  defielt  and
threat of a state govern-
ment shutdown, the legis-
lature passed and Gov.
Jennifer Granholm signed
a new Michigan Business
Tax.

The tax won wide-
spread praise — at first.
But weeks later, the
deficit-fighting legislature
tacked on an incompre-
hensible, inexplicable and
unenfereeable tax on a
bizarre assortment of serv-
ices, such as fortune-
tellers and baby-shee
branzers.

The business commu-
nity rose in wrath. What
they most worried about
was that once there was a
tax on any services, there
soon might be a tax on all
services. So at the Iast
minufe, thanks to
Chamber of Commerce
pressure, the service tax
was repealed,

To make up the lost
revenue, a 20 percent sur-
charge was then hastily
tacked on top of the
Michigan Business Tax,
which took effect Jan. 1,
2008. Now tax bills are
finally going out, and
there's lots of howling
gaing on — much of it
legltimate, Some business-
es are bitterly complalning
their tax bills are double
or triple what they used to
be under the old Single
Business Tax.

How did this train
wreck happen?

A few days ago, I
recelved a lengthy e-mail
from a lawmaker (who
wishes to remain anony-

mous) but who offers some
valuable insights. Bottom
line; “The service tax was
the direct resuit of the
brinksmanship of the GOP
leadership in negotiations
and (the) lack of GOP
members (in} responding
to the requests of their tra-
diticnal supporters’in the
business community.”

That's pretly stunning
— and here's my attempt
to put this all into context:
Leading up to the critical
votes, both the Michigan
Chamber of Commerce
and the Detroifl Chamber
tried hard to persuade leg-
islators to pass an income
tax Increase big enough to
cover the entire deficit.

Why? Simple: To avold
additional business taxes.
The House of
Representative figured it
oul. There, Democratic
Speaker of the House
Andy Dilion and other
leaders tried repeatedly to
pass a 4.7 percent income
tax that would have
resolved Lthe budget crisis
without resorting to the
service tax.

But nelther of the
Republican leaders in the
iegislature ~—  Senate
Majority Leader = Mike
BisHop" . Rt HBSE
Minority Leader Craig
DeRoche — was willing to
step forward. They urged
their members to hold
back and let the
Democrats take the politi-
cal hit for a vete for more
taxes. At one point, it
looked as though there
were as many as 10
Republican  representa-

tives ready to vote for an
adequate income tax hike,
but DeRoche wouldn't
budge.

That was toc bad for all
concerned. In the end, the
aitempt to construet only
ane difficult vote for legls-
lalors — an income lax
increase  sufficient  to
resolve the budget crisis —
fatfled. Instead, it left law-
makers with three tough
votes: One for a smaller
Increase in the income lax;
one for a service tax [(thal
was repealed before it took
effect): and one for a 20
percent surcharge on the
new husiness tax.

Since no lawmaker
wants to cast difficult and
risky votes, il's hard to see
how forcing three tough
votes was better than one.

- But that was the political

“new math” calculus In
Lansing at the lime.

And it produced a bit-
ter hrew.

My legislative source
concludes, “The
brlnkmanship game of the
leaders led to a much
worse result for the state.

. Republicans need (o
know that the negotiation
and political games led to
higher taxes and more rev-

eite 15 grow state g‘overn-'

ment. Pretty high price,

High indeed. At the end
of the day, everybody
wound up worse off.
Lawmakers, both
Republicans and
Democrats, had 1o make
three lough tax votes
when one would have suf-
ficed.

Businesses are now

siruggling with a 20 per-
cenl surcharge on the new
MBT. And the state still
faces chronic structural
budgel deficils — deficlts
the presenl tax structure
make virtually inevitahle.

And the anti-{ax [ringe,
namely the foiks who are
now trying lo recall Dillen,
gol a new lease on lile,
Remember, they started
out by going after any law-
makers who supported
any tax increase, whelher
Republican or Democral.
Once they discovered
there was limited support
for recalls, they dropped
ali the other efforts and
only went after Dillon.

The botlom: line: Basing
a policy for governing on
political expediency
turned out to be the worst
possible outcome. Worst,
not only for legislators who
are now regarded as nin-
compoops by their con-
stituents and the news
media but alse for the
stale as a whole,

This sorry lale illus-
trales all too well one of
the worst aspects of our
dyslunctional poiitical sys-
tem, namely, a whalesale
preference by bath parties

for scoring political points
friglead o Eticsitiabing

on raticnal, long-term gov-
ernment for the state,

If we're going (o dig
ourselves. out of the jam
weTe. in, this has got to
stop. And we all need lo
find ways to express Lhat
— and to get the word to
those we elect and pay lo
represent us.

The people of Myanmar are swamped - help

With the economic devas-
tation that surrounds many
in Michigan it may be diffi-
cult to hear the cries for help
hallway around the world in
Myanmar, also lmown as
Burma. The recent cyclone
that has smashed Into this
country and its aftermath
may have climed as many
as 100,000 lives. I has been
reported that nearly 40 per-
cent of the dead are chil-
dren.

The storm walers are
beginning (o recede but
the problems facing the
survivors are just begin-
ning to surface. Fights and
mind riots have broken out
in desperation for food and
water. There is great need
for humanitarian efforts
that cover the basic neces-
sities of life including:
food, water, cooking uten-
sils, charcoal, medical
supplies, sanitation items
and hygiene kits, clothing,
water purlfication tablets,
mosquito nets,  plastic
sheeting and tents.

The United Nations
said as many as I million
people have heen made
homeless. What is taking
place far away from our
homes is a major disaster
and human misery on a
mammoth scale.

According to the World
Food Program, some vil-
lages have been almest
completely destroyed and
vast acres of standing rice
crops have been wiped
out. Flooding and road
damage have cut off food
supplies to people in need.

It appears the interna-
tional relief efforts are
being thwarted or signifl-
cantly slowed down by the
Myanmar  isclationist,
junta, which has been
under military rule since
1962. Myanmar has been
criticized by many in the
West for years for sup-
pressing pro-democracy
parties such as the one led
by Aung San Suu Kyi, a
Nobel Peace Prize laureate
who has been under house
arrest off and on for the
past 18 years. This s just
going to make a desperate
situalion worse. Aung
San Suu Kyl like South
African  leader Nelson
Mandela, has become the
Aslan symbol of peaceful
resistance in the face of
ugly oppression.

Myanmar last splashed
on the consciousness of
the world when nearly
three dozen people were
killed, and thousands
detained  this  past

As the flood
water recedes the human
needs will become more
