The Novi Police Department is 
going beyond protecting (he citi­
zens; they aî e influencing the 
youth. For the second consecutive' 
year, tfte Novi Police Department 
is hosting a Youih Police 
AcadeiTiy simimer program for 
teenagers, between 13 and 18. 

The program, which is free, is 
available to teens that live in Novi 
or attend Novi schools. The only 
requirements (or Interested teens 
are they inusl fill out and submit 
an application, as well as undergo 

a maiidatof7 criminal background 
check. Applicants who pass the 
background test will receive an 
acceptance letter in the mail. 

Although many kids grow up 
dreaniing of being a police offi­
cer, very few truly understand 
everything thiit is involved with a 
career in law enforcement. The 5-
day program, which is held at the 
Novi Police Depariineni, consists 
of a variety of courses and iiciivi-
ties pertaining to the law enforce­
ment field. 

"Tliey get to learn everything 
about the police deparinieni and 
they have a good'time," said Mike 

Wilson, school resource officer of 
Novi High School. 

The students will not only learn 
about patrol operations, traffic 
laws and the judicial system, but 
they will also be siinulating traffic 
stops, K-9 demonstrations and 
firearm (raining. F.A.T.S. 
(Firearm Training System) is a 
simulation (hat allows (he (eens (o 
experience shootydon't shoot situ-
a(ions, while using guns that 
shoot lasers, i 

"It is like a big video game," 
Wilson said. 

The program is limited to 
about 30 students, so teens arc 

encouraged to submit their appli­
cations as soon as possible. 

"We had great results last year," 
Wilson said. "A lot of the kids that 
wen( through it last year, want to 
do it again (his year." Wilson is 
only going to allow those students 
into the academy for the second 
time, if there is room in the class. 

For Wilson, extending the 
length of the academy is What he 
hopes to do ih the fuluIe, But for 
now, the week-long program will 
be ffoin noon to 4 p.m. July. 16-20.

"Tile Ci ty buys water in hiilic," 
Pearson said. '"We are responsi­
ble lor operating, maintaining 

and testing it." The operating 
and maintaining Ices vary 
tlironghiiul the city, depending 
on if the service is ftir private or 
puhlic streets. 

"We have dilfercnt standards 
of iii.spectiiin for public, versus 
private, streets." Pearson said. 

Novi residents most often 
pay metered rates based on 
usage for water and sewer. 
However, there is a small per­
centage of people that are pan 
of the Huron Rouge sewer dis­
trict and pay an uninctered 
sewer rate.

The U.S. economy wil l 
strengthen from the sluggish 
pace at the start of the year, 
despite continued softness in 
housing and elevated energy 
costs, Federal Reserve Chairman 
Ben Bernanke said Tuesday, 
while also expressing concern 
about inflation. 

Bcrnankc's comments suggest 
the central bank will hold inter­
est rales steady in coming 
months. 

His prediclions were under­
scored Tuesday by a private 
report showing faster growth in 
the huge service sector. Further, 

the Business ,̂  Roundiabic 
released a survey of iop corpo­
rate CEOs predicting growth and 
hiring will pick up in coming 
months. 

Stocks fell and bond rales rose 
as traders and economists 
biickcd off earlier predictions 
that a slow economy meant a 
Fed rate cut, 

"Mmhhh, crow," Goldman 
Sachs chief U.S. economist Jan 
Haizius wrole to clients. "We are 
pulling the plug on our forecast 
of Fed casing in 2007 and are 
raising our near-term (growth) 
estimates." 

The economy grew at the 
slowest pace in more than four 
years in the first quarter.

Nora IVIariincllo said 900 people in Wayne and 
Oaliland counlies wil l be p.ui of a nalional sludy 
litis summer. 

Martinello of Hyallsvil lc, Md, , sludy manager, 
said l l ic Centers for Disease Conirol and 
Prevention began the nation's most comprehen­
sive study of ihe heaith and nutritional status of 
Americans in Wayne County on June i, 

Eacti year, aboui 7,000 randomly-selccied resi­
denis in i5 counties across ihe nation have tlie 
cfiancc io pariicipale in ilie National Healii i and 
Nutrition lExamination Survey, conducted by the 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's 
Niitional Center for Health Statistics, 

This summer, 430 Wayne County residents and 
470 Oal^Iand County residents wil l participate in 
the study. 

The last time the survey was conducted in the 
Detroit area was 2003 — Ihe summer that fca-

• tured a 24-hour blaclcout in August. 
"I remember thai year," Martinello said. "The 

blackout knocked out our testing centers.". 
Data is released in even years, so the next study 

results won't be available until 2008, 
" N H A N E S is very much like a 'health exam 

center on wheels' tiiat goes out into actual com­
munities to get data on real Americans," said Julie 
L. Gerberding, C D C director. 

"Il truly is a unique resource for health infor­
mation in tliis country, and without it we would­
n't have data on a number of important health 
conditions." 

S tudy a round a lmos t 50 y e a r s 

The study has been conducted for almost half a 
century and provides annual estimates on a range 
of diseases, such as Ihe number of Americans 
with heart disease, diabetes, osteoporosis, respi­

ratory disease and other conditions. 
Information is used by public health officials, 

legislators and doctors to develop health policies, 
direct and design health programs and services 
and expand knowledge 

Those selected for the survey represent people 
of all ages. Addii ional emphasis i n the current 
study is on the health of older Americans, 
African-Americans and Hispanics. 

Sherwin Bates, a sludy manager who arrived in 
the Detroit area from Houston, said the study is 
important for the two local counties because only 
15 counties are selected iicross the entire country. 

"This is a big deal for the area and an even big­
ger deal if you're selected to participate," Bates 
said. 

