Spring break is nothing
new. Let’s gel that part out
of the way right from the
start.

Almost since the Beach
Boys did their first tune
about surfing and white
beaches, young people
have been flocking (o
America's warmer climales
in March and April for a
[ew days of rest, relax-
ation...and epic levels of
fun.

What is new, however, is
the advent of truly danger-
ous behaviors being exhib-

ited by teens. Drinking,
drugs and sex have
become the “givens” of

almost any spring break
vacation. The thrills last a
minute.  The  conse-
quences, in some
instances, can last a life-
time.

We see three [aclors are
at work simultaneously.
First. the element of prox-
imity to paren{s or
guardians. In many cases,
spring -break is the first
real long-term, unsuper-
vised separation [rom fam-
ily that a young person has
experienced. With the
knowledge that the eyes of
supervision aren’'t peering
in their direction for the
moment, leens lee] a sense
ol empowerment.

Second, there's the ever-
present [eeling of immuni-
ly to anything bad. It's
what drives kids to
doggedly pursue goals and
reach new helghts. Howev-
er, left unchecked, it's the
same irait that can lead ta
ill-advised decisions and
terrible risks heing taken.

Finally, there’s the possi-
bility that peer pressure —
an incredibly powerful
force in today's society —
can push an otherwise-

live to talk
old age

responsible young person
inlo making dumb,
destructive and dangerous
choices. Friends can be
both a great ally and a
woeful enemy at the same
time.

Put these three things
together, and you wind up
with a combination that
can lead to some truly
awlul things happening.

Which is why we urge
caution this week for
young people {raveling
abroad. It's a chance for
fun, frolic and good times.
We want the bad stuff lim-
ited to a nasty sunburn or
falling into the saltwater
with an open cut.

The last thing anyone
wants is trouble.

For the record, we don’t
necessarily think it's in
anyone's best inlerest to
allow a 15 or 16-year-old
o leave the country with
the express purpose of
partying until the break of
dawn. That's simply too
much unsupervised free-
dom al loo young an age. If
it's a matter of traveling
with a trusted, responsible
parent or chaperone or
doing velunteer service (an
alternative vacation gain-
ing in popularity), that's a
different story.

Il we were living in a
world where common
sense trumped the desire
lo test one's limits, we
probably wouldn't be as
concerned as we ~are.
Unfortunately, the Beach
Boys are in the discount
rack, if you get our mean-

ing,

Have a safe and fun
spring break, but if you
have to make a choice,
make it the “safe” part.

And you should be aware of it,
I can say this because part of my
job is to monitor police activity in
the city of Northville and Northville

U of M life support system shows success

The largest-cver sludy of a state of the art
Itfe support systein developed at the Unlversl-
iy of Michigan demonstrates that the lech-
nique is very effective in saving the lives of
infants, children and adults with severe heart
and lung faflure.

Researchers al the U-M .are rclcasing a
delailed portrayal of the evolutlon of that life
support system, known alternately as extra-
corporeal membrane oxygenation (ECMO) or
extracorporeal life support (ECLS). 1t ts per-
formed by a modified heart lung machine that

allows a critically i)l patient's heart and lungs-

to rest and recover while the device pumps
and oxygenates Lhelr blood., The new study Is
published in the Feb. 16 issue of “The Journal
of the American Medical Assoclation”™ - a spe-
¢lal edilion devoled to the University of Michi-
gan.

U-M researchers studied the first 1,000
patients who were trealed with ECMO since
the U-M founded its Extracorporeal Lile Sup-
port Program in 1980, They found thal sur-
vival rates for patients gravely fil with respira-
tory failure were 88 percent [or neonates, 70
percent for children and 56 percent for adults,
For palients who were considered near death
wilh cardiac failure. the survival rates were 48
percent for children and 33 percent for adults

The only time we use ECMQ Is [or patienls
who we all agree have litlle or no chance of
surviving thelr acule {llness with olher avail-
able conventional technlques," says Robert
Bartlett M.D.. professor of surgery in the U-M
Health System and the developer of the ECMO
yslem, “So, basically all the patents who are
treated with ECMO, if they survive, their lives
have been saved or prolonged by the device
because our besl information 1s that they like-
ly would have died without it

The study also delalls how the U-M plo
neered, developed and advanced ECMO Lo the
polnt where it has now expanded to worldwide
usc. Currently, 120 centers particlpate in ihe
Regisiry of the Extracorporeal Life Support
Organization, all of which stem from the U-M
program. The reglistry of all patients in the
world treated with ECMO is kept at the U-M
and medical experis from around the world
travel 1o Ann Arbor annually to compare and
learn the latest techniques.

‘machine, the system used for ECMO dlifers in

many ways. ECMO can be used for much
longer periods of time ~ more than a menth If
needed, and the pumps, artificlal lungs and,
most {imporlantly, the hookups are also differ-
enl. The patient {s attached through large
blood vessels [n the neck and leg, avoiding the
need to open Lheir chest, ECMO [s also qulte

'different than a ventllator.

“A ventilator breathes for the patlent,” says
Bartlett. “It blows gdsses into the patient’s
lungs and they come oul. ECMO, on the other
hand, takes over the exchange of oxygen and
carbon dioxide. but it does not rely on the
patient's lungs to do so. It doesn't invelve
breathing through the mouth or alrway -
deals directly with the blood.”

ECMO Is also potable, allowing patienis {o
be moved throughout the kospital. This also
allows for long distance treatment of patients,

“Many of the patients who are considered
for ECMO and referred to the U-M are too sick
Lo be moved here,” says Bartlett. *We have
learned to take the machine to the paifent,
put them cen ECMO In the referral hospital
and when they're stabilized, bring them to the
U-M for treatment [n better condition

Bartiett began early work thal would lead to
ECMO prior to coming to the U-M. "It really
started with heart surgery.” he says. “In the
early days of heart surgery in the 1960s, the
hearl lung machine was just beginning to be
used and it was clear that palients who were
treated with It for hearl operations often
developed heart fajlure Of lung faflure alter
those operations. The Initial concept was lo
modily the machine to keep those patients
altve for a longer time so they might recover.
We brought the idea to the U-M where it has
grown [rom a laboratory curiosily into full
clinical use

ECMO was originally used primarily in
cases of neonatal respiratory fallure and
showed early success, Barlett attributes ihis
o the facl Lhat neonatal lungs are basically
normal and recover quickly. The success in
trealing neonates prempted lurther research
that lead o-treatment in children and adulls

What does the [uture hold for;ECMO?
Bartlett thinks Ils success may mean |ts

decline in use, .
"The future of this technology is that for
mosl patients, it will noi be needed al some
lime in the distant future,” he says. “The use
of ECMO has allowed us lo learn much about
recovery of the heart or lungs from serlous Il-
ness -~ Lhings we could not learn before

* because the patient died. We've also been able

to learn a lot abeut lreatment of heart fallure

and lung lailure that would nol have been

previously possible for the same reason. This
knowledge, made possibly by ECMO, allows us
o prevent the very serfous progression of
these problems and often prevent Lhe palient
from needing ECMO. It's sort of ke dentisis
and the use of fluoride. If we get really good at
it, we won't need it.”
