W Council
approves to
review ordi-
nance

Local massage therapists
remain persisient in challenging
‘the City’s deeision to incredse
their License and permit fees from
$110t0 $630.

“1think the ordinance needs to be
reviewed,” said Linda Durnbrigue,
owner of Knots Kneading Massage,
“No other business is subjected 0
this. It's bias.

The opinions of Dumbrigue
and numerous other massage ther-
apists within the City of Novi
have prompted local officials o
review the erdinance.

Al the last council meeting,
Movi City Council members
unanimausly approved a motion
to send the issuc to the Ordinance
Review Committee.

“We're looking at the fees
themselves to sec if they are rea-
sonable and we're looking to see
i al! these inspections are neces-
sary every year,” said Mayar Pro
Tem Kim Capello.

Capello said he s haping they

will find a way 10 reduce the cosis
incureed upon these businesses.

The anowal fee includes u $500
massage business renewal fee, 1
$20 business registration fee, a
$100 massage therapist cenewal
fee and a 310 applicant buck-
ground check fee,

The increase was previously
approved by Novi's City Council
and went into cifect March 19,
2007, but massage therapists and
busitiess awners claimed they did
Rot receive notice of the inetense
ustil December when the total
sum was due.

City officials said the new fees
were adopted te cover the cosis
incurred by <ity siall during the
license renewal pracess, which is
estimated to cost the city $519.

Accarding to he current ordi-
nance for massage businesscs,
numercus  inspections  are
required every year by the build-
ing and fire departments.

" didn't think all of the build-
ing inspections arc necessary
every year,” Capello said, noling
that 65 percent of the fees are due
to inspections.

The  Ordinance  Review
Commiteee will meet in about two
weeks, once city administration
has un opportunity to weighin on
the subject.

If the decision is made to
amend the ordinance, it will go
before the plaming commission

and they will make a recommen-
dation before sending it back to
city council.

“[ think strides were made, but
there’s a Lot more to be done,”
Dumbrigue said. “I think the ordi-
nance does need to be updated,
but [ don': feel tike this is some-
thing that needs to be put off until
next year”

Massage therapists are also
contesting the requircment of
annual communicable disease
examinations.

“When you initiaily applied for
4 massage peraiit you had to have
this examination, and to me it was
offensive then, but pow they
added it w the annual expecta-
tiens,” Dumbrigue said, “[ take
offense to that because | take my
business very seriously. It's frus-
trating because you're not being
vicwed as legitimae.”

Although it is understandable
why professional massage thera-
pists would take offense io such 2
requirement, <ity officials believe
the annual examinations is what
keeps only the legitimate busi-
nesses within the city.

“The ordinance really daes
keep out the bad businesses”
Capello said.

What price for justice?
That's a reasonable
question, especially in
hght of the way we picl
ll'x dges who sit on the
Michigan Supreme Court.
You wouldn't think
campaign contributions
should have anything to
do with judges, but they
do. State Supreme Court
Judges are nominated for
office at partisan political
conventions.

But in the November
electlon they appear on
the nenpartisan ballot,
mysteriously shorn of
their  political  party.
Those whe are already on
the court get “incum-
bent" on the ballot along
with their name, which
almost always means
certain re-election.

Non-incumbents slog
forth on their own, with
‘ successfui ones usually
: §] g in Irish names
cn ke Kelly or Cavanagh.
They are supposed to
be above the battles. But
like candidates for any
other statewide office,
Supreme Court nominees
have to raise money to
pay for their campaigns,
often quite a lot of money

For example, Michigan
Justice Robert Young
told George magazine  in
July 2000, “My advisors
tell me I'l have to raise
51 million or more to run
a Supreme Courl race.”
