Nikole Michelle Frederick, 24, 
of Novi, was sentenced to life in 
prison with no paiole Tuesday 
afternoon in Oakland County 
Circuit Court for the first degree 
murder of Anne Marie Shawley, 
hcr2-ye>v-old stepdaughter. 

Shawley died from massive 
head injuries at Wiiiiam 
Beaumont Hospital on Sept. 2, 
2003, where she was tfansfened 
after Frederick and husband, John 
Shawley, brought her to 
Providence Ho.spital in Novi the 
morning of Sept. 1. 

The giri suffered from massive 
head injuries, cigarette bums, and 
second degree bums to her legs 
and buttocks from a heating vent. 
She also had tearing around the 
lips and had two patches of hair 
ripped from her head when duct 
tape was wrapped around her 
head, according to police and 
medical reports. 

Shackled and dressed at her 
final court appearance in bright 
orange Deparutient of 
Connections clothing, Frederick 
did not speak following her sen­
tencing on the advice of her attor­
ney, Michael McCarthy. 

She was moved to tears, how­
ever, at one point during com-
menLs miide by membeni of ,^ne 
Marie's'family. 

The litde girl's father, John 
Shawley of Novi, was not present

The Novi Coitlmuniiy School 
District is facing a $4.3 million 
deficil nexi school year - and the 
school board proved that it is not 
wasting dme in reducing that 
amount by considering non-renewal 
of five administrators' contracts. 

Just one week after Jim Koster, 
assistant superintendent for business 
and finance for the Ncvi 
Community School District, repott­
ed to the school board of education 
on budget matters, the board took its 

first action to tiy to reduce the $4.3 
million deficit 

The district has been cutting the 
budget for four years in a row now 
and is running out of areas to cut 
without getting into educational 
programs and administrative jobs. 

The latest decision by the board 
was to approve a resolution to make 
a recommendation to layoff the fol­
lowing: 

• Belinda Seal-Sweet - adult edu­
cation supervisor 

• Will iam M a i n - as.sistant dinsc-
tor of maintenance 

• Jennifer Cheal - executive 
diIector of institictional services 

• Carol Dlglio - Novi High 
School dean of students for atten­
dance operation 

• Janili Hitchcock - Novi High 
School dean of smdents for student 
activities 

The layoffs are not definite yet. 
Under state law, there is a process 
the board must use in order to termi­

nate adminisuators. If the adminis-
tIators aren't given notices within a 
certain period of time, they automat­
ically get extended for one year. 
That is why the recommendation for 
layoffs was made before knowing 
which way the board will go to deal 
witil the deficit 

The district was required to 
advise the five 
administratoIs 
of the recom­
mendation to 
the board, 
which was 
done on March 
22. The board 
tiien passed a 
nssolution 
March 26, B . S c h r a m 
indicating non­
renewal is under consideration. 

On March 26, Bob Schram, exec­
utive director of human resouices, 
gave a written notice of the board's 
consideration to tiie five adIninistra-

tots. The admmistratdrs now have 
the right to meet witii the board 
within 30 days to be able to state 
why tiiey shouldn't be let go. 

After the 30-day period, which 
would be Apri l 29, die board wi l l 
either pass a resolution of rion-
lenewal or do nothiiig. If die board 
does pass a resolution of non-renew­
al, written notice will be given to the 
five administrators at least 60-days 
prior to the date of layoff, wliich is 
taigeted for June 30. 

Schram explained Uiat typically, 
in cases like tiiIs, where it's eco­
nomic reasons for possible layoffs, 
people usually don't meet with the 
boaid to plead their cases. He said 
that the next regularly scheduled 
board meeting after April 1 is April 
22, which wouldn't be 30 days yet 
That's why the board set April 29 as 
another special meeting.

The Novi Community School 
District Board of Education on 
March 18 approved an agreement 
tietween the district and 
Professional Contract Management, 

Inc. to help retired administrators 
continue to work and coUect retire­
ment money at the same time. 

The agreement will also help the 
school district to retain experienced 
adminisirative staff who may want 
to retire but also remain actively 
involved in educational leadership 
witiiin tile district and to have access 
to a quality pool of expefienced 
administrators should an emeigency 
situation occur in tiie fiIture. 

According to Bob Schram, exec­
utive director of administrative serv-
ices and human resources, is i f a 
school adminislrator wants to retire 
and has woiked for die district for 
many years, he or she can retire 
under tile state of Michigan PubUc 

Retirement System. Then tfiey can 
go work for a private company out-
side o f education. In this case 
Professional Contract Management, 
Inc., tiiat provides employees to 
school districts on an Independent 
contractor basis. That peison can 
tijen continue working with the 
same responsibilities they had 
before - not as an employee of ttie 
school district, but as an independ­
ent contractor supplied by P C M I . 

