The manhunt .for the Standard 
Federal B a n k robber has ended 
and he has confessed to several 
other area bank robberies. 

Accord ing to Northvi l le ci ty 
police del , sgt. Dave Fendelet, 
Federal B u r e a u of Investigation 
agents from the Detroit office along 
with Fendelet arrested Novl resi­
dent Keith D a \ i d Thomas, 29, In an 

Yps l l an t i apartment for the A u g . 14 
Northville robbery that netted h i m 
$ l 1.666. 

The arrest was made w i t h the 
ass is tance of' the Washtenaw 
Coun ty Sheriffs Department. Law 
enforcement officials were led to 
the Ypsllanti aparUnent by a friend 
of Thomas' . 

Novi police det, Todd Inger said, 
i n his confession Thomas informed 
them tliat he had tried to contact 
h i s friend In Ypsllanti, but he was 

on vacation. However, the friend 
finally arrived home and heard 
about the robberies. Inger said this 
led the friend to contact the, 
authorities to lIiform them that he 
w o u l d set up a meet ing w i t h 
Thomas so they could arrest h im, 

Fendelet said tlie arrest went 
wel l and Thomas did not resist. In 
his confession, Thomas admitted to 
robbing Ihe Novi banks of Mich igan 
NaUonal of $6,000 and National 
Ci ty of $lO,000. Thomas also con­

fessed to robbing a bank i n 
Rochester Hills. He told police that 
his robbery spree was due to the 
fact that he was in debt. 

Thomas said after fleeing the 
police he hid uIider some bushes 
and leaves' for nearly s ix hours as 
the police searched the woods 
between Interstate 96 and Twelve 
Oaks Mall , according to Fendelet. 
He then walked to the Vil lage 
Green apartment complex In 
Farmington Hil ls where he was 

pI-evlously employed. In an empty 
apartment, he showered and then 
stole a credit card. '• 

Inger sa id Thomas then took a , 
taxi cab to Detroit Metro Airport on 
Aug. 16. Fendelet said Thomas had 
purchased a ticket for a flight to 
New York Ci ty eariler this Inonth 
and he then attempted lo change 
flights, but he became fearful oi his 
potential arrest so he left the air-

Although sUl l i n the hole Hnan-
clally, city officials and Novi Ice 
.Arena managers found a few posi­
tives to help ease the pain. 

Budget year for the ice arena 
ended on J u n e 3 0 and a loss of 
$244,000 was recorded in the ! 
books. However, the net loss for 
1999-2000 was $ 4 0 l , 8 5 5 ; a differ­
ence in debt of $157,855, accord-"; 
i i ig to Ka lhy Smith-Roy. finance 
director/treasurer for the city. 

City and arena officials s t i l l have 
a goal to get ti le ice arena on its 
feel and the process is beginning to 
slowly move upwards . 

"There were representat ions 
about the Ice arena when It was 
built that 11 wou ld pay for itself in 
operational costs a n d i n debt. 
Those expectations were not accu­
rate so people's disappointment 
was more than normal ," said Novi 
city manager Richard Helwig. T h i s 
spring, the compet i t ion became 
more fierce With supply greater 
than demand. However, we found a 
bright spot financially when city 
counci l au thor ized the Sprint 
Communica t ions Tower (raised 
near the arena). "That gave $50,000 
to the Ice arena fund." 

Another factor i n the ice arena's 
slow bu t su re progress is 
Suburban Arena Management, and 
specifically T o m .Anastos, who took 
over the failing arena two years 
ago-

'I 'm optimistic things are pro­
gressing forward. W h e n We took 
over we informed counci l that it 
would require tough love to go 
through the transi t ion; There Is no 
quick and easy solut ion. I think 
we're pretty we l l o n target I'm real--
istic, but came on board pretty 
open-minded," Anastos sa id . 

The arena a lso s p r u n g some 
unexpected problems upon 
Anastos and h i s crew. Over.the last

A 65-year-old Salem Township 
resident and his Novi passenger 
were forced to make a n emergency 
landing at Northvi l le Downs 
Saturday because o f mechanical 
problems with h is plane'. 

Pete Waters. 65. suffered lacera­
tions a n d possible broken bones i n 
the incident, which sent the plane 
he buflt smashhig into a b r i ck wal l 
on the Downs' campus. 

According to eyewitness Howard 
Payne, the cIash landing occurred 
around l l : l 5 a .m. as he and his 
family stood outside l i l s garage on 
S L Lawrence Boulevard near Seven 
M i l e a n d Sheldon roads. Payne 
said he heard a swooshing sound 

as the plane glided over his condo 
toward the race track. 

