A major fire in the northwest 
portion of the county means 
Novi residents aren't likely to 
see Road Commission of 
Oakland County snowplows on 
their county roads again before 
next winter. 

In the wake of a fire that 
destroyed or heavily damaged 
nine dump trucks and five road 
graders at the county's 
Springfield Township garage 
Jan. 20, city officials in Novi 
and Wixom volunteered to plow 
snow from County roads for the 
rest of the year. 

Saturday stayed around for the citi­
zen input meeting for the city's 
Master Plan for 1-and-use Update 
that followed. 

Among the future improvements 
the city is contemplating, said City 
Planner Darcy Schmilt, is a pedes-
Uian bridge over 1-96 at Taft Road. 

Novi City Engineer Nancy 
McClain said the city plans on 
replacing the C S X railroad crossing 
on Novi Road with a bridge in two 
years. She added the city wants to 
replace the C S X crossing on 12 
Mile Road with a bridge within six 
years and then replace the 10 Mile 
Road crossing sometime after that. 
' McClain said bridging the rail­
road at Novi Road is part of a plan 
to improve Novi Road between 10 

Mile and Grand River Avenue that 
wil l begin diis summer. 

Anodier part of the city's plan to 
improve iransportalion options in 
Novi is connecting die dots in die 
city's sidewalk system. According 
to McClain, Novi will build nearly 
eight miles of sidewalks over tlie 
next five yeare, connecting existing 
subdivisions along main roads. 

Doug Bauss, president of die 
Willowbrook Community 
Association, said several parks on 
die city's southeast side are under­
utilized because diere is no easy 
way for children to gel to them. He 
said he'd like lo see sidewalks built 
connecting neighborhoods in his 
part of town with its parks. 

John Garabelli, a board member 

with die Chellenhiun Homeowners 
Association, said he'd like lo see 
internal sidewalk connections 
belween his subdivision and two 
adjoining subdivisions to help keep 
children olT heavily-traveled Beck 
Road. 

City Planning Director David 
Evancoe said planners wil l be taking 
suggestions on modifying die city's 
master plan until llie planning com­
mission lakes ils final vote on die 
document in June. He said residents 
can make their comments on line at 
www.iiovimaileiplwi.org.

Some Novi High seniors 
might get a rude awakening 
come Feb. 5, when the Novi 
Community School District 
Board of Education is expected 
to pass a proposal that wil l make 
i l mandatory lhal all students 
lake Ihe Michigan Educational 
Assessment Program lest in 
order to graduate starting this 
school year. 

Statistics al Novi High 
School show tliat over the past 
several 
years, of 
the number 
of Sludenls 
who take 
the M E A P 
test, a sig­
nificant 
percentage 
of them, 
about 20 to 
be exact, 
have chosen not lo participate. 
Novi Assistant 
Superintendent for Academic 
Services, Nancy Davis said 
lhat up until now, it has been 
fairly optional, but lhat should: 
soon change. 

"We proposed a revision to 
board policy ^060, which does 
rtdw gtipuliitB the i-equire-
menls for high school gradua­
tion," she said. "That mainly 
pertains to the number of 
credits that a sludent must 
have completed in order to 
graduate. We have simply 
asked the board of education 
to amend that policy • by 
adding a clause which states 
that in order to graduate, a stu­
dent must participate in the 
state assessment program. 
Thai simply means the stu­
dents must take the M E A P test 
once before graduation. They 
don't have to pass i l , but they 
do have to lake it." 

About five years ago, 
Michigan's Legislature and the 
Department of Treasury, under 
former Governor John Engler, 
instituted the Merit Award, 
Scholarship for $2,500. 
Students may earn lhat if they 
lake the M E A P lest in high 
school and successfully pass it 
at the two highest levels. That 
helped in a lot of districts 
around the state in terms of stu­
dents participating because it 
was a strong motivating factor

Less than three years after Ford 
Motor Company shipped die first 
of its redesigned Thunderbirds 
from ils Wixom Assembly Plant, 
the Company quiedy closed its 
Thunderbird assembly line last 
week. 

Ford integrated production of 
ihe Thunderbird into an existing 
line at the plant that produces the 
Lincoln LS and Town Car. The 
Company expects to continue pro­
ducing the car through at least 
2007. 

The move trimmed another 340 
jobs from the 5-mIllion-square-
fooi plant, heightening workers' 
Concerns over the state's decision 
to put off replacement of the 
Wixom Road Bridge over 1-96. 

