Grandparents-visitation
bill heads to governgr

Grandparenis can play an extremely
smportant role in the life of a grandehild.
in some cases, however, they are denied
legal visitation rights. Recognizing the
importance of a child's interaction with
his or her grandparents, the legislature
recently appraved legislation that allows
for the petilion of grandpareni visitation
under certain circumslances.

Passape of this legislation allows a
grandparent to scek visitation through the
court process if any of the following
oceur:

« A child's purents are secking separa-
tion, divoree, or anpulment;

+ A child's parents are separated,
divoreed, or hive had their marriage
annolled.

* The child's parent, who is a child of
the grandparenis, 15 deceased.

* The child’s parenis have never been
married, they don’( live together, and
paternity has been established,

¢ Lepal costody of the ehild has been
piven 1o a person other than the child's
rarent, or the child is placed nutside of
and dees ol reside in the home of a par-
ont,

= In ihe year prier te filing the molion,
the prandparent provided an established
costodial envirommend for the child.

This grand parent visitation legislation
responsibly serves 10 protcel the interests
of Ihe prandparents while balancing
parental custodial right, The bill is now
before the Governor for approval.

The Church of the Holy Cross

wage ($1.23 per hour or less).
Over 300 produets and services
were produced by federal prison-
ors, totaling nearly 3680 million
int sules to the federal government
in 2002

With cheap laber and cxemp
from many mindates small busi-
nesses must comply with every
duy, FPI provides clothing and
texliles — ineluding custom-made
draperies und cordins - vehicle
repair, indusirial products, office
fumiture, recyeling and a variety
of services sucli as printing.

Surely, ameng the millions of
small businesses in America, the
governiment could find g few 1hat
meel its reguirements (o produce
these goods and provide these
services, Insiead, denied the abili-
ty o fairty compete, small busi-
nesses have found the walls of
governimenl contriacting too high
to scale. Since FP1 wag given pref-
erential status in the government
procarement  process, federal
ggencies have been locked into
Buying only from Unicor even ifa
smzll-business owner could pro-
vide the serviee or product cheap-
er, faster, and of better quality —
a disservice to small business and
to taxpayers forced to pay more
money for goods and services.

Dayton, Ohio, businesswomiun
and NFIB  member Bobbie
Gentile, in lgstimony before
Congress, confirmed that the hid-
ding process for government con-
tracts excluded smal} [rms.

For
American sinatl-business owners,
it's one of the most sought after
Rifts on their wish lists; the ability
to compete for business tiat for
too leng has automatically been
awarded to those who have begn
naughty rather than nice.
