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Novi Road widening included
in county's road budget

RCOC's lays out
2010 projects

The Road Cormission for
Oakland County {RCOC)
presented its proposed fis-
cal year 2010 budget at a
public hearing Aug, 27 at the
Oakland County Beard of
Comnuissioners Auditerium in
Pontjac.

Among the read projects
included in the 2010 hudget
is Lhe leng-anticipated widen-
ing of Novi Road between 10
Milz and Grand River in Novi,
which includes building a
bridge over the railroad tracks.

The propesed 2010 budget,
at $105.15 million, includes
$31.1 million worth of rond
improvement projects or work
toward future road improve-
ment projects. This budget
represents an increase of $6.9
million compared to the $98,2
million 2009 budget adopted
in Septernber oflast year.

RCOC's fiscal year runs Cet,
1to Sept. 30, Final adoption
of the budget will take place in
September.

The 2010 proposed budget
is greater than the 2008 bud-
get because of an inerease in
federally funded road projects
planned for 2010, tnclud-
ing some projects paid for
wilh American Recovery and
Refnvestment Act (ARR A} or
federal “stimulus” dellars.

While project-specific fed-
eral funds coming to RCOC
are expected to increase in
2010, this proposed budget
anticipates leas state revenue
than any budget since fiscal
year 2000.

The state revenues, which
are the main funding source
for RCOC's operations, consist
primarily of the agency's share
of state-collected fned tax and
vehicle-registration-fee dol-
lars. In 2010, these revenues
will have been declining for
four yEa'rs, dfter lm’hng b
flAPToE hidarly to yéats. ™"

“There is just no way totign-

estly discuss our budget situa-
tion in positive terms,” RCOC
Managing Director Brent Bair
said, He noted that federal
funding, which is generally
tied to specific road construcs
tion projects and cannot be
used for routine maintenance
operations, tends to fluctuate
considerably from year to year.

“We're pleased we will
receive federal funding for
more road improvement proj-
ects in 2010 than in 2009,

Dbut that will not help us with
routine road maintenaice
activities such as patehing pot-
holes, plowing snow or grading
gravel roads,” Bair said, He
added RCOC currently has 72
fewer staff members than in
2007, a reduction of nearly 13
percent.

"Many of those positions
are truek drivers, who won't
be available to plow snow and
salt the roads this winter,” he
observed. The staff reductions
put the RCOC workforce at
fewer employees than virtu-
ally any time since the 1960s,
when the county had half the

population it has today and
when traffic volumes were
dramaticalty less than they
are today.

“All these factors add up
to anly one conclusion,” Bair
told the audience at the public
hearing. “We have no choice
but ta continue to reduce the
level of service we provide for
the residents and motorists of
Oakland County. That's a real
tragedy.”

He added this situation is
atragedy not just because
1motorists will experience more
potholes and slower storm
response in the winter. “The
real tragedy is the potential
impacts these changes are
likely to have on our p.blhty to
ensure motorist safety.”

Bair pointed out that over
the last 30 years, Qakland
Cointy has become one of the
safest places in the world in
terms of highway fatality rates
for areas our size.

_“Avariety of factors coutrib-

been critical,” Bait said. “We

ents use skills to cheer up others

Fox Run resi

It started as an avenue for residents of Fox Run
Village in Novi to work on artistic quilting and
oxplore new techriigaes.

But soon aftor the quilting group started in
September 2004, the direction completely shifted.
Instead of working on quilts for personal satisfaction,
the group decided they wanted to use their talenis to
help others, most notably those wha were staying at
Renaissance Gardens extended care in the Fox Run
campus.

Peg Quigley, a Fox Run resident who helped start
the group, said she never envisioned this plan, but

oW looks forward to-mesting everywioks o f

“We felt like it should e a charity thing to help oth-
ers,” she said, “It makes us feel good when we hear
bow comforting it is for the people when they go into
their raom for the first tinie and find one of these
{quilts) cn their bed.”

Helping Quigley start the group was Mary Bacjz,
the daughter of a resident and a professional quilter,
She joins the greup every Tuesday during their twe-
hour meeting because she *loves” making quiits and
enjoys being with the women.

“One thing that is interesting is a lot of peaple make
quilts to help others, but it is also therapeutic for the
people making them,” Bacje said.

The quilts the group makes are called “lap quilts”
and are designed to fit comfortably over a person and
not get caught in the wheels of a wheelchair, They are
made out of donated fabric and are {leece-backed.

