The Novi Police Department is

now accepting applications for
thelr upcoming Lakes Area
Cillzen's Police Academy,
- The Academy, which will begin
on Sept. 5, will have a maximum cf
40 students drawn from Novi,
Walled Lake, Wixom. South Lyon
and Wolverine Lake.

According to Novi Pollce Lt.
David Butler, the purpose of the
academy Is to foster communica-
llon and better relationships
between the departments and the
communities they serve.

“The Citizens Police Academy
allews our citizens to understand
and experience law enforcement
situations f{rom a police officer's
point of view. We hope to give them
a better understanding of what the

police do, how we do {t, and why we
do what we do,” he said,

Butler added that it also helps
dispe]l misconeeptions about law
enforcement in general.

"A lot of the {ime, the only real
contact people have with the police
are If they get a ticket or have an
emergency,” he sald. "So this Is a
very positive, enlightening way to
ftnprove our relatlonship with eur
citizens.” .

The academy meets once a week
for 10 weeks and a total of 30
hours. It takes the participant
through a condensed verslon of a
regulation police academy study
course.

The classes are cenducted by
officers and siafl of the Novi,
Wixom, Walled Lake, Souti, Lyon
and Welverine Lake FPollce
Departments and includes guest

speakers of particular experlise.

Classes are held once a week for
three hours, covering a dilferent
area of the police department every
week. The academy 15 held twice 2
year - in the spring and Ir: the fall.

“The Citizens Pollce Academy {s
an excellent opportunity for resi-
dents to get a ‘behind the scene’
{ook inio the police department.”
Evie Lewls, a coordinaior for the
academy, said,

"The academy enables citizens lo
become more familiar with the day-
lo-day operations of the police
department and gain a better
undersianding of the laws, proce-
dures, and responstbiifties. I think
people gain a new appreciaiion for
what olficers go through and the
hard work that Is involved.”

The lakes Area Clilzen's Police
Academy covers such diverse top-

The Speaker poinled as pricrities
to bills already introduced by Rep.
Ruihy Johnson, R-Hally, that scek
to promote respongible growth by
preserving cpen space and coordi-
nating planning and zoning
between communilies, House Bills
4995 and 5038,

Those bills are among a number
produced by the House Land Use
and Environment Commitiee, The
committee has also produced a bill
intended 1o clear red tape out of
the way for reuse of tax veverted
parcels In he inner clty, House
Bllls 4851-53 sponsored by Rep.
Gene DeRossett, R-Manchester,

Speaker Johnson said that many

lots in Michigan's inner city areas
have been left -unproductive
berause of (he problern, and the
result is that it spurs growth In the
suburbs and rural areas, fueling
sprawl.

Also In the package are bills
afmed at assuring that drinking
water supplies are clean by
launching a public educatlon cam-
palgn to instruct residents on how
to get wells lested.

Speaker Johnson said he
belleves the stale House of
Represeniatives has been produc-
Uve so far thls year, as Jawmakers
worked their way through the first
five manths of a two-year session.

One of the princlple accomplish-
ments, he said was passage of the
budgel al a time when declining
revenues required trimming of the
spending plan, As the econcmy
began to dip early this year, the
state fiscal forecasters revised thelr
revenue projections downward by
more than $50¢ millton. And
ajthough lawmakers were unable
to reach agreement on three major
pleces of the budget — K-12 school
aid, higher education and spending
for the Department of Consurer
angd Industry Services -— they did
manage to pass 13 major budget
bills.

‘The lack of passage of a K-12
bill, although it has raised con-

Then, in 1991, at the age of 91,
Howard Higbee's dream came true.
