The twe Livonia residents were
arrested by U.S, Immigration .mn.l
Customs Enfercement (ICE,
cial agents Feb. |5 for forcin,
least four women (rom (ke
Ukraine to work as exotic dancers
at 4 Jocl sirip club.

According 1o the criminal com-
plaint, Mickit] Aronoy, 32, who is
a citizen of Lithuunia, and
Aleksander Maksimenko, 25, a
U.S. citiven, we suspected of
recraiting women  from  the
Ukraine to travel 10 the United
Stales under the guise of working
as wailresses here.

Onee the women arrived in the
U5, they were foreed 16 work al
Cheetah's strip clab in Detroit.

The U.S, District Courl coim-
plaint states that on May 27, 2004,
two Ukrainion femules armived in
the U.S. at Washington Dulles
Intermnational Airport. The women
were expecling 1o go w Virginia
Reach, Va., hut were met at the
airport by Aronov.

He told them that there hid

heen a change in plans and that
they would have to go o Detroit
instead of Virginia Beach. Aronov
pluced them on a Greyhourd bus
hound for Detrait, Upon arriving
in Delroil, the two women were
met by Aronov and Maksimenko
and driven 1o a motel in Novi.

Afer o week, the men moved
Ihe woinea to an apartment in
Novi, The women were forced 1o
work 12 hours per day, six days 2
week (0 pay off $12.600 in travel
expunses and another 310,008 for
identification documentation.

The men ook all of the money
the women were paid by cus-
tomers of the club as payaent fer
these “experses.” The complaint
said two of the wonen had been
forced to work since May. The
other two were recruited as strip-
pers overscas and arrived in the
U.S. in September with their hus-
hands. They have not seen or spo-
ken 1o their husbunds since their
arzival in the United States,

The women were driven o their
work [rom their apartment and
back .Lgun There was no tele-
phone in (heir apartment. The
women were mgularly tuker to the
men's house in Livoniu, The com-
plaint aiso states the women were
intimidated, hit and threatened
with death il they tried 1o leave.

On one occasion, one of Ihe
women was locked in the base-
ment of the Livonia residence lor

severnl hours as punishment for
lying o the men,

ICE speeizl agents also execul-
od a search warrant at 20344 Ellen
pr. in Livonia and uncovered evi-
dence substanlinting the com-
plaint, including financial docu-
ments, firearms and numerous
knives hidden throughout the res-
idence,

The U.S. Attorney's Office,
Eastern District of Michigan, bas
accepted the case fer prosecution.
Both men were araigned Feb, 16
in the 1J.S. District Court, Eastern
District of Michigan, with charges
pending for forced labor. The
Livonia Police Department pro-
vided assistance in the investiga-
tion. The Novi Pelice Department
was nol tnvolved in the case.

U.S. Magistrate fudge Virginia

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Child care centers see minimal change durmg school breaks

B Working
parents tend to
plan ahead

Mid-winter fecess 15 a time
when kids and teachers can take &
breather from the daily grind of
the school year, A time when kids
can put aside their school work
for a few days to build snew men,
snow forts and have snow ball
fights.

But what about parents? Unless
they're teachers themselves, most
of them probably den’t have the
same scheduled breaks their kids
da. fa families where both parents
work, how do they go about mak-
ing sure their young children are
well taken care of while they’re
out ¢arning the all-mighty dollar?

One way is to send their kids to
one of the many child care centers
iz the'area. One would think that
during & break, like last week,
child care centers would be
packed to the pills with sereaming
children, Apparently, however,
according to many directors of
those facilities, that's really not
the case,

Directors say that mosl parents
plan akead in that situation, and
schedule their own vacations to
coincide with their kids” (ime off,

“I have a ot of kids on vacalion
during school breaks because a lot
of families go away with their
children,” said Korene Jett, direc-
tor for A Growing Place. “The
older kids are off school, so that's
a good week to go skiing or fer
the parents to take off for the cat-
tage, or whatever (he case may be.
Often times 1 will have children
here to take those spols up, 5o il
usually works oul”

Diane Miller, of Children's Arck
child care, actually sees a
decrease in students during school
FECEsses,

“We have our regular registered
children and we do have some
fewer because their parents may

be teachers or they may have
older siblings at home," Miller
said. “We do have a lew older sib-
lings that will ceme in on weeks
li'ke thal becausc their brother or
sister are here.”

People have to register to drop
their kids off at most child care
facilities, but Miller did say (hat
she would be happy 10 accommo-
date desperate (amilies who are
tooking for a child-care cenier.

Another way, which is probably
the mosl practical, that parcnls
can make surc their kids are taken
care of, is by utilizing the Novi
Community School District’s
CARE program, 1t offers child
cnre for children in kindergarten
through cighth grade before and
after school and during most
school breaks.

