Originally, Labor Day was 
designed lo honor ihe woricers in 
this counlry. 

Today, Ihe traditional holiday is 
more often known as an end of 
summer celebration. 

However, too much celebrating 
diis Labor Day weekend could 
result in consequences. 

As part of die "Drunk Driving. 
Over the Limit, Under Arrest." 
statewide crackdown Aug. 17 -
Sept. 3, the Novi Police 
Department wi l l be adding extra 
ofTIcers to its patrol division. 

"It jusl boosts the number of 
patrols we have on Ihe street." 
said Chief David Moiloy of die 
Novi Police Department. "We 
beiievc it contributes to our low 
fatality rates due to drunk driv­
ing." 

The Michigan Office of 
Highway Safety Planning is coor­
dinating the enforcement effort by 
providing 55 counties across die 
state with federal traffic safety 
funds for overtime enforcement. 

, Funding wil l also be provided 
to agencies participadng in paid 
advertising io ensure widespread 
awareness of the crackdown. 

"Wc are continuously putting 
die message out to slow down and 
don't drink and drive," Moiloy 
said. 

It is no coincidence that the 
drunk driving crackdown is being 
enforced over Labor Day week­
end. 

"IVpically you do see the 
enforcement stepped up around 
diose Umes," Moiloy said. 

The crackdown In 2006 was 
enforced at the same dme of year, 
with Novi conducting 432 drunk 
driving arrests. 

"Almost 40 percent of our traf­
fic deaths are due to alcohol 
(statewide)," Moiloy said. 

Statistics show, in 2006, about 
440 people were killed and 7,678 
were injured in alcohol or drug 
related crashes in Michigan. 

According to Moiloy, in most 
drunk driving cases, Ihe driver 
commits a traffic violation, which 
is probable cause for an officer to 
make a traffic stop. 

At diat point, if the use of alco­
hol is suspected die officer wil l 
conduct a series of tests to deter­
mine if die driver is over Uie legal 
limit.

Aside from being estccnicd 
athletes in high school, 
Pritchard and Cislo have both 
become honorary college ath­
letes. 

As long snapper for 
Princeton, Pritchard won the 
Donold B .

One of the most difficult deci­
sions in life is choosing which 
school to attend after high 
school. 

Although Pritchard did look 
into Yale and Michigan, he had 
been talking to the coaches at 
Princeton since his sophomore 
year in high school. 

"The coaches understand that 
when you choose lo go there for 
football, you're primarily choos­
ing it for the academics," he said.

Even though Cislo enjoyed 
playing football, baseball was 
his primary sport. 

"I talked to a few schools 
(about football), but mostly 
focused on more baseball than _ 
football," he said. "I talked to ' 
other schools, but Michigan was 
Ihe only school I really looked 
at." 

Cislo is nhijoring in history for 
secondary education and hopes 
to one day coach high school 
football and baseball. 

Pritchard, on the other hand, is 
not sure what he wants to do in 
the future but remains focused 
on graduating with a degree in 
economics. 

"I have such good friends," he 
said. " A l l the other stuff I don'i 
really care about."

New federal regulations require 
all travelers (including U.S. c i d -
zens) lo and from the Americas, 
the Caribbean and Beraiuda to 
have a passport to enter or re­
enter die United States when trav­
eling by air.

2008. 

Because of the heavy demand 
for passpoIts, processing times 

could be as long as 10-12 weeks 
for routine Service.

Michelle McManus, chair 
of the Campaign and Election 
Oversight Committee and sponsor 
of the bill, said die measure is 
needed to raise Michigan's profile 
on tlie national stage. 

"Michigan is a large representa­
tive state, and it has die perfect mix 
of appeal, given die Issues of die 
economy, manufacturing, energy 
and natural resources," said 
McManus (R-Lake Leelanau). 

By moving its primaIy to Jan. 
15, Michigan would become die 
OIird state in line behind lowa and 
New Hampshire, whose state laws 
require ihem io be firsi and sec­
ond, respectively.

Boeskool, who was addicted to 
alcohol and crack, often resorted 
to prostitution to support her 
habits. Aure said. 

Her brother and sister-in-law. 
Ronnie and .-\pril Shoil of 
Belleville, said Boeskool was 
diNorced twice, has three daugh­
ters and two sons, was mentally 
ch;illeiiged and received goveni-
nient assistance. 

He s.iid his late sister was boni 
in (iarden (?ity. grew up in 
Westland and lias three other 
brothers and :i sister 

".She liked fned bologna and 
Chee/ Whiz sandwiches, playing 
cards and hoard games and 
niu.sic," he .said. ".She had a big 
lieail. loved animals and used lo 
bring home sliavs when she w.'is 
little." 

