However. one of the goals of
Propasal A was (o give exlra money
to districts with declining enroll-
ment numbers.

“Al the time, more distiicts were
declining than expanding like ours,”
Geisier said.

For years (he Walled Lake school
disiriel was only receiving 50 pes-
cenl from foundation grants. The
distriel now receives 80 percent of
its revenue [rom foundation grants.
However, it's not enough e make up
for the years the district did with-
out.

Now titc Walled Lake district is
algo slarling to seg declining enroll-
ment numbers, although there are
slil! = ot of students in ihe district,
te said.

“Fewer students means fewer
foundation grants, he said.

“We had been investlgating,
and.when. it was at-the point
that we were going (o hear his
side. he opted to retire,” said
Phillip Vawter, Walled Lake city
manager. .

Vawler would net give any
detalls about the investigation
of Beningo. In January, Vawter
said city employees are entitled
1o due pracess during investiga-
1ions of alleged employee mis-
conduct, All city employees
would be shown the same
respect if ihey were under
investigation,

Beninge's retirement stems
from an early retirement pack-
age offered to all city employees
who are eligible, he said.
However, Beningo was the only
city employee. so far this year,
to take the early retirement
plan.

Mary Anne Helveston, attor-
ney for Beningo. said Beningo
decided to retire since it was
clfered to all employees.

“I think 1t was a good pack-
age,” Helveston sald of the
retirerent benefits offered o
her client.

The Investigation was nolhing
more than what often happens
in the work place when Lhere
are differences, she said.

“Nothing was substantiated.”
Helvesion said. “He felt very
uncomfortable about it and
declded to retire.”

Beningo. who had been wilh
the fire department for the past
15 years, was a member of the
Detroit Fire Department prior to
beginning his Walled Lake
career, He was promoled to fire
captain a few years ago.

His. departure leaves Walled
Lake officlals with a decision lo
make. They now have to cvalu-
ate whether they will hire some-
one else to perform fire captain
duties. Currently Jerry Walker.
dircetor of public safety, heads
up both the fire department and
the palice department.

Walker will soon be dis-
cussing whether to liire some-
one else for the captain’s posi-
tion with councl] members, he
said.

*We're reviewing the situa-
tion,” Vawter sald. "But we're
not taking action for awhile.
Were revlewing whether we
need the position or not. Were
looking at the whole situation.”

Beningo and Walker did not
eturn calls prior to press time.
Jim Thompson, presideat of the
Walled Lake Firefighters union.
would net comment on
Beningo's retirement from the
fire department.

Fire uts WL condo building

A fire ripped through a butlding
at Lake Village Coendominiums in
Walled Lake Monday morning
leaving four families without
homes.

The fire, on Aquaduct, starled
al 7:53 a.m. just as full-time fire-
fighters Ma(t Salow was getling
ready to leave his shift and Ryan
Polter was about o begin his day.

The blaze affected all of the con-
dominjums in the four-unit build-
ng.

“On arvival, & portion of the
building was well involved with
the fire,” Salow said.

Novi, Commerce Township and
Wixom firefighters helped fight
the blaze. Firefighters from White
Lake manned the Walled Lake
Fire Station while firefighters put
out the flames.

Salow didn't know what could

have slarted the fire. and fire
invesiigators will be examining
the cause.

No ene was Injuced in the fire,
Salow said. Only residents in two
of the condominium umils were
heme when the fire broke oul.

“We forced entry on a lot of
units,” Salow said. “We immedi-
atlely went around and evaruated -
the huilding, Our main caneerir
was life safely. We slarled an
aggressive inierior attack until
the fire vented through the roof.”

Firefighters were able lo get the
fire under control about an hour
after the blaze started.

Tim Moore, a Lake Village resi-
dent. walched as firefighters
fought flames in his complex.

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Will Michigan's new leaders have
guts, skill to grow state’s economy?

Starting next January. well have a
whole new leadership team in
Michigan. A new sel of executive offi-
cers — governor, lleutenant governor,
secretary of slate, maybe atterney gen-
eral —and a
moslly new
legislature In
both houses,
coupled with
a possible
change in
partisan con-
trol of at
leasl one.

That new

budgetary
siress — besl guess is there is already
a built-in imbalance of nearly $1 bil-
liora. And they'll face considerable polit-
ical uncertainty — term limits will have
eliminated mosi experienced lawmak-
ers and the new executive cfficers will
be uncertain how to go aboul thelr
jobs.

Among the happy things theyll have
te deal with Is Michigan's remarkably
Improved business climate, Remember
the early 1990s? Michigan was the
very definition of a Rust Beit stale, with
more than 19 percent unemployment
and only iour million {very nervous)
Jobs. In the year 2000, we boasted a
Jjobless rate of less than 4 percent and
a growing econanty of five million jobs.

