Residents, parks
would benefit
from fee change

A proposal to change the way Michigan
state park fees are paid could end up
being the hest of both worlds: It could save
maney for the people wha use the parks,
and bring in an additional $47 millien to
help maintain and improve the facilities.

Bipartisun legisiation introduced last
month would eliminate the $6 daily and
$24 annual fees state residents current-
ly pay to enter state parks er use boat
launches.

Instead, motorists would pay an addi-
tional $10 in vehicle registration fees and
motoreyelists would pay $5 more. The fee
would rise with the rate of inflation each
year, creating a leng-term source of fund-
ing for park systems and local reereation
programs.

Anyene with Michigan plates would have
free access to the state’s 98 parks and ree-
reation arcas, five park trails, more than
1,000 boat sites and forest campgrounds.
Mightly camping fees would stay intact.

The additional fees would be veluntary,
with licensees opting out if they promise
not to use the parks.

Gov. Jennifer Granholm has yet to take
a position on the propesal, but it enjoys
widespread supporl in Lansing among
lawmakers from both parties. We're guess-
ing she’ll end up backing the proposal.

We hope so, because it seems like a
greal deal all the way around. With a few
tweaks, this could be a change for the bet-
ter for both residents and the state park
system.,

Michigan’s state parks and recreation
areas are truly gems, and in this econo-
my, they're a great source of cheap family
entertainment.

For any family that enjoys outdeor rec-
reation, they've been a great deal at just
424 a year. They'd be an even better deal
at just $10 a year.

Around here, that $10 will let you take
your family fishing, swimming, hiking
and horseback riding all sumner at Proud
Lake, Highland state recreation areas and
Mayhbury State Park in Northville.

If you want to venture outstate, you can
visit some of the beautiful state parks
that line Lake Michigan or Lake Huron,
or along Lake Superior in the Upper
Peninsula.

As beautiful as they are, though, the
state's parks and recreation dreas are
badly in need of maintenance and renova-
tion. That's where the additional $47 mil-
lion a year (estimated) will come in.

Sen. Patricia Birkholz, R-Saugatuack,
sponsored the bill with Rep. Rebekah
Warren, D-Ann Arbor; Rep. Arlan
Meekhof, R-West Olive; and Sen. Ray
Basham, D-Taylor. It's that rare proposal
that enjoys true bipartisan support, which
is refreshing to see.

8ally Durfee, Birkholz's chief of staff,
estimated about 65 percent of residents
would pay the $10 fee.

She said the state of Montanu, which
approved a similar fee collection system a
few years ago, has a 70 percent participa-
tion rate. Michigan’s proposal is based on
Montana’s system.

The bill does need some tweaking (the
“honrer system” of asking people who
don't pay the fee not to visit the parks
doesn't seem workable), but on the whole,
it appears to be a terrific idea.

We hope it’s adopted, and we urge our
lawmakers to throw their support behind
it, as well.

Here are some excerpls from the
consultants Signature Park and Indoor
Facility Feasibility Study Report (pages
22-24) regarding the City of Novi's May
5 tax increase proposal:

Although it is believed that the infor-
malion and assumptions constitute a
reasonable basis for preparation of the
projections, the achievenient of any
financial projection may be affected by
fluctuating economic conditions and
are dependent upon the accurrence of
future events that cannot be assured.
Therefore, actual results may vary from
the projections and such variations could
be materijal.

Volatility of the current economic cli-
mate and unknown cyclical fluctuations
could lead to under performing pro-
grams and ultimately, the projected proj-
ect performance not meeting outeome
expectations (vecover 60 percent of total
costs including capital investment.)

The desire to have project facility
recover 60 percent of total costs - opera-
tional an capital {nvestment - is demand-
ing of any facility; capital funding is not
typically recovered in community based
multi-generatienal recreation facilities.

Quicome expectations (immediate
success) and feasibility determinants
{recover 50 percent of total costs includ-
ing capital investment) are rarely attain-
able for a center that is geared toward
community wide multi-generational
Programming.

The ability to attract a contract opera-
tor for the indoor facility is hindered
by the feasibility determinants and
outcome expectations which place an

" importance on the public good and use

of the park and facility; typically, a con-
tract operator will pricritize usage for a
recreation center/facility as 1. Rentals, 2.
Teurnaments, 3. Leagues, 4. Public use;
this business maodel allows the contrac-
tor to generate a profit.
Translating the fensibility analysis
into the {inancial plan while attempt-
ing to meet the outcome expectations
and feasihility determinants required an
aggressive program plan build around
the ability of the Department 10 capture
the customer base. Marke! penetration
and product development - the ability to
capture the user with a new service in
an existing market (private and public
recreation and leisuze services cusrently
offered in the area) - could be inhibited
if the dire economic conditions persist.
