Residents wil l get a chance to 
speak to clly council on the special 
zoning ordinance for the new Novi 
Expo Center next week. 

A special counci l meeting for 
study and consideration of the first 
reading of the zoning text amend­
ment for the proposed site pf the 
new Novl Exposition Center w i l l be 
held 7 p .m. on Sept. 27, i n the city 
council chambers of the Novi Civic 
Center. 

A t this meeting, members of the 
council , experts on the subject and 
residents of Novi w i l l have the 
opportunity to examine what this 
ordinance means to the city. 

"Everyone wants this to be as 
public o f a process as possible," 
s a id counci l member C r a i g 
DeRoche. "It is a time to answer 
questions." 

The proposed addit ional zoning 
ordinance would allow for the loca­
t ion of an exposition center and 
related land uses while mainta in­
ing the provisions of the underlying 
office service technology (OST) zon­
ing district designation. 

The overlay w o u l d specifically 
accommodate the development of a 
p lanned exposi t ion, convent ion 
and conference facility inc lud ing 
exhibit halls, display floor areas. 

meeting rooms, conference rooms, 
eating and lodging facilities, ban­
quet, concession, catering uses, 
museums, theaters, recreational 
facilities, space for civic and school 
affairs, warehousing accessory to 
principal uses, off-street parking 
and loading and unloading space. 

The property in question is locat­
ed west of Taft Road on the north 
side of Grand River Avenue, south 
of 1-96. 

Two of the Issues surrounding 
the consideration are: do we want a 
new exposition center? A n d do we 
want the approval of an ordinance 
overlay? 

N E W EXPOSITION C E N T E R 
C l l y manager, I^chard Helwig, 

feels there are benefits to relocat­
ing the center. 

He feels it would have a positive 
impact on our economy by bringing 
many people into the Novl area. 
.Also, Helwig explained unl ike other 
communities, the Novi Exposi t ion 
Center is privately subsidized. It is 
not supported by the city. 

DeRoche stresses that the ordi­
nance should be reviewed thor­
oughly, but also expressed the 
benefits a privately subs id ized 
exposition center would provide.

C o u n t y s h e r i f f s h e l p s e a r c h t h r o u g h r u b b l e

They left last week, i n search of 
evidence and hope. 

But after seven days of sifting 
through New Yorit C i ^ rubble, lO 
Oait land County Sheriff 
Department officials have headed 
home, having perhaps discovered 
equal amounts of both. 

The O a k l a n d C o u n t y group, 
w h i c h inc luded Sher i f f IVlichael 
Bouchard a n d law eIiforcement 
personnel from Royal Oak, A u b u r n 
HIlJs and Lake Angelus, was part of 
a 25-member Michigan relief con­
tingent that left for New York Sept. 
i l . 

Their mission: To help officials 
there dig out from what has been 
officially described as two calculat­
ed terrorist attacks on the mul t i -
building complex formerly known 
as the World Trade Center. 

Today, the site has a new name: 
Ground Zero. 

"Our pr imary miss ion was to 
assist the FBI initially," said Capt. 
Damon Shields, commander of the 
Sheriffs Patrol Services Division 
and a leading member of the l O -
member group. "We helped the FBI 

gather and identify evidence, and 
wi th our mobile coIiIIIIand unit , 
provided badly-needed communi­
cations." 

The group was par t of a five team 
Michigan effort that worked 12-
hour shifts between 8 a.m. to 8 
p .m. 

Shields said the Oakland County 
contingent left by caravan at about 
midnight Tuesday, l 5 hours after 
two commercial airliners, appar­
ently flown by a teaIn of onboard 
terrorists, first rocked the 
American psyche by crashing each 
plane headlong in to Towers one 
and two of the Wor)d Trade Center. 

Subsequent to that attack, two 
addi t ional commerc ia l a i r l iners 
were each hijacked and crashed, 
one into the U . S . Pentagon i n 
Arlington, Va . , and the other into a 
rural jRennsylvania field. 

The combined attacks have since 
spawned in t e rna t iona l outrage, 
national remorse a n d local convic­
tion. 

Shields said work crew members 
have helpedt/on-site FBI officials 
investigate what is now a n Interna­
tional crime scene, and have also 
provided desperately needed com­
munications access via the coun-

That unit Is also equipped w i t h a 

20.000-watt generator and sateUlte 
upl ink capability. 

