The Novi Police Department wants to get 
this word out, especiaily to seniors. That is; 
Beware of utility workers asking for their 
cash upfront. 

Police are asking residents to be cautious 
with individuals claiming to be utility work­
ers, ineludhig Detroit Edison and Ameritech 
Workers, but who are really scam artists 
apparently targeting Novi residents. 

"We've oIiIy had a couple of reported inci­
dents, but my guess is that a lot of times 
people are embarrassed that this has hap­
pened to them," Novi Police Detective Tom 
t.indberg said. "It's hard to tell how much of 
this is gohig on.", 

In one incident on Septefnber 20, a black 

male subject operating in the vicinity of Blair 
Street in the Garden Green subdivision 
demanded money or threatened to turn off a 
elderly resident's electricity if an immediate 
payment wasn't made. 

The man was last seen on Blair Street that 
day around 4:30 p.m. getting into a red 
Dodge or Chrysler LeBaron driven by a black 
female. 

"It Is much more dangerous when it is 
face- to-face," Lindberg said. "And not only 
can you lose your monetary funds, there is a 

physical threat there." 
In the Blair Street incident, a check was 

written to the bogus utlhty worker by an 
individual who feared to have their electrici­
ty shut off. 

"A person posed as an Edison worker and 
told the (victim) 'You're $200 behind in you 
bill and I'm the collector for Edison. You need 
to make the check out to me and what I do

The city of Novi will have 
missed the boat on a golden 
opportunity if the proposed 
$18.4 million road bond issue 
does not pass in November, 
according to Mayor Richard 
Clark and City Manager 
Richard Helwig. 

On September 27, both city 
leaders pitched the issue to a 
room full of Lions Club mem­
bers at Kim's Gardens. 

In l999, Novi voters said no 
to a road bond package. 

Lions Club member Ned 
Stlrton said he felt there was a 
certain "cljmate", last^ear hi 
which' tfieTroad''lron8'̂ W^^^^ 
defeated. 

"The city^^had experienced 
an enormous judgment 
against it, millions of dollars 
from the Sandstone develop­
ers, and the city's first year of 

operation of the hockey facili­
ty had proven to be an ecp-
nomical disaster," he said. 
"And I think those two had an 
enormous role in the defeat of 
the earlier bond issue." 

Now, city officials are solic­
iting help from local clubs and 
residents to get this bond 
issue passed. 

"What I am encouraging our 
organizations and our com­
munity to do is to get up and 
make the most of the opportu­
nities that are in front of us," 
said Helwig. 

The $18.4 million bond pro­
posal set for the November 
ballot would cost a taxpayer 
with a $200,000 home $53 a 
year for 17 years. 

If passed, the bond propos­
al would allow the city to 
leverage approximately 
$44,615 million in state and

Avenue.

Novi Community Schools faces a 
challenge every day in finding the 
best way to educate the growing 
nuIIiber of Japanese students joining 
its classes aImually 

While the numbers of Japanese 
students hicreasc, there is no set pol­
icy in how to accommodate the stu­
dents, according to l^ta Traynor, 
director of instruction at Novi 
Schools. 

"We try to work with the needs of 
each individual child," she explained. 

Each school has developed various 
ways to help these new students 
acclimate themselves hito the class­
room, including using art and lan­
guage together at Novi Woods Ele­
mentary and sending teachers on 
educational trips to Japan with the 

help of the Novi Rotary Club. 
"We've worked a long time with the 

Japanese commimity and parents 
getting them to volunteer and be 
involved," Traynor said. 

- While there are no concrete figures 
as to the number of Japanese stu­
dents temporarily in Novi Schools, 
the Detroit Japanese School, Ringo 
Kal, shows 167 kids from Novi area 
schools attending Its Saturday class­
es. ' 

The typical stay in Novi lasts two to 
four years, although some students 
remain longer. Many of the students' 
fathers work for Panasonic or sub­
sidiary companies of Toyota. Often, 
they speak little or no English and 
come here in the middle of their 
school year, making the transition

even more difficult. 
It's difficult for tlie kids to get 

adjusted," said Nadine Hall, the Novi 
Meadows foreign language teacher 
who meets with 15 Japanese stu­
dents each day to help them with 
their English and their homework. 

"The biggest problem I see is most 
of their friends, atnd this can be good 
or bad, are Japanese. They want to 
be with someone who they are com­
fortable with and the Japanese kids 
stick to their own little niche. They're 
so young, I feel for them."

ciiildren loolt forward to their Sat­
urday schedule. 

llerc's what he had to say about 
Ringo Kai's roie in their iives: 

"Students and their families who 
arc new to tlIls country often have 
a difficult time adjusting them­
selves to a new environment. Lan­
guage, food, schooling, lifestyle... 
almost everything is new to them. 
Little things, like waiting for a 
school bus at the bus stop, buying 
unfamiliar lunches at school with 
American money, the right tlmhig 
to go to the bathroom or sharpen 
pencils durtng class and many 
other tliiIigs baffle them everyday. 

Children often feel nervous and 
worried about little things at school 
and sometimes feel totally lost. 
They arc afraid to make misUkes 
and be laughed at. It is said It 
takes one to three years for them to

Starting over in a foreign school 

can be intimidating. 
"I felt so lonely because 1 didn't 

know anyone," said one of the stu­
dents, Eri Kato. "i feel fine now." 

She lived In America when she 
was yoiinger but "forgot every sin­
gle thing of English" when she-

. moved back. 
- —She and •her-fattiily-have fotind-

plenty to do around town now to' 
keep them busy. And now that she 
knows some English, it's kind of 
fun to know more than her mom, 
she said. 

Still, it's obvious tile language 
barrier is the biggest problem for 
the new students here. 

In other districts where 
Japanese students are fewer in 
numbers, those students are more 
or less forced to pick up English 
fast. They have no one to turn to in 
ciass for help. 

But in Novi, some kids can rely 
on their Japanese for much of the 
day, leaning on their Japanese 
friends for support. 

"You do get kids that know tlley 
are going back, so they say 'Why 
should J bother learning English?'," 
explained Hail. 

Contrary to popular belief, Amer­
ica is not Disneyland for these 
kids. Hall says when she asks how 
many of the students want to 
return to Japan, most raise their 
hands in readiness. 

But for now, they are here and 
battlhig the problems that come 
more from a language barrier than 
a culturai one. 

Papenvork is a challenge, from

field trip permission slips to forms 
for picture day, said HjiU. The stu­
dents don't know how to explain 
the Information to their parents 
who often don't speak English 
either. 

That, too, is a problem. 
"The students speak Japanese 

with their friends, go home where 
dad may speak English, but not 
mom. Then on Saturdays they 
speak Japanese at school, so 
there's not a lot of practice," she 
explained. 

Still, Hall has found a way to 
help her students through the 
maze of schoolwork in another lan­
guage -by bringing in a grotIp of 
eight high school students each 
Friday. Many of these students 
have been here from Japan for 
years and can empathize with the 
middle schoolers. 

"They're a godsend," said Hall. 
'•Because Hail is still learning 

Japanese herself, she and the stu­
dents use a lot of gestures and 
motions to communicate. 

"There are lots of charades," 
laughed Hall. "They're so cute and 
eager to learn." 

It's when the high schoolers 

show up that the energy level in the 
class goes up. The students chatter 
back and forth in Japanese and the 
tutors get the kids directed toward 
schoolwork. 

" l got very big help from the ESL 
program," explained tutor Kumiko 
Ishlhara.,"I know-how it.feels,.! was 
very scared of people speaking 

'English andl didn't understaiid." 
Ishihara graduated from Novi 

High School this spring and is 
headed back to Japan for universi­
ty studies. She has been in the 
United States for eight years. 

Haruka Miki is another tutor 
who graduated this year. She came 
to Novi, where she,entered the 
eighth grade. 

"I had a very hard time," she 
explained. "1 didn't have any idea 
what people were saying. 1 know 
how (the younger students) feel so 
it's easier for them to have a high 
schooler with experience help 
teach." 

Still, the resUience of the stu- : 
dents to make it through each day ; 
shows. ': 

Akira Shinomiya moved here a ' 
year ago. While he was at first 
afraid of everyone who spoke 
English, he now likes it here 
"because the houses are big." 

