Charges against a Novi man 
accused of shooting up his neigh­
borhood and wounding two of his 
neighbors, including a 12-year-
old boy, appear to hinge on his 
survival. 

Novi Police Chief Doug 
Shaeffer said Mclvin Cliireiicc 
liuckmasier, 59, was uiicon.scious 
and on life-support at the 
University of Michigan Medical 
Ccnier where he was airlifted 
with a serious gunshot wound late 
Sunday afler being found near his 

residence in Novi Meadows 
Mobile Home Park on the city's 
west side. 

The shootings came two weeks 
after a 23-year-old woman in an 
adjacent mobile home coniiiiuniiy 
six short blocks away was 
jiccuscd o f beating her 2-year-old 
stepdaughter to death. 

Shaeffer said the scene was 
"chaotic" when his men arrived in 
the densely packed neighborhood. 
"People where pointing in all dif­
ferent directions," he said. "At one 
point we thought wc slill had an 
active shooter." 

However, Nov i police soon 
found Buckmaster lying in his 
yard at 26223 Carolina Avenue 
bleeding from a gunshot wound io 
his loiver left chest lhat exited his 
upper right back. Witnesses lold 
investigators they saw 
Buckmaster shoot himself. Novi 

police, said Shaeffer, recovered 
what appeared to be a World War 
ll-era bolt-aciion rifle. 

The first person injured, said 
Shaeffer, w.as a 12-ycai-old 
neighbor boy across the street. 
Witnesses lold police thai 
Buckmaster stepped onto his 
porch as the boy walked into his 
yard with his 14-year-old brother. 
As the younger boy bent over, 
shots rilng out. . 

Shaeffer said the 12-year-old 
suffered superficial wounds to liis 
lower arm from wliat appeared to 
be fiying debris. 

About the sanie time, said 
Shaeffer, John Durrani and his 
wife stepped out of their resi­
dence two doors down. Chief 
Shaeffer said Durrani fell on the 
porch and his wife sleppcd back 
in the residence as Buckmaster 
reportedly fired again. 

M e l v i n C . Buc l<mas te r 

Durrant was wounded in the 
lower leg. Both he and the boy 
were treated and released at 
Providence Hospital. Buckmaster 
was also taken to Providence, but 

a .short iinie laier Jie was airlifted 
to Ann Arbor, where he remained 
at press time in critical condition. 

In all, said Shaeffer, five shots, 
including the one that struck 
Buckmaster, appear to have been 
fired. 

Buckmaster, said Shaeffer has 
had a iroubled past in Novi wiih 
11 police coniacts since 1998. the 
latest in Apr i l when he was 
charged with malicious - desinic-
iion afler being accused of slash­
ing a neighbor's tires. Shaeffer 
said mosl of die police contacts 
were' Ihe result of neighborhood 
disputes that involved alcohol. 

While neighbors told investiga­
tors that Buckmaster was about to 
be evicted from Novi Meadows, 
Shaeffer said his agency has not 
been able to confirm that.

According to Chief Shaeffer, 
ihere was a small fire in 
Buckmaster's l iving room when 
police found him. He said that 
while gas cans were found in the 
home, it's nol belcived to be 
arson, though the cause of the fire 
is still under investigiition. 

He said his investigators are 
looking at a similar incident in 
Rcdford in J 988 in which 
Buckmaster was chih-gcd wiih three 

counts of assault and one o f arson. 
"We're pretty sure we've got 

the right guy," said Chief Shaeffer. 
"We'd like to talk to him, liut he's 
on life support right now and not 
talking to anybody." fnvesiigators 
aren't sure i f he ever wi l l .

A night of death in Westland 
started wih a liquor store robbery 
in Novi last Thursday morning. 

Novi Police Detective Dave 
Mol loy said a couple later identi­
fied as Michael Schofield and 
Leslie Gordon, both of Detroit, 
entered the Food and Wine 
Bazaar on iO Mi le Road near 
Novi Road ai 10:28 a.m. Sept. l 1 
and took the owner's 53-year-old 
brother prisoner at gunpoint. 

The West Bloomfield man told 
Novi Police that Gordon initially 
asked about lottery tickets, but 
then Schofield stepped behind 
the counter, pointed a 9mm 

handgun at him and announced, 
"Gimme the money or I'm going 
to shoot you." 

Less than 10 hours later 
Schofield took his own life wiih 
ihe same gun after killing four 
other people in a botched rob­
bery at Neil's Party Store on 
North Newburgh Road, accord­
ing to Westland Police reports. 

In Novi , however, they took 
the clerk to a storeroom and 
bound him hand and foot with 
zip ties. Detective Molloy said 
Scholfield took the man's wallei, 
containing $230; a safe contain­
ing about $325; and several bot­
tles of liquor, Mol loy said the 
safe has yet to be recovered. 

Mol loy said the victim told 

investigators lhat Schofield came 
back to the storeroom several 
times and thrcaleiied to shoot 
him, if he tried lo escape, "The 
many was very sliaken up, obvi-
sously," said Molloy. 

Following the Westland rob­
bery, said Molloy, the couple 
were spotted by Plymouth Police 
in a white Corvette headed north 
on 1-275. Police chased the car 
eastbound 1-696 and then south 
on the Lodge Expressway to die 
Six M i l e and Southfield area, 
where he reportedly shot himself 
fatally. 

Gordon, 24, is now being held 
without bail in the Wayne 
County Jail, facing assault and 
murder charges that could see 

her spending the rest of her life 
in prison. 

Molloy said Novi Police arc 
sull discussing possible charges 
against Gordon in connection 
wilh the Novi robbery with 
lawyers at the Oakland County 
Prosecutor's Office. 

He said evidence gathered al 
the room the couple had booked 
at the Novi Sheraton, as well as 
the home they shared in Detroit, 
indicated they had been planning 
a series of robberies.

Nov! Police made a gruesome 
discovery about 5 p.m. Monday 
in the Highland Hills 
Community on the city's north 
east side. 

