Brcnda Lussier .says lhe long-
awaited nunibcrs are now in on 
funds raised for the iibrurj-'s 
capital campaign. 

The director of Novi Public 
Library said donors contributed 
$170,000 that will hopefully be 
matched by the Walker family of 
Novi. 

In 2004, longtime Novi resi­
dents Ch.irlcs and Myrtle Walker 
donated $1 million to help 
expand or build a new library in 
Novi. Under an agreement 
signed by the Walkers, the cou­
ple said it would also match 
funds received by Dec. 31,2005, 
doiiar-for-dollar, up to an addi­
tional $1 million. Charles 
Walker passed away since sign­
ing the agreement. 

'That is the amount that the 
library has recorded as being 
received over die course of tlic 
Walker Library Biiildiiig Fund 
campaign," Lussier said. This 
total includes gifts in-kind (con­
tributions of goods or services) 
in addition to raonci.iiy gifts. 

If this entire amount is 
matched by the Walker family, 

; jhal.,.means,.S3.4P,Q(ip„>(ijl^iV' 
toward the capital campaign to 
expand the existing building on 
10 Mile Road east of Tafl Road. 

"These contributions will be 
submitted lo die Walker family 
for the puipose of matching. If 
they choose to review or evalu­
ate these gifts, Uiey may nol all 
be matched under the scope of 

Ihc agreement," Lussier added. 
"We jusl simply want lo docu­

ment what we've taken in, and 
we wil l certainly appreciate 
whatever they can provide us," 
Lussier said. 

Wilh the SI million lliat the 
family already donated to the 
library in 2004, the grand lolal 
would be $1,340,000 towtird the 
building expansion program if 
die family agrees to match all 
funds tlonated before the dead­
line last month. 

In addition to the library's 
capital campaign, library board 
members are trying to determine 
wlial the millage rale might be 
foran$i8millionto$19iiii l l ion 
addition to the library. 

"It depends on whether the 
library board requests a 20-ycar, 
25-year or 30-ycar millage," said 
Robert Culler, current president 
of the board following the recent 
resignation of Rick Smith, who 
was transfeiTed by his employer, 
Visleon, to Paris, France. " W e -
are waiting for the numbenj to 
come back on the millage as 
well as a proposal from a local 
accoundng firm," Culler said. 

"We're trying to keep the mill-
age rate as low as possible." 

Culler said board members 
plan to give a presentation to city 
council in Ihe near future, most 
likely in February or early 
March.

Katrina Konspiracy? 

Uy now practicjilly everyone ha.s licarti that 
Ihe Ciilcgor}' 5 Hurricane Kalrina ha.̂  disrupt­
ed tlie fiaiural ga.s supplie.s coming in from 
the Gulf States and of course the price has 
risen 40 percent almost instantaneously. 

Call mc a skeptic, but I am having soiilc 
problems acccplini; that rationale for the 
price increase from the indu.stry. the govem-
mcni, and the media. 

First point is all the natural gas from the 
Gulf Stales is pumped through undcrgroilnd 
pipes throughout the United States and 1 am 
reasonable sure these pipes deep enough 
and sirorlg enough not lo leak under Ihc 
Hurricane Katrina waters. 

Second point is that in Michigan the natu­
ral gas from the Gulf Stales is piped all year 
long into the huge underground salt caverns 
in the Thumb area and then metered out to 
Michigan customers as needed. 

l l i ird point is that gtxxJ business practice 
dictates thai the natural gas suppliers and the 
Michigan natural giis local providcni had nego­
tiated at least a one year fixed price contract. 

So are wc now paying Katrina Konspiracy 
prices for Idw priced natural gas purchased 
say in June or July of last year and stored in 
the Thumb area ulidergroulld salt caverns? 

Interestingly, Michigan is major oil and 
natural gas producing State. It is the 17th 
largest of the 33 petroleum-producing States 
in our country. Approximately 14,000 wells 
arc currently active and 4.000 of these arc 
dircclioilally drilled. Cnldc oil and natural 
gas have been found in 63 Counties in the 
Lower Peninsula of Michigan (wc even have 
some in Novi). 

(All active wells nonnally produce three 
products; cmde oil, natural gas, and brine. If. 
more than 50 percent of its ouipui is crude 
oil. it is colled an oil well.ilf more than SO .̂i 
percent of its output is natural gas l l is called' 
a gas well.), • 

Tlicre have been 13 directionally-drilled 
wells under the Great Lakes since 1979. 
Currently, only seven of these are active; six 
natural gas (five in Manistee County and one 
in Bay County) and one crude oil well in 
Manistee County. 

