• Locals claim 
unfair to labor, 
vow to continue 
until bargaining

Local union members claim the 
Novi Expo Center is unfair to 
labor and vow to protest outside 
the local exhibition hall until the 
owners come to die bargaining 
table. 

Novi Expo Center management 
counters it's not being unfair to 
anyone and union organizers are 
welcome to do whatever diey 
wish as long as it's lawful, peace­
ful and not on their property. 

Iron Workers Local 25 mem­
bers gathered on the public right-
of-way outside of the Expo 
Center Aug. 9 to hand oul flyers 
leaflets asking people lo boycott 
die 300,000-square fool exhibi­
tion hall. 

"This is going to be a sustained 
effort," vowed Pete Oresky, busi­
ness agent for Novi-based Iron 
Workers Local 25, one of six 
unions that work at Cobo Cenler 
in Detroit. 

"We feel that there is sort of 
unfair competition going on al 
Nov i , " said Oresky, He said his 
members - along widi members 
of the Teamsters, electricians, 
carpenters and millwrights and 
stagehands unions and the 
Greater Detroit Building Trades 
and Metro Delroil A F L - C I O - are 
asking die more than 200,000 
union workers in Metro Detroit to 

boycott the Novi Expo Center 
until its management sits down at 
the bargaining table with the 
unions. 

"It's been my understanding 
that we've been in a boycott situ­
ation for several years," said Blair 
Bowman, president of Novi Expo 
Center. He denied his facility dis­
criminates against anyone. 

"The groups that use our facili­
ty contract widi independent con-
traclors," he said. "We don't force 
labor on anyone. If you have die 
ability to wire your own display, 
who belter to do i l than you?" 

He said that while some of the 
small independent contractors 
who do work in his center have 
employees who have chosen to 
remain non-union, "we do nol 
prevent union employees from 
working here." 

According to Bowman, the 

center has a relatively small 
administrative staff and each 
show promoter is free lo bring in 
whatever support staff they 
require. 

While Oresky contends his 
organization has "received no 
cooperation from die owners" at 
the Expo Cenler, Bowman coun­
ters dial all he's received is a let­
ter announcing the union's inten­
tion to boycott, but offering no 
contact number. 

Bowman said thai for die past 
10 years, "we've been operating 
as a private business, well within 
our rights." He said doesn't 
believe die boycott has had any 
effect on the center. 

According to Oresky, more

A n amended version of die 
city's ordinance governing polid-
cal signs unanimously passed its 
first reading during die Aug. 12 
Nov i C i ly Council meeting. 

If formally adopted. Ordinance 
No. 02-100.29 wi l l confirm and 
clarify ordinance interpretations 
for election signs in the public 
right-of-way. 

The focus of the revision is 
changing one "or" toaIi "and." 

The ordinance currendy allows 
the placement of signs as long as 
Uiey are not In excess of six 
square feel "or" in excess of five 
feet high. 

TlIe revision receiving first-
reading approval allows die 
placement of signs as long as they 
are not in excess o f 6 square feet 
in area ''and" are not in excess of 
5 feet in height. 

Novi Ci ty Councilman Louis 
Csordas asked for die revision 
during council's July 15 meeting. 

"We want lo make sure we take 
all the ' ifs ' and 'ors' oul," he said, 

Csordas said he looks forward 
to the second reading and passage 
to eliminate sign abuse. 

"There is a 15-foot billboard on 
Haggerty Road right now," he 
lamented. 

The councilman feels the 
smaller signs displaying candi­
dates' names are enough blight on 
the land for the time they are up. 

A s one o f die sign-placers, 
N o v i City Councilman and State 
Rep. candidate Craig DeRoche is 
also in favor of the ordinance 
revision. 

" l dIink the election sign ordi­
nance reflects die city's want to 
have a standard," DeRoche said. 
"I think that anyone asking for the 
residents' Votes should respect 
that."

