Tennis courts, swing sets and
nalure trails could be in the fairly
near future for 49 acres south of
Nine Mile Road now known as Rat-
ary Park.

Novi City Council is expected to
decide March 23 il it will seek a
$150,000 grant from the state de-
partment of natural resources
(DNR) to help build the park. which
is on land off of Roethel Drive. east
of Novi Road.

Another $100,000 {rom the Novi
Rotary and $5,000 from the city are
expected to do the job,

“The Rotary Club has graciously
made a commitment to fund park
developmenl,” Parks and Recrea-
tion Director Dan Davis said.

Davis told the council Monday
that the Rotary promised the city
$100,000 — spread oul over three
years — collected from the sale of
classic car raflle tickets al the Mi-
chigan '50s Feslival.

The grant application deadline is
Aprl 1.

The DNR recently allered grant
requirements, now only allowing a
community {o apply for funding for
one project per year. So rather than
spreadingout the Rotary Park deve-
lopment over three years, Davis is
suggesting that the city. seek the
Jump sum now and apply for fi-
nancingofother parks in the follow-
ing years.

The one-shot development of
Rotary Park could include a
$50,000 tennis court, a $20.000

basketball court, $25,000 restroom

and storage building, $15,000 for - |-

nature trall development, $15.000
for Jandscaping and $40,000 for
parking. In addition, $30,000 could
be set aside for a playground and
§22,000 for picnic tables and grills.

One goal is to make the nalure
tralls proposed for Rolary Park an
example of how the cily's proposed
Natural Resources Design Plan will
work. he explained. The designcalls
for a serles of Lrails throughout Novi
and the clty Is urging developers to
donate property (o help make the
dream a reality.

Davis said the paths at Rolary
Park could be a “showcase™ lo
markel to developers.

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Trammell Crow
building plan
falls through

A 250,000 letter of credit held by
the city to ensure that the Trammell
Crow Company's consiruction of
another oflice building in the Novi
Town Center came due March 1.

The city's nol going to cash in on
the money just yel,

While the oflice building is not
likely to be buill. Novi City Councll
agreed that Trammell Crow may post
§109,000 as a guarantee that
§73.000 of landscaping will be done
this spring on the vacant sile not far
from the Grand River Avenue/Novi
Road intersection. If thal condition|s
met. Lthe Citicorp Bank letter will not
be called in.

But it's not the trees and shrubs
the cily was hoping for when the
agreement between the firm and the
municipality was reached in 1986,
Council Member Nancy Cassls said.
The northeas! quadrant of Grand
River Avenue and Novi Road was part
of the city’s lown center designs fora
mixed-use development. a mingling
of offlce and retail.

Novi's town cenier zoning ordi-
nance calls for a shopping center de-
veloper to also put up an office build-
ing(s) equivalent to 50 percent of the
retail space. For example, a
100,000-square-foot retail center
would have to be supplernented with
50,000 square [eet of ollice space.

Trammell Crow — farmer owners
of the Novi Town Center — was sup-
posed to build 211.000 square {eel of
office space and did build 160,000
squarc feet. The fina] three-story
building was planned for the north
side of Eleven Mile Road.

The economic slump and a glut of
office space was cited as the reason
the second building remalned on the
drawing board.

“Nobedy in the world would lend
usorany other developer in the world
money to bulld a building there right
now,” Trammell Crow representative
Thomas Zimmer said.

Cily landscaplng consultant Linda
Lemke came up with the design to

The site — to be gussied up with
crabapple trees, flowering pear trees,
Austrian pines. cranberry bushes
and bumning bushes — consists of 7
acres to the south ol the company’s
existing oflice bullding in Novi Town
Cenler.

Cassis said she was slartled to
learn that the city payed Lemke tode-
slgn the landscaping. Bul the pay-
ment will be made up from $73,000
estimate,

Councll Member Carol Mason
suggested that Trammell post the
$109,000 as a securlly that the work
does nol exceed the estimate,

“We can always give Lhem the mo-
ney back,” she sald.

Zimmer said he had two bids an
the landscaping joh already and anti-
cipaled the work would be done by
the end of June.

Cassls asked il Trammell Crow
owned the office bullding and vacant
site any longer. The company’s shop-
ping center went back lo the
morigage-holder.

“We manage the property . . . [ be-
lieve we still have title 1o the prop-
erly.” Zimmer said.

Beck/12 rates as Novi's
most problematic crossing

Depending on how you read the
study by the Traflle Improvement As
soclation ol Qakland County. the
most problematic of all Novi intersec
tons riay he Beck and Twelve Mile
roads

The Grand Rwver Avenue and
Twelve Mile Road intersection also
was raled the worst. Bul the Grand
Raver and Novi Road Inerseclion had!
the most aceidents of any intersec
Bon i the oity.

The confusion comes mnt ranking
the intersections. The association
used three methads to evaluate Novi
intersections.

By one measure the Beck and
Twelve Mile intersection, which s
near an entrance ramp to 1-96, was
the most prablematic inlersection in
Nowt.

Astudy compiled for the city by the
Trallic Improvement Associalion
showed 29 accldenls occurred inone
year wilhun a 200-lnol radius from
the cenler of the Heck and Twelve
Mile intersection.

