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Aaron S. Palmer, one of the prominent farmers and highly respected citizens of Milford township, Oakland County, residing on his fine farm of 67 acres in section 5, was born at Allentown, Monmouth County, New Jersey, April 18, 1823.  He is a son of John G. and Margaret (Stewart) Palmer, the former of whom was born in Connecticut and the latter in Monmouth County, New Jersey.

About 1800 John G. Palmer removed to New Jersey and there engaged in business as a tanner and currier, becoming very prominent and wealthy.  Later in life he disposed of his tannery and invested in valuable farming lands.   He died in 1860, at the age of 88 years.  His first wife, the mother of our subject, died in 1833, and he married as his second wife, Mrs. Hannah Taylor.  The children of the first marriage were:  Mary T. who married Sterne Palmer; Charles S; Lydia W, who Married William S. Fish of Pontiac; and Aaron S.   John G. Palmer and wife were Quakers.  In politics he was a Whig.
