Board to Select 
Taylor Successor

The Novi Board of Education is 
expected to fill the vacancy left by the 
resignation of 12 year member G-
Russell Taylor in a special meeting 
tonight, (Thursday.) 

The matter was postponed in a 
special meeting Monday pending a -
(discussion requested by board members 
with the four nominees to the post. 

In related action, Monday night, 
the board resolved to "express 
gratitude for unselfish dedication, 
deemed the maximum which any 
community resident can contribute," 
on the part of Taylor and that such 
contribution be considered "in excess 
of the call of duty and that G. Russell 
Taylor be thricefold commended as an 
outstanding public servant in the city 
of Novi." 

Taylor had served on the board 
through consecutive terms since .fuly 
14,1958, filling the office of Secretary 
of the Board for six. and one half years, 
and serving as Trustee for six years. 

The resolution, calling for public 
commendation of Taylor, called him "a 
champion and true guardian of each of 
Novi youth's educational right." 

Nominees for the empty chair are 
Lyle Fettig, Novi osteopath, Zoe Ann 
Price, of MeadoWbrook Glenns, and 
Rose Howard and Jake Duriing both of 
Echo Valley.

Novi police netted approximately 
S330 Worth of marihuana and hashish 
and made five arrests last week 
resulting from citizen tips. 

Three of the five arrested, Joe 
Dinser, 23736 Forest Park, David Lutz, 
23856 Forest Park, and Rolf Ames of 
Ann Arbor, had been descnlied by 
various informants as "persons from 
whom drugs could be bought," police 
said. 

Police received a call Wednesday 
from Lutz' father, Darrell, complaining 
that there were boys in his basement 
"that shouldn't be there." 

Answering the call, Patrolmen 
Jerry Pratt and Frank Barabaras found 
Dinser, 17 along with Richard Barnes, 
18, and George Graveile, 17, both of 
Novi, seated in Lutz's living room, with 
Lutz, waiting for them. 

David, 17, was not at home at the 
time. 

Lutz told police he had heard "a 
lot of racket" coming from his 
basement and authorized Pratt to make 
a search. 

According to police the Lutz home 
had been under surveillance as a place 
frequented by "marihuana users" for 
over a year. 

While Pratt searched the baserne;;:. 
the younger Lutz returned home and 
was identified by Dinser, Barnes and 
Graveile as the one who had authorized 
use of the home.

By unanimous action Monday 
night Novi councilmen authorized the 
purchase of what Public Works 
Superintendent, Edward Kriewall 
described as "the most advanced billing 
unit available on the market today." 

The unit, a tape recording device, 
will plug into a unit attached to the 
water system in any home, according 
to Kriewall, and pick up, on tape, the 
account number, plus a water reading 
to the nearest 1,000 gallons. 

"The tape is then fed into a 
computer which records the amounts, 
itemizes the bill, punches a card and 
returns it ready for mailing," said 
Kriewall. 

The new equipment, priced at 
$1^00 from Neptune Corporation of 

New York, will allow one man to read 
200-300 meters on one tape cartridge 
and, at the time of billing, will 
eliminate the work now done by two 
people, he said. "This recorder," he 
added, "eliminates human error and 
speeds up the process tremendously." 

Units from which the recorder 
receives its information have been 
installed in between 250 and 300 Novi 
homes during the past year, according 
to Kriewall. The units are installed in 
new homes during building, and older 
homes will be converted. Cost to the 
homeowner for the unit, said Kriewall, 
is approximately S25.

Zonkers to request city planners to set 
up a public hearing on a change in the 
original rezoning request in the long 
standing Hagelstein case. 

The eight-month-old law suit, 
according to Zonkers, involves land 
along West Road in the area of Walled 
Lake which was recommended by the 
planning commission to be rezoned 
from an agricultural to mobil home 
classification.

Lutz's arraignment was postponed 
until Saturday due to care necessary 
for an overdose of narcotics, according 
to police. Facing two counts of 
possession - that of marihuana and 
l5arbiturate acid - he Was remanded to 
Oakland County jail under a S3,400 
bond. 

A second tip supplied by a ciiizen 
led police to suspect that Rolf Ames 
regularly made trips into Novi allegedly 
to sell drugs and that "he had 
quantities of marihuana and hashish on 
his person at all times." 

Corporal Robert Starnes and 
Patrolman Gary Appleton, in a marked 
car, staked out Saturday the general 
neighborhood in which Ames 
reportedly operated: Mooringside Drive 
in Willowbrook subdivision. 

Ames' car was sighted and 
followed closely by the officers while 
Detective Jack Grubb kept contact in 
an unmarked car. 

According to Grubb, Ames drove 
to the Seven-Eleven store on 
Meadowbrook and 10 Mile and went 

• inside in an effort to elude the patrol 
car. 

Starnes and Appleton waited 
outside the store. When Ames came out 
and saw them, according to Grubb, he 
went behind the building and 
attempted to hide a quantity of what 
tested to be hashish in an old tire. He 
was observed by Grubb who had 
followed him from inside the store, and-
was arrested on the spot.

Following a hearing in Which 
everyone in the audieoce except the 
petitioners opposed the zoning change 
from R-2A to C-1, the commission 
voted 8-1 to recommend denial of the 
request. 

[The lOne dissenting vote was cast 
' by. the commission chairman, C. Tom 

Wheaton. 
Earlier Tuesday, by unanimous 

action, the commission approved 
zoning amendments establishing 
procedures for appealing commission 
decisions to the city council and for 
application-fees to the commission. 
Following the Thompson-Brown 
recommendation, the commission also 
unanimously approved a request of the 
First Baptist Church to utilize a house 
on "high street, owned by the church, 
for church school purposes. 

Major objections of citizens to the 
Thompson-Brown request, most of 
which came from residents of the 

^ company's Lexington Commons 
nearby development, were: 

The service station development 
is premature in view of still undecided 
procedure - by the intergovernmental 
drain commission - of containing 
drainage water originating from both 
Thompson-Brown's planned apartment 
development to the rear of the 
proposed station site and from Novi 
property to the north. 

The service station Would 
adversely affect value of nearby 
residential homes.

r The existing new Boron service 
station at the northeast corner is 
sufficient for the neighborhood.

A back-door effort by Northville 
to purchase part of the Maybury 
property presently is being considered 
by Detroit. 

Specifically, Detroit is considering 
a request that would allow Northville 
to contact potential bidders for the 
property so that it might persuade 
these bidders to make Northville's offer 
to purchase part of their proposals. 

Detroit ruled earlier that only bids 
for the entire one-and-a third square 
mile Maybury site will be considered, 
thus ruling out Northville's offer to buy 
some 200 acres of it for a park. 

City Manager Frank Ollendorff 
asked Detroit's surplus property 
officials for the names of developers 
and financiers to which Detroit sent 
sales brochures. Hopefully, if Detroit 
grants permission, Northvdlle will send 
a letter to these potential bidders, the 
City Manager said. 

Initially, Detroit denied this 
Northville request but subsequently 
said it Would consider it after reading a 
copy of the letter Northville proposed 
to send to the potential bidders. 

"Our problem is that somewhere 
realtors or developers are probably 
trying to put together a package of 
several investors to bid on the entire 
parcel but they know nothing of 
Northville's interest in the land. If We 
can get to them they may make our 
purchase part of their proposals."

The Classic, which begins with 
qualifying races Friday evening and 
Saturiiay afternoon and evening and 
climaxes with the rich-purse finals on 
Sunday afternoon, promises to attract 
the best snoWmobile drivers in the 
nation. 

None of the drivers are rank 
amateurs. All must shoW proof of 
Winning points in a recognized 
snoWmobile association sanctioned race 
and most Will be members of the 
Michigan International Snowmobile 
Association, Which sanctions and 
directs the competition. 

