reducing certzin  benefits in  some
situations.

Provide payment for all accident
victins.

Unclog some of the jammed court
dockets in big ¢ities.

Eliminate much of the present
svstem where lawvers for accident
victims. working for contingency fees.

Jorbid accident  victims  from
suing for “pain and suffering” except
in cuses involving enormous and

hideous injuries.

.Reduce overhead for insurance
companies that now is considered by
critics to be excessive.

Insurance companies contend
there are very compelling reasons for
making changes in auto insurance for
bodily injury pavments. One of the
most compelling is the threat of federal
intervention unless changes are made
on the state level.

One reason cited is a recent
Department of Transportation study
which, in DOT's estimation, shows that

today’s method of paying accident
victims 1s not working.

DOT says that many accident
victims feel that payment of insurance
claims is too slow and that many
victims go unpaid because they were
found to be totally or partially
negligent.

DOT says that small claims are
generally overpaid to avoid costly court
costs while large claims generally are
underpaid.

Some accident victims collect
double or even triple payments for
health and injury claims because they
carry health and other types of
insurance as well as medical payment
coverage on auto policies, says DOT.

Dann says that ‘‘no-fault”

plans-regardless of which one might be
adopted from the Keeton-O'Connell to
the Cotter plan (similar to the Motorist
Protective Legislation program
proposed in Michigan)- ignore the major
problem, which is the cost of repairing
autos.

He emphasizes that 70-percent of

all accident claims dollars now go to
pay for vehicle damage.

SWe have found the claims for
large savings made for new and
untested programs unrealistic,” Dann
states. “Any major savings must be
made at sacrifice of present benefits,
and we don't think insureds want Jess
protection if involved in a serious
accident.

“Drastic reductions in rates can
come only with drastic reductions in
benefits and protection, or in claims
reported (accidents) and in cost per
claim. Major hope lies in less. fragile,
more repairable cars, tighter driver
licensing, and action to eliminate
driving while drunk or after drinking
too much.

“We do not promise spectacular
savings if this system (Motorist
Protective Legislation) is adopted. But
it shows promise of savings, or at least
a leveling off of rates. And it eliminates
inequities in the present system for
those who have accidents,” Dann
concludes.

A preliminary hearing will be held
Friday for James L. Price, former
manager of the Wixom Credit Union,
who has been charged with embezzling
$12,324 from the organization.

The hearing begins at 2 p.m.
before 52nd District Court Judge
Martin Boyle of Walled Lake.

Robert P. Briggs, state financial
institutions commissioner, said the
alleged embezzlement was not involved
in action he took Monday declaring the
credit union insolvent.

The warrant against Price was
signed January 15 by Cledis Warren, a
former director of the credit union.
The warrant charges that the money
was embezzled between July 12, 1968
and April 26, 1970. Price was arraigned
on the charge January 18 and stood
mute. A plea of “not guilty” was
entered by the court on his behalf.

The additional five mills for
operation would bring the district levy
{0 36.1 mills.

Dale said he anticipates the
“millage levied for debt retirement will
go down slightly this year and some of
the millage allocated from the county
may be lost.”

The two millage requests will be
separate questions on the ballot and
the district is seeking to levy the
millage for a total of five years.

Trustees noted that unless
“Section 8-B” of the current state aid
act is rescinded, Novi school district

will not be able to levy more than 2.66

additional mills “no matter how many
mills the people vote.”

(“Section 8-B” puts a ceiling on
the amount of revenue that can be
raised through local property taxes and
per pupil state aid for the 1971-72
school year.)

Shows Novi Site

A study in ‘‘new-town
development” requested by Governor
William Milliken was made public
yesterday in Detroit by the
Metropolitan Fund, a private Tesearch
organization.

The study, “Regional New Town
Design”, identified nine potential sites
within the Detroit metropolitan area
and 10 on its suburban fringe as
recommended areas for *‘paired but
separate communities.”

Suggested suburban sites named in
the study are Novi, Chelsea, Belleville,
Carleton, New Baltimore, Paint Creek,
St. Clair, Scripps-Keatington, Whitmore
Lake and White Lake.

The study’s designers called it “a
bold and imaginative alternative to the
urban suburban housing crisis . . . A
paired new town community,” they
said, “could be developed in Detroit and
a suburban location, simultaneously
and under a single development
authority.”

Kent Mathewson, president of
Metropolitan Fund, told this
newspaper Monday that earlier
attempts at what was described as a
new town in Novi last year, *‘are not at
all along our way of thinking.”

Mathewson referred to an earlier
proposal by the Metropolitan Detroit
Citizens Development Authority
(MDCDA) which had incurred the
wrath of local citizenry, in trying to
establish a community of low and
middle income housing in Novi.

Metropolitan Fund’s 159-page
study described a one billion dollar,
largely private venture, to be developed
over a 20-year span. As envisioned,
the “paired new-town” would provide
housing for 100,000 people and create

" new jobs for 40,000 residents. Some

75,000 would reside in a suburban half
of the community, with 25,000 living
in the Metropolitan half, officials said.

Wayne State University’s Dr.
Hubert Locke, who directed the study,
said the ‘*‘paired-town™ concept is an
attempt to “make certain that future
urban growth — both physical and
economic — takes into account the
needs of both the cities and the
suburbs, so that one is not expanded
and enhanced at the expense of the
other.”

Suggestions within the study
concern new forms of service, delivery
of service, health care, education,
recreation, public safety,
communications, judicial-legal
workings, shopping, religion,
employment, garbage collection and
lighting. '

A need for an “in-town” site of
600-2,000 acres was predicted with an
accompanying out-town site of 8,000
acres.

The central city, according to the
report, would be a single community of
25,000 residents, while the suburban
component would be a trio of
“villages” of 25,000 each, clustered
into a “town” setting. A rapid transit
system would link the two sites, with
‘‘people mover transportation
technology™ operating within each
half.

The study reportedly will be
reviewed by the state executive branch
for possible future consideration by
the legislature. Presumably,
implementation of the new-town
concept will require state legislation.

From Ground Up

When students at Northville High
expressed a keen interest in learning
how to weld, they didn’t let the fact
that there wasn't a welding program
stand in their way.

Eleven students, along with their
instructor Thomas Zanders, built
welding facilities last semester, learning
the techniques while they constructed
the welding booths, tables and
partitions.

“All the work was done by the
students themselves,”” Zanders
explained. “They actually learned how
to work with metal and follow
drawmgs in order to buﬂd the welding
shop.™

Once the facxlmes were completed
and the semester ended, the students
had learned the basics of welding and
were ready to take a course in
advanced welding. Twenty students are
enrolled in the advanced course and
about 30 in the beginning course.

In the advanced course, taught by
Ronald Spaniol, the students are
building shop equipment, engine
stands, traction bars, mini-bike and
go-cart frames.

“Mostly the students can choose
their own projects,” Spaniol ana
Zanders said. “As long as the project
includes some of the exercises the
students are to learn, they can build
whatever they like.” A small machine
shop and electric shop has been set up
along with the welding enabling
students to complete a project.

“We've got a better program here
than I've seen in most high schools,”
Zanders said. “When they graduate
from high school, the students will
have a skill they can put to use in any
of the auto plants or shops in the area.
The program is up to date, using the
same equipment you’ll find industry
using.”

Presently, the welding shop is
equipped with six AC arc welders, a DC
arc welder, spot welder, butt welder,
mig (metal-inert gas) welder and ten
oxy-acetylene welders.

Attempts to head-off Detroit’s
intended sale of Maybury Sanatorium
property to a private developer gained
the support of the state this past week
as the Michigan Natural Resources
Commission ordered its department to
begin negotiations for purchase of the
Northville Township property for a
state park.

The commission acted Thursday at
the urging of two legislators serving
Northville, Senator Carl Pursell - and
Representative Marvin Stempien.
Democrat Stempien, former city
attorney of Northville, is majority floor
leader of the House while Republican
Pursell is a member of the Senate’s
powerful appropriations committee.

“If the resolution does nothing
more than stall the sale of Maybury
until some means of preserving the
property for recreation is found, it will
have been a great benefit to citizens of
Michigan,” Pursell told The Record.

Detroit, which owns the property,
has asked that bids from private
developers be submitted by March 1.

Stempien viewed the commission’s
action even more optimistically. It
means, he said, “that the major hurdle
in the battle has been won and I am
confident that, with the genuine
interest, cooperation and expertise that
the City of Detroit and the Department

Appeal Procedure Outlined

Rezoning Fees

Two zoping ordinance additions
that detail procedure and cost for
rezoning requests were approved
unanimously by the city council
Monday night.

One of the additions requires a
$100 fee of applicants for zoning
changes before the planning
commission. Previously, applicants
were charged a $25 fee,

The second addition, outlines the
procedure for appealing to the council
following a negative decision of the
planning commission without public
hearing, Fee for filing such an appeal
was set at $25, with a second fee of
$25 to be charged if the council

decides to put it up for public hearing.

Should the planning commission
recommend approval of a zoning
change, the matter goes automatically
to the council for final action without
any additional fees beyond the original
$100 fee.

Furthermore, the second addition
provides that should councilmen grant
a public hearing before the council the
resulting zoning decision must carry a
two-thirds vote with at least four of the
five councilmen being present.

In other business Monday, the
council opened three bids on fleet
insurance and, following a review of
those bids by City Manager Frank

of Natural Resources have shown in the
past in this regard, the two parties will
reach a speedy agreement on a
purchasing price and will proceed with
the further planning and development

of this valuable property
expeditiously.” .
Specifically, the resolution

adopted by the commission directs the
Department of Natural Resources “to
negotiate with the City of Detroit for
purchase of the Mayburn Sanatorium
property, at a fair and reasonable price,
to be ‘dedicated and developed as a
public recreation facility.”

Furthermore, it requests Detroit
“to withhold any further action on the
sale of Maybury Sanatorium property
untl the Department of Natural
Resources has had an opportunity to
enter into negotiations with the city.”

It also requests Governor William
Milliken and the state legislature to
lend their “strong support to purchase”
Maybury by the state.

Whether or not Detroit postpones
sale and agrees to negotiate with the
state remains to be seen. Certain,
however, is that the common council is
under increasing pressure to set aside
March 1 bids from private developers
and to negotiate sale for recreation.

From within, its president, Mel
Ravitz, is tightening the screws in favor
of sale for recreation while from
outside the common council is under
the pressure of Detroit newspapers,
citizens, union leaders, the Wayne
County Board of Commissioners, and
the city and school district of
Northville to sell for recreational
purposes.

Ironically, Northville Township’s
board of trustees which has ultimate
jurisdiction over the development of
the property has not yet taken any
official stand.

You Can Expect Postal Hikes Soon

Area mail users can expect a rate
boost soon. In a Postal Service press
release through local post offices it is
stated that, proposed new postal rate
increases will place the nation’s postal
system on a sound financial basis and
shift more of the costs from taxpayers
generally to those who use the mails
the most.

Recent Postal Service proposals
submitted Feb. 1 to the Posta] Rate
Commission will yield additional
revenues of $1.45 billion during fiscal
vear 1972, starting July 1. The
proposals call for increases in virtually
all mail categories except parcel post.

If the Rate Commission does not
present to the Governors of the Postal
Service a recommended decision on
rate changes within 90 days, it is
anticipated that a temporary rate
increase will be put into effect by the
Postal Service, the release indicated. It
points out that higher rates had been
sought by the Post Office Department
under both the current and previous
administrations, but no action was
taken.

In addition to the long-standing
Postal Service proposal for a 2-cent
boost for letters from 6 to 8 cents,
advertising mail (regular bulk rate
third-class) would be increased to a

minimem of 5 cents per piece, plus
additional increases for heavier weights.

Substantial increases also are
proposed for magazines, newspapers
and other categories of second-class
mail. These rather steep increases will
be phased in over five years to soften
the impact on the mailers.

Other highlights of the proposal:

Airmail rates would go up a penny,
from 10 to 11 cents, and airmail cards,
from 8 to 9 cents each.

If temporary rates are placed into
effect, post cards will go from 5 to 6
cents although the proposal provides
for a full increase to 7 cents each.

Concerning “Priority Mail” -
packages weighing more than 12
ounces and receiving first<class
treatment ~ higher rates are proposed
only for parcels weighing less than 5
pounds. For a 5 pound priority mail
package sent across the U.S., the rates
would remain $4.08, uunder the
proposal however, for a 1 pound
package, an increase of from 80 cents
to $1.00 is proposed.

Regular second-class publications
— those mailed for delivery outside the
publishers county, excluding certain
categories — will be raised 1.9 cents per
piece "plus higher advertising rates
ranging from 9.1 to 20.9 cents per

pound. Non-advertising will be at a new
rate of 7.2 cents per pound.

Controlled circulation publications
— usually periodicals without
subscriptions fecs mailed to specific
audiences or markets — face an increase
in only their minimum per piece rate to
5 cents from the existing 3.8 cents
postage fee. The pound rate remains
the same.

In third<lass, the rates for single
pieces — often a circular or small parcel
— would rise to 8 cents for the first
two ounces and the fee for each
additional ounce would be raised from
2 to 4 cents under the permanent-rate
proposal.

Mailers holding third-class permits
would find their rates per pound raised
from 16 and 22, to 22 and 28 cents per
pound, respectively, when the proposal
is fully effected, and the
minimum-per-piece charge would be
raised to 3 cents.

Special delivery and registered mail
fees would both be increased. The
minimum fee for a special delivery
letter would rise from 45 to 60 cents,
while the rate for registered mail valued
up to $100.00 would be increased from
80 to 95 cents under the proposal.
There would be proportionate hikes in
the fees for shipments registered at

higher values.

When the proposed domestic
changes go into effect, similar increases
in Jetter mail rates to Canada and
Mexico are planned.

The total yield under the proposal,
when fully effective, is estimated at
$2,125.8 million, including all of the
rates to be phased over a period of
years.

Relief for Jail

Wayne County’s Board of
Commissioners has received pledges
from judges representing Circuit Court,
Recorder’s Court and the district
courts that they will cooperate to
relieve overcrowding at the county jail.

Meeting with a board committee,
the judges agreed to order that low-risk
defendants be held at the Detroit House
of Correction (DeHoCo) when feasible
in order to reduce the jail population.

The judges met February 10 with

When the new bank opened
Tuesday morning, under the name
Fidelity Bank of Michigan, a line of
depositors on hand at the Wixom
branch expressed dismay as a result of
the weekend events. Some withdrew
deposits.

However, Wixom Mayor Gilbert
Willis later Tuesday said he saw no
reason to doubt the financial soundness
of the new bank nor any reason to
withdraw city funds. Wixom has some
$330,000 in general funds and sewer
construction monies on deposit with
Fidelity, according to Robert Case,
mayoral assistant. On Friday, before
the new bank owners were announced,
Case admitted he was a little shaky.

Rolland Langerman, assistant
superintendent of Walled Lake Schools,
could not say whether or not his school
board would keep its $942,000 on
deposit with Fidelity, but he said the
matter very likely would come up for
discussion.

