In June 23-24 paper we 
printed an article on proper 
stock seat equitation. Due to a 
mbc-up, only half of this 
article was printed and that 
was the rules for the 
American Horse Show 
Association. There is, 
however, another set of rules 
that a horse and rider may be 
showing under, that of the 
American Quarterhorse 
Association. These rules 
state: 

YOUTH 
ACTIVITIES 

Paragraph 559. Hands: 
Both hands and arms shall be 
held in a relaxed easy manner 
with the upper arms to be in a 
straight linewith body, the one 
holding reins bent at elbow. 
Free hand will be partially 
closed and held near the belt 
with elbow bent causing the 
hand to be near but not 
against the body in front of the 
right side; however, when 
using a romal the rider's off 
hand shall be around the 
romal with at least 16 inches 
of slack. 

Some movement of the arm 
permissible, but excessive 
pumping will be penalized. 
Hands to be around reins. 
Fingers betWeen reins are 
permitted When using split 
reins but not with romal. 
Reins are to be carried 
immediately above or slightly 
in front of the saddle horn. 
Only one hand is to be used for 
reining and hand shall not be 
changed. Reins should be 
carried so as to have light 
contact With the horse's 
mouth and at no time shall 
reins be carried more than a 
slight hand movement from 
the horse's mouth.

At present, according to 
City Manager George Athas, 
the city has sold, or 
committed, 181 taps that it 
doesn't haVe. 

"We have a total capacity of 
5,200 taps," Athas said 
Tuesday. "This comes out of 
Wayne County as a four cubic 
feet per second, (CFS) 
allotment into their system. 

"We haVe a total of 1,766 

taps that are committed, 
that We have promised to 

people and are required by 
law to give. 

"We'Ve already sold, either 
outright for cash or on a 
contract, 3,615 of them. 

"That means We have 5,381 
accounted for and only 5200 to 
give. Wayne county is not 
Willing at this time to giVe us 
any capacity either." 

The manager explained 
that the picture Was not as 
"black and White" as the 
figures indicated.

by United Appraisal 
Company, of CleVeland, Ohio 
at a cost of $16,450. 

W i x o m c o u n c i l m e n 
Tuesday night unanimously 
a «-.<; p t e d t h e 
recomniendation of Mayor 
Gilbert Willis to conract With 
the firm. 

In taking the action. 
Councilman Gunnar MettaJa 
mentioned that, of the two 
companies selected from 10 
originally interviewed. United 
seemed to be the most 
dependable because it used 
manual computation instead 
of a computer method. 

"Ther's a possibility of a 
foul-up," Mettala said, "and 
Wixom can't afford another 
mistake." 

Willis mentioned that 
United's men Would probably 
be in the city Within 30 days 
and that citizens Would have 
ample time to revieW and re-
review, if necessary, their' 
appraisals. 

Willis appointed Wynn 
Berry, Commerce assessor, 
as a temporary part time 
employee to assist United. 

Councilmen received a 
letter of resignation from 
Deputy Treasurer Ruth 
Merrill, who had been serving 
the city as deputy assessor. 

Mrs. Merrill gave as reason 
for her resignation the 
transfer of her husband to 
Illinois. 

In her place, Willis 
appointed his assistant, 
William Travis, a former 
school teacher in the business 
arts. 

Travis admitted that he had 

no experience as a treasurer. 
Conce rn ing W i x o m ' s 

current tax roU, Willis said 
that as yet he had not heard 
from the State Tax 
Commission about the city's 
-lat« tax b i l l s -bu t that 
commissioners were due to 
meet Wednesday 

In a related matter, 
councilmen decided to hire 
their planning consultants, 
Vilican and Leman, to "assist 
the city" in reviewing zoning 
standards for an improved, or 
re-Worked, zoning ordinance. 

Cost Was set at $9,000 to be 
paid in four quarterly 
installments. 

Councilman ElWood Grubb, 
and CouncilWoman Mary 
Parvu objected. 

"I think our planners knoW 
What they're doing," Grubb 
said. "I think We've got a good 
board and we ought to give 
them a crack at this project." 

The measure passed after 
Councilman Mettala pointed 
out that the suggestion to 
enlist Vilicari and I^man had 
come from the planning 
commission. 

In other business Tuesday 
night councilmen: 

Rezoned, in a public 
hearing, a parcel of land 

owned by Jack Lakner, at 
47000 West Road betWeen 
Beck and the C&O railroad 
track, from single family 
residential to light 
manufacturing. 

C o u n c i l m e n w e r e 
linanimoiis and there was no 
discussion by the public. 

Granted $2,500 to Walled 
Lake's Alcohol and Drug 
Education program, (ADE). 

Originally from Southfield 
the ADE program has been 
working in Walled Lake for 
eight months. Its main 
function, according to 
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s Who 
appeared before councilmen, 
is counseling and giving 
advice to current and 
potential drug users. 

The program lists among its 
other contributers. Walled 
Lake and Wolverine, each for 
$2,500 ^and Commerce for 
$5,000. 

