DETROIT WATER LINES~A11 of Novi will have access to Detroit water 
Within approximately five years, according to Detroit Water Services of­
ficial Leonard Petrykowski. Water Will first arrive to the northeast section 
of the city in two years and will come via a 48 inch main that extends along 
14 Mile Road from West Bloomfield. Before water for the entire city will be 
available, a main extending south along the western border of Commerce, 
Novi, and Northville must be completed. Ultimately Novi's water will come 
from the Port Huron intake plant currently under construction. Until that 
plant has been completed, water will come from the Detroit Water Plant.

Those are thepredictions of 
I..eonard Petrykowski, an 
official of the Detroit Water 
Services Department and the 
man responsible for over­
seeing the e.xtension of Detroit 
water to this area. 

The overall timetable, 
Petrykowski told The Novi 
News Monday, depends on the 
rate of growth not only of 
Novi. but also such 
surrounding communities as 
Wixom, Commerce, and 
Walled Lake. "If you are 
selling something, you don't 
open a store in an area until 
you have enough customers 
for your product." 

Although extension of 
elroil water to the entire 

city is still a bit tentative, 
Petrykowski Was much more 
definite about when water 
•would be avilable to the 
northeast section of the city. 

"We won't be in this 
summer, but we ought to be in 
by the summer after this," he 
said. "Our dates will pretty 
much coincide with the 
Hudson's development." 

Groundbreaking for the 
Hudson's development is 
tentatively scheduled to take 
place this year. The new 
shopping center will be built 
on the property east of Novi 
Road between 12 Mile and the 
1-96 expressway. 

Extension of water 
throughout the city is 
dependent on the extension of 
a 48 inch water main coming 
down 14 Mile Road from West 
Bloomfield. Presently, that 
main extends as far as 
Halstead Road in Far-
mington, a point one mile east 
of Haggerty Road—Novi's 
eastern boundary. Before 
Detroit water can be brought 
into Novi that main must be 
extended at least as far as 
I'aggerty. 
Current plans call for that 

extension to be made within 
the next two years. A "feed 
point" into the 48 inch Detroit 
line would be established at 
Haggerty and 14 Mile and city 
lines would then be con­
structed down 14 Mile to 
Meadowbrook, down M-
eadoubrook to 12 Mile, down 
12 Mile to Novi Road, and 
down Novi Road to Grand 
River, where the line would be 
tied into the lines currently 
supplying the southeast 
.section of the city. Where 
tlelroii water is already 
available. 

Ultimately the line coming 
from West Bloomfield Will be 

supplied with Water from the 
Lake Huron Intake and 
Treatment Plant. 
Petrykowski Was doubtful 
that the exploslorl thaf 
recently delayed progress at 
that facility Would in any way 
delay extension of Detroit 
water to Novi. "Water will be 
in Novi regardless of When We 
finish the Port Huron plant," 
he said. "We're prepared to 
supply Water to the Novi area 
from our Detroit plant, at 
least until such time as We 
exceed the limitations of the 
present system, and even then 
engineering changes can be 
made Which will increase the 
capabilities of the Detroit 
plant." 

Extension of Detroit Water 
to Novi was spurred With the 
recent completion of a Master 
Plan for water distribution 
throughout the city prepared 
by engineers Johnson and 
Anderson. A copy of the 
.Master Plan was then sent to 
the Detroit Water Services 
Department and negotiations 
for the extension of the 48 inch 
main from Halstead to H-
aggerty Were intiated. 

Detroit and Novi already 
have a signed contract calling 
for Detroit Water to be sup­
plied to all of Novi. The 
Johnson and Anderson Master 
Plan provides a tentative plan 
for construction of that water 
system. 
Stage Two of the Johnson 

and Anderson plan would be 
accomplished when the 48 
inch main has been extended 
as far as West Road. A "feed 
point" would be established at 
West Lake Road and 14 Mile. 
Lines would then be extended 
over to Beck Road, down Beck 

to 12 Mile, down 12 Mile to 
Taft, down Taf t to Nine Mile, 
where it would then tie in with 
the existing system. 
' Development' ijf the 
ultimate system, according to 
the Johnson and Anderson 
report, would be contingent on 
extension of Detroit Water 
Transmission lines to the West 
of Walled Lake and along the 
western city limits south of 
Wixom. This ultimate system 
is being designed to serve an 
estimated. population of ap-
proximately 35,000. 

Presently, Novi's domestic 
water supply is proVided 
primarily by individual Wells, 
except for an area of ap­
proximately three square 
miles in the southeast comer 
of the city," Where Detroit 
Water is available. 

The initial extension of 
Detroit Water into Novi, ac­
cording to Petrykowski, Will 
be completed by the summer 
of 1973 With further extension 
dependent on the rate of 
development in the area. And 
although conservative 
estimates of up to 12 years 
have been made as to When all 
of Novi will be served, 
Petrykowski feels the time 
Will be much sooner. 

Speaking to members of the 
Southeast Livingston Council 
of Governments (SELCOG), 
PetrykoWski said water Would 
be available in their a1:ea in 
five to ten years. As the feed 
line for Livingston County 
Would be the same one that 
must come through Novi from 
West Bloomfield, 
PetrykoWski feels that Water 
should be available 
throughout Novi in ap­
proximately five years.

O n G i a n t I n t e r c h a n g e 

Construction of Michigan's 
largest freeway interchange, 
located in Novi in the vicinity 
of the present 1-96 and 1-6% 
intersection, got underway 
last week. 

Immediate effect of the 
construction will be some 
inconvenience to Novi 
residents who live along 
Meadowbrook Road. The 
bridge on Meadowbrook 
which crosses the freeway 
was closed early Tuesday 
morning and will remain 
closed, according to project 
engineer Carl Christianson, 
for approximately six months 
until a new bridge is con­
structed. 

The bridge on Haggerty 
Road will remain open, 
however, until the 
Meadowbrook Bridge is re­
opened. At that time the 
Haggerty Road bridge Will be 
closed to allow re­

construction. 
"I've tried to notify all the 

residents in the area by letter 
of What We're doing," 
Christianson told The Novi 
NeWs, "but I've already 
received a call from one 
Woman complaining about the 
closing of the bridge." 

Cost of the giant new in­
terchange has been placed at 
$15-million. 

The interchange will 
require 633 acres in Novi and 
Farmington Township and 
will ultimately link three 
Interstate freeways — 1-96,1-
696, and 1-275 — and two other 
major routes, the future M-275 
and M-102. 

1-96 Will run parallel to 
Haggerty Road to the new 
freeway being constructed 
along Schoolcraft Road, 
Where it will tie in With that 
road and run into Detroit.

O n N o v i P a v i n g P l a n s 

Novi officials are expecting 
a heated session Monday 
when the city council holds a 
public hearing in regard to the 
proposed paving of two Novi 
roads—Taft betWeen Ten Mile 
and Grand River and 
Meadowbrook between Nine 
and Ten Mile. 

The hearing is scheduled to 
begin at 8 p.m., Monday, 
January 10, in the Novi 
Community Building. 

There is every indication 
that the session will be a 
stormy one. 

When the paving of the two 
sections of road was first 
proposed to the council in the 
report of the Novi Road 
Improvement Committee at 
their November 22 meeting, 
an angry gathering of citizens 
that more than filled the 
council chambers appeared at 
the next meeting to protest 
the paving. 

It was the size and the 
obvious strong feelings of that 
turn-out that prompted the 
council to set the public 
hearing. 

The paving of Taft and 
Meadowbrook Was the major 
recommendation to come out 
of a report on the condition of 
the city's roads prepared by 
the Novi Road Improvement 
Committee. Established in 
the early summer faom a 
group of citizens Who had 
shown a specific interest in 
the road situation, the 12 
member committee, chaired 
by Russell Stroud, presented 
its report in November. 

In singling out Taft and 
Meadowbrook for primary 
attention, the committee 
based its recommendation on 
three factors—traffic volume, 
road maintenance costs, and 
vehicle maintenance costs. 

Placing traffic counters at 
various locations throughout 
the city, the committee 
discovered that Meadowbrook 
between Nine and Ten Mile 
carries a significantly heavier 
volume of traffic than any 
other non-state or non-county 
road in Novi. 

According to the report, 
2,395 cars per day crossed the 
counter set on Meadowbrook 
at Ten MUe. Eight-hundred 
and sixty-two cars daily 
passed over the counter on 
Meadowbrook at Nine Mile. 

The second most heavily 
traveled road in the city, 
according to the figures 
compiled in the report. Was 
Taft With 788 vehicles 
crossing the counter on Taft 
at Ten Mile and 891 cars 
crossing the counter on Taft 
at 11 Mile Road. 

Both Novi High School and 
the Novi Middle School are 
located on Taft between Ten 
and 11 Mile Roads. 

The report also included a 
letter from Novi Department 
of Public Works head Edward 
KrieWall, which stated that a 
major portion of his depart­
ment's time and money Was 
spent in maintaining the two 
segments of road in question. 

Cost of paving 
Meadowbrook, betWeen Nine 
and Ten Mile Roads, Was 
estimated at $300,000, While 
the cost of paving Taft, bet­
ween Ten Mile and Grand 
River, Was estimated to be 
$325,000. 

In addition to recom­
mending Which roads to pave, 
the committee also undertook 
to recommend a method for 
financing the paving. It Was 
the proposed financing plan 
that is expected to draw the 
bulk of citizen's complaints at 
Monday's hearing. 

The plan set forth by the 
committee called for the 
utilization of $365,000 in state 
funds available to the city 
with the additional funds 
coming from • a front footage 
assessment of $12 per foot, an 
assessment that Would 
provide some $260,000. 

No millage Would be 
required. 

If the original turn-out of 
citizens that appeared before 
the council to protest the 
.paving at the November 29 
meeting is any indication, it 
Will be the front footage 
assessment that comes under 
the heaviest attack. 

At that meeting, one man 
pointed out that the report 
showed some 2,395 cars daily 
traveling down M-
eadoWbrook. In as much as 
there are only about 50-60 
residents on that street, the 
man had stated, it seems only 
fair that the cost of paving be 
shared by the users of the 
street. 

The same argument is 
applicable, even more so, in 
regard to Taft Road Where the 
vast majority of the traffic is 
school oriented. The council 
will have to contend With the 
argument that the roads to be 
paved are "community-use" 
roads and that paving costs 
should be spread over the 
entire community and not just 
a relatively few residents. 

Few, it is anticipated. Will 
deny the need for having 
Meadowbrook and Taft Roads 
paved, what will be left for the 
council to determine Monday 
will be an equitable method of 
financing that paving.

