problem of eventual rejection 
of the "foreign" organs— 
th()se that don't have identicaJ 
antigens. 

This conclusion for surgical 
treatment of humans comes 
surprisingly from studies of 
transplant antigens in 
colonies of Wild mice trapped 
on farms around Ann Arbor. 

Dr . K le in , an assistant 
professor at the U-M Dental 
Research Institute, became 
interested in the problem of 
transplants in the mouth and 
face area. He also holds an 
appointment in the depart­
ment of human genetics. 

He chose the small rodents 
to serve as a model to 
mathematically project the 
Variety of antigen systems 
possible in humans. Wild 
nuce haVe not been inbred in 
laboratories and more closely 
approximate the genetic 
Variations in the human 
population. 

Dr. Klein found such a 
surprisingly Wide range of 
antigens in the field mice that 
if, as he suspects, as much or 
greater diversity exists in 
man, there is virtually no 
chance for compatible organ 
matches other than for closely 
related persons. 

• Scientists believe that 
fweign antigens are a sort of 
target label on transplant 
cel ls st imulat ing the for­
mation of antibodies Wliich, in 
turn, lead lymphocytes (White 
blood cells) to attack the 
intruder orgaa 

The human leukocyte an­
tigen ( H L A ) forms the 
strongest target and has its 
equivalent in the H-2 antigen 
in mice. Dr . Klein said. 

There . are also other 
tissue defense systems such 
as the A B O antigens in red 
blood cells and perhaps many 
more antigens Which have not 
been discovered. 

Hidden antigens Which do 
not cause formation of an­
tibodies may also exist in 
transplant tissue invit ing 
direct attack by lymphocytes 
•Without the intermediary 
antibodies. 

Support for this supposition. 
Dr. Klein noted, comes from 
the fact that When there has 
been a supposedly perfect 
match betWeen donor and 
patient for organ transplant, 
the organ has been rejected. 

Currently accepted theory 
is that each human has a 
maximum of four H L A an-
tigens out of a possible 21. 
HoWever, further research is 
expected to show a much 
higher ceiling. Dr . Klein said. 

In his research With mice. 
Dr . Klein has found not the 
expected 21, but 50 H-2 an­
tigens. One animal can have 
any four of the 50 With 
p o s s i b l e c o m b i n a t i o n s 
numbering in the tens of 
thousands. 

In addit ion, researchers 
haVe found 30 other weaker 
antigen systems in the mice, 
and Dr. Klein expects to find 
more antigens in each 
system. 

If the same is true in 
humans, organ matching is 
apparently a scientific blind 
alley.

Novi's citv council says 
there has been a Violatiptl 
DeVeloper J a r V i s Schmidt 
says there has not been a 
violation, and so While their 
attorney's discliss the matter, 
the council Monday postponed 
action on Schmidt's request 
for preliminary plat approval 
for his Novi-Ten Industrial 
Park. 

The point of contention is 
Whether or not Schmidt has 
violated the state's Plat Act. 
A n d although the counci l 
Would like nothing better than 
to encourage orderly in­
dustrial development Within 
the city's boundaries to fatten 
up the tax base, at the same 
time they did not feel they 
could give the plat approval 
on What could Well be a Plat 
Act violation. 

The part of the Plat Act 
Which council members feel 
has been Violated by Schmit 
and his partners is the section 
Which requires the developer 
to get plat approval on the 
remainder of his property 
after that original parcel has 
been divided into four pieces. 

In the eyes of the council 
Schmidt has clearly violated 
the A c t 

Schmidt's original parcel 
consisted of 32 acres on the 
northeast comer of the Novi 
Road-Ten Mile intersection. 
According to City Manager 
George Athas, more than four 
splits have been made. One 
parcel Was sold to Marathon;

$14 per front foot Will be levied 
against Novi citizens living on 
p r o p e r t y abut t ing 
MeadoWbrodc Road betWeen 
Nine and Ten Mi le Roads and 
Taft Road betWeen Ten Mile 
and Grand River for the 
proposed pav ing of these 
roads. 

The $14 per front foot 
assessment was determined 
by the Novi city council 
Monday at a public hearing 
and represents a further step 
toward getting the city's road 
paving program into action. 

Spec i f ica l ly , M o n d a y ' s 
public hear ing Was a 
pre l iminary hear ing of 
necessity With the major item 
of business being City 
Manager George A t h a s ' 
report to the council as to how 
the paving of Meadowbrook 
and Taft Roads should be 
financed. 

What Athas recommended 
was a two-part f inancing 
program. The first part to 
consist of levying the $14 
assessment and the second 
part to consist of taking the 
balance of the funds needed 
for the paving from the "city 
at large," a purposely vague 
term which encompasses 
several financing methods. 

, ...IqLselectingthe$14pfe;fji3)n>ts-
foot figure, Ath^s indlca tedjie . 
used the following me&od. 
According to state law, a 
resident owning property 
along a major road (such as 
MeadoWbrook) cannot be 
assessed at a higher rate than 
a property owner along an 
interior, subdivision road. 

In as much as the current 
cost of a subdivision road is 
$17.50 per front foot, Athas 
said, he arr ived at the $14 
figure by merely badclng 
down 20 percent from the 
current subdivision road rate. 

Responding to a question 
f rom C o u n c i l m a n Denis 
Berry, Athas said he did not 
feel the $14 figure should set a 
precedent for aD future road 
assessments, but he did feel 
the 20 percent backdown from 
the prevailing subdivision road 
rate should be followed. 

and that current plans include 
neither sidewalks or curbs. 

Estimated cost of paving 
Meadowbrook Road is 
$366,026.40, Which breaks 
down to $35.06 for each of the 
10,440 feet along the road.

the question of how the paving 
of Taft Road is to be financed 
has come to the fore.

Yet many residents have 
expressed the opinion that in 
as much as the paving of Taft 

is necessitated by the traffic 
created by the schools, the 
board has something of at 
least a moral, if not a legal, 
obligation to accept some of 
the financial burden. 

The give and take between 
the city council and the school 
board prompted one citizen at 
Monday night 's publ ic 
hearing to compare the two 
bodies to "a couple of children 
sticking their tongues out at 
each other." "You 'd never 
guess they're both from the 
same city," said the man. 

A further question regar­
ding the school board's 
responsibUity in financing the 
paving was raised Monday by 
Russel Stroud, chairman of 
the NoVi Road Improvement 
Committee. 

Novi's school district is 
unusual because it services 
five different municipalities 
and yet not everyone who 
lives in NoVi and pays taxes in 
Novi is a member of the Novi 
School Distr ict 

It was Stroud's contention 
that the people using the Novi 
schools should bear t h e , 
burden for paying for the 
paving in front of the schools. 
Th is could only be ac­
complished, he ^said, if the 
school board participates with 
monies received from taxes of 
people living in the school 
district. To charge people who 
live in Novi but reside in a 
different school d istr ict , 
Northville or Walled Lake for 
example, for the paving of the 
road would be an inequity.

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They came in droVes, snarling traffic, 
t ramping across snoWbound f ields, 
climbing over fences, laughing, cussing, 
shivering. 

They Were the thousarels Who jour­
neyed to Northville-the ski capital of 
Michigan—to Watch World champions zip 
down the icy chute and hurtle into space 
onto the Seven Mile-Edward Hines in­
tersection. 

Onto the intersection? 
Well, not exactly. This section of 

Seven Mile and the parkWay drive didn't 
exist in tiie early l920's When ttie World-
famous Hall brothers of Detiroit erected a 
tournament ski jump in Northville— just a 
stone's throw from what is now NorthVille 
Downs and what then was tile Wayne 
C o u n ^ Fairgrounds. 

Not just an ordinary slide, mind you. 
But a real humdinger of a ski jump 

tower that rose to a dizzy 50 feet aboVe 
Balden Hill hugging tile side of ol' Adolph 
"Butch" Balden's farm on what now is 
part of the county parkWay. 

The hill is still there but tiie man-made 
2 x 6 scaffolding has been gone for a half-
century. Only a mound of dirt atthefoot of 
the jump remains today. Gone,too, are 
Balden-the-butcher and most of the 
thousands Who thrilled to tile deatii defying 
leaps into space from the highest jump in 
Michigan. 

But still around, skiing and skating 
and running and enjoying Winter at age 79, 
is Henry Hall , only American to ever win 
tiie ski jumping world championship and 
tile man who, perhaps more than any 
otiler, popularized skiing in the Deti-oit 
area. 

Henry, who lives in Farmington where 
he operates a ski jump in his front yard, 
Was in town Friday afternoon, looking up 
the steep side of Balden Hil l now dotted 
With ti-ees and remembering "When our 
jump Was one d the highest in tile coun-
tiy." 

Not high by today's Upper Peninsula 
standards, "but, my goodness, it was way 
up tilere Ulen." 

And the people, "they came from 
everywhere to sit or stand to watch." The 
crowds were the largest ever to assemble 
for a Winter sport in Michigan, newspapers 
reported. 

Read tile February 6, l925 issue of The 
Record: 

' 'To state that a great crowd of people 
were atbacted here for the meet is merely 
touching the high spots. People came in 
droves and flocks from far and near and 
the village sb-eets and tile highways 
leading into town were so congested tilat 

ti-affic could scarely move. 
' T h e Seven mile road was blocked 

from Plymouth Road (now Northville 
Road) to the F a r m i n g t o n - W a y n e 
pavement (Farmington Road). Detroit 
people who motored out to enjoy the sport 
were four hours in making tile journey. 
"The Plymoutii road was also packed Witil 
cars by ing to get tilrough, while Main , 
Cady and Church streets were completely 
blodced at times... 

"Pef^le rushed tile gates at tile 
fairgrounds and speeded across lots so fast 
tilat tile ticket sellei^s could not reach more 
tilan half of them. 

"Local restaurants and eating houses 
Were practically 'eaten out' as hundreds 
rushed up town after tile meet. No one was 
to blame for the confusion or congested 
stt^ets because Northville people were not 
looking for such a crowd. . ." 

FeWremember...not' even a ler t 
oldtimers Who have made NorthviUe tileir 
home for most of a century. 

