If you're thinlting of doing roasts 
on the spit tliis holiday weekend, 
remember that you will have (o us<i 
more charcoal than with steaks, 
because roasts may take 2 or more 
hours to cook. If the gr i l l has a 
hood, the hot grey coals should be ai 
the back part of the firebox and not 
piled too high. They should extend 
beyond the meat at the ends. And. 
you can fashion a drip pan out of 
double aluminum foil in the front to 
catch the drippings. 

If the gr i l l is open at the top. 
make a ring of fire, an oval ofhot 
coals slightly larger than the roast -
so the drippings will go on the grav­
el in the middle. Pull in the ring if 

you need lo hurry up the fire. 
Since this is a dry heat method, 

(be tender cuts are really the only 
ones which give real satisfaction 
when there is no cover, and no mois-
ture. For instance, a rib roast from 
Chatham wiii be great! Remove the 
roast from the refrigerator about 2 
hours before cooking time to reach 
room temperature. Plan to roast it 
ai least 7 inches from the heat. A 
rolled rib roast of 6-8 pounds is easy 
to balance on the spit. Insert the spit 
through the center, securely fasten 
the forks to hold the meat from turn­
ing. And. be sure the meat is well 
tied together so that it won't fail off, 
or flap during cooking. 

Many people still feel that the 
meat cooked with the bone left in is 
sweeier and juicier. If the bone re-
mains in, put the spit diagonally 
through the length of the roast from 
one cut side to the other. In a short 
cut rib roast, with the short-rib sec­
tion cut off. run the spit through the 
meat parallel to the rib bones. 

The meat thermometer is the 
only sure test for dooeness - so. in­
sert it in the thickest part of the 
roast, making sure it doesn't touch a 
bone or rest in a seam of fat. Check 
to make sure the thermometer will 
not catch or fall out as the spit ro­
tates. Locate so it can be read easily. 
Season to your liking, and roast till 
done as you prefer. Your meat ther­
mometer will tell you the tempera­
ture of the interior of the meat - HO 

degrees for rare. 160 degrees for 
medium and 170 degrees for well-
done-

Spit roasting is essentially a slow 
process - gentle cooking - and you 
may have to add coals. But it is besi 
to add a few warm coals from time 
to time before they are actually 
needed. Temperatures drop faster 
than you think when cold coals are 
added. As a general guide for medi­
um-done meat. I always work 
around 30 minutes per pound - and 
we do a lot of outdoor cooking at 
our house!

5 pound rolled rib roast 
I cup orange juice 
1 cup tomato juice

" Y o u expect a few 
problems when you move into 
a new house, but When you 
have paid $44,000 for that 
house, you expect a litUe 
more in the way of Work­
manship. But this is 
ridiculous. When you pay as 
much for a house as we have 
for these, you just shouldn't 
have to put up wi th the kind of 
things we have to put up 
With." 

John Polea moved into his 
home in Village Oaks almost a 
year ago and the sentiments 
he expresses are those of a 
growing number of Village 
Oaks residents who are fed up 
w i t h what they feel is 
"shoddy" workmanship and a 
"shoddy" attitude on the part 
of the developer of the Village 
Oaks subdivision - Kaufman 
and Broad (K&B) . 

But the developer is not the 
only one drawing the ire of the 
V i l lage Oaks residents. 
Equally at fault, they feel, is 
the city of NoVi. 

The problem, says Richard 
Serra, another d isgrunt led 
Village Oaks resident, is that 
the City is afraid to ki l l the 
great golden goose of 
development. Kaufman and 

Broad is one of the country's 
biggest developers and, let's 
face it, the city wants them to 
stay. But as far as I 'm con­
cerned to allow them to 
continue to b u i l d Without 
pulling their license is to 
condone this type of behavior. 

"These probelms a ren ' t 
really that b ig ," adds Ronald 
Jackson. "K&B could take 
care of all of them within a 
couple of Weeks if they had to. 
But they won't until the city 
exerts some kind of pressure 
on them. I f the city would just 
red tag them for awhile, 
everything could be fixed up 
within a week." 

Kaufman and Broad is the 
largest home builder listed on 
the A m e r i c a n Stock Ex­
change. A nat ion-wide 
company, they have only 
opened up operations in 
Michigan relatively recently 
and the V i l lage Oaks 
development in Novi is one of 
their major undertakings to 
date. 

What is important about the 
complaints of the Village 
Oaks residents is not the ef­
fect they wi l l have on the 
developer, but the i m ­
plications they hold regarding 

the furture political scene of 
Novi. 

Village Oaks covers some 
638 acres in the southeast 
sector of the city. By the time 
the giant development has 
been completed, it wi l l con­
tain a total of 2,519 living units 
- or, Iheoretically at any rate, 
some 5.038 voters. As .Novi's 
registered voters currently 
number4,117. The implica tion 
is obvious. 

City otllcials already are 
well aware of what having 
Village Oaks " for you" can 
mean. In the recent millage 
election, three of the four Novi 
precincts nixed the tax hike. 
But Village Oaks, along with 
the other subdiv is ion 
residents in precinct two, had 
enough vot ing power to 
override that veto and pass 
the millage. 

The implications of the 
voting distribution were duly 
noted by local politicians. 

The compla ints against 
Kaufman and Broad harbored 
by the Vi l lage Oaks 
homeowners cover a wide 
variety of topics. Because of 
the spring rains, the matter of 
grading currently ranks high 
on the dis l ike l is t , while 

discrepancies between in ­
dividual homes and a myr iad 
of specif ic construct ion 
complaints also draw much 
crit icism. 

Nothing, however, rankles 
the V i l lage Oaks ci t izens 
more than the matter of the 
common areas. The com­
munity they were sold, they 
say, was fi l led with trees and 
parks and a lake for fishing 
and sailing. After two years, 
however, the lake is polluted 
and the parks they bought are 
nowhere to be seen, they 
contined. 

William Moak. one of the 

older Village Oaks residents 
and a candidate for the Novi 
School Board, leads those 
upset w i t h the grading 
problems. 

"We loc* K&B inspectors 
through the sub about a year 
ago." he said, "and showed 
them a l l our drainage 
problems. They moved a 
little sod around and said 
everything was alright, but 
the next time i t rained we had 
the same problems.. They 
admitted that it had not been 
done right and said they 
Would f ix it. Their excuse for 
not getting i t down last year 

was that (city engineers) 
Johnson and Anderson didn't 
get them a punch list in time 
before the ground froze." 

"They've done a l itt le work 
on the ditches this spring and 
they tell us they've completed 
90-percent of the punch list. 
But I don't know When they're 
going to do the other lo-
percent. We don' feel they're 
correcting these problems on 
a timely basis at a l l . " 

Moak's comments Were 
supported by other 
homeowners. Peter Peterson 
exhibited pictures of " l i t t le 
lakes" in his backyard. While 

another man claimed one of 
the " l a k e s " covered his 
basement window and was 
draining in. 

"They're about to begin 
construction of 80-90 more 
basements." said Peterson. 
"We feel they should be 
forced to correct what they've 
started before they're allowed 
to do any more." 

A second area of irr i tat ion 
r e g a r d s s o - c a l l e d 
discrepancies between dif­
ferent homes. 

"The extras are different in 
every house," said David 
Temple. "You can visit your 

neighbor and discover that he 
got something for free that 
you had to pay to get, I paid 
an extra S150 to have them put 
in a fire place and I find out 
later someone else got a fire 
place for nothing. I t 's 
irr i tat ing. H really is ." 

"The model is a far cry 
from what you actually get.'' 
added another resident. 
"They tell you that you'll get 
all the fixtures that are in the 
models, but then they go 
through and cheapen the 
models." ,

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Novi Township Was reduced 
from eight parcels of land to 
o n e — B r o o k l a n d F a r m s 
subdivision—midnight 
Tuesday. May 30, as the seven 
out ly ing township parcels 
Were officially annexed to the 
city. 

The decision to grant the 
city's annexation petition Was 
made by the State Boundary 
Commission last January, but 
the actual annexation of the 
lands Was necessarily delayed 
until the Commission issued 
its "findings of fact and or­
d e r " — a Wr i t ten s ta tement 
giving the reasons for ap­
prov ing the pe t i t i on and 
setting a date on Which the 
annexation is to become ef­
fective. 

Those " f i n d i n g s " Were 
issued last Week. 

