flag indicating that the break
with England was pretty hard
to accept.

General George
Washington, the nation’s first
president, reportedly said this
of the flag when first flown by
the Continental Army:

“We take the stars from
heaven, the red from our
mother country, separating it
by white stripes, thus showing
that we have separated from
her, and the white stripes
shall go down to posterity
representing liberty."”

Following admission of
Kentucky and Vermont, a
resolution was adopted in 1794
making the flag one of 15 stars
and 15 stripes.

While the 15-stripe flag was
in use Francis Scott Key
wrote the ‘‘Star-Spangled
Banner.”

It was Captain Samuel C.
Reid of the Navy, who
suggested that, because a
stripe for each new state
would become unwieldy, the
stripes remain 13 in number
to represent the 13 colonies,
and that a star be added to the
blue field for each new state
coming into the Union.

Subsequently, a law was
enacted on April 4, 1818,
requiring that a star be added
for each new state on the July
Fourth after its admission.

A 48star flag came with
admission of Arizona and New
Mexico in 1912. Alaska added
a 49th star in 1959, and Hawaii
paved the way for 50 stars in
1960.

Calm Prevails as K&B

car lot the right to locate in a
manufacturing district,” said
Johnson, ‘“the dealer could
take the city to court, citing
the presence of the ice and
roller skating rinks and tennis
courts as an example of other
commercial ventures per-
mitted in M-2 areas.”

Johnson’s arguments were
wellreceived by the members
of the planning board and
council, but City Attorney
Howard Bond issued the
opinion that the proposed
amendment could be sup-
ported in court.

“Limited commercial use
could be stopped at the stage
of the recreational facilities
and would not open up the
manufacturing areas to all
commercial usses,”” Bond
stated.

Council’'s rejection of the
amendment came after the
planning board had recom-
mended its adoption by a 6-1
margin. John Roethel cast
the lone dissenting ballot
among the planning board
members.

In stating the planning
board’s position, Merle
Jenkins called the whole
question of indoor
recreational facilties a “love-

hate” propesition.

“I'd love to have these
facilitiesiinNoviandavailable
to local residents, but I'd hate
to see them put in the wrong
areas,” said Jenkins.

The problem, Jenkins
contended, is that the
buildings which houses roller
skating rinks, ice skating
rinks, and tennis courts are
“gross and ugly” and
‘““constitute an eye sore,” “If I
had my druthers,” he con-
tinued, “I’d remove this type
of building from our com-
mercial districts. If we're to
preserve the looks of the city
we should put these buildings
in districts where they won’t

detract from theappearance-of

the overall area.”

The other argument
presented for allowing such
buildings to be constructed in
M-2 zonings was that should
the venture fail, the structure
would be readily adaptable to
light manufacturing or
warehousing usage.

The council rejected the
amendment, however, in spite
of the planning board’s
recommendation that it be -
adopted.

“We're willing and able to
do all we've said we'd do,”
said Tedesco. “We were very
upset about your picketing
our sales office last Sunday
because it left the impression
that K&B was not willing to
cooperate in remedying
complaints and that is just not
true.”

“From a marketing point of
view it is in our best interest

" to have sidewalks, swimming

pools, landscaping, and air
conditioners in full view of
potential buyers. We're
hurting ourselves as much as
we're hurting you by not
having these things ac-
complished yet,” added
Theison.

In summarizing the city’s

point of view, Mayor Crupi.

stated he had not heard a

single complaint that could be
related to the improper
functioning of the city.

“All these complaints are a
matter of contractual
agreement between K&B and
individual citizens,”’ the
Mayor said. “I have yet to
hear a single point where the
city can be held at fault.”

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Supervisor Gunnar Stromberg
enjoys telling the story about the
German battalion sent to capture an
island inhabited by one Swede.

Returning battered and beaten
after two days, the German com-
mander explains the failure of his
men to invade the island by
reporting that he was given in-
correct information.

“There were TWO Swedes on
the island”.

The Northville township
supervisor is about to retire at the
age of 67 after a long career with
Western Electric and some 13 years
of community service in Northville.

He and his wife, Anna, will move

to a new home in Florida when his

term as township supervisor ends
next November.

Stromberg’s career has been
marked by numerous crises as the
township experiences the pains of
growth. Countless public hearings at
which he has served as chief
moderator as either chairman of the
planning commission or supervisor
of the board of trustees have made
him the target of more than one irate
citizen.

Proposed landfills, gravel
mining projects, mobile home
developments, apartment com-
plexes, industrial zoning—all have
attracted capacity audiences at one
hearing or another.

Perhaps his greatest attribute
as a public official is the fact that
Gunnar doesn’t ruffle easily.

Yet this coolness under fire,

coupled with a Swedish accent:that

some believe becomes thicker and
less distinguishable when it’s time to
take a position on a sensitive issue,
may also work against the super-
Visor.

Protesting citizens have been
known to become even more irate as
they find it impossible to understand
the supervisor and as they observe
his conduct in the heat of con-
troversy.

Usually, he’ll hum a tune, keep
time by tapping his pencil on the
desk, and remain calm and cour-
teous.

~ “Vot’s the use of getting all
upset?”’, asks Gunnar. “I vil see
these people tomorrow when they
have had time to think and

gveryﬂ]ing vill be alright”.

