An to the ~" ' ^ ^ j j j ^ ^ ^ 1 ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ r An amendment to the 
Wixom city charter Which 
Would require the mayor to 
abandon his existing non­
voting position and take a 
stand on every issue Which 
comes before the counci l 
could Well come before 
Wixom voters before the year 
is over. 

Presently, Wixom's charter 
specifies that the mayor does 
not Vote unless the city's six-
man council reaches a tie 
vote. When a deadlock oc­
curs, the mayor casts the 
decisive ballot. 

The amendment changing 
the role of the Wixom mayor 
is one of seVen proposed by a 
special char te r reVision 
committee set up by Mayor 
Gilbert Willis late last year. 

Comprised of F r e d 
• Moorhead, Cass Schulte, 

Arthur Cronin. Li l l ian Bi rd , 
and Neil Taylor, the com­
mittee recently released its 
r e c o m m e n d e d c h a r t e r 
reVisions, and those 
r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s Were 
discussed by the Wixom 
council at their Tuesday night 
session. 

Other proposed char te r 
reVisions include 

—changing the mayor 's 
term of office f rom two years 
to four years With terms of 
off ice commencing on the 
second Monday in January 
instead of the f i rst Monday 
folloWing the election; 

—granting the mayor 90 
days in Which to appoint a l l 
a d m i n i s t r a t i v e of f icers . 
Presently he must make al l 
appointments Within 30 days; 

—stipulating that Vacancies 
occuring in the office of 
council for more than 120 days 
before the next regular city 
election be f i l l e d by the 
closest defeated candidate in 
the preVious election proVided 
that there Was a five percent 
difference or less between the 
vote cast for the last elected 
councilman and that can­
didate; 

—l imit ing the amount of 
time the council may extend 
the t ime of acqu i r ing 
residency to a maximum of 
six months. A l l full time 
administrative officers of..the 
city are required to become 
Wixorn residents Within six 
months. The amendment 
Would prohibit the council 
f rom Waiving the residency 
requirement for longer than 
sue months; 

—adding the authorization 
of up to two Weeks severance 
pay to any appointed officer or 
employee after that person 
has completed his serVice; 

' and 
—requiring the council to 

adopt a set of rules and order 
of business. 

The proposed char te r 
revisions are sti l l tentative. 
Assistant to the Mayor 
Wil l iam Travis pointed out, 
and are subject to further 
reVision by the council before 
they are brought before the 
voters for approval. 

City Attorney Gene Schnelz 
indicated that the charter 
amendments Would in al l 
probability appear on the 
November ballot, although he 
told the council they might 
also be ready to go before the 
electorate on the August 
primary. 

Council's discussion of the 
proposed charter reVisions 
centered pr imar i ly on the 
question of whether or not the 
mayor should be forced to 
take a stand on all issues. 

The idea behind making the 
mayor state his position, said 
Fred Moorhead, one of the 
char ter reVision com­
mitteemen. Was to,get rid of 
the " a m b i g u o u s " mayor 
concept. "EVery election We 
haVe a man run for mayor on 
such and such a platform, but 
once he's elected We never 
hear his Views again until the 
folloWing election." 

Support for the amendment 
came f r o m Councl lmen 
ElWood Grubb and Val 
Vangieson. " I think We 
should haVe a mayor Whose 
feelings on pertinent issues 
are aVailable to the public," 
said Grubb. 

' ' I have heard a great 
many If Wixom c i t i zens , " 
added Neil TayJor, another 
member of the char ter 
revis ion commi t tee , "say 
they Want to know Where the 
mayor stands." 

Opposing the amendment 
requiring the mayor to Vote 
Were Councilman Howard Coe 
and Gunnar Mettala.

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K&B Begins Work; 
G)mplaints Shrink 

The poss ib i l i ty of 
withholding building permits 
from Kaufman and Broad is 
still under discussion, but by 
and large the furor which a few 
weeks ago demanded the city 
counci l shut down the 
developer of Novi's Village 
Oaks complex seems to be on 
a definite doWnWard trend. 

Monday Was the date set for 
Uie council to take action 
against Kaufman and Broad. 

Residents f r o m both 
Heatherbrae (single fami ly 
homes) and LakeWoode 
(mul t ip le f a m i l y sect ions) 
had submitted their specific 
complaints against the 
developer in Writing to City 
Manager George Athas. 

Sixy- f ive le t te rs Were 
received, the City Manager 
reported. The complaints 
were then broken down into 
specific categories. 

Last F r i d a y represen­
tatives of the city met wi th 
Kau fman and B r o a d 
representatives to discuss the 
list of categorized complaints. 

"We presented the com­
plaints Friday and Uiey began 
correcting them Saturday,,' 
Athas said. 

The only argument offered 
by Ule Village Oaks residents 
present at the council session 
to Athas ' content ion that 
K a u f m a n and Broad Was 
indeed attempting to remedy 
ex is t ing compla in ts con­
cerned the removal of piles of 
bu i ld ing debr is , such as 
building forms and discarded 
crates. 

Taking the side of the 
developer on the question of 
the removal of the debris piles 
Was Bu i ld ing Department 
Head Ear l Baily, the man who 
has been the target of much 
cri t ic ism from Village Oaks 
residents. 

"K&B has assigned a fu l l -
time contractor to do nothing 
but haul out Ule existing piles 
of debris," said Bailey. "They 
have been Working on those 
piles every day and are 
making progress on ttucking 
it o u t " 

having care fu l ly analyzed 
complaints and documented 
proof of bu i ld ing code 
violations. 

