" D r a m a t i c proof that 
recreat ion and vacat ion 
travel in Michigan is on the 
upswing—also an indication 
that the economy is im­
proving—Was given over the 
Memor ia l Day Weekend,"

He pointed out that 
recreat ion centers near 

Det ro i t had their largest 
Memorial Day crowds ever. 
Rehm added that day-use 
facilities at Dodge State Park 
Number 4, near Pontiac. filled 
to capacity both Sunday and 
.Monday. Several Huron-
Clinton' Metropolitan Parks 
near Detroit were jammed 
Monday to the overflow point. 

A new day-use recreation 
area two miles northeast of 
Flint, which opened May 21, 

had turn-away crowds over 
the holiday too. On Sunday, 
the 35,000 capaci ty park 
turned away 5.000 persons and 
turned away an additional 
10,000 the next day. 

Mackinaw Bridge crossings 
increased nine percent oVer 
the holiday, Rehm added. 
Several state parks in the 
northern Lower Peninsula 
which never before f i l led oVer 
Memorial Day turned away 

campers this year. Only 10 of 
61 Lower Peninsula state 
parks had vacant campsites 
over the holiday weekend. 

Rehm said that during the 
first third of this year, Auto 
Club members have 
requested 115,000 domestic 
routings, up 20,000 requests 
for the same period last year. 

Requests for general in­
formation on Michigan's 
travel have risen 64 percent 

for the Upper Peninsula and 
23 percent for the Lower 
Peninsula. 

Rehm added that the most-
asked-about state besides 
Michigan Was Florida, With a 
32 percent increase in 
inquiries, due mainly to the 
new Disney Worid.

Novi's road improvement 
program suffered a major 
setback Monday as the Novi 
c i ty counci l abandoned 
existing plans to pave Taft 
Road between 10 Mi le and 
Grand River. 

The action to discontinue 
the pro jec t came a f te r 
Councihnen Donald Young, 
Edwin PresneU, and Louie 
Campbel l voted against 
adoption of the f i f th in a 
series of seven resolutions 
necessary for establishing a 
special assiessment distr ict 
necessary to pay for the 
paving. . 

By fai l ing to adopt the 
resolution the council in effect 
cut the purse strings of the 
project and blocked con­
tinuation of paving plans. 

I n spi te of the ac t ion 
regarding the Taft Road, the 
council by a split vote of 5-2 
decided to continue wi th plans 
to pave Meadowbrook bet-
Ween Nine and Ten Mile 
Roads by adopting the f i f th 
resolut ion set t ing up the 
special assessment distr ict to 
pay for the paving project 
Young and Presnell Were the 
tWo vot ing against the 
Meadowbrook Road paving. 

Monday's action came in 
the latest cif'a series df four 
piublic hear ings s t re tch ing 
back to January. E a c b ' b f -
three sections of road Was 
considered i n a separate 
public hear ing . F i r s t the 
council took action on the 
special assessment district 
for Taft Road between 10 and 
11 Mi le Roads; secondly, i t 
considered the assessment 
district for Taft f rom l l Mi le 
to Grand River; and, thirdly, 
Meadowbrook Road between 
Nine and 10 Mile Roads was 
considered. 

The action to be taken in 
each of the three hearings Was 
to either adopt or reject the 
f i f th resolution. Specifically, 
this resolution aff irms the 
council's position that the 
improvement is necessary 
and the assessment distr ict is 
fair ly levied as benefits the 
citizens and directs the city 
assessor to prepare the 
special assessment ro l l . 

Defeat of the fifth resolution 
regarding the two sections of 
Taft Road brings and end to 
possibilities of establishing a 
special assessment distinct 
In regard to Meadowbrook 
Road, however, the council 
must s t i l l pass two more 
resolutions lbiefore paving can 
begin. 

"The f i rst is to accept the 
assessor's ro l l and the second 
directs the assessor to spread 
the ro l l and the treasurer t o 
collect the assessments. 

Rejection of the paving of 
Taft Road came as a major 
d isappointment to severa l 
city officials who f e d i t is 
imperative that Novi improve 
its roads i f i t is to achieve 
proper and orderly growth. 

Defeat of the Taft Road 
paving was due to a legal 
technicality invdced by a high 
percentage of the property 
owners who were to be 
assessed f o r the i m ­
provement 

Accord ing to the c i ty 
charter, i f more than 50 
percent of the number of 
homeowners to be assessed 
object i n w r i t i n g to the 
assessment, the improvement 
cannot be made unless the 
council overrides their ob­
jection by a five-sevenths 
vote. 

Claiming that the proposed 
$14 per front foot assessment 
was u n d u l y h i g h and 
inequitable, petitions signed 
by roughly 95 percent of the 
property owners on each of 
the two sections of Taft were 
submitted. 

Basis of the objection was 
that the road had been 

adequate prior to the con­
struction of Novi High School 
and Novi Middle School. As 
the increased ti-affic volume 
making Taft an important 
thoroughfare was due to the 
city at large and not due to Ule 
road residents, the city at 
large should pay for the road, 
i t was argued. 

Young and Presnell both 
objected to the paving, but for 
far different reasons. The 
bulk of the opposition was led 

by Young, who, l ike residents, 
felt tiie $14 per front foot 
assessment was too high. 

"The road is good enough 
for the people who live there 
now," Young stated. " I t 's the 
increased traffic created by 
tiie schools which is making 
tills paving necessary. I don't 
tiiink it is fair to sock these 
residents With a $14 
assessment when tiley are not 
the ones crea t ing the 
problem." 

