Tile MIchigatl Department of State 
Highways and Transportation will 
study four alternatives to tile cancelled 
M-275 freeway and prepare an en-
vironmental impact statement (EIS) 
on tile proposals for review by the 
Michigan Environmental Review 
Boal'd (MERE), Department Director 
John Woodford said yesterday. 

According to Woodford, the plans that 
will be studied by a special Western 
Oaliland County Road Study Alter­
natives Team, made up of represen-
tatives of several divisions and bureaus 
within the department, include; 

-The Citizens in Opposition to M-
275's proposal for a state trunkline 
along Haggerty, Union Lake and 
Williams Lake roads, between 1-696 in 
Novi and M-59 at the White Lake-
Waterford border, with a new road to 
connect Union Lake and Williams Lake 
roads north of Cooley Lake Road. 

The trunkline, which two members of 
the State Highway Commission said 
they personally prefer, woilld not con-
nect to 1-696 and the improvements 
would include repaving, the addition of 
right and left turn lanes and com-
puterized stop lights to smooth traffic 
flow; 

-the Haggerty boulevard plan pro-
posed by Oakland County Commis­
sioner Robert A. McConnell (R-
Farmington Hills) that was endorsed 
by the Commerce Township Board, 
Planning Commission and Road Study 
Committee, 

The four-lane, divided boulevard 
would connect to 1-696 and proceed 
north along Haggerty with controlled 
access, to about Pontiac Trail where 
the roadway would follow the approx­
imate route of the original M-275 as ia 
four-iane, limited access, divided, land-
scaped road to M-59 where it would ter-
minate. 

Commerce officials, in their endorse-
ment of McConnell's compromise plan, 
called for the boulevard to be "designed 
to be low speed, well landscaped and 
controlled by signal lighting while using 
the minimum right-of-way requiJted," 
Township officials also listed several 
other design criteria; 

-the so-called Walled Lake plan 
from 1-96 at Novi Road, with a four-lane 
larkway behind the homes on East 
iValled Lake Drive connecting to 
'^icolet and extending west to Benstein 
Road; and 

-the "no build" or "do nothing" 
alternative. 

The Highway Commission last 
Wednesday specifically referred two of 
the plans - the Citizens in Opposition's 
and McConnell's — to the department 
for further evaluation before the pro­
posals are submitted to MERB, an ad­
visory group created by Governor 
William G. Milliken four years ago. 

Commission Seicretary James 

Grasman said yesterday that the 
general sense of the commission was to 
have the department staff put the pro­
posals in proper form for consideration 
by M E R B . . 

Woodford added that the department 
will "take traffic counts in the area, 
hopefully within the next 30 days, and 
fill in gaps in the environmental assess­
ment inventory and make a lake water 
analysis" in order to prepare a draft 
EIS that will be sent to MERB. 

No timetable has been established for 
the study, Woodford said, although he 

expects to receive a detailed work 
schedule in about a week. 

The commission last week indicated 
that it expects quarterly reports on the 
progress of the study. 

The department director added that 
his staff is attempting to determine 
whether MERB will require a public 
hearing on the draft EIS, but added that 
the public session probably will be re-
quested by the review board.

f o r t r u n k l i n e 

Walled Lake officials have launched 
an effort to secure state and federal 
funding for a new state trunk line which 
would connect Novi and Walled Lake. 

Plans for the proposed state trunk 
line were endorsed by a narrow 3-2 vote 
of the Walled Lake City Council last 
Tuesday and were presented to the 
State Highway Commission for study 
on Wednesday. 

John Woodford, State Highway 
Department Director, told The News 
Tuesday that the Walled Lake plan is 
one of four alternatives that will be 
reviewed by his department as a possi-
ble alternative to M-275. 

Other M-275 alternatives being 
studied by the Highway Department in­
clude the Citizens in Opposition to M -
275's Union Lake-Haggerty Road cor-

ridor proposal, the McConnell plan for a 
four-lane boulevard along Haggerty 
and the original freeway route and the 
no-build alternative. 

Proposed is a four-lane, divided 
parkway that would begin at the in­
tersection of Novi Road and the 1-96 ex-
pressway, The proposal calls for the 
state trunk line to be extended north 
along Novi Road with a 120 to 130 foot 
right-of-way to a point just south ot l3 
Mile where it would veer to the east and 
generally parallel the rear of the 
development along East Walled Lake 
Drive. 

Near 14 Mile the proposed state trunk 
line would pass to the west of an apart-
ment complex and enter Walled Lake

C a m e l o t c h a r g e s h e a r d 

The Michigan State Liquor Control 
Commission (LCC) was expected 
yesterday to decide whether to grant 
additional Class C licenses to Camelot 
Inn owner Ben Bundo for his new 
Shadowfax discotheque. 

The decision, however, was not 
available at our press time. 

Meanwhile, LCC Commissioner 
Thomas Van Tlem on Monday heard 
testimony on the city of Walled Lake's 
complaint against Bundo for allowing 
bottomless dancing in the Camelot 
despite new agency rules that prohibt 
total nude dancing, X-rated films and 
simulated sex acts in establishments 
holding Class C permits. 

Police Clilef Wllford Hook, who 
Issued the citations in November, said 
Van Tiem indicated that a ruling on the 
citations could be made in about two 
weeks. 

Tile comihissioner could fine Bundo 
up to $300 for each violation and revoke 
or suspend his liquor license, although 
the Camelot owner could appeal any 
decision against him to the entire LCC 
and, eventually, the courts. 

However, Bundo has filed suit against 
the LCC in Oakland County Circuit 
Court, seeking a court order that would 
prohibit the state agency from

ConstructioIl of a large (343-lot) sub-
division on the northeast corner of Nine 
Mile'and Taft Roads moved a step 
dosef to reality when the Novi Plann-
irig Board recently voted to authorize 
use pf the RUD Open Space Option for 
the proposed Dunbarton Pines Subdivi-
sfoll.' 

The planners voted unanimously (7-
0)'to authorize the Beztak Company, 
developers of the proposed subdivision, 
to use the Open Space Option which per-
mils developers to shave lot sizes up to 
20 pel-cent provided that the amount of 
property shaved from each individual 
parcel is returned to the overall 
development in the form of parks or 
open'space. 

'Thfe subdivision is to be developed 
under its present R-3 (single family 
residential) zoning designation. The R-
3'requires minimum lot sizes of 12,000 
square feet and a minimum lot width of 
90-feet. The R-3 designation prescribes 
aderisity factor of 2.9 dwelling units per 
acre.' 

The Beztak Company sought to have 
the parcel rezened to R-4 (10,000 square 
foot lots with an 80 foot width) last year, 
but the rezoning request was abandon­
ed before it reached the city council 
level. 

City Planning Consultant Charles 
Cairns of Vilican-Leman told the plann-
Ing board that there appeared to be only 
one problem with the proposed utiliza­
tion of the Open Space Option. 

The plat proposed two areas of open. 
space: Dunbarton Pines Park West in 
the center of the overall development 
and Dunbarton Pines Park East which 
runs along a creek on the east property 
line (immediately adjacent to the 
Brookland Farms Subdivision). 

According to tile wording of the Open 
Space Option, however, open space can­
not be located within 120 feet of the 
perimeter of the property. 

Initially, Cairns had told the planners 
that the Beztak Company should seek a 
variance from the Zoning Board of Ap­

peals (ZBA) in order to include Dun-
barton Pines Park East In its open 
space acreage requirements. 

But the planning consultant stated 
last week that he was no longer certain 
that a variance would be required. 

"They (Beztak) have met their Open 
Space Option acreage requirements in 
Dunbarton Pines Park West," he 
stated. "The property in Dunbarton 
Pines Park East is really just a bonus 
for the overall development. 

"If they had to have Dunbarton Pines 
Park East to meet their acreage re­
quirements, I would say that a variance 
would be necessary. But they don't 
need it to meet their open space 
acreage requirements, so I question if 
they really need to get a variance." 

Cairns has previously praised the 
utilization of the Open Space Option in 
the Beztak development, noting that the 
majority of the open space is highly 
desirable land located in the center of 
the development. 

He has also praised the proposed 
layout of the streets and lots, stating 
that they relate well to the location of 
the open space. 

Donald Gleason, vice-chairman of the 
planning board, suggested that it might 
be wise to have the developers seek a 
variance for Dunbarton Pines Park 
East in the event that questions arise 
regarding ownership and maintenance 
of the property. 

The planners voted unanimously to 
approve utilization of the RUD Open 
Space Option on the parcel and also 
voted unanimously to grant tentative 
preliminary plat approved contingent 
upon a legal opinion regarding the need 
for a variance on Dunbarton Pines 
Park East. 

The city council must also approve 
utilization of the RUD Open Space Op­
tion on the parcel. Following council ap­
proval for use of the option, the propos­
ed subdivision will pass through the 
normal stages of plat and site plan 
reviews.

"We constantly laud and applaud the 
men who work for the city for their ef-
forts without ever recognizing the con-
tributions of the wives of the men," she 
stated. 

"These women must contend with 
crisis conditions all by themselves 
while their husbands are out helping the 
city and its residents," she continued. 

"I for one think the wives should be 
commended as well." 

The resolution of commendation with 
Mrs. Hoyer's amendment were 
unanimously endorsed by the council, 
although one councilman suggested

C o u n c i l d e c l i n e s p r a i s e 

f o r c o u n t y r o a d w o r k 

The Oakland County Road Commis-
sion will not receive a letter of commen-
dation from the Novi City Council for 
their snow removal efforts during the 
"great blizzard of 78" last week. 

But it won't be because of the efforts 
of Councilwoman Pat Karevlch. 

Mrs, Karevich proposed that the city 
send a letter of commendation to the 
County Road Commission for their 
snow removal efforts during the bliz-
zard which deposited some 15 inches of 
snow on the area late last week, but the 
proposal was not greeted with a warm 
reception. 

"We've complained justifiably about 
the job they've done in the past, but this 
time I think they did a fantastic job 
throughout the county considering the 
conditions," stated Mrs. Karevich. 

"I think we should send them a letter 
telling them they've done a good job 
this time." 

Mrs. Karevich reported that Fire 
Chief Duane Bell and Police Chief Lee 
BeGole had expressed sentiments 
similar to her own, 

However, the proposal received vlr-
tually no support from the rest of the 

council and died for lack of a second. 

Planning Commission Chairman 
Robert Bretz said that he usually drlvies 
home on 10 Mile because the conditions 
on the unpaved Nine Mile Road are so 
bad. 

"But during the snowstorm last week 
I took Nine Mile because it was in a lot 
better condition than 10 Mile," he told 
the council. "If you send them a letter 
for the good job they did, I would hope 
you would say that the commendation 
does not apply to the job they did on 10 
Mile Road." 

