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County will test for Greenaway pollution sources

" The Oakland County Drain Commis-
sioner’s office has agreed to work with
the Wolverine Lake Aquatic Testing
and Ecological Restoration (WATER)
Team to test the Greenaway Drain and
Wolverine Lake in an effort to deter-

mimine the source of pollutants entering

the lake.
Chief Deputy Drain Commissioner

Robert H. Fredericks said no date has
been set for making the tests.

Members of the Walled Lake-
Wolverine Lake Greenaway Drain

\"g‘ommittee met with Fredericks Thurs-
{

ay to discuss the pollution problem,
and Village Council President John

McLellan presented the county agency
with a WATER Team report on lake
conditions taken January 21 and
February 4.

McLellan sald later that one of the
tests showed what appeared to be a
high level of ammonia nitrogen (an in-
dustrial waste) dissolution in a portion
of the lake.

Fredericks sald committee members
generally reviewed the WATER Team
test results and added that the village
officials felt they had identified some of
the pollutants and dissolved chemicals
entering the lake, but not the sources.

“Since this Is an open drain, designed

for storm water runoff, we may have
some trouble pin-pointing the sources of
the pollution,” he added.

Fredericks sald the officials review-
ed several options for abating the pollu-
tion problem including some sort of
barrier or treatment fucility, but added
that those remedies could be too costly
and would have to be requested by the
city and-or village since the drain office
only has responsibility for maintaining
the Greenaway.

According to McLellan, the county
agency spokesman seemed to feel that
spillage from the Jim Robbins Com-
pany in Walled Lake was the only

source of the problem, although village
officlals have charged that the recent
paving of the Camelot Inn parking lot
will add to the runoff problem.

The village president also hasg com-
plained that the proposed 103-lot
Lakeland Hills Subdivision, slated to be
bullt southwest of Maple and Decker in
Walled Lake, would pose additional
problems for the Greenaway because
:he drain was designed as a rural facili-
y.

The deputy drain commissioner
agreed that the Greenaway originally
‘was deslgned to handle runoff from

small farms and was not Intended for
“subdivisions or urban development.”

As to Robbins, Fredericks said his of-
fice didn't know of other sources of
pollution to the drain, except for
specific complaints against the Walled
Lake firm.

Robbins’ discharge permit from the
Michigan Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) expires at the end of
this year, Fredericks sald, adding that
the county agency plans to make com-
ments on the proposed renewal of the
permit.

The firm, formerly known as Jebbco

Company, was fined two years ago by
the U.S. Coast Guard Division for an ofl
spill into the draln, but last fall installed
an_oll-water separator designed to
reduce the chances of pollution pro-
blem., '

Tim Jaski, of the DNR’s Pointe
Mouillee field office, sald Monday that
the separator “‘seems to be operating
fairly well” and had last been inspected
by the state agency six to eight weeks
ago.

Fredericks sald the county drain of-
fice didn't know anything about the
separator until last week's meeting
with the Greenaway Commlttee.

There is no clear justification for the
provision of state trunkline service In

western Oakland County, according to

John P. Woodford, director of the
Michigan Department of State
Highways and Transportation,

That conclusion was included in a
five-page report, dated February 10,
from Woodford to the Michigan State
Highway Commission in response to a

% @omment made last January by Com-
ﬁ : ;
’

missioner Weston E. Vivian.

“The basic question of whether the
provision of state trunkline service
within western Oakland County is
justified remains a clouded issue,”
Woodford stated in the memo.

With the cancellation of the M-275

freeway, the director wrote, ‘‘the basis’

for state trunkline service must be
justified based upon area service and
the attraction of the west Oaklanq area
to the statewide network. That such
justification exists is not clear.” -

 ‘State trunkline need not clear’

Woodford added that ‘‘some limited
state trunkline service along the ex-
isting arterial network may be war-
ranted, given the significant number of
state trunkline trips generated within
the area, particularly for that portion of
the area lying below (south of) M-59
and within the southeast portion of the
area under consideration,” However,
the director stated that state trunkline
service ‘north of M-59 ‘‘cannot be
justified.” ‘

. "According to plans revealed by
_Developer Stuar! Frankel in January,
“Walled Lake Commons will include a

#968,000 square foot K-Mart Store as well

" as an attached building of 37,800 square
. feet which would contain a variety of
' retail usés, including a grocery store,

Also included in the plans is a 3,500
square foet building at the east end of
-the 10,6 acre parcel which will ten-
tatively house a bank with drive-in

The development is to be located on
the site where the Great Scott Super-

market presently stands. Plans call for -

“the supermarket to be torn down to ac-
commodate the development.
The Walled Lake Plan Commission

'ﬂ’ gave site plan approval for the develop-

ment at its February 14 session. That
approval was subject to a number of

contingencies, however,

Frankel successfully resolved some
of those contingencies by obtaining
variances from the ZBA on Monday,

Specifically, '
variances on the off-street parking re-
quirement and the height of light poles
inthe parking lot,

According to the city’s zoning or-
dinance, a total of some 870 off-street
parking space must be provided on the
site. The Walled Lake Commuons site
plan proposes only 591 off-street park-
ing spaces.

Frankel had previously told the plan
commission that the off-street parking
proposed on the gite plan was in ac-
cordance with the standards utilized by
K-Mart officials. o -

The city’s zoning ordinance requires
one space for every 150 square feet of
retajl area, while K Mart uses a for-
mula of five spaces for every 1,000
square feet of gross leasable floor area.

The ZBA also voted to grant a

variance on the height of light poles in -

the parking lot.

The city’s zoning ordinance places a
30 foot height restriction on the poles,
while the developers of the K-Mart
Store sought permission to use 50-foot

light poles.

the ZBA granted

Bernard Drain, an architect with
Rog-Way Associates, told the members
of the ZBA that the higher light poles
are a functional way of illuminating an
area while realizing a substantial sav-
ing of energy. T

Drain estimated that it would take
some 37,000 watts of power to il-
luminate the parking lot from the 30-
foot poles, while only 12,850 watts would
be needed for the same degree of il-
lumination from the 50-foot poles.

He also told the ZBA that the 50-foot
poles are utilized in the Twelve Oaks
Mall in Novi and the Fairlane Mall in
Dearborn,

Although the developers need no fur-
ther variances from the ZBA, they must
still satisfy a number of other con-
tingencies before: qualifying for site
plan approval,

Most of those remaining contingen-

cies involve traffic movement to and

from Walled Lake Commons, par-

ticularly as it relates to Gamma Street.
Site plan approval is still subject to

the following contingencies:

- ~a change of the curbing at the west

end .of the parking lot of the Melvin-

Fitzgerald Hardware Store so as not to

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Ford asks Wixom
to okay bond sale

Ford Motor Company officials have

* asked the Wixom City Council to issue

Industrial Development Revenue
Bonds in the amount of $3 million to
finance the purchase of wastewater
treatment equipment for the Wixom
Assembly Plant. -

The Ford Motor Company is under
orders from the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA) to upgrade the
quality of chemical effluent from the
plant which flows into the Norton Drain
and, eventually, into Kensington
Metropark and the Huron Valley
Watershed.

The deadline for commencing work
on the improvements was yesterday,
February 28. The work must be com-
pleted by May 1, 1979.

“ Ford representatives presented their
proposal to the council at a special
'meeting Monday. The council was ex-
pected to take action on the request.to
publish a notice of intention to issue the
bonds at their regular meeting last
night (Tuesday).

In essence, the Ford Motor Company
is asking the <ity to help it borrow the
money to purchase the wastewater
treatment equipment at a lower in-
terest rate,

to determine whether state trunkline
service is warranted between 1:96 and
M-59, Woodford said two questions
must be answered.

—“Do the benefits of -such an im-
provement outweigh the soclal,
economic and environmental costs
caused by the construction of such a
facility to state standards?” and

—*“Assuming that the benefits
outweigh the costs, what priority basis
would construction of such a route have
in comparison to other improvements
needed for the existing state trunkline
network?”

Asked for a reaction to Woodford’s
report, Vivian said that the department
director ‘‘seemed to be saying that the
commission could go either way on this.
He's not saying a state trunkline is
justified, and he's not saying it isn't
justified.” :

Vivian had asked for Woodford’s opi-
nion on whether there was a need for
some sort of thoroughfare in west
Oakland and the report, the commis-
sioner said, only answers his question
“in the sense that he provided us with a
report he said he was preparing.”

