The Michigan Environmental Review
Board (MERB) committee that has
been asked to study the two major
alternatives to the cancelled M-275
freeway was prepared in September,
1976 to recommend that the full 17-
member board should find the draft en-
vironmental impact statément (EIS)
on the controversial freeway project to
be adequate and support the preferred
{reeway alignment, subject to mitiga-
tion of several items.

That report, however, was never

.made because the Michigan State

and Weston E. Vivian — told The News
Monday that they were unaware of the
committee’s report when they and
Commissioner Hannes Meyers Jr.
voted for cancellation of the 24-mile,
six-lane freeway that would have con-
nected 1-696 in Novl to I-75 near Holly
through western Oakland County.

Commission members in late 1976
said they would walit for the MERB's
recommendation before taking action
on the freeway plans, but Vivian said
Monday that the commission ‘““decided
for its own reasons to cancel M-275 and
that made the MERB report irrele-
vant,”

John P. Woodford knew the contents of
the committee’s report, but added that
he doubted any Highway Commission
members were aware of the document.

Woodford is the department’s
representative on the MERB.

And, although the committee’s report
was ready In September, 1976, the
MERB didn't discuss the recommenda-
tions because it was waiting for an ad-
dendum to the draft EIS, according to
'I‘tex;xgy L. Yonker, of the review board’s
staff,

The addendum, which was intended
to address some of the concerns ex-
pressed by groups that-opposed M-275,

Woodford on January 27, 1977 inform-
ed the MERB that the draft EIS on M-
275 was being withdrawn,

The MERB committee — composed
of Francis Bennett, retired chairman of
the Wayne County Planning Commis-
sion; Dr. Dennis Tierney, of the
Michigan Department of Natural
Resources (DNR); and John Calkins, of
the  Michigan  Department of
Agriculture — supported the original
M-275 plans subject to:

~further justification of the original
alignment, as opposed to the *‘no build"
or other alternatives, by expanding
dlcussion of several items in the draft

for the roadway ““in the Interest of shar-
ing land with other uses; "

—mitigatlon of noise from the
freeway and a traffic screen, including
plantings and mounds or berms,
“‘because of the sensitive environmen-
tal nature and level of development oc-
curring. The varied topography of the
area facilitates doing this; " and

—urging the DNR to ‘“find a way, by
acquisition or strict use of permit
powers, to preserve the other bogs of
ecological significance, such as the
Carus bog (located northwest of Hag-
gerty and Pontiac Trail).”

In calling for further justification of
the original M-275, the committee sald

Walled Lake voters
okay school millage

An alarmingly small turnout of
voters approved the request of the Wall-
ed Lake School District for renewal of
10 mills for operations in yesterday's
special election.

Only 2,141 of the district's 23,000
registered voters showed up at the polls
to cast their ballots on the millage pro-
posal — a sparse turnout of just a little
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more than nine percent.

But those voters who did cast ballots
overwhelmingly supported  the
district’s request for_renewal of the 10
mills for 10 years. The final unofficial
tally showed the millage being approv-
ed by a 1,353 to 788 margin.

Specifically, the School District was
asking the voters to approve the
renewal of 10 mills for operations for a
period of 10 years. The same 10 mills
were last renewed for a period of five
yearsin 1973.

The Wailed Lake Schools currently
levy 3213 mills for operations. The

The district must come back to the
voters for renewal of those two millage

packages in 1981 (four mills) and 1986 "

(10 mills).

School officials said that extension of
the length of the millage would assist
the district in long-range financial plan-
ning.

Another factor in the election may
have been the recent increases in pro-
perty assessments throughout the

district.

The 32.12 mills currently levied by the
Walled Lake School District for opera-
tions puts it in 16th place among the 28
Oakland County school districts.

The average cost for educating a
pupil in the Walled Lake District is

among the county’s 28 school districts.

About 300 citizens showed up Jast
week to dispute the assessments given
their homes at the Novi Board of
Review.

