The assessment, which will be
reviewed in-house by the DNR, and a
final engineering report should be
ready by next spring, the village presi-
dent added, with actual work on the
restoration slated to begin in August or
September of 1979.

council in April to review alternatives
to. the full-scale restoration project,
recommended that the village should
go ahead with the renovation.

One option studied by the committee
was to pull out of the grant program
and proceed with a partial restoration
project, he added.

Without the drawdown and freeze, the
project would have cost about one-third
less, McLellan explained, However, the

Schools face

deficit

budget

for 1978-79

The Walled Lake School District is facing its second consecutive deficit

budget in the 1978-79 school year.

Assistant Superintendent for Business Harry Carlson told the Walled Lake
School Board at a special budget hearing Monday that projected expenditures
of approximately $19.7 million will exceed projected revenues of $19.2 million

by almost $450,000.

If the budget projections hold true, it will mark the second consecutive year
In which expenditures have exceeded revenues in the Walled Lake School

District.

- Although figures have not yet been finalized, the school district is expecting
a deflcit of approximately $118,500 for the 1977-78 school year which officially

ends June 30.

Deficit budgets are prohibited in Michigan, but the Walled Lake Schools
technically are not operating “in the red” because of a fund equity of approx-
imately $1.1 million left over from the 1976-77 school year.

Nevertheless, Carlson cautioned the board that serious consideration must
be given to the future of school financing in the Walled Lake District.

“The fund equity will cover our deficits in 1977-78 and 1978-79, but we'll be
down to only about $500,000 in fund equity after the 1978-79 school year,” he

stated.

“I think we’re going to have to start asking some very serious questions as
to what we're going to do in 1979-80,"" he continued. “Do we curlail programs?
What impact will:the tax limitation proposal that appears headed for the
November ballot have on our finances? Will we have to ask the voters to ap-:

prove additional millage?”

Superintendent Dr, Don Sheldon reported that the document presented:

Cuts or millage

may be solution

Residents in the Walled Lake School
‘District may well be faced with a re-
quest for a millage increase sometime
within the next 12 months.

That would appear to be the clear-cut
Implication of a report released by
Assistant Superintendent for Business
Harry Carlson at a special board
meeting last Monday.

The school district finished the 1976-
77 fiscal year in a solid financial posi-
tion with a fund equity of approximate-
ly $1.1 million.

But since that time things have gone
steadily downhill.

The district anticipates a deficit of
approximately $218,000 for 1977-78 and
the tentative budget for the 1978-79
school years projects an additional
deficit of some $447,000,

Carlson noted that the .fund equity

can be expected to cover the projected
deflcits in both 1977-78 and 1978-79 and
still permit the district to be in ‘‘fairly
good financial position” with a fund
equity of approximately $500,000.

Carlson went on to say, however, that
with the fund equity down to $500,000 ‘it
appears as if our financial position in
1979-80 will be in jeopardy.”

The two obvious solutions to a shor-
tage of school funding are either a cur-
tailment of programs or an increase in
millage. x -

Carlson also presented a report on
budget projections for the next four
school years (through 1982-83) which in-
dicated that the school district will con-
tinue to operate in the red unless some
major changes in either programs or

~ The State Boundary Commission will
meet in Lansing next Wednesday (June
28) to rule on the validity of petitions
calling for an election on the proposed
Incorporation of Commerce Township,
Wolverine Lake Village and a West
Bloomfield Township Subdivision into a
new city.

According to Bob Terry, criteria
analyst for the commission, the state
agency probably will set a date for the
election at next week’s meeting, ’

He added, however, that the commis-
sion has requested a legal opinion from
the Attorney General’s office on a new
law that protects the boundaries of ur-
banized charter townships from annex-
ation to another city or village.

“I don't expect (the opinion) for five
or six months,” Terry said. “We will
coordinate (possible election) dates
with the local offices.”

Lake in Commerce Township, the pro-
ject could be approved. However, if the
Commerce residents’ concerns are not
answered, an environmental impact
statement (EIS) may be required.
Village officials have said that an EIS
could take up to two years to complete

“at an expense of some $30,000-$40,000, in

addition to a 10 to 15 percent inflation
rate on the project cost.

The EIS would have to be approved
by  the Michigan Environmental
Review Board.

The Commerce residents have ques-
tioned what impact the Wolverine Lake
restoration may have on their lake in
terms of flooding, silting, and nutrient
loading.

Commerce Clerk Robert McGee said
Monday that he had not heard from the
commission on possible election dates.

Terry said it probably is too late to
place the incorporation question on the
August 8 primary ballot. Commerce
Supervisor Robert Long has said that
the commission in the past has tried to
keep incorporation proposals off of
state-wide election ballots because of
the large number of proposals that
usually are listed.

Some officials have speculated that a
special election on incorporation may
be held early next year. ‘

The question of cityhood may become
a moot point by that time, however,
since the Commerce Township Board
recently stated its intent to incorporate
as a charter township on September 12,

M-275, which was cancelled by the
Michigan State Highway Commission
in January, 1977, or one of the alter-
natives still under study by the state
highway department.

Trustee Ken Hausauer said he was
opposed to another vote on the
“freeway option,” and added that the
voters probably don’t understand the
effects of a freeway on Commerce,
especlally the impacts of noise levels
-that would be generated by the new
road. -

Hausauer said he would stand by his
vote to endorse a four-lane, dlvided,
limited access, landscaped parkway
along the original M-275 alignment as
recommended by the township’s Road
Study Committee.

Clerk Robert McGee, who originally
proposed wording similar to the ad-
visory question approved by the board

last week, has said that the advisory
vote two years ago left several ques-
tlons unanswered.

It is unclear, he said, whether the
voters opposed the construction of a
freeway or the proposed alignment.
Long added that three routes for M-275
were under study at the time of the
vote, possibly prompting some voters to
oppose the freeway because they didn't
know the exact alignment,

Trustee Edward Holmes criticized
Hausauer for saying that the voters
probably don’t understand the effects of
a freeway, and added that he knows
several persons who voted against M-
275 two years ago but have changed
their opinlons since then because the
alternatives to the freeway “‘appear to
be worse than the freeway itself."

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Board debates athletic field proposal

A compromise agreement to seek
bids on some, but not all, of the im-
provements tentatively planned for the
$450,00 Novi High School athletic facili-
ty was approved by the school board
June 15.

After a lengthy debate, the board
voted to see bids for a bituminous track,
six tennls courts and the moving of ex-
isting bleachers at the present football
field behind the old high school to the
new facility.

Postponed was any action on the pro-
posed $125,000 concession-storage-press
box facility, the purchase of an addi-
tional 2,000 bleacher seats and the pur-
chase and construction of football field
and tennis court lights,

Some board membeérs thought the
money slated for the facility could be
better spent on the construction of
schools which will be needed in the
future.

The money for the athletic field can-
not be used for operating fund expen-
ditures, however, since it was approved
by voters for use for the acquisition of
capital, '

Superintendent Gerald Kratz con-
tended that the district would have
enough funds, saying he expected to
realize enough money from the sale of
the old Novi Elementary Sehoo! on Novi
Road off of the expressway to construct
an elementary school,

The schoo! is asking $1.8 million for

the 11.1 acre site. Kratz says the land
will be the first piece of land im-
mediately accessible off the ex-
pressway once the interchange work is
completed.

