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A r m y C o r p s o f E n g i n e e r s s t u d i e s b l a c k s p r u c e b o g

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is 
expected to announce July 1 whether it 
will assume Jurisdiction over the con­
troversial black spruce bog located at 
West Maple and Haggerty roads in 
Commerce Township. 

A spokesperson for the corps said last 
week that the East Michigan En­
vironmental Council (EMEAC) re-
quested the review of the bog area on 
April 12 because of a proposed multiple-
family development that was planned 
for the area bounded by West Maple, 
Haggerty and 14 Mile roads. 

If the corps decides to assume 

jurisdiction of the bog, more stringent 
reqiilrements for a filling permit for the 
property could be Imposed under Army 
regulations on wetland areas that were 
published last July in "The Federal 
Register." 

The corps spokesperson said no men­
tion of the now-cancelled M-275 
freeway project was made in reference 
to the request. 

A number of environmental groups 
opposed the freeway plans, which were 
cancelled in January, 1977 by the 
Michigan State Highway Commission, 
citing the need to preserve the bog 
which has been drained as part of a 
peat-mining operation. The environ­
mentalists had said that black spruce 

bogs are unusual this far south In 
Michigan, but the state Department of 
Natural Resources later deterlmlned 
that the wetland was impacted by high-
tension Detroit Edison power lines that 
cross the bog. 

The News has learned, however, that 
the corps and the IJ.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) visited the 
area on March 31 and may have been to 
the site as eaijy as January or 
February. 

Corps officials were unavailable for 
comment on the apparent discrepancy 
between the March 31 trip to the bog 
and EMEAC's request which was dated 
almost two weeks later. 

Stephen Rosman, chairperson of the 
Citizens in Opposition to M-275, which 
worked with EMEAC against the 
freeway project, and now a candidate 
for the Democratic nomination for state 
representative In the 24th District, also 
•told The News that he had asked the 
corps what, if any, jurisdiction It had 
over the bog in a March 27 letter. 

Rosman also said he made the re­
quest because of concerns over the ef­
fect of the proposed development on 
wetlands in the area. 

Standard Industries, a Detroit-based 
company, did not present Its plans for 
Ule multiple-family development to 
Commerce officials until March l , and 
the bog area later was added to the pro­

posal when Standard and the Haggerty 
Investment Company of Walled Lake 
submitted plans for the entire 486-acre 
area. , 

Daniel Lublin, Standard president, 
has submitted new plans to the 
township that designate the 105-acre 
bog as "preserved lands," although 
Commerce officials have been asked to 
zone the property for multiple family in 
order to gain the density required for a 
1,000-unit senior citizens' apartment 
building that would be built on an adja­
cent 42-acre parcel. 

The corps spokesperson admitted 
that the Army had been contacted 
before on M-27S, but added that the 

latest request for the survey was 
"brought to our attention this spring on 
another matter." The other matter was 
the proposed Standard Industries 
development, the spokjiiperson added. 

Nick Nlcolson, of the corps' en­
vironmental resources division, said 
the Army had been asked to evaluate 
the bog to determine its value as a 
wetland that ought to be preserved. 

Under the year-old regulations, he 
said, the corps is responsible for deter­
mining the effects of proposed 
discharges, dredging on filling, in 
navigable waters of the U.S. and adja­
cent wetlands and later was given tlie

A petition drive aimed at the repeal of 
a recently enacted Walled Lake or­
dinance that created an economic 
development corporation (EDC) will be 
launched by the end of this week, ac­
cording to a city resident. 

Mrs. Judy Hamilton said yesterday 
Ulat the referendary petitions will call 
for the repeal of the EDC ordinance 
Uiat was unanimously adopted by the 
City Council June 20 on second reading. 

Under the City Charter, the 
signatures of not less Uian 25-percent of 
Walled Lake's registered voters as of 
Ule last city election must be obtained 
on Ule documents "within 21 days 
before the date of filing the petition with 
Ulederk." 

Clerk Ruby Lewandowski said there 
are approximately 1,900 registered 
voters hi Uleeity, meaning UlepeUtlons 
would have to contain about 475 valid 
signatures. 

Qnce Uie petition is filed, the clerk 
has 15 days in which to validate Uie 
signatures, and Ule documents must be 
presented to Ule councU at its next 
meeting, if there are sufficient 
signatures. 

The council Ulen has the option wiUlin 
30 days to repeal Ule ordinance or 
decide to submit Ule proposal to city 
voters. ' 

Mrs. Hamilton said that, while there 
has been some discussion of a possible 
recall drive against council members 
who favored the EDC, a final decision is 
"still up in the air." 

Although some 40 residents attended 
a June 6 public hearing on the EDC pro­
posal, with several citizens opposing 

Ule ordinance, no one addressed Uie. 
council on Uie measure at last week's 
meeting. 

At the earlier session, a number of 
residents said Ulat the Walled Lake 
Commpns Kmart shopping center,.

C o u n c i l a p p r o v e s E D G 

An ordinance to establish an 
economic development corporation 
(EDC) for Walled Lake was adopted 
last week on second reading before the 
City Council. 

Meanwhile, the council also 
"acknowledged, but declined" an offer 
of a $50,000 gift to the city from Stuart 
Frankel, a partner in the Walled Lake 
Commons which plans to build a 
109,000-square-foot Kmart shopping 
center at West Maple and Pontiac 
TraU. 

Frankei brought the EDC concept to 
Ule attention of the council in May, and 
has indicated that his firm will apply 

for income tax-exempt revenue bonds 
to finance the shopping center. 

Unlike Ule council meeting of June 6, 
when about 40 city residents attended a 
public hearing on the EDC proposal, 
ihere were no citizen comments at teat 
week's session. Several residents who 
attended Uie hearing had complained 
Ulat the new Kmart would create more 
traffic problems and could increase Uie 
costs of government services. 

The ordinance was unanimously ap­
proved wiUi virtually no debate, except 
for Councilman Thomas Brookover's 
motion to decline Frankel's offer for Uie 
f50,000.

The Ex-Cell-0 Corporation has asked 
the Walled Lake City Council to create 
an industrial development district so 
Ule company may apply for a 50-
percent reduction in property taxes on 
a proposed $3-million administration 
building. 

Thomas J . Stuart, assistant cor­
porate controller of the Troy-based 
firm, said the new structure is needed 
to centralize administrative personnel 
as a result of the recent merger bet­
ween Ex-Cell-0 and the McCord Cor­
poration. 

"We feel a need to bring our manage­
ment people in the Detroit area 
together in one building," Stuart said, 
adding that Walled L^ke was the firm's 
first choice for the headquarters facili­
ty. He said the corporation's executive 
offices would remain in Troy. 

The council voted to hold a public 
hearing at 7 p.m. Tuesday, July 18, on 
Ule proposal to designate Ex-Cell-O's 

44-acre site at West Maple and Ladd 
roads as an industrial development 
district. 

If the council votes to create the 
district after the public hearing, the 
company then may apply for an in­
dustrial facilities exemption certificate 
with the city clerk. 

After a public hearing on the applica­
tion, the council may approve or disap­
prove a resolution on the request, which 
is then forwarded to the State Tax Com­
mission and the Michigan Department 
of Commerce for processing. 

According to Stuart and Charles E. 
Bays, of the Lambrecht Realty Com­
pany of Detroit which represents the 
firm, approval of the certificate would 
entiUe Ex-Cell-0 to a 50-percent reduc­
tion in its property taxes on the new 
facility for a period of 12 years.

"I'm not a bit optimistic," said 

Styles. "The big thing is the cost of liv-
hig and Uley (Uie united contractors) 
wouldn't budge Uie last time. At Uie 
present Ume I don't see anyUiing 
changing. I'm hoping, but I'm not ex­
pecting anyUiing." 

The pipefitters returned to work last 
week after their brief walkout. 
Members of Uie pipefitters Local 636 
met Sunday to vote whether to turn 
over a tentative agreement to their con­
tract representative. 

Ken Wright, a spokesperson for J. A. 
Construction Company, Ule contractor 
for Uie project, said it was difficult to 
figure out exacUy how far behbld 
schedule his firm was, alUiough he.said 
"working around" Ule strike and 
weaUler problems had kept delays to a 
minimum. 

Wright added Uiat he expected Uie 
sheet metal workers to be back on Uie 
Job ttils week. 

Langerman said the severe winter 

and Uie frequent rain this spring also 
hampered workers, often forcing stop­
pages. 

"Usually you can work some days in 
Uie winter, but Uiat wasn't possible last 
winter," said Langerman.

headquarters, Stuart said the city 
would receive some $16,500 in new 
taxes, while the company would save a 
similar amount. The tax reductim 
would apply to any increase in the pro-
perty assessment over the 12-year 
period, he added. 

The tax break also would apply to 
school, county and Oakland Community 
College levies which, with the city rate, 
amount to 67.15 mills. 

Stuart and Bays said Uiat Uie exemp­
tion certificate provision, which was in­
cluded in the 1974 state Plant 
Rehabilitation and Industrial Develop-
ment Districts Act, was intended to 
stimulate economic development and 
provide a more favorable business 
climate to keep Michigan corporations 
from moving to oUier states, especially 
those in Uie Sun Belt. 

Since the law took effect four years 
ago, Bays said, 637 ceriiflcates have 
been approved in 102 cities, 98 
townships and 28 villages In 60 counties. 
So far this year, 143 applications for tiax 
breaks have been filed with the tax 
commission. Bays added.

-The Novl City Council unanimously 
rejected a rezoning request June 26 that 
would have extended industrial 
development south of Grand River 
Avenue along Meadowbroolc Road, 

Several residents of the 
Meadowbrook Glens Subdivision ap-
peered at both the June 21 Planning 
Board meeting and the council meeting 
to express their opposition to the pro-
posed rezoning. 

The zoning would have changed a 160-

foot strip at the southeast corner of 
Grand R ver Avenue and Meadowbrook 
Road from R-4 (residential, 80-foot lots) 
to I-l Industrial. 

Bill Walter, a nearby resident, told 
members of the Planning Board he 
found Industrial that close to residential 
objectionable-

Planning Consultant Chuck Cairns 
recommended that the rezoning be ap­
proved because the property was slated 

for industrial zoning in the master plan. 
Gary Schultz, of Kings Point, stated 

that the owner of the property knew 
when he purchased it that the land was 
zoned R-4 and that it should not be 
allowed to change. 

Developer Max Sheldon supported 
the rezoning requesj, saying that it 
would give a more reasonable depth to 
the Industrial district. 

Joe Brett, representing the 
Meadowbrook Homeowners' Associa­
tion, said his group was opposed to the 

rezoning request because they were 
against further industrial encroach­
ment down Meadowbrook. 

The rezoning request was rejected by 
the Planning Board by a 7-0 count. 

The request found little favor with the 
Novi City Council, either. 

Councilwoman Martha Hoyer com­
mented there was plenty of land 
already zoned industrial in the city 
without changing land close to residen­
tial areas. 

The council rejected the request 6-0.

"It's a once in a lifetime opportuni-
ty," Ditzhazy told the Novi School 
Board June 22. 

The School Board narrowly approved 
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Dltzhazy's request, however, with only 
a last minute "I guess so" by member 
Ray Murphy, swaying the vote 4-3 in 
her favor. 

The vote was originally stalemated at 
3-3, but Murphy arrived late and was 
forced to cast the tiebreaking ballot. 

Voting to approve the leave of 
absence were members Sharon 
Pelchat, Joan Daley, Bob Wilkins and 
Murphy. Opposed were Ruth 
Waldenmeyer, John Milam and Joel 
Colliau. 

