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requires

for filling bog

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
assumed jurisdiction July 1 over the
controversial black spruce bog located
at West Maple and Haggerty roads in
Commerce Township and announced
i,\at it will require individual federal
wermits for dredging or filling of the
160-acre wetland.

Under Army regulations that took ef-
fect last July, the individual permit pro-
cess “allows review of applications by
federal, state and local government

mits as well as by the general public.

wefore a permit is granted or denied,”
stated a corps’ press release announc-
ing the decision.

However, B, H. Carey of the Hagger-
ty Investment Company in Walled
Lake, which owns most of the bog pro-
perty, said the Army’s order may be
g allenged in court, if it interferes with
plans to develop some 486 acres bound-
ed by West Maple, Haggerty and 14
Mile roads.

Carey said he was ‘“‘never contacted
by anyone nor has anyone asked for
permission to make the review.”

..The property owners were notified of
tne decision by mail on June 29, two
days before the order took effect.

“They have done this unilaterally,”
Carey said, “and I guestion whether
they can do that. I don’t think they have
the jurisdiction to do it, and I'm a little
<isappointed that they never contacted
a5 or asked in any way whether we
could work together on this.”

According to a corps spokesperson, a
request for a study of the bog was
received by the Army on March 27 from
Stephen Rosman, a Commerce resident
and chairperson of the Citizens in Op-
'3 sition to M-275 which led the fight to

cancel the controversial freeway.

Rosman asked the corps it if had any
jurisdiction over the wetland, and ex-

pressed concern about a proposed 3,000-

unit apartment complex that Haggerty

Investment and Standard Industries
(Asanned to build on land south of the
“00g, the spokesperson said.

Rosman's letter prompted a March 31

¢

helicopter tour of the site by the corps
and the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency, the spokesperson said, adding
that corps biologists also visited the
wetland “at least a couple of times"
after March 31.

"The East Michigan Environmental
Action Council (EMEAC) made a
similar request of the corps on April 12.
Last week, the corps spokesperson had
told The News that the Army was ac-
ting on EMEAC's request when the in-
spections were made, despite the
almost two-week difference between
the time of the visit and the date of the
group’s letter, ‘

Although the corps' press release
states that the ‘‘wetland was brought to
public attention last year when plans
for the M-275 freeway to pass through it
were cancelled to protect the natural
environment,” Army spokespersons
have denied that the freeway or its pro-
posed alternatives had anything to do
with the order for individual permits.

The corps visited the bog in July,
1976, in regard to M-275, but determined
that it had no jurisdiction, the
spokesperson said. The matter was not
brought up again until Rosman’s letter
in March.

If the Michigan State Highway Com-
mission revives M-275 and approves an
allernative north-south state trunkline
road that would cross the wetland, it
would be required to apply for the Ar-
my permit, the spokesperson added.

Asked if the corps’ study was in-
itiated as part of an effort to block the
construction of any major road over the
property, the spokesperson replied:
“That’s not true. (The highway depart-
ment) would have to apply for a permit
just like anyone else and a decision
would be up to Colonel (Melvyn) Remus
(the corps’ Detroit district engineer).”

In the press release, Remus spid the
decision to require the individual per-
mits was prompted by his concern for
“this aquatic environment.” He added
that the Army has jurisdiction under
the federal Clean Water Act to require a

Slides of the West Maple, Pontiac
Trail and downtown business areas
were shown and discussed, he added.

At the next session, he said, the com-
mittee hopes to have a representative
from the Oakland County Planning
Division make a presentative on a
similar beautification program that
recently was implemented in South
Lyon.

Pung said committee members felt
that, if they could begin to ‘‘do small
things to beautify the city, it might
catch on so we get cooperation from
other businesses and in residential
areas.”

Last year, city and chamber officials
met several times to discuss plans for
the revitalization, including an *‘Old
West"” storefront theme, revamped
shopping services and expansion of the
city’s lakefront park.

Plans at that time called for a
lakeside shopping mall, theatre or com-
munity center to utilize the city's big-
gest natural asset for attracting
visitors — Walled Lake.

The proposal resulted from a 1976
market study of the city, conducted by
Kilroy's firm, Community Manage-
ment and Planning, that recommended
commercial property rezonings,
rerouting of traffic and new parking
areas,

Incorporation election to be held

The State Boundary Commission last
week tabled action on setting an elec-
tion date for the proposed incorporation
of Commerce Township, Wolverine
Lake Village and a West Bloomfield
Township subdivision as a new city.

However, James Hyde, executive
secretary of the commission, sald the
election must be held, despite Com-
merce’s plans to incorporate as a
charter township, because residents of
the affected areas have filed petitions
calling for a vote on the state agency's
1972 cityhood order.

An election date probably will be set
after September 12, the deadline the
Commerce Township Board has set for
approval of a resolution to adopt the
standardized state charter.

“We felt it would be very confusing if
the people were voting on incorporation
(as a city) and the charter township,”
Hyde said.

Under a resolution of intent adopted
by the Commerce board June 1,
township residents have until the end of
this month to file petitions of disagree-
ment over the proposed incorporation
as a charter township. The petitions
must contain some 785 valid signatures
of registered voters from Commerce.

‘If the petitions of disagreement are
filed, the board must schedule an elec-
tion on the charter township incorpora-
tion. :

“We want to get the charter question
out of the way before we set a date (on a
cityhood vote),” Hyde added.

“The Commission has no alternative
but to set an election (on cityhood),” he
sald. “We are still in the incorporation
process and the law is very clear about
spelling out what the commission must
do.

“One procedure doesn't foreclose the
other. (The charter township in-
corporation) in no way blocks, stops or
impedes the other process.” '

Commission members asked the
status of Commerce's charter in-
corporation, according to Supervisor
Robert Long, and tabled the matter in
five minutes time.

So far, no one has expressed any in-
terest in circulating petitions of
disagreement on the change iu the
township's form of government, Long
added. ‘

If the township board adopts the
resolution of incorporation on
September 12, the only major dif-
ference for Commerce would be the

power for the board to levy local taxes
of up to five mills ($5 for each $1,000 of
state equalized valuation)‘ without a
vote of the people. .

At present, Commerce’s local tax
rate is set at 1.41 mills by the Oakland
County Tax Allocation Board out of the
county’s 15-mills nonvoted levy.

However, Long and other township
officials have emphasized that they will

not raise taxes because Commerce.

voters in 1976 rejected two separate re-
quests for millage increases.

The transition from general law to
charter township status was simplifted
last year under a new state law that
gave township boards the power to in-
corporate by adoption of a resolution,
although there is a 60-day period in
which residents may file the petitions of
disagreement, or by voting to submit
the question to the electors.

Long said that Commerce did not con-
sider the change when that law took ef-
fect in April, 1977 because the only ma-
jor difference for the township would
have been the taxing powers, although
he added that, if the law had afforded
the same protection of boundaries to
charter townships that is now enjoyed

by home-rule cities and villages, he-

would have recommended that the
board consider the move,

Another state law, adopted earlier
this year, provided boundary protection
for charter townships that met certain
criteria generally associated with ur-
banized areas.

The criteria include: a state equaliz-
ed valuation of at least $25-milllon; a
minimum population density of 150 per-
sons per square mile; police and fire

protection; an adopted comprehensive
zoning ordinance or master plan; solid
waste disposal services; and water and
sewer services.

