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The eight and one-half by four foot 
sign was erected outside Novi Elemen­
tary School last week after the building 
had been on the market for three years, 

The school district has not tried to at­
tempt to sell the building through a real, 
estate agent, it has merely "put a sign 
up," accol'ding to Assistant Superinten­
dent Dr. William Barr. 

Barr explained the district believes it 
has a marketable piece of merchandise 
and will not have to pay 10 percent fee if 
it is able to sell the building itself. "We 
didil't see a real estate agent as a 
necessary ingredient." 

The Novi school administration cur­
rently is engaged in talks with two par­
ties who have expressed "much in­
terest " in the purchase of the property, 
but there has been no formal offer, Barr 
said. 

In fact the district has not received 
any written offers for the building since 
it went on the market three years ago, 
Barr said. The parties now discussing 

the purchase could decide not to make 
an offer for the building or "could make 
an offer next week," Barr said. 

The administration has talked to bet­
ween six and ten different parties con­
cerning purchase of the property, but 
none materialized in a sale. 

The district has never conducted a 
formal appraisal of the building which 
sits on 10.3 acres of land. Barr said he 
had received informal appraisals and 
the district would likely have an ap­
praisal completed if it received a for­
mal offer for the building. 

Barr said of those interested in buy­
ing the property some had indicated 

they would be willing to renovate the 
building while others had considered 
buying the property and demolishing 
the building. 

"With the price of construction these 
days I Imagine a person would look a 
long time before deciding to knock that 
building down," Barr said. 

He also indicated that at one time the 
district had been approached by a 
potential purchaser who had offered to 
construct a new elementary building 
which could be traded for the old 
building. 

The school district intends to sell the 
building at a price which will enable the

What's new will be a series of 12 panels of faces 
adorning the walls of the auditorium - six panels 
on each wall. 

Described by their creator as a "wall 
gi'aphic," the series of panels is a gift to the new 
Novi High School from the graduating class of 1977. 

Lilli Jolgren, the creator of the wall graphic, 
explained that the 1977 granduating class decided 
to use the excess funds in its budget to make a con­
tribution back to the school. 

Lil l i , 19, was a member of the class and Is the 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Lelaild Jolgren of the 
Meadowbrook Glens Subdivision. She is presently a 
student at the Orchard Ridge Campus of Oaklaild 
Community College where she is pursuing an art-
photography curriculum. 

"The class president, Patty Coleman, ap-
pi-oached me with the idea of creating some sort of 
art work as the class donation back to our high 
school," explained LilH. 

"The wall graphic of 12 faces is what I finally 
came up with," she added. 

The wall graphic involves both photography 
and more conventional artwork. 

The process, begins with black-and-white 

negatives. The grey tones are removed from the 
negatives which are then projected on a board and 
retraced, further removing grey tones and accen­
tuating the stark black and white qualities of the 
pictures. 

The process is then repeated in order to accen­
tuate the black and white contrast even further. 
Each of the faces will appear on a two by three foot 
board which will be hung on the wall to form the 
overall effect. 

Lilli estimates that each of the 12 faces takes 
approximately 15 hours to complete. She says she 
has put somewhere between 150 and 200 hours in 
the project. 

Who are the people in the panels? 
Lilli states only that they are people she knows. 

Some are members of the Class of 1977, others are 
members of the high school faculty, and others are 
merely people from Novi. 

"It's basically a panorama of people of dif­
ferent ages," explained the young artist. "The wall 
graphic represents a cross-section of people from 
Novi," 

Lill i said she plans to hang the 12 panels in the 
auditorium over this weekend so that residents who 
attend holiday concerts will be able to see and en-
joy them next week.

Implementation of the Headlee 
Amendment will not hurt the Novl 
Schools in terms of its ability to 

ifl^nerate the amount of money it needs 
for the upcoming school year. But it will 
reduce the amount of money the district 
receives, according to one official, 

Assistant Superintendent Dr. William 
Barr told the school board Thursday, 
November 21, a citizen committee had 

Ijl^stimated the district would receive 
?777,639 if Headlee had not been im­
plemented. 

Though the district had projected it 
would need about that figure, it now ex-
peels to receive $818,163, slightly above 
the aiilount the district projected it 

2 would need. 
r He said that without the Headlee 

amendment the district could have ex-

pected increased revenues of $1,074,999 
but under the Headlee amendment the 
district will only receive $818,163. 

In other words, the Novi School 
District will get a little more than it 
needs, but not as much as It could have 
gotten had Headlee not been approved. 

Barr's calculations show that without 
the Headlee amendment the district 
could have expected to levy 33.04 mills 
but with the new requirements in effect 
the district will levy only 31.76 mills. 

The amendment requires that when 
assessment rates rise faster than the 
consumer price index the mlllage must 
be reduced annually by the difference 
between the two. 

The true cash value of property in 
Novi has been determined to be 14 per-
cent over, the 1977 assessment, Barr 

calculated the millage rollback, on in­
dications that the consumer price index 
is expected to be about 9.6 percent. 

In arriving at his total levy figures 
Barr also used an estimated new city 
construction of $9 million which he in­
dicated could be considered conser­
vative. 

He also projected the total state 
equalized valuation of local property to 
be $200,652,547. 

Despite explaining the figures to the 
school board, Barr cautioned that much 
Interpretation of the amemdment still 
must be resolved by the legislature and 
any projections were "educated 
guesses," 

He indicated the legislature is trying 
to iron out differences of opinions in 
areas where the Headlee amendment 

does not give clear definitions of its in-
tent. 

For example, he cited the problem of 
defining new construction. Assessors 
have a very technical definition of new 
construction which includes im-
provements which increase the value of 
property, while others may consider 
new construction to be only new 
buildings, Barr explained. 

He said there are also problems of in­
terpreting the scope of the section 
which requires state funding of state 
mandated programs. "Is K through 12 
education a state mandated program?'' 
BaiT asked. 

Another debatable issue is ' the 
millage rollback, Barr explained. Some

construction of a new elementary 
building, Barr noted that while he did 
not want to put a price tag on the site

One local real estate broker indicated, 
he could not give an opinion on whether 
the district's asking price was fair, 
since he had not seen the inside of the 
building. In fact, he commented that 
when he had called to inquire about the 
sale of the building he was given only 
general Information. 

He agreed the property was salable, 
but questioned wiiether the school-
district was using the right approach in 
selling the building and its property. 

Joe Polisano of J.P, Realty said he 
also did not believe it was fair for the

Official census enumerators will be 
walking through Novi beginning Mon­
day, December 18, in an attempt to up­
date population figures, making the ci­
ty eligible for additional liquor licenses. 

The city is allotted one liquor license 
for every 1,500 residents and city of­
ficials hope the census results will show 
the city can gain two to three new 
licenses. 

Some 21 census takers will be coming 
door to door beginning December 18 
asking questions incliiding name, age, 
if the head of the household is employed 
full time, where does the head of the 
household work, how long have the 
residents lived in Novi, and where did 
the resident live before coming to Novl. 

All the census takers will have 
credentials from the secretary of 
state's office and anyone questioning 
the credentials of the census taker can 
call city hall for further information. 

It is not known how long it will take 
the city to complete the special census 
count since it is to be conducted during 
the holiday season and many people 
may be away from home, according to. 
one city official. However, it was 
earlier estimated the census could take 
90 days to complete and validate, mak­
ing the licenses available sometime 
around the spring of 1979. 

The secretary of state office grants 
the city permission to conduct the cen­
sus and the city was given the go ahead 
Monday, December 11. The authoriza­
tion to request permission from the 
Secretary of State's office to proceed 
'with the census was granted by the 
Novi City Council at its September 25 
meeting. 

The vote reversed two previous deci-
sions by the council to reject the pro­
posal. Opponents had argued the cost of 
conducting the census would not merit 

the benefits the city would receive in 
return. 

Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall 
argued for the special census in order 
for the city to gain the additional liquor 
licenses. Those licenses could raise 
enough additional tax revenue to offset 
the approximate $10,000 cost of con­
ducting the census, he claimed. 

The licenses could be the determining 
factor in the city's ability to lure high 
quality developments into the city, 
Kriewall had maintained. 

City officials granted the city's last 
two liquor licenses a year ago with the 
issuing of licenses to Jonathon B's Pub 
in the Twelve Oaks, Mall and Kiln's 
Gardens, a Chiiiese-Polynesian 
Restaurant under constructioil on Novi 
Road just north of Grand River Avenue. 

If no special census were conducted 
the city would have to wait until the 1980 
census is certified and probably would 
not receive any additional liquor 
licenses until January of 1981, 

Officials had pushed for the census 
since 1975 figures show the city popula­
tion at 14,385 residents and estimates of 
the city's population today run from 
16,000 to 19,000. 

The city estimates run even higher 
when the population of seven parcels of 
Novl Township, which have been slated 
for annexation, are included. But the 
annexation planned for October 1 has 
been delayed by an appeal by township 
resident W, B.Chase. 

The state recommended that because 
of the appeal the city could be In line for 
further lawsuits if it goes ahead with a 
census of the township parcels and sug­
gested not conducting counts there. 

However, the city has replied it will 
accept all responsibility and plans are

School officials report 

lice epidemic is rumor 
Rumors of a head lice epidemic in the 

Novi Elementary Schools were laid to 
rest at the Novl School Board meeting 
last week when one school principal 
reported fewer students have been 
found carrying lice this year than in the 
past. 

Roy Williams, principal of Novi 
Woods Elementary, told the board "the 
rumors are unfounded." He explained 
this year no more than two students at 
one time have been found carrying lice. 

The principal said at his school he 
had found six cases of head lice and all 
have since been cleared up. He explain­
ed that when the cases are found the 
students are sent home immediately 
with a recommendation to see a doctor. 

A doctor can prescribe the use of 
"Quell" shampoo which kills the lice 
and their eggs. The hair also must be 
combed with a very fine-toothed comb 
to remove the bugs. 

Williams indicated that many times 
parents are embarrased and panic 
when they find their child has heaî  lice. 
However, he said there is no reason for 
that reaction since head lice cases oc-
cur more commonly in affluent homes. 

"It is no Indication the family is poor 
or unclean," Williams said. He In­
dicated girls usually contract lice most 
frequently. 

The lice are sometimes discovered by 
accident, but usually only are found 
after a close examination of the scalp, 
Williams said. He has a hand 

microscope which he uses to find the 
lice. 

"Every year we have these cases and 
in some years we have nlore than 
others," Williams said. "We have a lot 
of problems over there that are bigger 
than that." 

The question of a potential lice pro­
blem was raised by Dr. Tadashi. 
Tokuhlro. He told the board he was not 
living in Vietnam or Calcutta. "I am 
living In the very sanitary city of Novl 
and I hope you take a Very serious look 
at this," Tokuhlro said.

Engineering is now underway for the 
portion of the road paving program 
slated for 1979.

-South Lake Drive along the west 
side of Walled Lake; 

-BeckRoad from 8'/2 to 10 Mile; 
-Taft Road from B'/a to Nine Mile;

-11 Mile from Taft Road to Grand 

River. 
When plans have been completed, 

special assessment hearings to appor­
tion the costs of the paving will be con­
ducted. The city has already awarded 
bids for two of next year's projects, in­
cluding the paving of Meadowbrook 
from Eight to Nine Mile and Nine Mile 
from Ennishore to Haggerty Road. 

Preliminary work on those two pro­
jects has begun and paving is expected 
to have been completed by mid­
summer, according to Kriewall. The ci­
ty has also established a special assess­
ment district for the paving of Nine 
Mile from Taft to Novi Road. 

In this year's program the paving of 
13 M i l e be tween N o v i and 
Meadowbrook Roads was completed in 
November, although city officials had 
speculated earlier that the project had 
little chance for completion this year.

hold up plans for the paving of 13 Mile 
came under fire from residents of the 
Chateau Estates Mobile Home Park. 
City officials took the position that 13 
Mile would not be paved until the an­
nexation of the township had been com­
pleted. They subsequently reversed 
that decision in the wake of the citizen 
opposition. 

The residents of the park agreed to 
vote against further appeals to annexa­
tion and the city then proceeded to pave 
the road. 

Also completed in the 1978 paving 
program were 1.75 miles of Beck Road, 
one mile of Taft Road, and two miles of 
Meadowbrook Road. 

The Meadowbrook project will not be 
totally completed, however, until the 
application of asphalt at the intersec­
tion of Grand River and 12 Mile. 

Nearly $1,8 million of the $6.6 million 
road program budget comes from 
special assessment levied against 
homeowners determined to be receiv­
ing benefits from the paving. 

The city currently has three suits 
pending which challenge the special 
assessment charges levied on 
homeowners along the roads paved or 
slated for paving. 

A group of residents living in the 
special assessment district which in­
cludes a portion of Meadwobrook Road 
and Nine Mile have filed suit against 
the city in Oakland County Circuit 
Court. 

Residents living in the special assess­
ment district on Nine Mile between 
Novi and Taft Road have taken their 
case to the State Tax Tribunal. And 
residents in the assessment district on 
Taft Road between Ten Mile and Grand 
River are awaiting a decision from the 
State Court of Appeals.

Leaders of the petition drive to repeal 
^Walled Lake's economic development 
^corporation (EDC) ordinance say they 
are "two-thirds of the way" toward 
gathering enough signatures to force an 
election on the issue. 

Former Councilwoinan Ruth Tuttle, 
one of the leaders of the campaign, 

Refused to disclose exactly how many 
' signatures had been collected during 

the first week of the petition drive, 
although she said more than two-thirds 
of the required number had been ob­
tained. 

Under the city charter, the residents 
have 21 days in which to collect the 

#-ignatures of 25 percent of the city's 
registered voters as of the last city elec­
tion. Clerk Ruby Lewandowski said 
that, based on the 1,898 voters who were 
registered for the 1977 municipal elec­
tion, 475 signatures would be needed on 
the referendary petitions. 

^ .Once the forms are verified by the 
clerk, the city council will have 30 days 
in'which to repeal the ordinance, which 
was adopted effective July 10, or 
schedule an election on the issue. 

The charter provides that the vote 
must be scheduled at the next city elec-

.^^ion (November 1979) or a special elec­
tion may be called. Although the coun­

cil must set a special election for in­
itiatory proposals if an election isn't 
scheduled in the next 150 days, there 
are no provisions for a special election 
on referendary questions. 

Mrs. Tuttle said the response to the 
petition drive so far has been very good, 
and she predicted that the residents will 
gather enough signatures within the 21-
day period to bring the repeal issue 
before the council. 

Opponents of the ordinance say that 
new developments cause higher proper­
ty assessments and demand for 
municipal services that outweigh the 
additional tax base and new jobs. They 
also say voters ought to have a chance 
to express their views on the EDC, 
which is designed to encourage com­
mercial and industrial expansion by 
selling revenue bonds that result in 
lower mortgage costs for the developer. 

Some critics of the Walled Lake EDC 
also have complained that the proposed 
Walled Lake Commons Kmart store, 
the only applicant so far for the income 
tax exempt bonds, may lead to more 
traffic problems on the city's already 
overburdened streets.

