Historic cemetery hunt

reveals no

Editor's Note: ln the inlerest of preserving a bit of
Novi's past Novl Edltor Kathy Jennings and loeal
historian John Rlchter and his wife Mary recently con-
ducted a seareh far a nearly forgolten cemetery on
Tait Road just north of Nine Mile.

Muss which once covered graves has spread across
the odd shaped pareel Just north of Nine Mile.

Foundatlens of a schodl are still outlined In stone,
and somewhere northwest of the bullding ls, or was, a
ernall 10 to 12 plot cermnetery.

It has all grown over with tall weeds and bramble
bushes, but with a litile poking and digging it was
Roped & headstone or two might be uncovered.

John Rlchier provided a prod which when stuck
below the surface of the earth sounds when stone has
heen struck. Hlg shovel which also converts lo a plek
axe came into use when stone was hil.

The former cemetery site now has about flve holes
maore that IL did when we got there, but no headstones
were found.

[t appeared by the indentations in the ground that
bodles and headstones had been remaved at sometime

P By digging {n those areas two small hricks which the
Richters ldentilted a5 marker bricks were uncovered.
The markers were used foautling he oumwlaries of the
remetery, according to Richter.
Mear the matker bricks there was moother hollow
rlng as more "stone" was struck with the prod.
It lpoked Ilke we might be onto sornething — but it

turmved out to be the tile septic system fot the old school.

In another eorner of the plot we found junk, Pleces of
glass and scrap metal were piked upon other pleces.
Apparently, Lhe southwest corner of the piod was used
as a dump for the unusable,

And of course a few large rocks were unearthed.

Bichter wondered aloud whether those dearly
deparled would begln speaking to us, since we had the
audacity todiaturb them altet all thege years In paace.

Bl none of them seemed to mind, We got no
messages [rom the dead, though it might have been in-
teresting to hear from one — the firsi Novi Township
Supervisor, who I3 believed to have been lald 1o his
final rest In that cemetery.

Samue! White, served as townshlp supervisor in 1835,
1539, 1043 and 16844. He originatly settled the southspst

quarter sectlon of sectlon 24 (between Nine gnd Ten

headstones

Mile and Tatt and Reck roads.)

Durrant's kistory of Gakland County, 1877, reports
the ckmetery was known 'as the Samuel White Burial
{irounds, belng gven by him lor cemetery purposes. It
ls immediately adjpoining the schoolhouse lot and
formerly laid In commabn with it, but in recent years
has heen properly enclosed by itsell.”

White apparently setved as the superintendent of the
poor at the alms housa located in Waterford and was an
Qakland County representative o the Constitutional
Cotiventhan Ln 1336,

He deeded 1he property for a cemetery In I3, A
copy of the originel deed places the cemelery B
follows: “Leginning ut the southeast corper of the
above described land (that belng on the east lioe af sec-
tion 2, twenty rods narth of the southesast corner o
the center of the highway and running south eight
degrees thirly minutes west thirteen rods, north one
degree thirty minutes west seven rods, north sighty
glght degrees thirty minutes east ko the cenler of the
highway thenee 1o the place of beginning excepiing
twenty rods) running south eighty =ight degrees thirty
minutes west five rods nocth one degree thirty minutes
¢a5t to the center of the highway ba the place of beginn-
nge the same belng for o Publick Burial Ground ard ne

The historie site was found by Williem Gladden when
he traced the deed on the property to determine ity
ownership,

Bul, in the
merntime, the only traces which can be found of the
old cemetery areln history books and the memories of
Novl's true cld timers.

Heme Services, Inc, and Community
Living Services, Ine. who have made
applicatlon to establish the homes will
speak at the mesting along with
represeptatives frem the Department
of Sorlal Servires.

City Attorney Davld Fried amd
Father Kevin O'Brien of the Holy Fami-
ly Catholle Church also have been in-
vited tospeak at the mesting.

Tom  Mliller, community serviee
director for Macomb-Oskland Reglonal

female and male adults will reside in
the homes on Tamara &nd Highland
Drlve, Miler sald.

