Board approves 20 cent hike
in school hot lunch prices

By KATHY JENNINGS

Parents of school-age children may
flinch to learn that hot lunch prices
have broken the $1 barrier following ac-
tion by the Novi school board last
Thursday.

Prices of all lunches served in the
schools will go up 20 cents, bringing
elementary lunches to $1, middle school
and high school lunches to $1.10 and
adult lunches to $1.65.

Milk, which cost 11 cents last year,
has been increased to 20 cents.

Higher lunch prices, the layoff of two
food service employees and elimination
of most food preparation at Village
Oaks Elementary are the main
elements of a plan to keep the school
lunch program out of the red.

Budget cuts of federal hot-lunch pro-
gram subsidies, as well as rising food -
and labor costs have prompted the
latest hike in lunch prices.

If hot-lunch prices were not raised,
the school board would be forced to
decide whether general fund monies,
which are made up large of property
tax revenues and usually go toward
educational programming and salaries
for professional staff, should be used to
balance the hot-lunch budget.

The need to raise the cost of hot lun-
ches was created by several factors:
the federal government will give the

The City of Novi has adopted the
Michigan Uniform Traffic Code.

Middle School North, Or-
chard Hills and Novi Woods all current-
ly have lunches satellited from other
school kithens.

Superintendent Robert Piwko said
parents will be able to see the food
prepared, watch it being transported,
eat lunch with the children and then be
invited to suggest improvements which
may range from preparation to the
types of food served. ..

He said administrators had met with
parents who are concerned that
satelliting food to Village Oaks may
reduce the quality of the food served to
students there.

Piwko said parents were told that not
all foods are cooked at the high school
and transported. Some simply are sent
to the- elementary where they are
prepared. Beans are sent in a can and
opened at the school.

“It depends tpon the amount of
preparation time required,” Piwko ex-
plained. .

Residents in the Old Dutch Farms
mobile home park are planning to meet
Thursday (August 27) in an attempt to
organize a park association. Scheduled
to begin at 7 p.m. In the park's
playground area, the meeting is being
organized by residents who say they
are upset about problems with park
management at Old Dutch Farms.,

One resident, Diane Guzman, said
residents tried once before to put
together an association but it died from
lack of interest. This time she thinks the

- attempt will succeed because residents

are so frustrated with Uniprop Manage-
ment Corporation and the park
representative, Mark Siegel.

“It's a big mess,” Guzman said. “It
could be a nice place to live. The people
here are nice, but ..."”

Siegel contends he would welcome a
park association at Old Dutch Farms if
‘‘someone reasonable’ headed itup. -

“When it’s run reasonably,” he said,
‘it can be very effective.” It is easier to
deal with one person representing the
entire park than to handle problems of
400 individuals, he added.

There aren’t 400 problems to deal
with at Old Dutch Farms, but there are
some major issues residents are upset
about. Most of the problems tenants
talk about are old, some several years
old. They range from complaints about
landscaping to personality clashes with
Siegel. But the latest frustration — pro-
blems over garbage collection service
— apparently opened an old wound.

Earlier in August, residents received
a letter from Leonard Henning of Henn-
ing Brothers Disposal explaining that
garbage service in the park would be
discontinued until the collection firm
was paid three months of past-due bills.
Collectors left tenants’ garbage sitting
on the curb instead of picking it up ear-
ly Monday morning as usual. Henning,
who with his brother John runs the com-
pany, explained to tenants that he did
not want to stop service but could not

Beginning In
September, another firm will be piek-
ing up garbage at the mobile home park
on Tuesdays. .

Some tenants, however, are upset
that Henning Brothers Disposal will not
be collecting garbage in the park: Says
Guzman: “We have never, ever had'
better service.” .

The garbage issue, however, is just
one of a list of old problems dogging
tenants of Old Dutch Farms. They cite:
promises to have their lawns sodded
and driveways paved as major upsets.
They say their leases specified that
their lawns would be sodded; instead,
they were seeded or residents sodded
their yards themselves. :

The dispute was referred to th
Michigan Mobile Home Commisslon,.
which announced it was satisfied with
the landscaping done in Old Dutch
Farms. Uniprop's Mark Siegel says
‘‘that issue has also been resolved.”

School board says ‘no’

to Callahan resolution

A resolution submitted by Trustee
Janet Callahan “to let the superinten-
dent khow exactly what his respon-
sibilites are”” was rejected on a 5-1 vote
by the Walled Lake school board at a
special study session Monday.

