Residents of Brookland Farms Sub­
division, the property that may be the 
sole remaining piece of Novi Township, 
have aslted township officials to pull out 
of annexation proceedings and bring an 
end to the 12-year-old dispute. 

Petitions asking that the township 
drop further legal action in the case, 

assigned by 85 of the township's 100 
registered voters, were presented in a 
surprise move at a public hearing 
before the Michigan Boundary Com­
mission Thursday. 

Previously, township officials have 
taken the position that annexation of 
Brookland Township should be con­
sidered with seven other township 
parcels. 

The Boundary Commission met in 

Novi last week to hear arguments on 
whether Brookland Farms should be in­
cluded when the commission considers 
the annexation request for the third 
time. 

Boundary commissioners have ap­
proved the annexation of seven of the 
eight township parcels twice before. 
The city took jurisdiction over the 
parcels in 1979, but continuing legal ac­
tion has kept the question alive. 

Arguments before the commission 
bordered on the bizarre Thursday as 
both city and township attorneys 
argued that Brookland Farms should 
not be part of the annexation petition. 
However, reasoning behind those 
arguments was poles apart. 

Township representatives argued 
that to include Brookland Farms would 
mean the annexation question would be 

Annexation question unresolved for 12years 

Novi township once was comprised of eight scattered parcels of 
property — approximately 1.9 square miles — which were \aken out 
of the community's incorporation petitions in the late 1950s under 
provisions of a law which allows agricultural parcels to remove their 
lands from incorporation actions. 

The boundary commission has twice refused to Include Brookland 
Farms with seven other township parcels proposed for annexation. 
The boundary commission has also ruled that seven other township 
parcels should be annexed. 

Novi has treated the annexation of seven of the parcels as a fact 
since 1979, despite continuing appeals by Novi Township. 

put to a vote and the results could mean 
Novi Township would cease to exist, 
even though the subdivision has been 

functioning successfully as an indepen­
dent governmental unit for three years. 

City officials said that if Brookland 

Farms were included and the question 
came to a vote it is likely the annexa­
tion would be defeated, all seven 
parcels would continue to exist as a 
township, and orderly development in 
the city would be obstructed. 

Meanwhile, one township resident 
argued the matter simply ought to be 
allowed to die. 

R. Boyd Armstorng, 44217 Wyngate, 
presented the petitions circulated by 
the Brookland Farms Homeowners 
Association. He told the commission 
that residents of Brookland Farms 
want the issue to be resolved. 

He said after the hearing that 
township residents primarily are con­
cerned that the matter they thought 
was settled in 1979 is still going on. 

"When this started in 1971 we were 
against the gerrymandering of 

township boundaries," Armstrong said. 
"We felt certain citizens were being 
deprived of their constitutional rights 
and authorized the township attorney to 
proceed with legal action," Armstrong 
said. 

"We went to Ingham County Circuit 
Court and the court said the 15 people in 
the seven parcels outside Brookland 
Farms had not been treated fairly," 
Armstrong continued. "The Appeals 
Court upheld that decision, so the city 
appealed to the Michigan Supreme 
Court. The Supreme Court joined the 
case with annexation questions in 
Brighton and Midland and the court 
decided that the annexation was not un­
constitutional or unreasonable." 

"That was the decision," Armstrong

When the proposal to conduct the Novi Schools' annual 
fifth grade camp program during the winter was first in­
troduced, school board members expressed some doubts. 

But based on their reaction to the program the kids ap­
parently didn't think twice about the weather, unless they 
were thinking how great it was. 

f l Principal Paul LePlae reported the cold and snow did 
not create a new set of problems for either the campers or 
his staff. 

"The weather treated us well," LePlae said. "In fact we 
found snow is easier to deal with than mud. Winter is more 
consistent than spring." 

LePlae said parents prepared their children well for the 
winter weather so there were no problems with the 
elements. "The kids didn't have to spend an unreal 
amount of time outdoors," he added. And many students 
chose to be out in the snow when they had free time. 

^ Rosalind Fuertes, who coordinated the camp program, 
said there were "no complaints about wet boots or 
clothes." 

"After hours they went out in the snow to play games 
and go sledding," Fuertes said. "They really had a 
marvelous time." 

At each session students were able to go cross-country 
skiing, learn orienteering and outdoor survival, study life 
inside a fallen log, forestry and wildlife. Activities were 
rotated so each student would have a chance to par­
ticipate in small groups. 

LePlae explained the curriculum at camp is primarily 
centered around the science program, but students also 
had activities in language arts, English, reading, 
mathematics and crafts. 

As an example of how camp was used in a number of 
curriculum areas, Fuertes explained students would go 
snow shoeing through the woods. They were then asked to 
draw a sketch and paint a water color of something they 
observed on the wa k. A poem was then written about the 
experience. 

Students were supervised by teachers, professional 
resource persons and parents. 

"Parents made the difference," LePlae said. "They 
came in, volunteered to put materials together and 
assisted in the dorms at night. They helped supervise so 
there were two adults in every class. Their involvement 
had a lot to do with the success of the program." 

Evenings at camp were devoted to various activities in­
cluding square dancing, discussion of outdoor survival, a 
presentation on snakes, story tellers from the Detroit 
Story League and bingo. 

The camp program, conducted at the Walled Lake Out­
door Education Center, was completed last week when the 
last of three groups of fifth graders returned home. A total 
of 252 students attended camp; two groups participated in 
January and one group attended last week.

Another obstacle has been placed in 
the path of individuals seeking a license 
for a proposed foster care home at the 
corner of Llewelyn and Meadowbrook 
Road. 

The City of Novi has filed a complaint 
with the director of the Michigan 
Department of Social Services, which 
prohibits the licensing of the home until 
the state responds to the complaint, ac­
cording to the city attorney's office. 
The state has 45 days to respond. 

The city's complaint states that the 
decision to grant a license for the 
Llewelyn facility "is in error and must 
be reversed." 

The letter from City Attorney David 
Fried, detailing the city's formal objec­
tions to the proposed licensing of the 
Llewelyn facility, also says: "The ap­
plication for licensure by Humanistic 
Services for the Developmentally 
Disabled must be denied." 

The formal complaint has been field 
with John T. Dempsey, director of the 
Michigan Department of Social Ser­
vices, regarding the state's action 
reversing its denial of a licensing ap­
plication for a foster care home for six 
developmentally disabled and emo­
tionally disturbed adults. 

Novi objects to the licensing of the 
home on the grounds that: 

• there is an existing foster care 
facility within 1,500 feet of the proposed 
home and to license another home 
would result in an excessive number of 
facilities within the city; and, 

• mentally ill persons would be plac­
ed In the home and the state does not 
permit placement of mentally ill per­
sons in a residential area. 

Joan DiGregario, a co-director of the 
proposed home, disputed the city's

claims and said the directors view the 
complaint as "one more stalling tac­
tic." 

She said the proposed residents of the 
home would be primarily developmen­
tally disabled and emotionally disturb­
ed rather than mentally i l l . 

Questions regarding the licensing of 
the home arose when license applica­
tions for two adult foster care homes 
within 1,500 feet of each other were filed 
with the state. 

One application is for a "group 
home" for six emotionally disturbed 
and developmentally disabled adults 
currently residing in Clinton Valley. 
The group home is proposed at 41386 
Lleweyln. 

An adult foster care license applica­
tion also has been filed for a "family 
home" at 41720 Eight Mile where one 
mentally retarded man is being cared 
for. 

The state originally denied the 
license application for the Llewelyn 
home on the grounds that it would 

violate regulations which prohibit the 
licensing of an adult foster care home if 
there is an existing facility within 1,500 
feet. 

But the state subsequently notified 
the city it had reversed its denial of the 
license application for the Llewelyn 
home when it learned the application 
for the group home was filed two mon­
ths before the application for the family 
hoii)e. 

In its complaint to Dempsy, the city 
responds: "The sequence of filing ap­
plications for a license has no bearing 
on whether or not the grant of a par­
ticular license will result in too dose a 
placement of facilities." 

The letter also states that according 
to state law a home may be recognized 
as an adult foster care facility even if it 
is not licensed. 

