Novi school district voters will go to 
the polls Monday (June 14) to elect two 
members to the school board. 

Estimated turn-out of the district's 
10,500 registered voters is unpredic­
table because of the unknown effect of 
two write-in candidates. In the last con­
tested school board election in June 
1980, 400 of the district's registered 
voters made it to the polls. 

Incumbent Trustee Robert Schram 
faces write-in candidate Kathleen 
Mutch for a four-year seat on the board. 

A one-year term, created by the 
resignation of six-year board member 
Ruth Waldenmayer, is contested by 
write-in candidate Diana Canup and 
Gilbert Henderson. 

Schram was first elected to the school 
board in 1978 and is seeking his second 

term on the board. He previously serv­
ed as board vice-president in 1980 and 
treasurer in 1981. 

Mutch is making her second bid for 
the the board after running unsuc­
cessfully in 1980. She has been involved 
in educational committees at both, the 
local and state level. 

This is Canup's first try at running for 
public office. She also Is conducting a 
write-in campaign. She is past presi­
dent of the Novi Woods Elementary 
parent-teacher organization and has 
served on various committees in the 
school district. 

Henderson has revived his local 
political activity after five years out of 
action. He was first elected to the 
school board in 1968 and re-elected in 
1971 and 1975. He served as board presi­

dent in 1970-71 and again in 1975. He 
resigned from the board in 1975 to take 
office as the mayor of Novi. 

Polls will open at 7 a.m. and close at 8 
p.m. Polling places are in several 
school buildings. Voters from Precinct 
1 should report to Middle School South, 
2599 Taft Road; Precinct 2 voters will 
cast ballots at Orchard Hills Elemen­
tary, 41900 Quince; and voters in 
Precinct 3 will vote at Village Oaks 
Elementary, 23333 Willowbrook. 

Those interested in writing in a can­
didate should follow these Instructions: 
Raise the metal slide directly over the 
name of the opponent of the person you 
wish to write in. Write in the candidate, 
you chose on the paper under the slide. 
Your vote will be recorded when you 
pull the lever to open the curtain.

A Novi police officer, released from 
the department in February, has ap­
pealed his dismisal and the matter is 
headed for arbitration. 

Officer John Zimmer was fired for 
violation of departmental regulations 
after being accused of transporting a 
woman in a Novi police car to 
Southfield, The News has learned. 
There is no alleged brutality or im­
proper action on the part of the officer 
in connection with the Incident. 

When the department learned of the 
alleged incident an internal investiga­
tion was conducted and severe 
discipline was recommended. Instead 
of being disciplined, Zimmer was fired. 

Zimmer denies the allegations 
against him and the Police Officers of 
Michigan (POAM), the bargaining unit 
representing Novi police, is appealing 
his dismissal. An August 5 arbitration 
date has been set. 

According to reports Vemetta Col­
eman was placed in a police car by Zim­
mer after she allegedly was creating a

Gala Days '82 begins today (Wednesday) and runs through Sunday, and ac­
cording to Ed Leininger of the Novi Jaycees, there's plenty of reason to come join 
the fun at Ella Mae Power Park on Ten Mile. 

"Almost Anything Goes," the popular contest between teams of local clubs and 
I visiting municipalities, will be repeated this year. And Pugh Amusements will 

again supply the midway, with a $5 admission ticket for all rides. But many new 
events have been planned in keeping with this year's old-time country fair at­
mosphere. 

"We're really promoting our special events this year," said Leininger. "This is 
the first year we've really done it. . . with new events like the watermelon-eating 
contest and frog-jumping contest... maybe people will come down here and bring 
their kids and stay and really enjoy themselves." 

Included in the list of new, old time-flavored special events are such things as a 
costume contest, a baking contest, a demonstration by a group of muzzle-loaders 
and performances by a barbershop quartet. For children, there are the frog-
jumping and watermelon-eating contests, and there's even a "husband-calling" 
contest for wives. 

Two events this year will earn money for special purposes. Proceeds from the 
dunk tank are going to aid the family of Scott Seppala with medical bills, while the 
proceeds from a "high-striker" contest will go to purchase new park equipment for 
children. 

Leininger said the dunk tank will be manned by Novi city personnel, including 
Mayor Robert Schmid, as well as administrators, teachers and students from the 
Novi schools. Seppala, a ninth-grader, is undergoing treatment in Seattle for a rare 
form of cancer. 

"High-striker" is a carnival game which tests an individual's strength for a fee 
by determining how high up a scaled pole he can drive a weight with a sledgeham­
mer. If a weight is sent all the way to the top of the pole, a bell rings. 

This, Leininger explains, will be used in the high-strilter "ring-off." At the begin­
ning of the contest, the high-striker will be set so that it takes little force to send the 
weight to the top. Those who are able to ring the bell In the first round proceed to 
the second round, when the high-striker is set to make it more difficult to send the 
weight to the top. Those who make it through the second round go on to a third 
round and so on, until only one contestant is left. 

That person will win half the total fees; the other half will go to the park equip­
ment fund, 

About 15 area merchants have leased space in the merchants' tent, and special 
in-tent features will include a cheerleading group and bagpipers. The Beer Tent 
will operate with nightly entertainment. Contributing to the old-time atmosphere 
will be performances by a banjo band on Wednesday and Friday nights, and a

disturbance at K mart in the West Oaks 
Shopping Center. 

Store personnel alleged the woman 
was trying to obtain a refund for mer­
chandise previously stolen from 
another K mart store and contacted 
police. 

Zimmer determined at the time there 
were insufficient grounds to arrest the 
woman and decided to remove her from 
the premisis, according to William 
Birdseye, POAM business agent. 

After investigating the matter and 
determining she was not wanted for of­
fenses in other communities, Zimmer 
took her to a restaurant approximately 
one-quarter mile from the scene, 
(Dave's Hamburgers at Grand River 
and Novi Road), according to Birdseye. 

The alleged incident occurred in Oc­
tober 1981. 

Later the woman contacted the 
department to recover confiscated pro­
perty, according to reports. 

The department subsequently was 
contacted by Coleman's attorney who 
alleged the officer took her to a Holiday 
Inn parking lot on Telegraph in 

Southfield where he let her out of the 
car. Allegations that the officer was 
verbally abusive to the woman also 
were made. 

A departmental investigation of the 
charges was conducted and Zimmer 
was dismissed. 

However, Birdseye believes the out­
come of the arbitration will result in 
Zimmer's reinstatement. 

"He has an excellent personnel 
record," Birdseye said. "There is 
nothing in the file but commendations 
he's received all throughout his career. 
There is nothing negative in his person­
nel file." 

"There is no indication the officer 
behaved improperly," Birdseye said. 

Birdseye went on to say all the in­
formation gathered by the city in an at­
tempt to justify Zimmer's dismissal 
supports the officer's version of the 
story. 

City Manager Edward Kriewall and 
Police Chief Lee BeGole had no com­
ment on the dismissal or the pending

dinance, which regulates property in 
the area where the restaurant is pro­
posed. Council rejected the plans on the 
grounds it would hinder "harmonious 
land uses" west of Novi Road across 
from Twelve Oaks Mall. 

The Bob Evans suit asks the court to 
declare the council was wrong when it 
denied site plan approval. 

It further asks the court to rule that 
the ordinance is invalid "to the extent it 
provides the council may deny 
preliminary site plan approval based 
on disapproval of architectural style." 

Bob Evans Farms also wants the 
court to: "issue a permanent injunction 
enjoining the city ... from interfering 
with the company's intended use of the 
land." 

The suit claims the site plan submit­
ted to the city has all the information 
required by the ordinance and other­
wise complies with all terms of the or­
dinance. Despite that, the council re­
jected the site plan on a 5-2 vote, the suit 
notes. 

"Accordingly, (under provisions of 
state statutes) Bob Evans has a right to 
preliminary site plan approval... and 
the city council had a duty to issue such 
approval. 

"Assuming the city council had 
discretion to deny site plan approval, 
which plaintiff denies, the denial con­
stituted an abuse of discretion and was 
arbitary and capricious and not sup­
ported by substantial evidence on the 
record," the suit states. 

The company asks the court to 
declare: "the action of the city council 
in denying site plan approval is invalid 
and issue an order directing the city to 

issue preliminary site plan approval 
and other necessary permits for the 
construction by Bob Evans of a 
restaurant pursuant to the plans 
previously presented to the city coun-: 
cil." 

