"It's my night to make a record and 
I'm going to make it." 

The comment by attorney Norman 
Hyman, representing Bob Evans 
Restaurant, came at least half-way 
through the hour proceedings, but it 
characterized the meeting where 
witnesses were brought forth to teslfy 

•preparation for on-going litigation 
testing the City of Novl's zoning or­
dinance. 

Council members, considering 10 
other Items remained on the agenda, 
ultimately asked for the hearing to be 
continued January 31 when they could 
fully debate the volume of information 
presented by Hyman and his witnesses 
Monday. Any action on the matter was 
postponed until then. 

Consideration of the final site plan for 
the proposed Bob Evans restaurant was 
before the council Monday as the latest 
step in legal proceedings which have 

gone on more than a year. 
Novl's council members rejected 

preliminary site plans early in 1982, 
prompting the restaurant corporation 
to file suit asking that the ordinance us­
ed as grounds for rejecting the plans be 
struck down. 

Since then It has been determined the 
council had no power to approve or re­
ject preliminary site plans and could 
only act on final site plans. 

Bob Evans went before the planning 
board seeking final site plan approval, 
but planners reached no decision and 
sent it to council without recommenda­
tion as to whether the plan should be ap­
proved or denied. 

When council members reviewed the 
final site plans last month questions 
regarding calculations used to deter­
mine the number of parking spaces for 
the shopping center were raised. Con­
sulting Planner Charles Cairns was 
asked to review those calculations to 
determine whether adequate parking 

could be provided if the restaurant is 
constructed. 

Parking standards In addition to the 
issue of whether the proposed building 
meets criteria requiring architectural 
harmony with other buildings In the 
regional center area were addressed 
Monday. 

Cairns initially determined the shop­
ping center could not provide enough 
parking spaces to meet the re­
quirements of the zoning ordinance if 
the restaurant were constructed. He 
calculated that the center at most' 
would be required to provide 1,201 park­
ing spaces and the least it would be re-, 
quired to provide Is 1,052 spaces. Dif­
ferences in the two figures are largely 
attributable to the manner in which 
usable floor space in the Service Mer-, 
chandlse store is calculated. 

Cairns reported that If the city re-, 
quires 1,201 parking spaces the center 
would be short 145 spaces, since only.

A large, quiet audience last week 
listened to Novl School Superintendent 
Robert Plwko officially report to the 
Board of Education that a Novi teacher 
has been suspended after being charg­
ed with attempting to burn school pro­
perty. 

The board did not act on the Informa­
tion that Russell G. Gardner, a business 
teacher and wrestling coach at Novi 
High School, has been suspended with 
pay from his teaching and extracur­
ricular responsibilities. 

Gardner, 39, has been charged with 
burning of real property and breaking 
and entering with Intent to commit ar­
son in connection with a December 23 
fire at the Novl Administration 
Building. A preliminary exam has been 
set for January 21. 

At the January 6 board meeting,

Drake roads. 
Service will be turned on next In Far­

mington, Bjorklund said, while the first 
subscribers in Novi will begin receiving 
service by mid-February. 

"We still have a little work to do 
before we get the signal to them," he 
exlained. "We've been doing some wir­
ing in the community but we have to 
build the line from Farmlnton Hills to 
Novi. We should be able to wrap that up 
In the next few weeks." 

Bjorklund said wiring in Novl began 
In mid-December In the vicinity of 
Nllan and Londonderry In Whispering 
Meadows subdivision. 

He reported that subscription sales 
would begin about a week before ser­

vice becomes available. 
"We haven't begun yet," he said. 

"We don't start taking orders In an area 
until about a week before we start hook­
ing up subscribers." 

Bjorklund said that residents In the 
areas where cable service will first 
become available will be notified by 
postcard or flyer when service will 
become available. Those notices will be 
followed by visits from company 
representatives, he said. 

Workmen are stringing cable on ex­
isting utility poles alongside Detroit 
Edison and Michigan Bell lines. In 
areas where uti l i ty lines are 
underground, cable is burled on utility 
company rights-of-way next to utility 

cables. 
The cable Is being strung by contrac­

tors working for Aeby Services of Knox-
vlUe, Tennessee, who are handling 
aerial construction work for MetroVi­
sion. Knight Construction of Troy is the 
contractor for installation of 
underground cable. 

Bjorklund reported that the company 
has moved into Its new area head­
quarters In Farmington Hills near 
Halstead Road and Twelve Mile right 
on schedule. 

"We moved Into our building a couple 
of weeks ago," he said. "It's one story, 
7,500 square feet." 

The building houses the company's 
offices and technical area, as well as a 
soon-to-be furnished television studio. 

Gardner under rules of the Michigan 
School Code. School Attorney Frederick 
Knauer supported Plwko's statement, 
indicating the school code allowed a 
superintendent to suspend a teacher in 
certain Instances as long as the 
superintendent notified the board of 
that action.

He said the district's teachers were 
"distressed and saddened" by the 
events leading to Gardner's arrest but 
"we realize the seriousness of the situa­
tion. Such actions cannot be condoned." 

Schmucker pointed to Gardner's 11 
years of "faithful service to our com­
munity and school district," calling 
him a "caring teacher who has devoted 
his time and energy coaching, counsel­
ing and encouraging students to 
achieve their optimal levels.'' 

Drinker, a wrestler, also spoke in sup­
port of Gardner. 

Gretchen Pugsley supported the ad­
ministration for taking the "proper ac­
tion," later saying she was "incensed at 
the attitude that this is an unfortunate 
situation. This is not an unfortunate 
situation — it is a crime." 

Pugsley said she felt the situation 
"really involves me, I feel, because I'm 
a taxpayer and I support all of these in-

stitutlons. 
"I'm really Incensed by this type o( 

situation, because I feel as a taxpayer, I 
can't afford it. I can't afford an 
employee of mine (allegedly) breaking 
and entering a building I own and 
(allegedly) starting a fire. That puts in 
a call to an alarm company I pay for; 
that calls a police department, which I 
pay for; and a fire department, which I 
pay for; and then is sent into a court 
system I also pay for." 

A student asked whether the board 
could consider other action beside 
suspending Gardner from both his 
teaching and extracurricular activities. 

Knauer replied that there are "many 
possibilities from this point on," adding 
that Gardner's suspension was not a 
dismissal.

Apartment tenants and condominium 
owners have a legal right to receive 
cable television in their living rooms, 
according to an amendment to a tri-city 
cable-franchise ordinance governing 
Novi, Farminglon and Farmington 
Hills. 

