Second teacher arrested in alleged arson

A second Novi teacher has been
charged in connection with the early
morning fire at the Novi School Ad-
ministration building on December 23.

Richard O. Trudeau stood mute at his
arraignment Thursday on two felony
counts brought against him in connec-
tion with the fire. A not guilty plea was
.entered on his behalf. He was arraigned
hefore 52nd District Court Judge
Michael Batchik and was released on
$5,000 personal bond on each count.

Trudeau is charged with the burning
of real property and breaking and
entering with intent to commit arson.
Both are felony charges carrying a
maximum penalty of 10 years in prison.

His preliminary examination,

originally set for February 10, has been
postponed until Mareh.

Trudeau, 36, teaches accounting,
business law and conservation at Novi
High School. He is coach of Novi's var-
sity girls’ volleyball team and has serv-
ed as an assistant football coach. He is
aresident of Wolverine Lake Village.

Novi police reported Trudeau volun-
tarily presented himself at police head-
quarters after he was notified police
had obtained a warrant for his arrest.

When contacted by The News,
Trudeau said he had no comment
regarding the charges brought against
him *‘except they're not true.”

As a result of the completed in-
vestigation of the December 23 fire,
police reported the final suspect in the

eyed skeptically

“We don't think they’re going to do

.what they're designed to do, but we're

willing to keep looking.”

That appeared to be the concensus
opinion of Novi Planning Board
members as they took a preliminary
look last week at three proposec or-
dinances designed to meet residents’
concerns with the downsizing of homes
inuncompleted subdivisions.

Specifically, the planners discussed
an ordinance to establish an architec-
tural review board and another or-
dinance that would establish minimum
floor areas for dwellings in single-
family residential zoning districts.

Additionally, the planners also
reviewed a proposed ordinance to

i establish a moratorium on the issuance

of residential building permits while
the Review Board and Minimum Floor
Area ordinances are being studied.

The planning board will study the
Review Board and Minimum Floor
: .Area ordinances at a public hearing to

be held next Wednesday (February 16)
at Novi Middle School South. A public
hearing to consider the proposed
Moratorium Ordinance is scheduled for
March 2.

Although indicating a willingness to
consider the ordinances, the planners
almost unanimously expressed skep-
ticism about their potential effec-
tiveness at last week’s meeting.

® Planner Joseph Brett said he was
. % eompletely sympathetic with the con-
cerns raised by property owners, but
added the proposed Review Board and
Minimum Floor Size ordinances were
not the way to go about it.

. “My home is 990 square feet and is
the smallest home in my subdivision,’
said Brett. *The house next door to me
is 2,200 square feet and is the largest
model in the sub. I think we have a fair-
ly nice subdivision. If our mission is to
'set square footage standards, I think
we're going to have a tough time."”

Planning Board Chairman Donald
Gleason said he was having difficulty
defining the issue, which, he said, is the
first step in finding a solution to the pro-
blem.

“I think we're looking at property
values more than building compatibili-
ty,” said'Gleason. *If we require com-
patibility, we're going to eliminate the
.unusual home which could raise our

property valyes by being next door. I

don’t think that’s the objective.”

Nancy Covert, president of PLAN
(People Looking After Novi), respond-
ed by saying “‘I'm not talking about pro-
perty values, and never have. It's more
than property values it's not a proper
ty values issue.”

Covert said furiher that dxvemnca
tion and contrast are desirable in sub-

. divisions as long as they don’t change

the character so dramatically.

“There exists now a clear and pre-
sent danger,” she said. If they meet
minimum code standards, a house can
go into an existing subdivision with
radically different features relating to
building materials, amenities and set-
backs.

“We are on the brink of it,”” she add-
ed. “It's starting. It’s just months
away. Basements are being built and
the people are on the edge of a
precipice.”’

Gleason responded that he still
believed protection of property values
was at the heart of residents’ concerns.
When asked by Gleason if property
values were the issue, the majority of
people at last week’s meeting raised
their hands. Covert was the lone resi-
dent to raise her hand when Gleason
called for a response from people who
did not believe property values were
the issue.

In discussing the Minimum Floor
Area Ordinance, City Attorney David
Fried said square footage requirements
do not have “‘a good track’ record in
the courts when they are based on the
purpose of mamtaining property
values,

He added, however, that the last
Supreme Court case was in 1955 and
that the new court may rule differently.

Gleason suggested that square
footage requirements may reduce con-

incident has been charged and arraign-
ed.

The Oakland County Prosecutor’s of-
fice reviewed the facts in the case and
determined there was sufficient cause
to issue a two-count .felony warrant
against Trudeau, according to police.

He is the second Novi teacher to be
arrested in conjunction with the inci-
dent. Russell G. Gardner was arrested
previously and has been bound over to
circuit court on two felony counts in
connection with the incident. His circuit
court arraignment is set for February
9,

Police indicated during the initial
stages of investigation they were look-
ing into the possibility one or more
teachers might have been involved in
the fire which caused approximately

$5,000 worth of damage to the school ad-
ministration building.

During Gardner's preliminary ex-
amination in 52nd District Court police
gave further indications they believed
more than one teacher was involved.

Officer Thomas Hesse testified dur-
ing the preliminary exam that after he
apprehended Gardner near the Baptist
church on Eleven Mile he searched the
area for ““a companion.” Hesse said he
returned to the area near the ad-
ministration building because he felt
gle companion would be near that loca-

on.

Sergeant Gerald Burnham testified
during Garnder’s arraignment that he
had questioned Gardner to determine
‘‘who his accomplice was, if anyone."”

Events leading to the arrest of the

two teachers which have been released
to date are that police were notified of a
break-in at the school administration
building at 2:35 a.m. December 23 by
the alarm company for the school
system.

Following Trudeau s arraignment, he
was suspended from teaching and ex-
tracurricular assignments Friday, ac-
cording to Assistant Superintendent
William Barr.

Barr said he could not comment on
whether the school district would pro-
cede with tenure charges in the same
way it has against Gardner.

“We're still in the process of trying to !

investigate (whether tenure charges #%

should be brought),” Barr said. “We
don’t honestly know yet.”

Residential assessments to dip

Final figures show assessments for
most residential property owners in
Novi will drop in 1983.

That’s the latest word from Novi City
Assessor John Merrifield.

