» Sewer decisions may cause
long-term problems locally

By KATHY JENNINGS

A recent decision by the Department
of Natural Resources (DNR) not to
spend $38 million to build a regional
sewer to relieve pollution of the Huron
River won’t pose immediate problems
for Novi, but long-term difficulties.-may

yet emerge, according to one Novl of-

fieial.

As part of the DNR's declsion, $5
million will be allocated for a rellef in-
terceptor between Five and Seven Mile,

City Manager Edward Kriewall said
the sewer will provide relief in an area
where the existing sewer line is under-
sized. He expects the relief sewer to be
under construction within six to eight
months.

However, problems are forseen
" because Novl is very close to its limit
for the amount of sewage it can send
downstream, The city is allowed to send
a specific amount of sewage to Detroit
for treatment. The amount of flow the
city has reserved in the system fs
known as the ‘‘capacity.” If the city
does not obtain additional capacity,
. Novi's development could be limited.

With construction of the relief sewer

and use of capacity currently not being
used by Livonia, the city may have
enough sewer-capacity for between four
and five years, according to Kriewall.

However, Kriewall qualitied that,
saying there is no guarantee the sewer
capacity from Livonia will be made
available to Novl,

“If the relief sewer is built temporary
capacity may be avallable through
Livonia. That will get us through the
short run, but a long-term solution Is
not evident,” Kriewall sald.

To solve Novi's long-term sewer pro-
blems the city will need more capacity.

‘'No additional capacity is
available,” Kriewall said.

In a related matter a decision by
Oakland County Executive Danlel Mur-
phy to sue the DNR js being supported
by the City of Novi,

Kriewall recommended to the city
council Monday that the city support
the suit, '

“I would have recommended to the
council that we go akead and sue the
DNR f Oakland County hadn’t”
Kriewall said. .

He indicated that local units may be
asked to contribute to legal costs incur-

red in the suit.

The decision to sue came after the
Department of Natural Resources In-
formed Wayne County officials that the
bulk of 1882 funds were being bypassed
because of legal questions surrounding
the jurisdiction of the Detroit Sewer
treatment plant,

Funds were allocated for the Novi
relief interceptor because it Is not af-
fected by the legal questions surroun-
ding Detroit’s jurisdictional argument.

Construction halti
at residents’ request

Stop work orders were issued to
builders of four homes at 1 a.rm. Tues-
day after Novi officlals investigated
complaints that homes under construc-
tion should not have recelved bullding
permits under terms of Novi's housing
compatibility ordinances.

Three homes under construction
were stopped because the builder
calculated the size of the basement in
determining the square footage of the
house, while a third was halied as a
result of an error in calculating the size
of houses In the surrounding area.

City administrators personally red
tagged the projects In the early morn-
ing hours Tuesday. Work was stopped
on two homes in Dunbarton Pines and
two houses in Whispering Meadows.
Building inspectors later were sent to
the sites to insure work did not proceed.

Bullding was halted after residents in
Dunbarton Pines and Whispering
Meadows complained to the elty council

Monday that the homes in question
should not have received building per-
mits.

City Attorney David Fried ruled Mon-
day "“if a building permit was Issued in
violation of the zoning ordinance the
builder has no rights under the per-
mit,”

But Fried went on lo say that if the
building has proceeded to a certain
point where the courts deem it is “not
equitable to stop construction” the
buiider may have a right to continue
work.

A problem with a number of homes
has arisen because some builders
calculated the size of the basement in
determining the size of the home.

Residents pointed out to the council
that houses which measure 1,50
square feet above ground are being con-
structed In a neighborhood of 2,600-
square-foot homes. The homes are ap-
proximately one-half the size of sur-
rounding residences, residents sald.

“We have a new ranch that the

builder has cutely, cunningly or decelit-
fully used the basement space in
calculating the square footage of the
hpmes,” Richard Nienhaus said. “We
all spent endless hours going through
this ordinance and thought we had
something workable, Now we have to
dot the {'s cloger than we did before....
We feel this is a gross deviation from
what's intended in the ordinance....

“1f this isn’t stopped they wili put up
small homes throughout and it will
destroy Dunbarton Pines,”” Nienhaus
continued. “We can't afford to let that
happen. We know the planning board in-
tends to deal with this on August 17, but
we don't have {o tell you what can hap-
pen between now and August. We beg
your action on behalf of Dunbarton
Pines and all the homeowners of Novi.”

Engineering Consultant Mike Powell
told the council the situation in Dun-
barton Pines occurred because there is
no definition of what constitutes

A day at the FBI National Academy
Is like a day at a military officers school
— up at dawn for a heavy load of
classes punctuated by fitness workouts
ending no eatller than 9 p.m. — except
the food Is generally far superior.

Novi Police Captain Richard
Faulkner, who will be 47 next month,
was among the most recent batch of
law enforcement officers to complete
the 1l-week program at the KFBI
Academy at the U.S. Marine Corp Base
in Quantico, Virginia,

Like those who have gone before him,
Faulkner found the experience both
enlightening and a ot of hard work,

One fact attests to the academy's
strict regime: the 249 members of
Fa ‘kner’s class this yeat lost a total of
1,401 pounds and dropped 28 feet, three
inches from their collective waistlines,
Faulkner himself lost six pounds.

““The food was catered and everbody
ate very well, yet we were able to thin

-up,” sald Faulkner, a 22-year veteran

of the Novi force. ‘A lot of emphasis
was placed on physical training,

* firearms training and book learning.”

For Faulkner and his compatriots,
most days began with a morning
workout at 6:30 a.m. After that it was
on to classes for the remainder of the
day, Evenings were spent in class,
working out or doing research.

“We had classes in stress manage-
ment, hostage negotiations, legal pro-
blems facing police administrators,
constitutional law, labor relations and
many others,” said Faulkner.

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Novi considers legal action
against Detroit water rates

The City of Novi has formally notified
the City of Detroit that if 1983-84 water
raies are not reduced the city intends to
go to court over the formula used to
determine water rates.

“This is the last step before we
recommend that councll initiate legal
action,” explained City Manager Ed-
ward Kriewall.

Kriewall told the city council Monday
that he expects Detroit to respond in
time for council members to receive a
report regarding the possibllity of pro-
ceeding with a law sult within two
weeks,

Currently, Novl is absorbing the dif-
ference between last year’s rate and
the increased 1983-84 rate — meaning
that despite rate increases passed on to
the city, water customers will not have
their rates increased this year.

