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Housing regulations
slated for revisions

NOVI — Revislons to Novi's housing
compatibility ordinances will be con-
sidered for adoption at a joint meeting
of the city council and planning board
Thursday at 7:20 pm. in the Nov!
Public Library.

Changes to the ordinances have been
proposed by the city engineering con-
sultants who have reviewed residential
site plans under those provisions since
the standards were adopted by the city
In April.

The ordinances were enacted by the
clty in response to citizens’ requests for
legislation to protect the character of
partially-developed subdivisions by
prohibiting construction of
“dissimilar'' homes. The ordinances
also are designed to discourage tract
housing by prohibiting construction of
houses which are too *'similar.”

As drafted by the city attorney’s of-
fice, the proposed amendments refine
language which has led to conflicting
Interpretations of the two ordinances.

City Attorney David Fried recently
told the council he “would like to see an
ordinace adopted Thursday.’

One amendment would reduce the
number of review parameters used to
determine if a proposed house Is
substantially simllar to an existing
house. Originally six paramters dealing
primarlly with building dimensions
ware used.

But in reviewing site plans it was
found those standards allowed a builder
to tnake minor modifications to plans
for proposed construction without aiter-
ing the appearance of the Homes.
Technically, the look-alike homes met
the provisions of the ordinance
although they violated the spirit of it.

At the same time, it was found sub-
divisions of colonial homes could not be
constructed because they were ail
substantially similar under provisions
of the ordinance, even though their
elevations differed and they looked dif-
ferent from each ather,

To avoid those problems four criteria
have been proposed.

Houses will be deemed too simllar if
two of three criterla are found to be the
same. Those criteria are the length bet-
ween outside walls of the building;
relative locations of windows, door,
porches and garage; and the elevation
treatment of the home.

Another amendment deals with the
problem of houses In one subdivision
belng compared to houses in a
neighboring subdivision.

The current ordinance allows the size
of a home to be determined by compar-
Ing it to houses in a neighboring sub-
division, even though those homes may
be smaller than those in the Immediate
subdivision.

The new standard requires that, it a
house Is within a platted subdivision,
the measurement of homes in the ‘‘sur-

rounding area’ shall be within the sub-

division. It also provides that if a house
is within a Residential Unit Develop-
ment — where lot sizes have been
decreased in return for the provislon of

*Group home proposed
in Meadowbrook Manor

NOVI — An adult foster care home for six mentally
retarded men has been proposed at 41386 Liewelyn in
the Meadowbrook Manor subdivision.

Clty officials received formal notice Monday that an
application for licensing has been filed with the
Michigan Department of Social Services by CB
Residential, Incorporated, of Southfleld.

All residents within 1,500 feet of the proposed home
wiil be notified of appiication on file with city.

Clty Clerk Geraldine Stipp said the city was notlfied
because it is responsible for reviewing the number of
exlsting or proposed facilities within 1,500 of the pre-
posed home.

The home is the same one which once was proposed
for licensing as a “family home” for six emotionally
disturbed and developmentally disabled adults. Those
plans were suspended when the co-directors of the
home dropped out of project.

Laurel Berger of Macomb-Oakland Regional Center
said the new home is for mentally retarded individuals.

“They are not mentally iil. Macomb-Oakland
Regional Center is solely responsible for plancing men-
tally retarded — people who learn more slowly,”
Berger said. ““They certainly have no history of
eriminal behavior or drug use. They have difficulty
learning as quickly as others and they need supervi-
sion, probably for the rest of their lives. We want to

provide a good, positive learning environment for

them.,"
Berger noted the six residents have lived successful-
ly In a foster care home previously, but another home

for them must be found due to a breakdown in lease

negotiations on the home where the residents currently
are placed.

The proposed home will be directed by Colleen
Brayton, who has operated the home lor the six
residents since 1977, Staff members who have worked

with the residents in the past also will centinue in that -

capacity, Berger said. .

She sald the home is expected to be operational by

early or mid-September,

An informational meeting regarding the proposed
home has been scheduled for August 9 at the Church of
the Holy Family, 24505 Meadowbrook, from 5:30 p.m,
to8:30 p.m.

In a related matter, Mayor Robert Schmid has re-
quested an attorney’s oplrion regarding legal action
the city could take against such a facility,

“I'm not happy to see this home going in,” Schmid
said Monday. ''A neighbor s paying $5,000 plus in pro-
perty taxes and the state Is putting In a commercial
bustness in this subdivision,"

City Attorney David Fried was directed to prepare
an opinion on the matter.

° Planners proceed with
zoning for Town Center

NOVI — The concept of a zoning
district to serve as a ‘‘stop-gap”
measure and control the types of
businesses going into the commercial
area around Novi Road and Grand
River has been approved by the plann-
ing board,

Although ultimate plans for the area
have not been completed, planning
board members asked Planning Con-
sultant Charles Cairns to proceed with
standards for a Town Center district.

The new standards would lead to the
rezoning of property In the area from
generai commercial land uses to a
special Town Center designation.

The district has been propesed in
order to prohibit a proliferation of
businesses which are out of character
with the type of development Novi plan-
ners anticipate will someday occur in
the Town Center,

Planners asked Cairns to draft a pro-
posal for a zoning district which would
apply to all the existing road frontages
on Novi Road from I-96 to the C&0
railroad tracks and on Grand River bet-
ween the railroad viaduct and the fire
station,

Cairns said tentative plans call for
the district to coinclde with property
lines on parcels with frontages on ma-
jor thoroughtares. Byt he also ts looking
at the possibility that land within the
confines of what will be the ring road
may be designated Town Center.

Cairns told the planners he could sup-
port the “stop-gap” district suggested
by the board’s Town Center sub-
committee if a few revisions were made
to its proposal. ,

“1 think the district could work for
you," Cajrns said.

The subcommittee has described the

Town Center as a district intended to
permit ... specialty retall, office, high
density residential and entertainment-
oriented (land) uses. They also iden-
tified specific land uses which would be
allowed in the Town Center.

Calrns suggested permitting residen-
tial units on the upper floors, allowing a
mix of land uses with resldential on the
upper floors,

Additionally, planners agreed that
the distriet should maintain the current
bullding height restictions of two
storles or 35 feet,

Some planners supported increasing
the height restrictions to allow taller
buildings. However, others maintained
that the action would be inapprapriate.
“We want as much control as we can
for a stop-gap measure,” sald Planner

Hilton plans moving ahead

NOV1 — Two more steps toward con-
struction of the Novi Hilton were taken
last week when the city council in-
dicated its intent to issue a liquor
license to the Qrehard Hill Place part-
nership and approved a footing permit
for the bullding.

“We're ready to proceed with th
tacility post haste,"” commented Joseph
Gerak of Orchard Hill Place Associates
following the council's action.

