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.Residents to be taxed
for drain maintenance

- Meijer plans move ahead,

NOVI — A $6,800 bil} for cleaning out
the Garfield Drain wil be added to
residents' tax bills instead of being pald
with drainage tax dollars, as a result of
recent action by the city council.

On a split vote, council members
refused to spend revenues from the 1.5
mill drainage program to pay off the
debt for drain clean-out incurred in
1981, prior to passage of the drain
millage.

As a result, residents on the Garfield
Drain will be specially assessed $3.50
per acre for draln maintenance. The
totat 1983 dralnage bill for a resident
owning 10 acres valued at $60,000 will be
nearly $85 — §35 for the special assess-
ment and $60 for the drain Issue approv-
ed by volers last fall,

Council members considered
whether the city should pay off the debt
November 21 and discussed the matter
again Monday. The council was asked
to accept responsibility for the
maintenance of the county dralns and
at the same time pick up $6,%41 in
outstanding drainage debt as part of the
citywide drainage program.

Some council members viewed the
matter as a question of asking resldents
to pay twice (for drainage im-
provements — through a speciai assess-
ment and the drainage millage, Others
said the drainage millage should not be
used to pay off debts incurred before
the millage was approved by voters,

Engineering Consultant Clf Seiber
reported that past practice has been for
the city-at-large to assume drainage
debts. He cited the Randolph Drain as
an example of the clly paying for
maintenance and operation expenses.

Selber noted that although the ma-
jority of the work on the Garfield Drain
was done in 1981, the bills did not come

due untll 1983, after approval of the
drain millage.

Members of the citizens drainage
committee also turned oul Monday to
tell the council they objected to
residents In the Garfleld drainage
district being special assessed for the
drain clean-out.

Committee Chairperson Joseph Toth
argued the millage was sold largely on
the grounds there would be no further
special assessmenls for drainage con-
struction or maintenance,

“The group feels the integrity of all
who campaigned for this drainage pro-
gram js at stake; if this trust is not
maintained the credibility of future
campaigns to pass any millage will be
seriously damaged, ' Toth sald.

Mayor Robert Schmid disagreed,
saying he did not believe the committee
should be embarrassed for the council's
action. “The program was that there

would be no more special assessments,
from the time the millage passed. It
didn't say we would go back and pick up
bad debts. ] want to ciarify that. These
people have a bill outstanding and that
bill should be paid. They are not being
double assessed; they didn't pay a bill
that was there, You shouldn't fee! bad
aboutit."”

When the issue was first brought
before the councll two weeks 2go, Coun-
cil Member Ronald Watson said he did
not believe the engineer's explanation
addressed the question of whether the
city should pay for debts incurred
before the drainage program was ap-
proved by voters.

“We never decided If we will pick-up
indebtedness accrued prior to the
philosophical change,' Watson said.

But Seiber noted the philosophical
change occurred before cilizens ap-
proved the drainage program and it has
previously been the city’s peolicy to
assume drain debts rather than special
assess for them.

“The draln commission billed the
residents for the Garfield Draln in 1881,
but at the same time these residents’
neighbors on the Randolph Drain
wearen't assessed a dime," Seiber said,
"That cost was spread over the city.
1t’s not an equitable situation with some
being assessed and others not."

Council Member Patricla Karevich
objected to residents being assessed for
the work, saytng their situation was no
different than residents in subdivistons

who never paid association dues for:

maintaining detention ponds. When the
drainage program went into effect, the
city became indirectly llable for that
debt by taking over malntenance
responsibilty of the ponds.

.Store seen on Novi’s border

NORTHVILLE — Meljer Thrifty
Acres developers took a giant step
toward constructing a shopping com-
plex on 34 acres of land at Eight Mile
and Haggerty Road with the Northyille
Township Planning Comtnission’s con-
tingent approval of preliminary site
plans last week. /

The proposed Meijer's Thrifty Acres

@ site is directly south of Novi's Orchard

Hill Place Office Park development on
the northwest corner of the Eight Mile/-
Haggerty Road intersection.

Developers stlil need to obtaln from
township commissioners final site plan
approval, which will likely take place
early next year to permit work to begin
in spring. At Its meeting last Tuesday,
however, commissioners made it clear
that concerns about sewage disposal,
landscaping and traffic flow need to be
addressed before final plans are ap-
proved,

It is expected the shopping center
would set the tone for greatly Increased

development of neighboring lands for
business use over the next decade and
beyond (see accompanying story).
Preliminary plans for the center in-
clude a 185,000 square foot central
store, with a parking lot designed to ac-
commodate more than 1,000 cars, plus
extensive landscape modification by
planting trees and building berms.
Although plans for water supply to
the shopping center appeared satlsfac-
tory, commissioners were uncertaln
about the routing of waste materiai
from the site. The preliminary plans
called for the center's sewage to be con-
ducted by a 400-foot 10-inch pipe to join
existing sewer facllities o the west.
Commission Vice-Chairman Bernard
Baldwin sald he was unsure such a long
and slender conduit for disposal of
highly-pressurized sewage was a good
idea. “One foot of error in something
like that and the whole thing could wind
up In someone's back yard,” he said.
But consulting engineer Edward

MeNeely said the system could handle
even peak volume sewage from the
shopping complex. The strain of future
developments in the area, however,
might requlre further expansion of
sewage disposal facllities, he added.

The preliminary plans called for ex-
pansion work aleng Haggerty Road, but
little along Eight Mile. Along Haggerty
Road, developers drew up plans for a
center left-turn lane and & right-turn
deceleration lane, to be added to the ex-
isting two lanes. :

Meijer representatives sald those
proposed road modifications were
drawn up according to specifications
developers discussed with county road
commission authorities.

But none of the commissioners sald
those specifications would be satisfac-
tory. Enlarging Haggerty Road to five
lanes in that area was more in line with
what township plahners considered ap-

Infant’s death ruled accident

NOVI — The Department of Soclal
Services is Investigating the death of an
18-month-old child in & home which has
applied for licensing as a day care
center,

Nieole E. Hay of Farmington died
Thursday, apparently as a result of ac-
cldental strangulation. The 18-month-
old child apparenty choked when she at-
tempted to cliimb out of & ¢rib and her
gllot:,len:lg become caught on a knob on

e .

