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NOVI — A new two-year contract has 
been ratified between the Novi Com­
munity Schools and three employee 
bargaining groups. 

Superintendent Robert Piwko 
reported at last week's school board 
meeting that the tentative agreement 
had been ratified by all three union 
groups - the Novi Education Associa­
tion, Novi Secretarial and Para-
professional Association-MESPA and 
the Novi Food Service Association-
MESPA. 

According to Zan Alley, executive 
director and spokesperson for the three 
groups, teachers ratified the contract 
by a margin of 89.3 percent (159 to 19), 
secretaries and para-professionals 
ratified by 71.4 percent (20 to 8) and 

food service employees ratified by 70.6 
perct..t(l2to5). 

The board subsequently voted M to 
ratify the pact. Trustee Norman Miller, 
who did not attend the meeting, sent 
word via Piwko that he also endorsed 
the three contracts. 

Contracts for all three groups call for 
a five percent wage increase in 1984-85 
and a 5.5 percent increase in 1985-86. 

Settlement of the new contract 
means, in essence, that classes will 
start in time in September in both 1984 
and 1985, thus avoiding the work stop­
page that delayed classes and created 
hard feelings throughout the communi­
ty In 1982. 

The settlement Is being hailed by 
representatives from both the district 

and the unions as a positive step for­
ward. 

Prior to ratification by the school 
board last Thursday, Board President 
Joan Daley complimented negotiators 
for both sides "for the hard work they 
put in during a short period of time." 

Teri Moblo, president of the Novi 
Education Association, told the board 
that all three negotiating units were 
pleased to announce a ratification. 
"Happy holidays," she added. 

Ratification of the contracts ap­
parently achieves a mutual goal of set­
tling the contracts prior to the start of 
the 1984-85 school year. The board 
unanimously adopted a resolution In 
October that called for a settlement 

prior to the end of the current school 
year in June, and union representaUves 
expressed similar objectives. 

The union submitted its proposals on 
December 1 and negotiators fo both 
sides met fact-to-face for a marathon 
three-day session at the Plymouth 
Hilton beginning at 9:30 a.m. on Tues­
day, December 6, and qoncluding with a 
proposed settlement at 11:15 p.m. on 
Thursday, December 8. 

Highlights of the new contract with 
the teachers' union Include: 

• Insurance: The annuity in lieu of 
health insurance is Increased from $50 
to $60 over two years. Life insurance Is 
increased from $3,500 to $4,000 over two 
years. In long term disability, max­
imum payment is increased from $1,500 

to $2,000 and the waiting period is 
reduced from 180 calendar days to 120 
calendar days. 

• Leaves of Absence: The number of 
days, that can be accumulated is In­
creased from 170 to 185 calendar days. 

Highlights of the contract with the 
secretaries and para-professionals in­
clude: 

• Leave Plan: The number of ac­
cumulated bank days Is Increased by 
15. 

• Insurance: The annunity in lieu of 
health Insurance Is Increased from $25 
to $40 over two years. Vision coverage 
is increased to 80 percent of reasonable 
and customary. 

• Longevity: The longevity rate is 
raised from two to three percent at the 

beginning of the] !

service employees include: 
• Vacancies/Transfers: The number 

of probation days in a job change is in­
creased from 30 to 45. 

• Employment Status: The district 
agrees to provide the association with a 
seniority list on or before September 15 
and May 30 of each school year.

$5 annuity In lieu of health Insurance. 
Life insurance is increased from $25 to 
$30 over two years. Vision coverage is 
increased to 80 percent of reasonable 
and customary.

Citizens seek protection for lake 
I By KATHY JENNINGS 

NOVI - Residents in northern Novi 
have asked the city to work for preser­
vation of what they consider the city's 
most important natural resource — 
Walled Lake — by controlling develop­
ment around the lake. 

Novi planners were asked to consider 
an ordinance which would stop a 
developer from buying a small piece of 

I lake frontage property and using it to 
provide access for large developments 
behind the lake front property. 

Jerry Ross of the Lakeshores 
Homeowners Association said residents 
ire c icemed Walled Lake could be 
destroyed through overuse and recom­
mended study of an ordinance to pre­
vent that from happening. 

"On a body of water a developer buys 
a 10-foot piece of frontage and 30 acres 
behind it. Then he sells the 30 acres as 

I frontage. We feel this is abusing the 
'lake," Ross said. "There are many 
pieces for property around the lake and 
we'd like you to look at this as a relief 
for this." 

Ross asked the planners to address 
the problem and recommend an or­
dinance to control development "for 
Novi's part" of Walled Lake. 

"We have a right to use the water 
freely and avoid the overuse and 
destruction of the lake," Ross said. 
"We feel this is the most Important 
natural resource Novi and Walled Lake 
have. We don't want developers misus­
ing the lake as they've done in the 
past." 

Planning board members suggested 
there are a number of problems in the 
lake area to be addressed, and it may 
be poor planning to deal with the pro­
posed ordinance without relating it to 
other problems in the area. 

Ross told the board that with the up­
turn in the economy and the amount of 
vacant property along Walled Lake the 
ordinance has an immediacy it might 
not otherwise have. 

"We think this Is of primary im­
portance right now. It can't wait," Ross 
said. 

Gary Phillips, also of the Lakeshores 
Association, told the board: "Our goal 

is the protection and improvement of 
Walled Lake. We don't want to try to 
deal with all the problems in the area. 
Our main focus is the lake itself. We 
feel overdevelopment of the lake is a 
problem we would like you to address." 

"We'd like to know what residents 
feel are the major problems of the 

area," said Planner Joseph Toth. 
"That's why we're here," Ross 

responded. 
Planning Consultant Charles Cairns 

indicated the problem outlined by Ross 
could very well develop since a lot of

NOVI - Except for a little fine tuning 

in some areas, there will be no in­
creases in most residential property 
assessments, according to City 
Assessor John Merrifield. 

Based on sales studies made during 
the past 12 months, residential pi operty 
In Novi is assessed at nearly SO percent 
of true cash value and there is no need 
to increase assessments, Merrifield 
reported. There also will be no assess­
ment increase for industrial or 
agricultural property. 

"There are some internal ad­
justments, but there's not a lot of move­
ment, Merrifield said regarding 
residential assessments. He said there 
would be some increases for property 
where assessments are low and 
decreases in areas where assessments 
are high. 
Merrifield explained residential pro­

perty values in some parts of the city, 
such as those around Walled Lake, are 
rising. Some residential property on 
Grand River and in the Clark subdivi­
sion also having rising values, Mer­
rifield said. 

"Some of the other subdivisions will 
be going down," Merrifield added. 
"Those moving up and those going 
down will be the same dollar amounts. 
They'll be balanced." 

This is the second straight year there 
has been no need to increase residential 
assessments, but Merrifield said the 
phenomenon is not likely to continue a 
third year. In fact, he's already begun 
to see increase in property values. 

"We are seeing an increase. It's been 
steadily climbing in the last six months 
and I expect it to continue," Merrifield 
said. 

Merrifield went on to say that there 
has been an increase in the number of 
homes sold. "There have been about 400 
sales in the residential class," he said. 

That is a significant increase over 
one year ago when Merrifield called 
sales figures "erratic" and determined 
he could not adjust residential property 
assessments by areas because there 
were so few sales in 1982. 

"The increase is starting again," 
Merrifield said. "But with the depress-

ed market there was no change in the 
ratio. We're right in the SO percent 
range, except for three or four areas,'' 

When the Oakland County Equaliza­
tion Department finds property is not 
assessed at SO percent of true market 
value, it Imposes a factor. The assessed 
value of property Is multiplied by the 
factor to bring the assessment to SO per­
cent of its true cash value — the new 
figure is called the state equalized 
value of the property. 

This year there will be no need to im­
pose a factor. 

Factors frequently are imposed when 
it has been a number of years since a 
full reassessment of local property has 
been conducted. Novi's last complete 
reassessment of local property was 
completed in 1980. City officials plann­
ed to update assessments in conjuction 
with putting a new computerized pro­
perty appraisal system on line. But as a 
result of technical problems the update 
will be delayed. "Now we're planning to 
do some this year and some next year." 
Merrifield said. 

Meanwhile, the city's commercial 
and industrial tax base has continued to 
grow, adding to the city's total property 
value. 

"The last couple of years has been 
clean up, there hasn't been that much 
construction. But we've put on new 
commercial and industrial properties. 
We're not really doing anything spec­
tacular except putting on a lot of new 
(properties)," Merrifield said.

NOVI - A plan to rezone 71 acres of 
property from residential usage to an 
office orientation has been revived In a 
slightly different form, 16 months after 
it was first shot down by city planners. 

Orchard Hill Place Associates has re­
quested that property at the southwest 
corner of Nine Mile and Haggerty Road 
be rezoned from its existing residential 
designation to an office classification. 
The planning board is expected to set a 
public hearing date for the rezoning re­
quest at its meeting Wednesday 
(tonight). 
CurrenUy Uie property is zoned to be 

developed wiUi single family and multi­
ple family dwellings. Orchard HUls 
Place is requesting office-service-
commercial (CSC) and office zoning 
(OS-1), Instead. 
"We're going to make a presentation 

and request a hearing based on 
modifications and changes we've made 
to Uie plan we submitted a couple of 
years ago," said Joseph Gerak, a part­
ner in Orchard HUl Place Associates. 
Gerak noted Uie biggest changes in 

Uie plan are Uie division of Uie rezoning 
request into OS-1 and OSC and Uie inclu­
sion of approximately 4.6S acres of 
green belt. Formerly, Orchard HUl 
Place requested that aU Uie property be 
rezoned to an office-service-

commercial district. 
In Uie modified request, Uie 71 acres 

have been divided into two parts, wlUi a 
request Uiat one portion of the property 
be rezoned to aUow construction of of­
fices and the second be reclassified to 
allow an office-service-commercial 
district. 

The plan calls for Uie western portion 
of Uie property to be rezoned for offices. 
That property is closest to Whispering 
Meadows subdivision. It also apparent­
ly would be buffered from Uie residen-
Ual area wiUi Uie green belt. 

Orchard HUl place has requested Uie 
remainder of Uie property be rezoned 
OSC. An OSC district is designed to ac­

commodate large office buUdlng and 
related retail and service 
developments. BuUdings are limited to 
four stories. 

Much of Uie property in question 
abuts Whispering Meadows subdivi­
sion. When Uie matter was first in­
troduced to Uie planning board 16 mon-
Uis ago, nearly 180 residents turned out 
to demand Uie request be rejected and 
Uie rezoning was denied at a Joint 
meeting of Uie planning board and city 
councU. 

Residents opposed Uie plan on Uie 
grounds it would be a deviation from 
the master plan, U would encroach 
upon Uieir residential neighborhoods 

and devalue Uieir property. They 
argued Uie development would create 
more traffic problems in an already 
congested area, lead to more crime in 
Uie area and create noise. 

