"Planning, planning, planning," will 
be Novi's focus for 1984, according to 
City Manager Edward Krlewall. 

Novi will kick off 1984 by dealing with 
many of the planning issues which were 
not resolved in 1983. It will also move in­
to new areas of concern, Kriewall said. 

f "Our need to plan is brought about by 
vhat we see as the needs of new 
development and its demands on the ci­
ty's utilities and services. Our general 
concentration on planning is turned by 
the engine of progress. Without plans 
Novi could not meet the challenge of the 
remainder of the 80s and beyond," 
Kriewall said. 

One major development issue lying 
ahead is construction of a convention 
oenter. In what may be a new direction 

m)T the city, Kriewall said that by this 
spring the city should know whether a 
convention center will be constructed 

or "whether tlie city needs one or not." 
In previous years the city has indicated 
it intends to strongly pursue develop­
ment of a convention center. 

But Kriewall said that upon further 
study of the matter officials have found 
that modem hotels are being built to in­
clude meeting rooms and similar 
amenities that "automatically draw 
small conventions." A specific 'conven­
tion center' may not be neccessary as 
more hotels are built. 

"We can become a city serving as a 
convention center without a 'convention 
center' per se. Hotels provide all the 
amenities for assembly that a conven­
tion center does. That reduces the need 
for a center. Our method of achieving 
our previously stated goal may be 
evolving in another direction. We may 
be encouraging the development of 
hotels with convention facilities." 

Beyond the convention center issue, 
Kriewall sees a calendar full of 

development and planning questions. If 
Kriewall's predictions are true, the 
year ahead will be an extremely busy 
one for the planning board and city 
council. 

They will be dealing with issues such 
as the Town Center (the commercial 
area surrounding the Grand River/-
Novi Road Intersection), Uie expansion 
of the the office park at Eight Mile and 
Haggerty Road and the zoning or­
dinance rewrite. There is work to be 
done in the continued planning of Sec­
tion 15 and a proposed convention 
center there, further rezonlngs to bring 
property into conformance with the 
Master Land Use Plan and plans for a 
new community center. 

Kriewall sees the planning issues fac­
ing the city in the coming year this 
way; 

• Town Center - "The town center 
issue has gathered the most community 
interest of all the planning items most 

recently before the city. It's turned out 
to be a very complex issue, which will 
spill over into 1984. It appears the com­
ing year will usher in a resolution to 
debate centered on this particular 
issue. 

"Hopefully, public participation in 
the process, both in the hearings and 
through informal discussions by 
members of the planning board with 
local businessmen, has moved the Issue 
toward acceptability on all sides. There 
will be movement on this concept in 
January of 1984." 

Kriewall also noted the city council is 
expected to debate the method of finan­
cing an economic analysis aimed at fin­
ding whether "the perceived direction 
of the Town Center Is feasible or not." 

• Orchard Hill Place - "The expan­
sion of the Eight Mile and Haggerty 
Road development from Eight to Nine 
Mile Is a major development proposal 
for the city. Orchard Hill Place has 

been one of the shining examples of 
Michigan's diversification to high 
technology and we've been fortunate to 
have this development taking place In 
Novi. It's been a very successful and at­
tractive addition to the community. 

"The proposal to expand the project 
and its scope is one of major 
significance to the city and Is a factor in 
its ability to provide a clean, high-tech 
tax base for both the school district and 
the city. 

• Zoning OnUnance Rewrite - "This 
Is a housekeeping function that never 
ends. Especially In a community that's 
blessed with high dynamics, we must 
continually search for a better way of 
defining our goals and mission as it 
relates to planning. We are continuing 
to refine our planning objectives by 
reviewing and revising the text of our 
zoning ordinance.

NOVI - It took long hours and 100 pounds of sugar, 
but as Michigan's governor requested, the chefs of 
Sheraton Oaks have come through with a large can­
dy replica of the Sugar Bowl Trophy to be presented 
to the people of Louisiana on the 50th anniversary o( 
the Sugar Bowl Classic. 

F'riday, just seven days after work on the sugar 
trophy began, it was loaded on a plane bound for 
Louisiana. The trophy was unveiled at the Sugar 

I Bowl New Year's Eve Party to the musical strains of 
Happy Birthday. The trophy Is a birthday present 
from Michigan to the people of Louisiana - from one 
sugar producing state to another. 

The sugar trophy was presented by Governor 
James J. Blanchard to Louisiana Governor David C. 
Treen on the field during pregame ceremonies as a 
50th Sugar Bowl birthday present to the people of 
Louisiana. 

Sheraton Oaks Pastry Chef Michael Baugh 
created the trophy, under the supervision of Ex­
ecutive Chef Remy Berdy. Baugh worked 14-16 hour 
days through the holidays, preparing the replica 
trophy, then accompanied his creation to New 
Orleans. 

The edible sugar sculpture, which measures 40 by 
36 Inches, Is more than twice the size of the actual 
Sugar Bowl Trophy. It is made with Michigan sugar 
and egg whites. 

The Intricate work of the handles, leaves and 
acorns adorning the trophy Is made with a type of 
candy called pastUlage, which is made of confec­
tioners grade of Michigan beet sugar. Some 100 

pounds of Pioneer confectionary beet sugar and fine­
ly granulated beet sugar donated by Michigan Sugar 
Company of Saginaw went into the trophy. 

"The replica Is made of a mix of sugar mixed with 
egg whites to create a concontion known as 
pastillage," explained Raymond Biggs of Sheraton 
Oaks. The mixture becomes doughy and clay-lIke 
and can be cut or worked Into fine detail, Biggs said. 

Royal Icing, a mixture of gelatin and sugar, was 
poured over the styrofoam base to create the rest of 
the structure. While It was wet, granulated sugar 
was blown onto the trophy to ̂ ve It the glittery ef­
fect of sugar. 

"We could have created a replica that was so fine­
ly detaUed that It looked like it was molded of 
plaster," Biggs said. "But we wanted it to look like 
sugar. We had to play with it as we went along." 

The 40-inch sugar replica is designed to call atten­
tion to the fact that Michigan is a great agricultural 
state. Michigan ranks fifth in sugar beet production 
compared to Louisiana's number three ranking In 
cane sugar production. 

"The promotion will call attention to the fact that 
Michigan, In addition to being a great Industrial 
state. Is also a great agricultural state," Blanchard 
said. 

The request to create the sugar trophy came from 
the Governor's office. Sheraton Oaks came into the 
picture when contacted by Dan Lutzeier, vice presi­
dent of public relations for Ross Roy, Inc. - the firm 
that handles advertising and public relations for the 
State of Michigan.

NOVI — Voters who have become ac­
customed to the 1982 apportionment 
plan that put the city in the 60th state 
house district will have to learn new 
district numbers all over agahi by this 
November. 

