NOVI - This is the year the building 
industry will break out of the grips of 
the economic beast that's been holding 
it down nearly four years, city officials 
and building representatives agree. 

Their optimism is rooted in the 
recovery experienced during the past 
year. 

More residential building permits 
were issued in Novi in 1983 than were 
issued in the past three years combin­
ed. 

Novi Building Department figures 
show 255 residential building permits 

were taken out in 1983. That compares 
with 1982 when just 41 permits were 
issued. 

Novi has not seen this kind of building 
activity since the boom times — 1975 
through 1980 — when housing starts in 
Novi hovered around 250 per year. 

"We expect to have a good year 
again," reported Building Official Earl 
Bailey last week. "We're looking (or a 
good year, comparable to 1983, unless 
the economy drops out on us again.... 
We have every indication this will be a 
good year." 

He said the building department is 
seeing activity it hasn't seen for several 

years. "December and January are 
usually dormant months. But we've 
already been busy this month. As long 
as the ecomony holds, we should have a 
comparable year to 1983," Bailey said. 

What has raised expectations of city 
officials is the activity which took place 
last year. Figures for 1983 show show: 

• five permits issued from January 
to February; 

• 19 permits issued from February to 
March; 

• 21 from March to April; 
• 24 from April to May; 
• 27 from May to June; 
• 25 from June to July; 

• 30 from July to August; 
• 35 from August to September; 
• 13 from September to October; 
• 18 from October to November; and 
• eight permits Issued from 

November to December; 
City Manager Edward Kriewall 

echoed Bailey's comment that the 
building recovery should continue, as 
long as the economy remains stable. 

"We should have about the same ac­
tivity in 1984 as we did in 1983, providing 
the money remains relatively available 
and the auto industry continues to as­
cend," Kriewall said. 

But he expressed concern as to how 
long Novi will continue to see such 
growth. He noted that Novi once had 
3,000 lots developed and ready for con­
struction. Developed lots are served by 
sewers, water lines and roads. That in­
ventory has now dropped to 600. 

"From that we can estimate that if 
building continues at the same pace as 
it did this year, we have two more years 
of single family building left," KriewaU 
said. "If there is no platting by mid-1984 
we will have a shortage of lots and 
future residential development could be 
at a standstill."

Will Whispering Meadows residents 
A support or oppose a plan to rezone 71 

acres near their subdivision from 
residential to an office classification? 
The answer to that question is still out. 

Orchard Hill Place Associates has re­
quested that property at the southwest 
comer of Nine Mile and Haggerty Road 
be rezoned from its current residential 
designation. The planning board is 
slated to hear the rezoning request 
February 1. 

The property currently is zoned to be 
developed with single family and multi-

Uple family dwellings. Orchard Hill 
Place is requesthig that the 71 acres be 
rezoned to office-service-commerclal 
(OSC) and office zoning (OS-1) 
classifications. 

The Whisper ing Meadows 
Homeowners Association has taken no 
official stand on the rezoning request. 
President Riley Richard said the gsoup 
is working to inform residents of the 
proposal rather than advocating a posl-

^ tlon on the rezoning. 
w Meanwhile, residents who opposed a 

similar rezoning request 16 months ago 
are meeting to discuss the possibility of 
asking the developer to provide a larger 
landscaped buffer between the office 
and residential areas. 

Residents said the new Orchard Hill 
Place rezoning request has its sup­
porters and opponents, and there Is no 
clear indication how the majority of the 
230-home subdivision feels about the ex­
pansion of the office park which is their

Orchard Hill Place requested the enthre 
71 acres be rezoned to an OSC district. 
In the most recent request, the property 
has been divided into two parts - one 
portion to be rezoned for offices and the 
other to be reclassified for use as an 
office-service-commercial district. It 
also includes a 4.65 acre greenbelt bet­
ween the office district and the subdivi­
sion. 

Richard said that while the associa­
tion has taken no formal stand on the 
issue, he personally favors it. He said 
modifications the developers have 
made to their plans, especially the in­
clusion of a greenbelt and plans to 
donate a park to the association, en­
couraged him to support the proposal. 

Additionally, developers have pro­
mised to require 1,750 square foot 
homes on 18 residential lots they own on 
Sunrise Drive, which will be developed 
with single family homes, Richard said. 

"Personally, considering the alter­
native - the possibility of the residen­
tial area developing with downsized 
houses - I think it would be to our 
benefit to have a high quality commer­
cial development there," Richard said. 

Richard indicated the "realities of 
the situation" also have swayed his per­
sonal decision. He notes that if Orchard 
Hill Place does not receive its rezoning 

request, downsized housing and multi­
ple developments, such as apartments 
or condominiums, are likely to be 
developed instead. 

"Many people aren't aware that a 
large portion of the area is zoned for 
multiple development right now," 
Richard said. 

Other residents are not satisfied with 
the proposal before the planning board, 
however. 

"There's a number of residents work­
ing to figure out how to deal with this," 
reported William Wineman. "We want 
to see If we can get a little bit more 
from Orchard Hill Place, eqiecially hi 
way of a barrier space." 

Wineman noted that although be per­
sonally opposes the plan as presented, 
residents have not entirely rejected the 
concept. 

"Practically, we don't see decent 
homes going in on Haggerty, consider­
ing what Farmhigton HUls Is puttbig 
across the street," Wineman said. "It 
may be reasonable to put In office-
commercial (land uses) hi that area. 
What we want to know is whether It's 
possible to work out a compromise 
where the developer doesn't encroach 
on the subdivision." 
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NOVI - Relocating South Lake Drive will be the project 
which receives the majority of the federal funds that Novi 
will receive through the Housing and Community Develop­
ment (HCD) program this year. 

Novi expects to receive approximately f87,600 In HCD 
funds. That money will be added to f82,350 hi federal funds 
received in past years that was never spent, giving the city 
almost $170,000 hi federal funds to spend on various projects 
tol984. 

City council members voted January 9 to spend 1100,000 to 
relocate South Lake Drive by extending it due west and con-

^necting to West Road. 
~ Currently, the road curves around the shore of Walled 

Lake, then proceeds west until it meets West Road. The ex­
isting road alignment will be abandoned and, as a result, ap­
proximately 40 acres of property which is now separated 
from the lake by the road will become lakefront property. 

The westernmost portion of the existbig road will be left to 
serve residents of the adjacent subdivision. There are no 
plans to pave that portion of the road at this time, accordhig 
to city officials. 

Federal funds will cover approximately half the cost of the 
^1211,695 construction project to realign South Lake Drive. 
vThe remahihig funds to complete the project will come from 

the city's one-mill road fund. 
Property owners have tentatively hidicated that hi return 

for abadonment of the existhig road, they will donate right-
of-way for the new road alignment, City Manager Edward 
KriewaU said. 

Residents hi the north end have asked the city to hnprove 
South Lake Drive over the years. Orighially, South Lake was 
to be paved as part of the city's first road program, but when 
funds for pavhig city streets ran short South Lake remahied a 
gravel road. 

South Lake Drive hi its current state Is "not only a 
nuisance and safety problem, but Is very expensive to mahi-
tahi," reported Community Development Dhrector John 
Hazelroth. 

The plan to abandon a portion of South Lake Drive is one 
that has been discussed "for the past three or four years" 
and residents of the area are "aware of the proposal," 
Kriewall said after the meethig. 

Council members also approved the $50,000 purchase of 
property adjacent to Lakeshore Park. The property Is 
located behhid the motel on South Lake Drive owned by 
Fraser Staman, which the city hopes to acquh«. 

"Our strategy is to acquire the bulk of the land and then ac­
quire the balance of the (motel site) property," Assistant Ci­
ty Manager Craig Klaver explahied.

NOVI - Local residents hi most parts 
of Uie city should be able to tune hi 
cablevision by ttie qiring, accordhig to 
tentaUve plans riecenUy released by 
MetroVlslon officials. 

"There have been some questions as 
to wheUier or not cable wUl be avaUable 
hi some areas west of Novi Road," ex­
plahied Bob McCann, MeUroVision 
general manager. "Our hitent is to 
assure residents hi Uiese Jureas Uiat 
cable wUl be available and provide 
Uiem wiUi a thne frame with which Uiey 
can expect hook-ups to beghi." 

Residents hi norUiem Novi can ex­
pect to be hooked up by January 90. 
Those livhig hi Lexington Green wUl be 
ready for hook-ups by Uie end of 
February. OUier subdivisions west of 
Novi Road, such as Pioneer Meadows, 
Echo VaUey and Novi Heights, wUl 
beghi receivhig cable near Uie end of 
March. 

"In some areas ot town It Is difficult 
to detemUne an exact date when cable 

wUl be avaUable," explahied McCann. 
"The problem stems from Uie fact Uiat 
cable must be placed underground. Due 
to current weather conditions, It Is hn-
possible to do underground construc­
tion." 