Hea l th In terv iew conduc ted 

Respondents first participate in a health inter­
view conducted in the respoiidenl's home. 

The health examinaiion that follows takes place 
in one of three mobile examinaiion centers that 
travel across the country for data collection. 

A team, including a physician, nutritionists, 
and health and laboratory technicians using high­
tech equipment, staffs Ihe mobile examination 
centers. 

Specially-trained professionals conduct the 
household interviews. 

"They ask people what types of food they eat, 
what things they've been exposed to, their work 
history and family medical history." Martinello 
said. 

The Wayne County survey wil l take place June 
1-Aug, 16; the Oakland County survey wil l be 
conducted July 7-Aug, 29. 

A l l participants receive an examinaiion by a 
doctor, a dietary interview and body measure­
ments. 

Some wi l l be eligible for a hearing test, a scan 
to evaluate skeletal health, a visual acuity test and 
degenerative eye disease test, depending on the 
participant's age. 

A l l information collected is kept strictly confi­
dential, with individuals' privacy protected by 
law.

EXAMINATION SURVEY FINDINGS 

Past findings uncovered through the Centers 
for Disease Control's National Health and 
Nutrition Examination Survey Include: 

• Between survey periods 1988-1994 and 
2001-2004, the percent of adults with high serum 
cholesterol fell from 20 percent,to 17 percent. 

• Over the same period, the percent of adults 
with hypertension increased from 22 percent to 
25 percent. 

• Data is used to develop standardized growth 
charts reviewed by pediatricians across the 
country to tracic children's growth.

Participants selected to undergo the physical 
exam are provided or reimbursed for travel 
expenses and are paid up to $100. 

Martinello, who has participated in the study 
in the past, said one of the rewards is that sub­
jects receive about $4,500 worth of free health 
testing. 

"Each participant also receives a report of his 
or her individual findings in ihe medical testing," 
Martinello said. "They can then share thai infor­
mation with their physician,"

- S O U R C E S O F DRINKING WATER:The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled wafer)"iriclirde 
rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells. Our water comes from Lake Huron and/or the Detroit 
Piiwr, OS oppropriato. As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occur­
ring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from lhe presence of 
animals or from human activity. 

SOURCE WATER ASSESSEMENT: The City of l^ovl source water comes from Ihe lower Lake Huron watershed. 
The watershed includes numerous short, seasonal streams that drain lo Lake Huron. The (Michigan Department ot 
Environmental Quality in partnership with the U.S. Geological Survey, the Detroit Water and Sewerage Depariment, 
and the f^ichigan Public Health Institute performed a source water assessment lo determine the susceptibility of 
potential contamination. The susceptibility rating is a seven-tiered scale ranging from moderately low to very high 
based primarily on geologic sensitivity, water chemistry, and contaminant sources. The Lake Huron source water 
intake is categorized as having a moderately low susceptibility to potential contaminant sources. The Lake Huron 
water treatment plant has historically provided satisfactory treatment of this source water to meet drinking water stan­
dards.

CONTAIWINANTSTHAT MAY BE PRESENT IN SOURCE WATER INCLUDE: 
Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic 

systems, agricultural livestock operations, and wildlife. 
Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally-occurring or result from urban 

stormwater runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining, or farming. 
Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as agriculture, urban stormwater 

runoff, and residential uses. 
Organic chemical contaminates, including synthetic and volatile organics, which are by-products of industrial 

processes and petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban stormwater runoff, and septic sys­
tems. 

Radioactive contaminants, which can be naturally occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and min­
ing activities. 

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) prescribes regula­
tions which limit the amount of certain cbntaminates in water provided by public water systems. The Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) regulations establish limits for contaminants in bottled water, which must provide the same pro­
tection for public health. 

VULNERABILITY OF SUB-POPULATIONS: Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminates in drinking 
water than lhe general population. Immuno-compromised persons such as persons with cancer (undergoing 
chemotherapy), persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system dis­
orders, some elderly and infants can be particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek advice about 
drinking water from their health care providers. The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)/Center For Disease 
Control (CDC) guidelines on appropriate means to lessen the risk of infection by Cryptosporidium and other micro­
bial contaminants are available from Ihe Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791). 

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT OUR WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM: 
The City of Novi purchases treated water from the Detroit Water and Sewerage Department (DWSD) who pro­

vides drinking water to approximately 4.2 million'people In 126 southeastern Ivlichlgan communities. The system 
uses water drawn from two intakes in the Detroit River; one to the north near the mouth of Lake St. Clair and one to 
the south near Lake Erie. The water is directed to four (4) large water treatment plants for processing. A fifth water 
treatment plant located in St, Clair County uses surface water from Lake Huron. The majority of the water supplied 
lo the City of Novi comes from the DWSD Lake Huron Water Treatment Plant which Is located north of Port Huron, 
fHichigan al the lower end ol Lake Huron. The DWSD treatment facilities operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week. 
Chlorine is used lor disinfecting the source water and Fluoride is added to the treated water for the dental care ben­
efits. 

In 2006 we purchased 2,220.238,600 gallons ol treated water from DWSD. The City of Novi currently has more 
than 12,400 customers on out Water Distribution System. In our current Capital Improvement Program (CIP) we have 
identified construction projects valued in excess of $13,600,000 lor potential construction in the next five to six years. 

MONITORING AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS: 
The State and EPA require us to test our water on a regular basis to ensure its safety. We met all ihe monitor­

ing and reporting requirements for 2006. 
We will update this report annually and keep you informed of any problems that may occur throughout the year, 

as they happen. Copies of this report are mailed to all 12,400 water account customers, as enclosures in their reg­
ular quarteriy water and sewer bills (April, Ivlay or June). Additional copies are provided to all multi-family complex­
es for internal distribution.