Hie school district doesn't have to 
pay the retirement system or provide 
benefits fffl-tiiat emptoyee. 

"It saves a significant amount of 
money and we can retain veiy effec­
tive, ttighly experienced adn^nistra-
tors who still have a lot to offer to 

children and the staff," Schram said. 
"The advantage to tiIe employees 
are, tiiey can continue to work, 
doing sometiiing tiiey are veiy 
effective at, and tiiey can also collect 
ttieir retirement" 

The Novi district had an experi­
ence like tiiis a few years ago when 
it needed an emeigency employee at 
one of the buildings to cover for an 
adIIiinistrator. 

"We're familiar with tiiis con­
cept," Schram said. "The reason 
we're taking anotiier look at it now 
is, tiiere was a'Michigan Court of 
Appeals lawsuit last year by the 
name of Robert Mantel vs. the State

of Michigan Reliremeni System 
Board, wiiere iiie circuit court mled 
in favor of IVIr. Manlei, saying that 
it's perfectly legal for iiim to come 
back atid work in a school district as 
an independent contractor and still 
get retirement from the stale of 
Michigan." 

At a time when the district has to 
look for creative ways to save 
money, the independent contractor 
agreement was a no-brainer. Ii's a 
win-win situation for the district and 
employees. 

"The board did not appoint indi­
vidual people," said Schram. "and 
no individual person has come for­
ward saying they want to retire, but 
we will have a vehicle in place 
where if an administrative employee 
wanl.s 10 reiire alid then become an 
employee of P C M l , they could lease 
that employee back to us." 

By law, the superintendent can 
not participate. However, the agree­
ment can be used by any oilier 
administrator in the district, such as 
princip.ils, a.ssistant principals, assis­
tant superintendents and directors 
and supervisors.

day have his and his wife's names 
on die building?

Tonikie said the types of injuries 
thtit led to .Shawley's deatli allliough 
incomprehensible are not that 
uncoiiinioii in child abuse ca.se his­
tories. 

"ljums. bniises. blows to the head 
or upp(.:r torso, broken iioiies — 
tiiese m ' not unusual in cases of 
e.vireiiie cliild ;ibuse." Tonikie said. 

Tonikie noted tiial answers to 
such a child abuser's actions can 
ofleii be found in dieir family histo-
0'- , 

".Stress may trigger anger, p;ist 
abuse issues that diey might have 
and rage. It's like the person 
becomes a tightly-wound string, 
•fhe stress tiuilds internally as tiie 
situation progresses," .site said.

'the tenible iwos.' 'iliey're demand­
ing, they're wliiny and unreason­
able. Tliey haven't readied tlie age 
of reason, .so tiieir behavior can liike 
care givers rigiit to tiie edge," she 
added. 

I'arcn(.s and care given, under tlic 
riglit circumstances, can cross (iie 
line and become out-ol'-controi 
ttiigry. 

"lliat 's what's significant, and 
th;it's wlial's .so scary, li's not being 
aware of lite intensity of your own 
emotion as a can; giver You're 
being driven by litis feeling inside of 
you, and you're not using rational 
lliought ill your beluivior," .she .said. 

Toinkie .said a very high percent­
age of people inilicting abuse on 
otiters have been abused lliem-
selvcs. "A lot of people come into 
coun.seling boe;iu.se tJiey want lo 
break that cycle of violence," .site 
siiid. 

"You can see how frustrated tiiis 
woman must iiave been," site said. 
"She's caring for not ju.st one, bui 
several childnen at one time. I'm no( 

excusing this woman's behavior It 
wa.s late al nighl. She iiad a sick 
child to contend v\'itli and niayiie fell 
she had no one to help her." 

But why didn't she seek the help 
of Ann .Marie's I'atiier, who w;is 
asicep in tiie back room'.' 

"Perhaps tlie hu.sband has an 
anger management problem as well. 
Maybe tli;il'.s why she didn't wake 
him up," she suggested. 

"There ;ire a lot ol'drcunisdutces 
ih.it are not apparent on the surface. 
You don't know what .she was deal­
ing with," Tumkie said. 

What stiould someone do if 
t i ley suspect someone may 
be guilty of abusing a ch i ld? 

" i f you see someone who isn't 
handling (lieir children proper/y, go 
directly (o them, confront tlieni 
about it, and ask tiieni if they need 
help." Tomkie iidvised. 