"The pilot came from the south­
west barely missing the treetops 
and we could see there was a prob­
lem because the propeller was sta­
tionery," Payne said. "The flaps 
were down as well ." 

Payne sa id he and his family 
were surpr ised at what they had 
seen, bu t When they heard the 
chil l ing sound of the plane Impact-, 
ing at the t rack they immediately 
called 911 . He said he proceeded 
toward the t rack with h is son ju s t 
as Nor thv i l l e c i ty police officer 
Glenn S tewar twasa r r iv ing .

J i m Haveman, Director of the 
state Department of Communi ty 
Health, has also recently said he 
believes the threshold should be 
lowered. 

"We know the bar needs to be 
lowered," Bernero sa id . "The 
debate is going to be how low it 
should go." 

The bi l l as written would allow a 
Judge to order treatment i f a 
patient, because of a lack of com­
pliance, committed an act o f .vio­
lence or required hospitalization or 
medical treatment. 

Bernero said he wants the stan­
dard set even lower He plans to 
rewrite the b i l l to allow commit­
ment i f a patient "fails to recognize 
the need for treatment and shows a 
potential to be a danger to himself 
or others." 

Razckowski said he believes a 
new standard for involuntary com­
mitment w o u l d assure that a l l 
patients get the "opportunity for 
mental health care" by assuI-ing,. 
they take their meds. 

fie contended that many w i th 
mental illnesses, l ike schizophre­
nia, c an function normally In soci - . 
ety as long as their comply wi th 
treatment and take medication. 

The lawmakers said they hoped 
the b i l l w i l l be taken up i n the .

The m a n arrived at court as a con­
dition of his domestic abuse proba­
tion.

MacKenzie staffers, an Incident

MacKenz ie 
requested the honor of the man's 
presence tvllhin his courtroom. 

'.My staff Is very hard working." 
MacKenzie began. "They deal with 
62.000 cases a year. They don't 
need..." 

The man interrupted, a futile 
grasp for control in a courtroom 
already guarded by a Pro Tern big 
dog. 

T a k e him." MacKenzie told the 
court officer who then promptly 
escorted the Inan to a delention 
cell somewhere else In the bui lding. 

In MacKcnzle- land. justice and 
life are ivhal you make of them. 

The i.lfe of Br ian 
Br ian MacKenzie is tail and a bit 

iess lanky than he was during his 
time a l Wayne Slate. The voice is 
graveled ijy lime anci temperament, 
and the smile is often toothy punc­
tuation for a facial stutter-slep 
that often ends in verbal fireworks. 
The hair, mostly gray, waterfalls 
toward a bespectacled face that 

bears a beard worn since college. 
In the courtroom, his pen is a 

conductor's baton, and his thick 
fingers become bear Claws that can 
scrape defendants and attorneys 
alike. 

"What i do is.deal with the prob­
lems of the court, that's my main 
job," MacKenzie said of h is pub­
licly-elected role. One of those 
problems Is alcohol abuse, espe­
cially amongst young people, espe­
cially amongst those who choose to 
drink and drive. 

"Alcoho l is the second-most 
addictive physical drug, next to 
heroin," said the man who recently 
began what is now called Sobriety 
Court, a forward-tljinking attempt 
to Juggle mandated substance-
abuse Counseling with appropriate 
sentencing. The result, MacKenzie 
said, has been saved lives. 

"L,ook, sentencing is a guess." 
MacKenzie said. "Is sentencing to 
punish o r is to ensure that defen­
dants don' t Commit the Crime 
again? If It Is to ensure that this 
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person does not commit a s imi lar 
crime. tlIen that requires much 
more involvement than s imply 
sending a person to j a i l . " 

Sometimes tough jud ic ia l love is 
the first sentence MacKenz ie 
imposes , pub l i c ad lnonlshment 
Intended to speed the cycle of per­
sonal accountability. 

"When you deal with an addict, 
they won't change their behavior 
unt i l they bottom out," he said. 
"What I try to do is be their false 
bottom. It's much easier to change 
a n addict If you get to them earli­
er." 

A n d therein lies the need for 
drama. 

"If they think I am serious, then 
they take It seriously," he said. 

He boasts to defendants thai If 
they In any way marginalize his 
directives, or worse yet defy them, 
he wiii send them to Jail post haste. 
"And here's the thing," he tells 

them, often half-smirking, "two 
seconds later, I won't even remeIn-
ber your name." 

Swear to tell the truth 
Tru th? Or hardened fiction? 
Ironically, MaCKenzie won ' t 

reveal, even after a long moment 's 
pause, how much penetrates the 
flowing black judic ia l robe. Th i s 
from the same man who tells 
defendants that the worst possible 
thing they can do inside his court-
rooIn Is to lie. 