Although all eliminated 
employees were reassigned to 

odier Ford plants in the region, 
the Wixom plant in recent years 
has .seen its workforce shrink 
from 3,600 people working two 
shifts to 2,200 on jusl one shift. 

Dave Berry, president of U A W 
Local 36, which represents hourly 
employees at the Wixom plant, 
said that while the job cuts were 
expected, "we hate losing any of 
our members." 

He said, "Integration just 
makes our concerns over the 
future of the interchange that 
much more important." 

While Ford is introducing 11 
new products in the next 12 
months, die only one being built 
in Wixom is the Ford GT. Despite 
being Ford's highest profile 
model, the GT 's daily production 
won't equal hourly production of 
most of Ford's other products. 

When Ford introduced the two-
seat Thundeibird as a 2002 model 

in 2001, company officials said diey 
planned to build the car for about 
five years. Since then there has been 
no indication the company plans to 
condnue the car past 2007. 

That leaves the W i x o m 
Assembly Plant with just the 
Lincoln Town Car, which has 
been on the market in its current 
form since 1999, and the Lincoln 
L S , which was introduced the fol­
lowing year. 
. "We're waiting on announce­
ments of new production," said 
Berry. 

In the meantime, he noled, even 
diough commercial and residen­
tial development has blossomed 
in Novi and Wixom, die area is 
still served by the same inter­
change dial was diere when the 
Wixom plant opened in 1957. 

According to Berry, replacing 
die Wixom Road Bridge with one 
similar to die one under construc-
don at Beck Road is important to 
the future of die Wixom plant. 
Infrastructure capable o f ade­
quately supporting just-in-time 
delivery will be an important fac-

Most industry analysts agree 
Ford needs to trim excess produc­
tion capacity, but die company's 
current agreement with die U A W 
precludes Ford from doing diat 
before 2007, which is when the 
current contract runs out. 

Work on replacing the Wixom 
Road Bridge was slated to begin 

after completion of the Beck 
Road Bridge in 2005. The project 
was delayed indefinitely last year 
as part of Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm's Preserve First pro­
gram.

Novi City Council voted unani­
mously Monday night lo let 
Dcpjirliiienl o f Public Works 
Director Benny McCuskcr spend 
SMB.-SOO on a new snow 
plow/dump truck at Detroit's 
Pollard Pcrfoniiance Company 

According to McCusker, tiic iO-
yard, four-wheel-drive Oshkosli 
iniek was one of four pieces of 
heavy equipment avaihible in Ihe 
region as a resull of the stale's rev­
enue sliiU'ing ax falling on area 
municipalities. 

The Detroit company, said 
McCusker, offered lo sell die I'lilly-
ec|uipped truck to (he city al 
$14,500 below the slale bid price 
iilKiul a week before lhe l^oad 
Coniniission for Oakland Couniy's 
Springfield Township garage 
caught fire, destroying ul least 17 
pieces of equipnienl. 

McCusker .said lii;il while the 
other diree available dump tiiieks 
disappeared iilniosl iniiiiediately, 
lie had a valid sales agreement 
good through Friday. 

While noting thai die purchase of 
die imck, along with the earlier pur­
chase of emergency generators for 
die city, would draw Novi 's rainy 
day fund down to LS percent of the 
budget from 17 percent. City 
Manager Rick Helwig pointed oui 
il would also allow D P W crews to 
remove snow from city neiglilior-
hoods an hour or two sooner. 

"Tliis is soiiietliing 1 can support 
1.50 percent," .siiid council member 
Laura Lorenzo. Slic said tiiat while 
die city has a goal of clearing ils 
.sheets widiiii 24 iiours of a major 
snowfall, every new subdivision 
added to tJie city increases the chal­
lenge of D P W meeting that goal 
unless new equipment is added to 
ilic licet. 

While supporting die pureh;ise. 
Mayor Lou Csordtis said he wimled 
to see the money .spent on die truck 
and generator put back in the rainy 

day fund in die 2004-05 budget. 
That fund, he noted, "allows us to 
do things like ihis." 

M c C u s k e r said the 170-inch 
wlieelbase truck's elecu-onically-
conlrolled, steerablc rear axle gives 
the truck a 30-perccnl tighter turn­
ing radius dian similar vehicles. He 
said that means die city will be able 
lo use it on subdivision eul-de-sacs, 
which will Uiin the time il lakes to 
clear neighborhoods. 