Every Tuesday about 30 women meet and mass pro-
duge the quilts in a preduction line format. Every per-
son has different jobs, and in a two-honr span, they
mike between four-to-five quilts. The most they have
ever made in one session was 12, and since January
they have made 573,

“] go home exhausted,” said Barbara Balser.

But for all the women who dedicate their time, it's
worth it.

It's very rewarding to be (making quilts) for a pur-
pose,” Balser said, “That is why I come every week.”

"links" golf. The game originated in
that setting in Scotland and is not that
cornmon for us in Michigan. We do
have some satnples of it around the
stafe including the Gailes Course at
Lakewood Shores resort in Oscoda
and Arcadia Bluffs on Lake Michigan
1o name a couple, If you need tree
lined fairways to enjoy vour golf
avoid links golf. But if you want 1o
try your hand at managing your game
through the mounds and valleys of a
links land, you raight find it to be an
extraordinary experience,

When playing these courses, it s
always good lo ve at least one
ceddie serving your group. Whiie
they tend te carry doubles, a four-
some eart be served nicely by a single
caddic who eareics two sels of clubs
but is able to' provide dizeetion to all
of the members of the group on the
tee when you arc faced will: the
incvitable blind shot. White not
commuon to have blind shots on
courses in Michigan, it scems to be
very mnuch the nom In Irefand and
can be found on many of the golf
holes off the tee — aim for a distant
mound or hill or church sieeple. At
Labineh Golf Club, there s & par §
hele (named "the Klondyke") that
requires a long sccord shol over a

large hill covered in heather {very
long and unforgiving grass). On the
crown of the hill is 2 simall hut where
aclub employee spends their day
wilh ared flag. As you leam, the fole
you are playing erisscrosses ée 18th
fairway and yeu cannat hit your shot
untl it is clear and you receive the
red flag to play away!

Presuming you succeed making it
over the hill with your secend shat,
you have a faizly sirople third shet
into the green but don’tie (oo long as
you may cozy up lo the stone wall
behind she green or worse, over the
wall onte the road. The next hole isa
185-yard par 3 called "the Dell." The
right hatf of the preen is visible from
the tec and the lefl is hidden by
another very lall hill covered in
heather. There is a white aiming slone
positioned on top of e hill that
serves as your target. Depending on
wind direction and streagth, your
caddie witt direct you to aim af er to
the right or left of the stane. |f your

distance control is accutute, you
should find your ball sorewhere en
the dance floor.

As noted above, the wind is a huge
part of the experience on a links
caurse. Since you are net prokcted
by trees and located along side the
sea, the wind has such an impact that
the preferred balf fight isa lower
trajeclory that helps to minimize iis
impael. While it can be maddening to
have your ball blown off track into
the heather and worse, it is such fim
1o comectly assess its impact and to
hit your ball to your target by
correctly gauging ils impact. Al
Ballybunion, we played onwhat
seemed 1o be an exlremely windy
day. Testimated it to be a Jclub
wind. When [ asked my caddie if he
had this strong of wind frequenthy, he
smiled and replied that this was
relatively calm day and I should sce
what it wouild be [ike when it really
blew. That day, it took a full driver 1o
reach the green on ane of the par ¥s

into the wind. I was huimbled ta think
what it wouid be Iike to play "when it
really blew."

Beyond the wind, the heather and
(he blind shots, your visit also
includes a visit with the gorse. If you
hit your ball inte the heather, if you
can find it, the best you can typically
do is hit your ball back into the
fairway with your sand wedge. This
will work most of the time. But with
gorse, a plant that s a dark green,
sprawling, prickly shrub, if you find
the bali, clances are likely that you
take & drop for an unplayable lie.

While 1t fs interesling 1o ook at,
avoid at all costs. Golf in Ireland has
proven to be an addicting experienee
that is truly extracrdinary. Beyond the
golf, the people, the food and the
Guinness are beyond compare!

“This could be a proto-
type for other mothballed
auto plants in Michigan and
throughout the country,” said
Cassis, R-Novi. “But more
importantly, this is the type
of project that the MEDC was
designed to create—a large
scale development project
which would create a signifi-
cant number of jobs.”

Crawford noted that quick
actlon is necessary, as the
deadline for the federal bat-
tery credits is Sept. 14 of this
year. The legislation, now
approved by a House commit-
tee, still needs to be consid-
ered by the full House, Senate
committee and the full Senate

B before it can be signed into

law by the governor.