Parent Lisa Benkarski takes
advaniage of the program as much
as possible. “With both parents
working, my family heavily relies
on the CARE progran,” she said,
“During this past winter break,
both my boys attended CARE and
had a great time.”

CARE will also be offered dur-
ing spring break from Thursday,
March 24 through Monday, April
4. However, on snow days, when
Nevi schools are closed, so is Lhe
CARE program.

“On those days, my husband or
1 take a vacation day,” Benkarski
said,

Benkarski alse explained that
there are & few days in June after
school is out for the summer and a
week in August before the kids go
back to school, when the CARE
program is nol available, however.

“On these duys, a few [rends
and I will cach take a day off to
watch each others kids,” she suid.
“[ do wish, however, that they
would offer CARE continuously
from the end of school, through
summer, and inte the next school
year with no breaks. My husband
and [ don't ulways have the vaca-
tion time available to take during
these periods and somelimes it
can be 4 struggle trying to arrange
alternate care.”

5 year old children. Even though
the schaol district is out, the pro-
gram continues like il’s a typical
week,

Nishi Nagar, center director for
Blooming Day, explained that if
both Ihe parents are working,
those children whe regularly
altend the pre-school, and who
don't have any siblings going to
the Novi Community School
District, continue (heir normal
schedules. 1f they do have siblings
in the district, however, she will
accommodile one O TWO parents

in need.

“Lets say we have a 5-year-cld
kid, but the sibling is 7,” she said.
“Somelimes they will ask vs if
they have no place to send them
and if the age difference is not loc
nwch, well accommodaze them.”

Thal is discouraged, however, |

because when 7 or 8-year-old kids
are dropped off and sce all of the
younger childeen, they usually
become bored preity quickly.
“They don'l have the appropri-
ale activities to keep them occu-
pied” Nagar said. “More ofien

than not, they will not enjoy the
experience.”

Hand held videc games are not
allowed, there are no televisians
in the fcility and they won't be
allowed to play outdoors.

“It’s not a question of making
mongy on our par, or a lost
opportuaity, il’s a question of, for
five days, at cipht hours o day,
whal is this kid geing 10 do?”
Nagar suid. “Parents know that if
they don't have any other option,
we can accommodate, bui we tell
them it's for the benefit of the

child. They will get really bored
and they won't want o come
back”

“Parents in Movi pretty much
knew the public school distriers
calendar,” Nagar added. “They
tell us when they will have vaca-
tons and they usually plan ahead
of lime."

She's on o budget plan with
Consumers Encrgy, so menthly
natural gas bills for her one-slory
condo stay a set ratiz from one July
to the nexL.

1Us easier to budget,” said Wilk,
68. “They charge me the same
thing every month, Last year I did-
't wse all the money so they kind
of lowered (costs) by 36 or 7 a
month.

Rales are slightly less this
montl, but Cansumers bills remain
about $10-15 higher than Iypical
per month, according to spakes-
woman Debra Dodd.

“At the beginning of the heating
season this year, we were saying
natural gas priccs were going to
about 10 percent higher than [ast
year,” Dodd said. “Gas prices have
come down slightly this month.”

The February charge is to 57.3

Schoolcraft College plans fund-raisers

Schoolcraft Coilege’s Culinary Arts
Department in Livonia is not just
known to local residents.

The nationally and internaticnally
famous school has been featured in
most of the top culinary magazines
and even attracts students from over-
seas. -

Established in 1964, the program
can accommedate 220 students, with
30 enrelled in the school’s separate
baking and pastry program. Bruce
Konowalow, a graduate of the
Culinary Arts Institute in Hyde Park,
N.Y., has served as director for five
yeus.

The $27 million, 87,000-square-foot
VisTaTech building that honses the
department was constructed in
September 2003. American Harvest,
the program’s restaurant, offersa
breakfast buffet, lunch and dinner plus
the Main Street Cafe, a retail outlet.

“We have four Cenified Master
Chefs out of a faculty of six full-ime

chefs. There are only about 70 master
chefs in the whole country, so we have
the highest percentage of any scheol in
the nation,” Konowalow said.

Students must take “An Introduction
to Culinary Arts” and pass with at
least an 84 average to be accepted into
the program.

The program is two years, but the
school also has a third-year Brigade
Program for students who want more.
This program is fashioned after the
French brigade system in which there
are stations in the kitchen. There could
be a station where chefs make sauces,
one where they prepare fish and anoth-
er where they might grill meat.

“It's an entire 45-week program in
which they operate cur restaurant in
the evenings. So, our dinner service is
done by graduates now jumping up a
level in sophistication and complexi-
ty," Konowalow said.