They said her problems started 
after her lirsi divorce and acceler­
ated after the second divorce. 

"She wasn't an :ingel, but she 
never liuil anybody, and she loved 
hei family." he said.

Roe supposedly struck the final 
blows with the barrel by Ihe pond, 
pushing her partially-clothed body 
into tlie water and returning home. 

Suspec t personable, poli te 

The Garden City detective, who 
described Roc as "very personable 
and polite" while giving his state­
ment, said Roc explained his con­
nection with Boeskool, who he 
was inu-oduced to a couple of 
years ago by a friend, as more of a 
friendship than a romantic rela­
tionship. 

"Me felt soiry for her because of 
her lifestyle," Aure said. "She was 
living off and on at his home." 

Roe told police he didn'i plan to 
kill Boeskool. But, "For unknown 

reasons, when he saw the pond, he 
dwided he would kill her," Aure 
said. "He seemed to think it was a 
good place to leave hcL" 

Roe lold police after allegedly 
committing the murder that he 
threw the blanket he had in the 
pick'up into a waste container in 
Garden City, washed himself and 
the shotgun barrel off and went to 
bed. 

Robert Moran, prosecuting 
attorney, and Martin Crandall, 
defense attorney, said initial trial 
dates will be selected in the mur­
der case at the Sept. 7 arraign­
ment. 

If convicted. Roe faces life in 
prison. 

Suspect 's f ami ly comments 
Roe's son and daughter were in 

court on Friday, along with a man 
he has helped in the past, and 
Roe's brother and niece, who pre­
ferred to remain anonymous. 

The brother said Roe is miser­
able and remorseful about his 
actions. 

"We all fee! bad that we didn't 
step in and get her out of his life 
sooner," said the brother, who 
mentioned that Roe often took 
Boeskool in even when some of 
her relatives would not. 

John Wcrtli, director of public 
safety for Northville Township, 
said detectives obtained Roe's 
confession and had him locked up 
just tlu-ee hours and three minutes 
after identifying Boeskool's body. 

"Nobody on this planet 
deserves a violent death like that." 
Werth said. "It was a vicious and 
brutal death."

n l e process of selecting the Democratic and 
Ftepubllcan nollllrlces for prcsklelll i s a slj-ailge beast. 
A seiics of priillaries and caucuses, held eveiy four 
years, are designed to help Uie two lnain poliiical pai'-
ties pick their noininees. 

Traditionally, two smaU states — New I laiilpshire alid 
Iowa — have had a big say in deciding who l]le noilll-
nees will be. Becaiise they hold the first electioils, they 
get to set the tone for the rest of Ole country. Often, by 
tJie tinle otller slates get to vote, the field of noiliinces 
has beeii significantly whittleti down, making prinlaiy 
elections ilieaningless in inuch of tlie countiy. 

'fhal's a shaille, and that's why so nlany states are 
trying to move up tile [xllltical ladder by scheduling 
tjielr pliinarles and caucuses earlier and earlier. 

Among theln: Michigan. State leaders in botli political 
piirties have been Itclling to make Michigan a major 
player in tile priinaiy sea-son, and we feel that's a gotd 
l-hlilg. We'd lo\'e to see our state have a larger role 111 
deciding who tile Democratic and Republican llominees 
win be. 

But while we applaud tlic effort Ulat's taking place to 
inove Michigan up on tlie schedule, we're greatly troli-
ble(l by much of what we're .seeing. 

It's a complicated process, but the latest lllove came 
Wednesday, when tJle Miclligan Senate voted to move 
tlie state's presidential nolnination contests to Jan. 15. 
The problem is that Democrats and Repiiblicans are 
goillg to have to come up with sonle sort of agreement 
to illove tills effort forward, aiid that's easier said tJlan 
done. 

Wednesday's vote in the GOP-conti-olled Senate was 
aiong part^' liiles, mearmig the bill is likely going to 
encounter problems \rfien It-hits the Deinocratic-con-
'troUed House. 

Michigan also has to decide whether to hold a pri­
mary or a caucus, and we favor a primary, becau.se It's 
held much Uke a regular election, aiid it's by far tiie 
inost deinocratic option. 

According to the Associated FVess, tliough, support­
ers of Democratic presidential candidate John Edwards 
are pressing for a caucus Instead of a priinaiy in 
Michigan. Edwards has strong support among unions, 
wliose Influence might be inagniiied iii a caucus, where 
tiie ability to turn out voters willing to attend party 
meetings will be critical. 

Many party leaders still favor a primary, tliough, and 
we hope that's tlie direction tfie Dcln(x;rats choose. We 
aiso urge leaders from both political parties to reach an 
agreement on Uiis, because it will benefit Michigan's 
voters if die state is able to hold an early pillnary. 