Thal's a temific record. Gov. John
Engler and the Michigan Economic
Developmernt Corporation [not ta men-
tion a hooming national economy)
deserve lols of credit for managing
such an impressive lumaround.

The big question is what our new

leaders are going to do slarling next
January, Will they keep hammering
away at lmproving the economic cli-
mate or will they take the easy way oul
and let Michigan fall back again?

At a minimum, the pelicy agenda will
have beenr set oul. At the Michigan
Competiliveness Conference, spon-
sored Jast week in Lansing by the
MEDC, a new study by Stanford
Research Instilute showed that
Michigan ranked No. 9 among the 50
states and No. 2 amang Midwestern
states as a good place to do business. |
attended; it was an eye-opening day.

We ranked especlally well in our
quality of Jife [No. 4 In the nation),
based on "low living costs, good educa-
lion system, clean air and first-rate
nature and recreation assels,” We
eame in Ne. 7 in what SRI calls "inno-
vatlon resources,” the compound
result of warld-class universities and
lechnology base. Qur infrastructure
came in No. 22, the middle of the pack,
the new terminal at Metro Alrport bal-
ancing out deflclts in roads and
Internet and broadband cennectiens.

Michigan rated worst (No. 42) on
business costs, mainly because of high
taxes on business. According to MEDC
President Doug Rothwell, even though
the Single Business Tax has been cut
by one third since 1990, if's stil] twice
as high as the next-highest state that
we benchmark ourselves against.

Rothwell argues that instead of
gloating aboul how Michigan fared
against the rest of the natlon, we
should compare ourselves against the
17 states that are primary competitors
for new business investment and high
technology. Eight of these ranked
ahgve Michigan in the SRI study —
Colorade, Texas, Minnesota, Virginda,
California, Georgia, Massachusetts
and Washington, In order — while our
neighbor rivals, Ohio and THinols, were

just behind. So there's plenty of werk
to do.

The Single Business Tax is a real
problem. No other state has a unified
business tax structure like i, so it
stands out Yke a sore thumb In the
tables of the comparison. Most states
tax businesses on thelr profit plus
some other factors, while the Michigan
unified SBT laxes a combination of
employment and "value arided." Worse,
as 1 know from personal experience,
the SBT is very complex to calculate.

Among the 300-cdd people attending
the conlerence, most felt the SBT need-
ed at minimum an overhaul to include
at least some component of business
profit. As I remember (t, the SBT was
writlen in literally the dead of night in
1975, largely by lobbyists for the auio-
mebile ndustry. General Motors in
particular, Virtually none of the law-
makers who voted to adopt the next
morning understood the tax; most had
not even read the comiplex legislation.

The conference discussed a large
range af suggestions coming from six
breakout groups.

Il there was consensus, It was that
our economic development competitive
stralegy for the future shouid be to try
fo get our business tax and cost cll-
maie at about the national average, fix
our roads and extend our broadband
connections and let our other advan-
tages play out undiminished.

The real question §s whether our new
leaders have the foresight, guls and
skill to do so.

Thal might be welcomed by some folks,
but it's true.

Ta paraphrase the lale John Lennon
(he was one of The Beatles, kids}, blues
Is the chair a musician has to sit in first
il he or she wants to play these other
styles. Whelher muslcians are aware of
it or not, the type of music they play is
more than likely influenced heavily by
the blues,

So how come the style that led to so
many other styles has never been given
the respecl that it's due? How come a
guy like Michael Jackson or Prince can
be a millienaire, but artists like Rod
Piazza & The Mighty Flyers still have to
unload thelr own equipment?

Yes, you get the big produciions with
pop and rock stars. There's fireworks,
literally, and stage theatrics that rival
George Lucas fllms. Bul what about the
musie? Does it move you? Does it have
the emotion that a geod blues song can
slir up?

Maybe. Bul if thal's all you've gver expe-
renced concert-wise, do yoursell a favor
and shift gears. Go to a club and check out
a blues act. Sil 10 feet from somebody
pouring out their soul for (hree or four sets
and youll see what 1 mean,

Il they're good. and most of them
around the Molor Clty are, Uhen you will
be well rewarded. Pick one: Robert Nell,
Doug Deming and the Jewel Tones,
Larry MeCray. Mudpuppy. Bobby East,
Thormetia Davis, RJ Spangler,
Harmonica Shah, the' Butler Twins,
Jimmy McCarty, the Moter City Shelks,
the Alligators... the list of local biues
artists s slaggering.