Shields sa id that Sher i f f 
Bouchard also arranged private Jet 
delivery to New York of abou t 
80.000 pounds of donated goods -— 
including water, flashlights and 
batteries. M a n y of those item, he 
said, had been donated by Oak land 
County residents. 

"That made me feel great," 
Shie lds sa id from New Y o r k 
Monday. "Both Oakland Coun ty 
and the people of Michigan proved 
to be tlie real hero here." 

Shields said some of his uni t ' s 
out-of-state mi s s ion was spent 
working on the heralded Bucke t 
Brigade, the deliberate, if not c u m ­
bersome, removal effort that early 
on helped rescue workers search 
for those who might st i l l be alive 
amid the wreckage. As of last week­
end, much of a n estimated 20 ,000 
tons had been removed by hand , 
along 50 makeshift assembly l ines 
that passed debris in plastic buck ­
ets, one worker to another. 

Afi estimated 1.2 mill ion total 
tons of debris is located at G r o u n d 
Zero. Currently, a variety of heavy 

equipment is removing most of the 
remaining debris, Shie lds said, 
inc luding mini-van-sized girdei-s 
that get sawed apart by a 10-story 
crane that requires a 60-ton count­
er-weight. 

That reality of Increased heavy 
equipment usage reflects the 
diminishing hope of finding further 
survivors at the site. 

"The mood right now Is somber, 
but resolute," Shields said. "It wil l 
lake mon ths and months and 
months to clear all the debris. Plus, 
there may be other buildings that 
may also have to come down. But 
the New York firefighters here s im­
ply won't give up. They don't want 
to leave while they think one of 
their men is still alive In that 
debris." 

"It's amazing, they wil l spend 
hours down below shoveling, then 
come up for a drink of water and go 
back down'. They sleep standing 
up. or o n a bucket. Some guys 
have been down there for 40 
hours," he said. 

Occasionally workers pause and 
watch the escort of orange body 
bags. More Infrequently, the sound 
of what Is hoped to be h u m a n tap­
ping, but after a search by rescue

Considering Uie tragic events of last week. 1 
feel it would be impious to write this column on 
the u s u a l subjects. Instead. I've tried to Und 
some lines that either cast light on our present 
circumslance or help comfort m y prayers. 

Many have 
compared the ter­
rorist attacks on 
the World Trade 
Center and the 
Pentagon w i t h 
Pear l Harbor. 
Wi thout doubt 
the comparison is 
apt. both as l o the 
crushing damage 
of a surprise 
a t tack and the 
doubts about 
America's wil l to 
fight a sustained 
conflict. Here's 
wha t President 

Frankl in D . Roosevelt said just after that attack, 
nearly 60 years ago: 

P h i l P o w e r 

I "Aluiays will we remember lhe character of the 
onslai^ht against lis. No matter how long it may 
lake us to overcome tills premeditated invasion, 
the American people in their righteous might will 
win through to absolute victory. I believe I inter­
pret the will of the Congress and of the people 
wlien I assert that we will not only defend our­
selves to the uttermost, but will make venj certain 
that this form of treachery sl inl l neoer endanger 
lis again." 

Almost certainly, the spawning grounds for 
these attacks are the desert sands of the Arab 
world, where religious fanaticism seems an evo-
lut ionaiy adaptation necessaiy for survival. The 
Irish poet. Wi l l i am Butler Yeats, caught a 
glimpse of it: 

"Hardly are these words out. 
When a vast invuje out of Spiritu Mundi 
Troubles my sight; somewhere in the sands of 

the desert 
A shape with lion body and the head of a rrian, 
A gaze, bltmk and pitiless as tlie sun. 
Is moving its slow Oxighs, while all about ll 
Reel shadows of the indignant desert birds." 

I wouldn't be at a l l surprised If last week's 
attacks wil l go down In histoiy as the first big 
engagement of what's likely lo turn out to be 
World War III. This Ume, however, the enemy is 
not an imperialist or dictatorial nation state, but 
cultural battle pitUng us against a widespread 
network of true believers who consider those who 
compassionately tolerate differences to be mere­
ly weak. Yeats, again, foresaw It; 

"Things fall apart; the center cannot hold. 
Mere anarchy is loosed upon tlie world. 
A blood-dimmed tide is loosed, and everywhere 
The ceremony of innocence is drowned. 
Vie best lack all conviction, while the worst 
Are fUll of passionate Intensity." 