He said there is also less aca­
demic pressure here because he 
didn't have to take a test to get into 
middle school, as he Would have 
back home. 

acquire English ianguage well 
enough to carry conversation. 
Regardless of age, newcomers 
struggle to learn English and to 
make new friends at American 
schools. 

These children can hardly wait to 
attend Japanese School on Satur­
days. Besides fulfilling the purpose 
of learning and maintaining 
Japanese language and culture, it 
offers children a familiar atmo­
sphere where they feel at home 
once a week. Tlieir smiles tell us 
that they are excited, to see 
Japanese friends and teachers. 

Furthermore, it is a place where 
they can express themselves freely 
in their mother tongue and hi a 
culturally familiar way of manner 
without hesitation. They share 
with each other their experiences 
living in the new country and enjoy 
exchanging information about. 
things happening back home. 

The Parents Association of 
Japanese School offers various 
Wnds of lectures and workshops 
for Japanese parents to learn the 
new culture and how to deal with 
differences hi evefyday life. In the 

past, they Invited school coun­
selors and English as a Second 
Language coordinator and teachers 
from American schoois to talk to 
Japanese parents about how they 
can help chiidren at schoois and 
what parents can do at home. 

There is also the Center fro Edu-
cationai Guidance in Japanese 
School where two Japanese con: 
sultants are ready to provide help 
to Japanese children and their 
families as well as teachers of 
American schools. The center not 
only offers educational consulta­
tion to Japanese people, but also 
supports American schools by pro­
viding information and assistance 
to classroom teachers and related 
professionals who work with 
Japanese-speaking students and 
families. 

Thus, the Japanese School of 
Detroit helps newcomers to AIneri-
can both indirectly by offering 
them culturally comfortable setting 
and directly by providing children 
and their families consultation and 
opportunity to learn about their 
new environment."

vice," said Mutch, a Novi pianning 
commissioner. "So It's great to be rec-
ogiiizcd iocally," 

AmoIig many contributions, the 
award ceiebrates Mutch's broad 
knovviedge of computer applicatioIis 
in iibraries. his passion for fair 
access to digital data, and ilis cre­
ation of lImovative web sites 
designed to inform and educate 
librarians around tile country about • 
effective uses of teciinology. 

"It's really nice Uiat Hie library pro­
fession recognizes tliat sharing of 
iIlformation really educates people 
along Uie way aIId makes a differ­
ence in brlIigiiIg teciinology Into our 
libraries," he said. 

Mulch. 28, will ofilciaiiy receive his 
award on October 4, at tlic Michigan 
Libi'ary .Association's annuai confer­
ence in DetiDit at Cobo Hall. 

"Throughout all of my connections 
with Andrew, i remain most amazed 
hy ilis willingness to share," said 
Director of tlie NoW Pubiic LibraIy, 
BreiIda Evans.

Mutch Is a 
former eniployce of tlie Novi PubUc 
Library as well as a former member 
of the Novi Library's Board of 
Trustees. Currently, he supports 
computer technology applications at 
the Waterford Township Public 
Library and the Waterford School 
District.

Waterford Township library direclor 

Director of Waterford Townsliip's 
Public Library Nancy Smith said, in 
her e.xperience, Mutch's expertise 
vritii using teciinology to enhance 
library services is "unmatched." 

"Andrew is a wonderful library 
ambassador for all libraries. His 
efforts are truly community-wide," 
she said. 

Smltli said tliat since Mutch has 
been with the Waterford Pubiic 
Library, he has done much to 
improve community access to iibrary 
services. 

"He Has improved our Website, 
estabiished remote access to Access-
Michigan databases, and managed 
and expanded our libraty local area 
network," she said. 

His greatest contributions. Smith 
said, have included working witli the 
Waterford School District and the 
local cable provider on the institu­
tional network tliat will eventually tie 
all tlic community's services togeth­
er.

"AIidrew has proven to be an indis­
pensable member of not only the 
Waterford Township Public Library, 
but also of tlIe Information Systems 
department," said Waterford Infor­
mation Systems Director Denise 
Dodd. "Many teciinology issues tran­
scend departmental boundaries and 
Andrew has excelled in aggressively 
researchlIig problems and proposing 
Innovative solutions." 

For example, Dodd explained, 
.computer viruses are an on-going 
issue for libraries, resulting in dam­
age and loss of service. 

"Andrew is typically tlie first to 
hiform the rest of the Information 
Systems staff of any new viruses and 
would have already researched the 
corrective action," she said. "This in 
turn helps all tJie departments." 

Mutch said he just wanted to get 
librarians to use technology and ^ee , 
the benefits of having access to data 
online by presenting it In a non-
threatening way. 

Adult Services Librarian for the 
Livonia Civic Center Library and for­
mer Nov! Library Board Member 
DoIma Winter said Mutch has been 
an Impeccable asset to the library 
community both locally and IIatlon-
aliy. 

"As an individual, Andrew's work 
has been a trekendous heip to 
librarians ih and out of the state of 
Michigan," she said. 

"He maintains a Web site with a 
librarian in New York called Reading 
Plants, that provides book reviews for 
teens, which was recently linked on 
the Librarians Index to the Internet-
a database of useful web sites 
through the Berkley (California) Dig­
ital Library project." 

Winter added that Mutch is always 
willing to help anyone with questions 
regarding a wide range of topics from 
web page design, computer hard­
ware, or technoiogy in general. 

Katlileen Zaenger of the Howell 
Carnegie District Library said siie 
admires Nfutch's strong attitude in 
on First .AIriendment iibrary issues. 

"Andrew has helped us at the 
iibraiy and others in tlie Michigan 
library community keep up to date 
witli issues relatlIig to Intellectual 
freedom, libraries and tlie Internet, 
by regularly citing articles and infor­
mation about intellectual freedom 
and Internet filters (online)," she 
said. "He also Includes commentary 
which challenges us to consider how 
important generai protection of intel­
lectual freedom rights is to overall 
library service." 

Mutch said he has always been a 
firm believer in libraries aIId their 
importance to the community. 

"Being Involved in the library pro­
fession, you see the challenges 
libraries are facing, such as chal­
lenges on Internet use," he said, "and 
when you believe In libraries, you 
want to get out and fight for tliem 
and make a difference." 

At the recognition. Mutch tlianked 
his parents Katliy and Charlie 
Mutch, and members of the Novi 

Public Library. 
"I started at Novl Public Library six 

or seven years ago, long before 1 was 
involved with technology the way I 
am today," he said. "It was people 
like Brenda Evans and the rest of the 
Novl staff who have really gotten me 
to tlie point I am now. Thank you." 

Mutch Is a frequent presenter for 
tlie Micliigan Libraiy Association on 
a wide range of technology issues. He 
has served as Chair of The Libraiy 
Network's Teciinology Committee. In 
addition.

The Walter H. Kaiser Memorial 
Aivard honors WalteI; Kaiser, who 
served as director of the Wayne 
County Federated Library System 
for 26 years and was a nationally 
known library consultant, authori­
ty In local government, and Inno­
vator in technical services. He was 
knoivn as a director who went out 
of his way to provide growth 
opportunities and recognition for 
his staff. 

In memory of ML Kaiser, this 
award is given to a librarian, 
trustee, or person associated with 
libraries and with the broad edu­
cational goals of librarlanship, 
who contributes an idea, proce­
dure, concept or adaptation which 
results in the improvement of a 
library or libraries. 

"Just like Walter KalseL Andrew 
Mutch is a leader of change and 
iniIpvatlon in our field," said 
LibTary Director of Escanaba 
Public Library Mary Gary. "He 
understands First Amendment 
issues, is articulate in explaining 
and defending the library posi­
tion, and is diligent in urging his 
colleagues to take action."

Wednesday's student count turned up the 
expected and then some in Walled Lake 
schools, underscoring voters' decision last 
week to fund a new high school. 

The unofficial count tallied more students 
than predicted, said Sandra Motz, the dis­
trict's business director. 

"As far as the budget (for the 2000-Ol 
school year), I was 38 students off," Motz 
said. 