Myrna Lee Law, 63. was 
found dead in die bathroom of 
her mobile home. She had been 
dead for close to a month when 
she was found. Foul play is not 
suspect. 

According to Novi Police 
Chief Doug Shaeffer, family 
members had asked police to 
check on her three times, the last 
Aug . 6, since May. "Apparendy 
she had no close relationships," 
noted Shaeffer 

Police were called to Law's 
residence at 25672 Jackson 
Street after her mail carrier 
reported seeing numerous flics 
inside the residence and 
smelling a foul odor The mail 
carrier had become concemed 
when he noticed no one had 
emptied Law's iriailbox in quite 

some time. 
Although neighbors told 

investigators that Law was 
something of a recluse and that it 
was not unusual for her to not be 
seen for long periods of time, 
Shaeffer said he was surprised 
tlrat no one nodced die smell. He 
said Law was "in an advanced 
stage of decomposidon" when 
she was found on her bathroom 
floor 

He said diere were no signs of 
forced entry; no signs of distur­
bance inside die mobile home; 
and Law's purse was intact when 
she was found. 

Shaeffer said die body was 
turned over to the Oakland 
County Medical Examiner's 
Office and an autopsey is likely 
to be scheduled simply because 
is was an unattended deadi.

He said 
the Henderson has at least two 
addres-ses in Detroit. 

Mitchell said she didn't know her 
'apartment had been burglarized 

, undl she noticed her laptop comput-
' er missing from a diird floor room 

in die luxury townhome. 
According to Mitchel l all of 

„ t h e burglaries have occured 
" along the north side of Joyce 

Lane and at least one of them 
was witnessed. She said one res­
ident saw a man knock on an 
apartment door and call out, 

' "Maintenance" before opening 

II Ihe door with a key. 
She said about two weeks 

before her home was burglar­
ized, the apartment complex had 

a subcontractor inspect the 
units. According to Mitchel l , 
one of the neighbors recognized 
the burglar as one of the people 
who had conducting the "annual 
apartment inspections." 

Mitchell said she's changed 
the locks on her apartment. 

Shaeffer said that none of the 
seven burglaries showed signs 
of forced entry and that in each 
incident a few small, high-end 
electronics, isuch as D v D play­
ers, cell phones and laptop com­
puters were taken. 

So far, said Shaeffer, 
Henderson has only been 
chiirged in one of the burglaries. 
He said witnesses saw 
Henderson enter a residence at 
the Brownstones about 8 p.m. 
Sept. 3 with a key and attempt 
entry at another. 

Shaeffer said Henderson is 
believed to have used the com­
plex's key making machine to 
make a duplicate master key.

Are you a senior citizen witii 
questions aiiout wills and estates, 
but you don't really want to pay a 
large fee for a consultation from an 
attorney'.' 

Well, Kaicn Stewart h;is an 
answer. 

Stewart, a Novi attorney and 
counselor, is helping l(x:al .senior 
citizens in Novi by providing free 
monthly legal advice. 

Stewart started offering free 
estate pljinning consultations in 
January.

She usually talks with two or 
tiircc seniors during lier two-hour 
visit to the complex.

"1 see Meadowbrook 
Coiiiinons on ihe way to my 
ollice." 

She moved her ollice from the 
Towne Center building in 
Soudilicid 10 Novi about a ye;ir ago.

Avenue between Novi and

"Actually, it's easier lo explain

Jean Mocrlc, who lives at 
Meadowbrook Commons, rcccndy 
talked to Stewart. 

"1 thought she was great. She lis­
tened to mc and asked me questions 
that I needed answers for. She 
appeaa'd lo be knowledgeable, and 
it was nice that she came to Uie cen­
ler so I didn't have to go to her," 
H(x;rlc said. "Tliat was a big plus. 
Since her visit, slie's been able to 
draw up all the paperwork I needed 
and dropped it olTherc." 

Stewart used to work for a law 
liriii. bul eventually decided to open 
a private practice. 

"I've been doing estate plannipg 
and probate law for 12 ye;u^," she 
said. "When I went oul on niy own, 
1 decided to move closer to home," 
she said. 

Stewart said one of the mosI 
important aspects of esl;ite planning 
.is managing funds for children left 
ix'liind following a death in the 
family. 

"It can all be done in a private 
manner if you liave an estate 
planned," she said. 

"In second marriages, you really 
need a will ;nid possibly a tnist 
depending on tlie size of your 
estate," she noted, 

An estate phin also avoids pro­
bate court and minimizes estate 
taxes, Stewart said.

with a bachelor's degree in account­
ing and business administi^tion 
from Eastern Michigan University. 
She received her law degree from 
Wayne State University as well as a 
master's degree In business admin-
Istfation, and completed both 
degrees in four years. 

" l worked in accounting for six 
years and was an auditor, which is 
very negative. Nobody likes lo see 
tiie auditor," she said. 

"Witii Uiis line of work, J feel like 
I'm helping people, and l get to 
work witii individuals and families. 
I get lo see what Uieir lives are like 
and what Uieir goals aie. J enjoy Uie 
personal aspect." 

Senior citizens don't have to live 
in Novi to use Stewart's free con­
sulting service at Meadowbrook 
Commons. She feels she offers 
sometiiing unique lo the Novi area. 

"What is more common is com­
panies doing seminars on estate 
planning. But Uiis is more personal. 
It's a private consultation," she said. 

Stewart has documents that 
potential clients fill out that tells 
Uieir children where to find impor­
tant documents in Uie event of their 
deaUi.

Orchard Hills Elciuentafy School 
has hegun a pixicess of looking al its 
current curIiculum and has attempt­
ed to match that with what it has 
been given as the stale of 
Michigan's cuniculum. TTiis is just 
the first step of long "Reframing for 
ihe future" process which the Novi 
Community School DislricI has 
implementcti for the current school 
year. 