(Canada has over 550 directionally-drilled 
wells under the Great Lakes still in produc­

tion today and they drill an average of 20 
new dircctinnally drilled wells under Lake 
Erie each year.) 

iVIorcDvcr. Uicrc ore two 20-inch diameter 
pipelines carrying Canadian crude oil under 
Ihc Straits of Mackinac, And they transport 
22,000 barrels of crude oil per hour. 

Another two 24-inch diameter pipes carry 
between one and two billion cubic feet of 
Canadian natural gas per day. Michigan natu­
ral gas wells produce approximately 792 mil­
lion cubic feel of Michigan natural gas per 
day.

"People didn't seem to like 
being here when people were 
smoking," Ortman said, " i f 
Michigan went all nonsmoking, I 
think it would wonderful."

"Our restaurant is all enclosed 
and Uiere is no way to separate the

Recently, die cides of Novi, 
Ann Arbor and Lansing were tar­
geted as having extremely poor 
air quality due to cigarette smoke. 

Using a small air quality moni­
tor, several anU-smoking volun­
teers fl-om the Campaign for 
Smoke-free Air, went restaurant 
and bar hopping across the state lo 
test die ain 

"The bottom line is eveiyotie 
has die right lo breathe smoke-
free air," said Judy Stewart, man­
ager of Uie campaign in a state­
ment. "No one should have lo 
choose between their job and 
good health." 

More than 31 establishments 
were visited in the three cities. 
According to the campaign's 
results, Ann Arbor, as llie clean­
est, was sdll in the unhealthy 
range, while Novi and Lansing 
showed that smoking exposes bar-
lenders and waitresses who work 
in die establishments to extremely 
high levels of air polluuon. 

Breath Of f fesl i air 

i'?/j.Aiiison Mayis hopes by dme 
her two-monlh-old daughter, 
Isabella, is old enough, smoking 
won't be an issue anymore. 

"It's good lhat Ihe Amencan 
Lung Associadon is working to 
ban smoking in public places in 
Michigan," said Uie 28-year-old 
Novi resident.

According to the Amencan 
Lung Associadon, 13 slates have 
smoke-free work sites, restaurants, 
and bars; 21 states, includmg.

ensure smoke-fn:e air. 
Chrystal Haggerty, spokesper­

son for the American Lung 
Association said they are working 
to ban smoking in Michigan. 

"There have been great strides 
in cducaling people on the dangers 
of smoking," Haggerty said. "It's 
imprtanl to be part of the coali­
tion from our prospective because 
it give people die awareness they 
should have about smoking.'

Al Vellathottam saw the move 
Troy's John Thomas was about 
to make even before it began in 
last year's wrestling regional 
final. 

It was a lateral drop, with 
Thomas moving backwards and 
throwing his opponent to the mat 
for a quick point. Vellathottam 
countered, posting his right hand 
down to stop the move. 

Something snapped. 
" I took an injury time-out and 

the trainer came over and looked 
at it and said it was fine," 
Vellathottam said. " I knew 
something was wrong. I couldn't 
even turn it in. It was just dead." 

By the' time the match was 
over, Vcllathouam look a loss 
and the reason was clear. The 
bone of his arm was trying lo 
find a way to poke through his 
skin. 

"At the end it was just hom-
ble," Vellathottam said. 

The recovery process was 
hard, but he didn't complain. It 
wasn't like it wa.'I'-somethiaE 
new for the then-sophomore. His 
freshman year, at the regional 
tournament, he had broke his 
arm as well. He managed to 
come back from that and this 
injury, he . was determined, 
would be no different. 

The comeback 

Though Vellathottam could­
n't participate in spnng training 
or summer drills thanks to sev­
eral procedures to repair, his 
arm including a rod being 
inserted into it, he still managed 
to put together a strong start to 
this season, his junior year. 

•. "He's right up there with all 

of the hardest workers I have 
ever had in 16 years of coach­
ing," said Novi coach Brad 
Huss. "He comes in early at 6 
o'clock and starts drilling. He 
works out all the time and he's 
always asking questions about 
technique. 

"He leads by example and 
he's starting to become a leader 
on this team. I know I have to 
work hard lo get to school 
before he does in the morning." 

Vellathottam has his reasons 
for such an intense amount of 
work ethic. At 5-foot-6 and 
weighing in at 103 pounds, he's 
not the biggest guy on the mat 
at any given time. 

But he's not going to he out­
worked and lie's sure not going 
to let someone stand in the way 
of his ultimate goal — a state 
championship. 

'"That's what I want," he said. 
" I 'm just going to keep doing 
what I'm doing. Working hard 
and wrestling." 

The long road ahead 

Vellathottam focuses on the 
things that make him a standout 
wrestler and works "lb make 
them even better.