Bondy appeared before city 
council members during die July 
15 meeting voicing his right to 
display his l6-square-feet-in-area 
signs because he believed techni­
cally die placards did fall widIin.

The candidate said aldiough he 
felt he was in die right by law, he 
would take them down i f asked. 

Bondy was chosen by Oakland 
County voters as one of dieir 
choices for District Judge candi­

date in die Nov. 5 general elec­
tion. He wi l l be facing Sara Pope 
Stames after die Aug. 6 primary 
election. Bondy received 4,893 
votes, 1,680 fewer votes dian 
Pope Stames. Bodi general elec­
tion candidates defeated fonner 
Novi Mayor Matdiew Quinn and 
Slate Assistant Attorney General 
Jerome Cavanagh. 

Residents wi l l have a reprieve 
from the sea of signs for awhile as 
Novi 's ordinance prohibits elec­
tions signs until 30 days before an 
election date.

The iiIvestigalion into sexual 
misconduct began when four girls 
began discussing how and where on 
ilieir bodies Dollaway had touched 
Ihem while al their fiftli grade camp 
April 2001. A teacher overheard tlie 
girls talking about Ihe inappropriate 
behavior of the leacher and notified 
school officials. 

The school district began iheir 
own internal investigation with­
out notifying auihorilies, said 
Mary Mara, who was prosecuting 
the case in Sepleniber. The school 

district drew fire from David 
Gorcyca, Oakland County prose­
cutor, last year for not handing 
the information over to authori­
ties righl away 

A father of one of the girls noti­
fied ihe Oakland County Sheriff's 
Department afler his daughter 
finally confided to him about the 
investigation. The police then 
began their own investigation. 

Bob Lusk, the district's alior-
ney, said in September that the 
district had planned to lurn the 
information over to the police. 
However, the father beat school 
officials lo the punch. 

Other former students, who 
ranged in age from 26 years old to 
12 years old, came forward with 
written slatements lhat Ihey loo 

had been touched inappropriately 
by Dollaway. 

Rolh noted lhat his guilly plea 
was accepted by everyone 
involved in the case. 

"The victims were ail in favor 
of Ihis," Rolh said of Ihe guilty 
plea to assault and battery 
charges. However, the victims 
will still be able lo have their final 
say ai seniencing. 

"The victims have the righl to 
come before the judge and tell 
how this has impacted l l ic ir 
lives," he said.

Don' t loolc for any major 
clianges in the transportation pro­
gram at the Novi Community 
School District this fall. 

According to Dan Tooman, the 
district's transportation director, 
2002-03 wil l be a "tweaking year." 

He said that essentially means 
that while individual bus stops may 
shift a half a block or two, the 
transportation program will look 
much ihe same as it did last year. 

After a decade that saw school 
enrollment in the district grow by 
half, things are starting to seule 
down a little, said Tooman. He .said 
population projections for the dis­
trict predict al the current growth 
rate, the district wil l mn out of raw 
residential land about 2008. 

"We're basically becoming 
Livonia," at least in tenns of popu­
lation density." he said. Tooman 
.said the district's administration 
has taken that into account. "We 
are planning, not reacting," he 
said. 

Five years ago, when Tooman 
came to Novi from Ann Arbor 
Public Schools, bus routes were 
laid out by hand by people who 
had lived in ihe area most of their 
lives. During his second year with 

the district, computers and routing 
software were brought in to keep 
up with the growth. 

T\vo years ago there was a major 
overhaul of bus routes reflecting 
new school construction and last 
year schedules were changed again 
to accommodate a longer school 
day. 

Tooman noted Ihat Novi is one 
of the few school districts in the 
region lliat uses a five-tier system 
for transporting students. That, he 
said, allows Novi to provide trans­
portation for more iliaii 6,000 stu­
dents with only 30 busses. 

"You can't spend a lot of money 
on transportation," he said. "The 
less you spend on transportation, 
the more you can spend on educa­
tion." 