The study was compleled on Sepl.
P 1991, and used data compiled by
local pohice in 1990, Depariment of
Public Works Supenntendent Brnuce
Jerome evaluated the results Mon-
day in an interview.

Jerome said the comparison ol
traffic volume (o the number of acci-
dents 1s the mosl helpful In dentify.
ing city trailic problems.

The Grand River and Novi Road in-
tersection had more accidents, 44
during the studied period of time,
than the Beck and Twelve Mile roads
intersection.

But fewer cars lraveled through
the Beck and Twelve Mile inlersec-
tion, making it the most problematic
Inferseclion when compared lo
traflic volume passing through the
intersection.

“Beok and Twelve Mile 1s very con-
lising when you look al the confiu
raltan ol the roads,” Jerome sald.

Traflic volume al ihe Beck and
Twelve Mile intersectlon was tesled
i 1989 by the tnsthiute. The study
showed 10.942 vehicles per day
passed through the intersection
compared 10 59,763 vehicles per day
at the Grand River and Novl Roads
mlersection.

The study ranked the city's 33 in-
tersertions with one belng the most
problematic and 33 being the least
troublesome.

The comparison method shows
the Novi and Ten Mile road intersec-
tion as Lhe second most problematic.
Meadowbroock and Ten Mile roads
ranked third in the comparlson. Fol-
lowed by the Nine Mile and Novi roads
intersection in lourth, and the Hag-
gerty and Nine Mile roads intersec-
llon in Ofth.

The salesl Intersection Is Novi and
Twelve -and-a-hall Mile roads when
cotnpared o an average daily traffic
count ol 25.115 The interseclion
was the sile of one accident during
the period studied. The acaident in-
volvedt property damage of around
83.500. according 1o the study, and
no one was Injured.

For drivers ierested in the bot-
tom line — how many accidents
occurred at each mtersection — the
association broke down its study to
show that too.

The city's inlerseciions saw 411
accidents durtng the studicd period.
A tie for the second most accidents,
39, is shared by the Beck and Twelve
Mile, and Neovi Road and Pwelve Mile
intersections.

The Meadowbrook and Ten Mile
reads intersection had 36 accldents,
as did the Novi and Ten Mile roads in-
tersection. tying those two for Lhe
third most acrident -prone crossings.

299; Royal Oak officers arvested 368
and Southfield officers arrested 336.
Michigan State Police at the Pontiac
post logged 339 drunk driving
arrests,

The Troy Police Department ar-
rested 450 drunk drivers in 1991.
The Oakland County Sherifs De-
partment arrested 977.

Novi Police Officer Victor Laura,
who recently received an award from
Mothers Against Drunk Oriving
{MADD) for his high number ol drunk
driving arrests, said he takes per-
sonal pride in finding and arresting
drunk drivers.

“When I'm out there, | see them,
and 1 stop them, and | arrest them,”
he said. “It's in the tratning that [ re-
celved. and it's something I ake great
pride in. [ see a lot of alcohol-related
traflic accidents and | see the danger
they pose (o olher drivers.”

Lauria, who works the night shill.
sald he is repeatedly dispatched to
the scene of accidenls where one of
the persons involved has been
injured.

“And quile oflen the reason the
driver made the error is because of
the effect of alcohol on the person's
motor skills and judgment.” he sald.

Lauria said the majority of the Novi
Police Depariment's drunk driving
arresis are aciually people who live
outslde the Novi community and are

passing through, There aren't alot of
bars in Neviand communities westo[
Novl, bu! there are many to the east.

“Ollen they are people traveling
through,” he sald. “They're coming
[rom bars Iin Farmington Hills and
going to South Lyon or Milferd, We
lock lor these people and we siop
them and arresl them.”

Lauria also theortzed thal police

departments in communities like
Southfield might be too occupled
with major crimes and domesUecalls -
to spend as much tme looking for
drunk drivers as Novi officers do,

Shaelfer said he believes the high

Reading gives you great freedom
[or suchtitile cosl. Every time Iread a
boak, I feel sorry for the people who
can't have this [reedom. These people
are literates. and 1 want to help
them.

As Firsl Lady Barbara Bush says
of llliteracy. "It aflecls everyone. I'eo-
ple become aware thal our prisons
are [ull of people who are illilerate,
and thousands of children who can't
read or wrile are graduating from
high school each year. Thal's a price
we can't aflord to pay not just dollar-
wise, bul in terms of human
suffering.”

Hlteracy does aflect everyone. Gur
country won't be able (o compete in
the global high-tech economy of the
future if many of our children have a
hard time reading a road map or even
astreet sign. The United States is los -
ing its competitive cdge to Japan
largely because the Japanese work
force, is beller educaled than the
American work Jerce. In 1988, Ja-
pam’s functional literacy rate loppedd

95 percent while the United States
rate dropped to about 80 percent. li-
literacy also fasters an economic and
sotial dilemma that costs the U.S.
millionis of dollars in welfare, unem-
ployment compensation, and prison
maintenance.