At least two snoWmobile 
manufacturers Will have their factory 
teams entered, and several professional 
racing drivers Wi l l enter 
specially-equipped machines 
representing specific manufacturers.

Police Seek Maybury Guards 
Warrants Were issued last Week for 

the arrest of two Maybury Sanatorium 
guards on charges of extortion. 

The men, who are employed by 
Banks and Fritz Security of Detroit, 
worked as armed guards at Maybury 
for Detroit. They are John Gambee, 
44, of Livonia, and his son, David 
Gambee of Farmington. 

Neither had been apprehended as 
of Tuesday morning. 

The charges against the two men 
stem from a bizarre incident on 
October 18,1970, in which two youths 
from Dearborn, Thomas C. Mealbach 
and David Buttigie Were arrested on 
charges of trespassing at Maybury while 
no charges Were brought against two 
others after Jley allegedly each paid 

John and David Gambee $5. 
Mealbach and Buttigie Were found 

"not guilty" of the trespassing charge 
by Judge Dunbar Davis in 35th District 
Court on December 17, 1970, and the 
case Was dismissed. 

According to testimony given in 
court under oath, Mealbach, Buttigie 
and two other youths from Dearborn 
Were at Maybury on the night in 
question. At approximately 10 p.m. 
they said they saW a truck coming 
down a road and the four ran into the 
bushes.

The guards apprehended Mealbach 
and Buttigie for trespassing and took 
them to one of the buildings on the 
property they use as a station. 

Mealbach and Buttigie testified the 
guards said they would not turn them 
over to Wayne County Sheriff deputies 
if the youths each paid them $5. 

Buttigie said one of the guards had 
taken Mealbach to find Lopez and 
Prather so they could get money. The 
guard then spotted the sheriffs 
deputies coming to pick up the two 
boys, according to the court transcript.

Northville's semi-annual city 
election, traditionally held in the 
spring. Will be held in November 
beginning this year. 

City councilmen decided Monday 
night not to take action to retain the 
spring election, thus consenting to 
follow the "odd-year election bill" 
signed into laW by Governor William 
Milliken Thursday afternoon. 

The new law provides that city 
elections in Michigan shall be held 
every two years in November of each 
odd-numbered year. The law does not 
change any school, village or judicial 
elections. 

Councilmen, as in the case of other 
cities in Michigan, have 30 days 
following enactment of the law to vote 
exclusion of Northville from the act. 
Those cities not so voting within the 
one-month period automatically Will be 
required to hold their municipal 
elections in November. 

While the 30-day period has not 
elapsed, Northville councilmen decided 
Monday to "go along" With the neW 
lawandpemlit city elections to be held 
in November hereafter. 

Had the council wished to retain 
the spring election it would have had to 
vote to do so. Those cities deciding 
against the November election at this 
time may in the future go to the 
odd-year November election by 
adoption Of an ordinance. However, 
once a city makes the switch it cannot 
later revert to the non-November 
election. 

Northville councilmen accepted 
the reasoning behind the laW that it 
should reduce the cost of irregular 
elections in the state. Furthermore, 
locally it Will mean that newly-elected 
councilmen will have a greater length 
of time to acquaint themselves with 
(aty finances before they begin work 
on the annual budget. 

Under the past election procedure, 
newly elected councilmen became 
involved in preparing the budget 
immediately upon taking office — after 
preliminary budget studies by 
incumbents were well underway. 

While the law is an attempt to 
make Michigan elections more uniform, 
thus reducing cost state-wide, the bill 
lost some of its impact When 
lawmakers chose not to include school 
and townships in it as originally 
proposed. 

However, proponents of the new 
law see it as "the first stop" towards 
eventually including schools and 
townships. 

Presently, the township holds its 
elections every two years in November 
of evened-numbered years - the same 
time that state and national elections 
are held. School district regular 
elections are held annually in June. 

Should townships eventually be 
included in the "odd-year" law, it 
would free state and national elections 
of local issues and thus eliminate the 
so-called "wallpaper ballot," 
proponents argue. 

Northville councilmen see the 

switching of the city election from 
spring to November as resulting in 
greater voter turnouts since the 
^AA.^atr aiariinn hallnt Will include, in 

addition to local candidates and issues, 
those special state propositions likely 
to come up in odd years. They note.

Police Calls Down 
Through Novembei 

Although a number of crimes and 
complaints were up, the overall calls to 
the Northville Police Department were 
down through November of 1970. 

The department handled 424 
fewer calls than it did for the same 
11-month period in 1969. 

Among those categories showing 
increases, according to the 
department's November police activity 
report, were: 

Animal complaints, up from 290 
to 314; assaults; up from 37 to 44; 
burglaries of occupied and unoccupied 
dwellings were up from 22 to 25 and 
from 8 to 9, respectively; breaking and 
entering of cars climbed from none last 
year to 15 this year; bike thefts jumped 
from 23 to 27; larceny of SlOO or 
more went up from 18 to 59, and 
larceny of less than SlOO went up from 
81 to 88; 

Drug violations, up from one to 2; 
liquor law violations, up from one to 5; 
weapon violations up from none to 2; 
traffic operator's license violations, up 
from 45 to 72; miscellaneous traffic 
violations, up from 42 to 239; 

Family or neighbor problems, up 
from 31 to 47; sick or injured persons, 
up from 46 to 78; lost property, up 
from 30 to 36; suicide attempts, up 
from 3 to 10; suspicious persons and 
suspicious vehicles, up from 97 to 105 
alld from 24 to 30, respectively: 
warrants served by other departments, 
up from 34 to 39; 

Significant among the deaeases 
for the 11 -month period: 

Missing persons, down from 30 to 
16; open doors and open windows, 
down from 109 to 93 and from 34 to 
15, respectivly; accosting, down from 8 
to 4; vandaUsm over SlOO, down from 
38 to 32: vandalism of SlOO or more, 
down from 117 to 114; disorderly 
conduct, down from 82 to 50; drunk 
and disorderly, down from 84 to 72; 

Minors complaints, down from 
139 to 20; narcotics violations, down 
from 6 to 3; concealed weapons, down 
from 3 to 1; drunk driving, down from 
42 to 39; improper license plates, down 
from 15 to 9; and reckless driving 
complaints, down from 17 to 11. 

The number of automobile 
accidents during the 11-month period 
were down from 216 to 210. 
Pedestrian accidents were up from 2 to 
4; motorcycle accidents were down 
from 8 to 3; property damage accidents 
were down from 216 to 208; offstreet 
accidents, up from 69 to 71; injury 
accidents up from 48 to 58; and 
number of persons injured up from 64 
to 156. 

Moving traffic Violations decreased 
from 1,314 to 1,233; parking violations 
were down from 2,082 to 1319; and 
drunk driving was down from 42 to 37. 

City fire calls were down from 76 
to 74; township fire calls decreased 
from 85 to 60; fire call assists, fell off 
from 70 to 16. 

The number of escapees from 
neighboring institutions was down 
from 35 to 8, while the number of 
recovered escapees was up from 18 to 
20. 

Overall, the number of calls from 
the city handled by the department 
was up from 4,070 to 4^15, while the 
calls originating in the township 
increased from 231 to 340.

I n E x p e r i m e n t 

Twenty Michigan Tech University 
students, including one from 
Northville, took an active part in 
nuclear reactor laboratory work 
December 21-23 at Argonne National 
Laboratory near Chicago. 

The annual trip is conducted by 
the MTU Department of Physics and 
financial assistance from the U.S. 
Atomic Energy Commission and 
Argonne. The students performed four 
experiments related to nuclear power-
In three of them each had several 
opportunities to operate the reactor 
under supervision. 

Participating from Northville was 
Richard L. Davis II, a junior majoring 
in mechanical engineering, the son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Richard L. Davis of 
40440 Cambridge Drive. 