Frank Cristiano, financial secretary
of the UAW Local 36, located next
door to the Wixom bank branch, said
his local planned to continue doing
business with the new bank.

“We only have about $650 in
deposit now, although we have had as
much as $15,000 to $20,000 there,” he
said.

Ford employees who showed up at
-the .credit union’s locked doors
+"Tuesday morning were philosophical.

“If 1 get it back, I get it back,”
said one seven-year Ford employee. “I
didn’t have as much in there as some
guys...Sure it’s money but if it’s gone,
it’s gone. What can I do about it?”

Of the 14 people questioned at
Fidelity, nine were making
withdrawals. Three expressed
confidence in the new bank. Some
were putting money in the bank.

“I've no confidence in banks
anymore,” said one of the men
-standing in line Tuesday morning..
“I’'m taking my money out.”

It was estimated that about 200 of
that day’s jail population of 1,397
could be transferred to DeHoCo, which
is located in Plymouth and Northville
Townships on Five Mile Road.

Long-planned jail renovations, for
which $1.5 million has been set aside
by the Board of Commissioners, have
been stalled because of the
overcrowded condition of the jail
which was designed to hold about
1,000 prisoners.

Judge Horace W. Gilmore, who
handles all criminal arraignments in
Wayne County Circuit Court, told the
commissioners he was willing to begin
sending defendants to DeHoCo
immediately.

Dearborn Heights District Judge
Richard D. Dunn said the county’s 16
district judges already had agreed
unanimously to order criminal
defendants held at DeHoCo pending
trial.

In most cases, DeHoCo is more
convenient to the district courts than is
the downtown Detroit jail, said Dunn

who is president of the District Judges

Assiciation.

Judge Robert L. Evans, executive
judge of Detroit Recorder’s (Criminal)
Court, pointed out that the bulk of the
jail prisoners, currently 1,100 are from
Recorder’s Court.

He said a sizeable number of
Recorder’s Court defendants could be
housed at DeHoCo except during the
first month or so after they are
arrested. During that period, he said, a
defendant must be readily accessible to
attorneys, relatives and the downtown
Detroit court.

400 potential bidders, asking that
Northville be permitted to become part
of their bid packages. Five of these
potential bidders have indicated a
willingness to include Northville in
their packages. Basically, this
procedure means that Northville’s offer
becomes part of a total bid, which if
successful means the city will be
permitted to purchase the 240 acres
from the winning bidder.

In addition to becoming part of
other bidders’ packages, Northville will
submit its own bid for the 240 acres
even though Detroit’s specifications
call for purchase of all of the property
or none. Northville is doing this,

explained City Manager Frank
Ollendorff, in the outside chance that
Detroit will change its mind and sell osf
parts of the land for park development.

Should negotiations between the
state and Detroit become a reality, and
produce a sale the City of Northville
will withdraw its offer, according to
Ollendorff, who points out that a state
park would satisfy the city’s desire for
recreational development of the land.

Presently, the city’s purchase offer
is for the easterly portion of the
Maybury site, along |Beck Road from
Seven to Eight Mile roads.

Detroit has pegged the value of its
Maybury property at approximately $3
million.

Continued from Record, Page 1
their efforts.

Byron wurged instead that
citizens—"each of us" accepl (e
responsibility for litter and instill in
children a sense of pride. In this way,
he said, citizens can better preserve the
countryside.

The Northville opponent of the
law was outnumbered, however, as
several citizens, led by Donald Oswell,
chairman of the Citizens for
Environmental Action, commended the
council for proposing the legislation
but urged it to ban metal cans as well.

By not including a ban on cans,
bottlers would revert to cans thus
nullifying the city’s effort, Oswell
warned councilmen.

Proponents of the bottle ban also
pointed out that it is the taxpayer who
must pay for the landfills that the
bottling industry helps fill, that
Northville would not be setting a
precedent should it include a ban on
cans since neighboring Southfield has
already taken such action, and that
exclusion of cans from the ordinance
may be viewed as discriminatory by the
courts,

Councilmen admitted the new law
is but a minor victory in the battle
against pollution but it nevertheless is a
first step that can lead eventually to
other corrective action.

City Manager Frank Ollendorff
recommended adoption- of the

‘ordinance without change, pointing out

municipalities throughout  the" ¢oitity
hope' to -adopt legislation of similar

wording to form a more uniform front
in urging legislators to enact a state
law. Furthermore, it would prevent the
problem of bottlers facing a diffcrent
law in different communities, he said.

Not many years ago local communities enjoyed the privilege
of determining their own property assessments for purpose of levying
local, school and county taxes.

Soon it became apparent, however, that all properties were
not being assessed in the same manner. The property (house, lot,
commercial or industrial building) of a lifelong community resident
(who might be a friend of the assessor) frequently carried a
remarkably low assessment when compared to the absentee property
owner, or the large industrialist with a subsidiary plant in the
community.

So a higher authority (in this case the state assumed the role
of “mother”) introduced the “equalization factor,” which really
didn’t equalize things at all, but merely served to point up the many
inequities in assessing practices.

Actually, application of the equalization factor was like
giving Johnny a spanking. And it brought about widespread
reappraisals of all properties based upon uniform standards
established by a higher authority.

Simply explained, the “equalization factor” severely
penalized those property owners who had not been given favorable
assessments by increasing them to such heights that the inequities

..became obvious.

“Mother” responded with guidelines that removed another
measure of independence from local communities.

Recently, it was pointed out in this column that abuses could
lead to the loss of another power from local-level authority, namely
zoning.

Northville Realtor Stan Johnston passed along a copy of the
February 1 “Realtor’s Headlines” publication which carries the same
warning.

“The implied threat of federal government intrution into
local zoning matters presents a genuine challenge to Realtors and to
citizens everywhere,” the magazine quotes its new association
president.

And the Realtor spokesman further points out that the loss
of this local authority is almost certain to come about “unless local
leaders change their attitude about housing for low-income families.”
He sums up by urging community leaders to take corrective action
“where the zoning laws are working against the common goal, where
the low-income family seems to be squeezed out of an opportunity
for housing where it might logically be feasible.

The same warnings are coming from George Romney’s
Department of Housing and Urban Development. It is urging the
administration to take action against communities where zoning
devices are being used to discriminate against low-income housing.

The loss of zoning control at the local level would be tragic.
Yet it may be the only solution.

The threat should serve as fair warning to all local zoning
authorities and they should make every effort to re-examine their
respective zoning maps to be certain they provide a reasonable ratio
between all zoning categories.

And in fairness, if federal action is taken to usurp local
authority in the area of zoning, let it be where abuses exist.

and you can look for some
warmer weather. .
Charles Ely, Jr., one of the

entrepreneurs of Ely Fuel Oil,
took a peek at his firm’s
home-made weather forecaster
Monday and predicted a warmer
than usual March, April and May.
And if by some quirk of nature
that prediction doesn’t hold out,
look out for a sizzler next
summer.

Chuck admittedly hedges a
little in making his prediction but
the degree-day records upon
which he bases it are probably
just as reliable as Sonny Eliot’s
grab-bag system.

The *“‘forecaster”, which is
the brainchild of Chuck’s father,
is really just a daily record of
average temperatures and a
comparison with averages for like
periods over the past 20 years.
Daily averages are converted to
the Ely degree-days by daily
subtracting the average outside
temperature from 70-degrees the
mean inside-the-house
temperature.

For example: the average
temperature this past Monday
was 17 degrees. Therefore,
subtracting 17 from 70 gives us
53 degree days for that date.
Fifty-three is then added to the

The Ely forecaséer makes one

. basic assumption, whieh over the

years has proven pretty accurate:
The cumulative degsee day total
on January 21 will always be
about half the total sheough the
degree-day year.

As of January 21 this year,
Ely records showed a total of
3,950 degree days (Jeet year the
January 21 total was 4,250). That
being the case, we cam expect:a
total of 7,900 degeee days by
September 1.

Assuming that the
degree-day accumwlation for
June, July and August will, as in
past years, total betweer 250 to
300, the period Jamuary 22
through May will use up the
remaining 3,650 degree days. As
of Monday 2,506 of these 3,650
degree days already had been
used up, leaving emly 1,144
degree days for February 16
through May. That’s met many
considering the fact that 1,200
degree days were recorded in
March alone last year, while 650
were recorded in Ape of 1970.

That’s why Chuck is
predicting unusua#ly warm
weather just around the corner.
And if March, Apsl and May
gobble up more degree days than
anticipated, it means there will be
practically nothing left for
summer.

The 1967-68 degsee-day year
appears to be about the closest

thing to what we’ve exgerienced
and are likely to expestence this'
1970-71 year. On Febesary 15 of
1968 the cumulative degree days
totaled 5,239 — or 21 fewer than
were recorded on the same date
this year.

The average temperatures in
March, April and May of 1968
were 36, 50 an@ 55.5.
respectively.

Also, for those imterested in-
self torture we’ve had six days’
this year in which the
temperature dipped below 0 —
the lowest being -10 om February
2. Last year we had 11 days of
below zero weather, mchading six
consecutive days of # i Jamuary.

Those businesses falling within the
licensing catagory, according to the
ordinance, must still register all local
employees in addition to all owners,
proprietors, officers and managers.

Fire Study Still
In Talk Stage

With just a “general idea of how it
might work,” a joint-municipal study
committee is still two months away
from a concrete proposal for a joint
fire department serving Northville,
Plymouth, and Canton.

That’s the word from A. E. Vallier
of Plymouth, committee chaimman,
who Monday said it is “premature” to
discuss specifics ‘‘because we just do
not have any of those kinds of details
yet.”

To date, committee representatives
from the city and township of
Northville, city and township of
Plymouth, and Canton Township have
met formally only three times, Vallier
said, “and we have’t gotten down to
the business of how it would be
financed.”

Basically, “as 1 personally see it,
we would set up a central dispatching
system and firemen would be
crisscrossing municipal boundaries,”
Vallier said.

“Frankly, one of our biggest
problems will be with Northville (city).

Those on the fringes will be tough to
convince. We’ll just have to come up
with a sound proposal and take it to
them.”

Meanwhile, Northville is treading
water on the single fire district idea.
“Our only purpose in attending the
meetings is to listen,” said City
Manager Frank Ollendorff.

The city’s present fire department
setup is very adequate, said Ollendorff.
““Right now we’re doubtful it
(inter-municipal department) would
benefit us.”

Northville Township, on the other
hand, sees the single fire department as
a potential solution to providing more
effective protection for township
residents and businesses on the
southern boundary of the township. It
could affect the township’s plans for
establishment of a fire station in the
Six Mile area.

Presently, the city and township of
Northville are served by a jointly
operated department with equipment
stationed at the city hall.

Name Stempien
To Top Committee

State Representative Marvin R.
Stempien (D-Livonia/Northville) has
been reappointed to the House
Committee on Appropriations, the
most powerful committee of the House
of Representatives.

Again this year he has been
designated chairman of the General
Government Subcommittee which
reviews and recommends the budget
for the following branches of state
government: Executive, Legislative,
Judicial, Attorney General, Secretary
of State, Civil Service, Civil Rights,
Treasury and Administration. The
appointment was announced by the
Speaker of the House, William A.
Ryan.

Because of the importance of the
Appropriations Committee and the
workload involved, Representatives are
not customarily appointed to any other
standing committees of the House. In
addition to the standing committee
assignment, however, Speaker Ryan
also named Stempien to the House
Fiscal Agency Board. The fiscal Agéncy

A new, stiffer pornography law
that hits at the sender went into effect
this month and postal officials are
hopeful it will dry up some of the
material being sent through the mails.

Congressman Marvin Esch,
Republican from the Second
Congressional District who was one of
the law’s sponsors, shares that hope.

Initially, federal law makers hoped
to prohibit mailing of all pornorgraphic
literature but this approach was a
virtual impossibility, explained Esch,
because it meant a satisfactory (legal)
definition as to what is or is not
pornographic. And in view of Supreme
Court rulings on matters of censorship,
it was dropped.

Similarily, legal cobwebs make
prohibition of the sale of mailing lists
to smut publishing houses difficult.
Not only may names and addresses be
purchased from book clubs, magazines,
etc., but some federal agencies actually
sell such lists.

The legal question arises, when a
citizen subscribes to a magazine and
gives his name and address who
becomes the owner of that name and
address?

So Esch and those who worked
with him on the legislation decided
instead to regulate the material at its
source. Basically, it provides citizens

sWith machinery to keep unwanted,
sex-oriented literature out of their
. mailboxes. Furthermore, it requires the

sender to place on the outside envelope
warning that alerts the addressee that

.the mail contains sexually oriented

advertisements. Hopefully, said Esch,
the new law will withstand any
Supreme Court test.

Here’s how it works:

A citizen opposed to the receipt of
such material fills out a form at the

.post office stating his name and address

and declaring that he does not wish to
receive sexually oriented

advertisements from any source.

The U.S. Postal Service compiles
by computer a list of such persons and
sells the list to smut peddlers, who face
up to a $5,000 and five years in prison
if they send their material to anyone
whose name has been on the list for 30
days.

A sexually oriented ad is described
this way:

“Any advertisement that depicts,
in actual or simulated form, or
explicitly describes, in a predominantly
sexual context, human genitalia, any
act of natural or unnatural sexual

Pornographic literature, much of it
so lewd that even adults are shocked by
it, is being sent through the mail to
local children and adults.

It’s happening in Northviile, Novi,
Wixom, South Lyon and the Brighton
area.

And postal officials in these and
other communities throughout the
nation can do little without citizenry
help to prevent it from happening.

be removed.

“I feel sure it’s (the new law) going
to work,” said Northville Postmaster
John Steimel, “because of the
cooperation we received in the past
from our customers.™

To date, however, Steimel has
issued only one form to an individual
and 100 to a local church. Similarly,
few postal patrons in the Novi, Wixom,
South Lyon and Brighton areas have
taken advantage of the new law —
probably, explained one spokesman,
because “people don’t know about it
yet.”

intercourse, any act of sadism or
masochism or any other erotic subject
directly related to the foregoing.”

The Postal Service will charge smut
mailers $5,000 for the list. It will issue
the first list this month. Thereafter, it
will be updated periodically mailed out
every month.

The advertiser willing to call
himself a smut peddler must make a
$5,000 deposit to get the list, which he
must have in order to avoid breaking
the law.

To prevent non-smut dealers from
obtaining the list, which they could
then use for their own purposes, the
law provides criminal prosecution of
anyone not dealing in sexual material
to purchase the list.

A person’s name remains on the
list for five years unless he requests in
writing to his local post office that it
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of literature we’re talking about
chances are he’ll come in to see us,”
said Steimel.

According to Congressman Esch
about three-percent of the mail he
receives from his constituents consists
of complaints about pornography
coming through the mails. It’s so bad,
he said, that when writers send in the
pornography with their complaints it
embarrasses his staff members.

The new law does not affect
pornography coming into the United
States from foreign countries. As a
matter of fact, U.S. postal methods of
handling this kind of mail just recently
were ruled unconstitutional by the
Supreme Court, according to Richard
H. Jones, superintendent of mail

consent. It is mailed legally.