The group may get 
additional funding from 
Oakland County, according to 
Willis. 

-Adopted a bid of $1,885 for 
the construction of additional 
office space in the police 
department from Paul Profit 
Construction of Walled Lake. 

Two other bids submitted 

ran between $3,900 and $4,500. 
—Listened to Willis as he 

announced that the city and 
the police department had 
reached an impasse in their 
contract talks aild. that a 
cumpulsive arbitrator wpuld 
probably be reqilested. 

Main point of contention, 
Willis said, was the 
departments request for 
$11,400 top salaiy.'nle city's 
offer Willis said had been 
$10,600. 

—Supported opposition 
from the City of Berkely to 
Oakland County's proposed 
construction of a new sports 
stadium. 

" A much as I'm for sports," 
said Councilman Robert 
Dingeldey, "I don't think the 
county Should be spending 
that kind of money." 

—Combined the diities of 
the health officer and the 
building official. 

"Many times," Willis said, 
"one has to approve the 
others activities." 

—Appointed Councilman 
Dingeldey as representative 
to the annual meeting of the 
Michigan Municipal League 
on Maddnac Island 
September 24. 

F o u r o f Seven A b s e n t 

. "We've sold over our total 
capacity," he said, "but at the 
present time we're actually 
using less than 35-percent of 
'that capacity. 

' ''There are taps we've 
committed," .Athas added, 
''which won't actually be in 
the ground for some time, but 
what the difficulty and what 
worries the council, is that 
someday Novi may wake up 
•and find that everyone wants 
to use their taps at once." 

Discussion on the matter 
came before councilmen in a 
study meeting Monday night 
during Which they also 
considered: 

. . .The Randolph Drain. 
Councilmen were reluctant to 

share with Northville the price 
of construction and 
maintenance of the county 
facility which, if built as 
proposed, would draw 
assessments from residents 
southeast of a point along 
Beck Road and on-half mile 
North of Eight Mile. 

• Councilmen Raymond 
Evans and Donald Young 
contended that recent and 
unwise building in Northville 
bad caused a flooding 
^ b f i e m which the Randolph 
'Drain was expected to handle 
for Northville citizens only. 

According to Young, "Novi 
is still dumping as much 
water as it did 10 to 20 years 
ago." 

Athas was directed to set up 
a meeting with Northville 
officials to discuss the matter. 

. . .Riparian Rights along 
Walled Lake. Herbert Farah, 
local citizen and fireman, 
informed councilmen that 
there were three types of laws 
governing fill of shore line and 
that before an ordinance was 
drafted or procedure set up, 
they should familiarize 
themselves with each. 

The matter came up with 
two petitions to fill along the 
shore line. 

Council ordered a legal 
opinion on the city's position 
from City Attorney Howard 
Bond.

October Decision 
Set on Petition 

A controversial annexation petition 
submitted to the state boundaries commission 
by the City of Novi isn't expected to be 
decided until October. 

James S. Hyde, executive secretary of the 
commission, said as much last week 
Wednesday during the preliminary public 
hearing at Lansing. According to the state 
official, the decision is to foUow a public 
hearing here in NoVi in October. 

At last week's hearing attorney and 
representatives of both the city. Which seeks 
to annex a large portion of Novi Township, 
and the township presented their cases. 

Specifically, eight of the nine parcels of 
township land—all but that part of Brookland 
Farms subdivision located in the township-
are sought by the city. 

Township Attorney Emery Jacques and 
Township Clerk Boyd Armstrong represented 
the township last week, arguing that those 
township lands included in the annexation 
petition now are adequately protected by fire 

and policemen. 
Novi city firemen currently answer fire 

calls in the township, at $200 per call, under a 
contract with the city. Furthermore, 
township citizens are protected by the 
Michigan State Police, and Oakland County 
Sheriffs, who can answer a call in a "few 
minutes", township officials said. 

City officials contend that this police 
protection is overlapped by city police patrols 
as part of city policemen's regular beats-
even though the city is not presently paid for 
this township service. 

Township argument that its zoning is being 
made compatable with adjacent city property 
is refuted by the city. 

George Athas, chairman of the city's 
planning board for two years and now the 
Novi city manager, insisted last week that he 
has never observed any "evidence that 
township planners have made such an 
attempt"

The first election regarding 
the millage was held on April 
29 at which time voters turned 
down a combined six mill 
package. 

A second try was made on 
June 21 when voters approved 
a split bill, approving a four-
mill renewal proposition but 
turning down a two-mill 
additional. 

The school board claimed 
the four-mill renewal was 
necessary to continue the 
level of education now being 
offered the children in the 
system but cuts would have to 
be made should the additional 
two mills fail to pass. 

Before putting into effect 
the cuts necessary since the 

I two mill proposal did not 
pass, the school board decided 
to once again put the issue 
before the taxpayers. 