Efforts to get Novi's con-
dominium ordinance adopted 
and on the books met With 
failure once again Monday as 
the city council sent the 
.-legislation "back to the 
drawing board" for further 
revision. 

With the Novi construction 
boom about to swing into high 
gear in 1972, councilmen are 
eager to get the ordinance, 
which Would govern the 
development of condominium 
complexes, into operation. 
Yet, the ordinance presented 
to them Monday drew 
criticism on several points in 
spite of the fact that it has 
been before council for 
several months. 

''It's a sad commentary," 
said Councilman EdWin 
Presnell, "but as soon as a 
new law is put on the book, it 
seems that the developers 
start finding Ways to get

around it and that's Why We 
should try to make our or­
dinance as specific and 
thorough as possible." 

In essence, the Novi con­
dominium ordinance Would 
adopt by reference the state 
Horizontal Real Property Act 
and include several additional 
provisions applicable strictly 
in Novi. 

The Horizontal Real 
Property Act is the state law 
which governs condominium 
developments and is ap­
plicable throughout Michigan. 
Individual municipalities 
may adopt their own or­
dinances strengthening, but 
never Weakening, existing 
state statutes. Among the 
provision added to the' 
Horizontal Real Property Act 
by Novi Was one requiring 
developers to file a meets and 
bounds description With the 
city assesor. 

Both the state laW itself and 
the provisions added to it 
dreW council's criticisms 
Monday and led ultimately to 
the legislation's being sent 
back for further revision and 
clarification. 

Presnell took exception to 
the state laW. As it is Written, 
Presnell contended, it does 
not relate solely to multiple 
family dwelling. 

"Under this ordinance," 
said the councilman, "I can 
set up a whole block of single 
family residences. As it is 
presently worded, your living 
units do not have to be con­
nected as long as your 
development has not less than 
four living units. The law 
ought to require that the 
living units have a common 
wall." 

Fault was also found with 
one of the provisions added by 
Novi to the state law. Mayor 
Joseph Crupi objected to a 
provision regarding penalties 
for violation of the ordinance 
on the grounds that it was 
confusing. 

As presented to the council, 
the provision stated that the 
city did not adopt the section 
of the state law Which related 
to penalties and then later 
statei that offenders Would be-
prosecuted under the same 
section. 

"HoW can We prosecute 
someone," asked Crupi, "if 

we don't adopt the section that 
pertains to penalties?" 

City Attorney Howard Bond 
explained that the penalties 
section had been excluded 
from the Novi ordinance 
because state law does not 
allow municipalities to level 
high misdemeanor or felony 
charges. Novi could not en­
force these distinctions, but 
offenders could be prosecuted 
for high misdemeanors and 
felonies by the state under the 
Horizontal Real Property Act, 
which would still be ap-
plicable regardless of Novi's 
ordinance. 

Bond agreed, however, that 
the provision Was indeed 
confusing and stated that he 
Would re-Word it. 

In spite of the fact that City 
Manager George Athas urged 
the ordinance be adopted in 
its present form and amended 
where deemed deficient later 
to ĝ ve the city added control 
over condominium projects 
right away, adoption Was 
postponed to allow Bond time 
to revise it further.

Paint, paper, 
dough, day and many other 
manipulative materials Will 
be used and opportunities 
explored for creativity in 
language and bodily 
movement, the directors 
explain. 

"While it may not be our 
wish to foster a generation of 
Picassos or Hemingways, 
teachers and parents can 
encourage creativity by 
providing for exploration and 
expression through art media, 
language and bodily 
movement." Mrs. Wahi ex­
plains. . 

She and Mrs. Stasinos 
stress that creativity does not 
mean producing master-
pieces or even technically-
perfect drawings or dances, 
but it is "any original way of 
putting together materials or 
words, or spontaneous of the 
body to express an in­
dividual's feelings."

She 
has worked seven years With 
the Detroit Public Schools and 
is in her fourth year of 
preschool teaching.

State UniVersity graduate 
with a major in child 
development.

They add that "trying new 
actiVities, arranging and 
rearranging materials in 
different patterns are the 
ways preschool children 
explore." 

Adult appreciation for the 
child himself and for his 
accomplishments on his own, 
they say, will encourage him 
to go further in exploring 
testing and creating. 

The Workshop, they point 
-out. Will not "teach" 
creatiVity but will explain 
how to allow for it and to 
encourage it through attitudes 
of approVal and provision of 
materials and the places to 
use them.

Permanent suspension 
(fired) was ordered for Police 
Sergeant David LaFond 
Monday night following more 
than three hours of testimony 
and questioning before the; 
Northville City Council. 

The council ordered the 
permanent suspension, by 
unanimous vote. 

LaFond had requested the 
council hearng following his 
suspension without pay prior 
to Christmas by Police Chief 
Samuel Elkins and City 
Manager Frank Ollendorff on 
two main charges—sleeping 
on duty and riding with 
another officer in a patrol car. 

The officer, a veteran of 8'i; 
years With the police force 
here, was represented by 
Attorneys Clifton Hill and his 
associate, Herman 
Moehlman. 

LaFond admitted both 
violations but pleaded ex­
tenuating circumstances and 
argued that the suspension 
was '"too harsh." 

He had been observed 
riding in a patrol car with 
Officer Philip Young, who 
also has been •suspended, by 
Ollendorff at approximately 
:VM a.m. on December 18, 
and later that morning he was 
observed sleeping in the 

police station, as Was Young, 
by Elkins and Mayor A.M. 
Allen. 

Two-man patrol cars are 
prohibited by department 
rules and specific direction of 
the city council. 

In admitting these 
violations. LaFond pointed 
out that overwork, leading to 
a tired, sleepy condition 
accounted for his tiehavior. 
He attributed overwork to 
regular police duty together 
with overtime police duty at 
the Northville Downs. 

He admitteii sleeping 
previously, for the same 
reason, and he said he had 
observed other officers 
sleeping previously as well. 
He contended the city's 
welfare was not endangered 
by his sleeping since his 
whereabouts was known by 
the dispatcher and that he 
could have been notified 
immediately had an 
emergency arisen. 

He had parked his patrol 
car and had ridden With Of­
ficer Young, he explained, 
because he was sleepy and 
Was afraid, in vieW of the icy 
road conditions, that he might 
become involved in an ac­
cident.

B u r n i n g L a w 

As a result of an amend­
ment to the city's so-called 
"bond fire" ordinance, Novi 
residents must now obtain 
burning permits from the fire 
chief through the fire mar-
shall. 

Previously, fire permits 
Were obtainable from the 
police chief The purpose of 
the amendment, explained 
City Manager George Athas, 
is to place the responsibility 
for issuing the permits Where 
it properly belongs. 

Although permits are 
required for all fires, Athas 
indicated that the city Was 
more concerned with the fires 
set by "big burners" than by 
the small burners. One 
developer he said, left a 
large fire burning overnight 
that set fire to a whole section 
of trees. 

Technically, the amend­
ment requires that permits be 
obtained from the fire chief, 
but because the chief is a part-
time volunteer worker and the 
fire marshall is a full time 
employee Working out of the 
Building Department, it Was 
the council's intent that the 
fire chief delegate the 
responsibility for issuing the 
permits to the fire marshall.

Between now and spring area 
planners will feel the hot breath of 
numerous promoters with requests 
for rezoning. And everyone of their 
proposed projects will hold promises 
of great advantage to the com-
munity-either in the form of in­
creased taxbase or unique com­
mercial, industrial or residential 
development design. 

Their packages are always well-
filled with promises. 

But it remains for the locally-
elected and appointed officials to 
decide whether or not the contents of 
the packages are "as advertised" 
and whether, indeed, advantages to 
the community outweigh disad­
vantages. 

Such caution should be taken 
even when it is recognized that 
developers and development are 
desirable and necessary. A com­
munity cannot stand still; but its 
progress should be measured by the 
results of its growth, not the extend. 

For this reason local officials 
must assume the dominant role in 
determining how, where and what 
kind of development takes place 
locally. 

These people live in the com­
munity, and in most instances, will 
remain for years to come. 

Developers, and even the paid 
consultants hired by communities 
for professional advice, come and 
go. Their wisdom and advice should 
be considered and weighed as an 
important ingredient of the final 
decision. 

But in the final analysis, the 
elected official and the appointed 
planner must ask themselves "is 
this viliat we want in our towns for 

At the outset of this column it 
was suggested that one method for 
making decisions for the future is to 
look at the past, 

^0 wouldn't it make sense for 
local officials to view the growth 
that has taken place within the area 
and to consult each other on the 
results to date? 

There are many examples to 
examine. Look at the townhouses, 
the apartment complexes, the 
commercial shopping centers, the 
single family home subdivisions, the 
gasoline stations, the industrial 
developments, the mining areas and 
the landfills. Pick out the best and 
worst of each. 

Then within the authority of the 
law exercise judgement in decision­
making based upon this experience. 

The pictures and promises 
sometimes fade as fast as the 
developer moving to the next 
community.

When it comes to the rich or the powerful, we have a 
tendency to forget that they are human. The famous 
Leopold-Loeb case is clearly a case in point, and more 
recently the case of James Hoffa. 

Hoffa molded the teamsters into one of the most 
powerful and effective unions in the United States and in so 
doing ruffled many feathers. He was labeled a powerful, if 
not sometimes unscrupulous, labor boss, justified or not. 

When Hoffa was found guilty of jury tampering and 
union pension fraud, many people applauded the 
conviction, though not necessarily on the basis of fact 
brought out in trial. Most of them were happy because a 
man who defied the establishment in a somewhat coarse 
manner was getting what they figured he deserved. 

Although Hoffa was a legitimate subject for parole, he 
was denied several times. The public wanted and still 
wants some blood letting. There's something in every one 
of us that likes to see the might fall—and stay down. 

People are still incensed about commutation of Hoffa's 
sentence by President Nixon. What thev are forgetting is 
that Hoffa is by no means a free man. He still must comply 
with restrictions laid dowli by parole officers, who will 
work doubly hard to make sure he walks the straight and 
narrow. 

Any lesser man would have been out on parole long 
before now.

Legal? Unfortunately, yes. But justified? Definitely not. 
In March of 1967 Jimmy Hoffa entered the federal 

penitentiary at Lewisburg, Pennsylvania, after a legal 
battle fliat lasted 10 long years. The charges against him -
jury tampering. The sentence - 8years. Now, less than five 
years later, Hoffa is o''ice again out of prison. 

He was not paroled. The request of his lawyers to the 
parole board made in 1971 was denied. Instead, Hoffa's 
sentence was commuted by President Nixon. 

Commutation of sentence is an interesting choice in this 
situation because it is, quite simply, a reduction of the 
penalty. The stigma of guilt is in no way removed. 