Maybe because Northville's ski capital 
glory lasted only three years before the 
Hall brotilers (tilere Were six cf tilem) 
packed up their exciting adventure and 
moved it to Rochester, and eventtlally to 
tiie Brighton area. 

ButHenrV Hall remembers. And Why 
shouldn't he? Not only did he help build the 
jump on property leased from Balden but 
he Was one of its star jumpers. Then 
recognized as the world champion jumper, 
having set a mark of 229 feet at 
ReVelstoke, British Columbia he zipped 
down the NorthVille chute many times. 
Winning and losing, to equally great 
jumpers. 

Jumps here Were far short of tile World 
mark but nevertiieless plenty exciting. 
Most were just under 120 feet. 

"There weren't many ti-ees up there 
then," remembered Henry as he mentally 
measured the two-foot diameter ti-ees 
there on tile hillside, now. "We came down 
rightabout tiiere, landing about where the 
intersection is. Those bams (Downs horse 
barns) weren't tiiere. 

"The people stood on botil sides of tile 
runway from tile t(^ a l l tile Way down to 
the bottom. . . . thousands of tilem. 
Thousands tilen. Can you imagine how 
many more thousands you'd get today if 
Norti lviUehadajump? Oh, let's talk to tile 
chamber of commerce...maybe...but I'm 
getting a littie old, younger people should 
do it." 

Henry said he and his brotilers—Carl 
of Detroit , C larence of Washington, 
Michigan, Cieorge (now deceased), and 
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A request for an additional 
1.5 mills "for one year only" 
for operation was autilorized 
Montlay night to go before 
voters in a special election 
Apri l 8. 

Placed on tile ballot by 
Nor thv i l le school board 
tinjstees, the request will be 
teamed witil a $1,450,000 bond 
issue request ok'd last montil 
by tinlstees. 

Superintendent Raymond 
Spear said tile 1.5 mills sought 
by tiie distiict will "facilitate 
added costs of operat ing 
Northvi l le schools and 
provide funds to handle an 
expanding enrollment." 

With a current enrollment 
of' 3,520 shidents, tile district 
anticipates 3,750 to 3,800 total 
stiidents by next September. 

"We will end the school 
year in June, 1973, with 4,000 
or more students," Spear 
explained. 

If approved, the 1.5 mills 
will be used to 

—handle an estimated 5.5 
percent increase in operation 
costs of the distinct; 

—handle an estimated 10 
percent increase in 
enroUment; 

7-expand teaching staff to 
ofifset the increased?-
enroUmentf 

—make up anticipated loss 
of one-quarter m i l l f rom 
county tax allocation to fund 
Wayne County Community 
College: 

—offset the ant ic ipated 
decrease in state aid per 
pupil for tile 1972-73 school 
year; and 

—f inance s a l a r y ad-
justinents of up to 5.5 percent. 

In explaining the one year 
limit on the millage request. 
Spear noted the "whole 
financial struchire of the state 
is up for revision and may 
exclude the p r o p e r ^ tax as a 
metilod for financing school 
distincts." 

Comment ing on both 
requests going before tile 
voters at the same time. 
Spear emphas ized the 
$1,450,000 bond issue would 
not require an increase in 
debt levy. It is tile maximum 
amount tile district can ask 
for witilout an increase in debt 
retirement millage. 

"The 1.5 mil l increase in 
operational millage will raise 
an estimated $142,000 based 
on an increase in state 
equalized valuation from tile 
current $87,000,000 to an 
estimated $95,000,000 in 1972-
73 school year ," Spear said. 

"The distinct has got to ask 
for the money now," ttie 
superintendent said, "and we 
have to have faith in ttie 
community tilat it will not let 
tile feelings on one (request) 
influence tile otiler. 

" T h e proper ty tax is 
overburdened," he admitted, 
"but now it is the only Way we 
can get tile money to get the 
job done," Spear explained. 

Currentiy, residents of ttie 
school distiict pay a total of-
35.97 mills in school taxes. 
Broken down by category, 
operation millage is 20.0; debt 
retirement, 7.07; and county 
allocation, 8.9. 

Commenting on the 1.5 mill 
request. T rus tee Glenn 
Deibert said it is the "only 
way to reach tile level of 
budget needs for tile 1972-73 
school year." 

Trustee A n d r e w Orphan 
noted budget increases for 
next year are "str icUy within 
tile 5.5 percent guidelines. 

"We have taken capital 
o u t l a y ( e q u i p m e n t 
replacement and new pur­
chases) out of the budget for 
tile last several years," 
Orphan continued, "and it is a 
necessary part of tile budget 

"Money has been budgeted 
for capital outlay for next 
year," he said, "and asking

O r p h a n commented he 
would " l i ke to see the 
legis lature go before the 
public every time they need 
money. Then ttley'd know 
what it Was like." 

In a related matter. Spear 
said he has rejected an offer 
f rom the Wayne County 
Association of tile Michigan 
E d u c a t i o n A s s o c i a t i o n 
(teachers' union) to join With 
tilem in seeking reti-oactive 
pay for teachers. 

"I can't guarantee tile funds 
Will be ava i l ab le if the 
reti-oactive pay Were gran-
ted," Spear said, "and if 
ret roact ive pay must be 
granted. We may have to

The telephone rings. The 
caller may be an elderly shut-
in needing a ride to her 
doctor's office, a poor family 
in need of food or, a 
despondent drug addict 
contemplating suicide. 

What ever ttie problem 
someone is available 24 hours-
a-day, 7 days-a-week from a 
group of Nor thv i l le -Nov i 
citizens called the F ish , a 
chapter of a nation-wide, non-
denominational organization 
which began in E n g l a n d 
under the auspices of 
Reverend Derek E a s t m a n 

and Dr. Donald Richards, a 
layman, in l96l. 

The two men were inspired 
by tile idea of rejuvenating 
old-fashioned concern for 
others, and adopted tile fish 
symbol which ear ly 
Christians used to identify 
tiiemselves during the cen-
turies of persecution. 

The Northville-Novi group, 
which began operating in 
July, 1970 has maintained a 
low-profile and a dereliction 
of bureaucratic offices and 
departments. P r e f e r r i n g 
annonymity to publicity, tiie 

organization advertises only 
to recruit new members and 
to make themselves known to 
those who may need help. 
"We are not involved for 
personal ga in . . . .just the 
sat isfact ion of helping 
otilers," said Mrs. Warner 
Krause, general secretary. 

Fish is loosely organized 
with a 10-15 member 
executive board, a chairman 
and two major groups of 
volunteers: the- Fish-for-
tiiebay, who receives ttle 
ca l ls f rom the answer ing 
service, and ttle volunteers 

whojoin for a specific service, 
such as babysitting or tran­
sportation serVice. 

When tiie Fish-for-the-Day 
receives a call , his job is to 
locate an individual to per­
form the necessary service. If 
the problem involves a 
cr i t ica l professional need 
which The F i s h cannot 
proVide, the indiVidual is 
encouraged to seek that help 
or is given a specif ic 
reference.

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Arthur and Magnas of Florida—"got a 
map and looked for the highest elevations 
around" before picking NorthVille for their 
jump. They bought the lumber at the local 
lumberyard and built it themselves-mostly 
by Henry, Who Was a sheet metal Worker 
for the Ford Motor Company. 

"That first Winter, just before one o f the 
meets, the tower bleW down in a big Wind 
storm. We Were so (liscouraged We almost 
gave it all up." 

T h ski jump oporation Was called the 
Detroit-Northville Ski Club and it featured 
top jumpers from throughout the county. 

After leaving NorthVille, the brothers 
became inVolVed in the Detroit Ski Club at 
Rochester. "We sold stock in that one but I 
was never really satisfied so I started my 
own at Brighton, just north o f the city off 
old US-23.1 called it the Michigan State Ski 
Club. It Was a beauty....! Wish I'd kept it, 
just like I Wish I'd bought that hill here (in 
NorthVille). 

"You say it's park land noW? Do you 
think the park Would build a jump?" 

Henry Was almost bom on skis, 
literally. "We lived in a little log cabin 
(just outside Ishpeming) and the doctor 
(whodeliVered the champ) had to come in 
on skis. Then a snowstorm came up and he 
had to stay at our place for three days 
before leaVing." 

His father was a skier and interested 
his children in the sport, but because he 
Worked "14 or more hours a day he didn't 
have much time toski With us. He'd come 
home at night and We'd go skiing by 
moonlight. Oh, that was fun." 

His first skis Were barrel staves. 
Later, his uncle built his father a pair of 
skis and the whole family shared them. He 
won his first local area ski jump at the age 
of 13. "Itwas a real thrill," he recalled. "I 
Won a puppy for that jump." 

"During the early years," he said, "I 
earned my liVlng by jumping. In some of 
the big jumps you could Win a 50, even a 
100-dollar gold piece." 

In 1914 When people thought 35 feet 
was a long jump, Heniy set an amateur 
record of 164 feet And in 1917 he Was the 
first manever to jump more than 200 feet. 
While serving in France during World War 
I, his number 1 jumping marks Were 
surpassed by others. 

After the War, he came back to set a 
new World record at Steamboat Springs, 
Colorado—a leap of 203 feet. It was 
America's first world record and the little 
mountain town "went crazy." Citizens 
and skiers hoisted the young champ to 
their shoulders and carried him from the 
ski jump into town waving American flags. 

His 203 mark was eclipsed, hoWever, 
and he had to regain it the following season, 
in 1921, at ReVelstoke With that 229-foot 
effort. 

In addition to the World record, Henry 
Won numerous other titles, including the 
nat ional , reg iona l and the M i c h i g a n 
champions ttips. 

Despite his numerous j u m p i n g 
triumphs, he has little more than a box filll 
of clippings, memories, and "good health" 
to show for his favorite Winter sport. The 
trophies that used to jam his house are 
gone. ''When the Depression hit I took 'em 
all down to the pawn shop-b ig silver cups, 
medals with different-colored gold. I 
didn't get much. Might as Well have kept 
them." 

Three years ago, long after most 
jumpers thought it should happen, Henry 
Was Voted into the United States Ski 
Association's Hall of Fame . Ironically, the 
hall cf fame is located in Ishpeming Where 
it all started for him almost 75 years ago. 