With the official annexation 
of the seven outlying parcels, 
Brookland Farms subdivision 
is all that remains of NoVi 
Township, but eVen 
Brookland Farms may be 
annexed to the city soon, thus 
bringing an end to township 
government in NoVi. 

Petitions for the annexation 
of the subdlVislon have been 
f i l ed With the Boundary 
Commission and the mem­
bers of the Commissiori have 
given every indication that 
they Will approve the petition. 

Included in the "findings of 
fact and order" issued last 
Week Was a recommendation 
that should the commission 
approve the pe t i t i on for 
Brookland Farms subdivision 
the residents of that sub­
d iv is ion Would be "Wel l -

advised not to oppose such 
annexation..." 

Under the rules governing 
the Boundary Commission, i f 
the area to be annexed con-
tains less than 100 people the 
commission's decision is f inal 
and may not be appealed. I f 
the annexed parcel contains 
more than lOO people, 
hoWever. the residents haVe 
the right to petition for an 
election andean then overrule 
the Commission's decision. 

The seven parcels annexed 
to the city last Week have less 
than 100 residents, but 
Brookland Farms is a dif­
ferent matter. With more than 
loo people they have the r ight 
to ask for an election, and 
township officials have in­
dicated they intend to do so. 

I f the Boundary Com­
mission approves the city's 
petition to annex Brookland 
Farms, township officials Will 
have 30 days f rom the date on 
Which the "findings of fact 
and order" are set forth in 
Which to circulate petitions 
through the subdiv is ion 
requesting an election. I f 25 
percent of Brookland F a r m 
residents sign the pet i t ion, an 
election Would ensue and the 
matter of annexation Would 
be decided by the vote of the 
township residents. 

Township of f ic ia ls had 
attempted to block the an­
nexation of the seven outlying 
parcels - Which contairl less 
than 100 people - by asking 
that Brookland Farms be 
included in the petition. The 
addition of the subdivision 
population could then force an

Faced With the prospect of 
haVing to call a halt to furUier 
deVelopment due to a lack of 
capacity for handling sewage, 
the NoVi city council tod; 
steps Tuesday to examine 
neW means of attaining ad­
di t iona l seWage t rea tment 
capacity. 

Spec i f ica l ly , the counci l 
^author ized C i t y ' E n g i n e e r s 
Johnson and Anderson to 
study the feas ib i l i t y of 
bui ld ing a neW seWage 
t rea tment p lant in the 
southern part of the city. 

The action drew the ap­
proval of Max Sheldon, an 
area deVeloper, present at the 
session. P a r a l l e l i n g the 
existing situation in NoVi to 
that of Farmington a few 
years ago, Sheldon said , 
"This is the only Way to get 
things going. Farmington let 
themselVes get caught wi th a 
shortage of sewer taps and 
development has been bogged 
down there for the past ten 
years. I t ' s i m p o r t a n t to 
alWays have capaci ty 
available." 

FeW matters loom larger in 
the future of NoVi than seWer 
taps. Wi thout seWage 
capacity, deVelopment cannot 
take place, and Novi, quite 
f rank ly , has p r a c t i c a l l y 
exhausted its tap capacity. 

A p p r o x i m a t e l y 400 taps 
have been set aside to ac­
comodate the proposed 
Hudson's deVelopment of 
Shopping Centers In ­
corporated at the comer of 
Novi and Twelve Mile Roads, 
and an additional quantity of 
taps has been set aside With a 
"for industi ial use only" label 
attached to i t . But after those 
two small stodcpiles have 
been exhausted, NoVi is 
Virtually Without taps. 

The city currently has two 
sources c£ sanitary seWage 
capacity. One source is the 
Wayne County sanitary sewer 
system that serVices a portion 
ci the southeast part of the 
city, and the other source is 
Novi's own sewage treatment 
plant located on West Road. 

Eventually, there Will be 
additional capacity in the 
Wayne system, but both Novi 
and Oakland County officials 
feel thatadditional capacity is 
Very indef in i te and a 
minimum of f ive years away. 

At the request of NoVi City 
Manager George Athas, a 
meeting between c i ty of­
ficials. Johnson and Anderson 
representatiVes, and mem­
bers of the Oakland County 
Department of Public Works 
Was field last Week to discuss 
the problem of attaining more 
sewer capacity. 

The proposed construction 
of a new treatment plant Was 
a d i rec t resul t of that 
meeting. 

By construct ing the 
t reatment p lant in the 
southern por t ion of Novi 

adjacent to the ex is t ing 
Wayne County sewer trunk, 
seWage floW in excess of 
NoVi's present downstream 
capacity in the Wayne system 
could be diverted to the new 
treatiilent facilities With the 
p l a n t . ef f luent being 
discharged into the Walled 
Lake branch of the Middle 
RoiJge River. 

Athas stated that a possible 
location for the facility might 
be near the existing holding 
tank just south of Nine Mile 
Road. Such a location is 
purely tentative, as is the 
entire project, he pointed out.

: flooring for the set designs her 
classes have made. Windows 
in the sets are created f rom 
dona^d x-ray f i l m . Contact 
paper and wallpaper books 
are used in this way also. 

With much new housing 
under way in the area Mrs. 
Smith is especially interested 
in getting wood scraps to use 
for gameboards, for mounting 
copper a r t , fo r back ing 
weaving p ic tures and for 
painting projects. 

"We need, but I don't think 
- w e can get them as gifts, old 

drawing boards," says Mrs . 
, Smith as she explains how she 

then could take painting and 
sketching classes outside. 

A recent windfal l was a 
quant i ty of balsa wood 
rescued f rom a dump by a 
custodian who knows d Mrs . 
Smith's scroungings. 

"She is a real scrouger," 
agrees Principal Ron Hor-
wath who points out that her 
"scrouging" has supplied f ive 
classes a day, or 300 students 
a year, with a r t supplies a t a 
total cost of about $750 a year-
-or $2.50 a student. 

Mrs. Smith lists interesting 
botUes. al l kinds of yarn for 
w e a v i n g , u p h o l s t e r y 
material, leather-like plastic, 
rope, string, beads ("We'll be 
doing m a c r a m e " ) . mosaic 
and ceiling Ules, Christmas 
trims and even Easter basket 
celophane as needed items. 

Anyone who might be 
moving, she adds, could give 
unwanted paint, wallpaper, 
stains and brushes lo the 
classes. 

Baby food jars also are on 
Mrs. Smith's want list, as are 
some appliances. Old blen­
ders, she illustrates, are great 
for mixing paint while "steam 
irons that don't steam but are 
light weight are good for 
pressing batik fabric work ." 

She uses an old electric 
roaster for dyeing and could 
use another if the inside is in 
good condition. 

Magazines, such as "Better 
Homes and Gardens," are on 
the scrouge list. Copper and 
paper, too, are needed. Mrs. 

Smith is hoping to get her 
message to commercial f irms 
that, she says, throw away 
such items. 

She adds that she wi l l share 
wallpaper and cloth donations 
w i t h the shop and 
homemaking teachers as the 
junior high hopes to teach 
wallpapering next year and 
the homemaking department 
uses fabr ic for study 
notebooks. 

"We depend an awful lot on 
students' i n g e n u i t y , " says 
Mrs. Smith, but others look 
upon her scrounging project 
as developing ingenuity. The 
donations, she points out, 
make i t p()ssible to save 
budget money for items that 
can't be scrounged. 

" I f you are going to throw i t 
out, and you're not sure if we 
want i t , " she concludes, 
"please call and tell me about 
i t . " Mrs . S m i t h can be

concluded his remarks with 
this T\' cliche he wasn't 
trying to be cute: he seriously 
meant thai a year-round 
calendar, given a chance, 
inay relieve some school 
headaches painlessly. 

The grandfalherly. retired 
businessman was the keynote 
speaker lasi week Wednesday 
at a poorly attended public 
forum on .N'orthville's up­
c o m i n g e . x p e r i m e n t a l . 
voluntary year-round school 
program. 

Jensen, who lives in .North 
Carolina, is chairman of the 
.National School Calendar 
Study Committee, a non­
profit, volunteer organization 
created in 1960 to encourage 
nationwide investigation and 
discussion of the present 
school calendar. 

He is a guest speaker in 
cities across the country, 
appearing without charge. 

Specifically. Jensen spoke 
enthusiastically about the 45-
15 calendar, which, like the 
one to be tried here beginning 
late in July, puts children in 

school for 45 days, out on 
\acalion for 15. The process 

is repeated four times in the 
vear. 