- It’s very difficult not to like the
likeable Stromberg. He may
frustrate you with his position
shifting or his frequent ‘‘ab-
stentions” on critical votes.

The prospects continue to
brighten in Northville’'s effort to
secure the state police complex on
State Hospital property on Seven
Mile road.

State Representative Marvin
Stempien has successfully ushered a
bill through the House that would
transfer property from the
Department of Mental Health to the
Department of State Police.

And he has been a leading
Lansing spokesman for the Nor-
thville community effort to locate
the large district headquarters—
police post—crime laboratory
facility in Northville.

State Senator Carl Pursell has
promised cooperation in getting the
property transfer through the
Senate, which could be ac-
complished this week.

- Rummage sales are gold mines.

Take the 1833 Michigan Manual I
picked up for a few cents awhile
back. Alexander Tinham, a
lawmaker from ‘Livonia Center’,
had autographed it. So had 125 other
state senators and representatives
of the period.

But more than that, the 90-year-
old book is filled with interesting
facts. For example:

Up to 1883, five Northville
residents had served in the state
house of representatives; two from
Novi, two from South Lyon, one from
Salem and one from New Hudson.

The Northville representatives
were: Caleb Herrington (1837), a
representative who had helped draw
up Michigan’s first constitution,
Winfield Scott (1873-74), David H.
Rowland (184344), John M. Swift
(1865), and William Yerkes (1857).

The Novi representatives were:

Daniel S. Lee (1843) and George
Yerkes (1879). South Lyon: Thomas
D. Lane and Alonzo F. Knapp (1873-
74). Salem: George Renwick (1847).
New Hudson: George Vowles (1869-
70).

Besides serving in the house of
representatives, Thomas Lane of
South Lyon also served a term as
senator (1861-62). A state senator
served from Northville as well. He
was Dr. James Hueston (1883).

Two state representatives had
served from the now non-existent
community of Kensington (where
the park of the same name is now
located). They were: Marshall M.
Welles (1850) and Thomas Curtis
(1841).

Of course, the most famous of
the local area legislators was
Kinsley S. Bingham of Green Oak.
He served both as a state and federal
lawmaker. He also became the first
Republican governor in the United
States, serving as Michigan’s chief
executive from 1855 to 1859. His

000

home still stands on Silver Lake
Road, northwest of South Lyon.

Incidentally, Bingham was
instrumental in the formation of
Kensington.

Northville Township in 1882 was
still part of Plymouth Township (the
two splitting in 1899). Population of
Plymouth Township in 1882 was
3,339. Population of the Village of
Northville was 934, of Farmington
377, and of South Lyon, 418.

The 1882 population of Novi was
1,278, of Lyon Township 1,561, of
Salem, 1,192. Michigan’s total
population was 1,636,937.

Kentucky and Missouri had
larger populations than Michigan,
and Iowa had only 25,000 fewer
people than Michigan.

J. A. Garfield was the president
of the United States, having barely
beaten Democrat W. S. Hancock,
4,451,653 to 4,443,527 in 1880.

The national debt in 1882 was
$1.8 billion. But the national
treasury contained nearly $247
million in cash.

Michigan’s governor was paid
$1,000. Only New Hampshire paid as
little. Governors of the territories at
the time were paid $2,600.

The total county tax in Oakland
was $33,090. The Wayne County tax
was $163,878.

A total of $41,650 in taxes was
raised in Michigan for support of all
of the state’s public schools.

There were 50 liquor dealers in
Oakland County, 985 in Wayne
County.

Average wage for male teachers
was $41.56 per month, for females
$27.44 per month.

Michigan ranked ninth in the
value of manufactured products.

It ranked first in the production
of lumber, second in the production
of iron ore, first in copper, first in
salt, fourth in wheat, fourth in buck-
wheat, fourth in sheep, and sixth in
literacy.

Mustang Nine Wins Regiona

Wearing a football helmet, there are those who contend,
leads directly to baldness.

Ask Ray Nitzschke, for example.

Well Chuck Shonta, Northville Mustang baseball coach,
has done more than his share of football helmet wearing and,
sure enough, the Mustang coach is indeed beginning to get a
bit “thin” on top, but, he has an entirely different theory
about those departing hairs.

“It's from tearing my hair out during these baseball
games,” he said. “I don’t know what it is about this team, but
sometimes I get the feeling they don’t think they've won a
game unless I've had some kind of nervous breakdown in the
dugout first.”

Nervous breakdowns and declining hairline not-
withstanding, Shonta has good reason to be happy these days.

Led by the strong pitching arms of Jeff Moon and Scott
Evans, Shonta’s Mustangs emerged from the tough Yale
regionals last Saturday as the surprise winner by first
trimming Madison Heights Bishop Foley 1-0 and then turning
back Marysville 54.

By virtue of winning the regional championship, the
Mustangs are now one of just four teams left in the state
Class B tournament. The four finalists will meet Saturday in
Wyoming, and all the Mustangs have to do now to cop the
state title is win two more games.

They will meet Midland Bullock Creek at 12:30 p.m. and,

. if they win that game, they will meet the winner of the

Greenville-Carleton Airport clash slated for 10 a.m. A victory
in the second game will give them the state championship.