"Once the city has such 
proof," Bond continued, " I 
Uiink Ulat it can U1en say to 
K&B 'O.K. get these cleaned 
up by such and such a date 
and if Uiey aren't done by that 
time then building permits 

Will be Withheld." 
StiU i t is doubtful Uiat such 

action w i l l ever actually come 
about, however, as long as 
city officials generally feel 
K&B is attempting to remedy 
its problems. 

One of the reasons for 
council's reluctance to take 
such stepswas pointed out by 
John Roethel, a member of 

Ule Planning Commission and 
a Vi l lage Oaks resident 
present at Monday's session. 

" I t ' s unfor tunate that 
Kaufman and Broad is one of 
very few developers con­
s t r u c t i n g s ingle f a m i l y 
residences Within Novi ," said 
Roethel. "As a member of Ule 
Planning Commission I am 
concerned that We are 

beginning to have an abun­
dance of multiple residences. 
If this matter can be resolved 
WiUiout holding back building 
permits then it should be 
done." 

''We should be careful not to 
take any action Which Would 
discourage builders of single 
family homes f rom coming 
into Novi ."

Homeowners in Novi's Echo 
Val ley Estates subdivis ion 
have members of Uie city 
council scratching their heads 
in coilfusion and, under the 
c i r c u m s t a n c e s , t h a t 
b e w i l d e r m e n t s e e m s 
justified. 

Several months ago Uie 
council received a letter f rom 
Ule Echo Valley Homeowner's 
Association requesting Ulat 
Uie possiblity of resurfacmg 
the subdivision's roads be 
studied. 

Action noW, they argued, 
could Well save greater ex­
pense at a future date. 

Prompted by that letter the 
counci l d i rected Ci ty 
Engineers Johnson and An­
derson to undertake Uie study. 

When the reports were 
completed, the cost o f 
resurfacing the roads to each 
individual homeowner was 
discovered to be so low that 
city officials commenced on a 
p r o g r a m to resurface a l l 

subdivision roads throughout 
Uie city. 

Monday tiie council held a 
public hearing necessary for 
establ ishing a special 
a s s e s s m e n t d i s t r i c t 
specifically for the resur­
facing of the roads in Echo 
VaUey. 

The only thing gained by Uie 
council through ttie hearing, 
however. Was the fact that the 
Echo Valley have changed 
their minds and no longer 
want the r e s u r f a c i n g 
program. 

Mayor Joseph Crupi 
commented that "the council 
is doing Uiis basically at Uie 
request of Uie homeowners." 
"Our studies showed that the 
cost of a resurfacing program 
at this t i m e was h i g h l y 
reasonable, by w a i t i n g a 
couple of years the 
homeowners might have to 
bear the burden of a 
s i g n i f i c a n t l y h i g h e r 
assessment i f they a l low 

roads to deteriorate," he told 
Echo Valley representatives, 
repeating their own previous 
arguments. 

No action was taken. In­
stead the public hearing was 
set for continuation Wed­
nesday, July 26 on order Uiat a 
more accurate reading of al l 
Uie subdivision homeowners 
could be obtained. 

" I think what the people in 
Echo Valley had in mind When 
Uiey sent tha t l e t t e r , " 
sugges ted C o u n c i l m a n 
Raymond Evans, himself a 
Echo Valley resident, "is U1at 
Uie City would pay for al l the 
resurfacing. When they 
realized that they were going 
to have to pay for part of Uie 
repairs they changed Uieir 
minds." 

I n other business the 
council 

—approved an application 
for a f ire works permit for 
Raymond Shapiro. State law 
requires that a permit be 

obtained f r o m the loi ial 
m u n i c i p a l i t y government 
before fire works displays can 
be presented. 

Shapiro must also post a 
$3,000 financial responsiblity 
bond With Uie city prior to 
obtaining the permit. The 
bond is refundable. 

—Author ized the ex­
penditure of $50 for the Novi 
Youth Assistance program 
but refused to allow Uie 
organization to use the city's 
letterhead on its stationery. 

"The city seal should not 
appear on anyUiing that is not 
exclusively city business and 
city controlled," said City 
Manager George Athas in 
recommending the request to 
use the seal be denied. 
Oakland County and the Novi 
Board of Education are also 
involved in f inanc ing the 
YouUi Assistance program.

Local brides not only are 
taking a greater interest in 
detai ls of the i r Wedding 
ceremony but also are turning-
their attention to the recep­
tion Which folloWs, according 
to Northville-Novi churches, 
clubs and caterers contacted. 

Whi le the most usual 
number d guests at an area 
reception is about 150, there 
are indications that recep­
tions are becoming larger. 
They certainly are getting 
more elaborate than the 
typical cake-and-punch type 
of years ago. , 

They're becoming more 
expensive, too, local caterers 
report, as many are including 
live music as well as liquor. 

Stil l the most reasonably-
priced reception is the one 
which follows the ceremony 
right in the church parlors or 
fellowship hall. A t the other 
end of the scale is the private 
club reception which runs 
easily into four figures. 

While NorthVUle St. Paul's 
Lutheran Church reports no 
decline in the number of 
receptions being held in the 
par ish ha l l folloWing a 
Wedding, the same situation 
does not exist at NorthVille 
F i rs t Presbyterian Church. 
I ts secretary , Mrs . P.H. 
Nauman, says there are 
" h a r d l y a n y " church 
receptions today. Inability to 
serve liquor or toast the bride 
With champagne, she adds, is 
the reason. 

The Reverend Arnold Cook 
of Novi F i rst Baptist Church 
agrees that receptions are not 
being held in churches today 
and it is "due to the fact that 
we do notpermit any alcflholic 
beverages or smoking in 
feUowship hal l ." -

He adds that "some of our 
girls who haVe been brought 
up in the church do choose to 
have church receptions."