Young went on to say he 
Was not opposed to the paving 
per se, merely the amount of 
the assessment. He i n ­
troduced amendments to the 
resolut ion changing the 
assessment to $9 and to $7— 
figures he felt he could vote 
for—but on each occasion his 
amendment died for lack of a 
second. 

Presnell's objections Were 
based on an entirely different 
premise. " I ' m not at a l l op­

posed to the $14 assessment" 
said Presnell, Who has voted 
against each of the f i rst four 
resolutions. "My objection is 
to the use of the surplus Act 51 
funds to pay i(xr die paving." 
(A portion of tiie expense Was 
to come from Act 51 monies). 

The funds. Which are Novi's 
rebate of gasoline taxes f rom 
tiie state, are given on Uie 
basis of Uie number of miles

I t Was the Road Committee 
Which pushed for the passage 
of the road millage in the May 
primary. FeW Worked harder 
on getting Uie millage passed 
Uian Sto'oud, the young, hard-
Working c h a i r m a n of the 
group. Who appeared at 

•V.&rious o r g a n i z a t i o n a l 
meetings Uiroughout the city: 
to explain Uie program and 
urge passage of Uie millage. 

Contacted at work Tuesday 
fo l lowing the counci l 's 
decision to abandon the 
paving program as i t related 
to Taft Road, Stroud was 
critical of the action. 

Careful not to single out 
individual council members, 
Stiroud said he felt Uie council 
had been " r e m i s s " in 
discontinuing with Uie paving 
of Taft Road. 

" In my own mind I feel Uiat 
Uie community voted in favor 
of Uie road program when 
tiiey voted in favor of Uie 
mlUage," hesaid. " I n turning 

' down the' Taft BotW paving I 
Uiink Uie council listened to 27 
or so people l iv ing along one 
road and rejected something 
Uie entire community had 
voted in favor of." 

"From my point of view the 
community voted for that 
program and voted Uie money 

to implement i t and now Uie 
council has not acted as 
directed by Uie community as 
a whole." 

Stroud also said he felt Uie 
council should have stopped

Associat ion to teach the 
meUiod to expectant parents. 
The classes are instructed by 
registered nurses and are 
required for boUi parents 
each t ime they are to use it. 
Although her husband was 
apprehensive at f i rst , Mrs. 
DeJohn said that "he feels 
that tiie birUi of his child is 
worth watching." 

The Lamaze method was 
developed by a French doctor, 
Ferdnand Lamaze, who went 
to Russia in the early 1950's

He 
took tiie idea back to France 
and added some breaUiing 
exercises for relaxation and 
conti'ol. 

Flora Hummel began Uie 
Lemaze program in Detroit 
originally and it was changed 
slightiy f rom Dr. Lamaze in 
Uiat breast feeding of Uie 
child was not especially en­
couraged. The P l y m o u t h 
association, however, does 
edljcate the parents in^breast 
fieeding and eyenVeilcpiipajg^ 
i t „ - .- ' .- »>. 

A major portion of the 
classes that expectant 
parents must attend include 
exercises for neuromuscular 
cont ro l . The husband in ­
stincts his wife to tense 
certain parts of her body and 
tilen coaches her to gradually 
relax them just as he does 
during the achlal b i r th of Uie 
child. "The husband acts as a 
coach as wel l as a great moral 
support," said Mrs. DeJohn. 

According to Mrs. DeJohn, 
Uie age of U1e mother makes 
no difference alUiough most of 
Ule women in Uie Lemaze 
classes are young. " I t 's hard 
work," she said, "very hard 
work, but i t is very healthy." 

The Lamaze meUiod, Mrs. 
DeJohn said, stresses the 
importance of Uie faUier in 
tiie b h t h of the chUd. "The 
father being Uiere is the main 
reason that -it works," she 
said. 

DeJohn said Uiat at f i r s t he 
Uiought Uie women who were 
going to the natural childbirth 
classes were "a cult of women 
t r y i n g to put themselves 
through some wierd mar­
tyrdom" but once he went to 
Uie classes he thought of Uie 
whole method as " a n 
educational experience" and 
Uiat i t "made a lot of sense. 

" I feel Uiat it is sometiiing 
Uiat a man should experience 
at least once," he said. " I n the 

waiting room he misses out on 
Ule l i t t ie tilings l ike hearing 
Uie f i rst cries of his child and 
watching Uie taking of tiie 
footprints." 

The classes t ry to teach tiie 
parents about every possible 
aspect of b i r t h . " E v e r y 
woman's pain threshold is 
different," said Mrs. DeJohn, 
"and i f she can't get Ulrough 
Uie birUi wiUiout medication 
th.e.jadyQC9te.s^qf.the Lainaze 
iin^ftod,, dpn;t, 
her. I n fac t , var ious 
medicat ion methods and 
problem birUis are discussed 
in the classes so that Uie 
woman is prepared in case 
anything should happen'"' 

M r s . DeJohn said that 
during Lisa's birUi the one 
tiling that "unnerved" her 
was another woman in labor 
in the next room who was 
"moaning and groaning." She 
was not having her chi ld by 
natural childbirth and was in 
pain apparentiy because she 
had not been taught im to 

deal wiUi ttie pain and was 
waiting for medication 

"Witt i tiie metiiod," Mrs. 
DeJohn said, "you are so busy 
ttiinking about otiiier ttiings, 
ttiat when tiie contractions 
begin, your brain is con­
ditioned to working With the 
pain instead of resisting i t 
Birth is hard no matter what, 
but I think that Uiis makes i t 
easier." 