Mayor Romaine Roethel also sug-
gested that a letter of praise to the 
County Road Commission might be un-
warranted. 

"We've received a letter frpm thê . 
Road Commission which stated tiley 
will not pay the bill we sent them for the 
work the city did in clearing county 
roads during the last snowstorm," she 
reported. 

Undaunted, Mrs. Karevich stated 
that she would express her appreciation 
to the Road Commission for their snow 
removal efforts in a personal letter. 

"1 still think they did a good job," she 
stated. 
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Many teachers and parents of 
children at Novi schools were boiling 
mad during Thursday's bone-chilling 
blizzard when they trudged through the 
snow to get to school only to be sent 
right back home. 

Novi administrators had decided at 6 
a.m. that school would be held and then 
reversed the decision at about 7:45 a.m. 
- long after most teachers and many 
students had already left their homes. 

Children had to be bused home In the 
blizzard and teachers had to make their 
way home the best they could. 

The teachers at Novi have a fa/l-out 
system of informing each other on 
whether school will be held on snowy 
days. One teacher calls several others 
and they, in turn, call others. 

According to high school secretary 
Beverly Cook, all but five of the 
teachers showed up, and "those five 
were trying." 

"Everyone has better hindsight than 
foresight," Barr said afterwards. "At 
the time the decision was made at 6 
a.m. in the morning, we had a situation 
where there was slush on the ground 
and it was raining. We had a late 
weather report that said we would be 
getting more snow late in the after-
noon." 

Barr said he thought that the ar^a 
had already taken the brunt of the 
storm. 

In addition, Barr noted that the high 
school students were scheduled to get 
out of school at noon and so, if condi-
tions worsened, all school children 

could be sent home at that time. 
Unfortunately, conditions worsened 

much more rapidly, as snow and ice 
soon covered most every road i n i y 
southeastern Michigan and so schoo l^ 
was called off at about 7:45 a.m., Barr 
said. 

The teachers, and many students, 
were already on their way to school by 
that time, however, and so did not learn 
of the closing until they arrived. 

"It was a mess," said JackielT 
Lawrence, a Communications Skills 
teacher in the high school. "I am so 
mad over the whole thing." 

Lawrence said she did not get back 
home until 10:00 a.m. She said visibility 
was poor and that it was foolish for 
elementary kids to be waiting outside in '0 
the storm waiting to be taken home in 
buses. 

"They're just asking for problems," 
Ms. Lawrence said. 

Another high school staff member, 
Betty Wails of the audio-visual depart-
ment, said she had to help push one of J | | 
her fellow teachers'out the driveway on ^ 
her way to school. 

Walls said she was especially ir-
ritated since the administration had 
also called off school late two weeks 
ago. 

"The administration - there seems^ 
to be a total breakdown there," M s . " 
Walls said. "Do they consider Novi' an 
island or what? Al l the other schools in 
the area were closed." 

Novi schools remained closed Friday 
and Monday due to the bad conditions of 
the road. 
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Commerce Township Environmentalist Dan Sllapiro tests lalce waters to compile inventory 

L i s t s c h i a r a c t e r i s t i c s 

C o m m e r c e l a k e i n v e n t o r y r e a d y 

An iilventory of Comnlerce Township 
fakes, prepared by envirorlmentalist 
OaIl Shapiro, has beeil sent to lakes 
associations to provide inforiIlation on 

•size, sources and uses of the water-
ways. 

Shapiro said the inventory, compiled 
j|Jroin data available from maps, reports 

fmd local sources, is intended to provide 
information for persons who call the 
associations with questions on specific 
lakes. Those persons usually are In­
terested in purchasing property on one 
of the lakes, the environmentalist add-

Information listed on the inventory 
also may be checked against the 
associations' data, Shapiro said. 
: Among the categories listed in the in-

yentory are: origin, with 13 different 
classifications; area in acres; location; 
fillets and outlets; maximum depth; 

number of islands and causeways; 
public access sites; lake character and 
setting; waterfowl use; special boating 
regulations; conflict of Interest on 
uses; intensity of boating, fishing and 
swimming uses; shore-line length; and 
percent of shoreline development, 

Lakes surveyed by Shapiro were 
Bass, Carroll, Clark, North and South 
Commerce, Fox, Hawk, Long, Lower 
Straits, Mud, Reed, Sherwood, Twin 
Suns and Tray. 

Of those, all were classified as 
natural lakes and ponds, except for 
Commerce and Lower Straits, which 
were designated as natural lakes with 
dams, while Sherwood is shown as an 
artificial lake. 

The lakes range in size from Tray, 
121/i! acres, to Lake Sherwood's 350 
acres and in depth from Mud's six feet 
to 66 feet in Commerce Lake. 

All of the lakes are classified as 

warm water (stratified, shallow). Com-
merce and Lower Straits are the only 
lakes with special boating restrictions, 
according to the inventory, and Long 
Lake is the only one with public access, 
not including Union Lake which lies 
mostly in West Bloomfield Towns^iip. 

Waterfowl use on Hawk, Long, Lower 
Straits and Reed lakes was classified as 
low to insignificant, while all other 
lakes showed low usage. 

Commerce and Long lakes had a con-
flict of interest uses between swimmers 
and high-speed boaters, the inventory 
states, while Lower Straits had a con­
flict of interest between high-speed 
boaters and fishermen and water skiers 
and fishermen. Lake Sherwood had 
three conflicts-swimmers and high­
speed boaters, high-speed boaters and 
fishermen, and water skiers and 
fishermen.

9^ A judgment handed down by District 
Court Judge Martin Boyle Wednesday 
lias given the Korex Colnpany of Wix­
om until March 3 to completely vacate 
the premises now occupied by the com­
pany at Wixom Road'and Pontiac Trail. 

The hearing came as a result of a 
ixom City Council decision last Oc­

tober which gave the company 90 days 
to vacate the delapidated building in 
the center of the city. Since the com­
pany had Aot complied, the city in­
stituted eviction proceedings on 
January 6. 

The city purchased the old building 
and property from Korex in February, 
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1977 with demolition planned as its 
ultimate destiny, 

Korex, manufacturers of soap pro­
ducts, built a new facility one-quarter 
mile west of the downtown section north 
of Pontiac Trail. The majority of the 
company operations are currently 
headquartered in the new plant. 

Except for some equipment that has 
yet to be moved, the decaying building, 
long called an eyesore by city residents, 
is void of any manufacturing processes 
or personnel. 

After purchasing the property, the ci­
ty eyed July as a possible date for 
demolition to begin. Delays at the new 
facility found the date moved to the 
beginning of fall. 

Plagued by complaints from 
residents stemming from the unsightly 
mess surrounding the building and the 
apparent lag on the part of the company 
to clean it up, city officials notified 
Korex of their intent to evict. 

In the hearings Wednesday, Korex 
consented to a judgment from the 
court. In the legally binding decision, 
the company has been given 45 days in 
which to vacate the entire premises. 

That period of time includes a 20 day 
appeal period which runs concurrently, 
with the judgment allowed. 

"The defendant in any eviction hear­
ing is allowed a 20 day appeal period," 
said City Attorney Harold Bulgarelli. 
He added that should the decision be ap­
pealed, a jury trial would be called for. 

creating even further delays. 
"However, since Korex consented to 

a judgment, the company waived the 
appeal period and will, by that judg­
ment, vacate the premises by March 
3, " stated BulgareUi. 

Korex also agreed to cooperate fully 
with demolition experts who will be 
called in by the city to destroy and 
remove the structure. 

Assistant to the Mayor Bernard 
VanOsdale said bids would be let by the 
city with demolition to begin on March 
4. "It is imperative we begin work as 
quickly as possible while the frost is 
still in the ground. We hope to have that 
thing completely gone by spring," said 
VanOsdale. 

At the coiulcil table Tuesday night 
questions were raised as to what was to 
be done with the vacant property. Coun­
cilman Dennis Andrews was in favor of 
developing a small landscaped park, 
suggesting a fountain or monument be 
placed on the site. 

VanOsdale said the city was in con­
tact with the Oakland County Road 
Commission to re-engineer the comer 
adding a second lane of traffic to con­
nect North Wixom Road to eastbound 
Pontiac Trail. 

"The site will be grassed in, but 
beyond that there are no immediate 
piians for the area. It will be made at­
tractive, but to what extent has not yet 
been determined," VanOsdale. com­
mented. 
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Shapiro was hired by the township 2% 
years ago under the federal Com-
prehensive Employment and Training 
ActCCETA). 

In addition to the lake inventory, he

Board. 

Both subdivisions are 
slated to be developed by 
the Pulte Development 
Company. 

Jamestown Green will 
contain approximately 
243 lots on 77 acres of land 
on the north side of 10 
Mile between Glenda 
Street and Novi Road. 
The property Is currently 
zoned R-4 (single family 
residential with a 
minimum lot size of 10,000 
square feet and a 
minimum lot width of 80 
feet). 

Lexington Green will 
contain approximately 
151 lots on approximately 
97-acres of land on the 
west side of Taft Road 
between Eight and Nine 
Mile Roads. The property 
is currently zoned R-2 
which calls for half-acre 
lots. 

In addition to setting 
the public hearings, the 
planning board voted con-
ceptual approval of the 
two subdivision layouts. 

The proposed plats for. 
both subdivisions have 
been the subject of con-
slderable debate at re-
cent planning, board 
meetings. The point of 
contention has involved 
the proposed location of 
open space within the sib-
d vision. 

The city's RUD Open 
Space Option permits a 
developer to reduce lot 
sizes up'to 20 percent pro-
vlded that the property 
shaved off each in-
dividual lot is returned to 
the overall subdivision in 
the form of paries or open 
space. 

The ordinance 
prescribes further that 
open space cannot be 
located within 120 feet of 
the perimeter of the pro-
perty. 

The initial plats for 
both the Jamestown 
Green and Lexington 
Green Subdivisions show-
ed open space within the 
120 foot setback require-
ment. 

The planners have 
previously indicated that 
they want developers to 
observe the setback re-
qulrement. Twice 
previously they have 
vetoed plats for 
Jamestown Green and 
Lexington Green because 
of the location of the open 
space within the setback. 

Pulte Representative 
Curtis Klme told the plan-
ners last week that he has 
revised both plats to pro-
vide for the 120 foot set-
back. 

Klme reported that the 
site of the open space in 
the center of the 
Jamestown Green plat 
had been expanded to 
meet the acreage re­
quirements of the or­
dinance. He added that 
the developers were still 
attempting to save a 
large stand of trees along 

the east property line 
because "we think 
they're worth pres'ervr-
ing-"

A ruling on the Novl Township annex-
atlon has been delayed for at least 45 
more days, the State Boundary Com-
mission decided at a special meeting 
January 25 at the Waterford Township 
Hall. 