Chester P, Kochanski, spokesman for
the M-275 Road Crisis Committee,

- learned of Woodford’s memo last week
and discussed the report with Highway
Commission Chairman Peter B. Flet-
cher.

Fletcher later told The News that, if
the commission concludes that a state
trunkline is not justified, the depart-
ment has explored the possibility of ac-
ting as a broker to assist the Oakland
County Road Commission in obtaining
federal funds for road improvements.

The commission chairman said that
possibility has been “‘discussed right
along as an alternative.”

He sald the department has not
“recommended that approach, but is
preparing for that contingency.”

Fletcher added that he cannot predict
when the - commission . will decide
whether a state trunkline is justified.

In September, the commission said it
recognized the ‘“general community
agreement that traffic problems do ex-
ist in the area and the commission
acknowledges that it has a role in solv-
ing these problems through federal and
state funding.”

The proposal is in accordance with
Public Act 62 which permits a
municipality to issue Industrial
Development Bonds,

Stratton Brown, a bonding attorney
with the firm of Miller, Canfield, Pad-
dock, and Stone, told the city council
Monday that the proposed bond issue
would help the Ford Motor Company
realize a substantial savings in interest
costs. .

The savings is realized because
federal tax laws permit a municipality
to issue tax-free-bonds. Since the pur-
chaser of the honds does not have to pay
income tax on his earnings, he is usual-
ly willing to'purchase the bonds at a
lower rate of interest.

Brown told the council that the dif-
ference in interest rate could be as
much as two percent on the proposed $3
million bond issue, o

“When you're talking about $3 million
over a 15 to 25 year period, the savings
can be considerable,” stated the bon-

- ding counsul.

City Attorney Harold Bulgarelii told
the council that the proposal is permit-
ted by Public Act 62 of 1963 and that the
city Is in no way liable for paying off the
bonds.

Specifically, the act provides that the
“bonds and the principal and interest
thereon will not be a general obligation
of the city and will in no event be
payable from any tax revenues or other
general funds of the city, but will be
payable solely and only from payments
to be received from the (Ford Motor
Company).”

Under the terms of the contract pro-
posed by Ford representatives, the city
would issue the bonds, and acquire the
pollution control facilitles, and make

them available to the Ford Motor Com- .

pany. The proposed agreement states
that any and all costs involved in the
bond issue or the installation and
maintenance of the equipment would be

the responsibility of the company.

The bonds would be retired solely by
payments from Ford. When the bonds
are retired, the title to the equipment
would pass to the Ford Motor Company.

Brown told the council that the only
costs to the city would be the time it
would take the mayor and the city clerk
to sign the various agreements.

Public Act 62 also provides that a
general election on the proposal to issue'
the Industrial Development Revenue:
Bonds must be held if 15 percent of the -
registered voters file a petition witliin
45 days of the publication of the notice
of intention to issue the bonds.

Charles Carden, a Ford represen-
tative, told the council that the com-
pany would make a determination on ...
whether to go ahead with the election if -
the petitions are filed,

“We would have to make a deter-
mination if our interest savings would
be greater than the cost of holding an
election” he said.

Carden added that if an election is
held, the Ford Motor Company would
bear the cost.

While the majority of the council
seemed generally receptive to the pro-

“posal, opposition was raised by Coun-

ciiman Robert Dingeldey. :

Referring specifically to the curren
dispute between Ford and the city over
the assessment of the Wixom Assembly
Plant, Dingeldey stated that the city
was in the position to help the com-
pany save approximately $.5 million by
approving issuance of the Industrial

. Deyelopment Revenue Bonds.

“Quite frankly,” said the coun-
cilman, “if we scratch your back (on
the bonds), will you scratch our back
(onthe assessment dispute).

Dingeldey asked the Ford represen-

‘tatives if they would continue to contest

the assessment if “the city looks

School ' Secretaries’ .Association
(WLSSA),

Representatives from both parties
hammered out the terms of the ten-
tative settlement in. a five-hour
bargaining session that began Thurs-
day night and culminated in an agree-
ment early Friday morning.

The school secretaries, who are af-
fillated with the. Michigan Education
Affiliates Organization (MEAQ), have
been working without a contract since
June 30. They are the only group of

_school employees currently without a

contract for the 1977-78 school year.

Ethics of cash ‘inducement’ argued)’

The Novi City Council argued the
ethics of accepting $30,000 from a com-
pany as “inducement’ for proceeding
with a part of the city’s road program
before deciding on a 4-3 vote to take the
money.

The question of whether to accept the
inducement arose after the owners of
the Beztak Company of Southfield of-
fered to give the city $20,000 to upgrade
the paving of Taft Road, in addition to
the regular $10 per front foof charge.

In exchange for the extra money, the
city was asked to move ahead on the
paving of the road, as is planned in the
road program.

Throwing a wrench into the works
was City Engineer Harry Mosher, who
commented $20,000 would likely be in-
sufficient to upgrade Taft from a Class
B plus road, as the city roads are
designed, to a Class A road, as Beztak
proposed.

Mosher said the city would probably
need $10,000 more.

Novi has approved its $554 share of
the five-city Dial-A-Ride bus system,
which will insure the operation of the
system through June 30.

The bus system is a boon to area
senior citizens, who otherwise often
have difficulty finding transportation.
The system operates in Commerce,
Walled Lake, Novi, Wolverlne Lake,
and Wixom,

When the Novi City Councll approved
the funding at its February 21 meeting,
however, many senior citizens made it
clear that not enough of the City of Novi
was being served by the service,

The Dial-A-Ride service only handles
the northern section of Novi past 12
Mile Road.

Mabel Hughes, a member of the
Lakes Area Senior Citizens, told council
members, “living on the south side, we
need this service, too."”

Larry Gelinas, chairman of the Lakes
Area Transportation Commission, said

The question became further muddl-
ed when council member Robert
Schmid questioned why the city needed
a Class A road anyway. A Class B plus
road was sufficient for most needs,
Schmid argued.

Schmid suggested the city take the
$30,000 that would have been used for
upgrading the road and use it for fur-
thering the beleaguered road program,
which has been reduced from 18 to 16
miles because of unanticipated ex-
penses paying for right-of-ways. -

Schmid’'s suggestion was not well
taken by council members Jim Shaw
and Martha Hoyer.

“I'm not sure taking $10,000 or $20,000
or $30,000 for building another road is
quite right,” Shaw commented. *I
think we have an ethical. problem
there.”

Mrs. Hoyer said if she were to ap-
prove the plan, she would feel like she
were selling her vote,

Mayor Romaine Roethel said she did

he would make an effort to extend the
service south to Eight Mile, but he add
ed that prospects were dim.

Gelinas added that the Dial-A-Ride
system would operate only through Ju-
ly when it will be supplanted by the
Oakland County Area Rapid Transit
(OCART) system,

Gelinas noted the OCART system will

utilize a fleet of 36 buses and hopefully
the southern section of Novi will be ser-
viced.

The Dial-A-Ride system . was
originated in Wolverine Lake Village
and Commerce Township, Gelinas said,
and efforts have been made since that
time to expand its area of operation,

The ridership on the bus has risen
from 119 since its beginning in April, to
%01 in December. Gelinas says the bus
is now operating at capacity,

Gelinas said he had’ ‘asked the
Southeastern Michigan Transportation
Authority (SEMTA) to give Dial-A-

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Novi officials preparing for construction boom

By PHIL JEROME

Novi officials are preparing for the
shock waves,

The boom is about to hit.

One developer after another has been
parading before the planning board and
city council since September in search
of various stages of plat approval.

And the pace has notably quickened
in recent months as those developers
who have fallen behind scurry to secure
those all-important final plat approvals
in'time for the start of the 1978 construc-
tion season.

By the time it's all over, Assistant Ci-
ty Manager Alex Allie believes that
Novi might be the fastest growing city
in the state.

Just how fast the city will grow is
anybody’s guess. Even though a
developer may have {inal plat approval
for so many units, he usually “phases”
his construction so that supply does not
exceed demand.

But still, a review of approved sub-
division plats does provide a pretty
good indication of how many residential
living units will be constructed this

SECOND

year and Allle believes that the figure
could conceivably top the 2,000 mark.