As of yet, no determination has yet
been made whether to adjust their
claims or not. Many of the claims were
made- by senior citizens, who had in-
advertently gotten assessment_hikes,
through an oversight of the assessor’s
office.

“I expected a lot more,” sald Novi
Assessor John Merrifield.

The tax hikes ranged from four to 20
percent throughout the city. Merrifield
sald many of the homes in the Walled
Lake area rose only four percent in
value, while many of the homes in the
southern section of the city were in the

upper ranges.

Merrifield noted many of the people
contesting the valuations had several
parcels. He said many of the com-
plaints were the usual, ““I want to make
sure my neighbor is assessed the same
way'l'

Merrifield noted that many of the
senior citizens whose assessments went
up are protected by a law that allows
exceptions for people unable to make
their payments.

One person in the city, he said, was
getting a break because he had been
hurt in an industrial accident and was
unable to bring in the kind of income
necessary to make the property tax
payments,

[N

Merrifield did a study of home sales
in the city after the county informed the
city they would be hit with a factor of
1.12, or 12 percent, if adjustments were
not made.

Merrifield said the study was time-

consuming, but fairly accurate because
of the great volume of sales occuring in
the city recently.

The hikes in taxes were inevitable as
well, Merrifield said, because Novi
“seems to be one of those communities
blessed with increased value."

“Every resale shows a Jarge jump,”
Merrifield said. He adds that a substan-
tial assessment jump [s very likely next
year as well because of rising land
values,

Merrifield sald the subdivision with
the fastest growing property values is

"

the Village Oaks subdivision, owned by .

Kaufman and Broad. Continual tur-
nover occurs at the subdivision, Mer- -
rifield said, and many homes that sold
for around $37,000 in 1971 now sell for
more than $60,000. ‘

Another subdivision with rapidly
growing property values Is the
Meadowbrook Lake subdivision, The
assessor notes that some homes near
the retention pond have risen from a
value of about $48,000 in 1968 to more
than $90,000 today.

Homes in the Willowbrook subdivi-
ston have risen from around $30,000 in
1975 to about $45,000 today.

. . . but citizens blast tax methods

Two citizens called for immediate ac-
tion to change the way property tax
assessments are made in Novi at the
March 20 city council meeting.

Garry Kidd, 22883 Penton Rise, and
Leo Buffa, 47201 Nine Mile, both com-
plained to council that the assessment
procedures are unfair,

-The complaints come in the wake of
assessment hikes of four to 20 percent
recently given to homes in the city.

Kidd conducted his own study of
assessments done in 70 homes in four
Novi subdivisions and concluded that
“lthere is no real assessment done in the
¢ ty)’ .

Kidd, a resident of the Meadowbrook
Lake subdivision, presented council
members with a study that concluded
the homes in the Meadowbrook Lake
subdivision were assessed at an
average of 4.5 percent over their sales
values, while homes in Village Oaks
were assessed at an average 10.9 per-
cent below their sales values.

The homes in the Meadowbrook Lake
study were sold about a year or two
before the homes used in the Village
Oaks study.

Kidd’s study also shows that
assessments rose at about the same
rate for all the homes in the

Meadowbrook Lake subdivision. The
homes rose at about 14.41 percent, the
study showed.

The study showed that the rise in
assessments in other subdivisions also
showed a very consistent rise between
the houses. Kidd's study of the Orchard
Hills subdivision showed only a
variance from In assessments 12.56 to
12.85 percent for an average rise of
12,70 percent.

The study showed that assessments
in the Willowbrook subdivision rose
from 9.97 percent to 10.39 percent for an
average increase of 10.22 percent.

The study showed that this pattern of
consistency in assessing homes in in-
dividual subdivision broke, apparently,
in the Village Oaks subdlivision.

Kidd says that two nearly identical
colonial homes in the subdivision
received very dissimilar assessment
hikes. One received a 5.80 percent hike
and the other home rose 15.74 percent.

The study shows that the Village
Oaks homes vary greatly, ranging from
5.80 percent to 15.77 percent for an
average rise of 9.58 percent.