The athletic facility dispute has been
brewing for the past three years, but it
got its kick-off last Thursday from

“The athletic field was again set for
action by you prior to the March elec-
tion, but was postponed because of
possible adverse reaction by the voters
at that March millage election. Now we
have narrowly passed a millage and the
administration won’t even Jet the dust
settle before slapping the voters in the
face.” :

Schram said he wasn't necessarily
opposed to the construction of the facili-
ty, but objected to the way the matter
had been handled,

Farm resists developers’ green

Life moves at a different pace at the
Tollgate Farm, a showplace of sorts situated

just north of the Twelve Oaks Mall,

A pair of horses, unconcerned with the
hustling-bustling activity taking place at the
fancy shopping center a few hundred yards
away, saunter near one of the several great
_green barns at the farm. On the walk leading up
to a stately old home, a white cat stretches out
and squints in the sunlight. A tanned, lanky man
emerges from the shadows of the largest of the

barns.

“Nice day,” he proclaims. *‘Sunny enough,

but it could be a little warmer for the crops.”

The man is farm manager Ernie Morris and
the farm is something of an oddity in a city over-
run with development. All around it, concrete
and bricks are transforming the City of Novi
from an out-of-the-way burg into another slice of
suburbia., Developers have pleaded with the
owner of the farm, Farmington millionaire
Adolph Meyer, to sell out like the rest of his

neighbors.

But he has refused. And, he says, he will

continue to refuse.

It Meyer has his way, the farm will remain

a farm forever.

Meyer, at age 88, has decided that perhaps
it is time to consider what to do with the farm
should he pass away. Negotiations are under-
way with Michigan State University to transfer
ownership of the farm. Meyer is requesting that
the university preserve the farm in its present

condition — the same condition the farm has
been in for the past 130 years.

“We're working on it,” Morris says, ‘“but
we don't have anything decided yet.”

The farm is one of the first to be built in the
area. John Bassett bought the property nearly
150 years ago. The farm stayed in the Bassett
family until Meyer purchased it some 22 years
ago.

Meyer, the owner of American Screw Pro-
ducts in Farmington, lives in Birmingham, but
makes frequent visits to the farm. Morris says
the old man planned to move to the Novi loca-
tion, but the years have passed by and now it ap-
pears he will never do so.

For several years, he raised prize-winning
German Shepherds at the farm. Morris says a
pair of Shepherds died of old age recently.

Although Meyer has steadfastly maintained
he has no interest in selling the property, which
would go for millions, he has been unable to con-
viince developers of the sincerity of his convic-
tions.

Manager Morris says developers are still
very much interested, “but we won't talk to
them.”

Morrls laughs, remembering the antics of
some of the developers who tried to convince
Meyer to sell. He says Farmington developer
Max Sheldon was the most persistent.

“We practically had to kick him out of
here,” he says, “When he found out this would
be a good place to build, he'd come to our place
on Sunday morning, honking his horn and wak-
ing up the dogs. Finally we told him not to come

around anymore, that we were not interested

inselling, -
“Then he found out Mr. Meyer worked in

Farmington and he went over there to where he
worked. I guess they just about had to throw
him out of there."

Morris, for his part, has no greater goal
than to continue working at the farm. He and his
wife, Betty, have raised eight children at the
farm. Most of the children are gone now, but
they still have a son, Dave, and two daughters,
Cathy and Debbie living at home,

Ernie and Betty Morris are not happy with
the skyrocketing growth they see around them,
but they realize there is little they can do about

it.

Betty Morris is especially concerned with
the 1,200 unit apartment complex slated for
development across the street. She recalls
another farm in West Bloomfield that was
plagued by nearby subdivision residents who
would climb the fences and piunder the fruit
trees. '

“We kind of think they will do the same

thing here, Mrs. Morris says. “They’ll come -

right over the fence to come to the lake.”

But, for the present, Morris can still do his
work without too much interruption. The mall
may as well be a thousand miles away as a thou-
sand yards.

“We want to keep it the same way it is
now,” Morris says as he loads some chloride in-
to his spreader. He lifts himself up to the tractor
and fires up the roaring motor.

Neither the horses or the cat seem to mind.
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e Novi will apparently retain the ‘‘open

. The “open space" option has been the
topic of considerable debate among city

In essence, the ‘“‘open space’ option
permits a developer to reduce lot wid-
ths within certain specifications provid-
ed that the amount of property shaved
off each individual lot is returned to the
overall development in the form of
parks, or, open space. .

City Planning Consultant Charles
Cairns of Vilican-Leman told the coun-
cil at a speclal study session last week
that the ‘“open space” concept was in-

itiated in the Eastern United States and
has gradually spread to the west.

The concept has proven beneficial to
developers in that a large portion of
development costs are directly related
to the miles of streets and utility lines
that must be provided. Since “open
space” development permits homes to
be “‘pushed together” to the degree per-
mitted by the ordinance, the developer

saves money because the amount of

roads and utility lines are reduced.

‘Council okays open space concept

By the same token, certain cities
have found the concept desirable in that
it tends to create open park land around
residential development.

The concept Is also advantageous in
helping to preserve natural amenitles
such as streams or significant stands of

trees.
Opposition to the concept of the open
space concept on the Novi City Council

of 12 employees

The City of Novi faces the loss of 12 of
its Comprehensive Employment Train-
ing Act (CETA) employees unless the
county chooses soon to extend funding.

Oakland County Commissioners are
slated to meet June 22 and city officials
are hopeful a favorable decision will be
reached toward the CETA program.
About 25 percent of Novi personnel are
comprised of CETA employees.

The CETA program is federally-

financed, but allocated through the
county. '
Novi Assistant Manager Alex Allie
told the City Council June 19 that the 12
employees, all employed under the

" CETA Title 6 program, would be laid off

June 23 unless some word was received
from the county. The 12, most of whom
are employed with the Department of
Public Works and Parks and Recrea-
tion, would be reinstated whenever the
county votes to extend the funding.

“It will hurt us pretty bad,” Parks
and Recreation Director Barry Smink
said June 20, *It'd cut me in half."

Three of the nine employees at the
Parks and Recreation Department are

-emrloyed under the Title 6 program,
wh

ch is in danger of losing its funding.

Allie said the city would still likely re-
tain 20 of the 32 CETA employees now
with the city. Novi employs a total of
about 120 people at this time,

-According to staff assistant Joy
Davis, the city has scheduled a meeting
to be held June 21 between DPW Direc-
tor Ed Smiadak, Parks and Recreation
Director Barry Smiok, Police Chief Lee

BeGole and Allie.

“Any way we can keep them on
board, we will,” Ms. Davis said.

She said-the county may be able to
transfer the Title 6 people to another
project, thus extending their funding
period through August. .

The Title 6 Special Projects Program
began June 23, 1977 and runs until June
23,1978 T

Those employed under the prograrn
are: (DPW) Craig Caskey, Jeff
Nothnagel, Randy Johnson, Don
Beckley, Jeff Shott, Rich LoPrete,
Ralph Gensler; (Parks and Recrea-
tion) Tom Shillitto, Pat Miller, Jack
Lewis; (Police Department) Tony
Swope and Ruth Doyle.

Berry, who also serves as assessor
for the City of Wixom, will attempt to
answer questions raised by Kidd in an
indictment of the performance of Novi
Assessor John Merrifield,

Kidd has long complained that the
assessing methods used in the city are
unfair. Kidd maintains that the
Meadowbrook Lake subdivision is
assessed at a lower rate than the
Village Oaks subdivision.

Kidd has appealed this year’s assess-
ment on his home to the State Tax
Tribunal.