Milam expressed the concerns of the 
dissenting board members when he 
said he was worried about what effect 
Dltzhazy's absence would have on the 
operation of the second middle school, 
which is slated to open next year. 

With Youngberg filling in as high 
school principal, he said, there may be 
difficulty operating the middle school 
smoothly. 

Superintendent Dr. Gerald Dratz said 
he recommended that the leave of 
absence be approved and that he 
thought the schools would be able to 
operate efficiently during the five 
weeks she would be gone. 

Mrs. Pelchat commented she did not 
think the administration would make

Community education is alive and 
well in the Novi school system, thanks 
to voter approval of an additional mill 
for operating expenses June 12. - . 

The community education program 
was one of the cuts authorized by the 
Novi School Board had the millage fail­
ed. At the June 22 board meeting, 
reports were heard from three com­
munity education facilitators on the 
progress and future of the program. 

Kathy Mutch, the facilitator for the 
program at the Novl Woods Elemen­
tary School, noted that in surveys con­
ducted it was found that residents 
desire "fun-recreation" type activities 
over academic self-improvement type 
courses. 

Ms. Mutch noted that, while com­
munity education programs for 
children should be fun, "there is a 
responsibility to provide classes which 
also offer some further personal enrich­

ment, academic or otherwise." 
The 1978 school year was the first 

time that the Novi Woods Elementary 
Jladbeen-Involved hi the program. Sprr 
big classes offered were: cooking for 
kids, stitchery, robots and other 
machines, green thumb gardening, 
camera magic, make-up and mime, 
astronomy and a story hour. 

In a report presented by Village Oaks 
facilitator Clara Porter, a total of 252 
persons took advantage of classes. Of­
fered at the Village Oaks school were 
cheerleadlng, tap, disco, ballet, piano, 
arts and crafts, story hour, creative 
movement, guitar and wood craft. 

The 1978 year also marked the first 
time that the community education 
department had a program at the Or­
chard Hills Elementary School. 
Facilitator Ginger GiUick reported that 
seven classes were conducted and all 
were filled.

A week ago Monday, the school board 
had chosen Errington from Uie eight 
men it chose to Interview from a list of 
applicants numbering about 80.

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Meadowbrook Lake resident Garry 
Kidd, a long-time critic of assessing in 
Novi, says he will not accept the city's 
offer to employ Commerce Assessor 
Wynn Berry to Investigate the city's 
assessing. 

Kidd sent a letter to the Novl City 
Council, stating he had already heard 
two inadequate reports from Novl 
Assessor John Merrifield and City 
Manager Ed Kriewall. 

"There are probably no other assess­
ing officials in any nearby location who 
would be unbiased and actually say 
someUiing "was wrong, regardless of 
what he saw or knew," Kidd stated in 
Uie letter. "It would be a waste of tax­
payers' money to bring in the Com-
merce/Wixom assessor." 

Kidd recommended that the city con­
sider hiring a Farmington firm. Hunter 
and Associates, to review the city's tax­
ing operation. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall responded 
Uiat the Farmington firm had audited 
the city previously, and hiring them 
would be asking them to investigate 
Uleinselves. 

Kriewall said Berry would be suffi­
cient to investigate the assessing in the 
city. 

In addition to registering his 
displeasure with the assessor selected, 
Kidd raised more questions about the 
qualifications of Novi Assessor John 
Merrifield. 

Kidd asked the council to look into 
whether Merrifield was legally 
qualified to serve as assessor. Kidd 

reported Uiere is a rumor that Mer­
rifield was hired wlUlout the necessary 
qualifications for the Job. i 

Merrifield has repeatedly denied Ule 
accusations made against him by Kidd, 
maintaining he follows state regula­
tions in doing the assessing in Ule city. 

AnoUler question raised by Kidd was 
wheUler Ule city followed all sta^ 
regulations in running Uie Board of# 
Review members in March, 1978, when 
one board member failed to appear for 
Ulreedays. 

Kidd also asked whether city 
automobiles and gasoline are being 
misused by an employee in Ule city's 
assessing department. ^ 

Kidd said he will request the ^ 
Michigan Tax Commission to audit 
Novl, if his demands are not met by Ju­
ly 5. He said he will also "provide all 
data Ulat I have gaUiered and all 
rumors" to Uie "major metropolitan 
newspapers to see if perhaps some In-. 
vesUgatlve reporting" can get the balie* 
rolling. 

Kidd has been Involved in disputes 
over methods of taxation in Novi for Uie 
past several years. Kidd claims that 
homes in the Meadowbrook Lake Sub­
division are assessed at a lower rate,̂  
than Uiose in the Village Oaks Subdivi-
sion. 

Kidd also has stated that the city 
should Just "take" a county factor, 
raUier Uian try and make individual ad­
justments by subdivision. 

Merrifield adjusts internally, he said, 
so Uiat homes Uiat rise more rapldlyin fk 
value will be assessed at a greater rate.

Lake VUlage officials were expected to

'Kdate on wheUier Uie two communities 
and a West Bloomfield Township sub­
division should incorporate as a city. 

The Boundary Commission was ex­
pected to determine at today's session 
wheUier enough valid signatures were 

. .collected on peUtions calling for a vote 
"̂ on cityhood and to set a date for the 

election. 
Commerce Supervisor Robert Long 

said Uie township would suggest a spr­
ing election date in order to determine 
Uie"far reaching effects of House Bill 

.. 4030," which provides boundary protec-
^ Uon from annexation for certain ur-

tianized charter townships. 
According to Long, Boundary Com­

mission Executive Secretary James 
Hyde feels HB-4030 is "badly written 
and may be challenged." 

The Boundary Commission already 
has requested a legal opinion on the 
measure from the state Attorney 
General's office, according'to Bob 
Terry, criteria analyst for the Boun­
dary Commission, who said it may take 
unUl November for the report. 

Hyde was unavailable for further 
comment on HB-4030, which Governor 
MUliken was expected to sign into law 
Uils afternoon. 

Long and John McLeUan, Wolverine 
Lake Village Council president, were 
hivlted to Uie 2:30 p.m. bill signing in 
the governor's office. 

McLellan said he also would favor a 
spring election on cityhood, if an elec­
tion must be held, because "there will 
be too many oUier issues on Uie 
November ballot and I want everyone 
to fully understand 4030 before we vote 
on cityhood." 

Under Uie bUl, which was given Im­
mediate effect by Ule legislature, 
charter townships that meet certain 

criteria would be afforded the same 
boundary protection now enjoyed by 
home-rule cities and villages. 

Those criteria Include; a state 
equalized valuaUon SEV of at least $25-
miUion; police and fire protection ser­
vices; a minimum'population density of 
ISO persons per square mile; a com­
prehensive zoning ordinance or master 
plan; solid waste disposal services; and 
water and sewer services. 

Commerce apparently would meet all 
of Uie criteria. Long said. 

The Township Board already has 
adopted a motion, stating Its intent to 
become a charter township on 
September 12 unless some 786 
registered voters sign a peUtion of 
disagreement Uiat must be fUed with 
Uie township clerk's office by the end of 
July. 

Under Uie standard state charter, a 
charter township may levy up to five 
mUls ($5 for each $1,000 of SEV without 
a vote of the people. 

However, Long and other Commerce 
officials have said they wouldn't raise 
local taxes because township voters in 
1976 rejected two separate requests for 
mUlage Increases over the 1.41 mills 
received by the township from the IS-
mUls nonvoted levy that is divided each 
year by the Oakland County Tax Alloca­
tion Board. 

Charter township status would not 
have any oUler major effects on Com­
merce, Long said. 

Commerce residents in 1971 petition­
ed the Boundary Commission to 
become a city in order to head off two 
rumored annexation requests from the 
city of Walled Lake for the land 
generally south of the Grand Trunk 
Western Railroad tracks. 

VUlage officials also filed petitions 
for cityhood, and later amended the re­
quest to include an Industrial area in 
Commerce bounded by Benstein, Mc­
Coy, Ladd and West Maple roads. 

In 1972, however, the state agency 

ordered the township, the village and 
Peninsular Park Subdivision in West 
Bloomfield, which Juts out into Union 
Lake from Union Lake Road, to in­
corporate as one city. 

The vUlage filed suit In Oakland 
County Circuit Court, challenging the 
Boundary Commission's authority to 
combine the two requests. 

The Circuit Court in 1976 ruled in 
favor of the commission's authority, 
and the State Court of Appeals last Oc­
tober upheld the lower court's decision.

January refused to grant leave for fur­
ther appeal, prompting the village 
residents and officials to launch'the 
petition drive for a vote on cityhood! "̂ "̂  

Commerce officials had said tĥ t 
they would prefer cityhood rather than 
take a chance that Walled Lake'san-
nexation petitions would be approved; 
however, since HB-4030 would protect 
the township's boundaries.

A formal evaluation of its top two ad-
ministrators and inserting a columil in 
the Novi News were among several 
goals set by members of the Novi 
School Board June 22. 

The meeting was set to discuss the 
status of a number of proposals made 
by members at a December 8 brainstor-
ming session. 

The establishment on some sort of 
method to formally evaluate the top two 
administrators. Superintendent Gerald 
Kratz and Assistant Superintendent BUI 
Barr, was proposed by member Ruth 
Waldenmeyer. 

Waldenmeyer stated the board 
should evaluate the two before salaries 
are decided upon. 

The evaluations would be at least 90 
days prior to the end of each contract 
year. 

School Board President Joel Colliau 
commented that the establishment of 
an evaluation process would be time-
consuming and suggested that a com-
mittee be formed to deal with the pro-
posal. 

Board member Ray Murphy aslced 
that the entire board deal witll the mat-
ter in a future study session. A general 

consensus on Murphy's proposal was 
reached by the board. 

Board member Bob Willdns noted 
that "any type of evaluation can be as 
useful to the individual administrator 
concerned as for the community as a 
whole." 

The proposal that the school district 
attempt to place a coluihn in the local 
newspaper was made by member Joan 
Daley, who stated that such a column 
would increase the communication bet-
ween the board and the citizens.

A meeting slated for June 28 that 
would have decided the effective date of 
Ule Novi Township annexation case has 
been delayed because of the inability of 
Ule State Boundary Commission to 
reach a quorum that day. 

State Boundary Commissioner Irv 
Rozian will be in California and another 
state commissioner, Jim Smith, will 
refrain from voting on the Novi 
Township case because he has not been 
involved in the original arguments-

Commission analyst Bob Terry says 
Uie meeting will likely be rescheduled 
for late July or early August. 

The delay Is one of many Uiat the city 

has experienced in Its fight to annex the 
area of Novi Township. The city had 
been involved in court proceedings for 
Uie past six years before the State 
Supreme Court ruled in favor of the an­
nexation in October.

A decision on whether to approve a 
rezonlng request that would pave the 
way for a major high-rise complex at 
Ule northwest comer of Eight Mile and 
Haggerty roads has been delayed by 
Uie Novi City Council until July 24. 

The delay will allow the City Council 
to examine a new set of zoning regula­
tions proposed for the OSC-1 (Office 
Service Commercial) district which the 
developers seek for the 87-acre site. Of 
ule 87 acres, 45 are now zoned B-2 
(Community Business District) and 42 
are zoned RM-l - (Multiple Family 
Residential). 

Representatives for Orchard Hill 
Place Associates have reported that Uie 
development would include: 

- a three-story office building Uiat 
would serve as regional headquarters 
for a major United States corporation 

currenUy located in New York; 
- a seven-story hotel. City officials 

say that Holiday Inn is the "most In­
terested" at this point; 

- 400,000-square-feet of office space 
in a series of buildings; 

- a recreation complex that would 
Include a theater, bowling alley and 
racquetball courts land 

- a series of retail stores that would 
have a client "on the nature of Hud­
son's" as its major tenant. 