Commerce apparently meets all of‘

the criteria, Long said.

However, in order for a township to
receive the boundary protection, it had
to be a charter township or be in the
process of adopting -that form of
government at the time the bill was
signed into law,

Governor Milliken signed the
measure June 19, but a ceremonial bill
signing was held last Wednesday.

Attending the ceremony were Long,
Commerce Clerk Robert McGee,
Township Treasurer Patrick Dohany,
Wolverine Council President John
McLellan, Village Administrator Bill
O'Brien, Councilwoman Pat Howarth
and Reta Klavitter, who led the petition
drive to call for an election on cityhood.

The governor did not comment on the
measure, Long said, although he
originally opposed it until several
amendments that added the criteria
were approved.

McLellan said the work of township
and village residents to petition for the
cityhood election and in support of the
annexation bill was a good sign of
cooperation between the communities.

“The people are the real winners,”
McLellan added. “*The Boundary Com-
mispion went against the will of the peo-
ple by ordering the Incorporation, and
the people got together to take control
of their own destiny.” .

Commerce residents applied for
cityhood in November, 1971 in an effort
to block two rumored annexation re-

quests for the city of Walled Lake for
the land generally south of the Grand
Trunk Western Railroad tracks.

Viltage ' officials also filed for
cityhood and later amended their re-
quest to include a portion of Commerce
bounded by McCoy, Benstein, the
railroad tracks and Ladd.

However, the state agency ordered
that Commerce, Wolverine and the
Peninsular Park Subdivision in West
Bloomfield, which juts into Union Lake
from Union Lake Road, should in-
corporate as a city.

The village filed suit in Oakland
Couinty Circuit Court, challenging the
Boundary Commission’s authority to
combine the two requests. .

In 1976, the court ruled in favor of the
Boundary Commission, and its decision
was upheld last October by the State
Court of Appeals. The Michigan
Supreme Court in January refused to
grant leave for further appeal, promp-
ting the petition drive for an election.on
incorporation.

Walled Lake in 1972 applied fof an-
nexation of the Commerce property.
Those requests are in the commission’s
file and would be considered by the
panel, if cityhood and the charter
township proposals are unsuccessful,

Township officials originally favored
cityhood over the possibility of losing
its land to Walled Lake, while village of-
ficials opposed incorporation because
Wolverine provides more municipal
services and is identified with the lake
of the same name.

Commerce officials now say they
favor the change to charter township
status instead of cityhood.

Wixom studies CBD improvement

~ Downtown Wixom may receive an
facelift in the future if plans for an “Old
World" theme are approved by the
Oakland County Overall Economic Pro-
gram,

Assistant to the Mayor Steve Bonezek
filed Wixom's downtown revitalization
program to the OEOP Committee last
week. Fstimated cost of the program 1s
in the neighborhood of $500,000, with 50
percent of the cost picked up by an EDA
Grant for Public Works and Develop-
ment Facilities. The other 50 percent
would come from future Community
Development Block Grants.

“It's not even in the preliminary
stages yet,” said Bonczek. ‘‘We’ve talk-
o ed with building owners in the area and
we've applied for the grant, but this is
definiiely a future project. Hopefully
we could transform the area into the
‘0Old World' look, similar to the
downtowns of Plymouth and
Rochester.” ’
The objectives of the revitalization
program are to upgrade the downtown
business area through acquisition,
demolition, and physical improvements
centering around the ‘old world' theme,
“We could even put in some old

fashioned streetlights,” said Bonczek.

In the application for the Overall
Economic Development Program,
Bonczek sighted three problem areas
that must be addressed before a suc-
cessful redevelopment of downtown can
occur. Traffic, mixed land uses, and
building deterioration are current pro-
blems in the downtown area that need
work, according to Bonczek.

Should the redevelopment occur in
the future, Bonczek stated that govern-
ment funding must be obtained and that
the city could not undertake the project
itself.

An attempt by a group of six in-
dividuals to purchase some property
just north of the Goat FFarm in Novi has
turned into a legal mess with a bank su-
ing an insurance company, the in-
surance company suing the bank and
the six being sued by just about
everybody.

The story goes like this:

A few years ago a group of six In-
vestors — Joe Polisano, Bob Brown,
Ken Planett, Jack Reiland, Marlene
Ostermair and Ken Maxwell — put
some money together to purchase the
nine acres under a land contract,

Maxwell, an insurance man and
former Novi City Council candidate,
handled the money for the group, put-
ting it into an account called, ‘“Novi
Road Joint Venture.”

Each of the six would put in his or her
share quarterly through Maxwell. Un-

Novi okays

In an informal study session June 27,
the Novi City Council has unofficially
selected new guidelines for the Office
Service Commercial (OSC) District,
‘which may be utilized for the high-rise
complex proposed in the southeast cor-
ner of the city.

The new regulations would provide
for additional setback requirements
than the present law allows, thus insur-
ing that a sufficient buffer would exist
between the high-rise buildings in the
proposed Orchard Hill Place develop-
ment at Eight Mile and Haggerty
Roads and the subdivisions to the north,

In addition, the new guidelines ten-
tatively adopted by council would limit
the heighth of the high-rise buildings to
five stories and limit the amount of ex-
terior yard to be used for parking to 30
percent. No parking would be permit-
ted closer than 40 feet from the exterior

fortunately, Maxwell allegedly was in-
volved in a few schemes on his own —
namely applying for loans on insurance
policies he had sold to people and forg-
ing names on the loans and cashing
them. Maxwell was later charged with
stealing $47,000 to $67,000 through this
method.

Maxwell allegedly ‘laundered"
some of the money obtained this way
through the ‘“‘Novi Road Joint Venture"
account and when police and the len-
ding agency, Michigan National Bank,
got wind of it, the account was frozen
with $3,500 in it.

Maxwell is currently serving a jail
term of four years for mail fraud stem-
ming from related incidents and most
recently has been sentenced to an addi-
tional five to ten years in Jackson
prison for an arson for Insurance
charge.

But while Maxwell sits in jail, the

other five partners of the Novi Road
Joint Venture are trying to get their
money back and purchase the property.

The owner of the property, Jack
Langdon, has foreclosed on the Novi
Venture and there will be a sale of the
property in early July. But Emery Jac-
ques, serving as attorney for the five,
hopes a resolution can be reached soon
in court. Jacques has filed a motion
for an immediate trial.

The trial, however, could prove to be
a lengthy one, if just for the several
claims and counterclaims that must be
considered. Encompassed in the one
sult are suits by Michigan National
Bank against Bankers Life, Maxwell's
insurance company, Banker’s Life
against Novi Venture, Michigan Na-
tional Bank against Novi Venture and
Novi Venture against Michigan Na-
tional Bank.

In addition, Michigan National Bank

is asking for a $50,000 settlement from
Maxwell and Bankers Life seeks a
$55,000 settlement from Maxwell.

The purpose of all these suits is fairly
simple — everyone wants to get theif
money back. The bank and the.in--
surance company are suing Novi Vep-.
ture because a member of their group,.
Maxwell, is allegedly responsible.for
the lost funds.