Under the terms of the settlement, 
the assessment of the plant was reduc­
ed some $2.94 million to $20.82 million 
for 1976, some $5.18 million to $21.82 
million for 1977, and some $4.95 million 
to $20.29 million for 1978. The total 
reduction in assessment for those three 
years is in excess ot $13 million. 

And, since the Walled Lake Schools 
have levied close to 35 mills in each of 
those years, the reimbursement to Ford 
could have been considerable if it 
weren't for the State Aid Formula. 

The State Equalized Valuation (SEV) 
of a school district is a key figure in the 
State Aid Formula. Simply stated, the 
higher the SEV, the lower the amount of 
state aid revenues. 

Since the settlement of'the Ford 
assessment dispute has reduced Walled 
Lake's SEV in each of the contested 
years, the state must pay the district 
more state aid for each of the years in 
question. 

Carlson reported that the district 
would lose some $419,000 in general aid 
revenues as a result of the Ford settle­
ment, but the state will reimburse the 
district some $395,000 through the State 
Aid Act.

Superintendent Dr. Don Sheldon 
received a vole of confidence Monday 
when the Walled Lake Board of Educa-
tion voted to grant him a six percent 
pay hike and extend his coiltract 
another year. 

"An executive with comparable 
responsibilities in the private sector 
would command a salary of $100,000," 
commented Trustee Dr. Leo Wess-
inger, Jr., who read the i-ecommenda-
tion which was subsequently approved 
by the school board. 

"It's my opinion that Dr. Sheldon has 
shown himself to be an ethical, depen-
dab le , 'and p r o f e s s i o n a l ad­
ministrator," added Wessinger. 

The board approved the motion to 
grant the six percent pay hike and ex­
tend the contract another year on a 5-2 
vote. Dissenting ballots were cast by 
Kenneth Tucker and Steven Lasher. 

Both Tucker and Lasher indicated, 
however, that their dissenting ballots 
were based solely on the five-year dura­
tion of the contract. 

"I have a philosophical problem with 
a five-year contract," explained 
Lasher. "My vote should not be inter­
preted as dissatisfaction with the per­
formance of the superintendent." 

The six percent pay hike will boost 
Dr. Sheldon's annual salary from 
$42,400 to $45,000. There will be no in­
crease in fringe benefits which were 
reported by Wessinger to be approx­
imately $16,600 per year. 

Dr. Sheldon has a five-year contract 
with the school board. The one-year ex­
tension approved by the board Monday 
will maintain the five-year duration of 
the pact. 

The subject of the superintendent's 
contract has stirred some controversy 
in recent weeks, leading the three 
school board members (Wessinger, 
Robert Cooper, and Warren Williams) 
who reviewed the contract to provide 
additional justification of their recom­
mendation. 

That controversy involved the five-
year duration of the pact. Dr. Sheldon is 
currently working 'on a five-year con­
tract which has been extended one year 
on an annual basis by the school board 
in the past. 

As a result of that extension, the five-
year contract has remained in tact. 

Opponents of the extension argued 
that the length of the contract should be 
reduced in order to limit the district's 
financial exposure in the event the

A m b u l a n c e f i r m s s w a p c h a r g e s 

Charges and counter-charges are be­
ing exchanged by two ambulance com­
panies which service the local area in 
the wake of a dispute which broke out 
over an incident which occurred in 
Walled Lake on November 29. 

Involved in the controversy are Fleet 
Ambulance and Novi Ambulance. 

Skip Miles, president of the Fleet Am­
bulance Service, is seeking criminal 
warrants against the Novi Ambulance 
Service for an alleged violation of 
Public Act 290 of 1976 which governs 
emergency medical operations. 

And John Early, pi'esidenl of the Novi 
Ambulance Service, has submitted a 
written request lo Wayne McKenna, 
head of the state's Emergency Medical 
Service Department, for an investiga­

tion of Fleet Air.bulance in conjunction 
with tile incident. 

Walled Lake Police Chief Wilford 
Hook indicated that he has taken 
statements from all parties involved in 
the incident and will make a decision 
shortly as to whether criminal war­
rants will be sought through the 
Oakland County Prosecutor's Office. 
Hook did not indicate when that deci­
sion would be made, however. 

Although there have been hard feel­
ings between the two competing am­
bulance services for some time, those 
hard feelings accelerated into an open 
dispute over the incident which oc­
curred in Walled Lake on November 29. 

Reports indicate that police were 
notified that a pedestrian had been 

struck by an automobile on 14 Mile near 
East Lake Drive at approximately 8:17 
a.m. on that date. 

Walled Lake Police Officer Ed Wilier 
and Walled Lake Fireman Jeff 
Callahan responded to the scene where 
they discovered that Kilnberiy Ann 
Panetta, a pedestrian three months 
pregnant, had been struck by a car and 
was lying on the pavement. 

An ambulance was requested and a 
call for Novi Ambulance to respond to 
the location was sent out. Hook explain­
ed that it is the city's policy to alternate 
calls between the two ambulance ser­
vices. That policy has been confirmed 
by the Walled Lake City Council. 

Callahan, who is employed part-time 
by Fleet Ambulance, reportedly

The C o m m e r c e T o w n s h i p 
Firefighters' Association has asked for 
letters of assurance from the township 
board and Fleet Ambulance Service 
that the fire department will be notified 
of all emergency calls received by the 
ambulance company. 

Firefighter Stephen Lyons requested 
the letters in a grievance filed against 
the township that was scheduled to be 
heard last night (after our deadline) by 
the township board. 

In the grievance, Lyons charged that 
Fleet responded to two emergency calls 
in the township on October 29 without 
notifying the fire department. He said it 
took the ambulance company 25 
minutes to respond to one call. 

The firemen conceded that Fleet in­
forms the department of emergency 
calls "most of the time," but added that 
the procedure should be followed all of 
the time because the fire emergency 

unit can respond to calls in two-to-three 
minutes while it sometimes takes the 
ambulance company six to 11 minutes. 

He also questioned whether Fleet 
wants to "do our job." 

Before the township board voted in 
October to enter into a contract with 
Fleet for an advanced life support 
system, Lyons and other firemen com­
plained that the department had not 
been notified of two emergency calls 
and asked for assurances that the 
department would be contacted by the 
company's dispatchers. 

Fleet President Skip Miles told the 
board that his para-medics would need 
the assistance of the fire department, 
Lyons said, adding that Chief Clarence 
Kuttkuhn and Fleet had an agreement 
on notifying the department ol 
emergency calls. 

Although he was not on duty on Oc­
tober 29, .Lyons said he filed the 

grievance because of his avid interest 
in medical emergency training and 
because he had raised questions about 
Fleet's proposed advance life support 
system at board meetings. 

Miles said the incidents that promp­
ted the grievance were "taken care of a 
month ago," and charged that the 
association was using the complaints as 
a weapon against the township in what 
appears to be a running management-
labor dispute. 

"We're caught in the cross fire bet­
ween the townsh ip and the 
firefighters," he added. 

According to the company president, 
one of the disputed emergency calls 
was a cancellation and the other involv­
ed a mistake by a dispatcher who sent 
Fleet's Waterford unit to a bar in Union 
Lake that he though was in Waterford.

cancelled the call for Novl Ambulance 
and sent out a call for Fleet Ambulance 
.to respond to the scene just as the Novi 
Ambulance crew arrived at the loca­
tion. 

Fleet offers Advanced Life Support 
(ALS) capabilities, while Novi Am­
bulance does not yet have the ALS 
systems which permit the ambulance 
crew to monitor the vital signs of the 
subject to the hospital while en route for 
treatment. 

Early reported that Callahan refused 
to permit Novi Ambulance to transport 
the patient to the hospital. Following a 
15-minute disagreement between atten­
dants from Fleet, Novi, and Callahan, 
the patient was loaded into the Novi 
Ambulance and transported to Botsford 
Hospital. 

Police records indicate that the 
woman remained lying on the pave­
ment for approximately 15 minutes bet­
ween the time Novi Ambulance arrived 
and the time that she was finally loaded 
into the ambulance for transport. 

The woman was apparently not 
seriously iiljured, however, and was 
subsequently released after treatment 
al Botsford Hospital. 

In the wake of the incident, Early has 
charged that there is an effort on the' 
part of competing ambulance' com­
panies to force him out of business. 

He charged that Fleet Ambulance is 
attempting to monopolize the emergen­
cy medical seiVice business and notes 
that several complaints have been filed 
with state authorities over the manner 
in which he operates his business. 

Early adds, however, that none of the 
charges have been proven and points to 
the fact that his license from the state 
has not been revoked. 

Early also maintains that calls to his 
ambulance company have been

"If this district is to deserve a man of 
Dr. Sheldon's proven ability then we 
must be willing to demonstrate our sup­
port and appreciation for the manner in 

which he has performed." 
Wessinger added that the school 

board could not grant the superinten­
dent the same lifetime guarantee en­
joyed by teachers who have teilure, but ^ 
should provide him with as much job 
security as possible. 

The proposed extension of the con­
tract was supported by other members 
of the board. 

Cooper stated that a reduction in the 
length of the contract would be in-' ̂ , 
dicative of dissatisfaction of Dr. 
Sheldon's performance. 

"There are no strong areas of 
dissatisfaction," he stated. "If we're to 
have meaningful discussions with our

Walled Lake's Plan Commission was 

expected to table consideration of a re­
quest for site plan approval of the pro­
posed multiple family housing develop­
ment on the Foster Farm parcel at its 
meeting last night (after our deadline). 

City Planning Consultant Tod Kilroy 
informed members of the plan commis­
sion prior to the meeting that he had 
presented the developer, Clare Bornes-
tein, with a list of revisions that would 
be necessary for site plan approval. 

"He indicated to me their design 
team would review the comments and 
determine whether the project would be 
feasible and whether they would submit 
the revised plan," reported Kilroy. 

The planning consultant stated fur­
ther that no revised site plan had been 
submitted to the best of his knowledge 
as of Tuesday noon. 

"Until a revised site plan is submit­
ted, the commission should take no ac­
tion regarding the request for ap­
proval," advised Kili'oy. 

Plans call for the development of a 
multiple family housing complex on the 
126-year old Foster Farm property near 
the intersection of Pontiac Trail and 
South Commerce Road. 

Proposed on the 54.09 acre parcel are 
a total of 58 buildings of townhouses 
with attached garages. Each of ihe 58 
buildings would (iontain eight dwelling 
units, bringing the total number of 
dwelling units proposed on the parcel to 
464. 

The proposed development has 
already sparked concerns among area 
•esidents. One of those concerns relates 
0 the future of the old Foster Farm 
homestead and barn. 

Bornestein has stated that he intends 
to respect the integrity of the original 
fai'm, but that he is uncertain as to what 

will be done with the structures. 
Although Bornestein owns the proper- * 

ty on which the homestead and barn ai-e 
located, they would not be included in 
the area proposed for the development 
of the multiple family housing complex. 

The homestead and barn are located 
on a parcel which is zoned for commer^ , 
cial development. ; 

Additional concerns have been ex­
pressed by Wolverine Lake Village 
residents over a proposed ingress-
egress point from the development into 
the Village. 

The planning consultant explalne(i 
that the initial concept plan proposed /f^ 
development of multiple family units on. 
property which is currenUy zoned com­
mercial. "Those units had to be remov­
ed from tlie plan," he explained. 

Kilroy stated further that the 
developer is facing certain physical 
constraints on the site related to poor 'iiif 
soil conditions. "It's just possible that 
he may not be able to build on thos^. 
areas without sophisticated and costly 
land filling operations," commented 
Kilroy. 

Alex Boegaerts, the architect of the. 
project, told the News that a revised, . j ^ , 
site plan has been prepared and will be ' 
submitted at the meeting. He 
acknowledged, however, that the plan- : 
ners would not make a decision on the 
revised plan. 

Kilroy indicated that other areas of, 
concern with the proposed site plan.'^J. 
relate to the limited access, the 
availability of public utilities, the 
methods of screening the proposed use , 
from adjacent single family areas, as 
well as some minor technical deficien­
cies that were noted in the plan review 
process.

The Wolverine Lake Village Council 
tonight is expected to fill the council 
vacancy created last month by the 
death of Dean Ratliff.

the April 1979 village election. 

Mrs. Matkowski now serves as 
chairperson of the village zoning board 
of appeals, a, post she would have to 
resign if she's named to the council, and 
is employed in the Novi Police Depart­
ment's court services bureau. 

Woodrow is an auxiliary officer with 
the village police department and is 
employed as sales manager of a 
hydraulics firm. 

Under the village charter, the charter 
has 60 days from the date of Ratliff's 
death (November 2) in which to make 
an appointment or a special election 
will be called. 

Council President John McLellan 
said Monday that he hadn't heard of 
any other residents who might apply for 
the vacancy.

The contract of the Walled Lake 
"Superintendent of Schools will not be 

treated' as a public document and will 
not be released upon request. 

That was the position adopted by the 
Walled Lake Board of Education Mon­
day in spite of concerns that It may be 
in violation of the state's Public In-

l̂)'X)rmation Act. 
Specifically, the board unanimously 

defeated a motion to treat the contract 
of Superintendent Dr. Don Sheldon "as 
a public document to be released upon 
request." 

The board decided to take a position 
A\on the issue - at the insistence of 
"Trustee Steven Lasher -• after a 

minimum of three written requests for 
copies of the superintendent's contract 
were refused by Deputy Superintendent 
Holland Langerman. 

The written requests for copies of the 
^contract were submitted by Gerald 
%las and Arthur Stokus. Both men are 

teachers and residents in the Walled 
Lake School District. The third request 
was submitted by the Spinal Column, 
an area weekly newspaper. 

Langerman refused to comply with 
-.the requests on the basis of Section 13 of 

'•.Ihe Freedom of Information Act of 1976 
which stipulated which information is 
exempt from public disclosure. 

Specifically, Langerman denied the 
requests on the basis that "disclosure 
would constitute a clearly unwarranted 
invasion of an individual's privacy." 

The decision was apparently reached 
after consultation with the district's 
legal counsel.' 

Attorney Dennis Pollard, who was 
present at Monday's school board 
meeting, explained that the advice was 
also based on the fact that Dr, Sheldon 

jljiad entered into his contract with the 
'"Valled Lake Schools in 1971 - five 

years before the Freedom of Informa­
tion Act became effective. 

"The fact is that the contract pre­
dates the Freedom of Information 
Act," stated Pollard. "The agreement 

- reached at that time was that he (Dr. 
I'̂ tfiheldon) had an expectation of con­

fidentiality which you (the board) are 
maintaining by refusing to release the 
contract. 

"I don't believe the law would 
supercede the contract," added the at­
torney. 

Pollard also suggested that the school 
board could face the possibility of legal 
action from Dr. Sheldon If it were to 
disregard the confidentiality of the 
original agreement and reveal the 
terms of the contract. 

It was Lasher who urged the board to 
take a position on the issue. 

"In the event that we are siled for not 
revealing the contract, the burden of 
proof would be on the school board to 
show that it would be a clearly unwar­
ranted invasion of privacy," com­
mented Lasher. 

"I fell we would be hardpressed to 
show that release of the contract would 
be an unwarranted invasion of 
privacy," he added. 

School board members indicated that 
they would accept the opinion of the at­
torney and support Langerman's deci­
sion not to release the document. 