Resldents are placed in the hame bag-
ed upon cotnmob interests, opprox-
{mate common nge: snd compatability,
accarding 1o Miller.

Stalf members wili iive with the
resldents and provide 24 hour superyl-
slon, he sald. Additlonal staff members
wlil work [n shifts to provide speclallz-
ed medical needs or traiping the
residents may need.

The ltve-in stafl will not necessarclly
ba & hiashand snd wile team, but they
are carefully chosen and screened
before .being glven such B position,
Mlller sald.

They also recelve speclal treining
and otientation, ag well as on-the-job
traiting, e axplained.

“We malntain 8 3-1 staff ratlo and
that 15 about a8 good as you ¢an flnd
anywhere In the country," Miler sald.

Cloge supervision will be the rule in
the early stages of eatablishlng -the
home — while staff members become
familiar with the capablilties of the
residente.

"Decislons about whether & resldent
ean walk in the neighborhood will be
made [ceor te the individusl's
abllity. While Lhe stafi 5 gettlog to

kogw the regldents they will not be
wandering unsupervised,” Miller satd,

He expleloed thal residents will be
gecompanied by staff members watil it
hag been determined they are capable
of taking a walk on thelr own.

“But I den't think that will happen for
gulte some time,"” Millersald.

The Communlty Service Director
sald residents likely will not be present
in the hame during the day.

Those uzder age 26 attend Lraining
tlassea in special education, while
those 27 and clder work In aheltered
employment sltuations, Miller sald.

“Qplimism™ is the word [or the "805
as Novi's City Manager Ed Kriewall
seek it

"1e's with & high degree of uplimism
that we're loaking loward the 15843,
Kriewall said. And thal optimistic view-
pﬂlnt Iz posslble as a result of Lhe city's
achievements In the ‘705, he believes.

“Looking back to the 'Ts we com-
pleted probably the mosl imporlant
public works programs earted gut to
dyle, leaving Novi In an excellenl post
tign In the ‘Bls for atfracting residen-

-tlel, commerclal and indusirlal
development while servicing the needs
af those already [ the community,” the
city manager said.

One of Commerce Tawnship's top
news storles of 1979 -~ and the decade —
wis the continuaticn of the eltyhood
and anhexation debates,

Residents in Commerce, Walverine
Lake Village and & West Bloom{leld
Township subdivision overwhelmingly
rejected Incorporation as a new city
April 34 by a mazgin of 22 toone, ending
a T'-year-gld cityhood bid but regpen-
Ing the City of Walled Lake's annexa-
tion request for some 2.4 square miles
of the township.

Township offleials and residents had
flled the cltykood vequest with the
Michigan State Boundary Commisgion
in November 1971 In an effort to head
off an expected annexation request by
Walled Lake.

Wolverine Lake alao illed for
cltyhood shorlly afler Commerce's

petitions were submlited to the state
agency, bul the boundary commission
in January 1873 erdered the township,
the village ard a West Bloomtield sub-
division o form one new city. Village
officials challenged the commlisslon
grdet through the courls, but the bout-
dary panel's authority was upbeld by
the Qakland County Clreult Court and
the State Court of Appeals, and the
Michigan Supreme Court In 1975 refus-
& to grant leave for further appea).

Residents of Commerce and the
village pelltioned the commission in
March 1978 for the election on the
ciiyhood Issue which led to last April's
balleting.

Townshlp officlals — who had ap-

proved Commeres’s incarporation &5 a
charter townshlp In Septetnber 1978 to
take advantage of boundary protection
offered lo certain urbanlzed townships
under a pew atate law — did not lake a
positlon lo the eityhood election, but
villege officlals urged a “'no’* vole,

Foliowing the election, the boundary
commisslon activated two annexation
requests flled by Walled Lake residents
and the cliy counci! in 1972 {or porllons
af the township. Commercee offlcials
thought the precess would be 2 mere
formality becouse of the Lownahip's ap-
parent protected boundary status a5 a
charter township.

Ten years agp — 1970. Novl's
city manager was a man named
Barney Zonkers, and the mayor
was a fellow named Joseph Crupi
who retired recently from the
Ford Motor Company and moved
to Fleorida.,

The first residents were moy-
ing intv a new subdivision named
Village Oaks, and West Bloom-
field Township residents were
successfully protesting plans to
locate a regional shopping center
in their community.