The non-agenda item was introduced
by Callahan after the board had com-
pleted discussion of Superintendent

Callahan’s resolution represents the
latest chapter in her on-going criticism

" of thg superintendent.

Callahan has been an outspoken, -and
often-harsh, critic of the administration
in general ‘and the superintendent in
particular since being elected to the
board in 1979.

The resolution ‘which she presented
Monday was criticized as being an infr-

-ingement on administrative respon-

sibilities.

Specifically, Callahan’s proposed
resolution stated that the ‘‘superinten-

Brookover’s decision to run for
mayor also means at least one new
council member will be seated — and
possibly two, dependent upon Hannah
Honeyman's intentions.

Honeyman could not be reached for
comment on her plans for the upcoming
election, But she has not drawn a peti-
tion seeking re-election as of yet. And

Mayor Gaspare LaMarca favored
$2,500. Council Member William
Roberts supported a $1,500-2,000 limita-
tion — and received the support of col-
league Thomas Brookover for the
lesser amount. Another council
member, Walter Lewandowski, claim-
ed $2,000 should be considered as ‘“‘a
happy median.”

James Clifton, who recently replaced
Heather Hill on council, was the first to
question the large increase from a $500
ceiling to $3,000.

The stage is also set for a new mayor
pro tem to be elected. By Brookover
vacating his regular council seat, he
also forfeits the second highest post on
council. :

Trustees turn down
driveway request

George Guzzio isn’t going to get his
driveway after all.

Citing concern of setting a precedent,
the Commerce Township board turned
down Guzzio’s request that subdivision
restrictions on his property be waived.

A resident of Reed Lake subdivision,
Guzzio lives in a home facing South
Commerce Road. He was hoping to
build a circular drive in front of his
house but subdivision restrictions on
the property require all houses in the
neighborhood to have drives leading to
sidestreets instead of main roads.

The precedent Commerce officials
are hesitant to set would jeopardize a
subdivision restriction recently in-
stituted by the township plan commis-
sion designed to limit access points on
major arteries in Commerce.

Guzzio’s driveway, the board decid-
ed, must lead onto Flannery Court
rather than out to South Commerce.

But according to Guzzio’s attorney,
Ted Cohen, the trustees cannot prohibit
Guzzio from building the circular

~

driveway. Cohen argued that the sub-
division restrictions were never record-
ed by the board and that trustees could
not legally enforce deed restrictions if
the township was not a named party on

. Guzzio’s deed to the land.
“If Guzzio decides to violate this, who .

can complain about it?’’ Cohen asked.

authority ... because it’s not named in
the deed.” '

Carrying Cohen’s argument to “its
logical conclusion,” said township at-
torney Douglas Chartrand, the
township could require any type of
restrictions it wanted and subdivisions
could ignore those restrictions, saying
the township was not a deeded party.
“That's not in the spirit of the law,”
Chartrand stated. .

‘““He picked up the phone and asked information

Carl Manning listed was in Union Lake. I guess he
~started with Carl because he’s the oldest brother,
The first Carl Manning he got was the right one.
‘“‘He asked Carl if he had two sisters, Ruth and
Donna, and Carl said ‘yes.’ Then he asked about
brothers, and if Carl had a baby brother David,
who was adopted,’’ Nancy continued.
“Carl was getting a little suspicious until he

heard this voice explaining that he was that little
brother, David,”” she added.

“They must have talked for two hours that
night,” Nancy said. The same night, August 1,
David called Donna, Brock and his mother and
heard that his oldest sister, Ruth, had died 11 years
ago.

At first, Brock said it was hard to believe they
had actually found each other. He had been here in
July, but after David's phone call, Brock flew back
from Florida again in August.

Their mother, who now lives in Ollanketo near
Hancock in the Keweenaw Peninsula, was not able
to make the weekend reunion at Carl’s home in
Union Lake. David and Donna planned to visit her
this week. .-

“I found out her birthday was last Monday, in
time to send her the first birthday card she’s ever
received from me," David said.

During the weekend together, the story of their
family' was reconstructed. Because Carl was 8-
years-old when their parents abandoned the five
children in 1944, he has clear memories of just what
happened. :

“One morning we got up and there was a note left -

on the table with a 25-pound bag of oatmeal. That's
all,” he remembers. Carl and Ruth, the oldest
children, decided not to tell anyone that their
parents were gone, “‘Maybe we hoped they would
come back,” Carl said.