"The existing facility long pre-dated 
the passage (of state laws regulating 
adult foster care homes)," the letter 
states. '.'The present facility maintains 
all the functions for a person requiring 
maintenance in a residential facility. 
For the Department not to recognize 
the existing home...would be contrary 
to the statutory scheme of preventing 
excess concentrations of these 
facilities." 

The letter further notes that, 
although state law permits emotionally 
disturbed persons to be placed in adult 
foster care facilities, mentally ill per­
sons are not allowed in residential 
areas. 

The complaint was filed as part of an 
appeal process spelled out by the state. 
If the city is dissatisfied with the 
response to its complaint to Dempsey, 
the matter could go to an ad­
ministrative hearing and from there to 
Circuit Court. 

W a t e r r a t e h i k e s r a p p e d 

Although Detroit City Council 
members approved water rates last 
week that included an 82 percent in­
crease for Novi residents, local officials 
are still working to bring down the i-:?tes 
before they take effect in July. 

Additionally, city officials made their 
objections to the rate increase known at 
a public hearing before the Detroit City 
Council last week. 

Detroit officials were asked to con­
sider alternative methods of structur­
ing water rates since there appears to 
be inequities in the present rate system, 
according to a statement delivered by 
Assistant City Manager Craig Klaver 
on behalf of Mayor Robert Schmid. 

"The Novi City Council wishes to ex­
press our extreme concern over the 
escalating charges for Detroit Water 
Supply," Klaver told Detroit officials. 
"Considering that most of the Detroit 
system has been in place for some time, 
it would appear that internal operating 
costs are out of control based on the 
quantum leaps in recent rate in­
creases." 

He also said that while Novi pays one 
of the highest rates, if not the highest 
rate, the city's service "is one of the 
poorest." 

"Anytime there is a failure at the 
Newburgh Road pumping station or 
when the City of Livonia is placing a 
high demand on this station, we run out 
of water," Klaver stated. 

He added that the city has been pa­
tient in accepting previous rate in­
creases and tightened its I: to absorb 
the costs. But, Klaver nuted, "It is 
becoming extremely frustrating to be 
shocked by increases of such 
magnitude." 

Novi may be forced to seek alternate 
relief if the proposed increases are not 
immediately reconsidered, Klaver 
said. 

In response to the city's position, 
Detroit Council Member Jack Kelly has 
asked to meet with Novi officials regar­
ding their concerns, City Manager Ed­

ward Kriewall reported Kelly has in­
dicated he is "concerned about our con­
cerns and may want to meet with 
suburban cities to talk about this." 

In a related matter. Engineer Ed­
ward Jacobs of Mosher-Kapelscak, 
Inc., said Detroit has agreed to adjust 
the proposed water rates if the city can 
prove the formula used to calculate the 
fees is incorrect before the rates go into 
effect in July. 

Jacobs said that in a meeting with 
Detroit officials last week they 
acknowleged a minor discrepancy in 
the calculations that may result in a 
rate reduction from $10.13 per 1,000 
cubic feet to $9.50 per 1,000 cubic feet. 

Additionally, in a recent discussion of 
the proposed water rates with the Novi 
City Council, Engineering Consultant 
Raymond Counsineau, Mosher-
Kapelczak, Inc., said he believes 
Detroit has mismanaged its water 
department and the result has been in­
creases in water rates for suburban 
communities. 

"From what I've seen, it's very ob­
vious to me that Detroit has not struc­
tured its water system for capital im­
provements," Cousineau said. "They 
don't have the money to make im­
provements and that's why they raised 
the rates. It's mismanagement more 
than anything else." 

Cousineau added that Detroit has 
justified increased water rates on the 
basis that the city must make major 
repairs to the central water system in 
Detroit. 

"When you structure your water and 
sewer rates there should be a capital 
recovery factor," Cousineau said. "If 
they had been running things properly 
they would have the money to make the 
improvements they need." 

Cousineau added that repairs to the 
central system have no effect on the 
service provided in the suburbs. 

"There are a lot of inequities in the 
system," he said. 

Representatives from the city's con­

sulting engineering firm will continue 
their study of the water rates and their 
attempts to convince Detroit to lower 
its rates.

Those appealing their assessment 
will be heard on a first come-first serve 
basis. 

Those claiming economic hardship in 
paying property taxes should bring in­
formation regarding their income to 
show to the board of appeals.

In coming weeks State Boundary 
Commissioners will be trying to deter­
mine whether a vote on the annexation 
of eight parcels of Novi Township would 
result in annexation being approved or 
denied. 

Commissioners were told Thursday 
that, if they include Brookland Farms 
subdivision in an annexation petition 
and thereby bring the matter to a vote, 
they will be 1) allowing the township to 
continue to exist, or 2) wiping it out. 
..City Attorney David Fried told the 
commission he believes the township 
to'ill be perpetuated if the matter comes 
to a vote. 

"It appears to me that the sole pur­
pose of this request is to put this to a 
referendum and defeat the annexa­
tion," Fried said. 

"We (the city) would be left with 
eight disconnected parcels that will in­
terfere with the natural growth and 
development of the community because 
of their location," Fried said. "They 
would live off the monies paid by city 
taxpayers and the police powers exer­
cised by the City of Novi without con­
tributing. They will get the benefits 
without paying for them. We think 
that's unfair. 

"The city cannot develop a cohesive 
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system of roads, or water, sewer and 
drainage systems without working 
around these parcels, they are so deep­
ly a part of our community," Fried con­
tinued. 

"If the commission puts this matter 
to a referendum, voters will defeat the 
annexation. Historically, every annexa­
tion put to a referendum of township 
voters has been defeated. 

"If this goes to a referendum its 
genera] effect on the entire community 
will be to destroy the orderly growth 
and development of the City of Novi," 
Fried said. 

The attorney's points were supported 
by Novi City Manager Edward 
Kriewall. 

"If the wrong decision is made we 
could be faced with gross ineffiencies, 
especially in the handling of utilities," 
Kriewall said. 

Kriewall said allowing the township 
to exist would create the same type of 
planning problems encountered in the 
past. "We have islands of industrial 
zoning in prime residential areas. They 
cause an incursion, roadway traffic and 
creeping non-conforming use. Because 
there has been no heed to the general 
master plan the township has fostered 
growth and development that is not in 
attune with what we have in certain 
areas. The scattered existence of 
township parcels makes no sense. It 
didn't make sense before and it makes 
none now," Kriewall said. 

Township Attorney John Bauckham 
argued the commission should consider 

that Brookland Farms would become 
an island surrounded by the city if it is 
not annexed. 

Bauckham also asked the board to 
consider allowing Chase Manor Farms 
to remain as part of the township, if 
Brookland Farms is excluded from the 
annexation. 

B a u c k h a m has p r e v i o u s l y 
represented Novi Township on behalf of 
the Novi Township Association, but 
Thursday he spoke as legal represen­
tative for Willam B. Chase, who has 
financed a large part of the legal pro­
ceedings throughout the annexation 
dispute. 

Bauckham told the commission that 
Brookland Farms residents have peti­
tioned to pull out of the annexation to 
prevent the issue from being put to a 
vote. He noted that when the annexa­
tion proceedings began there were no 
residents in a parcel (Chateau Estates) 
that now has approximately 2,100 
residents. 

"How they vote will determine the 
annexation question," Bauckham said, 
"Mr. Fried says the referendum would 
defeat the annexation, but Brookland 
Farms residents think it probably 
would go in. It appears the Cheateau 
Estates residents favor going into the 
city. It is their opportunity to wipe out 
the township. It would be all city in­
stead of an island surrounded by city. 
The people (of Brookland Farms) have 
lost control of the situation."

Apparently there is some basis for 
the position that Chateau Estates 
residents would vote to remain in the 
City of Novi if the annexation question 
Is ever placed on the ballot. 

Novi took jurisdiction over Chateau 
Estates; which is located in one of seven 
parcels annexed by the city, in 
February 1979. The city started police 
patrols, rezoned the land, placed 
township residents on the tax rolls and 
registered them as voters after the an­
nexation became effective. 