The suit maintians that the council 
objected to the architectural style of the 
restaurant. If Novi's zoning ordinance 
is drafted to give the council that 
discretion it should be struck down for a 
number of reasons, the suit continues. 

Bob Evans clabns the ordinance pro­
vides standards which â e inconsistent 
with the Zoning Enabling Act and are 
not authorized by tbat legislation. 

Because it treats similariy-situated 
persons in a discriminatory fashion 
without rational basis, the ordinance 
violates equal protection clauses and 
due process provisions of the state and 
federal constitutions, according to the 
suit. 

The suit also claims that the city zon­
ing ordinance 'ibears no reasonable or 
substantial relationship to the needs of 
the public health, safety or welfare.'' 

Under provisions of the Zoning 
Enabling Act, municipalities may not 
deny a use based on aesthetic grounds, 
the Bob Evans suit contends. 

City Attorney David Fried said the 
issues raised in the suit are "interesting 
ones that will have to be tested in the 
courts." 

The questions raised are the same 
ones raised "in every suit that attacks a 
zoning ordinance,'' he added. 

Fried refused to speculate on the out­
come of the suit, saying "there are 
many things that will have to be 
tested."

Hoyer will compete with Highland 
Township Supervisor Willis Bullard Jr.

A council member since 1975, Hoyer

lists among her concerns the location of 
community placement facilities such as 
foster care homes for the mentally ill 
and emotionally disturbed, contamina­
tion of underground water supplies by 
toxic landfills, education funding and 
"individual taxes and assessing for­
mula." 

Hoyer, a Republican, also said she is 
concerned about DNR access to private 
lakes, railroad inspections, the size of 
state government, the cost of con­
ducting business in Michigan, welfare, 
transportation funding and prison and 
jail overcrowding. 

Hoyer served on the Novi Planning 
Board from 1973-75 and was Novi 
Mayor Pro-Tem from 1975-79. 

She represents Novi at the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments 
(SEMCOG) and is a member of SEM-
COG's Council on Regional Develop­
ment. 

Hoyer is Novi's delegate to the 
Michigan Municipal League and a 
member of the Transportation and 
Communication Advisory Committee of 
the National League of Cities.

"Good afternoon. City of Novi." 
If you've ever called city hall, you've 

probably heard the pleasant voice of 
Florence Gopigian, who makes her liv­
ing answering the city's phones and 
channeling calls through the city hall 
switchboard. 

As the first contact that many people 
have with city administration, 
Gopigian, who also serves as city hall 
receptionist, is willing to go to some 
trouble to be as pleasant as possible.

As a matter of fact, she admitted that 
she was folding up some of the the new 
Novi T-shirts even as she was being in­
terviewed over the telephone, and she 
also performs clerical tasks in between 
phone calls and guest-greeting. 

A 10-year Novi resident, Gopigian has 
two sons, Richard and Michael, both of 
whom graduated from Novi High 
School. She returned to work last year 
after spending more than 20 years as a 

homemaker. 
Gopigian admitted that returning to 

work has been a major adjustment, but 
explains that she likes meeting people 
and loves Novi, both of which have 
made the transition easier. 

In fact, she says, one of her favorite 
jobs is making the city look good to pro­
spective residents. 

"I try to pass out all the information I 
possibly can when people come in and 
tell me 'I'm moving to Novi,'" she said, 
'aioveithere."

FLORENCE QOPIQIAN 
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S c h r a m , H e n d e r s o n r e s p o n d t o L W V q u e s t i o n s 

The League of Women Voters (LWV) 
of Northville, Plymouth, Canton and 
Novi — the local league of the national 
non-partisan LWV-US — recently sent 
questionaires to the certified can­
didates for the Novi Schools, Board of 
Education, election. In compliance with 
a long-standing LWV of Michigan 
policy, only those candidates whose 
names are certified to appear on the 
June 14 ballot were contacted. A max­
imum of 50 words for each of the four 
questions were allowed. 

Here are the responses to the LWV 
questions from the two certified can­
didates for the Novi school board: 

1. Do you think Novi School District's 
current mlllage levy is adequate? 

HENDERSON: Based on liistory and 
the present, it is adequate. To improve 
the quality of education, the number of 
teachers would have to be drastically 
Increased and many present teachers 

retrained. I do not see the public as be­
ing able or willing to accomplish this. 

SCHRAM: The current millage levy 
is adequate to run the educational pro­
gram of the district. The citizens of 
Novi are to be commended for their 
superb moral and financial support. 
The fine education each child receives 
in Novi is the direct result of the 
mlllage support provided by the 
citizens of Novi. 

2. If there were only one thing you 
could change or improve in the Novi 
School District, what would It be? 

HENDERSON: I would like to see 
minimum expectations for the per­
formance of teachers. These should be 
in writing and objectively measurable. 

SCHRAM: The computer program in 
the Novi Schools is in its infancy. In 
order to meet the educational needs of 
our children, we need to expand that 
program by purchasing additional 
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equipment and training current staff. 
We need to move away from the enter­
tainment and teaching function into 
programming and computer literacy. 

3. Do you think, in the future, con­
solidation with other school districts 
would be practical? Explain. 

HENDERSON; Yes, I believe it could 
be practical under certain conditions. 

The combined districts must not be too 
large, costs should be reduced, 
buildings should be better utilized. Due 
to people's feelings, consolidation is 
politically impractical. 

SCHRAM: I do not feel consolidation 
would be practical or desirable for 
Novi. There are districts in Michigan 
where consolidation is practical due to 
severe budget and geographical pro­
blems. Novi schools are 98 percent 
locally funded. As long as we can afford 

to fund our own schools, consolidation 
and its pitfalls should be avoided. 

4. What major characteristics should a 
quality educational system have? 

HENDERSON: Provides learning ac­
tivities for students when they, the 
students, feel a need for them and when 
they will find it personally rewarding. 
This is generally best evidenced in 

adult education programs. 
SCHRAM: 1) Concerned, active and 

supportive parents; 2) caring, 
dedicated staff; 3) school board respon­
sive to the electorate; 4) curriculum 
that provides a quality educational pnh 
gram; 5) environment of high expecta­
tion for achievement; 6) educational 
leader (superintendent) who has the ex­
pertise, energy and dedication' 
necessary to carry out the educational 
program. 

C a n u p , M u t c h e x p r e s s o p i n i o n s 

EDITOR'S NOTE: The League of 
Women Voters (LWV) of Northville, 
Plymouth, Canton and Novi recently 
sent questionaires to the certified can­
didates for the Novi School Board. In 
compliance with a long-standing LWV 
of Michigan policy, the LWV did not 
send questionaires to the two can­
didates whose names will not appear on 
the ballot and are waging write-in cam­
paigns. Because The News believes the 
campaigns of the non-certified can­
didates are viable, questionaires were 
provided to those candidates so voters 
would have an opportunity to compare 
their answers with the answers of the 
certified candidates. The questionaires 
were distributed with the LWV's 
knowledge as a compromise that would 
enable the League to abide by Its policy 
and still provide voters with insights in­
to the philosophies of all four can­
didates. 

A maximum of 50 words for each of 
the four questions was allowed. Here 
are the responses to the L WV questions 
from the two non-certified candidates 
for the Novi school board: 

1. Do you think Novi School District's 
current millage levy Is adequate? 

CANUP; Yes, more than adequate. 
MUTCH: Yes. Before proposing 

mlllage changes, district goals should 
be re-evaluated; programs/facilities 
examined for need, cost effectiveness. 
Redistribution of funds, personnel 
reassignment can accommodate some 
changes in program priorities. Com­
plete utilization of all available 
resources increases revenues without 
increasing taxes. Cooperative com­
munity efforts benefit development, 
tax-base; increase support of schools. 

2. If there were only one thing you 
could change or improve in the Novi 
School District, what would It be? 

CANUP: Improvement in com­
munications between the community 
and the school system. 

MUTCH: Responsiveness of educa­
tional system to community needs, con­
cerns; encourages community involve­
ment, informs, increases commitment 
to schools. With today's demographics 
and uncertain economy, districts can­
not depend solely on parent-teacher 
support financial or otherwise to suc­
ceed. Involved communities care about 
their children, their future. Caring 
leads to commitment, commitment to 
support. 

3. Do you think, in the future, con­
solidation, with other school districts 
would be practical? Explain. 

CANUP: No, nor necessary, as the 
people within this community should 
have the continuing control and direc­
tion of both finances and curriculum of 
their school system. 