The amendment prevents owners of 
apartment or condominium complexes 
from building what is known as a Small 
Master Antenna Television (SMATV) 
system unless cable also is available to 
tenants. 

Specifically, the ordinance allows 
apartment or condominium complex 
owners to charge MetroVision Cable 
Television Comoany a "fair market 
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value" fee for space needed to lay cable 
in apartment buildings. 

MetroVision may in turn charge 
apartment or condo tenants an addi­
tional fee to offset the charge it pays the 
landlord. But the additional charge 
won't be shared by the entire communi­
ty or be included in the computation of 
franchise fees that MetroVision must 
pay to the city annually. 

Under the franchise agreement bet­
ween MetroVision and the three com­
munities, three percent of the com­
pany's total revenues will be paid to the 
cities. The amount received by each 
community will depend on how many 
residents subscribe. Further, the fran­
chise agreement requires MetroVision 
to donate another two percent of Its 
revenues to fund public-access televi­
sion equipment and production. 

MetroVision representative Thomas 
Bjorklund said his company requested 
the ordinance change to avoid problems 
over cable access to apartments and 
condos that have cropped up in surroun­
ding cities. 

"It's been a big problem in 
Southfield," Bjorklund said. "We've 
seen some evidence of possible future 
problems in Novi and, obviously, that's 
part of our franchise so we're concern­
ed. 

"It's a move to head off a problem 
before it becon.es one," said Bjorklund 
of the amendment. 

Novi City Manager Edward Kriewall 
said the only SMATV operator in the 
three cities is one In Novl's Chateau 
Estates Mobile Home Park on Thirteen 
Mile. 

Cable company representatives ex­
pressed concern over the possibility 
that the Beznos Management Com­
pany, which operates several Farm­
ington Hills complexes, might attempt 
to build an SMATV system that exclud­
ed cable for tenants. 

Bjorklund said in setting rates for 
cable television his company "depend­
ed upon the right of access being there 
for all residents." If large chunks of 
apartment and condominium areas are 
excluded, Bjorklund said, it would 

mean MetroVision couldn't reach its 
expected goal of getting 60 percent of 
all residents receiving at least the basic 
cable service. 

"Customers on-line would have to 
pay substantially more," Bjorklund 
said in the event that SMATV operators 
are able to overturn the ordinance and 
legally prohibit cable from entering 
their complexes. 

Jerry Beznos of the Beznos Manage­
ment Company referred all inquiries to 
Harold Stoblnsky, the company's pro­
perty manager. Stoblnsky said the Bez­
nos Company is considering several op­
tions in providing entertainment pro­
gramming to persons who rent apart­
ments or reside In condos managed by 
the firm. 

He said he v.'as unfamiliar with the 
new amendment and wished to study it 
before commenting on whether the firm 
would try to prevent units from being 
wired for cable. 

"We'd like to offer our tenants the 
best value in entertainment," said 
Stoblnsky. 

"Before we make a decision we'll 
evaluate the city's own system and the 
means of doing it on our own. It 
behooves ourselves to educate 
ourselves to make right decisions." ^ 

If the apartment complex ran anW 
SMATV system, he said, it's doubtful 
that cable would come into the complex 
because few tenants would subscribe. 
Bjorklund called the claim ludicrous, 
noting that cable would offer 47 chan­
nels at a price competitive with the 
smaller services offered by an SMATV 
operator. 

In Southfield, the developers of 836 
apartment units have banded together 
to do business as Home Showtime Cable 
under an SMATV set-up. 

The City of Southfield amended its 
cable ordinance similar to the way 
Novi, Farmington and Farmington 
Hills have done after attorneys for Con­
tinental Cablevision complained they 
were being denied access to many 
apartment units. Almost half of all liv­
ing units in Southfield are either apart­
ments or condominiums.

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The search for the body of a Farmington Hills 
man believed drowned In a boating mishap on Wall­
ed Lake New Year's Day has not yet been resumed, 
and local residents are starting to get angry. 

Missing is John 0. Henslee, 24, of Farmington 
Hills who apparently drowned after the boat he and 
John G. Foley were riding in capsized. The two men 
held on to the capsized boat and tried to paddle to 
shore, but Henslee reportedly lost his grip and went 
under the water. 

The search for the missing man was suspended 
when freezing weather conditions made it unsafe 
for divers to continue the search. 

Novi police report diving has not been resumed as 

weather conditions have been unfavorable for 
recovering the body. 

Walled Lake resident Judith Hamilton is not 
satisfied with that answer and says she is doing 
what she can to pressure local police agencies into 
resuming their search. 

"Why isn't something being done to recover the 
body?" she asked. "It seems we're either very 
apathetic or very Inhumane. How would you feel if it 
was your son or brother out there? I'm angry about 
it." 

Hamilton berated local police agencies for "pass­
ing the buck" regarding the matter, saying that 
neithtsr Novi nor Walled Lake was accepting respon-
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slbllity for the search. "Someone has to have equip­
ment that can be used," she contended. 

"This seems cold blooded to me...I think It stinks. 
We're supposed to be neighbors and if we can't work 
together on something like this I hate to think what 
would happen if something really big arose." 

Hamilton added that police officials encouraged 
her to contact local newspapers to apply pressure 
which could result in recovery of the body. 

"It shouldn't matter whose jurisdiction It's In; 
this is still somebody's brother or son. It has to be 
pure hell for that family,'' Hamilton said. 

A spokesman for the Oakland County Sheriff's 
Marine Division explained weather conditions have 
made diving unsafe. "Our main concern is for the 
safety of everyone involved," said Deputy Frank 
Schlpni. 

He said there are two problems in recovering the 
body: uncertainty as to where the man isbelieved to 
have gone overboard and ice on the lake. 

Schlpni said the Ice can be cracked by the 
fiberglass boat used by the department, but is not 
thick enough to walk on. If the ice were thicker, 
divers could cut a hole and dive into the lake. 

Schipnl, a diver who has been to Walled Lake at­
tempting to recover the body, said that even though 
the ice is very thin it Is difficult for a diver to push 
through it since he is weightless once under water. 
He added visibility, the possibility of holes freezing 
closed and the fact it is very easy to get trapped 
under a moving floe of ice are other problems. 

"There's too much ice to get a boat in the water, 
but we can't walk out there. We're in no man's 
land," confirmed Novl Detective Charles Brown. 