Merrifield said in December that
sales studies during the previous nine
months showed residential property
had been assessed at 50 percent of true
cash value. He expected that meant
there would be no need to increase
assessments on residential property. It
now appears, however, that it will be
possible to decrease assessments.

The assessment decreases do not ap-
ply to vacant residential property. Only

residential property which has a home
on it will realize the assessment
decrease, Merrifield said.

Although assessments for industrial
and commercial properties were
released earlier, Merrifiedd withheld
final figures on residential property un-
til reviewing sales figures from the
fourth quarter of the year.

“Our reduction of two percent in the
residential class is based on a less than
desirable sales study, but in past years,
we have raised values based on studies
that were less desirable,” Merrifield
told the Novi City Council recently.

Merrifield explained that after a

“I'm still a little on cloud nine,” ad-
mitted Brett in the living room of his
Meadowbrook Glens home Sunday
afternoon. “‘I had no idea 1 was even be-
ing considered for the award.

Brett and his wife Gladys. have lived
in Meadowbrook Glens nine years.
They moved to Novi from Cleveland

after previous stays in Denver, Sait
Lake City and Houston.

A retired electrical engineer, Breft
says he likes nothing better than mak-
ing Novi a better place to live for
himself and his neighbors.

“It all started with a sump pump and
a stupid city ordinance,” he explained.
“Gladys and I have owned and sold
seven homes, but we'd never seen a
sump pump before we moved to Novi.

“And because I'm the kind of fellow
who likes to know what’s going on, 1
started reading about sump pumps and
quickly decided that the Sump Pump
Ordinance didn’t make any sense. It
was completely ridiculous, so I took my
concerns to the city council and told
them what I thought.

“The thing that really amazed me
was when I started going to council
meetings,” he continued. *It was the
first time I'd ever seen a council that
really seemed to listen to what you had
tosay.

“That's what got me turned on to
working so much for this city. I decided
it was worthwhile to spend my time
working on community problems

review of sales studies he decided to
lower the total assessment for the
residential improved property class
(property with homes) by two percent.
“I felt some (residential property)
should be lowered more (than two per-
cent) and some should be increased,”
Merrifteld said. *“Those who shduld be
increased were assessed (during 1980).
Those that should have been lowered
more took a four percent reduction.”

In addition to the two percent reduc-
tion in assessments, the state factor im-
posed on residential property
assessments last year is slated to drop
off in 1983.

A six percent factor was imposed on
residential property owners last year
as a result of disagreements between
Oakland County and the Michigan Tax
Commission regarding the sales study
period used in settiny assessments. The

assessed value of property is muitiplied
by the factor to bring the assessment to
50 percent of true cash value — the new
figure is called the state equalized
value of the property.

The six percent factor applied last
year will not be imposed in 1983, Mer-
rifield indicated.

As a result of the latest adjustments
some property owners will find their
assessments have dropped as much as
eight percent below 1982 levels. '

For example, the owner of a home
worth $50,000 assessed at $25,000 with
last year's factor received a state
equalized value of $26,500. In 1983 the
assessment of that home should drop to
$24,500.

Figures also show industrial property'
owners will have assessments lowered
approximately two percent, Merritield
indicated. Assessments on agricultural
property will remain at 1982 levels.

Church plans rejected
for screening review

Responding to complaints from
angry neighbors, the Novi Planning
Board has rescinded a previous action
and rejected a request for site plan ap-
proval from the Meadowbrook Chris-
tian Church,

The center of the controversy is a
small chuzch on the west side of
Meadowbrook Road between Eight and
Nine Mlle.

Property owners surrounding the
church maintain the building is unsight-
ly and adversely affects property
values. Chief among the complaints,
however, is that the planning board er-
red in granting site plan approval by
waiving a requirement for a 4'2 wall or
berm that would have shielded the
church parking lot from view. .

“I have no objections to their church;

I want these people to have their church

there,” Carolyn Katz of Marks Drlve
told the planning board last week. “‘But
the whole issue here is everyone's right
to privacy. All I want is a buffer on the

property.”

. The planners voted to rescind site

plan approval after City Attorney
David Fried issued a legal opinion
which stated the board had no authority
to waive the wall reguirement for the
church parking lot,

The city ordinance: empowers the'
board to walve the wall requirement if
it is found the wall will serve no good
purpose. Fried ruled, however, that the
planners had not reached that deter-
mination regarding the Meadowbrook
Christian Church and therefore acted-
beyond its authority. :

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Novi citizens learn of paths’ benefits, problems

When starting a pedestrian-bicycle
pathway system it is important to start
with one mile and do it well.

That’s the advice from Avon
Township officials who have con-
structed an extensive pathway system
through their community. Avon has 23
miles of pathways, 11 of which were
built by the township in cooperation
with the schools.

Jim Morrison and Neal Schroeder
recently explained their experiences to
a Novi citizens’ committee studying the
implementation of a long-range parks
and recreation master plan. Novi's
group will make recommendations on
which portions of the plan shouid be
developed first and how development
should be funded.

Avon Township officials explained

undertaking more than one mile in the
beginning of the program could make it
unweildy since problems with ease-
ment acquisition could bog down the
program,

They contended the key to accep-
tance of a pathway system is putting
part of it in place to let people see how it
works. Residents then will be willing to
support further construction.

“We see the pathways as something
which ties the community together. It
give access off-the-road to recreational,
governmental, commercial and school
sites.... I don’t know how government
can belter spend its money than on
bricks and mortar that the entire com-
munily can use,”’ Morrison said.

He noted that one of the signs of ac-
ceptance of the paths in Avon is that
many merchants have voluntarily in-
stalled bike racks in front of their

In Avon Township some of the
pathway system was installed by
developers, while other portions were
built according to citizens' demands.

Pathway construction is required
under Avon Township’s master plan.
Developers must construct paths in
order to comply with the master plan,
but Morrison noted that approach
creates isolated pieces of pathways and
dead ends.

In order to connect some isolated
paths and deal with other problems
Avon Township asked voters to approve
a $2 million bond issue. The bike path
bond issue passed by a two-thirds
margin in an election when a millage
for the sheriff department, road
maintenance and senior citizens all
were defeated.

Problems which could be en-
countered if Novi undertakes construc-
tion of a pathway system involve ease-
ment acquisition and satisfying
residents who want paths ‘‘as long as

they don't cross their yards."”