The city is absorbing the difference
between the $8.83 per 1,000 cubic feet
Detroit will charge and the former rate
of $8.25 per 1,000 cubic feet for one year.

Novi was able to absorb the Increased
water rates this year as a result of an
increase in the volume of water sold.
The city takes in more revenues as the
volume of water sales increases, but ex-
penditures for such things as meter
reading, maintenance repair and

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operations are fixed, meaning funds
were available this year to absorb the
rate hike passed on by Detroit.

“We aren't ralsing water rates to
customers this year. We don’t have to
pass along the Increases, but we're
more concerned with subsequent years
and the compounding effect,” Kriewall
sald.

Consequently, the city has notified
Detroit it is considering legal action.

In a tetter from City Attorney David
Fried’s office to Abigail Elias, assistant
cotporate counsel for the Detroit Water
and Sewerage Department, the city in-
dicates it believes water rates are ‘not
based upon the actual cost of service
and are contrary to (statelaw.)

The letter also details objections to
the formula used to calculate water
rates.

““The City of Novi strongly feels that
the manner in which the distance and
elevation figures are computed results
In disparate treatment of Novi relative
to other muncipal water customers,"
maintained Fried in the letter.

The letter goes on to say that state
taw provides water rates must be based
on the actual cost of service in order to
assure equity between rates charged
customers. The city contends the eleva-
tion and distance factors used in the for-
mula used to set water rates should be
based upon the area in Novi served by
Detroit water, rather than the current
method using the city's geographical
center,

*'Because the City of Novi is serviced
by four metered connections, {(Detroit
Water and Sewer Department) com-
putes its distance and elevation factors
based upon the Jocation and elevation of
the geographic center of the city. This
method of computation ignores the fact
that enly a portion of the City of Novi
receives water service ... the service
area consists of only the eastern and
southeastern areas of the city, areas
which are closer to the treatment
facilities and lower in elevation than
the city as a whole. Consequently, both
the elevation and distance factors
presently used exaggerate the cost of
providing water to the service area,”
the letter states,

By revising those figures as proposed
by the city, water rates would be ap-
proximately 47 cents cheaper than the
rate proposed by Detroit.

The letter states: ‘'Untess the dispute
over these factors can otherwise be
resolved, the City of Novi intends to
pursue injunctive remedies to obtain a
more equitable rate for fiscal year 1983-
84‘!1

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Housing revisions

slated for hearing

Revisions clarifying the housing com-
patibility ordinances are scheduied to
come before the Novi Planning Board
at a public hearing August 17.

Planners decided last week to con-
duct a hearing on ordinance revisions
following a presentation of the pro-
posals from the clty engineering consul-
tant, according to Planning Board
Chairperson William Briggs.

The ordinances were enacted by the
city in April in response to citizens’ re-
quest for legislation to protect the
character of partially-developed sub-
dlvisions by prohibiting construction of
“dissimilar’’ homes. The ordinances
also are designed to discourage tract
housing by prohibiting construction of
houses which are too “simillar.”

Basically, planning board members
agreed there was a need to refine cer-
tain areas of the ordinance which have
created enforcement problems in
reviewing residential site plans.

Briggs said the planners dlscussed
whether revising the ordinances would
requice them to consider the entire
issue once again. They determined the
issue should not be reopened, but the or-
dinances should be revised.

As proposed the revisions would
reduce the number of review
parameters used to determine if a pro-
posed house is substantially similar to
an existing house. Originally, six
parmeters were used {o measure
similarity. Plans for a home which is
substantially similar to an existing
home can be rejected.

The new review parameters would

eliminate three dimensional
parameters and emphasize front eleva-
tions.

In reviewing site plans, Engineering
Consultant Raymond Cousineau found
the parameters currently deal primari-
ly with building dimensions. Under
those provisions it was found a subdivi-
sion of colonial-type homes could not be
constructed, Cousineau said.

Specifically, plans could be rejected
If two of three criteria are found to be
similar. Those criteria are the length
between out walls of the building
measured under the main roof ridge;
the relative locations of windows,
doors, porches and an attached garage;
and front elevation treatment which in-
cludes type and location of siding
material.

Planning board members also asked
the city englneering consultant to
“‘develop meaningful fanguage defin-
Ing phased subdivisions, Briggs sald.

During the review process, questions
have arlsen because some subdivisions
are developed in phases. Technically,
each of the phases Is a separate subdivi-
sion. Discussion centered on whether
phased subdivisions should be recogniz-
ed as individual subdivisions or part of
a larger subdivision.

The effect on the subdivision review
process If subdivision phase lines are
not recognized as houndaries also were
deliberated.

Planners accepted the concepts
behind the revisions and scheduled the
August 17 public hearing to discuss
them further.

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Milford woman slain at Wixom apartments

By LEANNE ROGERS

A Milford Township woman, found
slain Thursday, July 7, in Wixom's
Village Apartments, was dismembered
and “sexually mutilated," according to
Wixom Police Chief Philip Leonard,

Based on a suicide note left by Kent
Byrd and a telephone call made to the
Wixom Police Department, the case is
being described as a murder-suicide.
Leonard said the murder victim, Kim
Harrison, 26, of Woodbine Street, had
planned, to end her relationship with
Byrd, 37.

“There was a suicide note from the
male subject admitting the killing and
describing the call to the police,” sald
Leonard. ‘“'The note detailed the
deterioration of their personal relation-
ship. Talking to relatives and [riends
during the follow-up investigation sup-
ported that. She apparently had plann-

New planning underway

ed to break off the relationship that
day.”

At 6 a.m. Wixom Police received a
report on a murder-suicide at apart-
ment 11207 in the Village Apartments.
“The man said it once and hung up,”
commented Leonard, who happened {o
arrive at work early that morning and
consequently was among the first of-
ficers to arrive at the scene.

After failing to get a response at the
apartmeni door or to telephone calis
made by police dispatch, Lecnard said
the apartment manager was contacted.

“We found a man in the bedroom,
dead from a shot to the head," said
Leonard. “*We found the woman's body
in the bathtub. The arms, legs and head
had been severed. The body was badly
mutilated."

Two or three different hunting knives
were used in the crime, Leonard said,
although those wounds might net have

caused Harrison's death. “We don't
have the official cause of death yet, but
she had received a severe blow to the
head," he added. ‘'There were rocks us-
ed to hold the door open and there was
blood on the rocks. She was probably
struck at the deor. I would hope that

killed her."