Gerak showed the council revised
plans of a facilty they originally learn-
ed about approximately 12 months ago.

“Qur plans are the same. The hotel
will be located on 10.5 acres. It is a 263-
reom facility with ancillary business
and convention facilities.”

The 9,000 square-foot meeting center
includes 22 meeting rooms and a 100-
seat amphitheater with c¢omplete
audiovisual facilities, Gerak said the
business center is geared for corporate

regional meetings — “anyane needing
total communications,”

Ultimate plans for the hotel also in- _
clude an additional 154 rooms.

Gerak reported that two bufldings are
planned — a hotel and conference
center tobe built simutaneousiy,

As plans for the hotel proceed, he ad-
ded, other work at QOrchard Hill Place
at Eight Mlle and Haggerty Road have
moved ahead.

“The Norris and Hewlett Packard
buildings have been added. Orchard
Hill Place Drive has been constructed.
The retention pond is complete and will
be Integrated into the plans for the en-
tire facility," he reported.

Gerak also stated that even officials
at Hilton headquarters are excited
about the proposed hotel.

“They’ve Joaked at our plans and sald

NOVI — Determination can be read in his
bright, clear eyes — determination not to allow the
crippling effects of an unnamed disease stop him
from achieving his lifelong dreams of winning in
athletic competition and playing drums in a band.

His name is Kristopher Longwish and he’s in
Fort Worth, Texas, this week, representing
Michigan in the National Cerebral Palsy Games at
Texas Christan University.

Kris is both athlete and musician. The 1?-year-
old attends the Farmington Center, a life career
center for physically disabled individuals that
teaches adaptive skills, He lives with his mother
Kari Kitchens and family in Novi.

Last Friday, Kris achieved his first dream
when he played in a summer concert as a part of
the Summer Band School run by Cralg Strain at
Novi High School. Later that day he left for Texas
and his other dream.

‘1 was so shocked when I received the invita-
tion letter. I said, ‘All right, I'm going to Texas,""
said Kris. “I like to compete because I want to keep
myself busy and I really like track a lot.”

Kris doesn’t have cerebral palsy, but he has
been confined to a wheelchair for his entire life.
He's had 13 major operations in his 17 years.

“It's definitely his own disease — one of a
kind,” said Kitchens, Her son competes with The
Mighty Oaks team from Oakland County because
cerebral palsy is the nearest disease to his own, a
disease that effects his motor skills.

In May, Kris qualified for the games when he
competed In the state reglonal tournament at
Eastern Michigan University held by the Michign
Cerebral Palsy Association. He competed in club
throw, rifle, archery, bowling and the 800-meter
race. Although disqualified In the club throw,
he went on to win the the rifle, archery and bowling
events in his classification. He also finished third in
the 800-meter race.

Kris’s efforts were then calculated in compari-
sion to scores from other regionals. The best
finishers in each event were invited to this week's

competition in Texas,

*“I thought I would make it for bowling or ar-
chery, but it's the 800-meter race — that's a tough
event,” said Kris. “At Eastern I thought I just had
to go around once, but it was twice."

After coming to a stop Kris regained his speed
in that race and just missed finishing second when
he stopped at what he thought was the finish line.
It was 50 hot and Kris didn’t have a racing chair
like a lot of the racers and yet he did so well,"” said

Kari Kitchens, “We didn’t know he’d make it to the -

national games untll we saw the letter addressed to
bim."

“They're just proud of me that I made it. 1
earned it,” said Kris.

Kris first started racing a little more than a
year age. He competed twice In Grand Rapids
races and finished second on both occasions. He
will be among over 1,000 cerebral palsy athletes
from across the country converging on Fort Worth.

“1 hope I can use a racing chair in Texas. It
sure would help a lot,” Kris said. His wheelchalr is
markedly different from racing wheelchairs,
which cost over $2,000.

Racing chalrs are lighter than normal
wheelchairs, with foot rests and special arm rests,
The big wheels on the chair are slanted to make for
easier racing.

When Kris races he wears heavy-duty work

gloves and a headband. He also tapes both wrists
and his leg brace. To move he uses his arms and
feet for propulsion.

'Even with gloves I still get my hands all cut
up,"” he sald.

Kris's family and friends made the trip to
Texas possible by raising the $300 needed. One
woman, Mary Ann Geotirey of Dearborn Helghts,
who works for Shaklee, & vitimin distributor, “‘real-
ly made this trip possible,” according to Kris's
mother.

*‘When she found out he was going, she spread
the word and we started receiving these beautiful
letters with donations and words of encouragment
and caring."

Kris works out in his subdivison, racing up and
down the sidewalks. He also plays basketball and
hockey at the Farmington Center.

**1 used to work cut a lot more, but now I hardly
get a chance so many things are happening at
once,'" Kris said. I like to push myself at different
speeds around the subdivision.’

Althouth his disease has never been identitied,
it was originally diagnosed as cerebral palsy.
Cerebral palsy occurs when too little oxygen
reaches the brain.

As for the drums, Kris plays the snare. ‘‘He's
just’learning,” said Kitchens. “'It's good therapy
for his hands.

“Cralg Strain really deserves credit for taking
Kris into the summer program - it’s a first 1
think,'* she added. There is also a chance Kris will
be playing band for Novi High this fall. If so, it
would be a dream come true for the youth,

Besides wheelchair-racing and playing his
drums, Kris loves listening to rock-and-roll, play-
Ing darts and working on an computer. His cons-
tant companien is his cat Smudge.

“Kris needs to meet people. He can get only 50
far with his family. He needs people who can offer
him a challenge. He's such a high achlever, it's sad
to see him held back,” said hls mother. “Kris
wants more from life.”

Like the disease that has confined him to a
wheelchair, Kris Is a one-of-a-kind athiete,

giving a community authority to take
such action requires that the city ac-
quire the property.

“It’s a policy question of whether the
city wants to proceed along those lines,
but I really don’t think you want Lo get
involvedin it,” Fried sald.

To condemn property in a blighted
area the city must first establish a com-
mittee of 12 to 24 residents or
businessmen from the affected area
who would be responsible for defining a
rehabilitation program, Fried said.

*This is an invoived, expensive pro-
ceedure and [ can't picture it being
done to remove three or four blighted
buildings," he added.

Fried also said the boarded-up houses
cannot be torn down under provisions of
state law or the city’'s regulations,
because they are properly boarded up.

City advised against taking land

Mayor Robert Schmid suggested that
demolishing the building may be the
key to development of the Town Center
Area,

“If we clear it up, we may attract
potential purchasers,” Schmid sug-
gested. “I'm going to take up this
cause. If we suggest we're going to buy
the property it may cause some con-
cern,”

Fried said the city can't act on the
matter “without substantial financial
contribution.”