According to the Oakland County
medical examiner's office, the child's
death was ‘‘due to asphyxiation caused
by hanging of an accidental nature.”

Police said thelr investigation thus
far indicates the incldent was an acci-

dent. The matter remains under in-
vestigation.

The Incident occurred at 22948 Novi
Road, a former residence being used as
a day care center, The home was being
reviewed for licensure as a child care
center, but the department of social
services was unaware children already
were being cared for In the home, ac-
cording to Monica Lasage, supervisor
of the child care Jicensing division of
the Department of Soclal Services.

Reportedly six other children were
being cared for in the home when the In-
cident occurred, The operation has
since been suspended.

“The application has been on {ile for
some time and we were working with

the cllent to bring the home into com-
plance with child care center stan-
dards,"” Lasage sald. “We weren't
aware the client had begun to provide
child care,”

She said the department would
“Investigate thoroughly”’ the specifics
of the lncident to determine whether
there were any “poor or neglectiul
practices.”” The investigation is ex-
pected to be completed by the beginn-
Ing of next week, according to Lasage,
Results of the Investigation are likely to
have a bearing upon the outcome of the
}censing application, she added.

A dream come true: Officer Roy to debut as pro-boxer

NOVI — When Ron Roy steps Into the ring at Cobo
Arena tomorrow (Thursday) night, he'll look across
the small square platform at a man who wants to
punch him back to Novi, and Ron Roy will be ready.

Eager, In fact.

Tomorrow night, he'll live his dream. At age 32, he'll
make his professional boxing debut.

“It's a dream come true,” says Roy, a Novl police of-
ficer and a 192-pownd middle heavywelght. “I'm tooold
to start boxing professionally, but I'm not too old to go
four rounds. We've been training hard and I'm ready. |
can do it and I'm going to.”

He'll go four rounds at 8 p.m. lomorrow against Jetl
Curry. The Roy-Curry bout will be part of 42 rounds of
professional boxing at Cobo, the feature fight of which
is between Darnell Knox, *“The Highland Park Ham-
mer,” and Wayne "Troubleman' Powell,

Roy has been tagged “The Novi Cop,” a label that
bothers him slightly.

“They don't say ‘Jelf Curry, who works at
McDonalds or whatever,’ 50 why say I'm a cop?”’ he
asks. “What's the difference what I do for a living?"'

1t won't make a difference once Roy ¢limbs into the
ring. Then, only the years of yearning to be a boxer and
the long hours of preparation will count, Then, he says,
he'll be “sharp as a razor.”

“I've always want to be a boxer,” says Roy. “It's
always been in my blood —~ I've always loved it."

He got his first taste of boxing in the Army, and Roy
says that In retrospect he often wishes he had pursued
a boxing career when he was discharged. But boxing
“wasn’t big tn Detroit” at the time, 8o he became a
police officer.

entered a Toughman contest for amateur boxers,

*The good boxers always won the Toughman fights,"
Roy says. “I got in good shape and went In like a tiger,
but the guy who beat me came in second overall. He
was a good boxer,”

The fight fueled Roy's desire to box and led to his big-
gest break — finding his trainer, John Doyle of Lyon
Township. Doyle, a pro boxer in the 1930s, heard about
Roy through the Toughman fights and the two began
preparing for a fight,

Several times, Roy faced setbacks as he underwent
operations to correct inflamed joints which developed
from too much weight-lifting. But he kept at it, waiting
and working for a fight.

‘‘He always wanted to be a fighter,” Doyle says. *'1
told him if we got him in the right shape, I'd get him a
fight. Well, he’s going to get his fight. 1 just wish I'd
found him 10 years ago — you'd be looking at a cham-
pion fighter. I've trained a lot of fighters in my time
and he's as good as the rest of them."'

In fact, Doyle says, “I've never seen a man as
dedicated as that man Is. And I've never seen a man
who wanted to fight professionally as bad as Ron
does.”

To reach his goal, Roy has been sandwiching threeto
four hours of training around his eight-hour afternoon
patrol. In the morning, he spars-10 or 12 rounds with a
partner trom the New Hudson Boxing Club, which
meets at the Michigan Karate Association bullding on
Grand River.

He jumps rope, shadow boxes and runs two or three
miles before going to work. After he gets off duty, he
completes his exercise program. '

The group went on lo say it hopes
planners and the business community
agree upon the ordinance and the
follow-up studies.

Police reject pact, .
head to arbitration

NOVI —~ Members of the Novi Police
Officers Association (NPQA) have of-
ficially rejected the city’s last contract
offer, sending the talks into arbitration,

The police officers have been working
under an extended contract since June
30. The talks went to mediation
November 9, but no changes tn either
side’s position came from that session
and the union subsequently conducted a
vote on the city's last contract offer.

*The members of the Novi Police Of
ficers Assoclation have overwhelming-
ly voted to reject the city’s last contract
offer and thus proceed to arbitration,”
NPOA president Robert Gatt reported.
“However, the unlon views arbitration
as a last resort and would welcome any
ideas which could be implemented to
reach an agreement before the arbitra-
tion date.

“The union obviously is dissapointed
in the lack of progress made in the last

ficials, but we have riot given up the
idea of reaching a negotiated settle-
ment,” Galt said.

The 22-member association voted
over several days last week to reject
the ¢ity's offer, Gatt said.

In a letter informing the city of the
vole, the union stated: ‘‘We're willing
to meet and discuss any new proposals,
If you wish to alter your stand we would
like to sit down and discuss it.”

The city.s chief negotlator, Assistant

City Manager Crais Klaver, said the cl- .

ty also is willlng to meet to discuss
unresolved contract issues.

"“The city is dissapeinted in having
failed to reach a successful concluston
of our negotiations, however, we feel
that the importance of the issues Involv-
¢d requires us to maintain our basic

D'uff, board agree on arbitration

WALLED LAKE — The school board
was expected this week to cancel the
public tenure hearing scheduled tomor-
row {Thursday, December 8) for
former Community Education Director
Robert Duil.

Duff, who was flred from his ad-
ministrator's post November 1, has re-
quested the charges apainst him be
resolved through arbitration rather
than a tenure hearing. Duff's attorney,
Harvey Wax, said arbitration is a
quicker, less expensive method of settl-
ing the dlspute.