But Uie developers argued it would 
continue Uie type of development Uiat is 
already underway at Eight MUe and 
Haggerty Road, which has attracted 
Fortune 500 companies. They argued 
office and residential property can 
coexist harmoniously. 

The developers have since met wiUi 
residents hi an attempt to come up with 
a plan Uiat would be suitable for boUi 
parties.

Council supports bidding 
NOVI - With resolution of the ques­

tion of how to fund construction of a 
Department of Public Works (DPW) 
maintenance facility, council members 
have decided to proceed with the pro­
ject and voted Monday to go out to bids. 

After viewing the materials to be us­
ed on the exterior of the buUdlng, coun­
cU members voted 5-2 to advertise for 
bids on the project. Dissenters were 
CouncU Members Martha Hoyer and 
Guy Smith. 

The city expects to award bids on the 
project in late January. 

Jeffery Clark of Nordstrom Samson 
Associates, architects for the project,,. 
told the councU that energy efficiency 
has been buUt into the plans for the 
maintenance garage. Clark said the ci­
ty wUl ask for bids on two types of roofs 
- a conventional roof and a new type 
roof, developed in Europe, which Is 
designed without the use of ashphalt. 

He also showed councU members ex­
amples of the metal siding, brick 
masonry and glass which wUl be used . • 
on the building. 

The top band of the buUding wUl be in- -: 
sulated metal. Next to the metal siding • : 
will be the glass. Clark said the glass 
will look lUce a bronze band going 
around the buUdlng. The brick masonry 
wUl be on the lower portion of the ex- : 
terior of Uie buUding, Clark said he ex- : 
pects a range of bricks to be offered, 
but they will be in earth tones with a 
colored mortar. 

"This buUdlng is designed to meet the 
city's energy needs of the future. We 
hope it wUl help on your utUlty bUls 
over the years to come," Clark said. 

Hoyer told Clark she had no opposi­
tion to the design of the buUding, but 
she reiterated her objection to using 
road funds to pay off a loan for con­
struction of the buUding. 
"I don't think we could have gotten | 

anyone who could have better suited out 
needs to design this buUdlng, but I ob­
ject to the method of funding," Hoyer 
said. 

CouncU members voted two weeks' 
ago to borrow $883,000 from the State of 
Michigan to build the DPW' 
maintenance buUding. The loan, of--
fered through the Michigan bond loan! 
program, wUl be used to construct the 
$1.9 mUlion buUdlng. For the next five 
years fund balance from the major t 
street fund wUl be used to repay the ° 
loan. After that, approximately 20 per-' 
cent of the municipal street fund will be -
used to retire the debt. 

The buUdlng wUl be used to store 
DPW and Parks and Recreation equip- -
ment and serve as an office lor • 
maintenance crew supervisors.

Board okays cable for schools 
% WALLED LAKE-In return for over 

$1.5 mUIIon in cable hardware and ser­
vices, the school board last week 
agreed to provide community cable 
programming. 

The commitment wUI cost the district 
about $500 for studio renovations at 
Western High School this year and 
about $40,000 for a part-time television 
communications Instructor and cable 
wiring for aU buildings In 1984-85. 

"This is a one-time offer," said Board 
^ Member Patricia Jackman. "If we pass 
V it up, cable will be all around us and we 

wUl be without it. The cost Is minimal 
when you look at the potential 

. benefits," she said. 
The board approved the concept of 

community programming In a 5-1 vote. 
Trustee Robert Cooper voted no. The 
resolution did not make clear the 
district's commitment, he said. Trustee 
Kenneth Tucker was absent. 

The contract between the West 
^ Oakland Cable Consortium and Greter 
^ Media Cablevlsion Is for a 15-year 

period. Therefore. If the school board 

were to decline participation in the 
agreement now, it would not have 
another opportunity to consider cable 
for 15 years, Superintendent Don 
Sheldon explained. 

Community programming consists of 
locally produced programs, such as 
school plays, sporting events or special 
community events. 

Greater media has agreed to provide 
the district with an "institutional net­
work" which will connect every 
buUdlng in the district which has been 
wired for cable, as well as the ad­
ministration buUdlng. This "institu­
tional network" wUl cost Greater 
Media an estimated $567,000. 

Greater Media agrees to provide one 
full-time staff member for the district 
for 15 years (including fringe benefits) 
and a production budget of $25,000 per 
year for 15 years for local origination 
programming. 

Greater Media is to provide all equip­
ment for the production studio at 
Western High School at a minimum 
cost of $88,500, and also will provide ac­

cess to a $150,000 mobUe van unit. Both 
of these facilities will be upgraded In 
the sbcth and seventh year of the con­
tract at a cost of $200,000 to Greater 
Media. 

The district's part of the bargain in­
cludes offering a course In television 
production, providing the studio space 
at Western High School and being 
responsible, along with Huron Valley 
Schools, for local origination program­
ming. 

The one-time cost of wiring ttie 

district for cable wUI be about $23,750. 
The only recurring expense to the 
district wUI be the employment of a 
television instructor at about $24,350 
peryear (plus benefits). 

With cable capabUities, the district 
can cable cast educational programs in 
classrooms, train students in telecom­
munications, tape science lab ex­
periments, record programs from 
foreign countries for use in foreign 
language classes and current affairs 
courses•

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Mayor fires city clerk for Insubordination'

WIXOM - Long-time city Clerk June 
Buck was fired December 14 by Mayor 
Lillian Spencer, amid charges of "in­
subordination and progressive 
discipline problems." 

Mayor-elect Gary Lentz said he plans 
to reappoint Buck after he takes office 
on January 1. "I don't know why June 
was fired, but It was not justified," said 
LenU. "I think it was unfortunate that 
Mrs. Spencer fired June with only 16 
days left in her term of office," he add­
ed. 

Under the city charter, department 
heads serve at the pleasure of the 
mayor. Council approval Is not re­
quired for mayoral appointments, 
although an appointee can be fired by 
the council on a majority vote. 

Buck had been employed by the city 

for 15 years, serving as clerk since 1974. 
Delores Lewandowski, who works in 
the clerk's office, was appointed acting 
clerk. 

Buck declined comment on her ter­
mination but said she would consider 
returning to city hall under Lentz. 
Spencer also was reluctant to discuss 
the firing, saying it was a personnel 
matter. 

"I discussed this with the councU and 
they were in agreement with me," 
Spencer commented. "It was 
something that was building. She was 
fired with cause and it has all been 
documented. I don't want to make a big 
deal out of it." 

Buck reportedly received several 
written reprimands and a disciplinary 
suspension during the past year. She 
has been excluded from the council's 
executive sessions, although city of-

flcials have refused to explain why. 
The problems apparently culminated 

on December 7, when Buck ad­
ministered the oath of office to Lentz. 
The swearing-in was held in the police 
department with Sergeants Vem Darl­
ington and Larry Beamish serving as 
witnesses. 

"The swearing-in was not the reason 
for it. People jump to conclusions," 
commented Spencer. "I told June not to 
swear him in before his term starts on 
January 1. Why should I give up part of 
my term?" 
Lentz said he was told Spencer 

wanted him sworn in after January 1. 

Originally, swearing-in ceremonies 
were planned for the December 27 
council meeting. Spencer's last as 
mayor, or January 10, the next regular 
meeting. 

"Mrs. Spencer wanted council 
members sworn in at the meeting but 
not me," Lentz said. "Before the elec­
tion she wanted it done December 27, 
but afterward she changed her mind. So 
1 called June (Buck) and asked if I 
could be sworn in to avoid a problem." 

Spencer denied plans to have the 
council members sworn in without 
Lentz. She said she had not discussed 
the matter with Buck. 
Mayoral Assistant Stephen Bonczek 

said Buck had been terminated "with 
cause for progressive discipline" pro­
blems. "She was terminated for cause 
and it is not fair to discuss this as a per­
sonal or personnel matter," he said. 

"The mayor-elect was sworn in secret­
ly without the knowledge or concur­
rence of the mayor's office. 

Lentz denied the swearing-in was 
secretive. Buck planned to be out of 
town over the New Year's weekend, 
which would have delayed the 
swearing-in, he explained. 

Oakland County Deputy Clerk 
Richard Elliott said officials can be 
sworn in at any time. "The mayor 
would have authority until the end of 
her term and the new mayor would not 
have authority until his term begins," 
he added. "The swearing-in is really 
just a formality. It makes a record that : 
the person has taken office.'' 
Department heads in the city tradi­

tionally have submitted their resigna­
tions when a new mayor takes office, 
The new mayor has the option of accep­
ting or rejecting the resignations.

WIXOM - An advisory question on 

revising the city charter to establish a 
city manager form of government was 
approved by the city council on a split 
vote last week. 

The proposal and other actions, in­
cluding the firing of clerk June Buck, 
are being attributed dlrecUy to Gary 
Lentz taking office as mayor January 1. 

"There is no question that the city 
manager proposal relates to my com­
ing into office," commented Lentz, who 
has opposed city manager government 
in the city. 

The resolution reverses action taken 
by the council last fall to remove a 
charter advisory question from the 
November ballot. No date has been set 
for the election so that City Attorney

Thomas Connelly can provide addi­
tional information at the December 27 
council meeting. 

Council Member Gunnar Mettala of­
fered a motion to create the city 
manager's position under a council-
approved ordinance. Although the city 
charter allows creation of the post by 
ordinance, conflicts exist about powers 
all< cated to the mayor's assistant. 

I'he motion followed a statement read 
by Mettala concerning campaign pro­
posals made by Lentz. 

Specifically, Mettala addressed 
Lentz' proposals for city-funded gar­
bage collection and adding two police 
offlcers. Mettala estimated that a 39.127 
percent increase in Wixom's operating 
millage v/ould be needed to implement 
the programs proposed by Lentz and 

maintain existing services. 
"Those flgures were not at all ac­

curate. I made a :ol of proposals during 
the campaign and will work for them," 
Lentz later commented. "I think it was 
unfair to attack me in this manner. 
That's the way that 1 took it. I don't 
know what else to make of It." 

Lenta said further that the statement 
read by Mettala was an indication that 
the veteran councilman does not want 
to cooperate with the new mayor. "I 
can't speak for (council members) 
Nancy Dingeldey or John Lee," he said, 
the other supporters of the action. 

Without charter revisions, Lentz said 
the councU would actually be proposing 
an administrative assistant for 
themselves. "That would be an

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Trial scheduled; 
Forbes released

WALLED LAKE - Twice-convicted 

sexual offender Michael Forbes, of 
White Lake Township, will be tried 
January 26 on charges of annoying and 
accosting an ll-year-old Dublin 
Elementary glri. 