A state redlstrlcthig plan passed last 
month moves Novi out of the 60th 
district represented by Willis Bullard 
(R-Hlghland) and splits the city In two. 
The northern part Is In the 69th district, 
while the southern portion Is In the 36th 
district. 

Plymouth Republican Gerald Law 
currently represents the 36th district, 
which extends south to take hi part of 
Canton, Plymouth, Plymouth 
Township, NorthvUle and Northville 
Township. 

Under the redlstrlcting plan, Law's 
district plan stretches the width of 
Novi, north to Ten Mile on the east, then 
west to Taft Road, north to 1-96, west to 
Twelve Mile across the Wlxom-Novl 
boundary. This also means the addition 
of the Oakland County portion of the ci­
ty of Northville, previously In the 60th 
District. 

The rest of Novi, together with Wix-
om, has been added to the 69th District 
currently represented by WUbur V. 
Brotberton (R-Farmhigton). Wlxom 
previously was represented by Robert 
McGee in the 24th District. Walled Lake 
and Commerce Township remain, as 
before, hi the 24th. 

The new districts will apply for this 
November's election, unless a suc­
cessful court challenge Is mounted. 
Law said he does not expect a court-
ordered change. All house terms expire 
every two years. 

Law, Bullard and McGee are all first-
term legislators who have only 
represented their present districts 
since 1982. ' 

Law said of his new district, in which 
he is expected to run for re-election this 
year, that it Is now "more Republican 
thanitwas,ifanythUig." 

That's because he retahis the most 
Republican portion of Canton Township

while giving up an area generally 
thought to be more evenly split In party 
loyalty. Northern Northville and 
southern Novi are predominately 
Republican, he said, as was the Lake-
Pohite area of Plymouth Township, 
which in the new maps Is removed from 
Law's district and aligned with the city 
of Livonia in the 35th District presently 
represented by Jack Klrksey (who has 
announced he will reth-e to return to the 
Livonia school system). 

While Northville is no longer In two 
separate districts, Plymouth Township 
and Novi, both of which had a single 
representative under the old plan, each 
has been divided. In his home com­
munity of Plymouth Township, Law 
noted, the new district boundary runs 
through two precincts, requiring that 
the township prechicts be redrawn. 

Novi City Clerk Geraldhie Stipp said 
she has not yet seen a detailed map of 
the new districts, so does not know how 
it will affect precinct Ibies here. 

Though the new 36th district Is more 
strongly supportive of his party. Law 
noted that the old one was rather solidly 
In the GOP camp anyway, as was 
demonstrated In Law's victory over 
Democrat Bill Joyner hi '82. 

Law voted with many members of his 
party against the redlstrlcthig plan, 
which Is expected to consolidate 
Democratic domhiance of the house 
and give both parties an equal shot at 
control of the Senate.

NOVI - A group of local citizens con­
cerned about the problems of drug and 
alcohol abuse by teens and children 
have recently organized under the 
name of "People Who Care." 

The first major undertaking of the 
group will be brlnghig speaker David 
Toma to Novi. Toma, a former New 
Jersey police officer and drug addict, 
has been speakhig to high school 
students across the country for the past 
10 years. 

Toma's life was the basis of the 
television series-"Baretta." 

Plans call for Toma to be in town 
January 24-25. But to organize his ap­
pearance, the newly-formed group is 
seeking the assistance of all interested 
people at theta* next meethig, Thursday 
(tomorrow) at 7 p.m. at the Youth 
Assistance office hi the Parks and 
Recreation building on Sixth Gate. 

"People Who Care" is a new service 
organization in the community. 
Organizers say it was formed to make 
people, especially young people, aware 
of the potential dangers of alcohol and 
drug abuse. 

The group was organh»d hi part as a 
result of the showbig of Chemical Peo­
ple, a program to combat teenage drug 

and alcohol abuse conducted In 
cooperation with public television. 

Organizers say they hope the group 
will become an ongohig one which will 
work through Novi Youth Assistance. 

Fil Superfisky reported the group's 
first meethig drew 20 people. The group 
has brought together many segments of 
the community which are concerned 
about drug and alcohol abuse, but 
which did not know where to beghi hi 
combatthig the problem, Superiisky 
said. Representatives of the Jaycees, 
police department and schools were 
among those attending the first 
meeting of "People Who Care." 

"We hope to become the core group to 
brhig all these people together," Super­
fisky said. 

Superfisky said the group hitends the 
presentation by Toma to serve as the 
catalyst needed to get them off the 
ground. Toma previously has spoken to 
students about alcohol and drug abuse 
with dramatic results.

NOVI — Novi girls will have an op­
portunity to get their kiclcs on the soc­
cer field this spring, as a result of ac­
tion by the school tward on December 
15. 

Specifically, the board voted 
unanimously to approve soccer as a 
varsity sport for ^rls beginning in the 
spring of 1984. 

The impetus for offering varsity soc­
cer competition for girls was provided 
at the November 17 board meeting 
when Heidi Zimmerman, a high school 
student, presented a petition calling for 
a soccer team signed by 40 girls. 

"We have the uniforms, the field and 
a coach; all we need is your approval," 
said Zimmerman in presenting the peti­
tion. -

Although the proposal was recom­
mended for approval by Superintendent 
Robert Piwko, board members ex­
pressed some reservations at the 
December 1 meeting. 

Noting that Novi already offers girls' 
teams in track and Softball during the 
spring. Trustee Ron MUam asked how 

many of the 40 girls who signed the peti­
tion already participate in other spring 
sports. 

Additionally, Trustee Gilbert Hender­
son expressed concern that a girls' soc­
cer team would draw participants away 
from already-established sports. "1 
would hate to start a team that only has 
eight players, "he said. 

The only team in the Kensington 
Valley Conference which currently of­
fers girls' soccer is Brighton. 

Piwko projected the approximate 
cost of offering girls' soccer in Novi at 
$2,000. 

Although the board voted unanimous­
ly December 15 to sanction soccer for 
girls, Henderson suggested that spring 
athletic offerings for girls be reviewed 
at the end of the current school year. 

"I'd like to see a report from our 
athletic director as to how many girls 
went out for track, softball and soccer," 
said Henderson. "If there aren't enough 
participants for all three sports, we 
should perhaps consider dropping one 
of them next year."

NOVI - A new textbook for 
American History classes at the high 
school has been adopted by the Novi 
Board of Education. 

The board voted unanimously 
December 15 to accept the recommen­
dation of the Social Studies Department 
and adopt "Land of Promise - A 
History of the United States" as the new 
text for American History classes. 

"Land of Promise" will replace "A 
History of Our American Republic" as 
the textbook for the course. The former 
text was published in 1979. 

Judith Gaynor, head of the Social 
Studies Department, said the former 
text "is hiappropriate to the needs of 
staff and students." She added that the 

book contains several very significant 
weaknesses. "It lacks depth of content, 
is very poorly organized and contains 
very weak support materials," she 
said. 

Trustee Robert Schram asked why 
the former textbook was now con­
sidered inadequate when it had been 
highly recommended just four years 
ago. 