WeaUier conditions have delayed 
cable histaUatlon hi Orchard Ridge 
Estates, Sbnmons Orchard and some 
part of Jamestown Green. McCann said 
residents hi Uiese areas can expect con­
struction to conthiue Uiis spring wlUi 
hook-ups shorUy Uiereafter. 

"These are tenative dates, barring 
any unforeseen problems wlUi utUltjf 
companies," McCann said. As soon as 
cable is avaUable hi a particular area, 
aU residents wUl be notified by maU. 

MetroVlslon already serves 1,433 
subscribers hi Novi, hicludhig residents 
of Lakewood Park Homes and Ap­
plegate Condomhiluffl complexes. Novi 
26 apartments also are receivhig cable 
service. 

Residents hi Westgate VI apart­

ments, Country Place and Stonehenge 
condomhiiuros should be recelwittg 
cable television wiUibi Uie next 30 dws. 
according to McCann. Wiring 
agreements have been signed wiUi each 
of Uiose complexes and aU others hi the 
city. 

MetroVlslon officials report 
however, Uiat no agreements have been 
reached wiUi oUier apartment and 
mobUe home complexes and It is unce^ 
tahi when cable television wUl be 
avaUable for Uiem. 

Highland HUls is Uie only mobUe 
home park which has reached agree­
ment wiUi MetiDVision. However, four 
oUier mobUe home Parks — Novi 
Meadows, Chateau Estates, Countiy 
Coushi and Old Dutch Farms - are MU 
wlUwut agreements. 

Apartment or condomhiium com­
plexes wlUwut agreements hidude 
Tree Top Meadows, Waterview Farms 
and Glen Haven (adjohiing Country 
Place). 
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NOVI - Two Novi High School 
students - Lisa Calhoun and Heather 
Spafford - have been designated 
"Commended Scholars" In the 19»4 Na­
tional Merit Scholarship Program.

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NOVI - Should the computer hi the 
fh% department be able to talk to the 
computer hi city ball? 

Council members were asUng that 
question recently upon hearhig a pro­
posal to purchase $8,632 worth of com­
puter equipment for the fh« depart­
ment and $11,081 worth of computer 
equipment for the police department. 

The city currently is computerizing 
many of its departments, hicludhig the 
finance, treasurer, assessor and clerk 
departments. 

Plans also hiclude computerization of 
fire department record keephig and ex­
panding the use of the current com­
puter system in the police department 
to automate clerical operations. 

Council members raised several 
questions when faced with the decision 
of whether to spend nearly 120,000 on 
computer equipment for the police and 
fh« departments. 

Mayor Robert Schmld said he was 
"uncomfortable" with the proposal and 
suggested that the city may regret that 
the various computer systems are not 
compatible at some thne hi the future. 

Others asked if the separate systems 
would create a duplication of efforts. 

The council last year budgetted ap-

proxhnately $230,000 hi 1983 federal 
revenue sharing funds to purchase the 
city's computer system. Included hi 
that package were two termhials and a 
printer for the police department. A 
cable to connect the police system with 
the city hall system was to be paid for 
from the police department general 
fund. The $8,632 for the fh% department 
system was to come from the fh« bond 
fund approved by voters hi November 
1979. 

Originally, both computer systems 
were to be connected to the computer at 
city hall so they would have been able 
"to talk to each other." But Finance 
Dh«ctor Les Gibson reported that the 
city hall system became overloaded 

and slowed down as more departments 
were connected to it. 

"We changed our plan because the 
cost to get the khid of application for the 
police makes it impractical to connect 
the two systems. It also was a burden 
on this system," Gibson said. 

He said the police equipment is now 
behig purchased for approxhnately the 
same cost it would take to run a 
telephone Ihie between the police 
department and city hall system. 

Gibson went on to explahi the fh« 
department computer will assist hi 
gatherhig hiformation, such as data on 
the number of runs and equipment hi-
ventory.

Veenstra, Connelly, Village Council 
President Tim Kozub and Village Ad­
mhiistrator John Berchtold dd)ated the 
possible conflict between Veenstra's hh 
terests as a developer and his position 
on the commission at a December 27 
meethig. Connelly summarized the 
meethig hi a memo presented to the 
council at its January 11 meethig. 

"As a municipal attorney it is my opi­
nion that Mr. Veenstra's past activities 
have not created a legal conflict hi rela­
tion to his position on the plannhig com­
mission for the village," Connelly 
wrote. 

Although there had been no conflict hi 
the past, the group agreed that 
Veenstra should not attend future plan­
nhig commission meethigs when agen­
da items pertahi to his property, Con­
nelly said. This would prevent even tbe 
appearance of conflict, he explahied. 

But at the council's January 11 
meethig, Veenstra said he did not recall 
the suggestion that he should not attend 
meethigs at all when matters concern-
hig his property come before the com­
mission. 

"I specif icaUy addressed the fact that 
I would attend the meethig as a citizen 
(rather than a commissioner)," 
Veenstra told the council. 

"That's where the appearance of hn-
propriety creeps hi," Connelly respond­
ed, suggesUng that Veenstra's hi-
Ouence on the commission is Just as 
great if be is speakhig from tbe au­
dience as it is if be is speakhig from his 
commissioner's seat. 

Connelly later cited a 1968 case from 
Royal Oak hi which a city council 
member attended a zonhig appeals 
meethig with his brother, who was ask-
hig the board for a variance to con­
struct a garage. Although the council 
member bad no proprietary hiterest hi 
his brother's request, tbe court decided 
the appearance of conflict existed.

WIXOM - Former Mayoral Assis­
tant Stephen Bonczek said last week 
that he "has no hitention of rehnburs-
hig the city" for severance pay. 

Bonczek issued the statement after 
Mayor Gary Lentz said he will contact 
Bonczek to retrieve severance pay 
authorized by his predecessor, Lillian 
Spencer. Bonczek resigned from his 
position earlier this month after accep-
thig appobitment as admhilstrator/-
fhiance dhrector for tbe City of 
Southgate. 

"I Have no hitention of dlscussfaig this 
with Mr. LenU," said Bonczek last 
week. "The payoffs to an employee 
leavhig the city have never been ap­
proved by council hi tbe past. I received 
checks signed by the mayor and City 
Treasurer (Richard Lehman). I cashed 
them hi good faith." 

Checks totalUng $5,902 were Issued to 
Bonczek as bis final payment. 
SpecificaUy, he received 11,192 hi 
regular payroll, $2,682 for 25.5 unused 
accrued vacation and personal days, 
and $2,027 for 14 days severance pay. 

Lentz is challenghig the issuance of 
severance pay and the number of days. 
Tbe city charter allows two weeks 
severance pay to be issued, but does not 
specify whether two weeks should be 
considered 10 or 14 days. Bonczek bad 
been employed by the city for over five 
years. 

The request for refanbursement is 
based on the charter provlston allowhig 

tbe office of mayor," Bonczek said. 
"It would be better for the council and 
city." 

The severance pay dispute Is the 
most recent conflict between Lentz and 
tbe previous city admhilstratlon. Bonc­
zek resigned January 1, the date Lentz 
took office. 

Prior to takhig office, Lentz bad 
publicly said he would fire Bonczek. 
Lentz denied makhig those comments 
and later asked Bonczek to serve as 
mayoral assistant on an hiterim basis. 
Bonczek and several council members 
said Lentz bad actually requested a 
two-year conunltment from Bonczek. 

Lentz has set a February 1 deadUne 
for applications for a new mayoral 
assistant. He said be would also be 
seekhig resumes for possible city 
treasurers.

WALLED LAKE - Twlcecoovlcted 
sexual offender Michael Forbes, wbo Is 
charged with annoying an 11-yearold 
Dublhi Elementary gb-l, will be tried hi 
S2nd District Court next Thursday, 
January 26. 

Tbe trial will be held before Judge 
Michael Batchik. 

Forbes was arrested hi November 
after DubUn school officials obtahied 
the license number of a car that 
reportedly had been foUowhig tbe U-
year-old ghrl. Tbe cbUd told officials tbe 
man hi tbe car had waved or qMkea to 
her on several occasions throumout tbe 
faU. 

After reporthig tbe license number to 
White Lake police, the car was found to 
belong to Forbes, who has twice bciea 
convicted of crimhial sexual conduct hh 
volvhig adolescents. 

Accordhig to White Lake Officer Ran­
dy Lhigenfelter, Forbes was arrested hi 
1969 for raphig a nhie-yearold girl -
bis stepsister. While tbe orlghial charge 

held a maxhnum sentence of life hn-
prlsonment, Forbes was able to plead 
guilty to a lesser charge of "hidecent 
liberUes." He was released on proba-
Uon. 

In 1962, Forbes agahi was arrested, 
this thne on two counts of first degree 
crbnhihial sexual conduct and two 
counts of second degree crimhial sex­
ual conduct, Lhigenfelter said. Tbe hicl-
dent allegedly hivolved a l2-yearold 
girl. 