"People who have anger manage­
ment problems get caught in a cycle 
of stress and violence. 1 (you arc one 
of those people or you know some­
one who has an anger niaiiagcnient 
problem, you need to take lime lo 

assess the situation ai hand," she 
advised. 

"They're reacting, and they're 
venting, and tlie.se behaviors arc a 
reflection of the degree of pressure 
tiiat they're experiencing," she said. 

"This stepniodier crossed the line 
and just kept going. She needed to 
eitlier remove herself from the situ­
ation or seek immediate help," 
Tonikie said. 

She suggests thai parents, rclit-
tives or care givers call a child abuse 
liotiine if they get into a situation in 
which they feel out of control. 

Finally, how as parents and care 
givers, do ive explain such crimes lo 
young people? 

"You can't understand il as an 
adult, so how do you explain it (o a 
child?" Tomkie said. "Explain io 
your children lhat bad ihitigs can 
happen in this world. There are peo­
ple tiiere to help people who have 
problems. 1 guess all you can do is 
give them a hug and tell tliat you 
love tiiem. 

"As a parents and care givers, we 
have a responsibiliiy to act out of 
love, and we've got to remember 
that," she added.

Qiildren often iie.spoiid to fiction­
al cliaracters tetter than lo real peo­
ple. 

Yello Dyno, a ihree-fooi-iall pup­
pet, is there to help hundreds oi'ciiil-
dren in Oakland County and Metro 
Detixiit recognize "tricky people" 
and dangerous siiuadons. 

Yello Dyno Program.s, a franchise 
headquaitered in Austin, Texas, is in 
the business of preventing the 
abuse/victimization of children. 
Geared toward children attending 
day care through fifth grade, Yello 
Dyno Programs teach children they ' 
have the right to say no to an older 
person who is bothering them. 

The program also teaches chil­
dren that rather than it always being 
a "stranger" who will molest them, 
more tiian 75 percent of molesters 
aie someone who ihc child knows or 
someone who parents place in 
authority over them. 

For the past decade, Yello Dyno 
has helped area children by empow­
ering them through music and by 
not scaring tliem. 

Childien learn: 
• How to spot "tricky people." 
• That "tricky people" can be peo­

ple they know. 
• What to do when "tricky peo­

ple" approach them. 
• How to say no and what lo do to 

get away. 
• That they have a right to.say no 

and do whatever is necessary to gel 
away. 

"The program does more tlian 
those that talk about 'shanger dan­
ger' simply because it's usually not 
a stranger who is luring a child with 
kind words, a smile and a soft 
voice," said Sharon CotUiill of South 
Lyon, regional director of Yello 
Dyno Programs. 

"Because it's done is a fun way 
and tJifough music rather ihan by 
scaring ilieni and lecturing to them, 
ihiidren remember what they've 
feariied," Cottrell Taid. "We fill 
remember songs we learned as kids, 
don't we?"

"I'm just telling them what to do 
i f tiiey get in Utiuble and how to 
avoid it in the first place.

1 give 
them proactive things to do," she 
said. 

She also offers programs on 
Internet safety and how io recognize 
potentially violent classmates. 

"Hopefully, children who attend 
the.sc programs wi l lgrow up io bej 
leaders, not followers," she said. ,

Tiiirleen Novi High School slu-
denis got a real treat when J.D. 
Birchmeler, and educator who had 
been teaching at Deerborn Divine 
Chi ld for 30 years, came visiting 
their school on March 19. 

Birchmeier, or Birch, as most 
people call him, is an online 
teacher for the Michigan Virtual 
High School as well and all 13 of 
them are currently enrolled in his 
classes. 

Birchmeier, who teaches 
Human Space Exploration and 
Astronomy online, lives in Canton 
and usually never sees his online 
students In person because there 
are so many of them scattered all 
over the state of Michigan. He 
communicates with them through 
e-mail and students work at tlieir 
own pace to pass his courses. 
Since there are so many at Novi 
High, he was invited to coine in to 
do a face-to-face session. 

"J wrote both classes," 
Birchmeier said. "Human Space 
Exploration is a little bit of histo­
ry and how you manage to live in 
space. I started with an outline by 
Lynn Bonduant, who works for 
N A S A . He gave me the outline 
and we discussed that and by the 
time I was done I had 31 pages of 
material. That won an award last 
year from the International 
Society for technology and 
Education for online education." 

Junior Brian Harrison and sen­
ior Sam Muraliphar are enrolled 
in Human Space Exploration. 
Both are enjoying the course very 
much. 