A n d perhaps it's because 
MacKenzie himself has been the 
subject of considerable private fod­
der, baseless rumor monger lng 
that every now and again spawns 
urban lore. 

"Did you hear?" the most recent 
tale begins, "Judge MacKenzie was 
pulled over, for his second d r u n k 
driving arrest, and has arranged 
for the whole thirlg to be swept 
under the rug."

It Is the most recent variation o f 
a tale too sexy for those who don't 
know h im to overlook, too ironical­
ly delicious not to consider. 

B u t for MacKenzie , asked by 
print and television reporters 
about such a stoIy's validity, the 
tni th is in the listening. . . 

"Some people are going to believe 
what they want to, beheve," 
MacKenzie said. "But this incident 
never happened, ever. I simply do 
not dr ink and drive, periotl. I owe i t 
to everyone i n that courtroom that 
my behavior be more than what I 
expect of them. I .will not be a hyp­
ocrite. I d id not drive drunk. You 
can search un t i l the cows Come 
home." 

He said the most reeent '.rumor 
was distressing. 

"It was most distressing because . 
of people's apparent willingness to 
believe It without having any facts," 
he said.

One third of al l homeless people, Bernero 

estimated, are seriously mentally 111. 
A n d he has some experience wi t l i the issue. 

His brother suffers from mental illness. Bernero 
explained that he grew up fighting to get treat­
ment for h is brotheL 

That's one of the reasons he plans to sponsor 
legislation this fall — along with Reps. A n d r e w 
Raczkowski , R-Farmington H i l l s , a n d T o m 
George,- R-Portage — that would essentially 
force treatment of the mentally i l l i n some 
cases. ,,, 

The t i l l would aIlo,w family members to seek 
; commitment of the mentally i l l , and the cour ts 
would have the option of putting the sufferer 
into "an; outpatient program basically designed 
to make sure he takes his medicine as pre­
scribed. If the patient st i l l refuses, a judge could 
put tliem in a mental hospital. 

Current law says that the mentally i l l can 
only be committed i f It can be proven they rep­
resent a danger to themselves or others. 

Bernero said he wants that standard eased. 
He'd like to see judges be allowed to commit i f 
there is a "potential" of a danger and i f the 

> patient is unable to recognize the need for treat­
ment. 

This is a discussion that Iieeds to happen i n 
Lansing. Current law was written years ago and 
the ability of psychiatry to diagnose mental Ill­
nesses and the ability to treatment have m u c h 
improved. 

Perhaps more impor tant ly has been the 
p u s h i n M i c h i g a n toward de - ins t i tu t iona l l za -
t ion of the menta l ly i l l . A good idea perhaps , 
bu t wi thou t the suppor t systems i n place, 
the end resul t is often that those w i t h m e n ­
ta l i l lnesses s i m p l y fall th rough the c r a c k s , 
Berne ro sa id . 

The end resul t Is that they are not t aken 
care of at a l l . They Can easily fall into home-
lessness or criIne. 

The bill would allow family mem­

bers to seek commitment of the 

mentally ill, and the courts would 

have the option of putting the suf­

ferer into an outpatient program 

basically designed to make sure 

he takes his medicine as pre­

scribed. 

Bernero makes the point that w h e n a per­
son suffers from schizophrenia , i t Is some­
times imposs ib le to spot w h e n tha t person 
might become violent . W i t h tha t i l lness , he 
said, a pat ient wi th no h is tory of violence 
can easi ly become violent. 

But the tougher quest ion, the one that 
needs to be addressed, is whe ther we are 
doing menta l ly i l l patients any favors by let­
t ing t h e m . d r o p out of t reatments a i i d even­
tual ly drop out of society. 

We l ike to th ink of our society as a com­
passionate. Caring one. Tha t Is especial ly 
true when it comes to the men ta l l y i l l . 

The ques t ion that needs to be answered is 
whether we real ly are real ly b e i n g compas­
sionate i f we a l low them (he f reedom, as we 
current ly do, to opt out of t reatment^. Are 
we doing them any favors i f we; a l low them to 
live wi th a n i l lness despite the fact we know 
that i n m a k i n g their refusals i t inade be the 
i l lness i t se l f that leads them to that deci­
s ion .

The thing that s truck me the most when I 
arrived at the scene is the amount of people 
present on the little street. There had to have 
been at leas t 5 0 people. Including Ameritech 
and Detroit Ed ison service workers, a couple of

The quick 
response from the city's emergency, personnel 
was good to see and I thought they secured the 
scene rather well, despite tlie numerous Com­
plaints directed at them for letting this happen.