Accord ing io McCusker , 
Oslikosh hoicks are u.sed by the mil-
ilarj' and generally have a working 
life of 20 years. 

He said that while it would nor­
mally lake up to a year to get a 
imck like the Oshkosh delivered, 
D P W will hiive il.s new \xv.ck in 
service by dlis Friday. 

"Al l we have to do is slap a decal 
on lhe door," he said.

A prominent local dentist who 
was supposed to begin a 30-
nionth sentence on a federal lax 
evasion conviction Monday has 
tiled an appeal, while his wife 
has pleaded guilty lo one count 
of conspiracy to structure curren­
cy transactions. 

Dr. Timothy Kosinski. 45, who 
is a partner in a nationally-
known dental implant practice in 
Bingham Farms, wiis convicted 
in federal court on lax evasion 
charges in June. He was sen­
tenced four months later by 
Judge Arthur Tarnow to 30 
months in a federal prison, fol­
lowed by two years of supervised 
release, fined $60,000 and 
ordered to file correeled lax 
reiums for 1996-98. 

Kosinski's wife, B;irbam, 46, 
pled guilty in federal court Jan. 
23 to one count of conspiring to 
structure currency transiiclions 
I'or the purpose of preventing 
currency iransaclion reports from 
being filed with the Internal 
Revenue Service. 

According to her attorney. 
Waller J . Pi.sczalowski, under 
federal sentencing guidelines, 
Mrs. Kosinski is looking al no 
more that six monlhs in federal 
pri.son or a year or two probation. 
While saying the "facts .ire nol in 
dispute," Pi.sczalowski insisted 
his client did not know what she 
did was illegal. 

According to IRS investiga­
tors, Ihe Kosinskis and Melvin 
Phillips, a Detroit businessman, 
were engaged in what amounted 
to reverse smurfing between 
1995-98. Smurfing, explained 
IRS spokesman Stephen Moore, 
is the practice of individuals 
involved in a criminal enterprise 
making bank deposits just below 
the $10,000 threshold lhal 
requires U.S . Treasury 
Deparlmeni reports. Thi.s, he 
said, allows illegitimate money 
into the banking systems. 

The ir io was charged with 
making more than 800 transac­
tions during the same period, 
taking more than $7.6 miiiion ' 
from accounts with Comerica 
and Standard Federai in order lo 
hide a cash payroll. Mrs. 

Kosinski, said a U.S. Attorney's 
office spokesman, pleaded 
gui/ly to conspiring with her 
husband to withdraw $2.8 mi l ­
lion from their accounts in 
amounts of $9,500 to .woid the 
filing of currency transaction 
reports. Court records show lhal 
she withdrew Ihe currency on 
299 non-consecutive business 
days. 

Noting that the Novi couple 
paid $3.5 million in taxes during 
that three-year period, 
Pisezatowski stiid they simply 
withdrew hiwfully-eamed money 
from their bank accounts and 
used i l in DL Kosinski's con-
.siiueiion business, T J 
Construction. 

According to federal investi­
galors, TJ Con.struclioii was paid 
$41.8 million byThyssen. Inc., a 
German auto parts supplier, for 
plants built in Detroit and North 
Carolina. 

Last year Phillips, who ran 
Phillips Contracting, a Dctroil-
ba.sed cement company, pled 
guilty to making $2.2 million in 
"off-the-books" payments io 
people working on construction 
projects in Detroit and Richburg, 
S.C. According to Phillips' plea 
agreement, that included 40 to 50 
cement workers on a Detroit 
project alone. No federal income 
tax, P I C A or Medicare taxes 
were paid on this incoirie, 
according lo court documents. 

Without being .specific, 
Pisezatowski said Dr. Kosinski's 
conviction is being appealed io 
the Sixth Circuit Court in 
Cincinnati because of errors that 
took place during the trial. He 
said the appeal bond allows Dr. 
Kosinski to continue practicing 
while his conviction is being 
appealed. 

According to a spokesman for 
the state Department of 
Consumer and Indu,stry Services, 
the Public Health Code requires 
the mandatory summaiy suspen­
sion of a health professional's 
license upon conviction of a 
felony.

for them and parents. In Nov i , 
however, even wiih that finan­
c ia l incentive, about 20 percent 
of the students arc still choosing 
not to take the M E A P test. 