The program includes a trip to Paris
ds part of the curriculum. *This group
is going to Paris in April, and we're
actually doing a fund-raiser April 2 for
that trip,” Konowalow said.

The pre-sold dinner is planned for
only 100 tickets. Each table will have
six different Bordeauxs. “Some tables
will be $500 a seai, some tables will
be $300 a seat, and some will be $200
a seat, depending on the wine on the
table,” Konowalow said. The dinner
will include six courses to match each
wine.

On Saturday, April 23, the public is
invited to a VisTa Gala, “The Art of
Fine Dining,” an evening of extraordi-
nary dining as the chefs prepare unfor-
gettable foods as patrons stroll through
the department’s six state-of-the-art
kitchens.

This fund-raiser for the department
will take place at 7 p.m. in the
VisTaTech Center's DiPonio Room at
18600 Haggerty Road.

The Senute Technology and Encrey
Commitiee, on whicl | serve, last week
reported 1o e full Senate three comsunier
protection hills thal ban the controversial
soflware known as “spy-
ware.” These hills may
require some lechnical
changes as we move
through the process.
Spyware often finds its
Wity Onto a computer’s
hatd drive when a user
downloiads programs
fram the Internct.

Spyware Iracks what
Web sites a user visits
and transmits the data 10
a marketing company that then inundales the
user with 2 variety of pop-up ads it thinks
might be of interest. The invasive solware
can sipaificantly slow down a compuler, in
S0me ¢I5es, requiring the operating system
to be minstalied.

Violators would be subject to & misde-
meanor or felony charge with penalties from
$1,600 10 $10,00¢, and/or imprisonment for
93 days to lour years, depending on the
scverity of the violation.

Ultimately, computer users have a right w0
know what 15 on their computer and a rea-
sonable cxpectation of privacy (hat spyware
takes away. This legislation provides the

protections thal Michigan consumers need
and deserve.

Strict Discipling Academies

In 1999, the Legislature approved & law
requiring schools 1o expel students for a par-
ticular offense. such as possessing a danger-
ous weapon in a weapon-frec school zone,
committing criminat sexual conduct en
schoel grounds, or physically assaulting 2
school employee. Also approved in 1999
was a provision creating sirict discipline
academies, a form of public schoot academy,
with encoliment limited to certain students,
including students who have been expelled.

School boards have the option to cither
suspend or expel a studen for certain other
alfenses. Many boards choose to suspend,
rather than expel, making those students
incligible for enrollment 1n a strict discipline
acadeny.

The original law did nat go far enough,
To correct this incligibility, the Senate has
appraved a bill to expand enrollment at strict
discipline academies lo suspended students.

‘We now spend
more to stockpile felons in the
state's prisons than we do in
ecucating our bright young peo-
ple for high-paying productive
jobs. And with our elected rep-
resentatives united only in being
— 10 a person — 100 timid to
lackle our state’s 81 billion-plus
chronic structural deficit, higher
education appropriations —
“gprops,” 1o use the Lansing
term - has become one of the
most highly charged subjects in
the Capitol,

Stewart is a real rarity these
days: He's an unapologetic
Republican moderate who
admires former governors
George Romney and Bill
Miiliken. (“We cannot let our
parzy [ose touch with the vast
majority of solid, sensible peo-
ple in the middie,” he says.)
He’s an unabashed defender of
our colleges and universities.
{“Our great universities are the
Jjet fuel for Michigan’s econom-
ic takeoff, and we simply cannot
afford to let them run on
empry.”}

And he believes that today’s
partisan poisonous atrosphere
in Lansing will do nobody —
least of all the citizens of
Michigan — any good. ("We've
got (o find a way for the sensi-
ble center to work civilly..

Stewart’s interest in education
rans deep in his blgod.
Counting his mother {a
Vanderveen from Holland,
Michigan) and his mmts and
uncles, he has seven relatives,
each of whem taught for more
than 40 years in Michigan pub-
lic schools. His uncles were
superintendents in, respectively,
South Lyon, Rochester and
Mason.

The star-studded lineup for
March 23 alone is impressive:
University of Michigan
President Mary Sue Coleman,
Michigan State University
President Lou Anna Simon,
‘Wayne State University
President Irvin Reid, and former
Senate higher ed approps chair-
man und now Congressman Joe
Schwarz. “These hearings
should be a seminar for my col-
leagues about how vital our
great universities are o the
future of the state,” he enthuses.

Interestingly, Stewart says he
gels his complex personality
from his religious persuasions.
He started out as a Methodisl,
which he thinks gave him his
social consclence and his evan-
gelistic lendencies. But when he
married Beth, he beeame a
Presbyterian and took on the
church’s orientaton toward
flinty intellectual honesty.