And while Uie Ja1i. 15 primary was approved by Uie 
Senate, we're outraged by one of Uie provisions in the 
bi11. As approVed, voteis would have to declare their 
poliUcal party tiefore voUng. Tlie problem is Uiat oiice 
it's collected," Uiat infoimaUon woiild tie exempt froin 
the state's Freedom of liifomlation Act. 

Witli one excepUon: It would be Blade available to Ule 
state party chairs, who would Uien tie able to use the 
IfifonnaUon to send out targeted election advertising. 

So, Uie general public won't tie able to see who's vot­
i n g DemocraUc and who's voting Republican, but the 
party leaders wi l l? Tliat's outrageoiis. There should not 
be political e.\cepUons to Uie state's FOIA law. 

A lot iieeds to be fixed a n d agreed upon — a n d sooii 
— but it's our hope Uiat Michigan's jxiliUcal leaders 
are able to make us a liiajor player in tlie 2008 presi-
denUa1 elecUon.

New Novi Seal 
I happened to catch llie Novi 

City Council meeting Ihis 
evening and by chance there 
ensued a discussion over Ihe 
possibility of a new city logo. 
The discus.sion was inleresling 
and brought out .sonic valid con­
cerns. 

First of all, and most obvious, 
was that a branding slalenieni 
logo should nol be confu.sed 
wilh a city seal. Tlic city seal is 
historically a symbol of official­
dom and should approximate 
something round and coin-like 
in appearance. The present Novi 
seal is jusl thai. Traditionally 
city seals .ve found on police 
cars, dump trucks, road graders, 
fire trucks and the like. The city 
seal would normally be found at 
the head of a council table or on 
a podium. The present seal looks 
perfectly appropriate. 

There would be nothing 
wrong with having a community 
logo separate from Ihe city seal. 
A communily logo (branding 
slalenieni) could be subsliluled 
for a city seal on stationary or 
community marketing efforts. 

Back lo the existing seal. The 
present seal was generated as a 
community effort in conjunction 
with the founding of the City of 
Novi in 1969. The first rendiiion 
(found on the original printing of 
the City Charier) was very much 
like a pizza pie with shooting 
stars and a cluttered appearance. 
A few years later Ihc then city 
manager, George Alhas, cleaned 
up Ihe city seal. It retained three 
historical elements from the 

original artwork. The first ele-
menl wtis the NO. VI. The num­
ber six referred to Ihe legendary 
sixtii toll gate stop on Grand 
River Avenue that supposedly 
created die name Novi. The sec­
ond element was the parallel 
lines in Ihe N. This represents 
die railroad tracks dial cul on an 
angle through the city The third 
historical element is Ihe parallel 
lines oil Ihc diagonal which rep­
resents Grand River Avenue. 

Tliere is community value in 
retaining heritage. 

The other key factor is that die 
Novi seal as we know it today is 
clean and uncluttered. Other city 
seals have statues, birds, trees, 
clouds, deer, fish, goats, ele. City 
seals of Ihis kind emblazoned on 
dump trucks or podiums are 
cleariy unrecognizable. The 
present city seal looks official, is 
clearly legible, retains communi­
ty heritage, looks great on the 
podium and council table, looks 
good on city vehicles and should 
be left alone. 

If there is a need for a brand­
ing statement logo lo launch a 
unified and staged community 
identity effort then full speed 
ahead. To try and make an inter­
pretive art form into a city seal is 
clearly nol the right thing to do. 
I think die founding community 
leaders got it (die city seal) right 
a long lime ago. Heritage, sim­
plicity, legibility, officiousness 
and beauty are all diere. Leave il 
alone.

Nationally, newspaper 
readership and circulation 
are way down, and advertis­
ing revenue figures are 
worse. 

Knight-kldder, which for 
many years owned the 
Detroit Free Press and many 
other distinguished Utles, 
has disappeared. The 
Chicago Tribune, one of the 
historic monuments of 
Midwestern Journalism, has 
been tentatively sold in a 
transacUon that looks 
tacreastagly shaky. 

On Wall Street, newspaper 
stocks are performing dis­
mally across the board. In an 
attempt to preserve operattag 
profits, newspaper publish­
ers have cut costs to Uie 
bone. Even great papers like 
the New York Ttaies and Uie 
Wall Street Journal have 
decreased the width 'of theh" 
pages this year to reduce 
newsprint costs. 

Newspapei-s have clus­
tered operations tato regional 
groupings to achieve 
economies of scale to produc­
tion and business office oper­
ations. Ftaally, Uiey've cut 
staff, especially in tiie news­
room.

form since Ule 1830s, and 
which has provided the most 
important form of communi­
cation throughout most of 
Uie history of Ulis republic. 