But theyve got a heavy responstbillty,
too. They're Detroit bluesicians, That
means something, especially to people
from outside the area.

Thereis a grand tradltion of fine blues

musiclans halling frem Molown and the
nearby vicinity - Son  House, Sippie
Wallace, John Lee Hooker. The fact is,
this area is famous for greal musiclans
of many genres. But, like I sald, those
genres owe a debt to the blues.

The reason I'm teliing you ali of this
is simple. Read the article belew. Many
of the great blues arilsis died penni-
less: incredible musiclans whe offered
their {alenls yet received Hitle in
fetura.

The good folks over at The Boalhouse
in Walled Lake are <oing their share {o
show respect for a pair of Detroit's first
blues men - Big Maceo and Boogle
Woogle Red.

Embarassingly, I didn'l know a lot
aboul either of these men until 1 went to
All Music Guide's Web site and did a Jit-
Uk research, (If you're inta music al all,
you owe il to yoursell to visit this site at
wirw.allmusicgulde.com. [t is truly
remarkable how much informatien is
avallable there.)

Although both these blues pianists
have been gone for quite a few years,
neither of their graves have headstoncs.

N “doli” up the old beauty, Milford's Main

Street. Local residenis can loak fopward lo 2
new and improved look. beginning with ihe
sidewalks,

The project has been up and runaing
smoothly since Lhe end of April. says
Downtown Development Authorily Directar,
Ann Barnette. So far, the disrupifon te trafle
and pedestrians has been minimal, and busi-
ness continues as usual.

So what's new?

Unilock concrele pavers are being installed
{hroughout the entlre sidewalle area, It's a
new, improved producl over the brick pavers
used 17 years ago. The style is called
Brussels Old World, in a multitude of shapes
and slzes and different shades of sand, rus-
set and charcoal. Since the downtown area of
Miliord has evolved over a leng perted of
time, with different shapes and sizes teo ils
bulldings. planners thought the cobblestone
look should reflect that line f thinking,

Barnelte pointed oul that some mighl won-
der wity they are removing coucrele and
brick pavers to install concrete pavers. For
stariers, the old producl was beginning 1o
deterforate. During Lthe pasl 20 years, Lhere
have been significant improvements in the
industry, The new product, concrete pavers,
has & much greater durabliily, and can take
a heavier lead. Thal along with a professien-
al Installation will extend the life expectancy
of the project significantly, she belleves,

The cobblestone finish with {is random
sizes will be a more authentic look. says Sue
Grisslm, principal of Grissim/Metz. She and
father, John Grissim, were insirumental in
the design proeess, More imporlanty It's
going Lo look unified - it will tie the entire
profect together, she added.

First and foremost

cern to protect local
businesses and those shoppers wishing lo
patronize the downtown Millord area. The

construction was carefuily planned so that -

afl jocal businesses could coniinue to oper-
ate.

The project was mapped out in quadrants
to create the leasl impact on any ene {ndivid-
uz! business at one ime. This means the
contractor will work in sections, divided into
four equal arcas. The plans require them to
remove and replace sidewalks. onc quadrant
at a time. At some points, two quadrants may
overiap for a few days, bul the plan deter-
mines that the contractor may nat disrupt
two blacks all at onee during the sidewalk
phase. It may take a bit longer this way.

Seven days are allocated for curb and gul-
ters removal. beginning with the easl side on
April 2B, From April 26, eleven days will be
allowed In the first quadrant te remove con-
crete and replace it with conerete pavers. The
second quadraitt whl follow the same time
constraints and beginning May 20 concrete
will be removed and replaced wilhin 11 work-
ing days.

Meanwhile, starting on May 5, removal and

The incentive for the contractor in the
sidewalk project 1s an additlonal $1,000 a
day each day the project is completed early.
This provides a gocd molivation 1o complete
the work on time or carly. Free (we hour
parking in the east and wesl lols arc avall-
able, and many businesses have back door
entries for their customet's convenience.

Some Things Are The Same

Items thal remain will include decoraiive
lights, wrought iron and bunkers. Everything
in he Center Street Park will remain also,
Including (he feuntain, wrought fron. trees,
gazebo and NMowerbeds.

Project Funding

Denise Tyler, DDA Chairperson, points oul
thal, properly owners should be aware Lhat
no new taxes sre being assessed for this
project. The majorily of Lhe funding will come
from hond proceeds funded through the Tax
Incremenl Finance Program. These are laxes
generaled by new censiruetion and milation.
No tax monies paid outside the DDA District
are spent on this project. (DDA Disiricl Is
approximately he commercial disirict from
Research Federal on Milford Read to just
north of Hector and Jimmy's.)