How, then, can we come to understand tile ter­
rible tragedy of the loss of so many wholly Inno­
cent people? In part by recalling with the English 
poet, Rupert Brooke, the sad details of the daily 
divinity of the lives of those we never knew and 
who we have now lost; 

"T7iese hearts were woven of human Joys and 
cares. 

Washed marvelously with sorrow, swifl to 
mirth. 

The years had given them kindness. Dawn was 
theirs. 

And sunset, and tlie colours of tl\e earth. 
These had seen movement, and lieard music: 

known 
Slumber and waking: loved; gone proudly 

friended: 

" T h i n g s f a l l a p a r t ; t h e c e n t e r c a n ­

n o t h o l d . M e r e a n a r c h y i s l o o s e d 

u p o n t h e w o r l d .

There Is no doubt that we have suffered a 
defeat in the deaths of thousands of Innocent 
people and i n our collective loss of innocent 
security. .AIld there Is no doubt that what we now 
face wi l l be long, diffl'cult and perilous, calling for 
more wisdom and creativity than military might. 
Winston C h u r c h i l l , the English Prime Minister 
during World War II. caught these shill ing emo­
tions i n preface to the first volume of his monu­
mental work, The Second World War; 

In War: Resolution. 
In Defeat: Defiance. 
In Viclory: Magnojilmtty. 
In Peace: Good Will.

It was almost, and 1 mean almost, the straw that 
broke the camel's back. 

.As most Americans and indeed the world did, I 
sat poleaxed, dazed, and nauseated on September 
11 and watched as the horrifying events of that 
day unfolded in New York City, Waslilngton, D.C. , 
and Shanksville, P.A. 
- It was a day and an act few of u s wil l ever forget 

and maybe forgive. 
I watched, almost from the beginning, the 

replays of various news stations as two tremen­
dously large sky­
scrapers. New 
York 's Twin 
Towers, _ were 
rammed ' aga in ' 
and again by tlie' 
767s which had 
horribly gone from 
eveIyday trans­
portation to flying 
bombs. 

At Urst it looked 
like a Hollywood 
amazing special-
effects movie; 
we've become 
used to seeing 
such computer-

generated sights. 
' Then, after awhile, it seemed like a dream, like 

si nightmare that I couldn't awaken from. 
I couldn't move from the front of my television 

set. Not for hours. 1 felt physical 111; my back 
tensed up and became a painful knot. 

Late i n the morning, the horror of the sight of 
the planes' collisions was replaced by the equally 
IIIlnd-boggllng vision of the two symbols of the 
New York skyline crashing to the earth. Now 1 
knew this was more real than any potential nlght-
riiare. 
' I saw live footage from the sb-eet level as pan-

ibked New Yorkers looked on in amazement, hor­
ror and incomprehension. They ran and

screamed. 1 wished 1 could join them. 
Then, around 2 p.m., as I continued to watch 

the day's events, a goldflnch crashed Into my 
condo's sliding glass door, just a few feet from 
where I sat on my couch. I have a thistle bird feed­
er attached to my porch that for months now has 
attracted the colorful, tiny birds in large numliers. 

The smal l bird crumpled to the ground and 
began to flop atiout, unable to right Itself. My cat 
rushed over to the bird, and separated by the 
screen door, stared intently at the wounded crea­
ture. 

I got up from my formerly frozen state and 
nudging the cat out of the way. went outsjde to see 
what I could do.

•' clearly struggling. It couldn't get to Its feet aind'sat 

at a n awlcward angle, not making a sound. With 
all the death and destruction and despair of the 
day. it was almost too much for me. 

1 bent down and gently picked up the wounded 
bird - no larger than a gollbali Is round - cupping 
It in my hand. It seemed lighter than air and as 
fragile as my psyche that day. I moved It a few feet 
to the balcony's railing and watched It. seeing how 
it attempted to bring its head up. 1 saw its tiny, 
black eyes blink i n unison. 

The goldfinch now swam before my eyes h i a liq­
uid haze. I noUced its perfect pine tree shaped 
feathers that ran along the back, its gold flanks 
and belly were more briUiant than anjfthing I'd 
ever seen. It conUnued to tiy to raise its head but 
as a slowing metronome, it eventually stopped 
moving altogether. 