At 14,490 students, the dlstrictwlde count 
is 38 students more than predicted. 

The numbers, which will be audited by the 
county and state, are combined with counts 
conducted in February 2000. The blended 
count Is used to determine how much state 
revenue the district receives for operations. 

Motz said the February count was 14,034 
students. 

"You take 20 percent of the February count 
and 80 percent of the September count, add 
those numbers together and that gives you 
the blended count," Motz said. 

The blended count, which would total 
14,398 students, will be multiplied by the 
per-student state funding rate, which is set 
by the state. Walled Lake receives $7,933 per 
student per school year, so the district 
stands to receive more than $ l l 4 million. 
Motz said the district receives the money in 
10 or l l payments throughout the school

year and It Is used for district operations and 
Items such as employee salaries and bene­
fits. 

The enrollment count Is consistent with 
projections formulated by outside agencies. 
Numbers from the agencies drove the dis­
trict's feasibility committee to recommend a 
new high school to keep up with the enroll­
ment boom. 

Projections from the agencies show 350-
600 new students enter the district each 
year. The unofficial count last week indicat­
ed there are 475 more students in the dis­
trict than last school year. 

Voters responded to the enrollment 
Increases by approving a pair of bond Issues 

Sept. 23, which will provide S65 million for a 
new high schooi, improvements to tlie 30-
year-old Wailed Lake Western High School 
and air quality upgrades at 12 buildings. 

The voters also responded to future enroll­
ment increases by approving a $10 million 
land acquisition fund for future properly 
purchases. Superintendent James Gclslcr 
said the next situation requiring attention 
win be at the middle school level. 

Wednesday's student count'shows there 
are 3,376 middle school students this school 
year, 142 more than last school year. The 
district currently has four middle schools, 
with enrollment ranging from 777 students 
at Sarah Banks Middle School to 901 stu­
dents at Clifford Smart Middle Schooi. Wai-
nut Creek Middle Schooi has 892 students 
and Walled Lake Middle School has 806 stu­
dents, according to the unofficial count. 

A two-story addition is under construction 
on the east end of Walled Lake Middle 
School. The $2.1 million project will result In 
seven new classrooms and an auxiliary gym­
nasium at the eight-year-old middle school 
on Pontiac Trail. 

The money is coming from the district's 
Public Improvemeni Fund, which contains 
about $5 million, said Sandra Motz, the 
district's business director. She said the 
fund mainly consists of money received by 
the district from the Durant lawsuit settle­
ment. In which 84 Michigan school districts 
sued the state for under-funding special 
education programs.

While thic Municipal I.eaguc 
formed a baiiot campaign commit­
tee Icnown as "Let Local Votes 
Count" to push for passage, the 
Michigan Chamber of Commerce 
put together a coailtion of organi­
zations to oppose 11 known as Citi­
zens for Common Sense Govern­
ment. 

"What will happen, if this ballot 
proposal is approved, is that any­
time the legislature approves a bill 
that someone doesn't lii<e, one of 
the 30,000 attorneys in this state 
will pull Black's Law Dictionary or 
Webster's Dictionary off the sheif 
and iook up the definition of 'Inter­
vene,'" Studiey predicted. 

Kirksey sees it differentiy. 
"if this faiis, i would think you 

would have a green light in Lans­
ing with the Legisialure saying 
that the popuiation doesn't see 
anything inherently sacred about 
local control," he predicted. 

"And they are going to have a 
field day." 

Michigan has a long and strong 
tradition of local control. Home 
rule Is supported In the state Con­

stitution. But local control has 
been a frequent issue in the legis­
lature over the past two years. The 
battle over residency requirements 
was only the latest. After numer­
ous attempts by lawmakers over 
the past 30 years to outlaw rules 
in some communities that munici­
pal employees must live hiside the 
city limits, the Republican majori­
ty was successful in passing the 
bill this spring. Among the most 
vocal opponents was Detroit 
Mayor Dennis Archer, who said he 
feared the end of that requirement 
could lead to an exodus from the 
city by Detroit employees. 

Also this spring, local officials 
faced off with legislators over 
House Bill 4777, a proposal by 
Rep. Robert Gosselin, R-Troy, 
which would preempt local ordi­
nances in 14 areas of law. The 
most controversial of those were 
preemptions of local minimum 
wage iaws and smoking bans hi 
restaurants. The Michigan Cham­
ber of Commerce supported 4777, 
on the grounds that businesses 
shouldn't have to worry about the 
rules changing in each community 
their do business in. I.ocal officials 
opposed it, arguing such laws are 

an expression of the will of local 
voters. House Bill 4777 never left 
committee. 

The "lUght to Farm" act also pit­
ted local officials against the state. 
Intended to preserve agricultural 
land from encroaching develop­
ment, the bill preempts local zon­
ing when it comes to farms. A fre­
quent complaint of farmers is that 
local officials Increase restrictions 
on thel^ operations as residents 
move in nearby. 

But local officials should have 
control, Kirksey argued. Municipal 
officials "believe it is essential to 
preserve their ability to be empow­
ered to do what they have been 
elected to do by their local con­
stituents," he said, 

Failure of the amendment would 
shift power upward, to the Legisla­
ture, where it is often difficult for 
residents to have an Impact on 
proposals, or even to track bills as 
they proceed through the Legisla­
ture. 

"Local government is the govern­
ment that is closest to the people," 
Barnett said. "It is the government 
that is most respected by citizens 
because they see us at in the gro­
cery store. They see us at high 

school events. They see us In the 
community. .And they know when 
they come to us, we intervene and 
we get the job done." 

Studley argues that the state is 
supposed to serve a cheek on the 
powers of local government. 

"There is no groundswell of sup­
port across the state of Michigan 
for unlimited local government," 
he said. 

McClelland argued that while 
some local governments would 
benefit from the amendment, oth­
ers would not. While cities may 
have home rule authority, town­
ships rely on state legislation for 
enabling authority. They can't act 
except In areas where the state 
says they can, a difference from 
the authority of citycharters. 

She also said it would lock toto 
place rules about the distribution 
of road funding and revenue shar­
ing. At present, Detroit gets 
$285,96 per person In revenue 
sharing, but most other communi­
ties get much less, McClelland 
said. 

For example, Farmlngton Hills 
gets $35.70 per person and Llvo-

sharing. 

"This, is excellent legislation for 
jtlie city of Detroit," she said. "If I 
,-were Dennis .Archer, mayor of the 
City of Detroit, 1 would want to

J Revenue sharing and road fund­
ing wouldn't be affected, Schrager 
yargued. The wording of the aInend-
.ment would require the two-thirds 
-,majority only when the Legislature 
lis preempting local communities 
-,in areas of law where the munlcl-
ipaiity could act "by charter provi­
sions, ordinances, resolutions or 

(Contracts." Local governments 
1 cannot act to change revenue 
-sharing or road funding. So when 
^addressing those issues, lawmak-
:ers would need only a simply 
-majority, 5 l percent, to approve 
ibills, Schrager explained. 

Studley contended the effective 
'date of the bill, retroactive back to 
March l , is intended to allow 
municipalities to challenge both 
t̂he residency bill and the Right to 
,Farm Act. He noted that the March

Three choices remain as the Blue 

Ribbon Task Force narrowed down 
its options for the future direction 
of Novi High School. 

With the high school looking to 
exceed its enroiiment capacity by 
the 2003/2004 school year, the 
task force is worl^ing towards a 
soiution to accommodate Its future 
populatioII increase. 

in its fourtii meeliIIg, the com­
mittee decided tlIat building a IIew 
high school classroom wing for 600 
students, building a new 
career/magnet school for 600 stu­
dents, or bulldiiIg a second high 
school for 1,200 students were the 
best alternatives. 

The second high school couid be 
for cither grades 9-12 or soleiy for 
grades eleven and twelve. 