Principal Paul l^Plae explained 
that to align ihe curriculum has 
been his staff's first priority. Fourth 
grade teachers in the school have 
tried to do lhat by meeiing iogcilier 
with the state standards and bench-
inarks in hand and have been look­
ing at what they have been teaching 
to see how they match and where 
any gaps might be. Tliey're also 
looking forward to an opportunity, 
pcfhaps as early as October, lo sit 
down with other fourth grade teach­
ers throughout the district to be able 
to share and leam what everyone is 
teaching. 

The reframing theme, according 
lo LePlae, is forcing fourth grade 
teachers, not only al Orchard Hills, 
but across all the other Novi ele­
mentary schools as well, to focus on 
consistency. Tliey feel that they 
would do a better job i f they worked 
on what they aie teaching. They're 
tlien planning to go the next step 
and have some discussions belween 
grade levels, at the building level 
and then al the district level eventu­
ally to also take care of any over­
laps, or anything that is cuffcntly 
being taught lhal need not be cov­
ered at a paIlicular grade level 
because they're being covered at 
another gnide level. 

The main emphasis so far has 
been in the area of language arts. 
Teachers have begun there and will 
be moving into mathematics shortly 
after. They anticipate that one of the 
academic goals, which has been to 
improve students writing, wil l con-
finue to be a specific area within 
language arts that they will be 
working hard on in terms of gather­
ing data on student perfoimance 
with their writing as well as things 

' that they.'re going to use for sttate-
' gies to help specifically with what 
students are struggling at. Where 
they're going to, arrive with those 
answers would be primarily 
through our M E A P test results that 
they're looking forward to having at 
some point soon, although the state

great," he said. "If you look, for 
example, 100 students that take tlie 
M E A P test from Orchard Hills and 
lets say tliat 90 of them are success­
ful, meaning that they have hit the

LePlae likened teachers to den­
tists. He posed the quesdon: Can 
you guarantee that by seeing this 
dentist you're children wil l have no 
cavities if at home they're allowed 
lo drink as much pop as they want 
or eat as much candy as they want? 

"We're very fortunate in Novi," 
he explained. "Our parents prepare 
their children well for school, but 
it's the 10 percent, more or less, of 
students diat ihe government does 
not want us to leave diem behind, 
but they don't take into account, it 

such iis home environnicnl. Tlicy 
menlion.it but they don'i really pui 
tliat inlo the equation. That's not to 
make an excuse for us to not try to 
work with die children, which we 
are, bul we feel it's a bit unfair lhat 
diey don't lake that home environ­
ment into die equation or into llie 
discussion as much ;is ihcy should." 

LePlae said that newer leaclicrs 
have been taught the most recent 
effective strategies, like how to 
teach reading wiUi guided reading 
groups, that arc now being iiitio-
ducing to veteran teachers. Rccoid 
keeping, or data driven inslniciioii 
is anodier key clemcni. Throughout 
all die changes, however, he I'ccls 
confident diat his staff is going lo be 
able lo meet reframing expecta­
tions.

Teachers at Orchard Hil ls 
Elementary School have always 
tried to set a good example for 
Ihe students by being friendly 
and respectful to each other. 
That's probably why the school's 
second and fourth grade buddy 
program is a big success. 

Each second grader in the 
school meets with their fourth 
grade buddies two to three times 
per month lo do reading, compre­
hension and a lot of writing 
activities. In fact, they have been 
working on interviewing skills 
and last Friday they even walked 
around the building interviewing 
the Orchard Hil ls staff to Iind out 
anything they could about them 
before they wrote a story. 

Second grade teacher Ella 
MacArthur believes the program 
is very worthwhile. This is her 
second year at Orchard Hills. 
"Last year I did it with one of the 
fourth grade classrooms and I 
know some of the other teachers 
do it too," she said. "The two 
grades get together and the 
fourth graders help Ihe second 
graders learn some skills. It's 
once a week, maybe two or three 
times a month depending on the 
.schedule. 

MacArthur explained lhal the 
second graders learn from I he 
older kids and the older kids feel 
special lhat they can teach the 
younger ones something. 'They 
kind of feel like they're the 
teachers," she said. "I know it 
benefits the kids on both ends 
because when you're leaching to 

somebody else, you're more like­
ly going lo iindcrsljind i l better 
yoiiisclf and when the kids are 
learning from other children, 
you're more apt to uiiderslaiid 
and lo listen lo ihem. 1 know that 
other schools in Novi do i l too. I 
worked at Parkview I'or a year 
and 1 know lhal ihcy did i l loo." 

•')( beiic'fils both llie younger 
kids and the older kids and it's 
enjoyable," she added. "The kids 
really love it, they always look 
forward to it every week and Ihcy 
miss i l when diey don't get a 
chance to do it. It's a chance for 
thcin to just kind of shine."

One cure is simple: Protectionism, plain and 
simple. Undo NAFTA and muffle the "giant suck­
ing sound" of American jobs 
exported abroad. Set up larilT and 
trade barriers against foreign 
manufactured goods. Argue that 
all American manufacturing 
needs is a breathing spell while 
labor costs in countries like China 
and India catch up with our own 
domestic wages, thereby setting 
up a level playing field. 

,M1 this has a certain naive, 
nationalistic appeal. And there is 
some economic rationale behind 
it. Uxk, for example, at what has 
happened in just a few years to 
wages in Mexico and Korea, for-
nierly ultra low-wage competi- p k j l p n u / p r 
lots. The jobs that once moved ' ' 
theie are now migrating to China 
and India, where wages are even lower. And soon­
er or later even the big global companies are 
going to run out of places, where wages are lower 
than anywhere else, at which point they might 
discover Uie merit of moving manufacturing back 
to America. 

Sounds good? Maybe. But consider tile conse­
quences: Likely zero growth for the worid econo­
my, increased costs of goods for tlie American 
consumer, certainly a hade war and legal attacks 
from die Worid Trade Organization, ouhage from 
"economically literate" elites and big companies. 
Won't ever happen, I'd guess. 