The most dramatic change at the 
schools transportation department 
won't come until next spring. 
That's when the district wi l l begin 
work on replacing its existing btis 
gariige near die comer of 10 Mile 
and Taft. The project, part of a 
$75.6 million bond issue approved 
by voters last summer, wil l create a 
maintenance area with five high-
bay drive-through workspaces.

Predictably, a l l hell b roke loose. Local 
government folks screanied they h a d 
constructed their budgets based on the 
assumption of revenue s h a r i n g bucks 
from the state, A big l-ally was held on 
the Capi to l grounds, replete wi th fire-
eating speeches froin l o c a l officials 
delivered to a n audience o f fire fighters 
and po l ice . R e p u b l i c a n s , a l ready 
grumpy at having passed a cigarette tax 
as par i of a budget compromise that 
preserved revenue s h a r i n g money, 
charged the Governor h a d welshed .on 
their deal . Democrats merely sa id the 
veto proved Engler d idn ' t care about 
ordinary people In their own home­
towns. 

When the vote to override the veto 
came, the results were fairly dramatic; 
Only one vote each in Senate a n d House 

P h i l P o w e r 

— out of 143 votes cast — to sus ta in the 
Governor, G r i n n i n g , Democrats dubbed 
Engler, who has a little more than four 
months left In h i s term, a lame duck . 
Frowning, Republ icans sa id that the 
legislature, hav ing over turned the first 
gubernatorial veto since B l l l Mi l l i ken ' s 
day, would find It easier the next time. 

B u t was i t real ly that b ig a defeat for 
Engler? It ain't necessar i ly so. B y pro­
vok ing a firestorm over h i s veto, he 
actual ly woke u p a dozing press corps to 
focus attention o n the three November 
ballot proposals he says could destroy a 
state budget a l ready held together w i t h 
chewing gum. If passed, they would ; 

• E a r m a r k for hea l th care most of 
Michigan ' s share o f Uie tobacco settle­
ment money. B a c k e d by the hospital 
a n d heal th care lobby, the measure, i f 
passed, would grab money now being 
spent on college schola rsh ips for h igh 
school graduates a n d on the h igh tech 
Life Sciences Cor r ido r program. 

• E l i m i n a t e m a n d a t o r y m i n i m u m 
pr ison sentences for some d r u g dealers 
a n d require the state to spend $18 m i l ­
l i o n annua l ly for rehabi l i ta t ion pro­
grams for offenders. Whi l e this probably , 
wou ld save money long term — ware­
hous ing felons costs a round $35,000 
per year per inmate, certainly more than 
rehab programs — i t risks looking l ike it 
encourages softness on d r u g peddlers, 

• Require collective bargaining and 
b ind ing arbi t ra t ion for state employees. 
Not surpris ingly, the measure is the 
creature of the p u b l i c employee unions. 
State budget officials say i l wou ld cost 
$ 5 0 0 mi l l ion over the next three years. 

Engler didn ' t s o u n d loo upse t at the 
veto override; "While I a m disappointed 
i n today's legislative dec is ion to override 
my veto, 1 a m pleased that opposit ion to 
the three budget -bus t ing ballot propos­
als cont inues to grow, .,. If the ballot 
p roposa l s pass , r evenue s h a r i n g is 
absolutely u p for revis i t ing." 

In o ther words , Engler was perfectly 
prepared to trade a little lost p ies l ige in 
the short r u n for vast ly increased atten­
tion to the ballot proposals in November. 
Not only that, b u t he put most local gov­
ernment officials on notice that con t in ­
ued flow of their revenue sha r ing good­
ies depends on defeating the proposals 
this fall .

Jonathan Brateman describes 
himself as a "man for all sea.sons."

For Brateman, no two hours in 
tlie day arc alike. In tlie morning he 
could be working wilh a lawyer, 
accountant or doctor who is look­
ing for professional office space, 
by midday he may be with an indi­
vidual cornpany in need of show­
room or warehouse space. 
Aftemoons may find him working 
wilh a retailer for ilie perfect loca­
tion for his or her storefront. Early 
mornings and evenings ore often 
filled by compleung paperwork or 
attending meetings. 