The human suffering that illiter-
acy causes 1s unacceplable. Imagine
not being able to read the poison
waming on a can ol pesticide or not
being able Lo read a child a bedtime
story. We must help Americans of all
ages escape fram the bonds of liter-
acy. [lliteracy volunteers can [ree
peaple from the ignorance and pov-
eTty in which they are trapped.

Because 1 am young, he things |
can do ahout literacy are limited, but
leanstill help. Togenerate inlerest in
reading, [ can volunieer my time asa
reading tutor. { can volunteer to do
slory hour on a regular basis at the
public library in our community or in
anelementary school. [ can also write
letiers tathe editors of major publica-
tions on my opinions about tlileracy.
Every person young or old can do
something Lo remedy thisnationwide
problem.

Solutions o {lltieracy are possible
ilwe workasa team. The futureolour
entire nalion depends upon the suc-
cess ol every individual. Reading is
the foundation of that success. The
thoice ofwhelher or not anindividual
wishes to overcome Lhis problem is
up lo thal individual. As an invest-
ment in our future, we must each do
ourpart loinsure the end ol illiteracy.

Providence opens in spring,
hospital beds still disputed

A inedwai conter planned for the
Providende Park development s ex-
pected te open this spring.

But o Cervficate of Need [CON}
from the state Department of Publie
Health s nevessany before the mpi-
tent, 200 bed hospilal can be blt.

Construction on Providenee Medi
cal Centeris under way, and hospital
officials predict the facility will be
open Jor use by sometime Lhis spring,
said spokesperson Amy Punke.

The medical center is one of sev
eral foolbities Providence Park deve-
lopers hope to build al the Grand
River and Beck site The inpatient
hosputal s still awailing state
approval.

Canstructien will begin inJuly on
a 42,000 square feel addition 1o the
medical center. The addition is ex-
pected to be apen for use by next
winter.

When both [aclities are open,
140,000 square leel of medical oflice

space and outpatient sepvices will be
in use at the Beck Road and Grand
River Avenue site.

Some of the services that will be of-
fered on anoutpahent basis include
24-hour emergency care, a phar-
mary. laboratory and radiology ser-
vices, saune-day surgery, behavioral
mediciue: support services and oul:
palient treatment services. The hop-
sital wall have a restaurant and wifl
provicle commimnity health education
and conference heilities.

When the first Providence Park fa-
ciiitics open innJuly. ail of the patient
caresenvices and prograums offered at
I'rovidence's Tenn Mile and Haggerty
roads locaton will be moved 1o the
new siie. sawd Michael Cervenak. se-
nior vice president for aperations.

“Gething the new Providence Medi-
ral Center upand running is ourma-
jor poal this yvear.” Cervenak said.

Providence also hopes lo move 188
ol its 462 inpatent beds from Sauth-
field to the new Novl slte, Hospital ol -
ficials also hope toadd 12 psychiatric
beds. But thal plan is ticd up in hear-

ings with the Michigan Department
afl Public Health,

The department rejected the hos-
pital's first bid Lo recelve the CON ap-
proval inJanuary 1990. The hospilal
has been involved in an appeals pro-
cess since its bid Jor the cerlificate
was rejecied.

Hearings are scheduled for late
May and early June, Punke said.

Testimony will be heard by a stale-
appointed oflicer, who will make a re-
commendation foflowing the hear
ings. The Department of Public
Health will make a final decision
within 60 days of receiving the hear-
ing oflicer’s recomnmendation.

A negative recommendation rould
be appealed o the Oakland County
Circuit Court.

The final phase of development in
Providence Park is many years {n the
[uture. according to a report distri-
buted by the hospital. The final phase
is nol fully delined, according 10 the
report, bul it could include residen-
tial housing, skilled nursing care and
long-1erm care for older adults,

Engler backs Faxon proposal
curbing Kids’ access to smokes

In a speech given yesterday, Gov,
John Engler announced his support
for a numberof anti-smolkdng bills in-
trodured by Stale Sen. Jack Faxon.
D-Farmington Hills.

Sen. Faxon, whose district in-
cludes Nowvi, ts the author of the Mi-
chigan Clean Indoor Air Act and a
long-time advocate of curbing to-
hacco use. and he welcomed the gov-
emor’s backing of his proposal to
fight smoking.

“For years [ have vigorously adveo-
cated clean indoor air and an end (o
smoking. solam pleased to see that
Gov. Engller now takes his issues as
seriously as [ do,” said Sen. Faxon.
“His support is very much welcomne.”

In his speech, Gav. Engler favored
a number of Faxon proposals, in-
cluding Senate Bill 179, a proposal to
increase non-smeking seats in re-
staurants to 50 percent, as well as
refulation of vending machines,

“While I advocate limiting vending
machine sales to locations where

Smoking
is A major cause of lung cancer, the
most frequienit cause af cancer death

in Michigan.

The bottom line of
state school reforms

It comes down Lo Lias,

Governor John Engler and  the
state Legislature have been in the pro-
cess ol “reforming” educational funding
inttus state for the past couple of years,
and while they've passed a lew bills in
past years, they are proposing more “re-
forms” for schoal Munding in the Tuture,

Last year. the reformn to end all re-
{forms was known as lax base sharing. Of
course, the impact on Novi schools was
1o take money away [rom i, A year later,
Gov. Engler is ready (o get rid of 1ax base
sharing. but he is also ready to gt rid of
state payments lor Social Sccurity. That
would cost Novi schools all the more.