The group's fourth experiment was 
at the fuel technology center, where 
they made a reactor fuel element out 
of uranium and aluminum. After 
rolling the element into a flat plate 
they cut it into sections for 
m i c r o s c o p i c examination of 
construction quality. 

This experiment also enabled 
students to visit the plutonium fuel 
facility and the "hot cells," which are 
rooms for experimenting With 
extremely radioactive material. 
Operators viewed their work through 
windows while standulg behind thick 
concrete walls. All operations were 
done with remote mechanical fingers. 
The visiting Michigan Tech students 
matched skills with the .Argonne 
operators in such exercises as putting a 
lid on a bottle. 

The director of the field trip was 
Donald A . Daavettila, assistance 
professor of nuclear engineering.

C o m i n u n l t y planning is frequently a short-changed 
commodity. Few question its importance, but still fewer accept its 
role in a practical sense. 

Planners are considered to be dreamers; planning and study 
committee reports once completed are almost ignored (accepted and 
filed, is the popular term). 

But such is not always the case. Sometimes dreams do come 
true: sometimes plans are practical and do give birth to action. 

More than a decade ago planners in Northville decided that 
open space areas were destined for extinction if something were not 
done by the local government to provide for land preservation. 

So the provision of park, recreation and just plain nature 
areas became an important part of the Master Plan, which was far 
better known for its controversial ingredients, such as a "mal l" and 
the " C B D " . 

About this time zoning regulations were also modernized to 
provide for the introduction of open space areas within the 
developments of major subdivisions. 

A n d later, perhaps a year ago, a citizens' study committee 
reiterated the need for parks and open space areas and even 
pin-pointed specific site locations. 

After the planning comes the initiation of the ideas. Usually 
this is where the failure occurs. Money is needed, public opinion 
becomes an important factor, and concurrance at the governing body 
level must be achieved. 

In Northville it would appear that all the parts of the 
planiling puzzle have fallen into place insofar as providing open space 
areas for the future is concerned. 

This week the city completed negotiations to acquire a 
heavily-wooded site in the Maplewood-Hill street area that will 
remain just as it is, rolling terrain covered with trees. 

ln its pursuit of open space the city has also acquired two 
acres northwest of the comer of Main and Rogers streets; it is 
negotiating a lease for a park area near the Michigan Bell sub station 
on North Center street: it holds a lease on the Ford Field property 
and is attempting to expand its interest in this area; it is reserving 
two acres of open space area at Al len drive near Novi road; it has 
joined with the township in the development of the Seven Mile road 
fish hatchery property for recreation and nature study purposes; it 
owns Joe Denton park at Seven Mile and Thayer; it has preserved its 
own "city hall park": it owns the Scout-Recreation buDding on Cady 
street with its open area at the rear: and it is seeking to acquire 
another site near Carpenter and Baseline for park purposes. 

ln addition the city is seriously and doggedly pursuing the 
acquisition of some 200 acres of Maybury property for recreation 
and the preservation of one of the community's most beautiful 
nature areas. 

Taxpayers frequently, and often justifiably, criticize their 
elected officials for what they have or have not done. A n d this 
column is not hesitant to join in the criticism. 

Here, however, we have a case where we cannot say, "the city 
should have" ...it has. 

And in the future when development reaches its maximum 
residents of the city of Northville wDl still have breathing room 
within the confines of their own community. 

There may be changes. A development that could hold 
outstanding opportunities for the entire area might seek to acquire 
some portion of city-owned land. But if this should happen, 
Northville will find itself in a wonderful bargaining position. 

It has committed itself to a program of open space 
preservation and it would not part with this possession for less than an 
equal trade. 

Congratulations to the planners, the study committee 
members and the council . 

They have proved that planning can be practical and that 
dreams do come true.

Who is Your 

Man of The Year? 
Wow! Who said compiling a list o f the lO most popular 

nominees for the Man of The Year title would be easy? 
Originally, we hoped to list in order your 10 most 

popular choices. But staffers in Northville, Novi-Wixom, 
South L y o n , and Brighton had to telephone or visit 
on-the-street a total of 111 people to achieve just 40 
responses (10 from each of the four areas). Most people had 
"no idea" who should be nominated, or they simply did not 
care to reply, or they felt no one deserved the title. 

While the number of women replying was greater than 
for men, the latter generally responded quicker. Women, on 
the other hand, had to "think awhile" to come up with a 
choice. 

O f the 40 responses, only three nominees could be 
declared winners. Three others tied for the fourth spot. 
Altogether 25 different nominations were made. 

The top three and the representative reasons for their 
nominations are: 

1. President Richard Nixon (7 votes), "because he has 
performed so well, lived up to his promises, and has 
OVercOme many obstacles." 

2. Vice-President Spiro Agnew (5 votes), "because of his 
rhetoric, his imhesitancy in speaking his mind, and because 
you know where he stands." 

3. Apol lo 13 Astronauts (3 votes), "because o f their 
bravery, safe return, and their success even though the flight 
was aborted." 

The three who tied for fourth place with two votes each 
were: 

Governor William Mill iken, "because he has done a good 
job:" Detroit Lions Coach Joe Schmidt, "because of his role 
in changing the image and the standing of the Detroit L ions" ; 
and Ralph Nader, "because he contributed so much for the 
public's welfare". 

The remaining 19 nominees, each of whom received one 
vote, ranged from Golda Meir, prime minister of Israel 
("because she is doing an outstanding job") , to "my 
husband" ("because he has put up with me for 12 years"). 

Others included: 
Canada's Prime Minister Pierre Trudeau. "because he 

put his foot down on something that he thought was bad"; 
the poor taxpayer, "because he is caught in the middle of 
high taxes and inflation"; England's Prime Minister Edward 
Heath, "because he seems to be taking one of the more 
daring steps"; 

L loyd Bucher, commander of the ill-fated spy ship, 
"because he held the morale of his men together under 
adverse conditions"; Denny McLa in , "because he is an 
example to our youth as to what can happen if you abuse 
your opportunities"; the American serviceman, "because he 
is the real man of the year"; 

Wal ter Cronkite, "because he gives the news 
objectiVely"; Harry Reasoner, "because he has a nice 
personality and l enjoy listening to his news presentations"; 
New York Mayor John Lindsay, "because I like the things 
he's doing for the middle class"; the surgeon general's office, 
" for taking cigarette ads off television"; 

Santa Claus, "because he did a beautiful job this year"; 
George Wallace, "because he's a man who knows what's right 
with Amer ica"; Chief Justice Warren Burger, "because he has 
changed the philosophy of the Supreme Court and stabilized 
its thinking"; and Gordie Howe, "because he is still able to 
play hockey".

Top of The Deck 
M a y b u r y A c t i o n D e f i e s C o m m o n S e n s e

Detroit officials have donned 
their blinders again and, just as 
they insisted on the recent 
"give-away" of equipment and 
materials at Maybury Sanatorium, 
they now are equally adament 
that the one-and-a-third square 
miles of land must be sold in one 
chunk. 

It matters not, apparently, 
that another mistake is in the 
making-

Readers of this newspaper 
will recall it wasn't too long ago 
that Detroit's surplus property 
officials ignored common sense 
and offered for sale at private 
auction enough equipment to 
handsomely furnish a good size 
hospital. 

A l o c a l physician, who 
volunteers his time at one of 
Detroit's medical clinics having 
next to no equipment, was 
understandably angry. Hospital 
equipment and furniture went for 
nickles and dimes. Valuable X-ray 
equipment that any Detroit clinic 
could use was gobbled up for a 
fraction of its worth. 

F o r the i r short-sighted 
efforts, officials netted Detroit's 
uninvited residents something like 
513,000. 

T o d a y t h e o n c e 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l l y a c c l a i m e d 
institution, located in Northville 
Township, is stripped naked. 