Typical is the letter received last
month by an elementary-grade girl in
Northville. An envelope postmarked
from California arrived at the child’s
home. Inside the envelope was still
another envelope cautioning the
recipient that if he or she is under 21
not 1o open it.

Supreme Court rulings, he said,
prohibit out any interference of such
mail by the postal service.

Until the Supreme Court’s ruling,
mail from Copenhagen, for example,
which may have been suspected of
containing pornography, was stamped
“‘Supposed to Contain Matter
Prohibited Importation...”

Upon receipt of the letter or
package at the local post office, the
postmaster sent the intended recipient
a card informing him that the letter
had arrived and asked the recipient to
come to the post office to watch as the
postmaster opened it in his presence. If
the recipient chose not to witness the
opening himself he could authorize the
postmaster to do so in the presence of
three other witnesses.

The Supreme Court, according to
Jones, in effect said that this postal
precedure was arbitrary and
constitated unlawful invasion of
privacy.

As of Friday, however, local postal
officials had not yet received any
notification that the procedure had
been killed.

In addition to the new law that
went into effect this month, still on the
books is the 1968 anti-pandering act
that last June was found constitutional.
Basically, the difference between it and
the new law is that the former places
responsibility upon the recipient
whereas the new law places it on the
mailer.

The anti-pander act works
somewhat the same way: A person
receiving unwanted pornographic
advertisements fills out an application
saying that he does not want to receive
such mail. The Postmaster General then
informs the sender that such mail is not
to be sent. If, after such a warning,
another letter is sent to the recipient
and such is reported to the post office
then the matter is turned over to the
federal district court in the area where
the mail originated, a restraining order
is issued, and if it is ignored the sender
can be held in contempt of court.

It is a longer process that does not
guarantee that sufficient presssure can
be brought against the sender to make
him desist, Jones said.

Nevertheless, postal patrons may
avail themselves of both the new law
and the old one by filing out two
different applications.

“I hope people don’t confuse these
laws,” cautioned Steimel. “Their best
bet is to fill out the new form.”

These forms are available at all
local post offices.

intercepted the letter before the child
had an opportunity to see it. *“Chances
are she would have disregarded the
warning, or perhaps not even seen it,
and opened the envelope,” the parent
said. “Or the warning itself might have
aroused her curiosity to prompt her to
open it.”

The letter contained literature
about the availability of books on
sexual relations, complete with sample
pictures of male and female sexual
organs, demonstrative intercourse, and
lurid written explanation.

“The thing that upsets me so
much,” the parent said, “is that the
company had access to my child’s
name and address. They got it,
presumably, by buying the names of
subscribers to a legitimate magazine.”

Mailing lists may be purchased
legitmately in this way, explained
Northville Postmaster John Steimel,
who says his office received complaints
from 25 to 30 patrons about the
receipt of pornographic literature this
past year.

The number of complaints is not
necessarily an accurate gauge of how
much of the material is received
locally. Often times, he said, people
destroy the letters and don’t report it.

Some are too shocked and embarrassed
to discuss it with the post office.

**And, of course, some of this stuff
is requested by the person receiving it,”
he added.

Novi Postmaster Elmer Balko
reports his office has received about 10
complaints in the past year. Most
complaints come from adults who
received the mail themselves. New on
the job in Novi, he has no knowledge
of any complaints about children
receiving smut through the mail in
Novi.

“Many pornographic houses get
names from book clubs,” he explained.
“This is where some companies get
names for compiling their ‘new
product’ sampling.

These are selective as to the
communities and as to what parts of a
community is sampled. Northville, for
example, has been ‘sampled’ seven
times while Novi hasn’t been sampled
once.”

“It hasn’t been a major problem
here,” said Wixom Postmaster Elwood
Grubb. “We've received about six
complaints in the past year.”

One Wixom finn two years ago
received pornographic literature at its

— Last year, due to the generally
poor stock market atmosphere.

The peak period for stock splits
was in 1968-1969 when corporate
earnings were generally rising,
business for the most part was
exceptionally good, and the stock
market was soaring. None of
these factors was present last year
so stock splits siackened notably.

This year we expect that
general economic conditions will
be better than in 1970 and, thus,
corporate profits are likely to be
higher.

1.07. BUILDING. A structure
having a roof supported by columns or
walls for shelter, support or enclosure
of persons, animals, or chattels. When
any portion thereof is completely
separated from every other part thereof
by division walls from the ground up,
and without openings, each portion of
such building shall be deemed a
separate building.

1.08. BUILDING ACCESSORY. A
subordinate building or structure on
the same lot, or part of the main
building, occupied by or devoted
exclusively to an accessory use.

1.09. BUILDING LINE. The line
formed by the outer surface of an
enclosing wall at the finish grade or
ground level.

1.10. CABIN. A cabin may be any
small structure, tent, or trailer coach
off wheels which is maintained, offered
or used for dwelling or sleeping
quarters for transients.

1.11. CABIN CAMP. This term
applies to any lot or tract of land upon
which are placed three (3) or more
cabins or enclosures intended to be
part of the equipment of such camp.

1.12. COURT. A “court” is an
open unoccupied space on the same lot
with a dwelling and bounded on two or
more sides by the walls of the dwelling.
A court not extending to the street
front or rear yard is an inner Court. A
Court extending to the street or front
yard is an “outer Court”.

1.12.1. DRIVE-IN
RESTAURANT. A  business
establishment serving food and/or
beverages for consumption, on the
premises outside of an enclosed
building. Such businesses shall include-
those dependent upon a driveway
approach andfor parking spaces for
motor vehicles and include those
providing service to the vehicle and/or
patron self-service.

1.13. DWELLING. A dwelling is
any house or building or portion
thereof which is occupied wholly as the
home, residence, or sleeping place of
one or more human beings, either
permanently or transiently, but not
including a tent, cabin, trailer or
mobile home. In case of mixed
occupancy where a building is occupied
in part as a dwelling, the part so
occupied shall be deemed a dwelling
for the purpose of this Ordinance and
shall comply with the provisions
relative to dwellings.

1.14. DWELLING -
ONE-FAMILY. A building used or
intended to be used as a dwelling by
not more than one family.

1.15. DWELLING -
TWO-FAMILY. A building used or
intended to be used as a dwelling for
two families only.

1.16. DWELLING - MULTIPLE. A
building used or intended to be used as
a dwelling by ihree or more families, or
as a boarding or rooming house,
apartment house or hotel.

1.17. ESSENTIAL SERVICES.
The phrase “‘essential services™ means
the erection, construction, alteration or
maintenance by public utilities or
municipal departments or commissions,
of underground or overhead gas,
electrical, steam, or water transmission
or distribution systems, including
poles, wires, mains, drains, sewers,
pipes, conduits, cables, fire alarm
boxes, police call boxes, traffic signals,
hydrants, towers, and other similar
equipment and accessories in
connection therewith (but not
including buildings) rcasonably
necessary  tor  the  furnishing  of
adequate service by such public utilities
or municipal departments or
commissions for the public health,
safety, or general welfare.

1.18. FAMILY. A family is one or
two persons or parents with their direct
descendants together with not more

than five persons not so related, living
together in a room or rooms
comprising a single housckeeping unit.

1.19. FARM. A famm shall be a
parcel of land which is worked as a
single continuous unit of not less than
five (5) acres in extent. A farm may be
considered as including greenhouses,
nurseries, orchards, chicken hatcheries,
apiaries and livestock.

1.20. FARM, SMALL. A small
farm is a lot or parcel of land not less
than one (1) acre, the principal use of
which shall be one-family residence but
upon which accessory uses may be
permitted as defined under R-1-F
Districts.

1.21. GARAGE, COMMUNITY. A
community garape is a Space or
structure or series of structures for the
storage of motor vehicles having no
public shop or service, therewith, for
the use o? two or more owners Of
occupants of property in the vicinity.

1.22. GARAGE, PRIVATE. A
private garage is a space or structure for
the storage of not more than three
motor vehicles, having no pubtic shop
or services in connection therewith, for
the use solely of the owner or occupant
of the principal building on a lot, or of
his family or domestic employees.

1.23. GARAGE, PUBLIC. A space
or structure, other than a private or a
community garage, for the storage,
repair or refinishing of motor vehicles.

1.24. GASOLINE FILLING
STATION. A ‘“‘gasoline filling station”
is a space, structure, or building or part
of a building for the retail sale or
supply of motor fuels, lubricants, air,
water, and other customary facilities,
for the installation of such
commodities in or on such motor
vehicles, but not including special
facilities for the painting, repair or
similar servicing thereof.

1.25. HOME OCCUPATIONS.
Home occupations shall include such
personal services as the professions of a
doctor, dentist, osteopath,
chiropracter, chiropodist, optomotrist,
artist, engincer, lawyer, accountant and
the occupation of a music teacher,
dressmaker, millinery, laundering,
preserving and home cooking. Such
profession and occupation shall be
carried on by but one (1) member of a
family residing in the residence and
only one (1) non-illuminated name
plate, not more than two (2) square
feet in area may be attached to the
building. The conducting of a clinic,
hospital, barber shop, beauty parlor,
tca room, tourist home, animal hospital
or any similar use shall not be deemed
to be a home occupation.

1.26. HEIGHT OF BUILDING.
The vertical distance from the ground
level adjoining the building to the
highest point on the roof surface of a
flat roof, to the deck line for mansard
roofs, to the mean height level between
caves and ridge for gabled, hip and
gambrel roofs. Parapet walls may
extend not more than five (5) feet
above the allowable height of a
building.

1.27. HOTEL. A building occupied
as a more or less temporary abiding
place for individuals who are lodged
with or without meals in rooms
occupied singly for hire, in which
provision is not made for cooking on
any individual plan and in which there
are more than ten (10) sleeping rooms,
a  public dining-room for the
accommodation of at least twenty (20)
guests, and a general Kitchen.

1.27.1. JUNK YARD. An open
arca where waste, used or second hand
materials are bought and sold,
exchanged, stored, baled, packed,
discarded, disassembled, or handled
including but not limited to scrap iron
and other metals, paper, rags, rubber
tires, and bottles. A *‘Junk Yard”
includes automobite wrecking yards
and includes any area of more than two
hundred (200) square feet for storage,
keeping or abandonment of junk but
does not  include uses cstablished
entirely within enclosed buildings.

1.28. KENNEL. Kennel shall mean
any premises on which three (3) or
more dogs are kept, either permanently
or temporarily boarded.

1.29. LOT. A lot is a place or

parcel of land occupied or to be
occupied by a building, structure or
use, or by other activity permitted
thereon and including the open spaces
required under this Ordinance. A lot
may or may not be a lot of existing
record.

1.30. LOT - CORNER. A corner
lot is a lot of which at least two (2)
adjacent sides abut for their full length
upon a street, provided that such two
sides intersect at an angle of not more
than 135 degrees.

1.31. LOT - INTERIOR. A lot
other than a corner lot.

1.32. LOT LINES. The boundary
lines of a lot are:

FRONT LOT LINE. The line
abutting a street. On a corner lot the
shorter street line shall be considered
the front lot line.

REAR LOT LINE. The lot line
opposite the front lot line.

SIDE LOT LINE. Any lot lines
other than front lot line or rear lot line.

1.33. MIGRATORY LABOR
CAMP. Temporary facilities provided
for the housing of workers, who for
seasonal purposes, arc employed in the
planting, harvesting, or processing of
crops, or for other essential but
temporary employment,

1.34. MOTEL OR TOURIST
COURT. A motel or tourist court is a
business comprising a dwelling unit or a
group of dwelling units without
kitchen facilities, so arranged as to
furnish over-night accommodations for
transient puests, not to exceed thirty
(30) days continuous occupancy.

1.35. PARKING SPACE. A
surfaced area, enclosed or unenclosed,
sufficient in size to store one (1) motor
vehicle of two hundred (200) square
feet, together with a surfaced driveway
connecting the parking space with a
street or alley and permitting ingress
and egress of a motor vehicle.

1.36. PLACE. An open
unoccupied space dedicated or used for
purpose of access to abutting property,
and for the purpose of this Ordinance
thirty (30) feet or more in width.

1.37. PUBLIC UTILITY. Any
person, firm, corporation, municipal
department or board, duly authorized
to furnish and furpishing under
municipal regulation to the public
electricity, gas, steam, water,
comynunication or transportation.

1.38. STORY. That portion of a
building included betwcen the surface
of any floor and the surface of the
floor next above, or if there shall be no
floor above then the space between
such floor and the ceiling next above.

A basement may be considered a
story if its ceiling is over five (5) feet
above the average cstablished grade, or
if it is used for business purposes by
other than a janitor or domestic
scrvants in the same building.

1.39. STORY - HALF. That
portion of a building between the caves
and ridge lines of a pitched roof.

1.40. STREET. A public
thoroughfare or way affording a
principal means of access to abutting
property.

1.41. TENT. Any portable lodge
or shelter of canvas or cloth stretched
over poles or framework.

1.42. TRAILER COACH OR
MOBILE HOME. Mobile home or
trailer coach is hereby defined and
declared to be any vehicle used or
intended for use, as a conveyance upon
the public streets aor highways and
licensed or unlicensed as such; and shall
include self-propeliled and
non-sclf-propelled veaicles so designed,
constructed or reconstructed or added
to by means of portable accessories or
otherwise in such a manner as will
permit the occupancy thercof as a
temporary dwelling or sleeping place
for one or more persons, and having no
foundation other than wheels, jacks or

skirting so arranged as to be integral
with or portable by said mobile home.

1.43. TRAILER COACH PARK
OR MOBILE HOME PARK. This term
applies to any lot or tract of land upon
which three (3) or more occupied
trailer coaches or mobile homes are
harbored either with or without charge
and shall include any building or
enclosure intended for use as a part of
the equipment of such park.

1.44. TOWER. A subordinate
enclosed structure projecting above the
roof line of a main building, and having
a roof supported by columns or walls.

1.45. USE. The purpose for which
land or buildings thereon are designed,
arranged or intended to be occupied or
used, or for which they are occupied or
maintained.

1.46. USE, ACCESSORY. A use
normally incidental to and subordinate
to the principal uses of the premises.

1.47. USE, NON-CONFORMING.
The use of a building or of land that
does not conform to the regulations of
the Ordinance for the zoning district in
which it is located.

1.48. YARD. An open space of
uniform width or depth on the same
lot with a building, which open space
lics between the building and the
necarest lot line and is unoccupied and
unobstructed from the ground upward
to the sky, except for the certain
architectural features specified in
Section 3.11. Yard measurements shall
be the minimum horizontal distance
between a lot line and the nearest line
of the main building.

YARD, FRONT. A yard extending
across the full width of the lot between
the front line and the nearest line of
the main building,.

YARD, REAR. A yard cxtending
across the full width of the lot between
the rear lot line and the nearest line of
the main building,.

YARD, SIDE. A yard extending
from the front yard to the rear yard
between the side lot line and the
nearest line of the main building or of
an accessory building attached thercto.