Listed in a five-page 
bulletin supporting the need 
for the additional $400,000 
gained from a two mill levy 
are; $14,500 to provide 
adequate transportation for 
special education children 
who are now being served 
erratically or not at all; $3,500 
for continuing educational 
field trips; and $2,000 for the 
purchase of custodial 
equipment and tools. 

Also, $3,000 for teacher 
conferences; $18,000 for new 
and replacement books in 
school libraries; and $8,000 
for employment of parents to 
replace teachers as 
playground supervisors. 
$1,000 is needed to provide 
substitute teachers to release 

regular teachers for 
participation in in-service 
training programs; $216,000 to 
employ 24 additional teachers 
to cover mounting 
enrollment; and $12,000 to 
provide a separate ninth 
grade athletic program. 

Further listings include; 
$3,000 to employ swimming 

coaches for both b()ys and 
girls at the senior high level; 
$10,000 to reinstate the 
summer school program; 
$8,000 for a complete offering 
of adult education and 
community school classes; 
and $70,000 for capital outlay 
items which include audio-
visual equipment, band 
ins t rument s , s c i ence 
equipment among other 
things. 

Lastly, $12,000 is needed to 
reinstate full administrative -
services and $20,000 for a 
meaningful drug education 
program.

According to Dale, the 
recently completed census 
shows a total of 2,084 school 
age children living in the 
school district School age is 
defined as anyone ages 5 to 19. 

Thus, according to the 
superintendent, it includes' 

children who may not in fact 
be in school because they may 
have quit, graduated, etc. He 
estimates that of the 2,084 
children, 1,927 will be enrolled 
in the fall. 

In figuring the 1971-72 
budget, school officials had 
estimated a total fall 
enrollment i of 1,942-15 
more than the census now 
indicates. 

The census also showed a 
total of 636 children through 
the age of 4 in the school 
district This compares to 612 
in 1970 and 502 in 1969. 

In the 5-19 bracket, the 1970 
census showed 1,956 in the 
district (there were 1,809 in 
school), and the 1969 census 
showed 1,772. 

A census of housing 
construction. Dale said, 
showed the folloWing: 

Partially completed-84 this 
year, 62 last year; newly 
completed, 32 this year and 32 
last year; old, not inhabited, 
36 this year and 31 last year; 
basements in only, 81 this 
year. No similar census on 
basements was taken last 
year. Dale explained.

Teacher Contract Talks Here at Standstill 
Contract talks betWeen the 

N o r t h v i l l e E d u c a t i o n 
Association (NEA) and the 
school district are at an 
apparent standstill With no 
agreement reached on any of 
the items under con­
sideration. 

Robert Benson, chief 
negotiator for the school 
district, said that ''no 
progress" has been made on 
settling any of the 26 items 
being negoUated. 

Another session at the, 
bargaining table tentatively 

was set for later this week. 
Chief negotiator for the 

NEA. A l Jones, said he 
"thought we had reached 
some agreement, but then 
they (the school district) 
withdrew the items at our last 
meeting (July l.) 

"The pattern in Northville -
seems to be that no matter 
how hard the teams try, 
nothing gets settled until 
August," Jones commented. 
"We can't even settle the non-
money related items." 

Jones noted that a number 
of districts in the state have 
already signed contracts and 
"Northville should be in the 
middle of those settlements. 
We aren't the poorest or the 
richest district in the state 
and our settlement should fall 

in between the high and low 
contracts." 

Jones said the only salary 
that has been placed on the 
table by the district "is a 
lump sum of money. There 
was no schedule. They (the 
school district) said we could 
split it as we liked, including 
the increments." 

Benson said the district 
propijsed a sum of $1.7 million 
or five percent over the 
amount of money expended 
for an identical numlDer of 

teachers during 1970-71 as will 
be employed during the 1971-
72 school year. 

NEA submitted for 
negotiation a salary schedule 
ranging from $9,000 for the 
beginning teacher with a 
bachelors degree to $17,200 
after nine years for a teacher 
who holds a masters degree. 
L^st year's contract included 
a range from $8,000 to $15,750 
after 11 years. 

Jones said the NEA wishes 
to reduce the 11 salary steps 

to nine, "even though most 
districts have only eight 
steps." 

He said he does not believe 
the NEA is being 
unreasonable in its demands.

Assuming the purchase is 
consummated, M i l s t e i n 
pfeclicted development of tile 
park could begin wiUiin 24 
montiis. Meanwhile, the state 
may make part of the land 
available for outside type 
activities— picnics, snow-
mobiling, etc.— until 
development is completed, he 
said. 

Development, which is 
expected to cost $7 million, 
wi 1 be financed over a five to 
seven-year period— provided 
monies are appropriated by 
U1e state legislatiire for tiiis 
purpose, Milstein said. He 
said the 1971-72 DNR budget, 
already submitted to the 
legislature, probably will be 
revised to include some 
monies for development of 
Maybury. 

"We hope to get some 
development monies under 
federal matching funds 
programs from time to 
time," he added. 