Some contend Hoffa's conviction was political - that he 
was the victim of the aspirations of then Attorney General 
Robert Kennedy. In light of subsequent revelations about 
the nature of teamster methods in those days, any extra 
effort expended on bringing Hoffa to justice seems wholly 
proper. But regardless of those charges, Hoffa's guilt and 
the legality of his conviction have never been questioned 
b^ authorities - Nixon included. 

Why then should the President involve himself in the 
case and free the former teamster head after the parole 
board had refused to do so? The answer is that 1972 is an 
election year. 

Faced with the prospect of losing organized labor's 
considerable voting power due to their displeasure first 
with the decreasing value of their dollar and wide-spread 
unemployment and then with the freeze on their wages, N-
ixon's decision to free Hoffa seems all too clearly an at­
tempt to re-gain their favor. 

Commutation on these grounds can never be justified.

'I got it for Christmas!' 

M o s t D o n ' t R e m e m b e r T h e M a i n e

Seventy-five years ago next month one of 

the great disasters of United States histoid' 
occurred and yet, ironically, history recalls 
three words and the resulting War more than 
it does the disaster itself. 

"Remember the Maine." 
TWO months after the U.S.S. Maine ex­

ploded and sank to the bottom of the Havana 
Harbor the United States declared War on 
Spain. 

Although it still is doubtful that Spain Was 
responsible for the explosion, 1898 warhaWks 
used the sinking of the battleship as an excuse 
for War. Journalist William Randolph 
Hearst, perhaps more than any other single 
person, did most to engender that idea and to 
force the United States into the war. 

Following the sinking Hearst told his 
readers, "The Warship Maine was split in two 
by an enemy's secret infernal machine; the 
Whole country thrills With war fever." 

Following the declaration of War, 
Hearst's newspaper proudly carried this 
legend on its front page: "How do you like the 
Journal's war?" 

On the eve of the 75th anniversary: it is 
interesting to read dispatches carried by our 

own newspaper about the Maine two days 
after the explosion: 

"As yet the case of the explosion is not 
apparent. The wounded sailors of the Maine 
are unable to explain it. They say the ex­
plosion took place while they were asleep so 
they can give no particulars as to the cause. 
Captain (Charles) Sigsbee says the explosion 
occurred in the bow of the vessel. (A total of 
250 persons died). 

"All the boats of the Spanish cruiser 
Alfonso XI1 went to the assistance of the 
Maine's crew. Admiral Manterola ordered 
that boats of all kinds should go to the 
assistance. The Havana firemen gave aid, 
tending carefully to the wounded as they were 
brought ashore. General Sola no and the other 
generals were ordered by Captain-General 
Blanco to take ships to help the Maine in 
every way possible. 

"Captain Sigsbee said: •Public opinion 
should be suspended until further report'." 

A week later no more was printed locally 
of the disaster except for a word sketch of 
Captain Sigsbee. commander of the Maine 
which had been sent to Havana to "guard 
American interests." 

Two weeks later, with still no official 
report filed by Captain Sigsbee, a flurry of 

speculations Were published most of which 
suggested the Spanish were guilty of blowing 
up the ship. Here is one such account: 

"It is well known that there has been a 
very bitter feeling among the Spaniards in 
Cuba against the Maine. Canalejas' own 
paper, the Heraldo. has repeatedly stated 
that the presence of the Maine Was a menace 
to peace, and it Was the same editor, it Will be 
remembered, that DeLome wrote his famous 
letter insulting President McKinley. At a bull 
fight in Havana the Spaniards openly insulted 
men from the Maine..." 

By the third week following the ship's 
sinking, there was still no official explanation 
of the explosion but there was little need for 
one. Newspapers, officials, the man on the 
street were thinking war. 

The newspaper you are reading now 
carried a special four column long recipe 
titled, "Blockade of Cuba...How the War With 
Spain would be Successful in a Short Time." 

One month after the disaster, still no 
official explanation, although "it is believed 
the court of inquiry is unanimously of the 
opinion that the Maine was destroyed by an 
outside explosion (torpedo)." 

By April i, 1898—Nearly two months after 

the Mairle's sinking—it no longer mattered 
what caused the explosion. War Was 
demanded. Senator Mason of Illinois echoed 
the sentiment of the nation With the Words, "It 
is not necessary for the Maine court of inquiry 
to fix the responsibility: the law did that. If it 
was a torpedo or a mine, it Was a Spanish 
torpedo d a Spanish mine." 

He had reference to the official con­
clusion of the court of inquiry: "The court 
finds that the loss of the Maine, on the oc­
casion named. Was not in any respect due to 
fault or negligence on the part of any of the 
officers of members of the crew of said 
vessel....1n the opinion of the court the Maine 
was destroyed by the explosion of a sub­
marine mine, which caused the partial ex­
plosion of two or more of her forward 
magazines." 

The irony of the Maine is that although it 
triggered the war with Spain, today 75 years 
later there remains little of no evidence that 
Spain was responsible for its sinking. 

What's more, a history published by the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars admits, "Since 
Spain was at last trying desperately to ap-« 
pease America, it is probable that the Spanish 
government had nothing to do With, the ex-
Dlosion." 

To the Editor: 
On January 10 there Will be 

a meeting on the subject of the 
Roads in Novi in the com­
munity Building. Perhaps at 
this time, some comments by 
a graduate Engineer Who has 
built roads . and related 
structures for the past 30 
years Would be of interest. 

We have traveled the roads 
in Novi for the past 60 years. 
We started out in a buggy 
seated on a broWn butter 
crock betWeen our grand­
parents behind a blind race 
horse. In all seriousness, the 
dirt roads of today are no 
different than they Were then. 
The Water runs across the 
road in the same place, they 
have the same mud holes in 
the spring and the same trees 
grow where the ditches should 
be. If we had told our grand­
parents that man would drive 
an automobile on the moon 
before we would build new 
roads in Novi they would have 
thought us completely crazy— 
but this is what has happened. 

When you stop and think 
about it—isn't that amazing? 

But—isn't that the history of 
Novi? 

We didn't become a Village 
until we were forced to by the 
loss of the Lincoln Plant! 

We didn't become a city 
until we were forced to 
because of our troubles with 
the township! 

We didn't do anything about 
sewers until forced to by the 
State Health Department! 

Now the State Highway 
Department says We have 
"one of the worst overall road 
conditions in the state"—page 
2 of road committee report. 

What is the reason for this? 
Public apathy, ignorance -
indifference? We think it can 
be summed up in leadership. 
Not lack of leadership but 
lack of unity and leadership 
that the majority Will follow. 
Novi is a large, diversified 
area. For years she Was run 
by the so-called "four comer" 
and the subclivisions resented 
it. Now she is run by the 
subdivisions and the "four 
comers resent it. We feel that 
until she presents a program 
that includes everyone" in the 
whole city she won't get one. 

The attempt to get a road 
program is not new. It was 
tried back in 1959 by our first 
Village manager. Mr Ackley 
tried a few years ago with the 
pavings of parts of Beck, Taft 
and Seeley roads. These have 
been piecemeal solutions and 
that is what the Road Com­

mittee is presenting us With 
now. 

The attempt of the councjl̂  
to establish a Road Com­
mittee is a step in the right 
direction but, by their own 
admission, the Road Com­
mittee has no program. On 
page 1 of their report they say 
"Phase 2 of the report Will be 
discussed in generalities as 
findings for our long range 
goals have not been finahzed 
at this time." On page 12 they 
say "It is presently AN­
TICIPATED that recent 
legislation UNDER CON­
SIDERATION in Lansing 
MAY allow for Phase 2 
Construction financing from 
State programs." What this 
boils down to is simply a 
request to the council to tak-
$100,000 that belongs tp 
Walled Lake, Willowbrook 
and the rest of us, along With 
$12 a foot from the people 
facing on a heavily traveled 
road and pave a couple of 
miles that most of them use. 

There are no firm plans to 
do anything else. 

It seems to us that the 
biggest problem is to get the 
backing of you, the people of 
Novi. Most of it will probably 
come from the young people 
such as the members of the 
Road Committee. The 
procedures for any kind 
construction are well known 
to engineers, contractors, and 
buiJders.You start with a 
plan! 

First We need an 
Engineering plan for all the 
roads in Novi: establishing 
their grade and location. This 
would be done by aerial and 
ground surveys and would 
have cost about $J5,000 some 
10 years ago. Why? To 
determine what needs to be 
done: to establish a basis for 
storm drainage, sewer and 
watei- lines and elevation for 
building construction.

East side setting on a hjll? 
Will the houses on the West 
side still be setting in a hole? 
If We ĉ n't take the fill from 
the immediate area Where 
Will it come from? These are 
some of the questions a 
Master plan would answer 
and we have these questions 
11 over Novi. 

Second. Once We have a 
master plan every road in 
Novi should be brought to that 
grade. Why? To stop these 
useless expenses. Every old 
road in Novi is like 

JWeadowbrook to some 
i^ree. T̂ ey were built j«ith a 
• ;tean$ and wagon and a hand 
shovel by dumping dirt in the 
muck holes. Sometimes logs 
were laid side by side across a 
pond and then covered with 
irt. There are still some of 

these old "cordorroy" roails 
in NoVi. In the spring this 
muck becomes saturated with 
Water and turns into grease. It 
is impossible to support 
modern traffic on this kind of 
a base. This is why we spent 
"$2420" last year on 
Meadowbrook road, "$2420" 
the year before and will spend 
"$2420" again this year. 
There.is no end to it. When you 
have seen your father and 
grandfather build roads with 
a teain and wagon and a hand 
shovel and have built mcjiem 
roads with today's 
machinery, to put up with the 
situation we have in Novi is 

,>Tloth1ng short of stupid. 

Third. Every road in Novi 
should be given gravel and a 
seal coat. Why a seal coat 
instead of paving? Two 

• reasons, first, because the 
new fill should be allowed to 
settle'before it is paved. This 
is what was done on Taft at 11 
Mile and Beck south of Grand 
River. These sections could be 

River. These sections could be 
paved. Meadowbrook should 
not be paved for 3-5 years. 
Why? We invite you to drive 
on 12 Mile East of Haggerty. 
12 Mile is concrete except a 
short section of black top at 
the big swamp. There Was 10 
feet of muck bailed out of this 
section when the road was 

' built. It was not paved 
- because it keeps settling: the 
, county has rebuilt it several 

times. We have the same 
situation on Meadowbrook. It 
should not be paved With 
concrete until it settles. We 
have this problem all over 
Novi. 