While competing, Henry continued his 
job as a sheet metal Worker. F o r d 
executives encouraged him to continue, 
giVing him leave of absences during the 
skiing seasoii. He retired from Ford 15 
years ago. 

Did (or more properly, does) jumping 
scare him? "Sometimes. I remember my 
record jump at Steamboat. I Was in good 
shape and I Wanted to keep that Way so I 
didn't make any trial runs. Some of the 
other skiers did, though, and they came 
back hobbling With injuries. It made me 
think that maybe this Wouldn't be so easy. 
Then When I started Walking out to the 
jump and I saw that big thing up ahead, I 
really started getting scared. 

"I was homesick, a long ways from 
home, and there was that awful jump. 
When I got to the tc^ I was really 
shivering. That first time down I Was 
terrible. SoWhen I got back up for the next 
jump, I sat down and told myself, 'Henry, 
you can't let this thing scare you. The 
people are Watching and they expect a 
good jump? It was just a matter of telling 
myself not to be afraid. It Worked, the next 
two jumps were good ones and I Won." 

Ski jumping, insists Henry, isn't 
dangerous provided the jumper is careful. 
Hemy's broken both hips, his shoulder, 
and suffered numerous other lesser in-
juries While jumping In most cases, he 
explains, the injuries were the result of 
something other than the jump itself. 

- For example, he broke his hip just last 
year after" making a leap from the ski 
jump he built in his front yard many years 
ago. "My jump Was a little long but I came 
down all right. But at the end of the run, I 
made a bad turn and banged into the bank. 
That's what hurt me, not the jump." 

Although A m e r i c a n s today a r e 
jumping much longer distances than he 

cild in his prime, "none o f them as far as I 
know haVe eVer Won the world cham­
pionship," according to the 79-year-old 
vegetarian. 

With the World mark "up now to about 
540 feet", Henry thinks it's going to be 
broken again and again. "I think someday 
you'll see them jumping a 1,000 feet. 
There's no limit. Y o u just have to build 
higher and higher jumps," he said. 

Despite last year's injury, Henry is 
skiing again, skating and running each 
day. "I feel better today than I did a year 
ago," he said. 

In the living room of his home where 
his wife was proudly displaying the pic­
tures of their three grown daughters and 
talking about their eight grandchildren, 
the telephone rang. Itwas an official of the 
sanctioned Weekend jumping tournament 
in northern Michigan Who invited Henry to 
"come up and be our guest." 

His Wife frowned. "Henry, you're not 
going to jump are you?" No answer. 

- ' 'Henry, you're^-not going to jump?" Still 
no answer, just a smile. 

Later, the man who gave Northville a 
brief period of ski glory a half century ago, 
proudly displayed his brand new pair of 
jumping skis and said, "Why don't you 
come up and watch the show. It's going to 
be great."

NortiiVille ranked high, Soutii Lyon low in statewide tests 
measuring basic education skills of fourth and seventii 
graders, the State Department of Education disclosed. 

The battery of tests were given fourth and seventii graders 
tiiroughout Uie state in January, 1971. 

Testing data revealed this Week was part of tiie 176-page 
document sent to Michigan school distincts. 

Percentile composite ranking showed Northville witii 91-
percent at the fourth grade level, 92-percent at ttie seventh 
grade level; Novi at 54-percent and 70-percent; Soutti Lyon at 
30-percent and 19-percent; Brighton at 45-percent and 42 
percent; Walled Lake at 32-percent and 30 percent; and 
Plymoutii at 82-percent and 80-percent. 

This percentile rating means, Donald Meyers of the 
department of education told this newspaper Tuesday, "tiiat, 
in case of Novi, 46 percent of the school districts in Michigan 
scored better at the fourtii grade level and 30-percent scored 
better at tiie seventii grade level. 

Another way to say it is that Novi fourth graders scored 
better tiian 54-percent of the otiier Michigan school districts 
and the seventh graders scored better than 70-percent of tiie 
otiier disti-icts.. 

State administered tests show rankings among tiie nearly 
600 Michigan school disti-icts of the abilities of fourth and 
seventii grade shldents in reading, the mechanics of written 
English, and matii. 

In disclosing tiie percentile information, Meyers em­
phasized tiiat 'Viewed by itself it can be very 
inisleading. Quite frankly WiUiout weighing all of tiie 
information included in tiie book, which will take a great deal 
of study, it Would be unfair to say that one district on the low 
end of the scale is really tiiat bad. 

"In a small distinct a relatively few really bad or really 
good students could dramatically affect tiie average and tiius 
not show that tiie majority of oUier students did Well or bad. 

" F o r example, tiie book also shows decile distinbution of 
students to show scores in each 10-percent bracket 

"In Novi 147 kids took tiie test in tiie fourth grade, 135 in tiie 
seventh grade. Using the decile distribution you can see Uiat 
33-percent the fourth graders were a among the top 30-
percent. In the seventii grade 37-percent scored in the top 30 
percent 

" T h e reason NoVi is lower in percentile in the fourth grade 
tiian in tiie seventh grade is becaue 27 percent scored in tiie 
third and fourth deciles (30 and 40 brackets)." 

Although emphasizing tiiat the percentile rating is not a 
good comparison, he conceded that school districts 
tiiroughout tiie state will be using tiiem for comparisons. 

According to State Superintendent Dr . John W. Porter, tiie 
test data is used only to provide useful information to schodl 
districts and for state educational planning. 

On the local level, however, school districts haVe found 
fault with the test questions tiiemselves as Well as With ttie 
practice of tying tests to state funds. According to Nor­
thville's director of curriculum. Miss Florence Panattoni, 
"if a school disti-ict does Well, certain funds are cut. We did 
too well last year and lost neariy $4,000 We received in 1970". 

Ear l ier , NorthVille officials had voiced alarm and 
crit icism when it was learned tiiat some students purposely 
did pooriy on tiie tests. Parents, tiiey learned, had insti-ucted 
their chUdren to do poorly in hopes that tiie distinct would 
receive more money. 

Most of ttie questions asking for personal and family data 
have been revised or removed. It Was ttiese qustions ttiat 

tinggered Uie greatest amount of criticism by tiie state's 
school distincts. 

"Eventually, the test will be based on state goals, but they 
went at tilings backwards, I beheve" Miss Panattoni told Uiis 
newspaper eariier. ' 'F i rst tiiey came out witii the test and 
tiien they determined what their goals will be." 

Distincts have been instructed to come up witii educational 
goals for every area at every grade level, she said. The state 
also is determining goals, reviewing and revising tiiem. By 
1973, state goals wiD be presented to each distinct Which can 
then adopt Uiem or submit for approval goals they have 
established on their own. 

Concerning the results of last year's testing disclosed this 
Wedc. NortiiVille Superintendent Raymond Spear said he Was 
"extremely pleased and proud of ttie performance of 
children and tiie staff." The test results in Northville, he said, 
i sa "reflection of good teaching and good learning."

T H E TOWNSHIP O F N O R T H V I L L E ORDAINS: 
Section l : P R E A M B L E . The ToWnship Board of 

Trustees of the Township of Northville, Wayne County, 
Michigan, finds and declares that the interests of the public 
health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Township of 
Northville require the regiilation, licensing and control of 
street vendors operating Within the ToWnship of Northville. 

Section 2: L I C E N S E . No person shall engage in the 
business or occupation of a street vendor Within the linlits of 
the Township of Northville without a license issued by the 
Township Clerk, as hereinafter .provided. 

Section 3: DEFINITIONS. For the purpose of this Or­
dinance, "street vendor" shall include "huckster" and 
"peddler" as siich Words are commonly used and shall be 
defined to be any person Who sells or peddles on the ToWnship 
streets or alleys or from door to door of homes, offices, 
stores, hotels-, restaurants, or other places of-business,-food, 
goods, wares, merchandise, magazines, encyclopedias, or 
other products not produced manfactured or ihade by 
himself. For the purpose of this Ordinance, the Word "per­
son" when used, shall include any person, persons, firms or 
corporations. 

Section 4: A P P L I C A T I O N F O R L I C E N S E ISSUANCE. 
Every person who desires to operate as a street vendor as 
herein defined shall file an application in Writing with the 
ToWnship Clerk, Which application shall set forth the name, 
residence address, date of birth, and sex of the applicant; the 
name and address of the principal or owner of the business if 
the applicant is acting as an agent; the kind and description 
of the articles to' be sold or offered for sale; the type of 
vehicular equipment to be used; the number of vehicles to be 
licensed; whether the applicant has ever been convicted of 
violating the law of any state or the United States, or of any 
Ordinance of this Township or any other city or toWnship in 
the country; and if such is a fact, shall give the details per­
taining to such violation. Every applicant shall at the time of 
making such application pay the prescribed license fee as 
hereinafter set forth to the ToWnship Treasurer With the 
understanding that if such license application is denied, such 
fee shall be refunded to the applicant. A referral to the Health 
Department for Wayne County Will only be required When the 
applicant is seeking to sell food products. If, after such in­
vestigation by Northville ToWnship Police Department, it is 
found that the applicant has complied with the requirements 
of law and Ordinances of this ToWnship, the ToWnship Clerk 
shall thereupon issue the license applied for, but if said 
departments, or either of them determine that the applicant 
has not qualified for a license as herein specified, such ap­
plication shall not be approved, and in connection With such 
denial, the reasons therefor shall be submitted. 

SecUon 5: R E Q U I R E M E N T S F O R T H E ISSUING O F A 
L I C E N S E . No license shall be issued to an applicant as a 
street vendor Who proposes to sell food products, who has not 
received from the Wayne County Department of Health a 
health card issued by the Health Officer to the effect that the 
bearer of the card has had a physical examination by a 
reputable physician of the Wayne County Department of 
Health, has met all the requirements of the health depart­
ment and is a suitable person to carry such card and has 
otherwise complied With any applicable health law or Or­
dinance. Before such license is issued, information shall be 
furnished by the applicant to the police department as to the 
kind, condition, ownership and place of storage of the vehicle 
or vehicles he will use in carrying on the business of street 
vendor, the nature and scope of his business, the route or 
routes which he follows, and such other similar information 
as may be deemed necessary to protect the general Welfare 
of the public. The license for street vendor as herein 
authorized shall be delivered to the licensee When he takes 
out his license, but additional copies of the license at the rate 
of Fifty (50) Cents for each license lost, spoiled or destroyed. 
Every licensee shall carry with him at all times While 
operating as street vendor the license above described. It 
shall be unlawful for any licensee to change, remove, or 
obliterate any entry made on such license. A licensee shall 
not transfer his license to another person, nor shall license 
for vehicles be used on anv other vehicles. 