It provides for the standard 
180-day school year.

A youngster starting school 
today under the conventional 
calendar dreads the 
procedure because he views 
school as a "sentence," a long 
tunnel ot time with relatively 
little rest periods, Jensen 
said. 

The conventional "sentence' 
he noted, is nine months. 
Under the 45-15 plan the 
child's longest "sentence" is

Ohio, shares Mrs. Frellick's 
feelings, as does Mrs. Will iam 
Bohan, Who says, " I ' m very, 
very opposed because I don't 
think i t Would accomplish a 
thing.

When Our Lady of Victory 
Church m a r k s i ts golden 
anniversary this weekend the 
celebration actually wi l l be 
recalling Catholic services 
here dating as far back as the 
late l880's. 

I t was in the late 19th 
Century when priests from 
neighboring Mi l ford traveled 
to Northville to celebrate 
mass in the homes of 
parishioners. 

History shows that on May 
25, 1887, the Reverend F. 
Broegger offered mass in a 
home located on West Dunlap 
Street. Two years later the 
Reverend James A. Halley 
replaced Father Broegger. 

One morning a month the 
priest would take the tra in 
f rom Mi l ford to Northvil le, 
offer mass, and then hire a 
horse and buggy and driVe to 
Wayne for a similar serVice 
there. The following day he 
would return to Mi l ford. 

In or about 1889, the 
Catholic pa r ish here, -
n u m b e r i n g s ix or e ight 
families, purchased the old 
frame Methodist Church and 
moved it to North Center 

Street to where Ely's Garden 
Center is now located. 

Mass was celebrated at 
10:30 a.m. and children Were 
excused f rom recess at the 
publ ic school to attend. 
Participating with NorthVille 
parishioners were families 
from Salem, Plymouth and 
Novi. 

The Kohler family, who 
moved to Northville in 1886, 
made their home available to 

the priest for his headquar­
ters. In bad weather he would 
say mass in their home. 

On A p r i l 3, 1893, the 
Reverend George Clarson 
assumed missionary duties in 
Northville. The Ladies Alter 
Society was organized, wi th 
each lady contributing 10-
cents a month to maintain i t . 

The Reverend Thomas Lee, 
remembered as a tal l , slender 
man who always carried a 
gold-headed cane, came to 
Northville in 1899. 

In 1'902, the Reverend 
Thomas Hal ley , younger 
brother of Father James 
Halley, replaced Father Lee. 
The old church, badly in need 
of repair, was sold and mass

The two front rooms of the 
frame building on that site 
were used as the church and 
the Thomas Gleason fami ly 
occupied the remainder of the 
house. 

Father Halley held many 
raffles, using articles donated 
by NorthVille businessmen. 
The Ladies A l t a r Society 
busied itself making aprons, 
holding card par t ies and 
sponsoring sleigh rides. 

Church dinners, at f irst 
prices at 25 cents, were raised 
to 50 cents when Father 
Hal ley discovered i t was 
easier to feed 50 people at 50 
cents than 100 people at 25 
cents. 

The Reverend John Dowdle 
came to Nor thV i l l e on 
November 12, 1912. In 
November, 1920, Fa ther 
LaFevre came to the Nor­
thville parish, using the old 
l ibrary building, which is now 
slated to be moved, for ser­
vices. 

Two years later, in 1922, 
Nor thv i l l e and P l y m o u t h 
werediv ided in to separate 
parishes. 

Father LeFevre, the last 
priest to stay at the Kohler 
home, went to the Plymouth 
parish, and the Reverend 
Joseph Schuler was assigned 
as pastor of the Northville 
parish. 

Also in 1922 land where the 
church now stands at Orchard 
and Thayer streets was 
purchased. 

The f irst church was a 
frame building dedicated to 
Our Lady of Victory, giving 
the present parish its name. 
The parish children were 

Franc is Wojcik became 
temporary a d m i n i s t r a t o r , 
assisted by Father Dominic. 

The f i r s t school, then 
consisting of four rooms, was 
built in 1952. And that same 
year, the Reverend Anthony 
Heraty Was appointed pastor, 
serving until June, 1956. 

Our Lady of V ic to ry 's 
present pastor, the Reverend 
John Wittstock, assumed his 
post in 1956 with about 330 
families in the parish. 

In the fal l of the following 
year the neW church building 
and social hall combination 
Was started. Ground Was 
broken on St. Patrick's Day 
and construction started on 
Apr i l 1. 

Consecration of the alter 
and placement of the stations 

of the cross took place on 
January 4, 1958, With Mon-
signor Peek officiating. The 
church Was dedicated by the 
late Cardinal Mooney, ar­
chbishop of Detroit, on Sep­
tember 30, 1958. 

By this time the parish 
numbered 460 families. 

In January, 1959, the St. 
Vincent de Paul Society Was 
organized. The Girl Scouts 
and the CYO Teen Club also 
Were started at OLV. 

In 1962, Our Lady's League 
was formed and that same 
year the Men's Club and Holy 
Name Society were merged. 

The present rectory was 
built in 1966. 

Under the leadership of 
Father Wittstock many of the 
church programs were 

initiated. Among these are 
the Adoration Program begun 
in 1963, the Discussion Club in 
1966, and the Education Group 
for Project Commitment. 

The Parish Council, which 
is a decision making board. 
Was formed in February, 1968, 
and the adult choir was for­
med the pre\ious month. 

In March, 1970 a new pipe 
organ Was installed and in 
Apri l i t was dedicated. In 
August, 1970, the Reverend 
John Wyskiel was appointed 
associate pastor. 

Currently, the parish in­
cludes approximately 1,100 
familes, an increase of 770 
families since 1956. 

Our Lady of Victory School 
has an enrollment of 285 
students, and the professional 
staff includes a lay principal, 
five lay teachers and six nuns.

wall. It was painted an ugly 
metallic green." 

M(Bt restorers prefer to 
start with something a l i t t le 
less challenging, he explains. 
'•You know...thekind the l i t t le 
old librarian only drove to the 
store and back." 

But Ray didn't really care. 
Al l he wanted was something 
to doctor up just enough to get 
running. 

Ah-choo! 
Next thing you know the 

family car was turned out and 
that old clunker of a chicken 
coop was resting comfortably 
in the garage. 

••Joyce (that's Ray's Wife) 
didn't want the smelly thing in 
there but. wel l . . . ." 

He could have said it 's a 
little like your son dragging 
home a mangy puppy: once 
it's inside you hate to turn the 
poor thing out. 

No car is safe on the street 
without brakes so Ray started 
there. 

"Pretty soon the brakes led 
to something else and that led 
to something else and before 
you know i t we had the whole 
thing a p a r t " he laughs. 

And as long as you're going 
to do the job you might as well 
do it r igh t 

That's When Ray started 
in earnest 

Instead of reassembling the 
chicken coop and getting it 
running, Ray took each part. 
Washed, filed, sandpapered, 
repaired, and babied i t back 
to its original condition and 
then wrapped i t in a plastic 
bag, put it away and started 
on another. 

Soon...after about three 
years...he had a garage ful l of 
plastic bags. 

Often, particularly if you 
' start with a chicken coop, 

some parts are missing or so 
badly damaged or corroded 
that they must be replaced. 

That's when the comradery 
d antique car buffs comes in 
handy, says Ray. 
" Y o u meet the most in-

ti^resting, nicest people this 
way," he explains. " I f one 
fellow doesn't have what you 

,,1?eed., .he ' l l , r e fe r you to 

another. Even so sometimes 
you'll look for months or even 
years for the simplist p a r t " 

A typical example, he says, 
was the " f l y i n g q u a i l " 
rad iator cap. "They just 
weren't to be had. But Joyce 
didn't give up: she wrote to 
everyone. And then one 
Christmas she gave it to me 
fcr a g i f t A great Christmas 
present. She'd gotten i t 
somewhere in California." 

Ray admits the part-by-part 
restorat ion has its 
drawbacks. The restorer 
must constantly fight the urge 
to put it together before he's 
finished. 

Nevertheless, part-by-part 
restoration is the key, he 
insists. Not only is tackling 
the "Whole" car at once 
foolhardy, but it means you 
can't be sure every part is in 
perfect condition. And af-
terall, in competition only the 
most perfect cars have a 
chance at winning. 