The victory at the Yale Regionals was a bit unexpected.
Generally regarded as the strongest regional field in the

" state, the Yale regionals featured defending state champions

Lutheran West. But Marysville’s Rich Kern outdueled Wests’
Leon Drunckenmiller in a 1-0 game in the semi-finals to end
their hopes for a second consecutive title. Kern tripled and
Joe Venia doubled to account for the only run in that contest.

But Marysville’s chances for celebration were shor-
tlived, as the Mustangs reaped the benefits of their upset by
beating them 5 in the finals. '

“We've definitely got a chance at the championship
now,”” said Shonta, fully recovered from the day’s harrowing
events. “I can't see the finals being that much tougher than
theregionals were. If we play as well in the finals as we did in
the regionals, we've definitely got a chance to win the whole
thing.”’

Both Mustang regional wins came by one run and both
games featured more than their share of close calls for
Northville fans.

Bishop Foley, a team that gained the regionals by up-
setting a Richmond High School with a 23-1 record, was
Northville’s first opponent.

Jeff Moon, who has saved his finest pitching per-
formances for the playoffs, drew the starting nod for the
Mustangs and the big left-hander once again thrived on the
competition.

He struck out the first two batters he faced, then yielded

- asingle to the third hitter before getting the third out. Moon

gave up another single in the second, but then retired the

- Foley squad in order through the next three innings.

By the time he was finished, Moon had recorded nine

strikeouts, allowing five hits and not walking a single batter.

But while Moon was buffaloing the Bishop Foley batters,

the Mustangs were having little more success with Foley’s -
- Bill Zott. Getting hits was no problem—Northville collected

Success in the state tournaments is predicted on having
not one, but two good pitchers. Marysville’s Rick Kern was
too tough for Lutheran West in the opening game, but the
Marysville squad didn’t have anyone to back him up and the
Mustang hitters feasted on the number two hurler.

Every Northville player except pitcher Scott Evans
collected at least one hit and Rick LaRue, Todd Eis, and John
Sherman each had two. But in spite of the heavy hitting, the
Mustangs had trouble putting runs on the board.

Ironically, when the runs did come, they came as a result
of the Marysville errors.

Sherman opened the Northville second inning with a
single and Randy Oginski followed with a double to put
runners at second and third.

The veening skies will be
highlighted by a pair of bright
planets and a popular nor-
thern constellation, Prafessor
Losh notes.

It
reaches the meridian at
midnight and shines brightly
the whole night through, she
says. “On the 26th, Jupiter is
very close to the full moon
forming a lovely con-
figuration.”

planet Venus is lost as an

On that
date, its orbit carries it bet-
ween the earth and the sun,
and thereafter it emerges as
an eastern morning planet,
Professor Losh says.

“Qur findings' reverse the

Many intervening
factors such as a person’s

armed forces and the qp-
portunities within his field of
work would account for wide
individual differences.

Highway, two of the longest
highways in North America.

The Blue Water Bridge
permits pedestrians, at
present the only large bridge
in the state to allow foot
traffic. (The Ambassador
Bridge usually allows people
10 use its eight-foot walk but
this is closed indefinitely until
some construction is com-
pleted.)

An engineering marvel and
a tourist atfraction by itself
since its opening in 1957 is the
Mackinac Bridge, popularly
called “Big Mac.” From
anchorage to anchorage, it is
the longest suspension bridge
in the world. There are 42
miles of wire in the main
cables.

The American Institute of
Architects has designated the
bridge as one of the seven
man-made wonders of the
world.

Oldest of the Michigan-to-
Ontario bridges is the Am-
bassador Bridge. Opened in
1929 at a cost of nearly $17
million, it is almost two miles
long and 152 feet\above the
water at its highest point.
There are five traffic lanes.
The two cables from which
the bridge is suspended are
supported on towers and tied
to massive anchorages.

_The arch-type Blue Water
Bridge, opened in 1938, is
three-and-a half-miles long
and spans the St. Clair River

that hard work is always
rewarded by occupational
advancement,” Tropman
said.

“Correctly or not,employers
seem to regard a stable
marriage as an asset when
considering a man for pro-
motion or hire. ,

“Moability may influence a
marriage in a more subtle,
opposite way,” Tropman
added. “If a man senses that
he is not advancing as fast as
his peers, he may become
unconfident and resentful.
The expression of this inner
conflict may further inhibit
his progress and create friction
between him and his family.”

The presumption that
mobility disrupts marriage,
said the U-M professor, stems
from the belief that mobility
causes stress, that it is-a
somehow ‘*abnormal”’
phenomenon which society
has neither planned for nor

- accepted. This may have been

warranted in a sedentary
peasant culture, Tropman
added, but in today’s society,
mobility is becoming the
norm, not the exception.

between Port Huron and
Sarnia, Ont. The bridge is the
eastern terminus of the 1,607-
mile Interstate 94 freeway
between Port Huron and
Billings, Mont. There is a
walk for pedestrians.

Another interesting bridge,
but only for railroads, is.the
old International Bridge at
Sault Ste. Marie, erected in
1887. It stretches 3,607 feet
across the American Locks,
the St. Marys Rapids, and the
Canadian Locks. One of the
largest jackknife spans in the
world, it combines both the
swing and bascule types.

Bridges not so familiar to
most- Michiganians include
these:

The Rouge River Bridge,
just south of Detroit, opened
in 1967. A deck plate girder
structure, it was the costliest
single project,ever con-
structed by the Michigan
Department of State High-
ways. Capable of carrying

- 120,000 vehicles a day, it is a

vital link in the 1-75 freeway
system as it enters Detroit.