If they do in his church, they 
make their own ca te r ing 
arrangements and may ask 
the ladies mission circle to 
serve. They also make clean­
up arrangements wih the 
custodian or are personally 
responsible for cleaning. 

The Reverend Cook men­
tions that his records of 
Weddings and funerals are 
"running neck and neck" in 
contrast to other times when 
churches had many more 
Wed(lings. 

A recent survey conducted 
by a member of the 
Presbyterian church, Mrs. 

• Nauman revealed, shoWed 
that no area church permits 
any liquor, f rom champagne 
to beer, at its church recep­
tions. 

The survey Was taken, she -
explained, as the church had 
received a request to have a 
champape punch served at a 
reception. With the feeling 
that "What a member does in 
his home can be done in 
church," the request Was 
considered. 

I t t r iggered pet i t ions 
against this l ibera l i za t ion , 
hoWever, and church trustees 
are s t i c k i n g to the old 
regulations. 

Most Presbyterian church 
receptions are the punch-and-
cake type, but, Mrs. Nauman 
notes, the last two held at the 
church were buffets w i t h 
salads and cold cuts. Many 
families, she points out, in­
vited close friends and the 
bridal party back to their 
homes afterward to toast the 
bride. 

Costs are most reasonable 
for a fellowship hall reception 
with the charge being $40 for 
the f irst 100 guests and $20 for 
each 100 or portion thereof 
after. 

" I t is very lovely," Mrs. 
Nauman explains, as the 
women's association sets up 
tables wi th silver candlesticks 
and tea services. Th bride's 
f a m i l y is responsible for 
providing whatever is served, 
including mints, nuts and 
sandwiches, but the church 
Women serve i t . 

L i t t l e sandwiches cost 

about $6 a 100 f rom local 
caterers, she sa id Cakes also 
are ordered f r o m loca l 
bakeries, or may be made by 
a friend. 

A t St. Paul 's L u t h e r a n 
Church the parish hall is 
available for members at a 
cost of $30. Usually friends of 
the bride assist w i th the 
punch, coffee and tea but the 
bride can arrange to have the 
women's guild take care of 
anangements. 

Such a reception is perhaps 
"a l i t t le bit dignif ied," con­
cedes Mrs. Audrey Campbell, 
church secretary, for some of 
today's brides, but she also 
points out that other types 
often spoil wedding memories 
for young girls. - Popular 
receptions in the Northville-
Novi area are those held in 
American Legion or V.F.W. 
halls where both dancing and 
liquor are possible. 

Northville American Legion 
hall at 100 West Dunlap Street 
is available for public rental 
at $125 for an evening. 
Daytime hours are less. 
Active members, of course, 
are charged less on a sliding 
scale. 

Arrangements have been 
made by the legion post for 

those usitlg the hall to have a 
"package deal" with Country 
Caterer. Officers report that 
the hall is rather well booked 
for receptions dur ing the 
summer with about one a 
week. 

Country Caterer says it wi l l 
handle a reception completely 
with a choice of meats and 
salads. Charge is $2.65 a 
person attending for a hot 
buffet. Paper plates are 
supplied in this arrangement. 

The family takes care of 
liquor arrangements for the 
reception, and supplies the 
cake, a l though Country 
Caterer recommends the area 
bakeries. Average size of this 
type reception is between 100 
and 150 guests. 

With the advent of 
townhouses in the 
metropolitan areas a new 
type d reception is possible 
for residents. King's M i l l 
clubhouse reports i t abready 
has had several receptions. 

Its clubhouse is available 
only to King's M i l l residents, 
but no rental fee is charged. 
There is a damage deposit, 
but, said a spokeman, i t 
hasn't been needed. 

Usually this reception is a 
catered buffet wi th al l details 

being handled by the fanl i ly . 
Most elaborate loca l 

receptions are those held at 
Meadowbrook Country Club, 
Which reports that i t has 
many at this season, often on 
both Friday and Saturday 
nights. 

The usual number attending 
is 200 but the count can run as 
high as 450. For the most* 
part, the club crffice says, they 
are d inner receptions 
although luncheons and af­
ternoon receptions With hot 
and cold hors doeuvres are 
given. 

A dinner reception at the^ 
club runs about $5.50 a guest" 
With liquor in addit ion, ' the 
office explained. The tjT)ical 
bar bil l usually runs over $500, 
i t added. Then there's music 
and f ioWers. These 
anangements also Will be 
taken care of by the club i f the'^ 
member wishes. 

As is the situation wi th a l l 
private clubs, facilities are 
available only to members, or 
to someone sponsored by a 
member. 

I n spite of the costs, 
however, most giris who are 
being wed in area churches 
are planning bigger, more 
elaborate receptions.

After eight months of study, 
a citizens committee recon-
Vened by the Wayne County 
Board of Commissioners has 
recommended m a j o r ad-
ministrative changes at the 
County ChDd DeVelopment 
Center in NorthVille ToWn­
ship. 

The recommendations are 
contained in a 50-page report 
submitted to the Board of 
Commissioners by the Child 
Development Center Citizens 
Review Committee June 15. 

The 12-member Committee, 
chaired by Dr. J . Russell 
Bright, was f i rst established 
in 1967 by the former County 
Board of SuperVisors. 

I t concluded its init ial study 
in 1968 and was reconvened by 
the commissioners in Oc­
tober, 1971. B r i g h t is 
current ly a professor of 
chemistry at Wayne State 
University, and i ts former 
director of the Office for 

• flfeseareh AdmiiJistr^tidh. '^r'-
Proposals in the report are 

presieilted in four categories. 
They cover: 

Auspices and A d -
m i n i s t r a t i o n , c o v e r i n g 
j u r i s d i c t i o n a l a n d 
organizational aspects of the 
Center. 