Thie Plymouth Childbirth 
Edlicatibh Association, Mrsl 
DeJohn explained, gives each 
set of parents attending the 
classes a book w h i c h 
discusses the Lamaze metiiod 
as well as Uie various stages 
of b i r th f rom start to finish 
and explanations of good and 
bad ddiveries. 

She admits that not a l l 
women can get' through two 
births ^yithout medication as 
she has, but Mrs. DeJohn 
wishes Uiat "more women 
would use the Lamaze 
metiiod."

of major roads. A s Novi has 13 
miles of roads classified as 
"ma jo r roads , " P r e s n e l l 
argued that the $100,000 
surplus of Ac t 51 monies 
should be distributed equally 
over each mile of major road 
in the city.

Stroud speculated that had 
the school board agreed to 
accept a portion of the costs. 
Councilman Louie Campbell 
would have voted in favor of 
cont inuing the p r o g r a m . 
Campbell 's vote would have 

aUowed the Taft R o a d 
program to continue. 

"One fact remains," Stroud 
continued, "and that is that 
Taft Road is going to have to 
be paved.. B y stalUng paving 
now, residents along that road 
are only going to have to pay 
higher prices for the same 
work sometime in the future."

Mayor GUbert Will is added 
tiiat if tiie public right of way 
was exceeded easements 
from each property owner 
would be required by law even 
before equipment was moved 
onto tiie site.

C o u n c i l m a n R o b e r t 
Dingelday said tiiat according 
to a new bi l l , the city could be 
charged $10,000 a (lay by tiie 
state if it is found to be 
polluting the lake. 

V a l Vangieson asked Pate if 
a ditch could be designed witi i 
as littie silt and sand runnoff 
as possible. Pate said that tiie 
amount of runnoff depends 

upon tiie content of the road 
shoulder. Stone would not 
wash away, he said and a 
sodded shoulder would hold 
off the sand. 

The item of discussion here 
was that a sodded shoulder 
would mean addi t iona l 
maintenance for the property 
owners. 

M e t a l l a then mentioned 
ttiat at least one point, tiie 
storm water does not. runi i l to 
tiie lake, but onto tile Hi(dcory 
H i l l Golf Course. Vangieson 
said he felt it would be wise 
for the city to go ahead with 
tiie curbs and gutters if i t 
could get tiie golf course on 
retention.

Metalla then moved to table 
the item until a meeting could 
be set up between Pate, tiie 
owner of tile golf course and 
tiie city, to discuss retention 
of the golf course.

What would it be like, I wondered in fleeting moments, 
not to have a television set?The time I didn't have one is so 
long ago, I couldn't honestly remember.

Giants Inhabit Area Farm 
Imagine a montii-old baby 

standing shoulder high to a 
full-grown man. 

Consider tile mother who 
weighs more than a dozen 
Muhammed All's or a whole 
classroom of fourth graders. 

Now you've got a fairiy 
good idea of the size of tiie 
giants who live at Meadow 
Brocdt Farms near Fowler­
ville—one of the biggest three 
Belgian horse farms in the 
entire United States. 

Consider, too, the 
babysitter. American's king 
of draft horse ti-ainers. A 200-
pound, hard-as-nails softie 
who has been raising, ti-aining 
and showingdraft horses since 
President Woodrow Wilson 
ran for re-election. 

Harold Clark's his name. 
Gentle, he treats his 

behemoths with tender, 
Johnson powder-like care. 

Tough, he twists and 
hammers thick steel shoes 
into shape for every one of 
his 70 handsome giants. 

Smiling, the 69-year-old 
recalls his first day at his first 
job in February, 1920 after 
leaving his farm home in 
Illinois for Greeley, Iowa: 

"The boss told me to deliver 
a horse to Masonville, Iowa. 
Meant to look it up on a map 
but didn't. So I started 
walking him; Turned out to be 
35 or 40 miles. It was around 
midnight when I got there." 

Sentimental, he remembers 
tiie 1930's when show ring 
competition was especially 
tough: 

''They were always out to

beat a winner. I was showing 
a Percheron mare who had 
won c h a m p i o n s h i p s 
everywhere in 1937. It was 
tough to bring her backlni938 
after she'd won so much. 

"That '38 win (at Chicago) 
was tile closest I ever came to 
crying. Somebody sbjck Uieir 

hand over tiie rail to shake 
hands with me and I expect 
my face was a little wet." 

Showing draft horses then, 
as now, was like a game of 
baseball, he says. 

''Nobody liices to lose; 
you're always batUing, by ing 
"to score some runs. 

Sometimes you stiike out" 
But not very often if you're 

Harold Clark. 
He's never bothered to 

count his homers but, wearing 
an embarrassed smile, he 
admits his horses have won 
"many hundreds" of ti-ophies. 

Last year alone, for 
example, Clark and his horses 
won 13 firsts at the Waterioo, 
Iowa Show, 12 firsts at tiie 
Illinois State Fair, 12 firsts at 
tiie Ohio State Fair, 15 firsts 
at the National Belgian Horse 
Show, and 12 firsts at tiie 
Michigan State Fair, not to 
mention his triumphs in 
Canada. 

No living man has won 
more, and the nation's 
breeders consider him the 
w o r l d ' s c h a m p i o n . 

Clark trained Belgians, 
Shires and Percherons in 
Iowa and Indiana before 
coming in 1941 to Meadow 
Brook, then located at 
Rochester and owned by Mrs. 
Matilda Wilson, tile former 
Mrs. John Dodge of auto 
fame. 