, The commission postponed its deci-
slon until written briefs can be submit­
ted by City Attorney Dave Pried, 
Michigan Township Attorney John 
Bauckham and Chateau Estates Mobile 
Home park owner John Seibel. 

Sometime in mid-March, the five-
member commission will schedule 
another meeting to decide whether to 
combine Brookland Farnls with the 
other seven parcels of Novi Township 
proposed for annexation. 

The two-part annexation was re-
quested by the city in 1971 and has been 
bogged down In court since then. 

If the two parts are combined, then a 
vote will be taken. If the parts are not 
combined, it is up to the commission to 
decide whether or not to allow a vote for 
residents of the seven parcels. 

Residents of the Brookland Farms 
subdivision already turned down join-
ing the city in a 73-4 vote taken in 1973. 

In asking for the written briefs, Com-
mission Chairman Dave Calhoun and 
member Irv Rozian both commented 
that more information was necessary to 
project whether a referendum on an-
nexation would likely be approved or 
rejected. 

Calhoun sought the input of Chateau 
Estates owner Seibel to help determine 

what effect annexation would have on 
the estimated 1,800 re^dents of the 
park, which makes up the bulk of the 
township's population. 

"I would like to know how much it 
(annexation) would cost the owner of 
Chateau Estates," Calhoun said, "and I 
would like to know what It would cost 
any individual user of Chateau Estates. 

"Most of the votes taken by townships 
have been taken with dollars and cents 
in mind. I think it is very important to 
the way people vote. If their pocket-
books are not hurt, people might look at 
It more logically." 

Chateau Estates residents will not 
pay any additional taxes if they join the 
city, since they are not property 
owners, but the additional taxes which 
will fall on the owner will likely be pass-

"We have in the past considered the 
possible outcome of a vote," Rozian 
said. "I don't think we can Ignore It." 

Rozian said the country is entering in­
to a stage where technical agents 
should be given more responsibility to 
make decisions. The citizenry often 
does not have the expertise to make 
decisions in many technical fields, Ro­
zian said. 

MTA lawyer Bauckham questioned 
Rozian's stance noting that, under such 
a rationale, the commission would 
never allow a vote, since such votes 
have usually been defeated in the past. 

The only way township residents 
would not be allowed a vote is if the 
commission voted to keep the parcels 
separate and view the situation "on the 
record" - as it stood nearly seven 
years ago when the city first applied for 
the two-part annexation of the parcels 
In 1971. 

Proceeding without a referendum Is 
possible due to a clause In commission 
by laws which requires that 100 persons 
reside in an area proposed for annexa­
tion before a vote can be taken. 

In 1971 less than 100 people lived in 
the seven parcels while about 150 lived 
in the Brookland Farms subdivision. 

MTA lawyer Bauckham argued that 
the parcels should be combined, citing 
a 1972 Boundary Commission opinion 
that stated that Brookland Farms ex­
isting alone as a township would be 
"contrary to logic and good planning." 

Bauckham pointed out that the com­
mission could act on the record and an­
nex the seven parcels without a vote, 
since the seven did not have the 100 per­
sons required for a referendum when 
the annexation was first requested in 
1971. 

Bauckham noted that with the addi­
tion of the mobile home park. If a 
similar petition were filed today, there 
would be liftle question but a vote would 
betaken. 

Proceeding without a vote, 
Bauckham said, "would be depriving 
the right of 1,000 people to vote on it (an­
nexation). 

"We submit there has been a substan­
tial differences in fact -that have oc-
cured," Bauckham said. "We feel (a 
vote) is equitable and reasonable 
because if It were started today, we 
would have a vote. 

"It would be reasonable to combine 
Brookland Farms with the other seven 
parcels and give everyone a right to 
vote." 

City Attorney Fried countered by 
saying that, historically, the Brookland -
Farms residents had always opposed

Tax assessments are going up In 
Novi. 

City Assessor John Merrlfleld releas­
ed a report to the Novl City Council 
Monday, stating that the assessments 
on real property throughout the city 
have been increased from four to 20 
percent. 

Basis for the Increase in property 
assessments was a tax factor of 1.12 (or 
12 percent) levied by the Oakland Coun­
ty Equalization Board. 

It is the function of the Equalization 
Board to make certain that local units 
of government equitably assesses pro­
perty at 50 percent of its real market 
value In accordance with state law. 

In levying the factor against the city, 
the County Equalization Board was, in 
effect, stating that the former 
assessments were too low. 

The increase In assessments may not 
necessarily mean an increase in 
municipal taxes, however. 

Mayor Romaine Roethel told the 
council Monday that she believes 
serious consideration should be given to 
lowering the millage rate to offset the 
Increase In property assessments. 

"There's nothing we can do about t)le 
factor," she stated. "The county has 
given us a factor and they'll get their 
tax increase one way or the other. 

"But the citizens of this community 
gave us their overwhelming support 
when they approved the bonding pro-
posalsin the last election. 

"I think the council should give very 
serious consideration to reducing our 
millage in the amount of the assess­
ment increase when we start working 
on our 1978-79 budget. I think we owe it 
to the residents of the cornmunity." 

Mrs. Roethel also stated that any 
decrease in millage would have to be 
determined when the "hard cold facts" 
of budget projections are available. 

City Manager Edward' Kriewall 
reported that the millage rate would 
have to be decreased approximately, 
three-quarters of one mill in order to 
offset the overall 12 percent increase in 
assessments, 

The announcement that Novi has 
been given a factor by the County 
Equalization Board prompted an angry 
repsonse from City Councllwoman Pat 
Karevich who criticized city ad­
ministrators for not making the in­
formation available to council earlier. 

"I'm very upset that it took this long 
to come out," she stated. 

"I believe this information was 

available before the election in 
November. I'm very angry that it was 
not brought out at that time so that peo­
ple would have been able to take It into 
consideration when they were voting on 
the bonding proposals. 

"We should have been told about the 
factor Immediately so we could have# 
made it available to the residents of this ' 
community before they went Into the 
voting booths." 

Councllwoman Martha Hoyer also 
criticized the administration for not br­
inging the Information before the coun-
cll when it was first available. ' # 

"The information has been released 
to other public bodies in this city. I feel 
it should be brought before the council 
before it is released to any other body of 
government in this city," 

Mrs.Karevich and Mrs. Hoyer both 
indicated that they would tend to favoî ^kv 
lowering the millage to offset the l n - ~ 
crease in assessments. 

Kriewall admitted that the city had 
been informed .about the possibility of a 
factor in November. He said that Mer-
rifleld has been working hard over the 
past two months to bring the assess-^ 
ment rolls up to the levels prescribed b y ^ 
the county In order to eliminate the 12 
percent factor. He also said the in-
formation was brought to the council 
after Merrifield had completed the 
reassessments. 

In his report to the council, Merrifield^ 
said that it had become obvious to hini^l 
that a 12 percent factor at County 
Equalization would not correct thelne-, 
quities and would create an unfair t«x 
burden to some of the taxpayers. , 

"We have, since the report of 
November 28, refined our studies down 
to type of models and sizes of houses 
most cases, to determine the assessT > 
ment rate," he reported. 

"We then set the value of assessment 
where we felt we were comparable to; 
the rest of the communities within the 
county. Using this base, we made in­
creases to assessments on real proper-
ty from four percent to over 20 percent,# 

"It is our desire not to receive a fac­
tor on top of our increases," he con­
tinued, "so all classes of real property, 
- commercial. Industrial, and reslden-' 
tlal -- were increased to a level that 
should eliminate a factor for 1978." 

Merrifield stated further that n e x A 
year's factor could have been as high as 
1.30 (30 percent) If the inequities in the* 
assessment rolls had not been cor-̂  
reeled this year. ; 

"It can be seen, for the above; 
reasons, that we had no other choice but 
to increase the real property by adjustJA 
ment for the coming year," h ^ 
reported. "This decision meant that a; 
considerable amount of overtime wa^ 
put in by the staff of this department to. 
accomplish this task." -

Novi residents escaped the brunt of 
the huge snowstorm which deposited 
more than 15 Inches of snow on 
Southeastern Michigan and led Gover­
nor William Milliken to declare a state 
of emergency for the entire state late 
last week.

Among other things, Novl police 
rescued a baby in distress during the 
heights ~ or depths, if you will - of last 
week's blizzard. 

John Mitchell, of 23685 Maude Lea 
Circle in the Wlllowbrook subdivision, 
had okingly told friends last summer 
that his pregnant wife, Barbara, would 
probably deliver sometime during a 
blizzard. 

"But I never thought it would be 
true," Mitchell said. "It was a little too

Ultimately, establishment of the four 
commerdal zoning districts should 
enable the city to upgrade its commer-
cial development and provide for im-
proved pedestrian and traffic flow in 

£»i the commercial areas. 
* The four proposed commercial 

districts are: C-l (local commercial 
district), C-2 (community commercial 
district), C-3 (general commercial 
district), and C-4 (central business 
district). 

The C-l district permits retail 
businesses and service establishments. 

Included in the district would be any 
generally recognized retail business 
which supplies commodities on the 
premises for persons residing In adja--
cent residential areas such as 
groceries, meats, dairy products, bak-
ed goods or other foods, drugs, dry 
goods and notions, or floral shops. 

Also permitted in the C-l district 
would be any service establishment of 
an office, showroom, or workshop 
nature of an electrician, decorator, 
dressmaker, tailor, baker, barber, 
beauty shop, printer, ujiholsterer, or an 
establishment doing radio or home ap-
pllance repair, and photographic 
reproduction. 

No more than five persons shall be 
employed at any time in fabrication. 

repair, or any other processing of 
goods. 

The C-2 district is designed to cater to 
the needs of a larger consumer popula-
tion than served by the restricted C-l 
district. It is to be utilized on locations 
characterized by large establishments 
generating large volumes of vehicular 
or pedestrian traffic. 

Any establishment permitted In the 
C-1 district would also be permitted in 
the C-2 district. 

Also permitted in the C-2 district 
would be veterinary hospitals, mor-
tuary establishments, publlcly-owned 
buildings, public utility buildings, elec-
trie transformer stations and sub-
stations without storage yards, gas 
regulator stations with service yards 
but without storage yards, and water 
and sewage pumping stations. 

In addition, bowling alleys, billiard 
halls, indoor archery ranges, tennis 
courts, and indoor skating rinks are 
also permitted in the C-2 district. Also 
permitted are new or used car 

salesrooms or offices when conducted 
within a completely enclosed structure. 

The C-3 district is designed to furnish 
areas served typically by the C-2 
district with a variety of automotive 
services and goods incompatible with 
the uses in the C-2 district. The C-3 
district is characterized by more diver-
sifled business types and Is often 
located to serve passer-by traffic. 

Included in the C-3 district would be 
restaurants (excluding drive-ins), 
theaters, assembly halls, business 
schools, and motels. Businesses in the 
character of a drive-ln or open front 
store are also permitted subject to 
special conditions. 