The assistant city manager Is predic-
ting that somewhere between 800 to
1,200 single family residences will be
built during the coming year and that
an additional 480 multiples units will be
constructed.

Of course, the development of the
proposed Meadow Oaks Apartments
could alter the overall flgures con-
siderably. Preliminary plans for the
Meadow Oaks development were
delivered to the city’s planning board
last week.

Proposed is a total of some 1,200 units
on a 108-acre parcel immediately east
of the Twelve Oaks Mall,

A great deal of work lies ahead before
construction of the project can be
started. The property would require
rezoning before site plans can be sub-
mitted and reviewed. But the
developer, Adolph Komer, indicated to
the planning board recently that he is
anxious to move ahead.

To get a better idea of just what the
construction of 2,000 residential units
will mean to the population of Novl, it's
necessary to do a little simple math,

NOVI

Multiply 2,000 units by three people
per unit and you discover that Novl's
population could jump some 6,000 peo-
ple before Michigan plays Ohio State
for the Big Ten football championship
next fall.

By way of comparison, Novi's last of-
fleial census in June of 1975 showed a
population of 14,385 people. City of-
ficlals believe the city’s population is
presently around the 18,000 mark.

In other words, if the 2,000 units were
to be developed, the city would ex-
perience a 33 percent increase in
population.

. structed,

If the city should move up among the *
state’s leaders in population growth, it
will mark the flrst time that Novi has
cracked the top ten since 1973.

Still, the projection that 2,000 new liv-
ing units could be constructed in Novi in
1978 might very well be high. Even '
though the subdivision plats have been_
approved, there’s no guarantee what-....,
soever that all the units will be con-.

Nevertheless, city officials are gir-
ding themselves for what could very .
well be an extremely busy year. -

expansion of Novi Road to five lanes at
the 19 interchange, observant
residents have probably noticed some
changes already.

Novi eyes filling of Garfield pit

After listening to complaints by
citizens, the Novi City Council voted
February 21 to table any action on the
proposed filling of 33-acre open pit
located on Garfield Road about a half-
mile north of Eight Mile Road.

According to City Manager Ed
Kriewall, the landpit has been an
eyesore and a safety hazard in the com-
munity for years. The problem of filling
the pit has been wrestled with since he
has been city manager, he said.

The council was considering a re-
quest by Stanley Hayes, in the sand and
gravel business in Livonia, to buy the
land and fill the pit.

Hayes proposes to fil the pit with hard
fill, which is basically any rock or con-
crete material outside of rubbish,

Bill Gladden, a Novi real estate man
representing Hayes at the meeting,
sald Hayes would attempt to give the
area a gentle slope with a gravel topsolil
that would be seeded.

Hayes would keep dust on Garfield
Road to a minimum and not allow
trucks to park in front of the fence at
the landfill, Gladden sald.

City Engineer Harry Mosher com-
mented the engineering drawings were
In late, so he could not give council any
recommendation whether to approve
the Hayes proposal.

Mosher added the engineering draw-

ings, prepared by Sami Harb, wereof a.

too small scale and did not meet the
specificiations of the city’s landfill or-
dinance.

Cairns noted'that 29 of the 42 lots met
or;exceeded the minimum lot width of
80 feet required in the R-4 district. The
planning consultant noted further,
however, that several of the lots had
been reduced more than the 10 percent
permitted in the Lot Averaging Option. .

- Planner Donald Gleason objected to
the plat on the grounds that even though
the majority of the lots were at 80 feet
or greater, a few lots had been reduced
to the maximum permitted under the
Lot Averaging Option (72 feet).

Gleason said he would prefer to have
a greater number of lots reéduced slight-
ly than a few lots reduced to the max-
imum, :

Kriewall noted the major problems in
filling the pit Involved insuring proper
drainage from the fill,

The city manager said he had check-
ed with Livonia city officials about the
quality of Hayes' work and they had
vouched for the quality of his work.

Mosher said his main concern was
with the monitoring of the operation
over a perlod of years. He also added
the city should raise its fee for monitor-
ing and supervision from one cent per
cubic foot to two cents per cubic foot.

Allison wondered
what sort of control the city would have
over the developer of the landfill to
make sure the drainage did not become
worse.

City Engineer Harry Mosher replied
he thought that the supervision by the
city had improved greatly since the
landfill was dug, and the city engineer
would have to approve all proposals.

Mosher said he thought the drainage
could be designed adequately with
some ingenious engineering.

Gladden noted the State Department
of Natural Resources would also have
to approve the plan.

Gladden said his client was working
on a tight time frame and his option to
buy would expire March 5. '

Novi council wins battle over lot averaging option -

By PHIL JEROME

Novi's City Council has apparently
won its battle with developers over the
interpretation of the city’s Lot Averag-
ing Option.

But it would probably be a mistake to
assume that the developers have sud-
denly seen the light and concurred with
the council's interpretation.

In fact, the outcome of the dispute
may well have been determined by fac-
fors not directly related to the battle.
Included among those factors is the im-
minent start of the construction season,
uncertainty about the availability of
sewage capaclty, and a desire to save
time and money by avoiding legal pro-
ceedings.

Central to the issue is the interpreta-
tion of the Lot Averaging Option which
permits a developer to reduce lot sizes
up to 10 percent as long as the total
number of lots in a given development
is not increased.

The option Is designed to permit the
subdivider to vary his lot sizes and lot
widths so as to average the minimum
size lot per unit as required in the
specific zoning district.

‘Specifically, the option provides that
“In meeting the average minimum lot

size, the subdivision shall be so design-
ed as not to create lots having an area
of width greater than ten percent
below that area of width required in the
Schedule of Regulations and shall not
create an attendant increase in the
number of lots.”

The problem came to light when the
city council rejected the plat of the
Petros 11 Subdivision on the basis that
the requirements of the Lot Averaging
Option had not been met.

According to the council, the
developer of Petros II had violated the
intent of the option because a great
many of the 43-lots in the subdivision
had been reduced to the 72-foot
minimum permitted under the 10 per-
cent reduction in an R-4 district while
only a few lots has been increased in
size.

Although first cited by the council,
the planning board noted the same pro-
blem shortly thereafter.

While reviewing the proposed plat for
the Charrington Green Subdivision, Ci-
ty Planning Consultant Charles Calrns
of Vilican-Leman expressed the opinion
that the developer had violated the in-
tent of the option by reducing 45 of the

57 lots in the subdivision while increas-

Ing the size of only 12,

Unlike City Atlorney David Fried,
however, Cairns maintained that even
though the intent of the option had been
violated, the plals were technically
legal.

The problem, he stated, was with the
wording of the option.

‘“Technically, a developer could
reduce the size of all but one lot and still
be technically legal by having one
super-lot which would bring the overall
development up to the standards of the
zoning districts,’” he said.

Since that time, the council has re-
jected the Charrington Green plat on
the grounds that it violated the intent of
the Lot Averaging Option. The planning
board had voted unanimously to recom-
mend approval of the Charrington
Green plat because they ‘apparently
believed it to be technically legal even
though the intent of the option had been
violated.

The council, obviously, disagreed
with the planners.

Now, however, it appears that the
disagreement will never be resolved in
court because the developers are ac-
ceding to the council’'s wishes rather
than face the prospect of having their
plats rejected,

At One ‘, meeting, the planning

board approved revised site plans for
two subdivisions — Simmons Orchard
and Orchard Ridge Estates — which
had been previously submitted under
the Lot Averaging Option.

Originally, the Simmons Orchard
plat proposed a total of 209 lots of which
133 had been reduced in size, 55 increas-
ed in size, and 21 of them at the stan-
dards preseribed in the district.

Under the revised plat, however, the
total number of lots had been reduced
to 205 with 196 of them at or above the
standards prescribed in the district.

The same thing appeared to happen
with the Orchard Ridge Estates plat. As
originally submitted, there were a total
of 221 lots. The revised plat showed only
202 lots with just one of them beneath
district standards.

Two more revised plats appeared at
lust weeks’s planning board meeting
when  developers  returned
revisions for both Charrington Green
and Petros Il plats — the two plats that
had previously been rejected by the
council,

The number of lots in the Petros II

Subdivision has been reduced from 43 to
42, and 29 of them will meet or exceed
the standards of the district. .