Kidd recommended that the city get a
complete assessment done by an out-
side firm and then take a straight factor
each year after that.

The Novi School Board will meet
Thursday, March 23, (tomorrow) to
discuss what action to take In light of
the defeat of the requested additional
mill for operating expenses in the
March 18 election.

The additional mill was defeated by
only 27 votes, 933 to 906. Renewal of 13

mills operating expenses was approved

by an overwhelming 1,375 to 475 vote.

A request for an additionai half-mill
for purposes of making the district
more energy-efficient was defeated
1,045 to 798.

The 13 mill renewal will run for five
years, while the two defeated requests
would have been levied for three years.

The defeat of the millage request
marked the first time the district has
lost a millage request since 1962, when
a .6 mill request was defeated by voters
by a 602 to 389 count. Voters later
reversed the 1962 decision, approving a
.45 mill request before the next year's
budget took effect.

Novi school officials are hoping for a
repeat of the 1962 scenario as they will
likely ask voters to reconsider the deci-

.sion in the upcoming June election,

although no official action to place the
Issue on the ballot has yet been taken.

The special meeting to discuss the
defeat of the additional millage request
was called by School Board President
Joel Colliau just minutes after word of
the defeat reached the administration
building.

Colliau noted that if the decision of
the voters should stand, the district
would have to slash $168,000 — the
money raised from one mill — from its
budget. Colliau repeated the claim
made by school officials that passage of
the additional mill would not mean an
incrcase in the level of operations —
just the maintenance of what the
district enjoys now.

Colliau called the outcome of the elec-
tion ‘‘unfortunate.”

Superintendent Gerald Kratz noted
the additional mill had only been
defeated by 27 votes, *‘and if just 14 peo-
ple had voted the other way, we would
have got it passed.”

Kratz said the district must consider
laying off some key personne! to cut the
budget. He added the millage defeat
would also mean the second middle
school would remain glosed.

Most observers agreed that the key
impediment to passage of the addi-
tional mill was the recent hike in pro-
perty values placed on the city by the
county.

Land values in Novi — especially -

those portions in the Novi school
district — have skyrocketed, and so
have the taxes. Many of the homes in
the southern section were hit with 15 to
20 percent hikes in assessed valuations,

The Village Oaks precinct, one of the
sections with the most rapidly- rising
property values, was the only precinct
to approve the request for the addition
mill, with 521 yes and 407 no.

The middle school precinct, en-
compassing most homes in the western
part of the district, defeated the addi-
tional mill request by more than a 2-1
margin, with 68 in favor and 146 oppos-

ed.

The Orchard Hills precinct, taking in
most homes between Taft and
Meadowbrook Roads, defeated the re-
quest for the additional mill by a 355 to
306 tally.

None of the precinets approved the

request for the half-mill for energy con-
servation, although Village Oaks was
again the cue most favorable to the '

wishes of school officials,

Village Oaks defeated the request by
a 474 to 452 tally, while Orchard Hills{
opposed the request on a 395 to 270 count '
and the middle school precinct
registered 151 against and 65 in favor, .~

The election drew 1,843 voters to:the
-polls, a relatively strong turnout, com-
prising about 27 percent of the voters. -

. The school board requested the addi
tional mill upon the advice of a iinan'
cial needs committee, which examined
the projected needs of the district ior
the next three years.

The committee concluded that
because of the anticipatéd addition of
some 900 students in the next thrée
years the district would need an addij
tional mill just to maintain its present
level of operations.

Without additional funding, the
school will almost certainly have to cut
back in some areas.

Wixom City Attorney Harold
Bulgarelli suggested the meeting to his
* City Council last week and listed of his
several concerns about the proposed

magreemcnt

““The project is good'! Bulgarelli said,
“but I don't like the way (the agree-

ment) is drafted. The way it stands now
Is that it’s so vague I don’t know if
anybody really understands it.”