Kidd has been critical of the method
of assessing which gives identical hikes
to entire subdivisions, rather than in-
dividual homes.

Merrifield has contended all along
that he is merely assessing property the
way that is prescribed by the state,

At the June 19 Novi City Council
meeting, City Manager Ed Kriewall
presented a report that answered some
of the charges made by Kidd.

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Environmental groups lead super sewer opposition

While most of the local officials of

. Oakland County Communities that are

stlll Included in super sewer have in-
dicated support for the controversial in-
terceptor and wastewater treatment
plant project, two conservation
organizations have taken a stand
against the regional plan.

Both groups — the East Michigan En-

l vironmental Action Council (EMEAC)

and the Michigan United Conservation

Clubs (MUCC) — have come out in

favor of an alternative for a decen-
trall:ed approach to wastewater treat-
ment.

- According to John Spurr of EMEAC,

his organization opposes super sewer
because it could lead to ‘‘unreasonable
over-sewering of areas where it's not
required, based on unrealistic popula-

tion projections."
. Specifically, Spurr said that super

sewer would be environmentally harm-

W ful because it crosses the Huron and

Rouge river watershed lines and would
have “serious impacts in those water-
shed areas and Lake Erie,"” in addition
to the ‘‘enormous cost” of the project.

While the cost of super sewer was
estimated at some $147-million two
years ago, the EMEAC spokesman said
the expense probably is now in the
“hundreds and hundreds of million
dollars, It is certainly costlier than it
has to be since much of the cost is for
pipe and not for treatment.”

Spurr, who is studying the Saginaw
Bay area on a grant from the U.S. En-
vironmental Protection Agency (EPA)
for the Cranbrook Institute of Science,
sald much of the opposition to super
sewer has originated in the downriver
Detroit area.

“The farther away (from the propos-
ed treatment plant), there is less op-
position because the problems aren't as
visible,” he said.

A major concern of those who oppose
the project is its impact on Lake Erle,
Spurr explained.

“There are times when treatment
just won’t be accomplished because of
the size of this project,” he said, “The
people down here relate to Lake Erie
and the Huron River. They've seen
what comes down the Detroit River and
they don’t want to grossly pollute Lake
Erie.” .

And, since storm water runoff could
mix with sanitary sewage in the in-
terceptor line, Spurr said the project
would have a disastrous effect on river
levels.

“Storm water is necessary to main-
tain the river levels,” he said, and the
rivers will dry up if they don't get that
runoff. (Super sewer) would drastically
affect water flow in the rivers."”

Of the five alternatives for super
sewer now being studied by the EPA
and Wapora, Incorporated, its Chicago-
based consulting firm, Spurr said one
plan calls for more local control of
treatment facllities.

“EMEAC is in favor of the decen-
tralized program and we'd like to see a
watershed type approach,'’ he added.

While some opponents of super sewer
have cited urban sprawl as an argu-
ment against the project, Spurr said
that growth is not really an issue ‘“‘ex-
cept that the population projectlons
they are using are unrealistic.”

Meanwhile, MUCC Executive Direc-
tor Thomas L. Washington, in a May,
1977 letter to the Michigan Department
of Natural Resources (DNR), stated his
organization’s opposition to super
sewer,

While the MUCC has recognized that
wastewater treatment in the Huron
River Valley area is a problem and
must be solved, Washington said that
the decentralized alternative is the only
one that “adequately protects the en-
vironment and satisfies the objections
of the (federal clean water act).,”

That plan, he continued, *'is the only
proposal that significantly benefits
Lake Erie,” which, under the clean
water act, has **shown considerable im-
provement and is again regaining its
reputation as a great lake rather than
anopensewer,” '

The decentralized alternative
‘‘assures the continued improvement of
Lake Erie,” Washington said, while the
regional proposals “‘assure a halt to the
lake’s recovery.”

Further, the MUCC executive direc-
tor said, the decentralized alternative
“concentrates on the problem -
wastewater treatment — while the
other alternatives rely on bigger
sewers and sewage pumps.”'

The regional approach, he said, en-

dorses the principle “‘out of sight, out of

mind,” and added that, under that ap-

EPA to explain super sewer plan

THE U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) plans to schedule a
meeting with representatives of several
Oakland and northern Wayne county
communities to discuss an alternative
to super sezwer t that calls for dropping
Oakland County from the controversial
interceptor and wastewater treatment
facilities project.

According to Doug Ehorn, EPA pro-
ject officer, no date has been set for the
meeting,

Ehorn said he would contact Com-
merce Township Supervisor Robert
Long, who has attempted to request the
session ever since the EPA last month
outlined the alternative to eliminate
Oakland County from super sewer at a
public meeting.

Commerce, Walled Lake and Novi

-will be included in the draft en-

vironmental impact statement (EIS)
that is being prepared on the project by
Wapora, a Chicago-based consulting
firm, Ehorn said, adding that the
federal agency also plans to contact of-
ficlals from Wolverine Lake Village
and White Lake Township.

Village and White Lake officials
voted in early 1977 not to participate in
phase two (engineering) of the super

- sewer facilities, citing the high cost of

the project. However, the EPA and
Wapora have gathered data on those
communities for inclusion in the EIS,
Ehorn said.

‘“Maybe (Wolverine and White Lake)
should not be included in the EIS,” the
project officer said, ‘‘but we want them
to be aware of the alternatives that they

-should look at.”

Ehorn explained that two of the five
alternatives to super sewer are based
on the orginial plans for the project,
while two other proposals call for
regional or subregional treatment
facilities. The fifth alternative is
designed for expansion or up-grading of
the six existing plants that serve the
Huron River area. :

Officlals from several communities
apparently left the May public meeting
with some ““wrong fears,” Ehorn said.

The meeting with the local officials
would be Intended to explain the five
alternatives, he added. .

One concern expressed by the EPA
project officer was that several com-
munities, including Novi, Northville
and Plymouth, could “pay twice” for
treatment facilities because they are
included In the Detroit wastewater
treatment system and the super sewer
project area, . e :

tended to “signal a warning that the
Oakland County communities are in an
environmentally sensitive area,”
especially in regard to high ground
water and recreational potential.

“All we're saying is that these areas
merit special consideration and maybe
they shouldn’t be included in super
sewer, although another alternative
may meet their needs,” he added.

Meanwhile, the Commerce Township
Board last week adopted a resolution
addressed to the EPA to “affirm its
concerns’ about the proposed elimina-
tion of Oakland County from super
sewer and asking that the township
should be included in the project.

Long said the EPA's reasons for
dropping Oakland from the facilities
caused him “‘concern and alarm.”

Also, he said, under the regional
plans, one “super plant” would be built
to provide secondary treatment of ef-
fluent, while the decentralized plan
calls for up-grading six existing
wastewater plants to tertiary treat-
ment Jevels,

Recent EPA studies indicate that
‘“‘secondary plants” treat only 85 per-
cent of the wastewater, while the up-
graded facilities would have a higher
capacity.

Washington noted that, “considering
the rate of technological change and
improved techniques in wastewater
treatment in the past few years, it
makes more sense to upgrade existing
plants rather than abandoning a large
capital investment and committing
ourselves to another even larger capital
Investment that will require extensive
upgrading in the future as more str-
ingent effluent standards become
necessary.”

Those costs would be incurred, if the
super plant has to be converted to ter-
tiary treatment capabilities to meet
new federal standards, he said.