Joe Gerak, an Orchard Hill Place 
representative, told members of the 
Novi City Council that the complex 
would have a value of about $40 
million fhen fully developed, giving the 
city an additional $300,000 In taxes each 
year. 

Gerak said the location of the propos­
ed development was ideal. 

"It's one of the few parcels in the city 
Uiat provides a considerable amount of 
tax base with a minimum amount of im- . 
pact in the community," he said. 

Gerak said most of the traffic would -liiili 
be diverted to 1-275, thus minimizing -
Uie Impact on city residents. The office-: , 
commercial nature of the complex 
would require little police protection, 
he added. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall com- ' 
mented that, should any of the pro- /qV 
posals to extend the M-275 freeway be. . 
adopted, the traffic along Haggerty 
would be decreased. 

Several residents at the hearing voic­
ed objections to the proposal, s&ying the 
development represented too much 
growUi too quickly for the city. ^

C o u n c i l s p l i t s o n c e n s u s 

The Novi City Council, on a 3-3 vote 
June 26, postponed taking action on con-
ducUng a special census this summer. 

The census would likely give the city 
an additional two or three liquor 
licenses. Our liquor license is alloted 
(or every 1,500 people. The last special 
census was conducted in 1975, produc-
ilig a population of 14,385. 

The city's population Is estimated at 
between 17,000 and 20,000 today. 

The delay was prompted by the con-
cem of several council members at the 
estimated $10,000 cost of conducUng Uie 
census. 

Mayor Romaine Roethel commented 
she would raUler see the census paid for 
by Dayton-Hudson's rather Ulan the ci­
ty. Mrs. Roethel said an agreement had 
been worked out previously whereby 
Uie mall operators would pay for Uie 
census. 

Mrs. Roethel noted that the mall had 
already received Uiree liquor licenses. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall com­
mented he did not want to have the mall 
pay for it because it would then appear 
as if the city owed a license to the mall. 

Assistant City Manager Alex Allie 
noted Ule city had received several of­
fers from companies willing to pay for a 
special census in order to pick up a l i ­
quor license. 

Allie estimated the city would have to 
wait unUl late 1980 to Issue a liquor 
license unless a special census was con­
ducted. 

Councilmember Pat Karevich ques­
tioned wheUier the cost of the census 
might not rise with the addition of Novi 
Township, should the transfer of lands 
become effective by the census date. 

Kriewall commented the cost would 
rise, but not significanUy. He added Ule 
township already has one liquor 
license. If Uie township had less Ulan 
1,500 people, then the city would have to 
subtract from Its total, but, if Uie 
township should have more Ulan 1,500 
people, Ulen it could add to Its total. 

kriewall said he had heard com­
ments from many city residents that 
more facilities utilizing liquor licenses 
are needed for such things as weddings 
andoUierget-togeUlers. 

Council member Bob Schmid said he 
had heard a rumor that a large hotel 
does not need to apply wlUi the city for a 
l iquor l icense, that they are 
automatically allotted one without af­
fecting Uie city's supply. 

Kriewall said he checked the rumor 
out and It was not true. 

The tie-vote on the resolution to 

auUiorize Uie census killed the pro­
posal, at least for the time being. 

Voting for Uie resolution were council 
members Schmid, Ron Watson and 
Mrs. Roethel. Opposed were members 
Guy Smith, Martha Hoyer and Pat 
Karevich. 

Mrs. Hoyer sM she opposed the 
resolution because of the uncertainty of 
funding. 

Mrs. Roethel asked the adminlstra-
Uon to come back again with further in­
formation from mall officials on 
whether they would be interested in 
funding the project. 

The special census would not ln-(# 
crease any state-shared revenues not 
allotted to the city because the state on­
ly recognized one special census bet-
ween each regular census.

Twelve City of Novl employees have 
been laid off due to a delay In county ex­
tension of funding for a Comprehensive 
Employment Training Act (CETA) 
grant. 

The 12 employees are employed 
under Ule Title 6 Special Projects grant, 
which expired June 23. The Oakland 
County Board of Commissioners is ex­
pected to take some sort of action on Ule 
extension of the funding soon. 

The layoffs became effecUve June 23, 
however, because the city could not 
transfer Ule employees to the general 
fund payroll wlUlout eilminaUng Ulem 
from ellglbiUty for CETA funding, 
should it be approved. 

Most hard hit by the layoffs was Uie 
Parks and Recreation Department, 
which lost Ulree of its six full-Ume 
employees. 

Assistant City Manager Alex Allie 
said one possibility would be to assume 
Uie Uiree employees' salaries under Uie 
one-half mill approved by voters in 
November for parks and recreation, 
but Uiat would mean a curtailment of 
oUier recreation programs. 

Allie said in a report on the matter he 
would be meeting with the Parks and 
Recreation Commission to prepare a 
recommendation to the City Council 
concerning personnel, should the coun­
ty opt not to extend Uie funding. 

The Department of Public Works will 
lose six employees, if the funding is 
denied. If no more funds are forUicom-
Ing, it Is unlikely that any of these 
employees would remain with the city. 

The Police Department has also laid 
off two people, but Police Chief Lee 
BeGole has reported that both are of 

critical Importance to the depar.'incnt 
and oUler cuts would have to be mai:e in 
order to keep them. 

Allie reported Ulat the Title 6 Special^ 
Projects Grant was designed to providef^V 
the city with temporary help to perform 
once only projects. But, Allie said, in 
Novl, wlUi its rapid growth, most of Uie 
TlUe 6 people "were not Uie extra or 
special added employees as the pro-
gram Intended, but were utilized in 
areas which were long neglected ot#;

10.

General Frank Plpp, hearing officer 

Donald LeDuc, a Lansing attorney, 
hopes to complete the appeal sessions 
during that week. He estimated It will 
take LeDuc another 30 to «0 days to 
write an opinion in the case, with a final 
ruling on the appeal to be made by 
MDPH Director Dr. Maurice Reizen. 

The Huron Vallwy Hospital corpora-
tlon asked for the hearing, after the 
MDPH disapproved its request for a 
certificate of need a year ago. Several 
previous hearing dates were postponed. 

During the three days of testimony on 
June 14, 15 and 20, Richard Relhmer, 
chief of the department's Planning and 
Construction Division, said that 
documents submitted to the state agen-
cy by Huron Valley'indicated that the 
health needs of western Oakland Coun-
ty were being adequately met by ex-
istlng hospitals, and added that the cor-
poration's plans to finance the con-
structlpn with 84- to 88-percent bonding 
was unsound. 

However, under cross examination 
by Huron Valley's attorneys, Relhmer 
admitted that the proposed construe-
tlon of a new Pontiac General Hospital 
(PGH) and ambulatory care center In 
Waterford Township was slated to be 
financed under a bonding formula 
similar to Huron Valley's. 

Relhmer added, however, that the 
MDPH felt Pontiac General's bonds 
would be more attractive because they 
would be backed by the City of Pontiac.

The stage was set last week for what 
cot;Ild be called the great ambulance 
debate in wixom. 

John Early, owner of the Novi Am-
ance Service, asked the City Council

And, 
since that time, Early stated, the com­
pany has provided has many services 
at no cost to the city. 

"Our company has trained all of the 
Wixom Fire Department personnel In 
advance first aid and cardlo pulmonary 
resuscitation at no cost to the city," 
said Early.

However, state transportation of­
ficials, who will allocate some $2.7-
milllon through SEMTA for OCART, 
have indicated that the funds can't be 
released until the first phase of some 36 
county Dial-A-Ride buses are ready to 
roll. 

County and SEMTA officials have 
said they hope to have the OCART vans 
on the road by October or November, 

County Executive Murphy's press 
secretary, Mike Niemann, said yester­
day Uiat a commitment has been made 
to cover the local operating costs with 
county funds, but added that allocation 
of the monies out of the county's 1977' 
surplus must be approved by the Board 
of Commissioners. 

Morrill said that SEMTA would have 
ho problem with the county paying the 
local share, biit added that a contract, 
probflbly will be, required l?etvyeeii, the 
county and the regional transportation 
auUiority. 

Earlier this spring, all of the five 
colnmunltles agreed to pay SEMTA

The Walled Lake City Council last 
week voted to ask Building Inspector 
Earl Glaspie for a report on the condi­
tion of a home that city officials have 
described as "unsightly." 

I^hn Nail, superintendent of the ci-
ty^ Department of Public Works 
(DPW), asked the council how long it 
would let the property owner, Paul 
Smolenskl, "drag',' on repairs to the 
home located at 1372 Decker Road. 

City Attorney Paul Bibeau replied 
that Smolenskl has a valid building per-
im.to repair the home. He added that 
city ordinance does not require a cer­
tain timetable for the repairs, except 
for Ule "life" of the one-year permit 
whlqh was issued last August. 

The structure is unsighUy, Bibeau 
said, but apparently It is not unsafe, 
Mf^dll means that the city cannot take 

action against Smolensk! under the un­
safe buildings ordinance. 

Council members considered order­
ing Glaspie nOt to renew the permit 
when it expires, but Bibeau said that 
decision should be left up to the inspec­
tor. 

Councilman James L. Scott said the 
city never should have given Smolenskl 
the first permit. 

City officials notified Smolenskl in 
April, 1977 that Ms property could be 
condemned, prompting him to meet 
with Glaspie last August and agree to 
repair the structure. 

Smolenskl appeared before the coun­
cil in January and reported that, due to 
a number of problems, he had been 
unable to make the repairs, although he 
promised to have the structure up to 
code by the end of this year. 
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"Our company has completely equip-
ped the fire department rescue truck at 
no expense to the city. We have twice 
furnished the Wixom Police Depart­
ment with six complete first aid kits, 
free of charge. We are on a stand-by 
basis with the fire department and have 
treated and assisted firemen, all at no 
cost to the city. And last August our 
company put on a Health Awareness 
Day to the residents of Wixom for blood 
pressure checks and electrocar­
diogram checks, also free of charge." 

Early also said that all of his person­
nel are trained emergency medical 
technicians and that some are advanc­
ed EMT's, as well. He added that his 
company has offered to put an am­
bulance In the Wixom fire station free 
of charge, and that he Is presently pro­
viding a complete extraction unit with 
the Hurst "Jaws of Life" machine that 
can rescup a victim trapped in a 
wreckage. 

He further noted that Novi Am­
bulance Service is the only company in 
the area that has the large module type 
ambulances which are equipped with 
the hear system (direct communication 
to area hospitals), 

Early was expected to attend last 
night's council meeting, as was a 
representative from Fleet Ambulance. 

Fleet, In an effort to provide its ad-
^vance life support service to all four 
local communities, has asked for a 
$40,000 payment from the units of 
government. Wlxom's share of this is 
reported at about $8,500. 

Fees from patients or their Insurance 
companies are expected to generate 
$95,000 of the anticipated cost. 

Under the advanced life support 
system setup, a fully equipped medical 
vehicle and at least two para-medlcs 
would be assigned to the four com­
munities around the clock. The para­
medics relay a patient's vital signs to a 
physician at Pontiac Osteopathic 
hospital, who in turn, prescribes 
emergency treatment to stabilize the 
patient's condition for the trip to an 
area hospital. 

The money for Fleet, said Novl Am­
bulance's Early, would be unwisely 
spent. 

"The services will be free by 1980 and 
probably before then," he said. "The 
state has set strict guidelines for the 
next year or two. The training will be 
stricter, the equlptment must be better 
and the ambulance units bigger. 
They've also set up a driving school for 
ambulance drivers." 