Walled Lake has received its first ap-
fAcation for income tax exempt financ-
ing of a commercial project under the
city’s newly created economic develop-
ment corporation (EDC) from Walled
Lake Commons, developers of the pro-
posed K-mart shopping center at West
Maple Road and Pontiac Trail.

Wity Clerk Ruby Lewandowski,
designated as agent for the EDC, said
she hasn't looked at the application
because the ordinance creating the cor-
poration has not taken effect yet and
the nine-member board of directors has
not been appointed by the City Council,

9 Qouncil members are expected to ap-
polnt the board at their meeting of July
10, the effective date of the ordinance.

Meanwhile, Mrs. Lewandowski said
she would send proof of publication of
the EDC ordinance to Robert Cooper,
altorney for Walled Lake Commons, $o
Ne corporation’s articles in incorpora-
tion may be filed with the Michigan
Secretary of State and Oakland County
Clerk.

- Questions on the validity of the in-

corporation may be raised in court
within 60 days of the filing with the

Secretary of State, Cooper sald.

The attorney added, however, that he
isn’t sure what court would be petition-
ed, if someone questions the incorpora-
tion,

“] really don't know which court
would consider the matter,” he said,
““because I don't know of any
challenges in other cases.”

Cooper said he assumed a challenge
to the EDC probably wauld have to be
made in Circuit Court, but added that, if
questions are raised, the court probably
would confine its review to whether the
corporation was legally established
under the procedures outlined in state
law,

He aiso said that there apparently are
no restrictions as to who may challenge
the incorporation, either residents of
the municipality or others who had filed
a competing EDC application and ar-
ticles of incorporation. No one filed a
competing application in Walled Lake.

Several city residents have indicated
that they will launch a petition drive for
the repeal of the EDC ordinance,

Under the City Charter, 25-percent of
the registered voters at the time of the

last city election must sign the referen-
dary petition within a 21-day period.

Once the petitions have been filed and
validated, the council has 30 days in
which to repeal the ordinance or set an
election on the issue.

The residents had asked the council
at a public hearing June 6 to submit the
EDC ordinance to Walled Lake voters.

Most of the residents who oppose the
EDC have said that construction of the
109,000-square-foot K-mart shopping
center would increase traffic on the ci-
ty’s already over-burdened roads.

Others questioned the city’s or EDC’s
liability, if a project goes bankrupt, and
former Councilwoman Ruth Tuttle said
that new development not only in-
creases the city's tax base, but also
pushes up property assessments and
the cost of government.

Proponents of the EDC say that, by
issuing revenue bonds that may be sold
for two- to two-and-a-half percent less
than commercial rates, the city would
encourage commercial and industrial
development that might otherwise go to
a neighboring community because of
Walled Lake's high local tax rate.

There is no abatement of property
taxes for the structure, the proponents
point out, and Stuart Frankel, a partner
in Walled Lake Commons, has told city
officials that the new K-mart could
mean an additional $90,000 a year in
taxes for the city, county and schools.

Commerecial developments do not de-
mand many municipal services, either,
he said.

As for the city’s liahility, Cooper has
said that the municipality and the EDC
are not liable in case of bankruptcy.

The borrower and major tenant
would be responsible for paying off the
bonds, he added.

Frankel also has noted that the
Kmart Corporation, the nation’s second
largest retailer with $9-billion in sales
last year and a net value of $300-million,
is not likely to go out of business. Rent
from Kmart and the other stores would
be used to pay off the bonds, he added.

In addition to review by the EDC
board, Plan Commission and council,
each project application would be
studied by a citizens’ district council
from the project area that would look at
the proposal in reiation to its impacts
on the neighborhood.

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Commerce planners reviewing

Standard Industries project

New pians for the proposed rezoning and
development qf some 486 acres hounded by Hag-
gerty, 14 Mile and West Maple roads in Commerce
Township were informally reviewed last week by
the Planning Commission.

According to Commissioner Robert McGee, the
planners were pleased that the owners of the pro-
perty, Standard Industries of Detroit and Haggerty
Investment Company of Walled Lake, eliminated
the light industrial classification for some 75 acres
at Haggerty and 14 Mile, but they didn’t see the
need or ability for the township to serve a proposed
1,000-unit, five- or six-story mid-rise senior
citizens’ apartment building on a 42-acre site.

The developers also have proposed the rezoning
of some 105 acres around the black spruce bog at
West Maple and Haggerty from mobile home
district to multiple residential in order to get densi-
ty for the seniors’ complex, although Standard
president Daniel Lublin said the bog would be
designated as “preserved lands” and no construc-
tion is envisioned for the site.

* Other elements of the new plans call for 127 acres
of single family residential for the construction of
some 660 units; 105 acres of multiple residential for
the construction of some 850 apartment units; 40
acres each for light industrial and single family
residential, although the residential would not be
developed in the near future, Lublin said; about 10
acres at the corner of Haggerty and 14 Mile for a
commercial; and another 10 acres at West Maple

“This is about 40 percent of what we originally
asked for,” he added.

McGee said the planners also felt that the com-
panies probably should hire a professional land
planner to help them determine the relationship of
land uses in the proposal.

While Lublin had hoped that the commission
would direct its consultant, Steve Lehoczky of
Community Management and Planning, to in-
corporate the changes in the master plan and zon-
ing ordinance up-dates that are now under study,
McGee said the next move is up to the developers to
decide if they wish to revise the proposal further.

Originally, the developers had asked for the
rezoning of more than 300 acres to multiple family
for the construction of some 3,000 apartment units,
but Lehoczky recommended denial of that request
because he said it was too massive.

The consultant suggested, however, that he
would- be willing to meet with Lublin and B. H.
Carey of Haggerty Investment to discuss various
proposals that could be added to the zoning or-

- dinance and master plan up-dates.’ S

“The commission did not take: action on the
original rezoning requests following a May 1 public
hearing, but voted to postpone a decision indefinite-
ly so the developers would have a chance to meet
with Lehoczky.

Since that time, the consultant, other township
officials and Lublin have met several times to
discuss the plans.
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and Haggerty for office.

Lublin noted that the new plans *cut the multiple
almost in half”’ from some 3,000 units to about
1,850, added single family and eliminated the in-
dustrial, although the request still calls for rezon-
Ing a 40-acre single family parcel to light in-
dustrial.

In addition, the park, located east of
Napier Road and south of 12 Mile Boad,
is the subject uf an on-going suit bet-
ween Block and the adjacent landowner
to the south, Lynn Matthews, Matthews
charges that the Michigan Manage-

ment Company, which owns the park,

Matthews claims that park roads

-+ cross on his property and that mobile
‘- homes and several mobile home back

yards sit on his property.

Novi City Attorney Dave Fried will
charge in his suit that the owners have
failed to seek site plan approval for any
new homes being constructed in the
park.

“The only way to proceed is to go into
court,” Fried said. ““They’re construc-
ting every day.”

While the problems with the city have
just begun recently, Old Dutch Farms
has been haggling with long-time Novi
resident Matthews for several years.

Matthews' problems began in 1970
when he sold 142 acres of his farm to a
mobile home park developer. All the
land was rezoned from agricultural to
trailer park.