Trustee Barbara Scully said she felt 
release of the contract would be an infr­
ingement on the rights of the 
superintendent "o r any other 
employee." 

"It (the contract) is a private thing," 
she stated. "There's nothing hidden in 
that document." 

Trustee Warren Williams noted that 
the board could face legal action ir-
regardless of the decision it reached. To 
release the contract might be a viola­
tion of the contract with the superinten­
dent; not to release the contract might 
be a violation of the Freedom of In­
formation Act. 

"We're in sort of a damned-if-you-do 
or damned-if-you-don't situation," 
remarked Trustee'Dr. Leo Wessigner, 
Jr. 

"I've been told that we're better off to 
come down on the side of the privacy of 
the individual," he continued. "If we're 
going to have legal exposure regardless 
of our decision, I would prefer that our 
policy would be to maintain the privacy 
of our employees." 

Mrs. Scully added that she felt that 
the confidentiality of the superinten­
dent's contract was "a matter of com­
mon decency."

i N 'Details of Dr. Sheldon's contract 
Vere revealed at the Walled Lake 
School Board meeting Monday even 
though the board later adopted the posi­
tion that the contract is not a public 
document and is not subject to 
disclosure under the terms of the 

^i|)Freedom of Information Act. 
•The fringe benefits were revealed by 

Trustee Dr. Leo Wessinger, Jr., who 
headed up a three-man sub-committee 
appointed to review Dr. Sheldon's con­
tract. Other members of the sub-
committee were Warren Williams and 

'||j;lobert Cooper. 
Wessinger gave no reasons for the 

decision to reveal the terms of the con­
tract. The disclosure might be inter­
preted, however as an attempt by the 
board to "clear the air" over allega­

tions about the extent of fringe benefits 
^Al the superintendent's contract. 

Wessinger divided the fringe benefits 
received by the superintendent into two 
categories: direct and indirect. 

According to Wessinger, the 
superintendent received "direct" fr­
inge benefits of: 

-five percent of l\is salary to the 
state retirement fund; 

—a $5,000 tax-sheltered annuity; 
-$125,000 in'life insurance of which 

$25,000 is whole pay life; 
—30 days of paid vacation; . 
-130 days of sick leave; 
-Blue Cross-Blue Shield coverage; 
—a 60-40 dental program; and 
—personal business days as needed. 
The total value of the "direct" fringe 

benefits, reported Wessinger, is$11,412. 
The superintendent receives "in­

direct" fringe benefits of: 
- a leased automobile plus gasoline 

and insurance; 
—an annual medical examination; 
—membership dues in the Rotary and 

Optimist Clubs; and 
—the opportunity to attend ap­

propriate meetings and conventions. 
Wessinger stated that the value of the 

"indirect" fringe benefits equaled 
$5,253. The total value of both "dil-ect" 
and "indirect" fringe benefits, ac­
cording to the figures released by Wess­
inger, is $16,665.

superintendent, he must be able to

Trustee Barbara Scully stated that 

the board had a responsibility to the 
staff and the community to provide for 
continuity of programs by giving the 
superintendent a five-year contract. 

And Trustee Warren Williams said a 
pve-year contract was a small price to 
pay to have "a man of his caliber as 
chief executive officer." 

Objections to the length of the con-
ti'act were expressed by Lasher who 
suggested that a three-year pact would 
provide the same continuity and securi-

jiy'without committing the district to a 
ng-term financial agreeplent, 

Additional objections were raised by 
Arthur Stokus and Gerald Plas, Both 
men are teachers in the Walled Lake 
Schools, residents of the district, and 
active in the Walled Lake Education 
Association, 

Stokus stated that he felt the fringe 
benefit package was excessive, while 
Plas said that the $61,000 total in salary 
and fringe benefits were greater than 
the salary of the governor of the state. 

The board subsequently voted 5-2 to 
approve the recommendation to give 
Dr. Sheldon a six percent raise, a one-
year extension of his contract, and to 
maintain fringe benefits at current 
levels. Affirmative votes were cast by 
Wessinger, Cooper, Williams, Scully, 
and Betty Campion. Dissenting ballots 
were cast by Tucker and Lasher.

Detroit Edison claims the focus of 
homes in motiern subdivisorls is moving 
from the front to the back yard, whel-e 
homeowners are spending more time 
landscaping, putting in pools and 
patios, and generally using the rear of 
the home as an additional living area. 

1n response to this shift the company 
is requiring plans for all subdivisions 
developed after September 1 of this 
year to construct electiMc utilities in the 
front yards of homes. 

But at last week's Novi City Council 
meeting Mayor Romaine Roethel said, 
'lEdison will have Novi to deal with." 
She later added that the city could con­
trol placement of utilities by ordinance, 
. "I feel very strongly about this. If we 
allow this they will turn our city into a 
ljlessy place," Roethel contended. She 
said she believed the real reason behind 
the Edison requirement was that 
utilities in the front yard made it easier 
for the com.pany's ti'ucks to simply 
drive down a street to service the equip-
tjlent, 

; "I haven't heard a good reason for 
putting them in the front yard," 
Roethel said. 

The council approved the drafting of 
an ordinance which would require 
telephone and electric utilities to be 
placed in the rear yard, except in cases 
of hardship, sucti as lots with stands o( 
trees. 

They also said they would be willing 
to have a representative from Detroit 
Edison present at a future meeting to 
discuss the proposed ordinance and ex-
plain the company's reasons for asking 
that utilities be placed in front yards. 

It was suggested that Edison 

representatives be given the oi'dinance 
prior to the meeting and informed that 
the requirement would be adopted 
unless the company could corlvlnce the 
council to do otherwise. 

In a meeting unconnected with the 
council's action, a Detroit Edison 
representative and city officials got 
together last week to discuss placement 
of utilities. John Lobbia, Deti'oit Edison 
divison manager for Oaklaiid County, 
told the city manager, city engineer, 
fire marshall and electrical inspector 
the reasons behind the switcli. 

He explained the requirement is bas­
ed on long range plans for the company. 
Current problems the company faces in 
digging up back yards will be en--
countei'ed in the future. Now the com­
pany has a substantial riumber of 
digups which require significant work 
in the back yards and can "wreak 
havoc with backyards," he said. 

The Edison representative indicated 
that when the back yards of new sub-
divisons are built up in 25 years, the 
company will have the same problems 
they are currently facing when lines 
have to be replacefj, 

Detroit Edison began inaving away 
from placing utilities in the i'ear yards 
in 1971 and about 350 subdivisons across 
Oakland County now have utilities in 

- the front yards, Lobbia said. The pro­
gram was started in i-esponse to plans 
for subdivisions which backed onto 
heavily treed areas or rolling terrains. 

"Since then we have found more 
distinct advantages, in terins of ac­
cessibility, to locating facilities in the 
front yards, besides saving trees anfi 

terrain," Lobbia said. 
Lobbia said he was unaware of the ci­

ty council's objections to utilities in the 
front yards and he Indicated the com­
pany would persist in trying to convince 
the council it was in the community's 
best long-term interests to place the 
utilities in the front. 

The company's policy toward saving 
trees and terrain will not be affected by 
the placement switch, he indicated. "In 
cases where there are trees or terrain 
in the front we will go in the rear, but if 
they can build as easily in the front or 
the rear we perfer the front," Lobbias 
said. 

The Edison manager said that the 
company would be forced to comply if 
the city passed an ordinance banning 
utilities in front yards, but the company 
would continue in its attempt to place 
utilities in front by seeking individual 
variances to the ordinance. 

He indicated the council should con­
sider the benefits of ease of service ver­
sus aesthetics when the ordinance is 
decided upon. It is difficult to get major 
equipment into rear yards and service 
is slower, consequently extending the 
time residents are without service in 
emergenc ies , L o b b i a contended, 

"There's more than economics to con­
sider with the rear yard system, there 
is also the inconvenience to the 
customer." 

He explained the only equipment 
which will be visible above ground in 
the subdivision with front yard utilities 
are the green transformers which are 
two and one-half feet tall and three feet 
square. A transformer would be placed 

between every fourth house on one side 
of the street, he said. 

The ti'ansformers serve eight houses: 
four on one side of the street and four 
across the street. The transformers can 
be landscaped so they are less of an 
eyesore, but Lobbia cautioned that only 
low growing bushes which will allow 
workers to get inside the transformers 
should be used. 

Transformers "are not beautiful," he 
said. But he compared them to fire 
hydrants. "They are a very small price 
to pay in aesthetic impact in return for 
ease of service. F i re hydrants are ugly 
too, but people have decided in favor of 
the trade off between aesthetics and 
service because of the importance of 
having water in an emergency." 

He indicated the company had receiv­
ed no complaints from people who have 
homes with transformers in the front 
yard. "The only complaints are from 
people who are driving through a com­
munity, not the people living in the 
home. Its part of the trade off. We have 
to decide whether we are building for 
the passerby or the person living in the 
home," 

At the recent council meeting when 
the utilities were discussed City 
Manager E d Kriewall said that there 
are only two cities in the United States 
w h i c h r e q u i r e u n d e r g r o u n d 
transformers and both have experienc­
ed a higher rate of transformer 
failure, 

The transformers are highly sen-" 
sitive and when placed underground 
they do not function properly, he in­
dicated.

The Oakland County Board of Com­

missioners may find itself squaring off 
against the Michigan Stale Supreme 
Coul-t in an effort to cut costs in housing 
three new judges who will join the 
bench January 1. 

The commissioners last week voted 
21-2 to renovate one of their own con­
ference rooms, space occupied by the 
county's Community Development of­
fices, and a jury assembly room. The 
three rooms will be used as temporary 
courtl-ooms, 
, The commissioners, however, made 
no provisions for providing the new 
judges - Hilda Gage, Bernard Kauf­
man, and Gene Schnelz — with perma­
nent courtrooms and space tor their 
chambers and staff, 
' Both Dennis Murphy of the 24th 

District and Robert McConnell of the 

25th District were among the commis­
sioners who voted to renovate the 
space. 

Circuit Court officials were not pleas­
ed with the plan, however, and hinted 
that they would ask the State Supreme 
Court to intervene. 

The Supreme Court could appoint a 
panel to try to come up with a solution. 
If the commissioners i-efused to go 
along with that panel's I'ecommenda-
tions, they could be held in contempt of 
court, 

"We still believe," said Cii'cuit Court 
Administrator Fred Mester, "the room 
for temporary courtrooms should pro­
vide the necessary space for adjacent 
offices for staff, a jury room, and 
chambers to permit the judges to func­
tion as they desire," 

D o n ' t p l o w s n o w i n s t r e e t 

Aside from stating that judges tradi­
tionally have had their courtrooms 
flose to their chambers, jury rooms, 
and staffs, court officials said there 
were other priactical reasons behind 
demanding conveniently located space 
for the new judges, 

Mester stated that the plan does not-
account for the security of the judges 
and the jurors. He noted that the plan 
adopted by the commissioners would 
force the judges, jurors, and prisoners 
to walk through public hallways. 

Judges could be attacked and jurors 
and witnesses could be intimidated, he 
hinted, "Jurors will be intermingling in 
the hallways with witnesses and their 
families. 

"That's totally unacceptable," he ad­
ded. 

Judges, jurors and prisoners, now" us­
ing private hallways, are shielded from 
the public. 

Chief Circuit Court Judge Steven An­
drews offered his own suggestions 
which were summarily i'ejected by the 

board's planning and building commit­
tee, 

Andrews suggested that the county's 
reimbursement division be immediate­
ly relocated and construction begin on a 
permanent courtroom. 

To accommodate other temporary 
courtrooms and permanent cour­
trooms, he suggested that County Pro­
secutor L. Brooks Patterson and his 
operation be moved from their fourth 
floor offices. 

"While the relocation of the Pro­
secutor's Office is not necessarily 
within the court's discretion or respon--
sibility, we would suggest the area ill 
the North Office Building where the 
Probation Department is presently 
located," wrote Andrews in a letter, ' 

"Probation does come under the wing 
of the court. We have discussed this 
relocation with officials and they agree 
that a large portion of their offices 
could be moved to downtown Pontiac 
without hindering that department's 
operation."

Commerce Supervisor Robert Long is 
expectecl lo meet with the environmen­
tal engineer who recommended the 
Wolverine Lake restoration program in 
order to raise questions on the possible 
effects of the project on the township 
and the village's request for funds from 
Commerce to cleanup the Greenaway 
Drain. 

Village Council President John 
McLellan said he and Village Ad­
ministrator Bill O'Brien had a good 
discussion with Long last week on the 

restoration program and the proposed 
drain improvement, but added that 
nothing was resolved at the session. 

The Commerce supeivisor raised a 
number of questions at the meeting, 
McLellan said, that can best be 
answered by Dr. John Siiell, of the Snell 
Environmental Group, which studied 
Wolverine Lake and recommended the 
$600,000 rehabilitation pi'oject. 

Long is expected to ask Snell about 
tile possible effects of the lake project 
on South and North Commerce lakes, 

which are downstream from Wolverine 
Lake. A homeowners' association on 
the Commerce lakes has said that it 
fears the winter drawdown and freeze 
phase of the project could result in 
flooding, silting and nutrient loading on 
its lakes. 

Village officials have said they 
wouldn't propose anything that coi^ld 
pose a problem downstream and have 
offered to meet with the homeowners' 
group to discuss the project. 

Long said he understood that the 

association planned to ask him to con­
tact the Michigan Department 0f 
Natural Resources (DNR) with some 
questions on the proposed project, but 
the homeowners apparently have 
decided to wait for an environmental 
assessment of the restoration plan that 
Township E n v i r o n m e n t a l i s t Dan 
Shapiro said would probably address 
those concerns. 

Village officials also have suggested 
that Commerce might participate in the 
Greenaway clean-up since the drain 

C i t y m a y l i e l p i n r e l i a b p r o g r a m 

The city of Walled Lake may assist 
the Oakland County Community 
Development Division in preparing ap­
plications for a housing rehabilitation 
program that provides low-interest 
loans and g r a n t s to e l i g i b l e 
homeowners. 

Since the program was started 
several years ago, only one Walled 
Lake resident has taken advantage of 
it, according to City Manager Peter 
Parker. Two other applications are now 
being processed, he added. 

Under a resolution unanimously 
adopted last week by the city council, 
the city administration will assist the 
county depai-tinent in preparing ap­
plications in ol'der to increase pai--
ticipation in the program in Walled 
Lake. 

Parker said the county also requested 
the city's assistance becau,se of a 
backlog ot applications. 

However, since there may not be 
enough interest in the program in Wall­
ed Lake alone, the manager said he 
would attempt to arrange a meeting 
with county and Novi officials to see if 
the two communities could work 
together on the project. 

The housing rehabilitation program 
is designed to provide low-income loans 
and grants to senior citizens and other 
homeowners who meet certain income 

requirements in order to bring their 
homes up to building code standards. 

If the city agrees to assist the county 
in the administration of the progi-am, it 
would qualify for a fee for each applica­
tion that is approved by the community 

development department to offset the 
local costs. 

Commerce Township last year voted 
to assist the county with the housing 
rehabilitation program. 