Completion of the Village
Oaks subdlvision was te have a
major impact on Novi, primarily
hecause the city’'s newest
residents were able to perceive
the community's potential and
topk an active role in helping
direct that potential.

And the opposition of West
Bicomfield residents t{¢ the
regional shepping center in their
community led the developers to
move thelr plans to Novl where
they constructed the Twelve OQaks
Mall which opered its doors to the
public in August 1977,

' Much has happened in the
past 10 years. And yet it would
probably be a mistake to say that
you wouldn't recognize the Novi
of today.

Although much is made of the
gity's growth over the past 10
years, those who take the time to
look around will realize that the
gity is onjy 25 percent developed.
Seventy-five percent of the city
remains undeveloped, making
Novi a city on the threshold for
the B)s.
© That is not to say that the
past 10 years have not been {illed
with accomplishments. But those
accomplishments in large part
have consisted of setting the stan-
dards under which Novi wiil be
developed.

' We belleve that both the ad-
minjstrative and leglslative
bedies have done a good job of
preparing the city tor the growth
which can realistically be ex-
pected in the upcoming decade.

| Ten years ago the city’s
minimum residential lot size was
feet. Today the minimum lot
ize is BO feet — and there are
elopers who are quick to point
put that 80-foot lots are hard o
fome by anymore.

With the exception of Twelve
Daks Mall, the so-called regional
penter area — which is proposed
to provide the city with much of
its tax base — is largely

decade

undeveloped. At the same time,
the ¢ity has prepared for an-
ticipated development by adop-
ting such innovative measures as
the Planned Development (PD)
pptions and revising many of its
ordinances to bring about a
higher standard of development.

As we look forward into the
80s, we would suggest that the ci-
ty is on the right track and should
continue to set its aspirations
high.

An important step which has
not yet been accomplished is the
formation «f an Economice
Development Corporation
{EDC). The concept has besn ap-
proved by the city council,
however, which will interview
prospective members for. the
board next week.

Formatien of the EDC is a
critical concern at this point in
time when the development in-
dustry is confronted with record
interest rates and soaring con-
struction costs. It is important to
remember, however, that an
EDC is a tool designed to serve
the city — not the developers.
And we would hope that the
members of the EDC adopt by-
laws which will serve thatend.

EDC by-laws should contain
provisions which will encourage
the type of development which is
aesthetically-pleaslng and will
contribute the type of tax base
which will enable the city to
maintain its Jarge-lot residential
areas.

By 6:30 a.m, Dennis, who does the
majority of the milking, puts the
finishing touches on & large breakiast.
By 7 am. he has completed
prellminary milking chores (sanitizing
the milking machie, fLling the milking
gtalls' teed shutes, and setiing up the
miking apparatus) and has the cows In

e yard next to the milking parlor,
eady for action.

Mow comes the easy part.

The parlor 15 a small rectangular
conctets room. At one amall and is 2
sliding door that Is an entranceway [or
the cows. In the middle of the room s a
sunken centrol pit, with four stalls on
elther side of It. At the other end of the
room is another sliding door which
SErves a5 an exit.

Dennis lets in four cows al a Lime.

While one side s milking, Dennls 1s
fHling up the other with foUT mMore Cows.
It is & continuing ¢yele, much like a pro-
duction line., v

The milk 15 senl by way of a piping
syslemn to & gigantle, conling tank. This
Lonk can hold 1,000 pounds of rmilk. The
milk is picked up by & truck every other
day and iz dellvered to the Krager dalry
In Livpnia. There it |5 pasteurized,
homogentzed, and mixed wilh vitamin
D.

The Lelnnd facrm has a herd of 220
bovines, of which approximately 70 at
any oné time are milkers. The rest are
elther heifers (cows that haven't yel
had ealves, thus don't produce milk),
"dry cows”, or those that have had
ealves before, but rot recently and are
thus nol producing mllk; and calves,

It takes Dennls approximately two
and a hall hours to milk Lhe cows i the
morning, and then twe hours to do it
agaln In the evening. Te do It by hand
might take close to 11 hours, an MSU
extenalon agenit said.