To keep their secret, they took turns going to
school and staying at home to watch the younger
children; Brock, who was 2, and David who was 1-
year-old. But eventually, the situation caught up
with Ruth when school officials saw that she was
suffering from malnutrition. .

The five children were taken first to the Oakland
County Juvenile Home (Children's Village today)
where they were separated from each other, and
Carl was forbidden to visit his brothers and sisters.
A few months later Carl saw Brock in a fenced
playground.

Brock was crying, and Carl tried to find out what
was wrong. Brock told Carl their youngest brother
David had left. Later, Carl realized that David had
been adopted. The Tour older children were placed
in foster homes,

After living In several foster care homes, Ruth
and Donna were able to return to live with their
mother in Highland Park. Carl grew up in a foster

home in Walled Lake, while Brock was raised by
Mrs. Robert Gordon in White Lake. - =

Brock lived with the Gordons on Jackson
Boulevard, graduating from Milford High School in
1960. Because of a serious lung disease, Brock said
he was not expected to live long, but treatment and
surgery at University Hospital in Ann Arbor has
enabled him to survive and lead a normal life.

Knowing that they all lived and grew up in the
same area but isolated from each other, they are
sure they must have met or passed each other any
number of times.

“Oxford and Milford high school teams played
each other when we were both in school,” Brock
pointed out.

Adop-
tion records were not open to them and a
newspaper ad brought no response.

By Sunday night of their weekend reunion, the
four agreed that it had been an-emotional ex-
perience, full of laughter, tears and many
memories.

“It’s easy to tell they are brothers and sister,”
Nancy said. “There are so many similarities.
David and Carl have the same smile, the same
dimple in the chin.

“It was a happy time, a joyful time,” she said.
Brock agreed, ‘‘We were so thankful to be together.

“We really wondered what each others’ lives had
been like, Even though I was barely 2, I
remembered them and always wanted to know how
they grew up,” Brock said.

They can never go back and share those years as
children, but for Carl, Donna, Brock and David, a
chance to share the future is maybe even more im-
portant that the past.

THE FINAL PUBLIC HEARING to
establish a special assessment district
for the installation of street lights in the
Grove subdivision has been scheduled

" for August 31.

City Manager Edward Kriewall
reported that Detroit Edison has in-
dicated either 175-watt mercury vapor
lights or 100-watt sodium lights could
serve the neighborhood. Nine lights are
to be installed.

Prices for obtaining the lights should
hold good for at least one year, Kriewall
told the council. Edison has indicated it
wiil cost $10.10 per month for each 100-
‘watt light and $8.65 per month for eac:
175-watt light.

The total annual cost of the lights,
which is to be divided among the pro-
perty owners, would be approximately
$1,090 for loo-watt lights and $934 for
175-watt lights. It is estimated installa-

tion of the 100 watt lights would result in -

an assessment of 25 cents per front foot
for 100 watters and 21 cents for 175-watt

lights.

A COURT ORDER prohibiting the
redistribution of corporate assets fo
any of the shareholders in Novi’s con-
sulting engineering firm of Mosher-
Kapelczak, Inc. has been approved by
Oakland County Circuit Court Judge
Richard Kuhn. :

Gary Goodfriend, attorney for the
corporation, said the injunction means
it will be “business as usual” for the
company. An injunction was entered to
maintain the status quo, according.to
Goodfriend. He said it prohibits the
“preferential transference” of any ac-
cumulated assets. ‘‘But Mr. (Joseph)
Kapelczak and Mr. (Raymond)
Cousineau had no intentions to strip the
company anyway,”’ Goodfriend said.

George H. Meyer, legal counsel for
former city engineer Harry Mosher
who wagousted as president of the com-
pany this spring, could not be reached
for comment.

Cable companies offer wide range of services, prices

Continued from Novi, 1

OMNICOM SAYS it plans to build a
cable televison system for the three
cities that requires an initial invest-
ment of more than $2 million.

They offer a 61-channel system. with
two-way capacity. A separate cable
with 54 channels serving institutions
such as schools, municipal. buildings,
police and fire departments will be part
of the system.

Another part of the system will give
the subscriber access to first run
movles, special events, polling ser-
vices, home banking and shopping, and
security services. Water meter reading
via the cable system is currently being
studied and may soon be offered.

There are nine channels for local pro-:
gramming included in the Omnicom
system. The system is designed to allow
each city and school district to main-
tain its own separate channel for local
residents. _

A local production studio and an
equipped moblile production van will be
provided. There also will be five fully
equipped, color -studios available for
educational purposes.