With the annexation once again in 
question, Robert Steiner, administrator 
for Chateau Estates, told the boundary 
commission last week that, while he 
could not speak for the owners of the 
park, as a citizen of the community, he 
believes voters would elect to stay in 
the city if given the opportunity despite 
the fact that it may mean higher taxes 
which effects lot rental rates. 

"The township record of providing 
services is clear," Steiner said. "There 

were no police. One hour after they 
were needed the sheriffs department 
would arrive. They reluctantly provid­
ed police protection. We felt they just 
wanted our money. There was no pav­
ing at that time; they said they couldn't 
afford it. With these kind of services I 
don't know why anyone would want to 
be part of the township, It would be 
foolish to go back into the township. I 
believe our 400 plus voters would vote 
unanimously to stay in the city." 

Lydia Moses, president of the 
Chateau Estates Mobile Homeowners 
Assoccation, agreed with Steiner. 

"We are happy being part of the city 
and we weren't happy as part of the 
township," Moses said. "We have en­
joyed city services since we were an­
nexed and I believe the residents would 
not vote to go back to the township. We 
have become a viable force in the city 
and do take part in city activities — we 
did not have that opportunity as 
township residents."

"I feel we're back to peg one and need 
more input before any decision is 
made." 

That was the assessment of Wixom 
City Council Member William Wyilie 
after approximately two hours worth of 
a public hearing last week on the city's 
proposed $1 million water project. 

The focus at last week's hearing was 
on Phase I of the capital improvement 
program which involves construction of 
1,500 feet of 12-inch water main along 
Loon Lake Road between the Hidden 
Creek and Palmer Lake Estates No. 1 
subdivisions as well as a 16-inch main 
on Beck Road from the Indian Spring 
No. 1 subdivision to Potter Road. 

Cost of Phase I has been estimated at 
$262,000. 

The city proposes to finance the inter­
connections of the existing community 
wells through a debt service charge 
which will be added to quarterly water 
bills. 

Donald W. Ringler, manager of 
Oakland County's Division of Sewer, 
Water and Solid Waste, estimated 
quarterly rates at approximately $8.90 
per home and $5.34 per apartment 
dwelling if the system is implemented. 

Confusion at last week's hearing in­
volved a misunderstanding over the 
need for interconnections of the in­
dividual wells which service each sub­
division. 

Wyilie said he understood the im­
portance of interconnecting the wells to 
be for fire protection. However, M.M. 
Corwin, chief of Oakland County's 
Water and Sewerage Operations, said 
the city was put on notice to upgrade its 
water system as a result of the State 
Department of Health's concerns with 
health. 

"The two (fire protection and health 
concerns) are interrelated in that you 
improve both if you improve the 
system," Corwin said. "But the state's 
primary concern was with health. 

"The state wants the security of

inter-ties in case one of the aquifers 
fails," he added. "Improved fire pro­
tection is just an added benefit." 

Edward Dewar, president of the Hid­
den Creek Homeowners Association, 
said his group was favorable to the pro­
posed water system provided there are 
assurances that the deficient well in 
Palmer Lake Estates will be fixed 
before any interconnection is made. 

Ringler responded, however, that 
Hidden Creek will have more to gain by 
the interconnection than Palmer Lake 
Estates. 

The well in Hidden Creek is providing 

approximately 4.5 gallons per minute 
per existing home, while the Palmer 
Lake Estates well is providing 5.17 
gallons per minute per existing home, 
he said. 

Ringler also indicated that neither 
the Hidden Creek nor Palmer Lake 
Estates wells are large enough to meet 
recommended fire standards of 1,000 
gallons per minute. The Hidden Creek 
well has a capacity of 800 gallons per 
minute (with 181 existing homes) and 
the Palmer Lakes Estates well has a 
capacity of 300 gallons per minute (with 
58 existing homes). 

Interconnecting the two existing 
wells would create a total capacity of 
1,100 gallons per minute which falls 
above the state's recommended fire 
standards. 

Ringler said further that the county 
plans to "acid treat" the Palmer Lakes 
Estates well this spring, which should 
bring its capacity up to approximately

"The more I think about it, the better I feel about it," said Walled Lake City 
Manager J . Michael Dornan. "Maybe we were all talking the same language." 

Whatever the language, there was no mistaking what subject was up for discus­
sion as approximately 50 citizens piled into Walled Lake City Hall Tuesday to offer 
their ideas on how Walled Lake Drive can be improved this spring when the city 
undertakes a $122,000-plus project. 

Dornan, who had invited all residents along Walled Lake Drive and those who 
lived on sidestreets off the road, also encouraged representatives of the city to 
participate in the study session. 

He got a strong showing, as half the city's plan commissioners, representatives 
of the beautification committee, police department and department of public 
works turned out — as did every member of the city council. 

"I feel strongly that I owe council a big thank you," Dornan said. "They didn't 
have to come out — but they did." 

Dornan also praised Mayor Gaspare LaMarca, who acted as unofficial chair­
man of the meeting. 

"He's good," Dornan said of LaMarca. "I liked the way he approached the peo­
ple. I felt like we worked pretty well as a team," 

According to the city manager, residents' comments indicated Walled Lake is 
headed in the right direction by attempting to improve the drive around the lake. 
In addition to resurfacing the road, plans tentatively call for adding a paved 
pedestrian walkway and possibly amending the city fence ordinance to call for 
standardized fences along Walled Lake Drive. 

Residents also complained about excessive traffic on the street, which they 
would like to see revert to a road used primarily for residential traffic rather than 
through driving. They asked city officials to look into installing two to five stop 
signs along the road to slow traffic and encourage through drivers to seek other 
routes around Walled Lake. 

The number and direction of residents' comments, Dornan said, showed that ci­
ty officials "had a pulse on their feelings. We found out we were right in monitor­
ing the pulse of the community. I'm very pleased."

The Walled Lake Plan Commission is 
considering several ways to reduce 
traffic on Walled Lake Drive, including 
a plan that would make Liberty, Barn-
ston, Ferland and Witherall one-way 
streets. 

Planners and members of the 
Oakland County Coordinating Commit­
tee are studying the Walled Lake 
Drive/Pontiac Trail intersection to im­
prove the flow of traffic through Walled 
Lake and ease high traffic volume on 
Walled Lake Drive. 

While Oakland County planners had 
suggested a simple change of making 
Liberty open only to one-way traffic, ci­
ty Plan Commissioner James Donnelly 
expanded on the idea and came up with 
his own approach to the intersection. 

Donnelly's plan would mean traffic 
using Liberty would be forced south 
from Pontiac Trail down Barnston and 
could only turn right upon reaching 
Walled Lake Drive. In order for a 
motorist to turn left onto Walled Lake 
Drive (and head south), a driver would 
be required to use Ferland, which 
would also become one-way going 
south. 

Witherall would then become a nor­

therly one-way street carrying traffic 
around the Walled Lake Drive/Pontiac 
Trail intersection and east directly to 
Pontiac Trail, where drivers would be 
required to turn right. 

Motorists who wanted to turn left on 
Pontiac Trail from Walled Lake Drive 
would be able to, but no traffic would be 
permitted traveling south between Pon­
tiac Trail and Ferland. 

According to Donnelly, the traffic 
change would hopefully reroute traffic 
heading south toward Twelve Oaks and 
1-96 over to East West Maple and from 
there to Decker or Haggerty roads. 

However, Plan Commissioner Helen 
Foss noted that while she thought Don­
nelly's plan was interesting, she was 
concerned that making Walled Lake 
Drive a one-way street from Ferland to 
Pontiac Trail might hurt businesses 
along that stretch of road. 

The proposal is still in the planning 
stages and the Walled Lake board is 
working with county planners to work 
out any problems. Should the city plan 
commission settle on a proposal, It will 
be brought before the city council for 
action.

According to Dornan, the meeting 

was called to get residents' input on the 
project so the city can continue the pro­
ject in a direction preferred by most 
residents.

almost unanimously positive, but heavy 
traffic to Twelve Oaks Mall and 
speeders drew much criticism from the 
audience. 