MUTCH: State consolidation re­
quirements are restrictive, time-
consuming, expensive to satisfy. 
Redistricting or consolidation of 
selected services is more practical, 
more likely. Successful consolidation 
efforts could result in more effective, 
efficient use of taxpayer dollars, 
broader support of limited-demand ser­
vices, truly community-based school 
system, flexibility/variety in 
scheduling/programming. 

4. What major characteristics should a ' 
quality educational system have? -i 

CANUP: It should serve the needs of; • 
both college-bound and vocationally--, 
orientated students within its system. 

MUTCH: 1) Well-defined goals and-: 
mutually acceptable means for board; 
staff, students to achieve measurable-' 
progress. 2) Leadership, accountablll-; • 
ty, motivation to succeed at all levels. 
(Students must have some responsibill.^-
ty for their own progress). 3) Flexlblll-' 
ty in programming, scheduling, financ- ' 
ing, staffing which allows adaptation to 
economic changes while maintaining' 
high standards, educational goals.

The Novi High School band marched 
into a superior rating — and a cloud­
burst - on their four-day trip to the 1982 
World's Fair in KnoxviUe, Tennessee. 

The band left for Knoxville on 
Wednesday, May 26, and returned 
Saturday, May 29, with Thursday ap­
pearances at the University of Ten­
nessee and in an afternoon parade at 
the Worid's Fair. 

The superior rating came after the 
band performed at the university in 
competition with several other bands, 
and earned 92 out of 100 possible points 
on their performance. 

The cloudburst came a few hours 
later, while the band was marching in 
the parade, but it didn't really spoU the 
occasion, said Ginny Fritz, band 
publicity chair. 

According to Fritz, the start of the 5 
p.m. parade was delayed while the 
World's Fair weatherman decided 
whether or not a large thundercloud 
would pass. He decided it would, the 
parade went on, and "I've never been 
so wet in my life," she said. "If you 
didn't find cover in three seconds, you 
were soaked." 

As the rain pelted down, people scur­
ried under awnings for cover — and the 
parade went on. "Those kids never 
missed a beat," Fritz said. "They kept 
on playing." Encouraging them, Fritz 
said, the crowd burst into spontaneous 
applause when the band continued play­
ing in the downpour. 

Unfortunately, an evening per­
formance by the jazz-rock ensemble 
was also rained out. However, when 
some of the jazz band members took 
cover in the Mexican Pavilion while 
waiting for the rain to stop, they were 
Invited to engage in a short, spur-of-the 
moment jam session during an inter­

mission in a performance by the Mex­
ican band. 

"One of the Mexican fellows gave one 
of our kids his guitar," said Fritz, "and 
some of the others picked up their horns 
... it only lasted five or 10 minutes... it 
was a spontaneous, nice kind of thing." 

Performances over, the band was 
free to spend Friday looking around the 
fair. According to Fritz, the morning 
crowds were huge, and the lines were 
"very long." However, an eariy after­
noon rain this time benefited the band 
by sending part of the crowd away, giv­
ing them a better opportunity to see 
more exhibits. 

"The kids got an awful lot out of it, I 
think," said Fritz. 

The band was invited in early 
September to compete against about 
2,000 other high school bands nation­
wide for the chance to perform at the 
fair. The Novi band was chosen along 
with about 200 others after audition 
tapes were submitted to the selection 
committee by director Craig Strain. 

The band then held different fun­
draisers, including their annual cheese 
and sausage sale, a Christmas time raf­
fle, and a "donation day" at A&P super­
market. 

Fritz said the trip was organized 
chiefly by Janet and Clyde Kraft, who 
managed to make the trip a 
"realistically cheap" good time for the 
students. 

The band stayed at the TMI 
Academy, a dormitory-type lodging 
that once served as a military 
academy, In Stillwater, Tennessee, 
about 40 miles from Knoxville. 
Although Fritz said conditions were 
spartan at best, the students quickly ad­
justed. 

Fritz does call the trip a success. 
"Despite all the things that happened, it 
is something to remember," said Fritz.

After debating whether to reimburse 
City Assessor Bruce Reeves for extra 

-work during board of appeals siessions, 
• the.,Walled Lake City Council opted for 

partial payment of the $301 requested 
b y Reeves and authorized City 
Manager J. Michael Dornan to look into 
using assessing services from Oakland 
County next year. 

In the past. Walled Lake has reim­
bursed the Walled Lake Consolidated 
Schools for the cost of hiring a 
substitute teacher to replace Reeves, a 

^ fifth grade teacher at Loon Lake 
^ Elementary School, while he was put­

ting in hours as assessor at city hall. 
Walled Lake also pays an annual re­
tainer of $2,400 for Reeves' services and 
has traditionally paid him separately 
foî ' night meetings during board of 
review sessions at which assessors de­
fend their figures against challenges 
from taxpayers. 

This year, however. Reeves has been 
on-'!'permanent sick leave" from the 
district — a status that occurred after 

^ he .was charged with the felonious 
^ assault after allegedly striking a stu­

dent. Reeves pled nolo contendre to the 
charges in Oakland County Circuit 
Court and currently is on probation, 
awating sentencing. 

Members of the Walled Lake council 
objected to paying Reeves for 3',̂  days 
of board of review sessions on the 
grounds that he is presently collecting a 
salary while on sick leave from the 

^ district. 
^ I "My question is, in the past we have 

Ijaid the school board," commented 

Council Member Linda Ackley. "Bruce 
has received none of the money. This 
year, if we pay him, it's a double pay­
ment, in my opinion." 

Council Member Edward Horsman 
agreed, noting he viewed the $2,400 as 
sufficient payment for Reeves' time 
spent in the assessing department. 

"To me, that's for Mr. Reeves' ser­
vices," Horsman said. "The other part 
that was paid was to the schools for lost 
time. It seems almost like a double pay­
ment this way." 

The council had allocated $280 in the 
1981-82 fiscal budget to reimburse the 
school district for time Reeves would 
have spent away from Loon Lake at the 
board of review sessions. 

Although Council Member Dorothy 
Dingman moved the city pay $300 to 
Reeves before members learned 
Reeves is still being paid while on sick 
leave, her motion died for lack of sup­
port. 

A second motion from Council 
Member William Roberts to pay the 
budgeted $280 was withdrawn after 
Dornan confirmed Reeves is still 
receiving sick pay. 

The council eventually agreed to 
spend $131 for the 12 extra evening 
hours Reeves put in, a figure that at $11 
per hour is consistent with assessors' 
fees, Dornan said. 

Ackley also proposed Dornan look in­
to using the services of a county 
assessor next year. Her motion was 
unanimously passed by the council, 
with James Clifton absent.

But Western's music might top those four, Said LaMarca: "If you were at 
the Memorial Day parade, you got a real nice taste of this excellent group. 
Everybody kept talking about that band - that band was just excellent," 

Maybe, but its importance as such 
depends on who you talk to. Is it an 
eyesore that seems to be cluttering up 
downtown Wixom? There are those who 
say yes. 

"It" Is the Kelly Homes building at 
49315 Pontiac Trail, still standing 19 
months after it was gutted by fire In a 
controversial case of alleged arson. 

The building's presence triggers 
some questions In the minds of those 
who are forced to look at It. First, why 
hasn't It yet been repaired or removed? 

Since it may have evidentiary value 
in the case of "burning Insured proper­
ty" charges pending against developer 
Edward Coogan, who allegedly set the 
November 8,1981 fire, it cannot yet be 
torn down or renovated. And, though of­
ficials agree that the building is an 
eyesore, there's really not much 
anybody can do but wait... and wait,., 
for the case to come to trial. Consider 
these statements from Wixom officials: 

• Building Inspector William Tyler: 
"Sure it's a hazard, that building... I'd 
like to see it go myself, but I can't do a 
thing about it." 

• Wixom Police Chief Philip 
Leonard: "We're trying to determine 
whether the evidentiary value of the

building is worth it ... (protecting it) 
hasn't been a problem, but it is an 
eyesore." 

The list of those waiting, some impa­
tiently, for the case to come to trial in­
cludes Prosecuting Attorney John 
Slevin, Defense Attorney Thomas 
Brady, Wixom Attorney Thomas Con­
nelly, Wixom police, witnesses and 
Wixom city officials. Coogan himself 
awaits the trial from his new home in 
Texas. 