Hamilton expressed concern that soon the lake 
will be frozen. Ice shanties will go up and ice 
fishermen will "be poking holes" in the ice, which 
she fears could draw the body to the surface. 

"I don't want my kids out there for that reason. I 
don't want that etched on them for the rest of their 
lives," she said.

A standing-room-only crowd turned 
out last Wednesday In Milford to hear 
the Wixom-Spencer Airport Board 
describe plans for expansion. At the 
same meeting, the Milford Township 
Board voted to send a letter to everyone 
Involved in the study, denying previous 
support for the project. 

Members of the Wixom-Spencer Air­
port Board were Invited by Milford of­
ficials to present their expansion plans 
after area residents raised concerns 
about the development. The airport is 
located on the south border of Milford 
Township. 

Expansion would allow small jet and 
cargo planes to use the Wixom field. 
The surrounding area would be 
developed as a high technology, 
research and manufacturing center. 

Development costs are pegged at $5 
to $6 million, and are expected to in­
crease. Federal, state and local taxes 
would be used to fund the expansion. 

Wayne Glessner, chairperson of the 
airport board, said the expanded air­
port was needed to bring new business 
to Wixom and diversify the tax base 
within the community. 

Glessner noted that the airport ex­
pansion is critical to Wixom If the city 

0 wants to compete with other com­

munities and to keep businesses 
already in the area. 

According to Glessner, the plans are 
not final. Preliminary plans call for a 
5,000 feet east-west runway with an in­
tersecting 3,200 feet north-south run­
way. 

Nearby New Hudson Airport would 
also need to consolidate with the Wixom 
field to avoid air space conflicts. 

Milford residents questioned board 
members about the impact of an 
enlarged airport on neighboring areas. 
Both Milford Township officials and 
residents predicted problems with ex­
cessive noise, air pollution, and in­
creased traffic. 

They also asked about possible an­
nexation of Milford Township property 
and a deteriorating tax base that might 
result if the airport expanded. Milford 
has several new i n d u s t r i a l 
developments located along its 
southern boundary, across Pontiac 
Trail from Spencer. 

Childs Lake Estates mobile home 
park is within one-half mile of the air­
port and Kensington Metropolitan Park 
lies directly in the flight path of the pro­
posed facility. 

Tom Llewellyn, a Milford Township 
resident, has led opposition to the pro­
posed facility. ^ 

"Childs Lake Estates have a lot of 
retired people who have put all their 
money in one piece of property and they 

are going to be trapped. There are also 
drug-smuggling questions involved. In 
a newspaper article. Spencer was in­
cluded as an airport that was set up as a 
remarkable transfer for a plane. I don't 
want that kind of stuff in my communi­
ty, "Llewellyn said. 
. Kenneth Vesey, a Milford Township 
trustee, was critical of Glessner's 
remarks that costs. Income and possi­
ble revenues of the expansion plan were 
not yet known. "You don't know how 
much It's going to cost, how much 
revenue you'll get or where the money 
is coming from?" 

"We have to propose a few things in 
order to come up with revenue 
generated," Glessner responded. "It's 
a difficult problem to correlate an idea 
of money generated." • 

Airport board members explained 
noise predictions were based on ex­
pected air traffic over the next 20 years. 
Board members, while conceding that 
noise from the airport would be 
notlcable, said that the projected levels 
of noise were within government 
guidelines for corporate jet and cargo 
planes. 

Milford Township Supervisor Robert 
Foley questioned the possible future an­
nexation of part of Milford Township by 
Wixom if further airport expansion was 
needed. 

Foley cited Wixom's refusal to sign 
an annexation agreement with Milford 

Township, Commerce and South Lyon 
as a basis for future concern. 

"If you don't have plans for annexa­
tion then you shouldn't have a problem 
signing an agreement. It's too late to 
get an agreement if you annex Lyon 
Township." 

According to Glessner, the annexa­
tion agreement opened the door to 
future problems for Wlxom. "The 
agreement was premature. It was not 
enforceable and presented ethical pro­
blems. Stability in boundaries may not 
give economic stability." 

The only official action taken by the 
Milford Township Board was a motion 
to draft a letter to send to various of­
ficials and agencies involved in the pro­
ject to clarify the township's postlon on 
the proposed facility. 

A letter sent to former Governor 
MlUlken from Wixom Mayor Lillian 
Spencer indicated that neighboring 
communities supported the expansion. 
Milliken's letter also referred to this 
support. 

L ewellyn asked township officials to 
set the record straight, since the board 
had never taken a position either for or 
against an expanded Wixom field. 

Foley recommended that further 
discussion of the expansion be postpon­
ed until after a review of an upcoming 
environmental impact statement.

Anyone who lives in or works in the city is eligible 
for a library card. 

Beginning March 1, no patron will be able to 
check out books without a card, Rickabaugh said. 
Patrons with library cards from libraries on Walled 
Lake's computer system can use their own cards to 
check out books. Those communities include 
Milford, West Bloomfield, Farmington and 
Rochester. 

"Anybody who is using the library regularly 
should get a card," Rickabaugh says, explaining 
cards will be issued to "anyone old enough to write 
their name." She said parents must sign applica­
tions for children under 18, although youngsters 
may receive their personal cards if desired.

Yielding to the angry residents oppos­

ing liis proposed development, Roy 
Mercer has dropped plans to construct 
a nine-building condominium complex 
in Walled Lake. 

The developer decided after last 
Tuesday's city council meeting — 
where he was met by dozens of citizens 
set against his proposal — not to pursue 
the development of "Mercerwood," 
slated to be built on a i;i-acre parcel 
next to Place on the Park Con­
dominiums, Roycroft Apartments and 
tlie Hill and Decker Heights and Moor-
craft subdivisions. 
•Mercer said he was dropping the pro­

posal because he saw no point in 
"pushing water uphill." 

"Fm 61." he said afterwards. "I don't 
need any more heartache." 

Last week, Mercer informed Kathy 
F-rey, secretary to the Walled Lake 
Plan Commission, and Plan Consultant 
Tod Kilroy that he had decided to aban­

don his efforts lo develop the parcel as 
Mercerwood. 

He said he lost $16,000 in unsuc­
cessfully attempting to gain approval 
for his plans. 

Mercer does not own the property 
where Mercerwood was proposed, but 
has an option lo buy the land. He said 
since his plans for development failed, 
he probably would not go through with 
buying the property. 

However, Mercer indicated he was 
still interested in building Mercerwood 
in another city, perhaps even Novi, as a 
Walled Lake resident suggested. 