“People want it until it’s going in
front of their home,” Morrison said.
‘“They come in and pound on the table
asking when will a path be constructed
on my road? We take that as a sign that
they want it."”

At that point parent-teacher
organizations and homeowner associa-
tions are contacted to build support for
the construction of a path.

Support for a pathway is important in
Avon Township since it does not pay for
right-of-way, officials indicated.

Avon officials said construction of the
paths costs approximately $80,000 per
mile. They noted construction may cost
more in their township due to hills and
drainage problems.

Administration of the paths is largely
handled by a committee and a township
staff engineer. Morrison said the com-
mittee absorbs the ‘politcal heat”
generated by those who don’t want to
give the township right-of-way for paths
and those who want to influence where

_paths will be constructed. The engineer
'works full-time acquiring easements.

Snow removal costs comprise 95 per-
cent of the maintenance for the paths.
They also recommended using as little
signage as is safe in order to cut down
on sign maintenance.

Novi citizen committee members
also learned they have three alter-
natives in developing a bike-pedestrian
system.

Pete Lagerwey of the Southeastern
Michigan Council of Governments said
the type of bike-pedestrian way con-
structed depends on the city’s goal in
developing a system and physical con-
straints of the roadways. Lagerwey
said safety, greater bike use, uniting
the community and community pride
are all legitimate goals in developing a
path system.

Lagerwey indicated one alternative
{s widening curb lanes so bikes and cars
can share the road. ““This is a cheap
solution — it’s not flashy, but it is
available. When you can’t get an ease-

ment you should be aware of this op-
tion."” However, he said if the cjf
wants to promote using bikes, w1denmg
the lanes will probably not encourage
people to ride.

Special bike lanes are another alter. _
native, Lagerwey suggested. He said 2
bike lanes are very inexpensive and. i
will increase the use of bicycles since
cyclists perceive they are safer in 5
bike lane. The only drawback to bike
lanes is that they don’t increase safety,
They are not more dangerous, but they
are not safer, Lagerwey said.

Separale paths can be safer if they
are away from the roadway, Lagerwey
said. They encourage cycling and are
good for community image, he added.
But club cyclists and professional '
bikers will not use the paths, since they :
travel at 25-30 miles an hour, higher
speeds than traffic using the paths,
Lagerwey said.

The citizens' committee will be
reviewing pathways and other aspects
of the Parks and Recreation Master
plan in coming months.

Even though the two communities
bordering Walled Lake may not see eye
to eye on how the project is to be financ-
ed, steps have been taken to initiate
establishment of a legal level for Wall-
ed Lake,

Officials from Novi and Walled Lake
recently met with representatives of
the Oakland County Drain Commission
to discuss alternative ways of initiating
the lake level control project.

It was decided the drain commission
will draft a resolution for presentation
to the Oakland County Board of Com-
missioners ans ask it to establish a
special assessment district to finance
construction of the lake level control
device and pay related engineering and
court costs.

Construction of the lake level project
is expected to run in the neighborhood
of $150,000, according to Novi Engineer-
ing Consultant Clif Seiber.

Property owners around Walled Lake
and Shawood Lake would be included in
the special assessment distriet.

It is estimated Walled Lake would be
responsible for between $25,000 to
$35,000 of the estimated $150,000 project

whtch could be repaid over a period of
15 years.

Novi residents’ share of the special
assessment would be paid by the city as
a result of voters' approval of .5 miils
for construction of five major drain pro-
jects and the lake level control project
as part of the comprehensive drain
system package approved by voters in
November.

Apparently, residents in Walled Lake
would be responsible for Walled Lake’s
share of the project if a special assess-
ment district were established.

Previously, Walled Lake officials
have objected their city should not be
required to participate in construction
of the lake level control device because
their residents would not benefit from
the project.

They have rejected arguments from
Novi officials that Walled Lake con-
tributes to flooding problems ex-
perienced by Novi residents and
therefore has a responsibility to
assume a financial share of the project.
They also apparently disagree that
Walled Lake residents living on the lake
would benefit from establishment of a
lake level to ensure the lake height will
stay constant.
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- At the meettng.wrthtdrameotnce of-
ficials, representatives of the two com-
munities learned lake level control pro-
jects normally are financed through a
special assessment of all property
owners with frontage on the lake. Pro-
perty owners are charged on a front-
foot basis.

Reportedly the resolution being
drafted by the drain office will first go
to a committee of the county commis-
sion and then be passed on to the full
commission for consideration. There it
must be demonstrated the lake level is
needed.

If approved by the commission the
matter then goes to circuit court, where
Novi again must demonstrate the need
for establishment of a lake level.
Recommendations for a summer and
winter lake level will be made.

After a lake level has been establish-
ed the project will go into construction,
according to Seiber,

Novi City Manager Edward Kriewall
said County Commissioner John Calan-
dro has been working closely with the
two cities regarding the matter. The
resolution to establish the special
assessment district could be introduced
in the next two to three weeks.

Originally, Novi officials appealed to
Walled Lake to cooperate in the project
because they believed it would be
necessary for both communities to peti-
tion Oakland County to initiate the pro-
ject.

But Novi officials since have learned. ’
the project can be initiated through the
drain office. Another alternative would
be for Novi to circulate a petition
among property owners around the
lake. Novi would have to obtain two-
thirds of the signatures of property
owners to initiate the project.

Novi also believed the cost of the pro-
ject would be recovered from com-
munities which were tributary to the
drainage system. The city has since
learned such projects are funded g |
through special assessments on a tront-.
footage basis.

" *Wolverine Lake Village and Walled
‘Lake have signed a contract for mid-
‘night police dispatch and support ser-
vices. Under the agreement, Walled
‘Lake will provide the city with mid-
‘night dispatching for $4,800 annually —
‘four times the amount Wolverine Lake
previously paid.

*’In approving Walled Lake's service
offer, the Wolverine Lake Village Coun-
«il resolved a dispute with the city that
began in October 1982 when the com-
mumtles began considering the
‘possibility of consolidating police
Hispatching.

““It’s a very nice, workable contract
which keeps the status quo but raises
prices,” commented Village President
Tim Kozub, who negotiated the con-
tract with Walled Lake.