Accounts gathered from nelghbors in
the complex support that scenario, ac-
cording to Leonard. A resident of an ad-
jacent building reported seeing a
‘‘physical disturbance’ at Byrd's
apartmentatda.m.

for depot’s restoration

A Franklin businessman plans to pur-
chase a six mile section of railroad bet-
ween Walled Lake and Wixom, in-
cluding property where the Walled
Lake depot is located, for a combina-
tion commercial and historical train
run.

“'We want to Keep it as a historical
site,” sald Larry Coe, a 10-year resi-
dent of Franklin who has been active in
restoration projects in that historic
village.

“We plan on doing something very
nice in Walled Lake,'’ he added.

Coe said he has been working with the
Grand Trunk Railroad for about six
months on a deal which he describes as
“basically settled.” By buying the
right-of-way from Grand Trunk from
Wixom to Walnut Lake Road, Coe plans
to maintain a rail service to ilocal

businesses, as well as develop the depot
as a historic site, and perhaps even run
“plcturesque” historic steam engine
rides on the Wixom-Walled Lake line.

Walled Lake City Council Member
Linda Ackley, who has worked on a
“Save the Depot"” committee to
relecate the historic bullding next to Ci-
ty Hall, said she was not aware Coe's
plans involved his purchase of the
depot.

Walled Lake officials planned to sign
an agreement with Grand Trunk selling
the depot to the city for $1 providing the
city would move the depot from its pre-
sent location.

However, the agreement has never
been finalized and Coe's arrangement
(which also has not been finalized) calls
for the depot to remain at its present
[ocation under his ownership.

Township seeking

foster home input

A meeting with state and county of-
ficlals to finalize Commerce
Township’s adult foster care program
has been set for today (Wednesday).

‘The proposal is aimed at getting
more local input in the community
placement program. The township ad
hoc community placement committee
would establish a non-profit corpora-
tion to operate aduit foster care homes
In the township.

Through the lecal non-profit corpora-
tion, the township wouid obtain input on
location, administration and placement
of residents, which {s not available to
local government units under state law,

The Community Mental Health Board
and the operator of the home would
reach an agreement on the location.
Township representatives would serve
on the non-profit group's board of direc-
tors. An earlier proposal to have the

township directly operate the homes
was dropped after legal questions were
raised.

State Department of Mental Health
(DMH) Director C. Patrick Babcock
has indicated his support for the pro-
posal if some modifications can be
made.

*“We would llke to start implementing
the proposal in the fall if we can iron
this out,” said committee member and
township treasurer Patrick Dohany.
“This will also have to approved by the
Oakland County Board of Commis-
sioners since the county Community
Mental Health Board is involved.”

Among the areas still under discus-
slon are the local group's prohibition of
placing mentally il residents, client
selection criteria, restrictions on other
homes opening or transfers of homes in-
to the township.

City plans new signs

City Manager Michael Dornan has
proposed a 16-foot-long, double-faced
sign with one-half to be devoted to
changeable civic announcements.

The city has recefved three bids for
the entrance sign, ranging from $2,900
to $4,636.

Plans call for the sign to be placed
perpendicular to the clvie center, so
traffic going both directions on Maple
Road would have the opportunity to
observe the clvic messages.

But, explained Dornan, this might
necessitate removal of the large pine
tree in the yard for the sign to be seen
on both sides.

It was suggested the plans Be chang-
ed to a single-sided sign, to be placed
parallel to the city hall bullding. This
would decrease the cost, Dornan noted.

Plastic building signs to be mounted
outside the varlous clvic departments
also are proposed. These would include
signs for the library, fire department,
p?llce department and adninistrative
offices. '

"square foolage'" in the ordinance.

Powell indicated he also contacted at
least 12 real estate agencies and was
unable to obtain a consistent method of
determining the square footage of a
house.

Consequently, the standard used was
taken from the BOCA code, which
regulates construction. Under those
standards a basement can be con-
sidered '*habitable living space" if cer-
tain requirements are met. The builder
agreed lo meet those requirements by
adding hasement windows, raising the
height of the ceiling, and constructing
an escape route. He subsequently was
allowed te count the basement in
square footage calculations and
granted a building permit.

But Fried told the council Monday
that the BOCA code standards need not

be applied since they deal with con-
struction rather than zoning,

“This is a zoning ordinance; BOCA is
a building ordinance,” Fried said.

He concurred with a suggestion from
Mayor Robert Schmid that if
basements are to be used in calculating
square footage, that basements of the
surrounding homes should be
calculated in determining the size of the
proposed home,

It was the concensus of the council to
instruct the administration and the
engineer to measure basements of sur-
rounding homes in caleculating the re-
quired size of a proposed home. But the
city manager and the city attorney
were asked to study the matter further.

City Manager Edward Kriewall said
Tuesday that any future plans submit-
ted using basements in the calculation
of square footage will be denjed,

Powell explained the house in gues-
tion was one of the first to receive a
building permit under provisions of the
housing compaltibility ordinances. At
that time the engineer’s had not receiv-
ed an interpretation as to whether a
proposed home should be compared to
other proposed homes in the surroun-
ding area.

“We used our best judgement and
came up with a requirement of 1,352
square feet,”' Powell said. **Plans show-
ed it would be 1,400 square feet. That is
why the permit was granted. We have
no intent to misconstrue the ordinance.

An error may have crept in due to the
new-ness of the ordinance.”

Mayor Schmid objected that the or-
dinance clearly states homes used for
comparison in the 350-square foot
radius are to be those already con-
structed.

Resources’ decision this month to deny
Wayne County $35 million in 1982
federal funds for the Huron Valley
sewer system has left local com-
munities in a state of confusion.

the city more than participation in the
Super Sewer.

Novi should still receive a $5 miillon
grant for construction of a relief in-
terceptor which was recommended by
the DNR to the federal Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA). The small
streteh of interceptor will help aileviate
short term problems, but without addi-
tional capacity, the city may have to
limit future development, Frank
Naglich, Oakland County assistant
chief engineer said.

Representatives from each of the 14
communities involved in Super Sewer
met Monday, July 11, to try to deter-

mine whether the plan could be ressur-
rected without the 1982 federal funds.