“There should be some way to
remove buildings that will never be us-
ed,” Schmid said.

“You can't do it uniess you want to
pay for the property," Fried said.

Fried suggested he could discuss the

» Wixom residents oppose home

WIXOM — A public meeling to
discuss adult foster care homes will be
held tonight (Wednesday) at Wixom Cj-
ty Hall. State officlais are expected to
attend.

The meeting was arranged by Mayor
Lillian Spencer in response to a request
from Potter Road residents, who at-
tended last week's council meeting.
About eight residents were present to
protest placement for an adult foster
care home on Potter Road.

Much of the discusslon by residents
centered on complaints about the
unresponsiveness of city and state of-
ficlals, along with rumors about pro-
blems with foster care homes in other
communities.

The Potter Road site had been among
three sites designated by the city’s six-
member community placement com-
mittee. The home will be constructed
barrier-free for the handicapped and
house up to six developmentaliy disabl-
ed persons placed by the Macomb
Oakland Reglonal Center.

Residents charged they had not been
fairly represented by the committee or
allowed Input in the site selection.
Residents charged they had not been In-
formed about the committee and their
area, Birch Park Subdivision was not
represented.

“We had about 150 people present at a
public meeting on foster care and the
mayor asked for volunteers,” said
Mayoral Assistant Stephen Bonczek.
“We didn’t get six volunteers for the
committee so the mayor calied one per-
son. One of the members is from the
Birch Park subdivislon.”

The committee was specifically.

established with a volunteer member-
ship, Bonezek said, so the recommend-
ed sites would not be the result of
directed action by the mayor or council.

The committee worked closely with
MORC while reviewing sites within the
city, he added.

Joe Collyer, who lives next to the pro-
posed foster care site, satd the commit-
tee had not cataloged possible sites in
the city, “‘They just picked a site as
they were driving by,'" he added.

Another resident, Art Woodke, said
*‘No one wants to help us. The councll
can do something. Why didn't the com-
mittee ask us about the siie? This just
isn’t right.”

Responding to the comments,
Spencer said her office had provided
residents with all the information about
the foster care home which was
available. “The sites recommended
were presented to the planning com-
misslen and the eity councll,” she add-
ed. .

Council Member Wayne Glessner
sald M residents were looking for
fairness they would not find it In the
state’s foster care program. “There s a
master-slave relationship in communi-
ty placement and we have no say about
it,” he commented. “The legisiature is
responsible. We can’t change the law,"”

Despite Bonezek's comments that the
commiitee had worked closely with
MORC to designate foster care sites,
Glessner charged MORC had refused to
cooperate with the city.

The residents asked if the ¢ity could
take legal action to halt the toster care
home. Previously the city had unsuc-
cessfully attempted to halt a foster care
home on Shewbird. The site was later
sold to another buyer and the home was
not built.

“‘There are no sidewalks out there

and the site is too close to the lake.
There are going to be four people in

‘wheelchairs,”’ said Woodke. ‘‘These

people won't even know where they are.

WALLED LAKE - Police and family
members have yet to find any trace of
72-year-old Richard Green, who
wandered from his Walled Lake home
July 3 and has been missing ever since.

Negotiations confuse board,
district’s support personnel

WALLED LAKE — Negotiation at-
tempts with six of the school district's
bargaining groups have “gotten a little

" siily,"” School Board Spokesperson Rita

Thomas said this week.

The six groups, including custodians,
foremen, malintenance, mechanics,
head cooks and the Walled Lake
Caleteria Association are attempting to
gain recognition as one unified bargain-
ing group. The six groups Include more
than 150 employees. '

In October each group individually
voted to affillate with the Michigan
Educational Suppert Personnel
Association (MESPA), said MESPA
Representative Karen Filar. Subse-
quently, the groups voted in March to
merge as one bargalning group under
MESPA. ‘

But according to Thomas, the merger
constitutes & new unfon affiliation,
which is5 not allowed under the
employees’ contracts until the contract
Is expired.

“They are trylng to come in the back

door. There’s.a lot of game playing go-
ing on by MESPA,” sald Thomas,
noting that only two or three items, in-
cluding wages, are being negotiated

" with the employees this summer, The

six contracts do not expire until next
year, .

But Fliar maintains the action Is not a
new union affillation.

“They are able to (merge unions)
anytime during the contract year," she
said, adding that if the groups had
wanted to change from their MESPA
affiliation, only then would they have to
wait until the contracts expire next
year.

Both Filar and Thomas admit to con-
fusion in correspondence between the
six employee groups and the ad-
ministration.

Filar identifies herself as the MESPA
agent representing the six Walled Lake
school employee groups. She said the
administration also has recognized her
in that capacity on an Informal tevel.

Thomas, however, sald the school
board in negotiations with these groups
will recognize Fllar ag their spokesper-

son but not as an agent of MESPA.

“That’s really splitting hairs. I think
they're trying to play a legal game with
us,” said Filar,

The slx employee groups have filed a
petitlon with the Michigan Employ-
ment Relatlons Commission (MERC)
to be recognized as one bargaining

.group, At a hearing Thursday, August

11, legal representatives for both the
school board and the six employee
groups will meet with MERC olficlals
to determine If the six groups must
bargaln their contracts separately this
year, or bargain as a unified group.

“They will be recognized (as one
bargaining group),” said Filar. *It
might not be unill September or Oc-
tober, but they wili be,”

Describing MESPA as *the ugly step-
sister of the MEA (Michigan Education
Assoclation),” Thomas sald the action
of the six employee groups in associa-
tion with MESPA is & “bargaining tac-
tic”" deslgned to influence the ongolng
teacher negotiations.

Novi council holds line on senior taxi

NOVI — The saying is that you can’t
get something for nothing. But cab
rates for senior citizens will continue to
be nearly that inexpensive as a result of
recent action by the city council,

Council members decided not to in-
crease the $1 taxj cab fare offered to
Novi seniors, even though the cost (o
the city for the program {s increasing.

After reviewing a request from Com-
munity Cab Compary to increase its
senior citizen rate to $5, council
members decided to grant the rate in-
crease without passing the cost on to
seniors who use the service.

Instead of ralsing rates for seniors,
the city will increase its subsidy of cab

faresfrom $2t0 $4.

Novi receives funds for the senior cab

service program through the

Southeastern Michigan Transportation
Authority (SEMTA) munieipal credits
program. Novi is eligible for $19,530 this

‘year., -

Council members decided Monday to
request that $15,600 be allocated for cab
service subsidies, while $3,930 will be
earmarked for chartered busses used
by the Novi Parks and Recreatlon
Department, '

A proposed alternative was to ralse
the cab rate for seniors and handicap-
ped individuals from $1 to $2 and spend
more money on the chartered busses
for Parks and Recreation programs,

Concerned that the $2 fare for seniors

wolld bring the cost of a round frip to
$4, councll members decided against

“that alternative.