An agreement outllning the condi-
tions under which the matter will be
submitted to the arbitrator was to have
been completed by Wax and school
board attorney Dennis Pollard early
this week. “‘We have an agreement In
concept,” Pollard said.

William Hampton, an attorney and
former Qakland County Circuit Court
judge, has been selected and agreed

upon by both sides as the arbitrator,
both attorneys confirmed.

Dufi was suspended with pay October
25, on charges related to the develop-
ment of a computer program for the
community education department last
year by Regional Coordinator Gerald
Beers. Beers was fired in May for
allegedly using school district time to
conduct a business of marketing the
computer program to other school
districts.

Superlntendent Don Sheldon charged
Duff with acting ‘‘directly contrary to
the proprietary interests of the school

district” by falling to notify bis

superiors that Beers had decided to
market the computer programs in
March, 1982. Sheldon accused Dufl of
personally benefitting {rom the
marketing and sale of the computer
program by receiving a “‘commission."’

The December 8 hearing was to serve

two purposes, Pollard explained. First,
Dulf is entitled to a hearing on the
charges that led to his dismissal as an
administrator. Second, although he was
fired as an administrator, Dull is still
being paid by the district as a teacher.
Because he has tenure as a teacher, the
school board must take separate action
to dismiss him as a teacher. Under the
teacher tenure act, Duif is entilled to a
hearing before being dismissed as a
teacher.

The December 8 hearing was to be
both a post-termination hearing on his
postion as an administrator and a pre-
termination hearing on his position as a
leacher. Both matters will be con-
sidered in the arbitration hearing,
Pollard said.

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Voters approve millage,
district recalls teachers

WALLED LAKE — For the first time
since 1476, voters have 'said yes'' {othe
Walled Like Schools.

Despite a heavy winter storm, some
5.458 volers showed up at the polls Tues-
day and approved a propesal 1o in-
crease the millage rate a total of five
mills for five years.

The unofficial tally showed 3,337
voles in favar of the millage and 2,521
opposed — a margin of 816 votes. Voter
turnout was approximately 18 percent.

Superintendent Don Sheldon respond-
ed o passage of the millage by saying,
“This gives us a future — a bright one.

*“This is beauliful,” added the
superintendent as millage supporters
counted the final tally. *'I've been here
13 years and [ can't remember
anything that's been more salisfying or
more exciting.™

Immediately after the vole had been
tabulated, the school board met in
special session to begin the recall of
laid-of!f staff members. Sheldon recom-
mended that counselors be recalled Im-
mediately and be available at their

gesks first thing this morning (Wednes-
ay).

Sheldon's recommendation also call-
ed for all laid-off employees to be back
to work by Monday. The board was ex-
pected to approve both recommenda-
tions, but official action had not been
taken when The News went to press
Tuesday night.

The miilage increase was approved
in six of the eight voting precincts. The
greatest support came from Precinct
Two (Keith Eiementary) which approv-
ed the hike by a margin of 610 to 326
The millage proposal was turned down
in Precinct One (Walled Lake Junior
High} by a margin of 343 to 319, while
Precinet Five volers (Glengary
Elementary) split right down the mid-
dle — 422 voles for the millage and 422
voles against.

Approval of the five mills increases
Wailed Lake's operating millage rate
from 33.540 to 38.540. The total millage
rale, inctuding 1.091 mills for debt
retirement increases from 34.631 to
39.631.

The results by precinet were as
follows: Precinct 1, 318 yes, 343 no;
Precincl 2, 610 yes, 326 no; Precinet 3,
459 yes, 384 no; Precinct 4, 378 yes, 234
no; Precinct 5, 422 yes, 422 no; Precinct
§, 307 yes, 222 no; Precinct 7, 352 yes,
254 no; and Precinct 8, 204 yes, 24 no.

The five mill increase hoosts the
district's total millage levy (o the 10th
highest in QOakland County. In 1983,
Walled Lake's millage rate was among
the lowest in the county — 22nd out of 28
districts.

District voters have not passed a
millage increase since 1976. The board
offered volers a choice between a 5.5
mill increase for five years or a four
mill increase for five years in April,
1976. Both proposals were rejected, so
the board prepared a second ballot in
June asking for the four mill increase
for five years only. This second pro-
posal was approved by a slim 482-vote
margin,

Four millage increase requests were
rgzj;]acted by volers between 1979 and
1981.

Hospital suitamended

COMMERCE - Approximately $600 million in damages
are being sought in an amended lawsuit filed in federal
district court by the backers of the Huron Vatley Hospital.

The lawsuit, originally (tled in 1978, charges the ptaintiifs
with a violation of the Sherman Anti-Trust Act. Among the
parties named in the lawsuit are the state Department of
Public Health, the City of Pontiac, a hospital association
which includes three Pontiac Hospitals and seven in-
dividuals including federal Department of Health and
Human Services ( DHHS) secretary Margaret Heckler.

The complaint charges the plaintiffs with conspiring to
stop the hospital from receiving the state-issued certilicate
of need required for its construction. The hospital subse-
guently obtained the certificate of need and is attempting to
meet other construction and financing requirements.

The amended complaint was filed alter the certificate of
need was issued, negating a stay on the proceedings until
all state issues had been resolved. The case had gone Lo the
Sixth Circuit Court in Cinclnnati on appeal and was
remanded for trial to lederal district court.

“The amended complaint added some defendants — state
officials added under the Civil Rights Act,”” commented
Hospital Attorney James Foresman. ‘‘We also added a cou-
ple of additional legal theories.”

Damages are being sought under provisions of the Sher-
man Anti-Trust Act, Foresman sald. “The act provides for
trouble damages. The hospital had been a $14.7 million pro-
ject, but the new flgures are $46-48 million," he satd. *“Then
there is the |ncreased cost to finance the project. There is
probably $124 millien in interest costs.”

In addition, Foresman sald damages are being sought for
lost operating revenues. All counts bring total damages to
about $600 million, he added.

Church in Pontiac where the out-of-
town prolesters were iodging. Myers

for evidence against those arrested
and charged with conspiring acts of
civil discbedience.

“Frankly, we're rather disap-
pointed, because throughout the week
we've been completely open and
honest. They've been informed of our
every move. We met with police and
explained what we planned to do...then
we’re met with this covert operation to
gather evidence. Also, an informant
was supposedly used to infiltrate the
group,” Myers claimed.