At his pre-trial hearing in Judge 
Michael Batchik's 52nd District Court 
Tuesday, December 20, Forbes' at­
torney Terry Hall requested a jury 
trial. 
"I want to try this matter as soon as 

possible," Batchik responded. The at­
torneys subsequenUy agreed on the 
January 26 trial date. Batchik con­
tinued Forbes' $100 bond and he was 
released. 

Batchik's court was crowded with 
about 25 parents of elementary children 
in the Dublin area. Incensed by the 
terms of Forbes' release, the parents 
protested in front of the courthouse last 
week and on Monday this week. 

Forbes' first alleged victim, his step­
sister, saw the news reports of the 
parents' protest and contacted White 
Lake police. "I want to see him In jail," 
she said last week. 

"I'd like parents to know about this 
guy...klds aren't safe," she said. "He 

just seems to keep getting off with pro­
bation.... He's pleading guilty, yet 
they're not putting him In jail at all. It 
just seems to me he ought to be in 
prison." 

Forbes' stepsister has not seen the 
suspect since 1973, she said. She is now 
married and has two children. 

After the brief pre-trial hearing 
December 20, Dublin area parents left 
the courthouse bewildered. 
"I thought they'd put restrictions on 

his probation," said the mother of the 
sixth grade patrol glri who reported be­
ing harrassed by a man in a dark car 
several times last fall. On Tuesday, 
November 22, school officials allegedly 
obtained the license number of the car 
and reported it to White Lake Township 
Police. 

Police reported the car belonged to 
Forbes, who has twice been convicted 
of criminal sexual conduct involving 
adolescents. According to officer Ran­
dy Lingenfelter, Forbes was arrested in 
1969 for statutory rape of a nine-year-
old giri - his stepsister. WhUe Uie 
original charge î eld a maximum 
sentence of life imprisonment, it was 
reduced to "hidecent liberties," to

WALLED LAKE - The state Board 
of Education last week postponed a 
decision on the transfer of Walled Lake 
district property to Farmington HUls. 

"It was hauled off (the December 13-
14 agenda) at Uie last minute," said 
state board secretary Lad Dom-
browskl. The board Is waiting for ad­
vice from Uie state attorney general's 
office before making a decision on Uie 
transfer request, Dombrowskl explain­
ed. 

The transfer is requested by 
residents of Section 6 of the City of Far­
mington HUls. Their peUtion for Uie 
transfer was denied by the Oakland In­
termediate School Board In September, 
1982, but Uie residents appealed Uie 
decision to Uie state board. 

After a hearing In March, hearing of­
ficer Raymond Godmer recommended 
Uie board concur wiUi Uie Intermediate 
board. However, after "preliminary 
discussion" at its July 13 meeting, Uie 
board asked Godmer to develop 
reasons Uiat could support the transfer 
Dombrowskl recalled. 

An August 16 letter from Godmer to 
WUliam RaUs, attorney for Uie Section 
6 residents, states Uie transfer should 
be granted because Uie residents have 
expressed "complete dissatisfaction 
wiUi Uie education programs offered 
(by Walled Lake). 

"The geographic location of Uie area 
indicates Uiat Uie transfer would 
enhance Uie socio-economic, educa­
tional interests of Uie petitioners and 
Uielr ChUdren by being placed in Uie 
(Farmington) district," Godmer 
stated. 

Dombrowskl said the board's request 
for reasons supporting Uie transfer did 
not indicate Uiey planned to grant It 
RaUier, Uie board wanted to have "boUi 
sides of Uie argument" before making 
its decision, he explained. 

The transfer request is expected to 
appear on Uie state board's January 
11 agenda.

WOLVERINE - VUlage councU members last 

week questioned wheUier Gary VeensU-a. developer 
of Lakeridge subdivision, should consider resigning 
bis post on Uie planning commission due to conflict 
of interest. 

In addition to Lakeridge subdivision, Veenstra 
plans to buUd a four-unit townhouse on his property 
off SouUi Commerce Road. Last week he requested 
Uie vUlage engineers, Johnson and Anderson, not be 
retained for Uie engineering study on Uie $200,000 
townhouse buUding. 

Unnerved by Veenstra's request, several councU 
members used Uie opportunity to air Uieir 
dissatisfaction wiUi Veenstra's poslUon on Uie plan­
ning commission. 
In a phone conversation wlUi VUlage Ad­

ministrator John Berchtold last week, Veenstra 
suggested Uie councU appoint David Ftoney, who 
designed Uie plans tor Lakeridge, to complete Uie 
enguieering study for his townhouse project. 
Veenstra objected to Johnson and Anderson based 
on Uie company's financial condition - it fUed for 
bankruptcy in August, 1982 - and what he considers 
to be questionable service and bUltog. 

Eariier Uiis year a representaUve from Johnson 
and Anderson faUed to report approval of 
Veenstra's subdivision road plan to Uie vUlage coun­
cU. The councU Issued a stop-work order betore It 
discovered Veenstra's construction had, in fact, 
been approved by Uie engineer. Veenstra said Uie 
engineer's error cost hUn "time, money and embar­
rassment." 

Veenstra also has asked to meet wiUi represen­
tatives of Johnson and Anderson to review his bUl-
Ings. The developer claims Uie fees he has been 
charged, IncludUig (3,500 to review his final subdivi­
sion plans, are exhorbitant. 

At Uie councU's Wednesday, December 14 
meetUig, CouncU Member David Kemp also ex­
pressed reservaUons wiUi Johnson and Anderson 
and suggested Uie vUlage begUi busUiess wiUi a new 
engineering firm. 

But oUier councU members balked at Uie idea of a 
developer suggestUig which engUieer should review 
Uie developer's project. 
"I don't feel very comtortable wiUi Uie developer 

suggesting an engineer Uiat's going to look out for 
his interests," said CouncU Member Thomas 
Gerhard.

Continued from Novi, l 
sJioreline property is developed under 
individual ownership. There also are 
large pieces of land zoned single-
familv, Cairns said. 

•That's why we feel the planners 
should look at the situation. We feel it's 
a potential problem," Ross said. 

Ross and Phillips have brought two 
representatives of the Michigan Lakes 
and Streams Association to planning 
board meetings to discuss legislation 
which has been enacted to prevent 
overdevelopment of lakes. 

One of Ihe representatives, Fred 
Malhis, said he represents a statewide 
organization of lake associations with 
more than SO.tXK) members. The group 
is interested in inland lakes and 
streams, their quality and 
maintenance. 

"If you have good lakes it is an asset 
to the community, the county and 
state," Mathis said. "The quality of 
water has a bearing on the quality of 
the tax base. As the quality of water 
and the use of the water is degraded, 
the quality of homes is degraded and it 
erodes the tax base. If you improve the 
conditions, homes are enhanced and the 
tax base is enhanced." 

He said construction of channels and 
dredging are controlled by the state and 
water quality is watched by the county, 
but excessive residential access is con­
trolled by the local municipality. It is 
regulated through an ordinance design­
ed to prevent what is known as "keyhol-
ing." 

Such ordinances have been on the 
books for 10 years in various com­
munities throughout Michigan, Mathis 
said. 

Mathis continued: "When you look at 
a lake you have to decide if It is 
reasonable to allow some keyholing. It 
depends upon the existing cir­
cumstances. You have to put 
reasonable terms on it." 

Cairns questioned whether there was 
anything which could stand as a test to 
measure when water quality is being 
degraded. 

Mathis said any surface runoff, 
especially runoff that goes through fer­
tilized agricultural lands or lawns, af­
fects the water quality. 

"If you put up 300 homes and the en­
tire lake is encircled a lot of runoff is 
going directly into the lake," Mathis 
said. "The more evenly you distribute 
homes the more protection for the 
water quality." 

Cairns questioned the legal grounds 
for regulating the use of the lake. He 
noted that in his research of the matter 
he has found no formula to measure 
overuse of a lake. 

Mathis indicated a Michigan State 
study showed a motor boat requires 20 
acres and a jet boat requires 150 acres 
of lake. 

But Cairns questioned whether such 
standards would hold up, considering 
his studies have shown that even on the 
busiest day not more than 10 percent of 
the boats on the lake are in use. Mathis 
pointed out that situation may occur 
precisely because the lake is over­
crowded with boats. 

The board decided to delay con­
sideration of the matter until it has 
established its priorities for the upcom­
ing year. A joint meeting with planners 
in the City of Walled Lake will be 
scheduled in February.

WOLVERINE - More than $50,000 in 
park improvements were recommend­
ed to Uie village council by tlie recrea­
tion board last week. 

The master plan for park im­
provements was completed by the 
recreation board in October. It was 
presented at the November village 
council meeting, but tabled pending 
completion of a detailed map of the 
park area including recommended im­
provements. 

At its December 14 meeting, the coun­
cil unanimously approved the master 
parkiands map showing areas that will 
be targeted for improvements. 
However, the councU tabled considera­
tion of the specific improvements until 
the January council meeting. 

Approval of the map enables Ad­
ministrator John Berchtold to complete 
grant applications which must be sub­
mitted in January. 

The plan includes a $20,000 bicycle 
path from Giengary to Terry Street and 
from Brisbane to the Clara Miller Park 

cul-de-sac; a gravel parking lot off 
Giengary for an estimated cost of $7,000 
and one off Brisbane for an estimated 
$3,000; a $7,000 fitness course beginning 
at the Giengary parking area and a 
$5,000 "tot lot," also off the Giengary 
parking area. 

In addition, the board recommends 
about $1,200 worth of new tables and 
grUls, $5,000 worth of landscaping and a 
nine-hole disc (frisbee) course at an 
estimated cost of $3,600. 

The improvements would be funded 
through community development block 
grant funds. There presently is no plan 
for completing the suggested im­
provements, Berchtold said. The coun­
cil must still decide which im­
provements, if any, it wants to proceed 
with and how much block grant money 
it will allocate for those improvements. 

Berchtold noted he would only recom­
mend projects that could be completed 
within one year, rather than risking a 
loss of funding for an incomplete pro­
ject.

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City manager question revived 
Continued from Walled Lake, 1 
workable situation," he commented. 
"You have an assistant lo the mayor 
who also serves council. There is no 
need lo alter the present assistant to the 
mayor system." 

Meltala's motion was approved with 
opposing votes from Council Members 
William Wyllie and Wayne Glessner. 
After the vote, Glessner said he 
recognized that there had been past 
discussions about creating a cily 
manager but that alternatives should 
be examined in the future. 

"There is no one here who is at more 
opposite polls with Mr. Lentz than 1 am. 
The man was elected to office and he 
should be given a chance lo show what 
he can do," said Glessner, who unsuc­
cessfully ran against Lentz for mayor. 
"If he can't do the things he said, we 
will have two years of a bad situation. 

Then the people can throw him out of of­
fice." 

Glessner said he would further urge 
the council to cooperate with Lentz. 
"He has earned that right by being 
elected to office,'' he added. 