Gaynor responded that she had not 
been employed by the Novi Schools 
when the former text was adopted. 
"Nobody on the social studies staff will 
take responsibility for having recom­
mended it, "she said. 

Gaynor said the recommendation to 
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purchase a new text was based in part 
on curriculum changes. "Since elec-
tives have been eliminated from the 
American History curriculum In favor 
of comprehensive course, the need has 
arisen for more standard textbooks," 
she said. 

"Approximately 150 additional texts 
are needed to enable each student to be 
issued one. It would be impractical, 
both educational and financially, to 
make a purchase as significant as 150 
books when the current books are 
markedly inferior hi content and were 
published hi 1979." 

Accordhig to hiformation provided by 
Gaynor, "Land of Promise" contahis Il­
lustrations of original art works In­
cluding sketches, engravhigs and pain­
tings. Many of them are hi vivid color. 
Additionally, the recommended text in­
cludes numerous political cartoons and 
dozens of orighial photgraphs, some 

dating back to the Civil War and the 
earliest photography. 

Gaynor noted that many women and 
minorities are represented among the 
illustrations. 

Trustee Gilbert Henderson asked if 
the recommended text took an objec­
tive look at American history. 
Specifically, he asked if American 
mistakes, such as Vietnam, were 
covered by the book. 

Gaynor responded that "Land of Pro­
mise" takes an objective look at 
American history and encourages 
students to take an objective look. "It 
does not attempt to whitewash 
American history," she said. "Such 
things as the imprisonment of 
Japanese-Americans during World War 
n are included." 

The board subsequently voted 
unanimously to approve the new tex­
tbooks at a cost of $16.50 per copy. 
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NOVI - The frigid weather has made 
thhi ice one thing few are concerned 
about so far this whiter. But Michigan's 
weather is always uncertain at best, 
and in case of a quick thaw parents are 
asked to be cautious hi allowing to 
children to play on ponds and lakes. 

Ponds in Village Oaks, Meadowbrook 
Glens, Stonehenge, Whispering 
Meadows, Meadowbrook Lake and 
behind Twelve Oaks Mall are deep 
enough to pose a hazard to youngsters if 
they fall through thin Ice. 

Special caution should be used on 
Meadowbrook Lake where water Is con­
stantly movhig because the lake Is part 
of a larger drahiage course, making it 
likely there will be thhi spots hi the ice, 
accordhig to city officials. 

Additionally, with construction work 
that has been done as a result of the 
citywide drahiage program there may 
be more water flowhig throu^ local 
ponds than there has been hi the past. 

Parents should note it takes several 
days with temperatures below freezing 
to freeze Ice to a safe thickness. 

For to five hiches of Ice are needed to 
support small gatherhigs of people or 
fishermen on the ice. Experts also note 
that, although drivhig trucks or cars on 
ice is never recommended, those who 
do so should wait until there is at least -
eight inches of ice. 

A heavy snowfall does not necessarily 
mean ice is safe. In fact, snow acts as -
an hisulator. The snow and Ice also: 
begin melting when they touch each: 
other. 

Because of this melthig, parents-
should beware of putthig large pUes of -
snow around skating rhiks. The melthig: 
of the ice and snow, together with the 
weight of the snow piles, makes the -
edges of the skathig rink the weakest' 
spots on the ice. 

It is further recommended that If so­
meone falls through the ice, rescuers 
should never approach the break. Any 
available item should be used to reach 
the victim. The rescuer should lie 
spread-eagled on the ice whUe trying to 
reach the victim.

COMMERCE - Township 
secretarial employees have voted to 
unionize, reportedly in a move to seek 
additional job security. 

In a December 22 election, nine of 10 
eligible employees voted for unioniza­
tion. One worker cast a "no" vote. The 
new American Federation of State, 
County and Munclpal Employees 
(AFSCME) will also represent the 
township's maintenance employee. 

The deputy clerk and deputy 
treasurer will be excluded along with 
the bookkeeper. 

One worker, who asked not to be iden­
tified, said the initial incident which 
prompted unionization was the 1982 
employee layoffs. 

In an effort to balance the 1963 
budget, the board laid off environmen­
talist Daniel Shapiro and recording 
secretary Nancy Sparks. Shapiro had 
been employed by the township since 
1975. Sparks, who was later rehired in 
another position, had worked for the 
township since 197L 

Prior to the unionization election 
Supervisor Robert Long said he did not 
know what motivated township 
employees to request a union election. 
"As far as I was concerned, I was just 
glad the vote was not close," he com­
mented. "I was glad there was a ma­
jority one way or another.'' 

The Michigan Employment Relations 
Commission (MERC) called the elec­
tion at the request of the employees. 
Workers received ballots as their 
paychecks were distributed. 

An AFSCME staffer indicated the 
union was contacted by township 
employees regarding organization. 

"The employees always contact us 
about unionizing. We don't contact 
them," said AFSCME organzing staff 
representative Franklin Greene. "We 
don't actively seek them. Once the elec­
tion is held, the workers become union 
members. "They would not have to pay 
dues until they have a contract.'' 

As has been the case in Commerce, 
Greene said most workers seek 
unionization for job security. "Job 
security is most important of all," be 
added. "If there Is no binding agree­
ment your employer can come in one 
day and say he doesn't like your looks 
and get rid of you." 

AFSCME currently represents 76,000 
employees in Michigan including locals 
in all 96 counties. Greene said AFSCME 
staff will meet with township | 
employees to begin negotiation plans. 

Long said he did not know what the 
negotiation procedures would be. The 
township's other bargaining unit 
represents firefighters and was 
recognized in 1971.

WIXOM - Mayor-elect Gary Lentz 
last week threatened legal action 
against Council Member Gunnar Met-
taia over what L«ntz described as per­
sonal attacks by the longtime official. 

Lentz made his comments at last 
week's council meeting in conjunction 
with Mettala's request to discuss the 
new mayor's proposals — specifically, 
reinstatement of free residential gar­
bage collection and additional police of­
ficers. 

"I would ask the council to table the 
discussion. The statements from Mr. 
Mettala are in noway accurate," Lentz 
said. "Mr. Mettala has been involved 
for two years in attacks on myself and 
my family." 

Verbal and written statements from 
Mettala have been "slanderous, 
libelous and defaming" Lentz said. If 
Mettala did not stop his actions, legal 
action would be taken, he added. 

In asking for the discussion on Lentz' 
proposals, Mettala had presented 
related cost estimates. According to 
Mettala, the garbage collection would 
cost the city $300,000, and 190,000 would 

be needed to fund the additional police 
officers. 

Based on Mettala's estimates the city 
would be left with J27,854 for city ser­
vices if Lentz's programs were im­
plemented. To offset the additional ex­
penses Mettala said a 39.12 percent 
millage Increase would be needed. 