Forbes pleaded guilty to one count of 
each and was placed on probatton for 
three years. The maxhnum sentence 
for conviction on these charges was lite 
Imprisonment. 

At his arraignment before Batchik 
December 1, Forbes stood route to tbe 
cbarge of behig a disorderiy person by 
annoyhig and accostfaig. Batcblk set 
baU at $100 personal bond. Tbe bond 
was conthiued after Forbes' pretrial 
hearhig December 20. 

Forbes remahis free on ball. 
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appearance of hnpropriety is enough to 
render action (by the commission) 
void," Connelly noted.

WALLED LAKE - A fire gutted the 
inside of the West Oakland Rollery, 1172 
North Pontiac Trail, in the early morn­
ing hours Thursday, January 12. 

Officials say the cause of the fire is 
not yet determined. State Police in­
vestigators and local fire and police 
were still investigating the incident ear­
ly this weelc. Arson has not been ruled 
out. 

Meanwhile, ownership of the 10-year-
old roller rink is under dispute. Walled 
Lake resident Gary Bates, who built the 
Pontiac TraU rink himself in 1971, 
reportedly signed ownership of the 
facility to his wife in a 1979 divorce set­
tlement. 

However, Bates alleges his ex-wife, 
Kathleen Whipple, of Holly, failed In 
payments on the facility. Bates moved 
to foreclose on the bulldhig January 11 
in Oakland County Circuit Court. 

Whipple could not be reached for 
comment. 

Fire Chief Bill Friar said there was 

no one in the building at the thne of the 
fh-e, and there were no hijuries among 
those fighting the blaze. 

The fh-e was fh-st reported around 
12:40 a.m. by a patron hiside the Big 
Apple Restaurant, 1203 South Com­
merce Road, police said. Accordhig to 
the dispatcher's report, an onslaught of 
phone calls followed the fh-st, with 
several people reporthig that flames 
could be seen comhig from the bulldhig. 

Walled Lake fh-e fighters were 
assisted by units from Commerce 
Township and Novi. Four fh-e trucks 
and approxhnately 40 men were on the 
scene to battle the blaze hi the sub-zero 
temperatures, officials said. 

The blaze, which caused an upper 
story to collapse to the ground floor on 
the east side of the building, was fhially 
exthiguished about 4 a.m., police said. 
The outside cement block structure was 
still hitact, although the hiterior of the 
buildhig was devastated by tiie, smoke, 
water and falihig debris. 

Damage to the roller rtnk has not yet 
been estimated. Friar said the fh-e was 
concentrated hi the east side of the

WIXOM - Council action durhig an 
executive session last week left hi doubt 
whether Clerk June Buck has been 
reinstated. The action also represented 
a possible Open Meethigs Act violation. 

The confusion stemmed from a vote 
allegedly taken during the dosed ses­
sion. Under state law, public bodies 
may discuss certahi matters hi closed 
session, but are required to take action 
at a public session. A state Attorney 
General's ophiion issued hi 1979 sup­
ports that hiterpretation. 

At the end of the closed session, the 
council did not reconvene the public 
meeting. Copies of a motion 
unanimously approved by the council 
rehistathig Buck were provided. It was 
indicated that the motion would "be 
read" at the next meethig. 

City Attorney Thomas Connelly told 
The News foUowhig the meethig that 
the council had not approved the motion 
but had agreed on the wordhig. "The 
motion that was approved is what will 
be voted on at the next meethig," he 
said. "The ultimate decision has not 
been made. They voted on the language 
because council members seemed very 
worried about It." 

Following the closed session. Buck 
said she believed she had been 
rehistated. "I questioned the action 
shice you can't vote hi closed session, 
though," she added. 

Mayor Gary Lentz said he also believ­
ed the council had voted to rehistate 
Buck. "There seems to be a question 
about whether this can be done at an ex­
ecutive session," Lentz said. "We will 
have it voted on at the next meethig to 
cover ourselves." 

Immediately following the executive 
session Lentz had declhied comment on 
the legality of approvhig a motion in 
closed session. He had referred com­
ments to Connelly as had Council 
Member WUliam Wyllie.

been placed on the Tuesday, January 
10, council agenda by Lentz. Buck had 
been fired hi December by former 
mayor Lillian Spencer. Department 
heads are appointed by the mayor, and 
Lentz reappointed Buck as clerk upon 
takhig office January 1. 

The reasons cited by Spencer for 
Buck's discharge had been insuboor- ^ 
dination and discipline problems, hi- ^ 
eluding a disciplinary suspension 
earlier in the year. 

"1 feel that June has been a good 
employee for the city for 15 years and 
should not be denied the seniority and 
benefits she is entitled to," Lentz said 
at the council meeting. 

The Open Meethigs Act allows bodies 
to consider personnel matters hi closed 
session. The act requires that the 
employee request the closed meeting. 

The motion approved by the council 
rehistates Buck effective January 1 ^ 
with no break hi service or benefits. 

"While this council recognizes the 
authority of the former mayor to take 
the action of termhiation on December 
14, 1983, and while the council 
recognizes that the former mayor may 
have had the Justification. for takhig 
those actions," the motion stated, 
"...this action is taken for the good of 
the city and the present admhistra-
tion." m

Regional Coordhiator Jerry Sutton 
was appohited hiterhn director at the 
board's Monday, January 16, special 
meethig. Sutton has been "acthig" 
director shice former dh-ector Robert 
Duff was fired hi November. 

Sutton's appohitment to the hiterim 
director's post leaves vacant his 
regional coordhiator's position. "There 
is still a need for another person," Sut­
ton explahied, nothig that two of three 
admhiistrative positions hi community 
education are now vacant. 

Regional Coordhiator Gerald Beers 
was fired from the department hi May. 

The board dh^cted Superintendent 
Don Sheldon to meet with Sutton, 
decide how to fill the remahilng vacan­
cy In community education and report 
back to the board at its February 13

The board's action was a surprise to. 

Birmingham schools assistant com­
munity education director Robert 
Knox, who was recommended for the 
hiterim post by Sheldon last week. 
Knox was selected from a field of four 
candidates who hiterviewed for the 
position, includhig Sutton. 

Knox was to serve from February 1 to 
June 29, at a proposed (yeariy) salary 
of $37,435. Assistant Superintendent for 
Personnel Barry Roseborough said the 
position would be posted agahi hi the 
sprhig with the hope more candidates 

would apply. 
At last week's meethig the board tabl­

ed the contract with Knox pendhig Its 
review by the board attorney. Despite 
that review. Board Member Patricia 
Jackman was not satisfied the proposed 
employment agreement with Knox did 
not obligate the district to employ hhn 
beyond the hiterhn period. 

"1 have a concern about the other ad­
ministrative post to which Mr. Knox 
wUi be entitled (after the hiterim 
period)," she said. She also questioned 
whether Knox might be able to "bump 
hito" a teachhig position if he were not 

made permanent director after the five 
months hiterim. 

Both of these privileges are outlhied 
hi the admhiistrators' union contract. 

"We don't feel the district is obligated 
beyond June 29," Sheldon responded. 

Board Member Robert Cooper noted 
that Knox has only 1V& years of ex­
perience. "Upon examhiation, the peo­
ple we now have on staff...exhlbit more 
familiarity with community education 
than Mr. Knox," Cooper said. 

"It seems like it would take Mr. Knox 
a bit of thne to get hito the swhig of 
thhigs (in Walled Lake)," Cooper add­
ed. "By that thne we will be to the end 
of the contract period. Is it possible we 
could get by with our present staff (un­
til June)?" 

Sheldon agreed there are persons hi 
the department with more experience 
than Knox hi community education. But 
after several hours of hitervlews, he ad­
ded, Knox was found to be the best can­
didate for hiterim dh-ector.

WALLED LAKE - A deadlocked 
state Board of Education faUed to 
decide the boundary dispute between 
the WaUed Lake school district and a 
group of Farmhigton HUls residents 
last week. 

There was little discussion when the 
request to transfer Section 6 of Uie WaU­
ed Lake district to Farmhigton HUls 
was fhially presented at Uie Wednes­
day, January I I board meethig. The re­
quest had been puUed from boUi Uie 
November and December board agen­
das. 

When a motion was made to deny Uie 
transfer, Uie board spUt 4-4 on Uie vote. 
The same split occurred on a subse­
quent motion to approve Uie transfer. 
WlUi Uie faUure of boUi motions, Uie re­
quest was forwarded to Uie February 
meethig, state board secretary Lad 
DombrowskI reported. 

The state requires at least five af-
fhmaUve votes for a motion to pass, he 
added. 

The transfer is requested by 24 of 27 
residents hi Section 6 of Uie WaUed 
Lake school district. The section con­
sists of approxhnately one square mUe 
of property hi Uie City of Farmhigton 
HUls. 