"I got into it just as an alterna­
tive because I ran out of other 
classes to take," Harrison said. "It 
was good because instead of hav­
ing to pick one class, there it gave 
me a lot of options. It's a good 
class because it gives you a lot of 
freedom. If you're not motivated 
to work every day, with this class 
you can take a day off and still get 
your work done. It's very self 
paced." 

A mentor at Novi High over­
sees that students are working on 
their separate curriculums each 
day. There is only one high school 
in Michigan tliat teaches Human 
Space Exploration traditionally, 
which is why the online version is 

so popular. 
"I looked at the preview of the 

classes online to see which ones 
were good lo lake," Muralipliar 
said. "This one looked interesting. 
There is a lot of things to click on 
and look at. It has gone really 
well. Our teacher communicates 
with us very quickly. I think this 
class is belter online, it would be 
hard to teach it traditionally." 

James Whealon is one of Novi 
High's mentors. He explained that 
the program was originally devel­
oped for smaller school disiricis. 
Novi , however, is not traditional 
in that sense. It has such a large 
student population, that it can 
offer many different classes, as 
well as the supplemental online 
courses. 

"The students are very definite­
ly succeeding," Wheaton said. 
"It's a good supplemental pro­
gram from what I can see so far. 
It's not for everybody though. It 
has to be a self motivated student 
who can come in and get them­
selves to work.'-

Senior Hannah Irwin is taking 
Birchmcier's other course. 
Astronomy. "1 took this class 
because il's my senior year and I 
wanted to take something new," 
she said. "I 'm really into space 
photography, so I thought this 
would be for irie. It's really great, 
everything is online and we all 
have the chance to go further in 
the subject if we want to because 
there is so much information on 
the web that's available. You can 
go at your own pace, which is 
really nice." 

Irwin described the class as a 
nice break from the monotony of 
regular classes. "You get to go 
and do your own thing instead of 
getting behind," she said. "I 
wouldn't be able to sit at a com­
puter all day though, I do like the 
regular classes too. These classes 
are good for more specific subject 
areas and Astronomy and Human 
Space Exploration are pretty spe­
cific." 

Harrison and Muraliphar 
agreed. "Online courses are good. 

bul you need a social interaction 
too," Harrison said. "If I had two 
online classes during the day, I 
would end up getting bored, but I 
think it's good just to experience 
it and work with computers. I 
don't think 1 would like to have 
many of these classes take over a 
school." 

Muraliphar would also miss the 
social aspect of traditional cours­
es i f she took all online classes. 
" A classroom is one thing where 
you can lalk to your peers, and it 
helps because there are a lot of 
kids in this online class, but i f 
your in an online class and 
nobody else is in it, I think it 
would be a lot more difficult 
because you wouldn't have any­
one to compjirewith," she said.

In the past 
they have had parents do this, but 
these kids have a better back­
ground and it's a great contact 
community piece between the 
two schools." 

?Thisaffas.the''sec9Il4,y.e?r in a 
row that Dunbar's class has visit­
ed an elementary school for the 
dissection. La,st year it was 
Deerfield. 

Dunbar explained that because 
of their age, the elementary stu­
dents are not allowed to use the 

scalpels, but they have studied 
the eye and how it works. Now, 
with the dissection project with 
high schoolers, they actually 
were able to witness what they 
studied in a hands on manner. 

"They're able to observe all of 
the parts of the eye as tiiey are 
dissected out and that wi l l put die 
real world connection to the 
things they look at on their paper 
work," Dunbar said. "For my 
kids, it's just a great experience 
to come over here and share what 
they know and play teacher for a 
day." 

Dunbar said that the project is 
a success. "It's really exciting," 
he said. "If you look at die ener­
gy level in the room, the younger 
kids are really excited to see diis 
and understand what's going on. 
The older kids really get into die 
leaching part of it. They spend all 
day on the other side of a desk, 
so it's kind of fun for them to 
come over here and be in charge. 
The younger kids have done the 
background book work already, 
so I familiarized my kids with 
whal they would like die .second 
graders to know and see, so 
we'ie jusi facilitating dial in a 
hands on way. The contact 
between the older and younger 
kids is a great thing for e:veryone 
involved.

After more Ihm a year of plan­
ning, ihe firsl ever S.P.A.R.K. Day 
loolc place March 12 al Village 
Oalcs Elenicniary School. .Science 
Plus Activities Reaching Kids day 
was an event tliai principal Mary 
G(x;dcrt had spearheaded at lier pre-
vlou.s .school syslein, and .she want­
ed the Village Oak.s students lo 
enjoy it as well. 

The purpose of this event w:is to 
introduce children to the many 
facets of science in a very infoniial, 
hand.s-on approach which would 
inspire and "sparii" tlieir curiosity 
The second goal of S .RA.R.K Day 
was to expand the children's career 
awareness by inviting presenters 
from throughout the community 
who use science at work. 