" I 'm not sure why that is," 
Davis said. " I l could be lots of 
reasons. They may not think it's 
important. Maybe they don't 
need the money. It may be a 
variety of reasons that tlicy are 
choosing not to participate." 

Why the change? 
The problem is Education 

Yes, which is Michigan's state 
accountability system. A major 
factor that school districts are 
going to be graded on is called 
Indicators of School 
Performance. One of those 
Indicators is the percentage of 
students who take the M E A P 
test. 

"The bar that has been set for 
N o v i is 95 percent of all stu­
dents, including students who 
are in each sub category," Davis 
explained. "We have .some sub 
categories in Nov i , mainly our 
minori ty students and the 
Engl i sh Language Learner. 
They too have to take the test al 
a 95-percent or higher percent­
age rate." 

One group that Novi school 
officials aren't worried too 
much about is the Special 
Education students. They are 
taking the test at a high enough 
degree because it's written into 
their Individualized Education 
Plan that states that they take 
the M E A P or another test 
called M y Access. 

Students at the high school 
level have three opportunities to 
lake the M E A P , bul at the ele­
mentary schools and the middle 
school, students all lake the test 
as part of their routine. 
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"That's a reflection of our 
high aticndance rale." Davis 
said, "Wc have very good high 
attendance rales in Nov i , so lhal 
really helps. For some reason 
though, we have a percentage of 
students at Ihe high school who 
choose nol to participate in the 
M E A P lest iind that's why we 
need to address it. As long as we 
document that the students do 
take it, they're,nne." 

Davis explained that mosl 
students don't take the test until 
the l l l h grade bccau.sc it is 
designed to be given to juniors. 
However, there are some who 
lake it al the lOlh grade level, 
but that's primarily so that ihey 
can qualify for duel enrollment. 
For instance, i f a student wants 
to take a college cour.se while in

extended leave - there are two 
make-up sessions. One is in the 
fall of their senior year and the 
other is given in Apr i l for all the 
juniors and any senior who has 
not taken it yet. For this year, 
the board o f education was 
asked to approve Ihe change and 
have it in place for the graduat­
ing class of 2004. 

As of right now, there are 
about 30 seniors who did not 
take the test last year and they 
wi l l need lo lake it during the 
A p r i l testing window in order io 
graduate if the school board 
does approve this policy revi­
sion at the Feb. 5 board meet­
ing. 

" I 'm fairly confident that the 
school board w i l l support the 

change, but we want to give the 
public and the parents, but par­
ticularly the seniors who have 
not laken it yet, a chance to 
make sure they are aware o f it 
and i f they have any concerns or 
opinions or questions, that they 
know that they are welcome to 
come to the board meeiing on 
Feb, 5 and address those ques­
tions to the board of education," 
Davis said, "There are a number 
of high schools around the state 
that are making ihis a require­
ment for high school gradua­
tion, so we're not the first one."

including TVelve Oaks Mal l in 
•Novi, u,scs the "hemline indicator" 
to measure consumer oplimi.sm by 
asking 1,000 shoppers nationwide 
where they think .skirt Icngtlis will 
be this spring based on their projec­
tions for the economy.

Online courses piloted at Novi High this semester 
• M o v i n g to 

prep s t u d e n t s for 

t e c h n o l o g y a g e

The new online courses, which 
arc increasing in luniiher by lhe 
ilay as new ones are developed,

Courses such ;is 
aslrononiy, oceanography and 
inlernalional business arc being 
piloled lor sludenls lo lake. 
Ilowever. according lo Jcnnil'er 
('heal, educalion direclor of 
inslruelioiiid inili;ilives. lliey'rc 
nol I'or everyone. 

"C'uricnily ihere are 116 
online courses being olTered hy 
lhe .Michigan Virtual Migii 
.School and they're developing 
new ones all the lime." she said. 
"It's I'or specil'ic type of learn­
ers. Some kids jusl learn better 
indcpendenlly and I'or some, Ihis 
would he a nice change of pace." 

("heal explained lhal sludenls 
need lo he reading at their grade 
level 10 take these courses 
because there is a lol of reading 
im the screen. They also have to 
be a .sell'-siarter.s. There are no 
teachers over their heads telling 
Ihem 10 take out their paper and 
pencils, and even though tlic stu­
dents will be attending class dur­
ing the day in school, there is 
still oulside work ihal's rcc|uircd 

to be done on their own. 
Students also have to be inde­

pendent learners. If they don't 
understand something, rather 
lhan jusl raising iheir hands, 
they should lo try to sort through 
those answers ihciiiselves, said 
C'heal. Some of the courses, like 
oceanography and astronomy, 
aren't even offered al Ihc high 
school, so they're going to have 
to go to the Web siles that arc 
linked by an electronic teacher. 