Personally, I think he'l} atso
need the grit and deviousness of
a Jesuit and the patience of a
Buddhist in order o survive the
ghastly supercharged atmos-
phere of Lansing during appro-
prizticns time. But 1 sure admire
his instincts, and wish him well
in his task. As should we all.

Increasingly, the party is focus-
ing on Peler Cummings, a very.
very rich real estate developer and
the sonin-law of Max Fisher, the
legendary Republican money man.
Cummings, now 57, is perhiaps best
known as the former chairman of
the Dietroit Symphony Orchestra.

Outside Detroil, however, he
isn't known al all. He has never un
for anything, s uneasy with the
press, and is a completely untested
campaigner.

To he sure, New Jersey elected 2
U5, Senator & few years ago (Jon
Corzine) who spent $63 miliion,
mostly his own moriey, to essential-
ly buy the seat, But that seems
unkkely to work in Michigan.

¢ Romney, the former head
of the former American Malors
Corporation, did come out of the
business world o be elected
Michigan's govemor brick in the
1960s.

But he had blazed a trail just
before that as leader of the slale’s
constitutional convention, and had
been a very visible corporute leader
in 2 state where the aute industry
was the culture.

Republicans, who tried (e make
an issue out of Granholm’s
Canadian birth, alse would have to
explain why Cummings, who is
also a Canadian, didn't even bather
to become a U.S. citizen till 1984,

Prebably the sirongest candidate
the GOP could field is U.5. Rep.
Mike Rogers, a trim, handsorne for-
mer FBI agent who holds
Stabenow’s old Lansing-based con-
gressional seat.

Ropers, 42 this year, is a fust-ris-
ing star from Brighton who has
proved adept at fund-raising. Put in
charge of money efforts for House
Republicans in the last election
cycle, he boosted the take from
5141 miltion to $175 million. This
year, Speaker Deninis Hastert
assigned him 1o the House
Intelligence Committee, a clear
stgn of trust and favor.

His seat has been redistricted to
miake it entirely safe. Yet the U.S,
Senale s a far bigger platform;
Lynden Jotinsen onee compared
the House and the Senate to the dif-
ference between chicken salad and
chicken exhaust.

Should Rogers risk it all for a
patential seat on the national stage?
Last week, aides would only say
“people were looking al it.” Rogers
has a considerable war chest, and
might 10t need to make up his
mind as early s some contenders.
But he doesn’t have: all the time in
the world.

Spencer Abraham spent 516 enil-
lion in losing five years ago. Expect
Republicans to spend far morc next
year. 1f they don’t beat Ms.
Stabenow, there's the possibility
Car] Levin will deside to retire in
2008, when he will be 75,

Or maybe not. At that age, after
alL, Strom Thurmond was just
warming up.

Nick Mainella, a 20-year-old
Novi graduate, was found dead
Iast Tuesday in his East Lansing
home after an apparent scciden-
tal overdose of perscription
drugs, It was an unexpected end
to & promising life.

He was following his father’s
[ootsteps, studying construclion
management at Michigan State
University. He was a sopho-
more.

The kind words spoken about

hini®

brought out' for a special ocea-
sion — they were the kind of
words always spoken about him,
He liad that effect on people.

“He had some greal character
about him,” said Novi foolball
coach Tub Kellepourey, who
coached Nick for two years.
“The glass was always half full
to  him. That's how he
approached everything.”

Nick's [riends, family, former
teammates and classmates gath-
ered for a final farewell. Stories
of him were iold, memories
were shared and lears were
shed.

“Hc was a special guy and
was like a son to me," said Dave
Ray, who coached Nick for sev-
cial years in Colts and junior
varsity footbzll, *He was the
Lype of guy, through his deeds
and the way he carcied himself,
that paid it forward. He didn't
have 1o pay anyome back
because everything he did was
putting ather people first.

“When he left us, he left a lot
of great memories. He's still
with us in our hearts.”

A team player

The number of people Nick
had touched was apparent at his
funeral. The estimated number
of those in attendance was over
800. The funeral procession was
over 100 cars, Doug Ray, a
friend of Nick's since kinder-
garien, noticed someone he had-
o'l scen since second grade,

“Pecple came from all over
the country,” said Dave Ray,
Doug's father,

Nick was described as “a we
man, not a me man” by Ray, It’s
a statement that would most
Aikely be backed up by everyone
whe knew him,

Bobby Duncan, who made the
trip from Florida to aftend
Nick’s funeral, talked about the
2002 foorball season. Nick was
a starter on the offensive line,
Duncan was the second-string
player behind him. Every time
Nick came off the ficld, he made
sure Duncan’ was ready and
knew what his responsibilities
were if and when he got in.

Duncan did get in. During the
Lake Orion game, which Novi
was expecied to lose, Nick went
down with 2 knee injury. His
back-up was ready. ‘