Yet now many people 
(including me) are wondering 
whether the newspaper 
industry is In an irreversible 
downward spiral. 

Maybe so, maybe not. But 
what is clear Is Uiat some­
thing very important in 
America is in the process of 
radical change, perhaps even 
near-eUminaUon, 1 don't refer 
to Uie business enterprise we 
call the newspaper industry, 
but to one particular group of 
professionals. 

These are folks who have 
played a remarkably impor­
tant role In American public 
life for more than two cen­
turies; Reporters. 

Thousands and thou­
sands of reporters have 
been employed by newspa­
pers -— whether dally, week­
ly or monthly — in virtually 
every ' community across 
this land. Few of us really 
know how important they 
are and have been. Their 
Job, which they have some­
times done very well and 
sometimes done poorly, has 
been to ask important and 
sometimes impertinent 
questions. That is, to speak 
truth to power 

How come the mayor's 
first cousin got the contract 
to haul garbage? Why did 
the school board decide to 
put a new school near that 
wealthy subdivision, and 
give ^ the '"construction ' con­
tract to the rich local big 
shot? How did it happen 
that a veiy large corporation 
was given free rein by state 
regulatory authorities to 
pollute a world-class trout 
stream that has run clean 
and sparkling for centuries? 

Some of what they ask are 
just thtags that people in a 
community want to know, 
because knowing them is 

what makes a group of people 
a community: Who graduated 
first in her class and who 
married his high school 
sweeUieart Just before going 
off to war? 

Reporters. I have no idea 
how many Uiousands of them 
there are, and 1 don't think 
anybody really knows. But 
their questions have nour­
ished Uie life of Ulis republic 
for more than two centuries. 

They've shined tiie light of 
disclosure on murky places 
and they've contilbuted fiie 
information basis for rea­
soned discourse and shared 
conscience to Uie lives of the 
communities they served. 

And what is sad and virtu­
ally certain is that there will 
be far fewer of Uieni ta years 
to come than in the past. 
Mostly, again, that's all due 
lo newspaper economics in 
the age of Uie Internet. 

Booth Newspapers, a sub­
sidiary of Newhouse's 
Advance Publications, runs 
eight daily newspapers in 
Miclligan. Eariier this sum­
mer, Uiey cut Uie number of 
reporters in its highly regard­
ed Lansing bureau from eight 
lo Uiree. Meanwhile, die big 
DetIDil dailies have cut their 
newsrooms time and again as 
their circulations have 
dropped. I'm neither immune 
nor innocent, by the way: 
when 1 was a publisher I did 
my share of cost-cutting over 
the years. 

My point Is this: We've 
come over two centuries 

,jdmost,unconsciously tô  
' on repbi^ers 'm'lS 'wiiat''Uiey,'," 

contribute to oiir public life 
and discourse. I woriy about 
what our world will look like 
when' we don't have 
squadrons of reporters pok­
ing their noses into all kinds 
of places to find out what's 
going on. 

On many occasions, the 
nation has depended on 
reporters who poked their 
noses into places where they 

were decidedly not 
wanted. Granted, tlitags are 
not all grim. Those reporters 
that are left have gained 
amazing efficiency tools. 
They can do research 
Uirough the Internet In mto-
utes that would have taken 
weeks a decade ago. 

Best of all. Information 
spreads so fast today that 
folks get interested In Impor­
tant issues much more rapid­
ly than In the past. 

You don't need a bunch of 
rumpled newspaper scribes 
with notepads In Uiefi- hands 
lo carry out the classic fiinc-
Uons of reporters. 

In ah age when there are 
thousands and thousands of 
bloggers hammering away at 
all hours of the day, I happen 
to think we may be on Uie 
cusp of someUiing that might 
be called "citizen journalism." 

Indeed, it might be Ulat 
community news could 
become more community-
driven (and less newspaper-
owner determmed) than in 
the past. It' might be less 
"professional," but It might 
be more passionate and far 
more broadly democratic. 

Thanks to our 
Constitution, we all have as 
inuch right to do Journalism 
as the editors of llle 
Washtagton Post. 

New York University 
Professor Jay Rosen put il 
this way: "No one owns tlie 
practice of reporting or 
assigns the right to do it. It's 
a deinocraUc thing to tell oth-
erŝ l̂jia '̂p gpifig on, aiid 'show 
.ygvir, WorH..; .SpIiie' people' will 
not be (ielerred from doing 
that. Most of them don't care 
what you call them. They do 
care if their story stands up." 

Just so. But looking at Ule 
deep blue skies on a UP sum­
mer day, i can't but worry 
what our public life might be 
without thousands of curi­
ous, Imperttaent folk pecking 
away In commuIiiUes afi over 
our countiy.