I gently stroked its barely-moving head and 
back and whispered: "I'm sony, I'm sorry. Jesus. 
I'm sony." .And I was. For eveIything that had hap­
pened that day; for the death and destruction 
across our countIy. for those that committed these 
acts, even for this tiny bird and then for the rage 
and anger I'd feK earlier that was now displaced by 
an overwhehning sense of sorrow. 

I left the bird on the porch railing, not knowing 
what else I could do. I went back to numbly watch-

the now-not moving bird. I thought 1 needed to give 
it a proper burial h i the garden below, but It would 
have to wait for another less-insane day. 

Perhaps a half an hour past and my attention 
was now completely on the TV. Then, out of the cor­
ner of my eye, I saw something flit from near my 
railing to the green ash tree nearby. A tiny, flnch-
like chirp came from the general direction of this 
moving blur. 

So. with hope, I looked out at the railing and the 
bird was gone. M y heart liglitened, my eyes cleared 
and I opened the sliding door. The goldflnch was 
deflnitety not there. I went downstairs and looked 
in the bushes below and the surrounding ground 
where there was no sign of the Injured bird. 

Our lives and lutures, more so than ever, are vul--
nerable - as fragile as the toothpick-like bones of 
the tiny flnch. We al l now Imow this. 

M a j ^ , too, i f we do what we can, say we're sony 
and try to help those that we can - the injured bird 
flies away. We have to hope this much.

M e r the reality of what hap­
pened on Sept. 11 this is jus t one of the issues 
I am struggling with. 

Behind being a n American citizen Is Ihe foun-
datioIi that we have freedoms. We have freedom 
to do what we want and expect we won't be pre­
vented from this. We offer citizens and guests of 
this CountIy the right of pursuit and attempt to 
never judge or discriminate. 
' As a country, we share and create an atmos­
phere of permeability. Has this cost us lives of 

o u r own? Has 
th is devastated 
port ions of o u r 
A m e r i c a n l and­
scape? 

We were 
attacked by ter­
rorist who lived 
among us. They 
went (o o u r 
schools. lived In 
our communities 
a n d asked us 
how are day was 
at work. They 
used our com­
merc ia l a i r l ines 
as weapons and 
without problem; 

due to our lack of airline standards that were 
histituted under the principal of trust. 

One report that 1 heard was one of the hijack­
ers was a pr ime suspect in the U S S Cole bomb­
ing. He was being monitored by U S agencies, 
but I would question - how closely? 

I would guess veIy closely, but in a countIy 
where we bu i ld evidence, then prosecute, then 
Jail; how could we go after such a n individual? 

I have a good friend who lived i n the former 
Soviet U n i o n for three years as a photojoumal-
ist. He was ja i led dur ing his time there. He d id -

V l c t o r l a s a d i o c h a 

n't commit the wrong doing he was accused of, 
but was jailed first and then let go after it was 
acknowledged he was not at fault. 

D u r i n g his three years there, he noted con­
siderable differences. One of them being the 
issuance of passports. Everyone in the former 
Soviet Un ion had two passports. One passport 
was for external travel, which was rarely used. 
The other passport was for internal travel. 
Citizens were stopped and questioned while 
traveling miles from their homes. The,equlvalent 
here would be showing a passport a n d being 
subject to thorough questioning when traveling 
from Novl to Northvllle. 

Are we, as Americans, willing to give u p free­
doms to make the United States safer? Wil l 
.Americans accept long waits to check into an 
airport o r cross a border? In a society of fast 
food, cell phones and palm pilots, are we ready 
to slow down? A n d what really wil l be asked of 
us? 

I a m scared of v.'hat it may mean to live the 
rest of my life In a countIy susceptible to terror­
ist attacks. President B u s h declared war against 
t e r ro r i sm. It may mean Initiating a t tacks 
against .Afghanistan, but this would not be a 
typical good guy-bad guy war. As we recently 
learned, terrorists we are fighting are not clear­
l y marked i n a uniform. 

This brings another Issue that scares me. I 
hope wi th the strongest of convictions that 
.American citizens do not retaliate or ignorantly 
t u r n on those who m a y not look as they do. I 
hope that I never open, a newspaper a n d read 
another Vincent C h i n stoIy. 

For those who may not know who Vincent 
C h i n is, he was a 27-year-old Chinese-American 
who was bludgeoned to death with a baseball 
bat by two white automotive workers o n June 
19. 1982 i n Detroit. This happened d u r i n g a 
t ime referred to as "economic Pearl Harbor." and 
a t the t ime of beating, it was reported the 
attackers called C h h i a "Jap" and said . "It is

because of you that we are out of work."