These three solutioiIs were cho­
sen from a previous iist of nine 
options that inciudcd: 

• year-rouIId schooliiig: 
• buiiding a IIew niiitiI grade 

faciiity; 
•constructing an entirely new 

high school for 2,400- 2,800 stu­
dents; 

• buiiding a niIith grade addition 
to the existing high school; 

• adding 24 portable ciassrooms; 
• or reconfiguring grades 

throughout the district, whereby 
eighth aIId nintii grade would be 

considered middle school. 
The remaining Uiree options wili 

be thoroughiy evaluated and again 
be narrowed down sometime 
throughout the task force's dura-
tiOJL 

It is projected that in the next 
five years, tlIe student population 
at the iiigh school wili rise from its 
current enrollment of 1,680 to 
2,000. 

The high school is set to reach its 
full capacity of 1,800 by next year. 

The task force has until Decem­
ber l , 2000 to decide the fate of 
Novi High School, as well as 
explore technology upgrades, 
swimming facilities, the high 
school cafeteria, and other district 
departments like Community Edu­
cation, Alternative Education, and 
Speciai Education. 

The task force will then present a 
report to Superintendent Dr. 
Emmet Lippe and the Board of 
Education. Once the report is sub­
mitted, the board wiii consider 
their proposals in the spring of 
200 l and possibly hold bond votes. 

The Blue Ribbon Task Force, 
faciiitated by Assistant Superinten­
dent of Business and Finance Jim 
Kosten former Superintendent of 
Green Bay Sciloois DL Timothy 
Quinn and General Manager of 
WNIC and Novi resident Steve 
Schram, is the last of a series of 
(ask forces put together by the dis-

trict to determine what the Novi 
Community School District will 
look like in 5-10 years.

Pohce said that the fraudulent 
utiUty worker was wearing a blue 
shirt and pants, but did not have 
any Edison identification. Detroit 
Edison warns that Its employees 
are required to wear company 
identlflcation and will be driving in 
Edison marked vehicles. 

"Detroit Edison workers do not 
collect money," Edison spoltesper-

son Lou Layton said. "Edison work­
ers will come around to read the 
meters or they'll be working in the 
neighborhoods but they are not 
autliorlzed to take money and we 
do not employ contractors for such 
work at all." 

Layton said that Detroit Edison 
tries to kept customer aware of 
scam artists with releases as much 
as they can. 

"Sometimes," Layton said. "It 
just isn't enough."

holder In the 2200 block of Crown 
Street in the Shawood Lake subdi­
vision was getting calls on Septem^ 
ber 26 from someone who claimed 
to be an Ameritech salesperson. 
The caller stated that he could pro--
vide a "special deal" for a low price. 

The caller, who gave his name as 
Larry Swift," gave the woman a l -
800 number that would verify that 
the deal was legitimate. The phone 
number ended up being a tele­
phone sex line. Police say they 
have had a number of incidents of 

similar types over the past few 
weeks. 

The Novi police are askhig resi­
dents to be extremely cautious 
when dealhig with anyone who 
tries to collect money from a utility 
or who offers "great deals" over the 
phone. 

"The government tells us we lose 
a $l00 billion a year in frauds and 
$4 billion of that is through tele­
marketing and mail frauds," Llnd-
berg said. 

According to Lindberg, i-900 

numbers are one of the more pop­
ular ways fraud takes place. 

"You call this l-900 and they 
really don't want the individuals to 
anythmg more than call the num­
ber," Lindberg said. "It costs the 
person a $20 bill Just to call the 
number and it's a certain amount 
for every minute after that." 

The victim of the scam on Blalr 
Street did not wish to speak about 
the Incident because of the stigma 
of being hoodwinked In a such a 
manner. 

"I don't know if l Would tell if It 
happened to me," a senior attend­
ing a Bhigo luncheon at the Novl 
Civic Center said. 

"I guess you have to get past 
tliat feeling." 

Lindberg, who speaks once a 
month to seniors at the civic cen­
ter, asked that any resident who 
feels he or she has been taken 
advantage of call the Novl Police

The Novl City Council approved 
the agreement with the Poiice 
Records Clerks' and Dispatchers' 
on Monday for a three year con­
tract extension. 

The current contact, which was 
scheduled to expire on July l , 
200 l , will now run through June 
2004. 

Wages will increase by 3.25 per­
cent in the first two years of the 
extension and 3.5 percent to the 
last year of the contract, The con­
tract extension also features a 
realignment of the dispatchers' 
work schedule from eight-hour to 
l 2-hour shifts. 

"It does several things," Novl 
Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer said. 
"The primary thing Is that we pro­

vide better services to the citizens 
and It also addresses how we treat 
our employees." 

Shaeffer said that with the new 
l 2-hour shifts, two additional dis­
patchers will be added to the staff. 

A police records clerk's first year 
pay will increase from $24,125 to 
$24,848. The dispatchers' first 
year pay will jump from $26,024 to 
$28,682 and the top pay base rate 
for dispatcher will increase to 
$34,915. 

"I feel good about what we have 
done here," Novl Director of 
Human Resources Tia Gronlund-
Fox said. "We are now at a compet­
itive rate with surroundtag cities." 

Gronlund-Fox also said that with 
the l 2-hour shift, there will be less 
need for overtime by dispatchers 
and that will help pay for the new 

dispatchers. 
"This contract ensures that we 

have the adequate amount of dis­
patchers on duty when the com­
munity needs them," Shaeffer said. 
"It also treats our dispatchers hke 
we expect to be treated. It treats 
them with respect." 

Shaeffer said that.two addiUonal 
dispatchers will be added to 
improve conditions and provide 
breaks for those who currently do 
not get a break over an elght-hoiir 
shift. 

"They are very restricted on what 
we can provide for breaks right 
now," Shaeffer said. "We've got to 
maintain at lease two dispatchers 
in our dispatch center at any given 
time." 

Shaeffer said the existing staff is 
unable to handle the amount of 

work demanded from dispatchers. 
"With the current manpower 

shortage. If we let one out on 
break, we were left with only one in 
the (dispatch! center,". Shaeffer 
said. "That's not fair to the com­
munity, but that isn't fair to our 
employees either. The (contract) 
provides us. with breaks..and still 
provides service to the communi­
ty" 

The Novi City Council earlier 
approved a new five year police offi­
cers' contract earlier this year that 
will give officers similar raises. The 
contract included a change to l2-
hour shifts. At the meethig City 
Manager Richard Helwig said that 
he was extremely pleased virith 
negotiations and applauded the 
admlIilstration for the deal.

Wlieu tiie farmer quit niai<iiig iiay, tlie 
field liegaii to ciiange - eideriierry, lioney-
sucl<!c, gooseficrrics, raspberries, 
grapevines began to fill tiie oIicc empty 
space. Trees grew tali. Sumacs nourished. 
Tiie fieid became a ricli habitat for wlidiife. 

We made a palli througlI the fieid. We 
walited under a tiiiinei formed iiy staghorn 
sumacs. 

We picked blacli raspberries, stopped iiy 
tlic old appie tree to bird watch, waiiicd lo 
the smaii meadow area lo inarvel at the 
biacic-cyed susans, wiid bcrgamol, - seif-
lical aiid aii tiie oilier wildfloWelfs In bloom! < 

The fieid was always ati important part 
of our iife. it wasn't our land but we loved 
it. we look care of it. we treasured II and we 
honored it. 

What looit 24 years lo grow Is gone now 
- gone in four days, i'orty-foot trees were 
cut down in less than a second. Huge 
machines reduced tiic vegetation to bits 
and pieces. Tiic fieid that wc loved looits 
llite a wasteland. 

Novi lias ;< wctiiinds act and a woociiands 
act but tlic fieids stood without protection 
and now so many arc gone and with them, 
tiicir wildlife inhabitants. 

Someday I lIope lo liave a grandchild. I'm 
afraid tiiat when it comes time to leach 
that chiid aiiout birds my feeders will be a 
stop for sparrows, starlings and house-
finches. 

I'il take out my bird booit and say, "Looit, 
tile niitiialeh used to come to my feeder, 
tiie goldflncii used lo come to my feeder, 
rose-breasted Grosbeaits came, but not 
any more." 

We in Novi can do somelhiiig to heip 
wildlife rapidly losing their homes. We can 
create bacicyard liabitals. I rcaiizc this isn't 
a new concept and tiiere are aiready many 
of tiiese iiabiiats within our city iimits but 
wc need more. 