Another possibility is to face the fact that as 
much as 75 percent of the job loss in manufactur­

ing is die result of astounding increases in factory 
productivity and only 25 percent because jobs are 
being exported to low-wage countries. 
Manufacturing jobs represented 40 percent of all 
U.S. jobs in 1950, but only 15 percent in 2000 
and, 1 suspect, will be somcdiing like 10 percent 
in 2025. But the amount, variety and quality of 

goods manufactured in tlie U.S. 
keeps going up because steadily 
rising productivity enables 
fewer workers to produce more 
and more. 

Tlic analogy here, of course, 
is fanning. In 1900, something 
like 40 percent of U.S. jobs 
were on the farm, less Uiim 15 
percent in 1950 and barely 2 
percent in 2000. But the U.S. 
agricultural sector produces far, 
far more fann products than it 
did in 1900, again because of 
enonnous productivity increas­
es. 

So llie policy consequence of 
tliis chain of reasoning seems 
something like, "Kick back, 

relax. A l l this is inevitable. People who used to 
work in manufacturing jobs will find something 
else to do (at, quite possibly, much lower wages 
and benefits). And U.S. consumers will continue 
to enjoy a vast range of high quality, cheap goods 
as a result." No wonder economics is called "die 
dismal science." 

Another approach is suggested by what hap­
pened right here in Michigan when then Lansing 
Mayor David Hollister (now state economic czar 
for die Granholm AdminisUation) cut a deal with 
General Motors and Uie U A W to build Uic new 
Grand River auto plant in Lansing. The idea was 
to negotiate relaxed work rales widi die union, 
design a highly automated manufacturing plant 

and get some lax breaks from the cily. 
It worked. According to Dlivid Cole, president 

of tlie Center for Automotive Rcseiu'ch, the Gr;iiid 
River phuit can produce up to five separate car 
models ba.sed on one vehicle platfonn, which 
keeps tlic plant ninning at high capacity wiUi low 
labor and capital cosl-s per unit of output. And G M 
plans to take the next step at the plant now being 
built in Delta Township, near Lansing, where 
three dilTercntplatfonns ciui generate a multitude 
of models. Such manuliicluring facilities that are 
lean, economical and agile. They mtiy not employ 
as many workers as the old assembly lines used 
to. but tliey get terrific productivity that justifies 
paying big salaries for tlic workers tliat are left. 

The catch phrase here is "flexible manufactur­
ing,", which means a .system dial can respond 
quickly Io changes in consumer demand and even 
make automobiles in response to orders from 
individuiil customers. The folks who make Levi 
jeans, for example, take individually sized and 
customized ordere from people over the Inleniet 
and custom-manufacture jciins to fit even the odd­
est shapes. 

Tills is not easy. It takes a highly trained work 
force, great ncxibility in work rules, good rela­
tions between labor and management. But it 
might just be one route to a good future for our 
slimmed-down bul pros|ierous manufacturing 
base in Michigan.

We just recognized the second anniversary 
of one of the most tragic events in American 
history. We all marked that day in our own 
way, and chose the form of our individual 
reflection, ln Uie forefront of our minds were 
the heroes of that fateful day 
and all the jinnocent lives, that' 

' '4re;i'%'fe'me,lliat'aSiy^ 
seared iiito my memory in two 
different forme On die one 
hand 1, as most, was shocked, 
angered and full of sadness. 
A n d yet, watching people 
respond filled me with great 
pride and hope. 

As we prepared a relief col­
umn to head to New York on 
die night of the 9-11, a news 
reporter asked me how people 
in Michigan could help. Given 
the direcircumstances in New 
York, with the power out in the 
Worid Trade Center area, l sug­
gested people could bring 
water, flashlights and batteries and we would 
take Uiem to ground zero. To that quick and 
short answer came a huge public response. 
Within an hour we had a line of cars from the 
front door of our main building winding its 
way out to Telegraph Road. They came, and 
came and came. People from all walks of life 
and of all colors. People filled with the desire 
and need to help others. One word described 
them all, they were, Americans. Some came 
with two gallons of water, and you could tell 
Uiat was all they could afford.

others came with pick up trucks full of water 
bottles. Each touched you equally because peo­
ple were giving all they could. A s this moving 
scene unfolded, I began to be concerned how 
we might transport all the supplies. With that 

mere thought came another 
angel. A man called and said 
he heard what was going on 
and he would donate a U-actor-
trailer and i f needed, a driver. 
And boy how it was needed. 
By midnight when our convoy 
pulled out to head to New 
York, it was carrying 80,000 
pounds of batteries, flashlights 
and bottled water with its mud 
flaps dragging on the p.we-
ment. Officers from Auburn 
Hills, Royal Oak and Lake 
Angelus joined the deputies 
from our office. They headed 
to New York not knowing 
how they would be used, what 
danger they might face or 

how long they would be gone. Yet, they were 
eager to get underway. They, as all Americans, 
just wanted to help. We were lucky, because 
our profession allowed us to help. 

Nothing you have seen on T V comes close 
to comparing to what it was like at ground zero 
in person. It was 100 times worse. 

The scope, the sounds and the smells hit you 
like a baseball bat in the face. 

The same two emotions cascaded over you-
anger and sadness on one hand and the other 
hand with equal intensity-pride and inspira­

tion. People were working there non stop with­
out sleep in dangerous conditions-the air still 
full of cement, asbestos and death. Yet, you 
could not pull these men and women from the 
area. The area was still very unstable, on fire 
and building collapses still very much in the 
picture. As the buildings weire shifting and tilt-

^ ^^iiig, engineers wefejnphjtpirihi^'tHiim was 
thought a collapse was imrninent, an alarm 
would sound and people would run from 
ground zero, not knowing i f they were running 
toward or away from danger. When the all 
clear would sound, they headed back with the 
same intensity, without hesitation. 