Bralem.'uI has played an active 
role in developing the Grand River 
/ Haggerty / 10 Mile Road areas; 
one for which he is very proud. He 
helped in leasing retail stores at 
Pheasant Run Plaza and office 
space at Brookside Office Park to 
selling parcels along Karim 
Boulevard, which led to the cre­
ation of the day care center and 
Grand Oaks Center. 

His work in tliat same area also 
led to ihe sale of land which result­

ed in the mini storage facility and 
leasing at indusuial parks along the 
Grand River corridor. The pinnacle 
of these efforts, however, was the 
development of his first project 
with his brother, DL Robert 
Brateman. Brateman Medical 
Center was bom when circum­
stances changed for a client of 
Jonathan Brateman Properties. The 
client had purchased the l.I4-acre 
parcel, plans changed and Jonatflan 
and his brollier decided to purchase 
the property for themselves.

"For Novi, you are 
really involved in creating a city." 

Brateman has been working in 
the Nov] area since 1985 and 
believes he has played and wil l 
continue to play a role in the devel­
opment and history of the city he 
loves. 

Education, experience and 
involvement keep Brateman at the 
top of his field. He graduated from 
the University of Michigan's 
Graduate School of Business 
Administration with an M B A in 
1983 and spends a great deal of 
time reading, researching and 
studying to keep abreast of all ihe 
issues surrounding his business. 

His work in legislative affairs 
has been varied. He began working 
on ordinance review in Novi oil the 
Novi Chamber of Commerce in 

1994, was later named to die City 
of Southfield Zoning Board of 
Affairs, and in 1999 was elected to 
the Southfield City Council. His 
involvement with these organiza­
tions, as well as the development 
he created with his brother, has 
helped him in developing a better 
understanding of the zoning and 
planning process.

A 
good broker should understand and 
have an on-going communication 
with the planning department and 
the city's elected officials." 

While it may make perfect sense 
in the mind of die property owner 
or developer lo see a parcel devel­

oped in one manner, it is good to 
have someone there, such as the 
broker who can explain the reality 
of die situation. And with a plan 
that may or may not be embraced 
by die city he can also explain how 
the plan could be modified to be 
more acceptable. 

Brateman feels it is very impor­
tant to develop close ties with the 
community and has done so 
through his membership and par­
ticipation in various organizations 
including die Novi Chamber of 
Commerce. 

"Il's a great Chamber," he said. 
"The friendships I have made 
dirough this great organization 
have lasted over 13 years and l get 
lo meet new people all die time. 
Nol only are die business leads 
worthwhile to running my busi­
ness, bul die contacts are excep­
tional. From sources on printing 
and Web site development to fur­
niture upholstery and supplies; I 
have made lots of effective con­
tacts." 

Brateman assumes the responsi­
bility as die Chamber's chairman 
of die board in 2003, promising 
effective advocacy widi city hall, 
networking for its members, and 
benefit dirough community serv­
ice to die cily. 

He also intends to continue to 
challenge himself, to keep reach­
ing, Whedier It's hosting a televi­
sion show on local issues and per­
sonalities, "Peop le Who Make 
Things Happen," or trying to fig­
ure out features on his P D A , com­
puter or camcorder; he is nol con­
tent lo remain at die status quo. 

He said he would like to attend 
some classes offered through 
Walsh College and Lawrence Tech 
or y of M's Executive Education 
Program. 

"And just for fun, I'd like to 
leani to play golf someday," he 
said, 

"I try hard everyday to give die 
best I can to make a difference for 
my clients and to reflect upon my 
family whom l love." 

No experience necessary 

S e n d i n g o u t a s m a l l b u s i n e s s s t o r y i s n ' t a s e a s y a s i t u s e d t o b e

Back in my glorious newspaper 
days diere was seldom a quiet dme 
in our newsroom. That phone rang 
off die hook from die minute I 
walked in the door lo die time I 
turned off my computer. 