Novi students in grades 5 through 12
turned out for a summer camp on ia-
crosse, and 23 middle school studenis
signed up for a spring leaguc.

Frankly, we're hoping the school

So Novi schools, adistrict which by
all rights should be experiencing growih
and good financial support. is lacing
tough [iscal times.

Things arc at a point that when pa-
rent and lacrasse enthusiaslt Don Sill
showed up at a school board meeling re-
cently 1o ask that the school board tum
that sport inlo a full-fledged program
with the district’s athlelic department,
the first thing thal came {o mind was
whether the district could afford to
launch a new program.

board can find a way clear for such a
program. but we recognize that priorities
and finances must play into the decision.
And we hope that the advocates of la-
crosse will understand thal. A rejection
by the school board now should simply
be read as an indication the group
should come back with their request
when the bell is nol so Light.

Now we night have a different view
of the state’s so-called “reforms” i they
were producing some results. Although
we disagree with the slate's label that
Novi is a "wealthy™ school district, we
recognize il does have more financial re-

sources that most, Some residents here

The school board has vel to glve an
indication as to whether it thinks la-
crosse is viable as an athletic program.
Nor have we heard whether there are
other proposed programs with equal
numbers of students interested in them
which are alse awalting district funds.
And we haven't heard the cost figures for
tacrosse al this point.

But lacrosse is nol an expensive
sport. All you need is an open field, some
equipment, a coach to train the athletes
and occaslonal transportation ltoa game.
That is cheap by comparison 1o {ootball

or hockey.

And with the number of students
interested herein Novi, it seems a (air re-
quest. Since a lacrosse program was
started last year through the Commun-
ity Education Departmeni last year, 41

might [eel a litte better about the state-
required sacrifices and its redistribution
of tax base and slate funding, if there
were evidence that it was making things
better in other districts. They might stili
ohject, but atleast they would feel alitile
belter abowt il

We however have seen no such evi-
dence. The money diverted from Novi
seems (o be having no substantial im-
pact in those "poor,” or less well off dis-
tricts. at least not that we can see.

So the only impact we sce from
these educational “reforms”™ is that it
makes il tougher for the Novi districl to
respond when it gets legitimate requests
from residents. Perhaps these “reforms”
oughi to mare appropriately be referred
to as "educalional obstructions.”

Take some applause

for fundraising effort

In effect, these “arrestees™ donate
their time to fundraising at the drop of a
hat, without warning.

"It was hard enough for me to declare a party
preference when [ registered to vote.” he sald.
showing me his card. I won't viclate his privacy
further by repealing here which party hed
signed up for, suffice it to say there wasindeed a
party designation on his voler card.

Garcla said he was not the only one at the
precinct house who abjected to the cards Tues-
day. He said at least a half dozen other voters
were queslioning the propriety of thelittle green
and white cards. And when poll workers in-
formed him he could not vote unless he filled it
out, Garcla decided lo vole with his feet and
walked out the door.

Accerding to Novi City Clerk Gerry Stipp.
Garcia was the only voter to walk out rather
than vote Tuesday because of the cards, at least
as of mid-afternoon when | talked to her. She
explained that the election reglstralion cards
were not her doing. nor were they the doing of
poll workers, The Republican and Democratic
parties Insisted on them.

Years ago. in presidental primaries in Michi-
gan volers were given one ballot with both par-
ties on them. It was simply explained to voters
that if they cast ballots on both sides, their bal-
lot would get lossed out. That's the way [ think it
should be.

But, Stipp explalned, the rules were changed
because the Demacratic party wouldn'l partici-
pate in an open primary. That's when voters
had to declare a party preference when they

registered.
Stipp explained that the cards at the polls

were the result of another change in the rules.
The parties agreed voters should be allowed to
cross over in the primary, voting on one ballot
when they had already declared for another.
Hence, the new cards were required so volers
could get their ballots, and so that Lhe parties
could keep track of them.

Theresult, asfaras I'm concerned. is a viola-
tion of voters' constitutional rights to a secret
ballot.

The civic-duty types who want to claim we
shouldvote no matter what and chide voters for
being apathetic when they don't, need to start
realizing that it isn't apathy that is driving vot-
ers away, it's anger.

And politicians should slart to realize that
low voter turnout doesn't mean there is some-
thing wrong with American volers, it means
there is something wrong with American candi-
dates. When few voters cast ballots, it means
the candidates failed to do their jobs, which is to
say something or taking some position of
enough significance to get voters to go to the
polls.

Garcta was less angry at the candidates than
he was at the process. “How can they do that?”
He said he asked the poll workers to prove that
they could make that requirement. They offered
none. He claimed he had a right (o a secret bal-
lot. They still told him he couldn't vote.

When he asked me,  told hirm that they could
do 1t, legally, because a courl has yet to agree
with him that this is indeed a violation of his
rights.

“But [ agree with you,” I said, "about a thou-
sand percent. Still, they have not yet put me on
the Supreme Court.”