A n d the same people who 
engineered the recent fiasco are 
now ignoring pleas from all 
quarters that all or at least part of 
the p r o p e r t y be used for 
recreational purposes and they 
are inviting bids from developers 
for the entire one-and-a-tllird 
square mile Maybury site. Even in 
de fend ing their action they 
acknowledge that "it would be 
nice" to use the land as a park. 
But, they argue, Detroit must sell 
the property for S3 milhon or 
more to offset some of its debts. 

That Detroit has the right 
and reason for selling the land is 
acknowledged. 

However, we question the 
s i m p l e - m i n d e d l o g i c t h a t 
c o m p l e t e l y i g n o r e s the 
long-standing offer of the City of 
Northville to P U R C H A S E at 
market value 200 acres or more 

of the land for a park. 
For neariy two years now, 

two Detroit administrations have 
known of Northville's interest in 
utilizing part of the land for a 
park. F o r more than a year 
Detroit has known of Northville's 
offer to purchase the property at 
a figure o f some S3,000 per acre. 
A n d for more than a year its 
officials - council members and 
surplus property officials -
steadfastly assured this newspaper 
that Northville's offer was being 
seriously considered. 

T h e n , s u d d e n l y , the 
i n s t i t u t i o n ' s equipment and 
materials were sold at private 
auction to which neither the 
citizens of Detroit nor the 
municipalities of NorthVille were 
inVited. Equally sudden and 
w i t h o u t j u s t i f i a b l e reason 
NorthVille's standing offer to 
purchase was tossed aside and the 
property was put on the block in 
one chunk. 

Only those offers to purchase 
the entire site will be considered. 

Surplus property officials 
argue that a single purchaser will 
net Detroit more money just as 

they argued awhile back that a 
priVate auction would be more 
profitable than a public one. 

Although no formal decision 
had yet been made by Detroit's 
C o m m o n Council - as a matter 
of fact at least one member, 
Council President Mel RaVitz told 
this newspaper he was unaware 
that surplus property officials' 
were already preparing a sales 
brochure - newspapers had 
a l r e a d y r e c e i v e d s a l e 
advertisements for the property. 

Meanwhile, NorthVille City 
M a n a g e r F r a n k O l l e n d o r f f 
requested but was refused a 
hearing before the common 
council. Counci l consideration of 
the matter was to be made in an 
i n f o r m a l meeting to which 
outsiders were not inVited, he was 
told. But by the time the council 
met formally the decision had 
already been Inade to sell the 
property in one chunk, and 
officials said sale of a portion of 
the land to NorthVille for a park 
was impossible. 

So there you have it. While

N o r t h v i l l e C a m e r a S h o p 
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Frank Martin is certain to 
remember always where he spent his 
21st birthday on December 8 - in 
Zagreb, Yugoslavia, where he's 
auending the University of Zagreb on a 
government-sponsored program 
through the University of Portland, 
Oregon. 

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Richard 
T. Martin, 20173 Whipple, admits that 
"it's a bit lonely out here," and that 
Thanksgiving was "bad" and that 
Christmas was "going to be worse." 

In his recent letter home, however, 
Frank points out that there are bright 
spots as the American consulate "has 
invited us over for dinner . . . but it 
would be nice to get mad at my 
nephews and nieces as usual." 

Actually, Frank, who is a graduate 
of Cranbrook, was delighted to be 
chosen to participate in the 
four-year-old program and Was one of 
19 selected from 50 applicants, his 
mother notes. This is the largest group 
to be sent on the government program 
to date. 

Martin became aware of the 
program while a student at Reed 
College in Portland. As a language 
major, Frank's year in Yugoslavia Will 
be his junior college year for which he 
should receive full credit. He is 
studying German and Russian as Well as 
Croatian. 

********** 
In a long letter to bring his family 

up to date on his experiences, Frank 
makes observations on the country and 
its people. Speaking of his studies, he 
writes: 

"Students, unlike in the United 
States, are a privileged class. They 
realize that in their social-economic 
position, education is their most 
important investment. People like 
students. People try to help students. 
Students can get discounts in all sorts 
of cultural life, in pubhc transport, in 
food, to name just a few of the 
different areas. The state offers 
loW-interest loans to anyone who Wants 
them with the added incentive that if a 
student maintains a 95 percent or 
better average, he doesn't have to pay 
back a cent, and 90-95 percent 
(average) only about 50 percent. 

"There is universal conscription, 
but everyone is allowed until the age of 
28 to finish all of their schooling. 
Think about that for a minute. 

" W h a t e v e r you call the 
government of Yugoslavia, at least they 
h a « more sense than to destroy 
people's educations by yanking them 
out of grad school and sending them 
off to the Army. (A hitch in the 
Yugoslav army also lasts two years. 
Since there are bases near most of the 
large cities, soldiers have the option to 
serve near home and sometimes even 
can go home on Weekends.) 

"The university system is good. 
Their schools are similar to What 1 
beb'eve U.S. schools used to be like 
When you graduated. Dad. That is that 
you knew a subject after four years. 
Within the last 20 years We've 
developed this idea that everyone 
should go to college. As a result, the 
standards have gone down. Tĵ g school 
itself is probably reminiscent of schools 
a generation ago in the U.S. in its 
customs. Faculty members are highly 
respected, and addressed by their titles. 
The students are expected to rise When 
they enter the room. 
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"The one place where the faculty 
is vastly different from its American 
counterparts is in sports. Here athletics 
are a thing apart and have nothing to 
do with school." 

********** 
Martin goes into detail about the 

Yug-jslav sports: 
"Since 1 brought up sports 1 might 

mention they make up an important 
part of the average Yugoslav's life. On 

the soccer fields they play out all of 
the regional hostilities they feel. 
Zagreb's team is known as Dinamo. 
They are surprisingly like the Tigers in 
the way they play against non-Serbian 
home teams. Against Serbs they play 
dirty, and against foreigners they play 
superbly. I saw them play the Germans 
in a European cup match. WWII all 
over again - but the Yugoslavs came 
out on top this time. (In passing I 
might mention that Yugoslavia is a 
strong contender for the next World 
Cup, so the quality of the ball played 
here is high. 

********** 
About the people, Martin writes: 
"Yugoslavs tend to be tall, and in 

general large people. 1 know many girls 
who are 5' 9" or taller. 1 am just about 
average height for the boys. The young 
people tend to be slim, fit and good 
looking . . . Yugoslavs are darker than 
Americans, but. the Croatians are not 
as dark as the average American-Italian. 
The predominant hair color is brown, 
about as dark as Mom, or maybe 
slightly darker, and with a strong bit of 
red. Blond hair is not uncommon, 
although it is usually accompanied by 
brown eyes. Light hair is very favorable 
so many women dye their hair, but 1 
would guess that a miniirlum of five 
percent of the Croatians have blond 
hair- Many of these people are of 
Slovenian background. The Slovenes 
are very fair. Blue eyes are rare, but far 
from non-existent. 

Croatians have a very distinct 
appearance. Their faces tend to be 
square when seen from in front. 

Historically. Croats are South-Slavs 
(as are all of Yugoslavia's Slavic people) 
who came from the north and east. 
They were already a distinct group 
ethnically and linguistically when 
written records began. At the time of 
the creation of the kingdom of Croatia 
there wore four dialects of what we call 
"Serbo-Croatian." 

He points out that the invasion of 
the Turks in the 1400's and subsequent 
movements and fighting produced 
waves of migration that today make 
"dialect maps look like modern art." 

He writes: "Pockets of dialects are 
scattered everywhere. A town of 500 
people speaks exactly like people 300 
miles away, but differently from 
people ouiside of town. People on an 
island speak just like an isolated inland 
village, but differently from people on 
shore. 