ARTICLE I
DISTRICT REGULATIONS

Section 2.01. In order to regulate
the use of land, to regulate and restrict
the location of trades and industries
and the location of buildings and
structures erected or altered for
specified uses, to regulate and limit the
height of buildings hereafter erccted or
altered, to regulate and determine the
area of yards, courts and other open
spaces surrounding buildings, hereafter
placed or altered, and to regulate the
density of population the City of Novi,
Oakland County, Michigan, is hereby
divided into the following districts
known as:

AG Districts-Agricultural Districts

R-1-F Districts- Small Farms Districts

R-1-E Districts-Country Estates Districts

R-1-H Districts-Country Homes Districts

R-1-§ Districts-Suburban Residential
Districts

R-1 Districts-One Family Residential
Districts

R-2 Districts-Two Family Residential
Districts

R-3 Districts-Mobile Home Districts

R4 Districts-Multiple Family Residential
Districts

£.0. Districts-Professional Office Districts

C.N. Districts-Ncighborhood Shopping
Districts

C-1 Districts-Local Business Districts

C.B. Districts-Central Business Districts

CT. Districts-Thoroughtare Commercial
Districts

C-2 Districts-General Commercial
Districts

M-1 Districts-Light Manufacturing
Districts

M-2 Districts-Restricted Manufacturing
Districts

M-3 Districts-General Manufacturing
Districts

2.02. The areas comprising these
zoning districts and the boundarics of
said districts shown upon the map
attached hereto and made a part of this
Ordinance, being designated as the
Zoning Map of the City of Novi with
all proper notations, references and
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appeal is taken and upon due cause
shown. .

23.05. JURISDICTION. The
Board of Appeals, may, in specific
cases, after due notice and hearing and
subject to appropriate conditions and
safeguards, determine and vary the
application of the use, height and area
district regulations herein established in
harmony with their general purpose
and intent, as follows:

A. ADVISORY OPINIONS. To
render an advisory decision, or opinion,
on any matter referred to it by the
Building Inspector, whether or not
such matter is expressly or clearly
implied by the terms of this Ordinance
as being within the scope of his power
and authority to dispose of, when in
his judgment, such action would be
necessary or helpful in maintaining the
spirit and intent of this Ordinance.

B. VARIANCES. The Board of
Appeals as herein created, is a body of
limited power. The Boatd shall have
power to vary or adapt the strict
application of any of the requirements
of this Ordinance in the case of
exceptionally irregular, narrow or
shallow lots, or other exceptional
physical conditions, whereby such
strict application would result in
practical difficulty or unnecessary
hardship that would deprive the owner
of the reasonable use of the land or
building involved, but in no other uses,
except as specifically described.
However, no variance in the provisions
or requirements of this Ordinance shall
be authorized by the Board unless the
Board finds evidence - that all the
following facts and conditions exists:

(a) That there are exceptional or
extraordinary circumstances or
conditions applying to the property in
question, as to the intended use of the
property that do not apply generally to
other properties in the same zoning
district:

(b) That such variance is necessary
for the preservation and enjoyment of
a substantial property right, similar to
that possessed by other properties in
the same district and in the same
vicinity. The possibility of increased
financial return shall not of itself be
deemed sufficient to warrant a
variance.

(c) That the authorizing of such
variance will not be of substantial
detriment to adjacent property, and
will not materially impair the intent
and purpose of this Ordinance or the
public interest.

(d) That the condition or situation
of the specific piece of property, or the
intended use of said property, for
which the variance is sought, is not of
so general or recurrent * nature as to
make reasonably practicable the
formation of a general regulation for
such conditions or situation.

1. VARIATIONS IN YARDS,
LOT AREA AND PERCENTAGE OF
LOT COVERAGE. To permit variation
or modification of yard, lot area and
percentage of lot coverage, and floor
area requirements of this Ordinance as
may be necessary to secure an
appropriate improvement of a parcel of
land which is such size, shape or
dimension, or which has such peculiar
or exceptional geographical, or
topographical conditions that it cannot
be appropriately improved without
such wvariation or modification,
provided, that the purpose and spirit of
this Ordinance shall be observed, public
safety secured and substantial justice
done.

2. OFF-STREET PARKING
VARIATIONS. Permit a variation or
modification in the required location
of off-street parking facilities, if after
investigation, by the Board, it is found
that such variation is nccessary to
secure an appropriate development of a
specific parcel of land which has such
peculiar or exceptional geographical or
topographical conditions, or is of a
size, shape or dimension that it cannot
reasonable supply, at that location, the
total amount of off-strect parking

space as is required for the particular
use, as long as the remaining required
off-street parking spaces are supplied
with a distance of not more than five
hundred (500) feet of the building.

3. VARIANCE IN USE
PROHIBITED. In no casc shall a
variance be granted to permit a use
other than a use pemmitted in that
district.

C. EXCEPTIONS. The Board shall
have authority to make exceptions as
specifically set forth in this Ordinance,
subject to the conditions and standards
specifically described.

1. STANDARDS. The types of
uses requiring Board of Appeals
approval shall be deecmed to be
permitted wuses in their respective
districts, subject, as to each specific
use, to satisfaction of the requirements
and standards set forth in this section.
Each specific use for which a permit is
sought should be considered as an
individual case and shall conform to
the detailed application of the
following standards in a manner
appropriate to the particular
circumstances of such use.

ALL USES LISTED IN ANY
DISTRICT REQUIRING BOARD OF
APPEALS APPROVAL FOR A
PERMIT shall be of such location, size
and character that, in general, it will be
in harmony with the appropriate and
orderly development of the district in
which it is situated and will not be
detrimental to the orderly development
of adjacent districts. The Board of
Appeals shall give consideration to the
following:

(a) The location and size of the
use.
(b) The nature and intensity of the
operations involved in or conducted in
connection with it.

(c) Its size, layout, and its relation
to pedestrian and vehicular traffic to
and from the use.

(d) The assembly of persons in
connection with it will not be
hazardous of the neighborhood or be
incongruous therewith or conflict with
the normal traffic of the neighborhood.

(e) Taking into account among
other things, convenient routes of
pedestrian traffic, particularly of
children.

(f) Vehicular turning movements
in relation to routes of traffic flow,
relation to street intersections, site
distance and the general character and
intensity of development of the
neighborhood.

(g) The location and height of
buildings, the location, nature and
height of walls, fences and the nature
and extend of landscaping on the site
shall be such that the use will not
hinder or discourage the appropriate
development and use of adjacent land
and buildings or impair the value
thereof.

(h) The nature, location, size and
site layout for the use shall be such
that it will be a hanmonious part of the
commercial or industrial district in
which it is. situated, taking into
account, among other things, prevailing
shopping habits, convenience of access
by prospective patrons, the physical
and economic relationship of one type
of use to another, and characteristic
groupings of uses in a commercial or
industrial district.

(i) The site, layout, the location,
nature and height of walls and fences,
and the display of signs in connection
with the use shall be such that the use
will not hinder the appropriate
development and use of adjacent land
and buildings or impair the value
thereof.

(j) The location, size, intensity
and site layout of the use shall be such
that its operations wilt not be
objectionable to uecarby dwellings, by
reason of noisc, fumes or flash of lights
to a greater degree than is normal with
respect to the proximity of commercial
to residential uses.

2. LISTED EXCEPTIONS.

(a) Interpret the provisions of this

Ordinance in such a way as to carry out
the intent and purpose of the plan, as
shown upon the map fixing the several
zoning districts accompanying and
made a part of this ordinance and
where the street layout actually on the
ground varies from the street layout-as
shown on the aforesaid map.

(b) Permit the extension of a use
permitted on the less restricted
portions of a lot to the portion lying in
the more restricted district, where a
district boundary line divides a lot of
record at the time of the passage of this
Ordinance, provided that such
extension shall be for a distance of not
more than fifty (50) feet beyond the
district boundary line in any case.

(c) Permit billboards and outdoor
poster panels in C-1, C.T., and C-2
Districts when they comply with the
following requirements:

(1) Billboards and outdoor poster
panels shall comply with the building
code of the City of Novi.

(2) Billboards and outdoor poster
panels shall be so located that the
natural light and air of any conforming
or non-conforming building or use shall
not be reduced.

(3) Two (2) billboards or poster
panels may be permitted on a lot or
parcel for each three hundred (300)
feet or less of frontage.

(4) No billboard shall be located
within three hundred (300) feet from
any church, school, public building or
public park.

(5) No single billboard or poster
panel shall provide a display surface of
more than three hundred (300) square
feet in area.

(d) Permit the reconstruction of a
building located in a district restricted
against its use, when such building has
been damaged by fire, Act of God, or
other calamity, subsequent to the
effective date of this Ordinance,
provided, that such reconstruction and
resumption shall take place within six
(6) months of the date of such damage;
provided further, that said use shall be
identical with and not exceed the
non-conforming use and structure value
permitted and in effect directly
preceding said damage.

(e) Permit the erection of one or
two family dwelling on a lot held under
a separate and distinct ownership from
the adjacent lots and of record at the
time of passage of this Ordinance
which has less than the tot area per
family requirements of this Ordinance
for the district in which such lot is
located.

(£) Permit the erection and use of a
building or the use of premises in any
location for a public scrvice
corporation or for public utility
purposes, and make exceptions
therefore to the height and bulk
district requirements herein
established, which the Board considers
reasonably necessary for the public
convenicnce or welfare.

(g) Permit the erection of a
building to its full height or use as
originally planned when foundations
and structural members are designed to
carry such buildings higher or use other
than permitted by provisions of this
ordinance.

(h) GASOLINE SERVICE
STATIONS. The Board of Appeals may
permit a gasoline service station in C.T.
and C-2 Districts, provided that the
Board of Appeals shall find that said
gasoline service station is so arranged
and maintained so as not to affect
adversely the normal development or
use of necighboring property in the
same district or in an adjoining
residential district and the standards
and safeguards as listed under Section
23.05 C-1 are complied with.

(i) PERMIT A CARNIVAL,
outdoor circus or migratory
amusement enterprise in  an
Agricultural  District, provided that
attached to the application for a permit
shall be a letter of consent from the

owner or owners of the property to be -

used for such purpose; also an aftidavit

that such location is a minimum
distance of fifteen hundred (1500) feet
from any existing residential building
and a minimum distance of fifty (50)
feet from the street or highway
right-of-way.

(i) Permit in any district the
keeping for private use only of fowl,
rabbits, and other animals, provided
that in any district restricted against
their use under this Ordinance, such
permit shall be granted only after a
public hearing is held and due notice
given all property owners living within
300 feet of the property to be so used.
The Board shall require, in granting
such a permit, that all fowl or animals
be so housed, fenced and otherwise
kept, that their use will not .constitute
a nuisance.

(k) Permit variation of the location
of buildings on anv lot abutting a
different zoning district, provided that
this use or location shall not have an
undesirable effect upon the more
restricted district and provided that the
yard requirements cannot be less than
fifty (50%) vercent of the requirements
for the more restricted district, and
provided that the variation shall not
extend more than fifty (50) fect into
the more restricted area.

(1) Where there are practical
difficulties or unnecessary hardships in
complying strictlv with the provisions
of this ordinance, the Board of Appeals
may, in specific cases, adjust any such
condition in harmony with the general
purpose and intent of this Ordinance so
that the public health, safety and
general welfare may be secured and
substantial justice done.

MOBILE HOME PARK

(m) Permit a Mobile Home Park or
Trailer Coach Park to be established or
extended in a district permitting such
use, when it is found, after review of
the plans, the State Application, and
any other pertinent information, that
such Mobile Home Park, or Trailer
Coach Park will meet with all the
district requirements and the standards
as listed under Section 23.05 C | and
the laws of the State of Michigan and
that such [location, when fully
developed and landscaped, will be in
harmony with other uses in the District
and provided, that the necessary
community facilities are available to
furnish service for the Mobile tlome
Park or Trailer Coach Park.

(n) PUBLIC AND PRIVATE
STABLES AND RIDING
ACADEMIES. Permit public and
private stables and riding academies,
provided:

(1) A minimum lot area of not less
than ten (10) acres, with a minimum
lot width of not less than five hundred
(500) fect is maintained for such use.

(2) An area of not less than one
(1) acre for each horse stabled and used
as a part of such riding stable use, but
not less than (1) above is provided.

(3) The Building for housing the
horses shall be not less than one
hundred (100) fect from any adjacent
property line and shall not be less than
one hundred fifty (150) feet from any
dwelling.

(4) Stable refuse shall be so
handled as to control odor and flies at
all times.

(5) A permit, issued by the Board
of Appeals for such uses shall terminate
immediately when the lot area
requirements  hercin  set  forth are
decreased in any manner.

(0) DOG KUENNELS, RAISING
OF ANIMALS for Medical
Experimentation and Raising of Fur
bearing Animals, Permit dog kennels,
the raising of animals for medical
experimentation and the raising of fur
bearing animals, provided:

(1) A minimum lat area of not less
than five (5) acres, with a minimum lot
width of not less than three hundred
(300) feet is maintained for such use.

(2) All buildings, pens and
runways for housing or keeping of such
animals shall be not fess than
seventy-five (75) feet from any
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additional parking space for the
additional floor area shall be provided
and maintained in amounts hereinafter
specified for that use.

Provided, however, where the
City and the various property
owners have cooperatively developed
parking facilities, and additional
parking space as required for the
increased floor space is not available
within the required three hundred
(300) feet as required in the second
paragraph of (e) below, the City
Planning Board may through
negotiations with the owner of such
property, vary the location of such
required parking spaces or agree to the
owners participation in other
authorized parking facilities which will
furnish the same amount of space as
required for his increased floor space,
within a distance of not more than one
thousand (1,000) feet of the building.

(d) For the purpose of applying
the requirements of Section 3.12 (j),
“Floor Area” in the case of offices,
merchandising or service types of uses,
shall mean the gross floor area used or
intended to be used by tenants, or for
service to the public or customers,
patrons, clients or patients, including
areas occupied gy fixtures and
equipment used for display or sales of
merchandise. It shall not include area
used principally for non-public
purposes, such as storage, incidental
repairs, processing or packaging of
merchandise, for the shop windows, for
offices incidental to the management
or maintenance of stores or buildings,
for toilet or rest rooms, for utilities or
for dressing, fitting or alteration rooms.

(e) Off-street parking facilities for
one and two family dwellings, shall be
located on the same lot or plot of
ground as the building they are
intended to serve.

The location of required off-street
parking facilities for other than one
and two family dwellings and all
multiple dwellings, shall be within
three hundred (300) feet of the
building they are intended to serve,
measured from the nearest point of the
offstreet parking facilities and the
nearest point of the building.

() In the case of a use not
specifically mentioned, the
requirements for off-street parking
facilities for a wuse which is so
mentioned and which said use is
similar, shall apply.

(g) Nothing in this section shall be
construed to prevent collective
provisions of off-street parking
facilities for two or more buildings or

uses, provided, collectively, such
facilities shall not be less than the sum
of the requirements for the various
individual uses computed separately in
accordance with the table.

(h) Nothing in this section shall
prevent the extension of or an addition
to a building into an existing parking
area, which is required for the original
building, when the same amount of
space taken by the extension or
addition is provided by an enlargement
of the existing parking lot, or an
additional area within three hundred
(300) feet of such building.