Besides formal requests for 
development funds, DNR 
commission approval of 
development plans has yet to 

be made. Plans, as submitted 
to Uie federal government 
along with the matching funds 
request for purchase monies, 
"are just preliminary 
suggestions," Mi l s t e in 
explained. "The commission 
must still approve final 
plans." 

As presenUy envisioned, tiie 
Maybury park would be the 
first of its kind in Michigan— 
perhaps in tiie United States.

human resources instead of 
natiiral resources." 

It's a completely new 
concept and We're very 
excited about it."

HoWeVer, its sponsor 
pointed out, "This bill does 
not apply to those individuals 
Who are blind, disabled or 
haniiicapped. No one Will 
argue that they need our 
support" 

Senate B i l l 853 also 
stipulates that Welfare 
assistance Would be dropped 
if an "employable" person 
has not registered With the 
Michigan Employment 
Security Commission. 

Pursell Warned; " I f 
legislative measures are not 
undertaken soon to stem the 
everMncreasing tide of 
expenditures for Welfare 
assistance, this state Will face 
a financial dilemma of such 
magnitude that the heretofore 
used avenue of appropriations 
cannot in good conscience be 
voted for in support of its 
continuance." 

"Employable" as defmed in 
the amendment is a person 
under 65 years of age. Whose 
health Would not prevent 
working and Who is not 
engaged!full-time in attending 
schod (in case of a minor), 
participating in an approved 
vocational or rehabilitation 
programi, Wholly caring for 
incapa:cited household 
members or caring for 
children-jWhen such serVices 
are not: available, Pursell 
explained. 

Also included in the 
amendment as tantamount to 
job refusal, the senator said, 
are: ] 

1) Failure to obtain and file 
a new certificate With the 
county department of social 
services iat least once every 
two Weeks from the 
E m p l o y m e n t Secur i ty 
CommisdOD stating it has no 
oriier^lfordan opening in jlartp 
tkoiie, tfUU&ne, temporary or. 
p^f iMnei t employm'enffe-
Which th^applicant is able to 
engage, or 

2) Willfully fails to report 
for an employment interview 
when requested to do by the 
comnlission, or 

3) Willfully fails to report to 
the commission on the result 
of an employment referral, or 

4) Willfully fails to report 
for emplcyment 

Pursell said he had been 
assured by the chairman of 
tbe Senate Health, Social 
Services 'and Retirement 
Comnlittee that Senate Bil l 
853 would be given an early 
bearing.

C o u n t y S t a n d o n P o l i c e 

After meeting for nearly 
three and one-half hours 
Tuesday night, Northville 
ToWnship trustees tabled 
action on half of a rather 
lengthy agenda and 
tentatively scheduled a 
special meeting for next 
Tuesday to discuss the 
remaining items. 

Reviewing a copy of a letter 
sent to the Michigan State 
Police from the Wayne 
County Board of 
Commissioners, trustees 
e x p r e s s e d t h e i r 
dissatisfaction with the 
county's decision to tell the 
state police to "look 
elsewhere" for a site to 
relocate the Detroit Post. 

State police officials had 
requested leasing two of 
seven vacant buildings at the 
Wayne County Child 
Development Center and 
Commissioners turned down 
the request earlier this 
month. 

"That letter is filled With 
bureaucratic gobbledegook," 
Trustee Bernard BaldWin 
commented. 

"They (the county) don't 

know what they are going to 
do with the buildings so they 
Want to go out and get Federal 
funds to see if they can't find a 
use for the buildings," 
BaldWin said in paraphrasing 
the letter. 

S u p e r v i s o r G u n n a r 
Stromberg told board 
members the NorthVille 
Economic DeVelopment 
Committee is attempting to 
find land for the state police in 
the township and " w i l l 
develop buildings for the state 
police and lease them to them 
if necessary." 

Stromberg noted that one of 
the sites under consideration 
is excess land owned by the 
Northville State Hospital on 
Seven Mile Road. 

Trustee Charies Schaeffer 
said that if "Maybury is to 
become a state park (see 
story on Page 1 of The 
Record) it is all that more 
important that state police be 
located in the area since they 
will be patroling the park." 

Trustees voted 6-0 (Trustee 
Leonard Klein absent) to 
direct Stromberg to respond 
to the Board of 

Commissioners informing 
them the township "is not 
satisfied with the ansWer 
given to the state police." 

Treasurer Joseph Straub 
noted that the location of the 
state police post in the 
township is "one of the most 
vital things to come before 
this board in a long time." 

In a related matter, 
Stromberg said he met 
Monday With township 
supervisors of Western 
Wayne County and that they 
"intend to fight the sheriff on 
having to pay for road patrol 
service." 

Stromberg said the 
supervisors Will be contacting 
their respective county 
commissioners "to put 
pressure on them to fight for 
What we're trying to do." 

BaldWin said he found it 
ironic the county "does not 
have enough money to 
provide police protection 
without charging the 
townships, but yet they have 
enough money to let two 
buildings at the Child 
Development Center stand 
vacant." 