The other reason for seal 
coat is money. While alloWing 
the neW roads to settle and 
getting us out of the mud it 
Will postpone some of the 
costs until, hopefully. We are 
better able to pay for it. 
Concrete makes the best road 
and a Rolls-Royce is the best 
car but not every one can 
afford a Rolls-Royce. 

How to pay for the roads? 
This is the most difficult 
question. When the city 
charter was written k-was 
proposed that a nrillage'*'be 
included for roads. We did not 
feel that the charter Was the 
proper place for that problem. 
We can see no solution but a 
millage and special 
assessments. HoW much and 
Where Would be answered to 
some extent by a master plan. 
The financing of the master 
plan is of enough general 
obligation so that it should be 
paid for by a voted millage. 
The grading and seal coat are 
not far different. Why sould 
the people north of 9 Mile on 
Meadowbrook pay $X for 
bailing out Vj mile of muck 
while the people South of 9 
Mile pay only $Y because they 
have no muck? Why should 
the people fronting on 
Meadowbrook pay $12 a foot 
while his neighbor on the 
other side of the block and the 
business man who hauls 
lumber over the road, pay 
nothing? 

No doubt some of the 
councilmen are going to say, 
"Some of these roads are 
going to be paved by 
developers under our new 
ordinance." There is only one 
thing wrong With this. HoŴ  
are you going to administer 
this fairly? We propose to 
pave Meadowbrook and 9 Mile 
East of Meadowbrook. Under 
our present laws K&B Will 
pave 9 Mile under our or­
dinance. Without a doubt they 
Will pro-rate the cost over 
number of homes in the new 
subdivision that may extend 
back from the road a half-
mile or more. This, in effect, 
is a special assessment im­
posed without a hearing and 
collected from one source 
under penalty of no building 
permit. This is fine—but 

how about the people in the 
K&B subdivision already built 
on Meadowbrook road? Those 
on Meadowbrook road will be 
assessed $12 a foot while the 
rest will pay nothing. 

We would propose that-
First a master plan be 

prepared to be paid for by a 
voted millage. 

Second, that every mile 
road in Novi be graded, 
graveled and seal-coated 
using a voted millage and 
State Highway Funds starting 
with Meadowbrook and Taft 
roads. 

Third, that the ordinance 
requiring subdivisions, 
developers to pave mile roads 
be repealed and that plans for 
final paving be based on 
special assessments and 
voted millage at the 

-discretion of the council as 
the need arises. We are 
currently paving 9 Mile East 
of Novi. This is an industrial 
area. The plans, grading and 
seal-coat Would be the city's 
contribution to the project 
which is approximately what 
we are doing now. The con­
crete should be by special 
assessment on the industry, 
they are the ones that need it. 
West of Novi rpad is all 
residential. This should be 
graded to provide drainage 
and seal coated to stop the 
dust but otherwise left as it is 
until necesity demands 
something else. 

We believe this is the most 
logical solution, but there is 
one other factor that is not so 
easy to predict and that is 
politics. If this is to be a 
political solution the only 
thing that will change it is a 
lot d noise. We invite your 
presence at the Community 
Building on January 10 at 8 
p.m.—bring your Whistle.

The emergence of Novi as a football 
poWerhouse must have come as a surprise 
even to Coach John Osborne. 

When asked a Week before his opening 
game What type of season he expected his 
team to have, Osborne thoughtfully replied 
that he expected a "moving up" year, a year 
in which his team Would move out of the lower 
echelons of the Southeastern Conference and 
into the middle of the pack. 

But either Osborne Was being overly 
cautious in his predictions or he un­
derestimated the effectiveness of the "Wish­
bone T", because before the season Was over 
the Novi High School football team had 
developed into one of the strongest Class B 
elevens in the state. 

When the 1971 season finally came to an 
end. the Wildcats Were the proud possessors 
of a sparkling 8-1 record and Were rated ninth 
in the state in one of the Wire service polls. 

Novi's lone loss Was to the team that Was 
the state's number one rated club - Chelsea, 
Which clinched the Southeastern Conference 
championship With a 36-28 victory over the 
Wildcats. 

"I'm just not convincedthat Chelsea had-a-̂  
better team thaĥ We did, "-said Osborne after 
the game, and the statistics seemed to bear 
him out. Novi piled up 280 yards on the 
ground. While holding the Bulldogs to a mere 
84. Nevertheless, Chelsea Won the game on 
the strong right arm of All-League quar­
terback Wayne Welton, who connected on 
three late second half touchdoWn tosses. 

Most of the rest of Novi's games Were of the 
one-sided variety as opponents simply Were 
unable to cope With the Wildcats' aWesome 
offense. 

Osbome;s squad Was poWered by the 
"Wishbone T."Eariy in the summer Osborne 
decided the formation Was ideally suited to 
Novi's considerable backfield talent. In Jim 
VanWagner and Pat Boyer, the Wildcats had 
a pair of fast, hard-running backs and in 
(quarterback Steve Lukkari, they had a 
talented ball handler and a savy field general 
Fullback duties Were shared by a trio of backs 
- Gary Collins, Kevin LaFleche, and Dave 
BroWn - all of Whom handled their chores 
much more than adequately. 

It Was not unusual for Novi fans to Watch 
their team simply blow their opponents out of 
contention with a flurry of first half touch-
downs. 

When the season-end AU-SEC choices Were 
announced, Novi players were named in 
abundance. Backs Jim VanWagner, Steve 
Lukkari, Dave Brown, and Steve Bosak and 
linemen Bob Pisha, Kevin Schingeck, Pat 
Ford, Terry Auten, and Pat JBoyer all 
received first or second team recognition. 

Bob Pisha, a 6'3", 225 pound giant of a 
defensive tackle. Was tapped for All-State 
honors by one of the metropolitan 
neWspapers. 

Locally, the 1971 Wildcats Were honored as 
the top area team in the Sliger Publications 
Post-Season Football AWards, and Osborne 
and Lukkari Were selected as Coach of the 
Year and Most Valuable Player. 

S t u y v e n b e r g T a k e s 

S t a t e C h a m p i o n s h i p 

A state championship has got to be con­
sidered one of the year's top sports stories 
and 1971 did indeed see a state championship 
brought to Northville High School. 

John Stuyvenberg capped a brilliant track 
and field career at Northville as he became 
the very first tWo-time state champion in the 
history of the school by successfully defen­
ding his long jump title With a leap of 22 feet, 
3'; inches. 
Under ordinary circumstances, a defending 

state champion in any event could Well be 
expected to repeat, but Stuyvenberg had to 
overcome some rather extraordinary cir­
cumstances to regain his title. 

While on the senior trip in the Bahama 
Islands, the senior long jumper contacted a 
serious case of strep throat. Taken from the 
plane to the hospital upon his return to the 
States. Stuyvenberg Was totally inactive for 
three Weeks before being allowed by doctors 
to compete in the regionals. 

There Stuyvenberg qualified for the state 
meet and then rested for another week before 
competing -14 pounds lighter - for the state 
crown. 

Stuyvenberg Was the heart of a Northville 
track team that Was one of the strongest in the 
school's history. Dave Mitchell gave Coach 

Ralph Redmond's team strength in both the 
high and loW hurdles. While Dave Wright Was 
a consistent Winner in the 440 and 880 yard 
runs. 

Stuyvenberg (long jump and 100 yard 
dash), Mitchell (189 yard loW hurdles), and 
Wright (440 yard run) all took Wayne-
Oakland League championships, but their 
efforts Were not enough as the Mustangs had 
to settle for second place behind Bloomfield 
Hills Andover.

Golf in 1971 is a two-part stoiy. 
The Michigan High School Athletic 

Association made a major change in its 
program this year, moving golf to the fall 
Whereas it had previously been a spring sport. 
With the change going into effect this year, 
high schools had golf teams both in the spring 
and in the fall. 

Northville Was blessed With a superior team 
- a team that (jid surprisingly Well in the 
spring and then developed into a potential 
state champion in the fall. 

Coached by Al Jones, the Northville spring 
team Was comprised of freshmen and 
sophomores and, although the squad had its 
ups and downs as it picked up experience, it 
Was obvious that the potential was there. 

That potential blossomed full force in the 
fall. First inkling of just how good the 
Mustang golfers actually were came in the 
Dearborn Invitational, one of the area's most 
prestigious tournaments, in which Jones' 
quartet of underclassmen swept to a three 
stroke victory over their nearest opponent. 

From that point on, things seemed to go 
steadily uphill for the Mustangs as they won 
every thing in sight. They swept through their 
schedule of dual meets Without a loss. They 
posted an easy 12 stroke victory in the Class B 
regionals at Grand Blanc to qualify for the 
state meet and became the first Northville 
team to Win a championship in the Western 
Six Conference, Winning the league meet by a 
phenominal 32 strokes.

There was no real explanation for the Way 
Novi High School's basketball team suddenly 
started behaving at the end of the 1971 cage 
season, or, at least, there Was absolutely no 
foreWaming that the Wildcats Would do What 
they did.

Steve Lukkari and Gene Spencer - brought 

up from the jayvee roster for the final games, 
while others will contend it was just a mtter of

A special snowmobUe route 
inside the city was approved 
by die Northville City (Council 
Monday evening. 

The route originates at die 
Gulf service station at die 
comer of Main Sb-eet and 
Park Place, crosses Main to 
near die city well site, ti-avels 
to Gerald Avenue, and passes 
under die viaduct and dien 
travels along die railroad 
outside the city. 

In granting this single, 
special route by resolution, 
the council emphasized diat 
should problems arise it can 
be rescinded by the council 
without public hearing. 
Travel on all odier city stireets 
by snowmobiles is prohibited 
by a new ordinance recendy 
enacted by die council. 

The resolution also permits 
snowmobiles to be operated 
along the special trail, beyond 
the 10 p.m. curfew for all 
odier areas widiin the city, 
until Midnight. 

According to City Manager 
Frank Ollendorff, who had 
met with representatives of 
die Snowdrifters snowmobile 
club, die special route was die 

only one within the city 
deemed possible. 

Lone objections to the 
special route at Monday's 
council meeting, which began 
an hour early at 7 p.m., were 
presented by Sidney Frid, 
who argued diat die route 
would cause a nuisance to 
occupants of his adjacent 
apartment buildings on Main 
Street. 

He argued diat it Would be 
no more difficult for 
snoWmobiles to congregate on 
die east side of the railroad, a 
block aWay, than to meet at 
the service station. In 
rebuttal, a spokesman for die 
Snowdrifters said to unload 
machines and leave behind 
cars and b-ailers east of die 
ti-acks would be an open in­
vitation to theft and van­
dalism since diere are no 
lights east of the tracks. 