Section 6: L I C E N S E F E E S . Fees shall be by board 
resolution. Fees shall be charged for operating as a street 
vendor as follows: 

Class l. Every person engaged in the business of street 
vendor, whether traveling by foot without the aid of any 
vehicle, or using a vehicle referred to in either of the 
following classes. 

Class 2. Street vendors who travel by foot or who use a 
bicycle, pushcart, or handdrawn Wagon or other similar 
small conveyance, carrying any basket, box or container not 
exceeding two (2) cubic feel. 

Class 3. Every street vendor who shall use any hor-
sedrawn, or motor propelled vehicle in his operations. 

Section 7: E . X P l R A T l O N O F L I C E N S E . E a c h license 
hereafter issued shall expire on midnight March 31st of each 
year, unless previouslv terminated by operation of law. 

Section 8: F A R M E R S A N D M E C H A N I C S , E X E M P T 
F R O M L I C E N S E F E E . No license fee shall be charged to 
any person, or for any vehicle such person operates. Who 
proposes to sell produce which he has raised himself or to any 

mechanic selling articles made by himself. At the time tilat 
any of the persons above named claim such exemption for 
license fee, such person shall sWear by Affidavit setting up 
facts Which entitle him to such exemption, and such Affidavit 
shall be filed With the ToWnship Clerk along Witii the ap­
plication for license. 

Section 9 : R E G U L A T I O N S . No person Who operates 
as a street vendor shall create any disturbance by an 
instilment, horn, bell radio, electrical appliance or 
device in connection With such business. No street vendor 
shall sell or deal in unclean, unripe, or unwholesome food 
Which might be deleterious to healUi and no licensee shall 
stop in any one pjace longer than is necessary to make a 
sale, or in any event shall not stop on private property 
witijout the consent of the owner, and shall not stop for a 
period longer than tiiirty (30) minutes at any time; 
provided, hoWever, that no licensed sti-eet vendor shall 
stop for the purposes of selling or offering to sell any food 
pr<)ducts Within a distance of five hundred (500) feet from 
any public, private or parochial school building, or the 
lands on which such school buildings are located in the 
Township on any days during Which such school is in 
session. No licensee operating as a street vendor shall 
unreasonably interfere With traffic or cause or permit 
large numbers of persons, and especially children, to 
congregate upon tiie public streets. All-vehicles used in 

""the sale of'fdod'pi^oductg must'bfr kept' in a clean and 
sanitary condition at all times, and When containing loads 
or parts of loads of food products, they must bekept only 
in places and operated only in a manner Which, in the 
opinion of tiie Health Officer, are sanitary and 
Wholesome. No street vendor shall sell or peddle after 
sunset or prior to 9:00 a.m. Stt-eet vendors selling or 
peddling from moving equipment on the roadWay shall 
make all sales from the right side of such vehicle at the 
curb or on the shoulder of the road and shall not cross over 
to the other side of the road or street to service customers. 

Section 10: P A R K P E R M I T R E Q U I R E D . No sti-eet 
vendor shall sell or peddle in any public park controlled or 
managed by tile ToWnship of Nortiiville, or in any public 
park Within Uie boundaries of the ToWnship of Northville, 
unless such street vendors shall first obtain permission 
therefor from tiie Northville ToWnship Board of Trustees. 

Section I h C O V E R E D R E C E P T A C L E S . Because of 
the unusual exposures to tiie dust of tiie sti-eet, to insects 
and tfie elements, from Which food produce suffers when 
carried in vehicles used by sti-eet vendors, the Health 
Officer, from time to time, may direct, through 
regulations mailed to licensees, and in otiier Ways, tiiat 
certain kinds of produce Which are not cooked or washed 
before eating, or Which are not protected by a natural 
covering tiiat is removed before eating, must be covered 
or carried in a closed receptacle or approved kind. 

Section 12: A P P E A L S . Whenever tiie ToWnship Clerk . 
shall disapprove an application or refuse to grant a license 
applied for, tiie applicant may appeal from tiie decision of 
Uie Township Clerk to the Northville ToWnship Board 
Within tiiirty (30) days'from tiie date of ttie decision ap­
pealed. The Township Clerk may suspend or revoke tiie 
sh'eet vendor's license.at any time for cause, after a 
hearing. TWo suspensions of such license shall 
automatically revoke the same, and any person whose 
license has been so revoked shall not again be licensed as 
a street Vendor in Uie ToWnship of NorthVille. A full and 
complete record of each street vendor's license under tiie 
provision of tiiis Ordinance, including reneWals, 
suspensions and revocations ttiereof and serious com­
plaints against or arrests of the licensee, shall be kept on 
file by the ToWnship Clerk and the Nortiiville Township 
Police Department. Whenever the Township Clerk shall 

. suspend or revoke a sh'eet vendor's license for cause, tiie 
licensee may appeal from tile decision of the Township 
Clerk to the Northville Township Board of Trustees within 
thirty (30) days from tiie date of tiie decision appealed. 

Section 13: P E N A L T I E S . Any person, firm or cor­
poration Who violates, disobeys, omits, neglects, or 
refuses to comply With any of Uie provisions of tiiis Or­
dinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and may, after a 
hearing before the ToWnship Board,- have his license 
revoked, and-or may be punished by a fine of not more 
than One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars or by imprisonment 
not to exceed ninety (90) days, or by both such fine and , 
imprisonment for each offense. E a c h day that a violation 
is permitted to existshall constitue a separate offense. 

Section 14: S E V E R A B I L I T Y . If any portion of Uiis 
Ordinance or Uie application tiiereof to any person or 
circumstances shall be found to be invalid by a Court, 
such invalidity shall not affect the remaining portions or' 
applications of this Ordinance Which can be given effect 
Without tiie invalid portion or application, provided such 
remaining portions are not determined by the Court to be 
inoperable, and to tiiis end this Ordinance is declared to be 
severable. 

Section 15: R E P E A L . A l l previous Ordinances, or 
parts ol Ordinances in conflict herewith are repealed. 

Section 16: E F F E C T I V E D A T E . This Ordinance shall 
take effect thirty (30) days from and after its first 
publication. •

Apparent ly there is a 

communication gap betWeen 
the City Council and the City 
Attorney. 

Af ter going through a 
terrifying experience When 
We moVed to NorthVilie tWo 
years ago (We bought an 
" o l d e r " F H A approVed 
house). We had the furnace 
cleaned and safely checked 
by Consumers Power before 
the heating season started. 
After the furnace Was turned 
on in the fall. We all became 
Violently ill With constant 
headaches, nausea, and a 
general " F l u " feel ing. 
Everyone Was ill except our 
dog Who upchucks frequently 
as a hobby. 

We made many trips to the 
doctor Where We Were X -
r a y e d , examined , etc. at 
considerable expense. We 
Were all put on tranquilizers 
and anti-nausea medication 
because the doctor couldn't 
find anything definitely Wrong 
With us. The doctors office 
and drug store became our 
social life. 

The folloWing Winter Was a 
Nightmare—we Were sick al l 
the time. My husband missed 
many Weeks at his job, the 
chi ldren were repeatedly 
absent f rom school . 
NaturaUy, the sicker We felt, 
the more We stayed in the 
house. 

Through sheer accident. We 
learned We had a defective 
turnace and We a l l had 
Monoxide po isoning. T h e 
furnace. Which Consumers 
PoWer said Was safe to use 
and Was in good condition had 
been 'red-tagged' five times. 
When I called Consumers 
Power to find out why nothing 
had been done — they very 
casually said "once a furnace 
is 'red-tagged', it is none of 
our affair — it's strictly up to 
the property owner." 

F o r anyone's edification. 
Monoxide poisoning can be 
fatal. I suppose we were too 
stubborn to die. I really 
became worr ied when I 
thought of the inany older 

whc^.,._.^.^_. . . , 
stamina we'had.' 

The Consumers maii who 
came out to check our 
screeching humidifier on the 
furnace also discovered we 
had a dangerous gas leak and 
a burned out heat exchanger. 
At our request he recom­
mended a reliable, LIC^EN-
SE^D heating contractor to us. 
This man came right over and 
shut the furnace off. It was iO 
degrees above that morning. 
The minute he walked in he 
said he had been thrown out of 
this house by the former 
owner. She had called him 
because the furnace had been 
'red-tagged'. He explained the 
furnace had been improperly 
installed because the duct 
Work Was too small and could 

cause serious trouble if the 
duct Work was not replaced. 
He was then asked to leave by 
the preVious owner. Who said 
she had a very competent 
(although unlicensed by the 
City) repairman. 

The preVious owner, to my 
knowledge. Worked full time 
at the Ford plant, rented out 
rooms, had no children or 
other dependents, d id 
wallpapering after Work. We 
bought this house in good 
faith, paid quite a chunk of 
money for it and support three 
children (all m school). I feel 
she could haVe more easily 
made the necessary repairs 
than We could. But I suppose 
all's fair in War and real 
estate. 

So, fools that We were. We 
paid the money and the for­
mer owner left the state. 

Finally, after fighting a 
losing battle With Consumers 
Power, F H A , the Mortgage 
Company and NorthVilie Clty 
Hall, (We had a neW furnace 
and proper ductwork installed 
to the tune of $800, Which we 
didn't haVe at the time.) 