Most time-consuming of all 
the restoration jobs, says 
Ray, is the paint job. Pain­
ting, rubbing, painting and 
rubbing. I t goes on for 200 
hours or more unti l the car is 
a gleaming, spotless beauty 
that's often prettier than the 
day it came off the assembly 
line. 

First of the two biggest 
thr i l ls in ant ique car 
restoration (an antique car is 
25 or more years old) is "that 
day you've got the car 
altogether and you try to start 
i t . " 

I t may start the f i rst time 
the engine turns over. . .and 
then again i t may take several 
days before the restorer can 
coax i t to life. 

Second biggest thr i l l is the 
day when the judges have 
given the car a rigorous in­
spection and then announce 
it's a winner! 

That old chicken coop has 
never been a loser. 

First win was " f i rs t in 
show" in junior division of the 
Carnival of Cars in Dearborn. 
Later it took f irst in Model A 
competition. The following 
year, this time in the senior 
dlvJsion, l l was f irst place in 
lis class as well as being the 

top overall car, beating out a 
coveted Cord. 

By now Ray was hopelessly 
infected. 

In 1965 he bought a 1932 
Ford Victoria. I t Was in far 
better shape than was his f i rst 
purchase, costing about 
"three times as much." He 
paid $460 for the chicken coop. 

But because it was in better 
shape he had to invest less 
money in its repair. Ray 
figures he has about $3,000 
wrapped up in each of these 
cars. Of course, they're worth 
a great deal more than that 
today. 

The Victoria was the very 
first V-8 car to come up the 
assembly line in Canada...and 
that in itself gives it a special 
stature. 

But just as in the case of the 
Model A, his second buy was 
taken completely apart and 
repai red and refurb ished 
piece by piece. 

This time one of the most 
difficult parts to find was the 
radio. I t had none when he 
bought i t , but when the car 
came off the assembly line in 
'32 i t was outfitted with a 
radio under the backseat of 
the car. 

He started collecting bits 
and pieces of the radio, hoping 
to get enough to rebuild i t 
himself. Over a period of two-
years, he collected about two 
thirds of the radio. Then 
through a discussion With an 
antique buff he Was put in 
touch With someone who had a 
complete radio that didn't 
work. 

So now he had about "one 
and three quarters of radio." 
He rebuilt the parts into a 

single working unit. 

As frequently happens in 
competition judges doubted 
the radio Was actually a part 
d the original car. So, l ike a l l 
antique buffs Who must have 
data to back up their cars' 
detailed validity, Ray pulled 
out an original Ford Motor 
handbook to shoW that, in­
deed, some of the f irst Vic­
torians Were installed With 
radios. 

Last summer, just four 
days after i t Was finished, the 
Victoria was entered in the 
Diamond Jubi lee of 
Automobiles and judged f i rs t 
in its class. But more im­
portant it won the President's 
Cup-being judged the best 
restored car in l97l anywhere 
in the country. 

Now with two cars that have 
won nothing but the top 
awards you'd think a guy 
would call it quits. 

Not so. 
Joining with Elden Biery of 

Nor thv i l l e , the two men 
bought not one but two beat-
up 1931 Fords—one a roadster 
and the other a coup. 

The two men have repaired 
most of the parts of these two 
automobiles and have begun 
reassembling the chassis. 
And with many hours of work 
still staring them in the face 
in their secret workshop, yet 
another old crea ture has 
appeared on the scene. 

It's an almost extinct brand 
put out by Sears & Roebuck 
just after the turn of the 
century. 

Says Ray: "Oh, we're just 
going to get i t running for a 
fr iend." 

Ah-choo!

ihe construction complaints 
happened to Thomas Griffen, 
whose chimney blew off the 
roof in high winds on Friday 
afternoon. "Cold weather 
was starting to set in and I 
thought I'd better get it 
f ixed," Griffen reported. "No 
one had been out by Sunday so 
1 Went up on the roof myself 
and discovered one of the 2 by 
•j's by the chimney was 
charred. As it was I was 
lucky the chimney blew off 
because the whole roof might 
have gone up in flames a few 
days later." 

Other construct ion com­
plaints run the gamut. One

NEA chief negotiator Cyri l 
•Nichols said the raises "are 
based on the economic 
stabilization act which notes 
units with less than l,000 
employees do not have to go 
before the pay board lo win 
raises over the 5'- percent 
limit. 

Salaries proposed by the 
NEA in negotiations with the 
school d is t r ic t include 
beginning bachelor degree 
teachers, $9,030 to a top of 
$14,725 in 11 years and 
beginning masters degree, 
$9,835 to a top of $l7,620 in l l 
years. 

Currently teachers wi th a 
bachelors degree earn $8,400 
to a top of $13,700 in 11 years 
and with a masters degree 
earn $9,150 to $16,300 in 11 
years. 

Nichols commented that 

even though the NEA was 
seeking7'- percent increases, 
"S'l- percent is somewhere 
near where the salary 
schedule wi l l f inally end up." 

Both Nichols and Robert 
Benson, chief negotiator for 
the school district, said no 
concessions on any issues 
have been made by either 
side. 

The next bargaining session 
wi l l be held June 14. The date 
follows the June 12 school 
board election when voters 
wi l l be asked to approve a l -
mi l l increase in operational 
millage. 

Benson said the June 14 
date has been picked "par­
tially because of the election 
but both sides also need time 
to study each other's 
proposals." 

Although the district has 
said that even if the one mi l l is 
approved by voters cuts wi l l 
sti l l have to be made to assure 
a balanced budget, the NEA' 
feels the district w i l l be in a 
better posit ion to discuss 
salaries, Nichols said.

We'Vegota 
clubhouse and a sWimming 
pool, but I defy you to try to 
find a park." 

"1 don't know if fraud is too 
strong a Word," stated Serra, 
"but it certainly comes to 
mind." 

The original master plan 
shows tennis courts and 
speaks erf an Olympic sized 
s w i m m i n g pool, M r s . 
RomanineRoethel points out. 
There are no tennis courts and 
the s w i m m i n g pool was 
constructed one foot smaller 
than the . m i n i m u m 
requirement for a life guard. 
"They're Within their legal 
rights." Mrs. Roethel states, 
"but I think that one foot says 
a great deal about the Way 
K&B is runn ing V i l l a g e 
Oaks." 

Residents also are con­
cerned about the size of the 
clubhouse. I t 's just not big 
enough to serVe the entire 
community, they contend. 

Telling people they Will have a 
clubhouse and then f i l l ing it 
ful l of so many people that use 
wil l be either uncomfortable, 
impossible or both is 
somewhat decei t fu l , they 
charge. 

Presently, there are only 
100 fami l ies using the 
clubhouse, but by the time the 
entirety of Village Oaks has 
been completed, there wi l l be 
close to 1,000 families elgibile 
to use the pool and clubhouse 
and such a crush just cannot 
be accommodated, they 
contend. 

" I t looks good in the sales 
office." Serra agrees. "You 
see all those parks and the 
swimming pool, and it looks 
good. It 's not until you've 
moved in that you realize 
you've been sold a bill of 
goods and that your house is a 
piece of junk. And K&B's 
attitude is junky, too. We've 
got shoddy construction and a 
shoddy attitude on the part of 
the developer." 

"We 'Ve been failed not only 
by the developer ," adds 
Moak," but also by the city 
By refusing to stop K&B from 
further construction until all 
the existing complaints have 
been taken care of, the city 
council has fa i led its 
citizens." 

What does Kaufman and 
Broad have to say about the 
Village Oaks' complaints? A 
great deal. Their answer to 
the Village Oaks citizens wi l l 
appear in the June 8 edition of 
The Novi News.

ObViously, at the end of the 
extended school year ex­
periment, the board Will have 
to decide about continuation, 
expansion or cessation. But 
so long as we have special 
state and federal support we 
have a unique opportunity, 
unique in the entire metro-
Detroit area, to try something 
that may i m p r o v e our 
children's education. I w i l l 
have to wait two years for my 
oldest to participate but hope 
it wi l l s t i l l be functioning.

Actually the season isn't 
quite over. In fact, some 
observers Will even tell you 
the most important part of the 
1972 season st i l l lies ahead. 
By v i r t u e of a 9-0 
Whitewashing of a tough 
WilloW Run outfit Saturday, 
the Mustangs earned the right 
to advance to the second 

.round of the State Class B 
baseball tournament. 
'• Still ahead are tWo games 
this Saturday and should the 
Mustangs make i t through 
those tWo contests, they Will 
advance to the regionals. A t 
the very end of the line is the 
Class B state championship. 