Among the picturesque
bridges is the high Cut River
Bridge, 4.3 miles northwest of
Brevort on US-2 in Mackinac
County. Built in 1947, the
cantilever truss-type bridge
has three 555-foot spans.
Visitors who use a parking
area provided at the east end
of the bridge can walk back
and descend into the deep
ravine. From the bottom
locking up the scenery is
spectacular.

One of Michigan's most

. unusual bridges also is on US-

2 over the Manistique River in
Manistique. This 1918 bridge
was once featured in Ripley’s
“Believe It or Not”
newspaper syndicated
column because the water
level is higher than the riding
surface of the bridge.

A different type of bridge is
the double-deck vertical lift
bridge which carries US+41
traffic across the Portage
Lake waterway between
Houghton and Hancock.
Opened in 1959, the upper

deck provideS™ a four-lane

highway while the lower deck
has railroad..tracks. .The
section with the decks can be
lifted 100 feet above the water.

The Pine River Bridge on .

M-55, 4.2 miles west of the
Wexford County line, is a
high, cantilever bridge, built
in 1934, the same type as the
CutRiver Bridge in the Upper
Peninsula.

Another Wexford County
bridge ‘singled out by the
panel of highway engineers, is
the Pine River Bridge on M-
37, 12 miles southwest of

‘Harrietta. Built in 1948, it is

deck plate girder type.

Back in the Upper Penin-
sula, highway engineers have
included three more bridges.

Interesting rock formations
are the attractions at the

Chocolay River Bridge on US.

41, about seven miles
southeast of ‘M-38. in
Marquette County.

Also listed are two bridges
on M-26 over the west and east
branches of the Firesteel
River. One is 1.3 miles nor-
theast of M-38, the other 1.9
miles northeast of M-38. Both
were built in 1952,

The highway department
also includes as outstanding
the bridges which lead into
the 1-196 and 1-296 interchange
in Grand Rapids.

Perhaps one of Michigan's
best-known bridges, at least
to motorists who use I-75, is
the bascule-type Zilwaukee
Bridge just north of Saginaw.
The counter-weighted bridge
spans are opened to allow
passage of river traffic,
sometimes causing a backup
of cars for several miles or
more in either direction.
Completed in 1960, this bridge
is an important link in the I-75
freeway system. It is
scheduled to be replaced by a
high-level bridge.

Less spectacular spans are
the . weathered, wooden
covered bridges o a century
ago. There are six covered
bridges still standing in
Michigan, and each is a
tourist attraction by itself.
They are:

The Langley Bridge near
Centerville, crossing the St.
Joseph River, St.Joseph :
County.

A bridge two miles
northeast of Niles on the farm
of the late E.M. Norris, in
Berrien County, on private
property.

White's Bridge which
crosses the Flat River - near

=\

Smyrna in Ionia County,
(Built in 1867 at a cost of
$2,000, the bridge still has its
original timbers except- for
sills which were replaced
about 15 years ago. The
bridge derived its name from
Levi White, a carpenter and -
early Michigan pioneer.)

The Fallasburg Park
Bridge over the Flat River
north of Lowell in Kent
County, off M-91.

Th 125-foot-long bridge
crossing the Thornapple
River at Ada, on M-91, Kent
County, built in 1866.

Greenfield Village,
Dearborn, the  Ackley
Covered Bridge, traversed by
visitors on foot or in carriages,
which straddles an artificial
pond. (Built in 1832 in Penn-

acquired by Henry Ford and
moved to his outdoor museum
Americana in 1938.)

The Langley, White’s and
Fallasburg Park bridges still
carry vehicular traffic.

Except . for the covered
bridges which are primarily
tourist attractions, the
Michigan Department of
State Highways warns
motorists not to stop on any
bridge to view either the
bridge or the scenery. It is
dangerous.

Termites Dangerous?

Termites can cause terrific

- damage. And because people

know so little about them,
some ‘‘exterminators’’ are
bilking their clients.

So...Don Cress, Michigan
State University en-
tomologist, tried to set the
record straight by answering
these questions:

Question: How much
should a termite inspection
for a typical one-family
residence cost?

Answer: When a charge is
made for the inspection, it will
range between $10 and $25,
depending on the distance
traveled from the office by the
pest control operator and
whether or not the building
has a crawl space.

Question: How can a
customer tell whether the
inspector is doing a super-
ficial job? In other words, are
there some minimum steps
that must be taken to do an
adequate job?

Answer: To properly
conduct a termite inspection,
the inspector will utilize a
bright flashlight, ice pick (or
screwdriver) and other
necessary sharp tools to
pierce and observe the
various wooden structures of
the building. He will enter all
craw] spaces (wherever
physically possible) to make
observations for termite
signs. In addition, he will
check door frames, stair
casings, floor studs, wall
joists and similar wooden
structure by sounding. The
time required for an in-
spection is variable but
usually requires !+ to 2 hours.

Question:  What is the
Michigan Pest Control
Operators Association doing
to combat the practices of
some inspectors who give a
favorable report on ter-
mite-infested property in
return for a special fee or
bribe?