T r e a t m e n t a n d 
Educational Services, dealing 
With services provided by 
these kinds of programs a t the 
Center. 

Child Abuse, recom­
mending procedures for 
handling child abuse com-.-
plaints. 

Community-Centered 
Satellite Programs, gover­
ning aspects of outside 
programs placed under 
auspices of the Center. 

The repor t recommends 
that the Child Development 
Center be continued as a 
facility for problem school-
age children Who cannot be 
educated or trained in normal 
school setting, but suggests 
that means for the State to 
take over the operat ion , 
continue to be explored. 

On an inter im basis the 
report recommends that the 
Wayne County Intermediate 
School D i s t r i c t assume 
reponsibility for the Center. 

If an agreement cannot be 
reached with the State, the 
School D i s t r i c t should be 
given permanent control of 
the Center, the repor t 
suggests. 

In the past, the county 
board has urged the State to 
take over the Center, an 

operation costing $4 mil l ion 
annually, because i t is a 
service Which the County is 
not requ i red by law to 
provide. 

Among the chief ^ ad­
m i n i s t r a t i v e c h a n g e s 
proposed in the report is 
strengthening of the Center's 
a d m i i n i s t r a t i v e b o a r d , 
appointment of a new ad­
ministrative superintendent, 
and the establishment of an 
" o m b u d s m a n " off ice to 
handle ch i ld abuse com­
plaints, and other problems. 

The report states: 
"The Wayne County Child 

Devdopment Center should 
either be run by a sub­
commit tee of the County 
Commissioners, or by its own 
board, mth contact With the 
County Commissioners for 
appointments to the board 
and annual budget approva l" 

.The Cqlpnlittee suggested 
t ^ j t -the.. Board of Com-
liiissionefs condder appointing 

a 12-member Board of 
D i rec tors " f r o m among 
selected and concerned, and-
or professional ly qua l i f i ed 
citizens and county officials, 
to be chaired by a member of 
the Board of Com­
missioners." 

According to the report, the 
proposed a d m i n i s t r a t i v e 
superintendent Would bear 
"overall responsibility for the 
total program of the Center." 

"The Committee recom­
mends that the position of the 
Superintendent should not be 
under t h p . C i v i l SerVice 
System, but under a special 
category Which permits the 
employment or removal of the 
Director Without sanction of 
the Civil Service System," 
says the report. 

I t is also suggested in the 
report that the superintendent 
need n o t be a med ica l 
doctor nor a psychiatrist 
Emphasis is placed on 
q u a H f i e d a m i n i s t r a t i v e 
ability. 

Other recommendations 
included in the report ask for 
establ ishment of adequate 
vocational training programs 
for the children and more 
leadership training for the 
staff. 

I t also recommends a 
changed ratio of child care-
Worker to child, and the 

init iat ion of a 12-month school 
p rogram " t h a t offers an 
appropriate educational 
program to eyery child ad-
mitted to the Wayne County 
Child Development Center."

Once completed, the traff ic 
signal recently instaUed at the 
intersection wi l l operate as 
g r e e n - a m b e r - r e d t r a f f i c 
lights. For the past several 
weeks i t has been blinking a-
yellow caution light to permit 
motorists " to get used to i t " 
and to await installation of 
still another signal just east of 
the C&O tracks on SeVen Mile 
Road Harrison said. 

When a train approaches 
the SeVen Mile crossing the 
intersect ion signal w i l l 
become a red flashing l ight 
for stop and go traffic north 
and south on Northville Road. 
When the tra in has passed this 
signal w i l l revert to the 
standard greenamber-red 
lights. 

.An approaching train also 
wi l l activate the signal to be 
installed on an arm extending 
out over Seven Mile Road just 
eas of the tracks. I t wiU turn 
red w i t h an approaching 
train, stopping traffic before 
i t gets to the tracks and before 

. i t can continue on the few feet 
before reach ing the in ­
tersection. 

The present r a i l r o a d 
crossing flashers wi l l remain. 

Other than when trains are 
approaching or crossing, the 
Seven MUe Road signal w i l l 
be green-amber-red lights, 
changing a second or two 
sooner than the intersection 
lights. By changing sooner, 
explained Harrison, traff ic 
w i l l stop before -reaching the 
tracks, thus reducing the 
l ikelihood of cars being 
stopped right on the tracks. 

board of education borrows 
against an t ic ipa ted tax 
collections to operate during 
the first half of tile year and 
then repays the loan after 
collections are made. 

Trustee Charles Schaeffer 
pointed out tilat the school

Township Attorney Morgan 
reported that w o r k is 
progressing on tiie acts of 
incorporation for creation of a 
building autiiority to con-
stinict a $500,000 township 
hall-fire-and-police depart­
ment complex. He said in ­
corporation papers would be 
prepared by July for review 
by tile board and ready for 
f i l ing in August.

The township attorney took 
notice of the challenges being 
made in court of the stadium 
auUiority in Deh"oit, which is 
tile same act under which tile . 
township proposes to con- -
struct and pay for its building. " 

Treasurer Joseph Straub \ 
reported to the board on 
proposed housing for senior 
citizens and suggested that 
tiie township join tiie city in 
this effort. He said tiie city's 
housing authority had Voted in 
favor of the unified effort and 
that much of the preliminary 
work had been completed. 

' The treasurer noted that th;^ 
size of tiie faci l i ty could bie 
increased and tiiat i t could "be 
convenient ly located near 
shopping. 