Then, as now, the farm 
maintained about 70 head of 

Belgian horses. Mrs. Wilson 
had started breeding and 
showing Belgians in 1931. 

Although he was a "hired 
hand," he and Mrs. Wilson 
were close friends. He 
managed the farm in a part­
nership-like arrangement, 
frequenUy traveling to shows 
witil the owner. Clark and his 
wife were with Mrs. Wilson in 
Belgium, where they were 
looking for new stock, when 
she died. 

Following Mrs. Wilson's 
death. Meadow Brook Farms 
was purchased by the 
Premier Corporation and in 
1960 was rfoved to a new 
location west of Howell on 
Grand River. 

Today Meadow Brook 
horses are still linked to tiie 
original stock owned by Mrs. 
Wilson. They represent tiie 
fourtii generation, beginning 
witil tiie first stallion named 
"Progress." 

The Belgian horse was 
imported to this countiy in tiie 
late 1800's, according to 
Clark. The "oW fashion" 
Belgian was a 'meat animal' 
in Europe..."and still is," he 

explains, noting that tiiey 
were bred big for eating. 

Breeders didn't really care 
about their apearance, 
however, so among draft 
horses the Belgian wasn't an 
especially handsome horse 
years ago. 

It's a different story today. 
"No horse has changed more 
tiian the Belgian. It's tiie 
biggest, most popular of all 
draft horses," de-clares 
Clark. 

The mature Belgian will 
average about 2200 pounds, 
with some Weighing con­
siderably more. 

Belgians today are raised 
mostiy for show but sur­
prisingly large numbers are 
still used as work animals 
even tiiough the work horse 
years ago lost its number one 
position to the automobile and 
tiie tractor. Otiiers are kept 
as big pets. 

In at least one case, tiie 
Belgian serves as a good 
riding animal, laughs Clark 
recalling the 300-plus pound 
man from near Saline who 
recently bought a huge 2600

pound Belgian because the 
standard size riding horse 
was too small for his big 
frame. 

The riding Belgian required 
a specially built saddle, and 
the rider must climb a ladder 
to get onto the horse's back. 

.•\t the 720-acre Meadow 
Brook farm raising Belgians 
isn' t just an adver t i s ing 
g i m m i c k for the parent 
corporat ion. " I t ' s a good 
business." insists Clark, "that 
is better today than at any 
other time in history." 

"We sell about 30 to 40 head 
a year," he says. The 
average foal, 4 or 5 months 
old. sells for S600 to $700: a 
three-year-old w i l l go for 
Si .000 to $1,200: mares for up 
to $3,000: and a yearling 
stallion wil l sell for $1,000 to 
$2,000. 

When Clark joined Meadow 
Brook, a "b ig price" for a 
Belgian was $300 or $400. 

. A d m i t t e d l y , h o w e v e r . 
Meadow Brook, Which raises 
the grain for its animals, 
gains most of its reputation 

for six and eight horse hitch 
teams used for promotion of 
Premier 's Mahogany Farms 
meat products. They are used 
in parades wherever the 
promotion is needed. 

Next weekend, for example, 
the Meadow Brook Belgians 
w i l l once again lead 
the annual Milwaukee 
Circus Parade, pulling a giant 
circus wagon. 

Las t year the Meadow 
Brook team pulled the 
Michigan State Parade wagon 
carrying three astronauts and 
Governor Wi l l i am Mil l iken . 

P u t s ix or eight g iant 
Belgians out front of a wagon 
is enough to scare the dickens 
oul of an amateur driver. Not 
so for Harold Clark, whose 
thick, sensitive hands control' 
eight reins as easily as an 
Indy driver pilots a racer. 

"Lots of people think if you 
want to turn them (horses) to 
the left you just back on the 
four reins in your left hand. 
Well , let me tell you if you did 
that they'd be slicing off a 
part of the corner building. 

" P u l l back on a l l four reins 
at once and they'd a l l turn at 
once. 

"No, you've got to turn the 
lead animals first, then the 
second and on back to the 
wagon." 

Most of the hitch horses are 
three years or older with 
plenty of t r a in ing behind 
them. Some learn easily and 
quickly, others, take months of 
tedious t r a in ing before 
they're able to work together, 
says Clark. 

Once the Be lg ians are 
ready, they're hitched to the 
farm's 5,600 pound shc'.v 
Wagon. Although it's well over 
50 years old, the rebuilt wagon 
is a gleaming beauty of paint 
and chrotne. It Was originally 
used by a midWest packiiig-
house for. transportation..of 
meat. 

ShoW harness is im­
maculate. Harness for each 
an ima l Weighs about 250 
pounds and is valued at $1,000. 

Meadow Brook maintains a 
42-foot semi and a 22-foot 
truck plus a trailer to haul its 
animals and Wagon to shows 

across the country. 
"We take about 18 to 20 

horses whenever we go to a 
show," says Clark. "Some 
are for the hitches and others 
for the halter classifications." 

Although Clark enjoys his 
work, insisting " I ' d do it a l l 
over again" if he Were just 
starting his first job, the few 
minutes of glory in the show 
ring or atop the show Wagon 
are the result of muscle 
flexing, dawn-tc-dusk Work. 

"It's like your business. 
You could get by Without 
Working hard but if you're like 
me you Want the best And the 

best doesn't come easy." 
That's Why, for example, 

Clark sWeats over his anvil , 
turning thick steel rods into 
hand-made shoes for a l l of his 
animals. Or Why he shoes 
them himself. 