The C-4 district is designed for the 
convenience of shopping for persons 
residing in and around the city to per-
mit such uses as are necessary to 
satisfy those basic shopping and-or ser-
vice needs which are not related to the 
shopping pattern of the larger C-2 or C-3 
districts.

A special study sessiorl to formulate a 
policy oil disbursement of sewer taps 
has been requested by freshman Wix-
om councilman Dennis Andrews follow­
ing a two-hour council discussion on 
sewer tap availability last week. 

The disbursement policy was re­
quested after Bud Corwln of the 
Oakland County Department of Public 
Works evaluated the remaining capaci­

ty of the present sanitary sewer at ap­
proximately 15(K) taps. 

Currently using taps in phase two of 
the Wixom sewer plan, the council 
must, according to Mayor's Assistant 
Bernard VanOsdale, begin looking at 
construction of a third phase. 

VanOsdale said the city did not want 
to stop or hold up development because 
of the lack of sewer tap availability. "A

Blashfield noted that these new lights 
are like the ones in use on the recently 
opened 1-96 freeway In Livonia, 

Blashfield based his recommendation 
for the new lights on his report and two 
serious auto accidents which occurred 
last winter at the sites. He also stated 
that seven to ten accidents have oc-
curred on the Beck Road crossing by 
vehicles cresting the hill and striking 
vehicles stopped for the passing train. 

The current lights cost the city $84 
per year per light, while each new light 
will cost approximately $168 per year. 
Assistant to the Mayor Bernard Van Os-
dale stated the cost of installing and 
maintaining the new, more powerful 
lights will be allocated from the street 
lighting fund. 

In addition, the city moved to replace 
the present 30 inch "Stop" sign at the 
West Maple crossing with a larger, 48 
inch sign painted with a new highly 
reflective paint. 

policy of disbursement would allow for 
better planning on the balance of our re-
maining taps," he stated. 

"At this point the city is not concern­
ed with the present capacity or its abili-
ty to treat sewage. What we are con-
cerned with Is the possibility of over-
committing availability to future 
developers," VanOsdale said. 

At the Tuesday night meeting were 
two developers requesting com-
mltments by the city of some 360 sewer 
taps. Both Edward Rose and Sons, 
developers of the Village Apartments, 
and Keating International asked that 
the city reserve the taps for future use. 

Rose, planning a new multiple 
development on the north side of Pon-
tiac Trail to the east of the Indian Lodge 
Apartments, asked for a commitment 
of 151 taps to be used within one year of 
granting. 

Rose argued his planned develop­
ment could not move forward without 
prior knowledge that sewer taps would 
be available. 

Councilman Gunnar Mettala said he 
felt a disbursement policy was not 
necessary since the city had never 
over-extended itself In prior years. 

Other arguments for and against a 
disbursement policy included the 
length of time the granted number of 
taps be reserved for and actual con­
struction dates of projects. 

Also on the agenda was Keating In­
ternational, developers of the proposed 
Indian Springs Subdivision of single 
family homes at Pontiac Trail and Beck 
Road. 

Represented by Leslie Share, 
Keating International asked the city to 
reserve 209 taps for the development. 
Share asked they be committed to his 
company for a period of 18 months. 
Both requests were granted. 

The current sewer system is designed 
to accommodate 1.5 million gallon of 
sanitary sewage. According to Corwln, 
present usage averages 607,000 gallons 
per day. 

Stating his figure of 1560 taps 
available was a "guestimate" within 
the restrictions set down by state and 
federal guidelines, Wixom officials 
agreed to discuss and possible create a 
policy. 

The meeting has been set for Tues­
day, February 7 at 8p.m. in Wixom City 
Hall. 

u n e m p l o y m e n t r e q u e s t ^ 

The Novi School Board showed there 
is a limit to its generosity when 
members voted to fight an application 
for unemployment compensation by a 
former bus driver who voluntarily 
resigned.

Rlenstra had proposed a four-year, 
lii$2-mllllon study of west Oakland, in-
~ ludlng hiring an outside consultant, to 

come up with an alternative to the con-
trovers al freeway which was cancelled 
on January 26,1977 - one day short of 
the first anniversary of last week's 
commission meeting. 

Members of the commission In 
December expressed displeasure with 
Rlenstra's proposal, saying the depart­
ment apparently planned to drag Its 
feet on the M-275 alternatives study so 
that the terms of the three commis­
sioners who voted to scrap the project 
would expire before the report was 
completed. 

Again last week Commissioner 
Weston E . Vivian blasted the depart­
ment for "apparently doing zero work" 
on M-27S alternatives since 'the 
December commission meeting. Vivian 
termed the department's lack of pro-
gress as "very unsatisfactory." 

Commission Chairman Peter B. Flet-
Cher defended the department, saying 
that there were "confusing signals" 
from the commission and the Oakland 
County Road Commission. 

Vivian also took a slap at the county 
Road Commission for its lack of 
cooperation in working on an alter-
native to M-275 and Fletcher agreed, 
adding that he doesn't know If the Road 
Commission will "work with us on any 
of this." 

As to the specific proposals, Fletcher 
said the Citizens in Opposition alter­
native has "a number of valid points" 
and added that the commission should 

be "very, very careful about returning 
to any use of the M-275 corridor.'' 

The chairman said he felt it was the 
sense of the commission that the 
department did not have to return to 
ground zero in Its evaluation of alter­
natives to the cancelled freeway 
because the panel has received 
"specific recommendations from the 
people In the area who will have to live 
with" whatever alternative the com­
mission chooses. 

He also noted that the Haggerty por­
tion of McConnell's alternatives follows 
the same route as part of the Citizens in 
Opposition's plan. 

Fletcher and Vivian both Indicated a 
personal preference for the Citizens in 
Opposition proposal, but they decided 
not to Include their stand in the formal 
commission resolution so as not to in­
fluence MERB's review. 

Commission V ice-Chairman Carl

ItUpon hearing of the decision, drill 
team member parents appeared at a 
recent Novi School Board meeting air-
ing their discontent, adding they had 
not been approached for any input into 
the decision. 

Saying she felt the situation had been 
<jtoidled unfairly and poorly, Mrs. 
Marilyn Pretty, volunteer parent ad-
visor and sponsor of the drill team, ask­
ed for a meeting of all parties involved. 

That meeting, which attracted ap-
proximately 80 parents and students, 
rambled through three hours of spirited

At stalte, said Mrs. Pretty \yas the 
loss of identity for the driii team and its 
newly adopted name.

The girls 
had extremely high standards and a lot 
of pride in what they were doing.'' 

"I thinit the drili team parents 
generally felt intimidated by some of 
the other parents, but I am relieved we 
had at least a chance to air our feel-
ings," added Mrs. Pretty. 

"The decision has been made and I. 
hope it will work out for the good of the 
school. I'm just sorry it was handled the 
way it was." 

Agreeing with Mrs. Pretty, Dr. Dit­
zhazy said she should have foreseen the 
problem and included the groups in the 
initial discussions. 

Originally developed three years ago 
as a part of the marching band, the drill 
team appeared during half-time 
festivities at home football games and 
was sanctioned by the school board. 

Providing their own uniforms and 
volunteer advisors, the group grew to 
an award winning team this past sum-
mer. 

Two years ago, according to Dr. Dit-
zhazy, girls unhappy at not making the 
cheerleading squad forrned the pom 
pon squad at her suggestion. 

Their objective was to provide half-
time entertainment at the basketball 
games. Formed through the school cur-
riculum council, the group has a 
teacher advisor with uniforms provided 
by the athletic department. 

According to Dr. Ditzhazy, the pom 
pon squad was invited in 1976 to per­
form on the football field in addition to 
the drill team. Because of their affilia­
tion with the band, however, the drill 

team continued oniy to perform during 
football season. 

The commitment from school of­
ficials to develop the single unit was 
reportedly to allow longer exposure 
time at both football and basketball 
games than could be afforded two 
single groups. 

In addition, Dr. Ditzhazy said several 
other issues were taken into considera­
tion in the final decision. Included was 
the role of the band director in dealing 
with the groups, competition between 
the groups, and the possibility that the 
band, the major performing group, was 
becoming a background unit. 

Strain also commented that there 
were too many groups on the field and 
said he felt he could work better with 
just one. 

"Coordinating the groups became a 
problem and arranging music for both 
the band, the drill team and the porn 

pon squad became a problem," the 
Novi principal said. 

In forming the totally new group 
which will not necessarily be drill or 
pom pon routines, the girls who make 
the team will determine its name, their 
uniforms and can choose to perform at 
either football or basketball or both 
seasonal sport half-times. 

Although some drill team members 
questioned just how the two groups 
could be merged and come up with any 
kind of a routine, Mendy Schwartz, 
teacher-advisor of the pom pon squad 
said the groups were basically the 
same. "What we have here is just pet­
tiness between groups," she said. 

The new group will consist of between 
15 and 24 girls depending on the number 
who qualify each year, according to the 
school decision, Standards will be 
established for the unit, which will be 

under the direction of Ms. Schwartz. 
According to Mrs. Pretty, the drill 

team numbered on an average of'15' 
girls this past season with about 12 girls 
on the pom pon squad. 

With the merging of the two groups, 
Mrs. Pretty pointed out that in the new 
unit it could be possible that fewer girl?-. 
would be allowed to participate. 

That feeling was shared through a let­
ter from school board member Sharon 
Pelchat. She said she felt two groups 
could accomodate more girls and that 
their Involvement in school activities 
was the important thing. School Presi­
dent Joel Collieu shared a similar 
thought. 

Speaking in favor of the decision. Dr. 
Ditzhazy said, "There's no losing in 
this. The girls have the opportunity to 
go on to bigger and better things. 
They're all winners."

near the Bluffton Street right-of-way 
and continue in a northwest direction 
until it reaches Nicolet Street.

The proposal was presented to the Ci-
ty Council at a special meeting held in 
the offices of the Carey Company last 
Tuesday. 

Robert Carey, a proponent of the 
original M-275 proposal, told the council 
that the proposal could solve a number 
of problems. 

Carey said that the road could help 
solve the traffic problems in Walled 
Lake by facilitating traffic movement 
from the north to the south. 

Carey added that the road might also 
be'an acceptable alternative to M-275 

and could serve as an important north-
south route through southwest Oakland 
County. 

"Our major concern is to help solve 
the traffic problems here in Walled 
Lake," Carey told the council. "But the 
road does have possibilities as a north-
south thoroughfare as well." 

Carey said he felt the proposal might 
be well-received by both the State 
Highway Commission and State 
Highway Department. 

"It appears to me that this proposal 
will answer many of the objections to 
the original M-275 plan," he said. "The 
road would basically make use of ex­
isting right-of-ways and it would also 
have the advantage of not being direct-
ly connected with a major expressway. 