The number of lots in Charrington
Green has heen reduced from 58 to 56

Walled Lake holds back uilities

‘A decision on whether to provide
sewer and water service for the propos-
ed Lake Q' Woods apartment complex
on the Walled Lake-Commerce
Township boarder has been tabled by
the Walled Lake City Council until the
city recelves a report from its
engineers, Johnson and Anderson, on
thie capacity of existing systems.

.David Harron, an attorney represen-
ting the apartment developer, indicated
that his client is willing to negotiate
with the city for the water and sewer
sérvice and threatened court action, if
Walled Lake did not approve the taps.

Clty Attorney Paul Bibeau had in-
formed the Plan Commission that a
1972 agreement between Walled Lake
and Commerce for the public services
"*does not obligate the city... to supply
water and sewer facilities to the apart-
ment complex.”

The agreement, Bibeau said, basical-

ly gives the township’s.consent for the
city to provide the services and added
that there is “no provision in the con-
tract which mandates the providing of
such services."

Further, the city attorney said, the
agreement ‘‘anticipated a second
agreement which would inevitably pro-
vide certain conditions for the pro-
viding" of the services, but Bibeau also
noted that ‘‘no such agreements were
consummated.”

Bibeau also stated that the 1972
agreement ‘implies that the city had
capacity, avallability and the will-
ingness to provide the services, but ad-
ded, ““These same conditions may no
longer exist today.”

Harron replied that Bibeau's opinion
was just that — an opinion.

He said that the success of two
buildings, containing 12 townhouse
units constructed by the previous

developer, who went bankrupt and
abandoned the project, relies on com-
pletion of the Commerce portion of the
development.

Walled Lake would benefit from con-
struction of the proposed 96 apartment
units, he said, because of the increased
value of the existing buildings and
through a possible contract avallability
fee that would be pald in lieu of taxes,

The developer’s attorney said he feels
the 1972 contract provides that the city
will offer water and sewer services and
added that it was unfair for the city to
offer the services at that time ‘‘when
you wanted something, and take it
away when the developer wants it.”’

Harron said the developer cannot ob-
tain site plan approval of the apartment
buildings from Commerce officials un-
til he has an agreement for the
facilities.

And, he added, the developer cannot
walit for Johnson and Anderson to com-

: 'Councll members took that action
last week after City Manager Peter
Parker reported that, to his knowledge,
no work had been done on the building
since January when owner Paul
Smolenski asked the city for more time
t'o bring the structure up to code.

.“We've hent over backwards for
(Smolenskl),” said Councilman Walter
Lewandowskl “I don't think we should
carry this any further.”

Smolenskl attended the council's
January 17 meeting and asked for mare

time, “‘to the end of the year,” to repair-

the structure that he has owned since
1973,

At that time, he agreed to meet with

Building Inspector Earl Glaspie on
January 20 to tour the building, but he
forgot the key and never called Glaspie
to schedule another meeting.

Some 10 months ago, city officials
notified Smolenski that his property
had been legally condemned. He at-
tejlded the August 2 council meeting
ani agreed to meet with Glaspie to try
to resolve the issue. Two weeks later,
the Inspector reported that Smolenski

had taken out a building permit and
would bring the house up to code in 120
days.

In January, Glaspie told the council
that the only work done on the structure
was the pouring of new footings,
although he added that Smolenski had
boarded up the house.

At council’s request, Smolenski at-
tended the January 17 meeting and
reported that several problems had
kept him from repairing the structure.
He said he intended to do the work on a
part-time basls, but agreed to the
January 20 meeting with Glaspie.

The building permit issued last
August expired in mid-February, and
Smolenski did not attend either councll
session last month,

Under the unsafe buildings or-
dinance, the city manager is to send out
notices of a hearing before the council
which will “make findings of fact from -
the testimony offered . . . as to whether
the building in question is a ‘dangerous
building’ "’ as defined in the law.

The council then must issue an order
either to have the structure repaired or
demolished.

If the owner fails to comply, the coun-
cil may order the demolition and have
the costs added to the property tax bill,

A motion by Mayor Pro Tem William

Staman to give Smolenski until April 1
to repair the house was defeated before
the council unanimously voted to begin
the dangerous building proceedings.

Parker said Monday that no date has
been set for the hearing.

Ross announces senate candidacy

Doug Ross, former Executive Direc-
tor of Common Cause and co-director of
the Michigan Citizens Lobby, has an-
nounced his candidacy for the 15th
District seat in the Michigan State
Senate.

The seat is presently held by Oak
Park Democrat Daniel S. Cooper, the
majority floor leader in the Senate.
Cooper was elected to the House of
Representatives in 1964 and to the

Cooper has not yet announced his
plans for the upcoming election.

In announcing his candidacy in Oak
Park Sunday, Ross sald that “‘this cam-

Walled Lake requests

report on drainage

A report on drainage problems at the
Tri-A and A-O subdivisions has been re-
quested by the Walled Lake City Coun-
cll.

Council members asked for the
report, to be prepared by City Manager
Peter Parker, last week after receiving
a letter from Rollin J., Tuttle Jr., whose
Commerce Township property has been
flooded by “‘unnatural discharge” from
the developments,

Noting that his property *‘each spring
(faces) the prospect of flooding and fill-
ing up of ail of the low lying areas,”
Tuttle told the council that it is the ci-
ty’s responsibility *to at least take
measures to discontinue the unnatural
discharge onto our land.”

The city’s engineering firm of
Johnson and Anderson reported last
September that approximately 40 per-
cent of the Tri-A Subdivision drains
toward Tuttle’s property, and added
that a preliminary design accompany-
ing an August, 1977, study proposed
methods for reducing that flow to 20-
percent.

. Johnson'and Anderson suggested that
City Attorney Paul Bibeau should be
consulted on the problem and Bibeau at.

that time stated that the engineers’
plans to reduce the drainage provided a
“viable and legal solution to the
drainage problems in the Tri-A Subdivi-
sion.”

Tuttle asked the city to take action to
correct the drainage problem, adding:
“Fairness requires that your attention
be given to this matter and remedial
steps be promptly taken."”

The property owner said that the
engineers’ report ‘‘make(s) it apparent
that we are receiving discharge from
the Tri-A Subdivision that would not
naturally flow onto the land by its own
accord... this unnatural discharge’ of
water has caused substantial difficulty
inrecent years.”

Tuttle said the “far back property is.

substantially diminished in value. Not
least in importance is the fact that this
unnatural runoff is an assault on the
ecology of the back five acres; that land
normally abounds in wildlife in its
unspoiled condition, but suffers
dramatically when flooded out,””

He added that the land did not ex-
perience flooding problems until the
Tri-A development was built.

Parker’s report is expected to be
presented to the council by April1.

Lake Pine engineering plan

Engineering plans for the proposed
Lake Pine Assoclates Subdivision One
have been recommended for approval
by the Commerce Township Planning
Commission,. subject to several condi-
tions suggested by the township's
engineering firm, Johnson and Ander-
son.

this spring or summer.

The developers, Lake Pine

Associates of Southfield, have asked the
Michigan Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) for permission to
dredge part of the south shore of Lower
Straits Lake to improve the shoreline
and beach, remove sandbars, and pro-
vide deeper water for swimming,
boating and fishing.

The DNR has indicated that it will ap-
prove the permit subject to several con-
ditions, with the work to begin between
the spring thaw and Memorial Day.

275 options abound

In the 13 months since the
Michigan State Highway Commis-
sion cancelled the controversial
M-275 freeway project, many
alternatives have been proposed
to address west Oakland County’s
road and traffic problems.

Last month, the Highway
Commission narrowed the field to
three — the Citizens in Opposition
to M-275's scenic drive; the Com-
merce Township compromise,
proposed by County Commis-
sioner Robert A. McConnell, for a
boulevard; and the Walled Lake
parkway — in addition to the ever-
present “no build’ or ‘“do
nothing’' alternative.

In our opinion, two of those
alternatives — “‘no build” and the
Walled Lake parkway — should
now be elimindted from further
consideration.

Dealing with the obvious first,
west Oakland County has
disastrous road problems, despite
Highway Department Director
John Woodford’s claims that
there is no clear justification for a
state trunkline.

The present two-lane county
road system has been pushed to
its limits to accommodate
thousands of vehicles per day,
especially during ‘‘rush’ hours.