Specifically, Bulgarellit raised ques-
tions on provisions of the agreement
dealing with withdrawal from the
cooperative and the financial respon-
sibllities of communities that pull out,

He also said that the difference bet-
ween townships’ and cities’ flscal years
could pose a problem.

““Everyone I've talked to agreed with
me on the vagueness of the agree-
ment,” Bulgarelli said. “*We should get

Bernard VanOsdale, Wixom assistant
to the mayor, said he and Farmington
City Manager Bob Deadman have
agreed to call adminstrators in each of
the seven communities to set up the at-

Farmington, Farmington Hills and
Walled Lake have approved the
cooperative agreement, while Novi has
tabled action, pending a report from
new Fire Chief Art Lenaghan.

At the Commerce Township Board

meeting last week, Attorney Phil

Atkison also raised questions on agree-
ment  provisions  dealing  with
withdrawal from the cooperative, divi-
slon of assests versus the funding for-
mula, and return of assets, if a com-
munity pulls out of the arrangement.

The coalition for Block Grant Com-
pliance has put its investigation of the
City of Wixom on hold until it receives
housing information from the city
tself.

The coalition, a citizen's housing and
civil rights group, had announced that

it will conduct an investigation of the ci-
ty’s policy on providing low income
housing.

However, according to coalition
director Frank Steiner, the group can-
not begin its informal investigation un-
til it receives Wixom's 1978-79 Block

NG
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Grant  Application, its housing
assistance plans, and its performance
report of the past year.

“We can’t really do anything until we
receive their material,” sald Steiner.
“We requested the information at the
end of February and so far we haven't
received it.” ,

It isn’t likely Steiner will receive the
requested Information in the next few
days as assistant to the mayor Bernard
Van Osdale will not submit the city’s
housing policy to the city council until
the next council meeting, March 28,

According to Steiner, after the per-
formance report Is received, it will be
reviewed by a citizen’s group which will
come up with an evaluation within a
couple of months.

“Wixom isn’t the only city we're look-
ing at,” said Steiner, ““but they do have
a lot of commuting workers at the Ford
plant there. We're checking to see if
they have been able to find housing and
if they're being shown housing on the
same basls of non-minorities.”

The coalition is checking for housing
discrimination in approximately 20
communities that ~ have received
federal monies to set up low income
housing. The group has already suc-

- cessfully challenged the City of Livonia

to provide the housing with its federal
funds.

Van Osdale isn't too concerned about
the city being monitored, however, ex-
plaining that the group singles out
everybody and serves as more of a wat-
chdog on the housing policies.

Van Osdale also stated that he felt the
city hasn't been discriminatory and
that he has always compiled with the
regulations on housing established by
the housing and urban development
(HUD) authorities.

The assistant to the mayor is more
concerned with the submitting of the
housing policy and his proposal to
establish a city housing authority in
time to meet the deadline of April 12 for
the fourth-year Block Grant applica-
tlon. Van Osdale will present his
material to the city council on March
28.

Should the council disapprove of the
proposed housing policy, Van Osdale
has doubts as to whether the city hall
will receive its fourth year Community
Block Grant.

If the councll accepts Van Osdale’s

policy, a housing authority would be
established to administer the city's
‘housing rehabilitation program. The
program would benefit low-income
families needing home repairs, of
which monies totaling $75,000 will be
taken from the 1978-79 block grant ap-
plication for this purpose.

Novi planners table plat approval

. Developers of the proposed Charr-
ington Green Subdlvision will have to
make another return trip to their draw-
ing boards before securing a recom-
mendation for plat approval from the
Novi Planning Board.

- The planners voted unanimously (2
0) last week to table action on the re-
fjuest of the Brittany Building Corpora-
tion from revised tentative preliminary
plat approval and directed the
developers to make further revisions in
the plat to bring it in line with the city’s
zoning ordinance.

The proposed Charrington “Green
Subdivision would contain approx-

imately 55 lots on 22,6 acres of land on
the east side of Meadowbrook Road bet-
ween Llewelyn Drive and Nine Mile.