The MUCC executive director also
noted that the decentralized plan would
augment the flow of the Huron River to
help correct a problem of the effects of
low flow. The increased flow would
“promote wildlife and (reduce) pollu-
tion of Lake Erie.” The regional plans,
he said, would decrease the already low
flow.

_Further, Washington said that the
decentralized plan is the “most energy
efficient,” since the annual savings
over the regional pians was estimated
at some $12,000 annuaily a year ago, in
addition to the possibility that rapdey
Increasing energy costs will “becon

significant over the life of the projed!
and may offset the increased costs of
operation and maintenance of the up-
graded existing plants. L

Novi delays Brittany rezoning

After a lengthy discussion and an in-

conclusive vote, the Novi City Council
has once more postponed any final deci-
sion on the rezoning of a 40-acre parcel
on the west side of Meadowbrook Road,
south of Nine Mile, from R-1 (one-acre
lots) to R-3 (lots with minimum 90-foot
widths).
" With Mayor Romaine Roethel absent,
the council took a vote on a proposal to
reject the rezoning request, made by
the Brittany Building Company, but the
vote was 3-3 and council members
decided to put the matter off another
week until everyone on the council was
in attendance.

The matter was originally slated to
come before the council June 12, but

. Brittany officials asked it to be postpon-

ed to June 19.
Mayor Roethel was attending the
Mayor’s Conference in Cincinnati. '
The planning board had voted last
“week to reject the rezoning request by a

6-3 vote. . _
- Norman Gallant, representing Brit-
tany Building, noted that he had made

an earlier request to rezone the proper-
ty to an R-4 status, but was rejected.
Gallant stated that, due to the narrow
configuration of the parcel, it would be
difficult to develop under an R-1 zoning.

Gallant noted that the parcel was
almost surrounded by other parcels of
R-3 and R-4 zoning,

“I believe the character of the entire
area has already been determined at
this time," Gallant said.

Gallant also noted that the develop-
ment proposed by Brittany Building
would actually be closer to R-2 density,
rather than R-3. He said the density was
2.1 lots per acre — 84 in the 40-acre
parcel.

A number of residents were in atten-
dance at the hearing to register their
apposition to the proposed rezoning,

W. B, Chase, who owns about 260
acres of property zoned R-1 surroun-
ding the proposed rezoning, said ‘‘Novi
has always presented to the public a
refined and dignified residential area. I
hope the city will continue with that
tradition.”

Chase said the rezoning would serve
only to lower the entire neighborhood’s
property values.

Jerome Howie, another landowner in
the area, sald this was the third time in
the past year that developers had tried
to come in and downgrade the zoning in
the aréa and he hoped the council would
act as it did in the pervious two requests
and reject the rezoning.

Council member Bob Schmid made a
motion to reject the rezoning. The mo-
tion was seconded by Guy Smith,

Schmid said the land had a natural
border of Nine Mile and Meadowbrook
roads and the land could certainly be
developed in R-1.

Councll member Jim Shaw said he
feared that the parcel could eventually
be zoned with a much tighter density
should the council reject the request.

“Without the R-3 zoning, it may not
develop and you may see at a later date
Increasing pressure to see the parcel
put into more intense use,” Shaw said.

Shaw sajid he had heard that some
planning board members had even talk-

ed of the possibility of the land being
zoned commercial.

Speaking in favor of the rezoning was
council member Pat Karevich.

She said she thought it was a very
narrow strip to be developed in R-1 and
that 90-foot lots didn't look bad to her on
that spot. )

Seeking a compromise on the rezon-
Ing was council member Ron Watson,
who stated that the not-yet-approved R-
2-A zoning — somewhere in between R-
2 and R-3 — might be a better alter-
natlve,

Mayor Pro-tem Martha Hoyer com-
mented that the R-2-A was not yet ap-
proved and therefore could not be used.

Voting for the rezoning were Shaw,
Karevich and Hoyer. Opposed were
Schmid, Smith and Watson.

Council member Pat Karevich then
made a motion to adjourn the matter
until the full council was present. All
council members voted to accept Mrs.
Karevich’s motion except Schmid,

The hearing date will be advertised to
allow residents to know when the mat-
ter will be discussed again.

Blaesing
stated further that the county will have
to designate another north-south road,
possible East Walled Lake Drive, as a
primary road to provide continuity of
the regional road network if Decker
Road is removed from the list.

Blaesing emphasized that the county
has no jurisdiction over Decker Road
and that any decision to widen the road
would have to be made solely by the Ci-
ty of Walled Lake. If the 120-foot right-
of-way is maintained and the road re-
mains on the federal urban aid system
project list, the city will be eligible to
apply for federal funding for Im-
provements on the road.

Decker was designated as a primary
road in a 1969 Inter-county Highway
Commission Master Plan and qualified
for the 70 percent federal funding of the
improvements, which are now under
way, under the urban ald program.

Blaesing also told the planners that
he believed Decker Road was a better
cholce for the Inter-county Highway
Commission Master Plan than East
Walled Lake Drive would be,

he has never believed the right-of-way
on Decker was tentatively changed to
accomodate his development,

Carey stated further, however, that
he was flexible on the declsion of the
right-of-way and would do whatever the
city asked him to do.

“If you go with the 120-foot right-of-
way, we will have to drop two $50,000
houses from our subdivision and the ci-
ty will lose some $100,000 in tax hase,”
he stated. “But we are willing to do
what the city wants us to do."”

The second alternative submitted by
the developer involved a change in a
stub street that would link the Lakeland
Hills and Tri-A subdivisions.

The subdivisions are required to be
linked by the city's zoning ordinance,
but Tri-A subdivision residents have ex-
pressed opposition to the proposal on
the grounds that it will generate more
traffic on Omega Street.

In presenting the second alternative
to the planners, Carey noted that he
was required by ordinance to provide a
street into the Tri-A Subdivision.

He added, however, that the link
could also be closed off by a cul-de-sac,
‘“We believe it is better to have a hook-
up between the two subdivisions, but it
really doesn't make much difference to
us,' he said, “We'll do whatever the ci-
ty wants todo.”

City Planning Consultant Tod Kilroy
told the developer that he should plan
for a 120-foot right-of-way on Decker
Road since the right-of-way has never
been officially changed back to 86-feet.

Members of the plan commission also
told Carey that they would prefer to see
the Lakeland Hills and Tri-A subdivi-
slons connected by a road. They in-
dicated that the connection is required
by ordinance and would also facilitate
access to both subdivisions by
emergency vehicles.

The planners subsequently voted 7-0
to table action on the request for final
preliminary plat approval pending
receipt of the engineering report.

He also suggested that East Walled
Lake Drlve should not become part of
the Inter-County Highway Commission
Master Plan because of traffic conges-
tion, recreational uses, and en-
vironmental concerns.

Blaesing said the 86-foot right-of-way

proposed for Decker would still permit
construction of a five-lane road. The
120-foot right-of-way would facilitate
the location of easements and such
amenities as bicycle paths and
sidewalks, he said.
. Blaesing also said that he did not
think the city needed to worry about
Decker Road becoming five lanes “in
this century.”

“The county can not mandate the
width of the road,” sald Blaesing. “The
number of lanes on that road will be
determined by the city. All we're ask-
Ing is that you plan ahead for the future.
If the city ever decides that five lanes
are needed on Decker Road, you won't
have to worry about getting the right-
of-way and you will alse be eligible to
apply for federal funding if you keep the
right-of-way at 120 feet.”

City Planning Consultant Tod Kilroy
urged the planners to retain the 120 foot
right-of-way on Decker Road.