Early stated that although his com­
pany does not have an advanced life 
support system, it Is working on one 
which will be at no cost to Ule city itself. 
Early stated that, at the present time, 
no area hospital can handle Ule ad­
vance life support system now, but that 
he Is working on co-ordinating with one 
for the service. 

"I would be willing to debate with 
Fleet on this. If they want," said Early. 

Both Early and the Fleet Ambulance 
representatives were expected to at­
tend last night's council meeting. 

Huron Valley's bonds would be issued 
by the Village of Milford. 

Huron Valley's attorneys also forced 
Relhmer to concede that PGH received 
more attention for Its application for a 
certificate of need because it is an ex­
isting hospital. 

Also at last week's session, Huron 
Valley's attorneys got Relhmer to ad­
mit Uiat PonUac's current financial 
problems could affect its bond rating 
and the chances of selling notes to 
finance the construction, and that an 
MDPH staff review Indicated that PGH 
irobably would encounter a deficit at 
east for a year after construction and 

maybe longer. 
Jay W. Eldrldge, a planning consul-

tant for the Huron Valley group, has 
said that the supporters of the Com­
merce hospital want to build a hospital 
that "will provide an acute care facility 
and draw physicians to the area to 
establish family practices." 

"The existing hospitals only want to 
put in ambulatory centers," he added. 

"Many health people agree," 
Eldrldge said, that there is an over-
abundance of hospital beds In the 
eastern portion of the county, while 
west Oakland Is In need of hospital 
facilities. 

The Huron Valley group has obtained 
an Oakland County Circuit Court in-
junction against the MDPH from issu-
ing certificates for any other health 
care facility In western Oakland until a 
final decision Is made on Its application 
for the certificate for construction of 
Uie $14.8-mllllon hospital on a 31-acre 
site at Sleeth and Benstein roads In 
Commerce. 

Eldrldge has said that, If Huron 
Valley Is unsuccessful In the appeal 
hearing, the corporation will pursue a 
lawsuit against the MDPH that is pen-
ding in Circuit Court. 

Pontiac General's plans call for con-
structlon of the new main hospital in 
Pontiac and Uie Waterford ambulatory 
center for a total cost of some $39.5-
million. 

Originally, PGH officials had sought 
approval for 383 beds, but the request 
was amended to 350, which is still 113 
more than the MDPH master plan 
shows for the county. 

Eldrldge also has said that, If Huron 
Valley delays Pontiac General's plans 

long enough, PGH officials may be will­
ing to enter into negotiations that could 
result in some of Its proposed beds be-
Ing allocated to the Huron Valley group. 

Pontiac General's attorneys have 
been unsuccessful in two bids — one in 
the Circuit Court and another before the 
State Court of Appeals - to quash the 
Injunction Issued earlier this year by 
Circuit Judge Francis X. O'Brien. 

The PGH attorneys have Indicated 
that they will appeal O'Brien's ruling to 
deny dismissal of the injunction to the 
Michigan Supreme Court. 

Since the current round of maneuvers 
In the Huron Valley saga began, the -
corporation has applied for a 150-bed ' 
"addition" to the unapproved hospital. 

Asslstaiit Attorney General Plpp said -
last week that his office will ask Judge 
O'Brien on July 19 to have Huron Valley 
"hold off" on Its request for the addition 
until the fate of the first application can -
be determined. 

"We feel we can't act on the second 
request until the first one is resolved," 
Plpp said, "and, as you know, that's a . 
mixed bag with the administrative ap-
peal, the lawsuit in Circuit Court and 
the appeal to the Supreme Court." 

A member of the Huron Valley board 
of directors has told The News that it 
was his understanding that the corpora­
tion applied for the "addition" in an ef­
fort to "tie up the allocation of beds In 
the county" and, to strengthen the 
group's move to block approval of the 
PGH request. 

The M D P H received the application 
for the "addition" on June 2, according 
to Plpp, which started a 45-day review 
clock on the request. 

However, the Comprehensive Health 
Planning Council of Southeastern 
Michigan (CHPC-SEM) has decided to 
return Huron Valley's application for 
the " a d d i t i o n , " according to 
spokesman Bob Chrlstensen, because 
"we don't know how to proceed with it." 

Chrlstensen said the CHPC-SEM also 
decided to return the applicatioh 
because It was "Incomplete," especial­
ly in regard to the proposed financing 
for the $33-mllllon, 303-bed facility. 

But the main concern, Chrlstensen 
said, was how the CHPC-SEM could 
review an application for an addition to 
a hospital that has never been approv­
ed.

The Michigan State Police nlay have their hands 
tied by the controversy surrounding Governor 
William Mlllilten's ban on fireworks, but local 
police agencies say for the most part they are 
following the governor's directive. 

Spoltespersons for the Walled Lalce, Novi and 
Wixom police departments said officers are enforc-
ing the Millilcen ban as well as local ordinances 
regarding the sale and possession of fireworks. 

The ban imposed by Milliken makes it illegal to 
sell or possess firecrackers designed to produce 
audible effects, which have a pyrotechnic compost-
tion exceeding 50 milligrams. Also banned are 
visual effect fireworks which exceed the 50 
milligram pyrotechnic composition set by state 
statute. 

Roman candles, sky rockets, bottle rockets and 
rockets with sticks are also illegal. 

In general, any firework that bears the label 
"Class C" on the package is forbidden under the 
Milliken dictate. The only permlssable fireworks 
are lady fingers, cone fountains, sparklers and 
someflrecrackerswhich are not more than one and 
one-half inches long. 

Actually, fireworks which exceed the .772 grains 
pyrotechnic cutoff amount have always been 11-
legal in Michigan due to federal statute. However, 
since state law is not in conformity with federal 
regulations on fireworks, the state enforcement, it 
was ruled by the courts, did not have the authority 
to block the sale of fireworks. ^ 

The precedent was set in May of 1976 when U.S. 
Judge Wendall Mills ruled in favor of North Central 
Distributing Incorporation in its suit against the 
Michigan State Police. In awarding a decision to 
the fireworks wholesaler, Mills issued a permanent 
injunction against the state police, forbidding the 
agency from enforcing state firework laws when 
the pyrotechnic composition was less than two 
grains. 

"It is really up in the air," said Novi Chief of 
Detectives Dick Faulkner. "We have, however, 
talked to the prosecutor's office and it has in-
dicated to us to enforce the law as it is written." 

Faulkner said Novi did have some businesses 
selling the illegal fireworks, but a tour of the com-
munity by police officers received "100 percent 
cooperation" in banning sales. 

Faulkner said possession charges were being 
dealt with on an individual basis, depending on the 
nature of the offense. 

"If an officer is driving down the street and sees 
some kids playing with firecrackers, he might just 
confiscate them and give the kids a warning, but if 

they are doing damage, he might charge them with 
malicous distruction of property," said Faulkner. 

Faulkner warned residents that it is possible that 
suspected legal fireworks like ladyfingers and 
sparklers, might be illegal because of the 
pyrotechnic content. 

Wixom police officer David Schwanky said his 
department was following the governor's decree 
"to the letter," Schwanky said there has been little 
abuse of the law so far, however Novl police did get 
a warrant for the arrest of a Novi resident who was 
accused of selling banned fireworks from his car. 

Schwanky said there has been no" problem with 
merchants trying to sell fireworks in the city. 

Walled Lake may be following the intent of 
MiUiken's decree, yet it is not going about it the 
same way as its Novi and Wixom counterparts. 

"Why should we get involved in some lawsuit?" 
said Police Chief Wllford Hook. "We are staying 
away from the low priority stuff. Of course all of 
the class C types are illegal and anyone selling 
them will be cited." 

Hook said his officers have been instructed to use 
local ordinances rather than state statutes, if possi-
ble. 

"If they got called in on a firecracker complaint, 
they can cite them for disturbing the peace. I told 
them not to monkey with the state laws if it is possi-
ble," said Hook. 

Hook said the best way to combat firecracker 
sales is to keep the would-be merchants on the 
defensive. 

"People call and ask if it is all right to sell 
firecrackers, I ust tell them 'If you are doing 
something illega and I catch you, I 'll get a warrant 
for your arrest'. All you have to do fs kieep them of 
the defensive," said Hook. 

Though there is no set penalty fqr possession of 
fireworks, the police department spokespersons 
said they are referring possession charges to the 
county prosecutor, who is reviewing cases for 
possible prosecution. 

The penalty for selling fireworks can be as stiff 
as $2,000 and/or a year in jail unless the seller 
willfully and knowingly violates the Harmful 
Substance Act in which case the maximum is in-
creased to a fine of up J20,000 and/or five years 
in prison. 

By invoking the State Emergency Rules Act to 
get enforcement of the state statutes on fireworks, 
Milliken brings the Michigan code up to the stan-
dard of the federal law. 

Under the restrictions placed on the emergency 
act, Milliken's directive can only be in effect for six 
month. Currently, the legislature is working on a 
bill similar to Milliken's ban. 
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Wixom residents will have a voice in 
the development of almost 400 acres of 
land west of the downtown area on Pon-
Uac Trail, according to developer Paul 

Holt, of Holt Construction and 
Development, represents a "Joint ven­
ture" group that purchased the land 
about 10 years ago. The group now 
wants to develop the land, but would 
like input from the citizens as to what 
should be built there. 

"Ideally, we'd like to have a nice, 
beautiful development that would in-
dude recreational facilities," said Holt, 
"but we thought we'd kick it around a 

little and have the people tell us what 
they think they would like." 

Holt stated that the property is cur-
rently zoned light industrial (M-1) and 
added that he would seek rezoning, 
when it was decided what would be built 
there. 

Possibilities for development include 
a golf course, racquetball facilities, or 
condominiums. 

"It's way too premature to say just 
what we plan on building," said Holt. 
"We'd like to hear what other people 
have to say and then we'll go from 
there." 

Holt was expected to request the 
citizen input at ast night's Wixom City 
Council meeting, after our press time. 

A workshop on the proposed alter-
natives to the super sewer wastewater 
treatment project wi l l be held 
sometime during the first week in July, 
the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency's (EPA) regional headquarters 
told Commerce Township officials this 
week. 

Commerce and Novi officials have 
expressed their concerns over one 
super sewer alternative that calls for 
Oakland and northern Wayne county 
communities to be dropped from the 
controversial regional plan. 

The EPA, in proposing the scaled-
down version of the interceptor and 
treatment plant facilities, said that 
high groundwater, potential recrea­
tional uses and the lack of high speed 

roads signaled environmentally sen­
sitive areas that warranted further 
study. 

Doug Ehorn, an E P A project officer, 
said the federal agency will study other 
alternatives for wastewater treatment 
facilities for the area from Plymouth 
north to Commerce, and possibly White 
Lake, such as expansion of existing 
facilities. 

However, Commerce officials said 
two weeks ago that the very reasons 
cited by the EPA for proposing the 
elimination of Oakland from the super 
sewer were the same reasons they had 
for agreeing to buy capacity in the 
system. 

Commerce Supervisor Robert Long 
has said that, unless an acceptable plan 

for wastewater treatment is im­
plemented, the township could be cited 
for pollution of its lakes or streams. The 
Oakland County Health Department 
already has brought several potential 
problems to the township's attention, he 
added. 

"Our lakes and streams are our ma­
jor asset," Long said. 

He added, however, that Ehorn, when 
he proposed the workshop, said there 
was some merit to the township's and 
Novi's concerns. 

"Ehorn said they would discuss the 
ramifications of their alternatives at 
the workshop," Long said. 