But the developer couldn’t pay for the

entire 120 acres, so Matthews foreclos-
ed on 72 acres, leaving 48 acres for the
trailer park. The developers went
under and sold to Michigan Manage-
ment Company, which is at least partly
owned by Ivan Block of Birmingham.,
But the park was designed for the en-
tire 120 acres and apparently much of
the development overran onto- Mat-
thews' ~ property. When Matthews'
disputed the property lines, Block took
the matter to court, seeking to use a
seepage bed south of Matthews' proper-
ty.
Tom Connelly, the attorney for Mat-
thews, said a survey of the property
lines was conducted by Block and it cor-
responds with the claims made by Mat-

thews.

The Matthews-Block case Is current-
ly in Oakland County Circuit Court.

Lynn Matthews has another case pen-
ding in court. Matthews was arrested
by Novi police after he had constructed
a fence across the road in the park that
he claimed was on his property. When
residents of the park tore the fence
down, Matthews went back and started
putting up the fence again,

At the police station, Matthews was to
be booked and released, but he told the
arresting officers that, if they let him
go, he would immediately return to the
park and smash it down with a
bulldozer.

Matthews' son, Dave, then arrived

the police station and allegedly spit iu
the eye of the arresting officer. Both
Lynn and Dave were charged with
disorueiily conduct.

The legal disputes have apparently
prevented Matthews from selling the 72
acres to another developer.

Mrs. Matthews said the taxes on the
land as it is presently zoned are much
higher than agricultural and that it
has drained the family's finances.

““We have people who want it,” Mrs.

Matthews sald, “‘but it can't be settled
until we get the line settled.”

Mrs, Matthews said the residents of
the trailer park hold no hard feelings

against her strong-willed hushand,

«I've talked to people In the traif
park,” she sald. “They back up Lynn
and say things shouldn't be done that
way."

Matthews' attorney Connelly said the
dispute would drive anyone to the
breaking point. "i

“The things Mr. and Mrs. Matthews
have been going through,” Connelly
sald. “They’ve suffered the most.”

“I hope for their sake there is an end
in sight.”

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Resident to seek state

probe of city assessing

Garry Kidd, a critic of the assessing
methods used in Novi, is expected to
fire a letter to the Michigan Tax Com-
mission asking for a formal investiga-
tion of assessing in the city.

Kidd has already been successful in
getting the city to hire Wynn Berry,
assessor for both the City of Wixom and
Commerce Township, to investigate the
assessing procedures used in Novi.

The choice of Berry, however, has not
pleased Kidd and he has vowed to re-
quest an investigation by the Michigan
Tax Commission unless a different man
is hired.

“I'm not happy with the choice,”
Kidd said June 30. “He was selected by
the city manager (Ed Kriewall) and, in
my opinion, he is a friend of the city
manager.”

. Kidd admitted he was not familiar
with Berry’s qualifications, but said he

still would like someone else to be
hired.

“You can bring a dingbat in to check
a dingbat and then everything will turn
out okay,"” Kidd said.

Berry has been asked by City
Manager Kriewall to examine the dif-
ferences in assessing levels pertaining
to categories such as industrial and
residential and a review of the general
method of assessing.

Kidd said those responsibilities do not
cover the issues brought up during his
fight with the city over assessing
methods.

“Y want a lot more than that,” Kidd
sald. “I'm sure there is a lot that he
won’t get checked, but I'm going to
make sure I get checked what I want to
get checked.”

Kidd has set July 5 as the last date
when the city can choose a new in-
vestigator more to his liking. If no
replacement is chosen, he said, he will
write the letter to the Michgian Tax
Commission.

The outspoken Kidd has been a critic
of assessing methods used in the ¢
for several years. This year, his cam-
paign began shortly after the
assesments were doled out to property
owners. :

Kidd has long maintained that homes
in the Meadowbrook Lake Subdivision
are assessed at a higher rate than faﬁ
homes in the Village Oaks Subdivision

He also states that the city should just

Novi man creates toy

Novi resident Ron Rosalik hopes that
the twirling of a mapleseed will be his
key to riches.

Rosalik and his brothers, Joe and
Tim, are the trio behind a new toy that
has been appearing in stores around the
Detroit area that capitalizes on the
twirling motion of the mapleseed as it
drops from the tree.

The bright yellow plastic toy, about a
foot long, is thrown into the air and
twirls slowly to the ground. It is design-
ed for children six and over.

The inspiration for the toy came to
Ron from his brother, Tim, more than
10 years ago.

“I was a student at .!:» University of
Michigan at Dearborn and I came home
and found my little brother, Tim, 10
years younger than I, playing with
mapleseeds that dropped from the
trees. He asked me if I could make him
abigger one,” Rosalik said.

At the time, Rosalik recalls, he
thought the idea of a mass-produced toy
mapleseed would be an ideal item to
mass produce and market. He enlisted
the help of older brother, Joe, an
engineering student at the University of
Michigan-Dearborn, to construct the
toy.

But, because of various difficulties,
the project never was completed and

the idea was all forgotten until Ron
decided to bring it out of the attic two
years ago to try again,

Ron now had 10 years of experience in
business and marketing behind him and
Joe was now a practicing engineer. But,
even so, the jeb of constructing a plastic
mapleseed was not an easy project.

“It looks simple, but it's much more
complicated than you think,"” Ron says.
“You'd think you could just take a
mapleseed and make it bigger, but
there's much more to it than that. 1
couldn’t understand it, either.”

Rosalik spins off terms such as
tolerance, center of gravity and weight
distribution as problems encountered in
the development of the toy.

He says about 30 different molds
were made before the brothers met
with success.

“It was very difficult,” Ron recalls.
“Mother Nature is very difficult to
copy.n

After the toy was developed, Ron con-
ducted tesis with students at the Novi
Middle School to determine whether
there would be a market for it.

City of Novi officials report the
outlook is bleak for obtaining funds that
would allow the city to keep on 12
employees under a Comprehensive
Employment Training Act (CETA)
Special Projects Grant.

Ms. Wizinsky says the city may be
able to keep other employees also if
other funding should materialize or ad-
ministrative officials should decide to
dip into the general fund to keep them
on,

School budget cuts

B should start now

The Walled Lake School
District is headed for a difficult
financial future, accordirg to
reports released by Assistant
Superintendent for Business

. Harry Carlson.

Carlson recently released a
tentative budget for the 1978-79
school year in which projected ex-
penditures of approximately $19.7
million will exceed projected

- revenues of approximately $19.2
- million by almost $450,000.

If the projections hold true, it

- will mark the second consecutive

. year in which expenditures haye

- exceeded revenues in the Walled

Lake School District. Although

final figures are not yet in, the

school district anticipates a

- deficit of approximately $118,500
in the 1977-78 fiscal year.

_ Deficit budgets are illegal in

- the state of Michigan. The school

. has not been guilty of adopting

. deficit budgets, however, because

. of a fund equity of approximately

- $L.1 million left over from the
1976-77 school year.

: The fund equity enabled the
district to offset the deficit of
$118,000 in 1977-78 and will also
enable the district to offset the
projected deficit of $450,000 in
1978-79.

Carlson also reported that the
financial outlook over the next
five years also looks bleak and
projected that expenditures will
continue to exceed revenues
through the 1982-83 school year.

Clearly, the fund equity will
not be sufficient to handle those
projected deficits, and Carlson
has told the school board that it
must begin to consider either pro-

gram cuts or a millage increase
within the next year.