On a related issue, the council last 
week voted to hold public hearings on 
proposed uses for a 1979 federal com­
munity development grant at 7 p.m. on 
January 2 and 16, prior to the regularly 
scheduled council meetings. 

The city is expected to receive some 
$20,000-$25,000 in community develop­
ment funds out of the county's alloca­
tion from the U.S. Department of Hous­
ing and Urban Development. Late last 
month, the council voted to remain in 
the county program rather than apply­
ing for a small cities discretionary 
grant. 

While Walled Lake could have been 
eligible for as much as $412,700 under 

the discretionary program, Parker told 
the council that there was a possibility 
that the city wouldn't receive any 
federal funds since the grants are 
awarded on a competitive basis. Fur­
ther, he noted that it could cost the city 
up to $10,000 to prepare the more detail­
ed application required for the discre­
tionary program and added that the 
small cities allocation could come with 
"some strings attached." 

The two hearings are intended to give 
city residents a chance to voice their 
opinions on how the funds should be 
allocated. City officials then must ap­
prove an application for the funds and 
^submit it to the county by January 31. 

In the last two years, Walled Lake 
has used its community development 
grants to install bike paths and 
sidewalks. 

begins in the township and flows 
through Walled Lake to the southeast 
corner of Wolverine Lake. 

The Walled Lake City Council has 
conditionally agreed to pay one-sixth of 
the drain improvement, up to $16,666, 
for a proposed $100,000 retention facili­
ty that would treat drain water before it 
flows into the lake. 

It is believed that village officials 
hope Commerce will contribute one-
sixth of the retention costs, although no 
specific figure has been mentioned. 
Half of the construction cost of the pro­
posed basin would be covered by the 
village's lake restoration grant from 
the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the village is ex­
pected to pick up the remainder of the 
cost, although the council hasn't made 
a commitment.

City, schools will discuss traffic safety needs 
Walled Lake city and school officials 

are expected to meet soon to discuss 
safety precautions for students who 
cross Pontiac Trail near Walled Lake 
Junior High School. 

City council members last week 
received a letter fl-om the school boal-d 
that expressed the board's concern 
over the high volume of traffic on Wall­
ed Lake's major north-south road. The 
board's letter also noted that the pro­
blem could grow worse when the pro­
posed Walled Lake Commons Kmart 
store is built at West Maple and Pontiac 
Trail. 

Mayor Gaspare LaMarca suggested 
that Manager Peter Parker and Police 
Chief Wilford Hook should meet with 
school officials to discuss the situation, 
Parker said Monday that he talked to 
Hook last week about the traffic pro­
blem and added that a meeting date 
should be set isoon with a school ad­
ministrator. 

Councilman Walter Lewandowski 
said he felt it was the schools' respon­
sibility to provide transportation for 
students who live in the Tri -A Subdivi­
sion and other areas east of Pontiac 
Trai l , but Parker noted that a new state 

law makes municipalities responsible 
for employing crossing guards. 

Lewandowski said he understood that 
Hook has some suggestions on how to 
address the safety problem. 

Some city officials said they felt the 
schools should tell the students to use a 
pedestrian signal that is scheduled for 
installatiojl at West Maple and Pontiac 
Trail and discourage jaywalking in 
front of the junior high. 

However, residents at the council 
meeting said it would be difficult to stop 
the jaywalking. One resident suggested 
that a pedestrian signal should be 

located in front of the school. 

When city off icials questioned 
whether the Oakland County Road 
Commission would approve a signal at 
that location, because of the light at 
West Maple and Pontiac Trai l , the resi­
dent noted that the county agency 
okayed a signal at Gamma Street re­
quested by Stuart Frankel, developer of 
theKiilart.

Tile southern portion of Novi, Nor­
thville, Northville Township, Plymouth 
anij Plymouth Township would con­

Novi officials have said that develop­
ment in the northern half of the city has 
reached the point thai super sewer is 
needed to meet future demands. The 
decentralized plan, they say, will not 
prevent growth, although new develop-
ment may be dLscouraged. 

Long has said Commerce backed 
super sewer in order to make sure that 
it has sewer capacity in case pollution 
problems are cited in tile future. 

He also questioned whether the Novi-
Walled Ljlke plant can be expanded 
since the flow of effluent apparently 
would exceed SEMCOG discharge 
guidelines and noted that the Rouge 
Basin Coalition may oppose the alter­
native because flow from the Huron 
River area would be discharged into the 
Rouge River system.

After considerable discussion on 
whether plans met the tree preserva­
tion ordinance, the Novi City Council 
has approved the final preliminary plat 
of the Simmons Orchard Subdivision. 

The preliminary plat was approved 
by a 5-2 margin, contingent upon an 
overlay showing the rows of trees in the 
orchard being submitted with the 
grading plan and the administration in­
suring the tree preservation ordinance 
is enforced. 

The council also waived the max­
imum block length on several blocks 
due to topographical problems noted by 
the city consulting planners. 

Approval of the preliminary plat was 
not endangered, but the council wrestl­
ed with the problem of the developer 
meeting the inlenl of the tree preserva­
tion ordinance, which requires all trees 
greater than 12 lilches to be shown on 
the preliminary plat. 

If the developer of the Simmons Or­
chard Subdivisioil had included all the 
trees it is likely nothing else could have 
been pictured oil the plat map, ac­
cording to City Engineer Harry 

-Mosher. 
He told the council the matter was 

thoroughly discussed at the planning 
board and it was generally agreed the 
orchard was old, had not been well 
tended and there is a possibility not 
many trees are worth saving. "I doubt 
there are many valuable trees," 
Mosher said. 

However, James Shaw contended 
since this is the first plat with an or­
chard and several orchards are re-
nlaining in the city, which eventually 
will come before the council for 
development, it is important tll§ council 
establish a procedure to hold the 
developer accountable for those trees. 

"My concern is that after the 
bulldozer has run them over they 
become disease ridden and pestilant. 
How do we go about saving as many 
trees as possible?" Shaw asked. 

He added he did not want to impose 
an undue hardship on the developer in 
order to save the trees, "but I don't 
want them taken down either." Shaw 
said the orchard was in production five 
years ago and though It would be a 
hardship for the developer to plat each 
tree it is important since homeowners 
can nurse along the trees to make them 
productive. 

Councilman Ronald Watson said a 
unique situation applies to an orchard 
area because the lots could be laid out 
according t the rows of tree, allowing as 
many to be saved as possible. 

The developer had merely noted at 
the side of the preliminary plat map 
that the development would be con­
structed in an orchard and as many 
trees as possible would be saved. 

"How can the city council approve 
this without giving the developer a 
green light to proceed as if no trees ex­
isted," Shaw asked. In an attempt to 
get some accounting of the trees the 
council approved requiring an overlay 
to be submitted with the grading plans. 

Two council member opposed the 
preliminary plat for different reasons, 
however. Watson voted against the 
plan, saying it was an abuse of the lot 
averaging ordinance. Robert Schmid 
agreed, saying he had opposed the pre-
preliminary plat for that reason and 
would oppose it again. 

The subdivision is proposed to be 
developed under the city's lot averag­
ing ordinance, which permits a 10 per­
cent reduction in lot size provided that 

there is no attendant increase in the 
total number of lots, 

The plat has been reworked at least 
twice with changes once to show 209 lots 
with 133 reduced in size, 55 increased. 

Since the time the original plat was 
submitted, the city council has twice re­
jected subdivision plats on the basis 
that many more lots w6re reduced than 
increased. The plat was revised in an 
attempt to bring it in lirle with the ap­
parent desires of the city council. 

According to the revised plat the total 
number of lots had been reduced from 
209 to 205 and finally to 203, The plat 
also had to be reworked to provide an 86 
foot right of way for a collector street 
which had originally been designed at 
72 feet. 

The proposed subdivision is slated for 
development under its existing R-4 zon­
ing which calls for lots of 10,000 square 
feet and a minimum lot width of 80 feet. 
The R-4 zoning provides for a density 
factor of 3,4 dwelling units to the acre. 

The proposed subdivision is expected 
to contain some 203 lots on approx­
imately 68 acres of land located on the 
north side of Ten Mile between Taft and 
Beck Roads,

li'.' The Headlee Amendment passed in November, 
requires bonding proposals initiated after the adop­
tion of the amendment on December 22 to be voted 
upon by city residents. For bonds sold after that 
date there is a queistion as to whether the city must 

, lake the bonding issue to the people for approval. 

As an economic analyst for the state department 
of management and budget reported, "the amend­
ment has a lack of clarity on which bonding pro-

\ posals are pre-proposal (Headlee) and which are 
; post." 

However, the city believes by selling ils bonds 
before the December 22 deadline it will not be forc­
ed to take upcoming bonding to a vote of the people. 

City Manager Ed Kriewalf explained that the 
special assessment bonds earmarked for a portion 
of the city's road program and sewer projects 

would be cleared by the Municipal Finance Com­
mission by December 4. 

This will allow the city to sell the bonds locally on 
December 18 to a bank or a lending institution. The 
city will then deliver temporary bonds to the pur­
chaser by December 21. 

Since the bonding will be processed before the 
deadline, the city does not have to conduct an elec­
tion before issuing the bonds, according to 
Kriewall. 

A pending issuance of general obligation bonds 
for the city's road program also will not need to 
come before the voters since the bonds originally 
received voter approval when the program began 
three years ago. 

Novi residents already had the right to vote on 
many bonding issues before the passage of the 
Headlee Amendment, because of provisions of the 
city charter. 

Formerly, city residents approved all bonding 
except special assessment bonds, bonding to raise 
local matching funds for local improvements, bond 
issued to cover.emergencies and revenue bonds.

to the city as well as a 
substantial tax assess­
ment" and added that 
"thel'e are many types of 
attractive and beneficial 

developments which re-
quil-e a liquor license in 
their operations." 

Fou r c r i t e r i a were 
established by the council 
to review license applica­
tions, including: 

- t h e applicant w i l l 
construct new facilities or 
will make substantial im­
provements and additions 
to existing facilities so as 
to provide increases in 
assessed valuation for 
real and personal proper­
ly of major proportions; 

—the license will be 

clearly incidental to the 
principal business to be 
carried on and will repre­
sent a minor percentage 
of total expected business 
receipts; 

—the applicant must 
begin consti-uction of the 
facilities as soon as possi­
ble, and complete and 
open the business within 
the shortest i-easonable 
t ime under the c i r ­
cumstances; and 

—applicants which do 
not meet these standards 
will be placed on file and 

will be I'eviewed by the 
council when additional 
l i c e n s e s b e c o m e 
available, 

Darby's opened last 
summer in a building that 
h o u s e d a n o t h e r 
restaurant that went out 
of business. 

Based on state law 
guidelines, Walled Lake 
is entitled to three Class C 
liquor licenses. Although 
Darby's applied for a 
tavern license — to sell 
beer and wine only —

Walled Lake's Department of Public Works 
(DPW) needs mol-e manpower " in ol-der to do what 
is expected ... and maintain county roads," ac­
cording to Public Works Superintendent John f^'ail. 

In his monthly i-eport to the council, Nail said the 
DPW was unable to complete all of its projects 
befol-e the first snowfall of the season and added 
that a main reason was the time it takes to cut 
weeds along county roads. 

"I have complained to the county about weeds on 
Iheir roads and they informed me they would not 
cut the weeds," Na i l said. "It takes two men 
(DPW) full time to keep up with the weed cutting 
fi'om May until September. 

"The main roads into the city are county roads 
and, as I mentioned earlier, (the county refuses) to 
do any maintenance or clean-up work on these 
roads except some cold-patching and cleaning of 
curbs on Pontiac Tra i l once a year." 

In addition to enforcing the city's weed or­
dinance, the DPW's four-man road crew also main­
tains parks, the cemetery, the city beach, the city 
monument, city hall grounds, roads, ditches, 
underground storm drains and road shoulders, 
Nail said. 

Two years ago, the department was able to keep 
up with the work load because of employees hired 
under the federal comprehensive employlrlelit and 
training act (CETA) special project entitlement, 
he added, but funding for that progi-am ended 
earlier this year. 

And, under proposed guidelines for the extension 
of C E T A , Ci ly Manager Peter Parker said Walled 
Lake may lost one irlember of the D P W l-oad crew 
who was hired under the federal program. 

The proposed regulations provide for an 18-
month limit on C E T A employment, except for 
workers who wel-e hired befol-e September of this 
year. In that case the C E T A funding would end 
next September 30, he added. 

Parker said the DPW crews have been about the 
same size for five or six years, but were sup­
plemented by the C E T A special projects program 
for a couple of years. 

Noting that work wil l begin soon on the city's 
1979-80 budget, the manager said he took Nail 's 
report as a request for more manpower in the next 
fiscal year. 

Construction work on 
Commerce Township's 
community center is 
scheduled to begin again 
Monday, according to 
Dan Shapiro, township 
environmentalist. 

Shapiro met December 
11 with sub-contractors 
who worked on the facili­
ty before the project was 
stopped in July and have 
agreed to finish the job. 
He added that a new 
cal'penter has been hired 
to replace the Lakewood 
Constructioil Company, 
the original general con­
tractor that apparently 
has gone out of business. 

The township official 
said he couldn't estimate 
how long it wil l take to 
c o m p l e t e the 3,600-

square-foot s t ructure. 
Lakewood used pine in­
stead of oak trimming 
around the windows, 
Shapiro said. The trinfl is 
leaking, he added, and 
will have to be replaced. 

Commerce officials last 
week entered into an 
agreement with a New 
Jersey bonding company 
on a claim to finance the 
rest of the construction 
costs. 

The bonding company. 

International Fidelity In­
surance, agi-eed to pay 
$16,392 to complete the 
center and to cover un­
paid labor materials bills 
incurred by Lakewood. A 
check for the settlement 
is expected to be mailed 
to the township by the 
first weekin Janual'y. 

The $152,000 building is 
located in the 80-acre 
R i c h a r d s o n P a r k at 
Oakley Pal'k and Newton 

roads. Construction on 
the project began in 
September 1977 and was 
supposed to have been 
completed in Apr i l . 

After township officials 
were unable to reach the 
contractor to discuss the 
delays and other pro­
blems, the board fired 
Lakewood and directed 
Attorney Doug Chartrand 
to seek a settlement from 
the bonding company.

The State Police and State Depart­
ment of Highways and Transportation 
have developed an eiriergency plan to 
close freeways in the event of heavy 
snowfall. 

The purpose oi the plan is lo reduce 
the number of vehicles and persons 
stranded durlrlg a blizzard. 

"Once or twice a winter in recent 
years, hundreds of motorists have been 
stranded for up to two or three days 
when heavy, drifting snow has stopped 
vehicles on freeways," noted John 
Woodford of the State Highways and 
Transportation Department. 

'It not only is a danger to people to be 
stranded on an enclosed freeway, but 
the veh ic les , often abandoned, 
sometimes make snow-clearing opera­
tions impossible." 

Michigan State Police and the State 
Highways and Transportation Depart­
ment will work closely together to 
determine when and where to set up 
roadblocks to close freeways whenever 
a storm makes driving extremely 
hazardous or impossible. 