Once all of the cows have been milk-
ed, Dennls sweeps the parlor clean,
puts the milking apparatus on their
aufomatic washing posts, flushes down
the milk house and parlor with water,
ang Eends the calves.

Milking s only the tp of the iceberg
In terms of the farm’s actual wark
schedule.

During ke spring and summer mon-
ths, the Lelands plant and harvest
crops such as corn, hay, oats, alfalfa
and wheat. ot

“The corn is turned into silage, which
is ground-up ears of cort, and is stored
insllps,

The hay iz harvested inio large
‘rognd” bales thyt resemble Shredded
Wheat cereal. These each welgh 1,500
pounds and ong is encugh to leed the
whole herd for a day,

The mest productive cows, whether
they are milking er not, are fed silage
and hay. All of the milking cows also
are given a rmlxture of food that con-
tains earcorn, oals, minerals, sovhean
meal proteln supplement and salt.

These lop cows get silage three to
four times a day, one hay bale, and
grafn in the form of a "free feeder'’ thet
allows the cows o feed at will The
other -cows get hay, and If they are
milking, grain bwice a day.

The Lelands wse artiflelal Insemina-
Lion to keep their herd growing. Instead
of keeping the deacens, or male calves,
they sell them to processing plants or
to small farmers who want lo raise
thetn for breeding purposes.

Aceording to Greek mytholegy, he
Bays, the geven Plelades and seven
Hyades were half-slsters, the chiidren
of Atlas. Zeus rewarded the Hyades, en-
trusted with the care of the infant Bac-
chus, by glving them 2 place In the
. heavens. But their sislers, Lhe Pleiades,
galned a place in the sky when they
were transformed by Zeus into cefestial
© doves Lo save Lhem from pursuit by the
glant Orion.

- Nearly overheaq In mid-evening, the

Plelades are the best known clusler i
the heavens, Teske adds. “T' Lhe naked
eye, they appeat &5 & compacl group of
six or sevan stars. With blopeulars,
foore than two dozen come ints view,
Lying abqut 400 light years from the
Bun, the cluster actually contains more
than 150 stars, most of them Invisible
except in larger telescopes.™ :

The U-M astronomer explalos that
the naked-eye stars of the Plelades are
examples of stars that rotate at very
high speeds, spinnlng nearly 100 limes
faster than does our sun, a slowly

dusters

rotaling star which takes pbout 24 days
bo turn onee upon its axis,

The force exerted by thelr fast spin
ceuses the bright Fleiades stars to
butge prominently at their equaters. In
fact, one of the Plelades actually ap-
pears o be shedding gas becayse of [is
greal rotational speed,” Teske says.

“The entirg Fleiades cluster Js
enveloped by a lenuous cosmie cloud of
greal extent, composed of gas atoms
and minute fMecks of ley materiais,
Fhotographs of the reglon show that the
cloud shines by starllght reflectsd [rom
the tiny partieles in It, just as street-
lamps and shopplng center lights JI-
luminate fog and low-lying clouds here
on earlh.”

To the southeast of the Fleiages,
Teske points out the ¥-shaped Hyades.
“Marking the Buli's head in Taurus, the
Eroup 15 the nearest to the sun of &l1 the
clusters, with the single exeeptlon of
the Ursa Major cluster to which [ve
Big Dipper stars belong.”

The Hyades are domlnated by the
bright, reddish star Aldebaran, which
[& not a true member of the cluster.
gldebaran i3 an sceldentsl lntruder
which Lles hall-way between the Hyades
and ourselves,"" he explalns.

Enth the Pleiades and Hyades are ex-
amples of star groups called “open
clusters,”" whleh remals Bound
together through the muival pravita-
tional pull of thele members, he says.
Although gbout 1000 such clusbers are
known,  astronomers suspect that
there may be neatly lwenty times thet
many [n our galaxy that remaln ug-
diseovered,

"All the member stars of a cluster
have had a commaon origin ané share a
COImon birth date ' Teake says.