Further the company has budgetted
$80,000 to install two micro-wave links
to bring in educational programming to
subscribers.

Since productjon of local programm-

ing can be costly, Omnicom has promis-
ed to award $20,000 per year to help pro-
vide local services. That amount will be
increased by the amount of inflation
each year in order to keep pace with ris-
ing prices.

Omnicom says that within 18 month

of receiving a franchise it can provide -

service to all areas where there are 35
homes per square mile, It has offered to
provide service in“ more sparsely
populated areas at the company's cost
for extending the line; Omnicom pays
the first $125 of that cost. There also is
an additional cost for time and
materials at homes where extension of
the line exceeds the standard 150 foot
“drop” from the public road to the
home

A ““drop” is the cable that runs from
the ! untility pole or underground
pedestal to the customer’s residence. ,

Should Omnicom be granted the fran-
chise, service would be available within
one year to homes in an area bounded
by Nine Mile, Ten Mile, Novi and Hag-
gerty roads.

Where should the line be drawn in’
determining whether residents can af-
ford to pay special assessments? That's
the question that has been posed to the
Novi City Council by City Assessor John
Merrifield. .

In posing the question, Merriﬂeld ex-
plained that the city's special assess-
ment ordinance has a provision allow-

" Ing deferment of special assessmentsin

poverty cases.

The ordinance provides that the coun-
cil may allow a deferment in cases
when by reason of poverty the property
owner is unable to contribute to the
speclal assessment district.

Under provisions of the ordinance the, -
payment is deferred and a leini Is placed
against the praperty. The city must be
reimbursed for the special assessment
when the property is sold.

- The state will reimburse the city in

cases where residents have an income

- of less than $6,000.

“If they make $6,001 their special
assessment will not be deferred,” Mer-
rifield said.

However, Merrifield explained, the
state has only a limited ‘amount of
money set aside. to reimburse
municipalities for deferred
assessments. Once the state funds are
exhausted residents who would other-
wise qualify for a deferment will have
their applications rejected.

Merrifield noted that several local-
property owners currently have such
cases pending. Two property owners
have filled out the necessary forms and
received exemptions from the State of
Michigan. But another property owner

.needs direct attention, Merrlﬁeld add-

. cable systems in order to obtain an in-
terconnection.

Home security system is also offered.

2> Wixom Council Member
‘Wayne Glessner recently ex-
pressed the frustration that has
been felt by many individuals
who are concerned about the
development of the city’s central

business district.

The specific issue which pro-
mpted Glessner’s comments was
a request from Mayoral Assistant
Stephen Bonczek to have the city
engineer prepare bid specifica-
tions for the installation of
sidewalks, street lamps and land-
scaping.

Glessner expressed concern
that insufficient planning had
gone intothe actual placement of
the improvements. Although he
acknowledged that the city has
done numerous planning studies
on the downtown area, he said
that what is needed at the present
time is ‘““an action plan.”

. The difficulties associated
with revitalizing Wixom’s
downtown area are well-known.
At the heart of the problem is the
presence of the railroad tracks
which bisect the downtown area
and create a major blockade to
the efficient movement of traffic.

If Glessner and other Wixom
officials want to move from the
planning stage into an action
stage, a realistic appraisal of the
city’s assets and liabilities would
seem to be in order. '

Although Novi is experienc-
ing significant commercial
development — primarily in its
regional center area, we do not
believe that it is correct to
assume that the development will
eventually spill over into Wixom.
Additionally, we do not believe
that the type of development
which is appropriate in Novi’s
regional center area is necessari-

ly appropriate for Wixom.

-~ Novi’s regional center area
-has immediate access to an ex-
+pressway, whereas Wixom'’s
»downtown area does not enjoy the
.same benefits of efficient traffic
2movement.

Ironically, a proposal to
transform the co-op site into such
an attraction was presented
several years ago.

The proposal included a
theme-restaurant and train-
related museum along with
several smaller shops which
could easily be utilized for many
of the same types of businesses
which now populate Plymouth’s
“Old Town’’ area — specialty
shops for everything from anti-
ques and dolls to art galleries and
ice cream parlors.

The proposal was eventually
turned down by the co-op’s board
of directors, but we fully expect
the plan will surface again in the
years ahead and would en-
courage city officials to lend their
support and assistance.

The present city administra-
tion — Bonczek and Mayor Lillian
Spencer — can point with pride to
improvements they have made in
the downtown area over the last
several years.