"I can't see widening it and paving 
it," said Dick Turzak. "You've got a 
speed limit of 25 miles an hour now. 

which people regularly exceed. If you 
make it more of a race track, they're 
going to exceed it more. 

"Basically, what you're making it is 
a LeMans course. You're going to have 
these people seeing how fast they can 
take the curves." 

Agreed Rick Freeman: "Fifty per­
cent of the problem stems from the 
mall. You've got all the traffic from 
around the lake going to the mall (via 
Walled Lake Drive). Just make it in­
convenient for people to go around the 
lake and traffic will stop." 

And Cas Sobelewski echbed, "Why 
encourage traffic? If you're going to 
widen the road, you're going to have a 
lot of accidents. They should be 
discouraged." 

Several residents said they would like 
to see Walled Lake Drive improved if it 
was to be used as a residential street 
rather than for through traffic, ques­
tioning whether Decker Road was 
diverting any traffic away from the 
lake route. 

"Decker Road didn't do nothing for 
us," said Bill Schwartz. 

"It's proved to be pretty much of a 
myth at this point," Dornan contended. 
"We're still getting the traffic. Certain­
ly I'd have to agree with you that it 
can't get any worse." 

Dornan pointed out that Walled Lake 
is working with the City of Novi to try to 
reroute the traffic. Additionally, the 
Walled Lake Plan Commission is 
reviewing a proposal that would pro­
hibit southbound traffic from Pontiac 
Trail to Barnston (see related story). 

Plan Commissioner James Donnelly 
suggested that if Walled Lake Drive is 
closed to through traffic for the length 
of the construction project (an 
estimated two months), many drivers 
will get used to driving on Decker or 
West roads and traffic along Walled 
Lake Drive will decrease. 

Suzanne Strauss, a Novi resident who 
lives on East Lake Drive just south of 
Fourteen Mile, commented that she 
was pleased Walled Lake was going to 
improve Walled Lake Drive. Asking 
whether Novi planned to do anything to 
improve the area she lived in, Strauss 
said, "After all, the Novi strip is pit ci­
ty."

W i x o m c a b l e i n t r o u b l e ? 

Wixom officials are concerned that a 
proposal by Edward Rose Associates to 
provide cable television service to its 
Village and Golden Gate apartment 
complexes may seriously damage the 
city's hopes of bringing cable television 
to the rest of its residents. 

"When you talk about the Village and 
Golden Gate, you're talking about 1,900 
apartment units and approximately 
3,000 people," noted Assistant to the 
Mayor Stephen Bonczek last week. 

"You're taking away roughly half the 
city's total population of 6,705 people," 
he added. 

"What I want to know is if the cable 
television companies will still be in­
terested in coming to Wixom if they 
know that roughly half our population 
already has its own cable television 
system." 

Bonczek's concerns would appear to 
be well-founded in light of the fact that 
density levels are a key element in the 
decision to extend cable television 
facilities. 

Because the cost of extending cable 
lines is extremely expensive, com­
panies must be reasonably assured of a 

certain number of prospective 
subscribers before spending the money 
to install the cable. 

The concerns over the future of cable 
television in Wixom arose after Edward 
Rose Associates received a variance 
from the city's Zoning Board of Appeals 
to construct a 60-foot tower near the 
C&O railroad tracks to transmit com­
mercial television signals to the Village 
and Golden Gate apartment complexes. 

The variance was necessary because 
the city's zoning ordinance restricts the 
height of towers in the multiple-family 
zoning district to 35 feet. 

The tower will replace existing anten­
nas on top of the buildings in the two 
complexes. 

In conjunction with the tower, 
however, Edward Rose Associates also 
proposes to construct an earth station 
"dish receiver" to pick up signals from 
satellites. Tenants will be able to 
receive Pay TV signals by paying a 
charge to cover the royalties and pay 
off installation costs, according to Ed­
ward Rose Associates representative 
Michael Meyers. 

Meyers said that once the earth sta­

tion is operable, it will be able to pick up 
all cable television programming 
transmitted by satellite. "Home Box 
Office (one of the major distributors of 
cable movies) may not sell us their 
signal, but there are other cable com­
panies which offer home movies," he 
said. 

Meyers said that Edward Rose 
Associates may decide to tie into a local 
cable franchise when it becomes 
available. "If we do not tie into a local

The Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments has ducked a chance to 
insert itself in an annexation fight bet­
ween the City of Walled Lake and Com­
merce Township. 

But the seven-county regional plann­
ing agency will study the township's 
contention that SEMCOG's land use 
plans are being ignored by the State 
Boundary Commission, which approves 
annexations. 

At issue is Walled Lake's proposed 
annexation of 1,400 acres of Commerce 
Township. Last fall, the boundary com­
mission decided to okay Walled Lake's 
request to annex a 1.1 square mile 
parcel of Commerce Township west of 
the current city limits. 

That decision is being appealed by 
the township on two fronts: Commerce 
has filed petitions to conduct a referen­
dum vote allowing residents to overrule 
the commission's action, and the 
township has filed suit against the state 
board in Oakland County Circuit Court 
asking Judge Stephen Andrews to 
reverse the ruling. 

The referendum vote is being held up 
pending outcome of the suit, which An­
drews refused to dismiss last week 
following a motion by the boundary 
commission to do so. 

In its suit. Commerce charges the 
boundary commission with having 
acted improperly when transferring

township land to the city, maintaining 
that Commerce met requirements for 
exemption from annexation.

There were no shouting matches and 
no demonstrations when 300 persons 
showed up for a "Tax Assessment 
Seminar" last Thursday night in 
Milford. Instead, Muir Junior High 
cafeteria seemed more like a college 
lecture hall than the scene of a tax pro­
test. 

One year ago in the same room, a 
crowd of angry taxpayers shouted down 
state officials and threatened to march 
on Lansing, which some of them did two 
months later. 

This year, residents of West Bloom-
field, Commerce, Rose, Highland and 
Mi l fo rd Townships came with 
notebooks, pens and pencils and copies 
of their tax notices. For more than two 
hours they listened, took notes and ask­
ed questions of a panel of local experts 
and county officials. 

Organized by realtor Tom Callan Jr., 
the panel included Oakland County 
Equal iza t ion Direc tor Herman 
Stephens, county Budget Director 
James Brennan, local builder Hugh 
Johnson, realtor Bil l Foley, attorney 
Janet Kinzinger and tax protester Mar­
tha Klemmer. 

Klemmer, co-founder of CURB 
(Citizens Urging Roll Back of taxes), 
appeared here last year to organize 
that group. This year, she said she 
came to give information. 

"These are some things I didn't know 
when I started," Klemmer began. 
"Schools get most of our property 
taxes, but schools don't really benefit." 
Because state school aid declines as 
local assessments rise, the state has ac­
tually shifted school costs to property 
taxes, paying less each year from state 
funds, she said. 

"Milliken told us in his State of the 
State message in January that the state 
hasn't raised taxes. He didn't say 
anything about the huge increases in 
assessments," Klemmer stressed. 

State support for education has 
steadily declined over the last 10 years 

from 53 to 23 percent of local school 
budgets, according to Klemmer. Meant

Planning studies for northern Novi 
and buying park land have emerged as 
the projects to which most of $81,000 in 
federal funding would be allocated 
under a proposal recently approved by

A previous proposal to fund the com­

munity cab service was "dropped with 
regret," the committee reported. The 
project was declared ineligible for 
funds from the HCDBG program. Coun­
cil members subsequently agreed to 
temporarily continue the cab service 
with general fund monies, while other 
funding sources are investigated. 

Plans to re-route the Thirteen Mile/-
Novi Road intersection with HCDBG 
funds also were dropped after the com­
mittee discussed the possibility of using 
other funding sources for the project. 

Council members were told the South 
Lake Drive study would be done by the 

city consulting engineers to determine 
whether South Lake Drive can be 
routed west to West Road. The 
engineers will work in the field and the 
office as well as conduct soil analysis to 
establish a recommended roadway for 
the relocation of the road. They also 
will provide a recommended route and 
a construction cost estimate for the pro­
ject. 