All involved agree that the wait for 
trial has been unusually long, but seem 
confident that their day in court is com­
ing soon. However, they aren't holding 
their breaths. 

According to Prosecuting Attorney 
Slevin, the reason the case has been 
moved back three times on the over­
crowded docket of Circuit Court Judge 
Francis O'Brien is because it is going to 
take a long time to try. And although 
those involved do not agree on the out­

come of the case, they do agree that itjs 
going to be a humdinger. > 

"This is no two or three day casCj'! 
said Defense Attorney Brady. Nor is Ui? 
outcome cut and dried. Consider these 
statements: 

• Brady: "To this day I don't believe 
it was arson, and I will introduce 
evidence to that effect „ . I believe it'§ 
one of the weakest cases I've ever seen 
on the prosecutor's part. I'm surprised 
he even brought it." 

• Wixom Police investigator BruQC 
Kirby: "(The building) is definitely an 
arson scene. I can't tell you a whole lot 
because I don't want to tip the hand 
I'm confident of the fact that we can 
prove the case without any doubt." 

Another complication In the case is 
that a determination apparently has not 
been made whether or not the building 
is a total loss or whether it can be 
repaired. According to Brady, Coogan 
has filed suit to retrieve the insurance 
money on the building. That case, 
though, will largely depend on the olit-
come of the criminal trial since Coogan, 
if convicted, will not be entitled to ii>-
surance money. *

Tax bills, wliich were slated to drop for some Novi 
residents this year, may go up instead following the 
Michigan Tax Commission's decision to raise 
residential assesments in Oaldand County. 

The tax commission decided May 24 to raise 
residential assessments by six percent. As a result 
of that action, Novi City Council members voted in a 
special meeting June 2 to roll back the miilage to of­
fset half the increase. 

Without the rollbacli, the assessment increase 
would have meant Novi taxpayers would have paid 
more tax revenues than needed to balance the 
recently-adopted 1982-83 budget. 

Council members voted instead to reduce the 
miilage levy to offset the assessment hike. 

The rollback applies equally to residential, com­
mercial and industrial property taxpayers, 
although only residential assessments increased. 
Legally, the city must apply the same miilage levy 
to all property classifications. 

What the rollback means is the city will collect 
three percent less in property taxes than it would 
have if the miilage had not been reduced. 

Homeowners will pay three percent more in city 
taxes than they would have before the state imposed 
the factor. 

As a result of the miilage rollback, commercial 
and industrial property owners will pay three per­
cent less in local taxes than they would have before 
the state's action. 

If the city had rolled back the miilage six percent, 
the factor's effect on residential property would 
have been eliminated. But the city would have been 
forced to cut $60,000 from its budget because of the 
loss of revenues from industrial and commercial 
developments, whose assessments did not increase. 

Council members learned they could either 
rollback the miilage or leave it as approved during 
the budget process and hold a Truth in Taxation 
hearing to explain the collection of increased

revenues. 
The city considered collecting the full amount of 

taxes it could have received as a result of the in­
creased assessments and then placing the extra 
revenues in an escrow account to be paid back to 
property taxpayers at a later date. 

Council Member James Shaw asked the ad-
minstration why it had not recommended collecting 
the additional taxes and setting the money aside in 
case it had to be returned, since that would involve 
less risk than reducing the miilage. 

City administrators recommended against that 
josition, saying the city really would not be placed 
n financial jeopardy by rolling back the miilage. 
Under the worst circumstances the city could face 

a $160,000 deficit, according to Novi Finance Direc­
tor Les Gibson. City officials believe this would oc­
cur during the 1983-84 budget year. 

However, because the city expects a significant 
amount of new construction, such as the Sheraton, 
luxury apartments, F.W.Kerr and Norris Industry 
to be added to the tax rolls next year, city ad­
ministrators feel the city will have money to pay 
back taxpayers if it becomes necessary to give a re­
fund. 

M i l l e r I s I n c o u n t y r a c e 

Celeste Miller, a Novi Democrat, has filed 
nominating petitions for the 24th district seat on the 
Oakland County Board of Commissioners. 

The 24th district includes Novi, Northville, South 
Lyon and Lyon Township. 

She is vying for the seat presently held by John 
Calandro, a Northville Republican, who was ap­
pointed to the commission following the resignation 
of former 24th District County Commissioner Den­
nis Murphy in December 1981. 

Calandro said last week that he plans to attempt 
to retain the seat. 

Miller said her main reason for running is "to im­
prove the county's responsiveness to what local 
groups of citizens want it to do. 

"I want to bring it closer to home; to be the ears 
for the people," she said. "I want to be on top of 
what their needs are and communicate that to the 
county." 

Miller, who said she was encouraged to run by 
Michigan Senator Doug Ross (D-Oak Park), said 
she is developing a base of supporters and meeting 
with small groups to make them aware of her can­
didacy. 

"I think there are a lot of Democrats with con­
cerns who are willing to support another Democrat, 
and there are some people who are independent 
thinkers who will vote for a person and the issue 
they are standing for. I am hoping they will see I am 
that kind of person," she said. 

Miller said the "Democratic stand of compassion 
for those in need can be combined with fiscal 
responsibility." 

To familiarize herself with the issues, Miller said, 
she reads minutes of county commission meetings. 
"I'm very concerned about the kind of votes I've 
seen. On controversial issues the votes are divided 
18-9 (strictly along party lines). I hope that through 
my involvement they would become more issue-
oriented." 

She also said she supports "use of a three month 
study of home sales to determine property tax 
assessments in Oakland County instead of using 
data from the past 30 months. Data from 30 months 
back includes information from when the housing 
industry was booming, and is unfair to use in to­
day's recessionary economy," she said. "We need a 
new method of tax assessment in Oakland County." 

Professionally, she has managed, supervised and 
organized systems as a consultant for skill training 
programs. 

Miller is a graduate of Oakland University, has a 
master's in guidance and counseling from Universi­
ty of Michigan at Dearborn and is currently enroll­
ed in a master's of management program at the 
school. 

She has served on the board of directors of the 
League of Women Voters, Northville-Plymouth-
Canton-Novi chapter; committee chairperson for 
the American Society for Training and Develop­
ment; volunteer in the Michigan Citizens Lobby; 
member of the North Central Evaluation Team in 
1980; and member of the Founders Society for 
Detroit Institute of Arts. 

As a member of the League of Women voters she 
said she has developed an understanding of the 

elected official's role. She said she has been involv­
ed in health care activities and cable television 
through the league. 

She is a member of the Professional Society for 
Training and Development and the American 
Association of University Women. 

She is married to Novi School Board Trustee Nor­
man Miller and has a teenage son, Brian. The 
Millers have lived in Novi for five years.

Council Member Guy Smith asked if the rollback 
would impact the city's ability to provide services.

Depending on the length of the contract, 
the settlements could "dictate what 
happens over the next three years. 
Education for the next three years is 
predicated on those settlements," he 
says. 

A miilage renewal is a challenge fac­
ing the district next spring. Schram 
believes the board has been responsible 
in this area. "We could have levied 30 
mills, but we actually levied 28. We told 
the voters we would only levy what we 
needed." 

He believes the Novi Schools now 
"are where they should be; providing 
for the needs of students." But to pro­
vide for the future the board will need to 
analyze student needs and react to 
those needs by adjusting curriculum if 
necessary, he says. 

His general philosophy on curriculum 
is the district "can never forget basic 
education. The district must take basic 
education and keep building from 
there. You add to it as students can ab­
sorb it and funds are available." 

'Gilbert Henderson dropped out of 
local politics once, but now is back in 
the th ck of things by running for a one-
year seat on Novi school board. 

" I think I have a lot to contribute in 
terms of how the district operates and 
how various bodies interrelate. It won't 
take a year or two years to train me. I 
can step onto the board and at the first 
meeting make a contribution on policy 
and decision-making. I understand the 
whole process and can Intelligently in­
teract." 

He also feels good about his record as 
a public servant, saying that he has 
"demonstrated courage when 
necessary." 

"There comes a time when you have 
to tell the yelling crowd 'that's not 
right....' I have a decent courage 
level." 

Henderson is especially concerned 
about the five union contracts that will 
be negotiated this summer. 

He said the increased number of 
grievances reaching the board level 
can mean any of several things. 
"Either the contracts are poorly word­
ed, union leadership is more militant or 
the administration has become more 
combative." 