Mercerwood, as proposed, would 
have been a complex of nine five-story 
buildings, complete with underground 
parking and a clubhouse area on the top 
floor of each building. 
'Mercer was planning to use a techni­

que called "lift slab".to erect the 
buildings, which would have been 43V2 
feel high — a violation of the city or­
dinance requiring buildings no higher 
than 30 feet on parcels zoned RM-1 
(residential multiple). Lift slab, a 
technique used extensively in Europe 
and on a limited basis in the United 
States, involves pouring several slabs 

of concrete in a stack on the ground and 
then hydrauUcally lifting them in place. 
The slabs, which become floors and 
ceilings, are supported by masonry 
wails and girders. 

Using lift slab would have allowed 
Mercer to have the buildings built 
without destroying the trees in the area. 
Conventional building techniques would 
have required most of the trees within 
several hundred feet to be removed, 
Mercer said, while lift slab would have 
allowed trees 15 feet away from the 
buildings to be saved. 

Mercer contended his development. 

which was in violation of several city 
ordinances, would be a quality develop­
ment for Walled Lake, would generate 
100 jobs in building trades, would bring 
tax revenue to the city and would be af­
fordable by 70 percent of Walled Lake 
population. 

He also maintained his concept was 
preferable to a plan approved last year 
by the plan commission for completing 
Place on the Park. But Plan Com 
misson Secretary Kathy Frey said no 
plan was submitted to the commission 
for site plan approval concerning con

The Walled Lake City Council is not 
happy with Oakland County's solid 
waste plan because it would involve 
rale hikes for city residents' garbage 
disposal, among other objections. The 
council has been asked by the county to 
approve the plan, but has not yet done 
so and possibly may not. 

In fact, last week the city joined 
forces with Wixom, Novi and several 
other cities — all of whom banded 
together and sent a position paper to the 
county explaining their concerns with 
the solid waste plan. The communities 
asked the county lo respond to several 
issues — including the possibility of 
phasing-in the program — before they 
decide to approve the plan. 

The county proposal involves con­
struction of at least three incinerators, 
one of which would be located in Wix­
om, to burn a portion of the 4,000 tons of 
solid waste generated within the county 
each day. The plants could be financed 
by private companies, which would 
determine the rates they would charge 
to communities for garbage disposal 
partly on the basis of how much costs 
were offset by the sale of steam and 
electricity generated by the plants and 
the sale of recovered by-products like 
iron. 

Under the guidelines, all com­
munities within Oakland County would 
be required to dump their refuse at one 
of the in-county sites. That provision is 
among those Walled Lake objects to. 
The city contends its contractors should 
be able to dump refuse wherever they 
can find the cheapest place, while the 
county maintains It needs complete 
participation from 100 percent of 
Oakland's communities in order to 
make its plan cost-effective. 

Oakland County, like all other coun­
ties in Michigan, must submit to the 
state a solid waste disposal plan that 
has been approved by two-thirds of the 
legislative bodies in the county. That " 
means 41 of Oakland County's 61 com­
munities must approve the plan for It to 
take effect. To date, 22 communities 
have accepted the plan. 

If the plan is accepted, all com­
munities in Oakland County will be 
bound to adhere lo Its guidelines — in­
cluding those municipalities voting 
against the proposal. If the plan fails to 
gain approval, the Department of 
Natural Resources could step in and 
order a different plan, or perhaps even 
the same plan. 

Although it has not yet voted on the 
plan, the Walled Lake City Council voic­
ed its concern over mandatory par­
ticipation to George Schutte, director of 
the county solid waste division, at a 
study session last week. Schutte and his 
assistant, Jerry Marley, presented the 
county plan to the council prior to the 
January 5 council meeting. 

Walled Lake's objections are related 
primarily to concerns that garbage 
disposal costs would skyrocket if the ci­
ty were forced to participate in the 
plan.

restaurant," he said. "You don't have 
the right to reject plans based on 
aesthetics and our pre-approvals are 
good for one year. If we present a final 
plan in conformity with the pre-plan 
we're entitled to approval. Our final 
plan conforms with the preliminary 
plan. You changed the rules In the mid­
dle of the game. The law states you 
can't do that." 

Hyman further stated the ordinance 
gives no standards by which it can be 

determined whether an architectural 
design is complimentary or whether it 
"is so out of character as to create an 
adverse effect." 

He noted Indlclslon on the part of the 
planning board and the planning con­
sultant as "proof" the ordinance has no 
standards which can be applied. 

He also introduced witnesses who 
said the design of Bob Evans was har­
monious with the area and would not 
decrease property values. 

Colburn Morgan, the architect who 
developed the original design for Bob 
Evans, said the building was designed 
to be compatible with the "down-home-
type cooking" featured in the 
restaraunt. Toward that end an early 
American style building, reminiscent of 
architecture in the east during the iBOOs 
was designed. 

He said many smaller towns are 
restoring their downtowns to bring 
back the "old look" that Bob Evans 
has. Some entire shopping centers are 
now being designed with a similar 
theme, he said. 

Morgan added that in the develop­
ment of 85 Bob Evans restaurants 
across the country no community has 
ever refused approvals for the building. 

The architect also said the broad 
white expanse of the Kroger wall would 
serve as "an ideal setting" for the red 
and yellow restaurant. 

Council Member Patricia Karevich 
questioned the architect regarding the 
"unity" of the proposed building with

the existing shopping center. 
Morgan said the building was design­

ed to stand on its own. "How could we 
develop a design to go with every (shop­
ping) center)?" he asked. 

He objected to Karevich's questions, 
saying he did not "Intend to be 
challenged on architectural theory." 
Karevich countered she was discussing 
practical application in the process of 
site plan review rather than theories. 

Mayor Robert Schmid questioned the 
materials used in construction of the 
building, but Morgan explained the 
composite board used is one of "the 
finest materials we know of that are 
less expensive than brick." 

Another witness George Cueter of 
Value Investment Company, told the 
council surrounding land values in­
crease when national companies such 
as Bob Evans develop property because 
other businesses want to locate near 
them. 

After citing approximately 10 Bob 
Evans locations he has been involved 
with, Cueter said: "In no case has the 
real estate been adversly impacted or 

the value of land decreased. In some 
cases it has almost doubled. (Bob 
Evans) has been an important part of a 
community and communities want this 
type of business. It keeps people In a 
community. A community needs all the 
amenities to make it viable. It fills the 
demand of the residents and keeps 
them in the community as opposed to 
going outside." 