Kozub admitted he was not happy
with the unexpected increase in
dispatch costs, pointing out the new
contract will cost the village an addi-
tional $1,500 in this budget.

“] wanted very much to go down to
$3,600 (annually) for the remainder of
this year because of the budget,” he
said.

Asked whether Wolverine Lake had
been getling a good deal in paying
$1,200 annually for the service since
1971, Kozub replied, “There’s no doubt
about it.” But he said Walled Lake’s

new figure was in line with the inflated §

cost of $100 monthly over a 12-year
period.

Kozub also said *‘we should be able to
cover that (increase). We will cover
that this year.” However, he added, the
village council will begin its budget ses-

Wixom gears up food drive

It was that realization which led to
the formation of the Wixom Community
Food Drive, according to Joan Jones,
one of the organizers of the effort to pro-
vide food to needy families in the area.

‘I guess I'm a frustrated
psychologist at heart,”” she added, *‘but
when you see people who need help, you
like to get involved.”

- Jones’ concerns about needy people

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in the Wixom area are shared by the
Wixom Elementary PTO, the Wixom
Police Department, Wixom VFW Post,
UAW Local 36 and the C&0 Railroad
who have joined forces to help meet
those needs by establishing a food pro-
gram.

Representatives of those groups as
well as students at Wixom Elementary
School have been doing their best to
round up supplies of food which will be
distributed to needy families.

The big day is Saturday, February 19.
That’s when the food will be distributed
at the UAW Hall on South Wixom Road
from9a.m.to5p.m.

“We picked the UAW Hall because it
gives people a degree of anonymity,"
explained Jones. ‘‘There are people
who desperately need help, but are em-
barrassed to ask for it. By making the
UAW Hall our distribution point, people
can get what they need in a place that is
relatively isolated.”

Jones also said the group recognizes
that there are many homebound people
who need food. Anyone who needs food
but lacks transportation is asked to call
the Food Hotline at 624-4412 to make ar-
rangements to have the food delivered.

In the meantime, Jones reports that
people who can donate food can do so at

various locations around the city.

Collection points have been establish-
ed at Community National Bank, Hot ’'n
Tasty Pizza, the Wixom Bar, the Wix-
om Food Market, the Hair Station, the
Koffee Cup, Little Caesar’s on Pontiac
Trail and O’Shey’s Bar on Grand River.

Additional collection points are
located at the VFW.and UAW halls,
Wixom City Hall and Wixom Elemen-
tary School.

“The response has been tremen-
dous,” reported Jones. ‘‘The students
at the school and the PTO have been
tremendously helpful and I can't say
enough about the way the merchants
have pitched in to help out.

Dino Pappas, principal of Wixom
Elementary and chairman of the Wix-
om Food Program, estimated that as
many as one-third of area families need
assistance to one degree or another.

“There’s no question about the
need,"” he sald. **Our hope is that we’ll
get enough donations to meet the needs
for our first distribution day.

“What we'd really like,” he added,
“is to see the program continued. The
need won't stop on February 19."

The dispatch contract with Walled
Lake will provide the village with police
dispatching between midnight and 8
a.m., as well as use of the city's
breathalyzer machine and a trained of-
ficer to run it, The village also will have
access to Walled Lake's lock-up cell
and its holding facilities to be con-
structed in conjunction with city hall
modernization. The pact includes use of
a radio repeater on the Walled Lake
Villa. The contract runs February 1,
1983, through June 30, 1985.

During the past six months,
Wolverine Lake has averaged 1,7 calls
per night for aid on the midnight
dispatch, Kozub said. That low figure
was a factor in the village council’s
decision not to establish its own mid-
night dispatching since it would cost
Wolverine Lake at least $10,500 annual-
ly to do so, Kozub said.

Still, Kupovits is not one content to
rest on her laurels. Just minutes after
recetving her placque from the mayor,
she asked the city to consider beginning
a procedure she hopes will catch on
across the nation,

. She asked the -council to draft a

resolution asking for the release of
government surplus food stored in
federal ' warehouses and encouraged
residents to write letters asking their
elected representatives to support that.

“The food is there and our people are

starving,” she said quietly, ‘‘The
warehouses are loaded. They have
everything there. They have hams in
cans. They have turkeys. They have
rice. They have corn. They have
powdered milk.

“It's a crime. They have it and it’s
just being stored. The little that we give
out, they have mountains of there. Let
them release it.”

Kupovits noted that the government
has so far released only a few kinds of
food, including blocks of processed
American cheese, to most residents.
Walled Lake residents have received
several shipments through Oakland
Livingston Human Services Agency,
but the cheese vanishes almost im-
mediately as hungry families line up
for it.

The emergency food program being
coordinated by the city and Kupovits is
serving nearly 200 families a week and
the need is growing as more food is
sought each week.

Kupovits said stirring up public
pressure to call for the release of the
food might help ease the pinch of
hunger for people across the nation. She
urged Walled Lake to become the first
city to request the food and then en-
courage others to get involved,

“If we could start a drive,” she said,
“it isn’t a big thing, but it is a big
thing."”

The city council agreed and Council
Member Willlam Roberts moved the ci-
ty draft a resolution asking the food be .
released. He said copies of the resolu-
tion should be sent to Walled Lake’s
state and federal senators and
representatives — as well as President
Reagan, the secretary of Agriculture
and the secretary of Health and Human
Services.

L|brary deposit fee
pollcy angers man

Richard LaFave Sr. doesn't think
much of a public library that charges
deposit fees to withdraw certain books.

'\A’.lnd he is angry because his library, the

alled Lake Library, is one that does.

.When LaFave’s daughter tried to
check out “Practice Armed Forces
Tests” recently, she discovered she
would have to leave a $9 deposit in
order to do so. She didn't have the
money to leave, so she didn't get the
book. .

“A $9 deposit for a book from a public
library!” LaFave exclaimed. ‘‘I've got
six children. If there were charges on
arious books I couldn’t afford to go to

y.
.he library.

A Commerce resident, LaFave is
outraged about the requlrement call-
ing it a ‘‘nuisance law,” and he has
volced his complaints to Walled Lake
Librarian Donna Rickabaugh, Mayor
Gaspare LaMarca and Commerce
ToWwnship Supervisor Robert Long.