The committee allowed its chalrman,
Kirk Boller of Brownstown Township,
two weeks to find an alternative or com-
promise within the Huron Valley plan
that would satisly the DNR, the Detroit
Water and Sewage Department,
QOakland and Wayne county officials
and each of the participating com-
mitnities.

“If after that two week period there is
no resolution, they will begin legal ac-
tion to determine whether Detroit does
or does not have jurisdiction over their
communities,” said Naglich.

In a June 16 letter to the DNR, Detroit
Water and Sewage Department Direc-
tor Charlie Williams asked that the
sewer plan not be approved. According
to Williams' claim, the Huron Valley
system would infringe on Detroit’s
sewer network, taking its customers
and undermining its rate structure,

Following the DNR's decision to
bypass Huron Valley's 1982 federal
grant to other Michigan projects,
-Oakland County Executive Daniel Mur-
phy accused the state of blocking the
super sewer construction. Murphy said
the DNR's rejection was a result of
political pressure trom Detroit.

“But there was no guarantee for the
last year's funds. If we've lost the first
year’s funds, what's left?’' asked Long.

While Novi has temporary relief and
Wixom has the possible optlon of expan-
ding its existing plant, Commerce
Township has no options if no part of the
super sewer plan becomes viable,

“Commerce will be In a very bad
way,” said Naglich. ‘'They would have
to remain on a septic system. Their
growth would be limited.”

Novi relief sewer
receives funding

The future of the Huren Valley sewer
proposal may be in question, but the
most immediate concern of Northville
and Novi — construction of an intercep-
tor to relleve the burden on the locally
overloaded system — was granted state
approval Friday.

The Michigan Department of Natural
Resources allocated $5 milllon in
federal grant money loward the pro-
ject, noting it is not affected by the
question of whether sewage will [low to
Detroit or to Brownstown Township.

Doubts about the future of super
sewer, however, pose difficuit
engineering decisions for the Wayne
County Department of Public Works.

The funded interceptor had been
planned to correct deficiencies in the
Novi-Northville system — primarily
overflow into the river where the in-
terceptor accepts sewage from Novi
and the city of Northville (just south of
Seven Mile and east of Hines Drive).
These deficiencies had led to threat of a
total ban on future construction in the
region untll some acceptable sewage
treatment plan was filed,

Planned as part of the first phase of

super sewer construction, the ‘‘relief

arm” and the present interceptor runn-
ing through the parkway were also key
elements of the proposal to carry flows
from southwest Wayne County into the
Huron Valley treatment plant In
Brownstown Township.

But without a firm decision on the
Huron Valley system, Egeland said,
engineering the rellef sewer may be im-
possible.

“We don't know what size to make
it,”” he explained. **Do we size it to
serve Novl and Nerthvllle only, or do
we size It to include Wixom and Com-
merce (Townshlp) in the expectation
that the Huron Valley system will be
approved in the future?

“If we size it for the whole system,
then it becomes a big question: ‘Wil
Wixom and Commerce pay their
share?'”’ Egeland continued. “Wixom
has said it won’t participate in amy
system that discharges to the city of
Detroit.”

Having approved the relief sewer
response to the local problem, the DNR
1s not expected to impose the threaten-
ed building ban but may be insistent on

fiscal year change

Walled Lake City Council members
are reconsidering a proposal to change
the city’s fiscal year from July-June to
October-September. -

City Manager Michael Dornan said
he was “stunned"” to find out the council
had okayed a proposed charter amend-
ment which would change the fiscal
year. Due to an Injury, Dornan was ab-
sent from the meeting at which the
change was discussed.

‘We've had little opportunity to study
how it would affect the internal opera-
tions of the city,” explained Dornan.

The council approved the proposed
charter amendment because the
change In fiscal year would coordinate
with the state’s fiscal year.

Charles Bosler of the city’s auditing
firm told the council about two-thirds of
the cities in Michigan have the July to
June fiscal year. The only reason

Bosler cited for not changing the fiscal
year was the July 1 property tax coltec-
tion.

June is a good month to end the fiscal
year, Bosler said, because the city’s
fund equity is at its lowest. The July 1
property tax levy bolsters the fund
equity and would create an imbalance
in the middle of an October to
Séptember fiscal year, he explained.

Council Member Willlam Roberts,
who suggested the change at a June
councii meeting, said the city might get
better service from its auditors with the
October to September fiscal year, since
two-thirds of Michigan's communities
have a July to June year.

The item was tabled until the coun-
cl's Tuesday, July 19, giving Bosler

time to prepare a report for the council

on the potentlal benefits and disad-
vantages of the October’ to September
fiscal year.

Board members expressed surprise
that the proposals were for three-year
agreements with the district.

“I don’t know where that three-year
thing came from,” sald Trustee
Patricia Jackman.

- Relunctant to accept a three-year
proposal, the board debated whether it
could legally reject all three bids.

Legislation implemented in April re-
quires school boards to open bids for all

- non-instructional purchases over

$10,000. .

The board finally opted to adjust the
bid to a one-year agreement, accepting
Plante Moran's $14,400 proposal for
1982-83 auditing services. The board set
an August 15 deadline for completion of
the preliminary financial report and
sald it would re-open bids for the 1983-84
audit at a later date.

The acceptance of the one-year

agreement with Plante Moran was

made subject to modification after the

board seeks legal advice on its action,

Initially, the purpose of the three-
year bid was to see what auditing was
going to cost the district over the next
few years, Wright said.

Plante Moran, which has provided
auditing services for the distriet for
over 20 years, has accepted the one-
year adjustment in its bid proposal,
Wright added.

“We were making an attempt to pro-
tect the board legally (by advertising
for bids) and at the same time meet the
board’s demand for an expeditious
audit,” explained Wright.

Wright sald a new law was to have
been passed recently that would ex-
empt auditing and other similar ser-
vices from the legislation requiring a
district to bid purchases over $10,000,
The uncertain status of this new law
also added to the confusion of Monday
night’s diseussion, he said.

Other bids for 1962-83 auditing ser-
vices came from Arthur Anderson and
from Coopers and Lybrand, both of
Detroit. Arthur Anderson bid $11,500,
while Coopers and Lybrand bid $15,700.

All three bids included estimales for
auditing services in 1983-84 and 1984-85.
There were significant differences in
the services that each firm offered as a
part of its bid, Wright noted.

A Novi man was arrested for
felonious assaull on July 4 after bar-
ricading himsell inside his Eight Mile
residence, according to Novi police.