Assistant City Manager Craig Klaver
told the council that he believes the rate
increase for the cab company is
justified based on a review of rates in
surrounding communities,.

“‘Their (the cab company’s)
arguments have merit,” Klaver said.
“And the practical consideration is it
would be difficult for us to spend these
funds otherwise. We couldn’t spend it
on charter bus service unless we ar-
tificially created a demand through
Parks and Recreation.

*There is credence in the argument
that this service has added 'costs

beyond the normal cab service,”
Klaver continued. '“They assist loading
and unloading handicapped passengers
and there is extra cost and time involv-
ed.ll

Klaver said the cab company
originally became involved in the ser-
vice as a public relations program, but
the number of people using it has ex-
ceeded expectatlons.

The number of runs has increased
from 2,680 one year ago to an an-
ticipated 3,600 runs this year.

“At that level it's their position that
this must be a self-supporting pro-
gram,"” Klaver said. ‘‘We've proposed a
$1 increase in user cost and subsidy in
order to split the difference with the

people using the service. With the
amount of money avallable we feel this
Is the best utllization of the money. We
can maintain the service at an increas-
ed cost, but the company is not willing
or able to participate for less than a $5
flat rate."

Council members objected to raising
the rate currently charged to seniors.

“1 have a strong feeling we should
hold the line on these rates,” Mayor
Robert Schmid said.

City Manager Edward Kriewall in-
dicated the $1 fare is so low that some
people may be taking advantage of it.

Klaver agreed, saying there has been
a “major increase in the outlying areas
— from there to the senfor citizens
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cab fares

center and to Twelve Qaks."’

Reflecting on a meeting last year in
which a large number of senlors asked
the council to maintain the cab subsidy
program, Schmid said he thinks “‘this
$1 is very important to many of those
people. I think this is a very important
service.” ‘

Council members subsequently
agreed to reduce the amount of SEMTA
funding to Parks and Recreations'
chartered buses and reallocate it to the
cab service.

Council members voted 6-0 to ap-
prove the request for funding from
SEMTA4, including the $4 cab fare sub-
sidy and the $3,930 for chartered busses.

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Novi Schools to consider proficiency standards

NOVI — Proficiency standards in
reading and arithmetic for all grades
should be established by 1985, a study
committee told the school board last
week.

The seven-member committee,
chaired by Trustee Joan Daley, was ap-
pointed in October, 1981, to review and
update the board's policy manual. Two
new sections, one on proficiency stan-
dards and a second on what parents
should do if they object to materials be-
ing used in the classroom were propos-
ed.

In addition, the committee recommend-
ed revising seven sections of the policy
manual and deleting one.

The administration currently is work-
ing on proficiency standards in reading
and math, Superintendent Robert
Piwko said. The proficiency tests,
which would be given three times (ear-
ly elementary, middle schoo) and high
school) have not yet been selected.

The committee also suggested that
remedial classes should be developed
for students whose scores fall below 70

percent on the proficlency tests.
Students eventually would have to pass
the secondary level test before
graduating, Piwko noted,

In reading, high school students
should be able to define commonly used
words, identify main ideas in a
paragraph, and identify a statement as
fact or opinion, the committee sug-
gested. :

In math, the committee said a high
school student should be able to
demonstrate the ability to recognize
numbers, compute with fractions and
decimals, and carry out estimates.

In addition to proficiency standards,
the committee recommended another
new section for the board's policy
manual.

Recognizing that a member of the
school community may, on occaslon,
object to the use of certain materials in
classroom instruction, the committee
recommended a ‘‘grievance" pro-
cedure for such complaints.

“We have some teachers who abuse
this," said Trustee Robert Schram of
the school policy on homework.

Trustee Gllbert Henderson concurred
and suggested the board add to its
policy a guideline specifying a max-
imum number of homework hours per
week for each grade level.

“Students need some basis of ap-
peal,” said Henderson. *'Teachers joln
unions to protect against the number of
hours worked. Some students put in 12
hours at school before looking at
homework. The adult world won't put
up with that.”’

Trustee Sharon ‘Pelchat suggested
the policy manual also should state that

homework must be returned to students
with some indication it has been check-
ed.

who resigned In June after accepting a
position as assistant superintendent
with the Jackson School Distriet.

Swallow's appointment marks the
reorganization of responsibilities in the
district’s admnistrative office. Dit-
zhazy's former position, administrative
assislant for curriculum, has been
eliminated. In its place, the position of
speclal services director has been
created to include special education

: . . and vocational education.

In addition to being assistant prin-
cipal at Middle School South, Swallow
formerly was Novl's director of voca-
tional education. He will continue to ad-
minister this department in his new
assignment, thereby -eliminating the
vocational education director's posi-
tion.

Curriculum studies, . which were
directed by Ditzhazy, now will be hand)-

. . ed jointly by Swallow and Director of

Special Programs Rita Traynor, Plwko

explained.
The end result of changes in ad-

ministrative roles is the elimination of
one central office position, Assistant
Superintent Willlam Barr sald,

Swallow, who is certified to teach
embotionally impaired students, brings
to the special educatlon department 10
years experience from Hawthorn
Center, an institution for emotionally
disturbed chiidren in Northville, He
was responsible for the Industrial
education and pre-vocational programs
at Hawthorn.

Because of his dual interest in' special
education and vocational education,
Swallow said he was not interested in
applylng for the special education
director’s position when it opened last
winter.

The administration interviewed can-
didates to replace Special Education
Director Kathleen Pistono after she
resigned in December, but decided to
postpone hiring & dlrector for
budgetary reasons. Ditzhazy assumed
responsibilities as special education
director in March. ‘

When Ditzhazy’s position opened in
June, Swallow said he became excited
about the possibility of combining the
areas of speclal and vocational educa-
tion.

*Helen Ditzhazy had a tremendous
number of responsibilities,” noted
Swallow. ‘‘Hopefully the respon-
sibilities have (now) been limited to the
point where I have (an ample) amount
of time to meet the needs of special
education.”

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Intern carries on family tradition

WIXOM — Having a father who has spent many
years working in municipal government apparent-
ly had a lasting impact on Stephen Penn, Wixom's
city management intern.

“My father Harold Penn was the city engineer in
Northville for years and is the assessor now,"’ corm-
mented Penn. 'l was around city hall ail the time.
That’s how I got interested in government.”

A 1973 graduate of Northville High School, Penn
received a bachelors degree in public administra-
tion irom Eastern Michigan University and cur-
rently is working on a masters degree in the same
field.