The handsome white office building
and manufacturing plant on 63 acres in
southeast Commerce Township
pritnarily represents tax revenue and
employment to local residenis. But its
production of engines f{or cruise
missiles for the U.8, government has
made Williams a target for pro-arms
reductlon protests in Michigan.

The cruise missile is a jet-powered
aircraft designed to fly a ground-
hugging course around obstacles and
enemy defenses. Traveling at 550
miles per-hour, It can strike within 100
feet of Its target carrying conventional
weapons or nuclear warheads with ex-
plosive force 16 times that of the
Hireshima bomb.

Ameng those arrested last week was
Jean Hutchinson, a member of a peace
group in England that has filed suit
against the United States for recent
deployment of cruise missiles in
Europe.

Last week's demonstration included
dailly attempts to block Williams' en-
trance. Some protesters locked arms
and quickly seated themselves in the
drive, while others attempted to chain
themselves (o the white iron gates. On
Thursday five people chained to a
cruise misslle replica planted
themselves — and the missile — in the
center of the entrance. Sheriff’s
deputies had to cut the chains in order
lo carTy the five away to jall.

Myers sald some of Willlams 1,450
employees reportedly were “‘disturb-
ed'’ by the demonstration. *We're pro-
dding their conscience and that's a
good sign. It's one step on the way to
changing the hearts of the people in-

side,” he said.

The protesters who were arrested
faced anywhere from one to seven dif-
ferent charges. These ranged from
trespassing and disturbing the peace
to civil contempt for violating the May
18 Oakland County Circuit Court in-
junction prohibiting trespassing or
blocking the entrance to Williams.
Some of those arrested remained in
iail while others were released on
bonds that varied from $1 to $1,000 per
charge. Penalties for conviction on the
charges ranged from $100 fines or 30
days in jail to $i,000 fines and up to one
vear in jall.

Pre-trial hearing dates have been set
throughout December for most of
those arrested.

Of the 54 arrested, less than 10 were
from OQakland County, Including
Reverend Carfon Foltz, 76, of Pontiac;
Vivian Kell, 56, of Madison Helghts;
Carine Bruder, 59, of Southfield and
Patrick Bruder, 66, of Southfield.

Members of Covenant for Peace
have stood at Williams' gates lo
distribute leaflets to its employees
every week since January.

WALLED LAKE - Parents picketed
the 52nd District Court Jast week to pro-
test the release of a suspect arrested for
accosting and annoying an 11-year-old
Dublin Elementary girl.

Michael Forbes, 32, of White Lake
Township, was arrested Thursday,
December 1, by White Lake Police.
White Lake officer Randy Lingenfelter
reported Forbes has been convicted

The Dublin Elementary girl, a sixth
grader on the safety patrol, on several
occasions this fall reported being wat-
ched or followed by a man in a dark car,
Dublin Principal David Crawford sald.
On Tuesday, November 22, school of-
ficials were able to obtain the license
number of the car and reported it to the
White Lake Township Police,

On Wednesday morning, November
23, Lingenfelter informed school of-
ficials the car belonged to Forbes. After
discussion with the girl's parents and
the prosecutor's office, it was decided
lo seek a warrant for Forbes’ arrest on
a charge of being a disorderly person
by accosting and annoying.

But 52nd District Court Judge Martin
Boyle refused to approve the arrest
warrant because of the upcoming
Thanksgiving holiday, Lingenfelter
sald. Instead he signed a *‘come in let-
ter warrant" asking Forbes to appear
at court Wednesday, November 30.

“It Is not a new code,” sald the
superintendent. It is the practices that
have been followed over the past
years.” Piwko added that the code was
belng proposed to ‘‘pramote consisten-

Opposition to the code was led by
Trustee Gilbert Henderson, who ques-

“When you establish standards, the
punishment for violating those stan-
dards ought 1o be reasonable,” he add-
ed. “Excluding a 16-year-old from
athletics for the remainder of the
season is not reasonable.”

Henderson's comments were rebut-
ted by Trustee Robert Schram, who

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Township rejects
Wixom annexation

WIXOM — In less Llime than it took to
get seated, the Lyon Township board
rejected Monday a Wixom proposal
which addresstd the annexalion pro-
blem surrounding the Spencer airport
expansion.

Township Board Member Fred At-
chison made the motion to send a letter
io the City of Wixom stating the
township's disapproval and pointing oul
that the township never received "Ap-
pendix A" which Is part of Wixom's
proposal.

Prior to Monday's meeting, Lyon
Township Supervisor James Atchison
said the Wixom proposal was unaccep-
table and he would not recommend it to
anyone.

Lyon Township and Wixom are co-
sponsors of a study examining the
feasability of expanding Spencer air-
port. Officlals feel that the expansion of
Spencer into a general aviation facllity
will spur development in the area and
Increase the munlcipal tax base.

However, Lyon Township fears that
any return its receives on the Spencer
projecl may vanish when its lands are
annexed Lo the City of Wixom.

To allay those annexatlon fears, the
township draited a proposal that would
reimburse Lyon for any personal and
property taxes lost 1o Wixom because of
annexation. But Wixom rejected that
draft.

In return, Wixom dr.aiwed its own pro-
posal that would discourage annexa-
tions except in the lands described in
Appendix A. Supervisor Atchison does
not have a copy of thal appendix but he
speculated that it invloves the land in
the northeast coerner of the township,
adjacent to Spencer alrport,

Wixom’'s proposal called for mutual
planning between the township and the
city but it did not address the tax relm-
bursement issue. Supervisor Atchison
sald his biggest worry was the sub-
sidization of the Spencer project with
township tax dollars. He said he has not
seen any documentation stating that
the expanded airport will carry its own
weight.

The vote by the Lyon Township board
to reject Wixom's annexation proposal
was unanimous, with Board Member
Robert Seccombe absent from the
meeting,

School boundary appeal
slated to go to hearing

WALLED LAKE — The State Board of Education
next week will consider an appeal of the 1982
Oakland Intermediate School Board decision deny-
i;lglthe transfer of district property to Farmington

s.