The council needed to delay action on 
the cily manager question lo allow for 
additional study, Wyllie commented. 
He said he did support the need for city 
manager form of government In the 
future. 

A resolution placing an advisory 
question on the ballot concerning the 
necessary charier revision was approv­
ed with Wyllie and Glessner opposing. 

Council had removed the question 
from the November ballot after being 
advised that the charter review could 
nol be restricted to a particular area. 
That issue was raised again at last 
week's meeting. 

"You have to comply with the 

statutes in order to change the 
charter," Connelly said. "A complete 
revision of the charter will take place." 

If the councU were to create a city 
manager position by ordinance as 
allowed in the charter, the status quo 
would be maintained, CouncU Member 
Nancy Dingeldey commented. "You 
would maintain the status quo except 
that you would have a city manager," 
she added. "The ordinance would not 
give any specific powers." 

Connelly agreed that the position 
could be created by councU. The power 
structure within the city could not be 
changed, he said, without revising the 
charter. 

The charter cannot be revised by or­
dinance. Voters must approve opening 
the charier for review and elect a nine-
member charter review commission. 
The commission wUl offer revisions on 

the next general election ballot. 
Mettala said Bonczek was not wUling 

lo serve as city manager but might hold 
the post as an interim measure. Despite 
statements indicating he would fire cur­
rent Mayoral Assistant Stephen Bonc­
zek, Lentz said he had not yet decided if 
Bonczek should serve as Interim assis­
tant untU a replacement is found. "I 
wUl probably gel resumes and do inter­
views lo find a new assistant," Lentz 
said. 

"It is time for a change in govern­
ment.

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Continued from WaUed Lake, 1 
which Forbes pleaded guUty. He was 
released on probation, Lingenfelter 
said. 

In 1982, Forbes again was arrested, 
this time on two counts of first degree 
criminal sexual conduct (penetration) 
and two counts of second degree 
criminal sexual conduct, Lingenfelter 
reported. The alleged incident Involved 
a 12-year-old girl. 

Forbes pleaded guilty to one count of 
each and was placed on probation for 
three years. The maximum sentence 
for conviction of first degree criminal 
sexual conduct was life in̂ prisonment, 
Lingenfelter said.

BatchUc set baU at 
$100 personal bond and told Fort>es he 
was free lo go untU his pre-trial this 
week. 
The mother of the Dublin patrol girl 

said she wanted to see Forbes 
restricted from being near school 
buUdings and chUdren. 
"1 can't even gel a babysitter," the 

moUier of the patrol girl said. "The kids 

are scared to death." 
Another mother at the courthouse 

December 20 said her daughter refuses 
lo take the school bus. Other mothers In 
the Dublin area have formed a car pool 
lo drive their chUdren one or two blocks 
to school. 

"I used to think it was safe for them 
lo walk two blocks to school," said one 

parent. 
Parents have written "letters of con­

cern" to Oakland County Circuit Judge 
Robert Templln, who is responsible for 
Forbes' probation status In the 1982 
case. According to Dublin principal 
David Crawford, the parents were en­
couraged to write "sincere letters ex­
pressing concern."

WaUed Lake. WUliams is a defense sub­
contractor which makes engbies (or 

: low-flying cruise missUes. 
Goodman said Patterson is leveling 

"consph-acy charges for people wUling 
to be convicted o( misdemeanors o( 
trespass." 

Attorney Julie Hurwitz explained Uie 
difference: "I( one is charged wiUi a 
misdemeanor, Uiere is a maximum $500 
fhie and/or 30 days in ]aU. But U one is 
charged wiUi conspiracy, Uiere is a 
$1,000 (Ine and up to a year in jaU." 

She said a judge could string out con­
spiracy sentences so Uiat a person con­
victed on Uiree counts might spend up 
to Uiree years in jaU. 

Hurwitz said Uie constitutlonaUty o( 
the conspiracy charges wUl be 
challenged. 

AnoUier difference is Uiat "people not 
blockadhig can be charged wiUi con­
spiracy," said Steve Freedktn, 
spokesman for Friends of Uie Covenant, 
anoUier protest group. 

Goodman caUed it "exU>emeiy rare 
Uiat conspiracy to commit a misde­
meanor is charged." Added Hurwitz: 
"It's usuaUy done only in labor 
disputes. It's extremely rate." 

Contacted at his office, Patterson 
said: "As I understand civU dlsotie-
dience, a person realizes he's violaUng 
Uie law. He is prepared to take Uie con­
sequences. 

"They (demonstrators) have made 
Uieh- point. They have (ocused attention 
on WUliams IntemaUonal. But now 
Uiey want to renege on Uie second part

of Uieir punishment (Uie conspiracy 
charges). ElUier Uiey are phonies or 
Uiey should stand up and take Uieir 
punishment.

Patterson said "it's not Uieir option" 
to decide which charges Uiey want to be 
tried on. "They do what Uiey have to do 
as a matter o( conscience and I do what 
I have to do as a matter o( law." 

The protests occurred Uie week o( 
November 28 to December 1. A total o( 
53 people were arrested by Oakland 
County sheriff's deputies. A blind 
woman was released uncharged, and 
charges agahist a second person were 
dropped. 

Goodman cited four examples o( 
what he called Patterson's "vin-
dicUveness:" 

• Obtainhig a search warrant to 
enter a CaUiolic church in PonUac, 
headquarters o( Uie demonstrators, to 
seize tKWks, (Urns and pamphlets -
"Uihigs protected by Uie First Amend­
ment." 

• Ushig undercover officers from Uie 
state police and sheriff's department. 
He called Uieir participation at a 
prayer meeUng "particularly offen­
sive." 

• Leveling conspiracy charges. He 
particularly cited consph-acy charges 
agahist English pacifist Jean Hutchin­
son, who took no part hi Uie demonstra­
tion but spoke and showed a film to Uie 
group. Hutchhison urged more acUvity 
at Uie December 1 demonstration and 
discussed how to make police work 
harder, Uie attorneys said. 

• JaUhig defendants in different 

places so Uiey were unable to meet 
together. 

• Sendhig a representative of Uie pro­
secutor's office to aid an attorney for 
WUUams International, which has filed 
separate civil charges against 
demonstrators for vlolathig a cĥ cuit 
court hijunction against blockadhig Uie 
plant. 

"The ordhiary prosecutor wouldn't 
help a private attorney hi a civU case," 
said Goodman. "There Is a Ihie between 
government and private parties." 

The 51 defendants are hivolved hi 10 
different court cases hi Oakland Chtsuit 
Court and two district courts. Thlrty-
Uiree are charged wiUi two counts: 
trespass and consph>acy to trespass. 

Eleven are charged wiUi seven 
counts: obstructhig a place of employ­
ment, conspiracy to obstruct, dlsturb-
hig Uie peace, consph-acy to disturb Uie 

peace, trespass, consph-acy to trespass 
and faUhig to comply wiUi Uie order of a 
police officer dh-ecthig traffic. 

Five are charged wiUi five counts: 
obstructhig Uie enU-ance, consph-acy to 
obstruct Uie entrance, disturbhig Uie 
peace, consph-acy to disturb the peace 
and littering. 

Jean Hutchhison is charged wlUi 
Uiree counts of consph-acy — to 
obstruct Uie entrance, to disturb Uie 
peace and to trespass. 

AU but Hutchhison are charged by 
WUliams Intematonal wiUi contempt of 
Uie court order, a dvU case. 

Forty are servhig 30-day jaU terms 
for contempt of the court order. Ten are 
free on bond. One, Maurice McCracken, 
was released when he began fasthig. 

One defendant, Francis Shor, 38, of 
Pleasant Ridge, said a legal defense 
fund Is behig established. Checks 
payable to "WUliams 53 Defense Fund"

Goodwhi and Hurwitz said Uiat so far

WALLED LAKE - A four-year review of 
Michigan Educational Assessment Program test 
results showed Instruction in Walled Lake schools 
ma) be weakest between seventh and tenth grade. 

Dr. Sami Alam, director of research, told the 
school tward last week that the content of the MEAP 
tests varies greatly between seventh and tenth 
grade, making grade level comparisons difficult. 
Nevertheless, 70 percent of the seventh grade 
students in 1980 scored between 75 and 100 percent 
on their math test. In 1983, when many of these 
same students took the tenth grade math test, only 
68.8 percent scored in between 75 and 100 percent. 

"We ought to be doing a better job between 
seventh and tenth grade," Alam said. 

The MEAP tests are given each fall to all fourth, 
seventh and tenth graders. The tests measure 
minimal performance on objectives in reading and 
mathematics. Each objective is tested by a set of 
three questions. The student is said to have attained 
the objective if two of the three questions are 
answered correctly. Twenty-five percent of the test 
items are changed each year, Alam explained. 

All third, sbcth and eighth graders take the 
California Achievement Test each fall. The CAT 
assesses a third grader's performance In phonic 
analysis, structural analysis, vocabulary, com­
prehension, spelling, language and mathematics. 
The sbcth and eighth graders are tested In 
vocabulary, comprehension, spelling, language, 
mathematics and reference skills. 

Alam noted that 80 percent of the fourth graders 
achieved 75-100 percent of the reading objectives on 
the MEAP test. Last year 78 percent of the fourth 
graders scored 75-100 percent In reading. 

Eighty-two percent of the fourth graders attained 
more than 75 percent of the math objectives on the 
MEAP test, while only 80 percent of the 1982 fourth 
graders achieved this level. 
In the seventh grade, scores on the reading test in­

creased two percent over last year, from 83 percent 
of the students attaining 75-100 percent of the objec­
tives to 85 percent. 
In math, 80 percent of the seventh graders achiev­

ed 75-100 of the MEAP objectives, compared to 77 
percent in 1982. 

Eighty-five percent of the tenth graders achieved 
75-100 percent of the reading objectives, compared 
to 79 percent last year. 

Sixty-nine percent of the tenth graders achieved 
75-100 percent of the math objectives, compared to 
67 percent In 1982.

"In spite of the continued improvement... of our 
youngsters on the MEAP, there continues to be a 
need to work toward greater improvements In the 
following mathematics skill areas: fractions, 
metric measurement, ratio, proportion and percent 
an geometry," Alam reported. 

"Greater improvement appears to be warranted 
in the areas of critical reading and related study 
skills at the lower elementary level,'' he added. 

Results of the CAT indicate WaUed Lake's third 
graders arc one month above the national norm in 
reading comprehension, compared to an achieve­
ment of one month below the norm for the 1982 
group of third graders, Alam noted. 

"Although the performance of our third, sixth and 
eighth grade youngsters Is generally above the na­
tional norms, the need is still apparent for continued 
improvements In spelling skills at the lower elemen­
tary level and In language usage at all grade 
levels," Alam reported, 

Sixth graders scored four months above the na­
tional norm In reading comprehension, while eighth 
graders averaged 13 months above the norm. 
In math, Uilrd graders scored two months above 

the norm; sbcth graders two months above the 
norm; and eight graders 10 months above the norm, 

In language usage, third graders performed at 
the national norm while sbcth graders performed an 
average of three months above the national norm on 
the language test. Eighth graders averaged two 
months above the national norm in their language 
skUls.