"I brought these matters up due to 
the mayor-elect's promises and his 
mandate," commented Mettala. "So 
{{tany of his supporters who are present 
don't understand these matters would 
be implemented at budget time." 

Mettala defended his cost estimates 
citing a city legal opinion requiring gar­
bage collection from all properties, not 
just single family residential. "We 
received an opinion that we have to pro­
vide service to all taxpayers," he add­
ed. 

CouncU Member WUliam Wyllie said 
he and the rest of the council put a lot of 
time into studying the budget from 
March through May. He said he was not 
willing to put those hours in again and 
moved to postpone the discussion until 
April. Council then voted to delay the 
discussion.

WLXOM - Mayoral Assistant 
Stephen Bonczek is out and City Clerk 
June Buck is back in at city hall. 

Bonczek, who had served as mayoral 
assistant under former Mayor Lillian 
Spencer since 1978, announced Tuesday 
that he has accepted the position of ad­
ministrator with the City of Southgate 
eifective immediately. 

Meanwhile, Mayor Gary Lentz, who 
officially took office January 1, re­
appointed Buck to the position o( city 
clerk as one of his first official acts. 
Buck had been fired by Spencer for "in­
subordination" December 14. 

In another change in city hall, former 
administrative secretary Ellen 
McGuire has terminated her employ­
ment and been replaced by Joan Jones. 

The series of changes apparently was 
prompted by Lentz' assumption of the 
office of mayor. Running on a platform 
that caused for a change in administra­
tion, Lentz was elected mayor hi 
November and officially assumed 
responsibilities Sunday. 

Bonczek's decision to become ad­
ministrator in Southgate ends specula­
tion about his future in Wlxom. Lentz 
had indicated during the campaign that

portunity that I pro­

bably would have ac­

cepted regardless of 

who was mayor.'

he would reserve the right to name his 
own mayoral assistant, although Bonc­
zek reported that Lentz had asked him 
after winning the election to remain on 
the job. 

Bonczek called the Southgate position 
"a tremendous career opportunity" 
and downplayed the suggestion that he 
accepted the Southgate post as a result 
of the election of Lentz. "It's an ex­
cellent opportunity that I probably 
would have accepted regardless of who 
was mayor," he said. 

Lentz said Tuesday that he had not 
been officially informed of Bonczek's 

resignation. He also said that Bonczek 
has received a check in the ^ount of 
$5,902.47 that includes severance pay. 

The new mayor added that he has ap­
pointed a three-member committee to 
begin the search for a new mayoral 
assistant. Named to the committee 
were former Mayor Val Vangieson, 
Mayor Pro Tem Dennis Andrews and 
DPW Director Robert Trombley. 

In one of his first official acts 
mayor, Lentz re-appohited Buck to the 
city clerk position she had held since 
1974. Buck had been fired December 14 
for "insubordination" by Spencer — an 
act called "unfair" by the new mayor. 

"I see no problem with June Buck," 
said Lentz. "She's been a good and 
loyal employee of the city for many 
years." 

Lentz said no further changes are 
planned at city hall, although he noted 
that the new mayor has 90 days under 
the charter to name new department 
heads. He stated that he may look at the 
possibility of obtainhig a new city 
treasurer. "That's hi no way a negative 
reflection on our present treasurer 
(Tony Lehman)," said Lentz. "I thhik 
Tony does a competent job."

WIXOM - The city wUl be joinhig 
Commerce Township In the $120 million 
North Huron Valley-Rouge Valley 
wastewater treatment system based on 
council action last week. 

The Commerce board also acted last 
week committing the township to the 
City of Detroit and Department of 
Natural Resources (DNR) backed 
alternative to the original "Super 

Sewer" plan. 
Both communities had been reluctant 

to commit to the project, but the system 
is expected to be the last regional sewer 
project offered local communities. By 
receivhig approval from participating 
communities prior to January 1, the 
Huron/Rouge system becomes eligible 
for 75 percent federal funding. 

Mayoral Assistant Stephen Bonczek 
recommended participation in the 
alternate system. "I am convinced that 

Wlxom's participation In the Huron/-

of the community," he commented. 
"The council must make a prudent 
decision and approve the system to ac­
comodate future needs. 1 question 
whether there Is a viable alternative."

~ WALLED LAKE - An ll-member 
commission to oversee economic 
development hi Walled Lake has been 
appohited by the city council. 

Forming the commission was a se­
cond step toward participation hi the 
Michigan Mahi Street Program. 

The counll authorized City Manager 
J. Michael Doman at Its December 6 
meeting to submit an application for 

^ participation In the program to the 
W state Department of Commerce. Five 

or six communities will be selected for 
the Michigan pUot program. The ap­
plication Is due by January IS, and 
selection of the communities by the 
state Is expected hi late January, 

Those appohited to the Main Street 
Commission Include Doman, Mayor 
Gaspare LaMarca, city council 
members WUllam Roberts and Cheryl 
Labadle, businessmen Dick Melvin, 
John Marshall, BUI Fowler and Stuart 

Frankel, citizens Maureen Ridley and 
Richard Turzak and a member of the 
Oakland County Planning Division. 

The commission will serve in an ad­
visory capacity to the city council. All 
recommendations of the commission 
must be submitted to the city council 
for approval. 

If Walled Lake is selected by the 
state, it will receive no fhiancial 
assistance for local business projects, 
but will receive free plannhig and 
design services. This technical 
assistance Is valued at about $100,000, 
according to Doman. 

The hitent of Michigan Mahi Street is 
to provide professional assistance for 
improvhig local bushiess economy. The 
participating communities will be 
visited up to several times by the na­
tional and state Mahi Street counselhig 
team. The team will conduct a three-
day on-site. In-depth analysis to deter-

mhie specific goals and objectives, 
identify problems and solutions and 
prepare an Implementation strategy. 

The local Mahi Street Commission 
will review the analysis and implemen­
tation strategy and make recommenda­
tions to the city council. 

Projects targetted by Mayor LaMar­
ca for special consideration under the 
Mahi Street program hidude the exten­
sion of Maple Road from West West 
Maple to East West Maple; develop­
ment of four lanes on Pontlac Trail 
from Maple Road to South Commerce 
Road; and an Improved hitersectlon at 
Pontlac Trail and Maple Road. 

LaMarca also suggested historic 
preservation of the Foster Farm 
homestead and the Walled Lake 
railroad depot be a goal of the commis­
sion. 

Better street lighthig and improvhig 

parking areas also could be project for 
the commission, LaMarca said. 

If the city is selected for participation 
in the Main Street Program, it will 
delay or eliminate the need for a 
Downtown Development District and 
Downtown Development Authority, as 
discussed by the council earlier this 
year, LaMarca said. 

The program Is expected to begin hi 
mid to late February. If Walled Lake is 
chosen, a project manager will be need­
ed at an estimated salary of $12,000 to 
$25,000. If the city Is accepted but can­
not afford the project manager. It will 
have to drop from the program. 