The section is largely undeveloped 
and consists of two bicomplete subdivi­
sions: Farmhigton Ridge and Countn 
Ridge. 

Country Ridge occupies about one 
half of Section 6 and contahis about 380 
shigle famUy lots, accordhig to Farm­
higton HUls City Planner Richard Lam-
pi. Farmhigton Ridge contahis about 
480 shigle famUy lots. In addiUon, Uie 
section contahis property zoned for 
mulUple units. 

WhUe tax revenues to Uie disUlct 
from Section 6 presenUy amount to 
about $193,000, Siverintendent Don 
Sheldon has estUnated Uiat, when fuUy 
developed, Uie secUon might yield as 
much as $4 mUllon hi school Uuces. 

There are presenUy only about is 
school ChUdren that would be affected 
by Uie b-ansfer, should Uie state board 
decide to grant U.

as it did hil9B3, to keep Uie tax rate "as 
reasonable as possible" whUe pursuhig 
its oUier goals. 

New ObjecUves for hnprovhig Uie 
lake hi 1984 hiclude a better-hiformed 
councU on matters of lake clean-up and 
mahitenance, Berchtold suggested. 

In addition, Uie vUlage adnUnlstrator 
suggested Uie councU work to update Its 
weed harvesthig equipment, possibly 
Uirough a federal grant. 

Berchtold said Uie councU should try 
to better educate vUlage residents 
about Uie lake and what Uiey can do to 
ensure good water quaUty. The councU 
also should try to educate Uie state 
Department of Natural Resources 
(DNR) about local concerns so it can be 
more responsive to Uie problems hi 
Wolverine Lake, he said.

NOVI - Sliould office buildings, 
apartments and condominiums be 

M allowed to rise to seven stories? 
City council members readied no 

decision on that thorny question when 
they took it up Monday. 

A proposal now before the city coun­
cil would allow 7S-foot buUdlngs in 
office-service-commercial districts and 
some multiple developments. Existing 
standards limit buildings to five stories. 

The issue is one of several that have 
been raised as the city updates its zon-

^ ing ordinance. Council members are 
V considerhig revisions to the zoning or­

dinance as recommended by the plann­
ing board. Revisions to the zoning or­
dinance were intiated at the request of 
the council in 19B1. 

The zonhig ordhiance rewrite was 
undertaken primarily to bring stan­

dards hi line with changes in the master 
plan and to hicorporate amendments 
hito the mahi body of the ordhiance. 
Some proposed ordhiance changes also 
reflect shifts hi philosophical positions 
or formallzhig past policy in ordhiance 
form. 

Shice five of the seven-member coun­
cil were present Monday, no concensus 
was reached on the buildhig height 
question and the matter will be discuss­
ed further. 

Before reachhig a decision, council 
members said they would like the city 
planner to further explahi the rationale 
behhid allowhig taller buildhigs and to 
reconsider the density to be allowed hi 
multiple family districts. 

But council positions on the issue 
were outlhied Monday. 

Mayor Robert Schmld voiced his 
long-standhig opposition to buildhigs 
taller than five stories.

"It wasn't too many years ago we 
discussed at length the bei^t of 
buildhigs and it was decided then they 
would stop at five stories," Schmld 
said. "Shice then I have consistently 
supported that and I must have 
repeated it 5,000 times. 1 thhik this city 
wants to develop hi a low-rise con­
figuration. People want to see the trees 
and landscape as opposed to tall 
buildhigs. I truly believe this is the way 
the community feels." 

Schmld went on to say that hi its 
discussion of buildhig heights for the 
Town Center the plannhig board gave 
no public explanation for its recommen­
dation that some developments be 
allowed to go up 75 feet. 

He further cited examples of surroun-
dhig communities, such as Farmhigton 
HiUs, which prohibit buildhigs taller 
than four stories. Schmld said the trend 
hi office development is for one to 
three-story buUdhigs. 

"1 can't see any basis for allowhig it, 
except that some developers have said 
they need to go up to Justify the cost of 
land." Schmid said he is not concerned 
whether such developers maxhnize 
theh- profit, but whether the community 
develops as residents want. 

Council Member Arlen Schroeder 
said he also saw no rationale for hi-
creashig buUdhig heights. "I don't see 
why residential units should be allowed 
to go five stories." He hidicated that 
without further justification he could 
not support such a move. "1 see a bud-
dhig Southfleld here," Schroeder said. 

Council Member Martha Hoyer said 
she does not oppose buildhig taller 
than five stories hi commercial areas, 
but she objects to a proposal which 
removes maxhnum buildhig height 
standards. The proposal would allow a 
builder to exceed 75 feet when he pro­
vides both 65 feet of landscaphig and 
additional yard equal to 35 percent of 
the square footage of the bulldhig's 
floor area. 

CouncU Member Patricia Karevich 
said she believes the hicreased buUdhig 
heights for multiple residential areas 
was put forward due to plans for the 
Town Center. She suggested the issue 
be debated further when the city has 
received the results of an upcomhig 
economic study of the Town Center. 

"Personally, I thhik there is a need 
for more than five stories, Karevich 
said. "I thhik we can get more land­

scaphig when the buUdhig isn't spread 
out aU over khigdom come and back 
agahi. But we don't need to argue this 
now because we our study wUl support 
or change our thhikhig regardhig the 
Tovra Center." 

Schmid said he believes the buUdhig 
height question is purely a 
phUosophical one. "Novi wUl develop if 
we requh-e one-story buUdhigs. We 
have to decide what we want those 
developers to do. I don't thhik we'U 
jeapordize development." 

Karevich said theh- disagreement 
pivoted on the perceived appearance of 
tall buUdhigs. "I don't fhid buUdhigs 

over five stories unattractive." 
She also objected to Schmid's position 

that the plannhig board should not have 
tried to change the city's phUosophy 
reganUng buUdhig heights. "It's the 
plannhig board's Job to revise the total 
ordhiance," she said. "When they do 
that they need to look beyond what 
we've already done and If they feel 
somethhig is hnportant they should 
recommend changes. It should come 
back here for changes. It should have 
come here as it has come here." 

The councU wUl conthiue its review of 
the proposed zonhig ordhiance Wednes­
day, January 25,

He began lecturhig high school 

students on the dangers of drug abuse 
hi 1957. He developed promhience after 
an appearance on the Mike Douglas 
Show hi 1971 where he discussed his 
work as an undercover detective. 

His celebrity status enabled hhn to 
beghi his speakhig tours across the 
country, speakhig on kids and drugs. 
He began lecturing hi the schools hi an 
attempt to reach youngsters before 
Uiey began experimenthig with drugs, 
or convhice them to get off once they 
had started. 

After leavhig the police department 
he conthiued his lecture series, speak­
hig to more than one mUlion students 
and Uieir parents each year. 

If he follows Uie presentation given hi 
oUier areas, Toma wUl speak on his 
police work and how he ultimately 
became disUlusioned wiUi its emphasis 
on the negative. 

The Sl-year-old Toma wUl discuss his 
own experience wiUi addiction to drugs 
prescribed after he suffered a nervous 
breakdown triggered by Uie chokhig 
deaUi of his five-year-old son, and his 
experience as an uncle to five drug ad­
dicts. 

Toma warns parents Uiat 85 percent 
of youngsters over 10 years old try 

drugs, primarily marijuana. Toma 
says: "By Uie thne a kid is hi Uie 
sevenUi grade Uie odds are 50-50 he's 
gone beyond experimentation. If you 
Uihik it's hnpossible Uiat your chUd Is 
on Uie wrong side of Uiat staUstic, Uien 
you're livhig wiUi your head hi the 
sand..." 

Toma has four basic rules for helphig 
someone who is on drugs: 

"1. You've got to be straight yourself 
— you can't be playhig Uie game Uiat 
you're teUhig oUier people to quit. 

"2. You've got to know what you're 
talkhig about. They'U never respect you 
if you talk about drugs wiUiout real 
understandhig. 

"3. You have to care and show Uiem 
Uiat you love Uiem and are genuhiely 
concerned for Uieh- welfare. 

"4. You must have Uie patience of a 
sahit. Never give up!" 

Toma is bebig brought to Novi by Uie 
People Who Care Committee, which 
has raised approxhnately $5,500 to off­
set Uie cost of Uie speakhig engage­
ment.

City officials report it takes approx­

imately one year to put public utilities, 
sue)) as sewers, water and roads, in the 
ground. 

Richard Roeser, president of tlie 
Builders Association of Southeastern 
Michigan, predicted platting activity 
may resume, but on a more cautious 
basis than what occurred before the 
recession. He noted that as long as 
developed lots are available it is unlike-
iy platting activities will resume. 

"A few developers will begin platting 
cautiously, selectively, on a smaller 
basis. Banlu and developers were hurt 
during the last downturn in the 
economy. They are going to be more 
cautious about tt now.... It's a matter of 
inventory versus the need," Roeser 
said. 