Wiih the support of the parent 
organization v O . l . C . E . , over 22 
presentci^ from every walk of life 
were assembled for this very spe­
cial day The topics ranged from 
weather, forestry, recycling and ani­
mals 10 genns, food, lasers and 
hydro-electric power. 

Based on the subject area, the 
topics were classified by age appro­
priateness of either (kindergarten, 
first, and second) or (third and 
fourth). Each presenter w;is given a 
room and 4.5 minutes to introduce 
and talk about llieir subject area. 
During lliis time, they engaged in 
vil;il conversation and various 
tuinds-on activities with tlieir room 
of studeiifs. At the end of the 45 
minute session, the school would 
fill with the challer of children :is 
each made tiieir way to tlie next ses­
sion, in lolai, each child piuliciiial-
cd in three sessions of their choice. 

Mary Ann Dunaj-Ring. from the 
Detroit Zoo, presented "Anirniil 
Wrappers." The children experi­
enced die feel of a zebra, giraffe, 
niixise, and pohir bear pelt. They 
le:imed how hair or fur can keep an 
animal wann and lhat tlie colder the 
weather, the more den.sc die arii-
mal's hair Fur also protects the ani­
mals from cuts. The children also 
examined feathers from various 
birds including a peacock, owl and 
duck. They weic able to see .how-.", 
the feathers keep Ihe birds dry. Tlie 
children saw the skeleton of a snake 
and felt a real snake skin. Reptile 
skin, known as wrapper, helps lo 
keep moisture in as a fonn of pro­
tection. 

Nancy Kelly, a parent and sci­
ence teacher, engaged a room full 
of younger students with her amaz­
ing light show. She explained the 
various parts o f the eye and how 
light is captunxl. 

The children quickly discovered 
iJie differences between transpar­
ent, translucent and opaque, l^ts of 
giggles could be hcird as die cii i l-
dren's opaque holies made die light 
go around their bodies and put 
.shadows up on the walls. 

"Ahlihh!" was die reaction as 
Kelly shot a while beam of light in 

die dark room and lightly sprinkled 
fine, white baby powder over the 
lieani. Kccause white light contains 
all the colors of the niinlxiw travel­
ing in different waves, the waves of 
die while lighl could be .seen. The 
same demonstration using a red 
la.ser showed no waves in die light. 

The children enjoyed several 
hands-on acliviiies with prisms, 
kaleidoscopes, arid odier reflective 
m;iterials. And. finally, Ihc students 
Iciuiicd lhat Mr. ROY G. BIV is a 
great way to remember the order 
and colors of the rainbow- Red, 
Orange, Yellow, Green, Blue, 
Indigo and Violcl. 

Greta Wicker, from ihe Ann 
Arbor Haiids-On Museum, gave 
every student die opporluiiily lo Ix-
a geologist for 45 ininules. f-ach 
child was given a .set of rocks and 
minerals, ; i magnifying glass, and a 
color nip chart. As they learned 
about the Ihree dilferenl types of 
rocks - igneous, sedimenlary, and 
metamorphic Ihc children looked 
through dieir personal set lo find 
dieir sample. Widi their magnifying 
glass in hand, each looked closely 
for minerals diat were crystals. It 

was a great opportunity for the stu­
dents to be detectives and geolo­
gists. 

On the firsl-evcr .S.P.A.R.K. Day, 
science was given a whole new life 
at Village Oaks. It became a truly 
fascinating and interesting subject 
as the sludenis were able lo see, 
hear and feel in die hands-on activ-
ilics. 

"Science is in every part of liic 
and can he a very fun subjecl, loo! 
Especially when it is "S.P.A.R.K. 
. . . . in Ihe ditfk!" GtX'dert .said. "We

The secretarial staff, Patricia 
Kortlandt and Pam Neville, widi die 
help of additional staff members 
prepaied packets for each class­
room. Rosters were updated widi 
children who were sick for Ihe day 
or had older siblings so no two fam­
ilies would receive more dian one 
call. 

The verbal call went out dirough 
die hallways, "Calling all parents 
widi cell phones, please report to 
die front office." Gocdcn was able 
to recniit one parent for each class­
room and die meeUng began. "Here 
is your script." It was all written out. 
What lo say, what to do, die next 
step. 

It was imperative to get in direct 
eontaci widi die parent of each 
child and let them know die school 
was closing. " W i l l you come to 
die school and sign him/her out, or 
will you be at home to get them 

offdiebas?" 
Widi each student's complete 

contact emergency sheet in hand, 
calls were made to every phone 
number provided undl someone 
was reached. (Yes, parents - emer­
gency contact numbers are very 
important!) Children were kept in 
dieir respective classroom until 
released as directed by die parent. 