W h e n Novi got i n v o l v e d 

K-12 schools in Michigan got 
involved hack in 2000, when a 
lot of talk started to circle rela­
tive to lhe opportunity for stu­
dents 10 have courses online. 
Cheal, who was Novi High 's 
principal al the time, explained 
iIkii lhe conversiilioii was a hil 
confusing, however, because 
Ihere were a lot of college indus­
tries who were trying to ol'I'er 
online courses as well. 

"I'rankly, you didn't know how 
many kids were in the class, you 
really didn't know the curricu­
lum and you didn't have a chance 
lo feel if il was rigorous enough 
for the students," Cheal said. 
"Given all of those unknowns, 
how could 1 say thai it would he 
coniparahle to a course in the 
Novi Communily School 
Dislriel'.' 1 couldn't. We jusl had 
to step hack and let Ihe whole 
industry develop." 

In June 2001, the slate legisla­
ture appropriated three years of 
funding for Ihc creation of Ihc 
Michigan Virlual High School, 
which is now offering these 
courses at Novi High. One of the 
niiiin reasons lhal Cheal liked the 
organization is because ils cur­
riculum is aligned wilh Michigan 
l-"ranieworks. Also, the design of 
lhe courses is very intcraclive. 

W H A T ' S O F F E R E D 

A list of eight online course 
categories that are available to 
students at Novi High School: 

• Computer Science 
• Language Arts 
•Math 
• Science 
• Social Studies 
• Worl<force and Life Skills 
• World Languages 

Students jusl don't sit there and 
read the screen; there is interac­
tion, there are opportunities for 
remediation and students can go 
to chat rooms wilh the oihcr stu­
dents in the class and ask ques­
tions. 

There are projects that must he 
done online, and sludenls have 
frequent conl;ict wilh their Icach-
ers, who check lo see if Ihe kids 
arc dialing in and doing Ihc 
work. If they're not, they contact 
that student's .school fucnlor, 
who in turn talks to the student 
and the parents to make sure they 
do get back on task. 

The online courses at Novi 
High are assigned to class peri­
ods. For instance, there inay be 
15 sludenls silting in a classroom 
in a certain block lime with a cer­
tified teacher in a room with 
them, bul all 15 might he taking 
\5 different online courses. The 
mentor teacher is making sure 
the sludenls arc going online and 
staying in communication with 
Ihc online electronic leachers of 
the courses to make sure Ihe 
Novi students are doing the work 
and understanding it at an 
acceptable level. They administer 
some of the tests and they also 
get the grade from the online 
teacher and transfer il lo Ihe 
school's reporting system. 

When c a n s tuden t s t a k e 
onl ine c o u r s e s ? 

Cheal said that many of the 
online courses are ones ihal stu­
dents can take in the iradiiional 
manner at Novi High . Bui i f 
they are not successful, they 
wi l l then have the option of 
retaking it in the classroom or 
online. They must, however, 
attcmpi lhe course iradiiionally 
first, 

M i c h i g a n Vir tual High 
School offers test preparation 
opportunities for all kids in the 
district, even i f they're not 
enrolled in an online course. 
There is a career planning tool 
that they can access, but there 
are a limited number of seats 
available. 

"I personally am cxeiled 
aboul it. I had a lot of fun and 
learned when 1 went into the 
classroom wi lh students," Cheal 
said. "I was very impressed with 
it to the point where I even 
signed up for an online class this 
.semester at Schoolcraft College. 
We forwarded our guideline to 
lhe Michigan Vir lua l High 
School and it's probably one of 
Ihe mosl complete guidelines in 
Ihe slate right now.-l think we 
have addressed a lot of issues of 
concern." 

Is t h i s the future of 
l ea rn ing? 

However, Cheal st i l l doesn't 
sec online courses totally 
replacing traditional ones in the 
future. 

"You don't have that human 
interaction," she said. "Sure, 
there's an online interadion, 
and I was very impressed with 
lhal. To ine, I Ihoughl i l would 
be a cold , sterile vvorld, but it 
wasn't. 'You do have interac­
tion, but it was not personal 
interaction." 