Likewise, j u s t 
because someone worships In a Mosque instead 
of a chapel does not make them a terrorist. 

Is there a balance between "Big Brother ' and 
opening ourse lves to another devastating 
attack? To what extent do we as a countIy need 
to change wha t freedom means? 

What 1 do k n o w Is that life for myself and 
future generations will not be the same. O f 
course smaller procedural changes ivl l l be put 
i n place, but w i l l we no longer be a countIy of 
opportunity? 

As I personally absorb this. I wi l l practice 
patience and fai th . Patience In our country's 
pursui t of fact flndhlg and justice and faith In 
my neighbors that no one wi l l rush to Judge 
someone who appears different from them­
selves. I w i l l a lso have faith We w i l l pul l togeth­
er, initiate corrective change and remain flexible 
to what it win n o w mean to be an American.

The contract 
marks the first time a district-wide 
beverage contract has been signed. 

"We've always h a d beverage 
machines," said assistant superin­
tendent J i m Koster. "But the con­

tracts have always been between 
vendors and Individual schools,". 

The problem with that, Koster 
said, was that as each school signed 
individual contracts with vendors, 
they didn't have much leverage. So 
board members- decided that It 
would be more beneficial to the 
schools to get under one contract. 

"With tlie Individual school con­
tracts, the only money the schools 
were getting was the ten cents on 
the return," Koster said. 

The bargaining power of a unilat­
eral contract enabled the district to 
procure a 56 percent commission 
on tlie sale of the beverages. The 
money will be used for after school 
and other programs tlii-oughout the 

district. The previous gain for a bev­
erage contract commission was 36 
percent. 

The beverage giants w i l l not be 
permitted to advertise anywhere i n 
the schools other t han on the 
machines themselves. Thus , Novi 
residents can rest assure that such 
time honored traditions as the Novi 
vs. Northville football game will not 
be renamed the Coca Co la Classic.

A technique known as "tax loss selling" might 
be a useful way to offset this ugly down market 
we're in . Tax law allows us to use realized 
investment losses to offset realized Investment 
gains. If y o u r Inveslment losses exceed your 
investment gains, the law further allows you to 
use a ma.\ lmum of $3,000 of those losses to off­
set ordinaty Income. If these losses exceed 
investment gains by more than $3,000. you are 
permitted to use these losses to offset gains In 
upcoming tax years (thi-3 Is referred to as a cap­
ital loss canyforward). T l l l s canyforward repre­
sents a future "deduction" you w i l l have in the 
year to come, and , i f the canyforward is laÎ ge 
enough. It may be used In the year after, and the 
year alter, a n d so on. 

In other words, you can claim a loss on one 
investment by sel lhig it. and. ushig the proceeds 
from thai sale, enter hito another, different 
investment. U s i n g this strategy means you 
locked in a loss , hnmedlately Inade another

investment, and . therefore were never out of the 
market lo risk miss ing an upswing. 

W h i l e tax l a w does give us the benefit 
described above, there Is, of course, one small 
hitch to the law. A n investor may not claim the 
losses to offset gains or income if the same or 
substantially identical security is repurchased 
within 30 days. In other words, i f you sell 
shares In Company A to recognize a tax loss, 
then you buy those Company A shares back 
again within 3 0 days, it is defined as a wash 
sale. If a wash sale occurs, the IRS wil l disallow 
the loss. This is a n advantage for mutual fund 
investors. Kind ofl lkesnowflakes, no two mutu­
al funds are exactly alike, and, therefore, it is 

easier to satisfy the "same or substantially Iden­
tical" verbiage in the tax code. 

To determine If this strategy will be effecUve in 
your situation, you must consider the cost basis 
you have in you r investment, the current market 
value of your investnient, your applicable tax 
rate, etc. Your best bet Is to rustle up the above 
information and pay your tax preparer and 
financial advisor a visit to ensure you wil l com­
ply wi th IRS guidelines and subsequently make 
a suitable investment, Ijoth from a compliance 
perspective and also i n relation to your own risk 
tolerance, time horizons, and other existing 
investments. 

So while tax loss selling is probably not going to 
replace the money you've lost over the past year or 
so. it does give you a tool to use to take advantage 
of the opportunities presented by a down Inarket