We need to reduce green spaces and put 
tiiese areas to use for vvildiife. We need to 
provide food, sheitcr. water and space for 
raising young. We need to return in a smail 
way llial which has been lost. 

I have a neighbor in Birchwoods Sub 
wiio has created an oasis for wlidiife and 
has landscaping that is beaulifui. 

What if Novi became ihe baeityard 
wlidiife capital of Michigan? 

What if (he city sponsored a committee 
lo encourage this? What if the business 
community iandscaped for wildlife? What if 
the Beautificalion Committee set-up a cat­
egory to honor these habitats? 

What if the Afoul iVeuis supported this by 
running how-to articles and nature news 
from the city? What if the Fuerst Farm 
grounds were used for a demonstration 
area (much of what is needed is already 
there)? 

We could do wonderful things and if 
we're going to do these wonderful things, 
we need to act now. 

Last week, Larry and I heard great 
horned owis hooting three nights in a row. 
Now there is silence. 

Today I took a walk through our woods. 
Near the end of our property, I looked 
north and was horrilled to see a substan­
tial portion of the adjoining woods cut 
down - huge trees in piles. 

I realized that the owls that hooted last 
week probably had lost their homes and 
were simply saying good-bye. 

The loss of the field, the loss of the trees, 
the loss of tlIe wildlife Is breaking my 
heart.

For years, I've harbored the wistful hope that our legislative masters hi 
Lansing will actually rear back and produce something constnjctive and 
imaginative without being forced to the wall by-focused public outrage or 
crass political necessity. Surely, this persistent feeling represents the tri­
umph of fantasy over reality. 

But a meeting a coupie of weeks ago in Lansing has persuaded me that 
maybe, just maybe, the legislature — workhig together with a cross-sec­
tion of leaders around the state — is In the process of M M n o B M 
starting something important. 

Called the "Ready To Succeed Summit Dialogue," 
the meeting focused in the practical implications of 
recent scientific findings that tlie brains of children 
are especially ready and needy for stimulus at a very 
young age.

between what we know and what we do. 
Experienced mothers and grandmothers 
have known for years that babies thrive 
when they're held and talked to and stimu-
late'd from birth on.

Recognizing this and realizing that public policy in Michigan essential­
ly ignored these findings, a group of legislators formed a "Children's Cau­
cus" a couple of years ago. The biparilsan group includes Slate Reps. Pan 
Godchaux, R-Birmingham, Hubert Price, D-Pontlac, and Lynne Martinez, 
D-Lanshlg, 

They helped find some seed money to finance some early meetings with 
Joan Lessen-Firestone, Ph.D., who is the Early Childhood Education 
Consultant for the Oakland Intermediate School District. Firestone pre­
sented research findings that lack of stimulaUon in the first years of life 
can for ever after hinder a child's development. Tiiese meetings helped 

solidify a Ready To Succeed Leadership group. 
The Ready To Succeed Dialogue meeting involved hundreds of repre­

sentatives from communities across Michigan, together with experts from 
other states — Illinois, Colorado, North Carolhia — that have started to 
recognize things have to be different. 

The meeting also discussed how the Ready To Succeed program can 
encourage new parents to talk to their babieS; interact, read and play 

• ^ H B M H M simple games with them. 
Here's where the legislature comes In, reinforcing 
my wistful hope. The Children's Caucus pushed to 
get $45 million put Into this year's K-l2 school aid 
appropriation bill to pay for grants for home visitors 
to help new parents understand just how very early 
parenting can help their babies for the rest of their 
lives. Matching grants will be necessary from tlie 
community, whether from schools, community 
organizations or local businesses. 
But the fact Is that the legislature has put $45 mil­
lion on the Itae. That will help a lot. 
Some school districts — Waterford and Birming­
ham, for example — already have similar "Success 
By Six" programs already in place.

With tlie first steps now behig 
taken to construct a World War II 
Memorial in Washington D,C., two 
Novl residents are getthig their due 
after fifty years of quietly waiting to 
get their medals of valor for thejr 
part in lighting Nazism In Europe 
and Africa. 

AnUIony Haewski and Leo Har-
rawood stood before their commu­
nity on Sept. 25 and received a 
standing ovation from the crowd 
gatliered in the Novi Civic Center 
auditorium. 

"It's a long time coming," Harra-
wood toid the crowd after receiving 
his medais. "1 guess (Bill) Clinton 
needed the money so bad he could­
n't send them to me. I waited over 
."io years and wrote five letters and 
never lIeard a thing." 

Ever since Mayor Richard Clark 
launched Novi's first Veterans 
Recognition Day in July, former 
inilllary men are frequently march­
ing up in the councii chambers to 
receive their medals. 

"There were so many soldiers 
that were discharged from the waL 
tlIcy couidn't keep up with them," 
Hacwsiji said. "I forgot about 
them." 

AnthoIiy's wife, Elizabeth Ann, 
said that she and her husband had 
tried to get the medais a few years 
ago, but with no results. 

"We wrote io the VA (Veterans 
Administration) and we never got 
an answer," Elizabeth Ann Haews­
ki said. "I think a iot of peopie don't 
even think about writing in to get 
them." 

Hacwsiii said tlIat he likes to 
slay active and continues to hoid

down a job at 75 years of age. 
Haewsici not only works for Lord 
and Taylor's, but also donates his 
time to those in need. 

"I've been working down at the 
Capuchin Soup Kitchen in 
Detroit," Haewski said, "I'm very 
proud of that. I've been working 
there for about five years. It's very 
Important." 

Elizabeth Ann said that she and 
her husband also wanted to thank 
Congressman Joe KnoIIenberg, R-
Bioomfield, for getting the medals 
for them. 

As an Army medic, Leo Harra­
wood helped wounded soldiers in 
Africa, Italy and France. Harra­

wood was at Anzio Beach in Italy, 
as well as with the American troops 
landing at Red Beach in southern 
France. Harrawood was severely 
injured in France. 

"He received almost four hun­
dred stitches to close various 
wounds," Ciark toid the audience, 
"ML Harrawood was sent home on 
the St, Mary, a boat that had been 
converted to a hospital ship." 

Harrawood had four brothers 
who also served in tlie military at 
the same time. One of Harrawood's 
brothers, Paui, perished fighting in 
Generai George S. Patton's Third 
Army in Europe. 

Harrawood received the Purple 
Heart Medal wlUi one Bronze Leaf 
Cluster that is awarded to Ameri­

can military personnel who arc 
killed or wounded iiI armed con-
nict. This represents a second Pur­
ple Heart earned. He also received 
the Europeaii-African-Middic East­
ern Campaign Medal with one 
Bronze Star and one Arrowiiead 
given for thirty days service in a 
combat. Harrawood aiso received 
the World War II Victory Medal (for 
armed service in the U.S. miiitaIy.) 
the Marksman Badge witli Rillc 
Bar, the Good Conduct Medai and 
Honorable Service Lapel Button for 
service in World War II. 

Haewski's scr\'lce began In 1943 
and ended with the opening of a 
new hospital In Nancy, France. 
Haewski ser\'cd with the 19lh Gen­
eral Hospitai in maiIy capacities, 
including with the miiilaiy police 
assigned lo making sure German 
prisoners were working around the 
hospital. 

Haewski followed soldiers onto 
Utah Beach in Normandy on 
August 16. l944. 

"The l9th Hospitai was one of 
UIe first hospitals lo be sent lo 
war-torn France," Ciark (old the 
crowd. "The hospitai was set up at 
LeMans, France, at the headquar­
ters of General George S. Patton. 
This hospital was so close to the 
battle lines tliat tiiey received some 
of the first wounded." 

Haewski received the European-
African-Mlddic Eastern Campaign 
with two Bronze Stars for 30 days 
in those areas of warfare, the World 
War II Victory Medai for service 
between 1941-46, the Good Con­
duct Medal and the Honorable Ser- . 
vice Lapel Button for World War II. \

residents, this money will simply land in the 
lIands of other Michigan communities, Hel-
wigsaid. ,̂ - " 

"There are nine Intersections for safety 
and capacity upgrades in tliis proposai, 
aiong with four major road improvements 
where we have the opportunity to leverage 
our locai dollars," he said. "If that moIIey -
some $45 miiiion - doesn't come to Novi, it 
will go to other communities in Oakland 
County and other comIiIunities In the state 
because there are so maiIy needs to main­
tain existing roads or to develop new ones." 