Now as 1 look back on my time at ground 
zero and here in Michigan 1 remember how 
people pulled together. A l l of the things that 
sometimes divide our country were irrelevant. 
We were all Americans. We were a family that 
had been savaged. We were one. That is an 
incredibly powerful thing. We also saw a coln-
plete reordering of priorities. The trials, tribu­
lations and focus of the everyday busy life 
gave way to single-minded focused concern 
for family, friends and fellow citizens. As we 
move forward on a professional level, we will 
continue to prepare and work to make America 
safer and more secure. However on a person­
al level, let us all remember the needs and pri­
orities of that day; family, friends, god and 
country. Hug your family and friends a little 
more and never leave words unspoken as we 
relish each day

At some homes, the eye-catching mailboxes often look like barns 
or tractors. 

"Many are on wagon wheels or on yet-io-be-ideniified fami 
equipment — something metal," says Lissa McPherson, a mail civ-
rier in Erie, Colo., with a laugh. 

One patriotic box in Erie is .smothered in red, white and blue. 
Down tlie sheet, a red macaw mailbox perches in front of Dimell 
Stapleton's house, frozen in time ruffling ils blue and yellow wings 
and tail. 

Stapleton, who also goes by "The Bird Man," says the mailbox 
represents his pa.ssion for birds. Up until he sold them three years 
ago, Stapleton housed 400 birds in a bam behind his house. One 
Christmas, his daughter and son-in-law made the bird box in honor 
of his 40 macaws. Now, with ,nll of his feathered friends gone, the 
mailbox roosts in their memory. 

Near the Erie Municipal Airport, several mailboxes look like air­
planes or beam with bright, painted birds. Another mailbox balances 
on a 50-foot pole — .iwaiting "air mail" lhat never an^ives.

Sue Marshall Roberts remembers the 
headaches of her old white kitchen lloor, 
the' constant mopping of kids' footprints, 
the dog's paw prints and practically every 
single cramb of food. 

"I liked it when it was clean, but il was 
impossible to keep clean," Roberts said of 
the tile floor in her old house in Dallas. 

But she and her husband wanted some­
thing earthy for the Sewickley, Pa., hofne 
they bought in 1999 and arc renovating 
from lop lo bottom. 

The new floor is gray dolomite lime­
stone quarried from Ramallah, Israel. And 
it would be hard to find a.more natural 
substance to catch your spaghetti sauce 
drippings or cracker crumbs. Subtle 
cIEvices line ihe natural stone tiles, a 
blend of light and daIlc gradations found 
only in nature. 

Roberts finds all this imperfection just 
perfect, thank you. 

"We wanted it to be nahIral and durable 
and not perfect," she said. "And it's ea.sy 
InaiIitenance." 

The distinctive floor, which co-sts $24 a 
squans foot, is the ideal backdrop for the 
Inaple cabinets with grayish blue trim, the 

hand-painted gray backsplash tiles and 
textured gray wall painl. 

The kitchen floor — once the unin­
spired plain-vanilla fixture of home deco-
raung — is going natural and vibnuil. 
From cork lo porcelain and vinyl tile.s lhat 
look like stone, the natural look is in. 
Some customers are willing lo pay more 
for the real thing — limestones, granites, 
terra collas and other stones, ivhile others 
are springing for French reclaimed tenia 
cotta, an antique stone that's dug out of 
stables and chateaus in France. 

Other nol so well known stones are .sur­
facing in kitchens, too. After choosing 
beautifully curved, custom-made maple 
cabinets for the renovation of their kitchen 
in their Mount Lebanon, Pa., house. Lea-
and Temp Smith weren't sure what to put 
on the lloor. Lea dreaded looking at the 
dizzying assortment of ceramic tile sam­
ples. 

"I'm decorating-decision challenged," 
she said. 

Then their kitchen designer, Jeff Dixon, 
made the choice simple by .showing them 
golden onyx, a natural gold stone with 
dramatic veining and a translucent quality 
that lets you look into the .stone. The stone 
tiles ere unlike anyihing the Smiths had 

ever .seen, and the couple fell in love 
wilh Ihem at once. 

"Bringing a piece of nature's handi­
work into my home is exciting and 
invigorates me every day," Lea said. 

Some custaniers want the look of 
stone without tlie expense or imperfec­
tions. They're increasingly opting for 
glazed porcelain or ceramic tiles that 
have the markings of stone, 

"Wilh natural slone, you don't always 
know whal you will get," said Ellen 
Wyzykowski, an employee at Accent on 
Tile in Bloomfield, Pa. 

"Nature isn't as obses.sed with match­
ing as we are," adds co-worker Bobbie 
Persichetti. "People want marble, but 
they want every piece lo match." 

Porcelain tiles are becoming more 
popular than ceramic because they're 
more natural looking and durable, she 
said. Unlike ceramic tiles, the color nins 
all the way through porcelain tiles and 
the cracks aren't as vi.iible. 

"People want family-friendly and kid-
friendly." she said.

You 
walk ill the front door, and it's all yours and almost deei-

Tlie upgraded batlirooin laps, soft Berber wall-to-wall 

carpeting, smooth marble kitchen counters and glisten­
ing high-end appliances - - all yours without most of llie 
new home-buying stress broughl on by niind-numbiiig 
decisions in which money always heals down your good 
taste. 

Buying a model home is like a Ime turn-key purchase 
— except that il costs more lhan olher hou.ses in ihe proj­
ecl. 

Model homes, usually marked by fluttering fl.igs and 
sales ollice signs, arc the builders' showcases. It's a 
chance for them to influence buyers by bringing togeth­
er tlie skills of marketing, architecture, interior decora­
tion and landscaping. The color scheme, flooring, count­
er surfaces and furnishings are designed to show llie 
floor plan at its best. 

Apparendy, diey do it well enough because prospec-
live buyers often fall in

And, of course, there 
are also a few who hale 
it. 

Model homes are 
designed to sell the 
olher homes in a proj­
ect, but many buyers 
want the model. When 
the model homes are 
put up for sale, there's 
usually a line of appli­
cants. Even home 
builders' sales execu­
tives get in that line. 