Everybody wanted a stoiy in die 
paper. Kids Called aboul dieir good 
grades, women called about family 
reunions and men called to find out 
die scores from die liigh school 
games die night before. 

It was' a busy environment lhat 
worked well. 

However, that way of geidng 

your story out is changing as fast as 
it takes to answer a phone. The 
Internet is becoming a major force 
for stories and diere are news sites 
creeping up everywhere. 

Small business owners diat want 
to gel dieir press releases oul on die 
Internet find out quickly diat it's a 
different game dian whal diey are 
used to. Phone calls go unanswered 
and faxed or e-mailed stories jusl 
aren't picked up widi die fervor of 
a printed publication. It's a perplex­
ing problem. 

While newspapefs want a print­
ed stoty in dieir hands, die Internet 
media doesn't wanl anydiing to do 
widi your printed story odier dian 

making sure it's electronic and can 
be automatically loaded to dieir 
site. 

As a general mle diey don't have 
beat reporters, or real journalists for 
diat matter. Instead diey have tech­
nicians tiiat write software for your 
electroiiic submission via news 
release Web sites to make sure it 
can be updated on dieir Web site. 

No fuss, no muss. You do all die 
work and the story gets its own 
page on die Web site your target­
ing. It must be pretty quiet in diat 
newsroom, but the mediod is 
working. 

It looks like it isn't going away 
any tiiiie soon, eidier. Here are a 

few tips to think about i f you're 
planning on submitting a news 
release dial targets die Internet.

For ihose who ihouglii there 
was only one local telephone 
service provider in town, repre­
sentatives from TDS Metr(x:om 
want all Novi residenis lo know 
they have arrived. 

The recently-added member lo 
ihe Novi Chamber of Commerce 
provides telephone service lo 
southeast Michigan homes and 
businesses along the Interstate 
275 corridor froni Novi to 
Romulous plus A n n Arbor and 
Ypsilanli. 

When talking about the basics, 
executives said their company 
offers the same thing as .mother 
heavily-used telephone service 
provider in lite area. 

But when i l comes to service, 
TDS Metrocom marketing man­
ager Cathy Sionkowski says ihat 
is one of the factors separating 
Mekocom from the competition. 

"If a customer calls, they will 
actually get a person answering io 
help," she said. 

Sionkowski said all customer 
service representatives are trained 
and willing to help. 

Metrocom also offers cus­
tomers the guarantee they will 
never be without a phone through 
the company's cellular phone pro­
gram. 

The marketing manager said 
the company offers evcty cus­
tomer a cellular phone lo use i f 
they are ever without service. 

"The biggest thing is people 
have a choice," Sionkowski said 
referring to the myth there is only 
one telephone service provider 
for Novi residents. 

Another factor setting TDS 
apart from the competition is the 
company is facilities based, 
which Sionkowski said in part 
means the company provides ils 
own service. 

If a customer calls, a TDS truck 
wil l pull up in the driveway, she 
said. 

So enough with the talk, what 
does Metrocom charge? 

Right now. ihe company offers 
p $30 a month package deal when 
Customers, sjgfv a 24^inoiith sery-. 

^ ^ ^ a l u e Unlimited". jplan, 
includes caller ID, voIccmail, 
automatic callback (*69), call 
waiting, call blocking, three-way 
calling, unlimited local calling 
and 250 minutes per month of 

free long distance/toll calling. 
After the 250 minutes, long dis­

tance and loll calls are 9.5 cents 
per minute. 

Metrocom representatives said 
taxes and other charges are not 
included in the $30, but would be 
the same as what Is on a con­
sumer's current monthly tele--
phone bil l . 

"We save people generally 25 
to 30 percenl a month," 
Sionkowski said. "Most of the 
people who switch want to talk 
about i l and sing our praises." 