“Well you got my vote,” Garcla said as he
departed.

I would remind the plan-
ners that there Is still a great deal of
work tobedone inresidentlal areas
and this needed law is only one of
the areas.

“When theywent tothe hospitalior
treatment, we would provide some
ldnd of reward,” she sald. “We knew
from our experience that the hospi-
tals were kind of sterile, and there
wasnothing there for childrento play
with or read in the waiting room.

Crawford slarted Make Today
Count because her own experience
with her son was "difficult — and you
wanted something good to come oul
of a situation like that.” Her work
created an atmosphere for children
in hospitals that included just a little
touch of something that made it feel

There’s no beef with Wellington

New Zealand’s capital should not be overlooked by tourists

In a natlon brimful of scenic won-
ders, New Zealand's capital city of
Wetllington, situated at the southem-
most tip of the North Island, is often
bypassed in the tourist stampede
from Auckland to Queenstown.

Yet New Zealand's first organtzed
European settlement has evolved
Into the country's most intensely ur-
ban city. 1l is arguably the intellec-
tual and cultural center of New
Zealand.

The setling is stunning a fine,
deep harbor set In a natural am-
phitheater of densely wooded hills.
Clinging tenaclously to the hillsides
is a colorful pastiche of timber
houses, many dating to colonial
times.

Anarrow crescent of flat land sup-
poris a cluster of tall commercial
buildings forused around the Civic
Cenlter, which forms a new nucleus
for the clty's cultural amenities.

A large open-air plaza, which was
completed in late November, pro-
vides an urban meeting place for out-
door concerts and events. Enclosing
this space Is an ensemble of new,
older and refurbished buildings.

Dominating one end of the Clvic
Center is the polished armature of
the Michael Fowler Center, the city's
principal concerl venue,

Among new buildings is the Lhree-
story Wellington Public Library,
which opened in December, present-
Ing an undulating facade to the plaza
and lining the street with a colonnade
of glant steel *nikau palms.”

Beneath the plaza is Capital Dis-
covery Place, a hands-on children's
museum scheduled to open in Sep-
tember. Refurbished buildings in-
clude the Town Hall of Edwardian
classicist desfgn and the Early Mod -
emn civic administration building.

The former city library, an iImpos-

ing striped classical édifice, {s being

remodeled as the new Clty Art Gallery
and will open in early 1993, Beyond
the central eity, to the south and
east, are a serfes of rocky bays and
sandy Inlets connected by narrow
and winding roads.

Despite Its dramatic topography.
Wellington is easily negotiated on
foot. From the north It takes just two
hours to stroll from the pioneer cot-
Lages of the Thorndon neighborhood,
pasl the Parliameni bulldings, along
the bustling storefronts of Lambton
Quay and south to the
Mediterranean-style promenade of
Orlental Parade.

For energetic wvisllors there are
several signposled walkways Into the
city’s hills. These trails combine pa-
noramic views and discreet glimpses
into private gardens,

A word of caution: The price Wel-
lington pays for iis peninsula loca-
tion and lush green vegelation is a
brisk sea breeze and changeable
weather,

But, he said, the senlor Is a
consummate leam player.

“He s very unselflsh,” Shoe-
maker commented. “He doesm't
look for points, he looks for his team
to do well.”

In his three years as a varsity
player, Walker has helped his team
to a 44-16 record. In the last two
seasons, =ach of which he was
named the KVCs most valuable
player, Walker's teams have won
back toback league titles. The Wild-
cats have also gone undefeated in
the KVC the last two years,

Of course Walker's numbers
aren’t too bad either.

Wisdem teeth that are positioned correctly
and are healthy can be kept for a lifetime. But
often this is not the case. Through evolution,
the human Jaw has decreased in size bul the
number and size of the teeth remain the same.
“Therelore, the jaw may not be large enough to
accommodate these teeth, and problems can
result.

The most common problems are that the

teeth may grow sideways, come inonly part way

or remain trapped beneath the gum and bone.
Trapped teeth can become impacted and un-
able to move into thelr correct position, Impac-
tion most commonly occurs in the lower Jaw.
X-rays and an examination of the mouth can
determine whether wisdom teeth should be re-
moved. Extraction of third molars can actually
helpor protect the rest of the mouth. It isbest to
have the wisdom teeth removed when:

Then pain, swellingand
Jaw stiffiness may result.
N Impacied teeth don’t have encugh room, yet
they continue to grow and damage the adjacent
teeth. This continual pressure can eventually
destroy a healthy second molar.
B A {(uid-filled sac (cyst) or tumor forms. This
destroys surrounding structures such as bone

or roots of adjacent teeth.

It is advisable to have wisdom teeth eva-
luated between the ages of 16 and 19. If they
need to be removed. It should be considered be-
fore the age of 20 as there will be fewer compli-
cations. At younger ages, the tooth roots are not
fully developed and the surrcunding bone is
softer. Therefore, thereis less chance of damag-
Ing nearby nerves or other structures. Also,
younger people heal fasler.