"(Note however that diversity 
rather than uniformity is the rule in 
languages. Yiigoslavia's problem is not 
unusual. This is difficult for 
English-speaking people to understand 
because we speak one of the most 
uniform languages on earth. Thank you 
lucky stars!) 

"This is a point of departure for 
my ilext point: If a pocket of 500 
people speaking one language has lived 
for hundreds of years amid another 

one, why isn't it absorbed? That is 
probably the greatest problem facing 
Yilgoslavia. Mechanically, Serbian and 
Croatians are dialects of the same 
language. But for 50 years they have 
been part of the same political unit 
without converging at all. 

"There is a fundamental difference 
that separates them. It can be traced to 
the cultures which are highly different. 

* * * * * * * * * * 
"Yugoslavs are free to do just 

about as they please. They've always 
been great travellers. In the olden days, 
it was the national dream to work on a 
sailing ship and to sail around the 
world visiting exotic places. To a great 
extent this still holds true today. It is 
not ditTiculi to get a passport. The 
greatest problem is money. You can 
only take a small sum in dinars out of 
the country, and it is difficult to 
change them into foreign currency 
within the country. If you can find a 
loopiioid in the problem, you're free to 
go-

"You are free even encouraged to 
start a private business. Again, the 
biggest problem is obtaining capital. 
Businesses employing up to 10 people 
are allowed. There are. however, strict 
rules on profit-sharing and management 
to avoid possible exploitation of 
employees."

The results are in: Schoolcraft's 
first class in pre-coUege counseling for 
men and women turned out to be a big 
success. . \nd. it wiU be offered again 
during the winter semester starting in 
February. 

The Major gains reported by those 
taking the class under counselors 
Robert Burnside and William Heise has 
been increased self-confidence and 
better understanding of their strengths 
and goals. Many report they wil l now 
enroll in classes at the college, some 

indicating they've chosen specific 
career goals. 

Enthusiasm for the class which 
met two hours weekly for eight weeks 
ran high. " I 'm a walking public 
relations person for the class," Mrs.

"I think the course description 
should say sometliing about develop­
ing self-confidence through group

Mrs. Chapoton said the discussions 
provide a feeling of "being at home," a 
feeling one might not gain as readily 
without the course. 

Looking back over her eight weeks 
in the course Mrs. James Woodcock of 
Garden City observed, "I thought the 
class would be nothing but test taking 
and homework - we've had little of 
either."

Continued from Record Page 1 
earlier agreement with the city for the 
residential development of its property 
northwest of the corner represents a 
breech of faith. 

Too much work in previous years, 
by b o t h c i ty officials and 
Thompson-Brown, Went into preparing 
the planned unit development, they 
and others argued. To kill that planning 
now, said Gazlay, would be 
unconscionable. 

The commission's planning 
consultant, Ronald Nino, reported that 
his firm's study of the area indicated 
that a service station, on the basis of 
present and future population, is 
warranted; that in View of the adjacent 
land uses the commercial service 
development would not jeopardize 
property values; and that since both 
Eight Mile and Taft are slated to 
become major thoroughfares the merit 
of a station at the corner is logical. 

Nino added that while the subject 
of appearance and site location of the 
station building was not an issue before 
the commission at this time, the 
commission does have some control 
over this matter. A service station 
properly situated, buffered, and 
attractively built, can be profitable, 
practical, and esthetically pleasing, he 
said. 

In behalf of his firm's request, 
Joseph Wasie, read a number of 
requirements Thompson-Brown is 
making of Marathon in its sales 
agreement. These, he argued, offered 
protection from any possible 
obnoxious storage, sales, odors, noise, 
etc. 

Thompson-Brown, he emphasized, 
is just as concemed as anyone that the 
station does not jeopardize its housing 
development. 

Concerning the drainage question, 
Wasie pointed out that the drain 
commission itself has not yet decided 
how it will control water flow but that 
its engineering representatives have 
assured Thompson-Brown that the 
company's responsibility concerns only 

that water o r i g i n a t i n g on 
Thompson-Brown property. Location 
of the station at the corner, he argued, 
may mean relocation of a holding pond 
o r i g i n a l l y suggested on the 
Thompson-Brown property but this 
would not lessen the effectiveness of 
water control. 

He said Thompson-Brown did not 
originally suggest a commercial 
development at the corner because at 
the time the city was concemed about 
the development first of the central 
business district. Since then, however, 
rezoning for office buildings across the 
street (east side of Taft) and erection 
of the Boron station changed the 
character of the area.

S c h o o l c r a f t I n s t r u c t o r H e l p s 

V e t e r a n s C o n t i n u e E d u c a t i o n 

In many ways, servicemen 
returning from Vietnam have become 
the unknown and forgotten soldiers of 
their day. But there's a college 
instructor in Livonia who tliinks they 
deserve better - and he's doing 
something about it. 

Raymond L. Naslund teaches 
accounting at Schoolcraft College. He 
also serves as faculty advisor to the 
Michigan Association of Collegiate 
Veterans (MACV), With chapters on 
the Schoolcraft campus and 25 other 
colleges and universities across the 
state. 

According to Naslund, the primary 
concern of MACV is to get a veteran 
into school following his return from 
service. 

One of its originators when MACV 
was formed last May, Naslund says its 
potential membership is 23,000. That's 
the number of veterans currently 
taking classes on Michigan campuses. 

"We are concerned about these 
men," he said, "and the neariy 200,000 
VietnalTl veterans residing within the 
s t a t e . " He c i tes Veteran's 
Administration estimates that 3,000 
men a month are returning to civilian 
life in Michigan. 

"We need to give special help to 
the 34,000 who didn't complete Iligh 
school before answering their country's 
call," Naslund continued, "and the 
100,000 or so who are from 
economically depressed homes deserve 
special consideration." 

The help Naslund and MACV 
propose for these veterans would be in 
the form of a State G.I. Education Bill. 
The bill would provide greatly 
expanded educational opportunity for 
returning servicemen by paying their 
tuition and book costs at any 
state-supported college of their choice. 

Naslund has been throughout the 
state enlisting support for the plan. He 
met with and earned the endorsement 
of the Allied Commanders Council in 
Lansing early in December. Not only 
did he Win their support, the 14 state 
service organization commanders at the 
meeting adopted the education bill as 
their priority legislative item for 1971. 

Naslund said Governor Williarn 
Milliken Will be asked to provide funds 
for the bill in his budget requests for 
fiscal 1971-72. Its cost is estimated at 
S23 million the first year. 

Naslund points out that both 
World War II and Korean veterans have 
received lump sum bonuses from the 
state, but nothing has been done for 
those serving during the present 
conflict in Vietnam. 

There is a national G.L Bill which 
compensates veterans up to S175 
monthly if they are full-time students. 
"But this is far short of what it actually 
costs," according to Naslund. "For 
example, a year at the University of 
Michigan costs a minimum of 52,800. 
This means the returning veteran must 
come up With SI ,000 on his own." 

Officers and directors of MACV 
represent eight institutions of higher 
education. Its president is Jack Wacker 
of Wayne State University. Ramon 
Robinson, Highland Park Community 
College, is vice president; Dennis 
Bogue, Western Michigan University is 
secretary, and Thom Miller, Ferris 
State University, treasurer. 

The Board of Directors includes 
the officers, and representatives from 
Schoolcraft, Michigan State University, 
Genesee Community College and 
Ferris.

Since helping to organize MACV, 
Naslund has logged thousands of travel 
miles at his own expense in behalf of 
the association. 

He was an .Army ski trooper four 
years during WW II in the European 
Theater. Now married and in his 
fourtics, he has a daughter in' her 
sophomore year at Western Michigan 
University. The family resides on 
Golfview L")rive in Livonia. 

Naslund holds a bachelor degree 
from Ferris and a master's from Central 
Michigan University. He is in his fifth 
year on the Schoolci-aft faculty. Before 
that he worked in private industry as 
an accountant. 