(i) Continuing Character of
Parking Obligation. The schedule of
requirements for offstreet parking
space applicable to newly erected or
substantially altered structures, shall be
a continuing obligation of the owner of
the real estate on which any such
structure is located so long as the
structure is in existence and its use
requiring vehicle parking and it shall be
unlawful for an owner of any building
affected by this Ordinance to
discontinue, change or dispense with,
or to cause the discontinuance or
change of the required vehicle parking
space apart from the discontinuance,
sale or transfer of such structure,
without establishing alternate parking
space which meets with the
requirements of and is in compliance
with this Ordinance, or for any person,
fiimm or corporation to use such
building without acquiring such land
for vehicle parking which meets the
requirements of and is in compliance
with this Ordinance.

(i) The amount of required
off-street parking space for new uses or
buildings, additions thereto and
additions to existing buildings, as
specified above, shall be determined in
accordance with the following table,
and the space so required, shall be
stated in the application for a building
permit and shall be a continuing
obligation of the owner, except as
provided in (h) above.

(k) Wherever, the City Council
shall establish off-street parking
facilities by means of a special
assessment district, or by any other
means the City Council may determine,
upon completion and acceptance of
such off-street parking facilities by the
City Council, all existing buildings and
uses and all buildings erected or uses
established thereafter within the special
assessment district, or districts, shall be
exempt from the requirements of this
section for privately supplied off-street
parking facilities.

One (1) parking space for cach dwelling
unit.

Three (3) parking spaces for cach two
(2) dwelling units.

One (1) parking space for cach guest or
sleeping room or suite in a tourist
home, tourist cabin or motel, plus two
(2) additional spaces for management
and/or service personnel.

One (1) parking space for cach two (2)
bedrooms, plus two (2) additional
spaces for manager.

One (1) parking space for cach two (2)
beds, plus one (1) space for each four
(4) employees, including staff doctors
and nurses.

One (1) parking space for each six (6)
beds, plus onc (1) space for each four
(4) employees, including staff members
and visiting doctors.

One (1) parking space for each living or
slecping unit, plus one (1) additional
space for each two (2) employees.

One (1) parking space for each gucst
bedroom, plus two (2) additional
spaces for owner or management.
Provide about cach building an
improved area other than the front or
side yard which shall be not less than
two (2) times the floor space of the
building.

10. Theaters and auditoriums (Other
than incidential to Schoot)

11. Churches, auditorivms, incidental
to schools.

12. Schools

13. Dance Halls, pool and billiard
rooms, assembly halls, and exhibition
halls without fixed seats, community
centers, civic clubs, fraternal orders,
veterans organizations, union halls and
similar type of occupancy.

14. Stadiums and sports arenas.

15. Bowling alleys.
16. Mortuaries or funeral homes.

17. Establishments for sale and
consumption on the premises of
alcoholic beverages, food or
refreshments.

18. Drive-in Restaurants

personal service shops (not including
beauty parlor and barber shops),
household equipment or fumiture
repair shops, clothing or shoe repair or
service shops, used motor vehicle sales,
machinery sales, and hardware stores,
wholesale stores, discount house and
surplus sales stores under 3,000 square
feet.

22. Beauty parlors and barber shops.

23. All retail stores, medical and dental
clinics, and hardware stores, wholesale
stores, discount houses and surplus
sales stores over 3,000 squarc feet in
area, except as otherwise specified
herein.

24. Gasoline service stations.

25. Service parages, auto salesroom,
auto repair, collision or bumping shops.

26. Industrial establishments, including
manufacturing, research and testing
laboratories, creameries, bottling
works, printing and engraving shops,
warehouses and storage buildings.

One (1) parking space for each four (4)
seats, plus additional spaces equal to
number to fifty (S0%) per cent of the
number of all employees of the theatre.
One (1) parking space for each four (4)
seats in the main assembly unit, or one
(1) parking space for each fifteen (15)
classroom seats whichever is greater.
One (1) parking space for each two (2)
employees (including teachers and
administrators) plus sufficient offstreet
space for the safe and convenient
loading and unloading of students.

One (1) parking space for each one
hundred (100) feet (square) of useable
floor area.

One (1) parking space for each three
(3) seats.

Five (5) parking spaces for each alley.
One (1) parking space for each fifty
(50) square feet of floor space in the
slumber rooms, parlors or individual
funeral service rooms.

One (1) parking space for each one
hundred (100) square feet of floor
area, plus one (l(g parking space for
each two (2) employees.

One (1) parking space for each fifteen
(15) square feet of floor space.

One (1) parking space for each two
hundred (200) square feet of floor
space.

Four (4) parking spaces for each teller
window, in addition to 19 above.

One (1) parking space for each six
hundred (600) square fect of floor
space, plus one (1) space for the owner
or management, plus one (1) space for
each two (2) employees.

One (1) parking space for each
employee, but not less than two (2)
parking spaces for each chair.

One (1) parking space for each
seventy-five (75) square feet of floor
space.

One (1) parking space for each
employee on the largest shift, plus one
(1) parking space for the owner and/or
management, plus two (2) parking
spaces for each grease rack, stall for
servicing automobiles and wash rack.

One (1) parking space for each two
hundred (200) square feet of floor
area.

Provide about cach industrial building,
buildings or use, and improved area, in
addition to the front yard, which shall
be sufficient in size to provide
adequate facilities far the parking of
automobiles and other motor vehicles
used by the firm or employees or
persons doing business therein, such
space shall not be less than one (1)
parking space for each three (3)
employees computed on the basis of
the greatest number of persons to be
employed at any one period during the
day or night.

3.13. LOADING SPACE. On the
same premises with every building,
structure or part thereof, erected and
occupied for manufacturing, storage,
warehouse, goods display, department
store, wholesale store, market, hotel,
hospital, mortuary, laundry, dry
cleaning or other uses similarly
involving the receipt or distribution by
vehicles or materials or merchandise,
there shall be provided and maintained
on the same lot adequate space for
standing, loading, and unloading
services in order to avoid undue
interferences with public use of the
streets or alleys. Such space, unless
otherwisc adequately provided for,
shall include a ten (!10) foot by
twenty-five (25) foot loading space,

with fourteen (14) foot height
clearance for every ten thousand
(10,000) square feet, or fraction

thercof, in excess of two thousand
(2,000) squarc feet of building floor
use or land wuse for the above
mentioned purposes.

3.14. ESSENTIAL SERVICES -
Essential scrvices serving the City of
Novi shall be permitted as authorized
and regulated by law and Ordinance of
the City of Novi. Overhead or
underground lines and necessary poles
and towers to be crected to service
primarily those arcas beyond the City
shall require the review and approval,
after a public hearing of the Board of
Appeals. Such review of the Board of
Appeals shall consider abutting
property and uses as they relate to
casements, right-of-way, overhead lines,
poles and towers and further, shall
consider injurious cffccts on property
abutting or adjacent thereto and on the
orderly appearance of the City. A
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(50) feet from any front property line
when adjacent to industry or to a
railroad right-of-way. Where an M-2
District is adjacent to a residential
district and not separated therefrom by
a street, a side ‘yard or a rear yard of
not less than fifty (50) feet shall be
provided, with a greenbelt planting
strip as required in Section 20.12 of
this Ordinance.

20.05. SOURCE OF POWER.
Power for any manufacturing process
or activity shall be derived only from
electrical energy, smokeless fuels, such
as gas and oil, smokeless solid fuels
containing less than twenty percent
(20%) of volatile content on a dry
basis, and bitumious coal fired with
mechanical equipment.

20.06. MACHINES PERMITTED.
In all M-2 Districts any machine is
permitted except those machines as are
prohibited in Section 20.07_when the
building, construction and foundations
are such that section 20.08 of this
Article are fully complied with, and no
operation shall cause a displacement
exceeding .003 of one (1) inch, as
;peasured at the boundary property
ine.

20.07. USES PROHIBITED. Al
uses prohibited in M-3 Districts shall

also be a prohibited use in M-2
Districts. The City Planning Board shall
have no jurisdiction to allow any such
prohibited use in this district.

20.08. MEASURABLE NOISE. In
all M-2 Districts the measurable noise
emanating from the premises used for
activities permitted under this article
shall not exceed eighty (80) decibels
during the normmal work period or
between the hours of 6:00 AM and
10:00 PM. and shall not exceed
seventy (70) decibels during the
sleeping hours or between the hours of
10:00 P.M. and 6:00 AM, as measured
at the Boundary property lines. Noises
shall be muffled so as not to become
objectionable due to intermittance,
beat frequency or high frequency.

20.09. GLARE AND
RADIO-ACTIVE MATERIALS. Glare
from any process which emits harmful
rays shall be performed so as not to be
seen from any point beyond the ouside
of the property. Radio-active materials
shall not be emitted to exceed
quantities established as safe by the
U.S. Bureau of Standards, or as the
same are amended from time to time.

20.10. FIRE AND SAFETY
HAZARDS. The storage and handling
of flammable liquids, liquified petroleum
gases and explosives shall comply with
the State Rules and Regulations as
established by Public Act No. 207 P.A.
1941, as amended, or by the Fire
Prevention Ordinance of the City of
Novi, whichever is the most stringent.

Bulk storage of flammablc liquids,
may be stored above ground when
tanks are located no less than seventy
five (75) feet from any property line.

Bulk storage of flamable liquids
below ground shall be permitted and
the tank shall be located not closer to
the property linc than the greatest
dimension (diameter, length or height)
of the tank.

20.11
MATERIALS.

(a) The storage of lumber, coal or
other combustible materials shall not
be less than twenty (20) feet from any
interior lot line. A roadway shall be
provided, graded and maintained from
the street to the rear of the property to
permit free access of fire trucks at ail
times.

(b) Waste materials, incidental to
the principal operations shall be kept in
neatly stored containers, screened from
public view, which shall be removed
and emptied periodically and no wastes
shall be piled on the open ground.

20.12. LANDSCAPING AND
GREENBELT SCREEN. When a front
yard of an M-2 District is located across
the street from a Residential distict, a
landscaped front yard must be
provided in front of the building. When
a rear yard of an M-2 District is located

STORAGE OF

across the street from a
residential district, a rear yard equal to
the front yard requirement of that
street shall be required. A chain link
fence shall be located on the building
line and a twenty (20) foot greenbelt
planting strip, composed of evergreen
or decidous trees and shrubs, growing
not less than eight (8) feet in height,
shall be planted and maintained along
the fence in order to screen the
industrial activity from the street and
residential properties.

BARRIER WALL OR FENCE.
Where a manufacturing district is
located adjacent to 2 residential
district, and not separated therefrom
by a street and/or where such adjacent
yard area, within one hundred (100)
feet of that residential district, is used
for yard storage of materials or
equipment or buildings, a solid
masonry wall or chain link fence not
less than six (6) feet, in height, shall be
constructed on the side or rear lot line
and extending from a point on line
with the front line, to the rear lot line
and/or along the rear property line.

20.13. OFF-STREET LOADING
AND UNLOADING AND
OFF-STREET PARKING
REQUIREMENTS. Off-strecet loading
and unloading and off-street parking
shall be provided as hereinbefore
specified in Section 3.12 and 3.13 of
this Ordinance.

20.14. SITE PLAN AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan for development approval as
provided in Article XXII-A is required
for any storage yard, fuel yard,
trucking terminal, warehouse or any
type of manufacturing complex or
industrial park, in order to insure a
reasonable development essential to
public safety, welfare and convenience
with applicable subdivision standards
and specifications.

ARTICLE XXI
M-3 GENERAL MANUFACTURING
DISTRICTS

Section 21.01 (Omitted)

21.02 USES PERMITTED. Any
lawful use of land or buildings not
herein expressly prohibited or provided
for shall be a lawful use in all M-3
Districts, when such uses shall comply
with Section 3.22 and the following
requirements:

(a) SIGNS. A sign, not limited as
to location or area, bearing only the
name of the person, firm or
corporation operating the enterprise or
premises, a description of the general
character of the enterprise or both.

Billboards and advertising signs not
greater than threce hundred (300)
square feet in area and limited to the
same yard requircments as buildings
and structures in the M-3 Districts.

Onc (1) non-illuminated sign
pertaining to the sale, rental or lease of
a building or lot not excecding fifty
(50) square feet in area for any one (1)
building or lot.

21.03. BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building herecafter erected or
structurally altered in any M-3 District
shall exceed (40) feet in height or three
(3) stories in height, provided however,
such height may be increased one (1)
foot for each (5) fect by which such
building is set back in excess of one
hundred (100) feet from the property
lines, except as provided for in Article
XXII of this Ordinance.

21.04. YARD REQUIREMENTS.
No building or structure or part
thereof, hereafter erected or
structurally altered for any use
permitted in any M-3 District, shall be
located or extended nearer than one
hundred (100) feet from any front
property line or side street lot line or
fifty (50) feet from any side or rear
property line, provided, however, the
side or rear yard requirements shall not
apply when they are adjacent to a
railroad right-of-way.

21.05. SOURCE OF POWER.
Power from any manufacturing process
or activity shall bc derived only from
electrical energy, smokeless fuels, such

as gas, oil, smokeless solid fuels
containing less than twenty (20%)
percent of volatile content on a dry
basis, and bituminous coal fired with
mechanical equipment.

21.06. MACHINES PERMITTED.
In all M-3 Districts all machines are
permitted when installed and operated
50 as not to allow a measureable noise
as hereinafter defined and limited,
vibration, odor, fumes, dust, smoke or
glare which shall not, in any case, be
detectable from districts in which
residence occupancy is permitted.

21.07. USES PROHIBITED. In all
M-3 Districts no building shall be
erected or no land shall be used for any
of the following uses:

(a) New dwellings or conversion of
existing buildings to additional
dwelling units, except for a watchman
or carelaker employed on the premises
and members of his family.

(b) Schools, hospitals, clinics and
other institutions for human care,
except where incidental to a permitted
principal use.

(c) The use of trailers as dwellings
either singly or in mobile home parks
or trailer parks.

(d) Motels, mobile home or trailer
parks.

(e) Aay business use permitted in
C.N., C-1, C.T., or C-2 Districts except
automobile repair shops, bump shops,
undercoating shops and similar
automobile repair establishments,
unless same is strictly incidental to a
principal use permitted under Section
21.02 of this Ordinance.

(D Any of the following principal
uses or any principal use which is of a
like character:

Corrosive acid manufacturing:
cement, lime, gypsum, or plaster
manufacturing; distillation of bone,
coal, tar, petroleum, refuse, grain or
wood; explosive manufacturing or
storage; fertilizer manufacturing;
compost or storage of garbage, offal,
dead animals, refuse, rancid fats;
incineration, glue manufacturing, size
or gelatin manufacturing where the
processes include the refining or
recovery of products from animal
refuse or offal; junk, scrap and salvage
yards; slaughtering of animals, stock
yards, petroleum or asphalt refining or
manufacturing; smelting or refining of
metals from ores; steam and. board
hammers and forging presses; storage,
curing and tanning of raw, green or
salted hides or skins; sulphurous,
sulphuric, nitric, picric, carbolic or
hydrochloric or other corrosive acid
manufacturing.