In other business Tuesday 

night, trustees-
—authorized an additional 

$3,000 be appropriated for the 
completion of preliminary 
architectural plans for the 
township-fire hall complex; 

—referred to the police 
chief a request to transfer 
ownership of a liquor license at 
Six Mile and Northville Road; 

—directed the township 
building inspector, attorney 
and police to survey and 
report on whether or not more 
trailers have been moved to 
Gerald Avenue since passage 
of a township ordinance 
several years ago forbiding 
such action; 

—voted to maintain the 
limit of fill (as provided in a 
consent order) Arthur Jahn 
may dump on his property of 
the A & W Drive-In where he 
intends to build an ice cream 
stand; 

— a p p r o v e d a 
recommendation from the 
planners on yard controls in 
business districts; and 

—authorized the supervisor 
to split one lot into two each 
With 85-foot frontage on Fry 
Road.

S t u d y C o m 

Efforts to improve 
Michigan's com crop are 
under way, according to 
Duane Girbach, Livingston 
County extension director. 

Girbach said that Michigan 
State scientists are in a mad 
race against time to come up 
with Varieties resistant to 
southern corn leaf blight 
(SCLB). 

MSU com breeders have 
found good sources for 
resistance to yellow leaf 
blight Which looks almost the 
same as SCLB, Girbach said. 

The University of Michigan 
and MSU are teaming up to 
rlght blight by using remote 
sensing-like infrared aerial 
pho tography , r epor t s 
Girbach. 

In accordance With the 
implied consent laW, breath 
tests for suspected drunk 
driving were administered by 
state, county and local 
officers to 2,105 drivers. There 
were 1,727 ratings of 
intoxication, 283 of impaired 
driving, and 95 indicating 
little or nointoxicant effect 
There were 473 test refusals. 

The identification section 
received 20,658 sets of 
fingerprints, of which 12,740 
were criminal and 7,918 
noncriminal.

Residents within the 
circulation area of the 
Northville Record-Novi News 
cited crime, education and 
pollution, in that order, as 
domestic priorities needing 
attention by Congress, 
according to the results of 
C o n g r e s s m a n J a c k 
McDonald's fifth annual 
questionnaire. 

Novi and Northville 
residents also supported 
abolition (tf the draft, and the 
President's Vietnamization 
and withdrawal program in 
Southeast Asia. 

Results of the entire 19th 
Congressional District were 
to be mailed to each family 
the first week in July. 

Nearly one-third of the 
Northville Record-Novi News 
circulation area residents 
approved the current 
withdrawal program in 
Southeast Asia. Twenty-five 
percent favored a date certain 
for WithdraWal, 24.5 percent 
f a v o r e d i m m e d i a t e 
withdrawal, and 18.5 per cent 
called for a military victory. 

On the draft question, 54 per 
cent favored its abolition and 
the establishment of an all-
volunteer army. 

There Was some opposition 
to the question of a pollution 
tax to aid in cleaning up the 
environment, with 59 percent 
of the people voting "no." 
The 18-21-age group supported 
the tax by 70 percent, the 
Congressman noted 

Most of the comments on 
this particular question 
alluded to making the 
polluters pay extra taxes. In 
the effort to clean up the air 
and Water pollution Uiere has 
not been enough publicity on 
the fact that solid Waste 

treatment in many cities and 
municipalities is inadequate, 
and therefore a major 
problem. 

"My feeling on the matter is 
that if We are to improve our 
environment, everyone is 
going to have to get 
involved," McDonald said. 

"Up to one-third of our 
pollution is caused by the 
generation of electric power, 
sewers and sewage 
treatment, garbage and trash 
disposal, and home heating," 
he explained. 

"As the technology is 
developed and implemented 
to correct the debilitative 
effect of municipal pollution 
costs for each of the services 
will increase to pay for the 
improved facilities," he said. 
"The burden of cleaning the 
environment belongs to us 
aU." 

On the other portions of the 
questionnaire the residents: 
" -Supported the concept of a 
Consumer Protection Agency 
(81 per cent). 

-Favored a National Health 
Program (53.5 per cent). 

-Approved of McDonald's 
bill to halt all economic and 
military aid to foreign 
countries which fail to take 
appropriate steps to prevent 
narcotics from being 
produced or processed and 
shipped to the United States 
unlawfully (92 per cent). 

-Supported the concept of a 
Federal sharing plan Whereby 
Federal tax dollars Would be 
returned to communities for 
use as they see fit (67 per 
cent). 

-And favored reform of the 
present Welfare system, 
emphasizing Work mcentives 
(99.5 per cent).

Plans also suggest the 
bussing of children from 
Detroit's inner city to the park 
site.

Milstein said DNR planners 
have been meeting with road 
department agencies to "talk 
about" access routes to the 
park.

He served on many post 
committees, including being 
captain of the Northville Post 
Pool Team Which was runner-
up to the state champions in 
both 1970 and 1971. He had just 
been elected to a term as 
quartermaster of his post, and 
he was a long-time member of 
the Building Committee. 