Club members emphasized 
diat diey had no intentions of 
abusing diis special privilege, 
and it was noted diat it >is 
unlikely dian more dian eight 
to 10 machines Would be 
located at the station at one 
time. 

In odier business Monday, 
die council adopted a natural 
gas franchise ordinance and 
an ordinance concerning Ule 
removal of ti-ees from public 
property. Neidier drew any 
objections. 

The latter provides diat 
persons removing U-ees from 
public property (primarily 
from the area between 
sidewalks and sti-eets) must 
first obtain a permit from die 
city and, unless the tree is 
diseased or dead, either plant 
a new tree or pay a $75 fee so 
diat die city may plant a tree 
in the vicinity of die one 
removed. 

Concerning the gas or­
dinance, a special election is 
to be conducted in March to 
approve or disapprove the 
extension of a non-exclusive 
franchise to maintain and 
operate gas lines inside die 
city by Consumers Power. 

Cost of die election is to be 
paid by Consumers. 

A similar franchise ex­
tension Was recently ap­
proved by voters in Northville 
Township.

COURSE OFFERINGS* 

'•The Bible in Pastoral Counseling'' (2 credithrs.) 
This course is designed to assist the Pastor in his use of 

the Bible in counseling. The teachings of Scripture 
provide a basic resource for enriching and increasing die 
effectiveness of the Pastor's counseling ministry. The 
course explores the various uses of the Bible in this 
context and attempts to underscore dle values of Scrip­
tural insight for contemporary living. In addition, the 
Pastor's understanding of and appreciation for the Bible 
Will be enhanced as he encounters die Etemal Trudis of 
Scriptures in die context of contemporary Pastoral 
counseling and psychology. 
"Self Discovery Through Human Interaction'' (2 credits) 

What it means to be human in a Christian context. Some 
basic concepts of human behaVior are learned and ex­
perienced. A study is made of hoW these concepts can be 
applied to one's oWn behaVior. A laboratory class with 
considerable interpersonal involvement. 

''Current Trends in Christian Morality'' (3 credits) 
Man's moral response to die complexities inherent in 

our age; a Christian consideration of the moral dilemmas 
of the present time, including sex, war, freedom, race, 
democracy, civil disobedience, poverty, justice, and 
equality. A special area of consideration will focus on die 
role and responsibility of the individual Christian and die 
Church in confronting these social and emotional 
problems. 

"Pasloral Carê  of Families'' (2 credits) 
This course is an intensive study of the family in die 

contemporary Worid With respect to its psychological and 
spiritual needs as related to die ministi*y of die Pastor. 
Pre-marital guidance, marital counseling, parent-child 
relationships, youth, mid-life, and old age are various 
"epochs" of family life, explored from die pastoral point 
of View. 
"Youdl and die Church'' (2 credits) 

An in-depdi look at today's youdi and their relation in 
and to the church. Designed with die youdi sponsor or 
youth minister in mind and With an emphasis on 
philosophy, goal-setting, and methodology of reaching 
and keeping teens. 

•'New TesUmenl Survey'' (3 credits) 
This course is designed to inti»duce die student to the 

various historical, dieological, and literary developments 
in the New Testament. The study begins with the inter-
Biblical period and dien moves through die origin and 
iterature of die New Testament and die beginnings of 
eariy history of Christianity. Special emphasis is given to 
the place of the New Testament in modem life. 

".Sociology of Religion'' (3 credits) 
A study of ways in which religion influences society, 

culture, and personality, and, conversely, how die latter 
affect religion. Special areas of concern will focus on the 
components of a religion (belief-systems, institutional 
sb-ucture, and modes of operation) as they function in 
relation to social cohesion, social conflict, and social 
reform. 

'Christian Marriage & The Family" (3 credits) 
Marriage and the family in American society studied 

from the Christian perspective. Attention Will be given to 
the teachings of die churches and of psychologists and 
sociologists concerning dating, courtship, marriage, 
parent-child relationships, sibling relationships, mixed 
marriages, divorce, and other significant areas of 
marriage and family living.

Think you know who Will be your next 

congressman, state senator, and state 
representative? 

Don't bet on it. 
No less than 12 different plans for 

reapportioning Michigan's 19 Congressional 
districts. 11 different plans for the 38 State 
Senate districts, and nine different plans for 

Pre -1963 C o n g r e s s i o n a l Dis tr ic t B o u n d a r i e s 
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die 110 State House districts are under study 
as party representatives try to hammer 
together the political roadmaps that 
Michigan voters must live With for the next 10 
years. 

And if that's not enough to boggle your 
mind, diere's a fistful of plans also being

considered for the reapportionment of each of 
Michigan's 83 county boards of com­
missioners. 

Gerrymandering—grown sophisticated 
and less obvious since die term was coined a 
century and a half ago—nevertiieless still is 
die name of die game as die two political 
parties jockey for position through die 
decennial reapportionment process. 

The term "gerrymander" is history's 
reference to Elbridge Gerry, a United States 
Vice-President who served under President 
James Madison. Prior to becoming Vice-
President Gerry served as governor of 
Massachusetts and inspired some 
redistricting in his state diat was so obviously 
politically motivated that an observer Was 
prompted to comment, "Why, this distinct 
looks like a salamander." From another 
came the rejoinder, "Say rather 
Gerrymander." 

In subsequent years disti-ict boundaries 
took on all manner of shape and size, giving 
rise to such descriptive comparisons as 
"dumb bell," "shoe stiing," and "saddle 
bag." 

In more recent years, laWs and 
lawmakers' consciences have led to less 
descriptive shapes but die practice of 
gerrymandering lives on, hibernating until 
after each decennial census it rears its ugly 
head. 

("ONGRE.SSIONAL DISTRICTS 
Since 1962 several landmark decisions 

handed down by Uie United States Supreme 
Court dramatically affepted districting. 
Basically, these decisions (Baker v. Carr in 
1962, 'Wesberry v. Sanders in 1964, and 
Reynolds v. Sims in 1964) gave rise to die 
"one man, one vote" principle. 

This meant states must draw their 
congressional and legislative distinct boun­
daries on the basis of equal or nearly equal 
population. 

In Michigan, which after the 1960 census 
was entifled to an additional congressman— 
from 18 to 19, die court decisions created 
political havoc. 

Complicating matters, Michigan Was in 
the throes of rewriting its state constitution. 

In 1962 tvto legislative measures were 
adopted establishing 19 congressional 
districts. Both Were vetoed by Governor and 
dius, temporarily, the 18 dishicts resulting 
from die 1950 census remained in effect. 

The additional congressman alloted to 
Michigan Was elected at-large in 1962. 

In 1963 die legislatilre again drew 19 
congressional disti-icts, only to have diem 
declared unconstitutional. Two months later, 
the congressional districts redrawn, a new 
plan establishing 19 single member districts 
received bodi gubernatorial and court ap­
proval and became effective for the 1964 
election. 

' Michigan's population growth has not 
been sufficient over the past decade to 
warrant an additional congressional seat, so 
each of die plans currently under shldy 
merely reshape boundaries of the existing 19 
districts. 

Under the one-man, one-vote principle 
each of the districts are to contain 467, 506 
people (l-19di of die state's total population). 

Unlike legislative districts, congressional 
district boundaries are established by the 
legislature dirough a committee d six 
Democrat and five Republican Represen­
tatives. 

The Democrats are: Alfred Sheridan, 
Edward Suski, Raymond Hood, John Kelsey, 
Philip Mastin, and Jelt Sietsema. 

The Republicans are: Hal Ziegler, Harry 
Gast; Donald Holbrook, George Prescott, and 
Thomas Sharpe. ' 

This 11-man elections committee must 
come up widi a House Bill dlat, after 
receiving House approval, will be sent to the 
Senate for approval. No plan has yet passed 
the House, two proposals having akeady been 
beaten down. And just as the Representatives 
are arguing over Which plan should be 
adopted so-too State Senators are likely to 
argue once die House bUl enters dieir 
chamber. 

Presendy, the state has 12 Republican 
and seven Democratic congressman. 
Republicans would like to hold on to their 
majority. Democrats would like to snatch a 
couple seats. Their plans, dierefore, seek to 
(in die case of Republicans) preserve a party 
edge or (in die case of Democrats) to absorb a 
few of the GOP congressional seats. 

An observer close to legislative 
maneuvering concedes that While most of the 
plans under study aire not easily recognized as 
being gerrymandered they nevertheless 
accomplish die same ends by "subde, more 
refined strokes of the pen." 

While most legislators Will not openly 
admit it, another motivating force behind 
some of die plans presendy under study is 
diat of helping elevate legislators to congress. 

Reports out of Lansing indicate diat 
Representative Marvin Stempien, a 
Democrat serving this area, and 
Representative Sharpe, Republican of this 
area, might be interested in a congressional 
seat if the emerging congressional distiicts 
are drawn in such a manner as to give diem 
heavy partisan support. For example, 
Stempien might be persuaded to. run for 
Congress if die Second District of Republican 
Congressman Marvin Esch is redrawn to 
include part of Stempien's Livonia 
Democratic sti-onghold. 

.Although legislators may be guilty of 
procrastination, their delay in establishing 
congressional distiricts tiius far is not entirely 
of dieir own doing. Michigan, unlike other 
states, has not yet received its official census 
certification and until it does legislators 

cannot be certain diat their district plans are 
equally populated. 

Meanwhile, however, action has been 
started in Federal court demanding diat the 
districts be established by the court because 
of legislative inaction. Most observers 
believe that if the legislature has not adopted 
a congressional districting plan by Febmary 
1. the federal court will step in. 

i.EOI.SLATlVE DISTRICTS 
Following slim passage of the new 

Michigan Constitution in April, 1963, an ap­
portionment commission provided for in the 
constitution attempted to redraw the 
legislative disti-icts. By February 1, 1964, 
unable to reach agreement, the commission 
submitted several plans to die state supreme 

court to determine which plan most ac­
curately complied widi requirements of die 
new constitution. 

The court 2',-j mondis later ordered die 
commission to adopt the so-called Hanna-
Brucker plan for die 1964 election. 

However, i1i June, 1964, following die 
United States Supreme Court decision on the 
Reynolds v. Sims case, the Michigan 
Supreme Court Rescinded its Hanna-Brucker 
order and gave the apportionment com­
mission just 48 hours to reach agreement on a 
new plan. 

Unable to reach agreement in the alloted

LANSING — Michigan Demo­
crats may face a challenge to their 
delegation from the party's reform 
wing when they arrive at Miami 
Beach for the national convention 
next July. 

The potential challenge results 
from Michigan's election laws which 
schedule primary elections in 
August. Among the positions filled in 
primary elections is the position of 
precinct delegate. 