One day last fall, I spoke to 
Mr . Frank Ollendorff about 
people haVing trees cut down 
all the time and casually 
mentioned the need for an 
ordinance about the trees and 
about furnaces being 'red-
tagged', with no action from 
the City or the gas company. 
He suggested I write to the 
City Council. I wrote last 
November, I noticed in the 
Council Minutes printed in the 
Northville Record that an 
ordinance about the trees was 
passed and the City Attorney 
(according to Mr. OllendorfO 
was to prepare an ordinance 
to protect home buyers in 
Northville from an experience 
like ours. My suggestion was 
that when Consumers PoWer 
'red-tagged' a gas leak, the 
City be notified and should 
follow this up with a letter to 
the property owner and a fine 
levied if not corrected. North-

P o l i c e C a l l s U p 

NorthvUle City police an­
swered more than 700 calls 
during 1971 than in 1970. A 
record 5,848 .ca l ls Were 
handled last year, compared 
with 5,124 received in 1970, 
according to figures recently 

. released by the department. 
However, severa l m a j o r 

categories of crime declined 
last year with nearly 50 per 
cent fewer burglaries, thefts 
from persons and thefts from 
vehicles reported. Vandalism 

^was down more than 16 per 
cent 
. A m o n g the categories 
showing an increase were 
narcotics violations, assaults, 
attempted robbery, minors in 
possession of a lcohol ic 
beverages, drunken driving 
and drunkenness. 

Yearly totals in crimes 
agauist persons shewed > 57 
assaults in 1971 compared 
with 45 the previous year. 

Forty-eight complaints of 
assault and battery were fUed 
last year, up from 36 the 

j -p rev ious year ; felonious 
assault, sue during each year; 
aggravated assault, one last 
year, compared with none in 
1970; assault with intent to 
maim, one last year, com­
pared with none the previous 
year; assault on a police 
officer, one compared with 
four in 1970; and resisting 
arrest , none last y e a r , 
compared with three the 
previous year. 

Sex mot ivateu c r i m e s 
generally decreased with one 
case of accosting investigated 
in 1971, down from eight the 
previous year; indecent ex­
posure, two last year, down 
from three; and rape, one 
each year. 

In crimes against property, 
three cases of possession of 

stolen auto were investigated 
last year, compared with none 
the previous year; recovered 
stolen autcs, 10 compared 
with seven; attempted auto 
theft, one each year ; 
unauthorized driving away 
auto (UDAA) With intent to 
steal, seven, compared With 
sbc; and U D A A without intent 
to steal, seven, compared 
with five. 

Burglaries declined to 27 
cases in 1971, compared with 
53 in 1970, whUe attempted 
burglaries were down to eight 
from 10. Break-ins of unoc­
cupied dwel l ings, one, 
compared With nine; break-
ins of occupied dwellings, 24, 
compared with 27, break-inis 
of autos, down to four from 16; 
and entering without 
brfeakihg; dowil to' thriBerffom 
five. No cases of burglarizing 
coin boxes were reported last 
year , while one was in­
vestigated in 1970. 

A t t e m p t e d l a r c e n i e s 
dropped to two from six; larc-
ny by conversion, 10 last year, 
compared with none in 1970; 
larceny of b icyc les , 30, 
compared with 27. thefts from 
buUdings, 60, compared with 
35, thefts from vehicles, 44, 
compared with 82, thefts from 
persons, 11, compared with 
22; possession of stolen 
property, one, compared With 
two; and tamperiilg with an 
auto, two, compared with 
five. 

Two cases of attempted 
robbery were investigated 
last year whUe none were 
investigated in 1970. 

Vandalism cases causing 
over $100 damage were down 
to 30 from 33 in 1970, whUe 
cases under $100 were down to 
98 from 117. 

Police arrested 2§ persons 

for disorderly conduct, down 
from 58 arrests for the same 
offense in 1970; drunkenness, 
83, up f rom 73; drug 
violations, two during each 
year; liquor law violations, 
28, up f rom f ive; ch i ld 
neglect, three, up from one; 
and curfew violations, eight, 
up from seven. 

For ty -one arrests for 
minors in possession of 
alcohol ic beverages were 
made in 1971, up from 15 in 
1970; narcotic violation cases, 
26, up from three; weapons 
violations, four, up from two; 
carrying concealed weapon, 
two, up from one; p o s s ^ i o n 
of an Ulegal weapon, one, 
compared with none; and 
contributing to del inqu&cy of 
minors, five, compared with-
ijine in 1970. 

During 1971, police also 
arrested 32 persons wanted by 
other police agencies, served 
84 warrants for the local 
department, investigated five 
attempted suicides, treated 96 
sick or injured persons, in­
vestigated 81 suspicious 
person complaints and 41 
suspicious vehicle c o m ­
plaints, assisted with one road 
blodc and investigated five 
dead bodies from natural 
causes. Twenty-one famUy 
trouble calls were also an­
swered. 

Police received a total of 335 
an ima l compla ints , i m ­
pounded 57 stray dogs and 16 
stray cats, found 47 doors and 
14 windows open, recovered 21 
miss ing persons and 16 
escapees. 

The fire department an­
swered 68 city ca l ls , 99 
township calls and assisted 
other fire departments with 
fighting 16 fires.

If you're trying to avoid an 
auto accident in NorthvUle, 
the best time to drive is 4:30 
a.m. on any Sunday in Oc­
tober. 

Conversely, the worst time 
to drive in NorthvUle is 4:30 
p.m. on any F r i d a y in 
February. 

The figures were compUed 
by the NorthViUe City Police 
Depar tment 's Traffic Div­
ision in its yearly report. 

Of the 240 accidents which 
occurred in the city during 
1971,22 percent took place on 
Fridays; 16 percent, Thur­
sday; 15 percent, Tuesday 
and Saturday each; 12 per­
cent, Monday and Wednesday 
each; and 8 perceilt Sunday. 

B y month, F e b r u a r y 
claimed 15 percent of the 
accidents; July, 11 percent; 

January, 10 percent; Apri l , 
A u g u s t , S e p t e m b e r , 
December, 8 percent each; 
March, 7.5 percent; May 7

The record is unclear as to 
Whetiier it Was Kahli l Gibran 
or Sonny Ell iot Who first said 
it, but there is great ti-uth, 
nevertheless, in tiie old adage 
Which states, "Remember,-
inside every si lver l in ing 
ttiere's a big ugly tiiunder 
cloud." 

A certainly good illustiration 
of tiiat sage old proverb Was 

.provided by tiie Northville 
Mustangs' basketball team 
Witil tiieir 75-66 conquest of 
Brighton Friday. 

Sure flie Mustangs won Uie 
game, and sure it was the first 
time they've managed to 
string together back-to-back 
victories all season, but things 
were far less rosy than tiie 
final score of 75-66 implies. 

The problem is that tiie 
Bulldogs, quite frankly, are 

just not tiiat good of a 
basketball team, and yet they 
came surprisingly close to 
upsetting Uie Mustangs. 

In fact, the Brighton squad 
actually held a one point lead 
at the end of the third quarter 
and were in a 61-61 deadlock 
witil a little more tiian four 
minutes left on tiie game. 

But tiien tiie Mustangs, who 
are, perhaps by tiie mere 
process of repetit ion, 
becoming adroit at these 
down-to-the-Wire affairs, ran 
off nine straight points and 
Witil two minutes showing on 
tiie clock were comfortably in 
front, 72-62. 

The game was someUiing of 
a see-saw battie from ttie 
start, but not in tiie usual 
sense. First the Mustangs 

would open up a big lead, tiien 
tiie Bulldogs would narrow 
tiiat lead down to a few points, 
and then the Mustangs Would 
go streaking aWay again—a 
style of play Which lends 
credence to Coach Wal t 
Koepke's contention tiiat his 
team has got learn to play 
Well While ahead 

The first quarter started off 
evenly enough Witii Northville 
holding a 17-13 lead until tiie 
f inal minute when two 
buckets by Bi l l Andrews and 
single field goals by Rod 
Crane and Todd Hanner t 
propelled ttie Mustangs to a 
23-15 lead at tile end of Uie 
quarter. 

Another basket by Andrews 
seconds into the second 
c|uarter put Northville ahead 
by ten points, 25-15, but ttien 

ttie Bulldogs started Whittling 
away at the lead. Thanks 
mainly to ttie shooting of 
forward Steve Bandkau Who 
netted four two-pointers, 
Brighton had cut the lead to a 
mere four points 31-27 mid-
way through the quarter. 

But Northville came out of 
ttieir zone defense and Went 
into a man-to-man to cut off 
Bandkau's long range strikes 
and once again pulled into a 
big lead. Again it Was An­
drews who supplied ttie bulk 
of the Nor thv i l le scor ing 
impetus as he drove and 
twisted ttu-ough the Brighton 
defenders for five baskets. 
NorthviUe led 43-34 at the half. 

It was tiie tiiird quarter in 
which tiie BuUdogs finally 
caught up to and passed 
NorthvUle and, ironically, it 

was tiie Mustangs' man-to­
man defense which was 
victimized—tiie same man-to­
man defense NorthviUe had 
employed to stop the Bulldogs 
in the second quarter. 

Brighton set picks Which 
freed sharp-shooting guard 
Hugh Jones, and Jones 
responded witii four baskets. 
A t the same time, the 
Bulldogs managed to stop the 
driving lay-ups of AndreWs by 
simply playing him loosely 
and clogging up the middle. 

The strategy Worked ad­
mirably. Andrews was held to 
just two points, as Brighton 
outscored the Mustangs 19-9 
to take a 57-56 tiiree-quarters 
lead and set Uie stage for 
NortiiviUe's decisive fourth 
quarter burst.

"We worked aU week long 
on covering Andrews," ad­
mitted Brighton coach A l 
Burnett, "and he still got 26 
points against us." 

Andrews taUied 16 points in 
tiie first half against Brighton 
and it was only in tiie third 
quarter, when Uiey wrested 
the lead away f rom the 
Mustangs, that tile Bulldogs 
managed to contain the 
NortiivUle guard.

tiirow attempts - a percentage 
of 66. 

Evans and Hannert led tiie 
Northville rebounders witii 14 
and 12 caroms respectively. 

Friday tiie Mustangs wiU 
ti-ek to WaUed Lake Western 
for a conference game. In 
their f irst meeting, the 
Warriors took a 59-58 victory 
on a disputed basket. Nor­
thville presentiy leads Walled 
Lake by half a game in .tiie 
Western Sbc standings. A 
Northvi l le victory would 
doom Uie Warriors to last 
place, but a Warrior victory 
would put tiie two teams ln a 
tie for last place. 