And While Shonta sees a 
tough struggle ahead for his 
team i n j u s t m a k i n g i t 
through Saturday's distr ict 
competition, he is glad of one 
thing. 

" I f We couldn't be playing 
•Winning baseball a l l year 
. long, now is as important a 
. time to start as any. 
Hopefu l ly , we ' re j u s t 
beginning to reach our peak 
and We'll be tough to beat in 
the districts." 

But back to the regular 
season. 

The Mustangs brought the 
curtain down on the 1972 
regularly-scheduled! season in 
fine style last week. F irst , 
they dissected Novi 12-8 and 
then they registered a 3-2 
decision over Dearborn 
CrestWood. 

The two victories pulled the

" I think they'd rather beat 
Nov i than Win the state 
championship," said Shonta.

The Mustangs got their 
revenge. They routed the 
Wildcats i n . basketball and 
then did the same in baseball. 
Don't be fooled by the 12-8 
final score-Northville Won the 
game easily. 

Northville's revenge came 
in the fourth inning. When 
they pounded Novi pitcher 
Dave Brown for seven runs on 
six hits. I t Was the extra 
base hits Which proved 
decisive. 

Actually BroWn had held 
the Mustangs i n check 
through the f i rs t three in­
nings, allowing no hits and 
giving up just one run on a 
walk and an error by the -
centerfielder on an easy f ly 
ball that should have been the 
third out 

But then in the fourth, 
Northvil le solved the mystery 
of Brown's pitches. John 
Sherman started the frame 
with a line shot over the box 
into centerfield and Steve 
Serkaian fo l lowed With 
another ha rd -h i t s ingle . 
Randy Oginski, the hitt ing 

sensation brought up f rom the 
junior varsity two Weeks ago, 
then picked on one of BroWn's 

fastballs and lined i t into the 
woods in deep left center field 
for a home run. 

The fun had just begua The 
Mustang bats steamed, while 
the Novi players burned. Tod 
Eis walked and Jeff Moon 
belted a triple. Jess Steveson 
and Rick LaRue walked and 
Bart Taylor unloaded another 
triple to clear the bases. By 
the time Novi finally retired 
the Mustangs, seven runs had 
crossed the plate and the 
score was a comfortable 8-l.

•; meet at 3 p.m. for the district championship and the right to 
adVance to regional competition the following Saturday at

NorthVille Athletic Director Robert Kucher announced 

; there Will be a $l admission charge to this Saturday's games 
-. as required by the Michigan High School Athletic 
:: Associa tion. One ticket is good f or a l l three games. 

NorthVille is given a good chance to emerge as d ishict 
champions. Their chief competition should come f rom Stock-
bridge in the 10 a.m. game. Stockbridge eked out a 4-0 
decision over Brighton to qualify for the districts - a l l but one 
of the runs Were unearned. The Mustangs have beaten 
Brighton twice this season. 

Northvil le coach Chuck Shonta has indicated he Will use 
Scott Evans in the opener and come back With Jeff Moon in 
the nightcap if the Mustangs get past Stockbridge. 

The presence of Ypsilanti Lincoln and South Lyon in the 
other district pairing comes as something of a surprise to 
most observers. Lincoln finished in sixth place in the 
Southeastern Conference, While South Lyon Was seventh. 

Lincoln upset Pinckney 2-0 to gain the distr ict berth. While 
the Lions surprised a strong Hartland squad l l - 2 . The South 
Lyon nine should top Lincoln purely on the strength of their 
ace pitcher, Roger Cash. 

A state rule prohibits a pitcher f rom throwing more than 10 
innings in the districts and that rule could Well mean the 
Winner of the Northville-Stockbridge game Will Win the 
tournament. South Lyon cannot take a chance on holding 
back Cash for the second game. Which means he'll be able to 
pitch no more than three innings. 

Frankly, after Cash, the South Lyon hurlers lack in quality. 
"We see our biggest hurdle as being Stockbridge," Shonta 

aff irmed. "They'l l be tough." 
This is just the second year for the state tournament. Last 

year, the Mustangs failed to Win the district championship by 
blowing a 5-2 lead to Chelsea in the seventh inning to force the 
game into extra innings and then losing 10-5 in the ninth as a 
grand slam home run followed four consecutive walks to give 
Chelsea the victory.

Gr i f f i th came into run 
for the hard -h i t t ing 
sophomore and scored the 
w inn ing r u n when the 
CrestWood second baseman 
let BUI McDonald's grounder 
skip through h i m for another 
error. 

Each team had three hits 
and nine strikeouts, but the 
Mustangs had the victory -
and the momentum for the 
playoffs.

Coach Bob Simpson carted

Only Frank Knoth and the 
doubles team of Cary Eaker 
and John Sewell managed to 
make i t through the opening 
round and both of them fel l in 
the second round as the entire 
Northvil le team was reduced 
to the role of spectators before 
the semi-finals even began. 

Farmington Harrison won 
the league championship , 
edging out Waterford Mott for 
the number one spot Livonia 
Church i l l was t h i r d w i t h 
Wal led Lake Western 
finishing fourth. 

"Sure I was disappointed in

Intellectual regression, ca-
laimed Jensen, is a major

"teachers have told me that 
Ihe time spent reviewing is 
negligible...so the progress 
Ihrough school is more 
productive."

Continued f rom Record, 1 
takes away their security. 
Small ones, she stressed, need 
to know their teachers and 
friends, and where the lun­
chrooms and bathrooms are 
located. In any move, she 
said, noting that she ex­
perienced this situation in the 
family's move here, children 
miss the security of a famil iar 
building. 

" I t 's been a setback," she 
stated, saying she felt her 
youngster had really "lost a 
year" as she tried to find new 
friends. 

Mrs. Stringer points to the 
need for operating money so 
"desperately needed in 
Detroit" and says she doesn't 
feel busing can be allowed 
under these conditions. 

"Child.-cn learn what they 
l ive." she adds, saying that 
"money can buy awareness." 

Parents of older students 
also voice concerns about 
busing. Mrs. E.G. Weber, wife 
of a former Northville school 
board member, said she could 
not approve of her daughter 
"going into Detroit ." She 
mentioned that there also 
have been reports recently 
that busing inner city children 
to other areas has not im­
proved their education, that 
studies are showing these 
children are not getting as 
good grades. 

" I really don't feel I should 
say anything, though, for it's 
the people With the l i t t le 
children that should be the 
ones to Voice concern." she 
said. 

" I feel Very strongly about 
t h i s . " comments Mrs . 
Will iam McDermott, saying, 
"We should stop and examine 
our conscience. Why do we 
want to drag out l i t t le people. 

show them how great we have 
i t . . .and then send them back 
to the city? 

"Neither would we permit 
our children to go into the 
city." 

She points out tha't as a 
nurse she is aware that public 
health authorities have been 
working on the problem of 
inner city children's life for 
many years. She feels that 
inner city schools have to 
change, but that children 
can't be taken out of their 
environment. 

One of the f i r s t area 
residents to become active in 
anti-busing was Mrs. Fred 
Mil lard, Jr. , of Ridge Court. 
She is the NorthVi l le 
representative on the Tr i -
County Citizens for In­
tervention in Federal School 
Action No. 35257. 

Mrs. Mil lard has set up two 
i n f o r m a t i o n m e e t i n g s 
locally—the f irst in February 
brought out 22 people, but the 
next. May 1, brought out 130. 

She became involved, she 
said, because she has four 
children in school. Her sixth 
grade daughter is active in 4-
H work while one son has an 
after-school job and another 
has woodworking and gar­
dening after school. 

" I didn't see how they could 
do all these things if they were 
going to be riding f rom dawn 
to dusk," she explained last 
week, adding that many 
stories are told about "botUes 
and dope being passed around 
on buses." 

Mrs. Mi l lard, who sti l l Was 
in the hospital when contacted 
last week, temporarily has 
had to be inactive, but she 
says several other residents 
have been aiding her in 
getting $1 memberships in the 

group to help pay fees of its 
attorney, Robert J . Lord. 

Mrs. Jan C. Mueller has 
sold 18 memberships while 
Mrs. Paul Domeny had gotten 
30. Others helping are Mrs. 
David Bel l , Mrs . James 
McCurdy and a teen-ager. 
Chris Sorenson. 