Answer: Training sessions
are continuously being con-
ducted in an effort to up-grade

- our standards. An example is

the wood damaging insect
session conducted .at our
recent winter conference. "In
addition, we are in favor of
the recent legislation which
requires that legitimate pest
control operators be licensed.

house, you just know it has no
termites?

Answer: The answer to
both parts of this question is
“no.”” Termites are found
**wild in nature.” Hence, they
are found anywhere the
conditions, such as food
(wood), moisture, tem-
perature, and other factors,
are favorable for them. Of
course, Some areas are more
favorable than others but
these areas have no definite
boundaries. The only way to
know whether they are
present is to inspect the
structure (building).

Question: When do termites
swarm, and how can a
layman identify swarming
insects as termites?

Answer: Termites usually
swarm during the day in the -
spring, but occasionally they
also swarm in late summer or
fall or sporadically at any
time of the year. There are
several morphological dif-
ferences between ants (most
likely confused with termites)
and termites. (1) In winged
ants, the front pair of wings
are distinctively longer than
the hind pair; in termites,
both pairs of wings are the
samelength. (2) Ants havea
very narrow ‘‘waistline’’
between the abdomen and the
thorax; termites have a broad
‘“‘waistline’’ between the
abdomen and.the thorax. (3)
Ants have distinctively
‘‘elbowed’’ antennae
(feelers); termite antennae
are not elbowed, but rather
consist of many small
segments beginning at the
head. While there are many
other differences between
ants and termites, those
mentioned are easily seen by
the layman with the aid of a
small hand lense. Question:
Once a layman identifies
swarming termites, how can
he use this observation to
advantage?

Answer: Assuming they
are coming from his property,
he may like to call two or
three pest control operators,
preferably specializing in
termite control, to obtain
estimates of both the extent of

" the infestation and the cost of

control. ‘This checking with
various companies is always

a good practice and is done by
most people when they buy
clothes, cars, food, etc. The
worst thing he can do is to
panic! Panic leaves him
“wide open" to the first deal --
good or bad -- that he comes in
contact with.

Question: Isn’t it possible
for a nonprofessional to check
out a house for termites just
by making sure no wood
touches the ground and there
are no tubes in evidence?

Answer: This can be done,
providing the individual has a
great deal of experience in
termite inspections. He must
also realize that there are
often small cracks in the
foundation which allow ter-
mites to enter the wood
without constructing tubes
even though the wood is not in
contact with the soil. Also,
tubes may be constructed in
“hidden"” areas such as inside
hollow cinder blocks and
similar situations.

. Question: Is it necessary to
kill termites with. pesticides?
Won't they die if their access
to the soil is cut off?
Answer: Chemicals
provide the surest means of
control; but to do so they must
be applied correctly. Usually,
most of them will die if all of
their contacts with the soil are
broken. However, in some
cases, it has been reported

ermites Dangerous?

that the moisture, tem-
perature and other conditions
were such that subterranean
termites could live for various
lengths of time with no con-
tact with the soil. Knowing
when these conditions exist is
impossible for the pest control
operator and that is mainly
why he must rely on
chemicals.

Question: In what areas of
Michigan do you recommend
soil treatment before houses
are built? How much would
this cost if done for a tract of
200 houses? For a single
home site?

Answer: As pointed out in
an earlier answer, termites
are found *“wild in nature.”
Therefore it is always a good
practice to treat at the time of
construction. If done at this
time, it is the least expensive
and the treatments can be
applied properly and in such a
way as to reduce, if not
completely eliminate any
chance of environmental
contamination.

The cost of treating 200
houses should be determined
on a bid basis. Hence, this
cannot be answered without
the bidding companies seeing
the homes. The cost of
treating an individual house
will depend on the size of the
building, ' extent of the in-
festation, and whether
various complications arise.

past several years has
revealed a large number of
cases of California en-
cephalitis, probably tran-
smitted by mosquitoes.

Dog heartworm is another
mosquito-borne disease that
has increased markedly
during the past five years,
Newson says. Hunting dogs in
particular are vulnerable to
the parasite. Preventive and
curative drugs can curb the
disease, but are expensive,
impractical or risk the dog’s
bealth

Far-reaching’ 'mosquito
control programs ‘would be a

more practical solution,
Newson suggests.

“People in Michigan tend to
accept mosquitoes as a
necessary evil, when for as
little as a dollar a year per
citizen, mosquito abatement
programs could nearly
eliminate the problem.”

Michigan is one of the few
states without tax-supported
mosquito control programs..
Here, each county or
municipality deals with

mosquitoes in its own way. .

Funds for Lansing’s control,
for example, come from its
department of parks and
recreation. If budget cuts are
necessary, such minor
operations as mosquito
control often suffer.

Along the Campaign Trail

Sharpe. . .

State Representative
Thomas G. Sharpe (R-
Howell), incumbent seeking
re-election in the 51st District,
has taken positive steps to
ease the critical shortage of
doctors coming into the state
of Michigan.

In a bill recently introduced
by Sharpe, citizens of the
United States who get their
medical schooling outside the
United States would be
allowed to take their in-
ternship here in the state.

“At the present time, these
medical  students are
prohibited from practicing

their internship here. So they"

go to Canada to gain this
necessary experience,”’
Representative Sharpe said.

“We have talked about a
shortage of doctors here in
Michigan for some time and
have wrung our hands won-
dering how to correct this
situation. I think this is one
way to fill the void,” Sharpe
stated.