Trustee Richard Mitchell 
pointed out tilat i f township 
senior citizens moved into a 
c i ty - located f a c i l i t y they 
couldn ' t pa r t i c ipa te in 
township government.

Which Will 
extend f rom near Nine Mile 
Road, West of Taft in Novi to 
the Rouge River at Hutton 
Street in Northville, is pegged 
at $672,000. 

The proposed cost split. 
Which Northville finds un­
sat is factory , provides that 
N o r t h v i l l e pay 68-percent 
($456,960), Nov i 25-percent 
$168,000), Wayne County 2-
percent ($13,440), and 
Oakland County 5-percent 
($33,600). 

Among specif ic charges 
ttlat Northville dislikes is tile 
$100,000 or almost ful l cost of 
the enclosed drain to be in-
'stalled around the Northville 
Green Apartments at Eight 

Mile and Taft Roads. Local 
officials contend that part of 
this cost should be borne by 
Novi. 

I f the Randolph D r a i n 
project were based stricUy on 
acreage, the sp l i t according 
to C i ty Manager F rank 
Ollendorff Would approximate 
66-percent for Northville, 33 
percent for Novi, and less 
tilan 1 percent for the coun­
ties.

The "on again, off again 
' contract between the City of 
W i x o m and General A m ­
bulance is present ly "on 
again," but this t ime it ap­
pears as though the contract 
wi l l go through. 

At Tuesday's session, the 
W i x o m counci l author ized 
City Attorney Gene Schnelz to 
draw up the f inal draft of a 
cont ract f o r ambulance 
serVice wh ich w i l l 
presumably be ratif ied at the 
next council meeting. 

SpecificaUy the terms of the 
agreement are as follows: 
General Ambulance w i l l 
station a car in Wixom in the 
1-96 Wbcom Road area in 
exchange f o r the c i ty 's 
agreement to call General 
f i r s t - w h e n e V e r police or 
firemen need an ambulance. 

I n addition spokesman for 
General agreed to provide a 
second ambulance at special 
events, such as the upcoming 
circus. 

The proposed contract 
between the City and General 
Ambulance has been before 
the council for the past two 
months ever since i t was f irst 
suggested by Police Chief 
George VonBehrea 

Reason for recommending 
the change to General from 
Fleet Ambulance, Von Behren 
said, is that General would 
guarantee a s ign i f i cant ly 
faster month ly "response 
t ime" per call. 

The contract o r i g i n a l l y 
proposed by General , 
however, was found unac­

ceptable by the counci l , 
mainly due to a clause that 
obligated the city to a charge 
of $25.50 per ca l l when 
General Was unable to collect 
from the party for Whom 
police or firemen summoned 
their ambulance. 

A t Tuesday's session 
spokesmen fo r General 
agreed to drop the clause 
from the contract and to add 
the clause- that Would post an 
ambulance at a l l special 
events. 

Still Councilmen Howard 
Coe and Gunnar Met ta la 
balked at entering into an 
exclusiVe contract With 
General Ambulance. ' ' I Would 
prefer not to stifle com­
pet i t ion betWeen the tWo 
ambulance companies," said 
Mettala. " I Would prefer to 
leave i t up to the discretion of 
the police and fire depart­
ments as to vr t^ they cal l ." 

James Hopkins, General's 
representat ive at the 
meeting, explained that the 
di f ference betWeen having 
and not having the contract 
Was that With a contract an 
ambulance Would be stationed 
Within the city limits. 

Without a contract, the 
nearest ambulance Would be 
in Farmington. 

Armed With the new in­
fo rmat ion the council 
unanimously al lowed Met-
tala's motion to not enter a 
contract die and then 
unanimously directed Schnelz 
to draw up the final contract 
with General.

I t wasn't SO much the crack of the bat as i t was the way 
the ball took off over the infield. 

Like one <rf Reggie Jackson's home runs you knew i t Was 
gone almost as soon as he hit i t 

Sti l l , there Was thatspark of hope that this time you Were 
Wrong, that you had miscalculated the velocity of the drive. 

Everything seemed to stand sti l l as a l l eyes focused on 
the form of Randy Oginski, Northville's left fielder, racing 
back toward the fence. The ball finally came down, hitt ing in 
the weeds on the other side of the fence some 330 feet away. 

The ball game was over. Northville's chances to win the 
state Class B baseball championship dead. 

The Bullock C r e ^ players streamed f r o m the dugout to 
congratulate J i m Keenan, who was now rounding thinfEase. 
Out on the mound, Jeff Moon, the senior pitching ace who had 

played such an important role in Northville's drive to the 
semi-finals, put his hands to his head and then slumped 
forward. Oginski started walking in f rom left field. 

Northville's 1972 baseball season was over, the vict im of 
a seventh inning home run by Keenan that broke a 2-2 
deadlock and gave BuUock Creek a 3-2 victory and the right 
to advance to the state finals. 

" I think the thing that was so upsetting about the game, ' 
said Northvil le coach Chuck Shonta ss the players slowly 
undressed in the Mustang locker roonrt','is that we should have 
won i t We fel t we outplayed them, Jeff pitched well enough 
to win, and with Scott (Evans, the big NorthVille right-
handed ace) ready to go in the second game. We felt We could 
have gone a l l the Way." 

As has happened so many times during the 1972 season. 

however, the Mustangs Were plagued by their inability to 
come up With the key hit. When the score sheet was analyzed 
at the end of the contest it revealed that Northville stranded a 
total of 10 men on base during the seven inning game. 