In his case, there's another 
reason. 

It's the horse. Despite his 
half-century of selling horses, 
Clark admits that selling any 
animal he has raised is a little 
painful. 

"You're bound to become a 
little attached to them," says 
the man Who loves giants.

Tourists Who want to travel 
the state's virtually unlimited 
waterways have a choice-of 
more than 35 excursion boats 
and ferr ies , accord ing to 
Automobile Club of Michigan. 

They range in size from 
large ships which cross Lake 
Michigan in four to six hours 
to smal l ferries and boats 
which ply small lakes and 
narrow bodies of water with 
rides lasting only minutes. 

Some operate the y e a r 
around. Others halt service-
after Labor Day or in the fall . 

The Chesapeake & Ohio 
Rai lway operates a fleet of 
three autopassenger ferries 
between Ludington and the 
Wiscons in ports of 
Milwaukee, Manitowoc and 
Kewaunee. There are four 
passenger Sailings daily, two 
to Milwaukee and two to 
Manitowoc. The sailing to 
Kewaunee operates on an 
irregular schedule. 

The ships run between 
Ludington, Milwaukee and 
Manitowoc on a regular basis 
through Sept. 5, then offer 
da i ly se rv ice on an un­
scheduled basis through the 
winter. F o r exact schedules, 
passengers should check their 
nearest C&O agent. 

The use of this cross-lake 
route e l iminates d r i v i n g 
through Chicago with a saving 
of several hours time. 

Passenger business on the 
boats has grown steadily, and 
yielded $2 million in 1971. 

TWO of the C&O ferries are 
the World's largest and fastest, 
freight car aiid autocarrying 
s teamers . The Spartan, , 
named for Michigan State 
University, entered serVice in 
1952. The Badger, named in 
honor of Wisconsin and the 
U n i V e r s i t y of Wiscons in , 
began crossings a year later. 
The third. City of Midland, 
has served since 1941. 

Ranger III, a 165-foot, 125-
passenger boat operated by 
the National ^ark Service, 
makes Weekly round-trips 
betWeen Houghton and Isle 
Royale through mid-October. 
The runs leave Houghton on 
Tuesdays , Thursdays and 
Saturdays , re turning the 
folloWing day. A d v a n c e 
reservations are required. 

The Isle Royale Queen II, a 

65-foot, 60-passenger boat 
running from Copper Harbor 
to Isle Royale:, begins a 
round-trip d a i l y except 
Sunday schedule on June 26. 
Its season ends Labor Day. 
Advance reservat ions also 
are required for this boat. 

Four ferries offer service 
between Mackinaw City and 
St. Ignace to M a c k i n a c 
Island. 

The Arnold Line , Which 
serves betWeen both cities 
and the historic island resort, 
has 10 sailings from St. Ignace 
and eight from MackinaW 
City from June 30 through 
Septembers, then operates on 
a curtailed basis to MackinaW 
City through October 8 and to 
St. Ignace through October 31. 

Shepler's, Which runs what 
it calls Red Carpet Express 
Service from MackinaW City 
to Mackinac Island, makes 20 
round-trips da i ly betWeen 
June 23 and September 4, 
drops to seven and eight 
during September, then to 
four from September 25 to 
closing October 15. 

Straits Transit, Inc., has 12 
round-trips from MackinaW 
City from June 25 through 
September 3, five through 
September 30 and tWo from 
Oct 1 to closing October 15. 

The fourth ferry, Lakeview 
Transit, runs 18 round-trips 
from MackinaW^ City during 
the busy tourist season. 

F e r r i e s wh ich continue 
year-around se rv ice are 
DeTour Village to Drummond 
Island, and Mission Point, 
south of Sault Ste. Mar ie , to 
Sugar Island, both in the St. 
Marys River . 

Another ferry from Bar-
beau, south d Sault Ste. 
Marie , toNeebish Island, runs 
daily until January unless 
stopped by the Weather. 

Four ferries in the St. Cla i r 
River betWeen Port Huron 
and Algonac also operate the 
year around, Weather per­
mitting. 

In West M i c h i g a n , the 
Beave r Islander, betWeen 
Charlevoix and Beaver Island 
in Lake Michigan, Will make 
daily trips except Tuesdays 
through October, M o n d a y

If .you're looking for 
scenic areas, Michigan has 
hundreds of them. Everyone 
has a favorite, or perhaps a 
dozen or more selections. 

At the suggestion of 
Automobile Qub of Michigan, 
a panel of travel experts has 
listed some of the top senic 
spots in the state, but they 
quickly point out there are 
others which have equal right 
to be included. 

You can find plenty of 
backers for the Upper 
Peninsula. Others prefer the 
upper portion of the Lower 
Peninsula, the eastern 
shoreline or the western 
shoreline. Some prefer 
cenU-al areas in the state. 

It's easy to reach all scenic 
areas, because Michigan's 
superior road system offers 
115,000 miles of well-kept 
roads, streets and highways, 
including l.500 miles of four-
lane toll-free freeways. 

The Upper Peninsula's 
Keweenaw Peninsula, some 
600 miles away, is the most 
remote, and at the same time 
among the top scenic spots in 
the state. Off the Keweenae 
Peninsula is the Isle Royale, 
largest island in Lake 
Superior, Michigan's only 
national park and a rugged 
wilderness area. 

M-26, which hugs the Lake 
Superior shoreline from the 
tip of the Keweenae Peninsula 
to Eagle River, is one of the 
Upper Peninsula's most 
scenic drives. 