"We weren't thinking about pro-
vlding a north-south route for everyone 
in the county," he added. "But we felt it 
might be a little visionary and had 
some merit." 

Although Carey made the presenta­
tion to the council, the proposal is being 
sponsored by Councilwoman Heather 
Hill. 

The proposal met a generally 
favorable response from local officials.

John P'Brien displays his Super BoWI program and stub

Some people have all the luck. 
How would you like an all expense 

paid trip to the Super Bowl? 
That's just what John O'Brien of Wix-

om received one evening while sitting 
at home drinking Flelschmann's 
whiskey. 

O'Brien, 23, works as a salesman for 
Standard Brands Foods in Farmington 
Hills and received the trip as a sales 
campaign reward. O'Brien's Detroit 
district sold more Blue Bonnet Spread 
in a two-month period than any other 
district in the nationwide Standard 
Brands Foods contest. 

How much Blue Bonnet Spread did 
O'Brien himself sell? 

"To be truthful, none," said O'Brien, 
"It wasn't my job because I'm con­
sidered upper management, I got to 
Super Bowl by luck. There were nine of 
us in upper management and I won by 
the luck of the draw for that one ticket." 

O'Brien said he received the phone 
call the Tuesday before the Super Bowl 
as he was sitting at home. 

"I got the call from my boss as I had 
just opened a bottle of whiskey," said 
O'Brien. "I thought he was kidding, but 
when I was sure he wasn't I went on a 
two-day drunk just to get ready for New 
Orleans." 

O'Brien and 17 other Standard 
Brands Foods employes flew to the 
Super Bowl city the Friday preceeding 
the game and returned home the Tues­
day afterward. 

"It was a great time," he said, "but 
the weather was miserable. The best 
day we had was 60 degrees and over-
cast. Those southern people were 
prepared, but all us northerners were 
running around freezing in sweaters." 

O'Brien's expense account included 
four nights in the Montelone Hotel in the 
French Quarter, game ticket, cab fare, 
and all meals. He was given an addi­
tional $75 for entertainment. 

"Half of that was gone the first 
night," said O'Brien. "We went to Al 

Walled Lake 

HIrt's place down there and saw about 
50 or 60 people trying to get in. We went 
around to the back door and there were 
only lo people waiting. We got in and 
sat at the bar and then Al HIrt himself 
walked by and started shaking 
everybody's hand." 

O'Brien also attended a cocktail par­
ty in the International Hotel where he 
received an autograph from Pittsburgh 
runnlngback Rocky Bleir. 

"I didn't have anything for him to 
write it on except my game ticket, so 
that's what he signed it on," 

O'Brien noted that the town was 
overflowing with Denver enthusiasm 
and that Denver followers would offer 
anything for a ticket to the game. 

"I had some guy offer me a hundred 
dollars for my ticket," he said, "and I 
heard more than once that if you had a 
hotel room and ticket for the game you 
could get $1500 for the pair. The town 
was so crowded that they were sending 
people to Biioxi, Mississippi, about 90 
miles away, for a hotel room. It was 
crazy," 

By the time Sunday evening arrived, 
O'Brien and his cohorts were almost too 
bushed to go to the Superdome. 

"It was a good thing the game started 
at 6 p.m., because we were still trying 
to recover from Friday and Saturday 
night," 

O'Brien related that the Superdome 
was huge and that his seat offered a 
good, but high, view, 

"We sat in the upper deck somewhere 
between the 20 and the Denver end 
zone. I think we were about 37 stories 
up; well, at least it seemed like it. We 
were also right in front of one of those 
big air blowers, so while everybody else 
was warm, we were freezing with our 
jackets on." 

O'Brien noted that the Dallas crowd 
took over the town after the Cpwboy 
victory and that it was impossible to 
find an open flight out of the city on 
Monday. So, the Standard Brands Food 
group waited until Tuesday to return 
home. 

"The whole thing was just great," 
said O'Brien. "I never expected to go 
and it was like a dream. 

"I guess I must be living right."

Craig Auteil's Walled Lake Central 
swimiTling team boasts a pair of swim­
mers that are malting a shambles of the 
Vilting record book. 

Paul Lachner and Chris Kottke, both 
sophomores, have turned in superb per-
formances for the Vikings and appear 
to be two of the top swimmers in 
Oakland County. 

And they go together like ham and 
cheese.' 

"They're good friends and they've 
been swimming together for seven 
years," said Auten. "They started 
together in AAU (Amateur Athletic 
Union) and they swim together so much 
that they pace themselves with each 
other. That way if one improves the 
other has to improve, and it works." 

When Kottke and Lachner joined the 
Viking swim team as freshmen last 
year, they quickly dismissed any ideas 
of an inferiority complex th t̂ might be 
given them by upperclassmen.

||UNSING-Politics and tenuous 
political futures will rule the state dur-
ing 1978 as the Michigan Legislature 
returned to the capital city last week. 

Politics sprinted to the forefront as 
individual legislators rushed to beat 
Governor William Mllliken to the punch 
• [fore his scheduled State of the State 

Idress. 
The Legislature opened with House 

Speaker Bobby Grim of Davison ad­
dressing the Legislature to give mar­
ching orders for 1978. The Senate, for 
the first time in history, recessed to 
hear the speaker's address in an in-
(!Rrmal joint session. 

Crlm dropped the banner of 
Democratic gubernatorial hopeful last 
year saying he was not interested in the 
state's highest office and his pulling out 
of the race would allow him to complete 

I lilts legislative tasks without charges of 
politics entering the picture. 

Speculation continues to increase 
now that Crim would be open to a party 
draft for the nomination and has been 

whispering that message into influen­
tial ears. 

Mllliken on the following day ad­
dressed a joint legislative session 
where he painted a rosy — or green — 
state economic picture and offered to 
the voting public an $85 million finan­
cial relief program composed of tax 
cuts and assistance for home heating 
bills. 

Mllliken, who is completing his tenth 
year as a Republican governor in a 
basic Democratic state, has yet to an­
nounce his intentions as to whether he 
will seek the office for an additional 
four years. 

His message to members of the 79th 
Legislature contained no hints of his 
future political plans, but statements in 
the address sounded like a promising, 
energetic politician about to again 
enter the hunt. 

During the state of the state, Mllliken 
sounded like a politician handing out 
promises to the electorate in return for 
a favorable vote. 

The state of the state is excellent in 
many respects, Mllliken claimed. He 

cited a record level of employment, 
lower crime and progress in getting an 
increased return of federal dollars. 

Miiliken proposed that taxpayers 
would share in a $35 million tax cut by 
an increase in the personal exemption 
by $100, effective January 1, 1979. The 
plan would cut taxes, however, by only 
$4.50 per person per year. 

Immediate reaction to the governor's 
address was typically political. 

Republicans aligned themselves 
behind the Mllliken proposals express­
ing pleasure of the upturning economy 
under the Republican administration. 

Democrats, meanwhile, said there 
.were no surprises in the message and 
the speech was a political state of the 
address for the beginning of a political 
year. 

Senator Patrick McColIough (D-
Dearborn), chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee and an announced 
candidate for the Democratic nomina-
tlon for governor, seemed rehearsed 
when reacting to the Mllliken address. 

Pulling supportive documents from a 
file immediately following the address, 
McColIough charged that even though 

there was a proposed $85 million tax 
cut, Milliken's total tax bill will be up 
for the year. He noted the proposed two 
cent per gallon gasoline tax hike and a 
proposed motor vehicle license weight 
tax increase. 

"The governor pleads povei-ty during 
non-election years and during election 
years, announces a state surplus with 
plans to return money to the public," 
McColIough said. 

Senator William Fitzgerald (D-
Detroit), chairman of the Highways 
and Transportation Committee and 
another announced Democratic can­
didate for governor, said Milliken's pro-
posed tax cut places the transportation 
package in jeopardy. He said the govei'-
nor Is proposing to return progressive 
taxes (Income tax) and turn around and 
Increase a regressive tax (gasoline and 
vehicle license fees). 

Speaker Crim labeled the governor's 
tax plans an "election-year gimmick." 
He said It was a very smooth speech, 
just the kind expected from an Incum­
bent governor who is running for re­
election. 

So, with the first round of speeches 

ilow history, the tone has been set for 
1978. 

Until 4 p.m., June 6 — filing deadline 
for nominating petitions for the 
primary election — everyone remains a 
potential candidate and comments 
must be tempei'ed with politics.

It took place over 30 years ago, but 
Novi Police Chief Lee Begole still 
remembers the first time he was called 
to quell a domestic disturbance, 

"It was ill 1946,1 was a youilg Wayne 
County road patrolman then, and like 
most young policemen, I was pretty 
idealistic. I thought I would just walk in 
and adjust the situation. 

"When I walked in, the woman had 
two black eyes and had obviously been 
beaten. The man was reclining on his 
couch, listening to the radio. When I 
confronted him, he said, 'Yeah, I beat 
the hell out of her. But you didn't see it. 
So what are you going to do about it?' " 

"If he had stopped right there, I 

couldn't have done anything about it. 
But then he took a punch at me. I put 
the cuffs on him and locked him up for 
90 days, and after that, they lived hap­
pily ever after." 

Wilford Hook; Walled Lake police 
chief, remembers a similar incident. 

"A husband once held a gun on me 
when I responded to a family fight call. 
He held a rifle on me but finally I 
jumped him and took it away from him. 
Then I told him that if he tried anything 
else, this time I would shoot him. That 
was the last time we had any trouble 
with him." ' 

But not all domestic quarrels end so 
happily. 

Hook remembers another time when 
patrolmen were called to an incident 

which they at first took to be a murder. 
"A man had beaten his wife so badly 

that he had knocked every tooth out of 
her head. At first, we thought she was 
dead. But she was alive and we charged 
her husband with attempted murder. 
The next day she said she didn't want to 
press charges because she still loved 
him. This guy had knocked every tooth 
from her mouth but she still wouldn't 
press charges. So there was nothing we 
could do." 

Michigan State Police Sergeant Gary 
Sauer estimates that there are more 
police officers killed responding to 
doillestic quarrels than to any other 
single type of call. 

Chief Hook says, "You never know 

what you're going to run into in a family 
fight." 

Chief Begole readily admits, "They 
can be trouble." 

Northville Police Sergeant Allen Cox 
says domestic quarrels are "so volatile 
you never know what's going to hap­
pen." 

And Northville Township Police Chief 
Ronald Nisun simply labels family 
fights "the most dangerous" call a 
police officer can answer. 

But officers are called to domestic 
quarrels regularly. And when they res­
pond to such calls, officers often find 
themselves embroiled in a "no win" 
situation where they are the men in the 
middle. 

"Domestic quarrels are extremely 

difficult," said Sauer, who estimates 
that troopers from the Northville State 
Police post are called to about five such 
disturbances a week. "You don't really 
act as police officers at such things. 
You act as mediators. Usually, you're 
called by the woman and then often 
when you try to do something, she turns 
on you." 