Instead of looking at popula-
tion figures, Mr. Woodford ought
to try to drive from Novi to Com-
merce any weekday morning or
afternoon. We think he would find
that a north-south trunkline is
justified for western Oakland
County.

As for the Walled Lake
parkway, there are many reasons
- why it should be eliminated from
further consideration.
First of all, the parkway was
a last-minute effort, approved by
the Walled Lake City Council the
- night before the Highway Com-
mission’s January 25 meeting and
presented to the state agency with
no specific plans. To select it as
one of the three ‘finalists” to
meet west Oakland’s road pro-
blems was patently unfair to
- others, including Oakland County
Executive Daniel T. Murphy, the
Commerce Township Road Study
Committee, White Lake Super-
.visor James Reid, the Citizens in
Opposition group and McConnell,
who had worked long and hard to
~prepare and present alternatives
to the now-dead freeway.
Secondly, the parkway was
approved by the Walled Lake
council without the benefit of

citizen input or comments, and
without consulting other units of
government that would be af-
fected by the plan. Officials from
Novi and Wolverine Lake Village
have made it clear that the
parkway is unacceptable to their
communities.

Also, there was some confu-
sion among the Walled Lake coun-
cil members as to whether the
parkway was intended to ease the
city’s traffic problems or to serve
as an alternative to the cancelled
freeway project. Further, there
was no direct documentation that
the proposal would solve the city’s
traffic problems.

And, finally, we also agree
with Walled Lake Mayor Pro Tem
William C. Staman that it was un-
wise to propose a new roadway for
the city a scant few months before
a professional consulting firm is
scheduled to begin its work on a
detailed study of Walled Lake’s
traffic.

We agree that Walled Lake,
with the highest accident rate in
the county and, perhaps, the
state, definitely has serious road
problems; problems that the city
alone probably cannot correct.

However, the parkway, if
built, may bring even more traffic
through the city and, unfortunate-
ly, additional consideration of
that plan could further slow the
snail-paced M-275 alternatives
study being conducted by the
Highway Department.

Recognizing some of the fac-
tors listed above, Highway Com-
mission Chairman Peter B. Flet-
cher last week directed the
Highway Department not to give

‘the parkway the same detailed
analysis and study as the other
two alternatives.

While we applaud Mr. Flet-
cher for that action, we feel he
would have gone further and
eliminated the parkway from
futher consideration.

The Walled Lake council, hav-
ing duly noted the city’s traffic
problems, also  could — and
should — drop the parkway.

Councilman Thomas
Brookover has proposed that the
parkway plan should be
withdrawn from further con-
sideration by the Highway
Department. His motion was tabl-
ed at last week’s meeting, but we
would strongly urge the council to
approve Brookover’s resolution at
its meeting March 7.

Taxing unfair

Residents of Commerce

" Township and the City of Wixom

Commerce Township

was caught with a factor of 1.11

while Wixom was hit with a 1.10
factor.

What the factor means is that
Commerce residents will see an 11
-percent across the board hike in
“assessments  while  Wixom

.residents will see a ten percent
‘rise.

The reasons behind the
failure of Commerce and Wixom
to comply with the tentative fac-

“tors issued by the county back in
-November is a bit mystifying.

Wynn Berry, assessor for
both communities, admits that it
“is always preferable to make ad-
' justments so as to avoid having to
- take the across the board in-
‘creases, but claims he doesn’t
+have enough staffing in either
‘community to make the ad-
: justments.

The answer is difficult to
quarrel with, except when viewed

in light of statements made by -

Wixom assistant to the mayor
Bernie VanQOsdale.

VanOsdale says there is no
shortage of staff in Wixom, that it
was a calculated decision not to
seek adjustments, that he didn’t
think it would be fair to try to
single out individual homes.

VanOsdale’s opinions seem to
conflict with those given by Novi
Assessor  John Merrifield who
says he can’t understand com-
munities that do not make ad-
justments to avoid taking the fac-
tor.

When adjustments are not
made, and across the beard in-
creases are levied, Merrifield
says, ‘‘someone is paying so-
meone else’s taxes.”

Whether the problem in Com-
merce and Wixom is inadequate
staffing or poor administrative
judgment is unclear and, perhaps
unimportant.

What is important is that
residents of Wixom and Com-
merce are not being taxed as fair-
ly as they should be.

As election years go, 1972 was not a very good year.
Political campaign fund raising that year was a
nightmare of special interest influence, secret deals and
cash in office safes. The problems still remain. But in
some very important ways, the election year 1978 will be
different. | :

Passage of the Common Cause supported Campaign
Finance Act of 1976 puts limits on contributions to
political ‘candidates, and makes those contributions
public. The special interests, groups looking for special
favors from state government, will have less influence.
There’s more room for the individual to participate.
Candidates will have to tap the grass roots for campaign
money. Your small contribution or donation of time
meahs a lot more to a candidate.

It means that one important part of special interest
influence has been reduced. And campaign reform
means an end to secret cash — we'll know where the
special interests put their money, and how they seek to
influence legislation for private gain against the public
interest. Some political candidates don’t like the paper-
work of listing who gives them money, but you should, if
you want to know who’s trying to influence your
legislator. Keep your eye on the money — and put your
efforts into the campaigns of 1978. It’s been said that
everyone’s organized but the people — and it’s time we
got to work.

Automobile accident claims life of Novi woman

In Novi

Police have no idea why a Novi
woman ran a red light and into the path
of an empty gravel truck and her death
last Wednesday.

It’s possible, they say, that Linda
Jean Harper, 28, 20818 Glenhaven Cir-
cle, may have been daydreaming about
the upcoming down payment on the new
house she and her husband, John, were
going to purchase.

At 3:15 p.m., Mrs. Harper, driving
north on Sheldon Road after paying her
car insurance premium in Plymouth,

drove her 1974 blue Chevelle through .

the intersection at Five Mile Road even
though the traffic light had been red for
several seconds, according to
witnesses.

Her death was the Northville com-
munity’s third traffic fatality in 1978.
Two young girls were killed in a crash
on Eight Mile Road on January 21.

Her car was hit just as it reached the
center of the intersection by a gravel
truck whose driver said he had shifted
into second gear and was accelerating
when he saw Mrs, Harper’s car.

Delmar Vititore Jr., 23, South Lyon,
the driver of the M & B Contracting
truck, told police that he honked his
horn and applied the brakes. Mrs.
-Harper, he said, neither looked in his
direction nor tried tostop.

After the collision, the two vehicles
continued across the intersection
toward the northeast before coming to
rest against a fence which surrounds
the Plymouth Center for Human
Development.

Vititore told police he thought there
had just been a glancing blow until he
discovered that Mrs. Harper's car was
pinned beneath his cab which had jack-
knifed and was pointing west.

It took three wreckers more than an
hour to pull the truck off the car. The
“jaws of life” were required to extract
Mrs. Harper from the wreckage.

She was pronounced dead on arrival
at St. Mary Hospital in Livonia by Dr.
Carlos Sosa at 4:40. An autopsy showed
she died of multiple injuries. The only
other occupant in the car, a pet dog,
also dled in the crash.

Vititore was treated for Injuries at St.
Mary.

The South Lyon truck driver told
police that the light turned green for
him as he approached the west en-
trance of a gas station on Five Mile
Road before the intersection.

A westbound driver on Five Mile who
was preparing to turn south onto
Sheldon also told police that the light
had turned green for Five Mile Road
drivers even before he had entered the
left-turn lane.

Police were unable to locate Harper,
who was at an insurance convention at

the Hyatt Regency in Dearborn, until 1
a.m. the next morning. :

The couple’s son, who is In
kindergarten, stayed with neighbors
until his father was located.

Richard Reed, the 31-year-old
Jackson State Prison escapee ap-
prehended on shoplifting charges,
slashed his wrists in an apparent
sulcide attempt February 27.

Reed was taken to Botsford Hospital
and was scheduled to be arraigned on
larceny charges at 52nd District Court
the same afternoon.

Officers were alerted that Reed was
up to something when another prisoner
in the holding cell at the Novi Police
Station said he had heard the escapee
mention something about getting out of
the cell. The escapee had apparently
used a beer bottle cap as a makeshift
knife.

Police found Reed with superficial
cuts on his wrists. An ambulance was
called and three officers accompanied
him to the hospital.