It would be located between the Tur-
tle Creek Subdivision (R-3) on the north
and Carriage Hills Estates (R-2) on the
south.

The subdivision is to be developed
under its present R-3 zoning which calls
for a maximum density factor of 2.9
dwelling units to the acre.

The Charrington Green Subdivision is
slated for development under the city's
Lot Averaging Option which permits a
developer to reduce lot sizes up to 10
percent provided there is not an atten-
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dant increase in the total number of
lots,

The Brittany Building Corporation
has experienced considerable dif-
ficulties in securing plat approval from
the City of Novi.

The planning board recommended
the Charrington Green plat for ap-
proval on January 18, but the city coun-
cil rejected the plat on February 6,
claiming that the developer had
violated the intent of the Lot Averaging
Option by reducing a large percentage
of the lots while increasing the size of
only a small percentage of the lots.

City Planning Consultant Charles
Cairns of Vilican-Leman told Developer
Norman Gallant. last week that the
revised plat still did not meet the
minimum requirements of the city's
zoning ordinance.

The R-3 zoning district requires a
minimum lot size of 12,000 square feet
and a minimum lot width of 90 feet.
Under the 10 percent reduction in the
Lot Averaging Option, lots in the R-3
district can be reduced to 10,800 square
feet and 81 feet in width.

Cairns told the planning board last
week that 16 lots -had been reduced in
size, while 16 more had been Increased.
The remaining 23 lots were at the 90 feet
lot width standard of the R-3 district.

Cairns noted further, however, that
the 16 reduced lots had been reduced a
total of 137 lineal feet in frontage, while
the 16 increased lots showed a total in-
crease in frontage of just 100 lineal feet,

As a result, said the planning consul-
tant, 37 more feet of lot width reduction
has been gained by reducing lot widths
than is provided through lot width ex-
pansion beyond 90 feet,

“The two figures should be at least
equal in order to gain the average re-
quired under the optlon,” said Cairns.

Cairns also noted that two of the 55
lots had been reduced in area to a point
greater than permitted by the option
(10,800 square feet). The planning con-
sultant pointed out that two of the lots
contained just 10,250 square feet.

Gallant claimed that he was already
into a “hardship” situation because he
had been forced to drop three lots from
the original plat plan. “To lose another
lot would really be tough,” he said.

Townships file appeal

with Supreme Court

A 102-page jurisdictional statement
has been filed with the -United States
Supreme Court by the Michigan
Township Association (MTA). The
statement asks for an appeal of the
state high court ruling which upheld the
authority of the state Boundary Com-
‘mission.

The October state court ruling opened
the way for annexation proceedings
throughout the state, including a two-
part proposed annexation of Novi
Township by the City of Novi.

The jurisdictional statement was fil-
ed by the MTA March 15, The statement
gives the basis for the MTA request for
a supreme court hearing.

The MTA statement has held that the
state court decision does not give
equality of protection under the law in
Boundary Commission operations,
since the ruling only allows a vote to be
taken in areas proposed for annexation
with more than 100 residents.

Those areas that do not have 100
residents are being unfairly treated,
the MTA claims. . .

‘The MTA also claims that the method
by ,which . Boundary Commission of-

" ficials are appointed Is unconstitu-

tional. Three state members are ap-
pointed by the governor and two more
are appointed by a probate judge.

MTA lawyers contend that the ap-
pointment to the commission, an ex-
ecutive body, represents a violation of
the separation of governments clause of
the constitution.

Handling the Supreme Court appeal
will be Lansing attorney Thomas
Downs, reputed to be one of the top con-
stitutional lawyers in the state.

Lawyers of the cities involved and the
state attorney general are expected to

file a motion to dismiss, setting forth

The annexation in the second annexa-
tion petition, the Brookland Farms sub-
division off of Novi Road south of Nine
Mile, has already been deteated by
voters. .- . | . “

When the annexatlon was first pro
posed in 1971, there were less than 100
residents in the seven parcels proposed
for annexation — and 100 residents are
necessary before a vote can be taken.