“We're rapidly becoming an urban

community,’ he said. ‘‘As people move
out here, they need roads. You're the
public and you create the need for
roads. That’s why Maple Road is now
three lanes and why you're paving por-
tions of Decker Road.

The planners were unable to come up
with a specific rcommendation on the
issue, however.,

Commissioners Mickey New, Phillip
Rundell, and Tucker supported the 120
foot right-of-way, while Commissioners
Richard Drews, Jerry Poston, and Lad-
wain Weaver supported the reduction of
the right-of-way to 86 feet.

A motion to recommend the 120-foot
right-of-way failed by a 4-3 vote as Com-
missioner Viola Owsinek cast her vote
with Drews, Poston, and Weaver.,

A subsequently motion to support the
86-foot right-of-way also failed by a 4-3
margin as Mrs. Owsinek voted with
New, Rundell, and Tucker.

Another motion to recommend the
120-foot right-of-way also failed by a 4-3
margin as Mrs, Owsinek this time voted
with Drews, Poston, and Weaver. She
stated that her vote on the third motion
was because the entire length of Decker
had been specified as a 120-foot right-of-
way. :

Having reached an impasse, the plan-
ners voted unanimously to table con-
sideration of the matter,

Keep Decker Road

on regional plans

- Walled Lake's City Council
can take a positive step toward
sound planning for the future by
rescinding a previous action and
maintaining a 120-foot right-of-
way on Decker Road.

City officials stated their in-

tent to reduce the right-of-way on
Decker Road to 86-feet last sum-
“mer at the request of B. H. Carey,
-a local developer who plans to
build a subdivision on the west
‘side of Decker Road, south of
Maple. The narrower right-of-way
facilitates property setback re-
quirements for the proposed sub-
“division.

_ New information has come to
light, however, which indicates

“that it would be advantageous to
the city to maintain the 120-foot
right-of-way on Decker Road.

Brian Blaesing, an en-
vironmental concerns coordinator
with the Oakland County Road

“Commission, reported that
" Decker Road was designated as a
“primary road in a 1969 Inter-
“county Highway Commission
‘Master Plan to provide continuity
of the regional road network. As
- long as Decker is included as a
part of that network, the city is
- eligible to apply for up to 72 per-
cent federal funding for road im-
“provements.

If the right-of-way on Decker

_is reduced from 120-feet, it will no

~longer be considered a part of the

network and the city will no

longer be eligible for federal fun-
ding.

Blaesing also reported that if
the Decker Road right-of-way is
reduced beneath the 120-foot stan-
dard, the county would have to

" designate another north-south
road through Walled Lake as a
primary road to provide regional
road network continuity.

The only other north-south
road that could be designated,
stated Blaesing, would be East
Walled Lake Drive.

Armed with this information, it
would seem that the most logical
choice facing the city would be to
maintain the right-of-way on
Decker Road at 120 feet.

The two most prominent

- reasons for such a conclusion are

readily apparent.

First, the city cannot afford to
pass up the opportunity of federal
monies for road construction.
Related to this concern is the fact
that the city has already received
federal funds to offset the cost of

~ improvements currently being

- made on Decker. As Mayor
- Gaspare Larmarca correctly

. pointed out, the city would place
" itself in a tenuous position with

“

federal funding by accepting

- money and then backing out of a
+ commitment.

L

The second obvious reason
relates to the likelihood that East
Walled Lake Drive would be
designated as a primary road if

. Decker is dropped from the inter-
county master plan.

East Walled Lake Drive is
already badly over-congested and

¢ is not suitable for handling an in-

: creased traffic load. Further-
! more, any attempts to widen the
i road would result in considerable

right-of-way acquisition costs to
the city as well as hardships to ex-
isting property owners.

Although it is true that there
are a number of undesirable
homes along the road, it is also
true that there are many fine
homes along the road and that
many property owners have in-
vested time and expense in
upgrading their homes.

There appear to be two
primary objections to maintain-
ing the 120-foot right-of-way on
Decker.

Some officials are concerned
that a 120-foot road would lead
directly to construction of a five-
lane road. Blaesing stated une-
quivocally, however, that Decker
will remain a city road and that
any changes to the actual road
width would have to be approved
by the city. .

The need for additional lanes
on the road will be mandated by
the amount of traffic. If the traffic
load does not materialize, there
will be no need whatsoever for
Decker to become anything more
than a two-lane Road. If the traf-
fic volume increases to the point
that additional lanes are required,
the city will be in a good position
to react to the need — with the
assistance of federal dollars.

The point is that Decker will
never become any more than a
two-lane road unless. the city
decides that it should be more
than a two-lane road.

The second objection is that
the 120-foot right-of-way will
cause hardships to certain exis-
ting property owners. Although
the point is undoubtedly true, it is
also true that a far greater
number of residents will be in-
convenienced if East Walled Lake

- Drive is designated as a primary

road.

In addition, it makes much
more sense to firmly establish the
120-foot right-of-way on Decker
now before more development
takes place along the road. By
providing proper setbacks at the
present time, the city can ensure
that relatively few homeowners
would be inconvenienced if the
need to expand the width of the
road ever develops.

)

The City of Walled Lake will
commence with a road study by
professional consultants within
the next few weeks, We strongly
suspect that one of the primary
recommendations of that report
will be that the city needs some
sort of by-pass to relieve traffic
congestion in the central business
district. Decker Road could con-
ceivably serve such a purpose,
particularly if Novi follows
through with plans to extend
Decker to 13 Mile.

The city’s professional con-
sultants are virtually unanimous
in their recommendation that the
120-foot right-of-way be maintain-
ed on Decker Road.

It is sound advice. As plann-
ing consultant Tod Kilroy stated
last week, the city has a respon-
sibility to provide for the needs of
future residents, as well as pre-
sent residents.

Legislation creating mandatory compliance to re-
quire smoke detectors is the only solution to present day
complacency. ‘

It is unfortunate that the general public assumes
that tragedies only happen to other people, but it is a
fact repeated constantly that indifference, particularly
on the part of the parents, contributes to such a great ex-
tent to children needlessly becoming a statistic.

Individuals involved in dwelling fires are generally
unconscious from the effects of smoke before becoming
a fatality from the fire itself. The thing that amazes me
is the total indifference on the part of a great many peo-
ple in relation to fires. How many children have been
taught emergency routes from a dwelling and other per-
tinent instructions to minimize panic and lessen the
possibility of needless fatalities?

It is inconceivable considering the competitive low
cost of smoke alarms and the ease of installation that
anyone would consider this lifesaving device beyond
their means or a major installing project.

To state that compliance is mandatory and to create
an enforceable ordinance becomes an extremely
frustrating situation. I agree that compulsory approval
from the homeowner to inspect the smoke detector
would be considered by many as an invasion of privacy,
but to what extent could you expect voluntary coopera-
tion to comply?

I would suggest that failure to cooperate with a
qualified inspector would become a matter of record
and assumption on the part of the inspector that no
smoke detector was installed. In the event that a fire oc-
curred in the dwelling without a smoke detector,
whether personal injury was involved or not, the
homeowner would be subject to a fine in an amount to
discourage any further non-compliance.

Smoke detectors are perhaps the single greatest
device yet devised to save lives in the home. This is true
as long as the smoke detectors are properly installed
and maintained, and assumes that they are of the type .
which has been determined to be safe for use around ¥

* people.