A draft environmental impact state­
ment (EIS) on the project and its alter­
natives is expected to be ready by 

August 4, Ehorn has said, while a public 
hearing on the EIS has been tentatively 
spheduled for September 7. 

Meanwhile, the Commerce Township 
Board, at a special meeting scheduled 
for last night (after our press time), 
was expected to consider a contract 
that obligates the township to pay for 
phase two (engineering) of the stjiper 
sewer system. 

Long said there have been some pro­
blems with the contract, but the Wayne 
County Department of Public Works 
(DPW) had resolved several ques^ons 
raised by local units of government.-

The Novi City Council has approved 
the engineering contract, although the 
pact hasn't been presented to the Wali 
ed Lake City Council. : 
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The Standard Industries and Hagger­
ty Investment companies have revised 
their plans for development of some 486 
acres bounded by West Maple, Hagger-
ty and 14 Mile roads in Commerce 
Township. 

According to Daniel Lublin, president 
of the Detroit-based Standard In-
dustries, the proposal now calls for 127 
acres of single family residential zon-
ing for a total of some 660 units; 147 
acres of multiple residential, including 
105 acres of preserved land surrounding 
a controversial black spruce bog that 
would be used for density only, leaving 
about 42 acres for the construction of 
approximately 1,000-1,500 apartment 
units in a five- or six-story seniors 
citizens' complexj,105 acres of multiple 
residential for the construction of some 
850 apartment units; 40 acres each for 
light industrial and single family 
residential, although the residential 
will not be developed in the near future; 
some 10 acres at the corner of Haggerty 

- and 14 Mile for commercial; and 
another 10 acres at West Maple and 
Haggerty for office buildings. 

The revised plan was presented last 
Wednesday to township Planning Com­
mission Chairperson Lynn Gouge and 
Planning Consultant Steve Lehoczky, 
Lublin said. The proposal is expected to 
be informally presented to the Planning 
Commission tonight (June 28). 

The Standard Industries president 
said that, if the posposal is acceptable 
to township officials, he would hope that 
Lehoczky would be directed to in-
corporate the changes into the zoning 
ordinance and master plan up-dates 
currently under study by the commis-
sion. 

"From what I understand, (the 
township officials) like it," Lublin said, 

"We've cut the multiple almost in 
half (from some 3,000 units to about 
1,800), added some single family and 
eliminated the .industrial (some 75 
acres at Haggerty and 14 Mi le ) , " he ad­
ded.

responsibility for all streams and 
tributaries with an average annual 
water flow in excess of five cubic feet 
per second above the headwaters of a 
river. 

The survey of the bog was intended to 
determine whether, the water flow ex­
ceeded the regulatory limit and, 
therefore, was subject to additional 
permit requirements. 

In reviewing the EMEAC requst, 
Nicholson said, the corps looked at 
recharge of ground water, waterfowl 
habitation and public benefits that 
would be derived from any proposed 
filling activity. 

He said the EPA made the request for 
the study, but a public affairs section 
employee told The News that the corps 
invited the EPA to go along for the 
March 31 field trip. 

A decision on whether to assume 
Jurisdiction of the area under the Army 
regulations will be made by district 
engineer Colonel Melyn Remus. 

The Haggerty Investment Company, 
owner of most of the bog area, and 
other property owners were to have 
been advised of the corps' decision "a 
day or two before the announcement," 
the spokesperson said.

Two organizations have called for 
reconsideratioil of the Michigail State 
Highway Commission's Jailuary, 1977 
decision to cancel construction of the 
proposed M-275 freeway from 1-96 in 
Novi to 1-75 near Holly. 

The North Oakland Chamber of Com­
merce and the executive committee of 
the Inter-County Highway Commission 
(ICHC) of Southeastern Michigan took 
a stand In favor of the original freeway 
in resolutions adopted within the last 
two weeks. 

The chamber also strongly urged ap­
proval of an advisory question on the 
construction of a north-south state 
trunkllne road through western 
Oaklaild County that will appear on the 
August 8 primary ballot in eight com-
nlunltles (see related story). 

"The expressway alternative is far 
more desirable than any of the parkway 
alternatives which would not serve the 
transportation needs of southeastern 
Michigan, but could lead to another 
Telegraph Road type of development," 
the chamber resolution stated. 

Acfcordlng to Fred C. Seeley, chair­
man of the chamber's legislative com­
mittee,, the North Oakland group will 
join other area chmabers of commerce 
to sponsor an as-yet-unscheduled in-
formational meeting next month on 
"options available for development of a 
traffic artery through the western por­
tion Q{ Oakland County." 

The ICHC, which Includes represen-
tatlve;s of the seven counties in 

southeast Michigan, on June 12 called 
for the state highway commission to 
reverse its decision to cancel the con­
troversial freeway project. 

Franklin D. Meyers, executive direc­
tor of the ICHC, said the planning 
organization also has requested a 
meeting with the highway commission 
to discuss M-275 and other freeway pro­
posals for the counties of Oakland, 
Wayne, Macomb, L i v i n g s t o n , 
Washtenaw, St. Clair and Monroe. 

The agency's executive committee 
listed nine reasons why the freeway 
project should be revived. 

Those reasons stated that the 
cancellation: has Impacts on the ICHC 
master right-of-way plan; is contrary 
to long established cooperative state, 
county and local planning and zoning 
processes, and seriously disrupts the 
total local planing effort; directly af­
fects planning decisions made for over 
15 years by communities along the 
freeway alignment; and could establish 
a precedent for cancellation of other 
freeway projects. 

Further, the resolution stated that "a 
need exists to provide a high capacity 
and continuous north-south state 
trunkllne through western Oakland 
County and the Detroit metropolitan 
area to alleviate existing traffic pro-
blems and prevent serious future con­
gestion" and the overuse of major 
roads In counties adjacent to Oakland 
by motorists seeking alternate routes. 

As for the two alternatives for a

Voters in eight west Oakland County 
commuilities will have an opportunity 
at the August 8 primary election to 
ballot on an advisory proposal for a 
north-south state trunkllne. 

Submitting the advisory proposals to 
the Oakland County Clerk's office by 
the deadline last Thursday were resolu­
tions from Commerce, Walled Lake, 
Novi, Orchard Lake, Highland, Milford, 
Springfield and White Lake. 

The ballot wording approved by of-
ficials in five of the communities asks 
voters whether they favor the construe-
tion of a north-south state trunkllne 
road approximately along the original 
M-275 freeway route at state and 
federal expense. 

However, Milford voters will be ask­
ed whether they favor the original M-
275 plans instead of two alternatives 
now under study by the Michigan 
Department of State Highways and 
Transportation and the State Highway 
Commission which cancelled the con-
troversial bypass route in January, 
1977. 

And, In Highland, there is no mention 
of state and federal funding for the 
truilkline, according to the county 
clerk's office, while Springfield voters 
alscj will be asked whether the trunkllne 
should have limited access. 

Tne proposal to submit the advisory 
queJstion to west Oakland voters was 
first proposed by Larry Mainland, a 
forlher Milford Township supervisor 
and;Oakland County Commissioner, in 
May at a meeting where the state 
higliway department presented possi-
ble Alignments for the boulevard alter­
native authored by County Commis-
sior^r Robert McConnell. 

Mainland said that it appeared Mc-
Coiuiell's alternative and another pro-
posid by the Citizens in Opposition to 
M-275, which led the successful fight to 
hav^ the original plans killed, were 
woip than the freeway, especially 
because M-275 had been studied for a 
nuiAber of years before the cancella­
tion; 

However, Commerce Township Clerk 
Robert McGee suggested other ballot 
wording aimed at determining what 
alignment and type of facilities area 
residents would prefer for the trunkllne 
road. 

McGee's proposal called for one ques­
tion, similar to that approved by the 
conimunities and a second that was in-

tended to determine whether the voters 
favored a freeway or a parkway. 

Based on the results of the primary 
vote, the local officials have indicated 
that they may submit the second pro­
posal to the residents at the November 7 
general election. 

Representatives of the communities 
met in late May in an effort to hammer 
out ballot language that would be ac­
ceptable to all of the municipalities so 
that voters would be polled on the same 
question. Otherwise, McGee said, it 
could be difficult to Interpret the elec­
tion results. 

Commerce voters were asked at the 
November, 1976 general election 
whether they favored construction of 
M-275 through the township, an ad­
visory proposal that was defeated by a 
margin of 57-43 percent. 

The results of the Commerce election 
were cited as one factor in the highway 
commission's decision two months 
later to cancel the 24-mile freeway that 
was designed as the final western 
bypass route for 1-75 between Monroe 
and Holly. The M-27S link would have 
connected 1-96 in Novi with 1-75 near 
Holly. 

In addition to the voters' opposition, 
highway commissioners based their 
decision to scrap M-275 on potential en­
vironmental damage to a black spruce 
bog and the Dodge Park Unit Five in 
Commerce; possible urban sprawl in 
semi-rural areas of west Oakland; pro-
iected noise levels; and a change in em-
phasis on the types of transportation 
that should be offered by the state, 
especially in light of steadily increasing 
construction costs for new roads. 

Highway Commission Chairman 
Peter Fletcher, who once said he did 
not want to force M-275 "down so many 
reluctant throats," has said he would 
welcome an advisory vote on the need 
for a state trunkllne, but added that a 
final decision on what, if any, facility is 
built still rests with the state transpor-
tation policy panel. 

Adding a new wrinkle to the con­
troversy, however, were comments 
made by Fletcher last week that ap­
proval of a state tax limitation proposal 
would "severely penalize" road con-
struction in the state. 

If a tax limitation proposal is approv-
ed by state voters in November, Flet­
cher said, there won't be enough money 
to build "much of anything."

north-south trunkllne that are now 
under consideration by the highway 
commission, the ICHC said those plans 
are "less cost effective, more 
dangerous, more environmentally 
damaging, limited In speed and capacl-
ty and more disruptive to existing and 
planned land uses." ' 

" A freeway can meet the goal of mov­
ing the traffic demand safely and effl-
ciently in conformance with adopted 
local master plans, county road plans, 
and regional plans," the resolution 
stated, "while minimizing the impacts 
on our environment." 

The reisolution also stated that a 
freeway "constructed on new align-

ment is less costly to the state and local 
area residents as compared to improv-' 
Ing only the local road system." 

Meyers said the Issue of most concern 
to the agency's executive committee 
was the possibility that the cancellation 
of M-275 could set a precedent for kill-
Ing other projects. 

"The real Implication to all counltes 
and to other communities," Meyers 
said, "is that a long-standing process of 
cooperative planning and actions was 
shortclrculted by the unilateral and ar­
bitrary decision of the state highway 
commission." 

Since the Michigan Department of 
State Highways and Transportation 

spent many years planning the propos­
ed M-275 project, he added, a similar 
"de-programmlng" process should be 
followed. Including public hearings, 
because of the cancellation's Impact on 
local planning and land use. 

Meyers said the ICHC executive com-
mittee discussed the M-275 cancellation 
and the proposed alternatives for 
several months, but failed to take ac-
tion because Sam Cryderman, deputy 
director of the state highway depart-
ment, said the state agency was 
evaluating the trunkllne alternatives. 

The agency's engineering committee 
recommended action on the resolution 
In May. 

Cryderman represents Highway 
Commission Chairman Peter Fletcher 
on the ICHC panel. He abstained from 
voting on the M-275 resolution which 
was unanimously approved by the other 
executive committee members. 

Representing Oakland County on the 
committee are William M. Richards, 
vice-chairman of both the country 
Board of Road Commissioners and the 
ICHC, and John R. Gnau, Jr., chairman 
of the county road commission. 