It’s entirely possible, of
course, that both program cuts
and an increase in millage will be
necessary for the school district to
get back on track with balanced
budgets.

We would recommend,
however, that initial steps toward
balancing the budget be taken im-
mediately by trimming the 1978-79
budget.

One of the areas which
deserves special attention is the
proposed data processing pro-
gram. A five-year program for
updating the district’s data pro-
cessing capabilities was placed
before the board for review
earlier this year.

Although the proposed pro-
gram was never officially approv-
ed by the board, the proposed
1978-79 budget provides for the im-
plementation of the first phases of
the program.

At a preliminary session on
the budget, school board
members tcld the administration
that they want to take a long, hard
look at the program before
budgetting funds for its im-
plementation.

.. Taxpayers across the country
are currently involved in a cam-
paign to reduce their respective
tax burdens.

It would appear that any re-
quest for additional millage may
have a better chance for approval
if the Walled Lake School Board
demonstrates a willingness to
tighten its financial belt now
before the need for additional

-millage becomes imminent.

Don’t delay project

Wolverine Lake Village of-
ficials and residents have fought
long and hard for approval of a
$600,000 lake restoration project.

If a 50-percent grant from the
U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) is okayed, the
village hopes by the summer of
1979 to begin work on the project
which is designed to transform
one of Oakland County’s worst
lakes — at least according to the
Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments — into one of the
best.

There are, however, still a
few hurdles before approval of the
$300,000 grant. Apparently the
most serious are concerns ex-
pressed by residents of South
Commerce Lake in Commerce

Township that the Wolverine Lake -

project may cause flooding,
silting and nutrient loading of
their lake.

Village Council President
John McLellan has said that he
and other Wolverine officials are
prepared to meet with the Com-
merce residents to iron out the
problems. We hope this initiative
by the village will answer their
neighbors’ concerns and avoid the
possibility that an environmental
impact statement (EIS) will be
required.

If an EIS, which must be ap-
proved by the Michigan En-
vironmental Review Board
(MERB) is required, the
Wolverine Lake restoration could
be delayed for up to two years at a
cost of some $30,000 to $40,000 for
the study, in addition to the infla-
tionary expense of the rehabilita-
tion work for the same period
which village officials have
estimated at between 10 to 20 per-
cent.

The Commerce residents
have legitimate reason for con-
cern; however, village officials
have a duty to see that Wolverine
Lake is improved to provide its
best boating, swimming and
water skiing conditions.

We hope that the villge of-
ficials and South Commerce Lake
residents are able to resolve any
unanswered questions and poten-
tial differences so that the very
worthwhile Wolverine Lake
restoration project will not be fur-
ther delayed.

Further, we would hope that
the environmental assessment re-
quired by the Michigan Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
(DNR) will address all of the con-
cerns expressed by the Com-
merce residents and the state
agency so that the timely and
costly EIS will not have to be im-
posed as another burden on the
village.

~ The EPA should find merit in
the Wolverine Lake plan, and ap-
prove the release of 10-percent of
the grant request to cciplete the
environmental assessment,
without imposing an EIS wiich, in
the case of super sewer, has
delayed approval of a proposal for
another year.

We have been told that the
village's tree stump removal plan
may not be easy to achieve and
that aeration is a relatively new
method for dealing with the pro-
blem of eutrophication, the
premature aging of our lakes, but
we hope that one day in the not too
distant future, Wolverine Lake of-
ficials and residents will be able
to point to their lake — the identi-
ty of their village — and say they
were glad they took a first step
toward a better environment.

will bill a client a specific sum on an hourly charge.

The fee will range from $35 to perhaps $100 or more

The accepted general cost per hour for attorneys’
services is about $50 per hour. I say this is far too high.
I'm sure if the case the attorney is working on seems to
the attorney to be of a long duration, the hourly rate will
be adjusted downward. But you can bet it won’t cause
him any great duress.

In this great day of social justice where we see
swarms of young, eager attorneys flocking to the sides
of the oppressed to assure them their day in court, you
can bet who is going to pick up the tab on that action. It’s
the guy you shave in the morning. If attorneys’ rates
were lower and balanced, even the poor could have the
dignity of a self engaged attorney.

per hour. Much depends on “supply and demand” as
well as the experience and ability of the practitioner.
This method of billing is little different than that of an
electrician, plumber or carpenter. Another method of
computing fees is the more controversial percentage
basis. Under this method an attorney will charge a
percentage of whatever recovery his client is awarded.
If, however, the client is awarded nothing, the attorney
is paid nothing. ‘

Although controversial to the casual observer, it
should be noted that in most cases clients would much
rather pay a substantially higher fee indicated by a
percentage of an award than pay for the attorney’s time
on an hourly basis. This is particularly true if the

client’s case is lost and he recovers nothing.

With these thoughts in mind, the high rate per hour
affordable only by the wealthy and the availability of
free legal services to the poor, it appears that the broad
spectrum of the middle class could be disenfranchised
from equal justice under the law by the founded fears of
legal fees.

They've tried to climb into the windows
of our cabin, camped on top of our picnic
table, tried sailoring in our boat, maneuvered
themselves upside down in the garbage can to
become stuck, cried like babies when our dog
chased them up trees, and make a swift half-
miler out of my sun bathing wife.

Two weeks ago while we were visiting the
park, a young man died in a fall from a tree
where, it is believed, he had been chased by a
mother bear. No one knows for sure if his
death was caused by a bear since he was
camping alone on the Lake Superior trail we
hiked a few hours later.

Now comes word that park officials plan

ormer area bike racer rolls

Former Walled Lake bicycle racer
Ken Kessler hopes to have a little better
luck at this year's Birmingham bicycle
road race than he’s had the past two
years.

Kessler, a former Walled Lake resi-
dent who recently moved to Bloomfield
Township, will go into this Saturday’s
Birmingham bike race as one of the top
riders in the state after ({inishing
seventh recently in the state champion-
ship race. But Kessler will be the first
to admit that the Birmingham race has
been a jinx for him.

“1 seem to have bad luck over there "
he says. “You cou]d say it's not my
favoriterace.”

Two years ago in Ken's first attempt
in the 40 mile jaunt, he missed the star-
ting gun, jumped in on the second lap
and was disqualified. Last year it was
more bad luck, as Kessler made the
start of the race, but succumbed to a
flat tire midway through the street
journey.

But Kessler has made a lot of pro-
gress since he first took up the
somewhat unknown sport in 1973, He
became interested in bicycle racing as
a senior at Walled Lake Western and
found a racing team competing from
Farmington high school. In the summer
after graduation, Kessler took out a

United States Cycling Federation
license and joined the Wolverine Sports
Club, one of the largest bicycling clubs
in the Midwest.

“The license is very important,” says
Ken, ‘‘because it allows you to compete
the sanctioned races along with those
that are unsanctioned.”

Ken started out as a sanctioned
category III and IV racer in 1975 and
progressed up the ladder to his current
category II placing. In order to reach
category I, Ken has to win three
separate races. But that he says, will be
hard to do.

“The category I and II racers
generally race together all the time
anyway, because there are so few

“category I racers that it's hard for a lot

of them to be in one race. So, they aliow
the category II racers to compete in
order to fill out a field."