Colonel Gerald L . Hough, director of 
the State Police, said the assistance and 
cooperation of local police agencies in 
critical storm areas will be vital to the 
success of the emergency plan. Hough 
said the first roadblocks will be state 
police cars or vehicles from the closest 
local police agency when the decision 
has been reached to close a freeway. 

As soon as possible, the state police or 
local police vehicles wil l be replaced or 
supplemented by actual barricades 

brought to the point of the closure by 
personnel of the State Highways and 
Transportation Department. 

The emergency plan calls for road 
blocks to be estal)lished at points deter­
mined to be outside the perimeters of 
the storm. Although vehicles in the 
slorm area already wi l l have been 
halted by snow, road blocks will pre­
vent additional vehicles from entering 
the critical area. 

"In addition to the freeway closures, 
the plan calls for close and continual 
communication among state and local 
agencies to aid in resciiing stranded 
motorists, to aid in snow-clearing 
operations, and to advise motorists well 
in advance that the freeway is closed," 
reported Hough.

Novi to meet on Lapham sewer 

Citizens who expressed 
concern over the cost and 
need for a sanitai'y sewer 
extension on Ten Mile 
Road to Grand River will^ 
be asked to appear again 
before the Novi City 
Council to discuss a revis­
ed plan for funding the 
project. 

On Monday, December 
18 residents will get a 
chance to express their 
views on a suggestion 
from the city engineer 
that the city construct the 
sewer extention and 
charge residents a tap in 
fee instead of a special 
assessment o r ig l i l a l l y 
proposed to fund the pro­
ject. 

The sewer project was 
initiated about six months 
ago on a request from 
Charles Lapham that he 
be allowed to construct a 
sewer to serve his proper­
ty at the northwest corner 
of Ten Mile and Haggerty 
roads which could ac-
Gommodate f u t u r e 
development of the pro­
perty. 

He had proposed con­
struction of an eight inch 
line to serve his needs. 
The property now is plan­
ned to be the site of the 
Providence Hospital am­
bulatory clinic. 

While sewers are not 

especially needed for the 
clinic, since it could con­
nect to a sewer across the 
street, the remainder of 
Lapham's property could 
require sewer service. 

There is both zoning for 
mutiple dwellings and in­
dustrial use of the proper­
ty. Lapham had initially 
believed it could be 
cheaper for h i m to 
finance the sewer project 
for his property. 

At the city council's 
previous discussion of the 
project about 12 residents 
who would be affected by 
the project were split 
about 50-50 on whether 
the city should undertake 
the project. 

Then the city had been 
discussing charging a 
special assessment by 
front footage for those 
homeowners determined 
to be benefitting from the 
sanitary sewers. 

Residents opposing the 
project expressed con­
cern that septic systems 
servicing the area are 
functioning adequately 
and questioned the pro­
jected cost of the project 
to them. 

At the December 18 
council meeting a revised 
method of financing the 
project which calls for the 
city to construct the 

sewer, Lapham to .share 
the cost, and residents to 
pay a tap in fee wil l be 
outlined for the l-esidents. 

Under the revised pro­
ject Lapham's share 
would be about Z5 percent 
while the city's share 
would be nearly 75 per­
cent. The cily has receiv­
ed a final construction 
cost estimate of approx­
imately $310,000. 

The cost to the city 
would be recouped in tap 
and i n t e r c e p t o r tap 
charges paid by future 
users connecting to that 
portion of the sewer, in­
cluding those users from 
Lapham's pi'operty. 

This method of financ­
ing was hit upon after 
studies of the proposed 
c o n s t r u c t i o n showed 

- there would be little dif­
ference in the cost of con­
struction by Lapham and 
the city's expenditure for 
the project. 

S u b d i v i s i o n p l a t s 

a p p r o v e d i n N o v i 

The Novi City Coutlcll 
granted final plat ap­
proval to one subdivision 
and final preliminary plat 
approval to another last 
week. 

Approved for final plat 
was the Char r ing ton 
Green Subdivision slated 
to have 53 lots and be 
located on the east side of 
Meadowbrook Road bet­
ween Nine Mile Road and 
Llewellyn Drive. It is be­
ing developed by Brittany 
Buildillg Corporation, 

T h e s u b d i v i s i o n 
originally came to the 
council under the lot 
averaging option, but was 
r e j e c t e d . B r i t t a n y 
Building representative 
Norman Gal lan t had 
threatened to take the 
matter to court after the 
rejection. 

Instead the lot averag­
ing plans were abandoned 
and the subdivision was 
designed on a straight 
grid pattern. Under the 
new design the number of 
proposed homes was 
reduced from 56 to 53, A l l 
the new homes meet the 
R-3 zoning requirements 
of 90 foot frontage and 
12,000 square foot area.

In addition it appears 
that the problems of in-
s u r a n c e , b o n d i n g , 
e n g i n e e r i n g a n d 
liabilities have made the 
project prohibitive for 
Lapham. He has since in­
dicated to the city he 
would prefer reaching an 
agreement where the cily 
would construct the pro­
ject aiid he would be 
responsible for the cost of 
his shai'e of the project. 

L a p h a m w o u l d be 
responsible for the en­
gineering, construction, 
inspection and other costs 
for the portion of the 
sewer planned from 10 
Mile to a manhole on his 
property. 

The city would finance 
the remaiillng portion of 
sewer from the Lapham 
manhole to another 
manhole in the Grand 
River right-of-way. The 
city also would pay the 
difference between the 

cost of the eight inch pipe 
L a p h a m p r o p o s e d 
originally for the project 
and the 12 inch pipe the ci­
ty needs in order to serve 
the larger area. 

C i t y M a n a g e r E d 
Kriewall said the city has 
pursued the project as an 
investment for the future 
since it will be less expen­
sive to sewer the area 
before It is developed 
than afterwards. 

U p o n r e c e i v i n g 
Lapham's original re­
quest to construct the 
sewer the city began a 
feasibility study of the 
sitilation since it was 
realized the sewer route 
proposed was a logical 
outlet for sanitary sewer 
service to the area nor­
thwestern along Gran 
River, It could serve the 
land on the north and 
south side of Grand River 
between Haggerty and 
Bashian Drive.

The Walled Lake Board of 
Education may or may not be on 
firm legal grounds in deciding not 
to release the contract of the 
superintendent for public scl-utiny, 

But at least the board has of­
fered some legal justification for 
the decision which might be inter­
preted as a violation of the 
Freedom of Information Act. 

That legal justification was 
provided by Board Attorney Dennis 
Pollard who explained that 
Superintendent Dr. Don Sheldon 
was under the expectation that 
terms of the agreement would re­
main confidential when he entered 
into the pact in 1971. 

The contract was made prior to 
the adoption of the Freedom of In­
formation Act, explained Pollard 
who suggested that the board 
might also be held liable for 
damages by the superintendent in 
the event the contract were to be 
made part of the public record. 

Quite frankly, we find the at­
torney's opinion somewhat 
tenuous. It does, however, give the 
board some legal grounds for sup­
porting the decision of the ad­
ministration not to release the 
document under the terms of the 
Freedom of Information Act. 

Attorney Pollard admits that 
there are no previous legal deci­
sions which would serve as 
guidelines on the issue. In the 
absence of legal precedent, the 
board has adopted a posture which 
will stand until challenged and 
overruled in the courts. 

In the meantime, the Walled 
Lake Schools have done nothing to 
change what is becoming a reputa­
tion for opposition to public 
disclosure. 

What is perhaps unfortunate in 
the issues which have confronted 
the school board recently is that 
they invariably involve the reputa­
tion of the superintendent. 

It is impoi'tant to understand 
that our position on these issues 
relates only to the issues 
themselves and not to the in­
dividual - Dr. Sheldon. 

We would publicly express our 
support for the competence of the 
individual. Dr. Sheldon is a strong 
and competent administrator who 
performs his professional functions 
with dignity and equanimity. 

Nor do we have any objections 
to tlle $45,000 annual salary and fr­
inge benefits received by the 
superintendent. Such reimburse­
ment is proper and fitting for the 
individual charged with the ad­
ministration of the personnel, 
budget, and physical plant which 
comprise the Walled Lake School 
District. 

Nevertheless, we believe that 
the issues transcend the individual. 
The issues must be faced on their 
own merits, regardless of the 
competence or incompetence of the 
man who holds the office. 

As a result, we are disap­
pointed with' the school board's 
dec is ion not to make the 
superintendent's contract a part of 
the public record as we believe it 
should properly be. 

In deciding not to release the 
contract, the board has come down 
on the side of the right of individual 
privacy. 

The right of the individual to 
privacy is a valid concern. It is not 
a valid concern, however, in the 
public sector. 

The concerns expressed by the 
school board would be Valid if the 
superintendent were not a public 
official. The simple truth of the 
matter is that he is a public official 
whose salary is paid by the tax­
payers. 

The right of the taxpayers to 
know how their money is being 
spent should transcend the right of 
the individual to privacy. 

Honors due Long 
Commerce Township officials 

have reached an agreement with a 
New Jersey bond company that 
paves the way for completion of the 
community center in Richardson 
Park. Hopefully, the facility will be 
ready for use in a few months. 

Now that it appears that the 
center is headed for completion, 
township officials may want to 
come up with a name for the 
$152,000 structure. 

We would like to suggest a fit­
ting appellation - The Robert 
Long Community Center — in 
honor of Commerce's long-time 
supervisor. 

Tributes of this type usually 
are reserved for those who have 
retired or died. In Long's case, 
however, an exception should be 
made. 

Bob Long has served as 
township supervisor for 11 years, 
most of which has been spent 
fighting off efforts by neighboring 
communities to annex portions of 
Commerce. With the incorporation 
of Commerce as a charter township 
in September, the fears that the 
township's commercial and in­
dustrial land may be stripped away 
apparently have been laid to rest. 
Long has played a major role in 
protecting Commerce's boundaries 
and identity. 

Even more important ly, 
though, he has served the township 
during a decade of its greatest 
growth and through a myriad of 
complex regional issues, such as 
the proposed super sewer project 
and the controversial debate over 
the now-cancelled M-275 freeway 
and its alternatives. 

He has presided over the ex­
pansion of the township hall and 
fire department and led the way for 
construction of the community 
center in the 80-acre park named 
for the late Ralph Richardson, a 
member of one of Commerce's 
pioneer families. 

The new facility will be used 
primarily by senior citizens and 
will house the Commerce site of the 
hot lunch-nutrition program spon­
sored by the Oakland-Livingston 
Human Services Agency. 

Long was instrumental in of­
fering the use of the township hall 
as the lunch site until the center 
could be completed and he also has 
worked for other senior citizens' 
services such as the Lakes Area 
Special Dial-A-Ride and the 
Oakland County Advance Reserva­
tion Transit (OCART) system that 
are intended to provide better 
transportation for the eldel'ly. 

What better tribute could Com­
merce Township officials and 
residents pay to this dedicated 
public servant than to name the 
community center for him?

Have you ever been told by your child's teacher that 
your child will not sit in class and concentrate or is 
disturbing others? Right away you wonder, "Where did 
I go wrong in their training?" 

Believe me, it is not the training, but the sugar. We 
are slowly poisoning ourselves with refined sugar. 

The average U.S. citizen eats a total of 120 pounds of 
refined sweetener per year, 30 times more than the 
average colonist in 1700. 

Of this amount, 70 percent is consumed in manufac­
tured foods, such as breakfast cereals, snack foods, can­
ned Vegetables, hot dogs, baby food, and the list goes on 
and on. 

It has been found in reseal'ch experiments that

sugar consumption not only causes an increase in blood 
sugar levels, but also precipitates a sharp rise in 
adrenalin, which may explain why sugar gives such a 
rush, or such a fidgety feeling. 

While sugar retains not one milligram of vitamins 
and minerals, plus the fact that eating i f can prevent ab­
sorption of calcium in our body. 

There are many substitutes for sugar, such as 
sorghum, maple syrup, honey and others. Be a healthier 
and more relaxed person by giving up refined sugar.

T h e A r b u c k l e m a n p roved to be a super 
sa lesman who very near ly had me sel l ing 
rights to m y b a c k y a r d . E v e n so, I still f igured 
he and Ilis c o m p a n y were f ly -by-nighters, 

Al though checks with a var ie ty of state 
and federal regulatory agencies p roduced 
ilothing to disprove A r b u c k l e , we r e m a i n e d 
skept ical . E v e n the A r b u c k l e m a n ' s pr iva te 
disclosure (to lend credence to his story) that 
even the giant Seamless T u b e C o m p a n y of 
South L y o n had sold its m i n e r a l r ights to A r -
buckle failed to remove our doubts. Seamless 
r u b e at the t ime wobld neither c o n f i r m nor 
deny A r b u c k l e ' s story.

district to state they were looking for 
enough money from the pi-operty to 
enable them to construct an elementary 
school. That puts the burden of the sale 
on the purchaser since the property 
may not be worth the price of a new 
school building, Pollsano stated. 

He indicated he had worked with in­
vestors and developers who ijould af­
ford to pay the price of a new school for 
the property, but they would not be will­
ing to put down that much if the proper­
ty were not worth that much. 

The building was vacated by the 
school district about three years ago 
when Novi Woods P^lementary was 
completed. The decision to abandon the 
school came following a recommenda­
tion from a citizens committee. 

That group favored closing the school 
because of its proximity to tli(; ex­
pressway.

A motion to reinstate a lawsuit 
against the city of Walled Lake'and city 
council members has been filed In 
Oakland County Circuit Court by the 
developers of the proposed Lake-0-
Woods apartment complex. 

City Attorney Paul Blbeau said a 
hearing on the motion, originally 
scheduled for last Wednesday, has been 
postponed until today. 

Lake-O-Woods Associates originally 
filed suit against the city In March after 
the council refused to act on a request 
to allow the Commerce Township 
development to be connected to Walled 
Lake water and sewer facilities. 

The developers contended that a 1972 
contract for the public services,'which 
was approved for another developer, 
should be enforced. City officials, 
however, said that the demand for 
water and sewer facilities has Increas-
ed since the contract was approved to 
the point that the current systems 
might be overtaxed. 

Lake-O-Woods Associates later 
received tentative approval from the 
City of Novi for sewer capacity, ac­
cording to Blbeau, although a final 
agreement has not been approved. 
Walled Lake, which is a partner with 
Novi in the sewer system, also must 
okay the agreements, he added. 

The lawsuit was dismissed In'August 
by Circuit Judge James Thorburn, pro­
mpting the developer to request 
reinstatement of the case. 

Walled Lake has not agreed to the 
motion for reinstatement, Blbeau said, 
which means that the case is still of-
t'icially dismissed. 

Plans call for the construction of 
some 95 apartment units on a 15-acre 
site In Commerce on the township's 
border with Walled Lake. A previous 
developer of the property built 12 
townhouse units In the city before filing 
for bankruptcy. 

The developer asked for $500,000 In 
damages from the city,

Quanex apparent ly doesn't want to risk 
the reported $9 mi l l ion it a l ready has spent on 
the project. 

It has been learned unoff icial ly that a 
producing wel l has been sunk somewhere in 
Liv ingston County — probably in Green Oak 
Township, which is adjacent to South L y o n . 

South L y o n , suggests A r b u c k l e , m a y be 
sitting on $20 mi l l ion worth of natural gas. 