At the same time, we agree
with Glessner that it is time to
give serious consideration to for-
mulating an ““action’’ committee.
The city has plans — and in some
cases the rights-of-way — for
developing a ring-road through
the southeast quadrant of the
Wixom Road/Pontiac Trail in-
tersection. An action committee
could begin developing proposals
for implementing theroad.

The committee also can
make sure the machinery is in
place to assist with the conver-
sion of the co-op into a theme-
center if and when the timing is
appropriate.

Additionally, such a commit-
tee could take steps to ensure that
commercial development will
take place in the downtown area
instead of being permitted to ex-
tend in strips along the major
thoroughfares.

The committee could even br-
ing pressures to make sure that
existing ordinances are strongly
enforced so that the commercial
development which presently ex-
ists is maintained in an attractive
manner that will attract — not
repel — customers and other
commercial enterprises.

The proposed revitalization -

of Wixom’s downtown area is a
project frought with problems.
But the task is not impossible,
and we still believe that
downtown Wixom can be
revitalized into a charming,
quaint area that people where
people will want to visit and shop.

Further, the project will not
be accomplished quickly. Time
and patience will be required. But
it is not too early, as Glessner
suggests, to move more directly
from a planning to an action
stage.

Before long there will be people moving to Novi who ‘may not realize that
there hasn't always been a K mart on the west side of Novi Road.

Population statistics show that residents move to and from Novi within an

average of 2.5 years, which hardly gives them much time to taste the communi-

learning that there was a Novi before Twelve Oaks Mall, and for residents who
remember the area as it once was, we offer this compilation of news stories
taken from back issues of-The Novi News dated August 16 and August 23, 1956,
for your late summer reading enjoyment.

The nameplate on the front pages, applicable then, would serve Just as well

" today: ‘“The Novi News — Serving A Growing Community.”

There are Novi Highlights on page one written by Mrs. Luther Rix who could
be reached by dialing Northville 245-J. ‘

Mrs. Rix informer her readers that John and Mike Rackov attended the wed-
ding of a college fraternity brother in Dearborn. Mr. and Mrs. Paul Ginste have
sold their home on Twelve Mile and moved into an apartment in the home of
Mrs. Ginste's father in Detroit. And Mr. and Mrs. Edwin Branch spent last
weekend at their cottage near Crystal Lake.

Despite having Novi Highlights on the front page, the news 25 years ago was
more than the comings and goings of yesterday's locals. In fact, the area sound-
ed like a hazardous place tolive.

- -Novi Road had been a death trap twice in the week preceding the publication .
of the August 16, 1956 edition of The News. Two people lost their lives'in two.
separate automobile accidents. Five others were injured.

A Redford man was killed when his car skidded into the path of another car on

Novi Road just south of Nine Mile. Police said he died of a fractured skull and

internal injuries. A passenger in the other car was hospitalized with lacerations

to the head and face.
In the second aceident, a Detroit woman was killed in a collision at Novi Road

and Pwelve Mile. She was dead on arrival at Atchison Memorial Hospital in
Northville. Police said she died of a fractured head and and internal injuries.
The driver of the car in which she had been riding was hospitalized in Univer- ‘

sity Hospital, along with his wife. _ )
The driver apparently ran a stop sign at Novi Road and the car was struck by

" asouthbound automobile, State Police reported.
Another story tells how a Detroit man drowned Monday in Walled Lake when
he was seized with cramps after diving to retrieve a pair of lost water skis. He
was just 20 years old. ‘

" In the middle of that story: BULLETIN. ‘
“A Walled Lake man barely missed death Wednesday when his light plane

crashed into Walled Lake as he was searching for the body of a drowning vic-
tim. :

“James Orr was reported in good condition in Pontiac General Hospital. Orr
was helping to look for the body of Raymond Sisczka, 20, of Detroit, who drown-
ed Monday, when for no apparent reason Orr’s plane plunged into the water.

“He was rescued by Oakland County Deputies who were diving for the body
when the plane crashed néar them. The plane stayed afloat for about 10 minutes
before settling in 10-12 feet of water, " the story stated.

In yet another disaster, a construction worker was killed by lightning as he
ran to his car during a sudden rain storm. The 25-year-old Centerline man was
killed instantly. He was single, The News repog‘ted.

A companion had run to the car with the victim and watched *“the bizarre inci-
dent.” Novi Township police said the man suffered temporary shock. The two
men were among 600 working on the new Lincoln assembly plant on Wixom
Road, north of Grand River. “All had dashed to their cars when the sudden

downpour burst upon them.”