The lake level study will determine 
methods for controlling the level of 
Walled Lake. Controlling the lake level 
will ease drainage problems and the 
fluctuation of the lake level. The 
engineers would conduct field and of­
fice work and aerial mapping to 

establish a recommended legal lake 
level. They also would be responsible 
for proposing the method for controll­
ing the lake level and providing an 
estimate of the cost of constuction. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall told 
the council that the budgeted funds 
would start the projects, but "they 
won't totally complete them." 

Money budgeted for property acquisi­
tion is for the purchase of property east 
of Lakeshore Park — a 4.7 acre parcel 
with frontage on both Walled Lake and 
Shawood Lake. The city primarily is in­
terested in purchasing the Walled Lake 
frontage in order to double the size of 
the beach. 

Funds for emergency repairs will be 
available for those who need furnaces, 
hot water heaters and other essential 
items. A need for these funds has been 
demonstrated by their use in the past. 

A new program approved this year is 
the fence program. Funds would be us­
ed to offset a portion of the cost of 
repairing or replacing a fence. The 
amount of money received would de­
pend on an applicant's income. 

Administration funds will be used for 
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used to set property values. He en­
couraged neighbors to work together on 
comparing assessments, not just com­
plain about individual rates. 

Because of declining real estate 
sales, Foley said "normal market 
value" is almost impossible to deter­
mine. (State law and the Constitution 
set half the normal market value as the 
tax base.) 

Milford Township residential proper­
ty was completely reassessed by OCED 
in 1981. Although Foley continued to 
challenge county figures, he praised 
OCED Director Herman Stephens for 
his fight with state authorities to keep 
assessments down.* 

Callan also supported Foley's state­
ment that county assesors were 
courteous and "only doing their job" 
during recent sessions with taxpayers. 

Written questions were directed 
mainly to Stephens, who repeatedly ad­
vised owners to call his office about er­
rors or missing information. Comments 
included these remarks: 
• " A person who bought a home for

market," Brennan explained. "We will 
appeal on the basis of improper pro­
cedures which put values over the legal 
50 percent mark.

Foley told property owners to 
challenge assessments at their 
township Board of Review in March.

system, our residents will be unable to 
receive local programming but they 
will continue to receive all programm­
ing transmitted via satellite," he said. 

"It may be a long time, two or three 
years, before a local system becomes 
available in Wixom," he added. "Our 
objective in installing the earth station 
is to give our residents access to cable 
television at the present time." 

Meyers said he expects to have a firm 
timetable for installation of the earth 
station within 60 days.

Q: What do you need to get across 
Walled Lake Drive? 

A: To be faster than a speeding 
bullet, able to dodge potholes at a single 
bound and the luck of the Irish. 

Is the traffic really all that bad on 
Walled Lake Drive? 

That depends on who answers: 
Residents say it is, but the Walled Lake 
police say perhaps the traffic isn't as 
awful as it seems. 

Last week, a study session called by 
City Manager J . Michael Dornan to 
gather residents' input on a road im­
provement project for Walled Lake 
Drive revealed more than just citizens' 
concerns with the surface of the road. 

Residents blasted the heavy volume 
of traffic, speeders and careless drivers 
on what they would like to see become 
primarily a residential road again. 

Citizens had harsh words for Twelve 
Oaks mall, which they believe is draw-
ing m o t o r i s t s th rough the i r 
neighborhood and making the street 

-dangerous for pedestrians, children 
and bicyclists. -

Adding insult to injury, a resident 
told Mayor Gaspare LaMarca a sign 
near Lakeside supermarket indicates 
Walled Lake Drive should be used as 
truck route, encouraging even more 
heavy traffic. 

But according to Walled Lake Police 
Chief Wilford Hook, traffic statistics 
show Walled Lake Drive is not as 

accident-prone as residents believe. 
"That's a dangerous road, no doubt 

about it," Hook told residents. "Visibili­
ty is lousy. But as we look in the past, it 
hasn't reallybeen that bad." 

Hook said statistics taken from the ci­
ty's 1975-77 traffic study indicate 72 ac­
cidents occurred on Walled Lake Drive, 
45 percent of which happened at night 
and nearly 60 percent of which took 
place when road conditions were poor 
due to rain, snow, fog and other 
hazards. 

The primary cause of accidents on 
the road. Hook said, was due not to 
speed but to drivers who failed to yield 
the right of way to oncoming drivers. 
Close behind were rear-end collisions. 

Other problems were related to side 
swipes as drivers drove too close to the 
centerline or motorists tried to slide 
around vehicles turning left off Walled 
Lake Drive. Road runoffs, where 
drivers would catch one wheel in a 
pothole at the side of the road, were also 
a problem. Hook said. 

"Speeding is way down the page (as a 
cause of accidents," Hook said. "In 
fact, it very rarely causes accidents, It 
does result in the seriousness of ac­
cidents. Around the lake, we have a pro­
blem with drinking." 

Four pedestrians were hit on Walled 
Lake Drive during the past five years 
and none were fatal accidents. Hook 
said, adding that fortunately the ac­
cidents were not serious ones.

Wixom should be wary of making any 
amendments to its Pinball Arcade Or-

lt|dinance if it wants the document to 
stand up in court. 

That's the advice from City Attorney 
Thomas Connelly in a three-page memo 
to the council about the advisability of 
approving amendments to the Pinball 
Arcade Ordinance. 

Connelly was asked to address the 
issue after representatives from the 
Wixom VFW, Finn Camp and Wixom 
Bar complained at the February 16 
council meeting that the ordinance is 

^ j^creating a hardship on their existing 
machines. 

Harry Patterson, commander of the 
Wixom VFW Post, suggested that the 
council might consider amendments 
which would exempt non-profit 
organizat ions and/or ex is t ing 
businesses from the dictates of the new 
ordinance. 

In the memo presented to council last 
week, Connelly reiterated his previous 
wsition that "the existing ordinance as 
t stands without exception is more 

defensible than an ordinance which 
lists a number of exceptions to its ap­
plication." 

However, Connelly also proposed two 
suggestions for council to consider if it 
wants to amend the existing ordinance. 
His first suggestion was to exclude the 
annual $200 licensing fee for certified 
non-profit organizations in Wixom, 
while the second suggestion was to ex­
clude the annual licensing fee for all 
"pinball machines" which were located 
in the city prior to adoption of the ex­
isting ordinance. 

The council voted unanimously to 
table consideration of any amendments 
to the ordinance until it has had time to 
review Connelly's legal advice.

The small yellow siren on Gamma Street in Mar­
shall Taylor Park isn't much to look at, but it will 
make Walled Lake residents sit up and take notice 
at 1:30 p.m. Thursday, March 18. Guaranteed. 

The tornado siren has been installed in Walled 
Lake to warn residents in the event tornados occur 
in the area and can be used to warn of natural 
disasters and other critical situations as well. Posi­
tioned near the corner of Gamma and Delta streets, 
the siren can be heard for over a mile away in every 
direction, according to City Manager J . Michael 
Dornan. 

In fact, residents who aren't aware of the siren 
before it's tested could have "the bejeebers scared 
out of them," said Walled Lake Police Chief Wilford 
Hook. 

A series of inaudible tests will be conducted 
before the March 18 test to make sure the siren is in 
working condition, Dornan said. 

The steady, three-minute warning signal is emit­
ted in a rotating pattern for an area within a one-
mile radius, Dornan added. 

Walled Lake installed the siren last week in con-
Junction with the Oakland County Disaster Control 
Program, which is designed to handle emergencies 
and inform area residents of disasters and how to 
respond to them, 

"We've been working for the last year with the 
Oakland County Civil Defense on acquiring a warn­
ing siren,'' Dornan said. 

The siren is the only one placed within Walled 
Lake. "We feel we've got the city pretty much 
covered," the city manager explained.

Walled Lake officials are 
squarely on target with their ap­
proach to the Walled Lake Drive 
leaving project. 