The school district in the past 10 
years has done a good job to provide a 
good physical climate for learning, 
Henderson says. It also has done a good 
job of upgrading curriculum, and the 
quality of the teaching staff is good, he 
believes. 

Now the district should give attention 
to "spending more time training middle 
management to get the job done. 
Research shows a building climate is 
impacted most by the quality of 
management. They make the system 
flow." 

His next concern would be written-
minimum expectations of teachers "to 
define what is acceptable and provide 
the district with a document that 
measures our expectations of an 
employee." 

Henderson believes most Novi tax­
payers can afford the programs now of­
fered in the schools. 

"When you talk about maintaining 
programs you have to ask at what level 
are they being maintained. I think the 
schools are offering what the taxpayers 
want, what they asked for and are will­
ing to pay for. The taxpayers have been 
good to the schools district." 

If forced to cut the budget, Henderson 
said he would look for programs that 
don't have a direct impact on children 
In the classroom — such as nutrition. 
"Programs that don't Impact routine 
classroom instruction" would be ex­
amined, he said. 

Henderson said the district ideally 
should determine its needs then set the 
tax levy and budget accordingly. "But 
It has never operated that way and 
never will ." 

Instead the system takes available 
financial resources and makes the 
allocations necessary, he says. 

Henderson says the district is in a 
good position because not all teachers 
are at the top of the pay scale, but he 
cautions "those days are coming." He 
also warns that the district should 
never build enough schools to take care 
of maximum ppptdattoibau He suggests 
it will be necessaryT^lwsird members 
to look hard at school building pro­
grams if the city returns to a growth 
phase. 

His philosophy of education Is that It's 
important to create an environment for 
learning. 

"The elements are usually found in 
adult education: students are there by 
choice, course work is something they 
want to know right now (It Is timely) 
and there is an immediate reward in 
learning."

Until she got involved in the cam­
paign, Diana Canup did not realize how 
"frivolous" the Novi Community 
Schools had become. 

Canup emphasizes she does not want 
to sound negative, but she was disturb­
ed by what she saw at school board 
budget sessions and board meetings. 

"For a school district our size things 
have gone a little overboard, they have 
to face the reality the rest of us are fac­
ing. 

"I can't compete with those with a 
formal, fancy education. I can't com­
pete with other people's experience. 
But I can ask questions. There are not 
enough questions asked. Why is what's 
happening in the school district the best 
kept secret in Novi? Don't tell me they 
can't cut frills and still keep a quality 
education." 

Regarding the budget she believes It 
should be set by determining the 
amount of money available and work­
ing with that amount. "That's reality," 
she says. 

Canup supports a curriculum com­
mittee designed to constantly review 
courses offered in the district. She 
describes It as a watchdog designed to 
find what students need by talking to 

students and their parents. 
"This curriculum committee must 

work all the time; talk to kids to see 
their goals rather than just leave it up 
to administrators." 

Regarding the increased number of 
grievances reaching the board level, 
Canup says: "Administration can't let 
a person feel they can get away with 
something. They should let their 
department heads know they have to 
take care of problems. 

"I'm not sure If (sending grievances 
to the board) is something that is star­
ting now that hasn't been happening in 
the past or If this is a new form of 
management. Maybe before it was nip­
ped in the bud. But it looks like so­
meone, management or labor, is not do­
ing their job. 

"The people dealing out the orders 
need to know how to delegate and take 
care of a problem. They should deter­
mine how to work it out. They should 
either be trained, get new staff people 
or get new management. The district 
should train its managers or get so­
meone who knows how to handle these 
problems." 

She believes Novi is doing very well 
as a school district. "It is highly ranked 
and attracts people as they move into 
the state," she explains. "Novi is 
thought of extremely well and is known 
across the country." 

But the board can't be too "narrow-
minded," she continues. "If they don't 
keep their eye on the budget the situa­
tion in the district could change, they 
can't live in a dream world." 

The board can maintain the status of -
quality education and still keep the line ' 
on over-spending, Canup asserts. 

"Everyone who works knows you ,• 
determine your options. You decide this r 
is plan A and this is plan B. Something 
might happen and plan A may not be 
possible. If you don't have options 
you're left without apian. 

"It's Important to think before acting 
— that's maturity. They are acting like • 
novices. We look like an adolescent 
school district. They have to pay atten- • 
tion to what Is happening. 

"They need someone on there who ; 
win do some serious digging. I don't see 
any thorough investigation or enough 
investigation. Why drop a question or ^ 
leave an issue without getting an 
answer? "she asks

There are many opinions about reaching

Robert Y. Mangin, Assistant Pastor

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"I'm independent. I'm not tied to 
anyone," said Merlin Reeds, 52, in 
outlining his candidacy for the Walled 
Lake school board. 

"I'm not endorsed by the unions nor 
the administration. My only commit­
ment is to the children." 

Reeds does say, however, that he is 
dissatisfied with the present board. He 
said he believes the present board "is 
committed to factions and these fac­
tions do not really represent the in­
terests of the children ; the good of the 
children is not the basic reason for their 
decisions." 

He also chides the board for the lack 
of board goals and its conduct. "I'm ap­
palled by the lack of board goals," he 
said. "The board always appears to be 
putting out fires instead of making well-
conceived plans. 

"I'm also appalled at board con­
duct," he added. "I'm not pleased with 
their relationships with each other or 
the community. I would not indulge in 
personalities." 

Reeds holds a BA degree from 
Michigan State. He previously has 
worked as a cost and general accoun­
tant for Dupont and a systems engineer 
for IBM. He served as director of the 
data processing division for the 
Oakland Intermediate School District 
and currently is president of his own 
firm — Merlin Data Systems, a con­
sulting firm in the field of computer 
technology. 

Reeds said he would not support a 
millage election because he believes it 
would be counter-productive with no 
chance of success. Instead, he said, the 
district should "take it in the ear for a 
year" and try to bring about some 
changes. "Some intelligent financial 
conduct by the board is needed," he 
said. "The community feels it is being 
extorted and I believe the community 
has lost fiscal and political control of 
the school system. 

"The solution," he continued, "rests 
with the unions. I think they want to 
help, but the board has not created the 
atmosphere which will let them do what 
I think they want to do." 

Reeds expressed reluctance to 
evaluate the performance of 
Superintendent Don Sheldon on the 
basis that he (Reeds) has not yet served 
on the board. He did say, however, that 
he has strong reservations about the 
leadership provided by top administra­
tion. 

"Education takes place in the 
schools," he said. "But we need leader­
ship at the top which lets the people in 
the field do what they're paid to do." 

The district's greatest need, ac­
cording to Reeds, is "a strong, effective 
concerned board to create an environ­
ment for leadership. 

"The people in the classroom have a 
tough job and I don't feel they are get­
ting support from administration or the 
present board. 

"The education function happens in 
the classroom," he continued. "I'll 
work to create an environment that will 
allow teachers and non-professionals to 
be effective." 

Reeds said he would support the clos­
ing of a school if a need is 
demonstrated, "but not on the basis of 
political gamesmanship or to create a 
new administrative complex.'' 

He also believes the district should 
sell some of its vacant property, but 
questions if the timing is right due to 
the depressed state of the real estate 
market. 

An interest in completing some of the 
projects initiated this year is the reason 
given by Kenneth Tucker, 38, for seek­
ing re-election to the Walled Lake 
school board. 

Tucker said the board has initiated 
projects to improve the curriculum, 
upgrade test scores and provide a 
"good, complete education" for the 
kids. "I want to see those projects 
finished, "he said. 

Tucker, who is employed as a meat 
manager by Allied Supermarkets, was 
first elected to the board in 1978 and has 
served as board president during the 
past year. He is a 1962 graduate of Wall­
ed Lake High School. 

Tucker sees the district's top need as 
"the funds to operate programs" and 
said he would support a millage pro­
posal if the figures show it is necessary 
"to retain programs." 

In the event it becomes necessary to 
chop programs, Tucker said his top 
priority will be to retain the academic 
day. 

"I don't want to see a shortened 
school day," he said. "If it becomes 
necessary to cut the budget, I would 
have to look at the elimination of some 
programs instead of whittling away a 
little bit of everything. 

"Administration is about as thin as 
we can go, but I do believe community 
education should be made self-
supporting and a cut in special educa­
tion programs is fair and equal. 
Athletics and band are important to 
education, but both have to come after 
the school day." 

Tucker said he is committed neither 
to keeping nor dismissing Superinten­
dent Don Sheldon. "The superintendent 
has improved this year more than last 
year, but there are areas that need 
more improving and he (Sheldon) has 
been made aware of them," he said. 