Hyman also asked Bob Evans 
employee Stephen Warehlme whether 
there have been objections to Bob 
Evan's architecture in other com­
munities or whether the value of real 
estate has dropped. 

"Not In seven states," Warehlme. 
responded. 

Additionally, Michael Ward of 
Ramco-Gershenson, developers of the 
shopping center, told the council: 
"West Oaks is one of the best looking 
centers in metropolitan Detroit. The 
last thing we would want to do is 
destroy that." 

Council members subsequently 
decided to continue the hearing on the 
matter on January 31.

Currently, Walled Lake contracts 
with Hennlng Brothers for garbage 
disposal. Henning Brothers uses the 
HoUoway landfill in Salem Township to 
dump the city's garbage; Holloway's 
disposal fee is $3 per ton of garbage. 

Under the county's plan, garbage 
disposal costs probably would be nearly 
$12 per ton - four times the amount the 
city's contractors currently pay. 

Mayor Gaspare LaMarca repeatedly 

stated he thought the county has 
developed an "excellent plan" but he 
could not approve a document that 
would guarantee Increased taxes for ci­
ty residents. 

"If we go into this system, our costs 
will go up for good," LaMarca said. 
"We realize what you're doing and 
would like to cooperate. But in these 
economic times, we have to watch 
every dollar. 

Schutte admitted the county's plan 
would be more expensive, but sug­
gested it would be cheaper in the long 
run. 

"Yes, it will cost more al the beginn­
ing," he said, "but we really feel it will 
be cheaper in the long run. It's no secret 
that landfill is much cheaper, much 
cheaper today than it is to build

tlnuation ot the condo development last 
year. She said the last time a plan for 
that area was approved was about 10 
years ago, when Place on the Park was 
proposed. 

Born in Walled Lake, Mercer said he 
had taken great care to insure the 
development would be aesthetically 
pleasing to nearby residents, citing his 
planned 125-foot setbacks from the pro­
perty lot lines. 

But residents were staunchly opposed 
to the plan, basing their complaints 
primarily on building height and densi­
ty. More than 50 people showed up at 
last week's city council meeting to pro­
test the development - even though the 

item was not on the agenda. Mercer 
also attended. 

The council refused to address the 
issue, ordering it sent back to the plan 
commission for proper processing. 

Walled Lake Mayor Gaspare LaMar­
ca told residents the city council would 
not "solve developers' problems" in its 
meetings and urged them to take their 
concerns to the plan commission. 

"This plan violates many of our or­
dinances and therefore must go back 
through the proper channels," LaMar­
ca said. "We don't solve developers' 
problems. That's for the developers and 
the plan commission to solve. 

"This Isn't on the agenda tonight and 
it may not be on for three months — or 
forever." 

LaMarca then urged residents to app­
ly their concern to other city business, 
asking them to apply for vacant posts to 
the city's boards and commissions. 

Mercer, who was present at the 
meeting, stated he was "going to pur­
sue" Mercerwood - although he later 
changed his mind. 

"It isn't a case of whether multiple 
property is going to be developed 
there," Mercer said. "It's a question of 
how and what's best for the city." The 
parcel is zoned residential multiple 
(RM-l). 

The city plan commission was not 
eager to back Mercer's plan because it 
was in violation of a number of city or­
dinances, Including building height and 
parking, and probably density. 

Planners asked the city council to 
review the proposal and submit recom­
mendations to the commission on how 
to proceed with the plan, which would 
have required variances from the zon­
ing board of appeals in order to be ap­
proved. Mercer presented his plans to 
the commission in December at a study 
session, but had not requested site plan 
approval prior to his decision to drop 
the development. 

A West Bloomfleld-based builder, 
Mercer said he probably would not 
return to the city to have his "nose 
b l o o d i e d " over any fu ture 
developments. He previously met op­
position on,plans to develop the Foster 
Farm property, as well as Mercerwood.

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Total interest on the loan has been peg­
ged at roughly $613,000. 

The advantage to collecting school 
taxes In the summer is that it 
eliminates or reduces the need to bor­
row, thus eliminating the Interest ex­
pense of the school loan. 

Eight different taxing units (cities 
and townships) collect school taxes for 
Walled Lake. Two - Farmington Hills 
and Novl — collect a portion of school 
,taxes in the summer, but the other six 
units, including Walled Lake and Com­
merce Township, iiave rejected re­

quests by the district to collect summer 
taxes. 

In fact, Commerce Township voters 
twice have rejected the concept of sum­
mer tax collections on ballot advisory 
questions, most recently In the 
November general election. 

Superintendent Don Sheldon told the 
board Monday It has three options 
under the new law: collect 100 percent 
of the school tax in the summer, 50 per­
cent in the summer and 50 percent in 
the winter or 100 percent In the winter. 

While he acknowledged that a sum­
mer tax collection is likely to be un­
popular with the general public, 

Sheldon said it would be financially ad­
vantageous to the school district. 

He estimated that the district could 
save approximately $600,000 per year 
by collecting taxes in the summer. 

Opposition to a summer tax collection 
was expressed by Trustee Janet 
Callahan. "A summer collection would 
be a good thing for the future, but with 
the economy the way it Is and the vote 
In Commerce Township, I think people 
would resent it highly at this time," she 
said. 

Other board members supported 
summer tax collections, however. 
Trustee Merlin Reeds said he thought 

the district should move to collect half 
the taxes In the summer at the present 
time. "If we went to 100 percent collec­
tion In the summer at the present time, 
it would be onerous to people who don't 
pay their taxes through an escrow ac­
count (with mortgage payments) to the 
bank," he said. 

"However, most people pay their 
taxes through the bank, which collects 
Interest on their money," he continued. 
"A summer collection will hurt the 
banks more than it will hurt the vast 
majority of the taxpayers, If I can be 
accused of anything, it's that I'm anti-
bank."

Bazil Stoddard and Jack Hoffman are 

ready. Dave Rigoulout and Gary Bates 
are ready, too. 

And as soon as Old Man Winter's 
ready, the Walled Lake Department of 
Public Works' road crew will man the 
plows and salt spreaders to keep the 
streets of Walled Lake free from snow 
and ice. 

Right now, there is close to 100 tons of 
salt stored away in the DPW's storage 
shed — waiting to be scattered on the ci­
ty's main roads and subdivision streets. 
That amount is enough to take care of 
three "normal" storms, which require 
30-35 tons of salt lo make Walled Lake's 
roads safe, says DPW Director John 
Naii. 