LaMarca and Long both said they
were unaware'of the rule, LaFave said.
But Rickabaugh defends it, saying the

q:eposit fee cuts down on book theft and

as saved the library money in the past
seven years.
“uSince we've Instituted this policy,
we've lost far fewer books,'' she noted.
*-She said about 100 books in the library
dre deposit books and most of them are
“futorials,” used by people who are stu-
dying for civil service or armed forces
tests. Many of the library’s auto repair
handbooks also are deposit books, she

said.
Rickabaugh noted the library in-

.stituted the deposit policy seven years

ago after continuously replacing a
small group of books. Books are added
to.the deposit category when they have
been stolen repeatedly, she said.
Although most libraries do not have
deposit charges to cover books prone to
theft, Rickabaugh said it is not con-
sidered unusual.
- “Some libraries do and some don’t,”
she said. ‘‘The alternative is not to
replace them when they’re lost or
stoien, or to put them in the reference

Sa

collection so they can't be checked out
atall.”

The price of the deposit is determined
by the value of the book, she added.
Most deposits are less than $5 and none
is more than the price of the book. The
volume LaFave's daughter tried to
check out has a $9 deposit fee because it
is a hardeover book and is more expen-
sive, she added.

That explanation did not change
LaFave’s feelings, however. He said he
was upset about the fact that a library
supported by public funds would charge
its patrons to check out books.

LaFave said his daughter was a good
citizen and would not steal a book from
the library.

He also pointed out she had been re-
quired to fill out an application so she
could be issued a new computer scann-
ing library card prior to attempting to
check out the test book. She did that,
showing her driver’s license. Then she
was asked to make a $9 deposit on the
book she wished to take out, he said.
She was not aware the book needed a
deposit.

“There are kids who need particular
books,”” LaFave said. “My daughter
needed that particular book: We pay
tax dollars to support the library.
They've put a price on checking out a
book.”’

LaFave said he checked with several
area libraries to find out if they also
charge deposits on the book. After call-
ing six libraries, he found five carry the
book but only Pontiac Public Library
asks for a deposit. Their fee is $5.

LaFave says he intends to pursue this

matter because he feels it is ““absolute-’
ly unjust.” He says he will attempt to,
get a revision to what he calls library
“puisance laws."”

But Rickabaugh says she doesn’t
think LaFave's efforts will result in a
change in deposits at the library.
“We've never had any real problems
with this before,” she said. ““This is a
(library) board-established policy. 1
don’t think we’ll change our policy, but
maybe that's premature because
(LaFave) is going to come before the
board to explain his feelings.”

The library board will next meet Fri-

day, February 25.

Groups coordinate
food drive efforts

also heads the City of Walled Lake's
emergency food program, said she will
begin by meeting with a small commit-
tee.

Kupovits pointed out that the Walled
Lake area was involved irt purchasing
food from Gleaner’s about eight years
ago and that experience turned out to
be disastrous.

So, she said, ““we walk slowly on this,
If we do go, we'll go slow. There's many
little hidden factors here.”

There are no exact figures on how
many people are expected to par-
ticipate in the food program, but the
speed with which virtualiy every area
emergency aid group distributes the
food it brings in is one indication that
the program is reaching its mark. Addi-
tionally, the numbers of families being
provided with food each week Is in-
creasing steadily as more and more
people become aware of the new aid
programs.

The number of people participating in
the programs varies greatly: Walled
Lake distributed 205 boxes of food last
week, while Novi released 40-pound
bags of food to about 35 families. Wix-
om’s food program is just getting off
the ground and statistics are not yet
available.

“It looks like the totals would run
about 400 to 600 families (weekly),
which is a lot of hungry people,” Beers
said. Those families would be from
Walled Lake, Wixom, Commerce, Novi,
Farmington Hills and South Lyon.

“It takes about 75 to 80 pounds of food
to feed a family for a week,” Beers
said.

At that rate, bringing in the food
through contributions would require

anywhere from 30,000 to 45,000 pounds
of food each week be collected. Despite
the massive efforts of community
residents to feed their needy neighbors,
still more food is required on a continu-
ing basis. ““The common thing is (the
area food programs) are all running out
of food,’” Beers said.

For that reason, representatives who
met last week are hoping to establish a
food depot in order to supplement local
food collections. The nearest existing
Gleaner’s depot is in Pontiac. But if all
the area programs band together, they
might be able to request a large amount
of food and convince Gleaner's to
establish a local depot, Beers said.
Otherwise, representatives could get
the food by picking it up at in Detroit or
Pontiac.

With that food, Beers said, represen-
tatives expect to feed 400-600 families
per week in the Walled Lake, Wixom,
Novi, Commerce and Farmington Hills
areas. Both Novi and Walled Lake's
food programs have received numerous
calls from South Lyon area residents,
since no food program exists there yet;
residents from South Lyon also could be
included in the Gleaner’s depot.

However, by paying Gleaner’'s 13
cents per pound for handling the free
food, it would cost the emergency
groups anywhere from $3,900 to $5,850
each week to feed the 400-600 families.

“It looks like if we rely only on (buy-
ing food from Gleaner’s to feed people)
it's going to be too expensive,”
Crawford explained.

At the same time, however, he admits
to being ‘“dumbfounded”’ by several of
the allegations made about his
coaching abilities. And his comments
reveal some hard feelings about the
group of parents who approached Smith
to ask that he be released.

‘“The bottom line was that some of the
parents apparently felt we should have
won the state championship,” said
Artley. “We went from a 4-17 record in
1981 to 16-8 and the regional finals this
year. The team we lost to in the
regionals (Farmington Our Lady of
Mercy) went on to win the state cham-
plonship so it wasn’t like the team that
beat us was a weak team. . :

1 think the problem Is that the
parents who had the complaints don’t
really understand the game of basket-
ball. They're young parents of high
schoolers who are used to little league
basketball. I don't think they unders-

'tand the complexities of coaching or the
‘caliber of the competition in high

_school. .
“One of their allegations was that the

“kids weren't learning proper techni-

ques,” he added. “I'd just like someone
to explain how a team can make it to
the regional finals without knowing the
proper techniques.”

Artley said other allegations were
that he could not motivate players and
that he had alienated the press.

Smith declined to reveal the nature of
the allegations and the names of the
parents who complained. He did say
that he was approached by seven
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families who objected to Artley’s
methods.