John R. Stanford, 38, was arraigned
July 5 at the 52nd District Court and
charged with possession ol a firearm
while under the influence. He was
released on $300 personal bond. Pre-
trial exarnination is set for August 2.

According to police. they responded
to call on Eight Mile in reference to a
domestic assault. Upon arrival, police
spoke with the victim who had sustain-
ed injuries to her face and ribs during
an argument with Stanford, her fiance,
over an ex-hayfriend. $he told police
. Stanford was intoxicated, according to
reports.

She then asked police to help her

According to the
report, he repeatedly asked to be left
alone.

Eventually a telephone communcia-
tions was set up between Stanford, his
fiance and two other friends, including
an attorney. After a short conversation
and further requests to surrender Stan-
ford surrended peacefuily, said police,

Police added that he became agitated
during the arrest but calmed down
after arriving at the police station
where he was booked for felonious
assaull. Police said Stanford was intox-
icated during the entire incident.

Stanford's weapons were confiscated,
They included four shotguns of varying
types, a six-shot pistel and over 630
rounds of ammunition.

‘‘Now the economy is turning around and Novl is on the
threshold of a period of long-term growth that will affect
the commercial, industrial and residential areas of the ci-
ly,” Wineman continued. *'I would Mke to maintain Novi
as an attractive place to live and do business.

A group of Commerce Township
residents are expressing concern about
the impact of a proposed 28-unit detach-
ed condominum development along
Fox Lake.

A public hearing on developer Robert
Kratage's request for the special excep-
tion permit needed to develop the con-
dominiums has been continued to Mon-
day, July 18, by the Commerce
Township Planning Commission.

Residents of Carroll Lake Heighis
and Muskoka Park subdlvisions attend-
ed a recent planning commission
meeting to oppose the project, In addi-
tion to concerns about the project’s im-
pact, residents alse voiced concerns
about the use of prefabricated or
maodular housing in the development.

Township officials, however, report
that modular housing is not unique in
Commerce.

“There are modutar homes in the
township. They can be practically any

price range,” said Supervisor Robert
Long, a resident of Muskoka Park.
“There Is no concentration of themn in
the township. I don't know if they im-
pact the value of other homes. The
township can only look whether they
meel code.”

Based on flyers circulated by some -

residents, Long said it was clear that
the residents incorrectly think con-
dominium indicates high-density
development.

Condominium is a form of ownership
and does not designate density or type
of construction. Under township or-
dinance, condeminiums are a special
exception permitted use in
residentially-zoned areas.

All requirements placed on standard
subdivisions must be met with the ex-
ception of lot size, In exchange for not
meeting regular lot requirements, con-
dominium developers must provide
open land for commen use.

Despite residents' concerns about
potential density levels, township or-
dinances restrict construction to 2.9
units per acre. If a community water
system and sewer service is provided,
up to 3.8 units could be developed per
acre.

“With the condominium development
there are no set lots but there is offset-
ting space. Water and road rights-of-
way are not counted when the density is

tigured,"” said Long. “With this proper--

ty there will be quite a few acres less
than 99 acres used in the density when
water and roads are removed,"”

Since state requirements for platting
subdivislons are not applied to con-
dominiums, the planning commission
reviews the project under site plan ap-
proval.

To demonstrate their opposition to
the proposed development residents
have circulated petitions and written
township hall.

Melanie Mick has circulated peti-
tions, collecting 81 signatures from
neighboring residents who object to the
proposed development.

"I approached 81 people and they ail
signed it. There was no opposition to the
petition,’’ Mick sald.

Mick added that her husband has
detailed objections to the proposed
development in a letter to township of-
ficials.

Herbert Mick told township officials
the couple recently built a new home on
the Huron River within eyesight of Fox
Lake.

“Consequently, it is with extreme
disatisfaction that we received notice of
the proposed plan to construct phase
one of Fox Lake Condos within 300 feet
of my home," said Mick in his letter to
township officials.

“From a personal point of view, ]
strongly oppose the preposed plan
because it will destroy the country set-
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ting I now enjoy and overcrowd the
river and lake I intend to enjoy.

“'Additionally, I anticipate the value
of my property will be substantially
reduced and in that event I will be forc-
ed to move again in order to re-acquire
the kind of living environment I now
have,” he continued. ''‘Nonetheless, the
more important question here is what
affect this propesed condominium pro-
ject will have on Commerce Township.

“We believe the township is aware of
the special exception as requested in
this instance as the proprty Indicated
would lessen the quality of life in the
immediate area and thoughout Com-
merce Township as a whole.

“The proposed project does not fit in
with the plan presently in existance in
the area and it is a major departure for
the township as a whole as it has been
developed to date. Further, I believe
the proposed project would have
serious environmental consequences in

terms of the affect on water usage,
waste disposal, wildlife and existing
recreational facilities at the location in-
dicated.

Consequently, for reasons discussed
and others not mentioned, we
respectfully request the planning com-
mission deny the request of (Robert)
Krattage, agent for J. Anthony and
Anne Krattage, for a speclal exception
permit which would allow construction
of “'single family detached condos' in a
resldentlal reighborhood, or that in the
alternative the planning commission
delay its decision on the reguest until
environmental and social consequences
canbe more closely considered.”

Melanie Mick indicated residents feel
as if it is up to them to prove the project
should not be developed, when the
burden actually should fall on the
developer to prove it will not be harm-
ful.

WLEA stops negotiating
for July vacation break

After two bargaining sessions, representatives
of the Walled Lake Education Association (WLEA)
have retired negotiations with the Walled Lake
school board for the month of July.

Novi seeks sewer relief

‘The dispute centers around Detroit's contention
that Wayne County does not have the authority to
construct and operate a new sewer disposal system
for governmental units now under sewer service
contracts with the City of Detroit,

City Councll Member John Chambers, a member
of the rate review committee, attended a special
meeting Monday where the committee tried to
reach an agreement on steps to be taken now that
the DNR has decided funds should not be allocated
to Super Sewer this year.

Chambers characterized the meeting as ‘‘very
heated," saying there were *a lot of very disturbed
people in that room. "'

Chambers told the city council that the project
was denijed funding as a result of a ‘*‘communication
problem between the City of Detroit and its bond
counsel.” .

A proposal now under consideration is that nor-

thern cornmunities along the regional sewer line
would send sewage to Detroit and southern com-
munitles would pipe sewage to a treatment plant in
Brownstown.