Under the political science department program,
students receive three credits for professional in-
ternships. ‘The university has cities where they
place interns. 1 approached some other cities,"
sald Penn. *Some of them fell through or they
didn't want someone working for free. ! couldn't
believeit."”

Penn's plans to begin an internship in April fell
through when he was unable to find a position. He
started working in Wixom on July 5. ‘I contacted
(Mayoral Assistant) Steve Bonczek and got the
position here,” Penn added. "“Everyone here
seems to know what they're doing. That's the way I
would like tobe.”

Since he began working in Wixom, Penn said he
has spent most of his time preparing exhibits for
upcoming arbitration meetings to obtain a contract
with city police officers.

“1 am alse supposed to be working on the
downtown revitalization project in the future”
commented Penn, who will work through August

31‘1I

During his college studies, Penn said he has not
reaily specialized on particular aspects of city
management. “My studies have been pretty
general," he added. "'[ think 1'd be pretty strong in
planning based on what I have done. I really
haven't planned anything yet."

Penn expects to finish work on his masters
degree in December, but said on-the-job ex-
perience is important. “I don't really think the
classroom can prepare you. Experience is what
counts,” he said. ‘“The class gives you a basis for
working."

A proposal to establish a city manager position in
Wixom would be good for operating the city, Penn
said. *“That way the city manager would have the
authority as well as the responsibility.”

So far Penn has spent much of his time working
closely with Bonczek. He added that he would tike
to work closely with other department heads as
well.

A Northville resident, Penn is single and one of
five children, During his spare time he sald he en-
joys reading.

“1 like to read histories, some science [iction. I
read the classics off and on,” he added. By the
time I am 70 years old 1 may get around to reading
the other stuff.’*

By working at city hall, Penn said he hopes to
broaden his knowlege aboul the operation of city
government outside planning and engineering.

*“In the future I would like to stay in the area, but
I wouwld take any job that 1 am offered just to get
the experience,” he added. ‘‘Probably an entry
level job would be as an assistant manager or
department head.”

Stop-gap district
will provide time

Novi's Planning Board has taken
the first steps to protect the so-
called Town Center Area, the pro-
perty around the Grand River/-
Novi Road intersection.

Specifically, the board last week
directed its ‘planning consultant to
develop a new zoning classifica-
tion, tentatively to be known as the
Town Center (TC) district.

Once the zoning district has been
adopted, the board presumably will
either rezone property in the Town
Center Area to the designation or
amend its master plan to reflect
the new district.

Although development of a TC
district is long overdue, we applaud
the planners for taking action at
this time to protect the Town
Center Area.

Admittedly, the proposed TC zon-
ing district is designed only as a
‘“‘stop-gap’’ measure. The planners
already have seen their goals for
the Town Center Area blunted
somewhat by construction of a car
wash on some potentially prime
commercial property.

The new zoning district will help
prevent proliferation of the types of
uses that are more appropriate for
an area other than the Town Center
Area by defining what types of uses
are permitted. Uses which do not
fall under those guidelines will be
prohibited.

In essence, creation of the new
TC district will give the city more
time to develop the concepts and
zoning tools to encourage the type

The Walled Lake Schools final-
ly are getting some much-deserved
recognition with the nomination of
Philip Cox as one of Michigan's
nominees for the Presidential
Awards for Excellence in Science
and Mathematics Teaching.

Cox, who teaches mathematics
at Walled Lake Central High
School, is one of four teachers from
across the state who have been
selected as Michigan’s nominees
for the national awards program
instituted by President Ronald
Reagan to emphasize the im-
portance of education.

A teacher at Central for the
past 12 years, Cox is the author of a
textbook — ‘‘Geometry in East
Steps — An Informal Approach,”
which is used in the school’s ap-
plied geometry classes.

Additionally, he is one of the
key figures in Central’s outstan-
ding mathematics program, which
involves entering ‘‘teams’ of
students in state and national
mathematics competitions.

Central’s mathematics teams
have fared extremely well in these
competitions, usually finishing in
the upper percentages both state-
wide and nationally. The school
also has produced more than its
fair share of outstanding
mathmetics students in recent

years.

The Walled Lake Schools have
received a great deal of un-
favorable publicity in recent years.
The quality of education has been
questioned and criticized.

Somewhat defensively, the
school board has initiated a policy

of development they would like to
see established.

The planners also wisely did not
attempt to deal with many of the
more controversial issues that
eventually may be discussed in
conjunction with Town Center Area
planning considerations.

Specifically, the planners chose
not to deal with the high-rise/mid-
rise debate. Currently, building
heights in Novi are limited to 2'%
stories except in the Office Service
(0S) and Planned Development
(PD) zoning districts. Buildings in
those two districts may, be five-
stories or 65-feet in height.

There is some sentiment for also
permitting five-story buildings in
the Town Center Area, and some
have proposed that buildings be
permitted to be as high as 10-
stories.

The debate on that issue is likely
to be heated, however. Initiating
those considerations at this time
would only draw out the time it
takes to put the stop-gap TC district
on the books.

The important thing at this time
is for the planning board and city
council to move expeditiously in
adopting a TC district that will
enable the city to maintain its goals
for the area around the Grand
River/Novi Road intersection.

The planners are headed in the
right direction; the city council
should follow their lead and take
the appropriate action as soon as
the TC district is ready.

As Superintendent Don Sheldon
likes to point out, many good things
are taking place in the Walled Lake
Schools. He’s right, and the selec-
tion of Cox as the state's nominee
for the national award only serves
to point that out.

The nomination is, of course, a
tribute to Cox and the work he has
done to develop the outstanding
mathematics program at Walled
Lake Central.

More than that, however, it
also is a tribute to the Walled Lake
Schools. Hopefully, it will help
dispell any lingering doubts about
the quality of education in the
school district.

Thinking out loud

A lot of the people I talk to lately tell me that thinking is
adying art.
It seems thinking is no longer valued the way it once

was.
As singer Billy Joel croons ironically: ““Should I try to

be a straight A student/If you are then you think too much.”’,

These days people only sheepishly admit they ever think
about anything.

Those I've discussed the situation with say most people
would rather talk about the latest exploits on their favorite
nighttime soap opera than the problems of the Western
World.

When I profess skepticism to those declaring thinkers
an endangered species, I'm told my perspective is muddled
by the fact reporters are surrocunded by thinking people.

Some of the few remaining people who regularly exer-
cise their brains are concerhed about the disfavor thinking
has fallen into.

Some of them say the answer to restoring thinking's
reputation lies in our educational institutions. For them
teaching the basics is important, but it’s not enough.

They deplore the attitude that has university presidents
talking about training students for the real-world job
market and shutting down the humanities department.

They cringe when they hear young people answer the
question: *“Why are you going to school?”’ with the
response: ‘‘T'o get a job."”