The property in question is Section 6 of Farm-
ington Hills. The intermediate board voted
September 8 last year to deny the transfer petition
from Section 6 resldents. The residents subsequent-
ly appealed the decision,

The state board is expected to hear the appeal at
hearings Tuesday and Wednesday, December 13-14,
If the consensus of the eight-member board is to
reverse the Oakland intermediate decision, the
Walled Lake district will have 70 days to respond to
the action.

Transfer of the property to Farmington Hills
would mean an annual tax revenue loss of aboul
$200,000, according to the district business office.

In an August letter to Witliam Ralls, attorney for
the Farmington Hills residents, state hearing of-

ficer Raymond Godmer advised Ralls of the follow-
ing reasons for recommending reversal of the in-
termediate board's decision: ‘‘The geographic loca-
tion of the area indicates that the transfer wouid
enhance the sccio-economic, educational interests
of the petitioners and their children by being placed
in the {Farmington Hilis) district."

In 1881, University of Michigan professor Curtis
Van Voorhees was asked by a Section 6 home
developer to review the two districts for the purpose
of proving children in Section 6 would receive a het-
ler education in the Farmington School District.
However, the professor reported he was unable to
prove Farmington schools better than Walled Lake
schools. '

‘‘When I consider my general observations, 1
found Walled Lake schools Lo be more exclting,
more Interested in positive change and more in-
terested in children and the community. Each
school (district) has its strengths and weaknesses,”
he concluded.

Citizens group to review millage

NOVI — Want to have some input in
the Novi Community Schools’ upcom-
ing millage renewal question?

If the answer s “‘yes,” then plan to
attend a speclal meeting at the Novi Ad-
ministration Building on Taft Road

next Tuesday (December 13) at 7:30

p.m.
Purpose of the meeting is to establish
a Millage Requiremenls Committee
composed of residents throughout the
district. The committee will review the
district's financial situation and make a
recommendation to the school board
regarding the amount and length of th
upcoming millage renewal. ;
The committee will be studying 10.5
mills which expired this year and can-
not be levied again without voter ap-
proval. The 10.5 mills represents ap-
proximately one-third (35 percent) of

the 28.99 mills currently levied by the
district for operating expenses.

The State Equalized Valuation (SEV)
of the Novi School District is §331.7
million. The 10.5 mills generate approx-
imately $3.481 million or 35 percent of
total school revenues.

The board has established Tuesday,
March 6, as the date of & special elec-
tion to seek renewal of the millage. The
board will determine the amount and
length of the millage renewal proposal
after hearing the recommendations of
the citizens committee.

Superintendent Robert Piwko sald
last week that he hopes citizens will
take the time to serve on the committee
since its input is important to the
district and the board In setting millage
proposals,

“In the past we have had individuals

" serve on the Millage Requirements

Committee and enjoy the experience
very much,” sald Piwkeo.

“It provides citizens with an op-
portunity to learn a great deal about
school financing In general and the
needs of the Novi Schools in par-
ticwlar,” he added. “'Citizens who serve
on the committee also provide a very
valuable service to the school district.”

Piwko noted that the committee is not
limited to a set number; any and all
citizens are invited to serve.

The school board last week asked that
indlviduals who have served on
previous Millage Requirements Com-
ittees be invited to serve again. Board
members also have been asked to sub-
mit names of individuals who might be
willing to serve for the first time.

In addition, the board asked that

citizens from the community be invited
to join the committee.

Assistant Superintendent William
Barr reported that the committee has
three charges: 1) to review the finan-
cia] affairs of the schoo! district; 2) to
ascertain the district’s financial needs
for the next two to five years; and 3) to
make recommendations to the school
board relative to the quantity of mills to
levy to meet the ascertained need.

Barr has served as chalrman of
previous Millage Requirements Com-
mittees, but said his role Is that of
secretary — organizing the meetlings
and providing materials requested by
the committee,

More information about membership
on the Millage Requirements Commit-
tee Is available by calling the school ad-
ministration building at 348-1200.

terested in the outcome of Forbes' ar-
raignment.

When Forbes had not appeared by
2:30 p.m. November 30, parents
pressured the court to issue the arrest
warrant. Forbes was arrested Thurs-
day morning, December 1.

At his arraignment before Judge
Michael Batchik that same day, Forbes
said he did not recejve the come in war-
rant until Wednesday afternoon, and,
therefore, could not appear Wednesday
morning as regquested. Forbes' at-
torney, Calvin Hall of Pontfac, sald
Forbes notified him immediately after
recelving the come in warrant,

Forbes stood mute to the charge
against him. Batchik set ball at $100
personal bond and Forbes was free to
leave until his December 20 pre-trial
hearing.

Parents attending the hearing were

infuriated by the lenient terms of
Forbes’ bail. A handful of parents pro-
tested outside the court Thursday and
Friday, charging the judges with fail-
ing to protect their children.

Bul Batchik said a higher bond was
unnecessary because Forbes had a
good record of appearing on time for his
court hearings. *“The purpose of bond is
to assure that the defendant appears for
trial,” the judge stated.

Nevertheless, Lingenfelter said he s
working with the prosecutor’s office to
stiffen the bond conditions, hopefully to
prevent Forbes from any contact with
minor children and prevent him from
frequenting or being in the area of any
elementary schools.

In 1968, Forbes was arrested for the
stalutory rape of a nine-year-old girl,
Lingenlelter reported. The charge was
reduced to one of “indecent liberties,"
to which Forbes pleaded guilty, the ol-

In essence, TIFA was enacted to pro-
vide a means for municipalities to fund
capital improvemenl projects without
levying special assessments or ad
valorem taxes.

Under TIFA, the State Equalized
Valuation (SEV) in a specified project
area is “Irozen' at existing levels. The
municipality then can initiate bondlng
for capital lmprovement projects,
‘'capturing” revenues [rom any in-
creases in valuation to retire the bonds.

All taxing units — city, school,
library, community college, county,
elc. — would continue to derive
revenues according to the ‘‘{rozen”
levels but would not reap any additional
revenues from increases in the SEV un-
til the bonds have been retired.

Although no declsions have yet been
reached, tax increment financing is one
of the methods being considered by the

elfort to obtain more local input on
opening foster care homes, thetr opera-
tion and the persons placed in the facili-

ty.