17, 1674. His father was a godly pastor who 
was persecuted by the Anglican church for 
his faith. His mother used to hold him up so 
his father could see him through the bars on 
his prison window. 

As a young man he also became a pastor. 
Once when criticizing a hymn, he was 
challenged to make one that was better. 
Thus, at age 18 he wrote the first of hun­
dreds of hymns. He was truely the father of 
hymnody, writing such hymns as "When I 
Survey the Wondrous Cross" and "Jesus 
Shall Reign." 

Watts wrote one of our favorite Christmas 
hymns: 

Joy to the world, the Lord is come! 
Let earth receive her King 
Let every heart prepare Him room 
And heaven and nature sing. 
How wonderful to enjoy our rich spiritual 

heritage by singing Christmas hymns. Why 
not join us for our Christmas Eve candle light 
hymn sing at 7:30.

Telephone lines opened for drunk driving reports 
OAKLAND COUNTY - How often in past holiday 

seasons have you seen, or been endangered by, a 
drunk driver on the roads? How often did you wish 
there was something you could do about it? 

This season, there is, for drivers in Oakland Coun­
ty. The Traffic Improvement Association of 
Oakland County (TIAOC) operates the year-round 
REDDI-line. Simply dial 1-800-MI-REDDI to report 
a drunk driver. 

REDDI stands for Report Every Drunk Driver 
Immediately. REDDI operators answer the call at 
the Oakland County Sheriff's Department and will 
dispatch a deputy, state trooper or local officer to 
investigate reports. 

H the officer locates the car described and 
observes erratic driving behavior, he will stop, 
observe, test and arrest the driver if warranted. 
The caller can remain anonymous. 

To make a REDDI report as effective as possible, 
the caller should provide location (the name of the 
street or highway with approximate cross street) 
with the direction the car was traveling, the time 
the caller saw the drunk driver, the type of car, its 
color and license plate number. 

Erratic driving behavior described below can be 
an indication that the driver is drunk. It may also in­
dicate the driver is ill or otherwise needs help, a call 
to REDDI can provide that help. Law enforcement 
officials advise to watch for: 

• Failure to turn on headlights at night or failure 
to dim bright headlights for oncoming traffic; 

• Drivhig very slowly with an intent, straight-
ahead stare; 

• A tendency to stop short of an Intersection or to 
stop in the middle of it; 

• Frequent and erratic braking; 
• Weaving from lane to lane or straddling the 

center line; 
• Driving with an open window in cold or wet 

weather. 
Any of these may be the behavior of a drunk 

driver; statistics show such drivers are at least 20 
. times more likely than sober drivers are to have an 

accident. 
REDDI-organlzers advise that those observing a 

vehicle operated In such a manner do not attempt to 
stop the vehicle, do not exceed speed limits or 
disregard traffic signals while attempting to follow 
the car, and do not attempt to assist law enforce­
ment officers who stop the car. 

According to the TIAOC, REDDI programs In 
other parts of the country show that one of eight 
reports results in apprehension and charging a 
drunk driver. 

Drivers with CB radios are advised to use Chan­
nel 9 to contact a monitor, such as REACT, then ask 
the monitor to telephone the REDDI number and 
relay the information. Remain in contact with the 
monitor handling your call.

WOLVERINE - Fire protection, library service 
and participation in a parkland acquisition program 
wUl cost the vUlage about $7,000 less In 1984 than it 
did In 1983. 

The village council last week agreed to pay Com­
merce Township $61,770 for fire and library services 
in 1984. A portion of this sum also goes toward 
establishing parkland for the benefit of both com­
munities. 

Township Supervisor Robert Long said the pay­
ment was based on the same millage rate charged 
township residents for fire and library services and 
the parkland program. However, because the 
township is limited on the amount of millage it can 

assess the village, payment for these services is 
made according to a contract. 

The $61,770 includes about 112,000 for library ser­
vices, about 128,800 for fire service and about 
$16,400 for the parkland program. 

Last year the village paid $66,660 for the same ser­
vices. Long said the reduction is due to a decrease in 
the amount owed this year on a land contract with 
the Huron-Clinton Metropolitan Authority (HCMA) 
for the purchase of parkland within the township. 
The two communities agreed to purchase the 267-
acre HCMA parkland In 1980. Until the state limited 
the amount of taxes a township can levy against 
villages last year, the township levied one mill for 
the parkland.

Con­
struction of Uie eight-unit building in 
front of Zadeh's amubulatory care 
center on Pontiac Trail is to begin in 
about two months. 

The plan commission's approval of 
the site plans is subject to the review of 
City Engineer Alex Moiseff and City 
Planner Tod Kilroy. Planning Commis­
sion Chairperson Kenneth Tucker said 
the site plans appeared to include all 
necessary items with the exception of 
the cost of Uie sidewalk. The commis­

sion unanimously approved Uie plans. 
The office complex is to contain eight 

separate office units, each a minimum 
of 1,100-square feet. Those interested in 
retaining one of these units include 
specialists in pediatrics, internal 
medicine, general surgery, obstetrics 
and gynecology, urology, plastic 
surgery, psychiatry and orthopedics, 
Zadeh said. Each unit will be designed 
according to the specialists' specifica­
tions, he added. 

Zadeh, a general surgeon with offices 
at 1935 Pontiac Trail, said the medical 
offices should be completed in May. 
Zadeh owns 30 acres in the vicinity of 
Uie ambulatory care center. He has 
said he would like to develop Uie entire 
area into a "medical office communi­
ty."

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Novi grapplers 2nd in Garden City meet

Look out, world, the Novi wrestling team is on the 
move. 

The WUdcat grapplers last week slapped a 33-24 
defeat on Kensington Valley Conference (KVC) 
lival PInckney and then finished second In the 16-
team Garden City Invitational - the third time in 
three weeks that the team has taken second in a ma­
jor tournament. 

But is Wildcat wrestling coach Tom Fritz im­
pressed? Bah, humbug. 

"Second's like kissing your sister," he groused. 
"I'm a little disappointed. Our lighter weights were 
coming through in the early season, saved a couple 
meets for us, in fact. But lately, they've been behind 
what our heavier guys are doing.'' 

At the Garden City Invite on Saturday, Novi 
finished with 175>,>> points, just 4>̂  points behind 
Gibraltar Carlson which finished first with 180. It 
was the second time this year that the Maraurders 
have denied the Wildcats of a tournament title. 

"That's really kind of ironic," Fritz said. 
"(Carlson coach) Jim Rossow and I both used to 
coach at New Boston. We won't be seeing them 
again for a while." 

Hero of the week award goes to Ed Maresh, a 198-
pounder who has gone 9-0 since dropping down from 
heavyweight. Maresh pinned his way to first place 
at the Garden City tourney, dropping Bill Kittle of 
Lutheran West at 1:39 of the finale. 

"Ed's been strictly awesome," Fritz said. "He 
even pinned Scott Kerr from Garden City, who was 
a state qualifier In Class A last year." 

Taking seconds at the tUt were Brent Canup (ll-«) 
and Steve McBride (15-2). 

Canup, wrestling at 185 pounds, now has won 
seven of his last eight matches. According to Fritz, 
much of the reason for his success is his renewed 
confidence. "He's really starting to look good," 
Fritz declared. Canup pinned his first three op­
ponents before being pinned by Dave Scott of 
Livonia ChurchUl at 3:18 in the finals. 

McBride lost what Fritz called a "dynamite 
match" in the 165-pound finals to Tom Toumi of 
Lutheran West. "Toumi was just an animal - he 
was named the outstanding wrestler of the tourna­
ment," Fritz said. Indeed, Toumi pinned his first 
three rivals in 25 seconds, 12 seconds and 31 
seconds. It took him 2:54 to put McBride on his 
back. 

Mike Paquette (14-3) at 98, Charlie Brown (13-5) 
at 126, Eric Schuster (11-3) at 145 and Tim Ford (17-
1) all took thirds. Ford's overtime loss to tourney 
champion Bill Bourdage of Dearborn Heights 
Divine Child in the semifinals was his first defeat of 
the season.

The Pirates jumped back by pinning Todd Piett at 
112 pounds, taking a 12-11 decision over weight-
cutting Mike Vincent (12-7) at 126 pounds and pinn­
ing Scott Borg, who was filling in for Brown at 132. 

Ford and Eric Schuster won easy decisions, but 
McBride dropped a 2-0 contest to the Pirates' Geoff 
West. Dave Weber (M) got it back with a 5-3 win 
over Jerry Stienhaven at 155 pounds. "Dave did a 
reai nice job there," Fritz noted. "That was a 
critical win and Dave's just coming back from a rib 
injury."

Walt Boehm must be doing something right with 
the Walled Lake Western basketball team.

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Everyone benefits 

Retailers making most of renovated downtown area

First of a two-part article 

Once you have a completed 
downtown development project, what 
do you do with it? 

That's a question the Northville 
business community is beginning to 
find answers to — answers that may 
soon be of interest to those in Wixom, 

) Walled Lake, MUford, HoweU and 
dozens of other small towns throughout 
the state. 

All of these communities-have form­
ed, or have begun planning, downtown 
development districts as authorized by 
state law. Using tax-free municipal 
bonds to finance the project, com­
munities plan, design and Implement 
Unprovements. 

The popularity of the districts can be 
attributed to one major Innovative 

I stroke — tax increment financing. The 
development bonds are repaid from the 
property tax revenue generated in suc­
ceeding years from increased valua­
tions on downtown properties. 

Theoretically, the enhanced environ­
ment will attract new investment and 
Inspire improvements to older proper­
ties so that the project not only pays for 
itself, but adds a bit more to the tax cof­
fers besides. 

Since NorthvUle's Mainstreet 78 pro­
ject was dedicated in May, 1982, it has 
become evident the theory will 
ultimately prove true. But it wasn't on­
ly the revised street design, brick 
crosswalks, ornamental street lighting, 
plantings, town square park and town 
clock that made the project into an ex­
ample other nearby cities yearn to 
emulate. 

A key element in NorthvUle's success 
was an active business community that 
goes out and uses the faculties buUt by 
the city. 

"We do feel the downtown business 
climate has Improved dramatlcaUy," 
said John Beuter, vice president of the 
NorthvUle RetaU Merchants Associa­
tion, echoing the opinion of most 
retaUers throughout the affected area, 

"It's a more comfortable place to shop 
and we've drawn a lot of favorable 

- publicity." 
PM Magazine has three times used 

NorthvUle street scenes for backdrops, 
the metropolitan daUy papers have 
published feature stories and photos of 
the new downtown, advertising agen­
cies have employed various portions of 
the city h) print and television ads and a 
student fUmroaker shot a short feature 
there. 