The National Mahi Street pilot pro­
gram was established hi 1980, Shice 
then 30 cities In she states have used the 
program to solve a variety of communi­
ty problems, from vacant lots and emp­
ty buildhigs to making bushiess areas 
more attractive.

When children realize this, they 
develop a greater respect for people from other countries 
and may be less likely to ridicule people with strong ac­
cents — as children are prone to do. 

"Everyone is quite wiUhig to learn," she said of the 
children and theh- parents. "The mothers ask very perti­
nent questions, like how do you say, 'Put this away,' and 
'Ut'sgo,'" 

As they learn the language, the parents and children 
leam about the customs of the country they wiU ex­
perience hi the exchange program. "It's very exciting to 
thhik of yourself as being hivolved with people of a dif­
ferent culture. They have different customs, different 
food, even different school hours," Rahigh noted. "The 
education you get you will never forget." 

The exchange program offers a unique leamhig op­
portunity for both students and family, she added. "It's 

the easiest way to teach anythhig - It's the ultimate hi 
learning...plus they will make friendships - friendships 
that might never stop." 

When the French children come to Michigan hi Mareh, 
they will experience some of the thhigs Rairigh experienc­
ed herself when she came to the United States 23 years 
ago. 

"They'll fhid the warmth of the American people. 
Americans are very warm, very open, very glvhig...the 
kids won't want to go back (to France,)" she said. 

"This Is really a chlldrens' world. There's a lot of 
freedom, a lot of open space. It's like one big playground. 
Children are allowed to be themselves." 

When the local children travel to France hi May, theh-
experience wUl be somewhat different, Rairigh explahied. 

WhUe still full of culture and history, France is a dif­
ferent country than what It was when Rahigh grew up, 
she says. There were not all the modem conveniences 
when she left her native country. "France Is a small 
America now," she explahis. 

The differences between American and French 
lifestyles are subtle, Rahigh says. She is encouraghig the 
French families not to change anythhig about the way 
they live to accomodate theh> American guests. "You 
must let them see you as you live," she says. 

"Life is slower (hi France). Much more thne is spent at 
home. Meal thne is extremely important. All (members of 
the family) come home for dhuier together. 

"The family is closer physically (because of smaller 
homes), and, therefore, they must be together more 
often." 

The Walled Lake school district children gobig to 
France range hi age from nhie to 12 and may be a little 
young to fully appreciate the rich history and culture hi 
France. "But I want them to be open," Rairigh says. Just 
walkhig down the street can be an educational experience, 
she adds. 

WALLED LAKE - One week before 
the State Board of Education's January 
meeting, state officials still are uncer-
tahi whether a request to transfer Wall­
ed Lake district property to Farm-
higton Hills wUl appear on the board's 
agenda.

The transfer is requested by 
residents of Section 6 of the City of Far-
mhigton HiUs. Their petition for the 
transfer was denied by the Oakland In­
termediate School Board hi September 
1982, but the residents appealed the 
decision to the state board. 

After a hearhig hi March, Godmer 
recommended the state board concur 
with the hitermediate board. However, 
after some discussion at the board's Ju­
ly 13 meethig, the board instead asked 

Godmer to prepare reasons supporthig 
the transfer. 

DombrowskI said the board's dhrec-
tive did not mean it planned to grant the 
transfer. He said the board merely 
wanted to have "both sides of the argu­
ment."

Engineer James Hubble said the 
state Water Resources Commission 
recently approved the city's new Na­
tional Pollutant Elimination System 
(NPDES) permit. He said the permit 
sets the annual phosphorus discharge 
at 1,679 pounds per year. 

A key factor in considering participa­
tion in the project is also its federal 
grant eligibility ranking. The Huron/-
Rouge system is top-ranked, while the 
Wixom local improvements are ranked 
number 16. 

Council Member John Lee said he 
had trouble believing the Detroit 

system can meet its discharge permit 
limits. "Suddenly Detroit can meet its 
limits because we have a new gover­
nor," he said. "I'm afraid we don't 
have much choice. We are put into an 
impossible situation," 

The Detroit system has not function­
ed properly in the past, Hubble said, but 
that is being resolved. Additional 
capacity exists because projected 
growth in Macomb County has not oc­
curred, and the population has declined 
in Detroit, he explained. 

In Commerce, a major concern stems 
from the DNR requirement that the 
township designate areas to be sewered 
by January 1 and begin using its sewer 

capacity as soon as the project is opera­
tional in 1989. 

"The big concern is being eligible for 
the 75 percent federal grant," com­
mented Supervisor Robert Long. It was 
previously though the DNR would re­
quire the township to build the connec­
ting sewer lines to the Huron/Rouge in­
terceptor in order to be eligible for 
federal monies. Long said. 

But, he added, Oakland County 
Department of Public Works (DPW) of­
ficials have suggested designating the 
area to be sewered might satisfy the 
DNR, 

"It was suggested that we put 
laterals near the end of the intercep­

tor," Long said, "That could be the 
area east and north of Commerce Lake, 
The engineers have suggested looking 
at that," 

The township never Intended to in­
stall sewer laterals immediately, '.ong 
said, "We are hoping that the gover­
nor's task force on this will meet about 
it," he added, "Our resolution is con­
tingent on grant eligibility. All the com-
munites would need new agreements if 
we aren't grant eligible," 

The township board has not taken ac­
tion regarding the construction of 
sewer laterals. Long said financing for 
any required laterals is still under 
discussion.

WOLVERINE - In 1984, VUlage Ad-
^ ministrator John Berchtold plans to 
W P make a solid commitment to improving 

the village's primary resource: 
Wolverine Lake. 

"We need to really take a close look 
at the lake problems," Berchtold ex­
plained. "The lake Is really the key (to 
the village). What happens to that lake 
largely affects property values. 
Anything we can do to help the lake will 
help the tax base," he noted. 

The council recently approved 
membership Into the Michigan Lakes 
and Streams Association, which offers 
Informational meetings and seminars 
on lake maintenance and clean-up. Ber­
chtold said he would like to see the 

I council members attend these 
I meetings, gleaning as much informa-
I tlon as pQsslble to assist their decision-
I makhig with regard to the lake. 
! But Berchtold noted that all activity 
i In 1984 won't be geared toward the 

^ water. He has set some dry land goals, 
% % as well, he said. 

"I'd like to start a major road resur­
facing program," he explained, noting 
that approximately eight miles of 
village streets are in need of repairs as 

. soon as possible. 
The first step in a major road resur-

{ facing program will be a survey of all 
j streets. Improvements will be com­

pleted hi phases and funded through 
state monies, he said. 

"We also need to come up with some 
^ ^ sort of program for replachig DPW 
9 ' f (department of public works) equip­

ment," Berchtold added. 
Until Berchtold's arrival on the job 

last March, the village was without a 
capital improvement program, Village 
Treasurer Fran Barbar noted. "This Is 
one thing we are gohig to have to take a 
look at as a goal for (this) year," Ber­
chtold said. 