Builders predict Novi will Join Troy, 
Avon Township, Bloomfield Township 
and Sterling Heights as the "hot maricet 
spots" in 1984. 

Roeser said that prediction is based 
on activity last year. "That's based on 
our preception of starts last year and 
where developed lots are available. We 
see these as the more desirable areas 
where people want to be. Builders go

Roeser said. 

Roeser indicated the builders are 
iooicing for the recovery in the building 
industry to continue into the coming 
year. 

"We're quite optimiUc about 1984," 
Roeser said. "Ust year 5,000 building 
permits were issued in the tri-county 
area. Our forecast is double that for the 
coming year. We're optimistic, but to 
Iceep it in perspective, that's a long way 
from a normal building year. In 1978 
20,000 permits were issued; that's a 
more typical year.

predicated on favorable economic con­
ditions, Roeser noted. 

"One thing that we sense is stabili­
ty," Roeser said. "We see the stabiliz­
ing of housing costs and hiterest rates. 
There will be some increases, when you 
double your production you're going to 
see hicreases. But the builders and the 
trades are doing everything they can to 
hold the price ihies. We've all been 
through tough thnes and we're going to 
do our best to maintain price stability." 

He said interest rates like the 9.75 
percent now available should sustain 
the recovery. "We expect to see those 
pretty well stabilizing this year. 

"Our concern is the federal deficit," 

Roeser continued. "It's now at 11.4 
trillion and if the government doesn't 
take positive action it could lead us 
back toward an inflationary period that 
could cool off the economic recovery. 
No one in the bulldhig industry, auto in­
dustry, Detroit, Michigan or the coun­
try needs that. 

Downsized houses are likely to be a 
trend that conUnues hito 1984, Roeser 
conthiued. He said the type of homes a 
builder puts up depends on how he 
views his place hi the market. 

Roeser said, hi general, the hidustry 
is respondhig to changes hi lifestyles. 
Those buyhig homes do not necessarily 
want 3,000-square-foot, four-bedroom 
homes, Roeser said. He describes these 
home buyers as the young famUy, the 
empty nesters and the rethws - three 
groups with lifestyles that don't requU^ 
large houses. 

Small homes don't have to mean 
lesser quality homes, Roeser said. 
"With the proper use of space, spatial 
relationships and aesthetics, smaller 
homes can be excellent houshig," be 
added 

"There will be a lot of affordable 
houshig out there that has vastly 
superior use of space. It's an excellent 
thne to buy," Roeser said.

WIXOM - Proposed ordinances 
abolishhig the position of mayoral 
assistant and creathig a city manager 
were postponed until April by tbe city 
council last week. 

The ordhiances had been criticized by 
Mayor Gary Lentz when hitroduced In 
December. Lentz became mayor 
January 1. At a previous meethig, 
Lentz charged the onUnances were an 
attempt to deprive him of an assistant 
and hi dhrect violation of the city 
charter. 

Due to a conflict hi the charter, coun­
cil is allowed to establish a city 
manager's post by onUnance. To ex­
pand the city manager's authority 
beyond the existhig powers held by tbe 
mayoral assistant, a charter revision 
would be requh^. 

"I brought my copy of tbe charter 
with me to a meethig for the ant thne 
hi four years," said Council Member 
WUllam WylUe. "For tbe last two mon­
ths I have been hearing what Is hi the 
charter. The charter clearly says this 
action can be done by onUnance." 

CouncU Member Nancy Dhigeldey 
submitted a memorandum to the coun­
cU caUhig for educational meethigs 
about aU forms of municipal govern­
ment. 

"Although a strong proponent to 
changes hi the form of goverment we 
currently practice, I understand the ap­
prehension, even fear, that surrounds 
the question of delvhig hito and possibly 
changhig someUilng that has served 
this city for 25years," Dhigeldey said. 

At the suggested series of meethigs, 
Dhigeldey said guest speakers should 
be brought hi to discuss government 
methodology. She said reference 
materials could be obtahied through the 
city library. The councU did not act on 
Uie suggestions. 

A baUot question to have the charter 
revised to create a city manager form 
of government was scheduled for 
November. The councU removed Uie 
question from tbe baUot after leamhig 
Uie enthre charter would be open to revi­
sion If a charter commi^ion were 
formed.

• WALLED LAKE - Baton practice for five to 
eight girls has become a complicated policy ques­
tion for the school board. 

A request from a private dance school instructor 
to use the Wbcom Elementary gym for baton prac­
tice has been debated twice by the board of educa­
tion. At its January 9 meeting, the board determin­
ed it wanted to allow the instructor to use the facili­
ty, but it would need a new fee schedule to cover the 
rental. 

Diane Peuach, baton Instructor at the Fox School 
of Dance, first asked for use of the gym in 

^'•^vember. The high-ceiling gym is needed for the 
^ i r i s to practice routines for competition, she ex­

plained. 
"It looks to me like we have a business operating 

without the facilities needed to run the business. 

And they want the district to provide the faculties 
for the business," Board Member Kenneth Tucker 
responded to the request. 

Peuach noted that her students pay a fee to take 
baton class at Fox School of Dance, but there would 
be no fee for practice hi the gym. 

Superintendent Don Sheldon said Peuach had 
been informed that she could not be present In the 
school gym while her students are practlchig baton. 
The practice could then be considered part of the 
students' histruction, for which Peuach Is paid. This 
would place Peuach's request In the "profit usage" 
category, for which the district must charge a ren­
tal fee, accordhig to the board's policy. 

The school board's policy manual states: "In­
dividuals or organizations desiring use of school 
facilities for hidlvldual or corporate profit must 

have theh- request approved by the board of educa­
tion, who will at that thne establish whatever 
policies and rental fees it deems appropriate." 

"For such a small group of girls, the (present) fee 
structure would be prohibitive," Trustee Patricia 
Jackman noted. 

Board Member Robert Cooper suggested the ad­
ministration develop a new fee structure to ac­
commodate Peuach's request. 

"I thhik that we should fhid a way to allow this 
type of activity to take place," Trustee Bonnie Ven-
zke concurred, nothig that the district has been try­
ing to promote more community use of its facilities. 

Jerry Sutton, acting community education direc­
tor, was directed to develop the new fee schedule 
and report to the board at a later date.

NOVI - Plans for develophig 12 
>0>cres of city-owned property on WaUed 

Lake should soon begin to move ahead 
as the result of the recent appohitment 
of a committee to assist hi development 
of the site. 

The city councU voted January 9 to 
appohit a 12-member committee to 
beghi development plans for the pro­
perty. Residents wUl be represented by 
three members from the city at large 
and one from the Lakeshore 
Homeowner's Association, 

other committee members wUl be 
"^ippohited as representatives of the 

plannhig board, parks and recreation 
committee and city councU. Also serv-
hig on the panel wUl be the city 
manager, city clerk, parks and recrea­
tion dhrector and community develop­
ment dhwtor. 

Over the past year Novl has purchas­
ed approxhnately 12 acres of property, 
hiduding 900 feet of beach frontage on 

WaUed Lake. 
Long-standhig plans for the area caU 

for the relocation of East Lake Drive hi 
order to re-route heavy traffic to 
Decker Road, aUowhig East Lake 
Drive to return to a local street. 

A public beach and community 
center, Ibiked to a boat club and 
restaurant, are among the suggestions 
Uiat have been discussed for Uie proper­
ty which wUl not be needed for Uie road 
right-of-way. No formal action for plan­
nhig Uie pnqierty has been taken prior 
to formation of Uie "ShoreUne Property 
Plannhig Committee." 

City Manager Edward KriewaU said 
Uie group wUl work to fhrm iqi UxMe or 
alternative plans. 

"We need to get ciUzens Involved, as 
weU as Uie parks and recreaUon com­
mission and Uie planning board," 
KriewaU said. "Tbe staff Involved wUl 
potenUaUy operate Uie facUlUes." 

The group's tint responslbUlty wUl 
be to recommend to Uie city councU a 
consultant to master plan Uie property. 
The committed Uien wUl work wlUi Uie 
consultant to formiUate a plan. 

As plans develop Uie group wUl be 
responsible for taiformhig Uie pubUc of 
Uie proposals. The group also wUl serve 
as a Ualson between Uie city and Uie 
public and be reqwnslble for encourag­
hig and accepUng public hiput as Uie 

plans progress. 
City officials expect Uie grotqi to 

recommend phases hi which the pro­
perty wUl be developed and suggest 
fhianchig meUiods. 

As a committee of Uie councU, Uie 
group also wUl be reqwnsUile for repor­
ting its progress to Uie councU and 
presenthig a fhial report. Tbe groiqi is 
expected to complete its task by June of 
1964.

Novi city council members 
need to look twice at a recommen­
dation from the planning board 
that would permit building 
heighths of 75-feet in the proposed 
Town Center district, the commer­
cial area surrounding the Grand 
River/Novi Road intersection. 