By early aftemoon, die school 
had safely returned all die children 
to dieir homes. Widiout incident. 
Village Oaks ElementaIy handled 
" S P A R K IN D A R K " widi com­
plete confidence and cooperadon. It 
was a perfect example of what 
makes tliis parent proud to say 
Village Oid-cs is duly a community 
of caring, dedicated families diat 
work togedier no mauer what the 
celebration, event or near-catastro­
phe (which diis day could have 
been). The very first S .RA.R.K. 
will probably always be remem­
bered as S . R A . R . K . IN T H E 
D A R K . Perhaps next year, Detroit 
Edison will attend as a presenter.

We are an acdve member o f the Intemadonal 
Code Council, an association dial develops 
building codes to safeguard die public in the 
buildings where we live, work, play and team. 

Building Safety Week, which was first 
observed in 1980, and is .sponsored by die 
Intemadonal Code Council Foundadon, is an 
opportunity to educate our communiries. It is 
a perfect dme lo increase public awareness of 
the role building .safety and fiie prevendon 
officials, local and state building departments, 
and federal agencies play in die first line of 
defense (o protect die public. 

The City of Novi encourages die public to 
consider projects to improve building safety 
at home and in die community. The depart­
ment takes appropriate steps to ensure dial die 
places where the people in our communities 

live, work, play and learn are safe by review­
ing building pliins, issuing building pemiits, 
and inspeciion buildings during and afier con­
struction. 

In 2003 the City of Novi Building 
Department issued 277 permits for new con­
struction of single-family homes and 666 per­
mits for commercial activity.

S a v e t h e d o v e s 

The dove issue is coming out of the judicial 
committee and destined to be voted on by die 
full senate. This is an issue which wi l l not go 
away quietly because die people of Michigan 
have made die dove dieir own. 

Hunting associations have gadiered 5,000 
signatures; 5.0O0 signatures are not die voices 

of the people, only die shouts of die hunters. 
More than 50 percent of die people polled are 
opposed to dove hunting. Michigan has pro­
tected the dove since die 1890s. Because 39 
other stales allow diis hunting, Michigan need 
not follow. {Detroit News, Sun. Mar. 28). 

Last year our family witnessed a dove pair 
making a nest in our haIiging planter. Eggs 
were laid. Like Harton, die modier dove 
swayed in die breeze, endured the summer 
heal and a terrific wind-rainstorm. Eggs were 
hatched and my grandchildren had the pleas­
ure of seeing die hatchlings being cared for by 
their parents. Three nights after die hatch, a 
skunk devoured die litde family. The children 
witnessed a different side of nature. WIdiout a 
bullet or gun, the dove population was down 
tiiree. 

Our legislation is planning to remove the 
doves from die protected category of songbird 
to being "our state bird of Peace". Now isn't 
that ironic. The mere thought of 5,000 hunters 
prowling die woods, fields and byways to k i l l 
dieir allotted limit of 900 doves per season is 
devastating. That is a staggering 4,500,000 
doves and only a faction of what wi l l be 
killed. 

Contacting your senator via e-mail or 
phone just may put a stop to diis legislation.

Like many oiher 
Michiganders, I 'm an avid fish­
erman. 

Some of ihe happiest limes 
of my life have been spent on 
trout streams in the LIP (Upper 
Peninsula, that is) wilh my 
father's old 8.5-fool Leonard 
bamboo fly rod in hand. And 
there is noihing on carih ihat 
makes better eat­
ing than a fresh-
iy caught i2-
inch Brook 
Trout, fried up 
genily next to 
the river. 

And like many 
others in our 
state, I have been 
nervous about 
eating fish from 
our lakes and 
streams for fear 
of mercury built 
up in the flesh. 

In fact Michigan P h j l P o w e t 
has had since 
1988 a statewide 
mercury advisory rcconimend-
ing reduced consuniplion of 
walleye, largemouth and small-
mouth bass, northern pike, 
muskie and lake trout. 

Evidence about the harm 
mercury does has been building 
for many years. The Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevcniion 
phices mercury poison high on 
the list of environincnlal pollu­
tion. A n d in January, the C D C 
published a study esiimaling 
that one American woman in 12 
of childbearing age has mercu­
ry levels in her blood above 
what the EPA thinks is safe for 
a fetus. 

A scientist with the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency scientist recenlly esti­
mated that 63,000 newborns 
each year are at risk o f perma­
nent developmental disabilities 
from mercury poLsoning. 