The first thing thai one does 
when he or she first accesses 
one o f these courses is nieel 
the certified Mich igan teacher. 
There's a picture o f (he teacher 
and i i tells the sludeni who 
ihcy arc, where they live and 
what they teach. 

"In an online course, you 
miss Ihe personal contact," 
Cheal said. "Teenagers are 
very social , so this can he a 
lonely experience. That's one 
reason we decided to pul Ihem 
in a classroom sel l ing . Even 
though the person in the termi­
nal nexl door is taking a very 
different course lhan you are, 
you still have a human being 
next to you lo turn and have 
coniaci with." 

Onl ine courses ga in ing 
popular i ty 

Cheal said thai the students al 
Nov i High are already talking 
aboul iheir ne\v opporlunities and 
it won't he long until they all know 
ahoul them. She recenlly visiled 
the .school and lalked lo about 17 
sludenls who were inicresicd in 
learning more. 

"Il's a totally different w;iy of 
thinking aboul educalion for a lot 
of ihese kids and iheir parenis," 
Cheal said. "This is so new thai if 
classes start on Monday, kids are a 
little afraid lo commit to .some­
thing that ihey still don't have a 
comfort level wilh. Thi.s is an 
opportunity for us io differentiate 
inslruclional .service and io provide 
addiiional learning opportunities 
for our .students. Nol all of ihcm 
leam ihe same way or in the saine 
formal or in ihe same lime. This is 
just another alternative for individ­
ualized opportunities for students."

Students at Orchard H i l l s 
Elementary School experienced 
a chance to re.ich into chi l ly 
tidepool waters to touch and 
learn about many live sea ani­
mals, such as sea stars, crabs, 
barnacles, mussels, anemones, 
limpets, sea urchins, chitons 
and lobsters. They were also 
treated io a slide show wiih pic-
iures and information of all ihe 
animals. 

The tidepool, which is only 
one of five programs, was 
brought io the facility thanks io 
Plymouth-based L iv ing Science 
Foundation, a company that 
travels to elementary and mid­
dle schools all over Michigan 
and surrounding states io teach­
es about science. 

"I have two tidepool tables sei 
up and each o f them hits about 
200 gallons o f ice cold ocean 
salt water," Science Interpreter 
Jeremy Madynsk i said. "The 
children come down and they 
put their hands right into iiie 
water They can pick some of 
the animals up and for others 
they can reach in and just touch 
them." 

One fish called the Monkey 
Face Prickle Back, was one that 
students were not able lo touch 
because it was too shy. "He gets 
a little Jumpy i f he's touched, so 
they just look al him and learn 
that w.ay," Madynski said. 

Madynski explained lhat grow­
ing up in a place like Michigan, 
.siudents should have an under­
standing o f creatures that inhabit 
lakes all over the state. 

"Usually people don't really 
have an idea of what these ani­
mals' are like and how they sur­
vive. To actually reach into ihc 
water and pick one up and see 
what it feels l ike and see how it 
lives is just so eye opening for a 
young person," Madynski said. 
" I ' l l bet most of these kids have 
never been to the ocean, never 

walked on the beach and picked 
up some of these animals. Just 
the touch of the cold water and 
the feel of the animals is very 

.therapeutic." 
Madynski hopes the children 

took away an appreciation for 
the diversity of l iving things 
from the assembly. 

" A lot of those animals in the 
tide pool , like Ihe sea stars and 
the chitons, don't do a whole l o l 
of moving, but they are very 
much alive," he said. "For a stu­
dent to look at something and 
realize that it is a living thing 
and it's just as alive as they are, 
1 ihink that's a very important 
idea for ihem to take away." 

The other four programs thai 
the foundation presents are 
Aust ra l ia , A f r i c a , Natural 
Science and Rainforest. For 
more inforniaiion on ihe iide-
pool or any of ihe other pro­
grams, visit www. l iv ing- 
science.org.

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Cable rates climb; call your congressman 
By now, many of you have received your 

first 2004 bill from Bright House and 
noticed an increase in rates. However, those 
of you who sub.scribc only io the Basic 
Service (channels 1-23) saw no increase at 
all (and lasi year $ I decrease) thanks to 
SWOCC's oversight of cable raies. The 
majoriiy of the approximately 40,000 cable 
sub.scribcrs in Farmington. Farmington Hills 
and Novi take ihe Expanded Basic Service 
(channels 23-82), iind will pay an extra 
$2.20 per month. Your new fate is $39.95, 
not including extras like converters, remotes 
or premium channels. This is a six percent 
increase over 2003 rates. (Last year rates 
increased seven percent). 