Last yeaL voters said a loud no to a road 
bond package. 

Clark said if Novi does not jump on this 
one. It will be a long time before the city will 
see this level of funding again. 

"If we iet over $44 million in state and fed-
erai funds slip by, we in essence drop to the 
bottom of the iist before we will be consid-

. ered again," he said. "That's why this is so 
critical and so crucial to our community.' It 
Impacts all of our lives and the lives of our 
community." 

Clark and Heiwig told tlIelr listeners that If 
this proposal Is passed, it Is guaranteed that 
the city would not see any additional road 
bond funding for at least anotlier five years. 

"Wc have heard that loud and clear, that 
the city does not want to see us come back 
again next ycaL even if this proposai pass­
es," Helwlg said. "So tlIc city council has 
adopted a poiicy document that says upon 
passage this fall, there wiii be a minimum of 
five years that will go by where there will be 
not be any road proposals for the city." 

Heiwig added that at the end of this five 
year period, the city will be given a "report 
card" and be graded on how well they have 
conipleted the work withlil the budget. 

"A very important element is that we be 
held accountable for tile promises we make," 
he said. 

While residents may be more concerned 
wltlI the dollars coming out of their pockets, 
Claik said he Is Inore concerned with the 
health and safety of the community. 

"This Is not a quote 'city administration 
issue', this Is a people issue. This directly 
impacts each and every one of us, our fami­
lies, our loved ones, who use those roads 
every day." Clark said. 

"This bond proposal, if approved by the 
voters, would deal with the safety and capac­
ity of the Intersections in question to move 
traffic safely and expeditiously. All of these 
Intersections need to be improved as a mat­
ter of pubiic safety. " 

When putting this road bond proposai 
together, the city asked the Novi Police 
Department to provide them with Informa­
tion in terms of the highest accident loca-

In l999, Novl Road and lO Mile saw tlie 
highest number of accidents, l lS . 

"These numbers are unacceptable," Clark 
said. "We have to get these numbers down as 
a matter of public safety by Improving and 
upgrading these major intersections in our 
city." 

Because the road bond was defeated in 
1999 by 572 votes, Helvtig, along with Novi 
Community Relations Director Maureen 
Malone, set out to gather Input from citizen 
focus groups in June and July. 

"We heard several things," he said. "First 
we heard the importance of our neighbor­
hood streets, so first and foremost you will 
see in this proposal $5.4 million worth of 
ImproveIrients over live years. The idea here 
is to get better caught up, right outside your 
front dooL witli tlie condition of our neigh­
borhood Infrastructures." 

Helwlg said they also found that many res­
idents saw last year's proposal as "develop­
er-driven." 

"There were roads in there like Twelve Mile 
Road, Crescent Drive, that should fully be 
the responsibility of developers," he said. 
"That message came across loud and clear 
and since we heard that message we have 
been hard at work and in fact have been 
negotiating through developers like the 
Taubman Company to do just over $19 mil­
lion, all privately funded, of improvements." 

Those Improvements, Hel­
wlg said, would be made oII 
Twelve Mile Road, from 
Dixon to Just west of Mcad­
owbrook, and would include 
providing an additional lane 
down Novl Road to 196 and 
an additional off-ramp lane 
on 196. 

"So you'll see no mention 
of tliat whatsoever in tills 
proposal with anything to do 
with Twelve Mile Road. Cres­

not the tax payers," tlie city manager said. 
Helwlg added that the size of last year's 

road bond proposal of $28.5 million was too 
high, so tlie road bond has been lowered this 
year to what some believe to be the "bare 
bones" of what the Novl community needs. 

In Stlrton's case, Heiwig and Clark were 
preaching to the converted. He said he'll vote 
for the road bond. But he also said he feels 
the city needs to provide residents with an 
update on those two issues. 

"Its just going to be more expensive If you 
put it off It's needed, but 1 think to make 
this go, you need to consider giving us some 
current update of these otlier two events tlIat 
I think negatively affected the last vote," he 
said. 

Mayor Clark agreed, 
"Your analysis Is 100 percent correct. 

There was a lot of disenchantment during 
the last election because of the judgment 

and because of the ice arena,"i he said. "The 
judgment that is against the city is In the 
Court of Appeals. 

The appellate process does not move at 
the greatest of speed or the speed tliat we 
would like, but I can say we have excellent 
appellate attorneys, Plunkett & Cooney, and 
they are working extremely hard and dili­
gently on behalf of the city and doing evefy-
thhig they can to hopefully get a good result. 

Clark added that the Ice arena, now under 
new management, may yet begin to make 
money. 

"It may take a while, but I see it turning 
around. The numbers for the last two 
months are well in access of $100,000," he 
said. 

But Clark said that the city cannot live in 
the past. .And Heiwig said that since becom-
mg city manager, residents have told him the 
city's roads are far from what they-should be.

The concept of meditation Is learnlIig to 

pay attention and live In the moment. It's 
taking time to smell the roses. Paying atten­
tion to the nuances and details of your life is 
called "meditation while living" or mindful­
ness. 

Living In the moment, however, is easier 
said than done since our lives are generally 
consumed with so many activities that we 
always think ahead and live In the future. Or 
worse, we live in the past and think about 
what we should have said or done concerning 
a past activity we cannot change. 

Mindful living means being aware of your 
body, feelings, thoughts and mindstates. It is 
also understanding that what you think 
influences the way you act and feel. 

Meditation helps you slow down, focus your 
attention and reduce stress. This has several 
health benefits and helps your life become 
clearer, calmer and more focused. Whatever 
you do, meditation ean help you do it better. 
The end result is you can live your hopes and 
dreams. 

Several things are Itey to beginning a 
good practice of medltatlon. 

• Space 
Find a quiet space where you will be free 

from interruptions. Use a comfortable chair 
that supports your spine straight and allows 
your feet to be flat on the floor. 

It may be helpful to have a table in front of 
you with something from nature that you 
connect with such as a flower, plant, rock, 
crystal or feather on the table. Candles or 
mandalas (pictures of circular, intricate

designs) work particularly well, Use the 
object to focus your gaze. 

• Body and Emotion Scan 
Imagine, that you can scan your body. Scan 

from the top of your head to your feet. .As you 
scan you are observing the condition of your 
body and looking for tension, stress and neg­
ativity. If you And anything negative, imagine 
you release It and replace it with relaxation. 

Scan your emotions and notice If you have 
negative emotions that you are ready to 
release and Imagine that you let them go and 
replace them with peace and calmness. 

• Breath 
Watch your breath come in and go out. 

Breathe deep through your nose taking air 
through your chest and Into your abdomen. 
As you inhale, visualize taking in white heal­
ing light and exhale any tension or negative 
thoughts you pick up. Using your breath in 
meditation helps readjust your state of being 
to deep relaxation. 

• Thoughts 

Observe Jour thoughts and notice if you 
have any negativity. If you do, imagine that 
you can let these negative thoughts go and 
replace them with something that is more 
beneficial to you now. 

Pay attention to any queues of bodily sen­
sations you feel during meditation such as a 
feeling of heaviness, tingling or a slight pres­
sure somewhere in your body. Recognizing 
these queues will help you go Into and stay in 
the state of meditation: 

Here are some lfeys to success With med­
itation. For maximum beneilt: 

• Meditate every day. 
• Meditate at the same time every day. 
• Meditate in the same space every day. 
• Keep a log of your thoughts, feelings and 

intuitive insights gained during meditation. 
• If you are i l l , angry or upset, meditate 

only lightly or wait until you feel better. Medi­
tation will amplify feelings. 

Next month we will discuss accessing the 
body's energy centers during meditation.

Tyree's 
careful attention to delaii creates pro­
jects that most of us don't seem to have 
the lime and patience for. 

His most recent project is a playhouse, 
one that's as sturdy as a home, nly on a 
miniature scale. U's a perfectly sized 
hideaway for any boy or girl, with its 
worlting doors and windows. 