"I bought a model 
home at one of our 
projects," said Cindy 

Douglas, vice president of sales and marketing for 
Ponderosa Homes in the San Francisco area. "Wlien you 
buy die model — and you pay more for one -— you're 
getting a home decorated and landscaped by profe.s.sion-

"If we only built model homes, said Brenda 

•GhrisfcfjiHerson, co4ounder of Christopherson Homes, 
another Bay Area finn, "we'd have no problem selling 
them. Models are the builders' crown jewels. And peo­
ple in our indusUy realize that when we plan oul the 
model." 

A model home is a creation by commiitee. 
First, marketers nin die numbers and come up wilh 

die profile of prospective buyers — often down to a 
hypodietical family including professions and die num­
ber and gender of llie children. 

"When you'te spending $500,000 to $600,000 on a 
model, it has to be a effective tool," said Rick 
Rosenbaum, director of marketing at Deico Builders and 
Developers, a Northern California fimi. 

As the definition of the prospective buyer profile 
emerges, architects, designers and landscape profession­
als join the committee and get into details. 

Unless the floor plans and project are designed for a 
very nanow market or unless there are few floor plans, 
the models often come in three basic shapes: One story 
for empty nestcrs or a family with one or no children; a 
larger, two- story with ihe master bedroom downstairs 
and smaller bedrooms on the upper floor for a couple 
with older children; and, usually the biggest of the plans, 
a two-story with a master bedroom upstairs and one or 
more smaller bedrooms lhat can be turned into a media 
room, den or library. 

The basic construction of the models is no difl'erent 
from olher homes in the project, builders said. It's the 
landscaping and interiors dial set the models apart. 

"We plant mature u^es around our models," said 
Christopherson. "It costs more, but it gives a true sense 
of whal die community will look like" when die younger 
trees mature. 

Model home prices can easily be 20 lo 30 percent 
higher dian the base price.

Don't just let the color scheme or nuirble kitchen 
counters sway your decision to buy a model home. 

While there may be a little wiggle room in negoti­
ating die price, builders usually want the buyer to 
cover part of the cost of die landscaping, appliances 
and upgraded interior decor and construction 
optioiis. 

'The best diing you can do to judge the home is 
look very carefully at the functionality of the floor 
plan. Ask yourself how die room arrangement will 
work," said Fran Leach of Wamiington Homes in the 
San Francisco area. 

Other tips include: 
• Ask the builder to replace or repair any worn 

carpeting or surfaces. ' 
• Find out i f the appliances and furnishings are 

part of the sale. 
• Window coverings in models are often just dec­

orative. Cheek to see if they actually work. If they 
don't, find out if the builder will remove or replace 
them. 

• One way to detemiine die price range for the '< 
model home is to check the resale prices of similar' 
homes diat were built earlier in the project. This 
range, however, will not reflect the add-ons for land­
scaping, decoration or furnishings. 

• Ask i f or how the purchase agreement for the 
model home varies ffom other new homes sold in the 
project. 

• Consider using a professional building iaspector 
to check the model before buying.

The si.x-lcgged. ladyhiig-si/.e crea­
ture doesn't liy. so ii has loliiich rides 
lo go places. Luggage or lioiisehold 
ilcnis of people on the move are per­
fect. 

In addition, die noclunial bedbug 
likes 10 slay close lo ils preferred prey: 
sleeping humiuis. Here again, die 
sin;iller si/e of iiiosi Ixilcl rooms and 
apiirtnienls works lo the hug's iidviin-
lage. Once il arrives ;il ils new deslin;i-
lion, people iind beds are usually willi-
ii! crawling dislancc. 

"What we've noticed more lh;ui 
anything is lhat this js a problem in 
major melro ;ireas, lilaces where 
there's ; i lol of business inivclers and 
people coming in and oul," said 
Orkin's national pesl-eonlrol lechnieal 
manager, entomologist Frank Meek. 

Nol surprisingly, die hotel industiy 
disputes dial il has a bedbug problem. 

'I'hc good news is lhal while heil-
bugs bile and suck blood like niosqui-
loos, oileii Iciiving an itchy well, they 
aren't known lo spread disease lo (x;o-
ple.

Ex-smoker aims to 

banish tobacco

Biviid:! liell Caireeeouldn'l believe 
the 1998 report lhal said blacks were 
less likely lhan people of any olher 
race to maintain lobai:co-free homes. 

"I was personally affronted," said 
Cafl'ce, who al lhal lime headed 
California's African-American 
Tobacco Education Nelwoik. "I 
thought the report was Hawed." 

When she set out lo ili.spn)\'e Ihe 
study, she found il wns "KX) percent 
con-ccl." 

So Cal'fee slaiied cooking up some­
thing lo make a change. On Mollier's 
Day in 1999. she kicked oil' "Nol in 
Mama's Kilehen." ;i program 
designed lo edueale black women on 
die dangers of secontlluiiid tobacco 
smoke and empower iheiii lo prohibil 
smoking in iheir homes ;indcars. 

The program is named for the fad 
lhal decisions in black households 
often conie from the kitchen where 
"Mama" is omnipresem. 

Women head moie ihiin half of 
black households, and Call'ee waiUs lo 
help them realize Ihey have ihe |X)wer 
lo protect their families from environ­
mental tobacco smoke — at least, in 
their own homes and ears. 

In addition, she said, some research 
.shows the dangerous ingredients in 
cigarettes slay longer in black smok­
ers' cells dian in whiles'. Al.so, up lo 
90 percent of black sniokcR smoke 
menthol cigarettes, she said, and men­
thol •iiokers typically breathe Ihe 
smoke in deeper and hold il longer. 

"Pick up ;iny African-American 
magazine — Jet, Elxiny. Essence." 
Caffee said. "Menthol cigiireltcs :ire 
advertised.more lo my people lhan lo 
anybody else." 

Now living in Mississippi. Caffee 
heads her own consulting finn and 
travels around the country, working lo 
implement "Not in Mama's Kitchen."