Sionkowski said for most cus-
tomei-s there would be no charge 
io switch over lo Metrocom 
unless clients are making large 
changes to their services. 

"If It is just apples for apples, 
there is no additional cost," she 
said. 

Sionkowski said 99.9 percent 
of the time, the switch goes 
smoothly 

"And i f not, we stay until the 
job is done," she said. 

One call to TDS takes care of 
everything and the switch usually 
takes anywhere from two weeks 
to one mondl. 

Presales in the Novi area start­
ed in May and actual customer 
switches began in October. 

According to data compiled by 
Metrocom, in the N o v i area, 
including Farmington and 
Northville, TDS Metrocom has 
signed up 893 business and 360 
residential customers so far. 

"I l is nice lo be in a company 
lhat cares about its employees and 
customers and wants to do a good 
job," Sionkowski said. 

TDS Metrocom was founded in 
1997 and services about 3 million 
customers in 38 states. 

The phone service provider is a 
subsidiary o f TDS Telecom, a 
diversified telecommunications 
corporation founded in 1969.

Yes, virginia — dreiims can 
come true. 

In a day and age where many 
young people have io sii back and 
wonder if selling lhat far-felched 
goal for iheniselves is even worth 
ihe trouble of dreaming one up, a 
shining example tliat it is indeed 
eomes skating out onto the ice and 
takes his place between the posts of 
the goal. His face is covered with a 
slate-of-lhe-arl goalie mask, but ail 
one has to do is glance at the bright 
red 34 on Ihc Red Wing jersey to 
know who it is — Manny legace. 

Life wasn't always one of seven-
digit conhacts and Stanley Cups for 
this hockey player. In fact, like 
many in his sport, Legace, who 
grew up in Toronto, had to struggle 
his way through the minors before 
finally getting lo sign his name on a 
four-year conu~act that will find him 
playing in Detroit for years to 
come. 

"It's just comfort and security," 
said Legace, who lives in Novi, but 
in llle Nonhville school disuicl. "I 
have a wife and two kids. Before, 
we had to battle from paycheck to 
paycheck in the minors. Now, here 
I am, and if 1 am smart with my 
money I won't have to worry about 
it for tlIe rest o f my life. I got to sign 
a four-year deal, especially with 
this club, and it was unbelievable." 

And of all places to end up, 
Deuoit seems to be a perfect fit for 
the 29-year-old goalie — who's full 
name is Eitlmanuel Francis Legace 
II, naincd after his father. 

"The fans here aiie phenomenal," 
Legace said. "Can't ask for more 
out of hockey fans. It's such a tllrill 
just lo play for them. They just live 
and die red. I've never seen any­
thing like it and I have played in a 
lot of cities. Everywhere you go, 
eyeiyone knows who you are and 
wish you the best. This is a special 

Legace said he found it h'ard to 
believe that the Red Wings were 
even looking at bringing him in to 
play in Hockeytown. 

"I became a free agent and the 
next morning my agent called me at 
9 a.m.," lie said. "When he said that 
DeUDit wanted to sign me, I told 
him lhat it wasn't very funny What 
was he trying to do, kill me? T\vo 
days later, I was signed. It was 
temarkable." 

He noted that absortiing into the 
DeUDit hockey family wasn't lhat 
difficult at all. 

"There are no egos with these 
guys," legace said. "With all of 
that talent, there should be egos fly­
ing around the dressing room, but 
everyone gets along with everyone 
else." 

L-egace said that with other pro-
grams and other teams, there may 
be players who dislike each other 
so much, they won't even speak to 
one another off the ice. But with the 
Red Wings, disagreements and 
problems between players are 
solved different than mosl. 

" Y o u might get mad at a guy 
b(;caiise you are around them 
evcIyday for six months," I,egace 
said. "If Darren McCarty hits me in 
the head, I have to straighten him 
out. "nien. he throws me across the 
lockep-fbom and it's done. That's 
how things are done in a family, 

• and that's what we are.' 