After wisdom teeth removal, cold compres-
sion can help decrease the swelling. Some pa-
tients may experience numbness or tingling af-
ter surgery. Normal sensation usually retumns
in a period of time. Occasionally. a dry sockel
occurs when the blood clot breaks down earller
than normal. In this Instance. a dressing placed
in the area allows the tooth socket o heal prop-

erly.

Remember that keeping your teeth healthy
to a wise, old age makes good sense. And wis-
dom leeth removal can ald the overall well-
being of your mouth, '

Be prudent and cautious
with home equity loans

The temptation to obtain “quick
and easy money" from a home
equity loan ie particularly strong
during these days of continulng
recession. But cautlon and careful
investigation should precede a
decislen to sign those morigage
papers,

The current wave of equity loan
applications is generating a lot of
profit for mortgage compantes. But
it's not always in the best long-
term interest of the borrower.

I recently reccived loan-promeo-
tion Jetters from two mortgage
companies. One said I could
obtain cash from the equity in my
home to be used for any reason.
And it didn't even matter whether [
had been turned down by banks,
my credit record is the pits or I'd
been in bankruapicy. it didn't even
matter if I'm self-employed or
retired. What a deal!

The other letter offered me from
$5,000 to $500,000 in a home
equily loan with no up-front fees.
“You can have your money In as
little as 10 working days from

application,” the letter states.

I called the first company to see
if they. too, would send equity-
secured money with noe up-front
fees. “Certainly we will,” the happy
volce responded. “Of course, we'll
add those costs — like a 545 cred-
it report and $300 appralsal fee —
to your loan amount.”

In other words, “no up-front
fees” means you pay the sum total
of those fees plus Interest with
your monthly payments, and with
thal blg balloon payment at the
end of the loan term.

1 asked why the appraisal fee
was so high.

“Today’s appraisers have to be
state licensed or certifled and that
makes their fees higher,” the
spokesman sald. When I pointed

out that the law requiring apprais-
ers 1o be licensed or certiljed

hasn't gone intoe effect yet. he said,
*Ch.”

To protect themselves in today's
volatile real estate market, most
home mortgage lenders now limit
their loans to 65 percent of the
property’s current market value

The Milan exterior gives
no clue as to its angle

A huge, sky-lit, high-ceilinged
family room/kitchen combination
acts as a magnet in the Milan,
attracting famtly and frlends to
relax and enjoy each other’s com-
pany, The home's traditional exte-
rior gives na clue to the creative
use of odd angles within.

kits.

But with a Lindal Cedar
Home, it’s possible to buy

Charles Cocagne of Northville is
the local distributor for Lindal
Cedar Homes. His company, Recent
Additlons, sells the full line of Lin-
dal products, which includes over
100 standard-floor-plan homes, as
well as sunrooms that can be
added onto any existing home.

Watch soil temperatures
as key to planting time

One of the keys to getting
tomatoes, heans, peppers,

corn, efc., need soll that has
warmed into the 60s,

is to watch soil temperatures,

They have an important affect

on how well seeds geminate,
Planting in cool sotls usually

leads to poor seed germination
and poor crop stands. The
ones that do come up often
lack vigor for early growth,
and this opens the door for
disease and insect attacks.

Gardeners should plant only
after all danger of late frost is
past and the soil has warmed
to temperatures favorable to
the crop you wish to plant.

I suggest Keeping tuned to
weather forecasts prior to
planting. A sudden change in
weather conditions following
planting can be disastrous to
the crop, particularly a cool,
wet spell that can lower soil
temperatures without warn-
ing.

A question so often asked:
“When s it safe to plant?”

Hardy vegetables, such as
potatoes, onlons, lettuce, cab-
bage and root crops can be
planted once soil temperatures
range between 45 degrees and
50 degrees. However, warm-
season crops, litke melons,

Originating in areas of the
world where climate condi-
tlons are most severe, succu-
lents and cactuses make
dandy houseplants. Unlke
most green plants, they have
the ability to store moisture in
the tissues of their leaves or
stems, or both.

They collect moisture during
rainy perieds, then, during
drier periods, release the
moisture gradually by tran-
spiring at a slow rate.

All cactuses are succulents.
True desert cactuses are not
difficult to recognize. they are
almost all stem without leaves
and generally have spires.
Jade and aloe plants are pop-
ular succulents that are not
cactuses.

Succulents and cactuses
can be grown successfully
indoors with Indirect sun or
bright light. A south-facing
window will provide the proper

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Gouged wallboard fix and don’t paint that burn blemish

- Q. I removed some old panel-
ing that was glued directly onto
wellboard. The wallboard surface
wes damaged in the process.
The surface now haz patches of
glue along with scuffed surfaces,
gouges and some indentations.
Is there any way to repair and
prepare this surface for pajnt-
ing, or muet I remove the cxint-
ing wallhonrd wnd instail new?

A. There |s no need to remove
the existing wallboard. It Is easy to
repalr small gouges. dents and
nlcks in drywail.

Your first step is to remove all of
the rough spots caused by the
resldue of old glue. Try slicing
under them with a chisel or sharp

putty knife, Once you get un edge
loose, you should be able to pul
the rest of the glue away by hand.
Try to ke neat, but don't worry too
much if you pull away a bit of
paper surface of the wallboard.