Besides his career commitment to 
education and his special interest in 
promoting better opportunity for 
veterans, Naslund sees a very real gain 
for the country through efforts like his. 

"Studies have shown that WW II 
vets who went to school under the G.I. 
Bill have increased their earning power 
38 times," he said. "This means they 
are supporting their families better, 
paying more taxes, and enjoying 
economic independence in their own 
behalf." 

"Can we do less than provide equal 
opportunity for our men returning 
from Vietnam? 1 think not," Naslund 
concluded.

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George Nicholson of Niles

railroader" but he's a persistent senior 
citizen Who for years has been 
promoting an idea that could save your 
life.

But trying to get people to listen 
and seriously consider the idea has 
been no simple matter.

has been trying to cut tilrough 
governmental red tape for neariy a 
decade. He's hounded governors of all 
50 states, buttonholed federal officials, 
and tried to enlist the help of 
influential people everywhere. 

And now, ironically, as the idea 
appears to be on the tllreshold of 
reality increasing numbers of people 
are laying claim to it or minimizing it 
by saying, "it's nothing new; it's been 
around for years." 

"Who cares," says Nicholson, "as 
long as they use it and it makes our 
highways safer." 

His idea? 
Why, just make running taillights 

of cars green and their stop lights red. 
That's all. 

Nicholson's idea was a natural 
result of his work on the railroad where 
the green light tells the engineer that all 
is okay ahead while the red light means 
trouble. 

But on the highway, where 
rear-end collisions take a heavy toll of 
life and limb, all cars offer after dark is 
a blaze of red lights that tell drivers 
only that there are cars ahead, he 
observed shortly after his retirement in 
1961. 

Taillights of our cars today "mean 
no more than they did 50 years ago, 
and arc worthless when it comes to a 
means of communicable signal 
transference," Ile wrote to former 
Governor George Romney years ago. 
"They mean no more than they always 
have - merely a car ahead and that is 
it." 

His letter to Romney continued: 
"The suggestion 1 submit is this: In 

place of all our present taillights of red, 
replace them with green. Leave the 
brake light and turning signals red as 
they are now. Now, the only light you 
would normally see following a string 
of cars at night would be an array of 
green taillights." 

When the red brake light comes 
on, his letter continued, the green light 
goes out and the change signals danger 
to the driver behind. 

"Today, a red light means simply a 
vehicle ahead and until one gets to it, 
you don't know whether it is going or 
coming or standing still..." 

"1 further suggest that all farm 
tractors be required to have a flashing 
lamp of a designated color for farmers 
use only. This would identify to a 
motorist that a farm Vehicle is ahead 
and moVing slowly, the color of the 
light conveying this message." 

Nicholson also proposed that it be 
made unlawful to pass an automobile 
With red taillights showing. 

Governor Romney, like nearly 25 
of the other 50 governors to whom 
Nicholson has written, acknowledged 
receipt of his suggestion. Others either 
referred him to another department at 
the federal or state level or simply said 
it was a meritorious idea and it would 
be considered. 

Most of them liked the idea. Two 
or three saw problems in it. Governor 
William Mil l iken, for example, 
suggested it might be impractical 
because of passage of cars across 
international boundaries. Maine 
Governor Kenneth M. Curtis said that 
while the idea "has basic merits", the 
"recommended change would simply 
complicate (behavior) response and 
create additional dangers." 

Pennsylvania Governor Raymond 
P. Shafer's staff, on the other hand, 
was impressed and had Nicholson's idea 
i n c l u d e d in t h a t s ta te 's 
recommendations to the Federal 
H ighway A d m i n i s t r a t i o n in

Washington, D.C. Others took similar 
action. 

Nicholson had little success with 
the national news media. A spokesman 
for The Reader's Digest, for e.xample, 
replied: "Thank you for your recent 
letter to Mr. Lewis. You may have a 
sound case - I suspect you have - but 
you're convincing the wrong people. 
Convince the manufacturers and the 
Department of Transportation and you 
can get some action. Convince us and 
you get words." 

Actually, until recently that's what 
Nicholson figured he was getting from 
everyone - just words. 

About a year ago, however, he 
learned that someone within the 
Federal Department of Transportation, 
which had been the target of some of 
his letters, had suggested the idea of 
green running lights and that the 
H i g h w a y A d m i n i s t r a t o r was 
considering amendment of the federal 
code to incorporate the idea. 

Far from being disturbed that an 
idea he had long promoted was 
suddenly finding origination elsewhere, 
Nicholson was elated. "AH 1 care about 
is safety not who gets credit. Maybe 
others did have the idea long before l. 
That's fine." 

So cariy last year he put together a 
thick brochure containing the bulk of 
his correspondence from state and 
federal officials and fired it off to John 
Volpe, secretary of transportation, to 
further boost the idea. 

Since then he has learned that the 
green running lights idea is gaining 
credence. 

The Indiana State Highway 
Commission, for example, has 
completed a study noting that the 
color green has about "seven times the 

Visibility of red." 
The University of Michigan's 

Highway Safety Research Institute not 
long ago completed a study of auto 
lights and recommended that the 
running lights be green, turn signals 
amber and only the "stop" or braking 
lights be red. 

Hamill Manufacturing Company, 
Inc. of Detroit is working on just such 
a system. 

Secretary Volpe has reported that 
research studies costing more than one 
million dollars indicate that nlajor 
changes in present Vehicle lighting and 
signaling systems, both front and rear, 
would contribute to a reduction in 
traffic accidents and resulting deaths 
and injuries. 

These studies by the National 
Highway Safety Bureau indicate, he 
said, that improvements in rear lighting 
and signaling systems might be 
achieved by color coding and 
separations of various signaling 
functions to provide clear and 
unambiguous signals. 

Now that the idea is under official 
consideration at the federal level, does 
Nicholson figure his case is closed? 

"Oh, no," he chuckles. "It's not 
finished until they actually make the 
change. I'll probably go right on 
writing letters to be sure no one 
pigeon-holes it someplace and then 
drops it altogether." 

He's more optimistic now but he 
knows that change doesn't come easy. 
Afterall, it's been nearly 10 years since 
his first letter noted, "It is a small item 
to put this into effect compared to 
shooting for the Moon or Mars- Let's 
shoot at saving lives on the 
highways..."

State Sales Tax Remains The Best Revenue Producer 
L A N S I N G - The state 

income tax reeeivos the lion's 
s h a r e o f a t t e n t i o n i n 
consideration of the state's tax 
structure over the past few years, 
but the sales tax remains 
Michigan's best revenue producer. 

The four percent charge on 
all retail sales in the state brought 
in S738 million in fiscal 1970. In 
second place was the income tax. 
which produccii S607 inillion. 

This puts Michigan among 
the majority of states, 34 in all. 
which rely on sales tax to pull in 
more revenue than any other. 

In 14 states the incoilie tax is 
the best revenue producer. Two 
states. New Hampshire and 
Louisiana, don't receive the most 
revenue from either of the two 
taxes. In New Hamo.shire the

motor fuels lax is number one, 
and in Louisiana a severance tax 
imposed on all oil and gas drilling 
is the best winner generator. 

T H O U G H IT R A N K S 
seventh in size among the states, 
M i c h i g a n was fifth in tax 
collections for fiscal 1970. 

New York was the leader 
with S6.1 billion in revenues, and 
California was second with S5.5 
billion. Illinois and Pennsylvania 
were the other two states ahead 
of Michigan, which pulled in $2.3 
billion altogether. 

Eleven other states, including 
neighboring states Ohio, Indiana 
and Wisconsin, were over the SI 
billion mark. 

T o t a l s t a t e r e v e n u e 
collections for all 50 states was 
S47.9 billion, a 14.9 percent leap 
from the previous year. Michigan 
was one of only five states which 
kept the tax revenue increase 
below five percent during the 
fiscal year. Illinois had the biggest 
income, 48.8 percent, as the 
result of its adoption of an 
income tax for the first time. 