Provided, however, the Board of
Appeals may permit junk, scrap,
wrecking yards or salvage yards where
the operations are for the conversion of
salcable materials, after public hearing,
provided such use complies with the
following specific standards and the
standards referred to below are
compiled with:

1. Junk, scrap or salvage yards
shall not be located within 1,000 feet
of a church, school, park or boundary
of any residential district.

2. Junk, scrap or salvage yards
shall be completely screened from
public view from any public street,
highway or freeway and adjoining
properties by a building or enclosure
masonry wall not less than eight (8)
feet in height.

3. Stock piled materials shall not
be piled higher than cight (8) feet and
shall not excced the height of the
enclosure wall.

4. No burning or incincration shall
be permitted unless said burning is
carricd out in a completely enclosed
incinerator approved the Director of
Public Safety.

5. All material shall be stored in
such a manner as to prevent the
breeding or harboring of rats, insects,
or other vermin. Where necessary, this
shall be accomplished by enclosures in
containers, raising of materials above
ground, scparation of types of
materials, preventing the collection of

stagnant water, extermination
procedures, or other means.

6. Off-street parking, within the
screened in area shall be provided at a
ratio of one (1) square foot of parking
to four (4) square feet of yard area and
no parking shall be allowed outside of
the enclosure wall.

Provided further the Board of
Appeals may permit in M-3 Districts
other above enumerated uses or uses of
a like character, if it is found, after
public hearing, that proof and evidence
has been furnished that new
engineering design and practice will
permit such operations to comply with
the requirements of Section 3.22 and
Sections 21.08 and 21.13 inclusive of
this Ordinance. Said evidence to be
furnished to and recommended for
approval by the Municipal Engineer.

21.08. MEASURABLE NOISE. In
all M-3 Districts the measurable noise
emanating from the premises used for
activities permitted under this Article
shall not exceed eighty (80) decibles
during the normmal work period or
between the hours of 6:00 A M. and
10:00 PM. and shall not exceed
seventy (70) decibles during the
sleeping hours between 10:00 P.M. and
6:00 AM.,, as measured at the
boundary property lines. Noises shall
be muffled so as not to become
objectionable due to the intermittence,
beat frequency or high frequency.

21.09. GLARE AND
RADIO-ACTIVE MATERIALS. Glare
from any process which emits harmful
rays shall be performed so as not to be
seen from any point beyond the
outside of the property. Radio-active
materials shall not be emitted to
exceed quantities established as safe by
the U.S. Bureau of Standards, or as the
same are amended from time to time.

21.10. FIRE AND SAFETY
HAZARDS. The storage and handling
of flammable liquids, liquified
petroleum, gases and explosives shall
comply with the State Rules and
Regulations as established by Public
Act No. 207, P.A. 1941, as amended,
or by the Fire Prevention Ordinance of
the City of Novi, whichever is the most
stringent. .

Bulk storage of flammable liquids,
liquified petroleum, gases and
explosives may be stored above ground
when tanks are located not less than
one hundred (100) feet from any
property line.

Bulk storage of flammable liquids,
below ground, shall be permitted and
the tanks shall be located not closer to
the property line than the greatest
dimension (diameter, length or height)
of the tank.

21.11
MATERIALS.

(a) Storage of used rags, waste,
paper or similar material as a business,
shall be permitted when enclosed in a
masonry building of four (4) hour fire
construction and no part of which may
be located closer than one hundred
(100) feet from any adjoining property
line.

(b) The storage of lumber, coal or
other combustible materials shall not
be less than twenty (20) feet from any
interior lot line. A roadway shall be
provided, graded and maintained from
the street to the rear of the property to
permit free access of fire trucks at any
time. .

(c) Waste materials, incidental to
the principal operations, shall be
scteened trom public view from a
public street, by a building or an
enclosure wall or a twenty (20) foot
greenbelt planting strip composed of
evergreens or deciduous trees and
shrubs, which shall not be less than
eight (8) feet in height and which shall
be maintained in a healthy growing
cond(iti)or}.

d) Junk, scrap, or salvage yards
where the operations are gfory the
conversion to saleable materials and
any outdoor storage, standing or
service areas of automotive bump shops
and similar automotive repair
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Signs having illumination of
floodlight character, or sign which uses
visible green, ycllow or red colors,
which might be confused with any
official traffic control devices, are
prohibited within seven hundred fifty
(750) feet measured along the highway
of such traffic control devices or
railroad crossing.

ARTICLE IV

AGRICULTURAL DISTRICTS

Section 4.01. (Omitted).

4.02. USES PERMITTED. In AG
Districts, except as otherwise provided
for in this Ordinance, all buildings shall
be erected and all land shall be used
only for one or more of the following
specified uses:

(a) One family dwelling.

(b) Farm dwellings appurtenant to
a principal agricultural use.

(c) Dairies, farms, truck gardens,
greenhouses and nurserics.

(d) Recreation, forestry and
migratory labor camps, with temporary
housing facilities, including trailers,
cabins or tents and limited to an
occupancy not to exceed a four (4)
month period.

(c) Public and private stables and
riding academies subject to the
provisions and requirements of Article
XXI1¥ Section 23.05 C (o) of the Board
of Appeals.

(f) Dog kennels, the raising of
animals for medical experimentation
and the provisions and requirements of
Article XXI11, Section 23.05 C (p) of
the Board of Appeals.

() Public utility buildings, such as
sub-stations, without service or storage
yards.

(h) Carnivals, outdoor circuses or
migratory amusement enterprises,
subject to the provisions and
requirements of Article XXIII, Section
23.05 C 2 (i) of the Board of Appeals.

(i) Accessory buildings or
structures and uses customarily
incidental to any of the above uses
when located on the same property,
including not more than one (1)
temporary building for the sale of the
products of any of the above uses and
shall be located not less than
lt‘wenty-ﬁve (25) feet from any street
ine.

4.03. SIGNS. No signs shall be
permitted on a farm other than one (1)
non-illuminated real estate sign not
exceeding six (6) square feet in area
advertising the sale or rental of the
premises on which it is maintained;
non-illuminated trespassing or caution
signs shall not exceed two (2) square
feet in area; not more than two (2)
non-illuminated signs not over nine (9)
square feet in area advertising the
products of a farm for sale at a
roadside market.

4.04. BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building, hereafier erected or altered,
shall exceed forty (40) fcet in height of
three (3) stores, (See Article XXII,
Height Exceptions).

4.05. FRONT YARD. In AG
Districts each one family dwelling shall
have a front yard of not less than
twenty-five (25) feet in depih.

4.06. SIDE YARDS. In AG
Districts there shall be provided a side
yard on each side of cvery dwelling,
which shall be not less than fifteen (15)
feet in width.

4.07. REAR YARDS. In AG
Districts, each lot shall have a rear yard
of not less than fifty (50) feet.

4.08. USES, LOT AREA,
PERCENTAGE OF LOT COVERAGE
AND YARDS FOR SMALL AREAS.
Any parcel of land in an AG District,
which is smaller than five (5) acres,
divided and recorded prior 1o the
effective date of this Ordinance, must
conform to the usecs, yards, lot area,
percentage of lot coverage and other
more restrictive regulations as
prescribed for R-1-E Districls.

This shall not prohibit the division
of land through metes and bounds
descriptions, within the limits of the
State Platting Act, for the building of

any dwelling or dwellings for tenants or
for residential occupancy, of less than
five (5) acres in area. Such lots shall
comply with the requirements of the
R-1-E District regulations; parcels less
than one (1) acre, in area, shall
comply with the requirements of the
R-1-H District Regulations.

4.09. LOT AREA. In AG Districts
every lot shall have an average width of
not less than one-fourth (%) the
average depth of the lot, provided,
however, that a lot shall not be
required to have a width greater than
three hundred fifty (350) feet.
Provided, however, this shall not apply
to any lot which at the time this
Ordinance becomes effective is
narrower at the street line or lesser in
area than the specifications herein
provided, if such lot was of record at
the time of adoption of this Ordinance.

4.10. YARDS. All accessory
buildings for uses other than those
customarily incidental to R-1-F, R-1-E,
R-1-H, R-1-S and R-1 uses, shall be
located not less than one hundred
(100) feet from any dwelling and
twenty-five (25) feet from any side lot
line.

4.11. OFF-STREET PARKING.
Off-strect parking shall be provided as
specified in  Section 3.12 of this
Ordinance.

ARTICLE V
R-1-F SMALL FARM DISTRICTS

Section 5.01. (Omitted).

5.02. USES PERMITTED. In
R-1-F Districts, except as otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance, ail
buildings shall be erected and ail land
shall be used only for one or more of
the following specified uses:

(a) All uses permitted in R-1-E
Districts.

(b) Nurseries, gardening and small
greecnhouses.

(c) Keeping for commercial
purposes of fowl, rabbits or other small
animals, and keeping for personal use
of other livestock provided they are
housed and fenced as not to become a
nuisance.

(d) Accessory buildings or
structures and uses incidental to any of
the above uses when located on the
same property, provided, however, that
no such accessory building, structure or
use shall be used for any commercial
use, other than provided for above.

(e) Agricultural uses or purposes if
the property is presently being used for
a bona-fide agricultural use, or has
within a period of two years prior to
the property being placed in this
zoning classification, been used for a
bona-fide agricultural use. Such use
may be extended or expanded if within
the strict meaning of an agricultural
use.

5.03. SIGNS. No signs shall be
permitted on a lot other than one (1)
non-illuminated real estate sign not
exceeding six (6) square feet in area,
advertising the sale or rental of the
premises on which it is maintained. Not
more than one (1) non-illuminating
trespassing, safety or caution sign not
over two (2) square feet in area and not
more than one (1) non-illuminated sign
not over nine (9) square feet in area
advertising the produce of the small
farm for sale at the residence, shall be
permitted on alot.

5.04. BUILDING HNEIGHT
REGULATIONS. No building,
hereafter  erected or altered, shall
exceed thirty-five (35) feet in height or
two and one-half (2'%) stories. (See
Article XXII, tleight Exceptions).

5.05. LOT AREA PERCENTAGE
OF LOT COVERAGE AND YARDS.
Each lot is an R-1-F District, together
with its principal building and
accessory  buildings, hercinafter
intended 1o be used or which is used
for any purpose permitted in an R-1-F
District, shall comply with the
provisions of this Ordinance as to the
required lot arca, percentage of lot
coverage, yard dimensions and other
provisions which are herein prescribed
for R-1-E Districts.

5.06. YARDS. All accessory
buildings for uses other than thosec
customarily incidental to R-1-E uses,
shall be located not less than
twenty-five (25) feet from any lot line
and not less than one hundred (100)
feet from any dwelling.

5.07. OFF-STREET PARKING
REQUIREMENTS. Off-street parking
requircments shall be provided as
hercinbefore specified in Section 3.12
of this Ordinance.

ARTICLE VI
R-1-E COUNTY ESTATES DISTRICTS

Scction 6.01. (Owmitted).

6.02. USES PERMITTED. In
R-1-E Districts, except as provided for
in this Ordinance, all buildings shall be
erected and all land shall be used only
for one or more of the following
pennitted specified uses:

(a) One family dwellings.

(b) Public, parochial, private and
nursery schools, churches, community
buildings, community hospitals,
municipal facilities, municipal parks
and playgrounds.

(c) Golf courses having not less
than ninc (9) holes and having an area
of not less than fifty (50) acres.
Country clubs, tennis courts and
similar recreational uses, all of a
non-commercial nature.

(d) Temporary buildings for uses
incidental to construction work, which
buildings shall be removed upon
completion or abandonment of the
construction work.

(e) The growing of hay, grain,
vegetables, fruit, flowers, shrubs, and
trees, and the operation of a
greenhouse, provided, however, that
land under one ownership, prior to its
being platted and having an area in
excess of three (3) acres for each
residence, may be used for agricultural
purposes, meeting the requirements of
the Agricultural Districts, but must
conform to all regulations of this
Article as to yard areas. Existing
greenhouses may continue to operate
and expand as a permitted use as long
as the land area upon which the
greenhouse is located remains not less
than five (5) acres in extent and the
yard dimensions are not reduced
beyond the requirements of the
Agricultural District. The handling of
products incidental to and accessory to
a greenhouse operation and limited to
small items, such as spray materials,
packaged soil, fertilizers and similar
products, shall be permitted, as an
accommodation for the greenhouse
patrons.

(D) A residence may be used for a
home occupation as herein defined,
provided:

That such use shall be conducted
entirely within the dwelling and shall
occupy only one (1) room on the
ground floor which shall not be greater
than two hundred (200) square feet in
area.

That there shall be no display or
advertising or other outward indication
of such special use other than one (1)
sign not exceeding two (2) square feet
in arca bearing the name and
occupation (word only) of the
practitioner.

That in other respects the building
and premises shall be so treated and the
permitted activity so conducted, that
the use of such lot will be in harmony
with the character of the district in
which it is located.

(g) In new subdivision
developments, a residence may be used
as a model and for temporary sales
facilities during the period of
developmient and selling of the homes.

(h) The raising and keeping of fowl
and/or rabbits for owners use, and
consumption, provided they are
properly housed and fenced so as not
to become a nuisance. The keeping of
horses and ponies when they are used
for private use only, with one (1) horse
allowed for a minimum lot area of two
(2) acres, and an additional two (2)
acres for cach additional horse. Animal

pens and stables shall be kept clean and
manures and stable refuse shall be
trecated and handted in such a manner
so as to control odor and flies and
shall be suitably screened from view.

(i) Public utility transformer
stations, sub-stations and gas regulator
stations, without service or storage
yards, upon approval of the Board of
Appeals.

() Accessory buildings or uses
customarily incidental to any of the
above permitted uses, when located on
the same or adjoining lot and not
involving any business, profession,
trade, or accupation. Separate servants
quarters over an accessory building
may be established in connection with
a one family dwelling of nine (9) rooms
or larger, exclusive of bathrooms, when
located on lots of not less than one (1)
acre. One private garage for each
residential lot for the housing of motor
vehicles, not more than one (1) of
which can be a commercial vehicle,
shall be considered a legal accessory
use. Accessory buildings for the
housing of fowl or animals shall be
located not less than twenty-five (25)
feet from any lot line and not less than

one hundred (100) feet from any
dwelling.

(k) SIGNS. One (1)
non-illuminated sign per lot pertaining
to the sale or lease of a lot or building
and such sign shall not exceed eight (8)
square feet in arca.

Illuminated or non-illuminated
church or public building bulletin
board, not ecxceeding twelve (12)
square feet in area.

Park and playground signs shall be
permitted and shall be of such size as
to reasonably contribute to the public
convenience, welfare and safety.

(1) Agricultural uses or purposes if
the property is presently being used for
a bona-fide agricultural use, or has
within a period of two years prior to
the property being placed in this
zoning classification, been used for a
bona-fide agricultural use. Such use
may be extended or expanded if within
the strict meaning of an agricultural
use.

6.03. BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building, hereafter erected or altered,
shall excced thirty-five (35) feet in
height or two and one-half (2%) stories,
except as provided in Article XXi1 of
this Ordinance.