Mr. Paquin, a plumber for 
the William Mclver Plumbing 
& Heating Company of 
Southfield, also was a 
member of the Lloyd H. 
Green American Legion Post 
147, and the Fraternal Order 
of Eagles Aerie 2504 of 
Northville. 

Born February 10, 1923 in 
Belle Prairie, Minnesota, he 
Was the son of Joseph and 
Cora Paquin. His Wife, Doris, 
survives him.

Tent R e v i v a l Exudes 

That Old-Time Religion

"We're going to have a good time With the 
Lord tonight," proclaimed Orville Johnston, 
as the old-fashioned tent revival got 
underway Sunday at McHattie Park in South 
Lyon. 

It was the first night of a 14-night 
evangelistic stand in the rolling park, just off 
Pontiac Trail. Thirty people, young and old 
alike, sat expectantly on the portable wooden 
pews, grasping their song pamphlets. 

Some wore long dresses in keeping with the 
theme, "That Old-Time Religion." There Was 
a seven-piece band, an organ and a piano 
under the dimly-lit tent. 

Mr. Johnson, assistant to Assembly of God 
Evangelist James V. Shaffer, began the 
revival With the song, "His Name is 
Wonderful", foUoWed by "That Old-Time 
Religion," one of American's most popular 
revivalist spirituals. 

As he launched into song and resonant tones 
came from the organ, the people responded 
With cries of Amen, Hallelujah, Jesus, Glory 
to Him and Praise be to God and rhythmic 
hand clapping. 

Furtive glances and devotional expectation 
had given Way to the glad response in the 
Glory of the Lord. The tent revival Was 
clearly underway and it would reach an 
emotional and spiritual pitch before the night 
was out and the revival had ended about 160 
minutes later.

"If you don't accept the Lord as your 
saviour, you will be damned," she declared. A 
person who wishes to be saved has "to admit 
within himself he is a smner."

Mrs. Donald ZWiemikowski of South Lyon 
said she was a Catholic about three and one-
half years ago. Now she is a member of the 
budding Assembly of God Church in South 
Lyon. 

Why the change? According to Mrs. 
Zwiemikowski, she Was unhappy with the 
materialistic ways other churches 
approached life. She wanted a church With a 
"more spiritual app^l" and a religion that 
"adhered closely to the Bible." 

"How close you walk With the Lord," she 
said,, "is the individual's choice" in her new­
found religion. "Oiriy through salvation can 
We be saved from sin on earth and spend 
eternity With the Lord in What we call 
Heaven." 

"We're trying to build up faith," Mrs. 
Zwiemikowski stated, "rather than the 
church." 

(Quoting liberally from the Bible to 
substantiate her assertions, she said, "The 
Bible is what we go by. No matter what man 
says, the Bible is the word, the truth and the 
life." 

To her, as to other fundamentalists, the 
Bible is the word of God. Miracles, such as 
Noah and his ark and Jonah and the Whale, 
are not merely symbolic, they are 
demonstrations of God's power, real miracles 
brought about by God's omnipotence. 

"We feel that music is a special talent given 
from the Lord," she explained. "It's part of 
our Worship to the Lord." And she followed 
With scriptural quotes to illustrate the role of 
song in religion. 

"Our faith is a happy religion, for the Bible 
says 'His yoke is easy, his burden light.'

He had discarded his black, top hat. Yet the 
Reverend James V. Shaffer, the evangelist, 
who likes to be compared to Billy Graham, 

' was dressed for the occasion. 
He wore a pin-stripe, double-breasted suit, 

a white shirt striped with red and a rose tie 
with a jeweled pin. 

As Brother'Johnston, Who Was dressed 
similarly, opened the revival meeting and led 
the singing. Reverend Shaffer, With his black 
Wavy hair and a ready smile, joined in the 
musical salute to God. 

Testimonials to the healing power of the 
Lord were recited; an offering was taken; 
Brother Foot, caretaker at the Faholo Park, a 
church camp near Grass Lake, praised God 
for the constancy he provided in a troubled, 
changing world. 

The Invaders Quartet, comprised of four 
young people, sang "I Found the Happy Side 
of Life" in the best upbeat style of Rogers and 
Hammerstein, the Reverend Shaffer's young 
son played a trombone solo and another 
young man, with a rock beat, played the piano 
and sang a song in tribute to God. 

It makes yeu love eVVybody, It makes you 
,loVe ev'rybody. It makes you Jove ev'rybody; 
It's good enough for me. 

The preliminaries over, Mr. Johnston then 
aiuiounced the impending talk of Reverend 
Shaffer with the pronouncement, "God Works 
through this man." 

Then came the evangelist and his lively 
sermon, "What Meaning is There in A 
Name?" And the man he Was talking about 
was Jesus Christ. "That name means to me 
He's my saviour," said the preacher, 
"salvation in the name of Jesus Christ." 