Precinct delegates, in turn, 
attend the county and district 
conventions which choose delegates 
to the state convention. Then the 
state convention picks the delegates 
to the national convention. 

In the wake of the 1968 cam­
paign, a Democratic reform com­
mission recommended, the national 
committee agreed to, a rule that the 
selection process for delegates to the 
national convention begin in the 
same year in which the convention is 
held. The purpose is to make sure 
any late blooming candidates or late 
blooming issues are recognized in 
the del^ate selection process. 

SINCE PRECINCT delegates in 

Michigan are chosen in August, the 
ones who begin the process of 
selection of national delegates next 
year will have been selected in 1970. 
That isn't what the reform com­
mission had in mind. 

The state Democratic leader­
ship mounted a campaign in 1971 to 
set up a special primary election in 
April, 1972 to elect precinct 
delegates. The plan passed the 
House on a straight party line vote, 
but then faltered in the Republican-
controlled Senate. 

Another attempt will be made 
when the Legislature convenes in 
January to pass the bill in the 
Senate, but that will be strictly for 
form's sake unless the Republicans, 
who see a chance to embarrass their 
Democratic counterparts, change 
their"̂ minds. 

THE RESULT could be a 
challenge to the Michigan delegation 
when it arrives in Miami Beach on 
the grounds that it doesn't fit the 
requirement that the delegate 
selection process begin in the year of 
the convention. 

The Democrats are hoping the 
effort they put forth to change the 
law—they were able to get every 
Democrat in both houses to vote for 
it-will prove their good intentions 
and secure credentials to the con­
vention for them. 

With the convention apparently 
under the firm control of national 
chairman Larry O'Brien, that hope 
would appear to be well founded. But 
it probably won't come about 
without a few fireworks. 

STATE DEMOCRATS are 
launching a voter registration drive 
next year designed to get more 
Democrats to the polls. 

By latest Democratic estimates 
there are more than 2 million 
Michigan residents eligible to vote, 
but still unregistered. And the 
Democrats figure that 7 of every 10 
eligible voters in the state are 
Democrats, so that any registration 
drive should benefit them. 

To help the odds still more, they 
will conduct the drive on a selective

basis, aiming to register only 
Democrats as much as possible. 

USING THE RULE of thumb 
that 7 of every 10 unregistered 
voters really are Democrats, the 
party leadership says they coilld not 
have carried the state for Hubert 
Humphrey in 1968 with today's 
registration figures. There are 
fewer registered voters now than 
then. 

In 1968, there were just over 4 
million registered voters in the 
state, and Humphrey took the state's 
21 electoral votes by a 222,000 vote 
margin. Today, there are just under 
3.6 million registered voters and the 
Democratic leadership figures a big 
enough percentage of that fall off is 
Democratic to change the majority. 

"Michigan is a Democratic state 
if registration is high," says state 
chairman James McNeely. "With 
420,000 fewer registered voters than 
in November, 1968, registration can 
only be described as low." 

TO HELP IN the registration, 
the party chose deputy party 
chairman Robert Mitchell as the 
head of the registration drive.

WHEN PRESIDENT Nixon 
announced his new game plan in 
August, stock market reaction was 
mixed, with least enthusiasm 
emanating from the utility sector. 
As events unfolded—Phase 2, dollar 
devaluation, lifting of the 10 percent 
import surcharge — most industry 
groups responded with good price 
advances, but the utility sector 
continued to lag. 

-Reasons folu..this wer.e..-ap-
parently twofold. First was the 
price-wage freeze, which locked out 
rate boosts that were implemented 
within the span covered retroac­
tively as well as pending utility rate 
in increases. And although the life of 
Phase 1 was slated to be only 90 
days, this hiatus on rate increases 
served to compound the squeeze that 
pressured the industry. The other 
force in play was the worry "What 
will happen to interest rates?" 

AS PHASE 2 developed, there 
was growing skepticism as to the 
degree of authority the Wage Board 
and the Price Commission could 
muster. Wage increases well above 
guidelines were granted to several 
groups, and in the case of coal a 
price increase was allowed, 
although not large enough to com­
pensate for increased labor cdsts. 

Even so. after a formal settlement, 
some coal miners continued a 
wildcat strike. 

The implications of any coal 
price increase on '- îi'ty per­
formance can be drasu.. For 
example, Duke Power reported coal 
prices up 50 percent in 1970. 
Generally, increases may be passed 
on by utilities; but with Phase 2 now 
in effect, the rate application 
process, already tortuous, may be 
delayed still further. Without quick 
action on a rate increase a company 
could-^S^^j^l^JirLi.filancial, dif­
ficulty and-Iff pbsftion for bond 
or eq'iillylfmSHarlirTriie end result 
would be a slowdown in needed 
construction and the possibility of 
power shortages. Shortages and-or 
brownspots can also develop if 
supplies of coal are not adequate to 
meet the challenge of colder 
weather. 

ANOTHER BURDEN on 
utilities has been the increasingly 
constrictive air pollution 
regulations. While desirable and 
necessary, they have created 
massive and expensive problems in 
the industry. Low sulfur fuels are 
now generally required for use in 
power generation. These "sweet" 
fuels are more expensive than the 
"sour" fuels, and are in less plen­
tiful supply. 

To meet the demand for "clean 
energy" in the future, oil companies 
will have to develop new sources of 
oil and gas reserves. To date in-
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centive has been lacking to achieve 
new fuel sources, primarily because 
of low prices for oil and gas. .As this 
price lnbalance improves, in­
creased production may be ex-
)ected, but again the utilities may 
)e faced with higher fuel costs. 

THE GREAT PROMISE of the 
seventies — nuclear power

as- ifigaill̂ Ias anticipated.:.̂ .. And in , 
j;ecent.Jiollths{Siis segment o( the 
utility inBiistry has come'uhSer' 
severe scrutiny by en­
vironmentalists. In September of 
this year the Atomic Energy 
Commission issued regulations for a 
study of thermal effects of atomic 
power plants on the environment. 

Affected are plants in 26 states 
issued construction permits or 
operating licenses after January 1, 
1970. Effectively these rules delay 
or impede contruction to an 
unknown degree and place a further 
burden on the industry.

, )anies do face problems,.!! appears 

.̂ "likely that,, overall, Jhex.-Wi.lliare: 
^ well under Phase l^^lectric^^pwer 
' is essential to the economy, and with 

a more liberal attitude toward rates 
and an easing in interest costs, the 
power companies should prosper 
over the long term. Many com­
panies currently offer attractive 
yields with dividends well protected.

"things are easier said than done." 

Environmentalists in the year now slipping 
by us took their cases to court. At public 
meetings and on other fronts, they ar­
ticulately skirmished against any individual, 
agency, industry, or organizatio1>-big or 
small—which tried to put its vested interest 
ahead of resource values. 

They verbally slugged it out with factions of 
society caught up in the syndrome of cradle-
to-grave growth. They stood steadfast against 
old challenges to conservation. 

But. in the final analysis, environmentalists 
could show darn few clear-cut gains for all 
their hard-pitted efforts in 1971. For them, 
1972 loomed ahead with much unfinished 
business. 

Tim and again, environmentalists in 1971 
found their thrusts blunted by social, 
economic, and political counterplays. But 
give credit where it is due: They Were not 
faint hearted in their bid to back up their lofty 
soundings of 1970, the dawning of the age of 
environmental - activism. 

The year 1971 marked the Department of 
Natural Resources' 50th anniversary, but the 
DNR didn't call timeout to look at its track 
record for the last half century. Instead, it 
bore down on the problems of today and 
tomorrow, acutely mindful that the 1970'& 
stand as the decade of decision for Michigan's 
environmental future. 
POPUl.ATION POWDER KEG 

Again in 1971, Michigan's environmental 
ills were rooted in the population problem 
That fact hit home like never before—not just 
in the claustrophobic confines of southern 
citles. but also in the vanishing wild land 
frontiers of northern Michigan. 

Environmentalists talked a lot about ZPG 
and one of those coming through loud and 
clear for a stabilized population was DNR 
Director Ralph A. MacMuUan. However, he 
had to be realistic about the situation which 
he summed up this way: 

"The people are here and now. We can't 
duck the problem. We must face their needs 
and still try to do What is best for our natural 
resources."

EDITORS NOTE — 
Following is the tenth in a 
series of articles written by 
Oakland County Prosecutor 
Thomas G. Plunketi to inform 
parents about the drug threat 
and what it means to their 
children. 

There are several different 
ways of examining the human 
price of drug abuse, since 
there are so many ways that it 
can affect the personal or 
family life of the user and his 
individual future. 

It would seem obvious that 
anything which Withdraws a 
person from society should be 
discarded by that society. 
Yet. perhaps more than 
anything else, the drug 
movement in this • country 
withciraws its followers from 
society. 

It is difficult to separate the 
drug problem from its social 
framework. Young people 
often feel that opportunities 
are denied them and so drugs 
offer a means ofwithdrawal 
from a society they find too 
impersonal. Drugs also afford 
an escape from the com­
petitive aspects of society. 
Young people often Want to 
avoid getting involved in the 
"games" that permeate our 
society. They prefer getting 
ple.1sure from things in which 
they find it unnecessary to 
compete against established 
Values. 

In such a situation, 
regardless of the initial 
reason for experimenting 
with drugs, the user may find 
himself with far greater 
problems than he ever had 
when he sought his personal 
escape from the daily 
realities of life. 

The actual monetary cost of 
using any drug is a constantly 
increasing factor, but the 
effects on human life are 
much more staggering and 
heartbreaking. One 
psychiatrist at a Well known 
university commented, "I 
have picked up the broken 
pieces of young people in 
trouble from using drugs....it 
is anything but pleasant." 

Exactly how many youths 
are getting in trouble by 
abusing drugs is impossible to 
.(̂ unt-and,there is no practical 
râ Rviratp,, measuremi?nt, .B;uf,' 
,̂.,1̂  fja'. well ,'known 'f̂ ct that -
courts all over the couiitry are -
becoming filled With drug 
violation cases. This Would 
seem- to indicate a vast 
number of people who are 
using drugs, if only on a trial 
basis.' 

Conviction of a drug 
violation in court is "on the 
record" of the Violator and the 
mere fact that there Was a 
conviction is a difficult matter 
to live down. Aside from this, 
individual reactions to drugs 
are so Varying that just one 
experiment could lead the 
persoii on a search for bigger 
and better thrills and reac­
tions. This further search 
may lead to permanent 
physical harm. 