Number one team in tiie state? You bet. 
NorthviUe's high-powered young swimming 
team laid firm claim to tiiat tiUe last week as 
tiiey went up against tiie very best - tiie Big 
Red from MUan - and came home with the 
victory. 

Before the meet Coach Ben Lauber had 
said he fdt he could justify saying Milan was 
tiie top squad in tiie state, and tiie MUan coach 
went even further, terming tiie impending 
clash between tiie two tank super-powers as 
tiie meet of tiie year. 

And unlike some other "meets of Uie 
year," tiie NortiivUle-MUan clash really was. 
Through 10 of tiie 11 events which comprise a 
swim meet the two teams battled witii neitiier 
squad gaining an edge. At ttie end of tiie 10 
events, the Mustangs held a 47-46 lead, but tiie 
score could just as well have been 0-0 because 
Uie outcome of the meet depended solely on 
winning tiie last event - the 400 yard freestyle 
relay.

Three times ttle two schools have met in

have emerged witii the victory by ttie 
narrowest of margins. Harrison has beaten 
NorthvUle in a triangular contest and in the 
1971 state championshipslast year as a fresh­
man. 

The meet also represents ttie last chance 
, for NorthvUle fans to see tiieir potential-state 
championship team perform at home. "It's 
going to be sort o f a special occasion," said 
Lauber. "It's Senior Night, and we'U honor 
aU the seniors on our team. Also its a 
Harrison meet and they're always special."

"And I thought sadly how 
characteristic this was of 
most organizations," Harr is 
continued in his column. " T h e 

^ decent, pleasant, attractive 
people go along With the tide, 
for a number of reasons, in­
cluding their reluctance to 
being abrasive; While only a 
person supremely unaware of 
his obnoxious personality was 
willing to buck the tixle. and 
bring up some unpleasant 
bruths." 

The coincidence was I had 
just finished writing a story 
about Herbert Munzel. F o r 
those people in the Northville-
Novi area, and perhaps the 
people in Wbcom, the name 
Herbert Munze l probably 
doesn't mean much. 

Herb happens to live in 
Green Oak Township . In 
appearance at least, he's an 
average person. Brush cut, 
about 5'8". He's married, has. 
five children (perhaps above 
average in this respect), and 
is a civil > engineer who owns 
his own business in Brighton. 

Herb would qilalify as a 
jerk, as Harris used the term. 
Possibly many people would 
say Munzel has a bad case of 
halitosis of the personality. 

Munzel is a self-appointed 
watchdog of local, state and 
federal government. H e 
writes letters to newspapers 
and government officials and 
boards, he appears at 
meetings. Occasionally, he 
takes his cause to court and 
represents himself , ra ther 
than hire an attorney. 

In the Brighton area, people 
know the name well, even if 
they don't know the man. He 
has complained so much and 
for so long that he has 
probably made himself the 
most despised man in town. 

Herb is probably the most 
ignored man, too. H i s 
multitude of complaints, his 
tenacity in pursuing What he 
sees as Wrong, has alienated 
many people. Some 
neWspaper men I know 
wouldn't touch him with a 10-
foot pole, as the saying goes." 

He b u ^ me, too. "Why 
wasn't this reported," he'll 
say the day after the paper 
comes out, or, " D i d you know 
that so and so is doing such 
and such, which is against the 
law?" 

Many times I don't agree 
with Herb . W e ' r e 
d iametr ica l ly opposed on 
several issues. But he's been 
right many times, if not 
legally, then in spirit. 

People, however, turn off 
when he criticizes. This is the 
unfair price he pays for being 
" a jerk who's always trying to 
stir up trouble." Because of 
his abrasiveness, people react 
to the name. Herb Munzel, 
rather than concern them­
selves with the issues he has 
raised. 

The Green Oak Township 
Board files Herb's letters of 
c r i t ic ism with such quiet 
regularity that one would 
probably be right in assuming 
most of the issues he raised 
never got a second thought 

The L iv ingston C o u n ^ 
Board of Commissioners, in 

open session about one year 
ago, virtually ignored the 
issue about pay for committee 
meet ings, and instead 
suggested flat-out that Herb 
Munzel leave the county. The 
matter was later taken to 
court and the ruling was 
against Munzel. 

The M i c h i g a n Cour t of 
Appeals', in a decision about a 
special meeting for recon-
sideration of the Green Oak

Dear Sally, 
Is there such a thing as the 

R .H . blood factor in horses? If 
so what would be the signs of 
this condition and can 
anything be done for it? 

When asked for an expert 
opinion, you turn to an expert 
The answer to the above 
question was found in the 
M o r g a n Horse Magaz ine , 
July , 1964 issue. The article 
was written by Dr . Pau l J . 
Ph i l l ips of B a t a v i a , New

Yes, there is such a thing. In 
horses there is neonatal 
jaundice. It usually appears 
during the first week of the 
foal's life. One of the symp­

toms is a yellowish tinge to 
the eye. This is an aUergic 
type of trouble in which the 
foal builds up antibiotic 
reaction which destroys its 
own red blood cells. The 
condition is easily diagnijsed

Snowmobile Deaths Climb 
Michigan recorded more 

than 30-percent of alJ 
snoWmobile-car fatalities in 
the nation last Winter, and 
that figure could increase this 
year if a proposed amend­
ment to the state's 
snowmobile law is passed, 
according to AutomobUe Club 
of Michigan. 

The neW amendment Would 
permit snowmobilers to use 
highWay right of ways in any 
part of the state. 

Under the current law, 
effective- January l , 1972, 
snowmobilers may operate 
machines on road right of 
ways, but not on the roads 
themselves, north of a line 
from Muskegon to Bay City 
only. 

Of all the car-snowmobile 
fatalities recorded so far this 
season in Michigan, half have 
occurred below the imaginary 
line where snowmobiles are 
now prohibited along road 
right of Ways. Auto Club also 
points out that car traVel is 
heaVier and snowmobile use 
is lighter in southern than in 
nordbiem Michigan. 

"Shou ld snowmobiles be 
allowed to use highWay right 
of ways in the southern Lower 
Peninsula—alongside the 
heaviest traffic in the state— 
this winter's M ich igan 
snowmobile death toll almost 
certainly would set a new 
national record," according 
to F r e d Rehm, Auto Club 

general manager. 

M o r e M i c h i g a n 
snowmobilers have been 
killed and injured in collisions 
With cars this Winter than in 
any other Way, Auto Club 
points out. 

Of the 19 snowmobilers 
killed so far, 12 died in high-
way-related accidents. 

During the 1970-71 season, 
Michigan recorded 13 of the 
nation's 42 automobile-related 
s n o w m o b i l e f a t a l i t i e s . 
Michigan-also led the~fw^B 
with 25 snowmobile "deaO^ 
and 128 serious iSjuFles. 
Nationally there Were 102 
recorded deaths and 306 
serious injuries. 

National statistics for last 
winter also revea l that 
snowmobilers betWeen the 
ages of 15 and 24 were in­
volved in 106 of the death and 
injury mishaps, or 25 percent 
of the total, While the 25 to 44 
year olds were involved in 150 
total accidents, or 38 percent. 

The average age of the 19 
snowmobilers killed so far 
this season in Michigan is 25, 
and more than 60 percent of 
those fatal i t ies involvecl 
automobiles. 

Despite this evidence, 
certain northern Mich igan 
towns and vi l lages have 
passed local ordinances 
allowing snowmobiles to use A f JPflfijn Q 

snowmobile law allows this 
option. 

Auto Club points out that 
many snowmobilers do not 
understand the current law. 
Which is designed to keep 
machines off roadways and 
r e d u c e c a r - s n o w m o b i l e 
collisions. 

The f irst weekend the 
current snowmobile law was 
effective (January 1 and 2), 
the Roscommon County 
Sheriffs Department issued 
over 200 tickets for various 
highway v i o h t t i o h ^ . b y 
snowmobilers. M a n y o f .these 
violations were due to the 
snowmobilers' ignorance of 
the law. 

Auto Club also points out 
that during the past several 
days (February 4-9) about 
three tickets daily—costing 
$25 each—have been issued to 
snowmobilers illegally using 
roads in the Upper Penin­
sula 's Tahquamenon F a l l s 
area. 

Other than the presence of 
automobiles, darkness has 
been a common factor in 13, 
or 68 percent, of Michigan's 19 
snowmobile deaths so far. 
National statistics show that 

more snowmobilers are killed 
or injured betWeen 6 p.m. and 
10 p.m. than at any other 
time. 

Just as liquor has played a 
major part in more than 50 
percent of all auto accidents, 
police have indicated it also 
has been a factor in many 
snowmobile fatalit ies and 
serious injuries as well. 

Auto Club suggests that 
Michigan could be a safer and 
more pleasant place for 
snowmobilers if these steps 
were considered: ;, ; v

More vigilance by law 
enforcement officers in ap­
prehending owners of 
unregistered snowmobiles 
Who operate them illegally. 
Currently one of every three 
of the estimated 375,000 
snowmobiles in Michigan is 
unregistered. 

Using greater portions of 
registration fees, gas and 
other . taxes paid by 
snowmobilers to develop 

more snowmobile trails away 
from roadways. This winter 
$8.5 million is expected to be 
collected by the state of 
Michigan in snowmobile 

registration fees, sales and 
other taxes. Only $300,000 of 
that sum has been allocated 
for trai l development, 
education and enforcement.

I n O a k l a n d 

School bus drivers are now 
deaUng With another kind of 
traffic - drugs - in the final 

... lesson of the advanced driver 
training course offered by 
Oakland Schools. 

Dr. Floyd Smith, Director 
of Transportation Services for 
Oakland Schools, pointed out 

^ •̂that most of the secondary 
students in the 28 districts of 
Oakland County ride busses to 
school. 

The bus driver is the only 
adult With forty to sixty 
students. Dr. Smith pointed 
out. and he is not in a position 
to supervise the activities of 
the students. The possibilities 
of the use and exchange of 
drugs on the school bus has 
become a concern to drivers 
as well as to other school 
personnel. 