One of the first to be active 
in theN.A.G. (National Action 
Group) movement was Carl 
Helwig of Novi and his wife. 
They circulated petitions at a 
local supermarket, but when 
contacted last week Helwig 
said they have not been active 
since last fall . 

Giving lack of community 
support as his reason for 
dropping out, Helwig lashed 
out at apparent apathy. 

" I feel as strongly about it 
as I ever d id ," he said, "but 
when you solicit cooperation 
in the community and get only 
a handful response, it's im­
possible." 

Saying it had taken too 
much time from his business, 
Helwig added that he couldn't 
keep the movement going 
along and Northville and Novi 
residents "won't do anything. 
. .Northville is even more 
apathetic than Novi because 
they think they're the Bir­
mingham of Western Wayne 
County and nothing wi l l affect 
them." 

"My child absolutely won't 
be bused," he declared, 
saying that it seems that 
"something's got to hit you 
between the eyes before 
people wi l l get stirred up." 

Helwig said he feels the 
need for community action 
sti l l is as great as ever and 
that politicians are not really 
helping "as Lhey are trying to 
walk the fence in an election 
year."

speaker said, that student 
enthusiasm is high at the 
beginning of a conventional 
semester, drops off in the 
middle, and picks up again 
near the end of the semester. 
Thus, under the conventional 
two-semester calendar there 
are four peak periods, while 
under the 45-15 plan even if 
learning enthusiasm Was not 
sustained, there would be 
eight "peaks." 

A big advantage of the 45-15 
plan, he explained, is its 
flexibil ity in accommodating 
those youngsters who, for i l l 
health or other reasons, may 
fall behind in their studies. 

Such children, he said, can 
make up 45-days without the 
p s y c h o l o g i c a l em­
barrassment of repeating an 
entire grade or semester. 
Repeating 45 days, he em­
phasized, "is a whole lot 
better than being held back 
for a whole year." 

Furthermore, the teacher is 
under less pressure and can 
be more honest with herself 
and the child in deciding to 
have him repeat 45 days. She 
need not fear the decision to 
force a child, for his own good, 
to repeat an entire year. 

Also, a c:hild repeating 45 
days stays closer to the age of 
his peers, he said. 

.A similar advantage con­
cerns the age of a child when 
he starts the f i rst year of 
school, emphasized Jensen. 

Because the child's f i f th 
birthday falls before or after a 
specific date, he frequently is 
staring school too early or too 
late. 

This a r b i t r a r y b i r thdate 
cutoff argued the speaker, 
constitutes " i n t e l l e c t u a l 
murder" in the f i rst near of 
school. Why should the child's 
date of bir th be allowed to 
jeopardize his entire learning 
process? he asked. 

Under the 45-15 plan, 
however, the birthdate cutoff 
affects the child only for 45 
days— not an entire year, he 
asserted. "You can start your 
smallfry in his own age orbit, 
reducing the age spread 
between he and his 
classmates." 

Turning to faculty, Jensen 
argued that teachers who are 
al lowed to be innovat ive , 
unhampered by the 
regimentation of the standard 
calendar, are happier and 
therefore more productive. 

Just as the child loses en­
thusiasm for learning under 
the long school year calendar, 
so too the teacher finds i t 
difficult to sustain her en­
thusiasm and imagination in 
teaching. 

Not onJy is the child more 
interested but the teacher also 
is excited and enthusiastic, 
w i t h both being more 
productive under the 45-15 
plan, he said. 

Concerning the economics 
of the year-round program, 
Jensen said there is ab­
solutely no doubt that the 45-l5 
plan makes for more ef­
ficients use of educational 
tools. 

School systems already 
using the year-round 
program, he asserted, have 
demonstarted that it results in 
financial savings. 

It is obvious, he said, that if 
more youngsters can be ac­
commodated in ex ist ing 
facilities it means a savings 
for the taxpayer. And that, he 
emphasized, is what happens 
under the 45-15 plan. 

Finally, Jensen asked those 
who honestly doubt tlie Value 
of the 45-15 plan to give the 
exper imenta l program a 
chance. Watch it for a year 
without hampering it and then 
make the assessment of its 
value, he urged. 

He predicted that today's 
opponents w i l l become 
lommorrow's proponents.

in southeast Michigan? 

If one would respond with the Brighton 
Recreation Area at 4,588 acres, he would be 
correct But the general response, however, is 
"where is the Brighton Recreation Area?" 

Nestled in gently rolling hills about f ive 
miles southwest of Brighton, the Brighton 
Recreation Area is only second in size in 
southeastern Michigan to the Pinckney 
Recreation Area, Which has 9,344 acres. 

Although the Brighton park is bigger than 
nearby Kensington Metropolitan Park, the 
largest park in the Huron-Cl in ton 
Metropolitan Authority's chain, i t is not as 
intensely developed. 

But the park does offer a Wide Variety of 
recreational actiVities and facilities. 

A clean grassy beach at Bishop Lake off 
Bishc^ Lake Road has parking for 300 cars. ' 
in addition to ample picnic space, beach 
house and restroom facilities. 

The park, part d the Department of 
Natural Resources network, has a wealth of 
campgrounds, both modem and primit ive. In 
addition, i t even has a 50-acre site for goup 
camping. 

The modem campground, located near 
Bishop Lake, has facilit ies for 149 camps, 
including hot and cold showers, flush toilets, 
electricity and drinking fountains. 

For these who like to "rough i t " , the park 
has three spots for pr imit ive camping con­
taining about 130 campsites. 

The primitive camps, located near Ap-
pleton Lake, Murray I^ke, and Walker's 
Point, are kept fair ly well-mowed. Although 
there is no electricity, hand-operated Water 
pumps and chemical toilets are available at 
all three sites. 

Costs for both the modem and the primitiVe 
sites are nominal. A motor Vehicle permit is 
required at all camp sites. Daily permits are 
$l While an annual permit , good for 1972 in 
any state park are aVailable for $5. 

In addition, there is also a Senior Resident 
Annual Permit available to persons 65 years 
of age or older for $1. 

Camping fees are $1.50 per day at the 
primitiVe camp sites and $2.50 per (lay at the 
modem campground. Campers are l imited to 
a 15-day stay during the period f rom June 15 
to through Labor Day, but there is unlimited 
renewal of permits outside of these dates. 

According to Ernest Bottke, park manager, 
camping permits are issued on a "first-come, 
f i rst -serve"" BasTs.' Rsehfatfons- • 'are'^il6r~"

For boating enthusiasts, the recreation 
area has a number of lakes. PoWer boats are 
prohibited bn the Chilson impoundment, 
Bottke said, because i t is a small lake. 

Boat rentals are also aVailable at the. 
concession stand located at Bishop Lake 
beach. Rowboat rentals are 75 cents an hour 
with a minimun of two hours of use. Daily 
rates for rowboats are $4.50 per day on the 
weekend and $2.50 per day on Weekdays. 

Canoe rentals cost $1.50 an hour With no 
minimum. A $5 deposit is required for both 
rowboats and canoes. 

Fishing in season is permitted in the. 
recreation area, Bottke said. The lakes are 
stocked With a variety of fish, including bass, 
pike, perch, bluegills and some t rout 

SeVen miles of hiking trails can be found 
near Bishop Lake. One t ra i l , two miles long, 
can be covered in one hour, while the five-
mi le- t ra i l takes two and one-half hours to 
complete. 

The Department of Natural Resources 
recently acquired and added 80 acres to the 
recreation area, Bottke said. 

He explained bridal trails Would be opened 
on the property ajld a stable is expected to be 
in operation there by the start of summer. 

The Brighton Recreation area features one 
of the few "off the road vehicle" areas in the 
state park system. Bot&e explained the area, 
50 acres in size,, has been receiving heavy use. 

HeaVy use periods for the park are mainly 
holidays, Bottke explained, although the park 
is used extensiVely f rom about May 1 to 
October 31.

Did the mighty Casey strike 
oul anti thr(w MudviUe into 
sunless gloom because wrong 
eye-dominance or ill-timed 
blinking prevented him from 
hitting the baseball? 

That suspicion exists after 
reading an informative new 
booklet. "What Research 
Tells the Coach About 
Baseball," compiled by Guy 
G. Reiff, prfiessor of physical 
education and athletics at the 
University of Michigan. 

Published by the American 
Association for Health, 
Physical Education and 
Recreation, the 40-page 
booklet accomplishes several 
things: 

- I t provides statistically 
verif ied and performance 
tested techniques that can 
help young players and even 
professionals. 