McDonald. . .

Congressman Jack Me-
Donald, GOP nominee for re-
election in the 19th District,
has introduced a bill that
would - provide for the
payment of pensions and
extend certain priorities for
WWI veterans with regard to
hospital and medical car.

Total payment authorized
under this legislation, he
explained, ranged from $135
per month for an unmarried
veteran to $150 per month for
a married veteran, subject to
the income limitations of
$3,000 and $4,200, respec-
tively.

Additional pension
payments would be available
for veterans requiring regular
aid or attendance.

Widows of WWI veterans, if
there is no child, will be en-
4itled to a pension of $100 per
month; widows with one
child, $125 per month; and if

Griffin. ..

Unjted States Senator
Robert P. Griffin addressed
more than 800 Greater Detroit
Chamber of Commerce
members and guests at the
Third Annual Meeting of the
Chamber Tuesday evening.

A native of Detroit, the
Senator is a graduate of
Central Michigan University
and of the University of
Michigan Law School. He was
elected to the House of
Representatives in 1956, and
was completing his tenth year
in Congress when he was
appointed to the Senate in 1966
by then Governor George
Romney.

Later that year he was
elected toa full six-year term.
Senator Griffin was elected
Assistant Minority Leader
(“Whip”) of the Senate on
September 24, 1969. On the
opening day of the 92nd
Congress, January 21, 1972, he
was re-elected to that post
unanimously.

He is a member of the
Commerce, the Finance, and
the Rules and Administration
Committees.

Broomfield. ..

Congressman William S.
Broomfield, QOakland County
Representative, Friday
became the first Michigan
Congressman to file
nominating petitions for the
August 8th primary.

Broomfield, who resides in
Birmingham, filed ap-
proximately 2500 signatures,
the maximum allowed under
Michigan law.

Senate  approval  of
legislation to halt forced
school busing in the Detroit
Metropolitan area was hailed
as another giant step toward
final approval by its author,
Congressman William S.
Broomfield.

Broomfield, Birmingham
Republican, is the chief
sponsor of legislation to halt
court ordered busing until all
appeals to the case have been
exhausted, hopefully to the
U.S. Supreme Court.

Final consideration of the
Broomfield amendment and
two other anti-busing
amendments attached to the
Higher Education Act is
expected in the House in the
next two weeks.

Turner. . .

Billy L. Turner, Democratic
candidate for the U.S. House
of Representatives from the
Second Congressional
District, recently commented
on the urgent need for tax
reform.

“Even as millions of
Americans filed their 1971 tax
returns, thousands of wealthy -
citizens were paying little or
no taxes,” said Turner. He
went on to point out several
outrageous inequities in our
present tax system.

“As an example”, said
Turner, *“in 1968, the middle
income worker, $8,000 to
$10,000 per year, paid federal,
state and local taxes at the
same rate as the worker

' Microwave Network Expanding
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WELLESLEY HILLS, MASS. In
the past, almost all data was
transmitted by ordinary telephone
or telegraph channels provided by
American Telephone, independent

Union. Some transmission was—and
still is—handléed by several cor-
porations with their own mir-
crowave or cable facilities for their
far-flung branches.

LANSING—Those who want to
see Michigan adopt a one-house
Legislature must wait at least two
years to get the job done.

The drive launched more than a
year ago by State Rep. Joseph
Swallow, R-Alpena, is far short of
the 300,000 signatures it needed to
get on this November’s ballot.

The indecision which was rampant
in the Legislature for most of last
year over the income tax increase
and other matters sparks hope in
some backers that the drive might
yet succeed.

That hope was fanned further
early in the effort when the
Michigan Jaycees said they’d help
circulate the petitions for the one-
house drive.

But the steam went out of the
movement about the time the first
snow hit the state last fall, and it
never got back on the track.

THERE ARE SEVERAL
reasons for the failure of the cam-
paign to get the one-house issue on
the ballot this fall.

The most important centers
around money—Swallow just
couldn’t generate enough of it.

Experts say it costs around
$50,000 to conduct a petition drive to
place successfully a constitutional
amendment on the ballot. That kind
of financing just couldn’t be found.

Nearly all potential sources for .

support have a stake in legislation,
and they couldn’t afford to get
current legislators mad at them.

Swallow had to rely on $1 and $5
contributions, and there just weren’t
enough of them to hire the staff
required to oversee such a drive and
make sure petitions get to those who
want them and are collected

properly.

A SECOND REASON is that the
Jaycess were not decisive or
unanimous in their efforts to help the
drive.

After the state organization
voted to help the drive, many local
chapters wanted to debate the
subject rather than begin im-
mediately to circulate petitions.
Some local chapters voted not to go
along with the state unit. Most of
them just never put much work on it.

ALSO HURTING the drive were
the efforts of many legislators who

started working on people in their
home districts to make sure they
didn’t help with the petition drive.
Many legislators believe that voters
would adopt the one-house proposal
with glee if it ever got on the ballot,
and they worked to make sure it
didn’t get there.

So now, it’s wait till next time as
far as the one-house backers are
concerned. and they can take some
hope and solace from the fact they
got further this time than they ever
did before.

GOV. WILLIAM G. Milliken,
who has accumulated a quiet spoken
“nice guy” image in his years in
public life, has been surprising
people lately with a much more
militant stance on public issues than
he has ever taken publicly.