Even more revealing is the fact that seven of those 10 
stranded runners were in scoring position, either on second 
or third. When Bullock Creek managed to get the third out 

The Lancers, by comparison, stranded just four run­
ners—only tWo of them in scoring position. NorthVille put 14 
men on base—an average of tWo per inning. 

The gamf started out as if the Mustangs Were going to 
have an easy Victory. 

Brent Eastman drew the starting nod for the Lancers 
and the right-handed sidearmer quickly developed a bad 
case of j i t ters. Jesse Stevenson popped out to start the f irst .

"Lutheran West probably 
had the.best team in the state 
this year, but they ran into a 
hot pitcher, lost 1-0, and didn't 
even make i t through the 
regionals. You've got to have 
al l the breaks going for you. 
In the tournaments i t just isn't 
enough to be good." 

Shonta. took a relatively 
young team w i t h h im to the 
state tournament Of the nine 
s tar te rs against Bu l lock 
Creek, four were sophomores, 
two were juniors, and three 
were seniors. 

Even more impressive is 
the fact that there are only 
four seniors on the entire 
N o r t h v i l l e t e a m — 
centerfielder Dale Gr i f f i th , 
team captain and shortstop 
RickLaRue, and pitchers Jeff 
Moon and Scott Evans. Evans 
has a four year baseball 
scholarship to M i c h i g a n 
State, while LaRue has a 
s i m i l a r scholarship to 
Eastern Atichigan University. 

But in spite of the smal l 
number of seniors, the 
Mustangs wi l l«not have an 
easy ^ m e of repeating their 
1972 performance next spring 
and the reason for that dif­
ficulty w i l l be the loss of Moon 
and Evans. 

The two senior hurlers, both 
6'3" and 195 pounds, have 
given the Mustangs a 
power fu l one-two p i t c h i n g 
staff and wi l l be dif f icult to 
replace. 

"We've been lucky to have 
two pitchers l ike Jeff and 
Scott," Shonta said. "They 
both woric hard and have a lot 
of dedication for the game and 
for their pitching. You just 
couldn't ask for much more 
than those two."

Which Would 
include tiie house owned by 
Hudson, might make it more 
attractive to potential buyers. 

A petition, signed by most of 
tiie homeowners within a 
block of the proposed apart­
ment development, was 
submitted to tiie commission.

Dean of the summer theater 
circuit is the B a m Theater 
near Augusta , betWeen 
Kalamazoo and Battle Creek, 
now open for its 27th season 
w i t h 12 plays scheduled 
through early September. 

Located west of Augusta on 
M-96, the theater is concrete-
and-Wood proof of Jack and 
Betty Ragotzy's success 
story. In 1949, after three 
years of operat ing in 
Kalamazoo, they obtained 
and moved to their present 

site, a never-completed dairy 
bam. 

Today's B a m Theater, an 
impressive red structure, is 
surrounded by a complex of 
other production buildings, 
acres of green grass and 
White fences. 

One of the most colorful 
summer theater productions 
is in doWntoWn CoTdwater 
near the junction of US-12 and 
1-69. Seven BroadWay plays 
are offered through August in 
the Historic, 600-seat Tibbits 
Opera House. 

Built by ColdWater Mayor 
Bart S. Tibbits in 1882, the 
Opera House for nearly 30 
years presented some of the 
big names of the theater. 
Converted to a movie house in 
the 1920s, the theater later 
Was slated for demolition but 
Was purchased by local 
citizens to restore as a 
community enterprise. 

The Tibbits Opera Foun­

dat ion, a non-prof i t 
organization. Was organized 
in 1963 and nearly $170,000 has 
been invested so far in the 
c o n t i n u i n g r e s t o r a t i o n 
program. 

Since 1955, Ruth Bailey 
SWigart, a C inc innat i 
houseWife, has been the 
energetic organizer and 
manager of the successful. 
Cherry County Playhouse i n ' 
Traverse City, one of the 
state's best-knoWn summer 
theaters. 

NoW in its 18th season, the 
Cherry County theater traces 
its beginnings to tent per­
formances Which nonetheless 
attracted some of the big 
names in show business—Joe 
E. B r o w n , Andy Devine, 

Reginald Gardiner, Edward 
Everett Horton, Pat O'Brien 
and Cesear Romero among 
them. 

The 1972 season, which runs 
f r o m J u l y through ear ly 
September, w i l l include 
Frank Sutton, Buddy Ebsen 
and Pat Paulsen among its 
performers. 

The Traverse City 
playhouse is part of the mult i -
million dollar Park Place 
Motor Inn, at East State and 
Park Streets, two blocks south 
of US-3L 

Another feature of the 
Cherry County Playhouse is 
the chiltiren's plays on Friday 
mornings presented by the 
Cherry County Jun ior

RIDING ON THE ROADS 

In many suburban areas 
good riding trails are not 
available for pleasure horse 
owners. Some times this 
means the roadside is the only 
place to ride. Although I do 
not want to discourage anyone 
from riding if the roaflside is 
all that is available, there is 
some danger involved. So 
before you mount up, there 
are a few precautions you 
should take. 

One major danger is the 
smooth, slippery surface of 
paved roads. I have heard of 
many accidents where a horse 
slipped and fell or threw its 
rider. When riding in this area 
keep to the slower gaits and if 
possible have the horse shod 
with "borium" on his shoes, 
(this is a non-slip substance). 

When riding on gravel roads 
be sure and carry a hoof pick 
or pocketknife to clean out the 
feet. It is better to check 
hooves occasionally then to 
have the horse go lame. 

Next problem DOGS—bring 
your horse to a walk when 
passing a dog. This slower 
gait does not excite the dogs 
as much The horse Will soon 
become accustomed to dogs 
and walking when ap­
proaching them. 