About 23 miles west of 
Ontonagon is Porcupine 
Mountains State Park, 
Michigan's largest park and 
also one of its most scenic. Its 
virgin pine is spectacular, and 
so is the view overiooking the 
Lake of the Clouds. 

In the same area, near 
Ironwood, the Black River 
drive extending from US-2 to 
Lake Superior is full of 
breathtaking beauty. 

Moving eastward along the 
south shoreline of the Upper 
Peninsula off US-2, the 
G a r d e n P e n i n s u l a 
overlooking Big Bay De Noc, 
is an area of natural beauty at 
its best. There are limestone 
cliffs, the blue waters of Lake 
Michigan, hardwood and 
evergreen forests. Eighteen 
miles south of the junction of. 
US-2- and coun^ road̂ -483.̂  is-
Fayette, once a thriving iron 
industry community, now a 
ghost town. A state park is 
near the century-olcl 
buildings. 

Northward across the 
Upper Peninsula, near 
Munising, are the famed 
Pictured Rocks in the heart of 
Longfellow's Hiawathaland. 
Sheer limestone cliffs of 
varied colors rise from Lake 
Superior's waters, offering 
visitors dramatic views. Best 
way to see the Pictured Rocks 
is by the cruise tours. 

Historic Mackinac. Island, 
in the Straits of Mackinac, is a 
favorite of many. The 
irregulariy-shaped island has 
high cliffs along most of the 
shoreline, natural bridges, 
ravines, caves and strange 
rock formations. Tran­
sportation on the island is 
entirely by carriage, bicycle, 
horse or on foot. 

The Cut River Bridge on 
US-2, four miles northwest of 
Brevort, is not only a spec­
tacular cantilever truss-type 
bridge, but is surrounded by 
magnificent scenery. 

East of St. Ignace, off M-l34 
al Hessel and Cedarville, are 
Les C3ieneaux Islands, one of 
the state's most scenic 
boating and fishing regions.

The H C M A plan is to 
develop at least three new 
metropolitan parks in the 
five-county area over the next 
15 or so years' and to lease and 
rebuild Belle Isle Park (now 
operated by the c i ty of 
Detroit) as a Metropolitan 
Park. 

Eugene J . Ell ison, chair­
man of the Authority Board of 
Commissioners, stated that 
the aim of the program is to 
meet the present needs and 
anticipate the demand for 
r e g i o n a l r e c r e a t i o n a l 
facilities that wi l l be needed 
by the year 1990. 

To carry out this proposed 
expansion program the 
ci t izens of the dis tr ic t 
(composed of the counties of 
L i v i n g s t o n , Macomb. 
Oakland , Washtenaw and 
Wayne) wi l l be asked in the 
August 8 primary to approve 
a proposal to increase the 
m i l l property tax—which 
presently finances the 
Huron—Clinton Metropolitan 
Authority—to mil l to be 
levied outside the 15-mill tax 
rate limitation upon counties. 

The proposition was placed 
on the ballot by Act 145, 

Public Acts of 1972, which 
recently Was passed by the 
.Michigan'State Legislature 
and signed into law by 
Governor Wil l iam G. Mil l iken 
on .May 26. 

"Thus , the Author i ty 
planners, after careful study 
and wih full consideration 
given to finding large areas 
with sui table natural 
resources, trends in 
population changes, freeway 
construction and other fac­
tors, have proposed the 
development of three new 
sites and, as approved by the 
city of Detroit voters in 
August of 1970, the leasing of 
Belle Isle Park to the H u r o n -
C l i n t o n M e t r o p o l i t i a n 
Authority for redeveloping 
and operating this unique 
facility as a Metropolitan 
Park ," said Ellison. 

More than two years ago the 
Authority's redevelopment 
plan for Belle Isle was made 
public with these as some of 
the primary design features: 

- Relocation of the swim­
ming beach from the north 
side of the Island to the south 
side: building a public marina 
and boat launching facility 
between the boat clubs. 

- Addition of a Nature 
Center and several labelled 
nature trails for "self-guided" 
hikes in the wooded nature 
study area surrounded by a 
lake and canals;

The redevelopment plan for 
Belle Isle Park might cost as 
much as $40 million over a 
period of 15 to 20 years. 
Authority officials feel that 
Belle Isle Will attract Visitors 
from al l over the region, but 
will be of greatest benefit to 
those city residents Who do 
not have automobiles and are 
dependent on bus tran­
sportation. 

Three other future proposed 
H C M A parks are Nor th 
Branc^h Metropolitan Park in

North Branch Metropolitan 
Park covers 3,000 acres along 
the north branch of the Clinton 
River in Ray ToWnship bet­
ween 26 and 31 Mile Roads 
situated in a northWestemly 
direction. 

This recreational site Would 
p re^ rve the scenic beauty 
along the Clinton RiVer in 
addition to supplying many 
r e c r e a t i o n a l a c t i V i t i e s . 
Planned facilities for this site 
would include park roads, 
parking lots, picnic areas, a 
s w i m m i n g pool-bathhouse 
combinat ion bui ld ing With 
food serVice, games area, 
nature center and nature 
trails, a golf course and With 
the possibility of developing 
s m a l l lakes m a i n l y for 
boating or scenic Value. 

This riVerside park Would 
be located in Macomb County 
and Would help proVlde in- . 
creased facilities since both.. 

metropolitan parks . It is 
expected that M i l l Creek 
Metropolitan Park Will help 
serVe the recreational needs 
of the expanding urbanization 
of the southwest part of the 
region and Washtenaw 
County Within the next 15 or 
more years. 