Northvllle's Sergeant Cox agrees. 
"Say you get there and you're trying 

to be a mediator between the two and 
suddenly the guy hits his wife or takes a 
punch at an officer. Then you can arrest 
him. But if the wife thinks you're hur­
ting her husband or something, she just 
might turn against you." 

Even more dangerous are the cases 
where an officer arrives at the scene of 

a domestic quarrel expecting trouble 
from a man, only to be attacked by both' 
husband and wife. : 

Making the situation even more dif-i 
flcult for officers is the fact tl at, unless 
fighting continues in their presencej-
there actually is little they can do about, 
family fights. 

"A man's home is his castle," Hook 
noted, "and you can't just tell him to 
get out of it. An officer can advise the 
people and maybe tell a husband hei' 
probably shouldn't have slapped his 
wife, but unless ,they fight in our 
presence, that's about all we can do.". • 

The beatings of wives (and occa­
sionally husbands) that sometimes ac:-
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When police are called to quell a family disturbance, they often 
find themselves in a "no w n" situation. Even when officers are 
able to quiet the disturbance, they often find themselves simply 
trying to get one combatant to leave while calming the fears of 

the other. Officers may take a complaint while at the scene but, 
police say, seldom do abused spouses follow through on such 
complaints. Such circumstances amount to one reason why of­
ficers dread responding to such distrubances.

o f l a i v e n f o r c e m e n t o f f i c i a l s 

' Michigan policemen may be on the 
verge of having their hands untied 
when it comes to dealing with doipestlc 
difficulties. 

Under terms of an eight-bill package 
presently before the Judiciary Commit­
tee of the Michigan House of Represen­
tatives, police would be empowered to, 
in some cases, arrest a battling spouse 
without a warrant. 

Officers would also be required to 
undergo training in how to deal with 
domestic difficulties and the Michigan 
State Police would be given the respon­
sibility to ovjersee law enforcement ef-

t forts in the area of spouse abuse. 
The legislation now pending was in­

troduced by Representative Connie 
Binsfeld (R-Traverse City), it is being 
strongly supported by Representative 
Richard Fessler (R-Union Lake), a 
member of the Judiciary Committee 
who helped rewrite the bills. 

Taken as a package, the legislation 
would: 

-Require law enforcement officers 
to undergo basic training in how to deal 
with cases of spouse abuse; 

-Grant officers the power of arrest, 
without necessity of a warrant, when 
they have probable cause to believe an 
assault has taken place in connection 
with an instance of spouse abuse; 

—Give officers power to enforce 
court orders, such as injunctions, In 
connection with divorces or legal 
separations; 

-Require both local and state police 
to keep statistics on spouse abuse; 

-Permit court^ to grant probation 
with counseling to first-time spouse 
abusers; 

- A n d require the Department of 
Social Services to establish temporary 
shelters for abilsed spouses and their 
children, complete with counseling, 
child care, job training and legal 
assistance. 

A public hearing on these bills will be 
held at 10 a.m. February 6 at the 
Oakland County Auditorium in Pontiac. 
It is at such hearings, Fessler says, that 
legislators hope to glean enougtl in­
formation to allow them to proceed with 
the legislation by April. 

"I think we have a good set of bills 
here but with a few changes, I think 
they can be a better set," Fessler said. 
"We know there is a problem. What 
we're trying to propose is a solution 
whichis not cost prohibitive." 

Among concepts which might yet be 
incorporated into the legislation, 
Fessler said, is the Southern concept of 
a "peace bond". 

"With this you might tell a person 
that he is on file with the court and if he 
does anything more, he will be held in 
contempt and perhaps jailed or fined," 
Fessler explained. "Some people say 
this won't work up here but I think it's 
worth looking at." 

Also worth looking at, according to 
the representative, is the subject of how 
such new laws might apply to couples 
who live together but are not married.

If you haven't been using the 
recommended last date of sale marked 
on many food packages you may be 
overlooking a valuable shopping tool. 

In the past, shoppers had no choice 
but to gamble on the freshness of pre-
packaged perishable products. Opeiling 
a package of spoiled food has no doubt 
-ruined more than one meal plan — and 
"lllpre than one appetite. 

- Now, however, the odds that these 
foods will be fresh are in the 
consumer's favor. A new Michigan 

' regulation requires that prepackaged 
meat, fish, seafood, poultry, eggs, 
bakery products and other perishable 
foods not be sold without a 
recommended last date of sale marked 
clearly and conspicuously on the 
package. 

Certain perishable products are 
exempt from the new regulation. These 
include fresh fruits and vegetables, 
frozen foods and smoked fish. 

How does this recommended last date 
of sale help food shoppers? According

Zehner, the date is to help shoppers 
determine the freshness o( products, 
"but these dates are a guide, not an 
assurance of freshness," she says, "If 
products are not properly handled 
through the marketing channels or by , 
the consumer, they m&y lose quality 
and even spoil before the date on the 
package." 

Zehner warns that a product will 
remain fresh until the last day of sale 
only if the package is unopened. "Once 
a perishable product is opened, it will 
not stay fresh any longer than usual," 
she says. "If a package of luncheon 
meat is opened February 1, for 
example, and the recommended last 
date of sale is marked February 14, 
don't assume it will remain fresh until 
Februarys." 

It would be a tremendous Waste of 
food and dollars to prohibit retailers 
from selling products after the 
recommended last day of sale, so 
retailers ma> sell the food - as long as 
they are still wholesome and clearly 
identiiieu by the retailer as products 
offered for sale after the recommended 
date has passed.

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When Stan Kenton steps on stage 
Saturday night to direct his band 
through a two-hour concert per­
formance at Novi High School, he'll be 
dqing it before a packed audience.

Consumers should be mindful also of 
the difference between "expiration" 
dates and the "recommended last date 
of sale." "The expiration date is more 
accurately called the suggested last 
day the product should be eaten," says 
Zehner. It usually appears on 
nonrefrigerated foods having a shelflife 
of more than 90 days such as cereals, 
cake and dessert mixes and baking 
powder, 

Products with expiration dates are 
usually marked "Best if used before 
(date)." Products with a last day of 
sale might read "Sell by (date)," "Sell 
before (date)," "Recommended last 
date of sale (date)" pr the date alone 
may appear without an explanation. 

"To protect both consumer and 
retailer interests, if a product is on the 
shelf beyond the recommended last 
date of sale and is not specifically 
identified, shoppers should point it out 
to the department manager," advises

N e e d l e p o i n t c o n t i n u e s t o g r o w i n p o p u l a r i t y 

Who does needlepoint? 
Men and women, teenagers and 

retirees. Almost anyone. . 
Working yarn on canvas to create 

pillows, purses, doorstops, pictures and 
other home decorations or items to 
wear has become a popular hobby. 

One of the most enthusiastic 
needlepolnters is Carlene Harwick of 

A Novi. 
"If it doesn't move, I needlepoint it," 

she told members of Northville 
Woman's Club last Friday as she 
suggested trying quick-point, the more 
traditional gro-polnt or petit-point as a 
winter project. 

Now an avid needlepolnter who works 
two days a week at the Village 
Needlepoint in Mary Alexander Court 
In downtown Northville, Mrs. Harwick 
tells of first doing needlepoint as a 
college student majoring In social work 
at University of Kentucky and then at 
University of Michigan. 

"In those days," she recalls, "I 
thought needlepoint was the tent stitch. 
Then I tried making a sampler pillow of 
different stitches n classes of Donna 
Poster (former owner of the shop) and 
thought 'this is fun' and called to ask If 
she wanted samples made for her 
shop." 

Thus, she bacame the sample-maker 
for three years. 

In encouraging others to try the 
hobby, she mentions that the/Shop has 
several men who are experts, including 
Bin Thompson who is known for his bird 
scenes that have taken best-of-show 
awards whenever entered. A retiree, 
another man, has created a farm scene. 

One woman, Mrs, Harwick 
remembers, began needlepolnting to 
make panels to replace silk ones in an 
oriental screen. Another has created a 
plaid vest while one woman 
needlepolntedacarseat. 

It took another between two and three 

years to needlepoint a miltlcolored 
coat, but one customer used the large, 
quick-point stitch to needlepoint a bed 
headboard. 

Customers have included an 82 year 
old senior citizen who did a beautiful 
sampler pillow as well as a woman who 
wanted to tell her needlepolnting sisters 
in Toronto, "See, I can do it too," 

Mrs. Harwick's message is that there 
is a type of needlepoint for almost 
everybody. She displayed a miniature, 
no more than two inches high, of a 
Victorian house done in silk gauze. 

While needlework has flourished 
through the centuries, Mrs, Harwick 
told the club that little Is known of its 

earliest history because it is so 
perishable. 

It Is known that it was done in Egypt, 
and she speculated that even Cleopatra 
may have done a little instead of just 
lying on her couch. 

The Romans, she continued, 
developed the tent stitch to strenghen 
fabrics. In England most needlework 
was ecclesiastical, adorning cathedrals 
and churches, There were vestments 
and altar cloths to make the churches 
more beautiful. 

Artisans, who were men, she related, 
designed the patterns "and nuns did the 
work," These were elaborate with gold 
threads couched with silk, and Included 
gems and beads, 

By the 15th century work became 
more secular and included flags and 
other heraldic items. The 19th century 
brought machine-made canvases and 
commercial dies. 

In America, the speaker pointed out, 
needlework did not flourish among the 
Puritans, They made samplers and 
marked their household linens, but that 
was the decorative extent of their 
needlework. 

Today, she suggests, there Is no limit 
to creativity. Needlework can resemble 
a painting with shadings done by 
combining two different shades of 
single strands of yarn. 

She encouraged women to try 
bargello-type work as it goes quickly — 
over four stitches at one time. 

Blocking worked needlepoint isn't too 
difficult, she told the women, saying 
that they should use a steam Iroh, 
stapling two sides of the work and then 
pulling the others and stapling. 

Finish by steaming about a quarter-
inch above the work. 

To keep the shape of finished work, 
she gave a practical hint: 

Interface with glue-backed fabric 
facing. 

Displaying a pillow done by shop 
owner Marjorle Clnader, Mrs. Harwick 
suggested that needlepoint is an 
excellent way to .combine one hobby 
decoratively with another as Mrs, 
Clnader, who collects shells, had 
depicted one as the pillow pattern. 

And even a rank beginner will like 
working with the blunt needlepoint 
needle, she promises. It doesn't prick.

For despite her carefully planned 
nutritional meals served while son was 
still one of the brood, a doge look In a 
bachelor kitchen could dash all those 
years of worry. 

This is not to say that men are not 
good cooks. They are. 