Reed required eight stitches on his
wrist.

To walk here shortly after a blast would have been like
walking on a bubbling pool of lava.

In fact, in the spring of 1953 when I was there, soldiers were.
not even permitted into ‘ground zero’ of tests conducted a year
earlier. It was still ““too hot’’ to permit humans.

Veterans who are making contrary claims have either
forgotten what occured, are echoing unsubstantiated claims
made by a private research firm that so alarmed Congressmen,

-Sports violence

By MIKE LASH

Of all the aspects of sports in the

1970’s perhaps none has evoked more-

controversy, more coverage or more
concern than its violence.

From “Bad Boy” Davie Schultz to
Mean Joe Greene, from Lenny Randle

to Kermit Washington, violence in the.

sports world, at a professional level
anyway, has been exhibited as never
before in recent years.

“Televislon, radio, magazines and the
press have all made the public Increas-
ingly aware of incidents like the Kermit
Washington-Rudy Tomjanovich punch
out inJanuary.

On the surface it would appear that

" violence has jumped dramatically in

the past decade or so. Most people
assoclated with sports over the years,
however, tend to feel little, if any, in-
crease has occurred at all,

Art Spander of the Sporting News
4 pointed out in a recent column that pro-
fessional sports teams have always had
‘their hatchet men. Jim Loscutoff of the
old Boston Celtics was one. ‘

Loscutoff, also knows as ‘“Jungle
Jim” around the NBA, had little fame
for his athletic abilities but was noted

- for his role of intimidating opponents

& (violence)

with roughhousing tactics.

Athletic directors in the Sliger area,
for the most part, agree that violence is
little different now than it was in the
past.

“I don't know if you can say
is growing,” says Ed

" McLoud of Northville, ““but I think it's

being showcased more. It's being

* brought out in the open.”

®

That violence has been more publiciz-
ed in recent years seems indisputable,
Whether that publicity is advantageous
or not, however, is another issue.

John Osborne, athletic director at

" Novi High, sees televised violence as

¢

having a negative effect on sports, par-
ticularly among youngsters.

“Young people are impressionable,”
he notes. ‘“They watch (violence) on
television and it gets encouraged.”.

Bob Keezer of South Lyon agrees.

“I think it has a definite effect,” he
says. “‘Kids are great imitators, Fights
break out on TV andthey talk about
how cool it is, and how they wish they

. could’ve been there to see it."”

Allen Bush, executive director of the

19 Michigan High School Athletic Associa-

(>

- see professional

tion, sees a positive side to publicity,
though. Although he “hates to see it
(violence) brought to the kids’ atten-
tion,” he points out that bringing it to
the attention of state athletic officlals
creates an awareness of the need to
maintain control at the high school
level.

Hartland's Chris Holman sees a
potential benefit in bringing it to the at-
tention of the public in general.

While he won't bring his own kids to
sports  contests
(“there’s not a lot the pros can teach

b/ them’’) and feels publicity on violence

N

&

is “‘acutely negative’”, Holman feels
greater public awareness may cause
people to eventually become fed up with
what’s happening and pressure owners
into finding other ways to ‘‘appease”
* their customers.

“The pros are selling a show, just like
a circus or big-time wrestling," he ex-
plains,” and so they have to sell spec-
tacularism. They sell it in the form of
violence."”

There's little arguing that. In- a
televised interview not long ago
Clarence Campbell, president of the

National Hockey League, remarked.

that ‘“if violence ceases to exist, it
(hockey) will not be the same game. In-
sofar as it Is part of the show, certainly
we sell it. You don’t change a successful
formula.” "

So who's to -blame — management '

players or fans?
“It's a vicious circle,” says Holman.

" “The front offices encourage violence

and the players practice it because the
fans will come to see it. Unfortunately
one can't exist without the other.

Among other causes most frequently

“cited for a pro player's tendency
toward violent acts are the intensity of
competition, financial motivation,

" tolerance on the part of both officials

and management, extended seasons
and, in the case of contact sports, the
very nature of the sport itself.

Perhaps because some of those fac- -

tors are non-existent in high school
sports, violence at that level is thought
to be relatively negligible.

According to Bush, violence in
Michigan high schools “'is very limited,
although that’s not to say there isn't an

@ occasional outbreak.”

*But controversy boils

_in public limelight

High school athletes, obviously,
aren’t affected by financial motivation
and extended seasons. But they are af-
fected by ‘“‘management’’ and officials,
and it's this area that, according to the
athletic directors, sets high school
sports apart.

All nine area athletic directors claim
that violence in their schools is not a
serious problem., And their reasons?

“Part of it is that the kids are playing
under strict supervision,”” says
Howell’'s Frank Gill, who's been
associated with-high school sports for
the past 17 years. ‘

Elaborating on that, Dave Stewart of
Whitmore Lake says “officials In the
state of Michigan just won't allow for it.
They're awfully sensitive about keep-
ing things under control, They don't let

“contact get out of hand.”

In professional sports, he says, con-
tact — specifically In basketball,
generally considered a non-contact
sport — is permitted to 8 much greater
extent, Fouls aren’t called as stringent-
ly.

“Where's the line drawn?" he asks.
“How much leeway do you allow player
contact before calling a foul?”’

Columnist Leonard Koppett of Spor-
ting News views violence at the pro
level in a similar light, According to
him ‘‘the true violence is embedded in
games in actions that are...done in a
manner intended to go undetected.”

Pro basketball players, for instance,
have traditionally gotten away with
things like submarining a man in mid-
air, albowing, kneeing and so forth, in-
cldents that tend to invite retaliatlon
'and spark fights.

‘But in the final analyss, he says, “‘the
behavior of the player is the result of
club policy. No individual can be a ‘dir-
ty’ player for any length of time without
the acquiescence of his coach and club
owner.”

Which may help explain the com-
paratively low incidence of violence in
high school sports.

According to Brighton’s Duke
Williams *‘the coach is the most impor-
tant person in determining how a crowd
and players act, If he’s a cry-baby who
yells and screams continually, he'll

-generally put up with the same thing

from his kids.”

Because high school coaches aren't
under the same type of pressures pro-
fessionals are they’re less likely to be
highly volatile. High school coaches in
general are expected to concentrate on
developing youngsters' in the fun-
damentals of the game and on
" preaching sportsmanship while profes-
_sionals — due to big-money contracts
"and the ever- present- threat of being
fired — are more pressured into winn-
ing.

Tom Evans, who's headed the Walled
Lake school system for the past 25
years, claims he's never had a serious
flare-up of violence during a game in -
that time, and attributes it to coaching.

“It's so important that coaches set a
good example, because kids are im-
pressionable,” he says. “We've been
pretty fortunate,”

D. J. Lincoln of Pinckney agrees. “A
team’s behavior starts at the coaching
level,” he says. “When a youngster
knows his coach doesn’t condone it
(vielence), he’ll tend to avoid it.”

Legislation aimed at curbing hospital costs

By Warren M. Hoyt

The House of Representatives-with its
sights set on containing hospital costs,
recently approved legislation to require
health authorities to identify areas that
have excess hsopital beds and then
eliminate them.

The legislation is the first piece in a
package to help contain spiraling
hospital costs. Other measures will re-
quire a certificate of need for new
equipment and distribution of medical
services.

Under the bill, excess hospital beds
could be eliminated through hospital
consolidation or closure of either entire
or portions of hospitals.

Hospitals with excess beds would also
be prohibited from new construction
unless they could demonstrate actual
need.

Bill sponsor Rep. Raymond Kehres
(D-Monree) said nearly as many as
5,000-6,000 hospital beds could be
eliminated within the next five years
because of the bill.

Ironically, the day after the bill’s
passage, Kehres was involved in a
serious airplane crash leaving him
hospitalized in a Florida facility.

Rep. Bela Kennedy (R-Bangor), a
staunch opponent of the bill, warned
representatives that local interests
would be nearly excluded from the pro-
cess of developing plans to eliminate
beds. His arguments were apparently
outweighed by the continued spirals in
hospital costs.

The bill was amended to give special
consideration to hospitals that are more
than 25 miles from the next nearest
facility.

Department of Public Health officials
and the attorney general’s office have
squared off on a total ban of radioactive

waste disposal within the boarders of
the state. ,

The Public Health Department said
the state should not completely
preclude the storage and disposal of the
wastes while attorney general’s office
urged imposition of the most absolute
and total ban is possible.