About 150 residents live in the
Brookland Farms subdivision, so the
vote was taken and annexation was
defeated by a 73-4 tally in 1973,

Although more than 1,800 residents
live in the seven parcels today, no vote
is necessary hecause the commission
can choose to act *‘on the record"” as it
stood in 1971 when less than 100 people
lived on the parcels.

The property is located on the west side of
Meadowbrook Road between Eight Mile and Bro-
quet. The Country Place condominiums are located

. directly west of the parcel, while the Meadowbrook

lots) are located opposite the parcel on the east
side of Meadowbrook Road.

City Planning Consultant Charles Cairns of
Vilican-L¢ian had told the council that the zoning
placed on the Gornell parcel would go a long way
toward determining the zoning of adjoining parcels
on the east side of Meadowbrook Road.

The rezoning request had been unanimously
recommended for approval by the Novi Planning
Board at a public hearing last week,

Cairns .told the planners that the city’s Master
Plan called for the development of low density
single family residential homes on large lots in that
area, but that the development of the Country
Place condominiums had significantly affected the
character of the area,

Calrns said that the primary concern at the pre-
sent time was to establish a strip of transitional
single family zoning from the multiples to the west
and the large lot subdivisions on the east side of
Meadowbrook Road. ‘

“Though the district sought by the applicant does
represent a modest deviation from the strict ap-
plication of the Master Plan for the area, the
change in dwelling unit density is minor compared
to that created by the multiple dwellings to thé
west,"” noted the consultant.

‘“Most importantly, the applicant’s request will
still permit use of this.critically important area for
single family dwellings and that alone supports the
overall intent of the Master Plan for the area,”
Cairns added.

In recommending approval of the rezoning re-
quest, the planning board recommended that pro-

y ceedings be initiated to rezone the rest of the pro-
perty on the west side of Meadowbrook between
Eight Mile and Broquet to an R-2 classification,

At the public hearing before the council, the
rezoning was endorsed by Mayor Romaine Roethel
who said she considered it a practical and in-
telligent move:

*“Commerce Township's administra-
tlofi-of the federal community develop-
mhent loans and grants program has
been ‘‘very smooth” so far, according
to'Building Inspector Bill Mitchell.
Since the township reluctantly agreed
to-handle the administrative duties in
December, Mitchell said, two grant ap-
plications for home rehabilitation work
have been approved, two others are
awaiting pre-qualification review of
specificaftions, and three or four more
dpplications for financial assistance
are pending.
- Qakland  County Community
Development officials asked local units
of" government to assume ad-
ministrative responsibility for the loans
and grants program, citing a shortage
of personnel at the county level.
~-Township officials had been reluctant

{o assume a larger role in the program
because of allegations of mismanage-
ment against county community
development employees, but said that,
unless Commerce agreed to handle the
adminstrative dutles, township
residents probably weuld be unable to
obtain funds under the $2-million pro-
gram.

Previously, local officials made re-
quired inspections and offered
assistance to residents in filling our ap-
plications for the low-interest loans and
grants that are intended to bring owner-
occupied homes up to minimum code.

Under the new set up, township of-
ficlals complete a pre-qualification
checklist, conduct an analysis of work
to be done and write specifications for
the job, and seek bids for the project
from a list compiled by the county.

County community development per-
sonnel review the procedure at each
step, Mitchell said.

In return for its role, the township
receives a maximum administrative
fee of $200 for each application that is
approved, he added.

Mitchell said the process is often time
consuming, especially in checking on
applicants’ credit and employment in-
formation, The township’s ad-
ministrative procedures have been
refined as the local officials gain more
experience with the program, the in-
spector said, to meet the stringent re-
quirements.

Grants and lands of up to $7,500 or 50-
percent of the property value,
whichever is less, are available under
the program, Mitchell said.

In order to qualify for a grant, an ap-

plicants’ gross income could not exceed
a range of $6,400 for one person to
$12,000 for a household of eight, while
the maximum income for loan ap-
plicants ranges from $10,200 for one
person to $18,300 for a family of eight.