The problem with mandating the use of smoke
detectors in private homes is in the enforcement. En-
forcements is relatively straightforward with new con-

struction. It is a simple matter for a building inspector ¢,

to check the smoke detector installation at the same
time the final inspection is made.

It is a different story in existing homes. Either some
means must be developed requiring the installation of
smoke detectors at the time of improvements to the
house or when the house is sold to a new owner or a flat
requirement imposed that all houses must be equipped
with smoke detectors by some predetermined date.

The requirement of adding smoke detectors at the
time of home improvements or at the time of the sale of
the house would also be relatively straightforward by ‘
means of an automatic inspection. &

Verifying the installation of smoke detectors by a
predetermined date is impractical if not impossible for
at least two reasons: (1) the cost in manpower and time
makes it prohibitive, and (2) without inyadmg
everyone’s privacy or through voluntary invitations to £

the inspector, verification could not be made. &

The installation of smoke detectors in new construc-
tion is already mandatory through the building codes,
but installation in existing home should remain on a

voluntary basis. 4

muted, live on. o

They came flooding back as I read The
Flint Journal’s recollection of the tornado
that destroyed my native town. .

One hundred and sixteen killed. Man$:
hundreds more injured, many seriously.
Three hundred homes demolished. Two huh-
dred and fifty houses damaged. Whole
neighborhoods where I spend my teens suck-
ed up in an instant and scattered across a
scarred landscape. '

A quarter century has passed since tﬁé
twister struck the Beecher area at the nor

thern boundary of Flint in June of 1953. "

Fortunately, I was spared a first-hand
experience and my parents, brother an .
sister and our home .escaped. The in%«
distinguishable funnel, which resembled a
boiling, earth-hugging cloud swept east along
Coldwater Road, between former Northville
mayor Mike Allen’s monument business on
the south and our home on the north.

It plowed through the gas station at Clig
Road but spared the next door dairy where I
had scooped ice cream as a teen, then hop-
scotched along the road on its easterly path.

It bent and uprooted giant trees in th
woods behind our home, where my paren\s;,
watched in horror from a basement window,
and then began its devastating attack on
houses and occupants and frightened
motorists as it approached Saginaw Street —
the main artery into Flint.

In its brief but stunning existence, th%
tornado took the lives of several personal
friends, injured dozens of others, and all but
destroyed the high school where three years
earlier Edgar Guest challenged my

graduating class not to fear the future but
rather to shapeit. -

A few tried reshaping Beecher following
the tragedy, but most of the survivors moved
away. One member of the class who heard
Guest’s challenge came back to become prin-

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A ringer every time for area horseshoe

If you ever get the urge to throw some
horseshoes, drive out to Clara Miller
Park in Wixom on a Wednesday night,
but watch out who you get in a game
with,

Some of the meanest horseshoe
throwers around hang out there, and
they’re none other than members of the
Lakes Area Horseshoe League.

Ed Klavitter and Ron Vandersys,
who can both throw with the best of
them, organized the league a few years
ago and report membership is still
growing.

“It's just something we do on
Wednesday nights,” said Klavitter.
“Most of the guys have played quite a
bit of horseshees and it turns into a
friendly rivalry.”

Aruel Murg of Wixom is probably the
oldest and most experienced of the
Lakes Area horseshoe players. Murg is
eighty years old, but he's only been
throwing for 40 of those years. Murg
has been the Wixom champion so many
times he isn’t sure, and he's been the
state fair champion three times that he
knows of,

“I used to play doubles with a guy
named Smiley,” he says. “And one
year at the state championship Smiley
threw two ringers and the guy against

him threw two ringers right on top of
his. I had a throw a ringer to win it, and
I sure did.”

Murg then proceeded to show the
group just how he'd done it, and missed
four throws.

“Don’t let that guy kid you,” said
Lavitter. ““He can throw a ringer
anytime he wants. We were beating
him pretty bad once and he just decided
that it was time to throw ringers. And
he beat us too; he came right back and
beat us. He can throw ringers anytime
he wants to.”

Murg, Klavitter and Vandersys are
just three members of the Lakes
Horseshoe league, which tolals over 20
Wednesday night competitors.

On this particular Wednesday, the
group was short a few players and
needed this reporter to {ill in a doubles
match. It proved, however, that Murg
and the reporter were no match for
Klavitter and Don Krik, as Krik tossed
four consecutive ringers to make the
match a rout.

“That’s the guy you should be writing
about,” said Murg. ,

The Lakes league competitors are a
loosely structured group of men who
throw horseshoes from 7 p.m. until sun-
down. And it was near sundown when
this reporter left, and they were still
throwing,

Tyrone Hills in Fenton, finished third
the next time out, won at Bob-0-Link
two weeks ago, and was the medalist at
Salem last week.

“They all try to beat the great-
grandma," she says, “‘and it's been fun,
We're all amateurs and we play for gift
certificates, not prize money.”

Was she talented from the start?

I think I got a 142 on my
first 18-hole game, but I kept at it.”

Cova joined the association her first
year in the game and has been with the
game ever since. She's been the club

champion of J.D. McCarthy Country-

Club in Paim Beach Gardens, Florida,
and was the 1973 and 1976 senior
women's league champion. Those are
but a few of the trophies she has
displayed in the Bob-O-Link clubhouse.
Julia and her husband Midge, the
Bob-O-Link pro, are as familiar to area
golfers as the Bob-O-Link course itself.
The couple began their work with the
golf course in 1952 as managers, and
now own it. Midge was primarily
responsible for adding an additional
nine holes on the course, and planted
over 700 trees on the property. He also
built the current course clubhouse.
“We've done a lot to this place,’”” says
Julla, “but it's still work, We have to
get up at five in the morning and work
14to 16 hours a day.
“But golf is a good game, and it's a
good sportsmanship game," she adds.

fastest among the hundreds of
dragsters racing that day. It was, in
fact, probably one of the slower ones.

But Balogh, who'll be a senlor at Novi
High this fall, wasn’t attempting to set
any speed records. Instead he was aim-
ing for consistency — and that's the
name of the game in bracket racing.

Bracket racing takes place every
weekend at Milan and other area drag
strips prior to the professional
dragsters’ competition. Amateur
racers are encouraged to soup up their
cars a little and race against the clock.

The idea of bracket racing is to come
as close to a pre-arranged speed limit .
(actually a time limit) as possible
without going faster.

Before actual competition gets under
way each driver is required to run a
time trial and, on the basis of his speed
on that run, sets a minimum time limit
for himself that determines what
bracket he'll drive in,

All drivers then complete in a series
of single elimination races within their
brackets. Only two cars race at a time,
and the winner of each heat ~ the
driver who comes closest to his
minimum time limit without going
under it — advances to the next round

~ of competition. Drivers finishing under

the time limit are automatically dis-

qualified. .
In Balogh's case the minimum

time limit was 20 seconds. He was com-

" peting in the first annual MoTech

Bracket Nationals Day for high
schoolers at Milan’s drag strip, spon-
sored by the MoTech Auto Education
Center in Livonia,

The event attracted over 400 high
school students from all over
Southeastern Michigan and northern
Ohio last April 29.