The full ICHC committee may vote on 
a similar resolution next month, 
Meyers said, but added that executive 
coijlmittee felt It should take action 
now.

Mayor Gaspare LaMarca ruled 
^ ..Brookover's motion out of order before 
' "^he vote on the ordinance, but agreed to 

allow discussion on the topic after the 

measure had been considered. 
"I've obviously been a supporter of 

the EDC," Brookover said, "and I don't 
want to be in the position of having it 
appear that Mr. Frankel's offer of a gift 
influenced my vote." 

The councilman said the EDC would 
be a "great thing for the city." 

He urged his colleagues to "get good 
appointees" for the corporation's nine-
member board of directors, but added, 
"I want to make it clear that I am not 
doing this for the $50,000.1 don't feel the 
offer was made to influence the council. 
I think the gesture was made in good 

faith, but I think we should make the 
position of the council clear." 

Councllmen Don Lee and Walt 
LewandowskI said they agreed with 
Brookover, and Lee ddded that the 
150,000 gift offer "should be taken care 
of because of rumors" that Frankel was 
trying to buy approval of the EDC and 
his project. 

LaMarca and Mayor Pro Tem 
William Staman questioned how the 
council could decline an offer that had 
never been formally made. Frankel 
proposed the "no strings attached" gift 
to the council in May at a special 

meeting. 
Noting that the city had asked the 

Michigan State Housing Development 
Authority and Multi-Rlse Associates, 
developers of the Walled Lake Villa 
senior citizens' apartment and low-
Income cluster housing complex, for 
funds to purchase an elevating plat-
form unit for the Fire Department, 
Staman asked City Attorney Paul 
Bibeau if Frankel's offer was illegal or 
immoral. 
Frankel's "timing appears to 
have colored it." 

After the council unanimously voted 

to decline the offer, Frankel thanked 
the officials, and said he would im-
mediately file an application with the 
city for tile revenue bonds. 

The ordinance will take effect on July

Paul Van Roekel, county highway 
engineer, recently reported to LaMarca 
that an accident statistics study of the 
area "does not substantiate the claim 
that there are excessive accidents on 
Pontiac Trail north of Maple. U does in­
dicate that the main problem with ac­
cidents in the area is south of Maple 
Road." 

Ah accompanying report, prepared 
by Gerald Romberg, road commission 
traffic department director, recom­

mends that an extension of the road on 
the west to allow two lanes of south­
bound trafflc, in addition to the left-turn 
lane at the intersection with Maple, 
may correct the problem. Holmberg 
also suggested a 35-second green-light 
time for southbound and turning traffic.

According to Commerce Supervisor 

Robert Long, township offlclals have 
received a model wetlands and flood 
plain ordinance from the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources 
(DNR) that may take some time to 
review. 

^ " I don't think this (the DNR pro­
posal) is the type of thing you can 
review over night," Long said. 

Commerce Clerk Robert McGee 
recently said that the ordinance should 
be ready for Township Board con-«deration by July or August, but that 

as before Commerce received the 
DNR plan. 

Township offlclals ihet several weeks 
ago to review a draft ordinance, and 
later agreed to have each of the par­
ticipants at the meeting submit com­

ments to environmentalist Dan 
Shapiro. 

Shapiro compiled the comments and 
distributed them to the officials in 
preparation for today's scheduled ses­
sion. 

The measure, similar to local laws 
.^ready enacted in West Bloomfleld and 
T^on townships, regulates develop­
ment in wetland areas. 

Commerce Planning Consultant 
Steve Lehockzy has said that a 
wetlands protection measure should be 
adopted to go along with the new zoning 
ordinance and master plan up-date now 

under consideration by the township 
Planning Commission. 

Commerce officials have studied 
various wetlands measures for about 
two years, according to Long. 

Meanwhile, former Walled Lake 
Councllwoman Ruth Tuttle last week 
urged the City Council to adopt a 
wetlands law to "prevent further 
damage to property owners... and pre­
vent the even more serious damage 
that results when nature is tampered 
with." 

She said that land in Walled Lake, in­
cluding property owned by her family, 
and in Wolverine Lake Village have ex­
perienced serious drainage problems 
djue to development of wetlands areas. 

Mayor Gaspare LaMarca said the ci­
ty needs a wetlands ordinance to pro­
tect one of nature's flnest methods of 
puriflcation. 

Asked specifically what areas heeded 
irotection, LaMarca mentioned the 
ands around the Tri-A Subdivision, in­

cluding Mrs. Tuttle's property, but add­
ed that a wetlands measure was needed 
"regardless of the acreage." 

"What we need is an ordinance not to 
cause wetlands," quipped Councilman 
James L. Scott. 

The Walled Lake Council did not take 
action on Mrs. Tuttle's request. 

Proponents of wetlands laws say the 
marsh and swamplands are valuable 
for natural drainage, as a "home" for 
wildlife and as,recreational facilities 
for sportsmen, while opponents, 
especially Upper Peninsula logging and 
mining interests, say that wetlands 
measures constitute a form of land use 
planning at the state level. j

; Murphy and McConnell also

] county might pick-up the local

"Why should we pay for the 
bus, if the county is willing to do 
it?" Village President John 
McLellan asked. 

County Executive Daniel T. 
Murphy's press secretary Mike 
Niemann, said yesterday that he 
couldn't confirm or deny whether 
a commitment for county funds 
for the Lakes Area Special had 
been made, but added that he 
wouldn't dispute McConnell's 
report. 

And so, two days before the 
current funding arrangements for 
the Lakes Area Special are due to 
expire, Wolverine Lake Village 
finds itself faced with an 
ultimatum — either approve the 
contract with SEMTA or the 
Special service will be ter­
minated. 

Meanwhile, SEMTA assistant 
general manager Dan Morrill has 
said that the regional transporta­
tion agency hasn't changed its 
policy that requires one-third fun­
ding of the net operating costs for 
its Dial-A-Ride programs. 

Morrill added that SEMTA 
would be perfectly willing to allow 
Oakland County to pay the one-
third local share for the Lakes 
Area Special, although a contract 
with the county probably would be 
required.

The City of Novi lost a

; Robert Bretz attended his final

Bretz has served three suc­
cessive three-year terms on the 
planning board since first being 
appointed to the panel in 1969. He 
has served as planning board 
chairman for approximately the 
past two years. 

Bretz attempted to resign 
from the post in December of 1977, 
but was persuaded to fill out his 
term by Mayor Romaine Roethel. 
Since that time he has maintained 
that he would not seek reappoint­
ment to the board when his term 
expires at the end of June in spite 
of numerous attempts by 
numerous individuals to get him 
to change his mind. 

Bretz has proved himself to 
be a highly conscientious planning 
board member during his nine 
years of service to the city. 

His conscientious per­
formance is apparent by his great 
attention to seemingly minor 
details. As each meeting opened, 
Bretz was always ready to correct 
any errors that may have crept in­
to the minutes of the previous 
meeting. 

Additionally, Bretz has been a 
strong chairman who votes his 
conscience without submitting to 
pressure tactics. Such is his 
respect that he can quite literally 

tell citizen groups that he thinks 
their position is without merit 
without drawing howls of protest.

fai Elaine Pickle said she thought the 
citizens should be allowed to make the 
decision on whether they wanted such a 
development In the city. 

Mrs. Pickle referred to the coming 
growth as "eye pollution." 

Another resident, Gerald Bauer, said 
,\, traffic along Haggerty Road was 

already "out of this world" and the new 
development would only make It worse. 

Guy Smith made no bones about his 
opposition to the proposal. Smith said 
the proposal would require the city to 
purchase additional flreflghting equip­
ment to handle the high-rise structures. 

Smith also questioned the cost of br­
inging utilities to the new development. 

Another council member, Bob 
Schmid, appeared undecided on the 
Issue. Schmid said he thought the pro­

posal was a good one, but questioned 
whether It actually met the Intent of a 
zoning ordinance that required such 
major complexes be located away from 
residential areas. 

The development abuts the proposed 
Whispering Meadows Subdivision to the 
north. 

"I personally don't think Novi wants 
a lot of high rises," Schmid said, "and, 
for that reason alone, I will probably 
vote against the proposal." 

Schmid said later, however, that the 
proposal may be advantageous because 
of what could otherwise be placed on 
the site under the B-2 commercial zon­
ing. 

"It could be a concoction of 
undesirable property," Schmid said. 

Mayor Romaine Roethel said she felt 
strongly the parcel would never be 
developed resldentially and that the 

proposal before the council was a good 
one. 

iMayor Roethel recommended that 
the council work out a revised OSC-1 
district at a meeting scheduled for June 
27. Mrs. Roethel said the new regula­
tions would allow for restrictions on 
building height and require additional 
setback requirements.

The request to designate the entire 44-
acre site as a development district was 
made because Ex-Cell-0 isn't sure yet 
of the exact location of the head­
quarters. Bays explained. 

Mayor Pro Tern William Staman ask­
ed if the new facility would create 
employment opportunities for area 
residents. 

Stuart replied that most of the ad­
ministrative personnel would be 
transferred to the new facility frqm 
other Ex-Cell-0 and McCord bffices, 
but Bays added that "some support 
staff" would be needed. 

Ex-Cell-0 officials first approached 
City Manager Peter Parker with the re-

quest for the industrial development 
district in mid-May. 

However, the firm applied last 
November for a similar designation in 
order to seek the tax break on a recent-
ly completed aerospace facility. 

The council referred to request to the 
Plan Commission at that time, and, 
when the firm hadn't received a 
response from the city last winter, they 
contacted Parker and City Attorney 
PaulBlbeau. 

Bibeau said he suggested that Ex-

company declined the offer. The coun­
cil decided not to take action on the re­
quest at that time. 

Bibeau estimated that the tax break 
for the aerospace facility would have 
amounted to some (1,700 a year.

Emergency Medical services appear to 
have (aUen on the attentive, but deaf, 
ears of our township board. 

The township board has set aside 
money to subsidize paramedics provid­
ed by Fleet Ambulance, a private con-

ficem with quality people, but in essence 
what they are doing Is purchasing a ser­
vice which is the first duty of the fire 
department, to save lives. In doing so 
the board appears to be turning its back 

on the past efforts of the working fire 
fighters to improve our services to you. 

Recommendations for the purchase 
of rescue tools, medical supplies and 
training have come from both the full-
time and volunteer departments. It has 
been because of the far-sightedness of 
the Working fire fighters that such tools 
as back-boards for neck and spinal in­
juries, a Hurst tool for the extrication of 
pinned-ln automobile accident victims 
and Increased fire and medical training 
have been obtained. 

Certainly, on an initial cost and im­
plementation basis, contracting is the 
least expensive and quickest way to ob­
tain Advanced EMS for you. However,

about 10 years, the cost to Implement 
the same program In the fire depart­
ment win have been paid to Fleet Am­
bulance, without manpower or capital 
gain to the fire department. 

Providing Advanced EMS within the 
fire department would result in an in­
crease of the full-time fire fighting 
force, manpower with double rather 
than single function - firefighter and 
paramedic. It would man the Fisher 
Road fire station, resulting in Improved 
response times to Wolverine Village 
and southwestern Commerce 
Township. It would provide faster 
tanker and second pumper response to 
all areas of the township, necessary 
because Commerce has only a scatter­
ing of fire hydrants. It will keep the 
supervision of procedures, training, 
conduct, and effective employment of 
the volunteer association with the fire 
department. 

Our tax dollars would be returned to 
our own community in terms of jobs, 
wages and capital improvements and 
not be spent on an organization based 
,out8lde the township. 