Although Kessler tries to race
whenever he can during the summer,
his training for the summer sport
begins long before that. Ken is a cross
country skier during the winter at Nor-
thern Michigan University, and that, he
says, keeps up his endurance. He tries
to get out riding on the streets as soon
as they're passable, usually in late
February. This past winter, he spend.
three weeks training in Florida.

In addition he lifts weights. “I try to
build up my upper body by lifting
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weights when 1 can,” he says, ‘but I
never touch the weights with my legs.
You can’t have big bulky legs when
you're peddling a lot of rpm’s. The ex-
tra muslces may hurt more than help.”

Kessler contends that he is more of an
endurance rider than a sprinter, and is
geared toward the long race. He also is
more suited for hill climbing than the
bigger guys.

“The lighter, smaller guys have a

much easier time on the hills than so-

meone who is six foot tall and weighs
180 pounds.”

A fine example of this is Ken's
seventh place finish out of 81 riders
competing in the 108-mile state cham-
pionship race at the General Motors
proving grounds in Milford. Kessler
spent four hours and forty minutes
circling the 1l-mile, hill plagued
course,

Kessler averaged just over 23 miles
an hour for the race, a figure reached
by many of the state championship
riders.

“About 17 guys finished within ten
seconds of each other,” said Kessler,
‘““and that isn't strange at all. Bicycle
riders are different than marathon run-
ners in that they travel in packs, You
won't find the field all spread out in a
race of any length. Nobody shoots out
and rides along because the wind
resistance is better in a pack, and
therefore the rlding is faster dnd

. easier.”

Another facet that makes the riding
easier is the refreshments served along
the way. Like marathon runners, each
cyclist has friends stationed along the
course offering him oranges and other
foods to keep going. Also, many racers

»

carry their own water bottles on their
bikes. '

“Generally everybody eats at about
the same times,” he says. ‘“There is
usually a feeding section on the uphill
stretch. It's easy to eat and drink whi:&
you're racing because there is no jer
ing motion like running so the stomach
doesn’t get upset.”

Ken prepared for Saturday’s 40-mile
Birmingham race by competing in the
Wisconsin Milk Race, held in Green
Bay, over the Fourth of J uly holiday.

But despite his interest in the sporﬁ
Kessler doesn’t know how long he'll
keep going.

“It's getting to where I don’t have the
time or the money to stay in it,”” he
says. “It's hard to advance to category
one unless you're riding and racing all
the time. I may drop out rather tha"
stay at this level, but I don’t know yet.”

*“I got into this sport because I wasn't
crazy about team sports. It seemed just
right for me because it’s an individual
sport and riding is pleasurable, But 1
don’t know how long I'll continue.”

As a result of Ken's seventh pla;f§)

finish at the state championships, he
may be allowed to race in the national
championships held in Milwaukee, July
29th, But that has not been determined
by USCF officials yet.

Even so, Kessler will be out there

Saturday in Blrmmgham trying to be'*
!

ter his two previous performances.

“It’s a different type of race and it's
not my kind of race,” he says. “It's a
points race and that means points will
be awarded for sprints at different in-
tervals along the way. It's tailor-made

for track riders, but I'll give it my bes{Q
shot.”

Several Novi ath}letes

will compete in college

All-League talent was somewhat thin
at Novi High over the past nine months.

This year's senior class, though, pro-
duced two of the finest athletes in their
respective sports to ever come out of
Novi — and both apparently have pro-
mising futures in college.

Kevin Mills, who led the Wildcat
wrestling squad to what may have been
its best year ever and became the
school's first state wrestling champion
in history last February, has been of-
fered a wrestling scholarship at the
University of Nebraska and will attend
the business school there next fall.

Nebraska is a member of the Big
Eight Conference, one of the most
powerful college wrestling conferences
in the nation. Schools like Oklahoma
and Iowa State are perennial national
champions.

But according to Novi coach Russ
Gardner that shouldn't hinder Mills.

“I think he’ll wrestle well,” Gardner
says. ‘“His first four matches are
against Oaklahoma, Oklahoma State,
fowa and Iowa State (four of the top
wrestling schools in the country), but
he’s good enough for it. If he works hard
enough he can handle that type of com-
petition.”

Mills, who racked up a 49-4 record
last winter en route to the Class B 126-
pound state wrestling championship,
has already been invited to an Olympic
training camp in Nebraska later this
month, and has wrestled in AAU com-
petition throughout his years at Novi.

Wildcat football team.

But Mills apparently isn’t the only

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Summer chores

Trap slugs, sharpen blade, spray

"« Summertime, and the garden is
growing, It's no time to sit back and
play spectator, however. There's plenty
to do in the law and garden now.
Michigan State University Extension
specialists say these activities are
timely:

" —Continue to spray apple trees every

7 to 10 days to protect them against
diseases and Insects, Peaches, pears,
cherries and plums need spraying
every two weeks.

—Control weeds in strawberries.
Space runners eight inches apart in the
row and make rows 36-48 inches wide.

—Sidedress vegetables — except for
tomatoes, peppers, eggplant and sum-
mer squash — with nitrogen at one
pound per 1,000 square feet. Fertilize
these four crops only after they have set
some fruit. Too much nitrogen before
fruit set will cause a flush of foliage
growth at the expense of flowers and
[raits.

—To keep plants producing, harvest
beans and cucumbers as soon as they
ripen,

-, =—Check tomatoes for aphids, horn-
worms, slugs and fruitworms. Spray
;with malathion to control aphids. Pick
‘hornworms off by hand and destroy

them If slugs are a problem, remove
mulch and garden debris that provide
cover for them. Or trap the slugs in
saucers of beer set in the garden at
night or under boards laid betweenr the
rows, Lift the boards during the day
and destroy the slugs.

Check developing fruit for fruitworm
feeding and larvae hiding inside the
damaged area. Sevin or malathion at
the bases of the plants will give some
fruitworm control.

—Water tomatoes, peppers, eggplant
and summer squash thoroughly and
often enough to protect them against
wide variations in soil moisture. This is
your best defense against blossom end
rot.

—Transplant cabbage, broccoli and
cauliflower; and seed lettuce, onions,
beets, beans, radishes and spinach in
the garden for a fall crop.

—Spray tomato plants with Maneb,
Zineb, captan or an all-purpose garden
fungicide labeled for tomatoes to con-
trol early and late blight and anthrac-
nose.

—Keep a close eye on houseplants set
outdoors for the summer. They may
need water once or twice a day. They
may also become infested by insects.

Root the cuttings
for blooming plants by Christmas.

—If lacebugs are a problem on An-
dromeda and azalea, control them with
malathion or Sevin sprayed on the
undersides of the leaves.

—Prune and shape narrow-leaved
evergreens by July 15,

—Honey locust and maple may be
damaged by aphids and leafhoppers.
Control aphids with malathion and
leathoppers with Sevin,

—Spruce and hemlock may be suffer-
ing from spider mite attack. Shaking
branches over white paper will reveal
the pests. They will appear as small,
moving specks. A kelthane spray will
control them,

—Fertilize trees before July 15. Fer-
tilizing later may make them suscepti-
ble to winter injury. '

—Sycamores, oaks and other trees
that have lost leaves to anthracnose
should be watered to stimulate them to
produce a new crop of leaves.