Arbuck le has c o m p a r e d the pocket of gas 
to an upside-down ice c r e a m cone with an 
area at the top end of only 40 acres.

When she realized this was not the 
case, she was told by the intruder not to 
get up and that he would let himself out. 
He left through the apartment's front 
door, 

Police officers inspected the apart­
ment door and found cracks in the wood 
near the latch, which the woman stated 
had not existed before the incident. She 
told police all exterior doors and win­
dows of the apartment had been locked 
when she fell asleep. 

Rumors of police brutality in an ar­
rest of a juvenile which occured in Oc­
tober, were apparently squelched when 
the boy pled no contest to assaulting a 
police officer with a dangerous weapon 
in a hearing in juvenile court before

The boy, who reportedly was exteme-
ly intoxicated at the time of arrest, was 
taken into custody October 21.

The boy received some injuries and 
cuts to his face for which he was treated 
and released from a nearby hospital. 
The officer was not injured in the inci­
dent. 

Witnesses of the arrest had believed 
there could have been some police 
brutality in the arrest of the boy, but 
police said witnesses saw a portion of 
the incident and no charges were level­
ed against the officer involved." 

A man who had repeatedly tried to 
take his six year old daughter, who is in 
the custody of his estranged wife, out of 
Orchard Hills School, was arrested and 

arraigned before 52nd District Court 
Judge Gene Schnelz on Wedilesday, 
December 6. 

Anthony Ijokoh, 37, was arrested 
when he appeared at the city police 
department seeking police help in tak­
ing his daughter out of school. At that 
lime he was apprehended for failure to 
appear in court on charges filed against 
hiril the last time he allegedly tried lo 
remove his daughter from school.

Novi's cagers showed definite signs 
ijglpf waking up last week, following their 
V 'openirlg game disaster at Cllelsea two 

weeks ago. 
Refusing to roll over and die, the 

Wildcats battled back from a late 15-
point deficit but fell just short in a game 
at Saline last Friday night, 64-63, then 
displayed their stronge,st shooting per-
foriTlance of the season ln downing 

Brighton the following night, 70-(iO. 
The split left Novi with a 1-2 record 

going into this Friday's clash at Y p ­
sllantI Lincoln, More importantly, 
though, it gave the Wildcats a much 

needed boost of confidence after their 
season opening ,54-40 disaster at 
Chelsea. 

"I don't like playing the 'iffy' game, 
but I think we actually could have 
beaten Saline had we gotten off to a bet­
ter start," Coach Ron Flutur said of 
Friday's contest against the defending 
Southeast Conference champs. "The 
important thiiig is that we never gave 
up, we kept on coining back, and I think 
that taught us a little bit about 
ourselves," 

Novi started off on the wrong foot, 
falling to deficits of 11-4 and 15-8 in the 
first quarter. By half time Saline had a 
comfortable nine-point margin, 34-25. 

Flutur.'s squad cut that gap back, 
down to three late in the third quarter, 
42-39. 

But by the early part of the fourth 
quarter the Wildcats were back in the 
hole again. With 6:17 remaining 
Saline's Matt MacGuire hit a jumper to 
give the Hornets their biggest lead of 
the game, 56-41. 

Undaunted, Novi came roaring back 

and sliced the margin down to one 
point, 62-61, on a pair of free throws by 
Louie Balogh with 45 seconds left. Chip 
Skinner put the Hornets back up, 64-61, 
with 11 seconds left. 

The Wildcats then called a lime out to 
set up for a possible three-point play, 
Balogh netted a bucket with two 
seconds left but failed to draw a foul, 
and Novi had lost its second straight 
game, 

"I thought we were much more pa­
tient on offense than we were against 
Chelsea," Flutur observed, although he 
felt the team's 44 percent shooting 
average from the floor could have been 
better. 

Among Novi's brighter spots in the 
loss were Dave Pisha, who returned 
from an early season injury lo lead the 
Wildcats with 22 points; Balogh, who 
netted 16 points, nine of them in the last 
quarter; Dwayne Rldenour, who had 15 
points and 10 rebounds; and Chris 
Giorgio, who contributed seven assists. 
John Kendzicky topped Saliile with 20 
points. 

The following night the Wildcats put 

on a dazzling shooting performance in 
breezing past Brighton, 70-60. Novi shot 
54 percent from the floor for the game, 
hitting 27 of 50 shots. 

The Wildcats broke out lo a 34-27 half 
time advantage and led the rest of the 
way. 

Pisha again topped the winn(;rs with 
20 points while Rldenour pitched In 19 
and Balogh 18. Pisha also had 13 re­
bounds while Jeff Laverty added six 
assists and Giorgio five. 

"It just seemed like we finally put it 
all together," Flutur said. "I was 
especially pleased with Ihe play of our 
guards (Giorgio and Laverty) in both 
games. They were doing a gl-eat job of 
feeding the ball into our bigguys." 

The Wildcats' next game take.s place 
this Friday, when Ihey travel to Yp­
sllantI for an SEC clash against the L in­
coln High Railsplitters.

in women's 

league

It isn't that the rrlembers of Joe 
Mory's volleyball team dislike losing, 
it's just that they haven't had the ex­
perience lately. 

Joe Mory's, champions of the Walled 
Lake Cominunity Education Wednes­
day night women's league, have taken 
the court 50 times this season, and have 
come away with a win each time. 
That's 50 wins, no losses. 

"I think we're too good for this 
league," said team captain Tibby Mar-v 
zalec Engle. "We should probably be 
playing in the Monday night league." 

Although the Monday night women's 
league Is generally considered the 
toughest of the Walled Lake Communi­
ty Education leagues, Engle would like 
to see the toughest of the tough compete 
in a league all their own. 

"If the top three teams from the Mon­

day night league played with the top 
two teams from this league and the first 
place team from the Thursday league, 
it would be very competitive," she said. 

But, according to Community Educa­
tion representatives, lack of available 
gym time and conflicting players' 
schedules make such a league Impossi­
ble. So, it was 50 wins in 50 games for 
Joe Mory's. 

As a matter of fact, Joe Mory's hasn't 
had much trouble winning wherever it 
plays. The club captui'ed a champion­
ship trophy in its first season of play in 
the Thursday ilight league, moved to 
the Wednesday night league, aild has 
been virtually unbeatable ever since. 

Even stranger is the fact that the 
team has won most of its games with 
only five available players and all 
seven of the players on the squad are 
over 30. 

"There are a number of women 

over 30 in the league," said Engle, "but 
most of the teams have a few younger 
girls as well. I think we're the only 
team with all older players." 

Engle, Karen Koike and Nanci Marsh 
are the original members of Joe 
Mory's, while Pat Rigg, Claudia 
Lawless, and Cathy Odien joined the 
group from a Haggerty Lumber team, 
Jane Dyskiewicz was I'ecruited from a 
Farmington league. 

Engle and other members of the t^am 
remember the women's volleyball 
league from its start back at the Walled 
Lake Junior High seven or eight years 
ago. 

"There used to be six or eight teams 
playing one night a week," said Engle. 
"Now there are ten women's teams 
playing three nights a week. That's a 
good indication of how the sport has 
grown." 

And for anybody who thinks these 

women go out there and flail away at 
the ball with reckless abandon, the ac­
tuality of the game is quite different. 
Precisioned setters work the' ball 
around to skillful spikers as the knee-
padded women are serious about their 
power game. Most of them anyway. 

"It's really too bad that some of the 
teams are out here just for the fun of it 
while other teams are so good that it 
becomes a one-sided game," said 
Engle. 

But for the competitors volleyball is 
more than just a one night activity. 
Members of the Joe Mory's team often 
rent a gym for about 30 people and have 
volleyball parties. Husbands and kids' 
included. 

"We'd really like to play in a tougher; 
league," said Engle. ; 

And with a 50-0 record, who can^ 
argue? !

There doe.sn't seem to be much doubt 
about who the team to beat is in this 
year's upcoming Western Six Con­
ference basltetball race.

Here s some ways

The energy crunch is on. People who 
took a no-care attitude about conserv­
ing energy when the oil embargo 
started in 1973 have felt the crunch 

-i^where it hurts most: in the pocketbook. 
Escalating fuel costs which have 

burdened the family budget are not ex­
pected to abate as the cost of heating 
and cooling homes continues to soar. In­
vestments now in storm doors, storm 
windows, insulation, caulking and 

.^jeather stripping will pay off in more 
^ a y s than one. 

—First, the homeowner who buys 
now will pay less than the one who waits 

Storm doors are deductible 

until inflation pushes prices even 
higher. 

—Second, an investment in home-
winterizing devices will save on heating 
costs for the snowy months ahead. 

—Third—and best of all—those who 
invest befol-e December 31, 1978, can 
claim a tax credit, a direct dollal--for-
dollar benefit subtracted fl-om taxes 
owed. 

You can claim 15 percent of the first 
$2,000 you spend on energy saving 
itmes, qualifying for up to a $300 reduc-
tion in your taxes—an incentive design-
ed to spur dollar-conscious consumers 
toward tackling constructive energy-
saving projects. 

Deductibles • 

Now is the time to inspect your house 
for needed insulation. A minimum of 
six-inch thick fiber glass insulation in 
your attic can reduce fuel consumption 
up to 30 percent. Insulating a water 
heater if it's not warm or hot to touch 
should save about $15 a year in energy 
costs. In.sulating hot water pipes and 
heal ducts in unhealed areas such as 
crawl spaces will pay off in fuel savings 
and a mol'e comfortable house. 

If you'l'e chilled by cold drafts leak­
ing around doors and windows, now is 
the time to let Uncle Sam help you pay 
for storm doors and windows. Although 
storm doors should generally be install­
ed by professionals, any do-it-
yourselfer who can cut a straight line 
can make inside storm windows from 
semi-rigid plastic. 

A less expellslve protection against 
heat loss can be cut with scissors from 
clear, vinyl films found in yard goods 
departments or hardware stores. Simp­
ly trim the vinyl to window size, and 
tape it in place. Add staples or weather 
stripping for extra security. The space 
between the plastic film and the win­
dow pane acts as the insulator, reduc­
ing loss of heat or cool air.

Reynold Heildrickson, StarPak presideilt, said visitors will be able 
to see exactly how solar works by touring a van equipped with solar 
collectors on the roof and water storage tanks inside. Solar technology 
will be demonstl-ated by cut-away models and drawings With explana­
tions by StarPak engineers, technicians, and designers. 

The public is invited to attend the open house. 
The move to Novi from Birmingham was dictated by growing com­

pany needs for more room following three years of rapid expansion, 
said Hendrickson. "StarPak is gearing up for a big surge in business," 
he added. "We anticipate great increases in demand for solar energy 
following passage of federal solar tax credits and the recent large 
jump in natural gas prices." 

StarPak was recently awarded a government contract to train 
workers to install solar devices and weatherize existing homes in 
Detroit. Graduates of the job training program funded by the Com­
prehensive Employment Training Act (CETA) will be eligible for 
placement in the expanding solar job market. 

A current Stal-Pak project for the city of Riverview involves the 
largest passive solar system in the state. Based on a "trombe wal l " 
coilcept, it is expected to cut conventional heating requirements by 
over 75 percent, lighting costs by 50 percent and water heating ex­
penses by 75 percent. 

StarPak is installing another large passive system in the 
downriver headquarters of the Lincoln Pai-k Construction Compaily. 

The move to the Novi location will roughly triple StarPak's space, 
including increased warehousing facilities. Hendrickson said his com­
pany wil l have a demonstration solar water heater in operation at the 
nevv headquarters, and will be heating the warehouse with a wood 
stove from one of tile lines the firm carries. 

StarPak Solar Systems Corporation is Michigan's lal-gest solar 
firm. The company distributes, sells and installs domestic solar water 
heaters, solar space heaters, solar greenhouses, solar swimming pool 
heaters, solar process heating for commercial industrial applications, 
and solar electric cells. 

StarPak provides solar and conservation consulting to industry 
and commerce with its computer programs, energy-optimization soft­
ware, and alternate energy design capabilities. 

M I C H I G A N B E L L has filed a rate, proposal that complies with 
President Carter's current anti-inflation guidelines and would have 
minimal impact on the average home telephone customer, according 
to company spokesmen. 

As part of the its request, the company proposed holding the line on 
rates for all basic telephone service and dialed long distance calls 
through the first year of the current national effort to limit price and 
wage increases. 

In announcing its request to the Michigan Public Service Commis­
sion (MPSC) , Michigan Bell pointed out that telephone rates have in-
creased only half as much as the Consumer Price Index since 1967, the 
starting point for measuring the current level of inflation. The last 
general telephone rate increase was in January, 1978, when Michigan 
Bell was granted a 2.8 percent boost in its revenues. 

Although the first phase of Michigan Bell 's request states a need 
for an increase of $142 million, the company said it was asking that on­
ly $90 million of its request — a boost of 7.18 percent - be granted dur­
ing the first year of the President's program. The balance would be 
considered by the MPSC in the fourth quarter of 1979, following the 
period covered by the current price guidelines. 

Michigan Bell 's proposal also included a request that $48 million of 
the total be authorized next spring on an interim basis to cover higher 
labor costs. 

. "We've done everything we can to minimize the need for rate in­
creases," said William C. Ferguson, executive vice president. "But 
costs have been going up so rapidly that a telephone price increase is 
essential to assure our ability to continue providing top quality ser­
vice," 

Under Michigan Bell 's proposal, rates would be held at their pre­
sent levels for basic service for both residence and business 
customers, for dialed long distance calls, local message and zone 
charges, and for WATS through the first year of the current guidelines. 

During that time, the company proposed that increases apply only 
to specialized services such as P B X , key equipment and private line 
business hookups; residence extensions; miscellaneous items, and in­
stallation charges. 

Ferguson said Michigan Bell 's proposal would have "minimal im­
pact" on the average home telephone customer.

The energy tax law also gives tax 
credits on the following items:

The government also expects the item 
you claim will i'emain in use for al least 
three years. 

Not deductible 

Sonle energy saving ilmes wi l l not 
(luaiify for a lax credit, such as 
carpeting, drapes, wood paneling or ex­
terior siding. Also ineligible (or credits 
are fireplaces for any wood or peal-
fueled residential equipment, such as a 
wood stove. 

Most traditional fireplaces, built of 
brick, stone or masonry, are much 
more al lraclive then they ai-e efficient. 
Their efficiency in converting the 
energy in the fuel lo useful radiant heat 
is rated al 10 peixenl. That means that 
about 90 percent of the heat energy 
from the fuel is going up the chimney 
flue, 

Although fireplace owners won't 
receive lax credits for improving the ef­
ficiency of their fireplaces, they'll 
receive dollai'-and-cents savings by upr 
dating their equipment, Bolli a device 
that circulates warm air thi-ough in­
dividually controllable vents and a 
glass fireplace door are good energy-
saving items. 

The energy lax law authorizes even 
larger credits lo people who use solar, 
wind or geolhermal energy to heal, cool 
or provide hot water for their homes. 
An investment of $14,667 in such a home 
improvement will result in the max­
imum tax credit of $2,200. 