Layering several inches of 
asphalt onto Walled Lake Drive 
might not be considered as com­
plex a project as building a com­
pletely new road or expressway. 
But the volume of traffic on the 
road and the number of residents 
who live in the area certainly 
itiake the project one of vital im­
portance to the city. 
:; Given its role as a major traf­
fic artery in the city, the restora­
tion of Walled Lake Drive will 
have a huge impact — both dur­
ing its construction phase and 
:af ter work has been completed. 

Besides resurfacing Walled 
L a k e Drive, city officials are hop­
ing to add a paved pedestrian 
walkway and are considering 
standardizing fences to bring 
more unity to the area. 
;: The project will give the city 
much more than a smooth road: 
It will improve Walled Lake's ap-
pjearance, set off its best natural 
resource and could well give a 
boost to residents' feelings about 
their city. 

:'; Furthermore, Walled Lake 
pifficials are wise in choosing to 
Involve area residents in the pro-
r'gram at this point, offering them 
ah opportunity to contribute to 
the way in which Walled Lake 
Drive is improved. 

The study session held last 
week was a good example of 
government in action, as elected 
and appointed officials, city 
employees and residents all 
gathered to hash out their diverse 
opinions on how the road should 
be upgraded. 

F o r many residents, the 
meeting was probably the first 
they had attended; for some, it 
may even have been their first 
trip to city hall. Officials listened 

to all comments — both positive 
and critical — without passing 
judgment on speakers or their 
views. It was a good civics lesson 
for first-time visitors to council 
chambers and a positive reflec­
tion on officials. 

Two people who warrant 
special praise for the way they 
handled the session are Mayor 
Gaspare L a M a r c a and City 
Manager J . Michael Dornan. 

LaMarca , ever the courteous 
mayor, gave the red-carpet treat­
ment to residents, soliciting their 
opinions and handling potential 
disagreements diplomatically. 
His calm defused high tempers of 
a few residents frustrated with 
the heavy traffic near their 
homes. 

Dornan also merits recogni­
tion, not just for listening to 
residents, but for setting up the 
meeting in the first place. Dor-
nan's determination to give the 
residents what they want and can 
use on Walled Lake Drive is ob­
vious, and hopefully will result in 
a successful project. 

Furthermore, the city had 
good representat ion at the 
meeting from its elected and ap­
pointed officials, as every council 
member and half the plan com­
mission showed up to hear 
residents' comments. 

Unfortunately, the improve­
ment project on Walled Lake 
Drive will end at Fourteen Mile, 
when it reaches the boundary bet­
ween Walled Lake and Novi. A 
Novi resident, who attended the 
Walled Lake meeting hoping to be 
told her stretch of the road would 
also be improved, was obviously 
disappointed to learn no work is 
planned for East Lake Drive by 
N o v i in the n e a r f u t u r e . 
Rerouting traffic around the lake 
via Decker Road may help 
alleviate problems with speeders, 
but it won't do anything to make 
her area a nicer place to live. 

M a k e u s e o f t i m e 

: Novi's Planning Board is 
.allowing valuable planning time 
:to slip away through a variety of 
'means which include cancellation 
•af meetings and failure to get its 
work agenda in order. 

>" Planning is only one of the 
'functions performed by the 
•board. In addition to its planning 
•functions, the board also is 
responsible for such matters as 
making recommendations on 
rezoning requests and approving 
•jjlats and site plans. 

There was a time not so long 
ago when several city council 
•members were seriously discuss­
ing a proposal to separate the 
;planning board into two separate 
panels — one which would be 
responsible strictly for planning 
-snd another which would handle 
-the site plans, plat approvals and 
rezoning requests. 

The council's concern at the 
time was that the planning board 
was so busy with its site plans and 
plat approvals that it did not have 
sufficient time to devote to pure 
planning. 

That situation no longer ex­
ists, however. Because of the 

^state's current economic condi-
:tions, the number of plats and site 
.-plans has diminished significant-
:Iy. In fact, site plan submittals 
;are few and far between. 

Unfortunately, the planners 
^'are not utilizing the slowdown in 
Jplats and site plans to address 
I^Blanning issues as conscientious-
tly as they might. 
> Two meetings already have 
;]^een cancelled this year (in 
piaimess it should be noted that 
a>ne of the cancellations was due 
to a snowstorm) and the board 
generally is not moving through 

work schedule as expeditious­

ly as it should. 
Moreover, there's plenty of 

work to be done. One of the 
board's established priorities is 
to bring the zoning in the city into 
conformance with the revised 
master plan. The master plan 
was adopted in December of 1980, 
but to date the planners have ad­
dressed only the Grand River 
Avenue corridor of the city. 

Still to be addressed are the 
important Novi Road corridor, 
the northwest quadrant of the city 
and the southwest quadrant of the 
city. 

Bringing the zoning map into 
some sort of conformity with the 
master plan is only one of the 
tasks awaiting the board's atten­
tion. Another priority established 
approximately one year ago is a 
rewrite of the city's zoning or­
dinance. To date, the board has 
only completed its review of the 
definitions. 

The city already has been 
plagued by not moving fast 
enough to implement the types of 
zoning districts it wants to see im­
plemented. There are several ex­
amples in the Grand River /Novi 
Road intersection area, and there 
will be further examples in other 
areas if t ie zoning map is not 
brought into conformance with 
the master plan. 

We reiterate our belief in the 
quality of the Novi Planning 
Board. Still, we are disappointed 
that it is not moving as ex­
peditiously as it should on these 
very important planning matters. 

Now, while the economic con­
ditions have stalled site plans and 
plat approvals, the planners 
should renew its commitment to 
address the all-important plann­
ing questions.

Michigan Townships Association, the

City officials told Strauss they had at­
tempted to coordinate improvements 
with Novi but that none are scheduled 
at this point. East Lake Drive is main­
tained by the Oakland County Road 
Commission, as is Fourteen Mile, Dor­
nan said. 

The fact that the two roads are main­
tained by the county also makes it dif­
ficult to install stop signs or signals 
quickly, as residents requested, Dornan 
said. 

On the issues of standardizing fences 
and paving a footpath for bicyclists and 
pedestrians, reactions were somewhat 
calmer. 

"We've had to take a hard and close 
look at the fences," Dornan told 
residents. "The fences In the area, 
we've discovered, are right on the lot 
lines. The reason they're so close to the 
road is that we're all trying to maintain 
our property ... and protect the area 
from trespassers. 

"I've got to tell you that we feel we 
could do the fences if you want them," 
Dornan added, "but the bike path is a 
very, very tricky animal." 

According to the city manager, in­
stalling the bike path where the existing 
footpath is could pose dangers since it is 
on the north side of the road and crosses 
driveways and streets. However, runn­
ing the path on the lake side of the 
street might encourage trespassers to 
stop in the area and could be difficult to 
get to, given the high volume of traffic 
on Walled Lake Drive. 

Resident Bill Schwartz called the 
bike path "a neccesslty. How some of 

(the bicyclists) don't get knocked off 
(the road), I don't know." 

Mable Lahti agreed, saying she was 
"all for" the bike path. "I like to walk 
and it would be mighty handy," she 
said. 

Judy Hamilton, a member of the city 
plan commission, objected to putting a 
bike path close to the road and came out 
flatly against standardizing fencing. 

"I feel personally that people who 
own property have the right to put up 
fencing suitable to their needs," 
Hamilton said. 

However, Blanche Clutz stated, 
"Standardized fences well be fine with 
me as long as they're cyclone fences." 

Other residents said they preferred 
split-rail fences. In the end, Dornan 
said, a compromise may be worked out 
that would allow residents to line split-
rail fences with cyclone panels to pro­
vide safer fences for individuals with 
small children or animals. No decision 
on the fences has yet been made. 

At this point, the administration 
department is examining fencing and 
the other subjects and is in the process 
of putting together a proposal for the ci­
ty council, he added. 

"I've lived here all my life," said 
Rick Freeman, summing up several 
residents' feelings, "and the lake's 
always been a nice place to look at, but 
that drive there, now it's not so nice to 
look at. 

"To standardize fencing along the 
lake would be nothing but improving it. 
I think around the lake it would be an 
even bigger plus because you'd be 
showing off your asset - your lake. 
There aren't very many cities around 
thathave(onelik^it." 

couraging the relocation of existing 
regional business and industry." 