Tucker said he believes Walled Lake 
is doing a reasonably good job of 
educating children in comparison with 
other districts, but a better job can be 
done. "1 think teachers need more 
direction in showing kids how to take 
tests," he said. "We should line up our 
curriculum to coincide with the objec­
tives measured by the Michigan Educa­
tional Assessment Program." 

On other subjects, Tucker offered the 
following comments: 

• Closing schools: "I definitely think 
another school will have to be closed 
next year; there simply won't be the 
enrollment for it. It's not cost-effective 
to keep a building open for 150 students 
when it costs $150,000 to operate." 

• Union Concessions: "I took conces­
sions for three years at my job. I'd vote 
to put a millage on the ballot but believe 
it would be defeated without conces­
sions." 

• Vacant Property Sale: "We're sit­
ting on too much property. We may 
need 2-3 pieces some day, but we don't 
need to sit on all that land. I'd sell some 
of it to repair buildings." 

Tucker is married and has two 
children who attend Walled Lake 
schools. 

D o n a l d 

E B Y 

Donald Eby recites a long list of con­
cerns to explain his candidacy for the 
Walled Lake school board. 

"I'm concerned with the education of 
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my children, the way the district is be­
ing operated and the way money is be­
ing handled by administration," he 
said. 

"I'm concerned about the bickering 
on the board and the way the board at­
tempts to disallow input from one board 
member (Janet Callahan) because it 
disagrees with her opinions. And I'm 
concerned about the way the board has 
attempted to avoid Freedom of In­
formation laws." 

Eby also is critical of Trustees 
Patricia Jackman and David Roddy, 
charging that they have failed to per­
form "to the degree I thought they 
would pierform." He specifically cites 
Roddy's "inability to communicate 
with the board." 

A high school graduate who never 
finished college "due to boredom," 
Eby, 52, is the owner of an office-supply 
company in West Bloomfield and has 
been active in the founding of 
Datatronic Corporation and the Great 
Lakes Institute of Dental Technology in 
Warren. He also has worked at Retts 
Electronic School. 

Additionally, he has served as presi­
dent since 1979 of the West Bloomfield 
Homeowners Association, which 
represents approximately 60 of the 109 
homeowners associations in that com­
munity. 

Eby admits that his previous can­
didacies (he ran for the Walled Lake 
school board in 1974 and 1975 and for 
West Bloomfield Township supervisor 
in 1976,1978 and 1980) have been unsuc­
cessful, but says he will continue to run 
for public office because he wants to be 
involved in providing solutions. 

"I'm concerned about property taxes 
and the future of public education," he 
said. "I don't have the answers, but I 
want to get involved as an insider so I 
can help find them. 

"We must find new methods of fun­
ding to protect both the future of public 
education and the taxpayers." 

Eby said he is opposed to a millage in­

crease because people are having trou­
ble paying property taxes now. "I think 
the board needs someone who has run a 
successful business. It needs to take a 
long look at the way we run our 
schools," 

If cuts become necessary, he said, his 
first priority would be to preserve the 
"three Rs." 

In terms of his evaluation of the 
superintendent, Eby called Don 
Sheldon a man of "impressive creden­
tials, an excellent educator." He added, 
however, that he questions his ad­
ministrative ability to handle millions 
of dollars. 

Eby said the district's biggest need is 
"to be saved from itself." 

"I'm concerned with the preservation 
of the system," he said. "I've been pay­
ing taxes since 1952 and I don't intend to 
move. I don't have the answers, but am 
concerned enough to investigate the 
answers." 

Eby is married with two children, 
both of whom attend Walled Lake 
schools.

R O D D Y 

David Roddy said he is running for 
re-election to the Walled Lake school 
board to complete some unfinished 
business. 

"When I first ran it was because I 
saw weakness and wanted to do 
something to bring about some 
changes," said Roddy, who was elected 
to a one-year term in 1981 and now 
seeks re-election to a four-year term. 

"Some of those changes have been 
completed (in the past year), some 
have been started and some have not 
even been started," he added. "I want 
to complete the job I set out to do." 

As an example of board ac­
complishments in the past year, Roddy 

lists tightened fiscal controls, better 
business office procedures, streamlin­
ed administrative structure and new 
directives to improve test scores. 

Programs which he feels still need to 
be accomplished include a priority 
classification of programs and 
establishment of a school/police liaison 
program. 

A graduate of West Bloomfield High 
School, Roddy has been employed for 
the past 10 years as a patrolman with 
the Oakland County Sheriff's Depart­
ment. 

Roddy said he believes it is his 
responsibility as a board member to 
give people an opportunity to vote on a 
millage increase even though he per­
sonally believes people are taxed 
beyond their ability to pay. "I make a 
decent salary and if I'm having a dif­
ficult time, I don't see how we can con­
sider raising taxes,'' he said. 

Roddy added, however, that he is 
more convinced of a need for millage 
this year than he was last year. He also 
said the unions should grant conces­
sions because the "taxpayers should 
not shoulder the entire burden. 

"If the unions make concessions, I 
could campaign for a millage," he said. 

Roddy campaigned in 1981 under the 
slogan, "if management won't change, 
change management" and said he now 
believes management, particularly 
Superintendent Don Sheldon, has 
demonstrated that it Is willing to 
change. In fact, he says Sheldon's will­
ingness to adapt is "promising." 

"He (Sheldon) has weak areas but he 
has shown that he's willing to change 
and now has a stronger indication of the 
areas where the board feels he needs 
improvement, "he said. 

Roddy also said he believes the 
district is offering a good education in 
comparison with other districts but 
there's still need for improvement. Ef­
forts need to be concentrated at the 
elementary level, he said. 

On the subject of declining enroll­
ment, Roddy said he has no objection to 
closing another school "if there are pro­
per criteria; administrative need is not 
one of those criteria." 

Roddy said the district's greatest 
need is more money. "We could also 
use some motivational training skills," 
he added. "We have to give everyone 
the attitude that we can get by even if 
we have to put up (teach classes In) 
tents." 

Roddy and his wife have two 
children; both attend Walled Lake 
schools.

Bonnie Venzke said her decision to 
seek election to the Walled Lake school 

board represents a natural progression 
of her interest in the district. ' • 

After being transferred to Michigan 
from Illinois, she and her husband 
decided to move into the Walled Cak̂  
district on the basis of recommenda^ 
tions from educators on the state:ana'^ 
county levels. 

Over the past seven years, she-has 
become progressively more involved in 
the district, serving first as a tutor;

If a millage fails and cuts become 
necessary, she said her top priority 
would be to retain curriculum, "k 
shortened school day stinks and 30 kid| 
to a classroom is far too many," she exf 
plained.

Special education also is extremely 
necessary." 0 

She also said extracurricular acj 
tivities and athletics are important to a 
well-rounded education. "It makes me 
glad to see the special interest groups 
finally becoming verbal," she safdJ 
"Their support is the only hope to pass 
millage." ; 

Venzke said she has few feelings oii^

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way or another toward Superintendent 
Don Sheldon. Her only dealings with 
him, she said, have been when he has 
.emonstrated his poise under difficult 

Circumstances. "My campaign does not 
revolve around evaluation of the 
superintendent," she said. 

In evaluating the quality of education 
provided in Walled Lake schools, Ven­
zke dismisses the validity of the 
Michigan Education Assessment Pro­
gram as a measuring instrument. 
"Walled Lake should not be compared 
with West Bloomfield," she said. "The 
cores are overly stressed. I don't want 

to see us get to the point where we teach 
to the test and leave out other skills not 

measured on the test." 
After serving on the Declining Enroll­

ment and Facility Utilization Commit­
tee, Venzke said she opposes the closing 
of another school at this time. The 
decline in enrollment only means there 
is enough space at the present time to 
house programs that previously were 
crowded in inadequate quarters. 

Venzke and her husband have two 
children, both of whom attend Walled 
Lake schools.

Extensive background in the field of 
education, 37 years of experience in the 
Walled Lake School District and a 
thorough knowledge of the community 
are among the reasons given by Mary 
Weborg in explaining her candidacy for 
the school board. 

"I think I can contribute to a more ef­
ficient operation and cut down on 
argumentation and extended discus­
sions," said Weborg, a retired teacher, 
whose list of qualifications runs the 
gamut from school principal to teacher 
to presidency of the Walled Lake PTO 
Council. 