And the city's machines are in work­
ing order, having been called out fewer 
than a half-dozen times this winter — 
Including the slick night last week that 

saw freezing rain glaze area roads. 
But the lack of ice and snow so far 

this winter hasn't hurt the feelings of 
Nail or Assistant Director Ralph Smith. 
As Nail puts it, "We've got lots of work 
to do, but it is pretty quiet. 

"In the winter we maintain just about 
everything we do in the summer, ex­
cept for mowing the grass," says 
Smith, noting the DPW crew generally 
is called out to coalpatch road potholes 
and replace signs mangled by skidding 
motorists. 

The men agree, however, that while 
they're keeping their eyes on weather 
reports and signs of snowflakes, they 
hope this year's winter won't be as bad 
as the series of blizzards that battered 
the city last year and made the winter 
of 1982 one of the worst in memory. 

"I've been on the road 15 years and 
last winter was the worst I've seen," 
Nail says. Last year's continuous battle 
with the elements put the DPW's

budget "way over," with about 400 tons 
of salt dumped and overtime hours that 
gobbled up the work week. Generally, 
the city uses 240-280 tons of salt per 
winter. 

The winter of 1983 may prove to be 
easier than others, aside from the iate-
comlng snow, thanks to the new paving 
work done on Walled Lake Drive, tradi­
tionally one of the toughest to plow. 

East Walled Lake Drive has always 
been a problem for the DPW, Smith 
says, explaining some of the problems 

are related to strong winds that con­
tinually push drifts back onto the street 
after It's been plowed. Add to that the 
enormous amount of traffic the city 
crews have to work around and — up 
until this winter — the pocked condition 
of the road surface — and It's 
understandable why Walled Lake Drive 
Is something of a challenge. 

The DPW Is expecting a little relief 
this year since East Walled Lake Drive 
was repaved and if, as the city council 
would like to see. West Walled Lake 

Drive Is paved over the next year, th? 
DPW's job may get easier. 

But because East Walled Lake Drive 
s one of the city's major roads, it gets' 
ots of attention - along with Decker;̂  

Ladd, West Walled Lake Drive, Weŝ  
West Maple and the entire downtowrt 
area. (Oakland County is responsible" 
for plowing Fourteen Mile, East WesC 
Maple, South Commerce and Pontlacj 
Trail.) .4 

During a storm, the DPW road crew's; 
first priority Is to plow and salt the 
main roads, and then turn to theC-
smaller neighborhood streets. When th^ 
streets are in good shape, the crew is 
sent out to uncover the city's blkepaths 
and sidewalks. 

The biggest headache plow operjjtors 
have to face is something residents can 
correct, says Smith.

Hook said that Walled Lake residents will be 

notified of the distribution program through notices 
accompanying their water bills. He said the "Initial 
efforts" of the program will concentrate on food, 
but other aid such as assistance for housing and 

^ energy bills may be available in the future, 
w Hook said the program is more than just a tem­

porary relief measure. "This is going to be 
something done on a regular basis for people who 
are down and out," Hook said. "The requests will be 
channeled through Oakland County." 

The Oakland County Emergency Operating 
Center has asked municipalities to channel aid re­
quests through their office so they can get an idea of 
where the needy are. Hook also explained that re­
questing help through the county will provide Wall­
ed Lake residents who need assistance a better 
measure of privacy. 

A "The whole thing is strictly confidential," he ex-
plained. "We're giving the Walled Lake police 
number because if people need something 'right 
now' there's somebody always there, at night and 
on weekends. But there are people... who wouldn't 
call because they wouldn't want us to know... they 
may feel better about using the county number." 

Hook said the new program Is seeking donations 
of food and money with which to operate.

It 's been two years now since 
,Novl's Planning Board adopted a 
revised Master Plan which propos-
,ed construction of a ring road 
•around the Town Center Area at 
the Grand River/Novi Road in-

- tersection. 
And it's been longer than that 

''since the ring road/town center 
proposal was first set forth by City 

: P lann ing Consultant Charles 
Cairns, In the interim, significant 
amounts of time and money have 
been expended in studying the con­
cept with relatively l itt le substan­
tive progress. 

With the continued decline in 
interest rates and renewed hopes 
for economic recovery, city of­
ficials should make dispensation of 
the ring road/town center proposal 
a top priori ty for 1983. 

Perhaps at the top of the agen­
da should be a decision on whether 
or not to proceed with the project. 

'Despite the time and money in-
'"wsted so far, neither the city coun-
'cil nor the planning board has 
reached a f i rm decision on whether 
or not it should be implemented. 

The delay in granting official 
approval is not necessarily bad. If 
the Town Center Area is to become 
a reality, it wi l l happen only if it is 
a viable concept that is found to be 
workable by the private sector. The 
city can provide guidance and in­
centives, but it cannot develop the 
area — that's a task which can only 
be p e r f o r m e d b y p r i v a t e 
developers. 

The possibility of retaining the 
services of a marketing consultant 
to determine the viability of a Town 
Center development has been sug-

, gested in the past. The suggestion 
: merits further consideration as a 
tool for providing input on whether 
the project should proceed or be 

':abandoned as not feasible. 
> If the council decides to pro-
Txeed with the Town Center Area, it 
•-should go back and review a deci-
Jsion reached in a joint study ses-
«Sion with the planning board last 
l^ear. 

In proposing the planning con-
ji:ept, Cairns advised that the 
jiieaviest traffic volumes should be 

^ J^routed to the ring road so the Town 
' Center Area itself can have a 

strongly pedestrian orientation. 
The area within the ring road, he 
said, should be free of traffic as 
much as possible so people can 
move about easily between the four 
quadrants of the Grand River/Novi 
Road intersection. 

The council discarded that ad­
vice last fal l , however, telling 
Cairns it wanted Grand River and 
Novi Road to remain as major 
thoroughfares with heavy traffic 
volume. 

Cairns said recently that he 
still believes his original advice 
was best and that through-traffic 
wil l naturally orient itself around 
the ring road rather than through 
the Town Center Area. 

The situation is somewhat 
analagous to what is currently hap­
pening in Troy which is planning to 
construct a coverleaf exchange at 
1-75 and Big Beaver as well aŝ  
widen Coolidge and Crooks roads 
both north and south of Big Beaver 
— the site of Somerset Mall . 