Smith admits that the decision to
relieve Artley of his duties has been
criticized by several “'staff members"
and several area coaches have told The
News they believe Artley was not
treated fairly. _

Smith, however, maintains that he
did not bow to pressure from a group of
parents and said he belleves he handled

-the situation in a very professional
manner,

“I've been dealing with parents for 14
years and I think I know when com-
pl?(llnts should be taken seriously,” he
sald.

“When 1 met with Roy, my position
was to ask how he was going to lead the
team next year if nobody was willing to
follow.

“If I were a principal and the majori-
ty of my teachers expressed concern
about my ability to lead, I would step
down even if I believed I were the best
principal in the state. 1 don’t see how
you can lead after you've lost the
respect of the players.”

Artley said he plans to put the situa-
tion in the past. “It's over,’”’ he said
simply. “‘Idon’t want to dwell onit.”

He also said that he feels 99 percent
sure of landing a job as an assistant
coach on a college team next year and
plans to return to coaching on the high
school level within the next two years.

“I coach because I love working with
the kids and I love basketball,” he said.
“I won't sit idle. I believe I have the
ability to motivate people and to win
basketball games.”

Wixom officials discuss
downtown rehab plans

Wixom officials hope to have improved sidewalks,
streetlights and landscaping in the central business
district during the summer of 1983 as the first phase
in plans to attract more customers to the downtown
area.

City council and planning commission members
met last week with central business owners to
discuss the improvement plans prepared by city
planning consultant Charles Leman.

None of the citizens present expressed strong op-
position to the proposed improvements although
concerns were raised about existing and future
parking needs. Cynthia Ostrander, owner of Hot
N'Tasty Pizza, said she was concerned about the
loss of a parking space located in front of her
business.

‘“People who only have a half hour for lunch want
to park close so they can run inside,” said
Ostrander, whose parking space could be lost with
the installation of a sidewalk. Ostrander is one of
two business owners who have not granted
easements for the proposed sidewalk,

Council members stressed the additional business
which would be generated in Wixom's central
business district by improved pedestrian access
would exceed the loss of a single parking space.

A temporary solution to parking needs is being
provided through a city-owned lot on Pontiac Trail.
The lot was purchased from developer Edward
Coogan and a fire damaged building was recently
removed.

“We are filling the property so it will be a firm
parking lot and we will probably sealcoat it,” said
Mayor Lillian Spencer. “We wouldn’t sell the pro-
perty without plenty of notice to the businesses."

Community development funds are expected to
pay for the sidewalks, streetlights and plantings in
the downtown area. ‘‘There has to be private in-
itiative for the improvements,” said Leman. *“The
city will be limited to public improvements.”

While Wixom’s downtown will never become a

large shopping center, Leman said a good village-
type area can be developed which will serve a need-
ed function.

““We are not trying to develop a style for the city.
That Is just junk tacked on the buildings,” said
Leman. ‘“That is not what we are after. We want the
downtown to express Wixom’s own character.”

Featured at the meeting was a film about preser-
ving older downtown areas and revitalization by
highlighting existing architectural styles. Leman
suggested that the Wixom Co-op could be renovated
into a restaurant, boutiques and other commercial
uses and become a focus in downtown Wixom.

Council Member Wayne Glessner and Mayoral
Assistant Stephen Bonczek discussed the possibility
of creating a downtown development district to
assist with financing the proposed improvements.

The discussed specifically the possibility of utiliz-
ing tax increment financing to fund the projects.
Under tax increment financing, a municipality bor-
rows money and then retires the bonds from assess-
ment increases brought about by the improved pro-
perty values. The only problem with tax increment
financing is that it earmarks additional revenues
specifically for repaying the bonds.

Leman noted, however, that tax increment finan-
cing can only be used for public improvements. Im-
provements to private property are the responsibili-
ty of the individual property owner.

Bonczek also noted that property owners can ob-
tain low-interest loans through the Community
Development program. Several businesses in the
downtown area already have utilized the loan pro-
gram to improve their buildings, he said.

Council members expressed an interest in
another meeting with property owners to discuss
the status of the downtown revitalization program.
In the meantime, Bonczek was scheduled to ask the
council Tuesday for authorization to prepare bids
for sidewalk improvements as the first phase of the
program.

Downtown revitalization apparently will recefve
the vast majority of Wixom’s 1983 allocation of
?oxgmunlty Development Block Grant (CDBG)

unds.

Wixom expects to receive some $42,200 in CDBG
funds this year.

Mayoral Assistant Stephen Bonczek has unveiled
a proposed application which called for $40,000 to be
earmarked for the city’s downtown revitalization
program and $2,200 for historic preservation. The
$2,200 for historic preservation is proposed to be us-
ed for work in the Wixom Cemetery.

If the council concurs with earmarking the vast
majority of CDBG funds for downtown revitaliza-
tion, it will mark the third consecutive year in which
improvements to the downtown area have received
top priority.

In 1981, the city designated $20,000 of its $22,400
CDBG allocation for the downtown area, and in 1982
it designated $21,300 of its $23,700 CDBG allocation
for improvenients to the central business district,

Bonczek reported that Wixom now has a balance
of approximately $39,000 in upsent CDBG funds
from 1981 and 1982. With the proposed allocation of
$40,000 this year, the city will have a total of $79,000
to continue its downtown revitalization efforts.

The downtown revitalization program includes
sidewalk construction, street light erection and tree

plantings. Bonczek said last week that the city has
acquired nine of 11 easements needed to construct
sidewalks and is hopeful the program will begin this
spring.

Also included in Wixom’s proposed 1983 CDBG
program is $2,200 for historic preservation.

Henry Mack, president of the Wixom Historical
Society, reported that the society is in the process of
submitting requests to the Michigan Historical
Commission to include both the Tiffin House and
Wixom Cemetery in the Historical Register.,

““The Tiffin House is well on the road to comple-
tion and should be finished with the installation of a
Sibley Farm-type fence,” said Mack.

“The cemetery, however, requires some atten-
tion,” he continued. ‘‘Some of the monuments,
namely the ones of Elijah Wixom and Reverend
Samuel Wire, are in need of major repair. Both
these men are among the original founders of our ci-
ty. The fence, which helps maintain the infegrity
and uniqueness of the 147-year-old cemetery, is In
need of repair and periodic maintenance."