Krilewall sald that the prablem with this proposal
is that although Detroit contends 1t has sufficient
capacity “none of this is documented or approved.
Detroit says it has capacity and Wayne County says
it doesn't,”

Chambers told the council that the chairperson of
the rate review committee was given the authority

to seek a resolution {o the matter and the group ex-

pects to take action within two weeks,

Charmbers said that as a result of the meeting “‘we
got an agreement from everyone to work together."”
He indicated that the City of Detroit, as well as the
suburbs, were represented at the meeting.

Super Sewer suit
must be pursued

Michigan’s Department of
Naturai Resources (DNR) has ac-
complished a number of things —
all of them bad — by blocking all
but $5 million of $40 million poten-
tially available for first-year fun-
ding of the proposed Huron Valley
Wastewater Treatment package,
commonly known as Super Sewer.

Specifically, the DNR’s ir-
responsible action:

» Potentially erases almost 30
years of planning for a regional
sewer systetn that is needed for
growth and development in
Western Wayne and Southern
Oakland counties.

» Jeopardizes the prospects for
eliminating numerous health
hazards currently threatening
many citizens due to discharge of
raw and improperly treated
sewage from failing septic tanks,
overloaded interceptor sewers and
antiquated, overloaded freatment
facilities. Residents in Novi and
Wixom can relate directly to these
concerns, as can Commerce
residents who now rely totally on
septic fields with no viable alter-
native for sewage treatment in the

offing.

» Deals what could be the
death knoll for a massive public
works project which would draw an
estimated $210 million in federal
funds and create an estimated 5,000
jobs for the depressed southeastern
Michigan economy.

» Endangers the prospects for
future development in
southeastern Michigan at a time
when companies are moving out of
state and Lansing officials are
seeking to stem the tide.

s Jeopardizes an opportunity
for significant enhancement of the
quality of Michigan’s precious
water resources which have been
deteriorating for years and which
may well hold the hope for the
state’s return to economic pro-

sperity.

Duane Egeland of the Wayne
County Department of Public
Works, the guiding light for the
Super Sewer project, says the
DNR'’s action raises serious ques-
tions as to whether the regional
system will ever be developed. The
DNR granted only $5 million in
first-year funds, holding up $35
million for the first year and an-ad-
ditional $36 million for second-year
funding.

Without the '82 federal funds,
there will not be enough to finish
the project, said Egeland. Phases
two and three are in doubt.

Why would the DNR reach
such a decision? The answer pro-
bably lies in the on-going opposition
of Detroit Mayor Coleman Young
and the Detroit Sewerage and
Water Board, which was placed
under the jurisdiction of the federal
courts several years ago for
mismanagement.

Throughout its 20-plus year
history, the Super Sewer project
was opposed by the powerful
Detroit bloe, which threw up every
conceivable obstacle to block it.
Detroit officials continued to exert
pressure to kill the project up to the
last minute and may well have
finally succeeded.

Canton Finance Director
Michael Gorman charged that the
DNR appeared to be “working
hand in hand" with the Detroit
mayor to kill the regional sewer
system,

Similar charges were levied by
Oakland County Executive Daniel
Murphy, who said he will not stand
by and ‘“‘watch Mayor Young
destroy a lot of hard work and
block funds that shouid be going to
these municipalities, just because
he wants to keep a strangle hoid on
suburban taxpayers’ sewer pro-
jects.”

Murphy also expressed disap-
pointment that Governor James
Blanchard has not stepped in to
fight for a project for southeastern
Michigan that has been in the plan-
ning stages for 20 years.

Murphy and Oakland County
already have announced plans to
sue the DNR over its Super Sewer
decision, and the Novi City Council
voted Monday to pledge its support
of the county's legal actions.

In blocking the 1982 federal
funds for Super Sewer, the DNR
has done a disservice to Novi, Wix-
om, Commerce Township and the
11 other communities who need the
regional system for orderly growth
and development. The DNR also
has damaged the economic future
of southeastern Michigan in par-
ticular and the state as a whole.

Murphy’s lawsuit is justified.
The under-the-table political deal-
ings of the DNR must not be per-
mitted to jeopardize Michigan’s
economic and ecological well-
being.

Don’t delay talks

With a $1.1 million salary con-
session under negotiation, Walled
Lake teachers have retired from
contract negotiations for the
month.

It is a policy of the Walled Lake
Education Association (WLEA),
apparently one that has been
followed for some time, to take a
break from negotiations during Ju-
ly to allow teachers one full month
of vacation and family time. The
policy is a reasonable one, but a
shortsighted one this year.

The proposed budget adopted
by the school board in June is
founded on the assumption over $1
million can be recovered through
negotiations with the district’s 450-
member strong teachers’ union.
Having had only five bargaining
sessions thus far, the July recess
will leave a mere four weeks for a
settlement on the assumed conces-
sion to be reached before the start
of the school year.

Perhaps it is thought the
squeeze will prompt a settlement.

leaving less time for posturing on
both sides. But it seems more likely
the delay will aggravate the situa-
tion this fall, leaving less time for
discussion. Lesser contract issues
have absorbed more negotiation
time than what will be left for the
Walled Lake school board and
teachers after the July recess.

The need to preserve uninter-
rupted vacation time with family is
an understandable reason for stall-
ing contract talks for perhaps a
couple weeks — that, after all, is
the most vacation time the majori-
ty of people have during the sum-
mer.

|

But to delay for four weeks the
discussion of a contract the school
board is hoping will cost the district
$1.1 million less next year, seems to
be poor planning. It may even con-
tribute to a late school opening.

Negotiators for the WLEA and
the school board should resume
contract talks as soon as possible if
both sides are to achieve their
stated goal of settling a contract
before the new school year.

My good friends at the Detroit Free You-
know-what are at it again.

It was roughly six months ago that the
Big City boys decided to launch thelr so-
called “local sections,” the sections on
Thursday which allegedly serve the suburbs
— Dakland, Western Wayne, Washtenaw and
Macomb counties.

Actually, *‘serve’” is the wrong word. If
you consider a maximum of one or two
stories per week about any given community

as “‘serving” than your definition of service is '

alot broader than mine.

For years the Detroit Free YKW has
ardently supported the interests of Detroit at
the expense of the suburbs., The prevatling
editorial philosophy seems to be: If it's good
for the suburbs, it’s bad for Detroit and we’re
against it.