They are convinced there is more to education than get-
ting a job. For them education entails preparing a person to
live-a Full life — developing mind, body and spirit.

These folks are concerned that we are not properly
preparing people for a future where automation, rebotics
and computerization will create more leisure time than
ever before.

And they agree that the answer is to make education
more accessible for everyone, creating a system where
students can move in and out of the educational process
freely.

Educators maintain adult education is very successful
because the students want to be there. High school students
don’t have that choice, While they technically are not forced

to remain in high schocl, society tells them they cannot get
a job without a high school diploma. There really is no
where else for them.

Some say there shouid be no stigma attached to dropp-
ing out of school for youngsters who find it is not meeting
their needs.

At the same time, as those youngsters grow up and find
they want additional education the opportunity should be
there,
Higher education needs a similar type of accessibility.
While college is a socially acceptable place for 18-year-olds
to grow up after high school, it is questionable whether they
know what they are doing there.

It's been my observation that most people don't realize
what they even want to know about until age 25.

As an avid reader of flyers put out by institutes of
higher education 1 know graduate courses cost an amount
that simply is not what could be described as accessible.

In a more perfect world people could enter and leave
the educational system at will,

It could even become imperative as our world becomes
increasingly complex as people will need more and more
education. An example: When everyone has 131 channels on
their cable television and can do their banking, grocery
shopping, voling, school work — virtually everything — at
home will anyone ever go outdoors again? Without educa-
tion to properly deal with the booming electronics age isola-
tion from our neighbors could become complete.

The thinkers I talk to also fret about a federal economic
policy that talks about improving education while diverting
the money. They acknowlege that military expenditures
create jobs, but official U.S. studies show that money
doesn't yeild as many jobs as the same amount of money
spent by the government for civilian purposes.

It would take a major rearrangement of our priorities
and a new committmenl to education to achieve the type of
changes they want — a committment backed by doliars
rather than rhetoric. The thinkers who suggest such things
conclude they are dreams at this point.

And they don't tell very many people they think about
it. Thinking is not fashionable.

The question of whether the Wayne
County Department of Public Works
will sue the State Department of
Natural Resources {(DNR) on grounds
that It is blocking construction of Super
Sewer remained unanswered this week.

Novi officials have voted instead to
split the plan into a north and south ser-
vice area, as recommended by the
DNR, while in Wixom the city council
decided last week to abandon the Huron
Valley plan and work on expanding
their own wastewater treatment plant.

Representatives of all 14 par-
ticipating communities, including Novi,
Wixom and Commerce, met Tuesday,
July 26, to decide the matter. But
Wayne County Executive William
Lucas told the group he would not go to
court without resolutions supporting
the action from Indlvidual com-
munities.

Duane Egeland of the Wayne County
Department of Public Works said
Lucas was unclear about how many
resolutions he wanted before deciding
to proceed with the lawsuit.

At its July 26 meeting, the Wixom Ci-
ty Couneil set aside the question of su-
ing the state and decided to develop bid
specificatlons for expanding and im-
proving its own treatment plant.

Commerce officials have yet to con-
sider a resolution supporting the
lawsuit.

The alternative to a lawsuit, said
Egeland, would be to split the original
Huron Valley plan in two parts. The
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Cities study alternatives
to super sewer litigation

DNR has recommended that north area
flows be routed through the Rouge
Valley Wastewater System to the
Detroit treatment plant, he noted. The
southern portion of the plan would re-
main intact, with communities south of
Canton Township sending flows to a
treatment plant to be constructed in
Brownstown Township,

It Is clear now that Detroit is willing
to cooperate In providing service to the
western (Cakiand) communities. This
was not clear in the past,” sald
Egeland.

The threat of a lawsuit has given the
county “an edge’ In working out the
alternative plan, he added. Consequent-
ly, the DNR has made some ‘‘conces-
sions” to make it more cost effective
for north area effluent to be routed to
Detroit.

These concessions include funding for
improvements to Rouge Valley in-
terceptors for accommodating flow
from north Huron Valley communities.

"“If we would have come up with this
same plan three years ago, the DNR
would have rejected it,” Egeland
claimed.

The DNR's plan, however, involves
the financial participation of the Rouge
Valley communitles in Wayne County.
{f these communities refuse to par-
ticipate, sewer lines parallel to the
Rouge Valley system would have to be
constructed for moving sewage from
West Oakland communties tc Detroit.

“In the event that no agreement can
be negotiated to utilize the existing
Rouge Valley Interceptor capacity,”

Richard Hinshon, acting chief of the
community assistance diviston, sald,
“the most Implementable solution
would be eligibte {for federal funding).
As a worst case, this could be a parallel
interceptor from the north area to the
Detroit system.”

However, this second alternative
would not be more cost effective than
the original Huron Valley plan,
Egeland noted.

“'1f the communities agree to split the
system, they want to know the coopera-
tion of the state, Detroit and the EPA
(Environmental Protection Agency)
have offered will be there,” Egeland
said. If Rouge Valley communities fail
to lend financial support as provided in
the DNR's program, then Egeland said
the north area communities want some
assurance the DNR and EPA will fund
the second, less cost-effective, plan.

“We don’t know yet what form those
assurances would take," he added.

If the communities vote to split the
plan, Wayne County will have an Oc-
tober 1, 1984, f{acilities planning
deadline tc meet for the north area.
After that date, federal funding drops
from 75 to 55 percent,

Another meeting of the Rate Review
Committee, which includes represen-
tatives of the 14 communities, and
Wayne and Oakland countles, is
scheduled for Thursday, August 4. -
Egeland said the meeting was called to
determine how many communities
have taken a position on splitting the
Huron Valley plan or proceding with a
lawsuit against the DNR.

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Lake level efforts
face more delays

NOVI — Attempts to move ahead
with establishment of a legal level for
Walled Lake were delayed once more
when the Oakiand County Board of
Commissioners’ planning and building
committee decided to postpone action
on the matter.

A resolution asking the county (o pro-
ceed with establishment of a legal lake
level was introduced by County Com-
missioner John Calandro at the July 21
committee meeting.

But, at Walled Lake City Manager
Michae! Dornan's request, County
Commissioner William Caddell moved
to postpone action on the matter for 30
days.

“It was premature for the resolution
to be going up to the county at this
time," Dornan explained. ''We are still
negotiating the agreement.”

Novi was respresented by City
Manager Edward Kriewall, engineer-
ing consultants Clif Seiber and Joseph
Kapelczak and Calandro,

“We explained the necessity for
establishing a lake level to get the
storm water management program
underway,’ Calandro said. “We also
told the committee the matter was
before them because the normai pro-
cesses had not yielded any results or
agreements.”