The Commerce plan was approved by
state Department of Mental Health
(DMH) officials after several
meetings. The DMH is in the process of
placing the foster care homes under the
community mental health boards.
Oakland County's Community Mental
Health Board has budgeted the homes
proposed by the township.

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‘Big bucks not needed for taste’

Sometimes we misinterpret things. Gradually,
we've come 1o associate good architecture with big
bucks and the corporate presence.

Nol true. Companies with less than multi-national
stature, small cities and small-business owners can
be blessed with good taste and skill as well.

Several examples of small-scale. high-quality
design have been buill lately in Novi, and they can
teach us all a lesson — good design can make even
the Jeast significant construction a noticeable, and
mare importantly, welcome addition to the enviran-
ment

An examination of some of these local examples is
inarder.

WELCOME: Thanks are due Steve Tillman of the
Novi Parks and Recreation Department for the new
signs welcoming people to the Cily of Novi. They are
far betler al their job than their predecessors. The
use of wood instead of melal is a great improve-
ment. And the bizarre, hard-lo-read logo of the city
— similar to the popular Russian dolls, only with
one letter swallowing another — has been
downplayed. Good job, Steve.

RESTRAINED: America has an inexhaustible
supply of chain stores and restaurants, and gradual-
ly they are {inding their way to Navi. Many of them
are using different architectural approaches than
normal when they hit town. Whether this is caused
by city ordinances or good taste, we should all be
pleased.

The Red Lobster on Novi Road is the lalest, and
differences are obvious. The restaurant is an attrac-
tive collage of woods and brick. Missing is the usual,
overly-cute replica of a Victorian tower. Instead, we
are given a stubby brick box which suggests the
tower without the allusion. The round forms used on
the facade are abstractions of the obvlous nautical
themes commonly used on these restaurants.

Ultimately, the difference is between a hit of
sophistication and a cartoon. The sophistication Is
much preferred.

NEIGHBORLY: For the past few years, Novi has
been building new fire stations throughout the cily.
The newest one, Station No. 4 al Eleven Miie and
Beck Road, is a surprising little building, and a real
delight.

The architects, TMP Assoclates of Bloomfield
Rills, have crealed their own good-neighbor policy.
Avoiding the flat look of Stations One, Two and
Three, the new station makes references to its
residential setting and contains streamlined
references to civic architecture of the past.

1t is an updated version of the township hall or
neighborhood schoot. The peaked roof, round win-
dow and blending of wood and brick recall the past,
but in no way ignore the present.

SLICK: Novi has a great many buildings devoled
to light industry. Mercifully, most of these are in in-
dustrial parks where their anonymous and unat-
tractive se]ves can be largely ignored.

An unusually attractive example of industrial ar-
chitecture, however, can be found in the Alpha Com-
pany building on Heslip Drive. Designed by Rossen-
Neumann Associates of Southfield, the building uses
materials common to the species — metal siding,
concrete block — in a most pleasing manner.

The site has been contoured so the building has a
low, clinging appearance. The dark bands of glass
are separated from the lawn by a strip of vivid blue
glazed block.

Many industrial buildings feature an abrupt tran-
sition from office to shop areas, but here, the shift is
given a subtlety by a consistent use of materials and
the retention of a thick grove of trees.

Crisp and contemporary, the building shows that
industrial use does not preclude style.

COLORFUL: A similar, and equally successful,
building s the Weiss Poliution Control building on
Grand River. Designed by Nudell-Wolf, the building
may be the most unusual in the ¢ity, or at least the
most unusual treatment of a depressingly ordinary
type.

The most striking feature of the buiiding Is its
rainbow of brightly colored metal siding, exploding
from an interior corner. While most of the bullding
is a smooth presentation In block and glass, the
scale of the festive corner {s such that without color,
it would have been remarkably dull.

Strange, perhaps, but also exciting — a work nor-
mally absent from discusslons of industrial design.

HAPPY: “Post-modernism’ is a term used by ar-
chitects to confuse one another. Loosely defined, it
Is a stylistic response Lo the cold, sterile effects of
slick modern architecture. An abundant use of color

and historial motifs are characteristic of the style,

Well, post-modernism has arrived in Novi in a
small way, and we shouid applaud.

Happyland, one of the many new stores at Twelve
Oaks Mall, is a visual delight; the perfect fan-
tasyland for children, who are, after all, the real
clientele.

The designer, Gerald Grubey, has {ashioned the
small space in delicate shades of pale pink, royal
blue and periwinkle blue. A series of pink arches
marches through the store under a softly lit ceiling
that subtley suggests the sky. This sky is a perfect
backdrup fer the stuffed creations floating above
shoppers.

It's a store with genuine charm and wit, let's hope
it pays off.

TASTY: Another new store in the mall is more
typically commercial, but refreshing nonetheless.
The Gelato Classico store signals the arrival of this
highly-touted ice cream from San Francisco, and
pride inthe product is obvious.

Unlike the traditional ice cream parlor, there are
no sticky puddles on this floor; no drips on this
glass. The space is very clean — like an operating
room.

The choice of materiais Is rich and contemporary
-— marble on floors and tables; chrome and mirrers
reflect high-tech lighting and neon slgns. The use of
bright red and deep green on chairs, walls and
signage reflects the Italian heritage of the product
... and adds warmth to the lustre. Very tasty.

SIMPLE: Village Wood Place is the latest addi-
tion to the multiple-family housing district develop-
ing along Haggerty Road. Working on an extremely
narrow site, the developers have maximized densi-
ty without sacrificing breathing space.

The buildings themselves have a strong vertical
quality and make good use of simple materials —
wood and brick. The site contours meet the
buildings at allractive, curved brick walls that
allow a pleasant transition,

Flaws in site development, such as the lack of
curbs and the blunt placement of mailboxes and
trash receptacles, detract from the overall high
level of quality. Nevertheless, these may be the
most (nteresting and best-realized townhouses in
the city.

FINAL NOTE: Keep up the good work.

Fight against foster home ends

NOVI — The city has decided to
authorize no further legal action
against the licensing of a foster care
home at 41386 Liewelyn, thereby dropp-
Ing active opposition to the facility.

Council members indicated they did
nol approve of the home being located
in Meadowbrook Manor subdivision,
but for all practical purpoeses their
hands are tied when il comes to the
location of foster care homes. As a
result, they they have dropped further
action in the matter.