"We used to be somewhat off-the-
beaten-path," Beuter said. "But now, 
people know where we are and what we 
have to offer. We all can attribute a lot 
of the influx of people to the restaurants 
we have here. I'd include in that Genit-
ti's, MacKinnon's and Elizabeth's. 
They aU have their own regional 
recognition." 

Kay Keegan of thechamber of com­
merce noted that Thursdays (when the 
chamber operates a farmer's market 
downtown) are particularly active to­
day, with many women's groups 
scheduling lunches at the restaurants 
foUowed by shopping. 

Without the downtown im­
provements, at least one of those 
restaurants might have located In 
another community, whUe visitors to 
the others probably would not have 
been enticed to shop In NorthvUle bad it 
not looked so attractive, most mer­
chants agree. 

In addition to a community-wide 
chamber of commerce, there Is the 
RetaU Merchants Association, which 
has taken charge of coordinating a 
series of events in the renovated city 
center to bring people into NorthvUle. 
Three long-standing annual 

downtown events, all conducted with 
streets closed to traffic, set the tone - a 
summer sidewalk sale, a chamber-
sponsored garage sale each spring (at 
which residents are invited to rent 
space on the street) and the Christmas 
WaU( the Sunday preceding Thanksgiv­
ing. 

Using the organizational talents and 
experience from those traditional ac­
tivities, the merchants applied them to 

create new special events. 
In and of themselves, the special 

events don't generate a lot of added 
business in the shops, excepting the 
restaurants and others, such as drug 
stores, that serve Immediate needs, 
Beuter said. The events act, instead, as 
a way of publicizing the town and at­

tracting visitors who wUl return to shop 
another day. 

This past year saw "Summersong" in 
August and Autumnfest in October, 
both Judged successful promotions as 
first-year efforts. 

Summersong, as its name implies, 
put the season to music with per­

formers in a bandsheU at the town 
square. There was even an organ 
grhider wandering the town, complete 
with monkey. 

Autumnfest took its cues from the 
numerous Octoberfest events, offering 
bayrides, a beer tent (h) a recreation 
department buUding), free cider and 

donuts, hot air balloon rides, even ao 
old car show and sale on Main Street. 

"Autumnfest was an aggressively ex­
panded version of a fall event," Beuter 
said. "We reaUy utUized the new 
faculties in that one. Without the new 
surfaces and spaces, we couldn't have 
done Autumnfest."

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State sets priority on auto suppliers By TIM RICHARD 
Auto suppliers — Uie hundreds of 

small firms which make parts for Uie 
( Big Four auto manufacturers - are hi 

deep trouble and want state help. 
"We'll do anyUiing we can do, elUier 

by getting out of Uie way or helphig," 
said (}ovemor James Blanchard last 
week as he unveiled a long list of efforts 
Uie state will make. 

A report entiUed "Auto Supplier 
Target Industry Development Pro­
gram" said suppliers should be a priori­
ty hidustry once the Michigan Strategic 
Fund is In operation. Auto suppliers wUl 
be high on Uie list to receive help from 
federal-state job retrahihig funds. 

And Uiey wUl be helped by an array of 
educational resources — Uie fledgling 
Industrial Technology Institute hi Ann 
Arbor, state universities and par­
ticularly community colleges. 

Blanchard praised Uie work of a task 
force, headed by General Motors Chair­
man Roger B. SmiUi, for its 33 pages of 
recommendations. 

Alan Webber, a Harvard University 
business school professor hh^ U> 
review Uie report, said hi an hiterview 
Uiat Uie auto industry provides a "case 
study" hi how oUier nations "are doing 
a better job of integrathig business, 
government and labor efforts." 

Indeed, a Uieme pervadhig Uie report 
and news conference was cooperation 
between Uiose Uiree economic sectors. 

"The level of competition hi Uie hi­
dustry has hicreased dramaticaUy," 
said Webber. Auto suppliers see Uieir 
numbers shrhikhig, wiUi remahihig 
firms "behig asked to take greater 
responsibility for hinovation and new 
product development, as weU as for im­
proving product quality and productivi­
ty." 

Webber said his she weeks of hiter-
views wiUi suppliers showed Uiey

believe "Uie cost of doing business in 
Michigan is too high and must be reduc­
ed," particularly unemployment and 
workers compensation costs. 

"Many suppliers said Uiey needed in­
formation and trahihig about new 
technologies, new production techni­
ques. .. and new approaches to manag-
Uig people to help Uiem become more 
productive," Webber said. 

"Most suppliers said they would 
welcome fhiancial aid to help defray 
Uie costs of leamhig new meUiods," as 
weU as help hi develophig new markets, 
he reported. 

Of Uie 2,500 suppliers of parts, com­
ponents and materials, 80 percent are 
small - fewer Uian 100 employees, 
Webber said. 

WhUe suppliers give educaUonal and 
government efforts high marks, he 
said, Uiey found most underfunded and 
understaffed. 

A key organization in helphig auto 
suppliers will be the Industrial 
Technology Institute (ITI) hi Ann Ar­
bor, and Blanchard promised it sup­
port. 

Jerome SmiUi, dĥ ctor of ITl for Uie 
past four monUis, said it "is positioned 
between academia and hidustriai ex-
perimentaUon. We are hastenhig Uie 
process of putthig research results into 
implementaUon. 

"We are a private, nonprofit, 
research and development organization 

hi Uie area of Industrial automation," 
said SmiUi, a former professor of fluid 
dynamics at Princeton University and 
holder of Uiree degrees in aeronautical 
engmeerhig. 

"We have 30 employees now and ex­
pect to grow to 250 hi three years," he 
said. Fundhig has come from Uie state 
and from Uie Dow and Kellogg founda-
Uons. 

What wUl ITI do? SmiUi gave Uiese 
answers: 

• Give direct consulthig services to 
auto suppliers "where we can learn as 
well as perform a service." 

• Conduct workshops on factory com­
munications, includhig use of digitally-
controlled devices for hiformation 
storage. 

• IndirecUy serve as a technology 
developer by attracthig bright, new 
people to Uie state. "Many may choose 
to start Uieir own small fh-ms here," he 
said. 

Much of Blanchard's program for 
auto suppliers was a restatement of 
already announced plans, such as at-
tackhig Uie costs of unemployment 
compensation, health care and 
bureaucracy. 

But even before Blanchard's news 
conference began, UAW President 
Owen Bieber issued a statement sayhig 
"Uie UAW would not favor steps to Im­
prove our state's so-caUed 'bushiess 
climate' at Uie expense of necessary 

legislative protection for workers, or by 
shifthig tax burdens unfairly to non­
business taxpayers." 

That failed to dismay Blanchard, a 
Democrat elected hi 1982 wiUi strong 
UAW support. Handed a newsman's 
copy of Uie UAW's remarks, Uie gover­
nor shrugged, "This is a broad state­
ment Uiat probably anyone could agree 
wiUi. Owen Bieber has been a very 
helpful member of this task force." 

Bieber said he supported "Uie pro­
cess of U-ipartite rehidusU-lalization." 
He said it was not surprishig Uiat hi a 
report reflecthig Uie views of bushiess, 
government and labor, "specific 
recommendations do not totally satisfy 
Uie UAW." 

Ralph Gerson, dhector of Uie state 
commerce department, ouUhied Uie 
task force's recommendations. 
Highlights: 

• Auto suppliers wUI be "an hivest-
ment target for Uie proposed Michigan 
Strategic Fund so Uiat new, huiovative 
financial assistance wUI be available to 
qualified suppliers." (A bUI setthig up 
Uie fund is tied up hi a legislative con­
ference committee). 

• A pilot project to provide targeted, 
coordhiated job trahihig service for 
auto suppliers who are expanded to 
serve a new assembly plant, such as 
GM's new Lake Orion plant. 

Blanchard will seek removal of 
workers comp and unemployment hi­
surance from Uie base to which Uie 
shigle bushiess tax is applied — "as 
soon as Uie state's fiscal condition per­
mits."

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The RODDYS Christmas Day is different at 
the Roddy home in Walled Lake. 

Not necessarily because they want it that way, but 
because Dave Roddy, as a deputy in the Oakland Coun­
ty Sheriff's Department, usually has to report for his 
regular eight-hour shift. 

"Brooks (his wife) used to urge me to take a vacation 
day on Christmas so we could all be together," said 
Dave, who also is president of the Walled Lake 
Jaycees. 

"But I've never done it. It Just wouldn't be fair to the 
other deputies. I would rather put in my regular eight-
hour shift than take a holiday and force somebody else 
to work 16 hours on Christmas Day." 

As a result, Christmas at the Roddy household has to 
be fit in between the gaps in Dave's work schedule.

"It's a litUe difficult because you can't make any 
plans," says Dave. "Even if you're not scheduled to 
work, you never know when you'll be called in for an 
emergency or to replace someone else. 

"If you make plans, you end up breakhig them - and 
that's pretty disappointing for the kids." 

The responsibility of being Jaycee president has 
placed an additional encumbrance on the Roddys' 
Christmas celebration. Last year, for example, Dave 
and Brooks delivered Christmas baskets to needy 
families up to Christmas Eve. And Brooks even went 
out on Christmas Day to deliver some baskeU to people 
who weren't at home the previous evening. 

But the Roddys generally try to keep Christmas Eve 
to themselves. 

"We'll go to church with the kids, then come home 
and send them to bed," says Dave. "After they're in 
bed, that's when Brooks and I celebrate our Christmas.

It is one of the busiest times 
of Uie year, and Sister Alice is heavily hivolved hi Ad­
vent ceremonies, Christmas pageants at Uie school and 
ttir children's Mass at St. WiUiam's. She has been 
worUng on Uie children's liturgy for Christmas Eve 
Mass for several weeks, and rarely has much Ume to 
devote to Uie traditional holiday activiUes of many 
families, such as cooUe-bakhig, tree-trimmhig and 
shopphig. 

She usually attends Mass twice on ChrisUnas Eve -
once wiUi the parish children and theh* families during 
Uie early evenhig Mass, and once at midnight. "Really, 
Christmas starts all over agahi at midnight," she said. 

Foliowhig midnight Mass. Uie stolen gaUier at Uie 
convent behhid St. William's for a Christmas dawn 
brunch.

The Sanghvto admit Uiat Uiey have attempted to 
celebrate holidays hi a traditional manner as they 
move from country to country. Ail four of Uieh-
ChUdren were bom hi England, and Uie Sanghvto 
believe it to hnportant to allow Uieir children to be part 
of Uie traditional culture. 

"We didn't want our Uds to feel any different from 
anyone else." said Mav. "It creates problems if 
children are raised to be different from Uieir friends.

Christmas hi every aspect, perhaps Uie shigle most hn­
portant part of Uieh- U-aditional celebration to Uie op­
portunity to get togeUier agahi as a family for Uie 
holidays. 