The new administrator started a 
small capital Improvement fund with 
the 1983-84 vUlage budget. This fund 
was earmarked for repairs to the 
DPW's 11-year-old truck. Berchtold 
said he would like to complete a study 
of all DPW equipment hi 1984, projec­
ting when each piece will need to be 
replaced. 

A new weed harvester may be 
another project for 1984, Berchtold 
said. Through the state Department of 
Natural Resources, the village has ap­
plied for federal aide under the Clean 
Lakes Act to help fund a new harvester. 
"We'll be doing whatever we can do to 
move that along," Berchtold said. 

Continued upgrading of the village's 
Clara Miller Park also Is on the draw­
ing board for 1984, he noted. These im­
provements are to be funded with Com­
munity Development Block Grant 
funds. The council is to decide at its 
Wednesday, January n, meethig which 
park projects will be funded in 1984. 

One of the fh-st visible improvements 
in 1984 will be the new culvert hi the 
Greenaway drain, Berchtold noted. The 
drain work is expected to help filter 
sedimentation before water from the 
Greenaway drains into the lake. This 
project was funded by $9,200 in 1983 
"Jobs Bill" money.

was the most difficult Issue before the 
council In 1983, LaMarca said. After 
several crowded planning commission 
and city council meetings, the council 
approved a new zoning classification 
which permits higher building height 
and greater unit density than has 
previously been allowed hi the city. 
They then voted to rezone the Foster 
Farm property to the new classifica­
tion, permitting developer Roy Mercer 
to continue plannhig his five-story high 
condomhiium development. 

"I thhilt that was the most difficult

decision was made. In the end the 
(public's) response (to the project) is 
almost 90 percent positive." 

In 1984, LaMarca said he would most 
like to see the councU complete an 
enghieerhig study for the conthiuatlon 
of Maple Road and prepare federal 
grant applications to fund this project. 

Remodelhig of the cell area In the ci­
ty's police department "definitely" will 
be completed hi 1984, LaMarca said. 
Plans for Improvhig the fire depart­
ment should come before the council for 
approval this year, as well, he added. 

This year should be another year of 
fiscal conservatlvism, LaMarca said, 
echohig his admonishment to city 
employees hi each of the last two years.

W i x o m a n d C o m m e r c e 
Township recently have agreed to 
participate in the Huron Valley/-
louge Valley wastewater treat­
ment system. On a long-term basis, 
the decision was beneficial for both 
communities. Concerns about the 
operation of the Detroit system is 
certainly justified based on its past 
track record. 

Unfortunately, the Department 
of Natural Resources (DNR) has 
placed the northern communities, 
formerly included in super sewer, 
in a no alternative situation. For 
Wixom local system improvements 
would cost more than $1 million 
over the regional alternative, not 
i n c l u d i n g o p e r a t i o n a n d 
maintenance costs. 

By phasing out the Charms 
Road facility, Wixom's effluent 
would be completely diverted from 
t h e H u r o n R i v e r b a s i n . 
Downstream communities have 
called for tighter discharge permit 
restrictions to reduce phosphorus 
pollution. Removing the discharge 
can only be an environmental 
benefit. 

Commerce is faced with a 
more complex situation. Unlike 
Wixom, the township does not have 
existing sewer laterals. To become 
eligible for the necessary 75 per­
cent federal funding, the DNR is re­
quiring that the township be ready 
to utilize the system once it is 
operational in 1989. 

Township officials are attemp­
ting to have that requirement 
eliminated through Governor Blan-
chard's special task force. Oakland 
County Department of Public 
Works (DPW) officials and the 
township consulting engineer have 
suggested the township designate 
an area for sewerage — perhaps 
areas on the northern and eastern 
shores of Commerce Lake. 

Some residents have expressed 
concern about providing sewers to 
the e^'P-a or any area of the 
township. Clearly the township will 
need sewers in the future to protect 
its irreplaceable lakes and ground­
water. 

Perhaps only a small number 
of homes around Commerce Lake 
currently have fai l ing septic 
systems. No one really knows at 
this point how many residences 
need sewers. If the D N R continues 
to mandate immediate sewer 
useage for Commerce to par­
ticipate in the Huron/Rouge 
system it would be a small price to 
pay to guarantee capacity for 
future needs. While immediate im­
provement in the water quality 
might not be evident, there would 
not be future degradation. 

Sewers do encourage develop­
ment. Opposing sewers for that 
fact is unjustified. Development 
will still occur although at perhaps 
a slower rate. It is much easier to 
expand an existing sewer line for 
new construction than to build a 
system after the fact. 

Commerce officials must cer­
tainly bear some blame for the 
township's current predicament. It 
appears to be the sole community 
in the area that has not completed a 
sewer faci l i t ies study. Com­
munities such as White Lake and 
Highland townships also did not 
plan immediate use of sewers but 
have pinpointed problem areas. 

Hopefully Commerce wil l not 
be forced to utilize sewer capacity 
before it is necessary. That in­
stance should not be used again to 
)ut off a sewer needs study. 
Residents of the township would be 

, ustifably reluctant to fund sewers 
when the need has not been shown. 

D e n y t r a n s f e r b i d 

The state Board of Education 
has twice postponed a decision on 
the transfer of Walled Lake school 
district property to the Farmington 
School District. 

Spokespersons for the board 
have been vague or contradictory 
in explaining the delays. Having of­
fered no sound reason for delaying 
a decision, the board should act on 
the request at its January meeting. 

The transfer is requested by 
residents of Section 6 of the City of 
Farmington Hills. Their petition 
for the transfer was denied by the 
Oakland Intermediate School 
Board in September 1982, but the 
residents appealed the decision to 
the state board. 

After a hearing in March, the 
board was advised by the hearing 
offlcer to concur with the in­
termediate board in denying the 
transfer request. Instead, the 
board asked its hearing officer to 
prepare reasons to support the 

transfer request. 

The only reason the officer 
could muster was that transfer of 
Section 6 to Farmington Hil ls 
wou ld " e n h a n c e the soc io ­
economic, educational interests of 
the p e t i t i o n e r s a n d t h e i r 
ch i ldren . . . " However, several 
years ago a University of Michigan 
professor, in a comparison of the 
two d is t r ic ts , suggested the 
"educational interests" of the peti­
tioners and their children would be 
better served in the Walled Lake 
district. 

Despite its f inancial dif­
ficulties, the educational integrity 
of the Walled Lake district has re­
mained intact since the 1981 study 
— as evidenced by the academic 
achievements of its students. 

T h e b o a r d s h o u l d q u i t 
pussyfooting with the request and, 
having been given no good reason 
not to, deny it at the January 10-11 
meeting. 

P l a n m e r i t s s t u d y 

Northern Novi residents have 
asked for an ordinance to protect 
W a l l e d L a k e by con t ro l l i ng 
development around the lake. 