Under the proposal which will 
soon be considered by the council, 
the planning board can waive a 
two-story height requirement ii a 
developer meets five of nine condi­
tions. The waiver was designed to 
meet the needs of a "choice 
developer" who might otherwise be 
discouraged from locating in Novi. 

But the height waiver is 
premature and has no place in the 
ordinance going before the city 
council. 

Throughout its deliberations, 
the planning board tried to make a 
distiction between the ordinance 
now before the council and the final 
version of the regulations which 
are to be drafted after the city has 
completed a study of the area. 

Those distinctions become 
blurred when the planners put stan­
dards into the orcunance which will 
allow certain developments to go 
up to 75 feet. 

When the ordinance was first 
debated, a majority of the planning 
board agreed that allowing 
buildings taller than two stories 
would be Inappropriate because of 
the temporary nature of the or­
dinance now being considered. 

Planners also discussed the 
possibility of allowing developers 
to increase their building heights 
as a trade off. A builder who agrees 
to include specific amenities in his 
plans which will promote the type 
of town center the city is trying to 
develop would be allowed to build 
higher than those who do not. 

The point also was made at the 
time that the city could end up with 

five-story buildings in an area 
where it will eventually want two 
story buildings. 

Under the proposal recom­
mended to the council, Novi could 
end up with seven-story buildings 
in an area where it wants two-story 
buildings, or 15-story buildings. 

The problem is the city does 
vet know what buUdings height wUl 
be necessary to accomplish the 
goals it hopes to acheive in the 
Town Center area. That informa­
tion will not be available until a 
study of the area is completed. 

Other than a gut reaction as to 
what they feel the people of Novi 
want in terms of building heights, 
the city council at this point has no 
more idea than the planning board 
as to what size building ultimately 
will be required in order to see the 
Town Center flourish as a viable 
commercial area. 

That information is to be pro­
vided by the economic study being 
undertaken; height limitations 
should be set when council 
members can make an informed 
decision on the matter. 

The temporary ordinance was 
proposed to control the type of 
development going into the area 
and keep out development which is 
out of character with the ultimate 
plan for the Town Center. Allowing 
seven-story buildings at this point 
could contribute to the problem the 
ordinance was intended to resolve. 

At the same time, the council 
should keep in mind that something 
more than two stories may be need­
ed to attract the type of use which 
could serve as a catalyst for 
development of the entire Town 
Center area. Maintaining a two-
story limitation at the present time 
will help underscore the need to 
complete planning studies of the 
area and move expeditiously 
toward a permanent orcunance. 

K e e p t h i n g s l e g a l 

Wixom City Council members 
need to straighten out the confusion 
stemming from an executive ses­
sion last week to discuss the 
reinstatement of Clerk June Buck. 
The question is whether council i l ­
legal ly approved a motion 
reinstating Buck while in the closed 
session. 

If the council approved the mo­
tion in executive session, it was a 
blatant violation of the Open 
Meetings Act. Under the act, public 
bodies, such as the council, may 
adjourn for closed sessions for 
specific reasons. Personnel mat­
ters, such as the reinstatement of 
Buck, can be discussed in a closed 
session. The employee must re­
quest the closed hearing and Buck 
did so, after encouragement by 
Council Member Dennis Andrews. 

Several persons present at the 
executive session, including Mayor 
Gary Lentz and Buck, have said the 
council voted to reinstate the clerk 

during the closed session. City At­
torney Thomas Connelly says only 
the wording for a proposed motion 
was approved — the actual 
reinstatement is to be considered 
at the next meeting. 

The Open Meetings Act is ex­
plicit in requiring decisions to be 
made at public meetings. Only 
deliberations can occur in the clos­
ed session. If some council 
members misunderstood the direc­
tion given by Connelly regarding 
the vote, questions should have 
been raised. Any member of a 
public body should be thoroughly 
familiar with the act to avoid viola­
tions. 

The incident shows a lack of 
communication between the coun­
cil and its attorney. Incidents of 
this type, apparently due to a lack 
of communication, must not con­
tinue. Such actions can only cast 
shadows on the integrity and 
abilities of the council.

addition of the reverse osmosis process 
and Uie carbon filtration beds, he add­
ed. 

The hospital backers also have 

agreed to a maximum discharge of 
100,000 gallons per day, said Denniston. 
"They expect to operate Uie system at 
80,000 gallons per day," he commented. 
"It's not unusual to ask for more 
capacity thanyouneed." 

Carl Kerr, president of Uie Lakes 
Area Environmental Action Group, 
said his group would meet prior to Uie 
meeting to plan strategy for opposing 
Uie discharge permit. 

"I can't see how the DNR can receive 
information and change its recommen­
dations wlUiin four weeks," Kerr said. 
"I don't know how Uie DNR would have 
time to analyze it and get a new ap­
proval." 

Residents, primarily from Uie adjoin­
ing Mount Royal subdivision, have 
charged Uie hospital is not needed and 
would be environmentaUy damaging. 

"As I see it, Uiey are still recommen­
ding ultraviolet treatments and 
lagoons," Kerr said. "The acqulfer is 
still unprotected." The residents bad 
not been informed of Uie recommenda­
tion, Kerr said, after Uie DNR promised 
to provide suf f icent review time. 

An earlier version of Uie project was 
wiUidrawn after findings Uiat ground­
water flowed from Uie hospital site on 
SleeUi Road at Benstein Road to Com­
merce Lake rather than nearby 
weUands. 

"It will take 13 years for any part of 
Uie discharge to get to Commerce 
Lake," Denniston said. "The quality of 
Uie discharge will probably be better 
than rain water. It is a very 
sophisticated system." 

Another key concern relating to the 
proposed system had been the treat­

ment of viruses in Uie effluent. Two 
virologists will be present at Uie 
meeting to address Uiose concerns. 

"A system similar to this has been 
studied in California for Uiree years. 
They used chlorine in Uieir system to 
treat viruses," Denniston said. "Tbe 
ultraviolet treatment is better. WiUi 
chlorine you get chlorinated organlcs 
and Uiat creates trihelameUianes. 
Those are not acceptable in drinking 
water." 

If Uie discharge permit is approved, 
Uie hospital backers wUl have to submit 
Uie actual system designs. Denniston 
said design approval normally is 
granted by Uie division chief. 

"The commission has added a special 
provision in Uie permit to assure ade­
quate control and will have the plans as 
an agenda item," he said.

PONTIAC - Oakland County had 
fewer traffic fataliUes to 1983 than tbe 
past 21 years, accordtog to the Traffic 
Improvement Association (TIA) of 
Oakland County. 

Some 111 traffic deaths were reported 
to 1983, a 26.5 percent reduction to com­
parison with 1982. The last year to 
which fewer traffic deaths were record­
ed was to 1961 when the traffic toll to 
Oakland County was 108. 

A total of 1,297 traffic fataliUes were 
recorded to 1983, an 8.5 percent reduc-

Uon from the 1,417 killed to 1982. 
TIA Managing Director Bruce 

Madsen said the reduction to Oakland 
County last year Is particularly signifi­
cant to that there has been an 85 per­
cent tocrease to the annual rate of miles 
traveled stoce 1961. 

"In addition, last year's 28.5 percent 
decrease Is compared to a year which, 
relatively speaktog, was a good year," 
said Madsen. 

"During the 10-year period (rom 1965 
to 1975, tbe county's traffic toll ranged 

from 160 to over 200 deaths annually. 
And, if traffic fataliUes to Oakland 
County had kept pace wiUi miles travel­
ed stoce 1961 we would agato be repor-
ttog 200 lives lost to 1983," Madsen said. 

Though recent trends toward fewer 
U-afflc fatalities cannot be attributed to 
any stogie cause or prevention acUvity, 
Oakland County's nationally acdahned 
drunk drivtog project has played a 
significant role to ttiis reduction, 
Madsen said. 

This observation is based to part on 

Uie fact Uiat alcohol-related fatalities to 
designated target areas patrolled by 
special alcohol enforcement teams 
were down 60 percent last year as com­
pared to Uie two-year period prior to 
1980 when Uie countywide alcohol en­
forcement and education project was 
launched. 

During Uie fh^t Uiree years of Uie 
project, total alcohol-related accidents 
to Uie county were reduced by 20 per­
cent, some 3,650 less Uian projected 
trends.

Those earning reportable interest, 
dividends and patronage dividends 
may become subject to backup 
wiUibolding this year as a result of a 
1983 law. 

Tbe following quesUons and answers 
provided by Uie Internal Revenue Ser­
vice deal wiUi backup wiUiholdlng. 

Q. What is backup wiUibolding? 
A. Backup WiUibolding is Uie new 

requirement enacted by Congress as 
part of Uie Interest and Dividend Tax 
Compliance Act of 1983. Tbe major 
aspect of ttie law dh^cts financial in­
stitutions, corporations, brokers, and 
oUier payors of interest and dividends 
to wiUibold 20 percent of reportable 
paymente due its customers under cer­
tain condiUons. 