Now mercury doesn't nor­
mally occur in fish. Instead, it 
comes from mercury in the air, 
which falls with the rain and 
enters lakes and streams, where^ 
it gets into the fish. And il 's 
clear that the iiiain source of 
mercury air pollution is smoke 
from coal-burning electric 
power plants. They release 42 
percent of all mercury emis­

sions in the United Slates, 
according to ihc National 
Wildlife Federation, which has 
reducing mercury pollution a 
lop priority. The amount of 
mercury released makes you 
blink: 48 tons every year! 

Yet there is no federal regula­
tion dealing with mercury emis­
sions i'rom power plants. Back 

in 2000, die EPA 
said it intended 
to issue tough 
rules to require 
coal-fired elec­
tric plants to 
slash the mercu­
ry emission rale. 
Not surprisingly, 
some in the elec­
tric power indus-
\ry were nol 
pleased, and the 
E P A in the Bush 
Adniini.straiion 
has moved wilh 
al l deliberate 
slowness on the 
subject. 

The new EPA administrator, 
Michael Leavi l l , came into 
office boasting lhal new EPA 
rules would cut mercury emis­
sions by nearly 70 percent by 
2018. But a couple of weeks 
ago, the Los Angeles Times 
reported mat political 
appointees topside in the EPA 
had ignored previous .scientific 
studies on mercury pollution 
and refused to authorize the 
economic and scientific work to 
underpin the new rule. Some of 
the language in the new rule 
turns out lo have been wriiien 
word for word by electric 
power industry lobbyists. 

So now the E P A has 
announced an "extended com­
ment period" for whatever rule 
it is thinking about promulgat­
ing. 1 suppose we can confi­
dently expect such a new rule 
wi l l be necessarily be delayed 
until after the election in 
November. Meanwhile, the 
mercury continues to fall from 
the skies, 

Things are-.rathcr belter-jn. 
Lansing. Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm says her overall goal 
is to eliminate all human-gener­
ated sources of mercury pollu­
tion in Michigan by 2020. In 
response, the Michigan 

Department of Environmental 
Quality has convened a work 
group lo make recommenda­
tions for state action to reduce 
and eventually eliminate mer­
cury pollution from coal-fired 
electric plants in Michigan. 
Former State Sen. John H . 
("Joe") Schwarz — a practicing 
physician and now a 
Republican candidate in the 7th 
Congressional District — is a 
member o f tiie work group. 
With Schwarz invoived, I 'm 
sure whatever recommendations 
emerge wi l l be both tough and 
praclical. 

There is nothing mysterious 
about the technology to scrub 
mercury out of coal smoke. 
More than 90 percent reduc­
tions in mercury emission havp, 
been achieved in nearly a dozen 
coal-fired plants across the 
United States. A n outfit in 
Michigan called We Energies 
plans to install such technology 
at its Presque Isle plant in 
Marquette. 

O f course, there are at least 
two problems. First, anti-mer­
cury technology costs money 
How much depends on whose 
arguments you believe, but 
many experts say installing 
scrubbers l ikely would nol add 
more than a couple percent to 
the averiige energy b i l l . Second, 
eliminating mercury pollution 
from Michigan power plants is 
essential — but we still w i l l gel 
airborne mercury from power 
plants in other states until 
tough federal regulations are 
adopted and enforced. 

So while the Washington 
bureaucrats, political 
appointees and lobbyists do 
their peculiar dance, we hiive a 
good chance of actually getting 
something done here in 
Michigan. There are advan­
tages, i l seems, to a decentral­
ized federal system. Though an 
enlightened federal government 
really would offer the best 
advantage for a l l .

J a c k L e s s e n b e r r y 

The late Bella Abzug pui i l 
best at a roast years ago for the 
most influential behind-ihc-
scenes woman in Michigan his­
tory. 

"In the beginning, God creat­
ed man," she said. "To make up 
for this. She gave us M i l l i e . " 

If that was true, it seemed 
like for once, men got the short 
end of the stick. 
Mildred Jeffrey, 
tiny, elfin, some­
what less than 5 
feet tall, was, 
simply put, per­
haps the most 
amazing person I 
have ever met. 

She was one of 
Walter Reulher's 
closest aides, and 
the first woman 
to head a major 
department of 
the United Auto 
Workers' union. 
She had helped 
secure equal pay and equal 
treatment for the thousands of 
women who worked in ihe war 
plants during Worid War II, 
when she was head of the 
U A W ' s women's department. 