If you're not happy about ihai. what can 
you do? Unfortunately, very little. Congress 
defcgulated cable rates in 1999, so cable 
companies can charge whatever ihey like for 
the upper tiers of channels (anything above 
channel 23). Your city has a very limited 
ability to regulate rates for basic service only 
(channels 1-20), and we were able to require 
a dollar Ieduction for that service last year 
with a two-year rate freeze. But, as you can 
see. that was more than compensated fof by 
ihc increase on the unregulated channels. In 
the past, we could file complaints with the 
Federal Communication Commission (FCC) 
on your behalf. But that's no longer an 
option. By the way, if you want only the 
basic service you often have to specifically 
ask for it at $11 month. 

Cable operators contend these increased 
are due to the increasingly high prices they 

pay for programs. And we're not alone. Here 
in the Detroit area, Comcast raised raies as 
much ai 14 pcrceni in several communities 
and Wide Open West (WOW) went up 6.6 
percent. The FCC annual rate survey showed 
an average jump of 8.2 percent in cable 
rales. In the Detroit area raies range from 
$37.99 to $43.49, putting Bright House sub­
scribers closer io ihe low end. 

The raie regulation process is cumbersome 
and costly Thai's one of the rea.sons why 
Congress called for rate regulation to end in 
1999, when ii thought there would be effec­
tive competition that would regulate rates. 
Bul that competition has not really occurred 
- al least not from direct cable 
competition. Although Bright House has a 
non-exclusive contact in our cities, no other 
cable operators have come forward. They 
contend it's a high-cost venture for little 
fetum. 

But the industry "trades" did show that 
this year is the first time that cable growth 
has leveled off. That's mostly due to Satellite 
dishes which have increased 10 percent in 
the past year. But that option has its draw­
backs in reception and local TV channels. 
Cable is still the only place you can get the 
l'ublic. Educational, and Governmental 
Access channels. Satellite providers have 
also raised rates with the average monthly 
bill in the ballpark of $49. 

And what about those other fees on your 
cable bill? Those are not taxes. In fact, they 
don't conkibute io any increase in ihe liot-
tom line. In its contract with the cities (in 

exchange for using the public rights-of-way), 
ihe cable operator pays a franchise fee and 
certain oiher costs io the cities. They've been 
doing so since 1982. (The city uses these 
franchise fees to maintain the rights-of-way 
and operale access TV). But since the FCC 
allows them to break it out on the bill, cable 
operators often do so to push the blame off 
them. That would be like buying a pair of 
jeans at Uie mall and getting an itemized 
receipt indicating that a certain percent of 
what you paid went to mall rental space. We 
all know ihere are numerous cosis factored 
inio any vendor's sticker price. It's not often 
that we see it broken down. 

Our only recourse is Federal legislative 
relief. We waited four years fof effective 
cable competition and it's not here. If you 
want the federal government to regulate rates 
since they look control out of local govern­
ment's hands, then call your federal con­
gressman.

And there's no doubt whatsoev-
.cr aboul the enormous advantage 
of having a major new and spiffy 
Northwest hub at Detroit Metro. 
We can fly non-stop lo essentially 
any place in the world. Anybody 
who's had to suffer the thrash and 
inconvenience of changing planes 
once or twice en route recognizes 
what a terrific thing a major hub 
is. 

Plus there's even another 
dimension lo the issue of high 
fares, al least if you listen to 
Andrea Fischer Newman, a 
University of Michigan regent and 
Northwest's senior vice president 
for govemmenl affairs. According 
lo Newman, if you lake the avcr-

Northwesl hub ... and just don't 
know it. 

But there's much more lo this 
story, especially here in Michigan 
where the big problems are eco­
nomic: a jobless (and slow) recov­
ery, an evaporaiing manufacturing 
base, concern about increasing 
export of good jobs to places like 
China and India. Upon rcncction, 

I ihink the single 
greatest engine 
for this region's 
economic growth 
is hidden in plain 
sight at Detroit 
Metropolitan and 
Willow Run air­
ports. 