Tyree got his inspiration watching 
Norm Abram's Yanlice woricshop, and 
decided to build the home, right down to 
the shingles. 

"I've aiways messed with wood, and i 
have a builder's iicensc," Tyree 
explained. "I just enjoy buiiding. Wiien I 
saw It I said 'hey, 1 can do that!' 

He admits that version was fairly 

expensive to build because of the materi­
als such as cedar, and made some adap­
tations. 

"This one i made some improvements 
to tlic original," he notes. 

The front door Is a little Dutch door, 
spilt in half, made out of cedar tongue 
and groove. Hardware iatches opens and 
closes perfecliy. One of the improve­
ments lo his version was tlie addition of 
real windows. For this he sought the 
help of a nioblie home manufacturer to 
maite lhe small sized windows to his 
exact specifications. The house even 
comes with worl^ing screens. 

"It's more utilitarian for aii ciimates," 
he noted. 

Using sturdy materials, the structure 
Is built of 2 X 4 lumber, and the base 
made of woimanized 2 x 6's.

WHAT OTHERS ARB SASTDlG 
We did a little Internet 

research (or should we say; 
'digging around'} for fall garden­
ing tips and came across these 
items from both gardening.com 
and the Michigan State 
University Extension office web­
sites: 

Besides introducing bulbs to 
your garden plan, consider 
adding trees, shrubs, and Jlow-
ers too. Nurseries often ojfer 
bargains at this time, because 
tJiey don't want to carry plants 
through the wirtier In htgh-maln-
tenahce pots. Plant them six 
weeks before frost to install, 
and they'll luwe plenty of tifne to 
establish their own territory hi 
tlve garden. 

Amid copper crabapple leaves, 
red maples and burning-bush, 
Ulac-hued caUicarpa berries and 
berries that are reddening on 
many species of shrubs, plant 
shrubs will burst into sprli^ttme 
bloom without missing a beat. 
Their roots will take hold and 
flourish with a little autumn 
care. Plant what you love to 
antic^e —forsythia that her­
alds in the spring in bright yel­
low garb, lilac for ds dlstinctiue 
smell, and rhododendron and 
azalea that will bring vivid color 
to your garden. 

Many perennial seeds ccui be 
sown, for this Is the time that 
this occurs nahirally within the 
garden. You'll often see small 
plants sprout from them before 
winter. Don't worry - they'll sur­
vive, if they're haidy perennials. 
And speaking of hardy — the 
pansles that you see for sale in 
nurseries now will do Just fine 
throughout the cold months. 
Roots will grow strong, and 
spring blooms wlR be astonish­
ing.

PLANTING HELPFULIONTS: 

• PLANTING: Plant balled and 
burlapped, balled and potted, 
and container-grown ornamen­
tal plants. 

• TRANSPLANimG: Dig plants 
that were root pruned in the 
spring. Deciduous plants may 
be moved bare root, but nar-
rowleaf evergreens should be 
moved balled and burlapped or 
balled and potted Plants that 
are to be transplanted In the 
spring should be root pruned 
rww. 

• FERTILIZING: One of the 
first priorities after selecting a 
fall planting site and before 
planting Is to test the soil Soils 
In established landscapes 
should be tested every three 
years and corrective action 
taken as rweded 

• WATERING: Irrigate newly 
planted or established ornamen­
tals any time there is less than 
1 inch of weekly rainfall and 
plants are actively growing. 
Apply water at the rate or 1 
quart per square foot of planting 
area on poorly drained soils. On 
well-drained soils, use a half-
gaUon of water per siiuarefoot 
Be sure to, maintain adequate 
moisture levels this month to 
ensure good root growth prior to 
winter dormancy.

; newly planted ornamentals, you 
may apply a pre emergence her-
bUMe before spreading d 2- to 
3-inch layer of mulch over the 
sod in the bed or around trees.

Let's face It -— the days are 
getting shorter, It's not as warm 
as it used to be, winter coats 
are on the racks at stores and 
everywhere you turn, there's 
another pumpkin craft for sale. 

That means it's perfect time 
for autumn garden prepara--
tions, at least accord ing to 
Northville Garden Club presi­
dent Llnda'Lestock. For her, 
getting down and dirty with the 
soil In September and October is 
more than a hobby. 

It's outright therapy. 
"1 love gardening. There's not 

much else I'd rather do," she 
said, eyes roIUIig with excite­
ment. 

Lestock. also a member of the 
Wayne County Master Gardener 
Associa t ion, said the lat ter 
weeks of September through 
mid-October are prime time for 
digging, replanting or relocation 
of shrubs or perennial plants. 
For that matter, she said new 
perennials can be planted 
through Oct. 15 in Michigan. 

In fact, about the only kind of 
prep work that shouldn ' t be 
done this time of year is fertiliz­
ing, she said. 

"If you fertilize, you should do 
it for root growth, but I wouldn't . 
ever recommend that," she said. 
"Nature is starting to shut down 
for the winter by that time and 
it's not going to do much good 
for the plant if it's not absorbing 
nutrients." 

And while fertilizing isn't a 
swift move, watering most defi­
nitely is, she said. 

"People should be keeping 
their plants njoist, especially 
when they're" t r an sp l an t i ng 
items," she said. "A lot of peo­
ple forget that plants and 
shrubs s t i l l need water this 
time of year They may forget 
because it's not as hot as it Was 

A n d what about roses? 
Lestock recommended not cov­
er ing roses , nor t r i m m i n g 
them back In the fall. 

"You 'd be s u r p r i s e d how 
much warmth gets bui l t up 
inside those cones if you cover 
roses," Les tock s a i d . "The 
trimming on roses should be 
held off unti l the springtime, 
too."

during the sumnier months." 
Water is also a good idea for 

youngei: trees, she said. 
Lestock suggested running a 
drip hose near trees to allow for 
percolation into the ground. 

"If we have a real hard winter, 
those plants w i l l dry out. so 
getting them water now wi l l 
help them las t through the 
colder months," she said. 

But what about for those 
instances When late-season 
football barbecues are bring­
ing guests oVer and some color 
is needed to sp ruce up a 
backyard? Lestock said mums 
are, a great choice. The blooms 
are strong and colorful and In 
some Instances, able to live 
through an entire winter sea­
son. 

"Mums work exceptionally 
well in cold weather." she 
s a i d . "Mums are grown 
now mostly for color and 
for size." 

One of the other gar­
dening projects often 
overlooked but s t i l l nec­
essary is weeding . 
Lestock said keeping gar-
dens free of Weeds Wi l l 
make the sp r ing t ime 
cleanup much easier. A 
good s t rategy for Weed 
prevention is the laying-
down of a layer of 
mulched leaves or Wood 
chips she said. 

"Weeds canigrow at Just 
about any tlme of year." 
she said; "If there's a day 
or two where we thaw out 
In February, you' l l see the 
Weeds popping up out of 
the ground." 

Lestock said she prefers 
hand-weeding, but chemi­
c a l weed k i l l e r s l i k e 
R o u n d - U p are a l so 
acceptable for gardens.

A home purchase is one of the 
slIIgle largest investments most 
people will experience in a life­
time.

MORTGAGE TYPES 

FHA 
The Federal Housing 

AdIninistration provides mortgage 
insurance for residential mort­
gages, and sets construction and 
underwriting standards. 

Purchasers doivn payment can 
be as low as 3 percent, and the 
Sellers can contribute towards the 
Purchasers' closing costs. 

VA 
An independent agency of the 

federal government that offers 
benefit programs to veterans. 
These programs encourage mort­
gage lenders to offer long-term, no 
down payment financing to eligi­
ble veterans by guaranteeing the 
lender against any loss. Sellers 
can contribute towards the 
Purchasers' closing costs. 

ConVentlonal 
A mortgage or deed of trust not 

insured or guaranteed under a 
government-insured program. 

GENERAL TERMS 

Lock-In 
Interest rates and discount 

points are guaranteed for a specif­
ic period of time, typically 30-120 
days. The loan must be closed 
prior to the expiration of the lock-
iIi period. Some mortgage compa­
nies offer a 265 day ( 9 month ) 
rate lock.