Obesity ;ippeai-s lo :icl as the slarting 
block for meliiholic syndrome, a conslella-
lion of risk faelois including obesily (par-
liculaiiy abdominal obesily), insulin resi.sl-
aiiee (diabetes mellilus), hypertension ;md 
dyslipidemi:i (iin abiionnal f;il pnilile of 
lipids in Ihe blood). 

Wlieii llie.se four l:iclois are presenled 
logellier. :i ix'ison has a veiy high risk of 
cardiova.scular diflieullies. specincaily 
stroke and lie;irt allaek. Each faclor feeds 
off Ihe olher. icsulliiig in :i desUnclive 
cycle lhat is incredibly difficuli lo free one-
.self IVoni. 

"Obesity is a strain on Ihe lie;ul func-

lion. l!lie heiul has to work harder lhan 
usu;il or more than usual to pump more 
blood to a person who is larger size and 
ihis puis ; i slre.ss on the heart and it causes 
Ihe Iieart lo become ciihirged," said Dr. 
John Wiire. a ciirdiologist al Cardiology 
Associates of Anderson. S.C. 

"The heart wall lliickciis becau.se il's a 
muscle. Anytime work a muscle harder 
lhan usu;il il will gel lliicker, ;ls wiih a 
bleep. Tliis is good in your ann but nol 
your heart, because the heart is hollow and 
Ihis iillows less blood lo pump each time 
Ihe beait heals or strokes. Il has lo work 
harder lo pump harder lo pump blood lo a 
larger ;iiea." 

Obesily is a.s.s(X'i;iled will) lack of exer­
cise iiiid iiclivily. which is a risk for heart 
disease, said cardiac rehab dietitian Crystal 
Robinson of Anderson. 

"Just carrying all that extra weight 
around is pulling ii lol of slress on Ihe 
heart," Robinson s:iid. 'The hypertension 
and blood sugar gel better when weight is 

lost. Not a huge amount, but just a little can 
help. But Ihe more weight lost. Ihc belter." 

Oddly, where the excess weight is dis­
tributed on the body seems to make a dif­
ference, according to Michael Gibson, a 
registered nurse and director of the 
LifeChoice program in Anderson. 

"There have been a lol of studies that 
have shown lhal people, especially men, 
with visceral fat (fat around their midsec­
tion) have an increased risk of heart dis­
ease." 

Think of this particular body shape 
resembling more of an apple (fat around 
the middle) than a pear (fat mainly on the 
buttix:ks and thighs). 

"Diabetes is a factor in heart disea.se 
because i l wreaks havoc on die heart and 
kidneys, lower exlremilies and die circula­
tion sy.stem," Gibson said. "High blood 
pressure and diabetes by themselves risk 
factors for heart disease." 

"If exercise was a pill, il would sell for 
about $20 per pill because it just does so 

much for you," Gib.son said. "Obesily puts 
.strain on the joints which leads to inactivi­
ty Not being able to ride die bike and walk 
creates a sedentary lifestyle, which puts 
you at risk for heiul disease. The heart is a 
mu.scle iind the old adage lhat says 'use it 
or lose it.' it really holds true." 

Anyone having a number of risk factors 
needs to be sure to exercise under medical 
supervision. Ware said. Siiut out slowly 
with something light, such as walking, and 
avoid laking weight loss supplements 
while exercising. 

"Tlie treatment of heart disease is trying 
to reduce all the risk factors. You can 
decrease your chances of having a heart 
attack by reversing obesily," Ware said. 
"By lo.sing weight you can lower blood 
sugar, diabetes, blood pressure and choles­
terol and it doesn't co.sl anything. 

"How do you'reduce your weight'.' It's 
dietary restriction and exercise. Il's ea.'iy lo 
say bul biird to do, but 1 hiive seen people 
do it. You have to love life."

Classes differ depending on where you go. 
but most often students begin by working 
through a stretching and wami-up routine 
that's essentially a beginning yoga class. 

Resciiicbers report this type of stretching 
ciin iKnelit people with iisthnia. arthritis and 
high blood pre.s.sure. Similar to yoga, kung lb 
.and die gentler lai chi are low-impact, with 
circuliir niosenients stressing fluidity and 
grace i'.nd decreasing strain on the joints.

Victor Villavicencio says kung fu .also 
increases endurance and fortitude. "The exer­
cises f(X-us on stretching all die major muscle 
groups iind increasing blood flow throughout 
the bcxiy. improving reaction ume." 

The disciplines can help a body get 
su-onger in that the exercises or poses are 
weight IxMring. 

"(Kung fu) works a host of muscles you 
didn't even know you had." villavicencio 
says. 

After a yoga-like stretching session, stu­
dents go through varied punches, kicks and 
blocks focusing on an invisible object. If done 
correcdy. this can be exhausting. 

"After you've been doing it for a long time. 

you gel lo where you don"t even notice die 
stiflness and tired muscles," Villavicencio 
says. "You get to a point that when you come 
to class, you're just asking yourself, "I wonder 
whal we re going lo Iciuii tcxlay.'" 

Enthusiiists say they don't become bored 
with the discipline, since there's always 
something new to leam. 

"I ' l l be doing this until 1 die." said Miller, 
36. "It's who 1 am. It's a lifestyle." 

After working dirough die yoga stretches 
and die kicks, punches and blocks, sparring 
takes place among the more iidviinced stu­
dents. 

"(Practice exercises) are supposed to teach 
you balance and quick foot movement" says 
villavicencio, showing a fast-as-lighting 
application of a pracdce maneuver Uiat looks 
.sort of like a slutter-step punching move. 

Tlie esthetically pleasing maneuvers aren't 
those actually used in a confrontation, 
villavicencio says, while gliding fluidly 
through anodier rnove. 

When cipplied in confrontation, diey take 
on an abbreviated fomi that's usually dictated 
by what an opponent leaves available to 
attack. 

The Shaolin fomi of kung fu Miller has 
taught at his school since 1998 is similar to 
what someone might use in a conftxDntation. 
"It's more targeted to relative fighting," he 
says, as opposed to odier forms of kung fij 
dial are used predominandy for competition.