When he first came to the Detroit 
area to play, he and his wife, Karen, 
along wilh their two children — 
Sabrina, who is 7 years old, and 
Manny III, who turns 4 this month 
— found themselves renting Chns 
Chelios' home in Wesl Bloomfield 
— but it wasn't working out very 
well. 

"I didn't really like the com­
mute," lxgace said. 'Taking the 
Lodge Freeway eveiyday...it was 
always jammed." 

So they began looking for anotli-
er area to live in. 

"We looked in a lot of places, but 
we were just out of die minors and 
our budget was kind of low. I found 
that the houses here are just asuxi-
nomical," Legace said. "We looked 
around where ail of the other guys 
lived, but Chris Osgood lived in 
Northville and told me to look 
around this side." 

Legace did indeed find a com­
fortable place for himself and Ilis 
family. 

"Novi is a great place," he said. 
"I just love it. I wouldn't want to 
live any where else. Wc have great 
neighbors and if we need aiiyihing, 
we can find i i in Novi or 
Northville." 

In most cases, when a profes­
sional athlete moves into an area, 
they are probably going to be visit-. 
ed by curious and well-wishing 
neighbors — Legace was no differ­
ent. 

"It's funny," he said. "I'm a 
nobody. We moved in and in the 
first week people were stopping by 
and knocking on the door asking if 
I was there, which l never was." 

But that didn't make a difference 
to I-egaee and his family. Once diey 
settled in and gpt to know their 
neighbors, they were quite happy 
with the area diat they chose to live. 

'They are perfect and I couldn't 
ask for better neighbors," he .said. 
"There are four families that live in 
our cul de sac, and a bunch of kids. 
Every Saturday, the kids are out 
having fun and the adults are drink­
ing a few cocktails. It's great." 

Once Legace signed his name on 
the dotted line for his four-year 
contract with die Wings, questions 
started to be asked. 

"They were all razzing me," he 
said. "I signed a new deal and they 
all said I was probably going to 
move and be gone. Why would I 
move? It's a great neighborhood 
and 1 have great neighbors. I plan 
on living in Ihis area as long as l am 
here."

"Tliat's not right, 
thai diey are trying to make money 
off of you. But a kid wandng an 
autograph? Any day of die week." 

And Legace is also aware of his 
posidon as a role model.

: "Poor kids," Legace said widi a 
laugh. "It's actually a real honor 
when kids look up to you and say 
diey want to be like you. Some adi-
letes go around saying diey are not 
a role model, but you are if you like 
it or not. What you do is in the pub­
lic eye and kids look up lo you and 
who you are. We are all humans, 
and we make mistakes like every­
one does, but now we have to diink 
about what our mistakes wil l do.

Legace said that die idea of ath­
letes being role models to kids real­
ly shuck home once he had kids of 
his own. He realized dial dieif 
would one day be looking lo die tel­
evision and looking up to singers, 
actors or adiletes and hoping dial 
diey would one day be like them. 

"I know my kids won't be look­
ing lo me when they get older," 
Legace said. '.They are going to see 
what happens on T V and see dieir 
role models getung arrested. Widi 
die way die news is today, some-
diing happens and two seconds 
later it's everywhere. It's tough 
knowing dial I am in die public eye, 
but adiletes and role models have to 
know what diey are doing, because 
my kids won't lie listening to their 

.dad, dial's for sure." 
For Legace, dreams do come true 

—just as diey can for iispiring adi­
letes and diose who set lofty goals. 
Legace has lived the life dial many-
dream about but few attempt and 
has become successful in the 
process. 

"I l wasn't [a fairy tale] in die 
beginning, but it is now," Legace 
said. "Being in the league for tech­
nically three years and winning a 
Cup, who could ask for more? 1 
had my kids there to see it and we 
were out on die ice after with my 
parents and my wife celebrating. 
It's hard to explain. It's just phe­
nomenal."