After you have removed all of the
glue. you can {ill any indentations
and scrapes with ordinary wall-
board compound. P'for te applying
compound, remove any {rayed
paper around the edges of nicks
and gouges. You will need a wide
pully lknife, as wide as your widest
tndentation.

Using the koife. ftll all the
indentatlons with compound. Pick
up a glob of the compound on the
pulty knife and, helding it al a low
angle, squeegee the compound
into gouges, dents and indenta-
tions. The compound shrinks as it

dries, so you'll need two or three
coats if the gouge is deep. Let each
coal dry, then go back and repeat.
After the final patching coatl has
dried. you can do a little light
sanding with 220-grit paper and a
sanding black.

You can check the surface of the
wal] for smeothness by shining a
bright light along the wall at a very
shallow angle, Rough spots will be
clearly revealed by their shadows.
Once you have patched things up
to your satisfaction you are ready
to paint. Be sure lo use a primer
and a quality paint as recom-
mended by your locat paint dealer.

g. 1 accidentally placed a hot

frying pan from the range on the
plastic Taminate counter, The
result is an ugly burn iv the
middle of the counter top. Is
there any way to remove this
burn blemish, or should I con-
sider palnting the entire counter
top?

A. Unfortunately, the burn can
not be repaired and painting s not
recommended. Your counter sur-
face gets far too much wear to
sustain a ceat of paint, even one of
the more durable epoxy coatings.
(paint does not adhere well to
plastic laminates).

You might consider an inset, if
the damaged area is in a conve-
njent place to be used as a cutling
board, or even an area deslgnated
for placing hot items as they cool.
Cutting a reclangle in the plastic

laminate and inserting either a
wood laminated chepplng board,
or ane of the newer synthetic cut-
ting beard materfals, would be a
fairly simple task.

Q. I built some outside patio
furniture of redwood because it
is known for being decay resis-
tant. My problem is that this
wood does not seem to held
screws very well. At several
points where I used buit joints
reinforced with lag screws, the
screws worked Joose. I pot in
slightly thicker screws, but now
they seem to be coming loose,
too, Is there some way to rein-
force the wood so the screws
won't keep working loose?

A, Screws just don't hold well
when driven inte end-grain. Red-

wood is so Hght and soft that it
just aggravates the problem. Prob-
ably the best solution is to switch
from lag screws to bolts.

To do this you will need to cut a
hole all the way through the end-
grain piece of wood to create a
small space for the nut. Best way
te do that is to drill a hole through
the wood, then file It to a D shape.
Use washers under the nut and
the head of the bolt. You will prob.
ably have lo tighten the bolt now
and then as tension draws the
washers into the soft wood.

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Family splatters

Indoor paintball works out aggression

While war in the world has been
quieted, James and Nick Zander
have somewhat relocated it to a ware-
house in Whitmore Lake.

This pasl Novemnber, the two
brothers from Brighton opened “Fu-
tureball,” a 25000 -square-foot in-
daoor war zone which allows buddies.
business associales, spouses and
friends the chance to take thelr best
shots at one another.

The weapons of choice are guns —
both semi-auvlomatic and pump —
but the ammunition the artillery un.
leashes is much safer: paintballs.

Unblike bullets, paintballs are
small. plastic-coaled units which,
upon impact. splat their Largets with
a machine-washable, detergent-
based paint. Padded clothing is ad-
vised to be worn and protective eye-
wear [s a must, as the paintballs can
brulse unprotected skin.

The objecl of Futurcball is for
leams of players lo 1y to make il
through obstacles and Into a safety
booth witheul getting shot. Once in
the booth. a buzzer is pressed signal-
Ing the succesful passage. The game
is similar lo “eapture the flag.” Play-
ers who are shot are automallcally
oul of the game.

Futureball is unique in that it is
one of the largest heated indoor
palntball facilities in the naton. Plus,
the establishment is equipped witha
fog machine, excellent lighting and

an on-the-air disc jockey who plays a
variety of musical requests during
games.

Ol in a side lounge. "wounded”
players and spectlalors can view the
garmne on closed-circull (elevision mo-
nitors or play some of the video
games on hand.

So [ar, the Zander brothers said
their indoor pame has been a hil, as
its format is something the area has
needed.

“There are other ouldoor fields out
here, but they weren'l changing.”
James said. "All they are working for
is to make thelr buck. It just gets old
alter a while.

“We wanied lo start something dif-
ferent that had more excitement.
People Like this a lot.”

The warehouse Is divided into two
seclions to allow a few games to be
played al a time. Within each section
are dozens of barriers which players
can hide behind and run between.

On the weekends, when Future-
ball does the majority of iLs business.
up to 120 people can play at once.

“It gets pretty wild out there, espe-
clally when there are a lot of people,”
sald Nick, who, along with his
brother, serves as a referee for the
games. "Alol of times we end up get-
ting shot and we’re not even playing.”

In the past decade, painiball has
laken America by storm. Besides
providing action-packed entertain-
menl, the amusement Is also an ex-
cellent slress-reliever.