D A M P W E A T H E R which 
prevailed over .Michigan this fall 
had at least one beneficial effect 
in the fight to protect the 
environment: it cut down on 
forest fires. 

As a result, according to the 
D e p a r t m e n t o f N a t u r a l 
Resources, forest fire losses in the 
state dropped by 110 acres in 
1970 to 6,433 acres. A total of 
! .386 fires were reported. 

Robert J . Compeau. chief of 
the Department's forest fire 

division, gives much of the credit 
for the low toll to "exceptionally 
wet weather" in the fall which 
held forest fire damage to only 35 
acres from the first week of 
September through the end of 
December. 

AS IS T R U E in most years, 
this year's forest fires hit the state 
har i iest d u r i n g the spring, 
destroyiilg nearly 5.100 acres by 
the first week in May, he said. 
From mid-April through eariy 
May. forest fire damage ran about 
1,000 acres a v^^di^m^ imst

of that toll triggered by careless 
spring debris burning. 

A t the end of the forest fire 
season, losses stood at 994 acres 
in the upper peninsula, as against 
392 acres in 1969. 

Losses in the northern lower 
peninsula totaled 2,951 acres in 
756 fires last year compared to 
1,491 acres in 450 fires one year 

eariier. Southern Michigan shows 
a lnarked improvement with 218 
fires in 1970 compared to 321 
fires in 1969. 

S T A T E P U B L I C H E A L T H 
officials are worried about a 
rapidly increasing number of 
veneral disease cases in the state. 

The latest chart put together 
by them shows cases of syphihs 
and gonorrhea tripled from 1959 
to 1969, rising from fewer than 
6,000 to more than 19,000. 

The 1969 figure includes 606 
cases of syphilis and 18,534 of 
gonorrhea. 

Dr. Donald Coohon, chief of 
the C o m m u n i c a b l e Disease 
C o n t r o l D i v i s i o n o f the 

department, said 63 percent of 
the cases involve young persons 
under the age of 25. 

Coohon said he sees hope 
that the rate will drop, however, 
under a new state law which 
allows persons under 21 to be 
treated for V D without having 
theh parents notified. Previously, 
parents had to be notified when 
their children were treated for a-j 
venerea l disease and manyl: 
c h i l d r e n didn't get treated'-' 
because they feared theh parents 
findmg out.

not follow until 1972 or 1973. A t 
least a dozen companies, in 
addition to the three major 
contenders (CBS, R C A , and 
Sony) have built models or 
prototypes. 

T H R E E P R l N C l P A L systems 
have been developed which 
employ different materials in the 
playback device. 

These are: (1) magnetic tape 
encapsulated in a cassett; (2) 
electronically recorded film in a 
cartridge; and (3) transparent 
vinyl tape on which images have 
been laser-beamed. Currently, 
many of the companies involved 
with video players are working 
w i t h the m a j o r television 
manufacturers, on a licensing 
basis, to produce and market 
either the recorder, the player. 

the camera, or the cartridges and 
cassettes. Besides C B S , R C A and 
S o n y , s u c h w e l l - k n o w n 
companies as Ampex and A v c o , 
and the lesser-known North 
American Philips, are readying 
systems for entry in 1971 and 
1972. 

S i n c e the m i d - 1 9 6 0 ' s 
v i d e o - t a p e c a m e r a - p l a y e r 
equipment has been available, but 
at a price out of reach of the 
public. It took until 1970 before 
the price dropped by half - to 
the S750-S900 range. Even so, a 
mass market is not in prospect 
this year, especially in view of the 
cost o f the cassettes - around 
S25 to S30 each. Manufacturers 
are optimistic, however, that both 
the player and the cassettes will 
be more popularly priced within

the next few years. Because there 
are so many types of systems, no 
s t a n d a r d c a s s e t t e / c a r t r i d g e 
prevails; but the pro4ucers are 
working toward agreement on 
interchangeable or compatible 
cassettes for use with any system. 

W H I L E C O N S E R V A T l V E 
forecasts place the market for 
video recorders/players at SI 
billion by 1980, more optimistic 
projections indicate a potential of 
around S3 billion if cassettes and 
c a r t r i d g e s a r e i n c l u d e d . 
Applications abound for this new 
communications medium. Among 
possibilities are tapes for the 
homeowner, the boatowner, the 
g a r d e n e r , the s p o r t s m a n . 
Educational possibilities include 
sewing and cooking lessons, 
manufacturers' instructions for 
the use and maintenance of large 
and complicated appliances, as 
well as more formal home study 
c o u r s e s b y e d u c a t i o n a l 
institutions.

" F o r if Anything is clear 
a b o u t p r ^ s s - g o V e r n m e n t 
relationships' throughout our 
history, it is this: in theory, 
America's leaders have wanted a 
free and independent press as a 
c h e c k upon government; in 
practice, they wanted no such 
thing." 

With these words, William L. 
Rivers, author of the widely 
p r o c l a i m e d b o o k . " T h e 
Opinionmakers," launches into 
his newest treatise on the press 
a n d i t s r e l a t i o n s h i p to 
government, "The Adversaries." 

L a r g e l y entertaining and 
e d u c a t i o n a l and sometimes 
wearisomely scholastic, "The 
Adversaries" lands with both feet 
on the issue of the adversary 
relationship which must exist 
b e t w e e n t h e p r e s s and 
government if indeed the press is 
to fulfill its responsibilities. 

Rivers traces this relationship 
f r o m t h e b e g i n n i n g s o f 
constitutional democracy in this 
c o u n t r y t o t h e N i x o n 
administration, that is, from the 
government controlled press of 
Washington's and Jefferson's day 
to the so-called free position 
today o f American newspapers. 

A n d Rivers' contention that 
there has been a clear distinction 
between theory and pracrice 
among government officials, from 
the nation's capital to the 
smallest hamlet, is borne out with 
s o u n d l o g i c and numerous 
examples. 

A l t h o u g h the founding 
fathers of this country made 
" f r e e d o m o f p r e s s " a 
constitutional guarantee, the fact 
is tha t the const i tu t iona l 
convention of 1787 that led to 
this "right" was held in secrecy, 
out o f earshot o f potential critics. 

Not until the late 1900's, 
Rivers relates, did the newspapers 
shed their direct ties with 
government and begin to operate 
as i n d e p e n d e n t organisms, 
fulfilling the role of government 
watchdog' for the betterment of 
this country. 

O f necessity, he says and 
backs up with ' enlightening 
e x a m p l e s , the press must 
maintain an adVersay relationship 
with government and other major 
institutions of our society. Only 
in this manner can a newsman 
retain anything like an objective 
stance and not fall into the 
modifying trap of croynism. 

As Rivers points out. the 
adversary relationship requires a 
delicate balance, for ironically the 
very people reporters must be in a 
position to criticize are often the 
sources reporters must cultivate 
fo r in format ion. A delicate 
balance of tact and antagonism is 
the only way of hurdling this 
obstacle.

The National Mustang 
Association, Newcastle. Utah, 
has purchased a 68,000 acre 
ranch near CaLiente, Nevada as 
a permanent wild horse 
preserve. 

The cost of the ranch was 
5100,000 and will be named 
the Nat ional Mustang 
Association's Conquistador 
Ranch in memorial to the 
Spanish explorers who first 
brought the horses to the 
Americas. 

Presently, four preserves 
have been set aside by the 
federal government to protect 
some of the horses, but only a 
few hundred horses arc so 
protected. 

They do need contributions 
for this ranch and ten dollars is 
a m i n i m u m , a S100 
contribution entitles tile donor 
to a lifetime membership --
will be like buying a stake in 
this ranch. They will be able to 
come to the ranch, camp, ride 
and see the horses. 