6.04. LOT AREA PER FAMILY.
In R-1-E Districts each family dwelling,
together with its accessory building,
hereafter erected, shall provide a lot
arca of not less than one (1) acre and
said lot shall have a width of not less
than one hundred-fifty (150) feet at
the front or rear building line;
provided, however, that this
requirement shall not apply to any lot
which at the time this Ordinance
becomes effective is narrower at the
street line or lesser in area than the
specifications herein provided if such
lot was of record at the time of the
adoption of this Ordinance.

Where soil conditions are
inadequate for the proper functioning
of sewage disposal facilities, larger lot
areas shall be required, as shall be
determined under Section 3.18 of this
Ordinance.

6.05. LOT COVERAGE. In R-1-E
Districts each one family dwelling,
together with its accessory buildings,
hereafter erccted on any lot, shall not
cover more than fifteen (15%) per cent
of the area of such lot.

6.06. FRONT YARD. In R-1-E
Districts cach one family dwelling shall
have a front yard of not less than
forty-five (45) feet in depth.

6.07. SIDE YARDS. In R-I-E
Districts there shall be provided a side
yard on each side of every principal
building, which shall not be less than
fifteen (15) feet in width.

6.08. SIDE YARDS ABUTTING
UPON A STREET. In R-1-E Districts
the width of the side yard abutting
upon a side street shall not be less than
forty-five (45) feet.
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(¢) Site plan approval, by the
Planning Board, is required for afl uses.

14.05. HEIGHT REGULATIONS.
In C-N Districts, no building, hercafter
erected or structurally altered, shall
exceed twenty (20) feet in height,
except as provided in Article XXII of
this Ordinance.

14.06. FRONT YARD. There shall
be provided a front yard of not less
than twenty (20) feet.

14.07. SIDE YARDS. There shall
be provided a side yard of not less than
twenty (20) feet on each side of the
main building.

14.08. REAR YARDS. There shall
be provided a rear yard of not less than
twenty (20) feet.

14.09. FENCE OR BARRIER
WALL AND GREENBELT. A five (5)
foot high chain link fence or solid
masonry wall shall be provided on the
property line between the commercial
and residential properties. A twenty
(20) foot greenbelt shall be planted and
maintained inside of such fence or wall
separating the shopping area from the
abutting residential area.

14.10. SITE PLAN AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan and development approval as
provided in Article XXII-A is required
for neighborhood shopping buildings,
shopping center complexes in order to
insure a reasonable development
essential to public safety, welfare and
convenience with applicable
subdivision standards and
specifications.

ARTICLE XV
C-1 LOCAL BUSINESS DISTRICTS

Section 15.01. (Omitted).

15.02. USED PERMITTED.

(a) Existing dwellings, so used,
may be continued to be used and may
be maintained or extended by the
addition of rooms, porches, or a garage.

(b) Generally recognized retail
stores, business and professional
offices, banks, newspaper distributing
stations and restaurants.

(c) Shops making merchandise to
be sold at retail on the premises,
provided that the services of not more
than cight (8) persons are required to
produce such merchandise.

(d) Personal service shops, such as
barber shops, beauty parlors and shoe
repair shops, laundries, dry cleaning
shops, and any similar service or use,
provided the services of not more than
eight (8) persons are required therein.

(¢) Buildings and uses customarily
accessory to any of the above
permitted uses.

15.03. SIGNS. The following signs
are permitted in a C-1 District.

1. One (1) ground sign, used for
advertising the sale or rental of the
premises or any business combined
thereon, on which the same is erected.
Such sign shall not exceed ten (10)
square feet in area and shall not exceed
six (6) feet in height above the ground
level and no part of such sign shall
extend beyond the street or highway
right-of-way line.

A sign or signs, used for
advertising, or the rental of the
premisces on which the same is erected,
or pertaining to goods sold or services
provided; or activities conducted
therein, such sign may be displayed or
painted on or applied or attached to
cach wall or building or store front
facing on a public strect and shall not
project more than eighteen (18) inches
beyond the face of the wall and/or
front or side property line. The
maximum over-all dimensions of such
attached sign shall not exceed the
following:

On a building wall or store front
having a street frontage of twenty-five
(25) fect or less, the sign shall have a
maximum vertical measurement of two
(2) feet six (6) inches and a maximum
horizontal measurements of cighty
(80%) per cent of the street frontage of
the building.

On a building wall or store front
having a street frontage of more than

twenty-five (25) feet and not more
than seventy-five (75) feet, the sign
shall have a maximum vertical
measurement of two (2) feet six (6)
inches and a maximum horizontal
measurement of seventy (70%) per cent
of the street frontage whichever is the
greater. ,

On a building wall or store front
having a street frontage in excess of
seventy-five (75) feet, a maximum
vertical measurement of two (2) feet
six (6) inches and a maximum
horizontal measurement of fifty-five)
feet or fifty (50%) per cent of the
street frontage, whichever is greater.

3. One (1) pole sign pertaining to
the use of the premises, or business
conducted therein, on which the same
is erected, and no part of such sign
shall extend beyond the street or
highway right-of-way line and shall not

exceed, in disglay surface, an area of -

thirty-five (35) square feet and shall
have a clear space of not less than ten
(10) feet under such sign.

4. Billboards and outdoor poster
panels on approval of the Board of
Appecals and subject to the
requirements of Section 23.05 C-2 (c).

15.04. BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building, hereafter erected or altered,
shall exceed thirty-five (35) feet in
height or two and one-half (2%) stories.
(See Article XXI1, Height Exceptions.)

15.05. LOT AREA AND
PERCENTAGE OF LOT COVERAGE,
Each building together with its
accessory buildings, hereafter designed
or intended to be used or which is used
for any purpose permitted in R-2
Districts, shall comply with the
provisions of this Ordinance as to
required lot arca and percentage of lot
coverage which are prescribed for R-2
Districts.

15.06. YARDS.

(a) Each building together with its
accessory buildings, hereafter designed
or intended to be used or which is used
for any purpose permitted in R-2
Districts, shall comply with the
provisions of this Ordinance as to
front, side and vear yard, which are
prescribed for R-2 Districts.

15.07. LOT AREA. Every lot in
C-1 Districts, used as a business, shall
have an area sufficient in size to supply
an adequate and safe water supply and
a safe and adequate sewage disposal
system as established by standards
required by the Statc or County Health
Department’s rules and regulations. In
no case shall a business ot be less than
four thousand (4,000) square feet in
area.

15.08. REAR YARDS. Each lot in
C-1 Districts shall provide a rear yavd
of not less than twenty (20) feet in
depth.

15.09. SITE PLAN
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan for development approval as
provided in Article XXHA is required
for uses permitted in C-1 local Business
District in order to insure a reasonable
development essential to public safety
and welfare and convenience with
applicable subdivision standards and
specifications.

ARTICLE XV!
C.B. CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICTS

16.01. (Omitted)

16.02. PERMITTED USES. In the
C.B. Districts, cxcept as otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance, all
buildings shall be erected, and all land
shall be used only for one or more of
the following specified uses:

(a) A community or regional
shopping center, including major
department stores, specialty shops,
banks and other financial institutions,
and personal scrvice enterprises, in
which the entire group of commercial
enterprises or major clements thercof
are intended and designed to service
the City as a whole.

(b) Theaters, restaurants, bars,
night clubs, and other major
cntertainment facilitics, intended to
serve the municipality as a whole, but
not including drive-in restaurants.

(¢) Hotels and motor hotels.

(d) Bus terminals, cab stands and
other transit facilities.

(c) Storage garages and off-street
parking facilities.

() Public or quasi-public uses,
appropriate to or customarily located
in a Central Business District and
intended to serve the whole City and
region.

(g) Any other retail business or
service establishment the Board finds
not to be inconsistent with the purpose
of this Article and will not impair the
present or potential use of adjacent
properties.

16.03. ACCESSORY USES.

(a) Signs which pertain only to a
permitted use in the premises which
shall comply with the requircments of
Section 14.03 of Article XIV of this
Ordinance.

(b) Other accessory uses and
structures customarily appurtenant to a
pemitted use.

16.04. OTHER REQUIRED
CONDITIONS:

(a) All uses shall be conducted
wholly within a completely enclosed
building, except off-street parking and
loading facilities, swimming pools,
cabanas and sidewalk cafes.

(b) Site plan approval is required
for all uses. Such plans shall make due
provision for:

1. Adequate design of grades,
paving, gutters, drainage and treatment
of turf to handle storm water, prevent
erosion and formation of dust.

2. Adequate, safe and convenient
arrangement of pedestrian circulation
facilities, roadways, driveways, foading
space and illumination.

3. Adequate amount and proper
location of pedestrian walks, malls and
landscaped spaces ta prevent pedestrian
use of vehicular ways and parking
spaces and to separate pedestrian
walks, malls and public transportation
loading spaces and general vehicular
circulation facilities. .
walks, malls and public transportation
loading spaces and general vehicular
circulation facilities.

4. Arrangement of buildings,
vehicular circulation and open space so
that pedestrians moving between
buildings are not unnecessarily exposed
to vehicular traffic.

5. Praper arrangement of signs and
lighting devices with respect to traffic
control devices.

16.05. BUILDING HEIGHT.
There shall be no specific height
limitation in C.B. District, provided,
however, that before the construction
of any structure, which exceeds
thirty-five (35) feet in height, shall be
authorized, the Board must make a
finding that any such cxcess height will
not be detrimental to the light, air or
privacy of any other structure or use
currently existing or anticipated.

16.06. AREA, LOT COVERAGE
AND YARD REQUIREMENTS. Arca,
lot coverage and yard requirements
shall be subject to special
determination during review by the
Planning Board of the plans for the
proposed uses to be added to the C.B.
District, and to insure satisfaction of
the requirements of off-street parking,
fandscaping and other requircments.

ARTICLE XVII
C.T. THOROUGHFARE

COMMERCIAL DISTRICTS

Section 17.01. (Omitted).

17.02. USES PERMITTED. In
C.T. Districts, except as otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance, all
buildings shall be crected and all land
shall be used only for one or more of
the following specified uses:

(c) Commercial recreation
facilities, such as swimming pools,
bowling alleys, skating rinks, and dance
halls.

(d) Retail stores and shops for sate
of automobile parts and accessories,
souvenirs, curios, film, magazines and

other products customarily provided to
meet the needs of the traveling public.

(¢) Existing dwellings, so used,
may be continued to be used, and may
be maintained or extended by the
addition of rooms, porches, or of a
garage.

(f) New and used car, boat and
trailer sales and rentals.

(g) Gasoline filling stations and
repair garages for minor repair, subject
to the provisions and requirements of
Section 23.05 C-1 and 23.05 C-2 of
the Board of Appeals.

(h) Nurseries, greenhouses and
fruit stands.

(i) Any retail business or service
establishment the Board finds not to be
inconsistent with the purpose of this
Article and will not impair the present
or potential use of adjacent properties.

() Public and quasi-public uses
intended primarily to meet the needs
of the traveling public.

(k) Animal hospitals and
veterinary clinics.

() Carpenter shops, electrical,
plumbing or heating shops, printing,
publishing or lithographic shops,
mortuaries and furniture upholstering
shops.

(m) Billboards.

(n) Drive-in Restaurants, and coin
operated drive-in services, subject to
the requirements of Section 23.05 C-1
and 23.05 C-2 of the Board of Appeals.

17.03. ACCESSORY USES.
Accessory uses shall be permitted and
regulated as specified in Section 14.03
of this Ordinance.

17.04. HEIGHT REGULATIONS.
In C.T. Districts no building, hereafter
erected or structurally altered, shall
exceed thirty (30) feet in height,
except as provided in Article XXIH of
this Ordinance.

17.05. FRONT YARD. There shall
be provided a front yard of not less
than twenty-five (25) feet.

17.06. SIDE YARDS. There shall
be provided a side yard of not less than
twenty (20) feet on each side of the
main building.

17.07. REAR YARD. There shall
be provided a rear yard of not less than
twenty (20) feet.

17.08. FENCE OR BARRIER
WALL OR GREENBELT. A five (5)
foot high chain link fence or solid
masonry wall shall be provided on the
property line between the commercial
and residential properties. A twenty
(20) foot greenbelt shall be planted and
maintained inside of such fence or wall
scparating the shopping area from the
abutting residential area.

17.09. SITE PLAN AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan for development approval as
provided in Article XXII-A is required
for uses in the nature of business
complexes, in order to insure a
reasonable development essential to
public safety, welfare and convenience
with applicable subdivision standards
and specifications.

Section 11.01. (Omitted).

11.02. USES PERMITTED. In ail
R-3 Districts, except as otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance, all
building shall be erected and all land
shall be used only for one or more of
the following uses:

(a) Al uses permitted in R-2
Districts unless otherwise stated, but
not including the raising and keeping of
fowl and/or rabbits, or home
occupations.

(b) Mobile Home Parks and Trailer
Coach Parks on approval of the Board
of Appeals pursuant to the following
requirements and to Article XXIII,
Section 23.05 C (n).

11.03. R-2 USE. Any use
permitted in R-2 Districts shall comply
with all the requirements as specified
for those used on Article X.

11.04. MOBILE HOME PARK
REQUIREMENTS.

(a) STATE ACTS. Mobile Home
Parks shall comply with Act 143 of the
P.A. of 1939 and Act 255 of the P.A.
of 1941 and Act 52 of the P.A. of
1949 and Act 216 of the P.A. of 1955
being M.S.A. 5.278 etseq. or as
amended.

(b) BUILDING HEIGHT. No
building or structure, hereafter erected
or altered in a Mobile Home Park, shall
exceed one and one-half (1 %4) stories
or twenty-five (25) feet.

(c) So as to maintain yard space
for the different sizes of mobile homes
or trailers, the following minimums
shall be required:

“(c) 1. An open area shall be
provided on cach mobile home lot, to
insure privacy, adequate natural light
and ventilation to each home and to
provide sufficient area for outdoor uses
essential to the mobile home. All
mobile home lots shall contain a
minimum area of at least six thousand
(6000) square feet provided that lots
may be reduced to not less than five
thousand (5000) square feet in area
provided a minimum of one-thousand
(1000) square feet per lot is developed
as a park and recreation arca for the
common use of the residents of the
mobile home park. All lots shall have a
minimum width of fifty (50) feet at
the front setback. The location, shape,
and development features of said
common park arca shall be subject to
the review and approval of the
Planning Board. Each mobile home lot
shall be occupied only by one (1)
mobile _home or trailer coach.

2. The sum of the side yards at the
entry side and the non-entry side of a
mobile home stand shall not be less
than thirty-two (32) feet. Provided,
however, there shall be a side yard of
not less than fifteen (15) feet at the
cntry side of the mobile home stand
and a side yard of not less than ten
(10) feet at the non-entry side of the
mobile home stand. There shall be a
rear yard of not less than twenty (20)
fect at the rear end of the stand and a
front yard of not less than twenty (20)
feet at the front end of the mobile
home stand. For irregularly shaped side
yards, the sum is determined as the
sum of the average width of each side
yard, provided that the required
minimums above are maintained at all
points in the side yard.