In stentonian tones, he praised the name of 
Jeee-sus and proclaimed the power in the 
name. "Some one may come along and mock 
us," Reverend Shaffer shouted, "because we 
believe in the old-fashioned way. But there's 
power in the name of Jeeesus." 

He laced his fervent sermon with 
anecdotes, drawing on them to make Jesus' 
power clear. 

He told how God had revealed sinners to 
him during a revival meeting in Canada, how 
God had given him the word at one revival 
meeting that a young man was a thief. 

The young man attended every revival 
meeting, yet every time the call to the altar 
Was issued so sinners could be saved, the 
young man left the tent. It happened on the 
final night of the revival, but the young man 
returned the same night before the meeting 
Was over. 
The evangelist said he went down the aisle to 
the young man, saw in the young man's eyes 
that he Was "demon-possessed". Sudderily, 
the young man put his arms around the 
evangelist, admitted he was a thief, 
accepted the Lord as his saviour and never 
resorted to thievery again, the reverend 
shouted. 

Another Woman, demon possessed, was 
saved, the reverend declared, when the power 
of God hither during an altar call. She was hit 
so hard, he said, "she was literally running 
backwards." 

"They call us fanatical people," said 
Reverend Shaffer. "I don't care what they 
call us, because it's real."

"It was 
a Washing and regeneration, a bom-again 
experience," he stated. 

Through devotion to CJlrist, he explained, 
he gripped life anew and brought his family 
together again. 

Four months later, he said, he received the 
baptism in the Holy Spirit, for he began 
speaking in another tongue, just as in the 
Bible. Water baptism followed in 1960 and 
complete involvement with the Lord.

As a preacher for the Assembly of God 
he also ascribes to the tenants of eternal 
damnation for sinners, the second comine of 
Christ, the Millenium when God Will rule in 
complete harmony over the believers, and the 
ultimate desti3iCtion of tMs world as we know 
it-

Day or night, on duty or off, 

it's his job to arrest those who 
break the law and bring them 
into court, supplying 
prosecuting attorneys with 
the right kind of information 
so that a defense attorney 
won't be able to "work his 
client off the hot*." 

His badge, his salary, his 
equipment his medical 
expenses, all come out of the 
pubhc pocket 

Yet the public is the one he 
picks on. 

He doesn't arrest 
"criminals."

have to go to jail. He's 
assigned a third court date 
when he must appear for 
sentencing.

On a quiet night, a 
policeman may do nothing at 
all except be a cop. 

In the course of such duty he 
will be sworn at, sneered at 
and thanked for being around. 

He may be shot in the face 
by a man he's stopped for 
speeding. 

In the course of a 40 hour 

work week, he may spend 12 
•writing reports. He m.a^ be on 
duty six days straight, maybe 
16 hours at a crack. And he 
must always be alert for the 
law breaker. 

He must always Watch 
himself for over-reaction, for 
police brutality. He wil l 
admit, in most cases, that 
there are cops who over­
react, but he's thinking all the 
time of the maniac who 
carries a loaded revolver on 
his front seat, looking for 

patrol cars. 
He's got a job and he does it 

well and poorly. 
He's a husband, a father 

and .an individual. He speeds 
himself, plays his record 
player late and fights with his 
family.

He's the embodiment of the 
law: representing it to a mass 
of people Who believe they'll 
never be caught, think they're 
doing nothing Wrong, or think 
they're not hurting anyone by 
speeding, driving home 
drunk, or blaring their record 
player. 

He's one of 15, lor 10,000 
residents in Novi, six for 2,500 
in South Lyon, eight for 9,500 
in Green Oak and four for 
2,500 in Brighton. 

On a quiet night. Working 
the afternoon shift, he might 

.stop two or three traffic.,,] 
violaters, handle a property'' 
damage accident, see that a 
drunk gets home. Warn some 
kids that they can't ride mini-
bikes in the street, or report a 
grass fire. 

If it's a busy night, he might 
stop a burglary, arrest a 
stabber, break up a bar fight, 
chase a thief, clean up a 
fatality accident, or police a 
murder. 

But those are the things that 
make the headlines, the 
"major crimes," and they are 
not What take up most of his 
time. 

He may arrest a man for 
drunk driving. 

The man registers 2.5 on a 
breathalizer, a machine 
Which registers intoxication. 

It takes .15 to be drunk. The 
individual is ordered to 
appear in court on such-and-
such a day on charges of 
driving while under the 
influence of intoxicating 
liquor, DUIL. 

On that day, he, his 
attorney, the policeman and a 
prosecuting attorney appear 
in court for preliminary 
examination. 

The policeman says: "I Was 
eastbound on Grand River 
and observed Mr . Smith 
driving at a high rate of speed 
on the shoulder of the road. 1 
stopped him, he reeked of 
alcohol and Was unable to 
stand. On a breathalizer he 
registered 2.5 and Was 
arrested for DUIL." 