Not long ago the alcoholic 
was looked on simply as a 
social outcast, a weakling who 
was shunned and looked down 
on and left alone for the most 
part to kill himself off. That 
was an easy "out", for 
society..ignore it...look the 
other Way When the drunk 
touched our lives .. NoW, of 
course, alcoholism is looked 
upon as a disease and treated 
accordingly. Why? Becaust 
there are approximately 
6,000.000 alcoholics in this 
country alone! 

It Would seem that we 
waited too long to take ef­
fective treatment measures 
against alcoholism, for now it 
has a gigantic hold on many, 
many people. Perhaps in 
years to come medical 
science will find a single 
answer, but it is safe to say it 
will take a long time. 

So, let us not "look the other 
way" on the national drug 
problem. Let us face it, 
recognizing that it is 
definitely a big problem, and 
face up to the measures we 
must take to combat it.

Co11ti1lued fro1n Page 1-B 
tiine. three plans were submitted to the 
stale's highest court which, on June 22, then 
ordered adoption of the so-called Austin-
Kleiner apportionment and districting plan 
for the election of state senators and 
representatives. 

Thus. .Michigan became the first of the 50 
states to incorporate the "one man, one vote" 
principle in establishing legislative boun­
daries, .And although the 1964 boundaries 
have lived on until now. they have been 
challenged as creating obviously 
gerrymandered districts. 

I'nder the new state constitution, a 
Commission of Legislative Apportionment is 
established every lO years. The commission 
includes eight members—ail of whom are 
appointed by the governor, with four being 
"noininated" by the Democratic party and 
four by;the Republican party. 

Democratic members are: 
A. Itobert Kleiner, Mrs, Lillian Hatcher. 

Kdwin Hughes, and .Mrs. Virginia Selin. 
Republican members are: 
Paul (.'(icbel. Jialph Huhtala. Anthony 

l.icala I of Plymouth i. and Kenneth Thomp­
son. 

Kach of the members represents a region 
of Michigan. 

Once the commission has been formally 
called to order by the Secretary of State, it 
ilas iK() days to come up with a districting plan 
for both the State House of Representatives 
and the Senate. 

.•\lthough the commission has not yet 
formally been called and hence the l80-day 
deadline not yet set into motion, the com­
mission has agreed to agree or disagree on a 
plan by February l or submit its best plans to 
the Michigan Supreme Court for a decision. 

With nearly two dozen plans already 
under consideration and others likely to be 
studied, there appears to be little chance that 
agreement will be reached by the February l 
deadline. 

While'Republicans reportedly are willing 
to modify or compromise their plans to win a 
majority vote of the commission. Democrats 
are not anxious to accept a compromise. 

"How can you blame them?" a 
Republican spokesman told this, newspaper. 
"They'd rather have all of the cake than part 
of it, wouldn't you'.'" 

By letting the districting matter go to the 
Supreme Court, admitted a Democratic 
leader, "we'll be in a very good position." 
Why'? Because the Michigan Supreme Court 
is composed of five Democrats (two of them 
forniW'governors), one Republican and one 
iildependent. 

In view of the Supreme Court makeup. 
Republican commission members are 
anxious to reach agreement "but not at the 
expense of giving up everything," the GOP 
spokesman said. "We've got some pride, 
loo." 

Both sides (Democrats and Republicans) 
reportedly are already preparing briefs in 
anticipation of going to court.

spokesmen for the two parties say. Never­
theless, basic ingredients of plans offered by 
the two parties give some indication of what 
to expect. 

Deltiocrats appear to be insisting on 
districts (if the most equal population possible 
while trying to minimize the crossing of 
county lines. Republicans, on the other hand, 
seem to favor equally populated districts that 
minimize the splitting of communities. 

Any plan incorporating either of these 
ingredients could adversely affect some in­
cumbents. Even so, however, incumbents still 
have a built-in advantage because of the 
redistricling process: 

The longer it takes for a plan to emerge 
the less lime potential challengers have to 
prepare their campaigns.

"Keep your cool" this 
winter is the advice of the 
man who should know about 
keeping cool, the Secretary of 
ihe Committee on Winter 
Driving Hazards of the 
Nalional Safety Council. 
Raymond Prince." 

Pl'ince, whose job involves 
coordinating the Council's 
annual winter driving test 
project at Stevens Point. 
Wisconsin, said that safe 
winter driving is largely a 
mailer of "keeping cool" 
under trying circumstances. 

".Safe driving during winter 
weather conditions requires 
the same skills and 
precautions that are 
demanded at any time of the 
year—plus the' added dif­
ficulty of coping with 
inadequate traction and 
reduced visibility," Prince 
pointed out. 

He said that few drivers 
realize or compensate for the 
extremely poor traction on 
ice—and snow—covered 
pavements until they get into 
a real tight spot. "The 

Council's tests have shown, 
for example, that the braking 
distance on glare ice may be 
as much as nine or ten times 
the normal dry pavement 
distance, meaning that it can 
lake from 150 to 200 feet to 
slop after applying the brakes 
a I a speed of only 20 mph," 
Prince noted. "In contrast, 
the normal braking distance 
at this speed on a dry 
pavement is only about 17 
feel." 

So, whenever the pavement 
is slippery, and especially 
when you think it may be but 
don't know for sure, Prince 
advised that the first thing a 
driver should do to "keep his 
cool" is to get the "feel" of the 
road. This can be done by 
trying the brakes or "gun­
ning" the engine momentarily 
to see whether the wheels skid 
or spin. If the car has any 
tendency to skid or "fish­
tail", then it's time to slow 
way down and do all 
maneuvering- steering, 
braking and accelerating— 
with a delicate touch. 

"If you do find that the 
pavement is slippery." he 
continued, "then you should 
increase your following 
distance to give yourself 
adequate room to slow down 
or steer out of trouble." 

Other suggestions for 
keeping cool during adverse 
driving conditions were listed 
by Prince as follows: 

"Pump" your brakes to 
slow or stop - don't jam them 

on. An intermittent pumping 
action three to five times per 
second keeps the Wheels 
rolling and helps maintain 
steering control. 

Have good tires with good .. 
treads. Better yet. use snoW*'' 
tires which provide half again 
as much pulling power in 
snow as regular tires. 
Studded snow tires offer still .'̂^ 
more help on icy surfaces. ' ̂ )

The year saw a 
growing trend in which people walled in the 
cement canyons of southern Michigan's cities 
rushed "Up Nordl" to seek dieir piece of die 
good eardi as retreats from their hustle-
busde. workaday world. 

The problem was—and is—northern 
Michigan's environmental values were being 
lost in dlis "people shuffle." The land-buying 
spree, with all its proliferating demands for 

sen'ices, facilities, and natural resources, 
was direatening to "slurbanize" more and 
more areas of dle NorUi Counti-y. 

Ironically, or course, it was subdividing and 
conquering die very same values which 
brought people there in die first place to stake 
out their vacation spots and semi-permanent 
homes away from home.

With this threat of overdevelopment 
looming so large on the northern scene, die 
DNR and its Commission stamped No. 1 
priority to the pressing need for a state-wide 
program of land-use planning and 
management. Such a program, one hoped to 
have teedi in it. was championed by con­

servation leaders as crucial to bringing 
systematic order to development in 
Michigan, and to providing a keystone for 
managing all natural resources in the state 

At year's end, hopes for frameworking Uie 
program were keyed loan imminent report of 
a land-use commission forged together by 
Governor William Milliken. 

\K\\ PLAN TO .SAVE THE PORKlES 
On another front—Upper Michigan's 

Porcupine Mountains State Park—the con­
cept of use management and zoning controls 
took shape from a broadbased, in-depth stiidy 
mobilized by the DNR.

various development direats over the years, 
was die DNR's proposed plan to preserve die 
area's wilderness values through zoned 
public-use regulations.

Any snowmobilers daring to 
motor onto Michigan's 
recently frozen lakes and 
streams without first 
checking conditions may very 
well "break the ice" on their 
l97l-72 season in the worst 
sort of way, cautions the 
Department of Natural 
Resources. 

Robert Dyke, head of die 
DNR's Marine Safety Section, 
warns snowmobilers and 
odiers diat die current period, ' 
widi its newly-forming ice, 
poses some potentially 
dangerous "openers" for die 
unwary. 

"The first ice of the season 
is generally not as safe as it 
may look from the surface," 
he explains, "because it 
normally lacks uniform 
diickness. It simply takes 
some prolonged freezing 
temperatures for ice to form 
solidly and diickly enough to 
support people, particularly 
machines such as snowm­
obiles." 

Dyke points out that at least 
.5 inches of ice is required to 
provide a minimum margin of 
safety for snowmobilers and 
their machines. 

That's just a general rule, of 
course, and diere are such 
tilings as discolored snow 
cover and honeycombed ice to 
steer clear of during die 
winter season. In any case, 
snowmobilers are urged not to 
leave their personal safety to 
guess: diey should carry— 
and use—auger or spuds to 
test die diickness of ice in 
areas where diey plan to 
operate their machines. 

Even dien, diere is always 
die threat that some of diem 
Will run into Weak spots and 
go plunging dirough die ice. 
What to do dien? 

"Don't panic," are Dyke's 
first Words of advice. He 
continues; "Your bulky clothes 
Will support you for a few 
minutes. Extend your arms 
along the ice edge and kick 
your feet hard. Ease yourself 
onto the unbroken ice. When 
your hips slide onto die ice, 
roll away from die hole. But 
don't stand up, yet! Ease 
yourself. spread-eagle 
fashion, away from the hole, 
and edge out at least lO feet 
from that break-in point 
before standing." 

The DNR's Marine Safety 
chief urges snowmobilers to 
carry ice awls or spikes Widi 
Wooden handles in easy-to-
reach outside pockets. "These 
tools could help save your life 
When you're trying to sti-ong-' 
hold your Way back onto die 
ice." 

Dyke also has some safety 
suggestions for snowmobilers 
who might find themselves in 
a position of tiying to rescue 
odiers from icy waters. First 
of all: "Park your machine a 
good safe distance from die 
hole."

Wixom moved a step closer 
to a major road improVement 
program Tuesday as the city 
council filed its intent to join 
with Oakland County in 
developing engineering for 
Widening and paving of North 

""Wixom Road. 
The council took its action 

folloWing a report by Mayor 
Gilbert Willis on two plans---
one prepared by city 
engineers and the other by 
county road engineers. 

Rnth plaps arf» |i7j(ipr phitly 
by the city planning com­
mission, which l-eportedly 
favors a compromise plan 
encompassing parts of both. 

The plans, Willis reported, 
call for major road im­
provement of Wixom Road 
-̂from Pontiac Trail north to 
the Grand Tnlnk railroad 
crossing near Renton. Cost of 
the project, if eventually 
approved by the city, ranges 
from $250,000 to $196,000. 