The final three class hours 
of a twelve hour training 
course is now being devoted to 
a description of symptoms of 
drug usage, first aid for 
students experiencing ex­
treme drug reactions, how to 
report instances of drug abuse 
and where to send substances 
which might be drugs that are 
found on busses. 

^ The advance bus driver 
training course is offered in 14 
sections and there are 
currently 650 drivers enrolled.

If you haven't noticed 
already, this is a leap year 
and February is the month 
that is taking the leap. 

"We add a day every fourth 
year to lessen the degree of 
error in our calendar," ex­
plains University of Michigan 
astronomer Hazel M. Losh. 
And since 1972 is evenly 
divisible by four, Feb. 29 has 
been added. 

"In developing the eariy 
calendars, an attempt was 
made to combine natural 
measures of time, such as the 
solar day and the lunar 
month ," Professor Losh 
observes. But great dif­
f iculties were encountered 
because these measures did 
not fit evenly into one another, 
she notes. 

"In 46 B.C., she says, Julius 
Caesar tried to adjust to the 
length of the year by adding a 
366th day every year evenly 
divisible by four, which 
resulted in an average length 
calendar year of 265.25, an 
error of 0.0008 of a day. 

"In one year this made little 
difference, but after a 
thousand years, an error of 
eight days resulted. The 
simple leap year rule had 
over-corrected the calendar." 

Pope Gregory XIII was next 
to tackle . the calendar 

d i lemma. Professor Losh 
notes. 

"In the loth century, Pope 
Gregory decreased Caesar's 
inaccuracy by proposing that 
the leap year at the close of 
the century be dropped except 
in the case of each fourth 
century. That is, the century 
year is not a leap year unless 
evenly divisible by 400." 

This Gregorian calendar, 
she observes, was gradually 
adopted and is now in use in 

practically all nations. The 
Gregorian calendar was set 
up in accordance with the 
tropical, or solar, year, which 
is defined as the inter.-al 
between successive arrivals 
of the sun at the vernal 
equinox. 

Professor Losh says that 
the Gregorian calendar is crff 
by only one day every 3,000 
years, an inaccuracy con­
sidered "prac t ica l l y in­
consequential." 

February also presents 
stargazers with a new con­
stellation, the U - M 
astronomer notes. Short ly 
after sunset, Leo, the lion, can 
be found cUmbing over the 
horizon just a little north of 
east. Leo can be likened to 
either a harvest sickle or a 
reversed question mark. 

A n c i e n t a s t r o n o m e r s 
created many legends con­
cerning this fiercie, sky-
prowling beast. Pro fessor 
Losh observes. One ancient 
tablet contains this reference 
to R e p l u s , the brightest star 
in Leo: "If the star of the 
great lion is gloomy, the heart 
of the people will not rejoice." 

The planet Venus is the 
bri l l iant "evening s ta r " 
appearing in the western sky 
for about three hours after 
sunset. Professor Losh says, 
and Jupiter is the bright 
"morning star" rising about 
three hours ahead of the sun. 
Saturn shines from east of the 
meridian at sunset while 
steadily fading ^Vlars glows 
just west of I the meridian at 
about the same time. 

The days of February are 
s t e a d i l y l e n g t h e n i n g . 
Professor Losh notes. B y the 

end of the month our days will 
be over 11 hours long.

Embryo Studies May Hold Key 
Investigation by a 

Universi ty of Mich igan 
scientist has shown clear-cut 
differences in how male and 
female embryos develop 
which may explain Why 
certain lea(iing birth defects 
appear more in one sex than 
the other. 

The research Was con­
ducted by Dr. .-Mphonse R. 
Burdi, Ph.D., an associate 
professor of anatomy in the 

U-M Medical School .based on a 
study of more than lOO 
s p o n t a n e o u s l y a b o r t e d 
fetuses. 

"The finding h'elps explain 
why one type of cleft palate -
when the roof of the mouth 
remains open, but the lip is 
unaffected - is more frequent 
and severe in female babies."

L A N S I N G - M o t o r Vehicle 
Iiighway Fund collections for 
the fourth quarter of 1971—up 
7.3 per cent over the same 
period in 1970—are now being 
distr ibuted to M ich igan 
counties and municipalities, 
the S'tate Highway C o m ­
mission announced today. 

State Iiighway Di rec tor 
Henrik E . Stafseth said net 
receipts of the HighWay Fund 
during October, NoVember 
and December, 1971, totaled 
$92,857,300. This is an increase 
of $6,310,892 over the same 
period of 1970. 

Al l state taxes on gasoline 
and diesel fuel, plus license 
plate fees, go into the High-
Way Fund. 

After deduction of collection 
ctjsts by the Department of 
State and 1.5 per cent for the 
Michigan WaterWays Com­
mission, the funds are 
distributed accorcling to a 
formula established by the 
Legis la ture . T h e present 
formula provides 46 per cent 
of the funds for the Depart­
ment of State Highways; 34 
per cent for the state's 83 
counties: and 20 per cent for 
the state's 529 incorporated 
cities and villages. 

Under this formula, the 
HighWay Depar tment Will 
receive $42.7 million as its 
share of the fourth quarter 
col lect ions; counties, $30.5 
mi l l ion; and incorporated 
cities and v i l lages, $18.5 
million.

Dr. Burdi said. 
The U-M researcher has 

shown that the palate forms 
more quickly in male em­
bryos than in female em­
bryos, leaving a longer time 
period when the female palate 
is vulnerable to drugs and 
other agents which are known 
to produce birth defects. 

"Timing is crucial," Dr. 
Burdi said. "The palate closes 
in the male embryo early in 

the seventh week and. in the 
female embryo, at the middle 
of the eightil week. Tllis small 
difference in the susceptible 
period apparently contributes 
to the three-to-one female-to-
male defect ratio." 

Cleft palate combined with 
cleft lip is a different kind of 
defect. It is hereditarj-, not 
necessarily related to damage 

before birth and occurs more 
often in males. 

Dr . Burd i noted that 
previous studies have shown 
that embryos can be damaged 
during the first Ulree months 
of pregnancy by a variety of 
agents such as cortisone-
containing drugs, other 
medications and v i ruses; 
even aspirin is suspect 

The eye and teeth also 
develop more slowly in the 
female embryo. Dr. Burdi 
said. The variability of human 

embryonic development is 
further shown ,by his in­
vestigation which also in­
dicate that die left side of boUi 
male and female embryos 
grows at a slower rate than 
the right. 

Dr . B u r d i stresses that 
more information is needed 
on human development before 
hirth if we are to identify die 
causes and preventions of birth 
defects. 

" H u m a n embryos are 
different and that's how we 
sometimes get in ti-ouble With 
new d r u g s , " the U-M 
anatomist said. 

"Thalidomide, for instance, 
checked out all right With the 
rabbit embryo Which closely 
resembled the human em­
bryo," he said, "but the 
human embryo's reaction to it 
was a different, tragic story."

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Apathy Dooms 
L.I.N.K. Line 

"We!re depressed _and pessimist ic . 
EverybofSj's discouraged: I t/iink We're al l 
just about ready to give up." ' ' * 

The speaker Was one of a small group of 
teetlagers gathered in the family room of'a 
home in one of NoVl's many new, relatively 
affluent, subdivisions last Thursday. 

Purpose of the gathering Was to drilm up 
a little publicity for L.I.N.K. (Listeners In 
Novi Kare) , the emergency telephone in­
formation and guidance service set up by .the 
Novi Drug Abuse Committee, but What came 
out were the expressions that the project Was 
on its last legs and seemed doomed for 
failure. 

Frankly, the L I N K line has been 
something short of successful. In the little 

• more than three months it has been in 
operation, a total of only five calls have been 
received. 

For the teens Who have spent Fr iday, 
Saturday, and Sunday nights between 8 p.m. 
and 2 a.m. sitting at the L I N K line phone, the 
lack of use has meant a lot of lost evenings 
and their pessimism seems justified. 

The L INK line was initiated at the request 
of Robert Starnes, the narcotics and youth 
officer of the Novi Police Department, and 
the Novi Youth Assistance Drug Abuse 
Committee. Questionnaires Were sent to the 
junior and senior high schools and returned 
by the students With tiie expression of interest 
in such a service. 

Similar services in Birmingham and 
Farmington were studied and volunteers 
from both Novi's teen and adult populations 
were sought out and trained to handle 
emergency phone calls. 

Finally in November of last year, the 
LINK lin,e officially began operation, con­
ceived as a crisis intervention center Where 
people could call and receive help and 
referrals on a variety of problems, ranging 
from drug abuse, a lcoho l ism, venereal 
diseases and get abortion information. 

Now. three months and five phone calls 
later, L I N K seems on the verge of closing. 

Why haven't people been calling the 
LINK number? 

"Drugs aren't really much of a problem 
at school," said one of the young adults at the 
Thursday gathering. "Most of the kids don't 
feel there's any real need for a L I N K line," 
and, according to the comments made by the 
others, it is a feeling generally shared by 
members of the L INK line staff themselves. 

"The marihuana laWs are ridiculous," 
said one. " T h e y ' r e really outdated. ' 
Marihuana is no big thing any more. 
Nobody's Worried about it. It's a lot like 
drinking used to be a f eW years ago. The only 
difference is that drinking parties are 
planned ahead of time and "pot" parties are a 
lot more spontaneous. Nob(>dy says "let's go 
have a pot party,".it just shows up at regular 
parties. 

Estimates that 50 percent and 90 percent 
of the high school students had tried pot 
(marihuana) at one time or another Were 
rejected as too low and too high respectively. 
A figure of 75 to 80 percent was given as being 
relatively accurate. 

But in spite of the heavy usage of 
marihuana, hardly any of the young people, 
whether L INK'volunteers or high school 
students, thinks it's much of a problem. "If 
everyone were on the hard stuff or Were 
becoming junkies," offered one of the teens, 
"that Would be a different thing and I'd have 

to admit-that We had a drug problem. But I 
honestly think that most of the kids Would be 

"scared to death if they ever saW anybody 
shooting anything hard." 