- I t explodes a great many 
myths that encrust con­
ventional baseball strategy— 
the reliance on sacrifice 
bunts, starting pitchers, and 
clean-up hitters appears to be 
mistaken, for example. 

- I t should help keep the 
fires going for many years in 
the Hot Stove League. 
' The Cincinnati Reds and 
Kansas City Royals are 
among professional baseball 
teams that have already 
requested copies of the 
booklet. 

Some highlights from 
Professor Reiff's study: 

Ratting-Selecl the heaviest 
bat that you can swing the 
fastest and utilize these four 
basic fundamentals: 

1. Use a dramatic, fast, and 
powerful rotary action of the 
hips; 2. Straighten the leading 
forearm immediately at the 
beginning of the swing and 
utilize a quick and powerful 

» wrist action; 3. Use a fairly 
•stable head action, coupled 
-with a tracking action of the 
eyes; 4. Keep the length of 
stride constant on all pitches. 

. Researchers have found 
these factors v i r tual ly 

» universal in such great hitters 
as Ernie Banks, Ted 
Williams, Stan Musial, Henry 
Aaron. Will ie Mays and 
Mickey Mant le-no matter 
how different theiir various 

"batting styles may appear to 
~lhe average fan. 

I'iiching-The relative lack 
of research on pitching leaves 
a great deal of mystery 
surrounding a factor 
generally conceded to be 65 to 
85 per cent of winning 
baseball. 

Professor Reiff says a 
review of basic .body' 
mechanics unique to pitching 
indicates that young pitchers 
should avoid these faults: 

Throwing or pivoting with 
the foot on top (rf the pitching 
rubber, thus losing body 
stability and speed of forward 
movement derived f rom 
pushing off the front of the 
rubber (Newton's third law, 
"for every action there is an 

-equal and an opposite reac­
tion"). 

Incomplete extension of the 
throwing arm in the wind-up, 
resulting in a smaller arc and 

. less velocity. 
- Steeping across the body 

with the str iding foot, 
resulting in a closed rather 
than an open position before 
release-affecting control, 

-velocity, and follow-through 
while increasing risk of 
soreness or injury. 

:, Landing on the heel rather 
than on the forward part of 
the striding foot. With similar 

• results. 
A pitcher who can throw 

hard and impar t l,800 
revolutions per minute to the 
ball can make it curve up to 
17.5 inches, research in­
dicates.

B r i c k e d c i rc les , green 
hedges, laWns and trees are 
features of the grounds, and 
large handmade brick is used 
for Walkways. Two gazebos 
were constructed in the 
backyard.

I f you are one of the many 
homeoWeners Who has a 
landscape problem area, try 
using ground covers, say 
horticulturists at Michigan 
State University. 

The problem area may be 
the bank of a drainage ditch, a 
bank along a road, or a close 
area Where a lawn mower 
cannot be used. Ground 
covers can also replace grass 
in shady locations or provide 
erosion control on dry slopes. 

Ground covers range in size 
from lawn grass to larger 
shrubs and are available in 
Various colors and textures. 
Like any ornamental tree or 
shrub, they Will become a 
permanent par t of your 
landscape and should be 
selected With care. 

Such ground covers as Wild 

ginger and English ivy are 
excellent for shady situations 
and can easily be planted in 
small s t r ips between the 
sidewalk and house and under 
trees. 

Those suited for sunny 
locations include evergreen 
candytuft, Indian or mock-
s t rawber ry , and w i n -
tercreeper. 

Crown vetch and Hall's 
honeysuckle are especially 
suited for wastelands or dry 
situations on banks. 

Thorough preparation of the 
planting sites is a must. 
Perennial weed areas should 
be cleared before planting, 
because most ground covers 
cannot compete against 
established weeds. 

The soil should be worked to 
a depth of 8 to 10 inches. 

C o m p o s t A i d s G r o w t h 

Any family can greatly 
reduce i ts weekly refuse 
volume and, at the same time, 
increase the healthy growth of 
plants, flowers or vegetables 
in the garden by developing a 
compost pile. 

In its popular and Widely-
quoted booklet, " I t Depends 
On Y o u , " the Amer ican 
Association of Nurserymen 
points out a number of the

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environmental advantages 
gained When vegetable 
matter refuse is recycled for 
use in this Way. 

Starting and maintaining a 
compost pile is not at all 
complicated or diff icult , the 
nurserymen say, particularly 
When an individual recognizes 
the great rewards in store for 
the small amount of effort 
involved. They offer these 
simple tips on the preparation 
of a compost pile. 

The first.- step is to put 
together some sort of bot­
tomless bin of boards or 
chicken-Wire in which the 
material for the compost pile 
Will be collected. The size of 
the bin wi l l depend on the size 
of the garden, and an average 
dimension is about six feet by 
six feet. 

Any k i n d of Vegetable 
refuse can go into the compost 
pi le: grass cpippings, fallen 
leaves, f ru i t and vegetable 
peels and scraps, tea leaves 
and coffee grounds, even a 
small amount of well-soaked 
newspapers. Plant material 
Which is diseased should, of 
course, not be used. 

The layers of refuse should 
be 6 to 8 inches thick. Each of 
those layers should be 
covered by a one inch layer of 
good garden soil...or there are 
commercial activators on the 
market containing bacteria to 
encourage the decomposition. 
I t is also possible to use un­

processed animal or bird 
manure spr ink led i n a 
thickness of about one inch on 

top of each layer of com­
pacted compost material. I f 
the garden soil is known to be 
acid, ground limestone should 
be sprinkled on each layer of 
compost material at about the 
rate of 4 ounces per square 
yard. 

Continue to add vegetable 
waste as i t becomes available 
each day, adding the soil or 
actiVator when the 6 to 8 inch 
levels are attained, until the 
pile reaches the height you 
wish. Most gardeners prefer 
a height of 5 or 6 feet. At that 
point, add a 6 inch layer of soil 
on the top. 

In a compost pile prepared 
in this marit ler, heat 
generated by the materials 
causes the breakdown of 
proteins and carbohydrates to 
result in the formation of a 
dark brown humus material. 
The process usually takes a 
minimum of six months, and 
tu rn ing or m i x i n g the 
material tends to speed up the 
action. 

The pile should be kept 
moist , and s p r i n k l i n g is 
recommended dur ing dry 
spells. Some gardners keep 
the top of the pile concaVe, to 
collect rainfall . When the 
compost is ready to use i t Will 
be perfectly sWeet-smelling, 
shoW no traces of the original 
materials, and may be kept 
for two or more years. 

Rather than adding to the 
community's burdenof Waste 
disposal , household refuse 
processeci in a compost pile 
becomes a valuable fertilizer 
and soil conditioner.

Incorporate a two inch layer 
of peat moss or compost 
thoroughly into the soil. .Also 
incorporate a complete fer­
tilizer, such as 10-10-10 or 12-
12-12 at the rate of V/2 to 2 
pounds per 100 square feet of 
bed area. Never add l ime or 
sulphur unless the soil pH has 
been checked. 

Usually spr ing .p lant ings 
are most successful. Space 
the plants according to their 
size, immedia te effect 

desired, and their rate of 
growth and habit. .Always 
Water the plants thoroughly 
immediately after planting. 

Weed control is a must until 
the ground cover is fully 
established. A two inch layer 
of mulch w i l l contro l 90 
percent of the weeds. On 
slopes, coarse neeting is also 
used to hold the slope until the 
ground cover is established. 

The horticulturists suggest 
visit ing a nursery to study the 
many new varieties of the-dd" -
standards that Jnight be used . 
as ground covers. They can 
add that "finished touch" to 
your landscape. 

Whi le many Mich igan 
communities have seen their 
elms devastated by Dutch elm 
disease. M ich igan State 
University still has about 
l,700 of the Valuable trees 
thanks to an effective spray 
program. 

The program, a continuing 
effort since 1958. is aimed at 
curb ing the disease on 
campus by spraying a l l elms 
to cont ro l the disease-
carrying elm bark beetle. 

•'Our spraying is done by 
helicopter, as Weather con­
ditions permit ," says George 
Parmelee of the University 
Spray Committee. " I f con­
ditions are right, we can 
complete the entire project on 
a single morning. The in­
secticide used is 
Methoxychlor, a chlorinated 
hydrocarbon which is less 
persistent in the environment 
than the so-called ' h a r d ' 
pesticides and is not known to 
bui ld up in biological 
systems."