The most notable incident came
recently when the Governor pointed
out Senate Highways Chairman
James Fleming of Jackson and
}ll)elivered a barrage of criticism at

im.

Milliken lambasted Fleming
because his committee had failed to
do anything with the Governor’s
transportation package, which
passed the House in February. He

felt Fleming was only trying to kill
the package and said it was time for
him to get moving.

Not only that, but the Governor
said his public criticism of Fleming

was only ‘“‘one of the levers available

to him as Governor, and that he
planned to pull however many levers
it took to get the bills out.”
AIDES SAY his more public
demonstrations of displeasure came
only after a series of more private

attempts failed to produce any

action.

“He has talked that toughly in
private to other legislators before,”
said one assistant. ‘‘For example, he
did it when the package passed the
House. It’s the first time he has had
one legislator stalling like this on
such a major issue and as a result
because the first time he publicly
spotlighted one person like that.”

MOST OF MILLIKEN’S
problems as Governor have been of
his own making—that is, they have
centered around programs such as
education reform and transportation
reform that he proposed. The
proposals, designed to meet
mushrooming problems, have called
for a great deal of change,
something that always meets
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AMERICAN TELEPHONE, with
its near-monopoly over voice
communications, has operated
microwave networks on a limited
scale for years.

Among them is Datron—a sub-
sidiary of University Computing
Corp., a publicly traded firm—which
may get approval next.

COMPUTER manufacturers will
derive an enormous impact from the
growing data communications
market. In 1970 there were 7,000
computers—some 13 percent of
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which were adaptable for com-
munications transmission. By 1975 it
is estimated that there will be 66,000
such adaptable computers, or a total
of 60 percent of all those installed.

Charter

Revisions

An amendment to the
Wixom city charter which
would require the mayor to
abandon his existing non-
voting position and take a
stand on every issue which
comes before the council
could well come before
Wixom voters before the year
is over.

Presently, Wixom's charter
specifies that the mayor does
not vote unless the city’s six-
man council reaches a tie
vote. When a deadlock oc-
curs, the mayor casts the
decisive ballot.

The amendment changing
the role of the Wixom mayor
is one of seven proposed by a
special charter revision
committee set up by Mayor
Gilbert Willis late last year.

Comprised of Fred

Moorhead, Cass Schulte,
Arthur Cronin, Lillian Bird,

and Neil Taylor, the com-
mittee recently released its
recommended charter
revisions, and those
recommendations were
discussed by the Wixom
council at their Tuesday night
session.
Other proposed charter
revisions include
~—changing the mayor's
term of office from two years
to four years with terms of
office commencing on the
second Monday in January
instead of the first Monday
following the election;
—granting the mayor 90
days in which to appoint all
administrative officers.
Presently he must make all
appointments within 30 days;
—stipulating that vacancies
occuring in the office of
council for more than 120 days
before the next regular city
election be filled by the
closest defeated candidate in
the previous election provided
that there was a five percent
difference or less between the
vote cast for the last elected

councilman and that can-

didate;

—limiting the amount of
time the council may extend
the time of acquiring
residency to a maximum of
six months, All full time
administrative officers of .the
city are required to become
Wixom residents within six
months. The amendment
would prohibit the council
from waiving the residency
requirement for longer than
six months;

—adding the authorization
of up to two weeks severance
pay to any appointed officer or
employee after that person

- has completed his service;
- and

—requiring the council to
adopt a set of rules and order
of business.

.The proposed charter
-revisions are still tentative,

“Assistant to the Mayor
William Travis pointed out,
and are subject to further
revision by the council before
they are brought before the:
voters for approval.

. City Attorney Gene Schnelz

indicated that the charter
~amendments would in all
_probability -appear on the
- November ballot, although he
told the council they might
also be ready to go before the
electorate on the August
primary.

Council’s discussion of the
proposed charter revisions
centered primarily on the
question of whether or not the
mayor should be forced to
take a stand on all issues.

The idea behind making the
mayor state his position, said
Fred Moorhead, one of the
charter revision com-
mitteemen, was to.get rid of
the ‘“‘ambiguous’’ mayor
concept. “Every election we
have a man run for mayor on
such and such a platform, but
once he's elected we never
hear his views again until the
following election.”

Support for the amendment
came from Councilmen
Elwood Grubb and Val
Vangieson.  “I think we
should have a mayor whose
feelings on pertinent issues
are available to the public,”
said Grubb.

“I have heard a great
many + Wixom citizens,”
added Neil Taylor, another
member of the charter
revision committee, ‘‘say
they want to know where the
mayor stands.”

Opposing the amendment
requiring the mayor to vote
were Councilman Howard Coe
and-Gunnar Mettala.

“Under our present system
of government,’”’ Mettala
remarked, ‘‘the mayor serves
not only as a political figure
but also as the administrative
head of government. Until

Berry was a member of the ‘

charter commission and is
currently mayor pro-tem.

In his effort to be elected
Oakland County Com-
missioner O’Brien will be
attempting to unseat in-
cumbent Lew Coy, Wixom
Republican. But first O'Brien
must defeat a field of four
candidates for the
Democratic nomination in the
August primary.

Also running for the right to
oppose Coy as the Democratic

K&B Begins Work;
Complaints Shrink

The possibility of
withholding building permits
from Kaufman and Broad is
still under discussion, but by
and large the furor which a few
weeks ago demapded the city
council shut \ down the
developer of Novi's Village
QOaks complex seems to be on
a definite downward trend.