Always plan rides so that 
you will be off the road when it 
starts getting dark. If you 
have to be out after dark, 
carry a flashlight. Be careful 
not to blind the driver, just let 
him know you are there. 

Litter can be dangerous to 
the horseback rider. A horse 
can kick a tin and can and 
spook, step on a broken glass 
or a nail or spook by a blowing 
piece of paper. 

Never let your horse eat any 
of the grass or Weeds growing 
along the road. They coUld 
have been sprayed With weed 
killer. Also roadside ditches 
are not safe for drinking. The 
water may run off a field or 
orchard which llad just been 
sprayed or the Water" may 
have been used to wash out 
the machinery which had 
been used in spraying.

"Diversity is, perhaps, one 
of the most important aspects 
of bottle collecting," he ex­
plains. 

"The noVice wi l l usually 
collect everyth ing and 
anyth ing . He soon f inds, 
however, that it is better to 
specialize." 

And that's what Bemie did. 
His speciality became patent 
medicine bottles. He could 
have chosen bitters, whiskies, 
sodas, inks or poisons or a 
host of others. 

Patent medicine bottles are 
readily available and hence 
not too expensive, accounting 
for his early interest in these 
kinds of bottles. The fact that 
he hopes one day to become a 
doctor also influenced his 
choice. 

Patent medicine bottles are 
particularly interesting for 
Bernie because of the 
sometimes tragic, sometimes 
humorous but always in ­
terest ing stories about 
Various brands. 

"With conniVing quackery, 
the sale of patent medicines," 
he says, "represented one of 
the most f raudulent en­
terprises perpetrated on the 
American public." 

"Wamer's Safe Cure," for 
e x a m p l e , p u r p o r t e d l y 
eliminated jaundice, graVel, 
stone, catarrh of bladder, 
pain in back, headache, 
d r o p s y , i m p o t e n c y , 
dyspepsia, tumors, irregular 
periods, cancer. . .and al l 
related diseases. 

Fortunately, many of the 
patent medicines Were har­
mless, containing up to 99-
percent water With a l itt le red 
wine for color or flavor, he 
says. Sometimes, however, 
they contained morphine , 
cocaine, opium, mercury, or 
strychinine. 

Digging for bottles is not the 
only Way to f ind them. 

Some collectors scuba dive 
for them; others find them in 
attics and basements of old 
houses.-, . . , 

"Forqp.^tq tipple secretly 
f r o m "their d isapproving 
Wives, many husbands hid 
their ' ' tonic" in the attic, 
under loose floorboards, or in 
the dark corners of the 
basement," he explains. 
"Deserted privies offer many 
excellent bottles and often 
reveal an interesting story.-
" Bottle collecting, he says, 
" is one of the few hobbies 
Where a valuable collection 
can be amassed with l i t t le or 
no invested capital ." 

Bottles sell for from 50-
cents to severa l hundred 
dollars, depending upon their 
age, numbers, and condition.

" D r a m a t i c proof that 
recreat ion and vacat ion 
travel in Michigan is on the 
upswing—also an indication 
that the economy is im­
proving—Was given over the 
Memor ia l Day Weekend," 
Rehm said. 

He pointed out that 
recreat ion centers near 

Det ro i t had their largest 
Memorial Day crowds ever. 
Rehm added that day-use 
facilities at Dodge State Park 
Number 4, near Pontiac. filled 
to capacity both Sunday and 
.Monday. Several Huron-
Clinton' Metropolitan Parks 
near Detroit were jammed 
Monday to the overflow point. 

A new day-use recreation 
area two miles northeast of 
Flint, which opened May 21, 

had turn-away crowds over 
the holiday too. On Sunday, 
the 35,000 capaci ty park 
turned away 5.000 persons and 
turned away an additional 
10,000 the next day. 

Mackinaw Bridge crossings 
increased nine percent oVer 
the holiday, Rehm added. 
Several state parks in the 
northern Lower Peninsula 
which never before f i l led oVer 
Memorial Day turned away 

campers this year. Only 10 of 
61 Lower Peninsula state 
parks had vacant campsites 
over the holiday weekend. 

Rehm said that during the 
first third of this year, Auto 
Club members have 
requested 115,000 domestic 
routings, up 20,000 requests 
for the same period last year. 

Requests for general in­
formation on Michigan's 
travel have risen 64 percent 

for the Upper Peninsula and 
23 percent for the Lower 
Peninsula. 

Rehm added that the most-
asked-about state besides 
Michigan Was Florida, With a 
32 percent increase in 
inquiries, due mainly to the 
new Disney Worid. 

Members inquiring about 
California rose 24 percent. 
Eastern Canada inqui r ies

Requests for in­
formation on Mexico rose 41 
percent.

Novi's road improvement 
program suffered a major 
setback Monday as the Novi 
c i ty counci l abandoned 
existing plans to pave Taft 
Road between 10 Mi le and 
Grand River. 

The action to discontinue 
the pro jec t came a f te r 
Councihnen Donald Young, 
Edwin PresneU, and Louie 
Campbel l voted against 
adoption of the f i f th in a 
series of seven resolutions 
necessary for establishing a 
special assiessment distr ict 
necessary to pay for the 
paving. . 

By fai l ing to adopt the 
resolution the council in effect 
cut the purse strings of the 
project and blocked con­
tinuation of paving plans. 

I n spi te of the ac t ion 
regarding the Taft Road, the 
council by a split vote of 5-2 
decided to continue wi th plans 
to pave Meadowbrook bet-
Ween Nine and Ten Mile 
Roads by adopting the f i f th 
resolut ion set t ing up the 
special assessment distr ict to 
pay for the paving project 
Young and Presnell Were the 
tWo vot ing against the 
Meadowbrook Road paving. 