Although the Authority is 
not yet able to identify the site 
of the future H C M A park in 
Oakland County, it Would be

The idea of creating a 
regional park agency Was 
conceived by a civic-minded 
group of citizens, Who in the 
1930's an t ic ipa ted the in­
creased urbanization of the 
De t ro i t Me t ropo l i t an Area 
and foresaW the great need 
for public recreation. These 
citizens pointed out that the 
best recreational resources 
Would be found in the valleys 

of the Huron and Clinton 
Rivers Which encircle the 
Detroit Metropolitan Area. 
The agency to be knoWn as the 
Huron—Clinton Metropolitan 
Authority Was approved by 
the five-county voters in 1940. 

D i r e c t o r La id laW stated 
that the Authority's major 
endeavor has been to provide 
regional parks for "day use". 
With sites that are relatively 

large, that . offer a variety of 
recreat ional fac i l i t ies and 
that are reasonably close to 
population centers. 

With this objective, the 
Author i ty has acquire . 
developed and now operates 
nine parks, with five true 
" M e t r o p o l i t a n P a r k s " in 
terms of usage or potential 
development plus four 
smaller p6rks, he explained. 

The present H C M A parks 
include Metropolitan Beach 
(550 acres) along Lake St. 
Clair near Mt. Clemens, Stony 
Creek Met ropol i t an P a r k 
(3.900 acres) near Rochester 
and U t i c a . Marshbank 
Metropolitan Park ( l l 5 acres) 
southwest of Pontiac, Ken­
sington Met ropo l i t an P a r k 
(4,300 acres) near Milford, 
Hiidson Mi l l s .Metropolitan 
Park (935 acres), Dexter-
Huron ( l i s acres) and Delhi 
Park (45 acres), each located 
northwest of Ann Arbor along 
the Huron R i v e r ; L o w e r 
Huron Met ropo l i t an P a r k 
(1.200 acres) near Belleville, 
and Willow Metropolitan Park 
(1,500 acres) near New 
Boston. Wi l low P a r k is 
presently a picnic park, but 
major improvements in 1972-
73 are expected to attract 
addi t ional v is i tors in the 
future. 

The H C M A has 12,600 acres 
in public use, with a grand 
total of about 17,800 acres, 
including 1,700 acres at Oak-
woods Met ropol i t an P a r k , 
which is located near F l a t 
Rock and under preliminary 
d e v e l o p m e n t p l u s 
miscellaneous other land for 
future development. 

Over 102 million persons 
have used H u r o n - C l i n t o n 
parks since 1948, when its first 
site-- Kensington Metropolitan 
Park—was opened. Gradually 
the system has added ad­
ditional parks and last year 
over 9.2 million visitors came 
to the nine H C M A sites. 

"S ince i t was f i rs t 
organized in 1941, the 
Authority has produced one of 
the finest park systems in the 
country and at a surprisingly 
reasonable cost to the tax­
payer," Laidlaw noted. 
' This;[year the-residents the 

five-coljnty district Will pay 
$5.5 million in taxes to the 
Huron—Clinton Metropolitan 
Authority and an expected 
additional $900,000 wi l l be 
received f rom revenue 
producing facilities at the 
parks. B y themselves, the 
counties of L iv ings ton , 
M a c o m b , O a k l a n d , 
Washtenaw and Wayne Would 
be hard-pressed to develop 
and maintain parks on such a 
scale for regional use. he 
observed. 

The Tax base for the 
Authority of ' . i mi l l 'has 
remained the same since the 
H u r o n — C l i n t o n b e g a n 
collecting taxes in 1942. 

"Naturally, because of the 
increased property values 
and tax assessments, the 
Authority is receiving more 

funds annually than it did 30 
years ago," Laidlaw said. 
"However, the H C M A also 
has increased costs for 
operations, maintenance, 
adihinistration as Well as for 
land and the development of 
new parks and facilities. With 
nine operating parks, most of 
the present revenues go to 

operate, maintain and ad-
nlinister the system with vel-y 
limited funds available for 
new improvement,. 

" A homeowner wi th 
property worth $24,000. but 
assessed for tax purpose at 
$12,000, pays $3.00 per year to 
suppor t H u r o n — C l i n t o n 
parks. In most cases long-
lime area residents have paid 
a total of less than $50 to 
support Huron—Clinton parks 
since 1942."

lax ot not more than ' j mil l , 
which is included in the 
taNpayer's County Tax on his 
pl'operly and turned over to 
the Huron—Clinton by each 
county. Under the new 
proposal the H C M A mi l ! 
would be assessed outside the 
County tax and each citizen 
will know exactly how much 
he is paying to support 
Huron—Clinton parks. The 
majority of the voters of the 
district must approve the 
added millage required for 
the new park expansion 
program.

PROPICR GROOlVllNG 
1. Use rubber or plastic 

curry comb in circular motion 
to loosen dirt and dead hair, 
massage the skin and scratch 
the itches. 

2. Begin grooming the horse 
behind his ear on his left side. 
Work from front to back. Be 
sure to clean the stomach, 
betWeen the front legs, insides 
of back legs and dock of tail . 
Continually clean brushes by 
scraping them With the curry 
comb. This Work can be done 
first with a dandy brush (This 
is a long-bristled stiff brush.). 
Short, quick strokes are most 
effective. The dandy brush is 
used all over the horse's body, 
except his face. 