But the good bachelor cook Is scarce. 
The majority of those happy, carefree, 
unwed males should be suffering from 
scurvy, if not malnutrition. 

Most bachelors say It's just easier to 
go to a restaurant. Easier, yes, but 
tough on the wallet if it's an everyday 
occurrence. 

Some men say it's easier to eat a 
large meal at lunch and grab a quick 
bite of something later In the evening at 
holne. Doctor's do say it is healthier to 
take large mid-day meal. 

But according to Vere Wirwllle, a 
Novi police officer, "It's leam or 
starve," adding simply, "I can stomach 
my own," when speaking of his 
culinary accomplishments. 

Wirwllle, whose jobs Involves shift 
changes says eating out gets too expen­
sive. "Besides, It gets to your 
stomach," he laughed. 

"I keep it simple at home, not much 
beyond opening a can," admitting that 
at times he has tried to be a little 
creative. "I never named it," he said as 
he described his creation of Texas toast 
covered with chili and topped with 
cheese. "It looked horrible." 

Commenting on one of his fellow of­
ficers, Wirwllle said Herb Harbin really 
has it made. Harbin's bachelor room­
mate is a chef by trade, "That guy flips 
pancakes, never uses a spoon... just 
swirls stuff around in the pot and even 
makes his own pastry," Wirwllle said 
with just a hint of envy. 
. Bachelor Bernard VanOsdale of Wix­
om said he's lived in his apartment for 
three years and has never used the 

oven. "Don't get me wrong, I cook,., as 
long as it takes ten minutes or less, 
preferably less." 

VanOsdale said his choices of food In-
dude nothing complex, although he 
does consider himself an ace at popping 
corn. 

Not much beyond opening a can and 
no longer considering himself a "picky 
eater," VanOsdale echoed the laments 
of his brother bachelors... "kitchens 
are intimidating." 

Dan Shapiro, Commerce Township 
environmentalist, said without hesita-
tion that he could "cook decent." No 
stranger to a kitchen, Shapiro shared 
an apartment while In school at Lake 
Superior State College, 

"I had a roommate who worked In the 
college food services department but he 
wouldn't cook at home. That was up to 
me." The food must have been pretty 
good.,. Shapiro's roomy was known as 
"wide-track.'i 

Describing their apartment as 
"typical early slum," Shapiro and com-
pany could turn out a favorite meal of 
rib eye roast, fried mushrooms, corn 
and hot rolls. "We didn't entertain 
because you could barely turn around 
in the place." 

"If you like to eat, cooking's no pro-
blem. It's cleaning up the mess after-
wards," laughed Shapiro, who has at 
least momentarily hung up his chef's 
apron, He's living at home now and 
good old mom Is doing the cooking. 

The developers of "stormtrooper's 
delight" prefer to remain anonymous 
since the bachelors Involved said the 
dish was "eatable" but rated it "pretty 
bad." Laughing over the concoction, 
the combination of Ingredients didn't 
appear to be so distasteful. Using hard 
salami cut into chunks, the meat was 
lightly fried. It was added to cooked 
noodles along with cream of mushroom 
soup, green peas, milk and seasonings. 

The boys spooned the "storm-
troopers" over split hot baked rolls and 
topped it with cheese. 

It may not have been a top choice at 
mother's table, but then again, one can 
never discount taste, 

As for the outstanding bachelor of 
them all, Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole 
has made It ail these years without so 
much as ever cooking a meal, 

BeGole said simply that he was total-
ly incapable of cooking, preferring in-
stead to take his meals at a few favorite 
restaurants or at the homes of friends. 

It wasn't long ago, BeGole said, that 
he made his first and last attempt at the 
kitchen stove. His culinary master-
piece? Boiling water for a cup of tea. 

Somehow the water all boiled out of 
the pot, resulting in a charred pot with 
indistinguishable handle and a kitchen 
full of smoke, "Well that finished the 
tea and the cooking," chortled BeGole, 
"but I still have the tea bags," 

Well - meaning people often bestow 
gifts of food on the bachelor chief which 
has led to problems, induding food 
poisoning. Of these rather rare In-
cidents, BeGole shrugged and said, "I 
guess T should have put it in the 
refrigerator," 

A treasure of anecdotes, BeGole 
roared with laughter when recalling an 
incident in World War II. "I was on a 
troop ship heading towards England 
when 1 suddenly found myself named 
the chief baker," 

Never shirking a duty, BeGole said 

the job wasn!t too difficult. He just 
scouted around the ship until he found a 
crew of commercial bakers. "Even 
though I didn't know a thing about cook-
ing, they did and everything worked out 
well, sort of." 

BeGole was faced at one point of the 
journey with an actual cooking chore. 
The chief steward had ordered 
blueberry cobber and BeGole had to 
bake It. 

Not knowing where to begin, BeGole 
said he chose a very large pot, dumped' 
the measured amount of blueberries |ri; 
the pot and added all the dry Ingre--
dlents after which he set the pot to cook-" 
ing on the stove. 

What rssulted, of course, was a big 
mess. Someone suggested the use of 
corn meal which was quickly stirred up. 
and poured Into pans with the blueberry 
mess spooned on top. The questionable 
mixture finally made it to the ovens. It 
was dedared an instant winner by 
BeGole. 

Fortunately for the health of the en--
tire crew, a mishap with a floundering 
ship near shore caused a second war­
time casualty. BeGole and shipmates 
were evacuated bringing his short-lived 
career to an illustrious close.

misdemeanors unless committed In the 
presence of an officer. Unless officers 
actually see a beating, they have no 

flower of arrest - except in cases 
where they have reason to expect that a 
felony may have been commltteed, 
»uch as when officers arrive at a home 
and find a man standj^tover his wife's 
body with a bloody.l/?Ad;iip^ in his 
hands. 

Officers can arrest a person for 
Mbsault and battery, if the person 
assaulted is willing to file a complaint. 
But even then, the complaint must be 
okayed by a county prosecutor and 
testUed to before a judge. 

All of which means officers are usual-
ly powerless to jail a person or to force 
m person to leave home at the time of 

ifidomestlc disturbance. 
It is such limited poweî  which has 

thrust police Into the roles of mediators 
In domestic disputes. It Is also such 
limited power which has caused 
policemen to develop other strategies to 
cope with family fights. 

^Until Michigan's new public intoxlca-
"on law went Into effect, a favorite tac-
tic of some officers was to lure a 
troublemaklng spouse outside the home 
and into the street, where he (or she) 
might be arrested for being drunk in 
public. 
. Another strategy sometime 

ibployed is for officers to taunt a 
bellicose spouse until he (or she) takes 
a poke at an officer and qualifies for ar­
rest on that charge. 

But usually, officers simply act as 
mediators, often attempting to quiet 
domestic quarrels by convincing one of 
ihe parties Involved to leave home for 
(He rest of the night. 

"Often we say that the best thing we 
can tell them is for one of them to leave 
for the rest of the night." Nlsum said. 

"In most cases, we can scare a hus­
band enough that we can get him to 

leave and go to a motel or somewhere. 
Then we tell the wife we'll give her a 
ride to a relative's or friend's house. We 
do find oursdves going back to the 
same houses time after time but it's not 
often that we go back the same night," 
Nisunsaid,-

Yet another problem - perhaps the 
most vexing one officers have to face in 
regard to domestic quarrels — is the 

. re uctance of battered spouses to follow 
through with official complaints. 

According to Sauer, battered spouses 
refuse to sign complaints "99 percent of 
the time." 

"I've had them stabbed, shot and 
beaten over the head with a baseball 
bat," Sauer said, "and they still say 'I 
still love him' and refuse to sign a com­
plaint. This makes It frustrating for of­
ficers. It makes prosecutors hesitant 
about such complaints, too, because 
they know that, statistically, there's a 
good chance the complaint won't be 
fdlowed through. 

"Of course, there are other factors to 
consider, too," Sauer pointed out. "A 
couple may fight, but at least the guy Is 
probably working. What happens to the 
wife and family if he's locked up for 90 
days? And some things can totally 
change a man's personality. Some of 
these guys, most of the time, are among 
the nicest guys in the world." 

"Just over the hdidays, we commit­
ted two people to the state hospital after 
domestic fights," Nisun said. "They 
were both unusual cases — one was a 
son beating his mother and the other 
was a woman beating her husband -
but it's not all that rare that people are 
committed for such things. 

"We can request committal If we 
believe a person to be either suicidal or 
homicidal, and doctors can Interview 
them and hold them for five days," 
Nisun explained. "Under certain condi­
tions, we also have the authority to 
place people under protective 
custody." 

However, it is far more common for 
pdlce responding to domestic distur­
bance calls to act as mediators or con-
cllllators, to find themselves warily 
responding to yet another family fight 
which will place them squarely in a "no 
win," man-in-the-middle position, to 
find themselves trying to sort out the 
details of a pressure-packed, volatile 
situation. 

Officers thrust into such situations 
find themselves performing, as 
Sergeant Sauer says, an "aspect of 
police work which really isn't police 
work." 

"It places the officers under a great 
deal of pressure and it requires tremen-
dous diplomacy and tact, It really Isn't 
police work," Sauer concluded, "but it 
has to be done."

"They're realizing there 
are sdutions and they don't have to 
stand for some of the things they used 
to,"

, A Commerce Township 
fireman was overcome by 
smoke, and a second 
received a cut hand while 
fighting the second apart-
ment complex fire in Wix­
om in six months. Both 
were treated at the scene 
for their injuries. 

The Commerce and 
Walled Lake departments 
were called as support 
units in the stubborn 
blaze at the Indian Lodge 
Apartments on Pontiac 
Trai l Wednesday after-
noon. 

A postal employee, 
passing the front unit 
abutting the road, spied 
smoke seeping from an 
upper floor apartment 
and notified police. The 
call to the fire depart­
ment came from apart­
ment manager Debbie 
Nelson minutes later. 

Officer David 
Schwanky of the Wixom . 
Police Department was 
the first to reach the 
scene. 

Followed closely by 
Sergeant V e m Darlington 
and Officer Martin Harp, 
police entered the 
building to evacuate oc­
cupied units. Most 

residents were not at 
home at the time'of the 

fire which broke out at 
approximately 2:15 p.m. 

Flames were already 
licking through the roof of 
the building when police 
and fire tinits arrived. 
Quickly enveloping an ad­
joining front unit, the 
blaze continued its path 
into two back units. 
' In all, eight units were 
totally destroyed, four to 
flames and four to exten­
sive water and structural 
damage. The remaining 
12 units suffered heavy 
smoke damage. 

Thick clouds of dense 
black smoke could be 
seen from Walled Lake, 
while flames were visible 
to employees at Wixom 
City Hall. 

While evacuation was 
considerably easier than 
in the first apartment 
fire, those who were forc­
ed to leave went to . «; 
chill winter streets with 
little clothing. Others in 
the lower back units 
bundled up whatever 
valuabR)s they could 
reach, stuffing them in 
sacks fashioned from 
blankets and sheets. 