Donald E. VanFarowe of the Depart-
ment of Public Health told the House
Public Health Committee amendments
were needed to legislation to allow the
storage of some low-level radioactive
material for medical, scientific and
educational purposes. He said the
language of the bills under considera-
tion, taken at its extreme could prohibit
storing milk in refrigerators because it
contains potassium-40, a radioactive
isotope.

A spokesman for the attorney general
said the change is not acceptable. He
said in every case in which nuclear
wastes have been deposited, they have
leaked and all the state gets is an
apology.

He said the people of this state have
no reason in the world to trust the
federal government in the handling of
nuclear wastes, or to trust private in-
dustry. Disposal is a national problem
and requires a national solution.

The legislation prohibits anything ex-
cept above-ground storage of radioac-
tive wastes.

The House panel is expected to take a
final vote on the proposed legislation
within the next two weeks.

Michigan taxpayers got a real
bargain with the $13 million ap-
propriated to the Attorney General
Frank J. Kelley's office in 1977. For
those state dollars, the office saved the
state $408 million that could have been
withdrawn by the federal government,
netted $10 in fines or settlement paid to

CONDITION YOUR AIR -

“In the summertime, when the
humidity is high and the days are
muggy, little thought is given to the
benefits of proper moisture in the
air.” Not until winter sets in and the
lack of bumidity begins to cause
problems with static clectricity,
brittle furniture,” and dry skin do
people realize the relationship of
appropriate moisture to good health
and comfortable living.

In addition to helping you live
more comfortably, proper humidity
may also result in peduced heating
bills, Moisture in the air tends to
make people feel warmer at lower
temperatures. When humidity is too
fow, the natural moisture on the
body’s surface is lost to the dry air.
This evaporation from the body is a
form of evaporative cooling and
under such conditions, people. may
feel cool even at 75% With the
desired relative humidity of 35 to 40
percent, people can feel comfortable
at temperature sertings in the low
60's, thus saving energy as well as
feeling better.

If the lumidity in your home is
too low, either of two types of
humidifiers could pravide a solution
to the problem. One type can be
installed directly on the furnace if it
is properly cquipped or adapted. If
this is not possible, a portable
appliance-type humidifier can suffice
equally as well. Either type requires
constant attention and maintenance
to insure proper uperation, A 1,500
square foot home with extremely
good insulation can require as little
as 8 gallons of water a day to
maintain the desired humidity level.

WINTER AND SUMMER

Low humidity, besides making
people feel uncomfortable, can cause
minor but irritating problems such as
static electricity shocks. But bone
dry winter air can cause other more
costly problems as well.  For
example, wood contains
though it feels dry to the touch. This
water is not a fixed amount, but
rather an amount that will vary
greatly with the relative humidity
level of the surrounding air. If the air
is dry and water loss is rapid, warping
and cracking can ke place. Damage
can occur not only to woaod, but to
other material in the home which has
the capability of absorbing and
veleasing moisture.  This includes
paper, plaster, fibers, leather, glue,
hair, and skin. All will shrink as they
lose water, and swell as they take it
on. There may be a correlation
between good health and proper
humidity levels. Excessively dry air
can dry out nose, throat, and sinus
tissues, which contribute to personal
discomfort, and is Uelieved to
increase  susceptibility - to  the
common cold.’

So why not be comfortable this
winter while at the same time take
another step in the direction of
energy conservation. Turning down
your thermostat does. save money,
and a humidifier will enable you to
turn it to even lower settings.
Permanently dial down 19 and save
about 3 percent of your annual
energy usage; dial down 5% and save
approximately 15 percéne. Dial down
further at night or when away from
home and save even more.

That's not to say flare-ups don’t oc-
cur. Three months ago a Walled Lake
Central girls’ baskethall player was in-
" jured during a post-game locker room
fight, although Evans maintains the in-
cident had nothing to do with the game
itself, and several other athletic direc-
tors acknowledged periodic scuffles.

First Sunday breakfast

scores big in Commerce

What do you get when you combine 40
dozen eggs, 100 pounds of potatoes, 12
loaves of bread, 55 pounds of sausage,
50 pounds of bacon, 24 pounds of pan-
cake flour, six gallons of syrup, nine
pounds of jelly, and elght pounds of but-
ter?

Add a lot of helping hands and you've
got enough breakfast material to feed a
small army.

And that's exactly what the Com-
merce area Masons do on the first Sun-
day of every month at their lodge on

Broadway Street in Commerce

Township.

" Approximately 20 cooks, waitresses,
and bushoys serve between 150 and 209
people in the monthly morning meal
sponsored. by the Commerce Masonic
Lodge F & AM 121. The Masons and
thelr wives (Eastern Stars) handle the
kitchen dutles, while the sons (Demolay
Boys) and daughters (Job’s Daughters)
provide table service to the customers.

For the $2 adult and $1 youth dona-
tion, the hungry diner can gorge
himself with as many orders of eggs,
pancakes, sausage, bacon, toast, and
hash browns as he would like. To wash

it all don;e the Masons provide
unlimited coffee, as well as milk and
orange juice.

The program of serving a community
breakfast on the first Sunday of each
month has been a trademark of the
Commerce Masons for the past four
years. The serving hours of 8 a.m. to
12:30 p.m. offer ample . time for
breakfast for early or late Sunday
risers,

But the work for the Masons begins

- much earlier.

““We start getting things physically
ready on Saturday,” said senior
steward Joe Fuller. “We have to peel
and boil all the potatoes early, roll up
the sausage, and make sure we have
enough of everything in advance so we
don’t run out.”

Fuller, as senior steward, is also in
charge of lining up the cooks for the
morning breakfast as well as a clean up
crew,

“We like to have fresh guys come in
at noon just to clean up the kitchen,”
said Fuller. *“The men who do the cook-
Ing are in here at seven in the morning
and have been working hard. When
they finish cooking, they're through.
Otherwise they'd spend the whole day
inthat kitchen.”

Fuller utilizes a five-man cooking

“We have a lot of people who keep
coming back,’’ he said.

We have a group of Masons from
the Redford Lodge who have breakfast
here all the time.”

Rossi related that the largest group
served so far has been 268 persons.
Rossi also advised that the best time to
receive the quickest service is between
8and9a.m.

“We get a mild rush about 9:30 and -
things start to level off a little after 11
a.m.,” he reported.

No doubt, with the aroma of all that
good food engulfing Commerce, the
Masons will continue to endure that
mild mid-morning rush.

Mothers’ March

Mothers in Oakland County are mar-
ching this week in the annual Mothers’
March Against Birth Defects. Some
2,500 volunteers are involved in the pro-
gram instituted by Franklin D.
Roosevelt 40 years ago.

Monies collected in the march are us-
ed to insure a healthy beginning for
tomorrow’s children and to help those
already born with birth defects. In addi-
tion, the Mothers' March allows patient
aid to post paralytic patients with addi-
tlonal large sums pushed into research,

Funds are used to institute health
education programs in schools in the
fields of nutrition and genetic studies
and includes supportive programs in
parenting. Equipment and programs
have been given to hospitals and
organizations in the area to carry on the
program of education.

According to the county organization,
the highest risk group of bearing birth
defective children is the young mother.
Alcohol is also proving to be the most
dangerous addictive habit to this group.

A portion of the funds gathered in the
Walled Lake-Commerce-Wixom area
will be used to augment the already
established teen-mother program in
Walled Lake.

All marching mothers are identified

by name tags and by the large pink kits
they carry.

Industrial Revenue

Bonds.

Under the provisions of Public Act 62
of 1963, a municipality may issue bonds
to tlnance an industrial development
projéct. -

Act 62 also provides that a general
election on the proposal to issue the
bonds must be held if five percent of the
registered voters file a petition within

45 days of the publication of the notice -

of intention to issue the bonds.

"The lone dissenting vote in the 4-1
decision was cast by Councilman
Robert Dingeldey who argued, in
essence, that he would not approve the

_proposal as long as the current assess-

ment dispute between the city and the
Ford Motor Company is still being con-
tested. '

The Ford Motor Company is pre-
sently contesting the assessment of
the Wixom Assembly Plant, The plant
is believed to have been assessed at $23
million by the city, while Ford officials
maintain that the assessment should be
substantially lower. The case is cur-
rently before the State Tax Tribunal.