Under the loan program, the federal
funds are used to pay three-percent of
the interest cost, while the applicant
must repay the principal and the
balance of the interest. A limited lien
also is attached to the property so the
homeowner won't be able to fix-up his
dwelling in order to sell it. If the proper-
ty is sold within two years, the seller
must repay all of the interest, Mitchell
said.

A two-member committee, composed
of Kay Winner and Pastor Robert

Novi plat wins council approval

The proposed 42-lot Petros subdivi-

sion won preliminary plat approvalona
4-3'vote March 20. :

The subdivision will be located north
of Ten Mile between Novi and Taft

Roads.

" Petros has been involved in an on-
going dispute with the city over the in-
terpretation of the lot-averaging
. clause, which basically allows a

developer to reduce some lots, if the
reduced footage is used in other lots in
the same subdivision.

At issue is whether the intent of the
ordinance requires the option to be used
only in dire or unusual circumstances
where the developer cannot build any
ather way, or whether the option can be
‘Used at the developer’s pleasure. '

The decision at the March 20 meeting
was that Petros engineer Sami Harb
had indeed met the intent of the or-
dinance, although three of the council
members did not think so.

Voting for the proposed plat were
councilmembers Martha Hoyer, Pat
Karevich, Guy Smith and Romaine
Roethel. Voting against the plat were
members Bob Schmid, Ron Watson and
Jim Shaw.

In the discussion preceeding the vote,
Schmid told Harb he would like to see
“zero lot averaging, except in dire cir-
cumstances” in the city. He sald a grid
layout was pleasing to him and homes
using the grid layout were selling well
in neighboring cities.

Mrs. Hoyer said she liked a change

from the grid pattern and she thought
that the proposed Petros subdivision
was a nice-looking plat. She noted the
land the subdivision would be built on
was long and narrow and therefore fell
under the domain of the lot averaging
option.

Harb told the council that only eight
of the 42 parcels were now less than his
Interpretation of the lot-averaging op-
tion would allow.

Harb said he thought lot-averaging
was an option open to developers.

Shaw said it was an option only to be -

exercised when there was evidence of
unusual circumstances.

Harb said he though that the Petros
plat was unusual, in that it was long and
narrow.

Watson told the engineer the council
is presently working on a revision of the
lot-averaging ordinance which would
state that only the minimum number of
homes necessary to cope with the
unusual circumstances could be reduc-
ed..

Mrs. Hoyer then made the motion to
accept the plat.

The Petros development is just one of
several that have had difficulty recent-
ly In getting the council to approve
special options which allows the reduc-
tion of lots.

The planning board has usually voted
in favor of the options and the council
has voted against them,

Assessment boosts
downed millage

The results of the school
millage election in Novi last week
were not totally unexpected, even
though school officials had been
optimistic that all three proposals
would receive voter approval.

The voters approved a re-
quest for renewal for 13 mills by a
substantial margin, but voted
down a request for one additional
mill for operations and an addi-
tional one-half mill for an energy
conservation program.

The defeat of the half-mill for
energy conservation is difficult to
understand in light of the facts
and figures prepared by Assistant
Superintendent Dr. William Barr.

The proposal appeared to
have been put on the ballot almost
as an after thought, but Barr later
explained that he had been work-
ing on the energy conservation
program for quite some time even
though the report did not appear
until after the proposal had been
placed on the ballot.

According to Barr’s figures,
the half-mill would have raised
some $265,000 during its three
year duration. The district would
recover the $265,000 in energy sav-
ings after a period of three and
one-half years.

From that point on, the
district would, apparently con-
tinue to save energy costs from its
initial outlay of money without
having to make additional expen-
ditures.

The defeat of the additional
one mill for operations could
possibly be attributed to recent

assessment increases in Novi
which saw homeowners socked
with 15 to 20 percent increases in
assessed valuation.

In light of the assessment in-
creases, voter reluctance to ap-
prove additional taxes is certainly
understandable.