And, in his first attempt at the sport,
Balogh won the Bracket 8 (the slowest
of eight brackets) championship, ex-
ceeding the 20-second limit in eight con-
secutive races. For his efforts he won
$25 in cash plus a jacket, a trophy, five
quarts of racing oil and a variety of
other prizes.

fail in their first five years and of that,
93 percent go under because of
amanagerial inexperience-or downright
Incompetence, he said,

Harshman gets this second figure

from a 1975 Dun and Bradstreet:

analysis of 11,430 business failures. The
. Study determined that 16.9 percent of
the failures lacked experience in the
_particular business they were in, 13.7
Wercent lacked managerial experience,
and 21.1 percent knéw one aspect of the
business for instance, manufacturing,
but sank like a stone when it came to
another aspect, like sales. A staggering
41.2 percent were incompetent
Jegardless of what experience they
(Qad.
The reasons why people start a

business for which they have little ap-
titude and/or knowledge is either a
mystery or as varled as the number of
businesses that fail. Whatever the
reasons, Harshman is continually
amazed at the number of people who
come to the SBA for a loan, and, when
asked what kind of business they want
to start, answer, ‘‘What’s a good
business to get into?”

. To hear the owner tell a tale of woe
after he has invested and lost his shirt,
you'd think the banks were out to get
him, said Harshman. “I was under-
capitalized,” say the disgruntled
owners.

No lender loans too little money,
claims Harshman, “If somebody goes
to a bank for a loan, the lender
evaluates the loan, If they determine
that the proposition is too risky they
won’'t make the loan,

“But have you ever heard of a person
go out of business say ‘I failed because I
was a lousy manager.’ No, they say
they didn't get a big enough loan.”

Going broke isn’t the real problem in
a business failure, Harshman said, it's
merely the symptom of the real pro-
blem, managerial inexperience or in-
competence,

To overcome these potential pro-
blems, the SBA performs a number of
services for its client companies
besides underwriting their bank loan.
(The Michigan SBA has arranged for
$100 million in loans this year.)

Under the heading of management
assistance, the SBA provides pre-
business workshops, sponsors courses
on small business operation in com-
munity colleges, has a corps of retired
company executives who advise the
new businessperson, and published 250
titles relating the small business
management.

Harshman said ¢that the pre-business
workshops are valuable both when they
help educate the prospective business
person and when such a person realizes
that “it’s not for me."

On a national basis, the SBA monitors
the spending of the federal dollar and
tried to make sure that at least some of
the government's $60-$70 billion in pur-
chases go to small businesses.

But the SBA isn’t always right either.
An SBA-backed market study of the
South Lyon area done for Mitchell and
her Sunflower Hut concluded that the
area lacked a population large enough
toisupport the store. Move, the SBA
said,

Mitchell stayed. Her Sunflower Hut,
opened less than a year ago, is already
paying for itself, something Mitchell
didn’t expect for another year. Looking
at her bank book and not at the national
odds, she plans tto expand her South
Lyon operation as soon as she can.

You might think of the
balfour aralia (Polyscias
balfouriana) as the lazy
man’s bonsai.

As this plant gets older,
it develops woody stems;
glossy, leathery leaves;
and light brown, twisting
branches suggestive of
bonsai.

Michigan State Univer-
sity herticulturists advise
placing the balfour aralia
where it will get the un-
broken light of a north
window and temp-
eratures of 80-85 de-
grees F' during the day
and no cooler than 62-65
degrees at night. During
the winter, it will benefit
from moving to a south
window where it can get
direct sun.

- It should be potted in a
standard houseplant pot-
ting mix with provisions
for good drainage and

watered whenever the
soll surface begins to feel
dry to keep the soil
around the roots uniform-
ly moist but not wet at all
times. Fertilize with any
standard houseplant food

- every three or four mon-

ths.

When small, the balfour
aralia can be used in ter-
rariums and dish
gardens. Older, larger
plants make good floor or
table specimens,

This plant is very sen-
sitive to changes in its en-
vironment. Leaf drop is
its usual response to
changes in light,
temperature or humidity,
overwatering or low light.
It prefers high humidity.

Red spider mites can be
a problem on this plant.

Garden beds

Place sinningias where .

Talk to most any gardener who has built
frames to enclose raised beds for vegetables
and flowers and yowll get an enthusiastic
recommendation. Raised beds are so effective
that yow'll kick yourself for not building them
sooner. Raised beds, according to those who
use them, mean soil drains faster and warms
up more quickly producing earlier
vegetables; labor in weeding, watering and
harvesting is reduced; water soaks in rather
than running off; earthworms thrive in the

moist environment; and gardens look neater.
Raised beds need not be expensive. Frames
can be built of used or rough lumber, painted
or dipped in copper napthenate, a wood
preservative that is not toxic to plants. Do not
use creosote, ‘“Dipenta’ or copper sulphate,
however. They can kill plants, Frames should
be at least six inches deep and should not he
more than four to five feet wide so vegetables
can be harvested without stepping into the bed
and compacting the soil.

Ask the Plant Doctor

The condition you described is called
oak gall. The galls are caused when a
small wasp like insect stings the leaves
and lays eggs.

I suspect your problem is being caus-
ed by cabbage maggots tunneling in the
root system of your plants. This
destructive insect also attacks cab-
bage, brussel sprouts and cauliflower,

Carefully dig out one of your plants and -

inspect the root system. If maggots are
the culprits, you will find small, white
worm like insects in the roots.
Transplants should be treated with
Diazinon (Spectracide) to prevent this
problem; however, there is little that
can be done now. You can still have
broccoli this season by seeding directly
into the garden in late June for a fall
harvest. Be sure to thin the plants to
stand two feet apart in rows three feet
apart. These plants will produce late in-
to the fall. Do not forget the insecticide
treatment.

Dear Plant Doctor:

The home we just purchased has an
established asparagus bed. How long
can we eat the spears and then what do
we do? N.H.

Dear N.H.:

An established healthy asparagus
bed can be cut for 6 to 8 weeks. After
this: time, stop cutting and allow the
ferns to develop which will produce
stored food for the crowns to use next
spring. In the spring, apply 30 Ibs, of 5-
10-5 fertilizer per 1,000 sq. ft.

Ah, country life! Fresh air, room for
a garden sweeping vistas, nature at
your doorstep. A return to the ‘“‘simple
life” and a retreat from noise, poliution §-
and city crowds. :

Though their
goals can be attained, there are some

also no longer as close as they used toj\s,

Country life isn't free of many of the
problems that plague city dwellers.
Contrary to popular myth, crime and
other emergencies do exist in rural

" -areas. It may take the local county

sheriff — as well as the fire department
and ambulance — longer to respond to "'
your call than it would in the.city. As a
result, your insurance may cost you
more in the country. . . :

Other costs may be higher, too,
Utilities are likely to be higher in rural
areas, Natural gas is not readily
available; and many rural homes aref®
heated with oil or bottled gas, which is
more expensive. Initial hook-ups of
electricity and telephone may require
that new poles be set and wire strung
for some distance, which can make
hook-ups costly.

To avoid unpleasant surprises later,a‘

. find out everything you can about the*

property you're considering before you
buy. First, look into the legal land
description of the property, its current
assessed value, special assessments
pending and long-term land use plans
for the area. Learn what county an
township the property is located in an¢”’
find out how that government unit
regulates land ownership and use
through zoning ordinances and building
restrictions and requirements, :

Friendshlp was hybridized by the
well-known rose breeder, Robert V.
Lindquist, Sr. of Hemet, California,
who began hybridizing in 1948 and,
prior to Friendship, alread had three
All-American winners to his credit —
Granada, Tiffany and Command Per-
formace.

According to the experts, it appears
Friendship will be a *‘very hardy varie-
ty, as it came through last winter's
severe- weather in our more northern
test gardens without loss."