Our proposal provides for Increased

Although Trudeau isn't among 
the team leaders in home runs, 
his teammates say he can chew 
tobacco with the best of them. 

V o v i ' s T r u d e a u l i a p p y C a e s a r 

Three months after signing a profes­
sional softball contract with the Detroit 
Caesars, Walled Lake's Rick Trudeau 
is apparently having the time of his life 
— and vei7 much living up to his 
reputation as one of the top slow pitch 
shortstops in the country. 

Trudeau, one of three new players ac­
quired by the Caesars this spring, has 
played in all 23 of the team's games 
thus far, and with his help on defense 
the Detroit club has gotten off to the 
fastest start in the league. 

"It's great," the 31-year-old Novi 
High School teacher says of his new 
way of life. "The guys I'm playing with 
are the best group of softball players on 
one team I've ever seen, and it's really 
been fun winning." 

Not that Trudeau hasn't been ac- . 
customed to winning in recent years. As 
a six-year veteran player with 
Snyder's, an amateur team sponsored 
by Novi's J. R. Snyder Masonry Co. 
that competes in the rugged Major 
Metro Travel League in Detroit, 
Trudeau never experienced a losing 
season. 

Snyder's, in fact, won two USSSA 
(U,S. Slo-Pltch Softball Association) 
world championships and finished 
runner-up twice while Trudeau was 
with the team. 

And, despite losing three of its top 
players from last year's USSSA 
runners-up, Trudeau figures "Snyder's 
is still probably the best amateur team 
there is. I'd say they would definitely be 
equal to or better than most of the pro­
fessional teams now playing," 

The American Professional Slo-Pitch 
League is the first ever of its kind. 
Organized a little more than a year ago, 
the league consists of 12 teams from all 
over the country which are split into 
three divisions - East, Central and 
Midwest. The Caesars compete in the 
Midwest. 

Last year, the league's initial season, 
the Caesars put together the best 
regular season record of any of the 
clubs (42-14), then romped to the world 
championship in the post-season 
playoffs. 

This season, with the acquisition of 

Trudeau, Larry Elklns and Chuck 
Drewicz (all former Snyder's stars), 
the Caesars shored up their defense and 
now look even better. After winning 
three of four games from the Chicago 
Storm over the weekend their record 
stood a remarkable 20-3, three-and-a-
half games ahead of second-place Min­
nesota. 

And that makes Trudeau feel right at 
home. 

"It's been a lot like playing with 
Snyder's," he acknowledges. "So far as 
the team (most of the Caesars' players 
were former Snyder's teammates 
anyway) and the travel go, it's about 
the same. 

"I would say one of the big dif­
ferences is that Snyder's plays 130 
amateur games a year while we plav* 
only about half that. We don't play a" 
many games now, but the games are 
against better teams and they mean 
more, so you're always up for them." 
them." 

And, of course, the attendance at 
games has been a bit of a change. ^ 

"It's really different," he says. " F 
don't really feel like that much better of 
a ball player, but now people are paying 
to see me.

"In professional softball there's two 
coaches who work with us In practice 
and before the games, constantly hit­
ting grounders," he explains. "They 
really work you - 1 get about lOO to 200 
grounders before every game - but It's 
great for me." 

In addition the team holds practices 
at least twice during the week (games 
are always on weekends), and ac-
cording to Trudeau the players "come 
out sweating" quite a bit after those 
sessions. 

While his fielding has spoken for 
itself, though, Trudeau admits his hit-
ting has taken a turn for the worse. He's 
currently batting .524 (44-for-84) which. 

while it may sound impressive, ranks 
only lOth among the Caesars. 

"I really don't know what's wrong (at 
the plate)," he says. "I'm putting a lot 
of pressure on myself to do better, but 
I've never hit that low In my life.'' 

Part of the reason, he figures, may be 
that in the pros the pitcher stands about 
five feet further back and, because he 
likes "to go up the middle a lot" 
(Trudeau's never been a power hitter -
his only home run this year was inside 
the park) he may be losing a few hits 
he'd otherwise be getting. 

Still, he feels he just hasn't gotten 
back into strong hitting form since leav-
Ing Snyder's, where he consistently bat-
ted well over .600. 

"Sometimes you have a feeling you 
know where the ball's going, you know 
you can hit it where you want," he says, 
"and I Just haven't been getting that 
feeling." 

Trudeau, an All-State baseball player 
at Walled Lake High In the mid-'60's, 
has been Involved with organized soft-
ball since joining Snyder's in 1972. One 
of his goals this year, he says, Is to join 
the six other Caesars who made last 
season's All-Pi'o team. 

After graduating from Walled Lake 
Trudeau was an All-League player with 
Western Michigan University of the 
Mld-Amerlcan Conference, spent a 
year In the Cleveland Indian farm 
system and had a short stint with a 

fledgling Venezuelan pro team' Qlat 
flopped. He became a teacher at Novi 
High soon afterwards. 

Trudeau resigned as the school's 
head baseball coach, a job he'd held for 
the past eight years, this spring but will 
stay on as a teacher and assistant foot-
ball coach next year. The reason for 
quitting as baseball coach, he explain-
ed, was to spend more time during the 
season with his lO-year-old son and not, 
as has been reported, because of his 
signing with the Caesars.

Police release drawings of two knifing suspects 
I n N o v i 

Northviile Township police have 
released composite drawings of a man 
and a woman who they believe stabbed 
and beat an area couple last month 
after they slopped to aid a motorcyclist. 

The bearded male suspect and his 
long-haired female companion are 
thought by police to be among the 100 or 
so who attended a Sunday, May 21 par­
ty at the Jokers Motorcycle Club on the 
Novl side of Eight Mile Road west of 
Northviile City, 

The Jokers, who deny that any club 
members were responsible for the at-
tack, staged another party Saturday 
night which drew less than 100 people 
and heavy police scrutiny. 

Northviile Township and Novi City 
patrol cars cruised by the clubhouse 
about every 15 minutes and two plain, 
dbthes Novl Police attended the party 
which was uneventful, said Township 
Police Chief Ronald NIsun. 

Investigator Phil Presnell, who is In 
charge of the case, has asked that 
anyone recognizing the two suspects or 
who has information about the attack to 
call him at 459-1700. 

Reward money for information 
leading to the arrest and conviction of 
either suspect is available through the 
Secret Witness Program funded by the 
township, city and chamber of com-
merce, he said. 

Police believe that several people 
may have seen the knifing because it 
occurred shortly before midnight along 
the shoulder of heavily travelled Eight 
Mile Road. 

The victim, who police refused to 
identify because they are concerned 
about his safety, said he was driving 
west when he accidentally clipped a 
motorcycle that was pulling out of the 
Joker driveway. 

When he returned to help, he said 
three men provoked a fight and one, the 
bearded suspect, stabbed him twice in 
the back. When his wife left the car to 
help, the woman suspect beat her, the 
man told police. 

The fight occurred on the Northviile 
Township side of the road. 

The couple managed to flee even 
through a bystander had slashed the 
tires of their car. They drove into the ci­
ty where they flagged down another 
motorist who took the man to the police 
station. 

He was later taken to an area hospital 
where he was treated for several days 
for a punctured lung. 

Police received reports of a pair of 
break-Ins In the northern end of Novl 
June 25. 

About $600 worth of merchandise was 
stolen from a residence along the 1200 
section of East Lake Drive June 25. The 
owner reported missing a shotgun, tape 
player, suit, eight shirts, radio and 40 
pairs of socles.

It is a curious case in American 
history that persons are often 
remembered more for what they said 
than for what they did. 

Even more curious are lhe instances 
where persons have become famous 
because of what others have said about 
them. 

Excellent examples of both can be 
. found In the study of the era of the 

American Revolution. Many of the men 
who lived, fought, and (possibly) died 
In that conflict are remembered today 
precisely for one or the other of those 
two reasons. 

Take the case of Patrick Henry, the 
erstwhile orator from the state of 

>̂  Virginia, 
without digging deeply Into the pages 

of a history textbook, one might be 
hard-pressed to answer exactly what It 
was Henry did that made him so 
famous. 

But now, think carefully. What was It 
{i Henry said to his colleagues in the 

Virginia Convention on March 23,1775 
- little more than one month after the 
battles of Lexington and Concord? 

"Gentlemen may cry, 'Peace! 

1 ; 

Peace!'but there Is no peace. The war 
Is actually begun! The next gale that 
sweeps from the North will bring to our 
ears the clash of resounding arms. 

"Is life so dear, or peace so sweet, as 
to be purchased at the price of chains 
and slavery? Forbid It, almighty God! I 
know not what course others may take; 
but as for me, give me liberty or give 
me death!" 

It is for those immortal and stirring 
words that Americans remember 
Henry. Few recall that he was later the 
governor of Virginia and an outspoken 
critic of the Constitution, calling it a 
threat to liberty because of Its advoca-
tion of a large standing army. 

Paul Revere, on the other hand, will 
always be remembered, not for what he 
did, but for what the poet Henry 
Wadsworth Longfellow said he did. 

Born in 1807, thirty-two years after 
Revere supposedly made his famous 
ride through the Massachusetts coun-
tryslde, Longfellow would have made a 
good public relations man had he lived 
today. 

It was Longfellow's lengthy poem 
"Paul Revere's Ride" which endeared 
the Boston silversmith (and Son of 
Liberty) In the hearts of many. 

"So through the night rode Paul 
Revere; 
And so through the night went his cry of 
alarm 
To every Middlesex village and farm, 

A voice of defiance and not of fear, 
A voice In the darkness, a knock at the 
door. 
And a word that shall echo for ever­
more... 
In the hour of darkness and peril and 
need. 
The people will waken and listen to hear 
The hurrying hoofbeats of that steed. 
And the midnight message of Paul 
Revere." 

It's clear Longfellow gave Revere a 
bit more credit than he actually deserv­
ed. The name "Revere", however, does 
have certain rhyming qualities to It. 

In the early morning hours of April 
19, 1775, Revere rode out into the 
Massachusetts countryside in the com­
pany of two compatriots - Samuel 
Prescott and William Dawes. 

On their sojourn Into the night, the 
trio was captured by a contingent of 
British soldiers. In an ensuing scuffle, 
Dawes alone escaped to warn the

annual Hartland Art Show, held June 
23-25. 

His photograph, titled "McClellan 
Street," for which he was presented a 
ISO cash award at the show's opening 
ceremony Friday evening, was selected 
from some 130 entries in one of the 
state's most highly regarded art 
events. 

Robert Vigiletti, judge of the 
photography competition, called the 
piece "a fine example of an en-
vironmental portrait" which shows 
human emotion and depicts the lifestyle 
of a neighborhood's residents. Vigiletti 
Is chairman of the photography depart-
ment at the Center for Creative Studies, 
Detroit. 

Turnley's winning picture was part of 
a photographic essay on a poor' 
neighborhood in their hometown of Fort 
Wayne, Indiana which he and his twin 
brother, Peter, created when they were 
17-year-old high school students. 

The series appeared in 3S-mm 
Photography magazine in 197S after 

Turnley, then a University of Michigan 
student made a scouting trip to New 
York City, hoping to introduce himself 
and his work to professional 
photographers, editors and agents. It 
worked. 

Now 23 and a Sliger staffer since 
January, Turnley recalls that he and 
his brother, who both got turned on to 
photography in high school, discovered 
McClellan Street by accident and even-
tually made friends with the residents 
of the Appalachian and Mexican-
American neighborhood. 