—Pick faded flowers and seedpods
from the larger marigolds, cosmos,
snapdragons, zinnias and pansies to
keep them blooming all summer. An-
nual phlox, dianthus, verbena, petunia
and moss rose (portulaca) will keep
blooming without this help. Cutting
back long, straggly stems will keep
them compact and encourage bran-
ching, :

—Irises that haven't been divided in
five or six years should be dug, divided
and replanted after they’ve finished
blooming. Discard any showing signs of
iris borer damage.

—Aphids on chrysanthemums,
nasturtiums, roses and other flowering
plants can be controlled with
malathion,

—Cut back the strong shoots of
wisteria to encourage flowering next
year.

—If you haven't already mulched
your roses, do it now.

—Continue a disease and insect con-

trol program for roses,

—Remove faded rose flowers just
before the petals begin to fall off. Cut
the stems back to just above a node
bearing a leaf with five leaflets.

~Mildew problems on mums, phlox,
dahlias, privet, zinnias, lilae,
honeysuckle or ivy should be treated
with sulphur, Karathane, Pipron,
benomyl or Actidione PM at two- to
four-week intervals through
September.

—Prune climbing roses after they
have finished blooming.

—Mulch flower borders and shrubs.

—During dry weather, water trees
and shrubs thoroughly, especially new-
ly planted ones.

—Water vegetable gardens, flowers
and lawns once a week during dry
periods so that the soil is wet to a depth
of six inches.

—Do not use broadleaf weed killers
containing Silvex when the
temperature is higher than 75-80
degrees I'. They will damage the turf.

—If you plan to seed a new lawn or
renovate an old one in late summer or
early fall, now is the time to control
perennial weeds like bentgrass,
quackgrass and tall fescue. Be careful
with lawn herbicides. They may injure
or kill trees, shrubs, vegetables and
flowers.

—To get Zoysia grass out of your
lawn, you must kill it with a systemic
herbicide and remove the sod. If you
don’t, it will regenerate from its
underground rhizomes.

—During July and August, raise the
mowing height of your lawn by one
inch. This will encourage root forma-
tion and strengthen the grass plants.

—Keep lawn mower blades sharp.
Dull blades tear the grass. Tearing
reduces vigor and results in poor turf
quality.

To write history book

Novi high school instructor Cecille
Carter really didn’t know what she was
getting into when she assigned herself
the task of writing the history of a
Southwest American Indian tribe.

@ But she is more than happy, and in-
finitely busy, with the project.

Carter, claiming a blood line of one-
guarter Caddo Indian, has spent por-
tions of the past eight years resear-
ching the history of the Caddo tribe and
hopes to complete her work in book

#yrrm in the near future.
" “Istarted in earnest in 1970 collecting
the information for the history of the
Caddo people,” she said. *‘And at first it
was very difficult to find a lot of in-
fdPmation in one place. I would find a
rdidrence here, a paragraph there, and

altidotnote somewhere else. A lot of it

“v‘ds;in old French and Spanish.”

»Simce that time Carter says she has
uncovered a wealth of information that
could cover a possible three-volume
history.

“I wouldn’t even try to put it all into

ne book,"’ she said.

Carter began her study of her
ancestors’ tribe during the summer
vaeation months from her job at Novi
-High School. Each summer since 1970
shéetraveled to Anadarko, Oklahoma,
thescentral location of the Caddo peo-
pzq:‘to obtain information about the

L3

tribe’s history. Since thal time she has
investigated records in the nearby
states of Louisianna, Arkansas, and
Texas.

But her link with the Caddo history
began well before that.

Although her father was half Caddo
and she was born in Oklahoma, Cecille
was raised without an Indian
background. A parental divorce
separated Cecille from her father's In-
dian culture and she left the territory.

She made her f{irst trip to Anadarko in
1950 t¢ +isit her grandmother, and that
was when her {ondness of the Caddo
people began to grow.

“I was really amazed at the extended
family concept of the people,’ she said.
“I also heard a lot about my father
from the older Caddo there. I had heard
earlier that he was a great athlete and
the older people confirmed it."

Carter's father, Stephen Elkins, was
a decathalon contender for the 1928
Olympics in Amsterdam, and also
played both professional baseball and
football. Carter confirmed much of
what she learned about her father’s
athletic exploits from newspaper clipp-
ings she researched while studying the
tribe. '

““One of the biggest problems I've en-
countered with trying to write a history
of the Caddo Indians is their tradition of
oral history,” she said, “They very
rarely write anything down, even to-

day. Although I'm trying to get the peo-
ple to start recording things, they're
still reluctant to do so and rely on oral
history.”

Although Carter maintains that it's
not the Indian way to keep written
records, she's doing her part by writing
her story. She spends about five hours
each day on the project.

“I’d like to make this a complete
work on the Caddo people,” she says,
“but I realize what an enormous task
that would be. Still, no one has written a
hook so a Caddo child can pick it up and
read about his ancestry."

Carter obtained much of her informa-
tion from the older members of the Cad-
do tribe. She spent weeks with tribal
members and had interviews with the
daughter of the last strong tribal chief,
the granddaughter of another former
chief, and the present tribal chairman,

Through the interviews, Carter ob-
tained a vast knowledge of former Cad-

do customs and traditions,

“There really is a lot I didn’t know,"
she said. “Since I found all this in-
formation about the traditions, I'd like
to write my first book on that alone, The
history is scheduled for the second book
right now.”

Carter noted that most of the Caddo

Indians alive today are concentrated in
the Anadarko area, where some still
farm on the lands allotted them by the
federal government near the turn of the

century. She stated that there are ahout
1,200 Caddo Indians on the tribes census
role, but that most have left the western
Oklahoma area,

“People grow up, go to school, get
jobs, and don't come back,” she said.
“There still are tribal meetings and the
Caddo do have their own council and
by-laws. They're a federally chartered
group and work mainly as a social ser-
vice now."” ‘

The old Caddo tradition is for the
most part, still alive, according to
Carter, but she did notice a decline in
the Caddo language, -

“The Caddo language is dying out,”
she explained. “So few of the young
people learn it. You'll find very few peo-
ple under the age of 50 who speak Cad-
do. Some between the ages of 30 and 50
can understand it, but not speak it, and
most of the people under the age of 20
know just the common words.”’ .

Language has been a longtime trou-
ble spot for the Caddo, as the language
sounds difficult to the English ear. As a
result, American census takers record-
ed only the Caddo names they could
understand, and made up names for
those they couldn’t. Such was the case
for Carter’s grandmother whose dif-
ficult Caddo name was disregarded. On
the census roles she was listed as “Fan-
ny Brown."” _

In her writing, Carter, will trace the
history of the Caddo tribe from lits
origins in the Louisianna, Arkansas
area, through its journey westward into
Texas, and finally through its forced ex-
ile from Texas to Oklahoma.

As an author, Carter will not only
have to thank the members of the Cad-
do tribe and government officials who
made her research possible, but the
Novi school board for giving her a one
year leave of absence to complete the
work, _

“1 am -especially grateful to the
school board,’’: she says. ‘‘Without the
one year leave, 1.could have never com-
pleted my research.

“And my family has been marvelous
too, I couldn’t have done it without
them.” :

Carter hopes to have a rough draft of
her work completed by August and has
already found a couple of organizations
interested in publishing her finished
product.