Any qualifying energy saving ex­
pense incurred after Apr i l 20,1977, may 
be claimed on the 1978 tax returns. As 
wilh any lax deduction, persons are ex­
pected lo be able to substantiate, the 
item claimed. 

Form 5695, which will be used to com­
pute the credits, will be in the 1978 
Form 1040 lax return packages sent lo 
taxpayers at the end ot December. II 
will also be available fi'om banks, posl 
offices and Internal Revenue Service 
offices. 

The form will not be included in the 
104O-A short form packages because 
taxpayers claiming the enei'gy cl-edil 
will be required to file long forms. 

A pi-edicUid shortage and higher 
prices for natural Christmas ti'ees this 
.season inay bring many homeowners lo 
use artificial ti'ees for the fii'sl time. 

Their installation and decoration call 
for special safety steps, according to 
the Western Wayne Oakland County 
Board of Realtors (WWOCBR). 

Wilh the boughs of most artificial 
trees woven into wire, extra care 
should be taken to guard against shol-ts 
in light sets being used. These could 
cause home fires, electrical shocks or 
blown electrical fuses. 

Befoi'e being hung and plugged in, all 
light sets should be examined closely 
tor worn, frayed or cracked wiring. If 
the damage is minor, the danger might 
be removed by covering such spots wilh 
electrical tape, but i-eplacement might 
be Ihe safest coarse for faulty sets. 

AluminulTi tree.?, wh ich enjoy 
populai'lty, are not designed lo hold sli--
ings of lights because of their electrical 
conducting qualities. Added adornment 
for such trees is usually afforded by a 
lamp focused on the ti'ee thi'ough a 
revolving plate which offers a constant 
change of reflected colors. 

The desire for outdoor Christinas 
(iecoration also poses safety problems, 
say the realtors. 

Lighl sets used in such cases should 
be the heavy duty type clearly mai'ked 
(or exterior use. These have more in­
sulation than indoor sets and can better 
l'esist the rigors of winter. Proper 
gi'ounding is essential. 

The WWOCBR advises stringing such 
lights in protected areas where they 
will not be subject lo water from 
melting snow which could cause 
dangei'ous electrical failure. 

While individually drawing only little 
power, both indoor and outdoor lights 
can blow a fuse or shol't out a circuit if 
loo many sets are plugged into a single 
outlet. 

Other Christmas decorating tips of-
(el'edby WWOCBR include: 

• The feel of ladders used outdoors lo 
hang decorations should be firmly 
engaged in the ground or held by a se­
cond person. Snow and ice on the home 
can cause slippage problems so don't 
upset the balance by leaning away from 
the center of the ladder. 

• Wear rubber fool gear when using 
metal ladders and have patterned soles 
that will aid the grip of feet on wel 
rungs. 

• Evergi'een trees and boughs should 
be well removed from fireplaces and 
heal duels which could set them afire or 

cause undue drying out. When i l l , 
fireplaces should be carefully screened 
lo hold errant sparks away fi'om 
Christmas decor and gift wrappings. 

• Lighted candles used in cenlei'-
pieces should be extinguished before 
burning close to suri'ounding materials 
or if the i'oom will i'emain unattended 
for any time. 

• As a safety precaution, it is wise lo 

turn out Chi'islmas lights while the 
house is unattended. But, to Ilel^.^ 
discourage thieves, the normal practice 
of leaving some hou.se lights on is 
recommended. 

A hoine is usually a family's largest 
inveslnlenl and following these and 
siiTiilar safely measures can help pi'o-
lecl 11 while bringing a lnoi'e joyful holL-,; 
day season, adds the WWOCBR. •

With a 
minimum of care, a ti'ee 
you cut your-seif should 
easily last the normal 
Ihl-ee lo four weeks ol the 
holiday season. 

The key lo keeping a 
tree safe and enjoyable is 
keeping i l well walei'ed. 
This is true of any cut 
tree, whether you cut it 
yourself or buy i l fi-om a 
retail lol, Make a fresh 
cut across the base of the 
tree when you gel it 
home, Koelling advises. 
Then put the tree in a 

stand that wil l hold al 
least a gallon of water, ijjil 

" C h e c k t h e t r e e 
regularly lo make sure 
it's standing in water at 
all l imes," Koelling says. 
"Keep it away from 
soul'ces of heat that will 
.speed its drying out, Ufit. 
Il'ee gets dry, it can posl' 
a very real fire hazzard."

We sent Al to eight pizza restaurants in the Novi-Walled Lake area, and when he finished wiping the • smile and tomato sauce off his face, Al came back with his findings. • ' • So where can you get the best pizza in the Novi-Walled Lake area ? We asked Al that one, but he was too busy eating ^ to answer. He just handed us lliis report and aimed another piece of pizza at his mouth.

I didn't argue much about accepting 
this assignment, A pizza sul'vey? Sure, 

• why not? I eat the stuff day and night 
and I figure I know nly pizza as well as 
the next guy. 

The only catch is, I've never had a 
bad one. From the 79 cent frozen car(l-

• ̂  board type to the $9 super deluxe ex-
travaganzas; they've all been good. 

: • So finding the best of the bunch was 
indeed a task, and I ' l l be the first to ad­
mit 1 don't like to make enemies of 
pizzeria managers. You never know 

• when you'll gel an attack of screaming 
pepperonis. 

Still, it was my job to comment on 
what's available in pizza in the Novi-
Walled Lake area, so if you'll shove that 
last piece of cold turkey back into the 
refrigerator I ' l l gel on with it. 

To avo id any accusa t ions of 
preference, I ' l l report my tasty fin­
dings in alphabetical order. For two 
weeks I followed my acute sniffer to the 
following restaurants; Cardona's , 
Dino's, Hot ' N ' Tasty, Little Caesar's, 
Luigi 's, Pizza Hut, Pizza Palace, and 
the Town Pump. So tune up your palate 
and follow the bouncing anchovies. 

C A R D O N A ' S 

Located on the corner of Novi Road 
and Grand River in Novi. A bad loca­
tion to start with (considering the park­
ing and traffic problems), but the pizza 
makes up for it. I sampled a pepperoni-
sausage-mushroom-green pepper 
delicacy hel'e and found the taste very 
good. The crust was cooked just right 
and there was an ample amount of 
cheese, but the tomato sauce could 
have been thicker. 

There were plenty of tasty fresh 
mushl'ooms and diced fresh green pep­
pers, and although the sausage was 
ground into little pieces, the pepperoni 
was hard to find. 

You- can't eat inside here, but Car­
dona's wil l supply you with tile stur­
diest box in the area for the lake-out. 
Lots of range in size and price here, 
from the eight-inch extra small cheese 
at $1.60 to the 17-inch special at $9.10. 

Available toppings include pep­
peroni, ham, mushrooms, green pep­
per, hamburger, onions, bacon, an­
chovies, Italian sausage, shrimp, 
salami and olives. Quite a variety, and 
the only place around to put shrimp on a 
pizza, 

DINO'S 

Actually located on Novi Road in Nor­
thville, but just an onion outside the 
Novi city line, I had a green pepper-
sausage-peppel'oni pizza here, and 
came away quite satisfied. A good'thick 
crust around the edges, but a little thin 
on the center support. Plenty of the 
respective toppings and the cheese was 
ample loo, but once again, not enough 
tomato sauce-. Still , a great tasting piz­
za. Another one of the area take-outs, 
this one lists its toppings as pepperoni, 
ham, mushrooms, green pepper, bacon, 
anchovies, onions, Italian sausage, 
hamburger, and olives. 

Like Cardona's, Dino's offers a deep 
dish var ie ty , but the customer 
preference is the basic round type. Size 
and price of these beauties ranges from 
the 12-inch al $2.60 to the party time 18-
inch special at $8.95. One of the few 
places around that will deliver and 
lhat's a plus in anybody's book. Open 
(or lunch every day except Sunday. 

H O T ' N ' T A S T Y 

Located just across the tracks in 
downtown Wixom. Not much parking 
here either, but it's just a hobo's jump 
away if you go by train. I sampled the 
sausage-green pepper-pepperoni pizza 
here and the taste hinged on excellent. 
The crust was soft and cooked just right 
and there was cheese all over the place. 
The pepperoni was smaller in size than 
most places, but the Italian sausage ad­
ded just a touch of spice to the taste. 
Like everybody else though, the people 
at Hot ' N ' Tasty don't put enough 
tomato sauce on their product. There 
are two tables just inside the door, but 
this place is definitely a take-out and is 
open only evenings, 

The Wixom hideaway sports the big­
gest (19") and the smallest (7") of piz­
zas with prices ranging from the small 
cheese at $2,25 to the extra large special 
at .$7.55, Another place that delivers, ^ 
this one offers pepperoni, mushrooms, 
ham, bacon, green olives, black olives, 
green pepper, onion, hamburger, an­
chovies and Italian sausage, 

L I T T L E C A E S A R ' S 

Two locations here. One on Pontiac 
Trai l in Walled Lake and another on 
Ten Mile Road in Novi, both are take­
outs only. This pizza featured pepperoni 
and ham with a double helping of 
cheese. The extra cheese added to the

It's all vei-y possible, but no one can 
know for sure. 

One thing is for sure, however, and 
that is the world can never have too 
many talented and gifted students who 
will someday make valuable contribu­
tions to humanity. 

Who arc these gifted and talented 
students? 

They ai-e the top three to five percent 
of the student population based on test 
scores, parent and teacher observation, 
and academic performance. They are 
childi'en who show promise of excep­
tional achievement in areas such as 
dance, art, music or math. They are 
also children who demonstrate im­
agination, creativity, productive think­
ing and leadership. 

The regular classroom situation may 
not be enough to meet the special needs 
of these students. 

Recognizing these youngsters, and 
providing programs and classes to in-
sui-e their success is a high priority in 
the Walled Lake School District. 

In an effort to meet the special needs 
of these students, a committee of 
pal-ents, teachers, administrators and 
students has been formed to study ex­
isting gifted programs, and make 
recommendations for a formal pro­
gram for gifted children in the Walled 
Lake district by May, 1979. 

The main concerns of the committee 
are to develop a special program for 
gifted children, to develop a system for 
identifying and selecting gifted 
students, and to develop a follow-up 
procedure to evaluate the child's pro­
gress or lack of it, explained Dennis 
Wisinski, director of special services. 
Wisinski is co-chairman of the 
gifted/talented committee along with 
Mrs. Pam Zook. 

In order to educate committee 
members, four speakers who are ex­
perts on the subject of gifted child 

education will meet with the commit­
tee. 

Among those speakel's are Dr. Ed 
Bantel, a member of the Oakland 
University psychology department and 
chairman of programs for the gifted; 
and Phyliss Maul, consultant for. 
gifted/talented programs in the 
Kalamazoo school district. 

"After we hear the speakers, we will 
then begin to look into what is best for 
Walled Lake students," Wisinski said, 

Although no formal program for the 
gifted/talented now exists in the, 
district, gifted students have not been 
ignored, according to Wisinski. 

For example, many high school 
students attend Oakland Community 
College for accelerated classes, and in­
dependent studies classes are offered in 
the junior and senior high schools. 
Many teachers are also dealing with 
giftefd and talented students in Iheir 
classrooins in individual ways, 

" A lot of components for a 
gifted/talented program ali-eady are in 
the district," Wisinski explained. "We 
just need to organize those coltlponents 
in a formal way." 

This year, the committee will focus 
on a gifted program at the elementary 
school level. In the upcoming years, 
they will look at a gifted program for 
the junior/senior high school level, and 
also at the preschool level. 

"We hope to have a program for 
elementary gifted children started by 
next school year," Wisinski said. 

He also said that there has been a 
great deal of interest in the program 
among the staff and community, and a 
real desire to get the program oft the 
gi'ound. 

At the start of the school year, memos 
were sent to more than 9,000 parents in­
viting them lo participate on the com­
mittee, and a large number responded. 

Although the committee has been of­
ficially formed, interested people are 
still invited to attend meetings that are 
held every other Wednesday from 7 to 9 
p.m. in Maple Elementary School. The 
next meeting will be tonight (Wednes­
day, December 13).

M a k e t l i e s e t r i m s a t h o m e 

P u n g e n t a r o m a of s p i c e s a d d s to h o l i d a y 

I5csi(les the twiilkling ligliLs alld 
souiid,s of the season, the holidays 
would not be coinplete without the 
pungent aiomas of pine and bayberi'y. 
Add to lho.se ttie delicious smells of 
spices to complete holiday trims and 
complemeilt any decor. 

Handcrafted holiday trims using 
herbs and spices can reinain long after 
the other seasonal decoratioils are 
packed away to gently flavor the air. 
And they are easy enough for a child to 
create, making them perfect iioliday 
gift giving ideas. Some l'equiix' niol'e 
time, perhaps some patience, but the 
end i'esull is a welcome addition in any 
home. 

Pomander Balls 

The whole failiily can enjoy making 
ai'omatic pomander balls using thin-
skinned firm oranges, lemons or limes. 
A fil-m apple is also a good fi'uil to lise, 
especially for younger childi'en. Studd­

ed with cloves, poinailder balls are used 
in l-ooms, closets or lucked in drawers 
lo add their welcome fragi'ance. A 
pomander, tied wilh ribbons, is a 
perfect gift for a friend who is ill or 
hospitalized. 

First select only firln, sound fruits. 
Fruits of different sizes and shapes and 
varying aromas are desirable if the 
pomanders are to be hung in clusters. 
Use a thin skewei- or needle to stai'l 
holes tor the cloves. Take care not lo 
make the hole loo large which can 
cause the cloves to fall out later. Also, 
do not place too many in one spot which 
may cause the skin lo break. Add l'ow 
after row of the spice until the fruit is 
complelcly covered. 

Roll the pomander in equal portions 
of ground cinnamon, cloves, nutmeg, 
allspice and ginger to which powdered 
orrisroot has been added. A sufficient 
amount to cover six lo eight fruits cail 
be inade by combining one-quarter cup 
each of the above ingi-edients. 

Orrisroot is a fixative and aroma 
enhancer. Although it has a distinctive 
sweet aroma, it accents rather than im­
posing its scent on the spices much like 
monsodiuin glutamate does lo food. A 
speciality item, it can be asked for by 
name al The Coffee Beailei-y in the 
Twelve Oaks Mall or at the Quaker 
Shop in Brighton. 

Let the pomanders i'emain in llle 
spice mixture in an open bowl in a 
warm, dry place for about one week. 
While the ball "cures" or dries, the 
spicy aroma will penetrate the entil'c 
house. Pomanders should be sufficient­
ly hardened at the end of one week lo tie 
up for gifts. Do not store in airtight con­
tainers, however. 

Tie tiny, colorful ribbon or cord 
ai'ound the ball to create a "sling," top 
with a bow and an additional length of 
ribbon if the ball is to be hung. 

Pomanders will hold their fragrance 
for several years. A fresh spice bath 
when the aroma fades will renew their 

use. Simply wash the pomander in 
warm water, i-oll them in the spice mix-
lui'c, add a drop or two of clove or cin-
nainon oil and let stand in the spices a 
few days. Retie with f i-esh ribbons. 