The resolution blistered recent area 
annexations - including the approved 
parcel to Walled Lake — as "state-
approved urban sprawl." 

Commerce Township Supervisor 
Robert Long told SEMCOG the boun­
dary commission has established as a 
criteria for annexations "the general 
effect on the entire community... of the 
regional plan." 

He added that annexations are 
generally approved for more intensive 
land use. 

"It's unbelievable that SEMCO^ 
would delve into an issue pending in th'ê  
Oakland County Circuit Court," said J . 
Michael Dornan, Walled Lake city 
manager, who asked that the 
township's resolution be deleted from 
the SEMCOG agenda. 

"We were not fully informed of this 
(SEMCOG meeting) under the Open 
Meetings Act,'' Dornan charged. ^ 

Dornan said schedule conflicts for 
Mayor Gaspare LaMarca could have 
been avoided had Walled Lake been 
notified earlier.

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explained. "That was all we were in­
terested in. The Supreme Court ruled 
that there W'as no violation of the equal 
protection clause. 

"But they remanded the matter back 
to the boundary commission," Arm­
strong continued. "They said the com­
mission had the right to adjust boun­
daries in a request, which the commis­
sion originally did not believe it could 
do. The commission had a hearing. One 
member moved to include Brookland 
Farms in the annexation petition. The 
motion died for lack of support and the 
meeting was adjourned. The boundary 

commission later ordered the annexa­
tion of seven parcels of Novi Township 
to take effect. 

"Novi township turned over all 
records pertaining to taxation and 
voting registration, and as far as 
everyone was concerned at that lime 
the city took over," Armstrong said. 

"They collected taxes, people in the 
seven parcels started voting in the city 
and the whole matter was settled. We 
were the township and the seven other 
parcels were in the city." 

Armstrong said that Brookland Farm 
residents were surprised to find the law 
suit was continuing on the grounds the 
boundary commission had not followed 

proper procedures when it considered 
the matter the second time. 

"When we discussed this with the 
Homeowners Association I found 
everone thought it was taken care of in 
1979 when everything was turned over 
to the city. When people found out this 
was coming up for a hearing they 
wanted to know what was going on and 
why the township was still pursuing this 
matter." 

He indicated that he first became 
aware that the matter had not been 
resolved when asked to address the 
boundary commission on behalf of the 
township supervisor in October. 

"When we heard about it we wanted 

to know what was happening. The 
chairman of the homeowners associa­
tion and other members got together 
and had a meeting. In turn there were 
satellite meetings. People returned and 
then we called on the members of the 
township board and told them this had 
to stop. We told them we are the 
registered voters of the township and 
we wanted them to drop this. We settled 
our differences with the city three 
years ago. We have been operating as a 
township and now this comes up. We 
were amazed." 

Subsequently, a petition was drafted 
requesting the township withdraw its 
request. 

Although it was intimated at the 
boundary commission hearing that the 
petitions were passed because of the 
possibility Chateau Estates residents 
living in one of the disputed township 
parcels would decide the annextion 
question for all eight township parcels 
if the matter went to a referendum, and 
the mobile home park residents may 
decide to remain in the city, Armstrong 
said the primary concern was that "this 
was settled years ago. We wanted to let 
the dead horse die and bury it." 

At Thursday's hearing, Township 
Supervisor Leo Kalota told the commis­
sion that the township plans to 
withdraw from the case. 

Kalota noted "the majority of the 
people in the community of Brookland 
Farms want to remain in Novi 
Township and it is not our request to be 
part of the petition to be annexed," 

He said the township board had not 
formally acted on the petition, but "if if 
that is the will of the people, it is what 
we will abide by. The people want us to 
withdraw from the annexation petition 
and remain as Novi Township, There is 
not need to continue the suit we're in­
volved in," 

The township board is expected to act 
on the petitions and adopt a formal 
resolution to withdraw from the case at 
a public meeting Tuesday.

Wixom's City Council has said it wants to review 
the budget before approving Oakland County's re­
quest for an increase in water rates for all residents 
served by community wells. 

If the increase is approved, rates for Wixom 
residents will be increased from $7 to $10 for the 
first 1,500 cubic feet of water quarterly and from 
$2.50 to $3.25 for each succeeding 1,000 cubic feet. 

The existing quarterly rates of $7 and $2.50 have 
been in effect since April 1,1979. 

The rate increase has been requested by Oakland 
County's Division of Sewer, Water and Solid Waste, 
which operates Wixom's community well system. 

Although the county has proposed that the new 
rates become effective April 1 of this year, they can­
not be instituted unless the council agrees to amend 
the ordinance which establishes water rates, 

Donald W. Ringler, manager of the Oakland 
County Division of Sewer, Water and Solid Waste, 
told the council last week that the rate hike has been 
proposed to cover the cost of operating the system, 

"Through the first nine months of 1981, we ex­
perienced a loss of $7,687 and have accumulated a 
total loss in the system over the years amounting to 
$7,914," Ringler told the council, 

"During 1982, we are expecting a six percent in­
crease in labor and material expenses plus a 25 per­
cent increase in power expenses based on past 
history, 

"It is our responsibility to maintain the financial 
integrity of the system," he added. "When the 
system loses money, the rates have to be increased 
to overcome the $7,900 deficit and recover the $7,900 
deficit." 

Ringler said the projected cost of operating the 
system in 1982 has been pegged at $93,450. The pro­
posed rate hike would generate total estimated 
revenues of $98,000 — permitting the county to 
operate the system and recover $4,550 of the ex­
isting deficit. 

The remainder of the deficit, Ringler said, would 
have to be recovered during 1983. 

Council Member Wayne Glessner responded that 
he wanted an opportunity to review the county's 
budget figures before voting on the request for an 
increase in water rates.

Seattle soars on the aircraft industry. Detroit 
sputters with the automobile companies. Houston 
grows with every new oil well. And South Lyon 
dances to the clang and roar of Michigan Seamless 
Tube(MST). 

What Boeing is to Seattle and General Motors is to 
Detroit, MST is to South Lyon. Lying just north of 
Ann Arbor, at the crossroads of the C&O and Grand 
Trunk railroads, South Lyon draws much of its 
strength from MST. The company, which manufac­
tures seamless tubing, occupies a vital position 
within this community of approximately 5,200. 

But while the economy has weaicened the in­
dustrial cores of other cities, especially in 
Michigan, MST and South Lyon remain relatively 
healthy. The fiscal year ending October 31 was an 
excellent one for Quanex, MST's Houston-based 
parent company. Nets sales for the year increased 
59 percent to a new high of $416.8 million, according 
to Carl E. Pfeiffer, president and chief executive of­
ficer of Quanex. 

Richard E. Russell, general manager of MST 
since 1974, attributed MST's health and the health of 
Quanex as a whole, to three factors-
diversification, a 'componentalized' organization 
and an opportunistic attitude. 

Those three factors are reflected in Quanex's cor-

porate philosophy: 
• To concentrate on customized products for 

demanding applications in selective sizes where the 
cost of technical expertise and custom-designed 
equipment discourages new market entrants. 

• To position the company to take advantage of 
strengths in particular markets while maintaining 
an overall balance in "end-use" markets. 

• To maintain manufacturing flexibility through 
facilities which serve multiple end-use markets. 

• 'To act quickly when attractive business op­
portunities are identified. 

Quanex's philosophy is further delineated through 
its stated goals and objectives-diversifying within 
the company's metal fabricating skill base; ex­
ceeding a 15 percent minimum return (after taxes) 
on investments and exceeding a 10 percent 
minimum growth rate in real annual sales. 

"Those aren't just words," stressed Russell, poin­
ting to Quanex's goals, "We live by them." 

Apparently, living by those words has paid off for 
MST and Quanex. MST started in South Lyon in 
1927, founded by William McMunn for the purpose of 
manufacturing cold-drawn seamless tube from old 
used boiler tubes. 

McMunn kept MST alive as the country struggled 
through the Great Depression. In 1931, MST added a 
piercing mill, which allowed the still-young com­
pany to manufactiire tubes from raw bar stock. 