"I don't like to sling mud; I think the 
present board has had its turn and 
possibly did the best it could do. But I 
think a board member should have a 
full awareness of the community and 
know what it takes to be a teacher. 

"I've served in just about every con­
ceivable position, including tenure 
chairman, so I know what It takes to 
evaluate teachers and evaluate educa­
tion. I know the school district and the 

problems in the schools." 
Weborg expressed mixed emotions 

about a millage proposal. She said she 
herself is not anxious to pay more taxes 
but feels the revenues are needed and 
personally is willing to pay. "Two more 
mills won't hurt that much," she said. 

Unlike some of her opponents, 
Weborg gives high grades to 
Superintendent Don Sheldon. "I've seen 
four different superintendents in Wall­
ed Lake and I respect Don Sheldon 
highly as an educator," she said. "I've 
never known him to bad-mouth his 
board or his teachers. 

"He's a bright man and an educated 
man," she added. "We've loaded him 
down with work and he's in his office all 
the time. For the times we have right 
now, he's the right man." 

Weborg also gives high grades to the 
quality of education provided by the 
school district. In fact, she said she 
believes Walled Lake offers as good a 
program as any school in the state. 

She dismisses the results of the 
Michigan Education Assessment Pro­
gram on the basis that it is not an ac­
curate measure of achievement. 
"Every teacher in the state hates it," 
she said. "We should test kids on the 
basis of what they've been taught, not 
on the basis of what someone sitting in 
an ivory tower thinks they should be 
taught." 

Weborg is reluctant to take a position 
on the need to close another school. She 
said she agrees with those people who 
say a decision should be postponed until 
enrollment figures are available in the 
fall. 

The district's greatest needs, she 
said, are "money and the rebuilding of 
confidence. 

"We need to get back on the positive 
side," she explained. "We need to have 
some confidence in the people who are 
responsible for providing education."

Novi voters have some dif­
ficult but enviable choices in the 
June 14 school election. The slate 
of qualified, informed candidates 
is one that would make other 
school districts envious.

The race between Henderson 
and Diana Canup (as a write-in) 
for the one-year term might be 
viewed as a choice between ex­
perience and enthusiasm.

not doubt his ability to step back 
into office and rapidly reacquaint 
himself with the situation. 

If elected Canup's would be a 
learning process, while Hender­
son's would be a catching-up pro­
cess. 

Our endorsement of Hender­
son should not be construed as 
criticism of his opponent. They 
both can do the job. 

In the race for the four-year 
seat on the board, we endorse 
Robert Schram. 

As a board member for the 
past four years he has at times 
spoken out when other board 
members remained silent. He has 
fought for a budget which is 
easier for board members and 
citizens to understand — a posi­
tion we have supported. 

It can be difficult to fight 
one's battles when there appears 
to be little or no support. We ad­
mire Schram's persistence and 
believe he has effected positive 
changes. 

Schram's positions at times 
have been unorthodox, but he has 
learned to work with six other 
board members and stimulated 
thinking among them.

By Uie Ume Walled Lake officials are 
Uirough wiUi it, area drivers aren't go­
ing to recognize Walled Lake Drive. 

Not only is Uie city getUng ready to 
resurface Uie road from Pontiac Trail 
to Fourteen Mile, and not only will Uie 
entire street be closed to Uirough traffic 
during Uie expected six weeks of con­
struction - but large trucks may not be 
able to use Uie road after Walled Lake 
Drive reopens in August. 

The city council last week auUiorized 
City Manager J. Michael Doman to 
look into weight limitations on Walled 
Lake Drive to see if Uie guidelines could 
be lowered. Should the limit be drop­
ped, some delivery trucks may be forc­
ed to seek oUier routes around Walled 
Lake - including Decker, Haggerty or 
West roads. 

"The Uilng we're trying to do is 
preserve our road and prevent (trucks) 
from tearing it up," stated CouncU 
Member Edward Horsman. "Is it possi­
ble to restrict commercial traffic from 
driving ttiere except for delivery pur­
poses?" 

Noting Uiat even pickup trucks are 

considered commercial vehicles. Dor-
nan said Uie city would probably not 
want to go quite Uiat far but might be 
able to consider limiting traffic to a cer­
tain size of truck. That could remove 
Uie bulk of Uie heaviest traffic. 

Mayor Pro Tem Walter Lewandowski 
and Mayor Gaspare LaMarca asked 
Dornan whether the city would be able 
to install stop signs or stop lights, as 
some residents have requested, to 
restrict traffic. 

"Really, Uiis is a residenUal section 
we're talking about," Lewandowski 
said, commenting Uiat he felt commer­
cial traffic should be rerouted if possi­
ble. Lewandowski suggested Walled 
Lake work wiUi Novi and Uie Oakland 
County Road Commission to resolve 
turning problems at the Intersection of 
Fourteen Mile and Walled Lake Drive. 

Doman recommended the city first 
undertake a study of weight limitaUons, 
pave Uie road and then look at how fast 
speeds will be on Uie smooUier surface 
of Walled Lake Drive before Uie council 
considers requesting stop signs or stop 
lights to restrict traffic flow.

while the criminal court remained in 
the city-owned building. 

"We are really looking forward to be­
ing under one roof," she said. "We will 
find it much more efficient... it has not 
been easy to operate a court with the 
two separate locations." 

Perry noted that Judges Harold 
Bulgarelli, MarUn Boyle, and Michael 
Batchlk will finally have their own of­
fices after years of playing "musical 
chairs." 

Because there was not enough space 
in Uie old locations for each judge to 
have an office in each building, they 
were forced to share office space. "The 
judges never had their own offices," 
she said. "Every third week one judge 
would move ... Uiey were playing 
musical chairs. Every time they 
wanted someUiing, it was usually at the 
other location." 

The judges, Perry said, sacrificed 
personal offices because it was easier 
to move them around than to move 
clerks and records from building to 
building. 

Judge Bulgarelli says he is 
"ecstatic" about the move, noting it 
will relieve Uie overcrowded conditions 
that bothered him about operating from 

the oUier two locations. 
"We're all excited about it," he said. 

"(In the old buildings) we had no con­
ference room ,.. witnesses and 
everybody were just standing in the 
hallways ... we're going to have con­
ference rooms, everybody will have 
Uieir own chambers, their own offices.'' 

In addiUon, Bulgarelli said, the 
clerks will finally have enough space 
from which to operate. 

"It's going to be so much better for 
the clerks to have more room to work 
in," he said, noting that before, clerks 
were all "on top of each other," with 
some even working out of a trailer. 

The renovation of the Consumers Dis­
count building, which Perry says was' 
built in the 1940s, included a complete 
interior remodeling, said Malinowski. 

"We completely gutted the building," 
said Malinowski. "No interior parti­
tions were left standing... we had a new, 
facility designed to accommodate three 
judges and we built it inside the 
building." The work also included 
rerooflng, some exterior work, land­
scaping and resurfacing Uie parking 
lot. 

Bulgarelli says the court plans to hold 
an open house when remodeling and 
moving are complete.

Plans for Liberty Street involve an 

asphalt overlay, landsi:aping, 
pedestrian walkways and flared curbs. 
Also, county planners have drawn up a 
proposal to beautify Uie point next to 
Stonecrest, an Idea that has generally 
been well received by the city and the 
Commerce Township Area Historical 
Society, which owns Stonecrest. 

"I think wlUi the improvements this 

city's going to be making Uils summer, 
along Liberty Street and Walled Lake' 
Drive, you'll be seeing a lot of im-' 
provements," Schutt said. "I hopei 
everyUilng works - we've got a lot oft 
enthusiastic people." 

The next step, Schutt said, will be for 
county planners to formulate a study on 
how the Improvements can be im­
plemented, present Uie text to the city' 
council (possibly in July) and let the ci-' 
ty move ahead.

There was a feeling that something special was 
taking place when a small group of people gathered 
in Novi for groundbrealdng ceremonies for a new 
building last Thursday. 

I Something special was taking place. While ear-
' thmoving equipment droned away in the 

background, the officials, including representatives 
from the State Department of Commerce, broke 
ground for a new 82,000 square foot sales office for 
the Hewlett-Packard Company, a Palo Alto, 
California-based designer-manufacturer of preci­
sion electronic products. 