Troy's plans to widen its major 
roads have been criticized strongly 
by Minoru Yamasaki, a nationally-
known architect with offices in 
Troy who believes the city would be 
much farther ahead by developing 
a ring road to get heavy traffic 
volume out of the commercial 
areas. 

Yamasaki notes that cities 
s h o u l d be f o r p e o p l e , not 
automobiles, and that anything 
which increases traffic volume is 
potentially detrimental to an area 
which hopes to attract pedestrian 
traffic. 

Novi's planners already have 
discussed the negative effect that 
planning for automobiles instead of 
people has had on downtown 
Detroit. The problem has been 
recognized by Detroit planners who 
have attempted to alter the situa­
t i o n s o m e w h a t by b a r r i n g 
vehicular traffic from a portion of 
Woodward Avenue in the downtown 
area. 

If Novi officials decide to pro­
ceed with r ing road and Town 
Center planning, they would be 
well-advised to reconsider the 
future of Grand River and Novi 
Road in light of Yamasaki's con­
cerns and Detroit's experience. 

G o o d u s e o f f u n d s 

I The Walled Lake City Council

; In deciding how to spend its 

1983-84 allocation of community 
• development block grant funds, the 

counci finds itself in the position of 
being able to further a number of 
projects begun during 1982. Un­
fortunately, with so many projects 

, g o i n g on, i t may be tough to select 
r- how much to allocate to which pro-
; ject. 
I So far, the city appears to be 
; making the right choice by plann­

ing, at this point, to devote a 
substantial portion of its CDBG 
monies to hir ing a coordinating ar­
chitect to transform the plans for 
downtown business renovations 
from a conceptual stage to reality. 

City Manager J. Michael Dor­
nan suggested the council consider 
using a portion of the funds for 
design services that would help 
businessmen implement the im­
provements proposed by the 
Oakland County Plan Division — 
r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s tha t were 
adopted by the council last year. 

That seems like a good use of 
community development money. 
A l l too often, plans fall by the 

•wayside when they can't be readily 
incorporated into action. Many 
studies have been done that simply 
sat on shelves and collected dust — 
because they could not be im­
plemented. 

If the city decides to devote a 
portion of its grant money to mak­

ing more downtown renovations a 
reality, that meshes well with 
Mayor Gaspare LaMarca's views 
of 1983 goals — which include com­
pleting projects begun in 1982 and 
completing a section of the coun­
ty's revitalization plan. 

The city used its. CDBG money 
to advantage last year, spending 
nearly $10,000 on Liberty Street -
called the most beautiful street in 
the city by the mayor — and $5,000 
to upgrade Mercer Beach. Addi­
tionally, the city has yet to spend 
$10,000, which may go toward bike 
paths or standardized fencing in 
the lake area. 

Those projects — especially 
bike path construction — should not 
be forgotten, and perhaps a portion 
of next year's CDBG funds can be 
allocated to furthering those pro­
jects. 

But the city needs to continue 
its beautification efforts, and could 
best do so w i t h a d d i t i o n a l 
assistance in downtown revitaliza­
tion. The series of improvements 
Walled Lake undertook successful­
ly last year have done more to l ift 
the city's morale than anything in 
recent years. And considering how 
difficult it is for many residents to 
make ends meet these days, those 
improvements are especial ly 
welcome. 

Revitalization of the downtown 
does not benefit only the merchants 
there: it benefits the entire city and 
the surrounding area. I t is an 
essential project. I t is within the ci­
ty's reach and it should be pursued.

"Your first sliiing experience," read the brochure on 
the table in the lodge, "can be a dismal and frustrating 
experience or the beginning of a lifelong love affair.

you'll put It In a ditch," says Smith. "A 
person cannot understand the feeling 
you get until you get into one of those 
trucks. There's a lot of responsibility -
you have to be on your toes all the time. 

"If you have somebody who's not ex­
perienced, look out. You've got to have 
that practice." 

Walled Lake's experienced DPW 
crew needs to make use of Its past prac­
tice when It heads Into the narrow sub­
division streets throughout the city. 
One of the toughest areas for plow 
operators. Nail points out, Is the area 
around Welfare and Arvida streets, 
which are lined on both sides with deep 
ditches at the pavement's edge. 
Avoiding parked cars, ditches and 
small children who want to see the 
plows makes the job a tough one, the 
men agree. 

Plowing residential areas also is 
hazardous in terms of heated ex­
changes between plow operators and 
citizens outraged when the ends of their 
driveways are blocked by snow pushed 
there. 

Repeated problems of that nature 
were especially apparent last year In 
Wolverine Lake, where DPW 
employees threatened to quit because 
of the angry reactions they en­
countered, but Nail and Smith concede 
they saw similar behavior In the city 
when operators pushed snow onto 
driveways. 

"We don't like to do It," Nail says, 
"but we can't lift the blade and jump 
driveways." 

The men agree It's frustrating for 
both parties, but Smith points out most 
of a resident's problems can be cor-

elaborate combustion facilities (as the 
county has proposed)." 

Marley suggested the future of cheap 
landfills is limited, pointing out that 
Washtenaw County where Holloway is 
located and other counties with cheap 
disposal sites also are required to 
develop plans, some of which may re­
quire in-county disposal for their com­
munities - as Oakland County Is. 

"How long are you guaranteed your 
cheap refuse site?" Marley asked, ex­
plaining the Holloway landfill has-a life 
expectancy of only seven or eight more 
years. When the landfill is full, it will 
either be closed or the owners would be 
required to expand and "if he expands 
his costs have to go up. 

"What we're trying to do is come up 
with a safe, economic means of dispos­
ing of solid waste in Oakland County." 

Schutte said that from an en­
vironmental perspective, the county 
would be better off incinerating a por­
tion of the 4,000 tons of garbage 
generated every day, rather than bury­
ing it in a landfill. 

"We feel the public has a right to pay 
more for disposal If they want to - if 
they feel It's more environmentally 
sound," Schutte added. 

But Council Member William Roberts 
said the most environmentally hazar­
dous waste — toxic waste ~ is not 
generated by residential customers 
who would receive the bulk of a rate In­
crease. 

"Common house refuse will not lead 
to a Love Canal," he said. "It's in­
dustrial wastes that have to be looked 
at very carefully and controlled." 

Roberts disagreed with Schulte's 
assertions that the new plan would not 
require the city to raise garbage collec­
tion millage. 

"The county says this won't require 
an ad valorum tax," Roberts said. 
"That's admirable, but they are pass­
ing the buck to us so the costs go up and 

there's an ad valorem tax (the city 
must levy)." 