Although Mack initially requested $5,000 in CDBG
funding for work in the cemetery, he told the council
last week that the society could “‘get by” with the
$2,200 in the proposed application.

“The soclety is also very interested in the
downtown revitalization program,’’ he said.

Stop stall tactics
on ‘super sewer’

To watch the way some of-
ficials are performing, it would be
hard to tell the unemployment rate
is approaching 20 percent, the state

The reference is to the
shenanigans being played by the
Detroit Water Board and the state
Department of Natural Resources

. (DNR) in apparently attempting to
block the Huron Valley Wastewater
Treatment project.

_ The project, popularly known
as ‘“‘super sewer,” involves con-
struction of a sewage treatment
plant at the mouth of the Huron
River on Lake Erie and an in-
terceptor sewer line designed to
serve western Oakland and Wayne
counties. Cost of the project has

~ been estimated at $298 million.

The current proposal calls for
the federal government (with a
state recommendation) to fund 75
percent ($210 million) of the total
cost, while the state will be respon-
sible for five percent and the local
areas will pick up the remaining 20
percent.

That funding formula is firm
only until May 1, however. That’s
the deadline for securing 75 percent
federal funding. Additionally, work
must actually be under way by
September of 1984. If it isn't, the
federal share could be reduced to
55 percent, according to Duane
Egeland of the Wayne County
Public Works Department which is
spearheading the planning effort.

With some $210 million in
federal funds and a massive public
works project that would create an
estimated 5,000 jobs at stake, it is
difficult to believe that there are
those who are working to block the
project. Yet, that's what appears to

be happening.

Detroit officials say their
sewage treatment plant has
unusued capacity and could serve
the northern portion of the super
sewer region, including Novi, Wix-

Credit for Bullard

We didn’t have much expecta-
tion that the fight led by new State
Representative Willis Bullard, Jr.
(R-60th District) for a two-year pay
freeze for legislators and other
state officials would be successful.

Detroit has worked to block super
sewer in the past. Raising one final
hurdle as the funding deadline ap-
proaches after almost two decades
of planning is consistent with its
previous action. It is a devious tact
which should not be permitted.

The DNR is no less irresponsi-
ble. After those same 20 years of
planning, the state agency is again
raising questions about the system
design in addition to questioning
the need to extend the transmission
main to Commerce which already
has indicated its approval of the
project to protect the township’s
environmental concerns.

The benefits of proceeding with
super sewer are so great it is dif-
ficult to comprehend the delaying
tactics being exercised by Detroit
and the DNR.

In addition to the infusion of
federal grant money and the resul-
tant creation of the estimated 5,000
jobs, there are numerous other

benefits. To wit:

* Elimination of numerous
health hazards presently threaten-
ing many citizens due to discharge
of raw and improperly treated
sewage from failing septic tanks,
overloaded interceptor sewers and
antiquated, overloaded treatment
facilities. Residents in Novi and
Wixom can relate directly to those
concerns.

o Significant enhancement of
the quality of Michigan’s precious
water resources which have been
deteriorating for years and which
may well hold the hope for the
state’s return to economic pro-

sperity.

It is time for Detroit and the
DNR to stop playing games, to drop
their opposition. Additionally, it is
time for legislative leaders to step
forward and demand responsible
action from those who stand in the
way of a project that will benefit
not only southeastern Michigan,
but the entire state as well.

the House Appropriations Commit-
tee before the February 1, 1983,
deadline without a hearing. Un-
fortunately, voice votes make it im-
possible to know how local
representatives vote. It would have
taken a two-thirds vote by
members of both the House and
Senate to reject the raises.

When the state is millions of
dollars in debt and the governor is
asking taxpayers to sacrifice by
paying higher state income taxes
and when expected funds are not
being sent to governmental and
school units, we agree with Bullard
that everyone — including
legislators and other public of-
ficials — should be willing to
sacrifice.

Bullard is to be commended,
however, for his stand and giving
what he called ‘““a good college
try.” As for the state senators who
allowed the proposal to be killed on
a voice vote, let’s just say it will be
difficult if not impossible to accept
hollow rhetoric from Lansing about
accountability with anything less
than contempt.

Perhaps the
president thinks the unemployed won’t mind giving up eating
as long as they can rest assured the U.S. can destroy its
enemies umpty-hundred times. World class weirdness.

 There are 760,000 unemployed in Michigan. So what do
employees of the Budd Company do? Reject their contracts
and vote themselves out of a job. Maybe the company was us-
ing plant closings as a threat. It’s not difficult to believe the
economy could be used as an excuse to wring concessions from
employees. Yet in these times it's not impossible to believe
management truly needed concessions asked for. With 12
million people out of work nationwide, whytake a chance?
Worldwide weirdness is the only explanation.

» Michigan is sinking in the mire of a three-year old
depression. High-tech has been touted as the answer to the
state’s prayers. Every growing city in the state is trying to
figure out how to court developers of high technology parks.
With an opportunity to have just that with the rezoning of 71
acres, what does Novi do? Rejects it. Obviously worl " weird-

ness at work.

It wasn’t that long ago Novi officials were wor-
ried the delay in Super Sewer’s progress would cause the state
to slap a building ban on the community, bringing develop-
ment to a halt. And now the city is talking about doing it to
itself. Why wait for someone else to pull the trigger when you
can shoot yourself in the foot? Such weirdness.

What is going on? The world seems to have turned upside
down while we weren’t watching.

Actually, it may have done just that. There may be a
perfectly logical, scientific explanation for the symptoms of
world weirdness we are viewing.

It may be the world’s wobble.

Most people know the earth rotates on its axis as it orbits
around the sun. But astronomers and surveyors will tell you
the axis, which is not fixed, also rotates.

t tﬁlh Imagine, if you will, that you are the

president of a substantial company.
You started small but things have been
real successful and you now have a
modern, up-to-date, bustling business.
And then disaster hits. A busted
water main floods your main computer
room and forces a shutdown. You have
no access to your data processing facili-
ty. Orders cannot be shipped, inventory

cannot be checked and financial.

records are inaccessible. The future of
your once successful enterprise lies in
that water-filled computer room.
However, if you are a smart ex-
ecutive, you would call Chuck
Gladfelter, director of marketing -for
Corporate Contingency Services (CCS).
His business is computer disasters.
Within hours, CCS would tie your com-
pany into a brand new computer facili-
ty that will keep your business in the

pink until your computer room is out of
the sink.