What’s ironic is that the YKW's business
philosophy is more advanced that its editorial
philosophy. For Southeastern Michigan to
survive and flourish, both Detroit and the

suburbs must be allowed to meet their poten-

tials, '
You won’t save Detroit by strangling the

suburbs, but you may save Detroit by allow-
ing the suburbs to flourish — and then allow-
ing the salvation to flow back into the central
city.

The rate would be increased
to $22.21 if the MDPMCA's offer is ac-
cepted, Evans sald.

“That's a respectable increase under
the current economic conditions,” he
said. “1t's unfortunate that labor is not
being responsive to the conditions,"

Evans also confirmed that the
picketers outside his Novi firm had
been locked out.

Although the contract expired June 1
work had continved on a day-to-day
basis until union members struck selec-
tive contractors June 29, Evans said.

“Contractors who bhad not heen
siruck locked thelir doors at that point in

support of contractors who had been
struck,'” reperted Evans,

"Our group (the MDPMCA) has a
policy that there will be a lock out if any
individual contractor is struck. The
union knew that when they selectively
struck certain contractors.

“If contractors don’t stick together,
they can be isolated — they just won't
have a chance.”

Although Evans has not returned to
the picket line since last Thursday, he
maintains that his position is unchang-
ed.

“I just want us all to work together,”
he sald. “It doesn’t make any sense for
unifon contractors and union labor to be
fighting each other when the economy
Is like it is today.”

Travis said.

“When the city moved to annex
varlous pieces of property and
Brookland Farms it seemed to us then,
and It seems to us now, that excluding
Brookland Farms is unrealistic....

Boundary commissioners have ap-
proved annexation of seven of the eight
township parcels three times — ex-
cluding Brookland Farms in each deci-
sion.

The City of Novi has treated the an-
nexation as fact for four years — since
1979 when the Ingham County Circuit
court upheld the boundary commission
and ordered the annexation be made ef-
fective on December 31, 1978,

Legal questions hiave kept the issue
allve through circuit court, the
Michigan Appeals Court and the
Michigan Supreme Court.

Taylor said the decline was largely
due to people exhausting state benefits
and not from employment gains. A
similar two-week reduction occurred in
June.

The FSC program provides federatly-
funded benefits to those who exhaust
state beneflts, The number of weeks
payable is tied to the state’s insured
unempleyment rate (JUR).

While the cutback- will affect most
FSC claimants in the state, between
10,000 and 20,000 wiil be affected aimost
immediately as their benefits will be
terminated at least one or two weeks
earlier than anticipated.

. Inearly June, FSC dropped from 14 to
12 weeks when the state IUR dropped
below 6.0 percent. In addition, the drop
below six percent forced the state's own
Extended Benefit (EB) program lo
end, affecting some 56,600 EB

. claimants.
_It's tragic that so many weeks of

benefits should be lost in Michigan with
our total unemployment rate so high,”
Taylor sald,

“But the federal government chang-
ed the IUR formula, which is used to
determine the state’s eligibility for EB
and FSC payments. The change was
made at the urging of the Reagan ad-
ministration to reduce {federal
ugemployment costs,’ Taylor explain-
e

“The formula is now based only on
those clailming regular state unemploy-
ment benefits, It totally excludes those
on our extended benefit programs. As a
result, EB and FSC remain in effect for
shorter perlods of time despite continu-
ing high unemployment.”

The TUR s the ratio of those claiming
state unemployment benefits to those
who are working In jobs covered by
state unemployment Insurance law.
The IUR differs significantly from the
total unemployment rate, which is an-
nounced monthly and is the ratio of
those who are unemployed to the total
labar force.

When a state’s IUR is six percent or
higher, FSC pays up to 14 weeks of
benefits. When it is less than six per-
cent, FSC pays up to 12 weeks, less than
five percent, up to 10, and less than four
percent, up to eight weeks,

During the week ending June 18,
Michigan's IUR dropped to 4.95 per-
cent. Two weeks later, FSC by law must
drop t¢ 10 weeks. The FSC program
began in September, 1982, and is
scheduled to end September 30.

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More, longer trains signal recovery

One sign of economic recovery is an
increase In railroad traffic. Dependent
on the health of on-line shippers for
business, railroads and their operations
act as an accurate barometer of
general economic activity.

And that barometer is rising ae-
cording to James Ward, area
superintendent for the Chesapeake and
Ohio Rallroad, a division of CSX — the
Chessie System.

Rall traffic through the road’s major
yard in Piymouth is up 12 percent over
year-ago levels, though hardly ap-
proaching the pre-recession level, An
average 44 trains per day ran through
Plymouth in 1978 — with the latest in-
crease, that number 1s now 22, Ward
sald.

This does not accurately reflect the
shipping . level, however, as the road
now runs longer trains where It once
would have made two or three trips.

Double and even triple-heading
locomotives to tow the longer trains of
freight cars reduce labor and fuel costs,
making rail shipment more com-

-

This region of the C&0 is dependent
on the auto industry and much of the In-
creased traffic can be attributed to the
early stages of a rebound in auto sales.

Chessie trains run half-a-dozen times
per day out of the Chevrolet Spring and
Bumper facility in Livonia. The recent
boom In large car sales has inereased
the number of cars produced at Ford
Motor Company’'s Wixom Assembly
plant, where Lincoln Continentals and
Mark VIs are being built on two shifts
for the [irst time in several years.

Two main
Chessie routes run through the
Plymouth yard, with cne heading north
through Northville and Novi on its way
te a nerthern Michigan terminus, with a
siding cutting west to the Lincoln Yard
to handle the Wixom Ford business.
This route carries traffic originating
south of Michigan and connects with a

. major cross-country line in Chio.

The other runs west out of Plymouth
into South Lyon and through Milford on
its way across the state.

CS8X took advantage of the reduced
traffic loading during the recession to
improve its right of way In this area,
which is now composed of virtually new
welded steel rail laid in the past two
years,

*“We spent $13 million on right of way
improvements,” in the past year, Hord
said.

The track improvements allow the
longer, heavier, more economicat
trains to run at competitive speeds, but

that is not the only cost-savings realized
from the capital improvements,

“As long as the rail is there, we pay
(property) taxes on it just as if it was in
use, so we remove them after so many
years without use,” he said, noting that
removal is virtually certaln when It ap-
pears there are np cusiomers to be
served by the old rail sidings.