But the committee members chose to
delay actlon on the Issue. *'Since no one
from Walled Lake was there to speak to
their reluctance to enter into an agree-
ment — they wanted to know if Walled
Lake won't sign, why not?" Calandro
explained.

“This is not really the normal steps
for this proceedure and for a number of
reasons they reglly want to hear what
Walled Lake has to say,” Calandto
said.

“The 30-day delay was granted so
Walled Lake could be properly inform-
ed this was moving ahead,” Calandro'
continued. ‘“The committee will request

thal they appear (o present their
thoughts on establishment of the lake
level, We didn't want to try to force
them into a decislon without all the
facts in front of themn. "'

The matter was rescheduled for
August 25.

Calandro said that while the 30-day
delay is an "'inconvenience,'" it is “not a
critical setback. But we need a resolu-
tion soon or we'll lose valuable time."

Calandro sald the committee also
questioned why Novi had not petitioned
residents with lake frontage, another
alternative for setting a legal lake
level, rather thaen coming before the
county board for action.

“We {old them the people of Novi,
which represents most of the residents
around the lake, have already spoken
affirmatively with the passage of the
millage,” Calandre said. *‘We didn't
see the necessity and didn’t want to
spend that amount of time on this.

Calandro went on to say he introduc-
ed the resolution on Novi's behalf
because both communities have been
meeting on the issue ‘‘for several mon-
ths without resolution. While everyone
hopes the cities get together, it didn't
seem worthwhile to wait any longer.
There is a point in time that without a
lake level established the project is
delayed into spring, the early flooding
season, without any progress.’’

The board of commissioners has the
authority to initiate establishment of a
lake level. Since the board works
through the committee structure the
matter must go through the committee
for study and recommendation to the
board,

Without affirmative action of the
committee, a matter typically does not
go to the full board for consideration.

Calandro said the matter probably
would come before the full county com-
mission board at the next regular
meeting after the comnmittee has acted.

County notes drop
in fatal accidents

OAKLAND — Oakland County traffic
fatalities for the first half of 1983 were
the lowest recorded in more than 16
years, according to the Traffic Im-
provement Association of Oakland
County (TIA).

TIA reported a 20 percent reduction
in traffic {atalities for the first six mon-
ths of 1983 as compared to the same
period last year. Fatalities dropped
from 61 in 1982 to 49 for the same period
in1983.

Tl1A Managing Director Bruce
Madsen attributed the drop to the
county-wide drunk driving program,
noting that alcohol-related fatalities
are down 32 percent.

Twenty-three (47 percent) of this

year's traffic fatalities were alcohol-
related as compared to 34 (56 percent)
last year.

Oakland County's 20 percent reduc-
tion in traffic deaths compares
favorably to a statewide reduction of
four percent for the first half of 1983.

Madsen said Oakland County’s reduc-
tion is all the more remarkable in light
of the fact that traffic fatalities over the
past three years have been much lower
than at any time in the last two
decades.

For example, Madsen noted that
Oakland County recorded 109 traffic
fatalitles during the first six months of
1969,

Title IX suit will affect women’s sports

By B.J. MARTIN

A U.S. District Court decision on a
lawsuit filed recently on behalf of the
Michigan High School Athletic Assecla-
tion (MHSAA) will have a far-reaching
impact on the status of women's sports
in each of Michigan's public school
districts.

The MHSAA, organizing body for
Michigan high school sports activities,
filed suit June 30 to *‘prevent the United
States Depariment of Education from
investigating or enforcing Title 1X of
the Education Amendments of
1972, . .with respect to alleged sex
discrimination in high school athletics
in Michigan."”

It may sound contradictory for a
state usually associated with the na-
tion's most progressive politics, sexual
or otherwise, to be suing federal
authorities to pravent enforcement of a
law designed to bring the principie of
equal opportunity to boys’ and girls'
athletics. But, representatives of the
MHSAA claim that it is precisely the
progressive status of girls' athletics
they want to uphold.

The story of the case for even the
best-intentioned adherents te the prin-
ciple of non-discrimination In high
schooli sports can pit people with the
same intenticns on completely opposile
sides of the issue.

Here is & brief summary:

Title 1X, implemented in 1972, set a
fiexible agenda for the gradual removal
of favoritism of boys in primary, secon-
dary and college athletic programs. At
the time of its enactment, and even

| Batter’s cage is

hit with hitters

By KEN VOYLES

The community baseball and softbail
seasons are winding down, bul hitters
can always get in a few practice swings
at the Copper Mug Batting Cage in
Walled Lake,

The cage, which is set up similar to a
golf driving range, is open seven days a
week and will be so until late
Septlember or early October.

The hitting complex includes seven
batting cages, three for softball and
tour for hardball. The hardball cages
are divided into slow, medium, fast and
super-fast. In the slow cage pitches are
reieased at 35-mph, while in the super-
fast cage pilches whiz out at 75-mph.

“It's definitely a very realistic set-
up,” said Mike Karner manager of the
operation for his father Al Karner,
owner of Coppr Mug. ‘'We didn't spare
any expense in building it. We wanted
te have the best batting cage around
and we think we do."”

Would-be hitters can swing at 12 balls
for 50 cents or 50 balls or $2. Groups
rates are available and hitters also can
rent a cage by a time clock. A one-hour
group rate runs $20 for 750 balls.

“Business has been good,” said
Karner. “‘One minute it's dead around
here and the next minute it's jammed
with hitters,' he reported. "*'They seem
to come in waves.”

Yellow polyuerthene balls are used at
the batting cage. They are released
from 50¢ feet away inside the cage net-
ting. Each cage is divided by a wire
screen and hitters must wear a batting
helmet while in the hardball cages.

‘“We get individuals and teams who
come in here to practice together,”
Karner said. ““It's great. A little league
coach can come here, line up his kids
and let each one hit and tell them what
they are doing wrong and what they are
doing right.”

Most of those who use the batting
cage give it high marks for both ac-

done.”

AD discusses Title IX

Novi High School Athletic Director John Osborne was one of the few
athletic administrators on hand this week to discuss developments in the Ti-
tle IX suit, as many school personnel are taking vacations.

The rapid progress of the MHSAA legal battle surprised him a little,
Osborne said. “T knew it was something a lot of people wanted to see,”” he
said of federal education authorities’ desire to schedule boys and girls sports
seasons concurrently. ““The facility usage has a lot to do with the way we've
always handled it.... 1 know there's been some movement to get the seasons
to coincide like they do at the college ievel,

“There are some questions. Does it serve the girls' interests better to
schedule them in the winter, when they compete for attention against the
boys’ basketball team, or in the fall?*'

But Osborne thinks Novi High School could handle the extra gym demand
If it needs to. "1 don’t think it would be a problem,” he said. *‘We already
have to schedule it extensively for volleyball, varsity basketball and junior
varsity basketball. We're already sharing the facllity, so yes, it can be

now, the issue Is a controversial one.