At the same time they have recom-
mended a private citizen, seeking licen-
sure for a second home In the
Meadowbrook Manor subdlvision, may
have grounds for a law suit against the
state.

City Attorney David Fried recom-
mended the counclil drop the issue after
a complaint against the licensure of the
foster care home was denled by the
Deparment of Social Services,

““] don't offer any hopes that there
will be any different results if the city
pursues this through the administrative
proceedure or through the courts,”
Fried informed the council. *“The last
case was when Livonia tried to attack
the total statute and it was rejected. It’s
my beliel that the Michigan Supreme
Court won't accept the case.”

The city had tried to block the facility
by indicating it believed there was an

over-concentration of foster care
homes in Novi. It specifically cited a
home within 1,500 feet of the proposed
Llewelyn facility. A home in which
foster care services are being provided
exists currently, and licensure for that
home has been requested by the Paxton
family.

But the state responded that the home
cited by the city is not licensed and
since the license application for the
home proposed at 41386 Llewelyn was
received first it would be processed
first.

Council members asked if courts had
ruled on the definition of an *“existing”
foster care home,

Fried said he did not believe the issue
had been decided in court, but it may be
established through administrative
policy.

“It's their position to accept the first
application they receive,” Fried said.

He explained the state statute ‘‘tatks
about 'licensed’ facilities. They would
not have to treat this home as an ex-
is&ting facility because it is not licens-
e .!I

After looking into the matter further,
Fried said he believes the state erred in
denying the city’s complaint. He said
the DSS rejecled the city's complaint
because its policy is to consider the first
application for licensure recejved as
the one to be considered when two ap-

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state has a responsibility to properly
administer these homes. I have
students who work in facilities with real
problems. Your concern is legitimate.

Lack of foresight
threatens airport

led the MAC to place Spencer Air-
port high on its priority list.

Opposition appears to be moun-
ting to plans for expanding the Ver-
non M. Spencer Memorial Airport
in Wixom to a general aviation
facility, capable of handling small
jet aircraft and transport planes.

One of the jronies to the adjoin-
ing townships' current opposition
to airport plans is that their fears of
annexation — that Wixom will gob-
ble up all the development that oc-
curs as a result of expansion — is
tacit admission of the value of the
proposal in the first place,

Lyon Township officials this
week turned thumbs down on a pro-
posal set forth by Wixom for resolv-
ing concerns about annexation. In
addition, officials in Milford
Township have cast aspersions on
the quality of an Environmental
Impact Statement (EIS) prepared
by the Michigan Aeronautics Com-
mission (MAC) for the Wixom Air-
port Board.

Although townships most cer-
tainly must be concerned with pro-
tecting their boundaries, their
strong opposition to the airport ex-
pansion program is *‘isolationism’’
at its worst. Basically, the argu-
ment appears to be that “if we
can’t benefit from development
created by an expanded airport,
then nobody can."

In as much something of a con-
census among adjoining townships
is important for moving forward
with the project, it would appear
that the airport proposal is on
uncertain grounds at the current
time.

Although adjoining townships
certainly have an obligation to ex-
press their viewpoints on the air-
port proposal, the uninformed,
shallow nature of the oppaosition is
most disturbing.

At the very least, the isola-
tionist approach denies township
residents the opportunity to obtain
employment that would be created
in a neighboring community.
Moreover, Wixom officials now ap-
pear willing to make certain
guarantees regarding annexation
that will assure the townships
“their share of the pie.”’

In this light, it may be valuable
to go back and review the cir--
cumstances which led to develop-
ment of the airport proposal in the
first place.

When first set forth, the Wixom
airport expansion program
represented one of the first steps in
a statewide program to rejuvenate
and diversify the Michigan
economy.

The MAC’s Community
Business Airport Program was
promulgated, you may recall,
when the state was experiencing
dire financial difficulties. The pro-
gram was designed as a means to
stimulate economic development,
bolster tax base and provide jobs
for the thousands of Michigan
residents who were out of work.

The Community Business Air-
port Program called for develop-
ment of 71 airports throughout the
state to business-jet standards
within the next five years. Cost of
the statewide program was pegged
at $260 million.

At this point, it would appear
that officials in Lyon and Milford
townships have forgotten the dif-
ficult economic times experienced
by residents in this state during the
early 1980s.

Although we have dealt ex-
clusively with economic concerns
thus far, consideration of the air-
port proposal also involves certain
environmental and quality-of-life
factors. The most prominent of
these is the potential for noise
created by aircraft. We would
question, however, whether Lyon
and Milford officials have studied
the flight path proposals outlined in
the environmenta] impact state-
ment. If they had, they would
realize the impact on their respec-
tive communities is minimal.

It is interesting that the only
adjoining community to endorse
the plan thus far is Novi, Officials
in that city have the experience to
know that development is in-
evitable, diversified tax base is
critical and any negative impacts
associated with the airport on their
community would be minimal,

Wixom residents seem most
justified in questioning the en-
vironmental! factors. Thus far,
however, the most responsible
position on the airport program has
come from Wixom Council
Member William Wyllie. He has
said he sees the advantages to air-
port expansion, but will reserve
judgement until all the information
is in on a number of factors, in-
cluding noise and cost. It is a most
{_easonable position at the present
ime,

The kind of business zoning is another
malter. This will be determined by the
public. The planning board can suggest
but if people won't accept it, It won't fly.
We doubt if customers will get very far
from their cars.

QObviously, the key to the whole pro-
ject is the school property. If the “‘ring

roaad"" is bullt as planned, who |s going
to build it? The city says, ‘“‘the
developer."”

Consider the dilemma of the
developer. His lirst question will be,
“will there be a ring road?” Who
knows, so far il’s been all talk. If he
does bulld it according to the plan, it
goes through the middle of the south
wing of the school, divides the property
in haif, takes 1.8 acres of land and
wrecks one-fourth of the bujlding.

In order to combine with the rest of
the Novi Road frontage, he must deal
with Lthe school board, City of Novi, the
State Highway Department, Ed An-
dries and Russ Button plus the possibili- .
ty that the state may condemn half the
frontage when the school and city pro-
perty becomes private.

With the other opportunilies
avallable in Novi, not to mention Texas
and Florida, it will take a strong man
whe is perhaps a little crazy to get into
that kind of a deal.