GetUng Uie family togeUier to not necessarily eagy, 
eiU*er. llieh- oldest son. Suketu. to a student at H«^ 
vard Medical School; Rahul attends Uie Univereity o( 
Michigan hi Ann Arbor; Sanjiv to a student at Uie 
Wharton School of Fhiance hi PhUadelphto; and Su-
jata.

ichigan downhill skiers left 
in hibernation during last 
year's mild winter should 

start dusting the moth balls of their 
boots and poles and head for the hills. 

After last year's dismal ski season — 
with a 35 percent dountum in lift ticket 
sales - the state's ski operators are 
looking to recoup their losses by expan­
ding facilities and making im­
provements. 

Improvements to Michigan's ski 
resorts run the gamut from increasing 
snowmaking capacity to adding new 
slopes. 

At Caberfae near Cadillac, for in­
stance, more than (2 million has been 
spent on improving the old Slalom 
Bowl/Stagshead area. Unused for 
many years, the Bowl/Stagshead area 
has been resurrected with the addition 
of a triple-chairlift routed through the 
forest for skier comfort and the addi­
tion of seven new runs — the longest of 
which is 3/4 mile long. 
In the Upper Penninsula, Indianhead 

Mountain near Wakefield currently is 
completing a $1.5 million improvement 
project which Includes renovation of 
the main lodge and expansion of its 
snowmaking capacity - despite its 
location in the middle of the Great 
Lakes Snow Belt. 

With the improved snowmaking 
capacity, Indianhead will have slopes 
ready for skiing 36-48 hours under the 
right conditions instead of the previous 
one or two weeks. 

Boyne Mountain near Boyne Falls 
has added a new 15-acre area call 
"Superbowl" encompassing three new 
slopes, snowmaking equipment and a 
double chalrllft. Six new multi-unit con­
dominiums also have been built to In­
crease Boyne's overnight lodging 
capacity by 120 beds. 

The Hilton Shanty Creek and Schuss 

Mountain near Mancelona have in­
creased snowmaking capacity by 35 
percent and added new lodging and in­
door pool facilities. In addition, Shanty 
Creek has added two new slopes served 
by a double chair. 

Other improvements around the state 
include a new intermediate slope — 
measuring almost a mile — at 
Sugarloaf near Traverse City, a new 
restaurant at Traverse City Holiday, 
and Increased snowmaking capacity at 
Alpine Valley near Miiford, Rivervlew 
Highlands, Nubs Nob near Harbor Spr­
ings, Thunder Mountain near Boyne 
Falls, Cannonsburg and Briar Moun­
tain near Vulcan. 

Despite the vast improvements made 
to many of Michigan's 54 public ski 
areas this year, only a small portion of 
the improvement costs will be passed 

along to skiers. 
Daytime weekend lift tickets will 

average $10.60 - a 10 cent increase 
over last year. 

In Southeast Michigan, resorts will 
charge $4 to $13.50 for weekend daytime 
lift tickets. 

With the help of an early December 
snowfall, ski resorts already are open 
and awaiting the onslaught of Michigan 
skiers.

You've probably 
never dined at a 
restaurant quite like 
Genltti's Hole-in-the-
WaU. 

As you might surmise 
by the name, this plea­
sant little eatery on 
Main Street In 
downtown Northville 
features Italian fare. 

But it's far different from the Italian 
restaurants to which you may be accustomed. No. 
you can't get pizza. In fact, you don't even get a 
choice. You eat what's set in front of you ... and, 
fortunately, what's set in front of you is lots and 
lots of good Italian food. 

Genltti's Hole-ln-the-WaU Is ovraed and operated 
by John and Tonl Genittl, an enterprising young 
couple who almost a decade ago opened a little 
meat market in downtown NorthvUle. 

After seUing meat for several years, they decid­
ed to try their hand at the restaurant business and 
thus was bom Genltti's Hole-ln-the-Wall. 

The meat market Is stUl there, along with a little 
curiosity shop which makes for pleasant browsing 
to and from the seven-course dinners the Genittis 
serve up Thursday through Sunday nights. You 
have to pass through the curiosity shop and meat 
market before entering the smaU restaurant with 
its red-checked tablecloths, and, frankly, that's 
part of the charm. 

What reaUy sets Genltti's apart is its unique 
"famUy-style" approach to dining. Not only is the 
food served famUy-style, but the owners go all out 
to make you feel lUce you're right at borne... like 
you were going over to John and Tonl's house for 
dinner. 

You're lUcely to run into an apron-clad Toni on 
your way back to the dining room, and you're en­
couraged to look at the pictures from the Genittl 
family album which decorate the walls. 

If you miss Toni, you won't miss John who, clad 
lo his own apron and a Boston Red Sox basebaU

cap, rings a dinner beU promptly at 7:30 p.m. and ' 
teUs you what he and Toni are cooking up for din­
ner that evening. 

John also engages the evening's guests in con­
versation. Sort of a pleasant Don Rlckles, he gent­
ly chastised one guest for coming in late — poin­
ting out that her late arrival had delayed dinner 
for the rest of us. 

John's likely to return after dinner to pass out 
cigars for the gentlemen and exchange jokes with 
the customers. 

The famUy-style theme at Genltti's is maintain­
ed throughout the evening. There are no separate 
tables and you're lUcely to find youself sitting with 
as many as eight to 10 other people. John and 
Tonl's conviviality Is contagious, however, and 
you're apt to wonder why you weren't fortunate 
enough to have met your dinner companions 
previously. 

The food also Is served famUy-style. The soup, 
for example, arrives In a big kettle and someone 
at the table is elected to ladle it out for everyone. 
Same thing with the salad, which is served up in a 
frying pan. Simply help yourself and pass it on to 
your neighbor. 

And don't worry about running out. If you need 
more food, just teU your waitress who wUl run 
back to the kitchen and return with more. 

Genltti's serves up seven-course meals at $11.95 
a head, and everyone eats the same thing. A 
basket fUled with garlic bread and bread sticks 
starts things off and is followed quickly with a 
steaming kettle of soup - escaroUe soup on the 
night that my companion and I dined at Genltti's 

recently. 
Following the soup comes a delicious pasta 

course of manlcotti mixed with broccoli. The 
pasta was foUowed with an antlpasto salad, 
featuring meats, cheeses and olives. 

The main course consisted of three types of 
meats - spicy Italian sausage with onions, 
chicken and a breaded Italian beef dish. 

For dessert we were served a scoop of spumoni 
ice cream in a paper cup, and that was foUowed by 
a tray of fruit - fresh sliced pineapple, oranges 
and ̂ apes. 

Genltti's has a liquor license but currently is of­
fering only beer and wine with dinners. We 
ordered a pint ($2.50) of the house rose, which was 
served in an old Mason jar. 

A kettle of soup? A frying pan of antlpasto? 
Spumoni ice cream served in a paper cup? You 
heard right; it's all part of the "family-style" 
charm that has made this little restaurant such a 
popular dining spot throughout the metropolitan 
Detroit area. 

Yes, reservations are necessary. And don't be 
surprised if you have to wait as long as a month or 
two before being able to enjoy a dimier at John and 
Tonl's house... er, restaurant.

Keith Famie. the head chef at Raphael's, the 

highly regarded French restaurant at the Sheraton 
Oaks in Novi. had them oohing and aahing al 
Schoolcraft CoUege recently. 

The standing-room-only crowd of approximately 
100 culinary arts students oohed when he told them 
his age, 23, which made him younger than some of 
them. 

It aahed when he showed slides of his delectable 
I creations during a fast-paced, two-hour guest lec­
ture on French cuisine. 

Who wouldn't ooh and aah? Famie, a graduate of 
the Southwest Oakland Vocational Education 
Center (SWOVEC), presented slide after slide of 
such delicacies as rabbit and pheasant pate, 
periwinkle and poached salmon, poached pears in 
red wine, black truffles, duck liver mousse, scallop 
mousse, lobster mousse and foie gras. 

The foie gras (pronounced fwa-gra) made from 
the swollen liver of force-fed fowl, is imported at $45 
a pound wholesale. The truffles, mushrooms rooted 
out of the ground by pigs or trained dogs, is a steal 
at $120 a pound wholesale, thanks to Famie's con­
nections in France. 

The periwinkle might look lUte escargot to the 
uninitiated, but the former is a sea snaU and the lat­
ter is a land snaU, a crucial distinction. 

Why is Famfe explaining all these things? How, at 
the tender age of 23, without a minute of college 
education or cookUig school experience, has Famie 
come to lecture a wUd-eyed, awed gathering of 
culinary students? 

How did a kid out of Farmington High School, 
whose idea of a good kitchen job not so long ago was 

washing dishes in a Chmese restaurant, get to the 
point where he is cockUy saying: "I want to have 
the first five-star restaurant ever in the State of 
Michigan and I want to be the youngest five-star 
chef ever?" 

"A litUe b.s. and a litUe luck." he explains. 
Actually, Famie's meteoric rise in the world of 

cuisine was a matter of a lot of guts and a lot of 
talent. 

He started in the business at 15 as a dishwasher at 
the Great Wall in Farmington. From there he mov­
ed on to a dishwashing job at a Holiday Inn and an 
egg-slinging tour at a burger house. 

The first break came when he was 16 and wrote a 
letter to Duglass Grezch, the flamboyant chef 
known as Duglass Duglass, the one-time television 
star and then chef at the Great Dane. Duglass took 
the eager kid under his wing and began his tutelage. 

"At 19." says Famie, "I flew into Brussels 
(Belgium). 1 didn't luiow anyone, nor did I know Uie 
language. But I wanted to leam European cook­
ing." 

A sympaUietic American got him work in her hus­
band's kitchen at the Hyatt Regency in Brussels, 
where "I was at the extreme bottom," choppUig 
vegetables and washing lettuce." 

When it was discovered he was working in 
Brussels Ulegally, the chef at the Regency found 
him a job at the Hotel Loews in Monte Carolo, where 
he cut more vegetables, washed more lettuce and 
kept his eyes and ears open. 

From there came the trip up the ladder, through a 
variety of elegant restaurants in Europe and New 
York City; from vegetables to sauces to main 
courses to, a little more than a year ago. the head 
job at Raphael's. 

Famie's lecture is witty and interesting, the 
perfect mix of Instruction and anecdote. His love of 
cooking and his energy are obvious. The students, 
wearing white jackets and with Uteir paper chef 
hats on the tables in front of them, sit enchanted. 

Famie describes for his audience his days of 
abuse at the hands of the masters, where a slightly 
inadequate pastry might be hurled to the floor, 
where he was expected to be in the restaurant at 7 
a.m. and wouldn't get out tUl midnight, where credit 
was rare and criticism frequent. 
It was obvious that Famie wouldn't have missed It 

for the worid, though he advises Uiese kids to get 
their schooling in school. 