Speciflcally, Novi planners 
have been asked to consider an or­
dinance which would prevent 
developers from buying a small 
piece of lake frontage and using it 
to provide access for large 
developments located off the lake 
front. 

That kind of development is 
k n o w n as " k e y h o l i n g " and 
residents around Walled Lake don't 
want it to happen on their lake. 

With the amount of vacant, 

undeveloped property around Wall­
ed Lake it appears residents have a 
legitimate concern about the poten­
tial for what they call "abuse" of 
the lake. 

In recent years Walled Lake 
has become one of the cleanest 
bodies of water in the area. To let it 
deteriorate through overdevelop­
ment would be a serious mistake 
which could undermine the city's 
attempts to rejuvenate the lake 
area. 

The idea proposed by residents 
has merit and deserves serious 
consideration.

I received that special Christmas card last week. 

Many people share the excitement of opening holi­
day greetings from a seldom-seen friend or relative.

WIXOM - Threats of litigation and 
calls for resignations were fired off as 
council introduced ordinances 
abolishing the mayoral assistant post 
and creating a city manager last week. 

Mayor-elect Gary L«entz said if the or­
dinances were adopted he would "have 
no recourse except litigation." He add­
ed he hoped "not to have to sue the 
council as the mayor" to stop a viola­
tion of the city charter. 

Since the mayoral assistant post was 
created by ordinance it could be 
abolished by ordinance. The charter 
allows council to create a city manager 
position by ordinance. A conflicting 
provision does not allow a shift in 
authority from the mayor without a 
charter revision. 

"The mayor is the only elected ad­
ministrative city officer," Lentz add­
ed. "The mayor appoints all Uie ad­
ministrative officers except the city at­
torney. These ordinances violate the ci­
ty charter." 

The ordinance creating the city 
manager post was considered by coun­
cil and ended In a split vote. Council 
members Nancy Dingeldey, John Lee 
and Gunnar Mettala cast supporting 
votes while Dennis Andrews, Wayne 
Glessner and William Wyllle opposed 
the ordinance. The tlebreaking vote is 
to be cast by the mayor under the city 
charter. 

Mayor Lillian Spencer did not vote 
after City Attorney Thomas Connelly 
indicated Uie the charter does not allow 
ordinances to be adopted at Uie same 
meetuig at which they are Introduced, 
unless it is an emergency. 

Council did not declare Uie or­
dinances an emergency, so they will be 
considered at the January 10 council 
meeting, after Lentz takes office.

Council reconsidered action placing 
Uie charter question on Uie November 
ballot after learning the whole charter 
would be opened. Lentz said Uie subse­
quent action to abolish Uie mayoral 
assistant was aimed at him. 

"It is unfair to me and to Uie people of 
Wixom to eliminate this position five 
days before 1 take office," Lentz said. 
"Some members of Uie city council are 
attempting to cause me all kinds of pro­
blems. You should put aside your per­
sonal dislikes and vhidlctlveness to join 
with me to work for Uie best Interests of 
Uie city." 

Several residents present at Uie 
meeting echoed Lentz' charges against 
the councU members and called for 
resignations or recalls. Former city 
council member Sidney Resner called 
Uie proposed ordinances "malicious ac­
tion to undermine Uie Lentz administra­
tion." 

Characterizing the council action as 
"totally inexcusable," Resner said the 
council members supporting Uie or­
dinances should resign. "The assistant 
to Uie mayor was created as a liaison 
between the mayor and Uie rest of Uie 
administration," he added. "Mayor 
Spencer let Uils job grow all out of pro-

"It's kind of ridiculous," Law said. 
"Plymouth used to be all in one district, 
Novi used to be all in one district, and 
now they're split. I'd represent com­
munities in two different counties."

Lutzeier reportedly contacted oUier 
hotels and restaurants In the 
metropolitan area, but due to Uie short 
notice and Uie fact most were already 
swamped by Uie holiday rush, oUiers 
were unwilling to take on Uie special 
project, according to Biggs.

Youth and aduit soccer teams from 
Novi, Walled Lalce, Wixom and Com­
merce Township are being invited to 
talte advantage of a new indoor soccer 
facility in nearby Farmington. 

IV Seasons Soccer Unlimited, located 
on Industrial Road near the comer of 
Grand River and Ten Miie, is one of the 
few facilities in the country completely 
dedicated to use for indoor soccer. 

The idea to convert a large indoor 
tennis facility to a soccer center is a 
story for the business pages. What is of 
interest to soccer enthusiasts is that an 
opportunity to develop fundamental 
soccer sicills year-round now exists in 

the area. 
"It's certainly a different game than 

the outdoor version," said coKiwner 
Brian Tinnion in a distinct English ac­
cent. Tinnion, head coach and forward 
for the Detroit Express professional 
soccer team, and Angus Moffat, assis­
tant coach and player for the Express, 
are two of the ovimers of the facility, and 
will provide some of the name recogni­
tion and assurance of professionalism 
at the facility. The other two owners are 
DonandTrishMaiers. 

"Endurance is much of a considera­
tion since the pace is much faster," Tin­
nion said. "And there's a good op­
portunity to worlt on ball control and 
other fundamentals, especially condi­

tioning for the outdoor game.'' 
And the cost to players is hardly exor­

bitant. A fee of $35 gets an individual on 
a team an eight-game season in an 
eight-weeic session. That's not much 
more than an outdoor season costs. 

So where has word about this enter­
prise been? Part of the reason it hasn't 
been about is that it didn't even exist as 
an idea until two months ago. Since 
then, the business owners have been 
busy arranging permission to convert 
the tennis facility into something 
remarltable. 

After months of worlt, the facility has 
now become a streamlined, ultra-
modem soccer center with state-of-the-

art accoutrements is expected to be 
completed within a month, and most 
are ready now. 

Those accoutrements will soon in­
clude a videotape viewing room, per­
mitting teams to watch tapes of their 
just-completed games. Sauna and 
whirlpool facilities will likely be part of 
the package, if not in this session, in an 
upcoming one. 

"We've got snack bars, stands, all 
good quality items," Tinnion said. 

The playing area is particularly good. 
A carpet of the best-made indoor turf 
covers the floor of what resembles a 
hockey rink, except that the goals are 
built into the walls and are about half 

the size of an outdoor soccer goal. 
Only a few yards on each side of,the 

rink's center are not filled in by an 
overhead net which keeps the ball 
within play, making running down out-
of-bounds balls a snap. As in hockey, 
players make use of the boards to angle 
passes. 

In spite of the smaller goal, the game 
is high-scoring and lightning-fast 
because of the compacted playing sur­
face. Line and personnel changes are 
necessary every few minutes because 
of the need for constant sprinting. The 
game, which is played with six players 
and a goalkeeper for each team, also 
permits players many more chances to 

handle the ball than does the outdoor 
version. 

"You can get by with 12 players on a 
team," Tinnion said. "But most would 
prefer to do it with 16." 