Q. What are Uiese condiUons? 
A. There are four situaUons in 

which the payor would backup 
wiUihold. These are: 

• If Uie payee of interest and 
dividends faUs to furnish a TIN (tax­
payer identification number, for in­
dividuals this is usually Uie social 
security number) to Uie payor, or 

• If Uie payor is notified of a incor­
rect TIN (IRS must provide a copy of 
Uie notification for Uie payor to give to 
Uie payee, and Uie payor must notify 
IRS if a second TIN is provided), or 

• If Uie IRS noUfies Uie payor to 
wiUihold because Uie payee faUs to pro­
perly report interest, dividends or 
patronage dividends, or 

• If Uie payee faUs to certify to Uie 
payor, under penalty of perjury, either 
Uiat tbe payee has given Uie correct 
TIN or Uiat Uie payee is not subject to 
backup wiUiholdiog. Tbe requirement 
to certify applies only to new accounts 
opened or instruments acquired on or 
afterJanuary 1,1984. 

Q. What procedures must I foUow to 
ensure Uiat wiUiholdbig on my interest 
and dividends does not occur? 

A. You have recenUy received, or 
will shorUy, a separate first-class maU-
ing sent by your payor of interest and 
dividends. The mailing wUl include a 
request for you to provide your correct 
TIN to Uie payor. You wUl also receive 
a certificaUon form (IRS Form W-9 or a 
similarly worded statement) on which 
you may certify Uiat Uie TIN you have 
provided is correct, and a postage-
prepaid reply envelope. Be sure to pro­
vide your correct TIN to Uie payor and 
report all taxable interest on your tax 
return each year and no backup 
WiUibolding will occur. 

Q. Under what circumstances may 
backup WiUibolding be stopped once it 
has started? 

C o m p u t e r t o r e a d 1 0 4 0 E Z 

New technology wiU be used to pro­
cess the more Uian 18 mUlion Form 
1040EZ federal tax returns Uiis year, 
according to Uie Internal Revenue Ser­
vice. Internal Revenue Service centers 
around Uie country wUl use optical 
character recognition (OCR) scanners 
to process the specially-designed 
1040EZ forms for Uie 1983 tax year. 

The Form 1040EZ is a simple one-
page form used by shigle talxpayers 
wiUi no dependents who have taxable 
income of less Uian 150,000 a year. This 
income must be only from wages, 
salaries and tips and interest income of 
1400 or less. 

On Uie Form 1040EZ taxpayers can­
not itemize deductions, report dividend 
income or take exU-a exempUons for 
age or blhidness. However, Form 
1040EZ filers may take Uie aUowable 
part of Uie charitable contribution 
deduction for non-itemlzers, up to 125, 
on line 4 of Uiis form for tax year 1983. 

Instructions for Uie Form 1040EZ, hi-
cludlng specific direcUons relathig to 
OCR processing requirements, can be 
found on Uie back of Uie form or in ttie 
Form 1040EZ and Form 1040A tax 
package. Special care should be taken 
to complete Uie form properly so pro­
cessing wUl be accurate and refunds 

A. Tbe payee may provide Uie cor­
rect TIN or the required certification on 
new accounts to stop wiUiholding. The 
oUier exceptions whlcli Uie government 
may consider to stop or not to start 
backup WiUibolding are when Uie 
underreporting has been corrected, 
when Uiere is a bona fide dispute as to 
wheUier underreporttog has occurred, 
or in hardship cases. Note that in cases 
of underreporting, Uie IRS wUl mail at 
least four notices to you before notify­
ing tbe payor to start backup 
WiUibolding. 

Q. If backup wiUibolding applies to 

me and I have 20 percent of my interest 
and dividends wiUiheld, how do I report 
Uiis on my federal tax return? 

A. Interest and dividend 
WiUiholdlng is treated Uie same as in­
come tax withheld from wages. The in­
terest and dividend payment is includ­
ed as income on Schedule B when you 
file your return and Uie wiUiheld 
amount is credit against your tax. 

For more information on Uils topic, 
taxpayers may request Publication 505, 
Tax WiUiholdhig and Estimated Tax, 
by writing Uie IRS.

The fans who fUed hito Novi High School's gym

The Jaycees are ce lebra t ing Na t iona l 
Jaycee Week ( J a n u a r y 15-21) th is 
week, and T h o m a s Sumiec, president of 
the N o v i Jaycees, is t a k i n g an h is to r i ca l 
approach , look ing back to the beginn­
ings of the Nov i Jaycees 17 years ago. 

Sumiec is p o r i n g through o ld records 
and t a l k i n g to f o r m e r m e m b e r s to f i n d 
out as m u c h as he can about the or ig ins 
of the Nov i organiza t ion .

Col­
l ins subsequently was elected the f h ^ t 
president . 

Sumiec said the Jaycees' f i r s t p ro jec t 
was to w o r k to m a k e Nov i a c i t y . They 
passed out handbi l ls and posters and 
hosted publ ic f o r u m s w i t h the theme, 
" W h y C i tyhood?" On the day of the i n ­
corpora t ion elect ion, c h a r t e r m e m b e r s 
of the Jaycees v is i ted every home in the 
V i l l age of Nov i , u r g i n g residents to vote 
i n f a v o r of incorporat ion . 

The Jaycees also were involved in 
other pro jec t in tha t f i r s t year of 1967.

"They r e a l l y d i d very weU for a 
b rand new chapte r w i t h only 12 
m e m b e r s , " observed Sumiec. "Co l ih is , 
the president , was 33 years o ld when the 
Jaycees w e r e c h a r t e r e d and he to ld m e 
he decided to g ive h is a l l fo r two years 
to m a k i n g sure t h a t the N o v l Jaycee 
chapter s u r v i v e d . 

F r o m those 12 o r i g i n a l m e m b e r s , the 
Nov i Jaycees now h a v e m o r e than 110 
m e m b e r s . A n d , f r o m those four to f i ve 
pro jects in 1967, the N o v i Jaycees now 
r u n m o r e than 130 p ro jec ts e v e r y year . 

The Jaycees is a young m a n ' s 
organizat ion ( m e m b e r s h i p is I h n i t e d to 
18-35 year o lds ) . The stated purpose of 
the organizat ion is "persona l develop­
ment th rough c o m m u n i t y s e r v i c e . " 

The concept of the Jaycees, exp lah ied 
Sumiec, is that we are t r a i n h i g the 
leaders of t o m o r r o w . "We ' re the on ly 
organizat ion a r o u n d w h i c h has an age 
l u n l t ; the idea is tha t we ^ v e young 
m e n 18-35 years o ld an oppor tun i ty to 
develop the i r m a n a g e r i a l sk i l ls by be­
ing in charge of var ious p r o j e c t s . " 

The personal deve lopment ob jec t ive 
is f u r t h e r p r o m o t e d by p r o g r a m s w h i c h 
encourage Jaycees to develop pub l ic 
speaking s k i l l s by p r o v i d i n g f o r u m s 
w i t h i n the chapter i tsel f . 

" I t ' s a m a z i n g how m a n y of our na­
t ional leaders are f o r m e r Jaycees ," 
sa id Sumiec. " I t h h i k tha t speaks weU 
of the fact that the organizat ion is 
achiev ing i t s g o a l . " 

C o m m u n i t y serv ice — the other ha l f 
of the equat ion - is the benef ic iary of 
the Jaycees' personal development p ro ­
g r a m . What bet ter w a y to develop 
m a n a g e r i a l sk i l ls than th rough serv ice 
to c o m m u n i t y ? 

Loca l ly , the Jaycees are p robab ly 
best known for the i r sponsorship of 
Gala Days, the annual s u m m e r fest iva l

To gain a fuller understanding of how 
the Jaycees came to be the respected 
leadership training organization it is to­
day, it is necessary to have some 
familiarity with the evolution of the 
Jaycees—how it has grown and why. 

At the t)eginning, young men's per­
sonal growth took a back seat to 
(believe it or not) dancing! 

You see, Henry "Hy" Giessenbier, 
our founder and first national presi­
dent, and some of his friends were 
disturbed about the new-fangled dances 
that were becoming popular—like the 
"turkey trot" and "black bottom". 
They preferred the subtle elegance and 
"social acceptability" of the two-step 
and waltz. In 1910, they formed the Her-
culaneum Dance Club to preserve those 
more traditional dances. Alcohol was 
banned from their meetings and 
chaperones were present whenever 
young ladies attended. 