She helped a young 
Democratic candidate for presi­
dent, fellow named John F. 
Kennedy, win over suspicious 
labor and black support in 
Michigan in I960. She ran his 
brother Bobby's presidential 
campaign in the state i n 1968. 

Years later, at a feminist 
meeting, she told a female 
member of Congress thai ihe 
time was right for a woman on 
die national ticket. She then 
threw herself into making that 
happen, and it did. 

Without Mi l l i e , a woman 
candidate for vice presideni 
could never have been possi­
ble," that same woman, 
Geraldine Ferraro, would say. 

M i l l i e Jeffrey's motto could 
have been, "You can do whatev-

dei- you want, as long as you 
don't mind who gets the credit." 

But in fact, it was deeper lhan 
that. 

"Some of the candidates I've 
been proudest lo work for, like 
Geraldine Ferraro, losl," Mil l ie 
told me a couple years ago over 
a glass of wine one night ai a 
hangout near campus. "You 
learn in losing, and you build 
on it, and you never give up." 

That morning, 
she had walked 
across campus to 
visit one of my 
classes to say 
hello to a speak­
er she had 
known years ago 
in the UAW. She 
asked me 
whether I had 
any promising 
young wom;n 
students, and 
chatted with 
some of them. 
When I asked 
her i f she want­

ed a ride somewhere, she said, 
no, she fell l ike walking. 

"How old is that lady?" a stu­
dent asked me. 

"Only 90," I said. 
Last Wednesday, her heart 

stopped beating at last, a few 
months short of her 93rd birth­
day. Among her last visitors 
were two other promising 
young women: Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm and U .S . Sen. Debbie 
Stabenow. Both had said pub­
l ic ly they would never have got­
ten where they were without 
M i l l i e . 

Four years ago, I got a call 
from the White House. One of 
President Clinton's speechwrit-
ers had been told 1 knew Mil l ie 
pretty well, and wanted some 
advice. The President had 
decided to give her the nation's 
highest civil ian award, the 
Presidential Medal of Freedom, 
and he wanted some ideas on 
what he could say. 

That August, 6 feet, 2 inches 
of President Clinton bent down 
to place the medal around the 

neck of Mi l l i e Jeffrey, all of 4 
feet, II inches. 

She whispered something, 
and he looked startled — then 
threw his head back, gave her a 
big hug and laughed with gen­
uine delight. 

" O K , " I asked her later. 
"What did you say to him?" 

M i l l i e grinned. " M r . 
President, many say that i f you 
were the candidate, you'd have 
been re-elected." 

As usual, she knew her man. 
But unlike many older peo­

ple, M i l l i e doesn't dwell on the 
past. She always wanted to lalk 
about what was going on now. 
During one of the last times we 
talked, I asked what she thought 
the future would hold. 

She smiled, looking a bit like 
Ruth Gordon in "Harold and 
Maude." 

"More o f the same," she 
said. "Tougher questions than 
we faced in the '30s, in a world 
infinitely more complex, more 
dangerous, more challenging." 

When the Equal Rights 
Amendment had finally failed, 
it had been, 1 knew, a terrible 
blow. She shrugged. "We were 
devastated at first. But then 1 
said, this is not the end. And i l 
made me want to fight all the 
more." 

"What brings me comfort and 
courage is to continue the strug­
gle, the struggle for truth, jus­
tice and freedom." 

Final victory, she knows, wi l l 
never be won. 

" B u l the struggle itself gives 
meaning and purpose to life," 
she said. 

How much of the same, I 
thought, had she given to us all .

• Keep tires properly inflated. 
You can improve your gas 
mileage by as much as three per­
cent by keeping your tires proper­
ly inllated. Under-inflated tires 
can not only wear out lire tread 
and lead to blowouts, they can cut 
fuel economy by nearly a half per­
cent per pound of pressure below 
recommended levels. 

• Unless your owner's manual 
specifically says to purchase mid-
grade or premium gasoline, fill up 
with regular low octane fuel. 
Using self-serve regular fuel com­
pared to premium can save you an 
average of 17 cents per gallon. 

• Check and replace air filters 
regularly. A clogged air filter can 
reduce your vehicle's gas mileage 
by as much as 10 percent. 

• Don't start your car in the 
morning and leave it running. A n 
idling engine consumes one half-
gallon to as much as one gallon 
per hour 

• Accelerate gently, brake grad­
ually and avoid hard stops. You' l l 
not only conserve fuel, you ' l l 
reduce wear and tear on your 
automobile.

• If you own more than one 
vehicle, consider designating one 
for weekend errands and outings 
and the other for driving to and 
from work. Reserve the vehicle 
that gets tlie best mileage for 
activities that require the most 
driving.