Here's why. 
Mosl historians 
agree the regions 
that offered the 
best transporta­
tion infrastructure 
are those lhal 
showed over lime 
the greatest 
growth. Think of 

the seaports in the 18lh century, 
when sailing ships were domi­
nant, or rail hubs in the 19th cen­
tury. Closer to home and in the 
late 20th century, it's probable 
lhal Livingston County's enor­
mous growth comes in large part 
from the advantages in road tran­
sit produced by the intersection of 
US-23 and 1-96. 

Plainly, air transit for both pas­
sengers and cargo will be domi­
nant factors in the worid economy 
of the 21st century. And regions 
that have developed the capability 
lo link air passenger and air cargo 
infrastructure have shown enor­
mous growth over the past decade. 
Consider the great airports at 
Dallas-Ft.Worth, Los Angeles, 
Hong Kong, Amsterdam, and even 
Memphis, the main hub for 
FedEx's planes. These regions 
have added literally hundreds of 
thousands of good-paying jobs

Experts, led by Dr. John D. 
Kasarda, Director of the Kenan 
Institute of Private Enterprise at 
the University of North Carolina 
at Chapel Hill, say the potential 
offered by the combination of an 
excellent passenger facility (the 
Northwest hub al Detroit Metro) 

and a good cargo operation (al 
Willow Run) is as good or better 
lhan any place elsewhere in the 
world. They point io ihe dcvelop-
meni prospects of ihc 25,000-acre 
area between the Iwo airports, 
bounded by 1-94 on the south and 
Ecorse Road on the norlh and 
including the Pinnacle projeel 
soulh of Delroil Metro. And ihcy 
endorse the wisdom of having cre­
ated an airport authority wilh gov­
ernance powers over both airports. 

So the potential is great, bul 
there's lots of work lo be done to 
make il real. Willow Run. for 
example, needs considerable work 
if il's going lo reach ils polenlial 
lo be a serious hub for air cargo: 
An extended runw.iy lo .service 
fully loiidcd 747s (which will irri­
tate the neighbors) better storage 
and cargo handling facilities. 
Coordinated regional develop­
ment plans need to be worked out 
by the various local govemmenl 
bodies affected. And a link lo the 
Port of Detroit — adding ship-
borne cargo access to the Atlantic 
seaboard and Europe — needs to 
be worked through and developed. 

Fortunately for the State of 
Michigan, which has no extra 
money, much of the work that 
needs to be done now won'i cost 
much. Identifying the region as a 
key economic development liirgcl 
would be a good start. Wayne 
County needs lo make the acro-
iropolis a development priority 
and work to include various town­
ships along 1-94 in the planning 
process. Asking senior leaders in 
the automotive assembly and parts 
industries for llieir input would 
help. 

And, while people are al it, they 
might.want to include folks from 
Northwest Airlines. Aller all, the 
essential precondition for an aero-
tropolis is a first-rate passenger 
hub, and Northwest has already 
contributed thai. We've 
been whining about Northwest 
too long; loday, we all owe Ihem a

For the most part, Michigan 
voters trying lo get a handle on 
this year's presideniial campaign 
are slill grappling wiih names that 
were totally unfamiliar six months 
ago. Howard Dean. John 
Edwards. John Kerry. 

But Al Fi.shman, a longtime 
peace activist from Detroit, is 
hoping politics in America will he 
shaken up by one very familiar 
name which, up lo 
now, absolutely 
no one has 
thought aboul in 
connection wilh 
the presideniial 
election. 

Harry 
Belafonle. 

No, that's not a 
misprint. We are 
talking aboul the 
"Day-O, Day-O," 
1950s calypso 
singer, who on 
Jan. 31 is coming 
lo Deu-oit lo lead 
a town hall meet­
ing aimed at creating a "naiional 
people's agenda" designed to cre­
ate a continuing pressure group 
that will affect politics and issues 
in this country for years (o come. 

"What we want to do is build 
something that isn'l lied to a par-
licuhir candidate or campaign." 
said Fishman, who, al an athletic 
and healthy 77, is a veteran of 
more causes and campaigns than 
he can count, sireiching back lo 
the 1948 Progressive Party effort.

Assess your car's condition 
The first step to selling your car 

is to rate it — honestly 
AutoSeekandSell.com has a 
handy checklist you can print to 
help you assess your car's exteri­
or, interior and mechanical condi 
lion. .This information will be 
helpful when you research the 
market value of your car.