R e g g i s h 

point 
An amount equal to one percent 

of the principal amount of a mort­
gage. Loan discount points are a 
one-time charge assessed at clos­
ing by the lender to Increase the 
yield on the mortgage loan to a 
competitive position with other 
types of Investments. 

OPTIONS 

Fixed-Rate Mortgage 
A mortgage in which the buyer 

contracts for a specified interest 
rate over a specific period of time, 
such as 15.or 30 years. TlIe 
principal and interest payment 
does not vary; however, the 
escrowed portion of the payIIIent 
may change due to increases in 
taxes or homeowners' insur­
ances. 

Balloon Loan 
A mortgage with periodic 

installments of principal and 
interest that do not fully amor­
tize the loan. The balance of the 
mortgage is due in a lump sum 
at a specified date, usually at the 
end of the term. 

Buy-Down Loan 
A mortgage with a starting 

interest rate below the Interest 
rate stated on the promissory 

note. The lender lowers the 
starting rate In return for an 
Interest rate subsidy paid by the 
seller buyeL builder, or lender 

Convertible ARM 
The convertible .ARM has traits 

similar to the ARM loan, but 
offers an option for the borrower 
to change the mortgage to a 
fixed-rate loan during an early 
interest rate adjustment period. 

Adjustable-Rate Mortgage 
(ARM) 

A mortgage or deed of trust 
which allows the lender to adjust 
the interest rate periodically as 
agreed to at the inception of the 
loan. 

No Income / No Asset 
Verlflcatlon 

With excellent credit scores, a 
mortgage maybe obtained, with­
out the verification of your 
Income or assets. Interest rates 
can be l / 2 to l l / 2 percent 
higher than conventional rates. 

No Ratio 
Ideal ratios dictate that your 

house paynlent be no more than 
28 percent of your monthly 
Income, and your monthly liabili­
ties plus your house payment be 
no more than 36 percent of your 
monthly Income. With excellent 
credit scores, a mortgage may be 
obtained with higher ratios 
under this program. Interest 
rates can be 1/2 to 1 1/2 per­
cent higher than conventional 
rates. 

No Income 
With excellent credit scores, a 

mortgage may be obtained verify­
ing your assets, but without veri­
fying your income. Interest rates 
can be 1/2 to l l / 2 percent high­
er than conventional rates.

The Watcher

If you're looking for suspeIiseful police thriller that will leave you 
practically on the edge of your seat, The Watcher may be Just the 
movie for you. 

The Watcher staring Keanu Reeves and James Spader is a high-
action, gripping movie with a police-chasing-a-serial-killer plot.

Reeves porirays a serial killer roaming ioose on the city's streets 
and becomes involved in a cat-and-mouse game with police detec­
tives. The main investigator. Spader, begins researching the case and 
Interestingly has a past connection in dealing with Reeves' character. 

Reeves begins phoning Spader and sending him photos of his next 
murder victim With the stipulation that the detective and his police 
team have until 9 p.m. to identify the victim and rescue her before It's 
too late. 

Several fascinating scenes involve the police department franticaily 
making phone calls, examinlIIg the enlarged photographs, distribut­
ing fliers, questioning people on the street for information and racing 
the clock to save the victims' life. 

Other interesting parts of the film that leave audiences wondering 
what will happen next include several high-speed police chases, mul­
tiple special effects and incredible stunts. As the frustrated detectives 
chase the serial killer around the city, the Reeve's clever antics In flee­
ing the police and the detective's foiled plans for capturing the attack­
er create a sirong state of suspense.

Jack Carter (Sylvester Stallone) 
has spent his life collecting for 
other people - debts, agendas, 
retribution. He stands alone and 
always stands apart. But when 
his brother is killed in an acci­
dent, it takes Carter home ... to 
the family he abandoned, to the 
debts that were never paid, and a 
mystery that will take him to the 
center of his own soul. 

For Jack, the trip home to 
Seattle is a second chance to 
make amends for past mistakes. 
He re-connects with his brother's 
wife, Gloria (Miranda 
Richardson), and her teenage 
daughter, Doreen (Rachael Leigh 
Cook), who are both suspicious of 
his sudden Interest. But when he 
discover? that his brother's death 
has murder written all over It, his 
purpose quickly changes from 
redemption to revenge. 

Jack forms an uneasy truce 
with Doreen, and soon she is 
helping him navigate the seamy 
underbelly of the city, through a 
deceptive world where nothing Is 
what it seems. Carter is inclined 
to mete out his own brand of Jus­
tice to the guilty; but the closer 
he gets t.0 the truth, the more he 
questions his own motives, and 
instead of vengeance, he finds 
forgiveness and, ultimately, 
redemption. 

Producer Mark Canton see Get 
Carter as a film that features 
kinetic action sequences, but at 
its core is a drama about family, 
morality and second chances. 
"Our Jack Carter is not the same 
Jack Carter as you saw in the 
l 9 7 l film," says Canton. 

The original versions of the film 
starred Michael Caine , who now 
plays Cliff Brumby, the owner of 
the club managed by Carter's 
dead brother, in the remake. 

Stallone describes Jack Carter

as "the type of very solitary figure 
that I think is becoming almost 
extinct. He is his own man, who 
has a value systemWith no gray 
areas. He is a loan shark collector 
who considers himself a financial 
adjuster of sorts. He has lived by 
a certain code, which has allowed 
him to survive, but he is now 
starting to realize that that code 
has necessitated a very solitary 
and lonely life. He has made a 
decent living in the service of oth­
ers but has nothing to show for it. 
He has no roots and no personal 
life whatsoever." 

Stallone sees Carter's back­
ground and, specifically, his rela­
tionship with his brother as a 
prelude to what he has become. 
There was a sibling rivalry, par­
ticularly when they became 

involved with the same woman," 
says Stallone. "His brother was 
very gifted but not as outgoing as 
Carter and never wanted to 
expand his world like Carter did. 
Eventually, Carter reallEcd he 
didn't fit in anymore and left 
home, adopting a whole new 
lifestyle and cutting off that part 
of his life," 

Miranda Richardson, who has 
garnered acclaim for her diverse 
perforIIIances in numerous films 
and television projects, including 
The Crying Game and Sleepy 
Hollow, portrays Gloria, Carter's 
widowed sister-in-law. "Gloria 
and her daughter haven't seen 
Jack for years and suddenly he's 
at the funeral, coming into a com­
munity he doesn't know anything 

about, and messing with people's 
lives," says Richardson. "Gloria 
sees him, especially the way he 
looks with his expensive silver 
raw silk Vegas suit, like some 
kind of misplaced knight, almost 
literally in shining armor, who 
thinks he's going to come in and 
set everything right. Actually, it 
doesn't seeIn to have much con­
nection to reahty, so she has a lit­
tle bit of a problem with that." 

Carter lIlust navigate not only 
his family, but the tangled chain 
of individuals that he hopes will 
lead him to the identity of his 
brother's killer. 

As Carter continues to delve 
deeper into the facts behind his 
brother's death, he finds that 
more than one individual may be 
involved. One by one. he chal­
lenges BIumby (Caine), Cyrus 
(player by Mickey ROurke) and 
Itinnear (played by Alan 
Cumming) - using verbal persua­
sion instead of his customaiy vio­
lent tactics - to learn the truth. 
"The most InteI-esting hero to me 
is the one who does not set out to 
do heroic deeds," says Stallone. 
"The most noble form of heroism 
is to lay your life on the line, not 
for yourself but for a higher ideal. 
Carter is doing this for his broth­
er, his niece, and for the memory 
of what he has left behind." 

When Carter uncovers the evil 
deeds behind his brother's mur­
der, facing those responsible 
becomes a moment of truth for 
him. "He has every right to bring 
about violent justice to the people 
who have performed this horrible 
deed against his family." says 
Stallone. "It is a crucial moment 
in his life when he can either 
make himself an outcast on the 
run forever or integrate himself 
back into society. He knows he 
can't change the past but h^ is in ^ 
a position tp; give someone else 
what he hiIIiself has never 
received - a second chance." 

Get Carter is directed by 
Stephen Kay from a screenplay 
by David McKenna. The film is 
based upon the novel Jack's 
Return Home by Ted Lewis.