Slock up on provisions. The 
Red Cross recommends making a 
disaster supplies kit niiide up of bot­
tled water (one gallon of per person 
and pet per d;iy) and non-perishable 
high energy fixids thai require no 
cooking or refrigeration, peanuts 
and beef jerky, for e.xiiiiiple. Include 
clodiing and bedding, emergency 
supplies like a lirsl aid kil, any nicd-
icalions your family hikes, and olhcr 
ileins such as toilet paper, soap and 
pliislic garbage bags wilh tics and 
personal hygiene ilems. Also 
include unscenled regular household 
bleach. In an emergency you can 
purify water by addinglfi daips of 
bleach per gallon of water. If you 
have an infiuil. include dia|x;rs, bot­
tles and fonnula. And p;ick items 
such as a Hash light, ballcry- operat­
ed radio and extra batteries, iind a 
small fire extinguisher If you have a 
pel, don't forget lo pack some 
Ciuined food. Put your supplies in a 
backpiick ordulfcl bag or plastic bin 
so you can easily cany lliem should 
you have to evacuate. For a com­
plete list of ilems, log onto 
readygov and click on ".supply 
checklist." 

For additional tips for how lo pre­
pare for a disaster, visit www.red-
cro.ss.org.Reniembcr, keeping your 
cool in an emergency situation is 
vital. If a parent remains calm, chil­
dren and pets will likely follow suit.

Continue dirough the sleepy lit-
• de town,of Salem which appears 
, as though it hasn't changed since 

it was established in 1873. Then 
watch for die beautiful colonial 
farmhouse on die right side of the 
road, framed by a white picket 
fence and die sign in front official­
ly stating Three Cedars Farm.

You step out 
on to what looks like (and is) a 
large dance lloor. Off to the front 
is a stage for enlcrtainers, and lo 
the back is ample space for dinner 
lables as well as an additional loft 
area for table seating above. There 
i\re coiich liimps and deconilivc 
lights around the rustic room. Il 
has a very warm and festive 
ambiance conducive to good 
limes and fond (iiemorics. The 
Wliittakcrs hiive hosted some of 
Ihe local church groups' square 
dances as well as other functions 
in the big, red bam. 

"Our oldest daughter, Jamie, 
had her wedding reception in die 
newly-renovated house," said 
Whittaker. "The bam was coni-
pleled in time for our second 
daughter, Carrie's, wedding 
reception, and our son, Travis, 
plims on having his wedding and 
reception there, too." 

Today, although Gary and 
Sheny's children arc on their own, 
they live close by and visit on a 
regular basis.

P r o t e c t y o u r t O m a t o e s 

f r o m h e r b i c i d e d a m a g e 
Q: What happened to my tomato plants? The leaves are way 

narrower than they should be. The leaves have a half-twist lo iheiii 
and are Ihiekcned like they ai'e made out of cheap plastic. The 
veins in the leaves are light-colored 
and prominent. The stems have 
places on ihem that look like lots of 
tiny wans grouped together. The H O m G 
planis have toinaloc.s on tliem. Is this 
insect or disease iclated and can I G f O W I l 
eat the tomatoes'.' 

A : This lime, the insects and dis­
eases aien-t in the usual group of GretchenVoylo 
suspi-cls. Whal you arc seeing is her­
bicide daiuagc. This is herbicide, as in 2,4 D broad-leal weed 
killer. Tomatoes arc fragile l i t l lc beasts that have their constitu­
tions thrown into a tizzy by multiple happenings. Sonicwiiere, the 
plant has come inio contact wi lh 2.4 D . Pick one o f these listed: 
You could have over-spayed the edge of the lawn and the veggie 
garden when doing the lawn. Water contaniiti:iled with 2,4 D 
could have run into the garden during a rainslonn. It could be tiiat 
you dosed the lawn on a warm day and the herbicide volatilized 
and floated in. You could have dumped grass clippings on the gai--
den wi lh a residue of 2,4 D on the grass. Or your neighbor could 
have sprayed. Or you used gloves or garden tools with a 2,4 D 
residue on them. It could hiivc been the fertilizer and die herbicide 
got stored nexl to each other and the herbicide contaniiniited your 
fertilizer accidentally. But usually, you never do quite figure i l 
out. But the next question is, are the tomatoes safe to eal? Nobody 
is going to be able to give you a definitive answer. Before you ciU 
one. consider that there was enough herbicide to turn Ihc plant 
into a iiiiijor freak show. If deliberately consuming pesticide 
residue is in your value system, get the salt. If nol, there are plen­
ty of farm markets selling piles of beautiful lomatocs right now. 

Q: I was mowing the lawn yesterday and ran over bees in the 
lawn. I got stung. How do I gel l i d of them and is tiiere ii problem 
with k i i i ing bees because they are valuable? 

A: You're not ki l l ing bees; you arc ki l l ing wasps. They have lil--
tle value when you swell up like a beach ball and prevent you 
from using the area. Otherwise, they arc good guys. Yellow 
Jackets arc wasps. Bees don't live in the ground. Some wasps do. 
Getting rid of them is not a big deal. Your weapon is Seviii 
Garden Dust. You want one that says "five percent Sevin Garden 
Dust." Buy a big can or bag and prepare for tonight's Coiimiaudo 
mission. (Jround wasps arc very sensitive to vibrations, so you 
need to be very quiet. Wasps also have poor vision i f i l is semi-
dark. They are also sluggi.sh during cold nights. When i l is dark 
enough that you can jusl barely see where you arc going, the 
wasps can't see anything. Tippy-toe out to where they arc. They 
are all home watching television. Wi lh the stealth o f a Ninja, 
sprinkle the Sevin dust over the areas with exit holes. Be gener­
ous. Then toss a shovel of moist soil over the holes and get oul of 
there fast, Nexl day, go biick and look for new iioles in the soil 
thai you dumped. If it's clean, they are croaked, i f there :ire new 
hoies, hit them again that night.