“You would think we'd get a lot of

high schoolers to come oul here.”
James said. "But we actually geta lot
more people like doctors, lawyersand
assembly-line workers and college
students. They come here to relieve
thelr stress and take Lheir aggression
out.”

“We'll gel a husband and his wife
coming in here lo try and trash each
olher,” Nick said. “They take thelr
frustrations oul by shooling each
olher.”

Groups of college students from
the Universily of Michigan and Easl-
e Michigan University have also
become regulars at Fulureball.

Particlpants can rent any equip-
ment they need or Lhey can bring
their own combal geay. The SL-68 I}
is the pump gun which the owners
rent out al a cost of $10 per day. Fu-
tureball also has a fully stocked store
- including a variety of American-
made pguns, prenade Jaunchers, ba-
zookas and headgear — all for sale.

Not including rental, the cost to
play is $4 per hour or $15 per day.
Group rates are also avallable, as are
private functions.

“It's cheaper than skiing and you
get a chance to plug your boss at Lhe
same Ume,” Nick said.

“H'sasafe sport,” James said. “No-
body, as far as we've ever heard, has
been killed in 11, We do make sure
people keep their helmets on,
though.”

According to Britten, effective communica-
tion begins by taking the tirne to listen.

“When two or more people are involved in
conversation, it's very easy to idenlify whao's
thinking more about what they want tosay next
instead of listening to the speaker,” she says.
*Irt this type of a situation, even the most intelli-
gent individual will lose credibility if they don't

Beyond one’s ability to listen, Britten claims
that other comimon communication-related
problems include “vocal blemishes” {such as
using a hard, nasal quality when speaking, be-
ing hoarse or having a high shrill voice), pacing
{speaking too fast or too slow}, projection
{speaking too loud or too soft), and diction.

“Vocal blemishes are a big problem, because
unless we have listened to ourselves on tape we
don't know how we sound to others,” Brilten
says. Concemning speed-related problems, rea-

sons for speaking too fast include anxiety, de-
sire to "get it over with,” and unfamiliarity with
the subject matter, just to name a few. Speak-

ing very slowly, on the other hand, s aften used

to gain recognition as an autherity figure.

*People who speak very deliberately and of-
ten slowly know that others must listen care-
fully If they are toeven ‘hear’ the message being
presented,” Britten says. “This practice usually
backfires, since the listener’s concentration is
constantly being tested.”

As the owner of Kay Britten Communica-

tions, Britten has coached hundreds of indivi-

duals on building effective communication and
preseritation skills. She claims that through
preparation and practice, everyone has that
second chance of creating favorable first im-
presslons —not just once, but all the time. Next
week, we will discuss the common problems
facing business owners and others who speak
professionally.

Who is affected by the kiddie tax?

The purpose of the kiddie tax is to
discourage parents and relatives
from shifting some of their income to
chidren simply to reduce their own
tax [fability. The kiddle tax applies to
children who are under 14 and who
have over $1,100 of uncarmed (or in-
vested} income, such as dividends,
interest and capital gains.

Under the tax law, a child may
apply $550 of his or her standard de-
duction to offset the first $550 of in-
vestment income. This means the
child’s first $550 of iIncome s tax free.
The next $550 will be taxed at the
child's rate, but — and here's the
catch — any amount over $1, 100 will
be taxed at the parents’' toprate. Asa
result, your child's income may be
taxcdataralcashigha.sSl percent,

These rules do not apply to child-
renwhoare 14 yearsof age and older.
Thelr investment income is laxed at
their own rale.

ITEMIZED DEDUCTIONS

A child subject to the kiddie tax
may get a tax break if he or she has
accumulated more than $550 in
itemized deductions that are directly
connected with producing invest-
ment income. If these expenses, plus
other itemized expenses. exceed the
two percent floor on miscellanecus
itemized deductions, the expenses
can be deducted over and above the
basic $550 standard deduction. The
kiddie tax would then apply to the
reaches 14, at which time all income
will be taxed at the child's lower rate.

Buying Series EE U.S. Savings
Bonds, registered in your child's
name, isone of the easiest ways tode-
fer interest income. Tax-free mutual

THE DEPENDENT EXEMPTION

Prior to the Tax Reform Act of
1986, a parent could claim an ex-
emption for the dependent child and
the chiid could also claim an exemp-
tion for himselfor herself. Now, how-
ever, children who qualify as depen-
dentsona parent’s taxreturn are not
a]lowed totake an exemption on their
own tax retum.

HOW INCOME IS REPORTED
Children subject to the kiddie tax
may flle a seperate return or, under
certain circumstances, may have
their investment income reported on

their parents’ tax return. To do the
latter, the child's income must be de-
rived from interestand dividendsand
it must total more than $550 but less
than $5,000. Additionally, the child
must not have made anestimated tax
payment, nor had federal income tax
withheld under the backup withold-
ing rules.

BEYOND THE KIDDIE TAX

There are ways to transfer assets
or shift income to close lamily mem-
bers without subjecting yourself to
the kiddie tax. For example, money
spent on payirig for a child's college
education or medical expenses is not
taxable to the child as income. nor
considered a taxable gift by the denor
Il certain condiions are mel.

There are also other avenues for
saving for your children’s future
without increasing your tax liablity.