Individuals that contribute 
55,000 or more will have their 
names given to any of the 
creeks, canyons or mountain 
peaks on the ranch. This ranch 
will be the permanent 
headquarters ranch of the 
National Mustang Association 
and also a historical and 
museum center of the mustang 
horse in the west. They hope 
to open it to the public 
sometime in the near future.

Section l 
Definitions: 
1. Snowmobile 

A veViicle designed to be propelled 
by an i n t e r n a l c o m b u s t i o n 
reciprocating engine, Wankel design 
approved, driving a rubber or similar 
material track not less than 12 inches 
in width or with Jess than 24 inches of 
surface contact with Ihe ground. 
2. Stock Snowmobile 

A stock snowmobile must be the 
same snowmobile sold at dealership 
and available in numbers of 200 or 
more by Deceinber 15th for use as a 
pleasure machine. They must also meet 
all state requirements. 
3. linginc 

Engine is a manufactured 
crankshaft, crankcase and cyUnders 
designed to operate as an internal 
combustion engine. There must be at 
least 100 engines built by December 1, 
1970. 
4. Chassis . 

Chassis is defined as the portion of 
the snowmobile that serves as the 
frame for the track and suspension 
system and also a support for the 
engine. 
5. Race committee 

Race committee is M.l.S.A. racing 
authority. All appeals must be made in 
writing to the race Committee within 
30 days of rulings. 
6. ClutCh 

Clutch is that portion of the 
transmission line attached to the engine 
driving the belt or chain. 
7. Converter 

Converter is the slave portion of 
the transmission which receives power 
from the clutch. 
8. Expansion Chamber 

Expansion chamber is an irregular 

chamber Which controls the back 
pressure of engine exhaust. (M1SA race 
committee final authority) 
9. Track 

Tliat portion of a snowmobile 
made of rubber or similar material that 
transmits power directly to the ground. 
10. Suspension System 

That portion of the snowmobile 
attached to the chassis supportiitg the 
track. 
Section 2 
DRIVERS 

1. Only MISA racing members in 
good standing will be allowed to 
compete in MISA sanctioned events. 

2. Entrants must know and abide 
by MlSA rules. 

3. Driver inust attend drivers 
meeting. 

4. Drivers must wear approved full 
coverage helmet and clothing with 
above ankle boots, goggles, face shield 
or safety glasses. 

5. Driver inust be 14 years of age 
on or before the day of the race. 
Drivers under 21 must have p;irenl or 
guardian consent. Drivers from 14 to 
16 may drive A and B stock classes 
only. 

6. Driver inust liresenl MISA 
racing membership card to enter a race. 

7. The drivers rules apply to 
women drivers with no wonien being 
allowed to compete in men's events. 

8. A driver must be in contact with 
his snowmobile when it crosses the 
rInish line to constitute a finish. 

9. A driver will be allowed to 
compete in 2 classes each day for the 
Winter race season and 3 classes during 
the summer race season. 

10. Driver must drive same 
snowmobile which he has entered. 

l 1. Driver must have both feet on 

the machine at starting line. Drivers 
helper must step back 10 feet from the 
inachine before race can be started, if 
he does not, that machine will be 
dLsqualificd. 

J 2. Driver must register inachine 
before using practice or warm up track, 
full racing equipment must be worn 
when using svarm up area. Practice or 
wann up area closes 10 minutes before 
drivers meeting. 

13. All machines must be stationed 
in pit area in their own class area. 

14. Once nice has started the only 
machines running, will be on the race 
track. There will be no testing, 
warm-up or playing around allowed. 

15. Drivers will draw for position 
on track. Machines will be at least 3 
feet apart at starting line. 

16. Once a machine is at the 
starting line and the starter gives the 
signal to start up your engine, if your 
machine will not start, you will have 3 
minutes to get it going, before race is 
started. If you once had the inachine 
started at tlie starting line and it stops, 
you will have 1 minute to restart it. 
Once niachine is at the starting line and 
checked off, that is tlie race it will run. 
If machine stops once count down has 
begun, raise both hands above head and 
you will have 1 minute to get started. 

17. l-lagman will (notion for 
niachine to be started, will let warm 
up, then motion for machine to be set 
down and helpers to get back from 
machine. Flagman will start from one 
side of the track and work across to the 
other side, pointing at each driver and 
receiving a nod that he is ready. If all 
machines are ready, flagman Will raise 
flag for a start of the race, from l to lO 
seconds after pointing at last driver. If 
lights are used, flagman Will point to 

light and light will take over. If a 
inachine jumps out before the flag is 
raised or before green light is flashed, 
that machine will be pulled back by 
helper l full machine length behind the 
other machines and count down Will 
start again. 

lf the saine machine jumps twice, 
he will be disqualified. 

IMPORTANT 
lf machines juinp out and starter 

raises flag or light goes green, the race 
has started and these machines will be 
disqualified. T H E R E WILL BE NO 
R E S T A R T because of inachine 
jumping or the drivers not reading the 
flagman or lights. 

Flagman or light man will be sole 
judge of who is disqualified. 

18. After finals in each class all 
machines With place cards will go 
immediately to holding area, failure to 
do so can mean disqualification. 

Drivers violating any of the niles 
inay be suspended by MISA, to a 
maximum of 3 years.

Snowmobiles 
Predicted in State

If llie Miclligan automobile strikes 
and the slow economy do not curb the 
trend, some 205,000 snowmobiles will 
be in use in Michigan by this coming 
spriiig. 

At present, there arc more than 
l 30,000 snowmobiles registered in the 
state aiid major distributors expect 
another 75,000 new machines to be 
sold by spring. 

Jerry Fisher, touring manager for 
the Automobile Club of Michigan, said 
that while snowmobile dealers are 
enthusiastic about this mushrooming 
business, "safety and shortage of areas 
where these machines can be used will 
be problems." 

Last winter 19 persons lost their 
lives in Michigan snowlnobile accidents. 
Tliirtecn died in collisions on state 
roads, five persons drowned wllen 
machines broke through the ice and 
one died when a snowmobiler hit a 
wire strung across the gate to a ball 
field. 

Reckless tisc of snowmobiles by 
some users has also irritated many 
p r i v a t e property owners and 
sportsmen. Some hunters claim 
snowmobiles are used illegally during 
deer season and when lakes arc frozen 
the machines are over-running 
oiice-rcmotc fisliiiig spots. 

"Despite coiiipiaints," says Fislier. 
"siiowinobilos arc here to stay and tlie 
ecoiitiiiiic impact across the state has 
been iiolable."

machines. TJ1e average snowmoblllng 
couple is also expected to spend $7S 
per weekend, during the usual IS-week 
snowmobile season. 

The average cost of a snowmobile 
is $900, althoiigh some may cost as 
little as S600. The more luxurious 
models, with sliding canopy, room for 
two on a front seat, variable-speed 
transmission, heater and even a 
cigarette lighter, can cost up to 52,500. 

Above the cost of nlachines, the 
average snowmobile enthusiast will 
spend a miniinum of SI00 for clothi1ig, 
to combat low temperatures and an 
even lower "chill factor" brought on 
by high speeds. 

In the matter of clothing, boots Will 
usually cost around S20; one-piece suit 
S75; iltitts, SIO; helmet, $17 to $25 
(for high-speed machines); or a hood or 
cap with ear flaps, under SIO. Other 
items include: goggles, $4; face mask 
S4; thermal underwear, S12; sox, S3; 
and sweater, S25. Children's clothing is 
between a third to half as much, 
depending on quality. 

The A u t o Club advises all 
snowmobilers to keep these simple 
safety rules in nlind before starting on 
any trip: 

Avoid illegal lise of roadways 
where most siioWmobilc deaths occur. 

Know trails and stay on theni. 

Carry arc;i liiaps and a compass.