3. No mobile home shall be
located closer than fifty (50) fcet to
the right-of-way line of a main public
highway, or twenty (20) feet to the
Mobile Home Park property line.

4. Paved, off-strect car parking
spaces shall be provided in sufficient
number to meet the needs of the
occupants of the property and their
guests,  without interference  with
normal movement of traffic. Such
facilities shall be provided at the rate of
at least onc and one-quarter (1'4) car
spaces for each mobile home lot.

5. Each mobile home lot shall be

provided with a stand consisting of a
solid concrete apron cight (8) feet wide
by forty-five (45) feet long or two (2)
concrete ribbons each not less than
twenty-four (24) inches wide and
forty-five (45) feet long and such apron
or ribbons shall be five (5) inches in
thickness and shall be of Grade A
Concrete. Where concrete ribbons must
be filled in with a six (6) inch layer of
crushed rock or slag.

6. Enclosed canopies or skirting
shall not be permitted on any mobile
home, provided, however, a uniform
skirting supplied by the Mobile Home
Park Management may be permitted on
approval of the Board of Appeals. Each
mobile home shal! be jacked up on a
uniform jack or uniform block, which
shall be supplied by the Mobile Home
Park. No mobile home shall have its
wheels removed (except for repair), be
placed on posts, walls or any other
temporary or permanent foundations;
and no other building or structure shall
be attached to it other than one (1)
metal utility cabinet. This shall not
prevent the use of an awning of
aluminum, canvas or fiber glass, which
space may be screened in with mesh
screen. Such screened area shall not be
greater than nine (9) feet in width nor
shall said area be cnclosed or glassed in.

(d) In order that residents of a
mobile home or trailer coach, which is
to be parked and used as the home of
the occupants for a period of more
than three (3) months in one (1) trailer
space within one (1) calendar year, can
enjoy the same privileges as offered to
residents of permanent dwellings, the
following regulations shall be required:

1. Only trailers with approved
toilets and plumbing fixtures shall be
permitted for occupancy of more than
one (1) three (3) month period in a
single calendar year.

2. Plumbing fixtures shall be
connected into a public sanitary sewer
or City approved facilitics, and shall
meet the requirements of the City
Plumbing Code and the Plumbing Code
of the State of Michigan.

3. Running water from a public or
State tested and approved water
supply, designed adequately for a
minimum flow of one hundred
twenty-five (125) gallons per day per
mobile home lot, shall be piped to each
trailer and shall be adequately
protected from frost.

4. An outdoor patio area of not
less than one hundred eighty (180)
square feet shall be provided on each
trailer site, conveniently located to the
entrance of the mobile home and
appropriately related to open areas of
the lot and other facilities, for the
purpose of providing suitable outdoor
living space to supplement the limited
interior space of a mobile home.

5. The occupancy load of any
trailer coach shall be limited to provide
no less than three hundred (300) cubic
feet  of air space per occupant,
exclusive of the cubic air space of toilet
rooms and closets.

6. Outdoor laundry drying space
of adequate arca and suitable location
shall be provided if property is not
furnished with indoor dryers or if use
only by indoor dryers is not
customarily acceptable to prospective
occupants. Where outdoor drying space
is required, individual clothes drying
facilities on each lot with poles or
sockets imbedded in concrete shall be
provided.

(e) In order that a Mobile Home
Park may be harmonious within itself
and also with its surrounding
neighbors, the following regulations
shall be required:

1. Streets shall be provided on the
site  where neccessary 1o furnish
principal traffic-ways for convenient
access to the mobile home site, and
other

The rights-of-way shall be of adequate
width to accomodate the contemplated
widths of pavement, sidewalk and
planting strips, but shall not be less
than sixty (60) feet for main drives or
entrance drives and not less than fifty
(50) feet for minor or secondary
streets. Streets shall be paved and such
pavement shall be of adequate widths
to accommodate the contemplated
parking and traffic load in accordance
with the type of streets, but shall not
be less than twenty-seven (27) feet in
width for main drives or eatrance
drives, provided, however, such
pavement may be twenty (20) feet in
width when no parking is allowed on
the pavement. The pavement width for
minor or secondary streets shall not be
less than twenty (20) feet.

Curbing shall be required,
provided, however, the Board of
Appeals may approve plans without
curbs where such plans show other
adequate means for control of surface
drainage, protection of the edges of the
pavement and the roadway shoulder
and for the prevention of erosion along
the shoulder and berm of the roadway.

All streets and appurtenant
structures shall comply with the
standards as required by the City of
Novi for subdivision streets.

2. The Mobile Home Park primary
walk system, including walks along
main drives and secondary streets, shall
be not less than three (3) feet in width
and not less than four (4) inches thick.
The secondary walk system, including
walks from each mobile home entrance
to facilities on the lot and connections
to the primary walk system, shall be
not less than thirty (30) inches wide
and not less than four (4) inches thick.
All walks shall be of Grade A Concrete.

3. All electric lines, from supply
poles and leading to each mobile home
stand, shall be underground and shall
be provided with a 3 wire balanced
115-230 volt supply. When separate
meters are installed, each meter shall be
located on a uniform standard post on
the lot line of each mobile home stand.
Wiring shall comply with Detroit
Edison Code for Mobile Home Parks.

4. There shall be provided an area
of not less than one hundred (100)
squarc feet for recreation, for each
mobile home lot in the Mobile Home
Park, with a minimum area of not less
than five thousand (5,000) square feet,
which shall be no longer than two (2)
times its width, located not more than
five hundred (500) fect from the
furthest mobile home lot served. Such
area shall be developed and maintained
by the management so as to provide
healthful recreation for the children of
the Mobile Home Park.

5. A greenbelt planting strip, not
less than twenty (20) feet in width,
shall be located and continually
maintained along all exterior boundary
lot lines not bordering a street. Such
greenbelt shall be composed of one (1)
row of decidious and or evergreen
trees, spaced not more than forty (40)
feet apart and not less than three (3)
rows of shrubs, spaced not more than
cight (8) feet apart and which grow at
least to a height of five (5) fect or more
after one (1) full growing season and
which shrubs will eventually grow to a
height of not less than twelve (12) feet.

6. The front yard and the side yard
adjacent to a street shall be landscaped
and the cntirc Mobile Home Park shall
be maintained in a good, clean,
presentable condition at all times.

7. No business, of any kind, shall
be conducted in any mobile home.
trailer building or on the premises of
the Mobile Home Park.

8. Strect and yard lights, sufficient
in number and intensity to permit the
safe movement of vehicles and
pedestrians at night, shall be provided
and shall be ecffectively related to
buildings, trees, walks, steps and ramps.

9. All fuel oil and gas tanks shall
be located on cach mobile home lot in

a uniform manner. All tanks shall be of
an approved type to comply with
building code standards and shall be
equipped with vent pipes and with
fused valves. All tanks shall be elevated
on non-combustible stands and placed
on a concrete precast base.

10. Each mobile home may be
provided with one (1) metal utility
cabinet, which shall not exceed four
(4) feet in width, three (3) feet in
depth and five (5) feet in height, which
shall be uniform as to size and location
throughout the Mobile Home Park. All
cabinets shall be kept clean and shall be
maintained in a good condition.

11. There shall be no storage
underneath any mobile home and each
mobile home lot shall be maintained in
a clean and presentable condition at all
times.

12. Mobile home lot tine fences
shall be uniform in height and shall not
exceed thirty (30) inches in height and
shall be constructed in such a manner
as to provide firemen access to all sides

of each mobile home.

13. The grounds of the Mobile
Home Park shall be graded to drain
properly.

(f) BUILDINGS. All buildings shall
meect the requirements of the Novi City
Building Code and the requirements of
the State of Michigan or the Federal
Housing Administration, whichever is
the most restrictive.

(g) ENTRANCE AND EXIT
APPROVAL. Entrances and exits from
County or State highways shall have
the prior written approval of the
Highway Authority having jurisdiction
within the City.

11.05. SITE PLAN AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan and development approval as
provided in Article XXII-A is required
for apartments, multiple dwellings and
mobile home parks in order to insure a
reasonable devclopment essential to
public safety, welfare and convemence
with applicable standards and
specifications.

ARTICLE Xl

P.O. PROFESSIONAL OFFICE

AND RESEARCH DISTRICTS

Section 13.01. (Omitted).

13.02. USES PERMITTED. In
P.O. Districts, except as otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance, all
buildings shall be erected and all land
shall be used only for one or more of
the following specified uses:

(a) Medical, legal and dental
offices and clinics and professional
offices.

(b) Administrative, executive and
editorial offices.

(c) Research laboratories.

(d) Financial offices, including
banks and real estate and other general
business offices.

(¢) Business schools and private
schools operated for profit.

(f) Private clubs or lodge halls.

(g) Public owned buildings and
public utility offices, but not including
storage yards, transformer stations,
exchanges or sub-stations.

(h) Any other office use which the
Planning Board finds not to be
inconsistent with the purposes of this
Article and will not impair the present
or potential use of adjacent properties.

(i) Commercial, medical and dental
laboratories, not including the
manufacturing of pharmaceutical or
other products for general sale or
distribution.

(j) Hospitals,
churches.

(k) Mortuaries.

(1) Convalescent/nursing  homes,
when the following conditions are met:

(1) There shall be provided on the
site, not less than fifteen hundred
(1,500) square feet of open space for
each bed in the home. The fiftecen
hundred square feet of land area shall
provide for landscape setting, off-street
parking, service drives, loading space,
yard requirement and accessory uses,
but shall not include the area covered
by main or accessory buildings.

(2) No building shall be closer than
forty (40) feet to any property line.

(3) Off-street loading, unloading
and ambulance delivery areas shall be
located in side or rear yards and
obscured from all abutting lands.

13.03. ACCESSORY USES.

(a) One or more illuminated
non-flashing sign only when pertaining
to the use of the premises on which it
is located or activities conducted
therein, provided there shall be no
overhanging signs, and that no such
total sign area shall exceed one (1)
JE.S foot in area for each lineal foot
of building frontage. It is further
provided that such signs shall be
attached only to the face of the
structure with no portion projecting
more than eighteen me inches
therefrom, or such sign may be free
standing within the front yard area.

(b) One (1) non-illuminate sign
pertaining to the sale or lease of a
building or lot and not exceeding cight
(8) square feet in area.

(c) Incidental services, such as
restaurants, pharmacies and retail sales
to serve occupants and patrons of the
permitted use, provided there is no
exterior display or advertising and such
activities are conducted in spaces which
are integral parts of a main building.

(d) Other accessory uses and
building customarily appurtenant to a
permitted use.

13.04. HEIGHT REGULATIONS.

In P.O. Districts, no buildings,
hercafter erected or structurally
altered, shall exceed thirty (30) feet or

two (2) stories in height, except as
provided in Article XXIt of this
Ordinance.

13.05. LOT AREA. No minintum
lot area is required for uses permitted
in this District as long as the yard
requirements and the required
off-strecet loading and unloading are
provided for.

13.06. FRONT YARDS. Every
building shall have a front yard of not
less than twenty (20) feet. Provided,
however, where existing buildings
within the same block have established
a building line having an average greater
than twenty (20) feet, then the front
yard shall not be less than the average

so established by the existing
conforming buildings.
13.07. SIDE YARDS. In P.O.

Districts, there shall be provided a side
yard on cach side of every principal
building, which shall be not less than
five (5) feet in width, and the
combined width of both side yards
shall not be less than fifteen (15) feet,
provided, however, no side yard shall
be required along the interior lot line
when the wall is without openings and
such building wall is of fireproof
construction.

13.08. SIDE YARDS ON THE
STREET SIDE OF CORNER LOTS.
Every building shalt provide a side yard
of not less than six (6) feet on the
street side of corner lots.

13.09. REAR YARDS. A rear yard
of not less than twenty (20) feet shall
be provided, provided, however, where
an alley exists at the rear of such
property, the width of the alley may be
included in measuring the depth of the
rear yard.

13.10. OFFSTREET LOADING
AND UNLOADING AND
OFF-STREET PARKING
REQUIREMENTS. Off-strecet loading
and unloading and off-street parking
requiremients shall be provided as
hercinbefore specified in Sections 3.12
and 3.13 of this Ordinance.

13.11. SITE PLAN AND
DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL. Site
plan and development approval as
provided in Article XXH-A is required

for business and/or office uses or
complexes, laboratories, clinics and
public owned buildings in order to
insure a reasonable development
essential to public safety and
convenience with applicable

subdivision standards and

specifications.

ARTICLE XIIi-B

RESIDENTIAL UNIT DEVELOPMENT

Section 13-B.01 PURPOSE. The
purpose of planned unit development
approval is to allow diversification in
the relationships of various buildings,
structures, and open space in planned
building groups and in the allowable
heights of said buildings and structures,
while insuring substantial compliance
to the district regulations and other
provisions of the Zoning Ordinance.
Further it is the intent of this
Ordinance to require adequate
standards relating to the public health,
safety and general welfare, without
unduly inhibiting the advantages of
modern large scale site planning for
residential purposes.

13-B.02 STATEMENT OF
PRINCIPLES. Consideration by the
Planning Board the City Council of
proposed ‘‘Residential Unit
Development™ shall reflect the
following basic principles:

1. This ordinance (Article XII1-B)
provides an optional method of
subdividing property and approval of
any Residential Unit Development
subject to the discretion of the City of
Novi.

2. Particular attention shall be
given to the effect of a planned
Residential Unit Development upon
the immediate area, where the
character of that area has been
established by previous development.

3. In considering the application of
the planned Residential Unit
Development, the Planning Board and
the City Council shall consider the
following objectives:

(a) To provide a more desirable
living environment by preserving the
natural character of open fields, stands
of trees, braoks, hills and similar
natural assets.

(b) To encourage developers to use
a more creative approach in the
development of residential areas and to
encourage a more efficient, aesthetic
and desirable usec of the land while
recognizing a reduction in development
costs and by allowing the developer to
by-pass natural obstacles on the site.

(c) To provide a more desirable
living environment than would be
possible through the strict application

of Ordinance requirements.

(d) To encourage the provision for
open space within a reasonable distance
of all lot development of the
subdivision and to further encourage
the development of recreational
facilitics and areas.

13-B.03 APPLICATION.
Application for approval shall be mads
by the owner or owners of any tract
where use of the planned unit
development process is contemplated.
The application shall be accompanied
by a fee to be determined by resolution
of the City Council in each case, and
shall cover the cost of evaluating the
plan as to the principles and conditions
hereinafter set forth.

13-B.04 The application for
approval as aforesaid shall contain the
following information in addition to
the information required by other
Sections of this Ordinance:

I. A description of the land
proposed to be dedicated to the
common use of the lot owners (herein
called open land), including the
following as a minimum:

(a) General description of open
land in scale drawing.

(b) Tapographical survey of open
land.

(c) Type of soil in open land and
off-site drainage.

(d) Description of natural features
on open land. (Stands of trees or other
vegetation, strcams or other bodies of
water, etc.)

(¢} Other relevant factors as
requested by the Planning Board or
City Council.