Mr. Smith's attorney says 
he's innocent and a trial is 
ordered during which the 
policeman must also be 
present 

At the tr ial . Smith's 
attorney tells thejury that his 
client works two jobs: 18 
hours a day. He has a lame 
son whose medical expenses 
are sky-rocketing. His Wife is 
in the hospital with cancer of 
the throat 

He was only out shooting 
pool with his brother-in-law, 
trying to relax after a 
miserable day 

He was on'his way home' 
(after drinking 12 beers) 
when arrested. If he's 
convicted for DUEL, he'll lose 
his license, won't be able to 
drive to work, his wife and son 
will suffer. 

The jury agrees with the 
defense attorney. Smith is 
innocent..He wasn't driving

dividends for the animal and 
the owner. This is particularly 
important if foals are out on 
pasture with mares. Many 
owners want to wait for 
evidence of parasitism to 
appear before worming. With 
foals, don't wait until you see 
worms before taking action. 

Large ascarids may be 
present for several weeks 
before egg laying begins. 
Michigan State University 
recommends that worming of 
foals begin at four-six wedcs 
of age, and repeated monthly 
for the first five-sue months of 
age. Then they should be 
wormed three additional 
times during the remainder of 
the first year. 

Large strongyles and 
ascarids are the most 
damaging to the foal. 

Most veterinarians prefer 
the stomach tube for 
administering anthelmintics 
at least until after weaning.

It^s Milky Way Time 
July is the month of the 

Milky Way, says University of 
Michigan astronomer Hazel 
M . Losh. 

Rising almost parallel to 
the eastern horizon at sunset, 
the Milky Way stretches 
across the summer sky like a 
giant white arch. Professor 
Losh notes that this glowing 
arch is composed of star 
clouds, nebulae and dark dust 
clouds. 

The Milky Way is only a 
narrow belt around the 
celestial sphere because of 
the way our galaxy is shaped, 
the U-M astronomer explains. 
Our galaxy is believed to be 
about one hundred billion 
stars arranged in a flattened 
disk. The earth is roughly two-
thirds of the way out from the 

galaxy's center. In summer, 
the disk of our galaxy looks 
brighter because we are 
looking toward the center and 
far edge. 

Three stars of three 
different constellations form 
the huge "Summer Triangle," 
a great navigational aid 
throughout the centuries. 
Rising in the East is the bright 
star Altair, part of the 
constellation Aquila. Altair is 
at the apex of the triangle. 
The stars Vega in Lyra and 
Deneb in the Northern Cross 
mark the other corners. 

Professor Losh notes that 
Mars will rise in the southeast 
around 10 p.m. Because its 
distance from the earth is 
steadily decreasing during 
the month of July, Mars will 
grow a brighter and brighter 

red. 
Jupiter will continue as an 

evening planet. It is located 
near the meridian at sunset 
and will shine in the southwest 
sky until midnight. 

Aphelion—the earth's 
greatest distance from the 

sun—also occurs in July. 
Professor Losh points out. But 
the extra distance of a million 
and a half miles will not do 
much to "cool things off." In 
astronomical terms, she says, 
a million miles just isn't very 
much.

LaLonde Murder 
Goes Unsolved 

what happened to Clyde 
LaLonde? 

That's tiie question Novi 
Police, paricularly Detectives 
Richard Faulkner and Robert 
Stames, have been asking 
themselves since LaLonde's 
body Was found, shot-̂ gunned 
in the back, April 5 in a rural 
area of Novi near 
MeadoWbro<* Road and 12 
Mile. 

"We're positive that 
LaLonde dealt heavily in 
dope," Stames said last wedc, 
"primarily marijuana and 
hashish probably no heroin. 
It wasn't unusual, according 
to more than 50 people we've 
interviewed, for him to cany 
from $12 to $20,000 on his 
person." 

Stames said tiiat despite 
$2,000 posted in rewards, his 
department has not received 
one cal l concerning the 
killing. 

"The strange tiling," he 
continued, "is tiie nature of 
the case. In most 
investigations of this type you 
have hundreds of calls, botii 
from cranks and legitimate 
tipsters, supplying you witii 
hundreds of leads to run 
down. About LaLonde — 
there's been nothing." 

"Everyone we talk to," 
Stames said, "has told us 
what a beautiful person he 
was, that he would always do 
you a favor, tiiat he'd lend you 
money, anything. 

"Well obviously someone 
didn't think he was a beautiful 
person or they wouldn't have 
killed him." 

-"It's abnost impossible,"-
Stames concluded, "for g 
murder to take place, ^nd 
have no one know • about ft.' 
Somebody knows someUiihg 
and they're not talking, eiUier 
because they're involved in 
tiie crime or they're afraid of 
tiie people Who are." 

LaLonde, a 24 year old 

former teacher, had been 
living in UnionLake: lo r some 
time, and reportedly had 
taken at least one tiip to 
Jamacia before his body was 

-found, partially clottied in a 
section of woods alonff Novi's 
Meadowbinok Road north of 
12 Mile. 

Stames urged anyone who 
had any knowledge of 
LaLonde, his whereabouts 
before April 5, or his murder, 
to call tiie Novi Police at 349-
2444.