The $196,000 proposal was 
submitted by county 
engineers. With tte bulk of its 
expenditure ($100,000) 
reserved for railroad 
signalization. The city 
engineer's plan, on the other 
hand, would cost more, with 

monies spent for widening, 
paving and curbs. 

Costs Would be shared 
between the city and the 
county, the mayor explained. 

In addition, should the plan 
eventually be approved by the 
council include signalization, 
cost of tills latter installation 
would be shared by the 
railroad,-he said. 

Although the council ac­
cepted tile recommendation 
of the mayor to notify the 

...CQunty ,pf...it?...io.lgflt, iiQuocU 
members were by no means 
iiitirely satisfied with eithd' 
of the two plater ' Never­
theless, they appeared 
anxious to "get something 
started," and two members 
suggested that the Wixom 
Road improvement possibly 
should be extended to Maple 
Road particularly if property 
north of the railroad crossing 
is rezoned. 

In light of this possibility, 
the council decided to take up 
the tabled rezoning request of 
Lutz & Foster in February. 

Mayor Willis also revealed 
a county proposal for im­
provement of South Wixom 
Road, from 1-96 to West Road, 
but he placed first priority on 

the North Wixom Road 
project Cost of the southern 
project Was pegged at 
$150,000. 

Concerning another road 
matter Tuesday, the council 
adopted a resolution en­
dorsing the county's request 
for federal aid to improve 
Pontiac Trail, South Wixom 
Road to 12 Mile, and l2.MUe 
Road Proposed improved, 
said the mayor, includes 
widening. 

„. Instill another road.majtter, 
the council authorized the 
mayor to obtain cost 
estimates for engineering of 
Roseworth, adjacent to the 
Hickory Hills golf course, for 
paving and sewer installation. 
The action, according to City 
Attorney Gene Schndz, is a 
prerequisite to creation of a 
special assessment district as 
requested by property owners 
under city statute. 

The knotty problem in­
volving the $6,000 debt of the 
Centennial Corporation ap­
pears to be on its way towards 
settlement following the 
council's action directing the 
city attorney to "attempt" to

A judicative meeting in 
which the City of Novi's an­
nexation proceedings for Novi 
Township will be a major item 
of business has been 
scheduled for Wednesday, 
January 26, James S. Hyde, 
executive secretary of the 
State Boundary Commission, 
told The Novi News Monday. 

No location for the meeting 
has been set, Hyde indicated. 
"We have one whole day's 
worth of Oakland County 
business to attend to," he 
said, "and we'd like to hold it 
down there. But the prices 

inquired have been too high 
and we might have to make 
everyone drive up here to 
Lansing for the meeting." 
The city is seeking to annex 
seven of the eight scattered 
parcels of land that presently 
comprise the Township. Only 
Broiikland Farms subdivision 
would remain in the township 
if the State Boundary Com-
mission approves the city's 
request. 

A separate annexation 
petition has been filed by the 
city in regard to Brookland 
Farms, but it will not be acted 
upon at the meeting on 
•Tanliarv 2fi 

Novi's citizens could well be 
voting on a proposal to in-
crease their millage the next 
time they go to the polls. 

The possibility of putting 
the millage increase on the 
next ballot was the major 
item to come out of a public 
hearing Monday on the 
proposed paving of portions of 
Taft and MeadoWbrook 
Roads. 

With a crowd in excess of 
200 people that more than 
filled the seating capacity of 
Novi's Community Building 
lining the Walls, first official 
steps toward that paving were 
taken by the council. 

To be paved are 
Meadowbrook Road between 
Nine and Ten Mile Roads and 
Taft Road between Ten Mile 
and Grand River. 

Monday's hearing was the 
first in a series of five public 
hearings the city is required 
by ordinance to hold before a 
special assessment can be 
spread and sent to Lansing for 
approval 

The five hearings are a pre-
preliminary hearing . of 
necessity; a preliminary 
hearing of necessity; a 
hearing of necessity; a 
hearing to spread ..an 
assessment, in which .the 
amount of the. assessment ii& 
determined; a'nd' a filial 
hearing of assessment in-
wliich the assessment rolê fs 
actually spread. 

Only after these five 
hearings have been held can 
the proposed assessment role 
be sent to Lansing, where the 
Michigan Finance Com­
mission and the Attorney 
General's office must then 
approve it. 

City Manager George Athas 
estimated that it will take 
roughly a monUi between 
each of Novi's five public 
hearings. The next hearing -
the preliminary hearing of 
necessity - has been set for 
February 14. 

Fe, if any, of the 200 people 
at Monday's meeting spoke 
against the paving of the 
roads. Most of the con­
troversy concerned how the 
paving Will be financed. 

Novi's road program gained 
impetus with the presentation 
of the report of the Novi Road 
Improvement Committee in 
November. Their report 
proposed a two phase paving 
program. Phase one called for 
the paving of MeadoWbrook 
Road between Nine and Ten 
Mile as well as Taft Road 
between Ten MUe and Grand 
River. 

Phase two paving was much 
more tentative, purposely, the 
committee pointed out, due to 
the uncertainty of the location 
and timing of future 
development. 

The Road Committee's 
report also proposed a plan 
for the financing of the 
paving. Phase one, according 
to the report, would be 
financed through an 
assessment of the property 
owners along the roads With 
the remainder of the funds 
coming from money available 
to the city through the state's 
Act 51 fund. This fund 
reimburses local com­
munities a portion of motor 
vehicle funds for road con­
struction and maintenance. In 
essence. Act 51 funds are 
Novi's share of the state-
collected gasoline taxes. 

The Road Committee's plan 
for financing phase two 
paving would include 
assessment of property 
owners and an .additional tax 
levy of one mill. 

An alternate plan for 
financing phase pne paving 
drew considerable support 
Monday. The alternate plan 
called for aU paving to be 
financed by both a front 
footage assessment and a 
millage increase. 

Of the two plans, the one 
calling for both millage and 
assessment on both phases 
seemed to "draw the greatest 
support from both the council 

and the people at the hearing 
Monday. 

Ironically, support of the 
olan was based on two very 
different reasons. Residents 

along Taft and MeadoWbrook 
favor the millage proposal 
because they feel the city as a 
Whole should share in paying 
for the paving of their roads. 

Taft and MeadoWbrook, it is 
argued, are primarily city-
used roads and as such the 
entire city should help pay for 
them. 

Others favor the millage 
increase for quite a different 
reason. As the bulk of Novi's 
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ROADS HEARING—More than 200 Novi citizens 
showed up at the Novi Community Building 
Monday night to air their opinions on the

Roads. The capacity crowd more than filled the 
seats available as people lined the walls of the 
room to either observe the proceedings or voice 
their ideas on the Road Committee's report.

Although discussion at 
Monday's roads hearing 
centered on proposed 
methods of financing, com­
ments made by the more than 
200 citizens attending the 
hearing touched a Wide 
variety of related issues. 

Numerous comments, of 
course, related directly to the 
question of When a millage 
should be levied. 

Kenneth Stone, a 
MeadoWbrook Road resident, 
said he Was in favor of paving 
the roads. "But if We're going 
to have a millage,"he said, 
"then lets have it from the 

outset. Why should l help 
someone else pave his road by 
Voting for millage later if he's 
not going to help me pave my 
road now?" 

Russell Button, whose letter 
Which appeared in the Novi 
News last week and was 
referred to several times 
throughout the evening, also 
supported a miUage. "I would 
hope you'd support a com­
plete road program and a 
millage increase of three 
mills," he told the people at 
the hearing. 

Another Meadowbrook road 
resident, Robert Trinka, said 

he thought it was highly 
inequitable that five percent 
of the people Who use 
Meadowbrook Road are being 
ask,ed to pay 50 percent of 
the cost. His percentages were 
reference to figures con­
cerning the traffic volume on 
Meadowbrook as opposed to 
the number of actual 
residents on the road. 

The amount of the front 
footage assessment also drew 
numerous comments. Dennis 
King, Who lives in Village 
Oaks subdivision, asked if the 
city wasn't setting a

Novi city council can count 
the school district out as a 
possible source for funds to 
help improve Taft Road. 
That's because the school 

board Monday reaffirmed a 
prevlous position not to accept 
assessment of its high school-
middle school property. 

Under the law, schools 
cannot be assessed for im­
provements of this kind unless 
they agree to accept it. 

Besides refusing an 
assessment, which the board 
indicated the school district 
cannot accept because it has 
no aVailable monies, it also 
tossed a barb at the council 
for inaction relative to the 
split tax collection proposal. 

Board members indicated 
tbeV felt, no snecial obligation 

to the council over roads since 
it had not agreed to institute a 
twice-a-year tax collection, 
despite the fact that voters 
last year supported such a 
measure. 

The school Wants part of the 
school taxes collected in the 
Winter, another part in the 
summer so as to make monies 
aVailable When needed. Under 
the present process, school 
taxes are collected only in the 
Winter, and annually the 
school must borrow against 
anticipated income in the fall 
to meet expenditures. 

A split collection, school 
officials argue, would 
eliminate the necessiy of 
borrowing money, thus 
resulting in a savings for 
taxpayers Who now must pay 
interest on borrowed money.

setting the assessment as loW 
as $12 per foot. "Wouldn't an 
assessment of $14-16 be a 
much better figure to start out 
With?" he asked. 

WiUiam Duey, Who lives on 
the corner of Nine Mile and 
Taft, asked that the council 
"take it easy" when it sets the 
assessment rate. "Twelve 
dollars per foot might not 
sound like much," he said, 
"but remember this much is 
$36, this much is $72 and this 
much is $108;" as he took 
three steps from Where he 
Was standing. 

A long time Novi resident, 
John Richter, who lives on 
Taft Road, said he thought $12 
per front foot Was too much. 
"I doubt that there's anyone 
on Taft Road Who can pay $12 
per foot," he said. "Why is 
that the government taxes so 
much? Why do people have to 
be robbed of their homes?" 

Herbert Fai;ah said he Was 
in favor of the paving and that 
the proposed assessment of 
$12 per foot Was as loW as he'd 
ever seen, but he asked what 
assurance there were that the' 
assessemtnt wouldn't be. 
jumped tp a higher level." 
How can I be sure I won't have 
my assessment kicked up to 
$16 or $18," he asked. 

Other citizens were con- . 
cemed With the safety factor. 
A Meadowbrook Road 
residents said he was in favor 
of the paving, but asked that 
the council give special at­
tention to such safety factors 
as limiting the speed once 
the roads go in. 

William Moak, who resides 
on Chestnut Tree Way, said he 
thought paving would im­
prove traffic safety.