"I get kidded by some of the kids almost 
every day," said another. "They knoW I'm on 
L INK and kid me about Wasting my Weekends 
sitting there Waiting for someone to cal l ." 

The L INK volunteers, teenaged and 
adult, are also concerned about the amount of 
apathy shown toward the project, in par­
ticular, and toward just about everything, in 
general. 

" M y general feeling is that the majority 
of the kids in Novi are a real apathetic bun­
ch ." said Father Leslie Harding, rector of 
Holy Cross Episcopal Church and chairman 
of Novi's Drug Abuse Committee. "If L I N K is 
going to stay in operation, the kids are going 
to have to get off their dead centers and get ' 
involved in it. There's plenty of adult help 
available, but if L I N K is going to work it has 
to be a joint project and the kids are going to 
have to shoulder their portion of the 
responsibility and volunteer to Work on the 
phone line once or tWice a month." 

. Father Harding rejects the idea that 
there is no need for such a line. "I just can't 
buy that," he says. "I knoW there are enough 
problems here in Novi, both drug-related and 
otherwise, to Warrant a L INK line." 

The problem then, in his eyes, is one of 
apathy and much of thatapathy can be traced 
directly to the adults. "The apathy runs all 
the Way across the board," says Harding. 
"What you see in the kids is a reflection of the 
adults. The kids Who got involved in L INK are 
the ones With parents Who are involved in 
improving the plight of their community. I'm 
thankful for the number of concerned adults 
and young people Who are doing something 
for the community, but there are darned few 
of them." 

There is another side to the closing, or at 
least impending closing, of L INK. 

"We don't Want it to fail When so many 
things in Novi seem to fai l ," says Mrs. 
Beverly Birou, another member of the Drug 
Abuse Committee, Who has been deeply in­
volved in the L INK line progranl. "It's not 
easy for these kids to admit that L INK m a y b e 
dying. It Was sort of a symbol for them, proof 
that Novi could do something and make it last 
just like Northville or Farmington or 
Plymouth. It really hurt them to talk about 
LINK the way they did, blit I told them to be 
straightforward and that's exactly what they 
were. They were honest in saying it looks like 
L INK is going down the drain." • 

Father Harding does not see L I N K as a 
failure, however. 

"There's been a lot of talk in this com­
munity about doing this or doing that and 
nothing has ever come of it," he s a i d "That 's 
one of the reasons I'm proud of the L INK line, 
the Drug Abuse Committee, and the adults 
and teens who worked on them. They Wanted 
to do something and they Went ahead and did 
it. There Was a L INK line and it helped people 
Who felt the need to call it." 

"I still have hopes that something really 
solid Will come from all this. Father Harding 
continues. "I think there can be a growth out 
of it, a realization of a need for something 
else. There are tilings far more important to a 
community than its roads, sewers, and piped-
in water. The most important commodity tills 
city has got is its people.

The one thing Novi's city 
council did not need was any 
furtiler complicaftion of its 
financing plans for the road 
construction p rogram, but 
tilat's exactiy What they got at 
tiieir Monday night session. 

The complication came in 
tile form of. a letter from tile 
E c h o Val ley C iv ic 
Associat ion, in forming the 
council of the rapid ly 
deteriorating condition of 
tiieir roads and asking tiie 
council to resurface them. 

The letter brought two 
important questions before 
tiie council: First, is it tiie 
city's responsibility to pay for 
the resur fac ing, and, 
secondly, if not and the 
property owners are assessed 
for the cost of resurfacing, 
how wil l the pol i t ical ly 
powerful subdivision voters 
tiien react at the ballot box to 
tiie city's request for a one 
mill tax increase to pay for 
tile paving of the exterior, 
non-subdivision, roads in a 
May election? 

Throughout the ci ty 's 
deliberations on how the 
proposed road improvement 
program (which Would-pave 
the major exterior roads such 
as Taft and MeadoWbrooS) 
should be financed. Coun­
cilman Edwin Presnell 'has' 
repeatedly contended tiiat tiie 
city must consider a 
"recapping" program for its 
interior, subdivision, roads, 
as well as a paving program 
for tiie exterior roads. 

His contentions have drawn 
littie response from otiier 
council members - none 
whatsoever, accord ing to 
Councilman Denis Berry -
until Monday when the Echo 
Val ley letter brought the 
question to tiie fore. 

Theoret ica l ly , road im­
provement and maintenance 
can be financed from tiie 

state's Act 5l funds (Novi's 
allotment of the state-
collected gasoline and road 
taxes). Under tiie program 
initially proposed by the Novi 
Road Committee for the 
paving of Taf t and 
Meadowbrook Roads, those 
Act 51 funds would be chan­
neled away f rom road 
maintenance and utilized for 

consti-uction of tiie new roads. 
Respftndingto the Echo Valley 
letter. Counc i lman Donald 
Young said it Was his feeling 
Uiat the resurfacing of sub­
division roads Was a main­
tenance function and not a 
matter of construct ing 
completely neW roads. 
Because it is a maintenance 
function. Young said, tiie cost 

should be borne by the city 
and paid for With Act 51 
monies. "I don't feel We 
should assess tiie people for 
tills expense," he concluded. 

Young's statements dreW 
responses from Mayor Joseph 
Crupi and . Counc i lman 
Raymond Evans. Said Crupi, 
"That Would be all fine and 
good if We had only one 

subdivision, but tiie ti-uUi of 
the matter is we have a great 
many subdivision roads. I 
would like notiiing better tiian 
to be able to pave all tiie 
roads, but where are We going 
to find tiie money. There just 
isn't enough Act 51 money 
available."

Tap Capacity Boosted 
what Wbcom Mayor Gilbert 

Willis described as a "virtual 
moratorium on development" 
WiUiin tile city may Well be 
lifted Within a year as tiie 
council Tuesday agreed to 
enter into a contract With tiie 
Oakland County Department 
of Public Works to begin 
construction of an extension 
to Wixom's present sewage 
ti-eatinent facilities. 

In another item of business, 
j ie ' cou&cil decided to 
override the recsmmendatlon 
of tiie Planning Commission 
and grant a rezoning request 
tiiat Would allow industiial 
use on tiie north side of 
Pontiac Trai l , West of Wixom 
R o a d 

Extension of Uie Wixom 
sewage treatinent plant has 
been a major problem con-
fronting city officials over ttle 
past two years. Quite simply, 
if tiie city does not have sewer 
capacity available no building 
permits for new construction 
can be issued. 

As taps have become more 
and more scarce, tiie need to 
extend Uie current sewage 

ti-eatment plant has become 
more and more urgent up to 
tiie point where Wixom has 
presently exhausted prac­
tically its total sewage 
capacity. 

Condemnation proceedings 
for the property needed to 
extend Uie plant were tied up 
in ttie courts for naore than a 
year and when decision was 
f inal ly reached, the 
proceedings were denied. 
WiUi tiiat denial, however, 
came increased efforts on Uie 
part of city officials to get the 
extension project underway. 

The necessary property Was 
finally obtained at their last 
session, ttie council adopted a 
resolution request ing the 
Oakland County D P W to 
develop a system of financing 
the construct ion. The 
resolution suggested the 
financing be accomplished 
Witil short term bonds With 
payment in interest only for 
five years, anticipating ttiat 
federal funding Would be 
available by tiiat time. 

Tuesday's action auttiorized 
a conti-act Witii the Oakland 

County DPW to get tiie work 
underway. County officials 
are expected to agree to enter 
into tiie conti-act at ttieir 
March 4 meeting. F r o m tiiat 
point, Uie county will ad­
vertise for bids for the con-
stiTiction and approve a bid, 
in all probability, at tiieir 
April 4 meeting. 

Completion of Uie project 
will probably not be realized 
until tiie summer of 1973, said 
Willis. -The exti.:isi.-.l Will 
provide an additional 2,200 
taps. 

"This does not mean ttiat 
we're through bui lding 
sewers," Willis said in answer 
to a question from Board of 
Appeals C h a i r m a n L l o y d 
Croft about how much of tiie 
additional tap capacity had 
already been committed. "We 
Will have to start planning 
additional expansion of our 
sewer capacity so We can 
avoid getting caught in ttle 
same position We find our­
selves in today." 

The rezoning matter in-
volved a request f rom 
Thomas Brady, a co-oWner of

"I have no idea Why Uiey 
are so up tight about Uiis 
whole tiling," said AUias. "Of 
all tiie easements We have had 
to obtain for ttie Novi-Grand 
River seWer line, Adell's is 

tiie most unobtiiisive of a l l . " 
"The land We've asked for," 

ttie city manager continued, 
" runs r ight down their 
property line. There's no Way 
Uiey could possibly use Uiat 
land for anyttiing else." 

The Adell easement is the 
last one the city must acquire 
for Uie Novi-Grand River 
sewer loop. Athas said 
representatives from Adell 
might be upset with the city 

because of some problems 
they are having with the state 
highway department which 
Uiey feel c i ^ officials may 
have initiated "We know 
notiiing about it," said Athas. 

The Adell matter was just 
one item of business brought 
to the council's attention on a 
relatively light agenda, fUled 
primarily wiUi items of in­
formation f rom the city 
manager.

According to Albert Weiss, 
a F a r m i n g t o n engineer 
r e p r e s e n t i n g N o v i - T e n 
Associates, tiie building Will 
stay. 

' 'Erwin's have retained a 
350 by 350 foot parcel on ttie 
corner d Ten Mile and Novi 
Road," said Weiss, "and ttie 
building Will remain. The 
shopping center Will be in ttie 
form of a n ' L and Will be 

behind ttie present Erwin 
building. 

Weiss Went on to say ttiat 
construction o f the center could 
begin in as feW as 90 days, 
depending on the avaUability 
of seWer and Water for ttie 
area. ''Everyttiing hinges on 
What ttie council does," he 
said. "If Uiey move quickly in 
bringing utilities to the area. 
We could start ttiis summer. 
If ttiey move more sloWly, We 
might not begin until late 
faU." 

But regardless of When 
constiilction of the shopping 
center begins, the ErWin 
apple orchard building, an 
area landmark, wQl remain.