The average vegetable serv­
ing fails between 2 and 3 ounces 
(about cup) of drained, cooked 
weight (cxcepi potatoes). Potato 
portions may be larger, expecially 
whole boiled and baked. 

, , , One ounce is an average ce­
real serving poured from the box. 
Cooked cereals absorb wjier. so 
weight more served than when dry. 
Puffed cereals are served in 
ounce portions. 

When we come to the yield of 
cooked meal from one pound of raw 
meat, here's another guide:

Already deluged With 
complaints from irate Village 
Oaks residents, the 
development f i rm of Kauf­
man and Broad found itself 
faced With yet another an-
tagonist Monday as citizens 
f r o m LakeWocJd, the con­
dominium portion of the 640-
acre Village Oaks complex, 
descended en masse on the 
Novi city council to request 
that the developer's license be 
lifted and al l further con­
s t ruc t ion be hal ted i m ­
mediately. 

In addition, Wi l l iam Win-
ters, spokesman f o r the 
I^keWoode group, informed 
the council that the residents 
have picketed the K&B sales 

office and are f i l ing a law suit 
charging the developer With 
fraud and misrepresentation. 

Their complaints fell on 
recept ive ears, and par­
t i cu la r l y recept ive Was 
Councilman Raymond Evans. 

"Personally, I 'm past the 
talking stage With Kaufman 
and Broad," Evans stated 
after listening to the com­
plaints. "They've violated the 
building codes and they've 
violated plat approvals. It 's 
getting so that K&B thinks 
they are bigger than the c i ty ." 

Evans added that he Was 
not responding specifically to 
appease Monday's large 
turnout Which completely 
fil led the council chambers 

and necessitated moving the 
meeting to the Community 
Building, but that he has had 
these feelings about Kaufman 
and Broad for some time. 

The council took no direct 
act ion on the LakeWoode 
requests. Many of the com­
plaints involved contractual 
mat ters between the in ­
dividuals and the developer 
and therefore are not liable to 
city jurisdiction. Complaints 
regarding violations <jf city 
ordinances Would be j u s t 
cause to shut K&B down. City 
Attorney Howard Bond ad­
vised the council, but should 
be documented in order to 
avoid legal retaliations. 

Winters told the council that 

he would compile a l ist of a l l 
such violations and present 
them Monday to the council 
for its actioa 

Accord ing to one coun­
cilman. Who chose to remain 
anonymous a t this po int , 
direct action could be for­
thcoming. In add i t ion to 
Evans' vote, three other 
councilmen are ready to l i f t 
K&B's license, he said—four 
votes is a majori ty on the 
seven-man councilEssence of 
the LakeWoode complaints is 

that Kaufman and Broad has 
failed to live up to its con­
tractual agreements. 

"When we Were sold these 
condominiums," Winters told 
The Novi News Sunday," We 
Were told that We'd have air-
condit ioners, landscaping, 
s i d e w a l k s , f r o s t - f r e e 
re f r igera tors , and p r o m p t 
at tent ion to indiVidual 
requests for repairs. Up unti l 
the last five days, I would say 
that almost lOO percent of 

those promises have been 
false." 

Also i r r i t a t i n g to the 
Lakewoode residents is the 
matter of maintenance fees. 
"We're paying approximately 
$30 per month for main­
tenance," Winters added, 
"and there's been no main­
tenance. Unt i l they finish the 
landscaping there's nothing to 
maintain, but we're paying 
for i t anyway." 

R e p r e s e n t a t i v e s o f 
Lakewoode met wi th Kauf­

man and Broad President 
John Tedesco and Sales 
Manager Donald Alexander 
last week and received a 
v e r b a l commit­

ment to provide all the items 
that had been contracted for. 

Work forces were sub­
stantially enlarged and the 
construction pace was in-
creased, but the Work Was not 
completed by the deadlines 
set by the LakeWoode 
representatives, resulting in 
the picketing of the sales 

office Sunday and Monday's 
appearance before the 
counci l , as Well as the 
decision to proceed With the 
laW suit. 

Representing the con­
dominium owners in their 
legal proceedings is Daryle 
Salisbury, an attorney as Well 
as a Lakewoode resident 

"There just haven't been 
any suits against condomi­
nium developers," Salisbury

K a u f m a n and B r o a d -
developers of Novi's 638-acre 
Village Oaks complex - has 
been the target of much abuse 
lately, and at leasta portion of 
that abuse, they feel, is un­
deserved. 

"We're building virtuaUy 
a new city in Novi ," says John 
Tedesco, 29 years old and 
President of the Michigan 
d iv is ion of K a u f m a n and 
Broad. "When you develop an 
area as large as Village Oaks 
is you expect problems. We 
don't deny that there are 
problems out there, but We do 
deny that We don't care about 
them and have no intentions 
of taking care of them." 

"The crux of the matter is 
that We have a huge, in ­
vestment in Novi. We have a 
vested interest in making 
Village Oaks pleased With us. 
We have a lot of houses to sell 
yet out there." 

Prit icism of developers is 
almost commonplace. B u t 
the dissatisfaction of Vil lage 
Oak residents With Kaufman 
and Broad has risen f rom a 
mere undercurrent of r u m ­
blings to the point Where legal 
action is being threatened. 

The rumblings surfaced last 
Week in a front-page article in 
The Novi News and have 
steadily increased i n 
crescendo ever since to the 
point where the Novi city 
council was asked Monday to 
suspend K a u f m a n and 

Broad's license until they 
have taken care of all out­
standing complaints. 

"The thing that really hurt ," 
Tedesco said Friday referring 
to the newspaper article, " is 
that statement that We have a 
' shoddy a t t i tude ' and don't 
try to solve our problems. I 
th ink it's unfair to say our 
attitude is " junky." We've 
spent untold hours and money 
in trying to take care of a l l the 
compla in ts as quickly as 
possible." 

Complaints listed by Village 
Oaks residents in last Week's 
Novi NeWs article included 
dra inage problems, fau l ty 
construction, and the over­
crowding of the swimming 
pool and clubhouse as Well as 
the lack of parks. 

As evidence of their in ­
tentions to solve a l l problems, 
Kaufman and Broad point to 
their Complaint Department 

"We have four ful l - t ime 
people Who do nothing al l day 
long, five-days a Week, but 
make c e r t a i n people's 
compla in ts are r e s o l v e d , " 
said Rober t Theison, 
executive vice-president of 
the Michigan Division. 

When a complaint is sub­
m i t t e d , an inspector is 
dispatched to the location to 
make a fu l l investigation. I f 
that complaint is deemed 
j u s t i f i e d work orders a re 
prepared in triplicate With

Over the objections of 
CouncUmen Edwin Presnell 
and Denis Berry and with a 
minimum of citizen comment, 
the Novi city council adopted 
a record-high 1972-73 budget 
Monday. 

Following a public hearing, 
the council by a 5-2 vote ap­
proved a general fund budget 
totalling $750,250, up f rom 
$666,250 in the current budget 

Also adopted Were budgets 
f o r four ind iv idua l c i ty 
departments. In addition to 
the general fund budget, the 
council approved. 
• A budget of $213,602 for 

the Departinent of Building 
and Safety, up f rom $151,600 
last year; 
• An operating budget of 

$82,050 fo r the Water 
Department, up f rom $71,225 
last year; 
• An operating budget of 
$52,260 fo r the SeWer 
Department, up f rom $45,700; 
and 
• A total budget of $151,200 

for the HighWay Department 
(Depar tment of Pub l ic 
Works), an increase of $36,200 
over the 1971-72 budget of 
$115,000. 

In presenting the budget 
City Manager George Athas 

pointed out that the city 
receives a relatively small 
percentage of the overall tax 
bil l ing. " I f you live in a 
$50,000 house," he told 
citizens at the hearing, "you 
only pay $162.50 per year for 
the operation of the city. The 
majori ty of your taxes go to 
support the schools." 

The city levies 6.5 mil ls for 
(^ ra t iona l expenses,..5 mills 
for the l ibrary, and an ad­
ditional one mi l l , recenUy 
approved by Novi voters, for 
road construct ion and 
maintenance. 

The 1972-73 budget Was 
adopted Without change f r o m 
the one submitted by the city 

manager, a l though Coun­
c i l m a n Presnel l ra ised 
several objections. Thrust o f 
PresneU's objections Was that 
salaries in the city manager's 
departinent were too high and 
salar ies i n the bui lders 
department were too low.