Monday was the date set for
the council to take action
against Kaufman and Broad.

Residents “from  both
Heatherbrae (single family
homes) and Lakewoode
(multiple family sections)
had submitted their specific
complaints against the
developer in writing to City
Manager George Athas.

Sixy-five letters were
received, the City Manager
reported. The complaints
were then broken down into
specific categories.

Last Friday represen-
tatives of the city met with
Kaufman and Broad
representatives to discuss the
list of categorized complaints.

“We presented the com-
plaints Friday and they began
correcting them Saturday,,’
Athas said.

The only argument offered
by the Village Oaks residents
present at the council session
to Athas’ contention that
Kaufman and Broad was
indeed attempting to remedy
existing complaints con-
cerned the removal of piles of
building debris, such as
building forms and discarded
crates.

Taking the side of the
developer on the question of
theremoval of the debris piles
was Building Department
Head Earl Baily, the man who
has been the target of much
criticism from Village Oaks
residents.

“K&B has assigned a full-
time contractor to do nothing
but haul out the existing piles
of debris,” said Bailey. ““They
have been working on those
piles every day and are
making progress on trucking
it out.”

Village Oaks residents
reacted loudly to Bailey’s
statement, however.

“It’s an outright lie that
those piles are being moved,”
asserted James Mitchell.
“Those piles are getting
bigger every day and nobody
is making any attempt to haul
them out of there.”

Bailey’s offer to meet with
Village Oaks residents and

show them where the work

was being done went unac-
cepted.

With the exception of the
removal of the piles of debris
there was general agreement
that both Kaufman and Broad
and the City were making
progress toward the solution
of complaints.

Still the council gave
warning that they expect the
developer to continue to work

on the problems until they
been completed. ntil they

“Kaufman and Broad had

- better get all of these things

cleaned up before they ap-
proach us for approval of any
other building plans,” said
Mayor Joseph Crupi.
Councilman Raymond
Evans, who along with
Councilman Louie Campbell
has been one of the most
outspoken of K&B’s critics,
went even. further. “I don’t
think holding up site plan
approvals is going far enough.
What we’re going to have to

do is withhold building per- .

mits.”

Such action as suggested by
Evans is decidedly not out of
the question. City Attorney
Howard Bond advised caution
on withholding building
permits, however, saying that
the city would almost
definitely  face legal
retaliations if it decided to
take such action without

having carefully analyzed
complaints and documented
proof of building code
violations.

“Once the city has such
proof,” Bond continued, “I
think that it can then say to
K&B ‘0.K. get these cleaned
up by such and such a date
andif they aren’t done by that

time then building permits

will be withheld.”

Still it is doubtful that such
action will ever actually come
about, however, as long as
city officials generally feel
K&B is attempting to remedy
its problems.

One of the reasons for
council’s reluctance to take
such stepswas pointed out by
John Roethel, a member of

the Planning Commission and
a Village Oaks resident
present at Monday’s session.

“It's unfortunate that
Kaufman and Broad is one of
very few developers con-
structing single family
residences within Novi,” said
Roethel. ‘‘As a member of the
Planning Commission I am
concerned that we are

beginning to have an abun-
dance of multiple residences.
If this matter can be resolved
without holding back building
permits then it should be
done.”

“We should be careful not to
take any action which would
discourage builders of single
family homes from coming
into Novi.”

Sub Reverses Stand

Homeowners in Novi's Echo
Valley Estates subdivision
have members of the city
council scratching their heads
in confusion and, under the
circumstances, that
bewilderment seems
justified.

Several months ago the
council received a letter from
the Echo Valley Homeowner’s
Association requesting that
the possiblity of resurfacing
the subdivision’s roads be

- studied.

Action now, they argued,
could well save greater ex-
pense at a future date.

Prompted by that letter the
council  directed City
Engineers Johnson and An-
derson to undertake the study.

When the reports were
completed, the cost’ of
resurfacing the roads to each

individual homeowner was’

discovered to be so low that
city officials commenced on a
program to resurface all

subdivision roads throughout
the city.

Monday the council held a
public hearing necessary for
establishing a  special
assessment district
specifically for the resur-
facing of the roads in Echo
Valley.

The only thing gained by the
council through the hearing,
however, was the fact that the
Echo Valley have changed
their minds and no longer
want the resurfacing
program.

Mayor Joseph Crupi
commented that ‘“‘the council
is doing this basically at the
request of the homeowners.”
“Our studies showed that the
cost of a resurfacing program
at this time was highly
reasonable, by waiting a
couple of years the
homeowners might have to
bear the burden of a
significantly higher
assessment if they allow

roads to deteriorate,” he told

No action was taken. In-
stead the public hearing was
set for continuation Wed-
nesday, July 26 on order that a
more accurate reading of all
the subdivision homeowners
could be obtained.

—Authorized the ex-
penditure of $50 for the Novi
Youth Assistance program
but refused to allow the
organization to use the city’s
letterhead on its stationery.

“The city seal should not
appear on anything that is not
exclusively city business and
city controlled,” said City
Manager George Athasin
recommending the request to
use the seal be denied.
Oakland County and the Novi
Board of Education are also
involved in financing the
Youth Assistance program.