Monday's action came in 
the latest cif'a series df four 
piublic hear ings s t re tch ing 
back to January. E a c b ' b f -
three sections of road Was 
considered i n a separate 
public hear ing . F i r s t the 
council took action on the 
special assessment district 
for Taft Road between 10 and 
11 Mi le Roads; secondly, i t 
considered the assessment 
district for Taft f rom l l Mi le 
to Grand River; and, thirdly, 
Meadowbrook Road between 
Nine and 10 Mile Roads was 
considered. 

The action to be taken in 
each of the three hearings Was 
to either adopt or reject the 
f i f th resolution. Specifically, 
this resolution aff irms the 
council's position that the 
improvement is necessary 
and the assessment distr ict is 
fair ly levied as benefits the 
citizens and directs the city 
assessor to prepare the 
special assessment ro l l . 

Defeat of the fifth resolution 
regarding the two sections of 
Taft Road brings and end to 
possibilities of establishing a 
special assessment distinct 
In regard to Meadowbrook 
Road, however, the council 
must s t i l l pass two more 
resolutions lbiefore paving can 
begin. 

"The f i rst is to accept the 
assessor's ro l l and the second 
directs the assessor to spread 
the ro l l and the treasurer t o 
collect the assessments. 

Rejection of the paving of 
Taft Road came as a major 
d isappointment to severa l 
city officials who f e d i t is 
imperative that Novi improve 
its roads i f i t is to achieve 
proper and orderly growth. 

Defeat of the Taft Road 
paving was due to a legal 
technicality invdced by a high 
percentage of the property 
owners who were to be 
assessed f o r the i m ­
provement 

Accord ing to the c i ty 
charter, i f more than 50 
percent of the number of 
homeowners to be assessed 
object i n w r i t i n g to the 
assessment, the improvement 
cannot be made unless the 
council overrides their ob­
jection by a five-sevenths 
vote. 

Claiming that the proposed 
$14 per front foot assessment 
was u n d u l y h i g h and 
inequitable, petitions signed 
by roughly 95 percent of the 
property owners on each of 
the two sections of Taft were 
submitted. 

Basis of the objection was 
that the road had been 

adequate prior to the con­
struction of Novi High School 
and Novi Middle School. As 
the increased ti-affic volume 
making Taft an important 
thoroughfare was due to the 
city at large and not due to Ule 
road residents, the city at 
large should pay for the road, 
i t was argued. 

Young and Presnell both 
objected to the paving, but for 
far different reasons. The 
bulk of the opposition was led 

by Young, who, l ike residents, 
felt tiie $14 per front foot 
assessment was too high. 

"The road is good enough 
for the people who live there 
now," Young stated. " I t 's the 
increased traffic created by 
tiie schools which is making 
tills paving necessary. I don't 
tiiink it is fair to sock these 
residents With a $14 
assessment when tiley are not 
the ones crea t ing the 
problem." 

Young went on to say he 
Was not opposed to the paving 
per se, merely the amount of 
the assessment. He i n ­
troduced amendments to the 
resolut ion changing the 
assessment to $9 and to $7— 
figures he felt he could vote 
for—but on each occasion his 
amendment died for lack of a 
second. 

Presnell's objections Were 
based on an entirely different 
premise. " I ' m not at a l l op­

posed to the $14 assessment" 
said Presnell, Who has voted 
against each of the f i rst four 
resolutions. "My objection is 
to the use of the surplus Act 51 
funds to pay i(xr die paving." 
(A portion of tiie expense Was 
to come from Act 51 monies). 

The funds. Which are Novi's 
rebate of gasoline taxes f rom 
tiie state, are given on Uie 
basis of Uie number of miles

Qrganized in the ear ly 

summer of 1971, Uie Com­
mittee presented its report 
and recommendations to Uie 
council last November. Those 
recommendations served as 
Uie starting point for Uie 
existing program. 

The Work of the committee 

did not end With the presen­
tation of the report, hoWever. 

I t Was the Road Committee 
Which pushed for the passage 
of the road millage in the May 
primary. FeW Worked harder 
on getting Uie millage passed 
Uian Sto'oud, the young, hard-
Working c h a i r m a n of the 
group. Who appeared at 

•V.&rious o r g a n i z a t i o n a l 
meetings Uiroughout the city: 
to explain Uie program and 
urge passage of Uie millage. 

Contacted at work Tuesday 
fo l lowing the counci l 's 
decision to abandon the 
paving program as i t related 
to Taft Road, Stroud was 
critical of the action. 

Careful not to single out 
individual council members, 
Stiroud said he felt Uie council 
had been " r e m i s s " in 
discontinuing with Uie paving 
of Taft Road. 

" In my own mind I feel Uiat 
Uie community voted in favor 
of Uie road program when 
tiiey voted in favor of Uie 
mlUage," hesaid. " I n turning 

' down the' Taft BotW paving I 
Uiink Uie council listened to 27 
or so people l iv ing along one 
road and rejected something 
Uie entire community had 
voted in favor of." 

"From my point of view the 
community voted for that 
program and voted Uie money 

to implement i t and now Uie 
council has not acted as 
directed by Uie community as 
a whole." 

Stroud also said he felt Uie 
council should have stopped 
Uie h e a r i n p at a much earlier 
date i f they had objections to 
ttle paving of T a f t "These are 
problems they should have 
Worked out much earlier than 
Ulis,'. he,said. ' 

"They;; shouldn't have 
alloWed the public hearings to 
precede Uiis far before f inally 
shooting i t down."