3. Next, use the grooming 
tool called the body brush. 
This is a brush With short, 
very thick, soft bristles. This 
brush puts a finish on the 
horse's coaL This brush may 
be used on the horse's face. 

4. The mane comb is used to 
comb out the mane, tail , and 
forelock. A discarded hair­
brush Works Very Well for 
this. Once a Week, time should 
be taken to pick out the mane 
and tail hair by hand before 
they are combed. A special 
trick to tail care is carefully 
Wasking the tail first, rinsing 
it very Well and haVing the 
fingertips coated With a little 
hair oil during the picking out 
process. Be careful not to use 
loo much oil or the firt Will 
stick to the hair. 

5. The horse's entire body, 
inc luding legs and face, 
should be gone over With a 
clean towel in the direction of 
the hair. The horse's eyes and 
nostrils may also be Wiped out 
with the towel. 

6. The hoof pick is used to 
clean out the horse's feet. The 
hoof is cleaned front to back 
or back to front, WhicheVer 
Will remove the dirt the 
easiest A l l the dirt must be 
removed fron the frog and 
from betWeen the frog and 
bars. If this area is not kept 
cleaned, the horse could 
develop "thrush" (a fungus 
infection(.

November, then a dozen trips 
in December before closing 
for three months starting in 
January. A l l trips are on a 
favorable Weather basis. 

Boat cruises on the Manitou 
Isle or Island Clipper from 
Leland to North and South 
Manitou Islands operate on 
Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Fridays to both islands, on 
Tuesdays, Thursdays and 
Saturdays to South Manitou. 
A l l a re round-trips and 

operate through October. 
Tuesday and F r iday trips 
only are scheduled f rom 
November through A p r i l . 

A t Saugatuck, the Island 
Queen offers cruises on the 
Kalamazoo Rive r from mid-
June until after Labor Day. 

The Ironton ferry on Lake 
Cha r l evo ix operates from 
mid-June through the end of 
August, then on a curtailed 
basis un t i l the end of 
December or until the Water 
is frozen. 

The AuSable River Queens 
Nos. 1 and 2 at Oscoda run two 
daily trips during the heavy 
tourist season. They stop 
regular service on September 
29 but resume for the color 
season through October 15. 

The City of Grand Rapids, a 
paddleWhee l r i v e r b o a t 
operating cruises out of north 
Grand Rapids on the Grand 
River, runs on Thursdays, 
Fridays and Saturdays during 
the tourist season With its 
closing date indefinite. In the 

past it has operated charters 
on a demand basis as long as 
conditions permit.

The other is the 
Toonerville Trolley and Boat 
Trip to Tahquamenon Fal ls , 
starting from Sob Junction on 
M-28. It offers one round-trip 
daily through June 30, two 
trips Monday through Fr iday 
and one on Saturdays and 
Sundays in July and August 
and one trip daily September 
1-30. 

The Pictured Rocks Cruises 
out of Munising offer three-
hour trips along the famed 
P i c t u r e d R o c k s .

Y o u n g t e n d e r f r y e r s o( IVi 
p o u n d s o r less s h o u l d be c h o s e n .

. make them as flat as poss ible , and 
t h e i r w i n g s a n d l e g s s h o u l d be 
skewered to the body.

b o n y - s i d e d o w n . T h e b o n e s ac t as 
hea t c o n d u c t o r s a n d h u r r y up the 
c o o k i n g . B u t . the m a i n secre t i n 
c o o k i n g ch icken is to cook i t s lowly 
• and baste and turn it often! 

Before c o o k i n g , you may brush 
the b ro i l e r halves w i th mel ted fat • 
to keep the meat from s t i ck ing to the 
g r i l l . T h e n you baste it w i t h melted 
fat o r b a s t i n g sauce a n d t u r n the 

halves every S-15 minutes • o r often 
enough to prevent b u r n i n g . 

Some people l ike to mar inate the 
checken before cook ing - let it stand 
f o r s e v e r a l h o u r s i n a s e a s o n e d 
sauce, refrigerated. T h e r e are doz­
ens o f recipes for mar inades and the 
best a r e m a d e up 2'4 h o u r s be fo re 
they are used so that the flavors are 
w e l l m i x e d . T h e basic ingredients 
of a l l o f the marinades are v inegar 

a n d o i l , p lus a variety of spices and 
herbs. Y o u can really use y o u r o w n 
i m a g i n a t i o n t o a d d z i n g to y o u r 
barbecue. But there is one cau t ion to 
consider . I f y o u use a mar inade w i t h 
s u g a r a n d t o m a t c i n g r e d i e n t s i n 
large amounts, this causes the ch ick ­
en to crust and b u m . It rea l ly is saf­
est to m a r i n a t e a n d bas te w i t h a 
w u c e w h i c h has l i t t le of these ingre-
dienis - then use the sweei - iomalo 
mar inade d u r i n g the last 50 minutes 

of c o o k i n g for added f lavor . 
W h e n the meat i s d o n e the l e g 

bone w i l l t u rn easily i n the socket o r 
[wist out of the joint . A cut i n to the 
t h i c k m u s c l e o f the d r u m s r i c k 
should a l so reveal no p i n k c o l o r . In 
j u d g i n g a t o u t d o o r c o o k i n g c o n ­
tests, the most c o m m o n p r o b l e m has 
been that chickens have been under­
cooked. T h i s may not be. object ion­
able (o y o u . but pou l t ry expens say 
a wel l -done, but ju icy b i r d is a true 
ind i ca t ion of qua l i ty!