The fire broke out in a 
unit occupied by Michael 
and Theresa Lanning. 
Lanning said later that 

his wife was visiting with 
a neighbor while their two 
young children were 
sleeping. 

Gone only a few 
minutes Mrs. Lanning 
returned to find the apart-
ment in flames. Unable to 
contain the fire, Mrs. 
Lanning grabbed the 
children and escaped 
from the burning apart­
ment. I 

Wixom firemen respon­
ding to the call were 
hampered when the bat­
tery on the tele-squirt rig 
proved to be defective. 
Responding with all other 
available units, the tool 
was repaired and sent in­
to action. 

While firemen fought 
the blaze from^ the front 
and rear of the building, 
the tele-squirt unit was 
placed to the side pump­
ing solid streams of water 
down onto the roof. It took 
slightly over an hour to 
bring the fire under con­
trol. 

Emergency head­
quarters were set up in 
Wixom City Hall with the 
Red Cross dispatched to 
the scene to provide 
shelter to the homeless 
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i x o m e s c a p e s 

Electrical service and railroad com-
jjunications were interrupted, 
4irerhead traffic signals torn down, and 
a 1,000 gallon propane storage tank nar­
rowly missed when 12 railroad cars 
derailed in Wixom Sunday afternoon. 
• The mishap occurred at the busy in­

tersection of Wixom Road and Pontiac 
Trail as the last 12 cars in a fast moving 

Mhesapeake and Ohio freight train left 
the tracks. 

One of the cars in the chain flipped 
over and crashed into a nearby utility 
pole tearing down all the overhead ̂ utili­
ty wires. The propane tank was-for^shed 
by one of the cars, but remained L>itact. 

Sergeant Gerald Pastula, on duty at 
nearby police headquarters and first of­
ficer on the scene, said the derailment, 
although less severe than those occurr­
ing in Novi during the summer, posed 
its own special problems. 

"It could have been a disaster," he 
iaid, "if the Edison lines had fallen on 
le tracks or if the propane tank had 

ruptured, " h e said. 

Clean-up opieratlons including the 
mopping up of molasses oozing from a 
ruptured tank car continued through 
the night and on into Monday. Al l 
railroad operations were curtailed in 
the area following the accident until 
Monday evening. 

.According to Wixom trainmaster 
Larry Judd, work crews from the C&O, 
hampered by freezing temperatures, 
removed debris and replaced 900 foot 
sections of train track damaged during 
the derailment. 

Cause of the accident is currently 
under investigation by the C&O with 
those findings expected later this week. 

The derailed cars were the last in a 
string of 77 in the freight heading 
toward Toledo. Ten were tank cars con­
taining approximately 55,000 gallons of 
molasses. Also derailed were an empty 
car and the caboose. Eyewitness 
reports indicate the trouble began in 
the vicinity of the Wixom Co-op, ap­
proximately 500 feet from the intersec­
tion. 

Kim Gasior, waiting at the crossing 
for the train to pass, said he saw the 
cars bobbing from side to side at the Co-
op,'When they suddenly uncoupled. 
Eight of the cars were dragged through 
the intersection. The remaining four 
cars left the track before reaching the 
roadway. 

Railroad officials would not say why 
the train uncoupled, but did say it was a 
manual or switch operation and not one 
that could be instituted by the engineer. 
The engine of the southbound freight 
was nearing Beck Road when the acci­
dent occurred. 

Heavy cranes, sent from the C&O 
Plymouth yard were used to return 
some of the cars to the tracks. Those 
were moved to the Wixom yard. The 
overturned tanker was left on one side 
of the tracks while its trucks, or wheels, 
were pulled to the opposite side. 

One tanker apparently ruptured as It 
left the rails sending a gooey stream of 
molasses onto the roadbed further slow­
ing work crews. ' 

d i s a s t e r 

Crews from Edison, Oakland County 
and the railroad were on hand shorly 
after the accident to restore power and 
remove debris from the roadway. 

No injuries to the railroad crew 
riding in the caboose at the time of the 
accident were reported. 

On hand during the clean-up opera­
tions were investigative crews from 
var ious, railroad sections, sifting 
through the debris in search of clues to 
the derailment. First hand reports In­
dicate the accident appeared not to be 
caused by a switching unit located near 
the Co-op. 

"The first line of business is to clear 
and repair any damage caused to the 
rails and equipment by the derail-
ment," said Judd. "The lion's share re­
mains In totalling up the damage and 
repair costs, " h e added. 

The Wixom derailment comes on the 
heels of a similar incident suffered by 
the railroad late last week in Grand 
Rapids. Crews were dispatched and are 
still working in that area.

The Wolverine Lake Village Council 
tonight (Wednesday, February 8) is ex­
pected to formally begin a petition 
drive to force an election on whether 
the village and Commerce Township 
should be incorporated as a new city. 

The meeting is scheduled for 7:30 
p.m. in the cafeteria of Walled Lake 
Junior High School, 615 N. Pontiac 
Trai l , Walled Lake. 

Village President John McLellan said ^ 
Friday that the petition drive and elec-
tion apparently are the only means 
Wolverine Lake residents have to block 
the incorporation as ordered by the 
State Boundary Commission in 1973. 

The Michigan Supreme Court on 
January 25 refused to hear an appeal 
from the village on a State Court of Ap­
peals decision that upheld the Boun­
dary Commission's order. 

Village and township residents have 

45 days from the date of the Supreme 
Court decision to file petitions, contain­
ing the signatures of five percent of the 
registered voters In the two com­
munities, requesting the election with 
the Boundary Commission, McLellan 
said. 

If the petition drive is successful, he < 
said, the Boundary Commission will 
schedule an election on the question of 
incorporation, and a majority of the 
voters balloting on the issue would have 
to approve the merger. 

McLellan said that, if enough 
signatures are not collected to force a 
vote, an election would be set to choose 
a charter commission to draft an in-
corporation document for the new city.

A bill that Commerce "iownship of-
f icials at one time had hoped would pro­
vide an alternative to the proposed 
merger with Wolverine Lake Village to 
form a new city is stalled in the state 
House of Representatives and probably 
won't be acted upon in time to benefit 
the township. 

The measure. House Bil l (HB) 4030, 
would provide the same protection of 
boundaries for charter townships that 
is now enjoyed by home-rule cities, 
although it would allow the annexation 
of an entire charter township. 

If the bill had been approved and 
signed Into law. Commerce officials 
could have considered taking action 
under a law (PA-90) that took effect last 
year which simplifies the procedure for 
becoming a charter township. 

Under PA-90, general law townships 
like Commerce could become a charter 
township' by having its Board of 
Trustees adopt a resolution to in-
corporate, with a OO-day time period for 
residents to petition for an election on 
the question, or by directly submitting 
the question of incorporation to voters. 

At the time PA-90 became law, the 
Commerce board did not take action, 
according to Supervisor Robert Long, 
because it would have had little effect 
on the township. 

The main difference between Com-
merce's current status as a general law 
township and becoming a charter 
township. Long said, was a provision of 
the charter township act that gives the 
township board the power to levy a 
local property tax of up to five mills 
for each $1,000 of state equalized valua-
tion) without a vote of the people. 

At present. Commerce receives local 
taxes of 1.41 mills out of the non-voted. 

15-mills county levy and, since 
township voters rejected two requests 
for millage increases in 1976, Long said, 
the board felt it would not benefit by 
becoming a charter township. 

Last December, however. Long said 
that approval of HB-4030 could prompt 
township officials to re-evaluate their 
stand on Incorporation as a charter 
township in order to take advantage of 
the protection of boundaries. 

If HB-4030 had been approved, he 
said, the board might have considered 
giving Commerbe voters the option of 
voting to incorporate to protect the 
township's boundaries, although Long 
conceded that the advantages of in-
corporation could be offset by the in-
creased local taxing power. 

All of that is academic now, however, 
because HB-4030 is bogged down on the 
House calendar and probably won't be 
considered until sometime this spring, 
according to Neil Krentzin, an aide to 
the House Towns and Counties Commit­
tee. 

The delay, Krentzin said, has been 
agreed to by the sponsor of the bill, 
State Representative Thomas H. Brown 
(D-Westland), so that the Study Com­
mission on Boundary Changes, ap­
pointed last summer by Governor 
William G. Milliken, can complete its 
review of state boundary change 
policies and recommend a "politically 
feasible" solution to that issue. 

The 12-member governor's commis­
sion, headed by former state Supreme 
Court Justice Michael O'Hara of-
Menominee, is primarily concerned 
with annexations, said Glen Frledly, a 
special assistant to the governor, but 
also is looking into incorporation and

A complaint has been filed against 
the Walled Lake Board of Education for 
an alleged violation of the Public 
Meetings Act of 1976. 

The charges were filed with the 
Oakland County Sheriff's Department 
last week by Arthur Stokus, a teacher in 
the Performing Arts Department at 
Walled Lake Western High School. 

The charges are presently in the 
hands of the Oakland County Pro­
secutor's Office which will decide if 
warrants will be Issued and the case 
brought to trial. 

Specifically, the complaint alleges 
that the school board held an Illegal 
meeting on Monday, January 2^. The 
board held a meeting on that date to 
hear a grievance filed by the Walled 
Lake School Secretaries' Association 
(WLSSA). 

According to Stokus' complaint, the 
board failed to follow proper procedure 
prescribed by law for holding a special 
meeting. 

"The manner in which it was posted 
led me to believe it would be a closed 
hearing to deal with personnel con­
cerns," Stokus told The News Monday. 
"I did not attend the meeting because 
the manner in which it was posted led 
me to believe that the meeting would be 
closed." 

Stokus emphasized that he filed the 

complaint as a resident of the Walled 
Lake Consolidated School District, not 
as a teacher or a member of the Walled 
Lake Education Association (WLEAH. ' 

"I filed the charges entirely by,, 
myself," he stated. " A l l the expense 
will come directly out of my owi l ° 
pocket. / • 

Charged with violating the law are' 
six of the seven school board members,, 
No charges were brought against M r k , 
Betty Campion who was not present at 
the alleged Illegal session. 

If convicted of a violation of the 
Public Meeting Act, each memher of' 
the school board Is punishable by a fine, 
of not more than $1,000. 

At issue in the case are two major, 
questions: (1) was the January 23 
lileeting an open meeting of the school 
board, and (2) were the procedures for, 
scheduling a special open meeting as: 
prescribed in the Public Meetings Act 
followed by the school board. 

According to the law, a "meeting" is 
defined as "the convening of a,public 
body at which a quorum is present f o r : 
the' purpose of deliberating toward or! 
rendering a decision on a public' 
policy." 

Public notice of the meeting w a s , 
allegedly posted in compliance with the 
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