Ford has been paying ‘city, school,
and county taxes on the basis of the cl
ty’s assessment figure pending the out-
come of the case. In the event that the
Tax Tribunal rules in favor of the Ford
Motor Company, the excess taxes
would have to be reimbursed,

In asking the city to issue the In-
dustrial Development Revenue Bonds,

Ford is attempting to save interest ex-
penses on the cost of purchasing the
wastewater treatment equipment.

The company is under orders from
the Environmental ‘Protection Agency
(EPA) to upgrade the quality of
chemical effluent from the plant which
flows in to the Norton Drain.

The deadline for commencing im-
provements was February 28 and the
work must be completed by May 1, 1979.

Stratton Brown, a bonding attorney
with the firm of Miller, Canfield, Pad-
dock, and Stone, told the council that
the bonds would help Ford realize a
substantial savings in interest costs,

The savings is realized because tax
laws permit a municipality to issue tax-
‘free bonds. Since the purchaser of the
bonds does not have to pay income tax
on his earnings, he is usually willing to
buy them at a lower interest rate.

Brown told the council that the dif-
ference in interest rates could be as
much as two percent on the proposed $3
million bond issue,

City Attorney Harold Bulgarelli ad-
vised the council that the action is per-
mitted by Public Act 62 of 1963 and that
the city is in no way liable for paying off
the bonds.

The act states speclflcally that the
“bonds and the principal and interest
thereon will not be a general obligation
of the city and will in no event
‘payable from any tax revenues or other

general funds of the city, but will be

payable solely and only from payments
to be received from the (Ford Motor
Company).

Under the terms of the proposed con-
tract between Wixom and Ford, the city
would issue the bonds, acquire the
pollution control facilities and make
them available to the Ford Motor Com-
pany. The agreement provides that any
and all costs associated with the is-
suance of the bonds or the installation
and maintenance of the equipment will
be the responsibility of the company.

The bonds would be retired solely by
payments from Ford. When the bonds
are retired, the title to the equipment

.would pass to the Ford Motor Company.

In opposing the proposal, Dingeldey
indicated that he would be willing to
“play ball” with Ford Motor Company
on the bonds if they would “play ball”
with the city on the assessment dispute.

Ford officials indicated that they
believed the two matters were totally
unrelated.

Dingeldey’s objections won little sup-
port from the rest of the council,
however.

Councilman Melvin Green said his in-
itial impulse had been to agree with
Dingeldey, but that he had subsequent-
ly decided that “no good purpose would
be served by driving up the cost of these
honds.”

Councilman Sid Resner said that the
two matters (bonds and assessment
dispute) were entirely separate.

Petitions filed

or vote on

incorporation

Petitions containing some 1,360
signatures have been filed with the
State Boundary Commission, re-
questing an election on the proposed
merger of Wolverine Lake Village and
Commerce Township to torm anew ci-
ty.

Village Administrator Bill O’Brien
delivered the documents to the Boun-
dary Commission’s Lansing office Mon-
day.afternoon.

However, it may take several months
— possibly until mid-September —
before the staff can validate the peti-
tions and prepare a report for the Boun-
dary Commission which will schedule
the election on lncorporatlon according
to James Hyde, “commission ad
ministrator.

Field work still must be completed on
five other annexation or incorporation
matters before the agency can start its
study on the village petitions, Hyde
sald.

“It could be some months before we
get to this,” he added, ‘‘unless I can
come up with some manpower.”

Once the signatures have been

verified and the staff report has been .
completed, the commission will set an .
election date to decide whether Com-
merce, Wolverine Lake and the Penin-
sular Park Subdivision in West Bloom-
field Township should become one clty, .
iHyde said. t

Action to schedule the election must
be taken at a public meeting, the state
administrator said, although the com-,
mission could take more than one
meeting to discuss the issue.

Hyde said the commission does not
have a general policy on whether to’
schedule the balloting on incorporation
for a regular primary or general elec-
tion. This year’s state primary will be -
held August 8, which means . the:
cityhood issue probably won't be on
that ballot, and the general electlon lS'
November?

Village Council President John ,
McLellan said that only 800-900.
signatures of registered voters from the '
affected areas were required to call the

K-mart con51ders
new store in fall

The Commerce Township Kmart
store “should be open this fall,” ac-
cording to Michael Ward, executlve
vice-president of Ramco-Gershenson,
Incorporated, developers of the propos-
ed shopping center.

Ward said last week that his firm an-
ticipates receiving local approvals for
the complex, to be located on a 12.4-
acre parcel at Commerce and Union
Lake roads, within 60 days,

If there is any delay in the approval
process, Ward added, the 84,000-square-
foot department store probably won’t
open until the spring of 1979,

He also said that Ramco-Gershenson
now has an agreement with Kmart of-
ficials as the major tenant of the com-
plex. Tentative plans also call for a
Chatham  super-
market to be built on the site.

Cominerce Supervisor Robert Long
said last week that new plans for the
complex have not been filed with the
township, although the developers did
meet with officials early last month for
an “informal discussion on the
enclosure of the garden center.”

Developers of the Kmart project last

November won the final round in their
legal battle against the township on
Issues relating to the zoning of the site.

Qakland County Circuit Judge John
N. O'Brien ruled that the department
store was a proper C-1 (local business)
use under the zoning ordinance that
was in effect at the time and that use of
the property is to be governed by the
zoning ordinance that was in effect in
1972 when the controversy began,

In January, township officials receiv-
ed a letter from a Toledo firm, The
Douglas Company, that had been com-
missioned by Ramco-Gershenson to
determine the feasibility of building the
complex on the Commerce site.

A spokesman for The Douglas Com-
pany said at the time that the study was
requested because of the time lag bet-
ween the submittal of the site plans in
1973 and O'Brien’s ruling in favor ot the
developers.

The study was made to determine the

cost of building on the site and did not
include a market feasibility analysis,
the Douglas spokesman added. -
However, figures on the cost of con-
struction were to be included as part of
Ramco-Gershenson’s rent proposal to

' Kmart, the spokesman said.

Ramco-Gershenson and two other
developers — Commerce Woods
Development Company. and Oakland
Housing, Incorporated — filed suit
against the township in 1973 after the
Township Board, on the advice of then-
attorney Wllllam S. Munger, revoked a
rezoning of the land from C-1 to R-1A
(single-family  residential) and
Building Inspector Bill Mitchell refused
to issue a building permit for the
Chatham store.

In November, 1975, O'Brien ruled .
that the land was properly zoned C-1
and ordered township officials to issue
abuilding permit for the supermarket.

" The developers didn’t re-apply for the
permit and the Township Board voted
to appeal the judge's ruling to the
Michigan Court of Appeals which last
June upheld the lower court decision.

Meanwhile, Long said last week that
the Union Lake Action Committee,
which is working with the four
townships that include Union Lake
Village, plans to ask the Kmart
developers to use a nautical theme for
the shopping center,

Vangieson

Former Mayor Val Vangieson's
“leave of absence’’ from the Wixom Ci-
ty Council lasted just three months,

Vangleson is expected to return to the
council table as a councilman at:the
next meeting after having been-ap-
pointed to fill a vacancy on the seven-
member panel last week.

City Clerk June Buck announced at
last week’s meeting that Vangieson was
the top vote getter in a secret poll of the
council. ,

Other candidates to fill the two-year
vacancy were Charles Craig, Shirley
Kujala, Margaret Ladd, Carlton
Oldford, and Mary Parvu. -

No vote tallies were announced,

Vangieson - will fill the vacancy
created by the election of former coun-
cilwoman and mayor-pro-tem Lilljan
Spencer to mayor in November, Mrs;
Spencer was sworn in as mayor in
January,

The appointment of Vangleson to fin
the vacancy on the council marks a
quick return to the local political scéne
for the former mayor.

Vangieson was elected to a lour-year
term on the council in 1971 and subse-
quently became mayor-pro-tem. -

He became mayor in 1674 upon the .

resignation of former mayor Gilbert
Willis and was then elected to a two-
year term as mayor in the 1875 electlon.

Vangieson announced last summer,
however, that he would not be a can-
didate for reelection. He cited the time
requirements of the mayoral job as the
major reason for his decision. :