Nevertheless, the school
district has done its homework
well in projecting future financial
needs. With the construction
boom that is currently taking
place in Novi, the enroliment in
Novi schools can be expected to
increase at an accelerated rate in
the years ahead.

Needless to say, more
students require more teachers,
more buses, more textbooks,
more paper and pencils.

In fact, school officials pro-
ject that the district will shortly
be operating in the red without the
additional mill for operations.

The school board is likely to
put the millage request back on
the ballot in the June election. The
proposal may well be modified,
perhaps without the request for
the half-mill for energy conserva-
tion. Although the energy conser-
vation program would appear to
be financially responsible, the
feeling is that voters would be
more likely to approve a millage
increase of one mill than one and
home-half mills.

Since the request for the addi-
tional one mill for operationg was
turned down by a mere 27 votes,
officials are hopeful that the out-
come will be different the second
time around.

Constructive effort

Wixom’s City Council
deserves credit for its efforts to
revive a valuable, but imperfect,
proposal — a proposed regional
fire protection pact between the
communities of Novi, Wixom,
Commerce, Walled Lake, Farm-
‘ington, Farmington Hills, and
‘West Bloomfield.

The so-called Southwest
Oakland County Fire Service Co-
operative would coordinate the
fire departments in those seven
communities to accomplish five
major functions: joint training,
fire  prevention,  automatic
response for multiple-alarm
emergencies, long-range fire pro-
tection planning, and fire station
location and equipment pur-
chases.

The efforts would be coor-
dinated by a Board of Adminstra-
tion comprised of a represen-
tative from each of the com-
munities. The Board would hire
an adminstrator who would be
responsible for the operations of
the co-operative.

The concept is basically
sound. For example, communities
could avoid costly duplication of
expensive equipment by working
together and coordinating their
respective fire-fighting acquisi-
tions.

Unfortunately, the proposal is
in danger of falling apart because

the agreement which would form
the pact is poorly written and full
of important omissions.

Three communities — Walled
Lake, Farmington, and Farm-
ington Hills — have approved the
articles of incorporation, but the
rest of the communities are
withholding approval apparently
because of the language in the
agreement.

Wixom City Attorney Harold
Bulgarelli pointed out that there
are just too many uncertainties in
the agreement to permit him to
recommend approval at this time.
Similar sentiments have been ex-
pressed by Commerce Township
Attorney Philip Atkison.

. The problem is that the pact is
unclear about the provisions for
withdrawal and the ensuing finan-
cial obligations to both the unit of
government which withdraws and
the communities which remain in

the pact.

Instead of turning down the
proposal, the Wixom City Council
directed its attorney to attempt to
correct the deficiencies. We con-
sider that a constructive ap-
proach to the problems.

The proposed pact is im-
perfect, but the concept is sound.
Further efforts, as directed by the
Wixom council, could well help to
save a valuable proposal.

Hopefully, the “communications seminar” of
two weeks ago will change all that,

keep residents away from City Hall on meetings

indeed born on December 25. The
teacher replied, yes, that was when he
was born, according to the Garrett's.

Mrs. Garrett asked the board to ask
teachers to stop such behavior, since
they were in positions of authority.

Attorney Knauer commented on the
incident, saying that the teacher's
statement, ‘‘quite aside from its
historical accuracy or inaccuracy, had
the apparent effect of supporting or
favoring the religious views of one stu-
dent, while challenging or discrediting
the religious views of another.,

“Clearly, if such an event and ex-
change oceured, and involved a teacher
within the school setting, it was wholly
inappropriate, both from an educa-
tional and legal point of view,” he said.

Knau: er went on to say the state must
be neutral in the religious arena and
therefore the school must take caution
“against any appearance of ‘taking
sides’ in student disputes or discussions
involving personal differences in
religious doctrines or beliefs.

“The professional staff must be made
to appreciate that they are agents of the
scheol district, which in turn is an agen-
cy of the state; and as such, are legally
obliged to remain officially neutral in
all matters involving the religious
beliefs or non-beliefs of students.”