Friendship makes a tall bush, pro-
ducing a great profusion of very large
bleoms throughout the season, which is
somewhat surprising because rose
varieties bearing large flowers usually
bloom sparingly.

The blossoms are held on long, tall
stems, most suitable for cutting.

Michigan State University horti-
culturists advise placing it in cool spot
~ 60-65 degrees F during the day, 45-50
degrees at night — that receives bright,

sun in winter,

Pot it in a standard houseplant pot-
ting soll with provisions for good
drainage. Water whenever the soil sur-
face begins to dry out to keep the soil
around the roots uniformly moist, but .
not wet, at all times,

Fertilize every two months with any
standard houseplant fertitizer.

Potential problems with the pig-
gyback plant stem from overwatering
which causes browning of the leaf tips.
Exposure to direct sun can also be a
problem, except in winter, the foliage
burns easily.

Possible pests include red spider
mites and mealybugs. Watch for them
and treat any infestation at once.

Propagate by rooting plantlets.

Beekeeping keeps Wixom couple buzzin

By NANCY DINGELDEY

Say the word ‘“bee” to the average
. person and the automatic response Is

{'ﬁ“stlng." The second thought is usually

“honey.”
To Gerri and Merritt (Bus) Marshall
of Wixom, the word *‘hee’’ automatical-
ly means “apiary,”’ the place where
bees are kept...the beehive. Gerri and

Bus are just two of thousands of

,ﬁpiculturlsts, those people who tend
“hives for the production of honey.

The Marshalls, who have 100 hives in
their apiary this year, expect to harvest
8,000 pounds of honey by the end of the
season, Last year, Marshall indicated
he had one hive that produced 57 pounds
of honey In seven days.

"¥* That is a phenomenal amount con-

sidering a normal worker bee, during
its short four to six-week lifespan, pro-

duces only one-twelfth of a teaspoon of

horfey and about one-thirtieth of a teas-
poon of beeswax.
Add to that one hee some 60 to 80,000
Mohorts all living in a single hive, and it
Is easy to see why the scant teaspoons
add up to pounds. “It's really a
beautiful system,” says Marshall, who
has been tending bees for years. He ad-
ded that beekeeping ‘‘keeps you learn-

% A trip into an apiary is an experience.
Not to be done without guidance, one
first dons heavy khaki clothes or
coveralls. A woven fiber helmet with a
good-sized brim covered with a veil tied
securely around the neck and gloves
with full-length sleeves complete the

*utﬂt. Bulky looking and slightly un-
‘tomfortable on a warm spring or sum-
mer day, the outfit is protection against
the sting of a disturbed bee,

The apiculturist will also carry a
“smoker,” a metal can with a nozzle
equipped with a small bellows at the
handle. A bit of smoldering binder’s

; Nwine produces the smoke used to sub-

due the bees and send them running in-
to their cells to eat. ,
Other paraphernalia includes a hive
tool, a small crowbar-type tool used to
pry the individual frames from inside

The Marshalls chose a bright sunny
day to visit their apiary. Their actions
were slow and qulet to interfere as little
as possible with their busy friends,

- most of whom were out gathering nec-
tar and pollen,

A puff of smoke from the ‘“‘smoker"
at the entrance to the hive and.a few
more over the top of the frames, enabl-
ed Marshall to remove the cover and
extract the frames for examination.

Each frame contains a comb covered
with a multitude of bees. Easily observ-
ing the bees at work, some of the cells of
the comb were sealed honey and pollen
cells. There were cells filled with tiny
eggs or half-grown larvae, Young bees
could be seen just emerging from their
capped cells to begin work.

The queen, identifiable by her larger
size, was set to the business of laying
eggs. She was surrounded by worker
bees tending her. Others were mixing
pollen and honey for the growing lar-
vae; and there were even a few lazy
drones busy doing nothing.

A colony of bees, says Marshall, is a

little “air-conditioned” city all its own -

that is kept spotlessly clean, No matter
how hot the weather, the inside of the
hive is kept at a constant temperature

" by. the bees fanning the air with their
wings.

The bee system of dividing up the
jobs without supervision, claims Mar-
shall, is the best in the world. There is
only one queen to each hive and her on-
ly duty is to lay eggs ~ up to 2,000 per
day. She can be the mother of a possible
75,000 workers or undeveloped females,
in one hive alone.

The role of the worker is just that. In -

a few weeks of intense work during the
honey-gathering season, the worker is
likely to wear its wings to shreds and
die of exhaustion. Workers gather
water, pollen, nectar, clean and guard
the hive. They feed and groom the
queen and care for the growing brood.

The drone, or male bee, has only
dreams of mating with the queen but
once he does, he dies. If his dream is not
fulfilled, he is driven from the hive by
the worker bees at the end of the honey-

gathering season to save boarding him

over the winter. Without the workers to
feed him, he then meets his dem|se.

The Marshall hives, like most others,
are multi-storied affairs. The lower
chambers are known as the brood
chambers where the baby bees are rais-
ed. Frames inside the chambers are
equipped with sheets of beeswax foun-
dation called combs, . '

During the winter the bees cluster on
the combs to eat the stored honey and to
keep warm. As spring approaches, the
queen again begins to lay eggs and the
worker bees begin to replenish the sup-
plies of nectar and pollen. As the colony
;:i(l)lntinues to grow, more chambers are

ed.

Bees tend to work upwards as the
season progresses. They are also equip-
ped with frames of beeswax combs. The
bees ripen the nectar into honey and
cap the cells in the upper chambers. At
the end of the nectar flow, the Mar-
shalls remove the ‘‘supers’” or con-
tainers of surplus honey, extract it and
bottle it for the market,

A bee will only gather the nectar and .

pollen from one type of flower or
vegetation during a single flight. That
trip could cover a distance of up to a
mile and a half. On returning to the
hive, the bees communicate in a
twisting dance-like motion indicating
:he direction and distance of the nectar
ind.

Because of this knowledge,
beekeepers can indicate what kind of
honey their bees produce. The Marshall
bees produce only sweet clover and star
thistle honey.

It has been estimated that to make
one pound of honey, a single bee would
have to travel a distance equal to more

than three times around the globe, or
80,000 miles.,

Honey is produced by the bhees
gathering the nectar of flowers which is
similar to sweetened water. It is
evaporated and modified by the bees.
Chemically the same as cane sugar,

nectar when stored.in the combs and |

sealed over, is converted into real
honey. It contains levulose and dex-
trose in equal parts which means it can
be absorbed without change in ‘the
human system. It is also the bee *“pro-
tein” on which they live and feed their
young,

In addition to producing honey, the

Marshalls pointed out that most fruit

crops and many vegetables are depen-
dent on.bees and other insects for
pollinization, Since the bees have the
same unique characteristic of only
gathering nectar from the same type
flower, they are used by growers to
pollinate plants that are self-sterile and
in need of cross-pollinization. '

“If it were not for the bee,” said Mar-
shall, “many of our flowers and food
crops would vanish from the earth.”

During the spring and early summer
honey flow, a colony of bees may
swarm. A natural method used by bees
to increase the size of the hive, a crowd-
ed brood nest s the most frequent cause
of a swarm.

When bees swarm, they usually
direct themselves to the woods and set-
tle high in the trees. Should this cluster
or swarm be seen, the Marshalls sug-
_est a telephone call in their direction,

Usually unsettling to the onlooker but
not a particularly dangerous situation,
the Marshalls will collect the swarm,
provide the queen and establish a new
hive.