"Our goal was just to portray the peo-
pie and their environment. We enjoyed 
knowing these people. Some of them 
have been friends ever since and we go 
back to visit them when we are in Fort 
Wayne," Turnley said, 

Turnley has also won Kodak National 
Newspaper and Scholastic Magazine 
Natlona Photo contest awards. An an­
nual photo award was named after the 
Turnley brothers at their Fort Wayne 
school, Elmhurst High School, because 
of the enthusiasm their picture-taking 
activity sparked there. 

He has shown ingenuity and 
resourcefu lness ear ly in his 

photographic career. After meeting 
notables in the New York photographic 
world, Turnley later managed to do the 
same In Paris. 

While in France, studying Frepch at 
the Sorbonne in Paris for six months, he 
continued with His photography and 
met many whose work he had admired, 
including Henri Cartler-Bresson, who 
welcomed him into his home. 

Some of Turnley's illustrations of 
French life later was published in two 
French language texts, written by 
University of Michigan professors. He 
also has been published in the Fort 
Wayne Journal Gazette and Michigan 
Daily newspapers. 

His photographs have been exhibited 
in New York, Fort Wayne and Ann Ar-
bor. Turnley has exhibited in the annual 
Ann Arbor Street Air Fair and plans to 
participate In this year's July event. 

People are one of Turnley's favorite 
pictorial subjects, capturing them in 
candid moments of everyday life. "I 
always try to make my pictures comr. 
passionate, he said.

Michigan State University Ejitension 
specialists answer timely questions on 
vegetable gardening, houseplants, in-
sect pests and related topics, 

Q. I planted quite a bit of sweet corn 
this year. Just as it started to come up, 
most of it was chewed off at ground 
level. I want to replant, but not until I 
know what it was that ate my corn and 
what to do about it. 

A. It sounds like a classic case of cut-
worm damage. These hairless cater-
pillars live in the soil, coming out at 
night to nip off tender transplants and 
seedlings. Homemade cardboard cut-
worm collars are often recommended 
for control of these pests. Cut a four-
inch wide strip of cardboard, make it 
into a ring and set it down around a 
plant, pushing about one inch of the ring 
into the soil. Cutworms emerging from 
the soil and looking for a late night 
snack will be foiled by the barrier. 

Q. I want to avoid using chemical 
pesticides in my garden whenever 
possible. Are there any biological con-
trols for slugs? 

A. Some snakes commonly feed on 
slugs. If you prefer snakes to slugs, try 
importing garter snakes. If the cure 
seems worse than the problem, try 
making slug traps instead. Water the 
garden, then throw some boards down 
on the ground between the rows. The 
slugs will crawl under them to shelter 
from the sun. All you have to do is pick 
up the boards and let the sun kill the 
pests. Slug traps work better if the 
slugs can't find an alternative hiding 
place, so be sure to remove garden 
mulches before you set out your traps. 

Q. What's the difference between a 
pesticide and a herbicide? 

A. "Pesticide" is a general term that 
refers to all chemicals used to control 
pests, whether they be weeds (her-
blcide), insects (insecticide), rodents 
(rodentlclde),etc. 

Q. I still have some of the potatoes I 
grew in my garden last year. They're 
sprouting all over the place. Could I use 
them for seed for this year's garden? 

A. You can —but you might be better 
off not to. Many plant diseases can be 
carried over from year to'year on seed, 
you might find that )ast year's minor 
problems readily become this year's 
major ones. You're better off to use cer-
tified seed potatoes to minimize your 
chances of disease problems. 

Q. I recently bought a farm home. 
The spot I plowed up for my vegetable 
garden was a corn field last year. Now 
I'm wondering if planting vegetable 
after corn is going to pose any pro-
blems. 

A. The most likely problenl is car-
ryover of herbicides. The herbicides 
usually used in field corn will not affect 
sweet corn but will cause dwarfing and 
stunting of broadleaved crops, which 
include vegetables. The vegetables 
would be safe to eat, but the plants 
would be misshapen and stunted and 
yields would most likely be low. Unless

sensitive garden crops. If you do mulch 
with grass clippings, use them in thin 
layers 1-2 inches. Deep mats of clipp-
ings tend to get rather smelly. 

Q. What can I do with the sprouting 
onions in my basement? 

A. You could plant a few of them, just 
for fun. You won't get onion bulbs this 
year — they'll produce a flower and a 
globular seed head instead. You could 
even save the seeds and carry your ex-
perlment into next year by planting the 
seeds and harvesting a crop from 
them. 

Q. What 
plant? 

does it mean to pinch a 

A. Pinching means to break or cut off 
a portion of a growing tip or shoot: It is 
usually done to encourage the plant to 
branch. 

Q. I put my jade plant outside lasf 
summer and it grew like a weed, but the 
edges of the leaves turned red. Is this a 
sign there's something wrong with it? 
It's gone all green again over the 

. winter. Should I put it outside this year? 

A. The edges of the leaves on the ja'lji)!' 
plant turn red when the plant is exposed 
to sunlight or lots of bright light. It's no 
cause for alarm. Go ahead and put the 
plant outdoors. Just be sure to keep it 
out of direct sun and protect it against 
wind. The jade plant is top-heavy and

• For some unexplained reason, tlie 
Redcoat troop released Revere later 
that morning. But to make sure the 
Bostonian didn't cause further trouble, 
the British commander confiscated 

'Revere's horse. 
As it turned out, the night was not 

totally lost. Revere made his way to 
Lexington and arrived there in time to 
warn Sam Adams and John Hancocic of 
the approach of British troops. Thanks 
to Revere's warning, those two rebel 
leaders were able to elude an enemy 
patrol which had been sent to capture 
them. 

There were other Revolutionary 
heroes who opened their mouths at the 
right time and place in history. 

Nathan Hale, the American spy ex­
ecuted by the British in New York City, 
was one such character. Some may con­
tend that being under a tree with a 

noose around his neck was not the right 
place to be, but Hale did have the 
presence of mind to utter an immortal 
phrase: 

"I regret that I have but one life to 
give for my country." 

Two other men share somewhat the 
same distinction as Revere. In the 
cases of Ethan Allen and John Paul 
Jones, it wasn't what they said that 
made them famous, it was what 
onlookers thought they heard them say. 

Allen was commander of a band of 
Vermont militia men who called 
themselves the "Green Mountain 
Boys." In May, 1775, he was ordered to 
capture Fort Tlconderoga, a British 
strongpoint in northeastern New York, 
and bring back its artillery to the 
besieged city of Boston. 

Allen and his troopers, accompanied 
by Benedict Arnold, surprised the 
sleeping Tlconderoga garrison. An ar-
roused British officer asked by what 
authority Allen demanded surrender; 

the Green Mountain hero is reputed to 
have responded with majestic gratldllo-
quence: 

"In the name of the Great Jehovah 
and the Continental Congress." 

Accor.ding to historians, Allen's 
response was totally out of character, if 
he did indeed address the British officer 
in that manner. Chances are, the 
response was more like: "Here, come 
out of that, you old rascal and give us 
the fort, quick, or we'll smoke you out 
like rats." 

Jones got an ego boost from an 
anonymous poet of the period, who 
detailed the sea captain's exploits 
aboard the "Bonhomme Richard" 
while in battle with the British ship 
"Serapis." 

"The battle rolled on, till bold Pear­
son cried: 
Have you struck your colors? then 

come alongside! 
But so tar from thinking that the battle 
was won, 
Brave Paul Jones replied, 'I've not yet 
begun!'Hurrah!" 

Again historians agree that such elo­
quence was not Jones'strong suit. If he 
had stood still long enough to say 
everything he's given credit for, he pro­
bably would have been shot. 

Chances are, Jones replied to British 
surrender demands in the more 
nautical fashion among sea captains: 
"Hell, no!" 

There are other cases throughout this 
country's history where a person's 
words have spoken louder than his ac­
tions. This is not to say that the deeds 
they did were unimportant. 

But true to the old cliche that "the 
pen Is mightier than the sword, "words 
are a powerful tool In the hands of a per­
son who knows how to use them.

Fertilize every month if 
the plant is actively grow­
ing, and every two or 
three months otherwise. 

Pests are not common 
on the panda plant 
because of hairy leaves. 

Propagation is by stem 
tip — leaves placed on 
soil.

Si . William^s Church celebrates 50th anniversary 
By NANCY DINGELDEY 

, It was the Feast of St. William, a 
special Sunday for parishioners of St. 
William's Catholic Church, Walled 
Lake. 

Gathering for a distinctive Jubilee 
• Jiiturgy Mass celebrated by John Car-
: ainal Dearden, Archbishop of Detroit 

and IS other priests, St. William's 
parish marked its 50th anniversary as 
a church. 

Former pastors, who served the 
church through the building years, 

on hand to concelebrate the occa-
slon as well as 12 sisters who were on 
the staff of St. William's School. They 
came from scattered points in the na-
tlon to mark the day. 

The parish has its roots deep in the 
, history of Walled Lake. It watched the 

ittene change from a population of sum­
mer residents to a bustling, growing 
community. It watched as the first 
s u m m e r m a s s e s o u t g r e w a 
parishioner's home and into the first 
church building In 1929. 

, It watched the church grow from a 
f i s s i o n served by the pastors from Our 
Lady of Victory Church in Northviile to 
the establishment of a full year 
schedule of services in 1937. 

During those years, the country had 
gone through the boom of the twenties 

( and suffered the depression of the thir-
'Aes, but the parishioners of St. 
William's remained constant. 

During its early years, summer 
masses were held in O'Flaherty's grove 
near Pontiac Trail. Marked with such 
special meaning, the property was 
given to the church by the family and 
''became the site for the first church of 
St. William. Later, the old farm house 
was deeded to the church and served as 
the rectory for 22 years. 

In 1939, the total income of the parish 
was $5,700. It recorded 83 family 
memberships, seven baptisms, four 
marriages and two deaths. 

The face of Walled Lake was chang­
ing from one of summer resorters to 
permanent residents. By 1946, plans 
were made by the growing parish to 
establish a school. In 1949, ground was 
broken for the school, which opened its 
doors for the first time in September, 
1950 for 160 students. 

As the population grew, so did- the 
school. It expanded in grades served 
and in size. The original church 
building, too, was quickly outgrown. 
Thoughts were set to erecting a new 
church building rather than expanding 
upon the old. 

In October, 1955, the first Mass was 
celebrated in the new St. William's 
Church. The old church building, now 
Zepf Hall, was used as a gymnasium 
and parish hall. By 1958, building was 
under way for St. William's convent. A 
rectory was completed in 1961. Further 
additions were made to the school, br­
inging it to 16 classrooms plus offices. 

By 1965, the school reached its zenith 
with an enrollment of 625 students staff-
ed by a faculty of eight sisters and nine 
lay teachers. 

But changes were taking place in 
Rome. Besides church reform, cultural 
factors at work in the society of the 
mid-1960's had a powerful affect on 
many people. 

By 1971, because of financial dif­
ficulties at St. William's and a decision 
of the Archdiocese, St. William's School 
doors were closed. The school, 
operating for 21 years, had reached 
over 9,300 children. 

Recouperating from the event, the 
former school building became of full-

time Religious Education Center for 
children and adults. New emphasis was 
put on adult education. Courses In 
theology, liturgy and morality became 
Integra parts of the program. 

The Par ish Council , already 
established, was activated with the con-
cept of team ministry introduced. The 
parish grew and still continues to grow. 

The school building has become a 

center for a wide variety of community 
programs aimed at the total communi-
ty, not just those at St. William's. It 
became, and has remained, a viable 
part of the Walled Lake scene. 

Through Its first 50 years, St. 
William's has seen good times and bad, 
growth and depression. But it carries a 
Ilerltage from yesterday to carry to the 
tomorrows.