“The difficult part is that new
material is coming out all the time,”
she said. “It's hard to know when to
stop gathering information and when to
start writing."”’ ‘

Cecille Carter resides on Six Mile
Road in Northville and teaches in the
composition skills department at Novi
High School. She was responsible for
originating the high school debate and
forensics teams and also submitted the
proposal for the recently dedicated
school radio station to the school board
over a year ago. '

Garrard also said in his letter that Guinness’ lack of collated data
in relation to one way streets does not enable them to comment
authoritatively on the significance of Bandera Street in record terms.

The editor added that currently, the shortest reported measure-
ment of a street is Tolbooth Street in Falkirk, Scotland. The measure-
ment is 58 feet, but, it is not a one way street!

mother while she is away.

One mother said that if she comes
home early her 4-year-old usually is
watching television, is surprised to see
her, and resents intrusion on her
privacy. “That behavior among
children may suggest they are capable
of adjusting to more than they are given
credit for,”” Baldwin said. “A mother
can get into the parent-child relation-
ship again once she comes home, but
she doesn’t have to dive in head first.

“Have family members attach little
messages to the refrigerator that say
how they are feeling,” Baldwin sug-
gested. ‘‘This can hasten the re-opening
of communication.”

Other ideas: at dinner or any ap-
propriate time, have all family
members tell something that happened
that day to make them happy. Plan an
occasional activity that gives mother
and child time alone.

Baldwin also pointed out that working
mothers may have to deal with verb G
abuse from current or potential
employers who don’t trust their depen-
dability because children are at home,

“Just let them know you will provide
alternative child care — a problem you
can adequately handle,” Baldwin said.

Some women spend more time 3
home by finding only part-time work o?
teaming up with another woman and
convincing an employer to split the
working day between them.

“No matter what kind of decision a
mother makes — whether or not to pur-
sue outside work, or how to adjust after,
wards - she should decide what is mo;Q
important to her instead of always
deferring to others,”” Baldwin said.

“A mother who takes care of her own
needs, it . has been shown by
psychologlsté is more able to meet the
needs of her family,” according to
Baldwin.

(Wednesday) to okay a contract for

ntinued local funding of the Lakes
Area Special Dial-A-Ride van, the
Wolverine Lake Village Council will
hear a recommendation from President
John McLellan that the agreement with
the Southeastern Michigan Transporta-
tion Authority SEMTA) should not be
‘ﬁ'fproved.

If the council goes along with
McLellan’s recommendation and re-
jects the six-month pact at tonight
meeting, Lakes Area Special service in
the village will be dropped tomorrow,
_according to Dan Morrill, SEMTA’s
Qsistant general manager.

Four of the five other communities
served by the 12-passenger van already

have approved the contract, which calls
for local funding of one-third of the
Special’s net operating costs, estimated

" at $130 a month from each municipali-

ty, until December 31 or the start of the
Oakland County Advanced Reservation
Transit (OCART) system.

Morrill said he extended the deadline
for village approval of the contract
from June 30 until July 12 because of
misunderstandings over the funding
formula,

He added, however, that, if a contract
is not approved, Dial-A-Ride service for
Wolverine Lake will be discontinued as
of July 13. The four other communities

— Commerce, Novi, Walled Lake and.

Wixom — will be asked to cover the

-village's share of the costs, Morrill

sald.

The Novi City Council made its ap-
proval of the coptract subject to
ratification of the pact by the other
communities.

It was unclear earlier this week what
effect the village's possible rejection of

the agreement could have on the other

units of government.

McLellan sald he felt the council
should not approve the contract
because it Is “‘another form of double
taxation."

“I don't feel it’s fair to ask the people
of this area to pay taxes, license fees
and transfer taxes for a bus system for
Detroit and then have (SEMTA) come
back and tell us to pay the freight for
our own bus system,’’ he said.

“They gave Detroit $800,000 for a sub
way study and then they tell us we've
got to pay $130 a month for a bus
system. That's just not fair.”

Dial-A-Ride

As long as the local communities pay
a share of the Dial-A-Ride operating ex-
penses, McLellan added, there is no
“Incentive for SEMTA to give us ser-
vice."

The village president also said he felt
that senior’citizens, who comprise the
majority of the Lake Area Special’s
ridership, are being used as “pawns in
SEMTA’s little games."

Lakes Area Transportation Commis-
sion officials say that the Special has a
monthly ridership of over 900
passengers, which is near capacity for
the van,

However, McLellan said that “not
one village resident has asked me about
this. I have to assume that they don't
care."

bias charge

Sexual discrimination charges have
been filed against the Walled Lake
School District by a female teacher who
was recently passed over in appoint-
ments to two elementary school prin-
cipal vacancies.

The News has learned that Dr.
Norene Daly, a reading specialist at
Western High School, has filed the
charges with the federal Equal
Employment Opportunity Commission
{EEOQC).in Detroit.

Superintendent Dr. Don Sheldon told
The News Monday that he had not yet
received official notification of the
charges, but Dr. Daly reported that the
charges have been filed.

EEQC officials declined any com-
ment on the case.

The News has learned, however, that
the suit will charge that the school
district has systematically excluded
women from upper level management
positions.

According to unsubstantiated figures,
there are 47 males and just three
females covered by the district's ad-
ministrative contract, In addition,

there are no females in executive posl—
tions in central administration with the
exception of Public Information Offlcer
Delores Kryszak.

Dr. Sheldon declined comment on the
suit until he has received official
notification of the charges. Dr. Daly
also declined comment on the charges.
on the grounds that the case is current-
ly under the jurisdiction of the EEOC,

The filing of the sexual discrimina-
tion charges marks the latest chapter in
the dispute between Dr. Daly and the
school district over the appointments to
the two elementary school principal
vacancies. The sexual discrimination
icharges are not directly related to the
appointments, however, since one of
the individuals selected to fill the va-
cant positions was a woman.

The Walled Lake School Board of-
ficially acknowledged the appointment
of Robert Voss and Mrs. Gail Stephens
to fill the elementary school principal
vacancies at its June meeting,

Mrs. Campion was elected board
president for the 1976-77 school year
and was elected vice-president of the
board for the 1977-78 school year.

She was also elected to the Oakland
County Intermediate School Board in
June. Intermediate school board
members are elected by Oakland Coun-
ty school districts.

In other business, the school board:

—named Barbara Scully as its
delegate on the Oakland County In-
termediate Budget Review Committee.
Warren Williams was selected as the
alternate.

—selected Chester Gerbensky to
serve as the board liaison with the
Michigan Association of School Boards
(MASB) for the purpose of keeping the
board informed regarding items of
special information from the MASB.

—authorized Assistant Superinten-
dent for Business Harry Carlson to act
as the district’s agent to repurchase
Walled Lake School debt bonds at a
price not to exceed par value and not to
exceed a total of $400,000 during the
1978-79 school year.

—voted to retain board meeting dates
as the second Monday of each month at’
8 p.m. In a departure from previous
policy, however, the board also voted to
schedule two of the regular meetings in
elementary schools.

The October 9 meeting will be held in
the Wixom Elementary School and the
April 9 meeting will be held at the
Dublin Elementary School. Board
members expressed hope that the
meetings in the schools would en-
courage public participation,