Scented Pinecones 

An easy project that makes a great 
gift is a lieaping basket of scented 
pinecones. Choose pinecones that are 
di'y in a variety of sizes and shapes. 
Paint the edges with white glue and 
sprinkle with cinnamon, nutmeg, 
allspice, cloves, ginger or a combina­
tion of all five, Again add orrisroot as a 
fixative to keep the scent longer. Tap 
off excess spice and place the pinecones 
in a basket trimmed with greens and 
ribbon. A spicy pinecone can add a 
fragrant note to gift packages. 

Bay Leaf Wreatll 

A complement to any decor is bay 

leaf wreath. Using a slyrotoam base, 
simply glue and pin bay leaves in an 
overlapping pattern, making sure the 
entire base is covered. An 18-inch base 
will require about four large boxes of 
bay leaves. Trim the top of the wl-eath 
with ribbon and pinecones. 

Herb Bouquet 

An hei'b bouquet is a welcomed gift 
idea for any gourmet cook. Simple to 
make, the combination of hei'bs may be 
presented in an airtight container or 
packaged in individual bags fashioned 
from cheesecloth, muslin or organdy.

1 tablespoon tarragon leaves 
1 tablespoon thyme leaves 
1 tablespoon marjoram leaves 
1 teaspoon oregano leaves

As a 
safety precaution, most 
models have a locking l id 
that keeps fingers out 
while the machine is 
operating. 

Another safety feature 
on most food processors 
is an automatic overload 
device. This stops the 
motor if it overheats, 
preventing damage to the 
equipment. 

Keep in mind that food 
p roces so r s c a n ' t do 
everything. They don't 
completely replace a 
knife or mixer aiid they 
do l-equire extra counter 
space.

chewiness and taste and the toppings 
were more than adequate. A nice soft 
crust earned the pizza a very good 
rating, but the old tomato sauce 
scrimper got there again. You're best 
bet here Is the two for one mediulri 
coupon special, which is probably the 
only way to go. Little Caesar's offers 
three sizes of pizza's from the 12-lnch 
small to the 16-inch large. 

Prices range from the small cheese 
at $2,34 to the large loaded at $9.60. Top-
pings include pepperoni, sausage, ham­
burger, green pepper, mushrooms, 
onions, anchovies, ham, bacon, black 
olives, and get this, hot banana pep­
pers. Maybe those banana peppers are 
okay for you, but I'll leave them alone. 

LUIGI'S 

Located in the Maple Plaza in Walled 
Lake and should be included with the 
rest of the take-outs. There are a few 
tables inside, but that's about it. Grab a 
six pack from the cooler and split. 

I had the deep dish variety here with 
pepperoni and green pepper. The deep 
dish is good for crust lovers because 
there is more of it than anything else. 
There is plenty of cheese on this one and 
It slides all over the pizza for you goo-
lovers. The pepperonis were too few 
and the tomato sauce was well hidden, 
but the delicious crust, ample cheese, 
and sufficient fresh gi'een peppers 
earned it a very good rating. 

Luigi's is open for a quick lunch of 
pizza squares, but a l'ounil or deep pizza 
ranges in price from a small cheese at 
$2.65 to an extra large special at $7.90. 
Available toppings include pepp­
eroni, Italian sausage, green pepper, 
ham, mushrooms, bacon, onions, ham­
burger and anchovies. 

PIZZA HUT 

Located at the corner of South Com­

merce Road and Pontiac Trail in Wall­
ed Lake. Your best bet here Is the lun­
cheon smorgasbord where for $2.50 you 
get all the pizza you can eat. Still, It's 
nice to have your own pizza, and mine 
was topped with pepperoni and Italian 
sausage on the thick and chewy crust. 
In the taste department, it was very 
good. You get a decent amount of 
tomato sauce here, especially on the 
thick crusted pizzas. 

The toppings were plentiful even 
though we avoided the higher priced 
superstyle. Pizza Hut is one of the few 
local places where you can sit back and 
relax and not have to worry about the 
pizza getting cold on the way home. 
Sizes and prices range from the small 
10-inch with cheese at $2.60 and $2.75 
(depending on the crust) to the large 15-
inch super supreme at $8,40 and $9.25. 
Toppings available Include pepperoni, 
hamburger, pork, Italian sausage, 
Canadian bacon, onions, ham, 
mushrooms, green peppers, and black 
olives. 

PIZZA PLACE 

The newest of the pizza joints, located 
In the Twelve Oaks Mall on the lower 
level near Sears. It isn't the place you 
want to drive to just get a pizza because 
the mall traffic and parking is a 
drawback. But if you're at the mall you 
should check this place out. 

Although it specializes in pizza by the 
slice, you can get a 13-inch pizza of your 
choice there too, I selected one with 
pepperoni and green.pepper, and found 
It very close to excellent. The crust was 
just the right shade of brown, right 
thickness, and chewy. They didn't hold 
back on the cheese or greeil peppers 
and the tomato sauce was the most 
plentiful of any place around, The only 
drawback might be the unavailability 
of certain items (including Italian 
sausage) and the estimation that my 
pizza was just a tad shy of pepperoni. 

You can rest your weary shopping 

feet here too. The square pizza isn't as 
good, as it is mostly crisp crust. Topp­
ings available on the 13-inch round piz­
za are green peppers, nlushrooms, pep­
peroni, onions, ham, bacon, hamburger 
and salami. I don't know if I'd battle the 
parkiilg hassle, but if you're already at 
the mall try the Pizza Place. 

TOWN PUMP 

Located at the stoplight on Pontiac 
Trail and the lake in Walled Lake. The 
only tavern on the junket and there's 
nothing better with a pizza than a cold 
beer, unless it's two cold beers. And 
you'll probably want both of them to 
quench your thirst with this pizza. 
Undoubted ly the s p i c i e s t in 
the area, the Town Pump pizza I 
ate was topped with strips of pork 
sausage, green peppers, and pepperoni. 
Actually, the pizza was pretty good, but

syndrome." The pork sausage strips 
may have had a lot to do with the spicy 
taste, but it also sets it apart fl'om the 
run-of-the-mill variety. 

The Town Pump sports two sizes of 
square pizzas with prices ranging from 
the small cheese at $3 to the large with 
seven items at $7. Toppings include 
mushrooms, pepperoni, ham, sausage, 
green peppers, onions and anchovies. 

Well, there you have, or rather, there 
1 had it. Eight pizzas from eight dif­
ferent places. Which is the best? That's 
a question that could be debated all 
evening because they're all worth 
eating.

New federal guidelines for the Com­
prehensive Employment and Training 
Act (CETA) employees have been 
received by Novi and with those rules 
"our worst fears are now a reality," 
Assistant City Manager Alex Allie tolfj 
the city council Monday. 

Allie explained that under the newly 
adopted guidelines CETA employees 
can no longer provide services to tile 
community over a long period oi time. 
The program makes the city responsi­
ble for training employees and then 
placing them in another job after 18 
months. 

Besides the problems caused by the 
constant turnover of employees the city 
will encounter a complete bureaucracy 
of paperwork necessary for the place­
ment of the new ernployees, Allie ex­
plained. 

In the past the city was able to hire 
any person who had been unemployed 
for 15 days and certified as unemployed 
by the Michigan Employmeilt Security 
Commission. No^v the city must hire un­
trained, unemployed and low income 
persons, Allie said. 

City administrators are looking at 
possible alternatives for handling tile 
financial burden which will be imposed 
on the city when the CETA funding runs 
out. It is hoped that a hiring freeze and 
reorganization of some departments 

can ease fiscal problems, Allie said. 
However, the city may have to resort 

to layoffs. The CETA employees may 
not be the ones laid off, however. 
Because of provisions in contracts with 
city employees a number of the CETA 
employees have more seniority than 
some employees paid with general fund 
monies. 

As a result the CETA employees with 
higher seniority would be absorbed into 
the city payroll, while the employees 
with less seniority could be laid off, 
Allie explained. 

Areas which could be hardest hit by 
the switch in direction of the federal 
program include the finance depart­
ment and the Department of Public 
Works. Allie said 70 percent of the DPW 
employees are currently paid with 
CETA monies, while 25 percent of the 
finance department employees are 
hired under CETA. 

Between January and the city budget 
presentation for the 1979-80 fiscal year, 
the administration will be looking at 
alternatives facing the city and will be 
prepared to make recommendations on 
how the city should proceed before the 
budget is adopted, Allie indicated. He 
said a four month phase out of all CETA 
employees is being considered. 

The phase out would begin In June, 
1979 and be completed by October, 1979. 
The final approach the city decides to 

use will depend upon the total financial 
picture for the city, Allie indicated. The 
city could face more serious problems 
if the upcoming fiscal year proves to be 
tighter than expected. 

The assistant city manager also said 
that the city could have other problems 
if CETA positions do become available 
due to the difficulty of finding a local 
person who would fit the new federal 
guidelines, If a CETA position opens up 
in the city it may go unfilled because 
few residents would meet the criteria, 
he indicated. 

Overall the situation in Novi is not as 
bad SiSf it could have been or as it Is in 
other communities, according to Allie. 
He said that the city anticipated the'̂  
change in federal guidelines and has 
maintained a freeze on the hiring of 
CETA personnel. 

At one time the city had 23 CETA' 
employees on staff but through the hir­
ing freeze that number was cut to 13.-
Novi does not face the problems of-
other cities, which have police officers, 
and similar highly trained personnel: 
with salaries paid by CETA funding. : 

"The city has grown with the federal 
money and used it to hire important-
employees. Now we face a situation 
similar to a carpet being pulled out; 
from under us. It could be difficult, but; 
we will cope in the best way possible,"-
Allie said. •

Coordination and management of 
engineering, planning and sewer opera­
tions in Novi will be overseen by newly 
appointed Director of Public Services 
Robert Shaw. The Novl City Council 
created the position and appointed 
Shaw to serve Monday. 

The council had earlier raised ques­
tions on contract provisions, but those 
questions were answered and the hiring 
of the DPS administrator was approved 
by a 6-1 margin. Guy Smith opposed the 
appointment. 

Shaw will receive an annual salary of 
$25,500 and be allowed to purchase prior 
retirement benefits. The council had 
expressed concern that allowing him to 
purchase the benefits could set a prece-
dent and adversely affect future union 
contract negotiations. 

However, City Manager Ed Kriewall 
reported that in talks with labor counsel 
Dennis Dubay it was determined that 
by entering a specific agreement with 
Shaw the city would not be forced to ap­
ply the benefits to all employees. 

The council approved a letter from 
Shaw which spells out his employment 
conditions. Including the provision for 
the purchase of retirement benefits. 

The new DPS administrator formerly 
worked In the public works department 
of Novi for seven months in 1974. He 
also has been employed as the Public 
Works Director for Livonia and Public 
Works Supervisor in Inkster. He was 
employed as Public Works Supervisor 
In Farmington Hills prior to accepting 
the new Novi post. 

While serving for Livonia he was a 
key factor in the city's planned develop-
ment for Industrial parks, utilities and 
general residential growth, according 
to Kriewall, Shaw also was active on 
the building authority and economic 
development council in Livonia, 

Kriewall explained Shaw was the top 
candidate of three Interviewed and 22 
applicants for the job. He is 52 years old 
and has been involved in public service 
for 16 years. 

After being notified of the appoint-
ment Shaw said he was "very grateful 
to the city manager and the council for 
offering me a wonderful opportunity 
and an interesting challenge, I am look-
ing forward to coordinating the moving 
of various departments into one city 
hall facility and believe it will make for 
more efficient and better service for the 
public," 

He explained he was not worried 
about the fact he will be dealing with a 
developing community which Is rapidly 
growing, "I've been with larger and 
smaller citles-and don't find It earth 
shattering to come in at the beginning. 
It's the kind of challenge I like to take 
otl," 

Shaw went on to say that helping 
communities develop Is part of his 
background. When he worked for 
Livonia that city averaged 1,200 new 
homes a year as well as many recrea-
tion, industrial and comlnercial 
developments, Shaw said. 

A further attraction to the position in 
Novi is that It's a career advancement 

for him. Shaw indicated that In his posi­
tion in Farmington Hills he reports to a 
superintendent and In Novl he will be 
the head of the department. 

Though he voted for the hiring of the 
DPS administrator council member 
James Shaw told the council he "had a 
problem" before casting his ballot, 
since the new administrator is his 
cousin, 

"The appointment Involves a direct 
relative of mine and that causes some 
consternations. But I had no contact 
with this individual concerning this 
position. This was an administrative 
decision and I have not entered even in­
to closed meeting discussions. I do not 
believe my vote should be interpreted 
as a violation of a trust of office," 
stated the councilman. 

When the position was proposed most 
council members favored the idea. 
Some stated they believed the position 
was necessary to manage development 
plans, while others viewed it as a 
chance to promote greater coordination 
between departments. 

In earlier discussions Guy Smith op-
posed the creation of the position saying 
he was not sure the city needed another 
bureaucrat.

Novl has ended the 1977-78 fiscal year 
in the black, with a $132,000 fund 
balance and a report from the auditors 
that the city books are in good order. 

One recommendation was forwarded 
by the Plante and Moran represen-
tatlves, however. They suggested the 
city formalize a procedure for 
documenting all construction contracts 
due to the increased volume the city has 
been receiving. 

Accountant Kenneth Kunkle told the 
city council Monday that the firm had 
found that with an Increasing number 
of contracts coming from multiple 
sources It would become more Impor­
tant to formalize the documentation 
procedure. 

A summary of the audit showed the 

city took In more than $18 million in 
revenues and receipts which were spent 
on construction projects or gathered 
through special assessments for 
building projects. The city also took In 
about $3 million in general fund 
revenues. 

General fund revenues are primarily 
generated from the property tax. This 
year the city received about 40 percent 
of Its general fund revenues from 
general property tax, 18 percent from 
state shared revenues and 6 percent In 
federal revenues. 

General fund expenditures, which in­
clude monies spent directly on services 
for local taxpayers, totalled nearly $2.9 
million. The largest city expenditure 
was tor the police and fire department 
with more than $1,1 million spent for 

protection of residents. Second largest 
cost to the city was $753,342 for general 
government operations. 

The difference between the general 
fund expenditures and the general fund 
revenues totalled about $321,500, Of that 
the city will carry $72,413 into the next 
fiscal year, while $249,000 will be spent 
on debts Incurred during the 1977-78 
fiscal year. 

The auditors also praised the city for 
its ability to increase Its revenues 
through Investments because of sound 
Investment policies. It also was noted 
the city's settlement from the C&O 
Railroad Increased the city Income, 

Kunkle noted the city expenditures 
Increased, in part, because ol an In-
creased wage settlement for Com­
prehensive Employment and Training 

Act personnel and a doubling of In-
surance rates. He said fiscal problems 
facing the city include the fact the city 
must pay the same inflation rate as 
others while some expenditures are rls-
Ing at a considerably faster rate than 
inflation. 

No complete picture of expenditures 
was provided in the audit summary 
since the total audit report had not been 
completed at the date of the presenta-
tion. However, the summary was 
presented so council members would 
have an idea of the state of the city's 
books before going Into the new year. 

Kunkle Indicated the principle pro-
blem facing the city In the upcoming 
year will be the financial burden of 
CETA employees as federal funding for 
the program Is reduced. 
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