McMunn died in 1941 and William A, McHattie 
was elected president of the company by the board 
of directors. McHattie joined MST in 1933 and in his 
nearly 40 years with the organization saw the com­
pany grow from one plant with $2 million in sales to 
seven plants with $69 million in sales. 

According to Russell, one of the key acquisitions 
made by McHattie occurred in 1956, when MST an­
nounced the construction of the Gulf States Tube 
Corporation in Texas. This move was Important 
because it diversified MST's base and put the com­
pany into the oil industry, said Russell. 

In 1965, MST acquired the Standard Tube Com­
pany of Detroit, giving the company the capabUity 
to manufacture welded tube. Another big step came 
in 1973 when MST built Mac Steel Company in 
Jackson. "That was the case oif backward integra­
tion," said Russell, adding that Mac Steel gave MST 
the ability to go from scrap metal to finished tubing. 

McHattie, who was elected to the position of 
chairman of the board, died in 1972. Pfeiffer, who 
joined MST in 1953 and was elected president in 
1971, gained the additional responsibUity of chief ex­
ecutive officer in 1973. 

Reflecting its geographic and product growth, 
MST moved its headquarters in 1977 out of South 
Lyon and located in Houston, Texas under a new 
name, Quanex. Although the MST plant still 
operated in South Lyon and no change of ownership 
occurred in the switch, the move to Houston was an 
indication of MST's growth and diversification. 

"We were no longer just in Michigan," said 
Russell, explaining the reasoning behind the name 
change and move. "We no longer just made 
seamless tube." 

According to Russell, the new name was bom

from a marriage of two words associated with 
MST—quality and nexus. The latter word is defined 
as "a means of connection or link" and is meant to 
reflect the company's involvement with tubing. 

In addition to the name change, the company has 
added other divisions and subsidiaries. At present, 
Quanex has seven divisions and three subsidiaries 
in seven states. 

While MST grew and bloomed into Quanex, the 
company has not forgotten its beginnings and the 
mother plant still maintains good relations with its 
hometown, according to Russell. He desribes MST's 
relationship with South Lyon as one of mutual 
benefit-MST receives satisfied employees and 
public services while the city receives tax revenues 
to supply those services. 

In addition, Russell said MST places a premium 
on community involvement. "I come from the view-
Mint that the town where your business is is your 
lome," he explained. "We draw upon the town for 
resources and the town draws upon us for 
resources. 

"It's like being part of the famUy. It's home." 
The Importance of MST to South Lyon is reflected 

all over the city. On the city limits, signs welcome 
visitors to "South Lyon, Home of Michigan 
Seamless Tube Division, Quanex." The city's only 
park was donated by MST and is named after 
William McHattie. McMunn, MST's founder, is 
memorialized by McMunn Street, which runs in 
front of the MST plant. 

The formula that gave MST its success is still 
working for its parent company. Diversification, 
componentalization and an opportunistic attitude 
are evident in the present day Quanex. 

The company's diversified base is Illustrated by 
the wide range of products it manufactures and the 
markets served. Starting out in the tube business, 
MST and Quanex have expanded into specialty tub­
ing, heat-treated tubing, exhaust systems, joints 
and accessories, forgings, extruded products and 
steel bars and billets. 

Russell pointed out, however, that even as 
Quanex diversified It ventured into related 
markets. He added that the company draws 
strength from such related investments. 

The interdependence of Quanex's divisions and 
subsidiaries is mapped in a flow chart of the com­
pany's manufacturing processes. For example, 
Mac Steel supplies raw bar stock to MST which then 
manufactures seamless tube hollows. Some of those 
hollows may then go to the Heat Treating Division 
in Indiana. 

But while Quanex is composed of several con­
nected divisions, it is also organized into com­
ponents, along the adage of 'not putting all of the 
eggs in one basket.' Quanex may be a multi-million 
doUar operation but Russell said it is small by com­
ponent. Rather than having one 2,000-man plant, 
Quanex has several smaller operations. In that 
manner, if something crippled MST, for example, 
the whole of Quanex would not be severely hurt, 
Russell added. 

The third Quanex trait—opportunism-is il­
lustrated in the company's push in the oil Industry. 
With domestic oil and gas exploration booming, 
Quanex has mobilized to take advantage of the 
market. The company increased its participation in 
the energy, market by acquiring Ppe Specialties, 
Incorporated of Texas in 1978 and constructing the 
Bellville Tube Division, also in Texas, in 1980. Last 
year, Quanex started a $13 million project in Wyom­
ing called the Cheyenne Oil Country Division to take 
advantage of oil industry exploration in that area of 
the country. 

In fact, the energy market has grown to become 
Quanex's major source of income, according to the 
company's annual report. In 1979, the energy ex­
ploration and production market accounted for just 
22 percent ($51.8 million) of Quanex's sales. Last 
year, the share more than doubled to 46.1 percent or 

$192.2 million. The total energy market accounted 
for 61.9 percent ($258.1 million) of the company's 
sales in 1981. 

But while the energy market was growing, 
Quanex's other two markets-machinery and 
transportation-shrunk. In 1979, the machinery 
market accounted for 31 percent ($73.3 miUion) of 
sales. Last year, it fell to 19 percent ($79.3 million). 

The same is true for the transportation industry. 
In 1979, transportation dr̂ w 26.1 percent ($61 
million) of Quanex's sales. In 1981, that dropped to 
18.3 percent ($75.9 million). 

Although the energy market has proved fruitful to 
Quanex, it has resulted in a disproportionate 
amount of sales in this market, according to the 
company's annual report. "It Is our intention to 
again achieve a balance among our three major 
markets through renewed emphasis on other areas 
with attractive future prospects," the report added. 

Lower interest rates and a general economic 
upswing, along with new tax and depreciation laws, 
are seen by Quanex as pluses for the machinery 
market. New sales in the marine, raU and defense 
areas are also being eyed by the company to bolster 

its position in the transportation market. 
Looking ahead, Russell is optimistic about the 

future of MST and Quanex. In a personal observa­
tion, Russell sees tight terms for the next 90 days 
but a gradual improvement and back to "full 
steam" by the end of the year. 

For MST specifically, Russell said the challenge 
ahead will be to take advantage of the plant's multi-
million dollar rehabilitation and expansion project, 
which was completed last year. 

"That (the rehabilitation) gave us a new lease on 
life," said Russell, adding that the project upped the 
plant's production capacity 40 percent and "round­
ed out" the plant's processing capabilities. "The 
challenge is to effectively put it to work for us for 
the long-term future." 

With a commitment from the MST employees In 
the form of a six-year labor contract, Russell said . 
MST has solidified its ability to put the revived plant 
to work and develop new markets. 

"We are well respected but we are not number 
one today," explained Russell. '̂ Our goal is to be 
perceived by our customers as the number one in­
dustry."

In whupping Livonia Stevenson 51-43 
last Friday, Walled Lalce Central (5-1 in 
the league and 11-7 overall) laid claim 

I to the Inter-Lakes Conference for only 
the second time in 25 years; and first 
time since the days of Randy McClain, 
Mike Imhoff, Craig Long and coach 
John Oswald way back in 1973. 

And with the Inter-Lakes and 
Western-Six conferences merging next 
year into the Western-Lakes, the Vik­
ings have laid claim to the last Inter-
Lakes title. For all time. 

"That was our goal from the outset 
(of the season)," expressed an elated 
Central coach Steve Emert following 
his team's second victory of the year 
over 16-2 Stevenson. "I couldn't be hap­
pier." 

Emert was particularly pleased with 
the way his team battled back from 17-8 

first quarter and 32-28 third quarter 
deficits. Trailing 33-30 and only four 
minutes left, Central held its com­
posure and capitalized on Spartan 
mistakes in outscoring Stevenson 21-9 
through the final four minutes. 

Key to the Central cause was the 
clutch free throw shooting of Dean 
Terpstra (6-of-6) and Kevin Beers (2-of-
2) down the stretch. 

Central's big man, Jeff Sewell, 
scored only eight points, but with 15 re­
bounds, "did everything he had to do," 
according to Emert, in helping the Vik­
ings' cause.