But something else, something more important 
even than groundbreaking ceremonies for a com­
pany the size of Hewlett-Packard, also was taking 

I place. 
Specifically, the groundbreaking ceremonies 

represented another step toward development of 
what may become one of the top high-tech centers in 
the State of Michigan, if not the entire Midwest. 

And in case the term "high tech" doesn't ring a 
bell, remember that it is one of the key ingredients 
in Governor William Milliken's program to 
revitalize and diversify the Michigan economy. 

The location of the activity is Orchard Hill Place 
— a 165-acre office and commercial development in 
Novi near the I-275/Eight Mile intersection. 

Developers of Orchard Hill Place include Emro 
I Land Company and Eight-Haggerty Properties, 

whose general partners include Edward Samson, 
Richard Nordstrom and Joseph Gerak. Samson and 
Nortstrom are the principals in the firm of 
Nordstrom-Samson Associates, architects, 
engineers and planners who have been responsible 
for major institutional, industrial, commercial and 
office buildings across the Midwest for the past 20 
years. 

Gerak was executive vice president of Campbell 
Development Comapny, which develops, builds, 

I finances and leases office and industrial parks and 
buildings throughout the United States. 

Emro Land Company is wholly-owned by 
Marathon Oil Company, which is a subsidiary of 
United States Steel Corporation. Emro has acquired 
and/or developed real estate in many sections of the 
United States, including a 3,000 acre portion of 
Hilton Head Island In South Carolina. 

Although Orchard Hill Place has been taking 
shape gradually over the last five years, its poten­
tial significance to Michigan is just beginning to be 
recognized.

B u t as the s u m ­
m e r wears o n , y o u r e lec t r ic b i l l could 
s ta r t to c l i m b as y o u look for w a y s to 
beat the heat . 

Keep ing y o u r s e l f cool c a n be cost ly . 
F o r e x a m p l e , an a i r cond i t ioner can 
add up to $50 to a m o n t h l y e lec t r i c b i l l . 
The a m o u n t y o u p a y f o r a i r cond i t ion ­
ing depends on how m u c h e l e c t r i c i t y 
the u n i t uses a n d how e f f i c i e n t l y i t 
cools. When y o u buy an a i r condi t ioner , 
don't s i m p l y buy the la rgest size f o r the 
lowest p r i c e . T h e coo l ing capac i ty of an 
a i r cond i t ioner is m e a s u r e d in B r i t i s h 
t h e r m a l u n i t s ( B t u ) . The m o r e B t u s , 
the h igher the coo l ing c a p a c i t y and , 
usual ly , the m o r e e l e c t r i c i t y y o u use. 
But tha t doesn' t m e a n m o r e B t u s cool 
the r o o m bet ter . 

A l 2 -by - l5 - foo t r o o m cou ld be cooled 
by a 7,500 B t u a i r condi t ioner . U s i n g 
8,500 Btus w o u l d cool the r o o m m o r e 
q u i c k l y b u t w o u l d not necessar i ly 
remove h u m i d i t y t h a t m a k e s the r o o m 
u n c o m f o r t a b l e . Thus , y o u w o u l d be 
p a y i n g m o r e i n o p e r a t i n g costs and get­
t i n g less. 

A f t e r y o u c o m p a r e p r i c e , c o m p a r e 
the E n e r g y E f f i c i e n c y R a t i n g ( E E R ) of 
the mode ls . T h e E E R is a n u m b e r 
usual ly be tween seven and 12 w i t h m o r e 
e f f ic ient un i ts g e t t i n g h i g h e r n u m b e r s . 
Check the E n e r g y Guide labe ls on a i r 
condi t ioners to d e t e r m i n e h o w the 
mode l c o m p a r e s w i t h less e f f i c i e n t a n d 
m o r e e f f i c ien t m o d e l s of the same 
capac i ty . 

Once y o u o w n an a i r condi t ioner , p ro ­
per use and m a i n t e n a n c e c a n cont inue 
to save m o n e y . F i l t e r s shou ld be c lean­
ed and degree c a l i b r a t i o n s checked 
every year . D i r t i n the f i l t e r s can 
reduce the a i r cond i t ioner ' s e f f i c iency 
by about 10 p e r c e n t to 25 percent . I n ad­
d i t i o n , degree c a l i b r a t i o n s c a n have er­
r o r s of t w o o r t h r e e degrees. A n in ­
crease in degrees means h i g h e r b i l l s . 

A l t h o u g h a i r cond i t ioners add to y o u r 

s u m m e r energy b i l l s , they a ren ' t the 
only c u l p r i t s . Y o u r k i t c h e n appl iances 
account f o r 20 to 40 percent of y o u r 
energy use, w i t h the r e f r i g e r a t o r and 
freezer alone us ing up to 60 percent of 
t h a t amount . The ba lance is used by 
cook ing devices, d ishwashers and hot 
w a t e r heaters . 

S u m m e r is an excuse to reduce use of 
some of those i t e m s , espec ia l ly those 
t h a t tend to increase heat i n y o u r home. 
F o r example , a d ishwasher costs on ly a 
few do l la rs a week to use. B u t b y t u r n ­
i n g i t off d u r i n g the d r y cyc le and let­
t i n g dishes d r y n a t u r a l l y , y o u cou ld be 
s a v i n g 50 p e r c e n t of t h a t cost. 

Since y o u m u s t use some energy to 
cool y o u r h o m e , y o u should inves t iga te 
e f fects of o f f -hour usage. W h i l e the 
charge per k i l o w a t t hour m a y o r m a y 
not be d i f f e ren t , o v e r a l l use w i l l even­
t u a l l y be r e f l e c t e d i n y o u r e lec t r i c b i l l . 
T h a t ' s because s imu l taneous d e m a n d 
f o r e l e c t r i c i t y resu l ts i n Increased 
equ ipment needed b y p o w e r p l a n t s and 
these costs a r e passed on to the con­
sumer . 

One s u m m e r e x a m p l e of la te -n ight 
energy use c a n be the f i l t e r i n y o u r 
s w i m m i n g poo l . W i r e d - i n e lec t r i c 
t i m e r s can t u r n appl iances on a n d off , 
s a v i n g you t i m e as weU as money . 
Some t i m e r s c a n handle t w o o r m o r e 
appl iances such as f i l t e r s , c leaners and 
heaters , at once. 

As people t r y to escape the heat , i n ­
creased use of energy is unavo idab le . 
W i t h e l e c t r i c i t y costs a l r e d y m o r e ex­
pensive d u r i n g the w a r m e r m o n t h s 
f r o m M a y o r J u n e to September or Oc­
tober , i t ' s good to r e m e m b e r t h a t con­
t r o l l i n g y o u r energy costs i s n ' t a m a t t e r 
of swea t ing t h r o u g h the s u m m e r - but 
keep ing a cool head about energy e f f i ­
c iency . 

However , f o r e i g n vacat ions m i g h t 
ho ld some a d d i t i o n a l costs. T h e r e are 
the i n i t i a l expenses of passpor ts and 
visas plus m e d i c a l care , l i k e vacc ina -

I n n ine out of 10 p o p u l a r t o u r i s t coun­
t r ies , the U.S. d o l l a r has ga ined va lue 
c o m p a r e d to loca l c u r r e n c y in the past 
year . Bookings to E u r o p e at some 
t r a v e l agencies h a v e doubled th is year , 
w h i l e some t r i p s to M e x i c o a re 30 per­
cent cheaper because of the devalua­
t ion of the peso. B u t how m u c h y o u 
spend — or save — depends on how, 
when and w h e r e y o u t r a v e l .

H i s w i f e w i l l then un­
doubted ly take a j u d g m e n t of d i v o r c e 
by de fau l t by v i r t u e of y o u r son's 
f a i l u r e to answer her p leadings.

The 
Chiefs are now taking aim at the state 
title. 

The Warriors advanced to the semi­
finals by romping to a 10-2 victory last 
Wednesday over Lakeland, thanks to an 
incredible hitting performance by 
bonafide all-state candidate Oakley 
Watkins. 

The junior centerfielder merely went 
5-for-5 with six RBIs and a stolen base. 
Watkins hit a solo homer in the first and 
then belted a grandslam in the second 
before rounding out his day with a dou­

ble and two singles. 
Watkins finished the season with a 

.417 batting average, 8 home runs and 
28 RBIs — all single-season records at 
Western. In addition, he set single-
season records this year for most runs 
(23), most hits (30) and most extra-base 
hits (13). 

Watkins was not the only Warrior 
star in the 10-2 romp over Lakeland, 
however.