Roberts also panned the county's 
plan of having private companies In­
vest in the incinerators, rather than 
financing them through public dollars. 
He said that would give private cor­
porations the benefit of revenue derived 
from tax dollars, adding that residents 
would not receive any benefits and 
would have to pay far more. 

"The plan has been developed at 
public expense for what has apparently 
become a benefit to private com­
panies," he stated. "The public has 
paid and will continue to pay and the 
private companies will benefit from it. 
We should keep this In mind when this 
comes around for a vote.'' 

Walled Lake City , Manager J. 
Michael Dornan stated that In addition 
to concerns raised by the city council, 
he questioned how the county would en­
force its plan. 

"It seems the responsibilities and 
burdens of the communities' participa­
tion Is left In the communities' hands to 
enforce where their vendors will take 
their refuse. The plan doesn't speak to 
the enforcement problems," Dornan 
said. "What about free enterprise and a 
contractor's option of going to the 
cheapest dump In order to be com­
petitive (with other contractors bidding 
for the city's garbage contract) ?'' 

Schutte said because all county gar­
bage would have to be dumped In 
Oakland, bidding for contracts would 
still be competitive among refuse 
haulers. 

The enforcement problems, man­
datory requirement to dump refuse at a 
county-stipulated site and the possibili­
ty of Initiating the plan in phases 
(hopefully to avoid passing on a large 
rate increase at one time) were among 
the issues addressed in the position let­
ter submitted to the county by Wailed 
Lake, Wixom, Novi, Southfield, Farm­
ington Hills and Milford.

rected if he or she is willing to put the 
snow on the right side of the driveway. 
Then when the plow comes along. Smith 
says, the blade carries the snow away 
- and doesn't deposit It back In a 
freshly-shoveled driveway. 

He also asks people not to shovel 
snow Into the street for the plows to 
take away. The reason: For a plow 
operator, hitting a pile of frozen snow is 
"just like hitting a block of cement at 
the end of somebody's driveway." 

And then there's the Hill and Dale 
subdivision, which lies partly in Walled 
Lake and partly in Commerce 
Township. DPW workers are often 
besieged by requests to go just a little 
farther with their plows; but the crews 
head in about 200 feet, raise the plow 

blades and leave as soon as they reach 
the city limits. 

The worst time to plow is usually on 
the weekends, when residents are out 
cleaning their walks and drives. Often 
the best plowing is done during the 
height of severe storms since there is 
less traffic and most people stay at 
home out of the plow's way. 

But Nail and Smith say, city residents 
caught in the midst of storms should 
know even if It takes a while, the DPW 
will eventually arrive to shovel them 
out. 

"Whenever the road conditions en­
danger life or property we have to be 
out around the clock,'' Smith says. 

"You just have to be ready to go when 
(the snow) comes," Nail adds.

Work on the latest expansion to the beach at 
Lakeshore Park should be able to proceed as a result of 
action Monday by the Novi City Council. 

Novi council members voted 6-0 to approve awarding 
the contract for expanding the beach to Kilmer Land­
scape. Council Member Guy Smith was absent. 

Kilmer Landscape indicated it could complete the 
beach renovation and expansion work for $17,565. It 
will cost an additional $4,800 to construct a seasonal 
dock and dump additional sand. 

Thomas O'Branovic, director of the Novi Parks and 
Recreation Department, said work will begin with 
renovations to the tunnel connecting the beach and the 
main park. Broken concrete will be removed and 
timber wall, similar to that used on the beach, will be 
put in its place. 

A new asphalt walkway through the tunnel will be 
constructed. The asphalt also will allow water to flow 
through the tunnel rather than collect in it, O'Branovic 

indicated. 
On the beach sand will be extended approximately 30 

feet. Smaller foilage will be removed, but the' large 
willows along the eastern edge of the beach will re­
main, O'Branovic said. Some existing turf also will be 
left in place for beach-goers who want to sit on grass, 
he added. 

The timber wall to be constructed will be designed to 
serve as a transition from the original beach to the new 
beach, O'Branovic continued. 

Other plans call for construction of a block storage 
building with a deck. Seasonally a dock will be extend­
ed and used for paddle boat rentals. 

O'Branovic noted further renovations call for con­
struction of a slide running parallel to the beach which 
will be constructed in the new beach area. 

The beach also will be enclosed with a fence which 
will extend to the water's edge.

Walled Lake Mayor Gaspare LaMarca has 
directed the city manager to have drawn up a con­
tract for police dispatch services with Wolverine 
Lake. 

Receiving the support of the city council, LaMar­
ca said the recent discussions concerning the 
possibility of consolidating dispatch services bet­
ween the two municipalities caused him to wonder 
exactly what Walled Lake's responsibilities to the 
village were in terms of police services. 

Walled Lake handles police dispatching for 
Wolverine Lake from midnight until 8 a.m. daily, a 
service it has provided for the past decade. 

LaMarca asked City Manager J. Michael Dornan 
to forward his concerns to the city's new attorney, 
John Donohue, who took over Walled Lake's legal 
work January 1. (The city council gave attorney 
Richard Poehlman 30 days notice December 1.) 

The mayor said he Jthought a formal contract 
would better help Walled Lake determine "what 
Wolverine Lake does desire" in the way of services 
and would help "clear the air" following the con­

troversy the proposal to share services generated in 
Wolverine Lake. 

Council Member William Roberts, who served on 
the city council when the shared dispatch service 
began, said he did not believe the municipalities 
ever had drawn up a contract, but had only had let­
ters of agreement. 

Council Member James Clifton said he thought 
the idea was sound and would allow the city to 
renew the contract annually in terms of costs and 
liabilities. He said the city's current agreement 
with the village did not stipulate how much or 
whether Walled Lake would be liable to the village 
in certain instances. Clifton said there should be no 
confusion in that regard. 

In a related discussion, Dornan told council 
members he attended a meeting held by the City of 
Novi concerning shared dispatch services. Nine 
communities, including Wixom, sent represen­
tatives to the meeting, Dornan said. 

Dornan said he would report on the meeting and 
benefits or detriments to Walled Lake at a later 
date.

Michael Hughes and Kaaren Peters were named 

to two city boards last week by Walled Lake Mayor 
Gaspare LaMarca. 

Hughes was appointed to a vacancy on the parks 
and recreation commission, while Peters was nam­
ed to a seat on the plan commission.