‘““Today’s corporations are computer
uependent and vulnerable,” said
Gladfelter. ‘‘Should something happen
to disrupt their data processing
centers, even for only a few days or
weeks, companies could be forced out
of business.

“Our objective Is to provide the
necessary consultative expertise to
help companies prevent a disruption
from occurring in the first place. But
should a natural disaster happen, such
as a flood, tornado or fire, we will pro-
vide our subscribers with a fully opera-
tional data processing center, capable
of filling in until normal operation can
be restored.”

CCS, a ‘grandchild’ of Blue Cross-
Blue Shield of Michigan (BCBSM), is
located in the sprawling, new BCBSM
building in Lyon Township. CCS is ac-
tually a division of Michigan Medical
Service, Incorporated (MMS), which is

a wholly-owned subsidiary of BCBSM.
Just getting started, CCS was formed
to meet the computer dependency of to-

business world. Without the use of a
main computer, most businesses could
not survive beyond two weeks, he add-

ed.

CCS gives businesses a computer
home away from home. In the event of
a disaster, businesses ‘“can literally
move their data processing department
here,” said Gladfelter, referring to the
new BCBSM building. At its Lyon
Township site, CCS has a huge com-
puter room, or “hot site,” stocked with
the latest, state-of-the-art IBM
machines.

CCS also offers a *‘shell facility"” for
its clients. The facility is empty but ful-
ly wired for computers. 1t is aimed at
those companies which may elect to
BYOC (bring your own computer).
Businesses can simply bring their
equipment to the shell site, plug it in
and start working.

If any home computer operators are
interested in CCS, forget it. The service
is strictly major league. The Level 1
subscription rate carries a standard
monthly fee of $5,000 per month for a
one-year contract. That fee decreases
to $4,000 with a three-year pact.

In the event of a computer disaster, a
Level 1 client has to pay a $20,000
“disaster initiation fee’’ which
guarantees immediate access to the
computers. There are also daily usage
fees — $6,000 a day for up to six weeks
for the hot site and $500 a day for up to
six months for the shell facility.

For smaller subscribers, there is the
Level II subscription rate — a $2,000 to

$1,600 monthly fee, a $15,000 disdster in-
itiation fee, a $3,000 daily equipment fee
‘and a $300 daily shell site fee.

Gladfelter said the prices were
“competitive’ with other firms in the
market. He added that the fees also
discourage any unnecessary use of the
emergency computer site. In addition,
because CCS is brand new, it can offer
the latest in computer technology.

So far, CCS has gotten a good
response, said Gladfelter. He said the
initial thrust of CCS will be with the
other Blue Cross-Blue Shield services
across the country. He added that there
has been local interest in CCS from
some major Detroit corporations.

The disaster service offered by CCS is
actually the last in a series of three ser- |
vices offered by the new firm. CCS
divides its offerings into three parts —
Assess, Assist and Assure,

puter relief. One was a reciprocal
agreement with other businesses with
computers. The flaw was that the
system was unproven, Gladfelter add-

ed.

The second alternative was a shell
site, empty but wired for computers.
This is unworkable because companies
cannot buy computers quickly enough
in the event of a disaster. Computers
are not on-the-shelf items and most
companies cannot live without the
machines beyond two weeks, Gladfelter
said.

The third alternative was an agree-
ment with a data processing service.
Again, this alternative was untested. In
addition, services do not have enough
excess computer capacity, Gladfelter
added.

With CCS, clients have access to the
hot site for up to six weeks. If normal
operations are not restored by then, the
shell facility can be used for up to six
months. In addition, office space and
teleprocessing facilities are available.

Gladfelter also explained that the
IBM equipment used by CCS does not
sit idle waiting for a disaster. It does
work but it has an interruptable
workload. Within four hours, a
workload can be removed from the
machine. The net effect is to have an
empty machine waiting for the client,
according to Gladfelter.

Other services offered by MMS, the
parent of CCS, include risk manage-
ment services and a provider terminal
network, said Gladfelter.

Risk management {s a medical
claims monitering and control process,
Gladfelter explained. Risk managers
advise client hospitals how to handle
claims. The service also acts as a quali-
ty control agent and an educator. “‘We
point out potential problems, hopefully
before they happen,”’ said Gladfelter.

The provider terminal network was
described by Gladfelter as an ‘elec-
tronic mailing device.” A computer ter-
minal is installed in a doctor’s office.
The terminal allows the doctor direct
access to Blue Cross-Blue Shield and
that speeds up the claim process. The
network runs over normal telephone

Novi's Jaycee Auxiliary is asking
everyone to “'kiss their babies."”

The plea is made in conjunction with
“Kiss Your Baby'' Week (February 13-
19), a statewide education project laun-
ched by the Cystic Fibrosis (CF) Foun-
dation and the Michigan Jaycee Aux-
iliary.

Robin Cameron, president of the Novi
Jaycee Auxiliary, said the purpose of
the weeklong venture is to alert parents
to the symptoms of cystic fibrosis and
other children’s lung diseases in the
hope that early diagnosis and prompt
treatment will resuit.

One of the symptoms of cystic
fibrosis is an extremely salty taste to
the child’s perspiration which can be
detected by kissing or tasting them on
. theforehead, Cameron explained.

Other symptoms include recurrent
wheezing, persistent coughing and ex-
cess mucus, pneumonia more than once
during childhood, excessive appetite
with poor weight gain and clubbing
(enlargement) of the finger tips.

Parents who suspect their children
may have cystic fibrosis should consult
their local physicians immediately.

“It is estimated that respiratory pro-
blems in children take up to 70 percent
of a pediatrician's time and are the
leading cause of chronic absenteeism
from school,”” said Cameron.

Cystic fibrosis is second only to
cancer in the number of young lives it
takes and one-third of the victims of the
disease are not yet diagnosed.

Cameron said the Novi Jaycettes are
supporting “Kiss Your Baby" Week
because early diagnosis is essential to
longer lives for these children.

Cystic fibrosis is an inherited disease
for which there is neither cure nor con-
trol. In cystic fibrosis, a thick, sticky
mucus clogs the lungs and airways,
creating breathing difficulties, high
susceptibility to infection and lung
damage.