Another eapital improvement made
in this region in the past year or two is
installation of automatic detection
equipment at railside. The electronic
devices can detect a hot journal box
(wheel bearings) and issue a warning
before the wheel fails.

They also can detect anything dragg-
ing from the train that might represent
amechanical problem brewling. Signal-
ing and control devices also have been
updated,

Ward said the end result of the im-
provements has been to improve
Chessie's competitive position In the
shipping Indusiry ~— a claim with
results that can be measured In the in-
creased number of raliroad cars being
shipped through this area.

Muzbeck was in Colorado for eight
days. It was her second trip to the Na-
tional Sports Festival, Last year she
won the vault competition.

“I liked last year's better because we
could see all the other events. In Col-
orado the sports were spread out
everywhere. I did get a chance to see
Edwin Moses set his new world record,
That was pretty exciting,” said
Muzbeck.

The Pan-Amerlcan tryouts will be
hetd July 23-24 in Maryland and the
Pan-Am Games will be held later this
year in Caracas, Venezuela.

“1 have a really good chance to make
the team. They will take five (gym-
nasts) and I hope to finish first or se-
cond,” Muzbeck sald. “I'm getting
ready for that meet now."

Muzhbeck has been fighting off a men-
tal letdown after the Sporis Festival
white she trains for the Pan-American
Trials. “'I can't really explain it. I get
really tried. I slept 14 hours the other
day,” she said. “It's just that you're
under so much pressure then all of a
sudden it's gone.”

Muzbeck works out at the Farm-

elf

ington Gymnastics Center and with her
coach in Ann Arbor. Her coaches, Den-
nis Spencer and Mike Miladonls, put the
nimble star through six-day-a-week
workouts that can 1ast up to five hours.

The All-State and All-American gym-
nast from Western joined the center
just four weeks ago. Before that she
trained with her first coach Steve
Whitlock. “I just felt I needed a
change,” she said about changing
coaches and home training site.

Muzbeck started gymnastics when
she was five. With her mother Nancy
working, her father Clayton was given
the bahy sitting chores. *'He taught me
to do flips on the bed. When my mom
found out she got mad,” she said.

That led her father to purchasing a
small trampoline, It was on that that

- she began taking her sport seriously.

This past winter Muzbeck competed
on the Western gymnastics team. I
wasn't intending to compete in high
school. I did it fof my school and my

friends,’” she said.

The gymnast joined Western’s team
midway into the season and helped the
squad make the regionals as a team

and just miss the state meet as a team.

Muzbeck is not sure if she will be
competing for her high school next
January. "It's an Olympic year and I'll
probably he doing a lot of traveling. It
wouldn’t be fair to the team for me o
join and miss meets,” she said. “'T’ll
have to wait and see when the time

Muzbeck’s goal this year is to make
the Pan-American team, but next year
she wants to be a part of the U.S. Olym-
pic team which will compete in Los
Angeles.

“Every gymnast wants to go to the
Olympics. It's gonna be tough but 1
have a good shot. If I keep working real-
ly hard and stay consistent and healthy
I have a chance,” she said.

To make the Olympic team Muzbeck
will have to compete in the National
Olympic Quallfying meet sometime
early next year. Eight gymnasts wlil be
selected for the U.S, effort, but
Muzbeck said the team will be bigger
because the U.S. is hosting the event.

Color me beautiful

Wearing your right colors is all important

By PATRICIA BOWLING

First impressions. Some people look al eyes, some at a smile.

Consciously or subconsciously, what a person is wearing also affects a
first impression, says beauty consultant Joan LaMarra. And the color of a
person’s clothes or makeup helps determine whether that impression
registers positive or negative.

“] have a friend who always dresses herself and her husband in coor-
dinating colors. Either she looks sick and he looks wonderful, or he looks
sick and she looks wonderful. They never look good together.” The reason,
she explained, is that the friend and her husband are different color seasons.

Everyone, said LaMarra, falls into one of four color categories: spring,
summer, winter or autumn. Each season is characterized by a different
range of colors. .

Hair color, eye color, skin tone and facial lines are the indicators of col-
or season, said LaMarra, who has recently compleled a three-day training
semtnar in “Color For All Seasons.' She offers colar consulting from The
Hair Carousel in Walled Lake.

The initial encounter begins by delermining the client's skin tone.

*“The undertone is either golden, or cool/blue,” she noted, with the
golden undertone indicating either an autumn or spring person and the blye
indicating a summer or winter.

“There’s never a combination,” she claimed.

Wearing the right color brings out a person’s ‘‘special beauty'' and has
an impact on these first impressions, LaMarra added.

“Cnly people in the winter category should wear stark black and white.
The spring category has sharper, clean colors. Autumn is more muted, Sum-
mer is also muted, with soft pastels. Winter is bold, dramatic and vivid."

While the client watches in a mirror, LaMarra drapes a variety of color
swatches under the client's chin.

I watch what the colors do to her face,' she explained. “‘The muted
shades may make her face look yellow, if she is a ‘cool’ persen. The brighter
colors may bring out a glow In her face.

“It really helps me determine what color for a patron's hair."

Another indicator is the type of eye the client has. People in the winter/-
summer category have velvety-looking eyes while autumn/spring peopie
have a clearer eye.

Once she has determined the client's color season, they are given a palet
of fabric samples in a wide variety of colors — but in the shades that best
suit the individual’s hair, skin tone, eyes, and sometimes even thelr per-
sonality.

The color memory is only 15 minutes long, LaMarra cialms, so the palet
of colors helps clients when they are shopping.

The paiet also helps when the client goes home after a color consultation
to clear out the closet of everything that is not in a flattering color.

“When 1 did this I traded clothes with someone. I had some of het colors
and she had some of mine.” :

LaMarra has become somewhat preoccupied with noticing colors now,
she admits. *'I find myself adjusting the color on my television set. | think,
she shouldn't wear that color, It looks terrible on her. So I try to adjust the
color.”

“Another thing I noticed is that my whole house is geared around me,
1t’s all in earth tones. It clashes with my husband. Untll you see it with your
own eyes, it sounds really fake. But when you see it, it's obvious.”

While the appointments are already plling up and LaMarra plans to
make use of her color consulting as manager of the upcoming Southwest
Qakland Pageant, some people just aren't convinced.

The couple who dress in coordinating colors, for example, are still
clashing, despite LaMarra's best advice, she said.