Almost indisputable is the positive ef-
fect that Titie IX has had on girls’
sports at the high school level. Girls to-
day are stronger, healthier, more com-
petitive and more physicatly competent
than in previous generations, as any
trip to a girls high school sports event
will attest.

But different states have taken dif-
ferent approaches to attaining a
satisfactory balance between boys and
girls athletic programs. And according
to an anatysis forwarded to the MHSAA
by federdl education and civil rights
authorities tast spring, Michigan is lag-
ging in several imporiant areas:

Seasonal scheduling. The analysis
compared the athletic seasons of girls
and boys sports, noting that boys were
consistently given the traditional
season for their sports activities. For
example, girls’ basketball takes place
in the fall, while boys play in winter.
Girls' soccer is played in the spring,
wiille boys play in the fall.

Authorities have claimed that
scheduling girls’ basketball in the fall
eases the demand on gym facllities dur-
ing winter, but that still leaves two
questions posed hy the analysis
unanswered.

First, why is Michigan only one of

curacy and “‘challenge.’’

"I come here at least twice a week,’’
said Kurt Ross, 13, of Plymouth one
balmy summer night. ““1t's much more
accurate than some of the other cages
around.”

Ross plays for the F-League
Mustangs in Plymouth. “It's a lot of
fun, though it ean get tiring — the balls
never stop; [t's one right after the
other," he said.

“We have an eight-inch variance to
either side of the plate; the machine
throws strikes just about every time,”
Karner said. “We also have a one-foot
variance up and down. It makes a good
hitting challenge.”

The business, which opened last
June, attracts all types of hitters, rang-
Ing in age from five te 75 and from the
little kid who can’t hit even one pitch at
35-mph to the would-be-pro slugger who
connects at 73-mph.

Wamen also use the cage for practice.
“We draw all ages and types," said
Karner. “'A lot of people first see us
driving by. They'll stop and check It
out. Then there are the dedicated hit-
ters who come out here every other
day. It gets very addictive,” .

Two analogs come to mind — a driv-
ing range for golfers and a video arcade
for young computer enthuslasts. '*You
might say were Ilke a driving range, We
like to think of it as a batting range,"”
Karner added,

The business is alse open for night-
time hitting thanks to nine overhead
lights.

**A lot of the people who are coming in
now are winding up their playing
season,’’ said Karner, himself a softball
player. **They’ll probably keep coming
here even after it's over. Personally 1
like to hit until about September when 1
get tired of it. We stay open as long as
we can, until the weather breaks and
business slacks way off.”

Second, why are boys always given
the preferred season? “*Assuming that
(better facllities use) was the
motivating factor,” the report stated,

justify the practice of scheduling only
the girls’ sports In seasons other than
the ‘traditional’ seasons."

The analysis states that falling to
schedule girls’ seasons in the preferred
time of year limited their opportunities
to compete against teams from othet
states; limiled opportunities for post-
season play in golf, tennis and swimm-
Ing for girls; limited girls' chances of
being recruited by colleges, which
schedule simultaneous seasons for men
and women; limited the amnount of time
girls could be scouted according to
NCAA by-laws compared to other
states; and limited opportunities for
girls to play gamer before a ‘‘prime-
time audlence,” in particular, Friday
night games.

Shorter seasons. Womens' sports
seasons are on the average four days
shorter than those for boys,

Six years ago Rodger Olsen was working as a
psychologist at Maxey's Boys Tralnlng Center in
Whitmore Lake.

Today at the age of 40, he's a milllonaire several
times over and presldent of Aardvark Systems,
Ltd., a muiti-nationa! firm doing business from a
run-down old hem led Lake.

Olsen, a huge, of a man, !s one of those in-
dividuals who has-made 4 forture in the computer
industry. Specifieally, Aardvark is a software pro-
gramming and distributlon house, making games
and adventures for nearly a dozen different types of
home computers.

*Basically,” explaing Olsen, “I'm a toymaker. ]
make toys and games for home computers.”

A Walled Lake resident for 10 years, Olsen
became a high-tech millionaire almost by accident,

“I've always been fascinated by numbers,” he
reported. ““Even as a psychologist, 1 belleved that if
you can’t explain it with numbers it’s not real.”"

It was roughly six years ago that Qlsen went out
and spent $500 to purchase his own home computer.
But the machine that would lead to formation of a
multi-national company was at first a disappoint-
ment.

41 felt gullty for taking $500 out of the family
budget to indulge my interest in numbers,” he ex-
plained. “All it did was sit there and blink at me."

Determined to make use of his $500 expenditure,
Olsen began to create his own computer games and
quickly discovered he was good at it.

“I liked them, my kids liked them and the
nelghbor’s kids liked them, too,” he spid, “so I Look
out a classified ad in one of the 26 magazines geared
specifically to home computers."

The response was slow at first ~- a phenomenon
which is not unusual because people who buy games
through computer magazines have to learn to trust

the company, according to Olsen.
But soon the orders started coming in.

“We ffited up the corner of my living room, then

the whole living room, then the den and an addition
to the house,” Olsen reported. “We moved the
business into this house at the corner of South Com-
merce and Decker Road, but now it’s too smail and
we're looking to move again.

“Everybody s erawling all over everybody and
we have to find a new location in order to keep up
with the demand. There’s simply not enough room
to do all the things we have to do.”’

Aardvark Systems, Ltd., has grown considerably
from a company that began with a man designing
comnputer games in his living room.

And Olsen’s roll has changed considerahly with
the growth.

While he started as i “author” of computer
games, Olsen gays he's now more of an “editor,"

Aardvark actively recruits young authors, urging
them to send in their game proposals by offering
“the highest ‘commissions in the industry” and
pledging to give programs “‘the widest possible
advertising coverage.”

Olsen personally edits each game that’s submit-
ted, More importantly, he responds personaily to
each author, making suggestions on how thelr
games can be improved to make them marketable.

It's that personal attention which has made Aard-
vark as successful as it is.

“#Authors like to send us their games because they
know Rodger takes a personal interest in every one
of them,” explained an Aardvark employee. ‘“When
you send us a game, you get back more than just a
form letter — you get a personal letter back from
the president of the company explaining what you
did right, what you did wrong and what you can do
to improve it.”

Olsen believes the same level of attention to the
company's vast mall-order division is responsible
for Aardvark's success.

“Computer games is a very f{inancially-lucrative
business and lots of people have tried their hand at
it,” sald Olsen. ‘‘Aardvark is the second oldest com-
pany of its type in the country and I've probably
seen more than 1,000 competitors die off over the
past six years. ’