Some five years ago, {Former School
Superintendent) Jerry Kratz told us
that the school property had been sold

for $1.3 million. When we asked him
what happened, he sald “*some of the
board thought we should have more
money.'" Nothing has been done since,
Perhaps they can't find a ‘crazy”
developer.

It it was a good offer and they turned
it down for more money, consider this:
The interest on $1.3 million at 15 per-
cent compounded annually for five
years is $1,314,764.30. Not only that, the
taxes on $1.3 million, when it is relurn-
ed Lo the tax rolls, is §$79,106.25 for live
years.

Not only that, if someone pays $1.3
million for the land, they are going to
spend another $1.3 million to develop it.
So the real value of the offer as of today
is about $2,772,926.71 plus all the fringe
development it would inspire.

That will be hard to beat.

Sowhat do we do?

We suggest that the city buy the
school property as they have done
around Walled Lake. After all, this
would be taking money out of one
pocket and putting it in another — the
same people would still own it.

Carriage a fantasy world come alive

There is a land of fantasy where
Mark Twaln and Abe Lincoln mingle
with Marilyn Monroe, and where Ted-
dy's bears have tea in fine china.

It is a land destined to turn adults into
chidren and children into wide-eyed
cherubs whase dreams have come true.

This world of {antasy is open Lo all,
for it happens just inside the Doll Car-
riage, a doll, toy and miniatures store
located in the Colonial Village Shopping
Center, 1427 South Milford Road,
Highland.

Creators of the fantasy are Eva
Farden and Connle Betcher, two
sisters, who have gathered the artistic
efforts of countless doll makers into
their store.

They can supply the demands of the
serious doll collector who wants
numbered first editions. They can also
supply a Jyear-old whose heart's
desire is a baby doll to love and cuddle.

Doll collectors are children who walk
around disguised as adults. They col-
lect dolls which have been created by
arlists who either own their own com-
panies, such as Louls Nicole, or who
work for large doll manufacturing com-
panies such as Effanbee or Gorham.

The doll collector Is a serfous collec-
tor much like the person who collects
limited edition numbered prints. He or
she is looking for a doll which is unique
because of its beauty, its originality, its
age, or the fact that It, too, 15 a limited
edition numbered piece of art work.

Mark Twain, Abe Lincoln and
Marllyn Monrog, character dolls at the
Doll Carriage, are examples of limited
edition dolls, Eva Farden explained
that the molds from which these dolls
are made are used for one or two years
and then destroyed. As the buyers vie
with each other to complete their col-
lections of certain character dolls, the
prices of these dolls can rige from $75
(the cost of Marilyn Monroe at the Doll
Carriage) to as much as $6000,

The same realities guide collectors of
stamps, coins, antiques, etc. Scarcity
raises the price, and collectors bid con-
stantly in an arena of scarcity. For in-

The creator of the {irst Teddy Bear
was Margarele Steiff, founder of a Ger-
man toy empire 103 years ago. Shortly
after Theodore Roosevelt refused to
shool a bear on a hunting trip, Steiff
bears dressed in hunting costumes
were used 1o decorate at a dinner at the
White House.

In 1903 Steifl made only about 12,000
bears. In 1907, afler the White House
dinner, the company sold almost a
million of *Teddy's bears.”

Steiff stuffed animals can be iden-
litied by a brass button in the ear, The
Dell Carriage carries the famous Steiff
enimals, including limited edition col-
lectors' items like the “Tea Party”
which features four litlie friends sipp-
ing tea from fine china cups. The store
also carrles all sizes of Teddy Bears
made from the original Steiff pattern—
each with a brass button In his ear.

Collectors are not the only ‘‘real”
people who mave in the fantasy of the
Doll Carriage. Others are children. For
these customers there are moderately
priced baby dolls (still the most popular
doll), story-book dolls, days of the week
dolls, Corgi miniature vehicles, race
car sets, chess sets, games, puzzles and
coloring books.

None of the toys are ordinary, nor are
the materials with which they are made
cheap or (iimsy. The Corgl cars, for in-
stance, cost under $10 and are made of
durable metal, Children who collect
and play with Corgis are familiar with
the various models which feature such
items as doors which open and close,
trunks with removable suitcases, ete.
All of them absorb abuse whithout
blemish and provide hours of entertain-
ment.

Farden explained that the dolls are
also made of durable materials with the
possible exception of some collectors’
items which are porcelain. **‘Most of the
dolls, including the character dolls, are
made of vinyl,” she said, *“The hair is
often real human hair, although some

- dolls have acrylie hair.”

The Doll Carriage has one example of

the woodcarving artist Michelangell of
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and lace which the artist collected all
over Europe. Farden says she and her
sister plan io import more of
Michelangeli’s works.

Brand names carried by the store in-
clude Egganbee, Heidi Ott, Gorham,
Alresford, Gibson, and Dolls by
Pauline,

Others are Gotz, Royal House of
Dolls, Dolls by Jerr}, and Louis Nichole
designs from World Doll. A limited
number of older antique dolls are also
available,

Louis Nicole made his mark on the
doll world when he was chosen to design
the dolls for the White House during
Carter's term as president.

Although Farden and Belcher are the
proprietors of the store, their husbands,
Art Farden and Gorden Betcher, also
take an active part in the business. Art
Is learning to repair dolls and has
almost completed a Victorian dolihouse
which can only be described as a man-
slon in miniature.

The decision to open the Doll Car-
riage did not come from years of ex-
perience In the field of toys for elther -
sister.

“Our mother had collected dolls for
about five years, but we were relatively
new at the toy business when we
began,” Farden admitted, “we have
really learned in a hurry."

Farden credited the Toy Fair in New
York City with much of her education.
“l never knew there were so many
dolls.” Farden and Betcher collect dolls
now.

The hours for the Doll Carriage are 10
a.m. o 5 p.m. Monday through Satur-
day. During the Christmas season the
3tore will be open until 9 p.m. on Fri-

ay.

"The Deoll Carriage opened December
15, 1982, It is located in the Colonial
Village Shopping Center owned by Bill
and Donna Saunders. Even the quaint
decor of the shopping center adds to the
fantasy of the toy store. It creates the
aura of times past when life was
simplier and folks had time to play with
toys.