Though already a successful chef, Famie is stUl 
learning. 
"1 just returned from Switzerland and a 12-day 

tour of Europe," he reported. "I ate at Ave of the 16 
Uiree-star restaurants in Europe." (In Europe, Uie 
rating system goes as high as Uiree stars, Uie 
equivalent of Ave stars in Uie United States). 

"The chefs at Uiose restaurants are so very, very 
well known. And yet Uie red-carpet was roUed out 
for me. They were impressed to see someone young 
and eager, who doesn't know Uie language, knock­
ing on Uieir door and asking about Uieir cooking." 

The best meal Uiere cost him $156, and Uiat was 
for dinner. The cheapest? A couple of bucks at 
McDonald's. 

McDonald's? For a fan of haute cuisine? 
"Usually, after work, I'U got out to a Denny's or a 

Burger King," laughs Famie. "Or I'U go home and 
make a peanut butter and jeUy sandwich." 

A rose by any oUier name is stUl a rose, and, after 
all, an American kid, even after he's been to Paris, 
is StUl an American.

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Novi dancer earns 
role in Nutcracker 

Novi's Miciielle Cote reiiearses up to 10 hours per day

When the footlights dim for the first performance of The 

Nutcraclter Ballet at Ford Auditorium tonight (Wednes­
day), the Detroit Symphony Orchestra will be In the or­
chestra pit and the stage will be filled with Illustrious 
dancers from the New Yorlc City Ballet, Dance Theater of 
Harlem and the Jeffrey Ballet. 

Not to mention Elaine's Academy of the Performing Arts 
in Novi. 

Novi's contribution to this year's production of Tchailcov-
sky's immortal Christmas ballet is IMichelie Cote, a 17-
year-old Novi High School student. 

Michelle doesn't have one of the leads ... those belong to 
the professionals from New York City. But she will be a 
member of the large cast of dancers who make The Nut­
cracker a spectacle of music and movement. 

"It's kind of exciting," she admits. "I've performed in 
dance recitals before, but I've never been in a professional 
production." 

Michelle has been preparing for the role for the past 14 
years. She started dance lessons at Marsha's School of 
Dance in Southgate when she was three. And has been danc­
ing ever since. 

When her parents, Bruce and Susan Cote, moved to Novi 
nine years ago, Michelle continued her dance lessons at 
Elaine's School of the Performing Arts. 

Ironically, the young woman who will be performing with 
some of the finest dancers in the world at the Ford 
Auditorium December 21-31 says ballet is not her first love. 
She prefers jazz. But it was her Interest In jazz that led tu 

her involvement with ballet. 
"I had advanced to the point where I had to take ballet to 

improve my other dancing," she explained. "If you don't 
luiow ballet, you can't do advanced jazz dancing." 
What's more, her' Instructor at Elaine's - Diane 

Baumgartner-Rbcle - demanded that she taice ballet. 
"I hated it at first," admitted Michelle. "It was so dif­

ferent and so slow. Plus, it's very exact. There's only one 
way to do things right in ballet and you have to keep prac­
ticing until you do It right." 
It was only one year ago that she furthered her ballet in­

struction by starting lessons with lacob Lascu at his studio 
in Birmingham. 

Lascu Is director of Dance Detroit at Marygrove College, 
and he's also director and choreographer of The Nut­
cracker at the Ford Auditorium.

"It was just sort of understood that all his students would 
audition for The Nutcracker," said Michelle. "We started 
rehearsals lu aepi'ember and have been workinK anywnere 
from four to six hours per day seven days per week since 
then." 

Michelle said she was nol really surprised to be selected 
to dance in The Nutcracker. "I was sure I'd get 'mice,'" she 
said, referring to one group of dancers In the fanciful ballet. 
But she (liu not know she would be dancing as much as she 

is In the production. When the list of dancers was posted 
roughly three weeks ago, Michelle was scheduled to dance 
six different roles. In addition to "mice," she's one of 
Clara's friends, a Spanish dancer, a flower and a parent. 
And she's also cast as one of the Chinese dancers; and will 
solo as a member of that group. 

"The costume changes are pretty hectic," she reports. 
Michelle said dancing in The Nutcracker Is an educa­

tional experience, but it's also a lot of work. 
In addition to the six hours per day she's currently put­

ting in at rehearsals, she also is continuing her studies at 
Elaine's in Novi and Lascu's in Birmingham. Recently, she 
attended Nutcracker rehearsals from 1-7 p.m. and then 
came home in time to take her regular lesson al Elaine's 
from 8-10 p.m. 

Thai's a lot of time to spend on one's toes. 
As you might expect, Michelle hopes lo make a career of 

dance. She's been accepted into the Bachelor of Fine Arts 
program al Marygrove College. And after graduation from 
college, she plans to head for New York City and the lights 
of Broadway. 
That's my goal," said Novi's contribution to the 1983 pro­

duction of The Nutcracker. "I want to be a dancer in a 
Broadway musical."

Kirsten Carlson, a 17-year-old Cen­
tral Hi^ School senior, will compete in 
the state Junior Miss Scholarship 
pageant in January. 

Carlson was one of four teenagers 
selected from 15 contestants in an "at 
large" pageant held recently in Battle 
Creek. These four, along with 24 other 
contestants from throughout Miciiigan, 
will compete for the state title January 
20-21, in Marshall. In addition to 
scholarship prizes, the state winner 
earns the right to compete in the Na­
tional Junior Mite Pageant. 

"It's not a beauty pageant," Carlson 
explained, noting that 35 percent of the 
judging is based on an interview, IS per­
cent on scholarship, 20 percent on 
talent, IS percent on physical fitness 
and 15 percent on poise and ap­
pearance. 

Her lO-minute interview included 
questions about her career, Carlson 
noted. "They asked me if I would give 
up family for my career," she said. 
Some contestants were asked about 
nuclear arms or the problems in Cen­
tral America, she added. 

The scholarship judging included a 
review of her high school transcript and 
her scores on the SAT, ACT and PSAT 
tests. 

Poise and appearance were judged in 
evening gown competition and physical 
ntness was determined by the con­
testants' performance on a fitness 
routine, Carlson explained.

Even'one complains aixiut the idiocy of today's television 
programs, but there are worse things in this world than 
"The Dukes ol Hazzard." 
I hope you realize what an alarming statement I just 

made. Worse than "The Dukes o( Hazzaitl?" 
Consider television commercials, if you have to be really 

bad to write a popular show, liie qualifications for produc­
ing a commercial must be hoirendous. 

Unfortunately, scum floats to the top, and that may ex­
plain why many ol the top advertiseî i give us the most ob­
noxious commercials. 

I do not take issue wilh the product ilijelf, which may or 
may not be perfectly good. What really bugs me Is the way 
it is presented. 

For example, there is a popular health club which 
employs Victoria Principle as its spokeswoman. We are 
supposed to assume she looks the way she does because she 
works out at this particular establishment, using their 
equipment. 

Of course, regular exercise and progressive resistance 
machines may help improve your physique. But come on 
now, they are never going to make mountains out of 
molehills! 
1 heard Victoria say in an interview to promote her new 

book, "The Body Principle," that she prefers exercises 
which do not muss her hair and makeup. 

But there she is on the screen, prettily perspiring and 
pumping away, all the while asking us to "imagine 12 mon­
ths of whirlpools, swimming and saunas.'' 

(I've yet to see anybody emerge from a sauna with her

hairdo intact, but I suppose that says more about one 
woman's hypocrisy that it does about advertising). 

There's really nothing terribly difficult about imagining 
12 months of a health club's services. That has always been 
available for a price. 

What is hard to imagine is why promoters believe we are 
gullible enough to credit Principle's attributes to her spon­
sor. 

There Isn't one good reason why we should, but the adver­
tisers believe there are two — and we all know what they 
are. 
It is Interesting to note that these same selling points are 

utilized by companies which have absolutely no connection 
to the body. One such place deals In automatic transmis­
sions — hardly erotica. 

A bleached blonde In hot pants wears a T-shirt which can 
barely contain what Is bouncing around Inside. Outside, the 
company name Is presumably emblazoned across her 
chest. (I say presumably because the letters have been 

stretched beyond all recognition). 
She looks into the camera and Intelligently says, "Double 

A, Beep-Beep, M, C, 0." There Is absolutely nothing double 
A about that woman. 

But commercials don't always focus on the body. 
Sometimes they go straight for the viewer's mind and the 
result can be an incredible mutation of logic. 

Consider one chain of pizzerias which has recently come 
up with a new gimmick — pizza for lunch In five minutes. A 
good Idea, right? 

Now listen to their promise: We'll have your pizza ready 
In five minutes or you get the next one free, It sounds 
reasonable at first, but Is it? 
If they screw up and take too long, you're probably not go­

ing to have time to eat the first pizza you ordered, much less 
wait for another one. 

Maybe they let you return for your freeble later, when 
you don't even feel like pizza anymore because your desires 
have gone Chinese. 
In any case, what kind of logic stands behind their pro­

mise? 
The same kind which has prompted one company to come 

out with an amazing diet plil offer. For around $20, they'll 
send you a two-week supply of their pills which are 
guaranteed to help you lose ail of the weight you'd like in on­
ly 14 days. 

That's no small claim. However, the guarantee does not 
mean that if the pills are unsuccessful you can have your 
money back. 

Listen closely: If after two weeks you have not ac­
complished your weight loss goal, they will send you 
another 14-day supply for which you will only be required lo 

pay postage and handling. 
Why would you want more of soemthing that didn't work 

in the first place? We may me a lltUe overweight, but we're 
not stupid! 

Commercials too often talk to us and portray us as though 
we were. 

Think about Rosle, the homeliest woman in the wortd, 
whose claim to fame Is that she can captivate a diner full of 
truck drivers with her paper towel. Rosle Is so attached to 
her roll of wipes that she has given it a pet name - the 
"quicker picker-upper." 

Do normal people reaUy name their towels? When was 
the last time you referred to your laxative as a "family 
friend?" WhUe strolling through the grocery store, do you 
suddently experience an uncontrollable urge to sneak off 
and squeeze the toUet tissue? 
Neither do 1. 
Where television advertisers ever got the Idea that they 

understand the average consumer Is a mystery to me. 
Imagine what the next batch of creatures who evolve 

after we blow ourselves up will thhik about us. They'll dig 
up one of those time capsules, find a commercial and try to 
piece It all together. 

After much deliberation, they'll probably come up with 
something like this - Humans were strange, fiercely loyal 
creatures. Their destruction appears to have been brought 
about late in the 20th century when they divided hito two 
warring factions. 

One side proclaimed the superiority of a meal which con­
sisted of chicken nuggets, whUe the other valiantly held its 
ground beef patties, special sauce, cheese, lettuce, pickles 
and onions on a sesame-seed bun.