Age groupings are much like other 
youth soccer programs - under-12 
boys, under-12 girls, under-14 boys, 
under-14 girls, etc. There are also 19-34 
and over-35 leagues. Already, the Novi 
High School varsity soccer team has 
formed a squad which will play other 
high school-level teams during the first 
session.

"I'd say nine out of 10 people I see at 
the center for weight control problems 
have been on some kind of diet before, 
and many of them have lost weight, on­
ly to gain it right back," says Kinney. 
While she will point out some of the pit­
falls of the "fad" diet, Kinney also will 
outline the approach which she 
recomends. It is based on normal nutri­

t i o n , incorporating reduced portions of 
the major food groups (protien, star­
ches, fruits, and vegetables, milk and 
fats) with a change in eating habits. 

According to Kinney, people eat for 
many other reasons other than hunger. 
They may eat because they are tense, 

nervous, anxious or angry. They may 
eat to celebrate. "There are few of us 
who haven't received food when we 
were growing up either as a reward or-
to make us feel better, and we keep the 
habit as adults," Kinney says. She adds 
that those of us who were deprived of 
this "reward" as children may try to 
make up for it as adults by helping 
ourselves to plenty of food. 

People who are dieting have to know 
how and what to eat, but they also have 
to make the choices. "They have to 
become acountable to themselves 
before they will be successful, not only 
at taking the weight off, but at keeping 
it off, "Kinney says. 

Her talk is the third in a monthly 
series of "Second Thursday Health 
Talks." The February program will 
feature psychiatric social workers from 
the West Bloomfield Center speaking on 
"Parent Burnout."

With consumer confidence in the 
economy high and interest rates 

A stabilized for the time being, local real 
^ estate agents are approaching 1984 with 

renewed vigor and optimism. 
"We're anticipating a very good 

year," said Conrad Jakubowski, presi­
dent of Rymal-Symes Inc. Realtors in 
Novi. "The market has made a vast im­
provement over 1982. Sales (for us) are 
up over 50 percent, so obviously we're 
extremely pleased." 

# Nancy Bowes, manager of Century 21 
Suburban Realtors in Northville. 
agrees that 1984 wUl mean an upswing 
in the housing market. 

"Business is going to be fantastic," 
she said. "The economy is turning 
around, interest rates and inflation go­
ing down. Everyone feels very positive. 
How else better can you go into a new 
year?" 

Shice 1980, the interest rate has held 
Mk center court in discussions concerning 

real estate buying and selling. While no 
one is certain what wUl happen next 
year, many agents have educated 
guesses. 

"I don't see interest rates changing 
much," Jakubowski said, "presuming 
there is no increase in taxes." Since 
1984 is an election year, he said he 
doesn't think any politician will be 
eager to raise taxes. 

Jim Bress, president of Earl Klem 
•

Realty in NorthvUle, said he feels dif­
ferently. "Interest rates can do 
anything," he said. 

Bress said the conception that elec­
tion years are good for business hasn't 
held up. He pointed out that the last 
election year was 1980, the year the bot­
tom fell out of the housing market. 

In Bress's oplonln, rates y/Ql remain 
at their current level because lenders 
want to get people used to the idea that 

^ the days of the long-term fixed rate 
# mortgage are over. 

Anthony V. Rizzo, president of Rizzo 
Realty in Northville, cautioned that the 
emphasis placed on interest rates 
detracts from the major hurdle in 
home-buying - the price of the house 
itself. 

"Mortgages can be refinanced," Riz­
zo said. "You can't renegotiate the 

price of the house. Buyers should 
understand that." 

The confidence of consumers regar­
ding the improving economy Is being 
reflected in housing sales. While the 
recession was in full swing, people held 
off from buying homes. They didn't 
wish to risk large Investments when 
they weren't sure they'd a have a job in 
coming months. These worries are 
fading as the economy gets stronger. 

Rizzo said he has noticed a marked 
increase even in vacant lot sales, a por­
tion of the market which had performed 
dismally In the past three years. 

He added that people have adapted to 
high interest rates in much the same 
way they have to high gasoline prices. 
Customers are now willing to buy simp­
ly because they've become accustomed 
to seeing higher interest rates. 

Consumer acceptance of the ad­
justable rate mortgage has spurred 
sales, the agents Interviewed agreed. 

"When they first came out, we were 
apprehensive," Bowes said. "Since 
then, creative financing has caught on. 
People know about it and are using it," 
she added. 

Ceilings on how quickly adjustable 
mortages may rise in any given year 
has allayed some fears. 

"It Isn't quite as risky as people 
thought," Rizzo explained. For exam­
ple, the current conventional fixed rate 
is 13.75 percent. An adjustable program 
can be acquired at a rate of 9.75 per­
cent, with a yearly increase of 2 percent 
allowed. It wuld take three years to 
reach the level of the fixed rate, saving 
the buyer money in the meantime. 

In Michigan, especially, the ad­
justable rate has found acceptance. As 
director of the National Association of 
Realtors, Jakubowski said he keeps an 
eye on national trends. 

Across the nation, nearly half of all 
new mortgages are on the fixed basis. 
In Michigan, major lenders have 
observed that almost 80 percent of their 
loans are on the adjustable rate pro­
gram. 

With the turmoil over interest rates 
subsiding, most real estate agents said 
they believe now is a good time to buy a 
house. 

According to Jakubowski, prices 
have not really increased in three 
years, an exciting prospect for poten-

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tlal buyers. In 1982, housing prices in 
western Wayne and Oakland counties 
dropped an average of 1.5 percent from 
1981 levels. In 1983, prices rose an 
average of 1.8 percent above 1982. The 
net result is that prices have remained 
virtually static. 

Currently, it's a buyer's market, Cen­
tury 21's Bowes said. There are fewer 
buyers now than seller, and the prices 
are relatively low. As the economy con­

tinues to pick up, she predicted, that 
will change. 

The Increased demand for housing, 
Bowes continued, will force prices up 
untU it's a seller's market. "I see it 
changing the middle of next year," she 

At Earl Klem, a similar forecast Is of­
fered. In fact, Bress said he sees the 
market changing daily. "I can't think of 
a better time to buy a house than 
yesterday," he said. 

Today it is critical that the buyer not 
only get the right house, but also the 
right mortgage package, according to 
Jakubowski. Each mortgage program 
has different benefits and detriments. 
The large number of programs makes 
it difficult for any one buyer to evaluate 
all the options. 

Before 1980, Bress said, the real 
estate agent's job in handling mor­
tgages was easy. "We didn't have to

think about it," he said. "Just find the 
best rate." 

Those days are over. Jakubowksi 
estimated that his company has check­
ed into as many as 200 different financ­
ing programs for home buyers. 

"Our job in the industry has changed 
dramatically over the past three 
years," he said. "We try to understand 
all the criteria. We explain all the pro­
grams so the buyer can make his own 
decision."