It took only until 1915 for things to 
begin changing. Europe was at war. 
Radio was in its infancy. Automobiles 
were wresting the roads from horses. 
And the new Federation of Dance Clubs 
("Jaycees" was already expanding) 
had begun thinking about civic respon-
sibUity. A pillar of the St. Uuis 
business community, Col. H . M . 
Morgan, speaking at one of the Federa­
tion's meetings, emphatically sug­
gested the group's involvement in a 
local parkway issue. Soon, Morgan had 
"turned on" Giessenbier and several 
other members. Change would now 
come fast to the "Jaycees". 

Before 1915 was over, 32 young men, 
led by Giessenbier, had formed the 
Young Men's Progressive Civic 
Association (YMPCA). Fewer than five 
months later, membership had swelled 
to 750! They had found a key to success 

we still emphasize—civic involvement. 
After just another five months, more 

changes took place. Bringing the 
organization even closer to "Jaycees", 
the name was changed to Junior 
Citizens and the initials J.C. were first 
employed. Little did they know that the 
nickname would later become the of­
ficial name. 

The entry of America into World War 
I found may J.C. members forming an 
infantry unit and engaging in combat 
overseas. Things continued developing 
in their absence, though. In 1918, the 
group's name was changed again and it 
affiliated with the St. Louis Chamber of 
Commerce-as the St. Louis Junior 
Chamber of Commerce. 

At war's end, Giessenbier returned 
home and set about spreadhig the 
Junior Chamber's outreach. On 
January 21,1920, he led a meeting of 29 
similar American groups to form The 
United States Junior Chamber of Com­
merce. This event is commemorated 
each January with our celebration of 
Jaycee Week, beginning the third Sun­
day of the month. 

As the organization developed and ex­
panded over the next decades, the pur­
poses became more directed. During 
the 1920s and '30s, community service 
was even more heavily emphasized. 
The first national projects were con­
ducted, and Junior Chamber members 
were involved in the development of 
aviation and air mail, the founding of 
the National Wildlife Federation and 
thousands of local chapter programs 
still run today. 

Just prior to the onset of World War 
II, the U.S. Congress was stalemated on 
the issue of instituting a military draft. 
The U.S. Junior Chamber, with a 
membership highly vulnerable to the

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draft, passed a resolution calling on the 
Congress to pass the draft legislation. 
That action was seen by many to have 
broken the impasse and resulted in the 
bill's passage-just in time. 

The Jaycee Creed, recited by Jaycees 
around the world at virtually every 
Jaycee event, was the creation of a 
young man attending his first national 
Jaycees convention. C. William 
Brownfield, a new member from Ohio, 
was so impressed by the vitality, spirit, 
concern and iniative demonstrated at 
the meeting that when he returned 
home he drafted the final five lines of 
what we now know as the Jaycee Creed. 
It was adopted by the organization in 
1947. The first line, stating a belief in 
God shared by all Jaycees, was added 
later, and serves as the foundation of 
the entire Creed-and organization. 

It was during this same period that a 
subtle shift was taking place. While the 
practice of community service con­
tinued as a primary purpose of 
Jaycees, the emphasis on personal 
growth and leadership training was 
growing. 

As more and more Jaycees realized 
tremendous personal improvement 
from thehr activity, more attention was 
focused on the development of specific 
programming to address this area. 

By 1965, Jaycees realized that they 
needed to reach out to greater numbers 
of young men. They correctly determin­
ed that the name, Junior Chamber of 
Commerce, was restricting their ex­
pansion potential because it fostered a 
number of myths: that one could 
graduate to the "Senior Chamber" at a 
certain age; that only businessmen 
could join; and that the group had the 
same goals as the Chamber of Com­
merce. 

At the Annual Meeting in Buffalo, 
New York, in 1965, The U.S. Junior 
Chamber of Commerce voted to change 
the name. On July 1,1966, the organiza­

tion officially became known as The 
United States Jaycees. 

Expansion efforts continued in 1972, 
when a bylaw change gave each state 
the right to recruit 18-year-olds to 
regular membership. Up until that 
time, regular membership was 
restricted to ages 21 through 35. 

Although the acceptance of the 
younger men into regular membership 
did not immediately swell the rolls, it 
did remind Jaycees of the need to pro­
vide an all-around program to its 
members. The stage was set for for­
malization of an attitude long held by 
Jaycees across America—a program to 
develop the whole man through specific 
emphasis on personal growth, com­
munity service and management train­
ing. Today, that comprehensive ap­
proach is knovm as the "total Jaycee 
concept." 

With that idea in mind, the "total 
Jaycee concept" logo was designed, to 
remind all Jaycees of the need for 
balanced programming. 

You will notice that the logo is in the 
shape of a triangle with overlapping 
sides. Each side represents a critical 
area of programming. The sides 
overlap to demonstrate that each area 
has a dhrect impact on each of the 
others. 

Imagine what would happen to the 
triangle if one of the sides were remov­
ed. Right. It would fall and become a 
straight line. It would no longer have 
the strength a triangle has-it would be 
flat, without dimension. So would 
Jaycee development. 

Now turn your attention to the circle 
in the center of the logo. This circle 
represents a well-rounded Jaycee. As 
the circle expands, so must the 
triangle. The same holds true for 
Jaycees. As members grow and ex­
pand, so must the programming of the 
chapter.

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If any one side of the triangle is 
larger than the others, it prevents the 
circle from forming even! It will 
become as lopsided as the triangle in 
which it grows. Again, Jaycees in 
chapters with an uneven emphasis on 
these three areas develop unevenly. 

Let's discuss the program areas 
themselves. Community Development 
is the area which holds all youth, 
governmental and health-related 
community-based projects. Every 
Jaycee chapter has some programming 
in this area. This is also the area in 
which most new members get their first 
real chance to get hands-on experience 
in Jaycees. New members are com­
monly approached to chair community 
development programs shortly after 
they join. It's a great way to meet and 
get to know the veteran members and 
begin the growth process in an en­
joyable manner. 

Management Development is an 
often misunderstood area. While there 
is some formalized training available, 
most of the training newer members 
receive is in the areas of orientation to 
the Jaycee organization, training in the 
planning process and project manage­
ment. 

Many chapters keep a supply of Com­
mittee Chairman's Workbooks on hand 
to give to new project chairmen. This 
workbook explains in detail how to go 
about planning a project, gaining the 
approval of the board of directors, 
establishing and running a committee, 
and how to run the project itself. 

A number of other workbooks, hand­
books and manuals are also available, 
including guides to public relations, 
working with people and how to be a 
trainer. Jaycees and chapters who 
order 'and make use of these manuals 

usuaUy enjoy greater success with their 
community development projects 
because the individuals running them 
are better trained. 

The third leg of the triangle is really 
the most important - Individual 
Development. The Jaycees is a per­
sonal growth and leadership training 
organization, and this makes it unique 
in the world. That growth is available to 

programming to fall down. The reasons 
usually quoted are that "we can't find a 
chairman with enough experience" or 
that "we tried it and nobody was in­
terested." 

Neither reason is entirely valid. 
Chairman's guides are available which 
lead even a new Jaycee through the ses­
sions, step-by-step. Experts are 
available in nearly every community

Jaycees in two distinct ways: personal 
growth programs and handsH)n ex­
perience. 

There is a full range of personal 
growth programs (explained in more 
detail elsewhere) that will lead 
members from basic goal-setting 
techniques to more sophisticated time-
management practices. It is in this 
area that chapters too often allow their 

and could be recruited as session 
leaders by the chahrman. After all, if 
every Jaycee were already fully 
developed, we wouldn't have need of 
any growth materials. Remember, all 
materials are developed for use by any 
Jaycee, regardless of his business or 
Jaycee experience. 

The hands-on individual development 
occurs as Jaycees accept responsibili­

ty. For most, the first real responsibili­
ty in Jaycees is as a project chairman. 
The growth from that position is great, 
but just how great doesn't dawn on the 
individual until later — after others 
have begun to notice his increased con­
fidence aiid willingness to take on 
larger tasks. 

As with anything else, leadership' 
training can best be learned through 
study and application. Experience 
alone, while terrific, is even better 
when the fundamentals are learned 
before the experience is undertaken. 

Holding office is just such an ex­
perience. Those who learn about 
delegation and personnel management 
before assuming office will find the ex­
perience even more fulfilling. Each of­
fice will then prepare them for h i ^e r 
office - and far greater challenges out­
side Jaycees. 

Your Jaycee career, can do just 
about anything for you that you hope it 
will. If you are looking for help in 
becoming a better speaker, whether as 
a professional or simply to relate better 
to people, Jaycees will give you the op­
portunity. If you feel stifled in your pre­
sent career, Jaycees can give you the 
confidence and experience to step out 
into the world in a job more to your lik­
ing. 

If you are new in town, searching for 
fellowship, Jaycees have a way of mak­
ing even the newest member feel 
wanted and appreciated. And if you are 
after the greater inner feeling that 
comes from helping other people - you 
have come to the right place I 

By the time you finish reading this, 
you'll understand why Jaycees for 
years have been saying, "Young men 
can change the world."
